Charismatic History 

Montanism Catholics Shakers Irvingites 

 

Is the Charismatic Movement a new wave of God’s Spirit? Is this 

something where we are just being old fuddy-duddies, and resisting this 

latest end-time revival of God’s Spirit? And we are just missing out on it? 

No, not at all, as we are now going to get into Part Two, the second half of our study, the history section. This is nothing new under the sun. In fact, Solomon said that if you ever read through Ecclesiastes. There is nothing new under the sun. It’s the same thing. It’s just been repackaged as 

charismatic behavior, mindset, and rehashed from generation to 

generation. And you know why? Because it’s a classic phrase in history. 

“Those who don’t learn their history are doomed to repeat it.” It’s the 

same old tactics, the same old lie. But since people don’t understand the history of man, they just fall for it, over and over again. Then satan waits for another generation to die off and then here comes another one. He just repackages it. 



New colors, put a bow on top, and they fall for it again and again. 

So, let’s begin that journey by listening to what God says. Let’s take a look at a group of people who were applauded, because they actually had the 

audacity to question whether something really did come from God. God 
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mentioned these people and said, this is a good example. But you and I, 

when we question these people who are saying, “I’ve got a Word from 

God, and God told me to tell you, I have a new revelation, from the Spirit of God,” when we question it and apply it to Scripture, testing it according to the Word of God; we’re the ones who are wrong. That is not what the 

Bible says. 

Acts 17:10-12: “As soon as it was night, the brothers sent Paul and Silas away to Berea. On arriving there, they went to the Jewish synagogue. Now 

the Bereans were of more noble character than the Thessalonians, for they received the message (This message is from Paul, the Apostle Paul, who 

did see Jesus with his own eyes, who was caught up into the third Heaven, who saw things that he couldn’t even repeat.) with great eagerness and 

examined the Scriptures every day to see if what Paul said was true. Many of the Jews believed, as did also a number of prominent Greek women and 

many Greek men.” 



As a result, because they tested it and made sure it was with God, 

many people got saved. When you really do hear the truth, receive the 

truth, test it, and make sure it’s the truth, and then you get busy sharing the truth, what happens? People get saved, and people become disciples. “You 

shall know the truth, and the truth shall set you free.” That’s how powerful the truth is. But again, these people were applauded because they didn’t 

take anybody’s word for it; they tested it according to the Word of God, 

and that’s what we are going to do in Part Two of our study, the untold 

history. We are going to be Bereans, and we are going to go back through 

history to see if their whole premise is true. Let’s test it. Are they really some last days' movement of God? That’s why it’s so strange. That’s why 

this behavior seems kind of erratic and unusual: it’s the last outpouring of God’s Spirit on the planet before the second coming of Christ. Not at all! 



We’re going to be Bereans, and this is nothing new. Now, the 

reason is that there is a danger with the charismatic mindset that we saw in Part One. This not only leads to all kinds of aberrant behavior and aberrant false beliefs, but a bad witness. However, the premise of the charismatic movement is that it leads people away from the Bible. They believe that 

you don’t need the Bible. You just need an experience. You don’t need to 
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listen to what God’s recorded truth is for us; you just need somebody to 

have a vision, and it leads people away from the Bible. That’s what cults do. That is why this section on the cults is being finished. Here is what one guy says:  

 “The question remains: is the charismatic movement scriptural? We can best answer that question this way. We know that since the creation of mankind, satan’s insidious master plan has been simply to put a veil 

 between God’s children and God’s Word, what God says to be true. It 

 began in the Garden of Eden when the serpent asked Eve, “Did God really say?” What is he doing? He’s attacking God’s Word, what God said, in 

 Genesis 3. He’s causing doubt, raising doubt as to the authority and the authenticity of what God said. And ever since that day, satan continues the attack, the inerrancy, and the sufficiency of the Bible.” 



What does that mean? It means, what do we need, to grow up as a 

mature Christian? Do we need something more than the Bible? No! The 

sufficiency of the Scripture means that all that we need is right here in the Bible. I don’t need a new word from God. But that’s the premise of the 

charismatic movement, and you need something more than this. This isn’t 

good enough. 

 “It attacks the inerrancy and the sufficiency of the Bible without question. 

 We know that satan has stepped up his pace of his strategy, and we see that today. We are witnessing a growing menace of demonic activity where satan fails in taking the Bible from us; rather, he works hard at taking us from the Bible.” 



How many churches today, and I’m not just talking about the 

charismatic, even have Bibles in the pews anymore? How many Christians 

are coming to a church service, do you see, even bringing a Bible? That’s bad enough. But the charismatic premise is, even if they have one in the 

pew or even if you show up with one, you basically are never going to turn to it, because you’re just looking at the show, and trying to have an 

experience. And that’s the way it is. He can’t take away the Bible, but if you look throughout history, at what satan has tried to do throughout 
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history, to destroy the Bible. But it just keeps on going, way better than the Energizer Bunny. This is God, and you can’t destroy it. He knows that, so he just switched tactics. So, what does he do? We’ve got plenty of Bibles. 

We have more Bibles than we know what to do with. Ninety-two percent 

of households, including households of atheists, own at least one copy of the Bible. 



So, guess what? It’s there; the truth is right in front of them. Just 

trick them into never turning the page, open it up, and that’s what the 

charismatic movement, basically, does. That’s the big danger. And it’s a 

spiritual issue. 

 “He does this simply by getting us Christians to focus their attention on the claims of men and women to have some supernatural experience. And as a result, those who seek after these experiences of others, have neither time nor interest in searching the Scriptures for God’s truth.” 





Can I translate that for you? To be what our opening passage says. 

To be a Berean. To get into the Word of God every single day. When 

you’re in the Word of God every single day, can anybody fool you with a 

lie? No, you’ll be able to spot it just like that. So, of course, he doesn’t want you in the Bible every day. 

 “Now, there is no denying that God can, if He wants to, perform a miracle. 

 However, the core truth is this. The body of Christ does not need new apostles, new faith healers, new self-styled miracle workers, what the church needs is a return to the Word of God and to proclaim the whole counsel of God in the Power and Love of the Holy Spirit.” 



That’s what we need today. And that’s what’s dangerous with this 

movement. Again, all that which is good, if you stick with the Word of 

God, you proclaim the truth of God, people get saved, and then we 

become disciples and disciplined learners. Jesus said the last thing on 

earth, Matthew 28, “He’s leaving the earth.” It’s a powerful, powerful passage. Don’t just go out there and “baptize in the name of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit,” realizing the Trinity. But He says, “Make 

believers, experiencers, pew sitters, numbers?”   No, He says, “disciples.” 
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In the Greek,  Mathetes, which is where we get the word mathematics, it means disciplined learner, learner of what? The Bible. That’s what we 

need. Why is the church so apathetic, so weak, so disengaged? My guess 

is that you’re not in the Word. Because if you are in the Word, you can’t help but share it. And number two, you get busy serving Jesus Christ. 

Because all through the Bible, it says, “If you love Me, you will keep My commands, and nobody’s greater than his Master.” If Jesus came and 

served us, what do you think you should be doing? If He loved people 

enough and ate with the sinners, and reached out to people, what are we 

supposed to be doing? We’re going to be sharing the gospel. Not because 

we have to, but because we love them. The Word of God does that. But it’s not happening today. 



So, let’s go and put their premise to the test.  “Well, okay, I get that, it’s important, but you don’t understand. We’ve got to have this latest movement of the Spirit of God. This is what we need in the Last Days to be a powerful witness.”  Really? Is it a recent thing? I don’t think so. Now we saw the issue; in Part One of The Charismatic Chaos, we had a whole mini 

study on Spiritual gifts. We saw that the gifts are in two sections. One that is still in function today, by context, by Scripture, not just because that’s what we conveniently want to believe. But we saw that some were not for 

today, they were temporary, the sign gifts. Gifts were given for a sign at that time but once we had the completed revelation, the New Testament, 

the Bible completed, the Old and New Testaments, written down for us of 

the teachings of Jesus and the Apostles that came from Jesus, you don’t 

need a new revelation. 



So, certainly, the sign gifts were temporary by nature. They 

basically had ceased, but it didn’t take long before satan had somebody 

rise up, and this very well could have been the very first charismatic 

person in church history. It was about 150 A.D. Now the Apostle John 

wrote the Book of Revelation, 95-96 A.D., and shortly after that, he passed away. So, about 50 years later you don’t need the gifts, the last apostles, we have the Bible formulated. But then here comes this guy, Montanus, at 

150 A.D. This guy basically was your first charismatic mindset. Nothing 

new under the sun. This idea, the latest Spirit of God movement, I’ll just use these words, is a lie. It’s not even close to being true. This guy was so 
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full of himself that he started this new movement, and since his name was Montanus, he named this movement Montanism. 



He also had a new word. And as we go through history, we are 

going to see even the same type of charismatic verbiage, that was used 

2,000 years ago or more. It’s nothing new, even the verbiage. He either 

called it Montanism or the New Prophecy. That sounds just like today, 

doesn’t it? This was in 150 A.D. He was a recent convert. Now you 

wonder why the Bible says, when it talks about leadership in the church, 

elders and deacons, it says to make sure that that guy’s not a recent 

convert. Why? You might want to get some foundation going first before 

you cut that guy loose with some authority. So that he can handle the Word of God, to make sure he’s not led astray, and so he doesn’t get a big head. 



Well, he was in a small village in a place called Phrygia, and he 

fell into a trance and began to prophesy under the influence of spirits. 

Well, there it is. All you’ve got to do is add that phrase, in spirit, after whatever weird behavior you’re doing, it’s somehow makes it Christian. 

And he was joined by two women. One was called Priscilla, and the other 

was Maximilla, and they also began to prophesy. Now, let’s take a look at the first charismatic, and it wasn’t recent. It was right after the death of the last of the apostles. 

Narrator:  “Today we’re talking about Montanism. A long time ago in what now is called Turkey, there was a province called Freesia, a former kingdom in Asia Minor and in that province, there was a man named 

 Montanus. Because this was so long ago, not much is known about his 

 actual life or birth, but we do know that he was a talented preacher, and he was probably preaching sometime between 135 and 177 A.D. Montanus 

 lived in the town of Pepys and preached to Christians, but it didn’t take him long to start making strange predictions. He claimed to be a prophet of God and with the paraclete which Jesus had promised to send to his people, who it turned out to be the Holy Spirit, who spoke through him. He said that the towns of Pepuza and Tymion would be the location of where the new Jerusalem would be, and he declared Pepuza to be His 

 headquarters. 
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 He also surrounded himself with two women, Priscilla and Maximilla who became even more popular than Montanus himself. Together they 

 preached penance and fervor, stressing the continuation of miraculous gifts, like prophecy and speaking in tongues. However, Montanus also 

 began claiming that his teachings were above those of the church and he and his followers, having founded a movement referred to as the ‘New 

 Prophecy,’ started claiming that Jesus would return very soon, in his own hometown. In time of course, the prophecy turned out false, so Montanism faded, and more orthodox Christians were there to oppose him anyway, so it was over by the later parts of the second century A.D. 

  In modern day terms Montanus should probably be seen in the same light as a charismatic televangelist, but without television. He’s the man who talked about miracles and prophesies, spoke in tongues, called folks up from the audience and made big promises to people, looking for an end to the persecutions of the early church. Ultimately it turned out to be just a scam. Well, we don’t need to watch out for Montanus anymore and I 

 seriously doubt any of us will ever become believers in Montanism. But it’s important to keep in mind how easily this kind of scam can prey on the innocent and the desperate and to keep an eye out for other scam artists in our own age. Believe me, there are plenty of them.” 





And guess where they are coming from. A lot of them, from the 

charismatic movement. 150 A.D., so much for being a new movement. 

That’s why this behavior is so strange, because this is brand spankin’ new in the last days. Not even close, it’s been rehashed. Eusebius, he’s a church historian, talks and records about this Montanus guy. Look at what he 

says: 

 “Montanus, in his lust for leadership, he became obsessed and would 

 suddenly fall into a frenzy and convulsions. He began to use ecstatic speech, gibberish, talking strangely and prophesied, contrary to that which was customary to the beginning of the church, i.e., from the Word of God.” 
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What does this sound like, it sounds like what’s going on today, 

that we’re being sold a bill of goods. Oh, it’s the latest movement of God. 



 “Those who heard him were convinced he was possessed.” 



This was around his lifetime. I would think they would know better 

about this guy; they were there. 

 “They rebuked him and forbid him to speak, remembering the warning of the Lord Jesus in the Bible, to be watchful because false prophets would come. This style of prophesying, was liking to the irrational ecstatic prophetic style, which was a part of Montanus’ life prior to his conversion when he was a priest of Sybil.” 



Which is a cult sect that we saw before. So, where did it come 

from? It came from occult practices. As we saw with the charismatic 

behavior, where did it come from? The same three threads – the occult 

practices, Hinduism, and New Age. Nothing new under the sun. 

 “The early church rejected Montanus and the prophetesses and their 

 prophecies. The rejection was based on the Bible.” 





So, if the early church, right after the death of the last apostle, 

rejected and says that’s possession, you’re just a false prophet, just like Jesus warned us about in the Bible. They clearly unashamedly rejected 

him, rebuked him, forbade him ever to speak in the church again. What do 

you think you should be doing in church today?  “But you guys just don’t understand, you’re resisting the movement of the Spirit of God. You’re one of those fundamentalists. You got a religious spirit.”  No, we’re just being Bereans. We’re just following what the Bible has to say. You’re the one 

that’s in error. 

 “It’s significant that tongues are mentioned only in the earliest books of the New Testament. Paul wrote at least twelve epistles after I Corinthians and never mentions tongues again. Peter never mentions tongues, James never mentions tongues, John never mentions tongues and neither did 
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 Jude. Tongues appeared only briefly in Acts, which is a transitional book, showing the sign gifts as they’re transcending and in I Corinthians, the message of the gospel was being spread. But once the church was 

 established, tongues were gone.” 

   

    They stopped, and the later books of the New Testament do not 

ever once mention tongues again, nor does anyone in the post apostolic 

age, i.e., after the death of the last apostle. They are not even hinted at. 

Early church writers such as Polycarp, a Christian of Augustine origin, 

never mentioned tongues, because they ceased. This is the evidence of 

early church history. During the first 500 years of the church, the only 

people who claimed to have spoken in tongues (the gibberish) were 

followers of Montanus, and he was branded a heretic. There are some 

people who revived it who are called the Gnostics. They were a form of 

early New Agers. So, where did it go after Montanus? Throwing a little bit of the Gnosticism in there in the first few centuries after the death of the last apostle. Where did it go? Well, it’s hard to trace it, but believe it or not, this charismatic behavior, a lot of it continued through Catholicism. 

And Roman Catholicism is not Biblical Christianity. I hope desperately 

that you know that. 



Roman Catholicism is a works-based salvation, it’s not grace at all, 

not even close. Do they downplay the Bible? Absolutely, in fact, they say you don’t even have the ability to read the Bible, and you shouldn’t read the Bible, only the priests and the Pope has the authority to rightly 

interpret that thing. You stay out of it, “so we can brainwash you.” So, 

even through that, basically after the birth and the church persecution 

stopped with Constantine, shortly after that in the early 400s you had 

basically the birth of the first Pope and the Roman Catholic Church. 

Basically, when you study Western civilization, you know what that led 

people into? Not only the demise of the Roman Empire, officially, but then you have this period called the Dark Ages. And you know why it is so 

dark? Because Roman Catholicism took control, over not just the religion, but they also took over the governments. 



And you know what busted that out? It was basically, just a little 

before the 1500s, you have the age of reason, and some of the 

intellectualism began to buck against it, which is basically the Protestant 
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Reformation, that finally came out of that. After Montanus, a lot of this charismatic behavior, believe it or not, continued in Catholicism. Even 

today, Catholics are merging with the charismatics and vice-versa. Why? 

Because there are a lot of similarities. Certainly, these both have a 

downplay of the Scripture and only certain men have the authority to give you the truth. That is very common. But also, if you study Catholicism, 

they’re heavy duty on experience. The incense burning, the standing up 

and feeling religious, wearing gear, feeling spiritual, and all these 

ritualistic behaviors you’ve got to do, and surely that’s got to be God. And not only that, then they have their aesthetic experiences. A lot of Catholics supposedly have visions of the Virgin Mary. All this stuff is going on and it’s a bunch of baloney. It’s just charismatic stuff. They also get into 

contemplative prayer, and they just focus on something for a long time 

until something happens. Catholics do that. 



So, basically, to trace the thread from Montanism, it continued on 

through Catholicism and now I’m going to pick it up to something that 

was happening in the 1600s. This is after the Reformation, and you have 

these people called the Cevonnol prophets. This started in Europe, and it continued through Catholicism. This was a group in Southern France, and 

they began to prophesy, experience visions and speak in tongues i.e., 

gibberish. It was considered, not just a movement, but it was a prophetic movement. Well, it must be from God. Obviously, it was alien to the 

reformed tradition and it stirred up the peasants in the South of France. 

Now, no offence to the peasants and some of them were kept in that 

position because of the feudal systems. You had the higher-ups, you had 

the people that worked the farms, who were basically slaves and 

indentured servants. But guess what they didn’t have? They didn’t have a 

very good education; they may not have been able to read or write. 



But here comes somebody to their town and they are saying, “God 

told me to tell you.” That was some serious action. People came, they 

flocked to hear them, and they got snookered by this activity. In 1688 

Isabeau Vincent, a young shepherdess, talked in her sleep, first in her 

dialect, then in French. She uttered a succession of verses, or passages, from the Bible, so people flocked to hear her. She was soon arrested, 

jailed, and held in a convent, but in the movement of lesser prophets, 

because she started a fire. The lesser prophets did not stop. The next year, 
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1689, it spread to another town and speakers who got caught up in it 

stirred up the crowds. Most of the prophets were young men and women 

and again, most were illiterate. 



Now, wait a second, if you’re illiterate, guess what? One thing in 

your whole life that you have never once read is the Bible. So, do they 

even have a chance of being a Berean? No. They just got caught up in it. 

And that’s sad. With a lot of our founding fathers, do you know why they 

started the public educational system in the beginning? For the first 200 

years of our education system, here in the United States, and kids learning the alphabet, it was all about the Bible. “A” in Adams fall, we sinned all, 

“Z,” Zacchaeus to climb the tree for the Lord Jesus to see. That’s how they learned the alphabet and you know why they wanted people to learn to 

read? It was so they could read the Bible. Because when you read the 

Bible and you hide God’s Word in your heart, what does it do to the 

populace. Kind of keeps them in check. 



They knew that the Bill of Rights and the Constitution were just 

shells. They can’t control the hearts of the people. So, to protect our 

country from going back into tyranny, and into destruction, they had to 

make sure people could read. So, they could read the Word of God. And 

God will tame their hearts. Any wonder the enemy’s taken it away from 

the school system, and what do we have today? So, these guys are 

illiterate too. Their passionate speeches were accompanied by 

extraordinary body movements. The prophets moaned, they cried, they 

trembled, their bodies shook. They fell over and laid lifeless on the 

ground, for several minutes. This shocking behavior was met with almost 

general rejection. So, what does this sound like? What kind of behavior? 

It’s the same thing we are being sold today. And these people, at the time of the Reformation, who came up with the solas, the famous “Solas 

Scriptura,” Latin for “The Bible Alone” is my sole source of faith and 

practice in truth. They rejected it, so what should we be doing to the same thing today? Rejecting it as well. Not being fuddy-duddies, right? 



They were being called imposters. These people were fakers, 

comedians, lunatics, and sick. Many possessed women were even jailed 

and doctors were sent to them every day. Ten years later, following the 

death of these Cevonnol preachers/prophets, the movement had a 

resurgence. So, it was starting to die out, but it took up again, because of 
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this guy, Prophet Abraham Mosel. He interpreted a dream and here’s what 

that dream was. This is serious doom and gloom. This is why we need to 

listen to these kinds of people, over the word of God. This is why this 

movement was able to take off again. Because people heard this word 

from this so-called prophet. 

 “Two big black oxen are eating all the cabbages in the garden.” 



Oh, times are going to be tough. Are you kidding me? Leave the 

cow out of it. But it’s the same thing, right? “I had a dream, God told me 

…” But he didn’t just have a dream but let me tell you what it meant. You can make up anything that you want. It’s the same thing that is going on 

today. This was going on back then and they rejected it. 



Then another guy, Eli Miriam sought refuge in England from 

where he attempted to spread the prophetic movement. He traveled across 

Europe, but failed to find support, and he kept getting kicked out, except with the German pietists. So, basically, they get bounced around Europe. 

But is this anything new? A new movement of God? No, it’s the same old 

baloney, that people have been kicking around and rejecting and rebuking 

throughout the whole history of the church. History reveals that the vast majority of these movements, that claim supernatural endowments, are 

cults. Why? Because as we saw before there’s five marks of a cult. You get God wrong; you get Jesus wrong; you get the Trinity wrong; you get man 

wrong; and you get salvation wrong. But what’s the first thing? You get 

the Bible wrong; you get this source of authority wrong and that’s number one. Because if you go outside the Bible of course you’re going to get 

everything else wrong. It spills downhill. That’s the classic, not just the Biblical, but the secular definition of a cult. 



So, anybody that says that you don’t have to follow the Bible, or 

I’ve got something better than the Bible, or you need to listen to me above the Bible, that’s a cult. And it needs to be rejected. The fact remains that since the Canon of Scripture was completed no genuine Orthodox 

movement has ever been led by people whose authority is based in any 

way, on a private revelation from God. It’s all basically the beginning of a cult. Many groups have claimed to receive new revelations, but all of them have been fanatical, heretical, cultic, and fraudulent. Both charismatics 
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and non-charismatics need to consider that there is a parallel between 

these cult groups and the modern charismatic movement. 



Now, let me give you a couple of easy examples. And we’ve 

already dealt with a lot of this. Virtually every cult and every false 

teaching that has ever spun, has begun on the premise that its leader or 

leaders has access to new revelations. We saw that in New Age, with many 

people in there. Edgar Cayce, remember him, he was called the sleeping 

prophet. He would fall asleep, and he would have these dreams, and these 

dreams have prophetic messages. And that’s supposed to be better than the Bible? We also dealt with L. Ron Hubbard. Remember him? He had a new 

revelation of an exploding volcano, where aliens were trapped people in 

flypaper. But what’s the premise of that? “I got a new revelation, and this is beyond the Bible.” 



And then there’s Joseph Smith. If you’re in the charismatic 

movement and you say you have a new Word from God, you just cut 

under how you’re going to witness to a Mormon. They come up to you 

and say, “You’ve got to read the Book of Mormon.” I’m not going to read 

the Book of Mormon, it’s only the Bible. Well, how can you rebuke him if 

you sit there and say you’ve got a new Word from God. All he’s got to say, to use their verbiage, well Joseph Smith had a new Word from God too. 

We will get into this a little later, but did you know that Joseph Smith was charismatic? He even believed in speaking in tongues, rolling around, and supposedly healing from all things. He was a charismatic, and he 

continued with  “I got a new revelation from God, the Book of Mormon.” 

Where do you think it came from? It came from a guy who basically was 

charismatic, and we call him Joseph Smith. 



So, how do you witness to somebody like that? If you go outside 

the Bible, this is serious stuff. Scripture is all we need. It’s called the sufficiency of the Bible. I don’t need anything else other than this book. If somebody comes up to you and says, “God told me,” Run, or test it, be a 

Berean and get back to the Word of God. All these people claim some sort 

of revelation, of some kind, from God, and all have abandoned the tenets 

of Solas Scriptura and embarked on a dangerous quest for something 

more. The charismatic acceptance of modern prophecy represents a turn 

down this perilous road. The gift of tongues was also prolific. 
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So, let’s take a look at the next one. It went from Montanus, and 

continued to the Catholics, the Cevonnol prophets, and now we have this 

group called the Shakers. The Shakers were a celibate, communal, 

religious sect in the 18th century in the United States, so here we see, 

finally this charismatic behavior that was pretty much confined over 

across the Atlantic. It now hops the pond and comes to the United States 

of America, through these people called the Shakers. 

Narrator:  “At the dawn of America’s revolution a small group of devoted believers arrived in New York City, fleeing religious persecution in 

 England. Their leader, Ann Lee, the charismatic and outspoken visionary, challenged them to seek salvation through pacifism, celibacy, confession, and gender equality. Confronted by a culture hostile to these radical convictions, they created their own communities, away from the rest of society and gained thousands of followers. For more than 200 years they have sought perfection in all they do from farming to producing goods coveted by the outside world. Their motto – “Hands to work and hearts to God.” The Shakers, America’s Quiet Revolutionaries.” 



No, they were America’s first charismatics, is what they are. If you 

could see the video, oh, they were studying the Word of God, they were 

flipping through the pages. No, I didn’t either. These guys were America’s first charismatics, I kid you not, and here’s the proof. The Shakers are a Christian cult (their words, not mine) that combines elements of 

Quakerism and charismatic worship practices. Their beliefs are hard to 

codify, because all congregants were allowed to prophesy, and all 

prophecies were considered inspired. So, they’re just making it up as they go. They broke off from the Quakers and they were very charismatic, so 

they called them the “Shaking Quakers” and then it got shortened to the 

Shakers. 



They were heavily influenced by the French charismatics who fled 

England to avoid persecution. So, that’s how it hopped the pond. The 

French came over to the U.S. because they were being persecuted. They 

were escaping, by coming to America, and they influenced these people. 

Then another movement was created, basically America’s first 

charismatics. The first Shakers were Jane and James Wardly and former 
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Quakers, who claimed to receive a divine command to start the one true 

church. Isn’t that the way it is, the rest of us are all wrong. This is the one new church. Ann Lee became a devout convert and joined their group. 

While in England the Shakers were often incarcerated for disturbing the 

peace, often in church services. They got kicked out of church services, so Ann and eight of her followers immigrated to America in 1774 to escape 

this persecution. Six years later, they announced that the Millennium had begun. So, that would be 1780, the Millennium lasts for 1,000 years, so 

that means according to them, Millennium ended in 1880. Wow, so that 

means we have already gone through the Great White Throne Judgment, 

and we’re now in the New Heavens and the New Earth. Isn’t this 

wonderful? They believed they were in the Millennium now; they were 

bringing in the Kingdom of God. Now, don’t they use the same verbiage 

today? That’s how they snookered people in. You’ve got to join us, it’s a new movement of the Spirit of God. This is ushering in the Millennium, 

join now before it’s too late. 



Membership increased through adoption and accepting indentured 

children. Many were drawn by the Shakers utopian ideals, communal 

living, and leadership opportunities for women. Again, that’s another thing that the charismatics have, female pastors which is unbiblical. Their 

numbers reach 6,000 at one point, but membership later declined in large 

part due to an insistence on celibacy. As of 2011 there were only 5 known Shakers left in America. It’s kind of hard to keep going when you can’t 

have a family. And I searched a little more recent, as of 2017, they’re 

down to two, because one of those three died. 



The Shakers taught that sexual intercourse is the root of sin. But 

see, there was a personal thing going on there. The most influential leader Ann Lee had lost four children as infants and claimed to have received 

messages from God saying that sex was evil. As a result, abstinence was 

required in the church as preparation for Heaven. So, obviously this is not grace. But do you see why she came up with that? Granted, that would 

hurt to lose your kids, but then to turn around and say, “God told me to tell you it’s all evil.” Granted, it was sad, and it hurts, but you don’t need to supposedly say that now sexual intercourse is the root of sin. They also 

had the practice of, their words, not mine, spirit led worship. What does that sound like? That’s the same exact verbiage. Even the verbiage is 
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nothing new. It’s just been rehashed. Now the Shakers also believed that 

God is both male and female, they believed that Jesus was the male 

manifestation of God and the leader of the first Christian, but Mother Ann Lee was the female manifestation of God, the second coming of Christ, 

and the leader of the second Christian church and the Bride of Christ. She wore four hats. What a lot of pressure. They also believed in salvation that was based on obedience. So, if that’s what these people truly believed, are they saved? No. Not even one of them. You can dance in those circles, 

whoop, and holler, and do all your spirit led worship, they are still a bunch of non-Christians. As we saw before, I don’t know their hearts, but if you have people that all they’re basing their so-called salvation on is an 

experience, and they’ve never really bowed a knee, and they think that 

they must do all things in order to get saved, are they saved? 



I’m also talking about folks today. It’s dangerous. The Shakers 

were charismatic, and their services included much prophesying and 

speaking in gibberish. They danced and they shook. Anyone, regardless of 

gender, class or education could preach or prophesy. Music was especially important in Shaker worship. Same thing today, isn’t it? Revelations could take the form of new songs. Now wait a second, that’s supposed to be even the latest thing going on supposedly by the Spirit of God. That these 

people are doing this spirit-led worship, and they can spontaneously come out with new lyrics, as people are just strumming the same thing, over and over. Shakers were doing that a long time ago. Then they had ecstatic 

dancing, spontaneously speaking in gibberish, was later standardized into hymns, which Shakers performed regularly. And believe it or not, Shaker 

music has influenced even modern artists. The Shakers lived in 

communities, removed from worldly influences. They were strictly 

celibate, men and women lived in separate dormitories, and they only 

came together for worship. (Notice it wasn’t to study the Bible.) And when it was time to work. 



Theologically the Shakers are a legalistic cult developed by a 

deceived, emotionally wounded woman. Their equating sex with sin was 

obviously unbiblical, and Ann Lee was not the second coming of Christ, 

she was not the female manifestation of God, and the Holy Spirit would 

never influence someone to prophecy contrary to Scripture. But why did 

these people fall for this? How could it even get up to 6,000 people? I’ve 
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got a theory. They weren’t Bereans. They got caught up in this movement 

and emotion. It was great entertainment, and they got caught up in it, and fell for it because they weren’t Bereans. The same thing is going on today. 

Why do people go to church services and continue to go to church 

services, I’ll guarantee you, the one thing that is on the bottom of the list and should be at the top of the list, at the bottom of the list is the Bible. 

You know what they really come for? Entertainment. Which they think 

that music should give them. And that is not what the music industry is all about. It’s about glorifying Jesus Christ. It’s about providing songs that you, as an individual, sing back the songs, from your individual hearts to Jesus. But no, you must have the lights, camera, action, the smoke, the 

pastor who doesn’t just come on the stage, he rides that motorcycle and 

makes a grand entrance. Then when he gets up there, he talks about cats 

and his grandmother’s cookies and then you’re dismissed. Wasn’t that a 

great sermon? 



So, again, their theological beliefs of the Shakers should be 

avoided. My Bible tells me to reject them. So, if Montanus was told you’re a heretic, get out of here. Other charismatics were rejected, and now the Shakers. The first ones in the United States, who are to be avoided, and 

led to a cult and false salvation. What should we be doing with this whole charismatic movement? Run!!! Don’t be a part of this. Here are some of 

the things that the Shakers did in their services, and you tell me if there is anything new. Holy laughter, drunk in the spirit, being slain in the spirit, new revelations, prophetic utterances, jerking, spasms, hopping, rolling on the ground, dancing in the spirit, getting songs while they are in trances, believing that they will become the manifest sons of God, belief in 

establishing the Kingdom of God here and now, low Biblical emphasis, 

anti-intellectual and equality of women in ministry. They can be pastors 

and leaders and prophetesses. It’s the exact same thing. This has been 

going on early on in our country. 



Now let me give you one more. This is in the 1800s. It started over 

in England and then again, it too hopped the pond. And it’s another form 

of charismatics. These were people called the Irvingites. Their name 

comes from a Scottish preacher named Edward Irving. He was a Scottish 

pastor who went charismatic. He was influenced by this kind of behavior, 

and he began his movement with Mary Campbell and James and Margaret 
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MacDonald. They formed the Catholic Apostolic Church, which 

emphasized the gifts of the Spirit. Church historian Philip Schaff (1819-

1983) wrote of observing the speaking in tongues in an Irvingite church in New York. 

Philip Schaff:  “Several years ago I witnessed this phenomenon in an Irvingite congregation in New York; the words were broken unintelligible, but uttered in abnormal, startling sounds, in a state of apparent 

 unconsciousness and without any control over the tongue, which was 

 seized as it were by a foreign power.” 



A friend and colleague, Dr. Briggs, who witnessed it in 1879 in the 

principal Irvingite church in London received the same impression. And 

it’s from a charismatic utterance, that the people today, accuse the pre-Trib doctrine, coming from Margaret MacDonald, now, basically do not believe 

that the church leaves prior to the 7-year Tribulation. Anyone not believing this, which would mean they believe in Mid-Trib, where the church leaves 

in the middle. Then you have the wrath, according to our timeline, would 

be about ¾ of the way through, or what you would call post-Trib and that 

basically says you are in the whole 7-year Tribulation, and here’s your 

supposed blessed hope. Here’s why Paul apparently said,  “Encourage one another with these words, you’re going to go through the worst period in the history of mankind, for all the 7 years, and if somehow you can stay alive all the way to the back end, here’s your blessed hope.”  You go up and then you come right back down. Because it’s at the end, when Jesus 

comes back at His second coming. I seriously disagree with them, but 

that’s what they believe. 



Margaret MacDonald has become the go-to person for these people 

to falsely accuse pre-Tribers of getting their belief, not from the Bible, but from this girl. From this charismatic girl, who made a charismatic 

utterance, and they say that she influenced a guy named John Darby and 

he’s the one that started this latest aberrant teaching called the Pre-Trib Rapture. Is that true? Not even close. In fact, I’ll give you a little teaser. 

We did a whole documentary on this, called “The Rapture, Don’t be 

Deceived.” We traveled over to Scotland, where Margaret MacDonald and 

the Irvingites were, and did our homework. We even got a historical copy 
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of her so-called charismatic utterance, and the funny thing is, when you 

read it, I totally disagree with it, I think it’s demonic. And so did John Darby, who did know her, but he got his understanding about the 

differences between Israel and the church, three years prior, when he was being held up, after a bike accident in 1827. He knew about it, and he 

called her demonic. When you read what she uttered, and it was written 

down, it’s not even talking about pre-Trib, it’s post-trib. And yet these same people will sit there and say the pre-Trib Rapture is a recent false teaching, from Margaret MacDonald, this charismatic girl. That’s where it came from. No, it’s not. Here is a clip from “The Rapture, Don’t be 

Deceived.” 

Billy Crone:  “There are actually many people out there who say that they disagree with the pre-Trib Rapture because it’s a recent teaching, therefore it cannot be true. They basically say that the pre-Trib Rapture teaching started with a man named John Darby who was supposed to have received this demonic idea from this charismatic girl named Margaret MacDonald, from an utterance that she made in 1830. However, when you investigate the facts of this recent popular accusation, the only thing you will see is that it’s spurious about the accusation itself. Like all the other false accusations against the pre-Trib position, this too does not hold up under scrutiny. 

  Margaret MacDonald was born in Port Glasgow. It was in 1830, so it 

 goes, that she received a demonic vision of the last days that included supposedly, the pre-Trib Rapture. Therefore, this demonic vision is said to have laid it out to John Darby who in turn is supposed to have promoted this idea of a pre-Trib Rapture to you and me, the church today. Of course, that would make this promotion and teaching of the pre-Trib Rapture, 

 according to this account, demonic because of its demonic origin from Margaret MacDonald. As you can see by that charge, it’s pretty serious. 

 But be that as it may, is it even true? Did John Darby get the pre-Trib Rapture from Margaret MacDonald? Not even close. Not even by a long 

 shot. 
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 First of all, if you read the so-called utterance from Margaret MacDonald, that she received, it’s not even supporting the pre-Trib Rapture position. 

 Rather it’s supporting a post-Trib position with a partial Rapture. In fact, it may very well have been done in a church facility like this one.” 







So, it’s a bunch of baloney. It’s a lie. That was just a little snippet, 

but the benefit of that is, I’m not goofing off when I take these trips to Europe. I’m working. We wanted to go there because the people who put 

out that lie, the big promoters, were over there too and put together their little things. We went over to expose the truth. Basically, I wanted to let you know this is coming from the Irvingites. This accusation against the 

pre-Trib and with the early Irvingites came Margaret MacDonald. Now, 

let’s go back to the guy that started this charismatic movement there, 

Edward Irving. The members of his congregation practiced speaking in 

tongues (gibberish) prophesying, but the Irvingites prophets often 

contradicted each other. Shocker, because if it comes from God, the Bible never contradicts itself. So, the prophecies failed to come to pass. What does Deuteronomy say? If a prophet is speaking the Word of God and it 

doesn’t come to pass, what are you supposed to do? You stone them. They 

die. Why? Because they are calling God a liar. They say it came from God 

and it didn’t come to pass. 



And their meetings were characterized by wild excesses. The 

movement was further discredited when some of the prophets admitted 

that they had falsified the prophecies. They cooked them up. They lied. It was staged. Others even attributed their giftedness to evil spirits. So, 

some, on their own campus, were saying that this is demonic. This group 

eventually became the Catholic Apostolic Church, that also taught many 

false doctrines, embracing several Roman Catholic false doctrines, and 

created twelve apostolic offices. Now notice who slides perfectly together, the charismatic and Roman Catholicism. Irving, with his decision to 

permit tongues in any service, isolated some of his more sedate 

parishioners. In other words, they got upset about it. They objected to the frequent disruptions during the Sunday morning sermons. Kind of hard to 

hear while people are talking in gibberish. Then it got even worse for him. 

Even though he never spoke in tongues, his inability to quiet these people down cost him. 
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Number one, he was expelled by the Scottish Presbytery, over 

issues of Christology, a false view of Christ, and these tongues issue. 

Those who possessed the gifts claimed the spiritual authority to recognize themselves as the Church of the Spirit. They claimed the authority to 

direct all aspects of the church and they silenced him in the name of the Holy Spirit. So, he lost everything. He got kicked out and then the people who were doing this charismatic stuff said, “Nope, the Spirit of God told us that we are the ones in charge. Not you, get out of here.” He died in 

1834, still a young man. But the fanatical sect did not prevent the 

extension of Irving’s influence beyond the great confines of Great Britain. 

It hopped over to the U.S., and they made contacts with small but 

interesting Christian groups, of various affiliations. 



So, you’ve got the Shakers going on and then you have these guys. 

A lot of this again, the history was confined over there in Europe, and 

stayed there. Montanus, Cevonnol, Catholicism, the Irvingites were 

originally there, but they hopped the pond, the Shakers hopped the pond, 

who were influence by the French people. Now guess what is starting to 

take off, unfortunately, in America? The charismatic mindset, charismatic teaching, false teaching, you got a word from God outside of the Word of 

God. And what that has led to is we’re going to pick up about the mid- 

1800s, after the second great awakening in our nation’s history, the revival that took place, and then we are going to see another charismatic group 

arise, they got a word from God, and they started a new movement. That 

new movement is called Mormonism, with Joseph Smith. And that dude 

was charismatic through and through, as well as being involved in the 

occult.

We spent 20 weeks dispelling how this charismatic behavior is not 

just erratic, it’s unbiblical and it’s unhealthy with a lot of ungodly, 

unfortunate, things. We dealt with that Biblically. But invariably, 

sometimes you hear,  “Oh you just don’t understand. See this a brand-new movement of God. The Spirit of God is being poured out in these last days, that’s why it’s so weird and you just don’t get it.”   



Really? Well, what we are seeing is there’s nothing new under the 

sun. It’s the same old lie that we’ve seen repeatedly throughout history. 

Even as far back as the Apostolic age, after the death of the last Apostle, the Apostle John. The early church had to deal with this charismatic 

behavior. 



It started with Montanism, then it continued into the Dark Ages, 

with Roman Catholicism. They had a lot of charismatic behavior going on 

through that until the Reformation. Then the charismatic behavior began 

again in two different groups in Europe and both hopped the pond and 

they came here to the United States. Basically, the first charismatics, here in the United States, were not the ones from the Azusa Street Revivals, as 
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they want to say, in 1906. Are you kidding me? It started with the Shakers. 

Why were they called the Shakers? Because they came out of the Quakers, 

and they got charismatic, and they started shaking. Then another group 

called the Irvingite’s were guilty of the same thing, and that is where we left off in “Charismatic Chaos, Part One.” 



Notice again, this is a long time before the event in 1906, when 

they wanted to say that is when the latest movement of the last days of the Spirit of God began, the Azusa Street Revival. No, we’re not even close to 1900 yet. So now, what we are going to do is get into another cult. The 

charismatic movement is nothing new. It is the same old false teaching, 

but it has just been repackaged. And believe it or not, God warned us that we need to watch out for the same old, same old. It’s nothing new under 

the sun. 

Ecclesiastes 1:1-11: “The words of the Teacher, (Solomon) son of David, king in Jerusalem. ‘Meaningless! Meaningless!’ says the teacher. ‘Utterly meaningless! Everything is meaningless.’ What does man gain from all his 

labor at which he toils under the sun? Generations come and generations 

go, but the earth remains forever. The sun rises and the sun sets, and 

hurries back to where it rises. The wind blows to the south and turns to the north, round and round it goes, ever returning to its course. All streams flow into the sea, yet the sea is never full. To the place the streams come from, there they return again. All things are wearisome, more than one can say. The eye never has enough of seeing nor the ear its fill of hearing. 

What has been will be again, what has been done will be done again, there is nothing new under the sun. Is there anything which one can say, ‘Look! 

This is something new?’ It was here already, long ago; it was here before our time. There is no remembrance of men of old, and even those who are 

yet to come will not be remembered by those who follow.” 



I’m telling you, that’s the reason we are spending part two on the 

history of the charismatic movement, to dispel this lie, even after all the demonstrations we’ve done Biblically. It’s not good behavior, it’s not 

Biblical behavior, and frankly, it leads to dangerous occultic behavior. But they will say this is a new movement of God. No, it’s not! Solomon says, 

to be on the lookout. If you know your history, it’s already been done 
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before. And that is what we are seeing with the charismatic movement. 

This is the benefit of what we’re doing in the second half. It’s the same old false teaching, repackaged for a new generation. Now, it’s not just 

unfortunate, and it’s not just what they do. Because of this charismatic 

mindset, it not only gives birth to false teaching and false teachers, but it also gives birth to cults. Again, what is the premise that you can get a 

word from God outside the Word of God?  “Hey, I’ve got a vision that you need to submit to, it’s fresh. I had a visitation from an angel. God told me to tell you. No, I got a prophecy, I’m a prophet of God. I got a new way, a better way, the latest way.”  What is that? What are we talking about here? 

That’s the charismatic mindset, right? That is the same mindset that 

happens every single time, 100% of the time, when a cult is birthed on the planet. It’s the charismatic community mindset. 



Now, we’re going to demonstrate, not only in our history section, 

but the next one on our timeline is the cult called Mormonism. I couldn’t wait to get to this one. Believe it or not, Joseph Smith was charismatic. 

Think about it, Joseph Smith believed in speaking in tongues, i.e., 

gibberish. He believed that you could have, through his teachings, perfect healing, and people could get rich. He said that he was visited by an angel of God, and the angel gave him a new truth for a new generation. He said 

he was a prophet and that he could prophesy.  Joseph Smith came up with 

something that he said was truer than anything else. Now, again, what is 

that? It’s not just what caused the birth of Mormonism, it’s the charismatic belief that we are being thrust with today. We’re told that we’re being 

resistors. That’s where cults come from. It’s produced from this 

charismatic mindset. Now here’s what this mindset produces. A bunch of 

whacked out stuff because you make it up. You can come up with any 

crazy story that you want because that’s what cults do. But this is what 

Mormonism basically teaches, and this is what they don’t tell you when 

they come knocking at your door. But this is what they believe. Here is 

what Joseph Smith produced from a charismatic mindset in a nutshell. 



You’ve likely had Mormon missionaries come to your door. They 

say they are Christian, come to testify of Jesus Christ. But they are hiding the truth about what they really believe. So, the question is … What would it look like if the missionaries were honest about what they believe? 
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The two missionaries are walking up to the door and one of them rings the doorbell. The lady of the house is quietly sitting in her living room reading a book. Behind her, on the wall, there is a cross and a picture of the Last Supper. She gets up and goes to answer the door. 

Elder Young:  “Hi.” 

  Lady:  “Hello.” 

  Elder Young:  “We’re representatives of the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-Day Saints.” 

  Second Elder:  “Mormons.” 

  Elder Young:  “Our prophets have sent us to deliver a message given from God.” 

  Lady:  “Prophets? Message?” 

  Elder Young:  “Yes, we’re here to tell you that God appeared to the prophet Joseph Smith in 1820 and he chose Joseph to restore the truth.” 

  Lady:  “He did?” 

  Second Elder:  “Yes, God told him that Christianity had become completely corrupt.” 

  Lady:  “So you guys aren’t Christians?” 

  Elder Young:  “Oh, heavens yes, we’re Christians. After all, the name of our religion is the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-Day Saints.” 

  Lady:  “So you just said Christianity is all wrong.” 

  Second Elder:  “It is, but because of Joseph Smith, we know ours is the only true church on the earth.” 
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Lady:  “So, what’s so bad about Christianity?” 

  Second Elder:  “Well you see, everything you know about God is basically wrong.” 

  Elder Young:  “First of all, God is not a spirit, he is a perfected man, with a glorified body of flesh.” 

  Lady:  “What?” 

  Elder Young:  “We believe that a long, long time ago on a planet far, far away, our God father was just like us, who was born mortal. Eventually, his efforts were rewarded, and he was exalted to godhood joining the other millions of gods of the universe.” 

  Lady:  “Millions of other gods?” 

  Elder Young:  “Yep, maybe even billions.” 

  Second Elder:  “As he grew up, he worked hard at becoming perfect just like all other gods did before him. Today heavenly father lives on a distant planet.” 

  Elder Young:  “Next to the star Kolob.” 

  Second Elder:  “He lives there with our heavenly mother having spirit babies.” 

  Elder Young:  “That’s us.” 

  Second Elder:  “Yes, that’s us. We all lived there as spirits before we were born, we just don’t remember.” 

  Elder Young:  “We came here to earth to work towards perfecting ourselves, so we’ll be worthy enough to be exalted as gods.” 
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Lady:  “So, you’re saying that you’re going to become a god?” 

  Elder Young:  “Well, yeah, I hope so.” 

  Lady:  “And just what do you mean by ‘perfect’ yourselves?” 

  Second Elder:  “Well, we have to be completely faithful and obedient to our church and its rules.” 

  Lady:  “Rules?” 

  Elder Young:  “Well, just a few. Basically, just no drinking, no smoking, no gambling, or swearing, no coffee or tea, no watching rated R movies, fornication, stealing or lying.” 

  Second Elder:  “No shopping on Sundays.” 

  Elder Young:  “Dress modestly, go to three hours of church every Sunday, read the scriptures.” 

  Second Elder:  “Believe in Joseph Smith.” 

  Elder Young:  “Get baptized.” 

  Second Elder:  “Give 10% of your income to the church.” 

  Elder Young:  “Don’t question the leaders.” 

  Second Elder:  “Serve in the church.” 

  Elder Young:  “And most importantly, temple work.” 

  Lady:  “Temples, is that what you call your churches?” 

  Elder Young:  “No, no. Temples are spirit buildings that are only used for secret ceremonies and rituals that are needed for godhood.” 
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Lady : “So, what do you do in these temples?” 

  Elder Young:  “Well, first we get anointed as kings and priests in heaven, then we receive special holy underwear that we must wear the rest of our lives.” 

  Lady:  “Ahhhh, special holy underwear?” 

  Elder Young:  “Yes, special because they have sacred symbols on them that give us protection.” 

  Second Elder:  “Then we’re given a new name, the one that we are going to be called in heaven.” 

  Elder Young:  “Then we are taught signs and passwords called tokens.” 

  Second Elder:  “We have to memorize them to be allowed into heavenly father’s presence.” 

  Elder Young:  “If we show the signs to the guardian angels and tell them the passwords, they might let us in and if we’ve earned it then we will become exalted as gods.” 

  Second Elder:  “And we can start creating and populating our own worlds.” 

  Lady:  “So just what is the secret sign and password?” 

  Second Elder:  “We can’t tell you.” 

  Elder Young:  “We swore an oath not to talk about them.” 

  Lady:  “So, they’re secret?” 

  Second Elder:  “No, they’re not secret.” 
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Lady:  “But you can’t tell me?” 

  Second Elder:  “Right.” 

  Lady:  “Then that’s a secret.” 

  Second Elder:  “Fine, it’s a sacred secret.” 

  Lady:  “Mm-hmm, so, what you’re saying that the only people who become gods, are Mormons. What about everyone else who died hundreds 

 of years before your temples were even built?” 

  Elder Young:  “Well, that’s the best part. We do all the ceremonies on behalf of those dead people, so we’ll look out for them in the afterlife.” 

  Second Elder:  “Yeah, we get baptized for the dead, do the signs and passwords for the dead, and even do marriage ceremonies for the dead.” 

The lady slams the door shut. 

Second Elder:  “Did I say something wrong?” 

Elder Young shrugs his shoulders, looks down on his partner and smiles. 



That was our multiple week study in a nutshell. But hey, with all 

due respect, that’s not just whacked out there, that is Mormonism. If they were honest, when they came to your door, when you witness to them as 

they try to witness to you, that’s what they believe. You may say, how can some guy come up with all that? Well, when you have a charismatic 

mindset and you say,  “I got a vision, God told me to tell you, I’m a 

 prophet of God, I had an angel tell me to tell you that we have a new better way, this is a new movement of God in the last days. Everybody else is wrong.”  You’ve got a cult. And that is exactly the charismatic mindset and that’s what is so dangerous about this. 



Now let’s go with Mormonism. I want to prove to you again that 

Mormonism is very charismatic. You have got to be if you’re going to 
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come up with something like this. Now, this is from their Article of Faith and it’s on the gifts of the Spirit. 

 “We believe in the gift of tongues, prophecy, revelation, visions, healing, interpretation of tongues and so forth. They are an important component in both the basic beliefs and daily living of Mormons.” 

   

So again, Mormons and Joseph Smith are charismatic by nature. 

Now let me demonstrate. When Mormonism basically started in 1830-

1906, around this timeframe, with the birth of Mormonism, we had a 

revival going on in our country, called the Second Great Awakening. There was one, obviously prior, that’s why this one was called the Second. In the early 1800s, while this was going on for a while, here comes Joseph Smith on the scene. I want to show you two things in this Second Great 

Awakening. In this Second Great Awakening, anytime there’s a true 

movement of God, where God’s doing something positive, who’s there to 

mess it up? Satan. Of course, because he doesn’t want people saved, and 

he certainly doesn’t want God’s truth to come out. You’re going to see, 

that where there was this Second Great Awakening going on in our 

country, which our country desperately needed - and we certainly could 

use one today - but you’re going to see that the charismatics were right 

there drawing people away. Nothing new under the sun. We’re still in the 

early 1800s and a long way from 1906. And guess who’s there? The 

Mormons. And they are to lead people to a new truth, a better truth, and 

get away from God’s truth. 



These are actual notes taken from letters written during this period, 

to people doing these recordings of what was going on, during these 

revivals. Now tell me that this charismatic behavior is all brand new. 

 “The scene was strange. Many fell, as men slain in battle, and continued for hours, together in an apparently breathless and motionless state – 

 sometimes for a few moments reviving, and exhibiting symptoms of life by a deep groan, or pierce shriek. Girls fell in a faint. The Saturday morning services had been quiet – the proverbial lull before a storm. But by 

 afternoon one wild youth minister, Richard McNemar, proclaimed in 

 ecstasy a ‘true new gospel.’” 
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What does the Bible say in Galatians? If anybody comes to you 

and tells you another gospel, other than the one you receive, what does He say? Let him be accursed, anathema. And Paul says it, not once but twice. 

He even says, if it comes from a supposed angel of God, which of course, 

is not going to be a real angel from God, because God doesn’t contradict 

Himself and His angels, messengers, follow His orders. So, if you did see something, that ain’t an angel of God, it’s a demon. Paul says, don’t you receive anything. But here comes this guy and gets all whooped into a 

frenzy and he says he’s got a new true gospel. 

 “An expression that startled some ministers but fascinated the crowds. 

 Excitement mounted, the camp erupted in noise, the cries and shouts, and the shrieking of children. Then the tumultuous bodily ‘exercises’ began. 

 Along with the shouting and crying, some began falling. Some experienced only weakened knees or a light head. Others fell but remain conscious, a few fell into a deep coma, displaying the symptoms of a grand mal seizure or a type of hysteria.” 



Now this was in the early 1800s, and nothing new under the sun. 

When a true movement of God is going on, somebody wants to come in 

and hijack the thing and get them away from the Word of God. The 

charismatic mindset did that then and it’s being done now. 

 “Some parts of the grounds were strewn like a battlefield. Then something even more strange occurred, later to be called ‘the jerks.’ One witness described those afflicted: ‘Their heads would jerk back suddenly, 

 frequently causing them to yelp, or make some other involuntary noise. 

 Sometimes the head would fly every way so quickly that their features could not be recognized. I have seen their heads fly back and forward so quickly that the hair of females would be made to crack like a carriage whip. ‘The noise was like the roar of Niagara,’ wrote a participant.  ‘The vast sea of human beings seemed to be agitated as if by a storm.’ Some singing, some shouting, clapping their hands, hugging, and even kissing, laughing, others talking and all of this at once. Fatigued ministers were in constant demand to attend the slain, to calm the hysterical. The people fell 
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 and whirled and praised and groaned in a wild, messy, and unimaginable way.” 

   

Now have you noticed that there’s one thing lacking in all this 

behavior - just like today. It’s supposed to be a revival. Revival happens when God’s Word is preached by the Spirit of God. There is none of this 

going on. It leads people away from the truth. 

 “There was falling, jerking, dancing, barking, laughing, running, and singing. 

   

That’s to demonstrate the first half of my premise, that even during 

this time, long before 1906, there was nothing new under the sun, like 

Solomon said, it had just been repackaged. There’s nothing new. No, it’s 

already been here before. And this was going on in our country, to lead 

people away from God, in the Second Great Awakening. Now this is an 

account from a pastor, Peter Cartwright. He was a circuit preacher. A 

circuit preacher was a guy that would ride his horse on a circuit back in the day. And basically, since it was the frontier, a lot of them didn’t have churches, but they wanted to equip people to hear the Word of God. So, 

these preachers devoted their lives to going from house to house, from tiny village to tiny village, to be the pastor. He was there at this time during this Second Great Awakening, and he tells of his encounter with Joseph 

Smith. He recorded the actual conversation that he had with him. 

  “During these revivals, Shakers and Mormons were competing fiercely for souls. It fell to my lot to become acquainted with Joe Smith personally. I found him to be very illiterate and a desperado in morals, and he had a vast fund of low cunning. In the first place, he made his onset on me by flattery, and he laid on the soft sodder, thick and fast. He expressed great, and almost unbounded pleasure, in the high privilege of becoming 

 acquainted with me, one of whom he had heard so many great and good 

 things. He believed that among all the churches in the world, the 

 Methodist was the nearest right, and that, as far as they went, they were right. But they had stopped short, by not claiming the gift of tongues, of prophecy, and of miracles, and then quoted a batch of Scripture to prove

 his positions. ‘Indeed,’ said Joe, ‘if the Methodists would only advance a step or two further, they would take the world. And if you would come in and go with us, we could sweep not only the Methodist church, but all others, and you would be looked up to as one of the Lord’s greatest 

 prophets. You would be honored by countless thousands and have of the good things of this world, all that the heart could wish.’ I then began to inquire into some of the tenants of the Latter-Day Saints. We got into a high debate.  The next pass he made at me, was to move upon my fears. He said that in ages of the world, the good and right way, was evil spoken of, and that it was an awful thing to fight against God. ‘ 

  ‘Now,’ said he, ‘if you will go with me to Vauvoo, I will show you many living witnesses that will testify that they were, by the saints, cured of blindness, lameness, deafness, dumbness, and all the diseases that human flesh is heir to. And I will show you,’ said he, ‘that we have the gift of tongues, and can speak in unknown languages, and that the saints can 

 drink any deadly poison, and it will not hurt them.’ I then gave him the following history of an encounter I had at a camp meeting with some of his Mormons. One Saturday there came some 20 or 30 Mormons to the 

 meeting. During the intermission after the 11:00 sermon, they collected in one corner of the encampment and began to sing, and they sang well. As fast as the people rose from their dinners, they drew up to hear the 

 singing, until a large company surrounded them. At length (according, I have no doubt, to a preconcerted plan) an old lady Mormon began to 

 shout, and after shouting a while, she swooned away and fell into the arms of her husband. The old man proclaimed that his wife had gone into a 

 trance, and that when she came to, she would speak in an unknown 

 tongue, and he would interpret. Just then my attention was called to the matter. I saw in one moment that the whole maneuver was intended to 

 bring the Mormons into notice and break up the good of our meeting. 

  I advanced instantly toward the crowd and asked the people to give way and let me to this old lady, who was then being held in the arms of her husband. I came right up to them and took hold of her arm, ordered her to hush that gibberish, that I would have no more of it, that it was 

 presumptuous and blasphemous nonsense. I stopped very suddenly at her 
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 unknown tongue. She opened her eyes, took me by the hand and said, ‘My dear friend, I have a message directly from God to you.’ I stopped her short and said, ‘I will have none of your message. If God can speak 

 through no better medium than an old, hypocritical, lying woman, I will hear nothing of it!’ 

  Her husband, who was to be the interpreter of her message, flew into a mighty rage, and said, ‘Sir, this is my wife, and I will defend her at the risk of my life!’ I replied, ‘Sir, this is my camp meeting, and I will maintain the good order of it at the risk of my life. If this is your wife, take her off from here, and clear yourselves in five minutes, or I will have you under guard.’ 

 I stopped him short and said, ‘Not another word of abuse from you, sir. I have no doubt you are an old thief, and if your back was examined, no doubt you carry the marks of the cowhide for your villainy.’ 

  ‘Now start, and don’t show your face here again, nor one of the Mormons. 

 If you do, you will get Lynch’s Law.’ They all disappeared, and our 

 meeting went on prosperously; a great many were converted to God. My 

 friend Joe Smith became very restive before I got through with my 

 narrative. And when I closed, his wrath boiled over, and he cursed me in the name of his God and said, ‘I will show, sir, that I will raise up a government in these United States which will overturn the present 

 government, and I will raise up a new religion that will overturn every other form of religion in this country!’” 

   

Now stop right there. That’s Joseph Smith and Mormonism out of 

wrath and hatred for somebody who stood up for the truth. The 

charismatic movement today, the Kingdom Now theology, the Dales 

theology, they believe that it is their job to take over the governments of the world, and to bring in order for that to happen, to usher in Christianity and/or for Jesus to come back. This is the same kind of mindset. 

  ‘“Yes,’ said I, ‘Uncle Joe; but my Bible tells me ‘The bloody and deceitful man shall not live out half his days,’ and I expect the Lord will send the Devil after you one of these days and take you out of the way. Thus, we departed, to meet no more on earth; for a few years after this, an outraged 
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 and deeply injured people took the law into their own hands and killed him and drove the Mormons from the state.” 

   

And that’s how he died. Joseph Smith was sleeping, because of 

another Dales teaching,  “God told me polygamy is okay.”  No, it’s not! He was sleeping with these men’s wives. They had enough of that, they 

rounded him up and shot him in the back. He’s supposed to be a martyr. 

He was just there trying to proclaim the truth and they shot him. No. He 

was jumping out of a window, and they shot him in the back. But my point 

is, where do you get all of this from? How did Mormonism start? It wasn’t just a guy, Joseph Smith, who was also involved in Freemasonry. That’s 

where they got their secret handshakes. He ripped it off from Freemasonry. 

He was also involved in the occult. He was also greedy, which is why 

they’re big on giving them your money today. But Joseph Smith was 

charismatic. So, how can you say this is some new movement of God, in 

the last days? This is what spawns every single cult. It starts with 

somebody getting up and saying, I have something better than the Bible. 

Now they don’t say that they must couch it in Christianese. God told me to tell you. Or I was sitting on the couch and a vision came to me. That’s the mindset. 



Now, this is why it’s dangerous. This is where cults come from. 

During this time, I also think there’s something spiritual going on in the Second Revival. You have Mormonism in 1830, when they are trying to 

draw people away, and then in 1863, you have the Seventh Day Adventists 

come along. They also have a new word from God. And then in the 1870s 

you have the Jehovah’s Witnesses being birthed. And again, what was 

their premise? They had a new word from God. And then in 1879, that was 

the birth of Christian Science. Which isn’t Christian and it’s not even 

Science. Now, I don’t think it’s by chance, after the Second Great Revival, which our country was desperately in need of, that satan riled up the 

charismatic mindset, and gave birth to not only Mormonism, but these 

other religions. It’s not just false, it’s not just leading people astray, but every one of those claims to be Christian. But they are not. They are what you call a pseudo-Christian cult. Every one of them. It wasn’t that satan birthed a new religion, like here comes a new Hinduism or Buddhism or 

Islam. Every one of these, getting closer to the last days, satan, all in a 
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very short amount of time, bursts a bunch of fake Christian communities. 

So that they can all pull people away from the truth, in the last days. What do these other religions need, to pull off what they did? The charismatic mindset.  “God told me to tell you. God told me what it really means.”  



Now the next movement, while all these cults were being birthed, 

was the Holiness Movement. Well, Holiness, can’t be bad. Remember, 

they take what is unbiblical teachings or unbiblical behavior and they 

make it Christian because they surround it with Christian words. Just like, 

 “I know that guy, it looks like he’s drunk, but hey, it’s okay, he’s drunk in the spirit.   No, that guy just fell over and he’s unconscious and wiggling, and looks like he’s having a seizure, but no he’s slain in the spirit. No, no, I know it’s weird, but that person is just kind of making things up with music and all but see that’s prophetic worship.”  They use Christian words, and it somehow makes it Christian. 



When you see this, people have been duped. When you see these 

Holiness churches, Pentecostal Holiness churches, this Holiness 

Movement, you’re thinking, well what’s bad about that? When you talk 

about a rip-off of a word, it has nothing to do with the word Holiness. It’s all about charismatic behavior. And I want to demonstrate that to you. The Holiness movement involves a certain set of beliefs and practices. Now 

again this is when this revival was going on. The charismatics kind of 

break off, and they said that there is a need out there. And speaking of the Methodist, John Wesley, who started the Methodist, wasn’t right on 

everything. He did have some false teachings. One of the false teachings 

that he promoted was called perfectionism. Perfectionism is the belief that somehow in your walk with Jesus Christ, that you can stop sinning. You’re perfect. Now is that true? Not even close. Hopefully, as we mature and, as the Bible says, we will produce Holiness, walk, and live and keep in step with the Spirit, you’ll sin less. But let’s be honest, sometimes we still blow it. The only one who is sinless or ever will be sinless, this side of Heaven, is Jesus Christ. 



So, the charismatics took that false teaching from John Wesley’s 

Methodism, and then they said, this is what we need for people to be 

perfect in their behavior, sinless, because it’s not happening now. They’re saved, but now they need a second dose, or a second blessing from the 

Holy Spirit. They need a second outpouring of the Holy Spirit to produce a 
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state of perfection. Now, do you ever get a second outpouring of the Spirit of God? No, it happens one time, at the exact moment you get saved, 

you’re indwelt, BANG! instantly with the Holy Spirit of God. That’s it. 

And the challenge then isn’t getting more of the Spirit, it’s the Spirit 

getting more of you. It’s you, getting out of the way, as you yield to the Spirit. Paul calls it walking, living, keeping in step with the Spirit and when you do that, then that is what produces Holiness. But not charismatic behavior, whooping and hollering, trying to get some supposed second 

dose of the Sprit, that will never produce Holiness. But that’s the premise of the Holiness Movement. 



Now let me refresh you, Biblically, with what will produce 

Holiness. You are never going to be perfect, but this is the process of 

maturity that hopefully, over time, you do sin less. 

Galatians 5:16-25: “So I say, live by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires of the sinful nature. For the sinful nature desires what is 

contrary to the Spirit, and the Spirit what is contrary to the sinful nature. 

They are in conflict with each other, so that you do not do what you want. 

But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not under the law. The acts of the sinful nature are obvious: sexual immorality, impurity, and debauchery; 

idolatry and witchcraft; hatred, discord, jealousy, fits of rage, selfish ambition, dissensions, factions and envy, drunkenness, orgies, and the like. 

I warn you as I did before that those who live like this will not inherit the kingdom of God. But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control. Against such things there is no law. Those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the sinful nature with its passions and desires. Since we live by the Spirit, let us keep in step with the Spirit. Let us not become conceited, provoking, 

and envying each other.” 



There are three things he says there. You need to walk, live, and 

keep in step with the Spirit. Again,  step  is a military term, it’s basically, when He takes a step, you take a step. It’s in cadence. And when you do 

that, when you’re living and walking in the Spirit, all the basic things, that you say, we Christians do. When you are reading the Bible, where is your 

mind? On God and the Spirit of God. The Spirit of God is illuminating His 
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words to you, when you are witnessing to somebody, where’s your mind? 

On God. When you are praying, who are you communicating with? God. 

When you are singing a love song to Jesus with Godly worship music, 

where’s your mind, where’s your heart? On things of God. When you’re 

having Godly fellowship with people who love God too and your 

conversations are Godly and encouraging, where’s your mind? You know 

what I just described to you? By understanding of what that means, to 

walk, live and keep yourself in the Spirit, your mindset is about living that way. In the things of God and in the Spirit of God. And when you stay in 

that sphere, and you walk in that, you get to enjoy love, joy, and pure 

Holiness. That’s where it’s at. But a surefire way that you know if 

somebody is not doing that is when you see the opposite of that. And Paul gives you a test. 



That’s how you produce Holiness. That’s how you will sin less as 

you mature in Christ, the more you walk, live, and keep in step with the 

Holy Spirit. And I said all that to say this, Holiness has absolutely nothing to do with the Holiness Movement. All it is, is a word – the Holiness 

Movement.  “But why would you be against that?”  Because that’s not what they are talking about. All it is, is the same charismatic behavior, they just slapped the word Holiness on it. And somehow, what they are doing is 

okay. This is a quote from a modern Holiness Church that is supposed to 

be of a revival breaking out. This is their video clip, not mine. You tell me if this has anything to do with Galatians 5, anything to do with the Word of God, and if any of it will produce an ounce of Holiness. 



OLD FASHIONED HOLINESS CHURCH – ONE ACCORD 



This clip opens with music playing, people jumping to the music, waving 

flags, and then the congregation breaks out in song. After a few minutes of dancing and singing, it slows down and all the people come to the front, 

many are crying and wiping away their tears. Hands are being laid on the 

ones that have come forth. The music starts to play again loudly, and it all starts over - dancing, singing, raising their hands, speaking in tongues, and crying, some are shaking, and some are falling backwards.

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You sure ain’t going to have the power of Holiness, that’s for sure. 

You’re going to have the power of an emotional high, power of a sore 

back, your legs hurt from jumping up and down for 25-minutes. That’s 

some serious calisthenics. I don’t know, maybe that’s a good weight 

program. But how is that going to produce Holiness? What does that have 

to do with Holiness? That’s what this Holiness Movement is. And you 

must do that charismatic behavior, to somehow get what you are lacking, 

some supposed second dose of the Holy Spirit and somehow, you’re going 

to be perfect. 



First, you’re never going to be perfect, number two, you are being 

led astray because that has nothing to do with Galatians 5. None of it. So, the sad thing is that you’re never going to grow up as a Christian. I’m not saying that you’re not saved, but that has nothing to do with walking, 

living, and keeping in step with the Spirit. So. Again, where did this 

mindset come from? Well, it was during this time frame, with the Second 

Great Revival, they took the charismatic communities, which were already 

there, along with the Mormons. They took a false teaching from John 

Wesley’s perfectionism and came up with this thing.  “You need a second dose of the Holy Spirit. That’s why there’s still sin in your life. You need a second dose of the Spirit of God.”  So, they dovetailed that, they corralled that around this Holiness thing, and it became the Holiness Movement, but it doesn’t have anything to do with Holiness and it can’t produce Holiness. 



Two major Holiness leaders during this period were Phoebe 

Palmer and her 

husband Dr. Walter 

Palmer. He was 

popular also, but she 

was way more 

popular, in fact, she 

became the most 

popular. They were 

considered, and 

especially her, to be 

the founders of this 

next charismatic sect, long before 1906. In July of 1837 Phoebe Palmer 

experienced what John Wesley terms “entire sanctification.” Really, so 
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you’re perfect now? I’d love to have a conversation with your husband. I 

bet we could set that straight. If you, supposedly, somehow achieved this state of perfectionism, you’re perfect now, you can’t sin because you are so full of this second dose of the Spirit of God, then why did you sin by being a female preacher? Which the Bible said you can’t be. 

Narrator:  “Phoebe Palmer has been called an early feminist, a 

 theologian, and a humanitarian. Personal tragedy shaped Palmer’s faith. 

 She lost three of her six children with husband, Walter Palmer. One in a fire that ignited when an oil lamp fell into the crib with the infant.” 

  “She was the person that knew great pain and hurt and tragedy in her life, but it was her experience of the power and presence of God’s love in her life that was a source for her overcoming.” 

  “Palmer was key in establishing New York’s Methodist Five-Points 

 Mission on the site of an old 

 brewery. The ministry 

 brought the healing presence 

 of the Holy Spirit to 

 residents in one of New 

 York’s poorest 

 neighborhoods. She was the 

 developer of what was 

 called the Tuesday meeting 

 for the promotion of 

 Holiness. Perfect love, she 

 says, issues forth in passion for lives who serve humanity.” 

  “In the 1800s, when only men were preachers, Palmer led weekly Bible studies, published books, and preached at more than 300 revival camp 

 meetings.” 



Well, so much for being sinless. Now, here’s what’s ironic. Not 

only does the Bible say that there are no female pastors, but she agreed 

with critics that it was not right for women to engage in women preaching. 
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But women may occasionally be brought in positions of high 

responsibility. Well, make up your mind. Which one is it? But that’s the 

same unfortunate charismatic mindset, isn’t it? When you counter with, 

“Here’s actually what the Bible says.” The answer is,  “Yeah I know you’re right, but you see, there are certain instances where it’s okay.”  Excuse me, God doesn’t speak with forked tongue. When He says it’s right, it’s right, and when He says it’s wrong, it’s wrong. It will always be wrong. Now 

listen to the next statement that they say about her. 

 “She considered herself simply a ‘Bible Christian’ who took Scripture with absolute seriousness, her theology is her legacy.” 



So, you say you’re a Bible believing Christian? You’re just 

following the Bible, but when you get caught on things that you are doing, which is sin, and you are supposed to be sinless. Which is a false teaching. 

For expedience’s sake, you say, well, no, it doesn’t apply in my case. Now, she is considered this link between Wesleyan revivalism, and modern 

Pentecostalism, which gave rise to denominations like the Church of the 

Nazarene, The Salvation Army, The Church of God, and the Pentecostal-

Holiness Church. And there’s that word again. It’s got to be Holy because it’s Holiness. You just saw, does it have anything to do with an ounce of holiness? And will any of that behavior produce holiness? Do you need a 

second dose of the Holy Spirit? No, It’s false teaching. Many of the early Pentecostals, originating from the Holiness movement to this day, many 

“classical Pentecostals,” maintain Holiness doctrine and its devotional 

practices. Several of its denominations include the word “Holiness” in 

their names, including the Pentecostal Holiness Church. The terms 

Pentecostal and apostolic, now used by adherents to Pentecostal and 

charismatic doctrine, were once widely used by Holiness churches. 



In the next chapter we’re going to get into two other gentlemen, 

Asa Mahan, president of Oberlin College and Charles Grandison Finney. 

In 1836, Mahan experienced what he called a baptism with the Holy 

Spirit. He believed that this experience had cleansed him of the desire and inclination to sin. Finney believed that this experience might provide a 

solution to a problem he observed during his evangelistic revivals. Some 

people claimed to experience conversion, but then slipped back into their 
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old ways of living. Finney believed that the filling of the Holy Spirit could help these converts to continue steadfast in their Christian life. This phase of the Holiness movement is often referred to as the Oberlin-Holiness 

revival. We will be getting into more about this next time.

Charismatic History 

Finney Conferences Church of God 

 

As we have seen, the reason the Charismatic Movement seems 

kind of weird to you is because it’s a Last Days outpouring of God’s 

Spirit. No, it’s not! We are dealing with the premise that this is nothing new. This is old-fashioned false teaching, false teachers, it’s just 

repackaged, and it goes as far back as the early church. We saw this in 

Montanism being carried to the Dark Ages in Western Europe, through 

Catholicism. Then we got America’s first charismatics, the Shakers, who 

came over from the Quakers. They did their shaking, so they were called 

the Shakers. Then the Irvingite’s, hopped the pond. And guess who was 

also a charismatic, guess who also had visions from God, who also said he was a prophet from God? Guess who also said he had a new truth and it’s 

the only truth, the only new way? Guess who also said that he had a visit from an angel. Yes, it rhymes with Joseph Smith. That’s why we have 

Mormonism today. Because that’s the charismatic mindset. Once you get 

outside the Bible and you say God told me to tell you, I’ve got a new 

word. You’re going to spawn a cult/false teaching. 



Then we saw this carried on in the Second Great Awakening. So 

now we are dealing with the early to the mid-1800s. Now again notice that

this is long before the Azusa Street Revival. That was supposed to be the beginning of the Pentecostal Charismatic Movement. No, it was just 

repackaged. Then we saw the Holiness Movement that came out of this 

Second Great Awakening. The charismatics, the Mormons, and the 

Shakers would go in there and try to suck people away, into their false 

teachings. Then the charismatics came up with what was called the 

Holiness Movement. Now, number one, I want to point out two things, and 

that is number one - is this anything new? Is this the latest that we are seeing today? No, it’s just all rehashed, same old thing throughout history. 

That’s why it’s called the “Untold History of the Charismatic Movement.” 

And, dare I say, most charismatics don’t even know their own history. 



Number two, what we’re going to see, is that this Holiness 

Movement had 0% to do with holiness. Remember they picked up on a 

false teaching from John Wesley, the founder of the Methodist, which was 

called the Second Blessing. Basically, the premise is that somehow you 

and I didn’t get enough of the Holy Spirit at Salvation. That is a false 

teaching. The Bible does not teach that. But they say that we need to get a second dose of the Holy Spirit, to live a perfect life. It’s called, 

“perfectionism.” Can you and I, at any stage, prior to getting to Heaven, be as mature as we can get, can we become perfect? That person you 

married may say they’re perfect, but they’re not. I’m not saying that 

they’re not spiritual. But the Bible says that, over time, we hopefully grow in Christ, we do want to grow in Christ. We just can’t say,   “Well, I’m just going to sin if I can’t be perfect.”  You don’t want to do that and have a lackadaisical attitude, rather what you need to do is read Galatians 5 

where it says, “If you walk and live and keep in step with the Spirit, then you will not fulfill the lust of the flesh.” 



So, the Christian life is not that you’re going to become perfect. 

You can’t. But hopefully, as you mature, you don’t become sinless, but 

you sin less. That’s the process of maturity. And my point is, this Holiness Movement has nothing to do with holiness and will not lead to sinning 

less. It will not, because you’re not being taught how to walk, live, and keep in step with the Holy Spirit. You’re chasing something the Bible says never to chase after. It cannot deliver. So, you’re not going to grow in true maturity. It’s easy to demonstrate, that these people, who say that they 

have this second blessing, the second outpouring of the Holy Spirit, with 
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the evidence of speaking tongues. Which is not a Biblical gift. When it 

was in function, it was gibberish. The Bible never teaches that. But they say that when they have it, then somehow, now they have the power to 

achieve perfection. And they still teach it today. 



I am going to read some of their doctrinal statements from some of 

their denominations. They believe it’s the biggest thing you should ever 

achieve as a Christian. That’s how much they believe in this second 

blessing. But it’s not going to happen. We know it doesn’t work because 

guess what? We see their lives too. But before we get into the Holiness 

Movement and where it came from, because it continues today. I want to 

deal with this aspect of the second blessing, to make sure that we’re on the right page. 



The term second blessing is the Holy Spirit. While the concept of it 

is taught in a wide variety of churches, the phrase is not found anywhere in the Bible. The second blessing means that somehow after you get saved 

you need a second dose of the Holy Spirit with evidence of speaking in 

tongues (gibberish), to be perfect. The Bible does not speak of the baptism of the Spirit, nor in a second blessing or a second stage of the life of faith. 

Now why would anybody do something like that? Again, what’s your 

premise? They get their truth outside the Bible. So, you make anything up, right? Now, if you can’t make it up, then you go search the Scripture and you try to twist Scripture to make it fit the thing that you just made up. 

Well, again, that’s what the cults do and that’s not how you interpret the Bible. 



The Bible does not speak about the second blessing, they call it the 

baptism of the Spirit with fire. There’s different terminology for it. But the baptizing of the Spirit happens at Salvation. But they turned it into this second thing. The second blessing is rooted in the Pentecostal doctrine of the baptism in the Holy Spirit. Described as the crucial blessing to be 

sought, the ultimate experience to strive for, and the greatest achievement of the Christian. 



Wow, so first of all, it’s not even Biblical, second of all those of 

you that say that you’ve got it, it doesn’t even work.  But you put it up there at the top, that it’s the greatest thing that you should strive for, is this thing. I’m thinking that the greatest thing you should strive for is true Christian maturity. How do you know that somebody is really maturing in 
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Christ? Do they walk like, act like, speak like, behave like Jesus Christ? 

Do you look like Jesus Christ, not in externals, but in your behavior? 

That’s what a mature Christian looks like. When you are a Christian, a 

follower of Christ, the word there is Christian, a child of God, it’s 

mimicked. So, you’re mimicking Christ. When Jesus does something, if 

Jesus did something, you did it, if Jesus says it, you did. That’s true 

Christian maturity. Don’t you think that’s the greatest thing? We don’t do it because we have to, we do it because we want. Jesus said, “If you love me, you’ll keep my commands.” In fact, the Bible says, what is the 

greatest thing you could do? Love God with your whole heart, soul, and 

mind, and to love somebody else, your neighbor as yourself. But they put 

this as the absolute pinnacle. It’s wild! It’s not even in Scripture. 



The Assemblies of God website states,  “All believers are entitled 

 to and should ardently expect and earnestly seek the promise of the Father, the baptism in the Holy Spirit and fire, according to the command of our Lord Jesus Christ.”  Really – where’s that one at? This was the normal experience of all, in the early church. They further teach that,  “This experience is distinct from, and subsequent to the experience of the new birth.”  In other words, it comes later after you get saved. And that’s directly from their website. 



Now, where in the world did, they get this from? Well, they pulled 

out Scriptures and unfortunately, it’s out of context. The confusion about the baptism of the Spirit leads to confusion in doctrine. The baptism of the Holy Spirit (also known as sealing or indwelling) happens at salvation and is for all believers (Romas 8:9; Ephesians 1:13) We are never 

commanded to seek it or pray for it. When you become a born-again 

Christian, BANG, you are indwelled with the Holy Spirit. It’s not like, 

 “Okay, you got saved, now you better start praying big time.”  And that’s another aspect that we may get into later.  “You’ve got to pray it through brother. You got to just keep on praying. I know it’s been 8 hours, but you must keep on praying. Pray it through, man. I’m telling you something’s going to happen.”  I think sometimes people just start speaking gibberish because they just want to go home.  “I’ve got to get out of here.”  



I’m not joking. Have you ever heard the testimonies of people who 

have come out of that? They say it was just a lot of high pressure.   “I’m getting out of this. Nothing’s happening, this is a bunch of baloney. I’m 
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 sick of this. I’m just going to do it so I can go.”  They say,   “But oh, no, the Bible teaches this second outpouring of God’s Spirit.”  Now, it’s a misunderstanding of the transitional book as you transcend from the Old 

Testament to the New Testament, and that is in the Book of Acts. Now 

there is an account early on, after Pentecost, the birth of the church, when the Holy Spirit of God came upon the first believers and they spoke in 

tongues, literally languages, known languages, as defined by the text. But then early on there were a couple accounts in Acts that you see a delayed response in people getting the Spirit of God. 



Now what we are going to see, scripturally is, first, this was only 

early on, and it was only for the Apostles to get it through their heads that it wasn’t just that we’re switching from the Old to the New Testament. The reason that the Apostles had miracles, signs, and wonders, when those 

gifts are not in function today, but they were back then, it was a big deal that they were telling the people that they didn’t have to follow the Old Testament anymore. They now had a New Covenant, a New Testament. 

So, the people, who their whole lives included the early church, who was 

made up originally of all Jews who had got saved, it was a big deal. So, 

how is that going to be verified? These guys not only came and said it, but they showed that they had the power. Then once it’s been established - do they need to keep doing that? No, and that was again with tongues 

interpretation. That was a sign gift as well. 



It’s the same thing that we are going to see with this initial delay in 

receiving the Spirit. It’s not a normal experience, it was the other thing that had to be verified. Not only the switching of the Old Testament to the New Testament and finally getting it through people’s heads, but God also demonstrated it was true. It was that people can get saved, not just the 

Jews, but the Gentiles. Remember, the early church was made up of Jews. 

Jesus told them that they were going to be His witnesses, and they were 

going to be  stuck in Jerusalem. Because it’s just for the Jews. No, what was He saying? “You’re going to be my witnesses to Jerusalem, Judea, 

Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.” But you also read through the book of Acts, even after Jesus told them, they weren’t moving, were they? So, 

what did God do? He allowed persecution to come, and then He used that 

as a tool, and they finally spread out. 
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But you started to see Gentiles getting saved. So, are you kidding 

me? You moved from the Old Testament to the New Testament, talk about 

a radical change, but these “these Gentiles can get saved.” Yeah. So, Acts is where the church is living it live. The church is transcending from the old to the new, not just the Jews, but now the Gentiles can be saved. So, that was something that they had to get used to. So, how does God verify 

that this in fact, is real, just like it really was when they moved from the old to the new? He does the same thing that He did at the birth of the 

Jewish church, which was all Jews. There was an outpouring of His Spirit 

and they spoke in known languages, as a sign. So, in the beginning, 

because after it gets solidified into the Apostles head that the Gentiles can be saved, God did the same thing to a few of the Gentiles. They got saved. 

But they didn’t get the Spirit until the Apostles showed up, to see with 

their own eyes. God brought the Spirit at that point, and they began to 

speak, and it sent a message. “Oh, that happened to us at Pentecost. I guess it is real.” But that was only at the very beginning, just like the switching of the old to the new. Once they got the idea that it was for Jews and 

Gentiles, God demonstrates, and you never see it again. They look at these few passages that deal with this delay, and they say,  “See that’s the second blessing. And you need for us to come lay hands on you so you can get this second blessing, this dose of the Spirit of God, so you can become 

 perfect.”  Major false teaching. There are two passages. Here we are going to look at the first one. 

Acts 10:34-48: “Then Peter began to speak: ‘I now realize how true it is that God does not show favoritism but accepts men from every nation who 

fear him and do what is right. You know the message God sent to the 

people of Israel, telling the good news of peace through Jesus Christ, who is Lord of all. You know what has happened throughout Judea, beginning 

in Galilee after the baptism that John preached, how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and power, and how he went around doing 

good and healing all who were under the power of the devil, because God 

was with him. We are witnesses of everything he did in the country of the Jews and in Jerusalem. 
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They killed him by hanging him on a tree, but God raised him from the 

dead on the third day and caused him to be seen. He was not seen by all 

the people, by witnesses whom God had already chosen – by us who ate 

and drank with him after he rose from the dead. He commanded us to 

preach to the people and to testify that he is the one whom God appointed as judge of the living and the dead. All the prophets testify about him that everyone who believes in him receives forgiveness of sins through his 

name.’ While Peter was still speaking these words, the Holy Spirit came to all who heard the message. 

The circumcised believers who had come with Peter were astonished that 

the gift of the Holy Spirit had been poured out even on the Gentiles. For they heard them speaking in tongues and praising God. Then Peter said, 

‘Can anyone keep these people from being baptized with water? They 

have received the Holy Spirit just as we have.’ So, he ordered that they be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ. Then they asked Peter to stay with 

them for a few days.” 



Again, this was in the very beginning, just until the message is 

drilled into the early church’s heads, via the Apostles, “Yes, the Gentiles can be saved.” From that point there’s never a delay, when somebody’s 

saved, you’re instantly indwelled with the Holy Spirit. Acts is a 

transitional book, you’re transcending life. We look back 2,000 years and we have it all recorded for us. They were living it live, as they were 

making the transition. 

Acts 8:14-23: “When the Apostles in Jerusalem heard that Samaria had accepted the Word of God, they sent Peter and John to them. When they 

arrived, they prayed for them that they might receive the Holy Spirit, 

because the Holy Spirit had not yet come upon any of them, they had 

simply been baptized into the name of the Lord Jesus. Then Peter and John placed their hands on them, and they received the Holy Spirit.” 



Again, Cornelius got saved. How do you verify it? Well watch this. 

I’m going to give him the Spirit in front of your own eyes. BANG! And he 

began to speak. What, the Samaritans get saved? Are you serious? Even 
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though he said that you’ll go out into Judea, Samaria, to the ends of the earth. So, he does it right before their very eyes. So, this was the delay, this is just in the beginning, this is not normal procedure. It’s just until they get it into their heads, yes, the Gentiles can be saved. As early as Acts 15, when they had the early church council in Jerusalem and they said, 

“Oh, man, those Gentiles are getting saved right and left, they created a list to give to the Gentiles, of things to refrain from, and a lot of it was just not to freak the Jewish people out, like eating meat with sacrifice of blood and sexual immorality. Notice in that list they mentioned nothing about, 

you had better pray really hard to get a second dose of the Holy Spirit of God and speaking in tongues. They don’t mention that stuff. If that was 

such a priority in the so-called Christian life, then why didn’t they ever mention it, whether it be tongues or a so-called second blessing. But they don’t. But listen to this. Keep reading and you’re not only going to see that this delay of the Spirit was very temporary, only to get the message across. 

Then it’s always instantaneously when you get saved, because there’s no 

need to keep doing it. But notice, some guy, Simon, the sorcerer thought 

that he could get a second dose of the Spirit and watch what the apostles say to him. 

Acts 8:14-23 cont.:  When Simon saw that the Spirit was given at the laying on of the Apostles hands, he offered them money and said, ‘Give 

me also this ability so that everyone whom I lay my hands on may receive 

the Holy Spirit.’ Peter answered, ‘May your money perish with you, 

because you thought you could buy the gift of God with money! You have 

no part or share in this ministry, because your heart is not right before God. Repent of this wickedness and pray to the Lord. Perhaps he will 

forgive you for having such a thought in your heart. For I see that you are full of bitterness and captive to sin.’” 



So, here we see that the delay of the Spirit, the passages that the 

charismatics bring up,   “Oh, this is proof, it’s a second dose, it’s after salvation.”  That was only temporary, only to get the message across, so mistake number one. Mistake number two, those who thought that they 

could get a second dose of the Spirit, even offer money. These people that supposedly have the ability to lay hands on you, so you can get a second 
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dose of the Spirit, so you can supposedly be perfect, and speak in tongues, usually, what do you have to do? You must pay money to go hear that 

speaker, to get his books to learn the techniques, go through their course or make it to the conference. That is exactly what is happening today. It’s like you stopped reading - keep reading. The Apostles rebuked people thinking 

they could get another dose of the Spirit of God, and to have the power 

themselves to do it to other people. The Apostles said, “To hell with you and your money!” 



Yet now you would say,  “That’s the greatest thing that a Christian 

 should strive for.”  Talk about the twisting of the Scripture. Oh, so much for sinless perfection. The problem is, it’s not true. It’s the same thing as with their Word Faith Preachers. They say,  “You just have to have enough faith and then you can have all the wealth you want.”  How does that work out? It works out well for them because you must pay them to get these 

things. But not for the average Joe. And I like this one –  “You can also have perfect health.”  Really, how is that working out for you? I’ve been watching you, Benny Hinn, for over 30 years and dude you’re getting 

wrinkles, your face is sliding off. What’s the matter? Is your face sliding down? How come you don’t have perfect health? It doesn’t work, and I’m 

telling you, this whole idea is that you can become perfect, and these 

people believe it. They’ve now got a second blessing because they went 

through the routine, paid the money, and they supposedly speak gibberish. 

Now they are perfect. Are you kidding me? No, you’re not! Look at this: 

Pastor:  “I went to my 10th years reunion, talked to a young fellow named Chuck. His wife had become a Christian and had gotten into the 

 movement. I got to visit Chuck, and he said he no longer went to church. I asked, ‘How come?’ And he said, ‘Because he couldn’t get it.’ I asked, 

 ‘Get what?’  He answered, ‘Get it.’ He couldn’t get the great whatever you get. It didn’t come to him. Now I didn’t have time to do a little study in pneumatology there with him, but he pretty well punted, because obviously God just didn’t love him, so he gave it up. 

 So, there’s a problem when you don’t get it. And I’ll tell you another problem. It’s when you do. Because you now have something that the rest of the family doesn’t have. Now there’s a difference in the body of Christ as 
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 far as difference in gifts. Mine is in teaching, another man’s is in 

 administration, another man’s is in service, another man’s is giving, and another man’s is in leading. But there is no Spiritual gift that heightens your relationship to God.” 

I Peter 5:5b: “Clothe yourselves with humility toward one another, for God is opposed to the proud, but gives grace to the humble.” 

  “And yet this is what we’ve done to this idea of tongues, and we’ve 

 coordinated it with the receiving of the Holy Spirit. You have something now, logically speaking, that not everybody else has and you have to say, consistently, that the rest of the Body of Christ would be better off if they were just like you. Now, that is proud, and I’ll tell you what else it is, you have in the church now the haves and the have-nots and that is divisive. 

 There is no way that you can bring that teaching, that after you become a Christian there is an accelerated level of Spirituality, which comes by your receiving of the Holy Spirit.” 

Colossians 2:18a, c: “Let no one keep defrauding you of your prize by delighting in self-abasement …inflated without cause by his fleshly 

mind.” 

 “That is a divisive idea, the have-nots are now jealous, the haves are proud, because everybody needs to be like them. Can you imagine if I 

 ended the service by saying. ‘It’s good that you’re a Christian, but if you really want the fullness of God, you all need to be like me. Now, my gift is in the area of teaching. Come up forward, I’m going to lay hands on you, and you’ll be like me. You’ll speak and pray with a Waco accent.’ 

 You would say, that is the most revolting idea I’ve ever heard. You’d have to say the guy’s a cult leader and you’d be right. Nothing could be further, it’s divisive, it’s arrogant, and I’ll tell you what else it is, it gets to be downright, well how can I say it? It can make you weird, and I’ll tell you why. Because you can tell me, till the cows come home, that you have got a second blessing, and you have power over sin, you don’t sin anymore. But the fact is, you still are going to struggle with lust and with lying and 
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 cheating and anger and all of those things, but you just can’t have them anymore because you’re not supposed to. So, you know what you do in 

 that belief system? You sweep them under a rug because they’re not 

 supposed to exist hypothetically and when you do them you can’t own up that you’ve done them. And that is why you can see it. I don’t mean to be nasty here, but this is why you get a charismatic leader like Jim Bakker, who had the second blessing.” 

I John 1:8: “If we say that we have no sin, we are deceiving ourselves and the truth is not in us.” 

 “The only problem was he had a problem with fraud and with adultery 

 and perversion. Or Jimmy Swaggart that had the second blessing and he could say from the pulpit, we had to excise this stuff, like a cancer. He’s got a problem with hookers in South Louisiana and here you’ve got Bob Taylor, he’s got a problem with his second wife. He’s now been divorced twice in the last five years, and he’s now awaiting trial, over the 

 mishandling of funds and this guy down here in Dallas, that’s awaiting extradition, right now for laundering money through his church, in the big charismatic church. And that’s the tip of the iceberg.” 

Galatians 6:7: “Do not be deceived, God is not mocked; for whatever a man sows, this he will also reap.” 





 “Now you can say all day that I’ve got the second blessing, and I don’t sin. I know for a fact you do because I’ve had to counsel these folks. So, if I sound emotional, it’s because I am. I must deal with the residue of this movement. I want you to know your pastor has not received any great 

 second blessing. I have not yet learned the blessedness of the first 

 blessing. I have not plumbed the depths of the glories of Christ and in Him we are made complete.” 

Colossians 2:10a: “And in Christ you have been made complete.” 



Amen, I’ve got everything I need in the Bible, for Salvation, 

everything I need for life and godliness, and as I grow in maturity I could 
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become more like Christ, not become sinless. Jesus was the only sinless 

one. But I can sin less as I learned daily, Galatians 5, to walk, live and keep in step with the Spirit. That’s what needs to be taught. So, just as the Apostles rebuked Simon, the sorcerer, for thinking that he could get a 

second dose of the Spirit, these people, in love, need to be rebuked as well. 

It's a bunch of baloney and it doesn’t even work. So, I just want to clarify, before we move on, we’re all on the same page, because they’re going to 

come back with a Scripture like these passages, out of context, and say, 

“Oh, no, all right, it’s right there.” But if you don’t understand Acts and how it’s a transitional book, you might get duped yourself. So, I want to clarify that Holiness Movement. 



So, again, we’re dealing with the time from the Great Awakening, 

early through the mid-1800s. At that time a guy 

came along who picked it up as well and preached 

it at the Awakening, and his name was Charles 

Finney. A very serious looking guy as you can see. 

And it could have been a bad day, maybe 

somebody ran over his cat that day on his way to 

the Photo Shop Store. But at 

least his cousin Herman showed 

some emotion. But we’ll just go 

back to Charles Finney, I 

thought I’d throw that in there, sorry, that’s Crone 

humor. 



Let’s move on. Charles Finney was a serious 

looking guy and he had some serious, serious, problems, 

and serious errors. He started out as an American 

Presbyterian minister but he became a big leader in the Second Great 

Awakening. Unfortunately, what he brought in was false teachings and a 

lot of the charismatic behavior, and the belief that with this second 

blessing you can achieve perfection. He’s also the one, if you ever wonder where this came from, he was the first preacher to employ the method of 

 altar calls to encourage people to make a decision for Christ. It came from Charles Finney. He preached against slavery and fought for abolition and 

cared deeply about African-American civil rights. He supportd the 

Underground Railroad’s efforts to rescue slaves. Unlike the First Great 
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Awakening, which had its roots in Calvinism, (focusing on the sovereignty of God, God’s mercy) the Second Great Awakening was much more 

Arminian and was characterized by an exuberant worship. If you’re not 

familiar with the difference between Calvinism and Arminian, it’s a big 

issue. 



Basically Arminianism, Jacobus Arminius tried to take on Calvin, 

got slaughtered. Basically, Arminius is the idea that you could lose your salvation. That’s one of the many things they believe. So, you’re 

getting some of this into the Second Great Awakening. I would say the 

First Great Awakening is a more Biblical experience, not that there wasn’t Biblical good stuff going on in the Second, but what happened is the 

charismatic behavior attached itself to that and started to infiltrate that, came out of that, and went beyond the Great Awakening and really began 

to spread. I just wanted to bring that out. Well, this was Charles Finney, and this was his mindset. 



Now let me give you an idea of just how many false teachings, 

other than just the second blessing, false teaching, that he taught during this time frame. He denied that mankind had a sinful nature inherited from Adam. He also said that Christ’s death on the Cross was not a payment for sin, as much as it was a demonstration that God was serious about keeping the law. So, with your so-called articles, why were you having people 

come forward to receive? He is also known for Christian perfection or 

sinless perfection. According to Finney, only when we are truly willing to give up all sin, yielding absolutely to God’s will, can we be “filled with the fullness of God.” He also maintained that, even when Christians desire this perfection, and pray for perfection “with agony,” they may still only think themselves willing to be perfect and may indeed be deceiving 

themselves as to their true motive. In other words, you are never going to really know. Have fun, you might be lying to yourself, but just keep 

praying. 



Is this beginning to sound a little bit legalistic? Because this is 

what it also looks like. I’m not saying that this doesn’t happen in non-

charismatic churches, but one thing you find a lot of in charismatic 

churches is a lot of legalisms. You know, you must wear your hair up and 

you can’t wear makeup. Was Charles Finney correct? Does God really 
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require us to be perfect before we can have full fellowship with Him? No, but that was one of the things that he taught. 



Paul says that “the law was our guardian until Christ came that we 

might be justified by faith.” (Galatians 3:24) This means that the Law showed us our inability to be perfect and therefore our need for Christ. 

The law shows us, “I can’t be perfect, I need a Savior, I need Jesus 

Christ.” That’s the purpose of the law, not that somehow you can get this second experience later with speaking in tongues being evidence of that, 

and now you can be perfect. Nowhere are you going to see that in 

Scripture. Only when we are honest with ourselves can we begin to make 

progress as believers, and part of that honesty, is to admit that we are 

fallen, and in desperate need of Christ’s righteousness. 

I John 1:8-9: “If we claim to be without sin, we deceive ourselves and the truth is not in us. If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all unrighteousness.” 



Are these people also being taught that you shouldn’t even ask for 

forgiveness when you sin? Because apparently when you sin, and we 

know when we sin, because nobody’s perfect, do you just sweep it under 

the rug on the sly? Or is there another teaching that says that you and I shouldn’t even ask for forgiveness? 



The Bible makes it clear that the only perfection we can gain was 

given to us on the Cross. We are not only justified but also sanctified by the offering of Christ. 

Hebrews 10:10: “And by that will, we have been made holy through the sacrifice of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.” 



Faith is what saves us and what changes us. So, that’s just the tip of 

the iceberg with what’s going on with Charles Finney. It wasn’t just a 

second blessing; there were all kinds of unfortunate false teachings as 


well. Now where did it go after Charles Finney? He was bringing this into the Second Great Awakening. People were coming forward and leaving, 

unfortunately, with this mindset. So, it started to spread from there. 
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Then it began to go to this place called Oberlin College in Ohio, 

because he became the President of the college. Now students are being 

taught this. Again, they did some good things back in the day. Oberlin 

College of Ohio accepted students without regard to race or sex. They 

were very active in the abolition movement, the Underground Railroad 

and universal education. In fact, the first president, who Charles Finney took over, was a guy named Asa Mahan. Mahan started out as the first 

president, after this college was started in 1833. It was started by two 

Presbyterian ministers, John Jay Shipherd and Philo Stewart. Now their 

vision was perfectly godly and wonderful. This is what every school 

should do, this whole mindset. What is the purpose of an education? To 

get a good job, because we need a good job. Because you need a good job 

to get a lot of money. Because you need a lot of money to buy things to 

impress people you don’t know and don’t even care. That’s what it is 

today, but the founding of our country, the purpose of an education, was to show yourself approved unto God, to be a better servant, for the people 

around you, humanity, and for the cause of Christ. 



Their vision was: A community of Christian families with a 

Christian school which should be “a center of religious influence and 

power which should work mightily upon the surrounding country and the 

world – a sort of missionary institution for training laborers for the work abroad.” Now that’s a good cause to start a school. In 1833 they hired Asa Mahan to be the first president. Maybe it started out good but three years later in 1836 Asa Mahan experienced what he called a baptism with the 

Holy Spirit. Mahan believed that this experience had cleansed him of the 

desire and inclination to sin. So, the president became charismatic. He was also the professor of theology. It didn’t take long for the enemy to 

intervene. They started off with great ideals and three years later you have a bad guy in a high position. 



Does that ever happen to churches? They say they need a new 

pastor, or a pastor passes away, they are finding themselves a new pastor. 

Can one wrong guy in the pulpit take you from bad to worse? Yeah, you 

hear horror stories all the time. Or you might continue as a church, but the guy with false teachings sways enough people to a whole other direction, 

and the others that were solid, had to leave. So, that’s why history is what happened here. They started out great, three years later their president 
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became charismatic and he’s the one in theology, which started it to 

spread. 



So again, we’re tracing the trail of the Holiness Movement, 

Charles Finney, the Great Awakening, and Oberlin College. Now, the 

fellow that followed Asa Mahan was Finney, with all his false teachings, 

and it just continued. Probably, the first three years, it was a half-way decent college. When Finney took over, the Oberlin student body had a 

long history of activism, which wasn’t a bad thing. They were against 

slavery and things of that nature. But what happens when you’re liberal 

with the Bible, like the charismatic mindset? You know what this college 

has turned into today? It is one of the biggest liberal colleges, and it’s supposed to be a Christian College, in the United State of Amerca. I think it's a direct correlation of once you start getting away from the Bible, 

“God told me to tell you.” And your theology is wrapped around that, 

you’re going to make up everything and then it’s going to be reduced to 

just a bunch of experiences and do-gooders. It’s called the social gospel. 



In 2016, this is where they’re at today. An Oberlin student, a 

Christian student, tried to shoplift wine from Gibsons Bakery. Oh, what 

happened to sinless perfection? And two additional students assaulted the clerk. So, he got caught and two other students jumped in with him. Then 

the Oberlin students staged a large demonstration urging a boycott of the Bakery on the ground that the store was racist. I would say that those that created this college would be rolling over in their graves, because racism today has just been denigrated. You disagree with anyone, automatically 

you’re a racist. You’re not even on the topic of racism, but because you 

disagree with somebody on something. “You’re eating a tuna sandwich? I 

don’t really like tuna.” “You’re a racist!” We laugh because it’s what’s 

going on right now. And I’m going, when somebody is racist, like the boy 

who cried wolf, nobody’s going to believe you. I’m a racist because I 

disagree with the tuna sandwich. 



This guy went into the store to steal wine then they started fighting 

with the clerk, his two other buddies, and then you said they’re racists. 

Well, sometimes the truth prevails, and this so-called Christian College got sued big time. Look at this clip, and this is a recent one. 
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Fox News Reports:  “Finally the public is catching on with Smollett, Covington, Cavanaugh, and now add the Oberlin case – this education in fakery. The jury nailed Oberlin College and a Dean named Meredith 

 Raimondo with an $11 million dollar penalty for siding with three black students who claimed they were racially profiled at a bakery in 2016. The case got a lot of press. There were massive protests targeting the bakery, but not just by students either. The Dean distributed a flyer claiming the bakery had a history of racism and encouraged a boycott. The bakery 

 went through hell for obvious reasons. But finally, the truth went out, the students pleaded guilty to attempted theft, admitting that they weren’t profiled at all. Here’s a photo of the family who owns the bakery. You can see the racial hate in their eyes. So, once again what the media first promoted turned out false.” 

Gibson’s Attorney:  “Colleges are 

 watching us and you. Calling the 

 actions of Oberlin College and their 

 handling of a student demonstration, 

 institutional arrogance.”  

Newscaster:  “Attorney’s for a 

 family-owned market harmed by 

 those demonstrations asked a 

 Lorraine County jury to send the message that will resonate with other institutions around the country.”  

Gibson’s Attorney:  “We need to deter and discourage and tell them, and this country, that there’s consequences for the things you say, and you do.”  

Newscaster:  “The Gibson’s stopped an African American student from shoplifting at their store and in demonstrations afterwards. Other Oberlin College students labeled the family racist. The same jury already awarded the Gibson’s $11 million dollars for their damages. And after less than two hours of deliberation the jury on Thursday, the jury decided the college owes the Gibson’s an additional punitive damage aware of more than $33 

 million dollars plus attorney’s fees.” 
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I’d say God spanked you. And those attorney fees, after the other 

two, the court ordered them to pay, was an additional six and a half million dollars, to reimburse them for the legal fees. But, if you’re going to get liberal with God’s Word, and stuff like that, what does that have to do with the original goal, to train people up to share Christ and get equipped. But speaking of liberalism, this is at the same so-called Christian College, they are major, major advocates for homosexuality. Oberlin is also known for 

its liberal attitude towards sexuality and gender expression. Oberlin has been consistently ranked among the friendliest college campuses for 

LGBT students. And you’re supposed to be Christian. 



But again, it flows downhill, I believe you get away from God’s 

Word and you get all kinds of unfortunate teachings. I’ve shared with you this story, and this does happen to churches. I was just in Iowa preaching at a family Bible Camp and talking to another pastor there and we were 

sharing horror stories. He was telling me about this church where one of 

the people embezzled a hundred thousand dollars. He got caught but he 

didn’t think he did anything wrong. I said oh yeah, watch this one. This 

was from a pastor friend when I was pastoring in California. There was a 

charismatic church there, in the community, and a lot of the charismatic 

people came into this Baptist Church. But they were kind of expressing 

that they wanted to have a little bit more of a charismatic feel to the so-called worship service. But the pastor said, no, I’m sorry, that’s not us, it’s not what we’re doing, it’s not Biblical. But they came anyway, they 

interspersed themselves. This is a true story. He went on vacation for two weeks. When he came back, it was in the parsonage that they voted him 

out. He was no longer the pastor. They moved so fast in two weeks, that 

they took over the church and voted him out. 



Now that’s in a microcosm, but I really think that’s what happened 

to this college. Again, I’m not anti-charismatic, I’ve said that until I’m blue in the face. I’m not saying everybody that is charismatic is in the 

occult, but I’m saying that this is what happens. It’s getting so obtuse that we must deal with this. This behavior can come into a church. I have seen the issue of the gift of Bible Translations split the church right down the middle, number one. Number two, what we’re seeing today, the 

homosexual issue split a church right down the middle. Which to me, why 
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would it split, it’s pretty clear in the Bible. But other issues are gifts of the Spirit i.e., a charismatic flavor that will split a church. 



Now the reason I say that, is because of Oberlin, it moves to 

conferences. Now let me explain to you what that is. We’re chasing the 

trail and what you’re going to see is, after the conferences, is that it leads to split, after split, after split, after split, after split, after split. Because that’s what this does. That’s why it’s so hard to get wraps on the full 

beliefs of much of the charismatic community. Because there are so many 

splits, even within their own section. Basically, from the Second Great 

Awakening, Charles Finney’s influence, everyone was jumping onto the 

Holiness Movement, which had nothing to do with holiness, it was about 

that second blessing, sinless, perfection, false teaching. from Charles 

Finney, which he heads up, and now it goes to conferences. 



Basically, we are past the Great Awakening, you’re outside the 

Civil War and they start getting nostalgic. They go, “Remember those 

days, back during the Great Awakening,” and they start having more 

conferences? Now, these conferences are full-blown charismatic, and it 

begins to infect other churches. And they began to split. Let me give you some examples. 



Baptists embraced the second work of grace, founded their own 

denominations, such as the Holiness Baptist Association and the Ohio 

Valley Association of the Christian Baptist Churches of God. And then 

among the Anabaptists, the Brethren in Christ Church (as well as the 

Calvary Holiness Church that later split from it) emerged as a 

denomination, teaching the existence of a second work of grace that 

“results in the believer resulting in the ability to say no to sin.” These Holiness denominations emphasize the wearing of a head covering by 

women, plain dress, temperance, foot washing, and pacifism. Mennonites 

who were impacted by the teaching of holiness founded the Missionary 

Church. And then they started having these holiness camp meetings. 



So, they start the individual denominations, they start splitting off. 

The first one, after the Civil War, was in Vineland, New Jersey in 1867. 

The gathering attracted as many as 10,000 people. At the close they 

formed the National Camp Meeting Association for the Promotion of 

Holiness and agreed to conduct a similar gathering the next year. This 

organization was commonly known as the National Holiness Association. 
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Later, it became known as the Christian Holiness Association. The second 

National Camp Meeting was held in Manheim, Pennsylvania, and drew 

upwards of 25,000 people from all over the nation. People called it a 

“Pentecost,” for its spiritual power and influence. The third National 

Camp Meeting met at Round Lake, New York. This time the national press 

attended, and write-ups appeared in numerous papers, including a large 

two-page pictorial in Harper’s Weekly. These meetings made instant 

religious celebrities out of many of the workers. 



Interesting, that’s just like today, isn’t it? These icons are supposed 

to be famous and are supposed to be sinless. But they obviously aren’t. 

But they use the same tactics today. Then it began to infect others. 

Christian Missionary Alliance. Did you know that’s what they taught? In 

1874, Albert Benjamin Simpson felt the need for such a life himself and 

went on to found the Christian and Missionary Alliance. This is from their statement of faith. 

 “The will of God is for each believer to be filled with the Holy Spirit and 

 ‘sanctified wholly’ to receive ‘power for holy living and effective service’. 

 This is both a ‘crises’ and ‘progressive’ experience occurring after 

 conversion.” 

   

Then they began to go into more meetings, they developed what 

was called the Western Holiness Association – first of the reginal 

association – formed at Bloomington, Illinois. In 1877 several “general 

holiness conventions” met in Cincinnati and New York City. In 1881, D.S. 

Warner started the church of God Reformation Movement, later the 

Church of God, in Anderson, Indiana. Now the Church of God has so 

many splits, I don’t even know where to begin. A lot of the splits are, you come up with your lists of legalisms to prove you’re sinless, but in this church, you might have 50, but this one has 60. Adams got 60 but this 

other one over here really has sinless perfection and has 75. And it goes on and on. D.S. Warner’s ministry taught that God had restored the light of 

Christian unity in 1880. 



What? Christian unity and what was happening ever since the 

Second Great Awakening when they started holding these conferences, it’s 

created division everywhere it went. Yet, somehow, the Christian unity has 
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come back. But here is the deal, Christian unity apparently is when we 

agree with what they teach, and we do it their way. 



He taught that all the saved needed to “come out of Babylon” and 

worship together in one place rather than being separated by creeds, 

dogmas and doctrines of men. Isn’t that the same thing they are saying 

today?  “I don’t need doctrine! That’s a doctrine of men. I need the Spirit of God.”  This was going on in 1880 from the founder of the Church of God. He also believed that false Christianity was the harlot woman in the Book of Revelation. 



No, first of all, the church is nowhere to be found in the 7-year 

Tribulation. We leave prior. Number two, the global religion harlot has 

nothing to do with the church. Can’t be because the church is not there. 

They also believe that baptism by total immersion, the Lord’s Supper, 

communion, and feet washing are considered mandatory conditions of the 

Christian experience or fellowship. Now, once again, when you get the 

idea that you are perfect, you must play that game and demonstrate to 

everybody externally, that you are perfect. Here comes even more 

legalism. They are against outward adornment, which includes you cannot 

wear a wedding ring, earrings, or lipstick on woman. Women should 

always refrain from wearing clothing that pertains to men, i.e., pants. 

Women should not cut their hair but instead grow it long and men should 

keep their hair short. Musical instruments (such as a piano or organ) 

should not be used in worship services. Really. Well, there are about 150 

chapters called the Psalms which are basically all music and in there they use instruments. But see, you are demonstrating how sinless and perfect 

you are, because you don’t wear pants, don’t sing songs with instruments. 



We laugh at this, but these people are under this. Now here’s the 

problem, just like the Second Blessing produces wicked results, and total hypocrisy. First, it’s a false teaching. People are being led astray, you’ll never become a disciple, you’ll never walk, live, and keep in step with the Holy Spirit, because you’re trying to seek this second dose of the spirit that you already have. The Spirit you received when you are born-again. 

But you’re never shown how to achieve sinning less, not being sinless. 

That’s bad enough, but people are being led astray and from this aspect, 

it’s legalism. The worst experience is to be born-again and stuck under one of these legalistic things. You never learn about the peace of God, you 
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never get to rest in God, you’re always striving, you’re always wandering, and freaking out. This guy brings out the wickedness of this legalism. Not just the second blessing but the legalism to prove to everybody how 

perfect you are. 

Narrator:  “There are seven battles that people commonly face that are signs that they’ve been under the influence of a religiously legalistic kind of environment that can even be spiritually abusive in many cases. The big one is performance-based Christianity, which is my sense of approval. 

 Affirmation is based on what I do. I am loved for what I do, my identity is based on what I do, and it doesn’t understand the grace and love 

 atmosphere that God has created in Christ Jesus for us to engage in. So, it prevents us from experiencing the true freedom that’s available to us. 

  The second is religious perfectionism, which is this constant sense of I’m not doing enough, I’m not achieving enough, I’m not breaking through 

 enough. It’s just, nothing’s ever enough, so we’re in a hamster wheel constantly. And this becomes a subliminal mindset in a lot of our spiritual interaction with God and even in our activities with each other. 

  The third is self-condemnation. Now this is where you get hard on 

 yourself, where you don’t know how to love and accept yourself the way that God does, to give yourself grace, because God gives that grace to you in process. His grace is available to help you overcome. It’s His 

 empowerment, it’s His work on your heart. It’s His activation. It’s His ability, working through you. So, we become very condemning on 

 ourselves. The evil one speaks thoughts of accusation and then we come into agreement with it and get very hard on ourselves in our process. 

 Many people are stuck because they are self-condemned in their process and condemnation never produces freedom. It keeps you stuck in the same pattern. 

  Fourth is obsessive thinking, meaning that you ruminate, and you stay on, and you’re constantly obsessed, maybe you’re obsessed about your sin 

 issues, and you’re constantly obsessed with what you’re working on, or are getting free from. Maybe your obsessed about, am I right before God. 
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 It’s one thing to say, ‘I want to make sure that my life is right before God.’ 

 It’s another thing to be obsessed about it, because now it’s tormenting you. 

 It’s one thing to say, ‘You know what, I want to walk in holiness.’ It’s another thing to be obsessed with ‘I’m not holy, I need to walk in holiness. 

 I need to make sure I’m reading my Bible. I need to make sure I’m fasting.’ 

 You do all these things and become obsessive. They become hyperactive in our lives. We don’t have peace in our minds. A lot of this can come out of being in a religiously legalistic environment, that’s how toxic we become. 

  Five, we become very prone to guilt. Guilt is a manipulative mindset, and we sometimes attribute all our guilty feelings to being the work and act of God. We need to get clarification because guilt is a manipulative force. 

 God, His voice is not a guilt-ridden voice. He is a God who is Holy, He’s a God of light, He’s a God of love, He’s a God of relationships, and so guilt is not a tool for healthy relationships. He leads us into His righteousness, He will even correct us, but He doesn’t use guilt to beat us down 

 constantly. That’s a sign of religious legalism. 

  A big one that I have worked with a lot of people on is we become afraid of God. I’m not talking about the fear of the Lord. I’m talking about becoming afraid of Him, so we avoid Him. We avoid Him in pain, we 

 avoid Him with some of the areas that we don’t know how He’s going to treat those areas. So, we avoid them altogether. That is not a fear of the Lord, which is not a healthy perspective at all. As it causes more 

 avoidance than moving towards Him. 

  And then lastly, these areas combined with other things caused us to have a condemning view of other people. You can tell if you’ve had some 

 religious legalism influencing you by your response to sin and others around you. If it’s just, you know, automatically shutting people out condemning them, sentencing them, putting a judgment on them, without a response of mercy, a response of love or response of compassion.” 



Which is even what Jesus did. “Father, forgive them, for they know 

not what they do.” Verses like the Pharisees, “Oh, I’m not like that guy.” 

See this is what this charismatic mindset produces. You have the “Haves 
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and the Have-nots,” you’ve got the “Do’s and the do nots.” And that’s the game. It creates division, it creates legalism, and it destroys! It’s a horrible false teaching. Now, I guess you can call this good news. There has been 

some re-thinking in the Church of God’s legalism list. Some re-thinking 

began in 1912 when men were permitted to wear long neck ties. By the 

1950s, the movement no longer forcefully taught against mixed bathing 

(swimming) among the sexes or the addition of a television in the home. 



Now we joke about all of that, but this is what this produces. The 

church’s seminary is Anderson School of Theology in Anderson, Indiana. 

It is also affiliated with several colleges across North America. Now the next big one, that we will get into in the next chapter, and I can’t wait. 

We’re familiar with it but we don’t understand that they too believe this false teaching. And that is the Salvation Army. They came out at that same time. Have you ever thought about why do they wear uniforms, what’s up 

with that? Even to this day. Why do they use military terms? Why do they 

call themselves the Salvation Army? And what do they really believe?

Charismatic History

We are now dispelling the myth, it’s not just a myth, it’s a lie, that 

the reason that we are seeing the shaking, and the occult like behavior, 

whether people realize it or not. The Hinduism, New Age, coming into the 

charismatic movement is because they say it’s the latest movement of God 

in the last days. That is why it’s become so strange, it’s a special 

outpouring of God’s Spirit, only for our time. No, it’s not! This is the same old thing that has been repackaged throughout history. But as we saw, 

everywhere it went it caused division. Churches were split down the 

middle. They believed that you had to have a second dose of the Spirit of God, speaking in gibberish. 
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In the last chapter, we left off with the Salvation Army. The 

Salvation Army came 

out of this, and we are 

going to look at who 

they are and what kind 

of charismatic things 

they are involved in. 

Well, before we get 

there,  “We’re fuddy-

 duddies. We’re 

 resisting the Spirit of 

 God in the last days. We think we know everything.”  No, that’s not what we’re doing. We are being obedient to the Bible. Because God says don’t 

listen to anybody that says God told me to tell you. You are supposed to 

test the Spirit. Are we being fuddy-duddies, are we being arrogant, are we just being charged with resisting God’s Spirit in the last days? Who do you think you are, in the spirit of religiosity, and all those other terms that are being thrown at us? No, we’re doing what the Bible says to do, to be a 

Berean and put the Spirit to the test. 

I John 4:1-3: “Dear friends, do not believe every spirit, but test the spirits to see whether they are from God.” 



Now why would he say that? Because the Bible warns us of what 

is going to happen, especially in the Last Days. But we see how it has 

been going on throughout church history. Liars, deceivers, false teachers, false prophets, so you can’t take anything for granted. You’ve got to be 

that Berean and go back to the Word. You put it to the test. I don’t care if somebody is behind the pulpit, I don’t care if they’re wearing a robe, I 

don’t care if they are saying God told me to tell you, I’m not taking 

anything from you. It’s got to be here in the Bible. And this is an order from God, for our protection. 

I John 4:1-3 cont.: “because many false prophets have gone out into the world. This is how you can recognize the Spirit of God. Every spirit that 
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acknowledges that Jesus Christ has come in the flesh is from God, but 

every spirit that does not acknowledge Jesus, is not from God.” 



So basically, does it line up with Biblical doctrine? Now how are 

you going to learn Biblical doctrine? The Bible. You read the Bible to 

learn Biblical doctrine, i.e., what the Bible teaches. That’s what it means. 

I John 4:1-3 cont.: “This is the spirit of the antichrist, which you have heard is coming and even now is already in the world.” 



So, let’s continue with this premise that the reason we are seeing 

this aberrant, weird behavior, that granted, we might not find in the Bible, which we don’t find in the Bible, i.e., this charismatic behavior. Again, the justification, the reason why, is because it’s the latest movement in the Last Days, of the Spirit of God. That’s why it’s so strange. Really? Let’s put that to the test. We’ve already been doing that through history, but let’s put it to the test, up to the Salvation Army. Surely, they’re Christian, 

they’re preaching the gospel, right? 



The Salvation Army was founded in 1865 by William Booth. 

Now that was 40 years prior to the Azusa 

Street Revival in 1906 - when they said 

this latest movement began. No, this kind 

of stuff had been going on for a long 

time. Now they described themselves as 

part of the Christian church. The 

Salvation Army describes itself as part of 

the Christian church, with its own distinctive governance, and practices. 

Most people recognize the red-and-white shield of the Salvation Army as 

representing a social services organization that responds to disasters, feeds the homeless, and runs thrift stores. We’re all familiar with that. That’s great. But are they Christian? What do they have to do with the 

charismatic movement? Booth saw a great need for reaching the poor and 

destitute in England and the gospel of Jesus Christ. 



Well, that’s great, but the key word is, is it really the gospel of 

Jesus Christ? Now these people responded to the gospel, or dare I say, the gospel he was sharing.  He began an evangelistic ministry on the streets, 
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and as these people responded to the gospel, Booth directed them to the 

various churches and chapels in their neighborhoods. As these 

“undesirables” came into the very proper Victorian churches, they were 

often rejected because of their dress and habits. To provide a place for 

them to worship and be discipled, William Booth founded the East London 

Christian Mission. When Booth was dictating a letter referencing believers as God’s army, the name “Salvation Army” was coined, and Booth began 

forming his mission in a military structure. But again, what salvation is he promoting? 



So, he began to run with that theme, the army theme. And 

basically, if you know them, they wear military uniforms. He went very 

serious on that whole army theme. He named himself the general of the 

Salvation Army, and his wife, Catherine, was named “Mother of the 

Salvation army.” 



Now, here once again, you get the 

charismatic influence. From the 

beginning, women were given the 

same freedom and authority as 

men, and Catherine was an 

ordained minister in the 

organization. Stop right there. We 

already went through that. Is that 

what the Bible says. No! So, right out of the gate, what is this guy doing? 

Granted, he is taking care of the homeless, and granted the churches are 

being absolute hypocrites, for not allowing these people to come in and 

worship. Who cares if they don’t smell proper, but they’re getting saved – 

maybe. 



I’m not condoning what they did, and he’s out trying to find a 

place for them, that’s great. But suddenly, you’re going off script. And 

what’s the script? The script is right here in the Bible, and it starts going downhill from there. And he decides that his wife is going to be ordained as well. In fact, today the ordination of women is permitted in the 

Salvation Army. Now if you look at a lot of charismatic churches, it’s not just a pastor man, but by proxy, it’s the wife. This is nothing new. It’s been 
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going on since 1865 with the Salvation Army. Salvation Army officers 

were previously allowed to marry only other officers, but this rule has 

been relaxed in recent years. Husband and wives usually shared the same 

rank and had the same or similar assignments. Such officer-couples are 

then assigned together to act as co-pastors. 



As the popularity of the organization grew and Salvationists 

worked their way through the streets of London, attempting to convert 

individuals, they were sometimes confronted with unruly crowds. Music 

was used to draw the people in, to get them to be acquainted with the 

Salvation Army, and then they would get hooked on their false teachings. 

Do we see anybody doing that today? Yes, it’s the same issue when 

dealing with Bethel and Hillsong, they are using music to suck people in. 

They had never heard of Bethel Church, but they heard that song. They go 

check out that song, they get acquainted with it, and then they get 

acquainted with the church, and then the charismatic baloney that comes 

along with it. Nothing new under the sun. The Salvation Army was doing 

the same thing. A family of musicians began working with the Salvation 

Army as their “bodyguards” and played music to distract the crowds. 

People say, we don’t like what you’re doing and you’re going to see why. 

Maybe it’s because we don’t like what you’re teaching. You have female 

pastors, and as we’re going to see, you’ve got a false gospel. So, here 

comes the band to distract people. Look over here and don’t pay attention to the false teachings. Does that sound familiar today? Folks, 1865, 

nothing new under the sun. They had brass bands. That was big back in 

the day. They had choirs, they had huge concert bands, so music became a 

big thing. The Army’s Joy Strings were a hit pop group in the 1960s and 

early 1970s, during the era of the Beatles, in the UK and beyond, reaching the top of the charts and being featured on national television. They were very, very popular. 



BY POP TO SALVATION – THE JOY STRINGS 



Narrator:  “You may be used to the Salvation Army, but not this way. No tambourines, no trumpets, here’s the Joy Strings with their hit parade number, “It’s an Open Secret.”   
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Joy Webb:  “We had a new General and we had a press conference, and we were asked, ‘What are you going to do with your young people?’ and he said, ‘If we need to, we will take up electric guitars and go into coffee bars.’ And was it! The BBC came on to us when I was then one of the 

 singers on staff. And I was called into the principal’s office. He said, 

 ‘Tonight you are to take a group of girls and guitars and get on the 

 show.’” 

  Peter Dalzier:  “Joy then asked me and the other officers, and the officer who was in charge of the men, and said, ‘I’ve seen this. I’ve seen the guitars,’ but we couldn’t play them. And that was how we were chosen.” 

  Joy Webb:  “That’s literally how it started. The viewers absolutely jammed. They liked us. They couldn’t understand what we were singing, but they smiled, and they liked it.” Then one of the big wigs from DMI was there during a recording, and he wanted to know what we were doing with this group? Why hadn’t we got them in the studio yet? And it was a good story. It’s one thing to go on television, but it’s different to go into a technical studio where you need to get a string base, and you need some music. We started writing. It was sheer necessity. The first song I wrote was the Secret song.” 

  Peter Dalzier:  “So, we recorded it. The Beatles go out and we go in. We didn’t know it was going to be released. About 6 weeks later, someone says to us, ‘Did you know you’re on the Hit Parade? And we didn’t.” 

  Joy Web:  “We hadn’t a clue that would happen. We were just besieged after that.” 

  Peter Dalzier:  “The reaction from the public was phenomenal, six or seven thousand people came to see us at the Cathedral. The police were there closing off the road as we were singing on the steps of St. Paul. It was fulfilling the vision, exactly, of General Booth, when he said we must go to the people, and speak in their language.” 
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And what did they use as the tool? Music. And what’s going on 

today? In so-called Christian music? A lot of it is just a secular feel. We talk about this all the time. It’s not just who you’re singing about, is it even God? It’s whatever it takes to draw the crowds in. But their 

movement began with unruly crowds. People did not like what they were 

doing with their teaching, so music became a distraction, and then it 

became seduction to get people involved. 



In the Salvation the ministers were given military officer ranks in 

keeping with their duties and experience and church members were called 

soldiers. Booth eliminated all forms of outward observance in his church. 

Baptism and the Lord’s Supper were not practiced. Following Arminian 

theology, the Army teaches that your continued salvation depends on 

continued obedience to the Word of God. Stop right there. What is that? 

That is a false gospel. Is your salvation dependent upon how obedient you continue to be to God’s Word? If anyone says yes, and truly believes that, then you’re not saved. Because salvation is based on the work of Jesus 

Christ on the Cross. And the reason why we do what we do is because we 

love Him and we’re thankful for our salvation being complete and that we 

know that we are going to stumble some time, because in the process of 

maturity you can walk, live, and keep in step with the Spirit. You don’t 

become sinless, to keep your salvation. That’s a works-based false gospel. 

This is what they’re teaching. But you hopefully sin less. And it’s safe and secure in Jesus Christ. These people are not teaching the gospel. 



Today the Army carries on a wide range of work, including prison 

visits, disaster response, refugee assistance, addiction and dependency 

treatment, daycare and children’s homes, homeless and domestic violence 

shelters, thrift stores, hospitals, clinics, and schools worldwide. In fact, the Salvation Army is one of the world’s largest providers of social help. It has permanent ministries in 127 countries, 175 languages, and helps millions 

of people every year. But you’re preaching a false gospel. This is no 

different from what Jehovah’s Witnesses and Mormon’s do in good deeds. 

I’m not against good deeds but good deeds don’t get you to Heaven. In 

much of the Evangelical church it is just called the social gospel. Now 

you’re out there doing good deeds but you’re not even sharing the gospel. 

Now this is from their eleven doctrines from the Salvation Army. This is 

Article Number Nine and I quote:

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 “We believe that continuance in a state of salvation depends upon 

 continued obedient faith in Christ.” 

   

That’s obedient faith – works. So, you better think twice before 

you drop something into that bucket. Now, in 2004, the Army received a 

$1.6 billion donation in the will of Joan B. 

Kroc, third wife of former McDonald’s 

CEO Ray Kroc. This donation was among 

the larger individual gifts ever given to a 

single organization. To me, that’s the 

ultimate Kroc that they get billions of 

dollars to what? Ultimately, they draw 

people in with their music, yes, they are 

doing great things with disaster relief and helping the homeless and 

rehabs, but in the end, you basically say, “Go to Hell!” And isn’t that like the enemy to make sure that somebody that is preaching a false gospel, to get support financially to make sure they keep doing it. Isn’t that wild? 



Now that’s just the Salvation Army. Now we’re going to move to 

the next big guy. This is considered one of the biggest pillars of the 

charismatic movement today. A lot of them don’t know their history, 

unfortunately, that is why we are going through this. But this guy is “the” 

guy. He’s like the pioneer. We have seen it goes way back in history, but then it goes back to this guy, to the pre-Azusa days. You may have heard 

of him, Smith Wigglesworth.

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Now the key phrase that you’re dealing with some serious 

charismatic influences is “You will have to have fire!” Now remember, 

that’s a code word, that’s the fire of the Holy Spirit. And of course, what they mean is the supposed second dose of the Holy Spirit, which is not 

even Biblical. It’s supposed to make you perfect and when you walk with 

Jesus Christ you get all these powers. 



Smith Wigglesworth was born June 

8, 1859 in Yorkshire, England, to an 

impoverished family. As a small child, he 

worked in the fields pulling turnips 

alongside his mother; he also worked in 

factories to help provide for his family. He 

was illiterate as a child because of his 

labors. Nominally a Methodist, he bcame a 

Christian at the age of eight.  His 

grandmother was a devout Methodist. 

Wiggleswortt married Polly Featherstone on May 2, 1882. 

At that time of the marriage, she was a preacher of the Salvation Army and had come to the attention of General William Booth. They had one 

daughter, Alice,  and four sons, Seth, Harold, Ernest and George. Polly 

died in 1913. His grandson Leslie Wigglesworth served as the president of the Elim Pentecostal Church. 



Wigglesworth learned to read after he married Polly; she taught hm 

to read the Bible. He worked as a plumber, but he abandoned this trade 

after he started preaching. In 1907, 

Wiggleswoth visited Alexander Body during 

the Sunderland Revival, and following a laying 

-on of hands from Alexander’s wife, Mary 

Boddy, he experienced speaking in tongues, 

gibberish, because it’s never a known language. 

(Acts 2) 

So, now you have Wigglesworth, who is 

infected with the false teachings of the second 

dose of the Spirit, perfectionism, from growing 

up in the Methodists, he was infected with the stuff from the Salvation 
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Army, and then he supposedly has this experience because somebody laid 

hands on him. 



Alexander Boddy was one of the founders of Pentecostalism in 

Britain. His mother was a descendant of Mary Bazeille, who had been 

married to John Wesley. Boddy was inspired by the Holiness Movement, 

and he had an intense religious experience in 1892. So, again notice it’s based on what? The Bible? Put it to the test. What is he basing all of this on? Experience, not the Bible. 



His wife Mary believed that she had a gift for healing through the 

laying-on of hands. So, we are going to see that the laying-on of hand, or smacking someone on the forehead, it’s nothing new. We’re still in the 

1800s, not any where near the supposed beginning of the latest movement 

of the Spirit of God, in 1906, the Azusa Street Revival. Boddy also helped to found the Pentecostal Missionary Union and he was a member of the 

Pentecostal International Advisory Council. He defended the practice of 

infant baptism. Well, that’s another false teaching. Why would you defend that? Do babies know what in the world they are doing? Do you ever 

wonder why they cry when they do that? It’s very annoying. Can they 

respond to the gospel? So, why would you baptize them? You baptize 

somebody after they have made an adult decision to respond to the gospel. 

Babies can’t do that, so why are you dunking them? He defended that and 

that is another false teaching. You need to put it to the test. If you go outside of the Bible and you base reality on experience and you’re 

surrounded by all this other stuff from false teachers, who make it up as they go. Mr. Booth, who put you in charge to decide who gets to be in 

charge, and your wife can be a co-pastor? God didn’t give you that 

authority. So, are you seeing a pattern? 



Now let’s get back Smith Wigglesworth. He’s already surrounded 

by all the false teachings of the charismatic movement and now Mary 

Boddy comes and lays hands on him and he supposedly speaks in tongues 

(gibberish). He began to speak at some of the Assemblies of God events in Great Britain. He also received ministerial credentials with the Assemblies of God in the United States, where he evangelized during the 1920s and 

later. Stop right there. So, you were illiterrate and your wife had to teach you how to read. That’s great, but you’ve got no training, you’re a 

plumber and you just decided to be a preacher. Then you go before a

church denomination and they say, “Yeah, you’re ordained.” Really, with 

no qualifications? He doesn’t even have to be trained. 



I am telling you, this goes on a lot. And the Scripture says, “You 

better be careful about laying hands on a young convert.” Because you are going to share in their sins. You better be careful. Are you even sure that they are saved? People say,  “Well, they sure looked good. And he’s 

 breathing, right? He comes to church services. Let’s lay hands on him.”  

It’s crazy and I’m telling you, a lot more goes on than people realize. All these miracles and all this weird shaking going on, this is the latest 

movement of God. Wigglesworth was the ultimate con-artist. He was 

doing this way before Benny Hinn came on the scene. 



Wigglesworth believed in healing. When he was forbiden to lay 

hands on audience members by the authorities in Sweden, he preached for 

a “corporate healing”, by which people laid hands on themselves. He also 

practiced anointing with oil. There is something supernatural about that 

oil. Doesn’t that sound familiar today, on TV, in the charismatic 

community? Here’s one guy, he doesn’t anoint with oil, but he has that 

miracle Spring Water. You’re going to see a lady squirt it up her nose. You can have miracles. But, of course it going to cost you. Nothing new under the sun. Wigglesworth was doing this for a long time. These guys are just rehashing it. Here is Mr. Popoff: 

Narrator:  “God has used Rev. Peter Popoff throughout his entire life and ministry to bring miraculous deliverance to hundreds of thousands of 

 people around the world.” 

   This clip shows a man get up off his walker and start dancing on the stage. 

  Popoff:  “Look at that man go!!!” 

   And he goes over to hugs the guy. 

  Popoff:  “And I’ll tell you, Jesus made you dance like that.” 

  Interviewer:  “Tell me, you had 4 brain tumors?” 
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Lady:  “I had four brain surgeries and the proof is right here in the back of my head. I stayed in the hospital for 8 months. When I came home two weeks later, my husband was killed. His family wrote the military and told the military that I was dead and took all my money. I just got an awards letter for $390,000.” 

  Popoff:  “$390,000!!!” 

  Lady #2:  “Everything you say in those letters is to the ‘T’, from the Holy Ghost.” 

  Popoff:  “You say, is that going to happen to me? YES!!” 

  Announcer:  “Even more have had huge sums of miracle money transferred into their account supernaturally.” 

  Popoff co-host:  “I believe there’s somebody out there who has a child that’s been diagnosed with ADD, hyperactivity and learning disabilites. I believe if you annoint your child with this Miracle Spring Water, God’s going to touch that child. He’s going to buckle down, he’s going to study, He’s going to get straight A’s.” 

  Popoff:  “Better grades than he has ever got before. You’ll know it’s because of God’s supernatural touch. It’s a girl. Yes, it’s a girl. (He supposedly gets this message while doing this advertisment.) 

  Co-Host:  “She just doesn’t want to give her drugs because that doesn’t do any good. You have to use the Miracle Spring Water.” 

  Interviewer:  “This sister was diagnosed with cancer just before Christmas, with Cervical Cancer.” 

  Lady #3:  “My daughter told the doctor, the devil is a liar, so she annointed my head and my cervix.” 
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Popoff:  “Most of the time God let’s me tell them exactly what they’re going to win, when they’re going to win it. They are shocked and we are rejoicing.” 

  Lady #4:  “I poured some down my husband’s throat while he was sleeping, and he gave his life to the Lord two Sundays after that.” 

  Lady #5:  “I put it inside this thing to spray it in my nose and the strangest thing that happened. I already had three surgeries, but God did a miracle. 

 I couldn’t walk even to that stage. But I’m going to tell you, not only did God do a miracle by healing my body but I was able to cut grass. 

 Something that I couldn’t do for two years.” 

  Announcer:  “God’s will for us has always been to be in good health and to prosper. And he is using the Miracle Spring Water to do just that.” 

  Lady #6:  “I sampled the Miracle Spring Water and I want you to know that God gave me a $50,000 debt cancellation.” 

  Lady #7:  “I was delivered from all different types, high blood pressure, fibromyalgia, you name it, God delivered me from it. Get the Miracle 

 Spring Water, it really works.” 

  Interviewer:  “The doctors had given her up for dead. Her husband brought her the Miracle Spring Water.” 

  Lady #8:  “My husband brought me the Miracle Spring Water and I drank it and I’m speaking today. I had no speech. Totally paralyzed, and now I’m testifying. Through the miracle of God and the Miracle Spring Water.” 

  Popoff:  “She had no speech and she’s speaking today.” 

  Popoff:  “You’re next in line for a miracle.” 

   

No, you’re next in line to get ripped off. Now, we have dealt with 

him before but this Miracle Water, this whole gimmick. You have to have 
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this special gimmick or trinket or whatever, this is nothing new. Smith 

Wigglesworth was doing this back in his day. Nothing new, it’s just 

repackaged, rehashed, by the charismatic community for a generation who 

doesn’t learn their own history. And people continue to get ripped off. 

Now we already dealt with this Popoff, he was exposed as a total fraud in the 80s. In 1986 he was exposed on the Johnny Carson Show and here is 

what they found. With the computerized radio scanner, they were able to 

demontrate that Popoff’s wife, Elizabeth, was using a wireless radio 

transmitter to broadcast information to an earbud that he was wearing and repeated the information that the people had filled out on the prayer cards. 

He would say, “There’s someone here named Alice with a heart desease.” 

Well, yeah, that is what you filled out. Nothing supernatural and it all got exposed in 1986. In September, 1987, he declared bankruptcy, listing more than 790 unpaid creditors. 



And yet in 1998, The Washington Post reported that Popoff was 

making a comeback, seeking to jump-start his ministry by repackaging 

himself for an African-American audience, buying time on the Black 

Entertainment Television Network, along with Don Stewart and Robert 

Tilton. So, he’s going after a specific community that unfortunately, seems to fall for this. It doesn’t matter who you are, if you are taught the Bible, you aren’t going to fall for this baloney. We laugh at this, but what is 

happening to these people? They are getting ripped off by a con-artist who is already called out and now he is making a comeback. How can he make 

a comeback? How can people like Benny Hinn and all these other guys, 

how can they keep doing this? Because people aren’t reading their Bible 

and they’re not following the Bible. The moment you come across 

somebody and they are exposed or they are false teaching or they are a 

false prophet – how many prophecies did Benny Hinn have, and obviously 

none of them came to pass. The very first one, why are you still waiting. 

Shut him off! If you’re not going to send money to the Salvation Army 

that’s preaching a false gospel, why are you supporting these hucksters? 

You’re going to be accountable for that. These guys are racking in millions of dollars. So, they are ripping off all these people and it’s all over greed. 



Mr. Wigglesworth was a pioneer in this huckster stuff. But that’s 

not the only thing he did. He also believed the distribution of “prayer 

handkerchiefs” (one of which was sent to King George V). He sometimes 
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attributed ill-health to demons. Now we do see evidence in Scripture that sometimes illness can be a Spiritual attack, Spiritual warfare. But it’s not all illnesses. And in order to get healed you need one of my annointed 

prayer handkerchiefs. Now does that sound familiar? Check this out, here 

is another one ripping people off. 





Kerney Thomas:  “You need a financial miracle and you need that financial miracle right now. It’s almost like the devil is trying to take something away from you. It’s a fear in the heart that you are going to lose the house or the car. I don’t know what it is, but you need a supernatural miracle to happen to you, that you can take into the service. You can have a miracle happen, right before your eyes. Sick bodies are being healed. 

 Pain is leaving their body. Watch God do a miracle for you, just like this. 

   This clip show Kerney Thomas down with the congregation speaking to a lady. 

  Thomas:  “And what is causing your pain?” 

  Lady:  “I need a hip replacement.” 

  Thomas : “And you’re hurting right now?” 

  Lady:  “Yes I am.” 

  Thomas:  “What do you have this stick for?” (He is holding up her cane.) 

  Lady:  “To keep my balance.” 

   He throws it across the room. 

  Thomas:  “You won’t need it no more. Now I want you to shake it to the east, shake it to the west.” 

   She raises her hands and starts to dance supposedly without any pain. 
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Thomas:  “You need the red prayer cloth, representing the blood of Jesus that covers all – spiritual, mental, physical, social, as well as financial. I want to see a God bless you in every area of your life. The Lord just told me to tell you, He wants to make you whole – spiritually, mentally. I feel such an anointing. And yeah, I would say to thee, my child, yes I am 

 talking to you, that this is your time, this is your season to receive miracles in your life.” 

  Thomas’ co-host:  “Are you ready for your miracle?” 

  Caller:  “Yes, I am ready for my miracle.” 

  Thomas’ co-host:  “What city are  you calling from?” 

  Caller:  “I’m calling from Des Moines, Iowa.” 

  Thomas’ co-host:  “Have you called for your prayer handkerchief?” 

  Caller:  “Have I called for my handkerchief?” 

  Thomas’ co-host:  “Yes, and did you pray over it this morning?” 

  Caller:  “I actually have a lot of pain in my elbows and what not.” 

  Thomas:  “Are they hurting right now?” 

  Caller:  “Yes, it’s hurting right now. I have to have my elbows folded all day long. I can’t move.” 

  Thomas:  “Are they hurting right now?” 

  Caller:  “Yes, they are hurting right now.” 

  Thomas:  “Now, listen, God is getting ready to heal your body. I hear God saying that the miracles that you have been standing in the gap waiting for, the miracle is on its way right now. And God is healing your body 
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 right now. (he speaks gibberish)  I want you to shake those arms right now and move those elbows right now. (Again he speaks gibberish)  Because God is healing you right now! Did you feel that?” 

  Caller:  “No I didn’t.” 

  Thomas:  “Tell me, how do you feel now?” 

  Caller:  “I still feel very bad pain, Pastor Kerney!” 

  Thomas:  “The pain is leaving out right now.” 

   

No, it’s not. And it’s sad. If you hear that guy, he is crying. And 

he’s getting ripped off. Being led astray. Nothing new under the sun! This isn’t the lastest move of the Spirit of God. Smith Wigglesworth was doing this way back in his day. 



By the way, that guy was Kerney Thomas, he’s a Pentecostal 

Televangelist who also hosts a radio show in Houston, Texas. Thomas 

“claims to be a member of the Church of God in Christ, the largest African American Pentecostal group in America. His theology and practices have 

been questioned by many. Thomas teaches that through the use of a 

“prayer handkerchief” and “olive oil soap” a person can be guaranteed a 

way to make a miracle manifest in someone’s life. Furthermore, bathing in the ”olive oil soap” can cure people of AIDS, cancer and common aches 

and pains. Thomas believes he is a prophet similar to Old Testament 

prophets and thus advises people to come to him first before they speak 

with their pastor about an issue. He also asserts that his viewers should send money to him and his ministry in exchange for miracles, and that the greater the amount the greater the blessing. 



You’re a con-artist. You’re ripping people off. But again, nothing 

new. Smith Wigglesworth was doing this a long time ago. Wigglesworth 

was looked upon as a great hero of the charismatic movement. He also 

largely believed that his ministerial success was due to his speaking in 

tongues. “I want you to see that he that speaketh in an unknown tongue 

edififieth himself or builds himself up. We must be edified before we can edify the church.” The Bible is very clear. What are the spiritual gifts for? 
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For the edification of self? No, never! It’s always for the benefit of others. 

And he’s got it so twisted, that he says this is for you, in fact, you can’t edify others until you edify yourself. That’s putting self first. What did we see as the number one law of satanism? The number one law of satanism 

is “Do as  you wilt, shall be the whole of the law.” It’s all about self first. 

This didn’t come from God. 



Wigglesworth claimed to have had many prophecies. He also had 

an international ministry. He ministered in the U.S., Austrialia, New 

Zealand, South Africa, Sweden, the Pacific Island, India, and several 

countries in Europe. Some of his sermons were transcribed for Pentecostal magazines. There were numerous claims of healing during Wigglesworth’s 

ministry. These include a woman healed of a tumor, a woman healed of 

tuberculosis, a wheelchair-confined woman walking and there were 

reports that people were raised from the dead, including his wife Polly. 

Wigglesworth, whose only training was as a plumber, described cancer as 

“a living evil spirit” and insisted that many diseases were “satanic in 

origin.” His methods often involved hitting, slapping or punching the 

afflicted part of the body. 



He literally would take it out on you. And somehow that was 

supposed to be the Spirit of God giving you a healing. Now if you’re 

familiar with the charismatic community, that same baloney is going on 

today. One gentleman who is doing the exact same thing, it’s just been 

repackaged for this generation who does not know their own history, is a 

guy named Todd Bentley. That’s his big thing. This is the guy that punches and kicks and hits people supposedly to have a healing. Take a look at this clip. 

  Todd Bentley:  “So what’s happening?” 

   He is walking up to a man in the congregation. 

  Man being interviewed:  “When I was three years old, I was diagnosed with polio.” 

  Todd Bentley:  “Paralyzed?” 
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Man being interviewed:  “Yes only on one side, on the left.” 

  Todd Bentley:  “At three years old you are told you have polio, that is rare.” 

  Man being interviewed:  “We were told that the damage cannot be healed. I trust God can heal me.” 

  Todd Bentley:  “Do you feel anything right now?” 

  Man being interviewed:  “I can feel my feet.” 

  Todd Bentley:  “Lift your hands up for me.” (And he raises his hands over his head)  God I command polio, polio, polio.  (Each time he said the word polio, he hit the man’s leg)  I just command healing in that leg. Can you feel that?” 

  Man being interviewed:  “I can feel you kicking my leg!” 

   Todd Bentley repeats the word polio, three more times and kicks the man’s leg, three more times, and the man falls to the floor. 

   Todd Bentley, at another time, is screaming into the microphone and then falls onto the floor, kicking his feet like a child having a temper tantrum. 

  Todd Bentley:  “I said God, I prayed for about 100 crippled people and not one got healed. He said that’s because I want you to grab that lady’s crippled legs and bang them up and down on the platform, like a baseball bat. I walked up and I grabbed her legs and I started banging them on the platform saying, be healed, be healed, banging them up and down and she got healed. 

  I thought why is not the power of God moving? He said because you 

 haven’t kicked that woman (in the front row) in the face. There was this older lady worshiping right in front of the platform and the Holy Spirit spoke to me. The gift of Faith came on me. And said kick her in the face, 
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 with your biker boot. I inched closer and I went like this. BAM! And just as my boot make contact with her nose, she fell under the power of God. 

  And I saw, when the gift of Faith came on me, God told me to just run him down. So, I jumped up in the air and I went BAM, and I hit him to the ground, jumped onto him and got into a full mount. “Ground and Pound.” 

 I was in a full mount and something came over me, and instead of 

 punching him, I grabbed him by the neck and started choking him. I said come out of him devil! 

  I was in another meeting one time, I called out this Chinese gentleman. All of a sudden I went running down the aisle, I hit this guy so hard, it drove him back several feet. He hit the ground so hard that a tooth flew right out of his mouth.” 

   

Did you see how many times he said, “God told me?” God didn’t 

tell him anything. It’s not the Spirit of God. If that really even happened. 

Nothing new, he was just ripping off Mr. Wigglesworth. This is no latest 

movement of the Spirit of God. That’s why it’s so strange and weird. Todd Bentley, was born in Canada. In 1998, the Fresh Fire Ministry group asked Bentley to give his testimony. Bentley took over leadership of the group 

until the time of his resignation in August of 2008, after his separation from his wife. The remaining board members said, Bentley has entered 

into an unhealthy relationship with a female member of his staff. On 

March 9, 2009, Bentley remarried. 



In 2010, Bentley returned to preaching and leading crusades. 

Bentley stated that “his priority is to help people experience the presence of God.” How about become a disciple of God? That’s what Jesus said in 

Matthew 28. What did he say? Go into all the world and help people experience God. No, become a disciple. A disciplined learner of God’s 

Word. Bentley also said,  “And if we don’t have signs then all we have is a bunch of theology.”  Well, yeah, that’s what you need. The study of God’s Word, so you can’t be led astray by hucksters like you. But notice how he downplays that. Bentley’s testimony includes certain controversial claims, including encounters of meeting with Paul the Apostle. He has also 

preached about an encounter with an angel he called Emma, at an 
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Assemblies of God church. The angel appeared in female form. Does the 

Bible state anywhere that there are female angels? No, you can’t find it. 

You know that’s not from God. But this female angel “sprinkled ‘gold 

dust’, illustrating financial blessings, on the congregation where he was preaching. 



One more thing about Wigglesworth. He’s the guy with the 

charismatic stuff, he’s the guy with the healing crusades, with the gimicks and the annointing oil, prayer handkerchief, and the punching and hitting and slapping. He is also the guy, who if you didn’t get your healing, whose fault was it? Your’s, because apparently you didn’t give enough money, or you didn’t have enough faith, or you had some secret sin. Does that sound familiar? On a number of occasions his approach to persons suffering 

from stomach complaints was to punch them in the stomach, sometimes 

with such force that it propelled them across the room. When challenged 

on this, his response was “I don’t hit them, I hit the devil.” Wigglesworth declared to the sick “I’ll only pray for you once, to pray twice is unbelief.” 



You hear that today, right? You just ask one time, don’t do it again, 

that would mean that you don’t believe God. Excuse me! What about the 

persistent widow that prayed over and over again? And by the way, 

Matthew 7, where it says to act, to seek, and to knock, when you are asking for something. Some of these guys with their false teaching say you only have to pray once, you just have to have enough faith. That’s not 

even what the Scripture says. If you go into the Greek, everyone of those verbs, is in the continuance. You know what that is? It literally says this, ask and keep on asking, seek and keep on seeking, reverently knock and 

the door will be open unto you. That’s what it literally says. So, he’s 

wrong on a multitude of levels. 



A man approached the altar to receive prayer again and 

Wigglesworth, recognizing him, said, “Didn’t I pray for you last night? 

You are full of unbelief, get off this platform!” Well, maybe it’s because your hucksters ways didn’t work. 



One guy said, “It’s the attitude of these guys that if you can’t heal 

them, beat them!” Wigglesworth is considered Pentecostal and charismatic 

royalty, but people are ignorant of this aberrant and unbiblical ministry tactics. Born before both Charles Parham and William Seymour, 

Wigglesworth outlived them both. Wigglesworth focused the core of his 

98 



ministry on signs and wonders like healing, miracles, and tongues. He 

taught that believers should refuse medical treatment for any illness. If people didn’t get healed, he was sure to place the blame on the sick. 

Wigglesworth taught that everyone should be able to control their own 

healing. He blamed those who couldn’t rid themselves of sickness on their own sin and lack of faith. He declared, “Is healing for all? It is for all who press right in and get their portions.” To one sick woman he barked,  “If you’ll get rid of your self-righteousness, God will do something for you. 

 Sin is the cause of your sickness.”  With no regard for biblical teaching on praying and trusting God’s will, God’s purposes through physical trials, 

and sanctification from unhealed sickness.  

 Galatians 4:13-14: “As you know, it was because of an illness that I first preached to the gospel to you, and even though my illness was a trial to 

you, you did not treat me with contempt or scorn. Instead, you welcomed 

me as if I were an angel of God, as if I were Christ Jesus himself.” 



So God used that illness that Paul had to preach the gospel to the 

Galatians. And when he approached the Galatians with a known illness 

that apparently lasted for a while, was it because Paul didn’t have enough faith? Or did they say, get away from me Paul, get off the stage Paul? You don’t have enough unbelief in you. Otherwise you’d be healed! 

James 1:2-3: “Consider it pure joy, my brothers and sisters, whenever you face trials of many kinds, because you know that the testing of your faith produces perseverance. Let perseverance finish its work so that you may 

be mature and complete, not lacking anything.” 



God uses trials, even health issues to what? To make you mature in 

Christ. I hardly ever get sick, but when I do get sick, I thank God for His sustaining power. How fragile we are as people. Please keep this body to 

run strong and hard for you. It’s not about me. But you can grow through 

trials, including health trials. It’s not a bad thing. 
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II Timothy 4:19-20: “Greet Pricilla and Aquila and the household of Onesiphorus. Eratus stayed in Corinth, and I left Trophimus sick in 

Miletus.” 



Well how come Paul? You didn’t have enough annointing on you? 

Did you lose your prayer handkerchief? Did somebody steal it? You don’t 

have enough faith? You need to sow a seed to one of these guys ministry 

and then they will come back with this corn meal miracle packet. Then 

you can put it on him and he’ll get healed. It’s a lie and it’s ripping people off. 



People merely searching for hope were devastated when men like 

Wigglesworth humiliated them with his shameful practices. Still, countless modern day Pentecostals and Charismatic preachers ignore the hard facts 

of history and consider Wigglesworth a hero of the faith. Regardless of 

modern sentiment, Wigglesworth was a charlatan who exploited the sick 

by teaching falsely about salvation, sin, and sickness. His legacy does not represent true Christianity nor the character of Biblical leadership. Those who wish to faithfully represent Christ must arm themselves with truth. 



You need to put the Bible to the test. Hey, did you hear about 

Smith Wigglesworth? That man was a man of God. There were so many 

miracles, he had the annointing of God. He had so much fresh fire all over him that it was oozing everywhere. Really, lets put it to the test. If you knew what was going on and you knew the Bible, there would be no way 

that you would promote that guy. And not just that guy but what the false teachings were. The dark history of abusive false teachers is not where 

Christians should ever find their truth, or claim their heritage. Including the modern day Wigglesworth people of today. 



And what gets me, people like the Salvation Army, like the Benny 

Hinn’s, like these televangelists, they are all over the media. And the lost looks at them. And the lost are way more ready to call these guys 

hucksters, false teachers, than we are even in the church. But when it’s 

time for you and I to share the gospel and they think of this as Christianity, because this is what is in the media. You wonder why they look at us and 

say, “You’re one of them.” That’s a bad witness, false teaching and it’s not good. 
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In our next chapter we are going to deal with Quimby, Evans, 

Sanford, Dowie, Kenyon, Parham, Seymour and the Azusa Street Mission. 

We are now at the spot where they say it all started.

Charismatic History 

Quimby Sanford Dowie Kenyon Parham 

 

We are getting so close to Azusa Street Revival. You hear me say it 

all the time, the Azusa Street Revival, 1906, that’s the historical landmark that much of the charismatic community would say is when it all began. 

This last day’s revival. And of course, what we’re blown away in our 

study is, no, this has been going on for a long time. There is nothing new. 

So, as far as that event, and what really went on there, we almost made it, but I don’t think we’re going to quite get there. 



What we are going to be dealing with in this section is the premise 

that they say,  “No, the reason why this stuff is so weird, and you don’t understand it, maybe you don’t even like, but it’s the last day’s outpouring of God’s Spirit.”  Really? No, I don’t think so, as we have been taking our history tour, after the death of the last Apostles, the Apostolic Age, as it is called, beginning with Montanism, and continuing down to Smith 

Wigglesworth. But speaking of last days, let’s remind ourselves of what 

God said we need to be on the lookout for in the last days. What’s going to happen in the church, in the last days, in the future? 
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II Peter 2:1-3: “But there were also false prophets among the people, just as there will be false teachers among you. They will secretly introduce 

destructive heresies, even denying the sovereign Lord who bought them – 

bringing swift destruction to themselves. Many will follow their shameful ways and will bring the way of truth into disrepute. In their greed these teachers will exploit you with stories they have made up. Their 

condemnation has long been hanging over them, and their destruction has 

not been sleeping.” 



Now who does that sound like? Just reading this warning from 

Peter, it sounds like a charismatic community. Are there false teachers in the church today, who are secretly introducing destructive heresies, even denying God, and ripping people off with their greed? So, here’s the irony, they say that they are a special movement of God’s Spirit in the last days and yet God, Himself, warned them of their behavior in the last days. Any Biblical irony there? So, let’s continue and prove that once again this is nothing new under the sun. It’s not some latest outbreak, of the Spirit of God, as we continue our journey of the untold history. We’re going to 

move on now to the next guy, Phineas Quimby. If you remember, we 

spoke about Quimby in Christian 

Science and our New Age study, 

because that’s exactly what he was 

promoting. As you can see by this 

exciting picture, he had this cool-

looking beard. He died in the late 

1800s, we are still dealing with that 

timeframe. He was an American 

Mentalist, also known as a mesmerist. 

Remember when we talked about 

mesmerism? He was recognized as the 

foundation of what was called the New 

Thought Movement. He was influenced 

by a guy named Swedenborg and 

basically what it was, is today what we call, New Age. He is clearly 

connected with the charismatic movement and so now, from this guy, you 
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are going to see New Age teaching, and occult teachings, coming into the 

charismatic movement. 



They already have it wrong with Wesley’s false teaching with 

perfectionism, they’ve already got it wrong saying that you can get a 

second dose of the Holy Spirit, from twisting the Scripture. Now they are going to start getting New Agey. This is where the positive confession 

comes in, creative visualization, that you are little gods. That’s all, New Age, and this is where it’s starting to come into the charismatic movement. 

His background has a common thread. Basically, that’s where these guys, 

the bulk of them, have little to no education. Does that mean you have to have a degree? No, I’m not saying that. There are some people who 

probably don’t have a degree, but man, they know their Bible. I’m not 

against that. But what you’re going to see is that these guys not only have not much of an education, but what they get educated in, is not from the 

Bible. He became interested in the mind’s ability to affect the body. And that was because he had some health issues, he had tuberculosis. 



When Charles Poyen, a French mesmerist came to Maine, Quimby 

attended one of his lectures, left his job and followed Poyen’s tour for the subsequent two years, until he became proficient at apply mesmerism 

himself. 



Now, let’s refresh ourselves. What is mesmerism? Animal 

magnetism, also known as mesmerism, was the name given by the 

German doctor Franz Mesmer in the 18th century to what he believed to be 

an invisible, natural, force possessed by all living/animate beings (humans, animals, vegetables, etc.) He believed that the force could have physical effects, including healing. Like the Force – Chi Force in Asian Beliefs. 

The theory attracted numerous followers in Europe and the United States 

and was popular into the 19th century. Practitioners were often known as 

magnetizers. Mesmerism is still practiced as a form of alternative 

medicine in some countries. It also went into the charismatic community. 



Mr. Quimby got indoctrinated into this idea that there’s a force that 

permeates everything. And if you can tap into this force, it can do amazing things, give you power and bring healing. He was involved in this, and this went right straight into the charismatic movement. Now, supposedly when 

you are being mesmerized with this force that supposedly is behind 

everything that you could tap into for power, you experience various 
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feelings like intense heat, trembling, trances, and seizures. Does that sound familiar with the community that we’re talking about? As I’ve said before, it doesn’t mean it’s the Spirit of God. It could be just some of the Occult New Age practices. 



This whole thing was pitched as something that would provide 

people spiritual healing. Remember in his background he had tuberculosis. 

He thought the mind can do this, I just have to figure out how to tap into this thing and then I can provide healing. And that was how it went into 

the charismatic movement. Because their thing was perfect health and 

perfect wealth. Now he had several students, and believe it or not, one of his students was Mary Baker Eddy. 



Now Mary Baker Eddy, as we saw, in our study on Christian 

Science, believed in animal magnetism and mesmerism. So, in order to 

heal your disease, what do you have to do? 

It’s not real, it’s an illusion, you just have to 

use your mind. Just tap into this force and 

you can heal yourself. But why were you ill 

all the time and needed doctors’ help and 

why did you wear glasses? But she went on 

with it and founded Christian Science. 



Now Quimby had a couple other 

students, and this is where it went down the 

charismatic route. So, Quimby influenced 

her, who started Christian Science. He also 

influenced another guy. This guy was John 

Alexander Dowie. 

He is 

accredited as revolutionizing Christian 

faith healing, in the late 1800s, but guess 

whose techniques he used? Mr. Quimby’s. 

Back to New Age. 
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Quimby also had another student, Warren Felt Evans. 

And as we are going to see Warren Felt Evans 

influenced the charismatic community as well. Let 

me give you some teachings of this mesmerism and 

see if it doesn’t sound familiar today. Mesmerists 

believe that what you speak, because remember, it’s 

what is in your mind, you must tap into this force and 

you can provide these amazing things, including 

healing. What you speak out of your mouth, you 

create. To get perfect health and perfect wealth, you 

just need to speak it into existence. 



Now my background, being saved from New Age, this is called 

“creative visualization.” Speaking into existence and that’s a big 

underpinning of the charismatic movement in what is called the Word 

Faith Movement section of the charismatic community. Mesmerism is a 

blend of Hinduism, New Age, and the New Thought Movement. Now he 

also taught that God was really called kind of impersonal, the infinite 

intelligence, and he’s everywhere. The Spirit is the totality of real things and true human selfhood is divine. Basically, we’re gods. The big major 

unfortunate false teaching in the charismatic community is that we are all little gods. And that all came from Quimby with, New Age. He taught 

sickness originates in the mind and right thinking can produce a healing 

effect. 



That is why you will hear in the charismatic community,  “Hey 

 don’t say you’re sick, because it’s going to happen. You’ve got to speak positively. I’m healed!”  That’s New Age. Quimby also developed a belief system again, that illness was just part of the mind, and it’s just an 

erroneous belief. You’re just thinking wrong. Now here is what’s ironic. 

Quimby would never claim to be a Christian teacher. At least he admitted 

that he wasn’t a Christian. But his New Age teachings are the core of the Word Faith Movement. It’s a philosophy where our existence is self-realized, we are little gods, we create our own existence by the power of what we imagine. If you imagine success, you draw success to yourself. If you imagine defeat or lack of success, you attract that to yourself. Their basic teachings, that right thinking can bring healing, all diseases of 

mental origin and true human self is divine. 
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Again, this is New Age, and I’ll show you again how it crept into 

the charismatic community. The charismatic community is teaching flat-

out New Age today, and it’s all over TV. Here are some samples of that. 

CNN Reports:  “Dr. Rodney Howard Brown says the Holy Spirit is 

 making folks howl. That as these programs are aired …” 

  Benny Hinn:  “I’m speaking something into existence.” 

  Justin Peters:  “If that sounds eerily, like God’s act of creating in Genesis 

 1 and 2, that’s because it is. Dear friends, only God can speak things into existence.” 

  Joel Osteen:  “Jesus got up and He simply spoke to the storm. He said, 

 ‘Peace be still,’ and all of a sudden there was a great calm, and the reason Jesus was able to bring peace to that situation was because he had peace on the inside.” 

  Justin Peters:  “Might it have had anything to do with the fact that, oh, I don’t know, that He was God?” 

  Creflo Dollar:  “But if the Godhead gets together and says, ‘Let us ...’” 

  Larry Huch:  “Say that again. I mean I don’t get it.” 

  Paula White:  “I now come into a priestly anointing…” 

  Larry Huch:  “Is not the only begotten son of God?” 

  Paula White:  “He is no different.” 

  Justin Peters:  “When it comes to matters of theology, when it comes to matters of doctrine, we are absolutely to judge on these things, safely within Biblical parameters.” 

  Gloria Copeland:  “You know you’re supposed to control the weather.” 
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Spokesperson for Benny Hinn:  “From the hand of Pastor Benny Hinn, believers are overcome by the presence of the Lord.” 

  Justin Peters:  “Friends, I have been to the Benny Hinn Crusades. I’ve been to eight of them. I’ve seen what the TV cameras won’t show you. On the floor in the back are dozens and dozens and dozens of sick people.” 

  Spokesperson for Benny Hinn:  “It looks like it’s silver and gold mixed tonight.” 

  Jesse Duplantis:  “And I was sucked out of my room.” 

  Gloria Copeland:  “You talk to this thing, you tell it, ‘You’re not coming here, I command you to dissipate. You get back up there in Jesus’ name!’” 

  Justin Peters:  “They demote God to make Him look more human than what he is. And they deify man to make us look a lot more like God, than what we really are.” 

  Creflo Dollar:  “But I’m going to say to you right now, you are gods, little 

 ‘g.’ You are gods because you came from God, and you are gods. You’re not human. The only human part about you is this physical body that you live in. The real body is just like God.” 

  Justin Peters:  “If God is in a body that means he cannot be everywhere at the same time, which means he’s not omnipresent and that’s not the God of the Bible. If they preach a different god, they preach a different gospel.” 

  Marilyn Hickey:  “I need money, then start creating it. Start speaking it. 

 Start speaking it into being. Speak to your Father, and say, ‘You big thick billfold full of money …’” 

  Kenneth Copeland:  “God is God, He doesn’t have to have faith. He doesn’t exercise faith, He doesn’t use His faith, He’s God. He’s the object of Faith.” 
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Paul Crouch:  “Oh, I don’t know what that means.” 

  Benny Hinn:  “But He’s about to do this again. Now hear this, I’m prophesying this. Jesus Christ the son of God is about to appear physically in some churches and some meetings and to many of His people for one 

 reason. To tell you He’s about to show up.” 

  Justin Peters:  “All I could think about is what a powerful testimony that would be if suddenly, I was to show up walking. There is no cure for 

 cerebral palsy. Once you got it, you got it. Unless God does something.” 

  Joyce Meyer:  “So, we see right there that God wants all of us to be healthy, can everybody say God wants me to be healthy.” 

  Joel Osteen:  “What I do is try to just teach practical principles. I may not bring the scripture into the end of my sermon, and I don’t feel bad about that.” 

  Justin Peters:  “The Faith preachers take the Word of God and instead of it serving as a source of strength and encouragement to the afflicted believer they take God’s Word, they retch it out of its context and turn it on its head so now it stands in judgment over them and I cannot imagine a more self-serving perversion of God’s Word than what the Faith Preachers do with it. And to top it all off, they take your money.” 

  Myles Munroe:  “God can do nothing on earth, nothing has God ever done on earth without a human giving him access.” 

  Kenneth Copeland:  “Repent the thing before me and I’ll cleanse you from all unrighteousness. I won’t even let him know …” 

  Justin Peters:  “Jesus is keeping secrets from the Father and that means there are things that the Father does not know which means he is not 

 omniscient. That’s not the God of the Bible, and any Jesus who’s keeping secrets from the father, is not the Jesus of the Bible. If they preach a 
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 different Jesus, they preach a different gospel, and a different gospel does not say …” 

  II Peter 2:1-2a:  “But false prophets also arose among the people, just as there will also be false teachers among you, who will secretly introduce destructive heresies, even denying the Master who bought them, bringing swift destruction upon themselves. Many will follow their sensuality and because of them the way of truth will be maligned; and in their greed they shall exploit you with false words.” 

   

Wow, it’s almost like God warned us about what we’re seeing on 

TV in this community, 2,000 years ago. We’re seeing it in our lifetime. Tit for Tat. The one about Benny Hinn, of course, what did he say? He 

prophesied - first of all, you’re not a prophet – but he prophesied that 

Jesus was going to show up physically. Remember what Deuteronomy 

said, if somebody prophesized something in the name of the Lord and they 

got it wrong, what are you supposed to do? Kill them. You better be 

thankful that we’re not under the Old Testament Law. Because you made 

God out to be a liar, let alone deceive people. But that one is so unbiblical, unbelievable, physically to Planet Earth. Not the Rapture, because we 

meet him in clouds - the second coming - and that doesn’t happen until 

then. But did you hear him? “I’m here to tell you that Jesus is about to 

show up to tell you he’s about to show up. That’s what he was saying. I 

mean it doesn’t even make sense. 



You can see that this in II Peter 2. We are living it. And again, God 

warned us what would happen in the last days, and yet the same 

community says, “No, the reason why it’s so weird to you is because it’s a new movement of God in the last days.” No, God warned us about you, 

Benny Hinn, in the last days. 



Back to Quimby, again, you attract what you think because as you 

see they are still teaching that today. It’s all New Age and we’re all little gods. And we can control the weather. We don’t have to be sick, we could 

speak to that billfold, right? That’s out flat-out New Age, let alone false teaching. But apparently it didn’t work for Quimby. And it doesn’t work 

for these guys either except for getting rich, ripping people off. But their 
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health, have you noticed that they are getting older? They are getting gray hair and wrinkles galore. What’s the matter, your faith going down? 



Quimby even had the audacity to say, and this was in Christian 

Science, that sickness and death were illusions, but it didn’t work for him because he took ill in 1866 and allegedly died from overwork. What? 

happened? Did you have a faith crisis? You didn’t have enough faith? 

What happened? 



Quimby not only influenced John Alexander Dowie and Warren 

Felt Evans, but he also influenced Frank Sandford. Frank Sandford was a 

former baseball player in its really early stages, 

and just for kicks he was a schoolteacher. He 

never completed the first year of seminary. And 

again, you are seeing little to no education from 

these guys. They are supposed to be pillars of 

the charismatic community. 



He would get hired by churches, be there for 

a little while and become dissatisfied and leave. 

He gained notoriety during the Pentecostal Era 

as the founder and leader of “The Kingdom.” 

Now that sounds majestic. With no training this 

guy goes out and starts his own thing. He too 

came out of Maine. He also got exposed to 

another charismatic element called the “Higher Life Movement” and he 

believed in the indwelling power of the Holy Spirit and this whole divine healing thing - that you can have guaranteed healing. 



In August of 1891, after executing a successful exorcism and 

hearing the voice of God in a forest warn him of “Armageddon” he 

established a supernatural closed commune called the “Shiloh” in Durham, 

Maine. Commune members were forced to pray hours-on-end, fast, and 

obey his orders absolutely. So, this is a guy who basically had no training. 

He would go into churches, and then he would get very dissatisfied and 

quit. And then he decided to go out on his own. That’s not a good scenario to be a leader. He declared himself the earthly incarnation of the prophets Elijah and King David, and founded “The Kingdom” Christian sect. He 

also regularly starved his followers causing deadly outbreaks. This was at his charismatic commune, “Shiloh.” Also causing deadly outbreaks of 
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smallpox, diphtheria, and other infectious diseases. The death of a 14-

year-old led to his conviction of manslaughter and cruelty to children in 1904. 



Now this is starting to sound like Jim Jones. That’s right, Jim Jones 

was coming out of what movement? Charismatic, sorry, just dealing with 

the facts. So, in 1910 he decides to go to Africa with more than seventy 

men, women, and children. Their ship went aground and was destroyed so 

they said, “All right, let’s go to Greenland, to create a mission station. 

Knowingly sailing without sufficient food or supplies, six members 

contracted scurvy and died. He was detained by authorities upon docking 

and sentenced to seven years in Atlanta U.S. Penitentiary.” 



In 1918, he was released and return to “Shiloh.” On March 4, 

1948, Sandford died, which prompted his body to be secretly buried by his followers, and all of his belongings burned in various house fires. Now, 

why would they do that? Because you are supposed to have perfect health 

and dying messes that thought up. It kind of ruins your whole teaching. 

Number two, who did he say he was? He’s incarnate, the earthly incarnate 

of Elijah and King David. He can’t die. He’s the leader of the movement, 

you can’t question him, so let’s get rid of the evidence. And believe it or not, this guy’s movement survived into the 21st century with the creation of the Kingdom Christian Ministries in 1998. 



At its height, Shiloh had more than six hundred residents who 

attempted to live in the supernatural. None worked for pay, and all 

depended on God to supply their material needs. To live at Shiloh meant to be in a constant state of readiness for the Holy Spirit’s latest, as Sandford put it. Now, this movement was also involved in celebrating Jewish Feasts and keeping the Sabbath on Saturday. Now, what is another unfortunate 

spin-off and is also weaving itself into the charismatic movement? Well, 

there’s the Seventh Day Adventist, but also what you’re going to see is 

what’s called the Hebrew Roots Movement. Paul had a term for these 

folks. They were called Judaizers. What he would say is,  “Yeah, you’re a Christian and Jesus is the Messiah, but you still need to do the Old 

 Testament stuff.”  No, that’s called legalism. 



Real the book of Galatians, Paul says, “You foolish Galatians, you 

started out by means of the Spirit, you’re going to go back to the law? 

Who bewitched you? Who seduced you?” That’s still going on today. 
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“Well, it’s more spiritual when you pray with this Jewish dress on and this Jewish prayer shawl.” If you want to wear that, that’s fine, but you can’t say that you are more spiritual because of some outward coating. That’s 

what the Pharisees did. I you want to learn about the feast and some 

Biblical things about the feasts, more power to you. But you can’t say 

you’ve got to keep it. You can’t say that you must worship on Saturday. 

That’s what these guys were doing and again, unfortunately, that’s also in the charismatic movement. 



Sandford also taught that the ten lost tribes were in England and 

America, which is another issue, and he was a big proponent of divine 

healing. Sandford inspired John Alexander 

Dowie. So, Dowie is getting it from two ends. 

We saw that he is getting it from Quimby, the 

New Ager with his mesmerism, but he is also 

getting it from the Sandford guy, who’s on his 

own and he’s Elijah and King David too. Dowie 

also, was not trained in a seminary, Biblical 

background. So, he was a Scottish evangelist, a 

faith healer, he ministered 

in Australia and the United 

States, and he founded the 

city of Zion, Illinois, and the Christian Catholic 

Apostolic Church. 

Basically he came from Scotland and his dad was a 

tailor and preacher. He moved to Adelaide, South 

Australia, with his parents in 1860 and became an 

independent evangelist, holding his meeting in a 

theatre and claiming powers as a faith healer. He 

was for a time involved with the Salvation Army. He 

attracted many followers. In 1882 he was invited to the Sackville Street 

Tabernacle, which led to a split in the church. After an arson scandal in which his church burnt down in suspicious circumstances (thereby 

enabling him to pay off large debts) he moved to the United States in 

1888. He first settled in San Francisco and built up a following by 

performing faith healings across the state. His ministry, the International Divine Healing Association was run largely as a commercial enterprise. 
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So, like many of these hucksters today like Benny Hinn and Kenneth 

Copeland, man he had it going. All members were expected to tithe and, if they did, were eligible to request Dowie’s aid in healing their ills. 



So, what did he start? You have to pay me in order to get this 

healing. That’s what made you eligible. Now, they don’t say that word 

today, the word today is,  “You have to sow a seed into my ministry. And the more you sow, the more of a blessing or a healing you are supposed to get.”  That is exactly what his guy did. You are paying these guys for a supposed blessing. And what does II Peter warn us about? “In their greed 

they will exploit you with stories they made up.” We were warned about 

these guys 2,000 years ago. Such requests were made by mail or telegram 

(later by phone). Dowie would then pray in response to requests by paid-

up members. Although Dowie funded his lifestyle largely through tithes, 

he also liked to buy up securities of bankrupt companies and sell them off to his consituents. Two women whom he had defrauded in this way took 

him to court and successfully sued him. In the aftermath of this legal and public relations defeat, Dowie moved to Chicago in 1890. 



So, now we are in the Illinois connection. Dowie gained fame by 

renting property adjacent to the World’s Fair in 1893. There he staged 

elaborate Divine Healings in front of large audiences. Many of these 

healings were staged, using audience plants and other dubious methods. At other times carefully screened individuals were brought on stage to be 

healed. Now, what does that sound like. That sounds like Mr. Popoff, who 

we saw last time, and they got caught. Well, this guy was doing the same 

thing. He turned all this false teaching into a commercial enterprise 

becoming a millionaire. He launches all kinds of these quasi-businesses 

that just rake in the dough. You can’t just say our group is the group, it’s the Kingdom. “We’re going to start a false teaching commune, no, it’s 

called Shiloh.” 



This guy is going to start these businesses, but everyone knows it’s 

got to be from God because it’s  called “Zion.” He started Zion Publishing, Zion Headquarters, Zion Home, New Zion Tabernacle, Zion Junior 

School, Zion College, Zion Printing, Zion Hall of Seventies, Zion Home 

of Hope, more Zion Tabernacles and various healing homes. But somehow 

that makes him Christian. 
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At this point he had about 6,000 people following him. Back in 

that day, that was quite the group. And remember you have to send him 

money to get your healing. At this time he buys a piece of real estate, 

secretly. That is when he founded the City of Zion, 40 miles from the city of Chicago. He then established a theocratic political and economic 

structure. He prohibited smoking, drinking, eating pork, and using any 

form of medicine. Because again, if you pay him money you will get your 

healing. And then he was getting so much cash, what should he do? He 

started Zion Bank. He then sold worthless stock in an array of Zion’s 

business. The entire structure of Zion was continually in debt, and 

eventually crashed as he became increasingly senile. This is what a 

journalist wrote about him during that timeframe. 

T.P. Connor wrote:  “The one incomprehensible element in the man’s gigantic success is the personal luxury in which he lives. His horses are worth a fortune, his carriages are emblazened with armorial bearings; his wife is said to dress with the gorgeous extavagance of an empress. When he travels, hemmed round with a little army of servants, the prophet of humility and self-denial has a special train chartered, and whenever the spiritual burdens became too great a tax, there is a delightful country residence belonging to him, in which to retreat from the clamour.”   



What does that sound like? That sounds exactly what these guys 

are doing. They are taking New Age teachings, New Age occult practices, 

and they are doing exactly what John Alexander Dowie did. They’re 

creating an enterprise out of it. They are becoming millionaires and 

following his lead and they’re living some lavish lifestyles. Now let me 

give you some current examples of this. 

Newscaster:  “Living the good life. Here’s Lisa Guerrero and the I-Squad with a look at some who’ve been preaching prosperity, who are living 

 large.” 

  Lisa Guerrero:  “They are some of the most popular TV preachers in the country. They urge the faithful followers to donate generously and in return the Lord will bring them prosperity.” 
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Cleflo Dollar:  “I’m not going to Heaven and be broke when I get there.” 

  Lisa Guerrero:  “And there’s no denying some people have prospered handsomely. The pastors themselves. They live like Rock Stars with huge mansions, private jets, and fancy cars. Their lifestyles are so lavish, six of them have been investigated by the U.S. Senate. Like Paula White, who lives in multi-million 

 dollar homes in New York 

 City and Tampa, 

 Florida.” Cleflo Dollars, 

 he gets around in style, 

 flying in private jets to 

 preach around the 

 country. He owns this 

 mansion in an exclusive 

 Atlanta suburb. Not one 

 of them would agree to an interview about their opulent lifestyle. 

  Reporter questioning Dollar:  “How do you justify your million-dollar mansions and your jets to all of your donors sir?” 

  Kenneth Copland:  “Oh, yeah.” 

  Lisa Guerrero:  “But when it comes to opulence, few religious leaders compared to Kenneth Copeland. To show you his house we rented this 

 helicopter so you can see his 18,000 square foot mansion, valued at over $6 million dollars. He 

 lives in this home 

 outside Fort Worth, 

 Texas. It has beautiful 

 water views and 

 comes complete with a 
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 boat house. But that’s not all. Copeland is an avid pilot and here’s here’s his pride and joy. A $20 million dollar Cessna Citation Jet. 

  It’s the fastest private jet money can buy. He said he needed it to better serve the Lord and proudly did a flyby for his followers after the church bought it. But it’s not just one plane, we found a fleet of planes registered to the church and you won’t catch him waiting in line at the airport, because he’s got his own Kenneth Copeland Airport located right next to his mansion.” 

  Olly Anthony:  “I think Copeland is unbelievably greedy.” 

  Lisa Guerrero:  “Olly Anthony heads the Trinity Foundation. A religious watchdog group that works closely with the Senate Committee 

 investigating Copeland and other TV preachers.” 

  Olly Anthony:  “Televangelism alone is at least at two and a half to three billion dollar industry.” 

  Christie Parker:  “She sent them a lot of money, a whole lot of money.” 

  Lisa Guerrero:  “When Christie Parker’s mother died of cancer, she found diaries that showed her mother sent Copeland most of her life savings hoping her faith and donations would cure her of her terminal disease.” 

  Lisa Guerrero interview with Christie Parker:  “What do you think of Kenneth Copeland’s lifestyle?” 

  Christie Parker:  “TV doesn’t do it justice. Their office furniture is probably worth more than most people’s houses. It makes you sick.” 

  Lisa Guerrero:  “Copeland refused our request for an interview so we caught up with him at an event in North Carolina.” 

  Lisa Guerrero interview with Copeland : “While you’re living such a lifestyle of luxury off the church donations …” 
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Bodyguard:  “We don’t have time for this!”  And starts to push between Copeland and Guerrero.   

  Lisa Guerrero:  “Why won’t you answer our questions?” 

   “A hotel employee tried to prevent us from taping.” 

  Lisa Guerrero again with Copeland:  “It’s just a simple question sir.” 

  Kenneth Copeland:  “Yes, I’m going to give you a simple answer.” 

  Lisa Guerrero:  “Thank you.” 

  Kenneth Copeland:  “My lifestyle follows the Scripture. We give, we believe, we’re open.” 

  Lisa Guerrero:  “You have a fleet of private jets. Why is that necessary? 

 You are a minister. How many private jets do you have?” 

  “Right after that he walked away.” 



I wonder why? He’s a huckster. What were we warned about 2,000 

years ago that would be coming to the church in the Last Days? False 

teachers and they would exploit you out of greed with stories they made 

up. We are living that passage, that warning from God. And yet this 

community says you and I have no right to even question what they are 

doing. Excuse me, we have every right. Especially 

when God say to watch out for these guys. It’s a 

sign we are in the Last Days. 



But again, this is nothing new. Dowie was 

doing this. He believed that in the end times, the 

restorion of spiritual gifts, the Apostolic Offices of 

the church – the prophets – he claimed to be God’s 

messenger. Now  he’s going in competition with 

that Sandford guy. He claimed to be the spiritual 

return of the biblical prophet Elijah. Well, that’s 
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what the other guy did. And of course, if you call yourself the prophet 

Elijah, you’ve got to dress like it. 



This is a photo of him taking it to the extreme. He not only said he 

was the prophet Elijah but he also said it’s also Elijah the restorer, the prophet Elijah or the third Elijah, take your pick depending on what day of the week. I don’t know. This guy was a big proponent of charismatic 

divine healing and he was considered the forerunner of Pentecostalism. He influenced a whole bunch of people as you can see, right on up to today. 

All these guys that are living in luxury, creating a commercial enterprise, all these false teachings, nothing new. They got it from Dowie. 



At one point he even claimed to be the forerunner of Christ’s 

second coming. So, now we have Dowie and Sandford saying that they 

both got this special power to heal people with a word and claimed to even raise the dead, but you have a conflict here. You both can’t be Elijah at the same time. First of all, neither one of you are, but that creates a conflict. 

They worked together initally, but they split over the who’s Elijah issue. 

They did try to work it out. The original plan was for Dowie to say, “Oh, no, I’m really Enoch.” 



Here’s how they were going to play it. Sandford believed that the 

two witnesses mentioned in the Book of Revelation were Enoch and 

Elijah, so that way they could both be a special prophet, you just wouldn’t have the conflict. But no, they both still wanted to be Elijah, Dowie didn’t want to be Enoch and they split. 



So, Dowie created his own commune. Sandford had his with 

Shiloh, now Dowie created his commune which was called Zion City. 

Now, guess who came out of Zion City? The Assemblies of God. Dowie 

was their founder. After all that we have talked about, that’s probably not a good root to come from. 



The next guy we’re going to discuss is E.W. 

Kenyon. He went to a particular school called 

Emerson School of Oratory to become an actor. 

Apparently no Christian underpinnings are there 

with him wanting to be an actor. He was a student 

there and guess who taught there? Warren Felt 

Evans, the other guy that was influenced by 

Quimby, the New Ager. So, when Kenyon goes 
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there, he gets influenced into Quimby’s New Age teachings. So, he goes 

there to become an actor, but when he gets there, his teacher is a New 

Ager and he gets indoctrinated into that. So, all of a sudden, he needs to hit the road. His only education was going to acting school, influenced by a New Ager. Kenyon was ordained, but again where’s you training? You 

went to an acting school and taught by a New Ager. But he was ordained 

and went on to pastor a church. How could that happen? Well I shared this a couple months ago and it’s funny when you hear it. It’s sad, but it’s 

funny when you hear it because it’s so true. How could a church hire a 

New Ager, are you serious? What kind of filter process have you got going on here. 



INTERVIEW WITH A POTENTIAL PASTOR 

One day this young minister was interviewing for his very first pastorate. 

And the pulpit committee had invited him to come over to their church 

office for an interview. And so, the committee chairman asked him, “Son, 

do you know the Bible pretty good?” 

The young minister said, “Oh absolutely, really good!” So, the chairman 

asked, “Alright, which part do you know best?” and he responded saying, 

“Oh, I know the New Testament the best.” 

And the chairman responded, “Well, which part of the New Testament do 

you know best?” And the young minister said, “Oh, several parts.” 

So, the chairman said, “Okay, well, why don’t you tell us the story of the prodigal son.” And the young man said, “Sure, fine, no problem.” 

And he started in, “There was a man of the Pharisees named Nicodemus, 

who went down to Jericho by night, and he fell upon stony ground and the 

thorns choked him half to death.” 

So, the next morning Solomon and his wife, Gomorrah, came by, and 

carried him down to the ark for Moses to take care of. But, as he was 

going through the Eastern Gate into the Ark, he caught his hair on a limb 
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and he hung there forty days and forty nights and afterwards, he did 

hunger. But the ravens came and fed him. 

The next day, the three wise men came and carried him down to the boat 

dock and he caught a ship to Ninevah. And when he got there, he found 

Delilah sitting on the wall. And he said, “Chuck her down, boys, chuck her down.” 

And they said, “Well, how many times shall we chuck her down, seven 

times seven?” And he said, “Nay, but seventy times seven” And they 

chucked her down four hundred and ninety times. 

Then she burst asunder in their midst. And they picked up twelve baskets 

of leftovers. And in the resurrection whose wife shall she be?” 

Well, at this, the chairman of the committee jumps and interrupts the 

young pastor and says to the rest of the committee, “Guys, guys, guys, 

let’s hire him! He may be young, but her sure knows his Bible!” 



It’s funny, but that’s because it is so stinking true. How could they 

hire this E.W. Kenyon, who went to an acting school, who got influenced 

by a New Ager, then they ordain him and he’s now the pastor? He also 

became founder and president of Bethel Bible Institute. He was also 

influenced by Methodism, the false teaching again from Wesley, about 

being perfect and you must get a second dose of the Spirit. Kenyon 

supposedly got saved and then he had a crisis of faith and left the faith for 2 ½ years. Excuse me, what does the Bible say? If you leave the faith 

what? (I John 2:19) The reason they went out from us, is because they lost their salvation? Because of the false teachings of the charismatic 

community, as a lot of them do. No, it says they went out from us because they didn’t belong to us. If they belonged to us, they would have stayed 

with us, but they’re going, showed that none of them belonged to us. So, 

this guy probably wasn’t saved. He ends up going to this Emerson School 

of Oratory and then he got hooked up with Free Will Baptist. 



Now, one of the unfortunate things about Free Will Baptist, on up 

to today, they believe that you can lose your salvation. So, he not only got 
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hooked up with a New Age influencer, the false teachings of Methodism, 

from John Wesley, now he gets hooked up with people who say you can 

lose your salvation. And this is the root of the charismatic movement. 



He goes on to open Bethel Bible Institute. It’s known today as 

Gordon Conwell College. Now he’s the guy accredited with the world they 

use, positive confession. You just need to 

confess it, that’s what you need to create that 

billfold. We would call it today, “name it and 

claim it” or “blab it and grab it.” And this is 

huge in Pentecostalism today. After Kenyon, the 

next guy is Charles Parham. I want to get into 

more of him in the next chapter. But basicially 

let’s trace the trail because we’re leading up to 

the Azusa Street Revival. It goes from Parham 

to a guy named Seymour who starts this Azusa 

Street Mission where this revival breaks out. 



So, so far, we have Quimby, who was a New Ager, who influences 

Evans and then we have Sandford and Dowie, who were influenced in 

these New Age practices where there is a common thread. They have 

basically little or no education. So, Parham studied from both Dowie and 

Sandford. And I like what this guy said. 

 “I was learning from men with little or no schooling. Which of course would mean according to the laws of diminishing returns, means he got even less.” 
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Charles Parham, started the movement in Topeka, Kansas, and 

supposedly this is where (they say) the tongues began to take place. No it didn’t, as we have seen throughout history it’s be here the whole time. So that’s lying, number one, but they say it started with this lady, Agnes 

Osmond. She was supposedly his first 

student at his Bible College. She began to 

speak in what they say, was supposedly 

Chinese. And that means a known language, 

not gibberish. In Acts 2, it was known 

languages. Now we are going to see, it was 

not even Chinese. 

But isn’t it interesting how today they say, 

 “Oh no, it’s not a known language. The 

 reason it sounds like a bunch of gibberish is 

 because it’s a private prayer language.”  No, 

so even their own founders said that when it started it was supposed to be a known language. So, it’s exactly the opposite. They’re saying the 

opposite of how the whole thing 

started. But to give you a 

demonstration, I will share with you 

the transcript of what she supposedly 

stuttered and it was not Chinese. 

Now she was also supposedly able to 

write in tongues. And again it was 

supposed to be in Chinese. Here it is. 

And right after this you have the 

birth of Azusa and the charismatic 

movement going crazy across 

America. Here is apparently her 

writing in Chinese. Writing in tongues, clear as a bell. 



Now basically it goes from here to William Seymour. William 

Seymour is the guy who starts Azusa Street Mission, which is supposed to 

be the Azusa Street Revival. Do you see the thread?

Charismatic History 

Seymour Azusa Street Revival Splits 

 

We have been dispelling the myth that this is some latest, greatest 

movement of God, that it’s so strange because it’s in the last days. No, 

we’ve been seeing throughout history that it’s been going on since the 

death of the last Apostle. Where we left off in the last chapter was with Charles Parham. I want to now get to the Azusa Street Revival. Now, why 

do I keep saying that? Because modern charismatics will say, that’s when 

it all began. This last movement of the Spirit of God. And as we have been seeing, is that true? No, unfortunately it has been going on for a long time. 

Now, even if they use the Bible, often their teachings are wrenched out of context of the Scripture. Twisting the Scripture. 



One of the biggest Scriptures that the charismatic community 

typically takes completely out of context is Joel Chapter 2. That’s why we’re seeing this outpouring. “God said this would happen on the church 

in the last days.” Really? I don’t think so. In my Bible the words are “The Day of the Lord.” Now in our prophecy study “The Day of the Lord” is a 

day of gloom. It’s a day of darkness and it’s also, the Scripture is very clear, that “The Day of the Lord” involves God’s wrath. That’s why, “The 

Day of the Lord” begins when? It begins at the 7-year Tribulation. Why? 
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Because at the beginning of the 7-year Tribulation, what begins to 

be poured out on this planet from God? His wrath. So, “The Day of the 

Lord” starts the 7-year Tribulation and then moves forward and then 

ultimately into the establishment of the Millennial Kingdom. Because God 

is not done with the Jewish people and He has the Davidic promises, the 


Abrahamic promises, that somebody is going to literally rule and reign in Jerusalem, over the whole planet. Which of course, is Jesus. That happens after the Second Coming at the end of the 7-year Tribulation and He 

establishes the Millennial Kingdom. That’s the Day of the Lord and it 

starts at the 7-year Tribulation and moves forward. So, the context there, before we even get started, before I even read these verses, does this have anything to do with the church? It can’t be, because the Day of the Lord 

involves God’s wrath, which starts at the 7-year Tribulation, which is 

another reason why we are not in the 7-year Tribulation. Romans 5, I Thessalonians 1, and I Thessalonians 5 say we are not appointed to, we are rescued from, and we are saved from God’s wrath. So, I haven’t started reading the verse and the context tells us already that this has nothing to do with the church. But the charismatics say this is why this is happening today. It’s the reason you are seeing this weird behavior in the church. 

Joel 2:28-32 & 3:1-3: “And afterward (The Day of the Lord) I will pour out my Spirit on all people. Your sons and daughters will prophecy, your 

old men will dream dreams, your young men will see visions.” 







This is the verse they quote all the time. That’s what is happening. 

They’re dreaming dreams or having visions. This is God’s Spirit being 

poured out in the last days. The only problem is this is dealing with the Day of the Lord which starts the 7-year Tribulation. And the context is for the Jewish people. This is completely ripped out of context. And I’ll add this. Joel was written about 835 to 796 B.C. Where was the church? The 

church wasn’t even in existence yet, so how could Joel even be referring 

to the church? Skip over the whole aspect of the Day of the Lord, the 

context, the church wasn’t even around for 800 some years. Oh, and by the way, the church is called a mystery. The Bible specifically says in the New Testament that the Old Testament writers that would include Joel had no 

knowledge of the church because it’s a mystery. So, how could Joel be 
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writing about the church when the church wasn’t even in existence for 

some 800 years still to go? He’s not, this is dealing with Israel in the last days when God is getting the remnant prepared for after the 7-year 

Tribulation, to the establishment of the Millennial Kingdom. This does not deal with the church. That’s when He’s going to do it. He’s going to pour out His Spirit on the Jewish people at that time. 

Joel 2:28-32 & 3:1-3 cont.: “Even on my servants, both men and women, I will pour out my spirit in those days. I will show wonders in the heavens and on the earth, blood and fire and billows of smoke. The sun will be 

turned to darkness and the moon to blood.” 



Now, what does that sound like? That’s the event of the 7-year 

Tribulation. Are we in the 7-year Tribulation? No! But are the Jewish 

people? Unfortunately, yes. It has nothing to do with us. It’s completely taken out of context.” 

Joel 2:28-32 & 3:1-3 cont.: Before the coming of the great and dreadful day of the Lord. And everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be 

saved, for on Mount Zion and in Jerusalem there will be deliverance, as 

the Lord has said, among the survivors whom the Lord calls. In those days and at that time, when I restore the fortunes of Judah and Jerusalem, I will gather all nations and bring them down to the valley of Jehoshaphat. There I will enter into judgment against them concerning my inheritance, my 

people Israel, for they scattered my people among the nations and divided up my land. They cast lots for my people and traded boys for prostitutes, they sold girls for wine that they might drink.” 



Punishment is coming because God’s not done with the Jewish 

people and you divide their land, which is what the leaders are still 

wanting to do today. When you mess with Israel, what’s going to happen? 

God’s going to have the last word, He’s not done with them. But 

contextually this is easily demonstrated through and through, all about 

Israel, all about starting the 7-year Tribulation, moving forward into the Millennial Kingdom. It has nothing to do with the church. But what do 

they say? “That’s why you need to listen to these people. That’s why you 
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see them shaking and doing this weird behavior and you better listen to 

that person who had that vision. Listen to that prophet so-and-so because it says here in Joel Chapter 2 that God is going to pour out His spirit. They are going to dream dreams.” 



It has nothing to do with the church. One of the biggest abused 

texts from the charismatic community. Again, that is what they say 

happened at this event, the Azusa Street Revival. Again, I have to point 

this out. The text says He’s going to pour out His Spirit on all flesh, on all people. Even if you want to say that applies to today, has that happened? 

No, but when will it happen? In the Kingdom, when God pours out his 

Spirit on the people at that time. It’s impossible, that text cannot apply. 

Some people will say, “Well Peter quoted this text in the Book of Acts. So, therefore it’s got to be dealing with the church.” No, number one, you just saw who’s the context. The Jewish people. What’s the timeframe? The 

“Day of the Lord.” Starting with God’s wrath, as planned for this planet, the 7-year Tribulation, moving forward. People would say, what Peter’s 

doing is basically telling them that what you are seeing at Pentecost, when God did pour His Spirit on the church, is it’s a pre-fillment, if you will, it’s a teaser of what’s to come. But we know it’s not an actual full fulfillment because that doesn’t take place until “The Day of the Lord” and even if it was the event, did God’s Spirit fall on all people? No. So, again when 

Peter quotes it, you can’t say, well it’s got to be true for today. No, it’s not. 

That’s just basically a little teaser of what theologians call a pre-fillment meant. 



Here’s basically a preview of what’s to come. And when the church 

first started in Acts Chapter 2, who were the believers? At that time, they were all Jews. It wasn’t until later when the Gentiles started coming into the church. So, either way you look at it you can’t use that as proof, but man they use that as one of the big proof texts. I wanted to dispel that. 



So, not only does Joel have nothing to do with the church, but it 

cannot be used as a pretext to explain these last days, supposed movement of God. First of all, this is nothing new under the sun. You can’t say this is some recent thing, this has been going on for a long time. Number two, 

one of the biggest texts you use, Joel 2,  is completely wrenched out of context. And number 3, the Azusa Street Revival, the event where it’s said it all started, which is not true, is an outpouring of God. This had nothing 
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to do with God. And I think that will be very clear in just a minute. I’m going to give you a little teaser because they recently celebrated their 110th anniversary and they didn’t just celebrate, they said,  “If only we could be blessed to have that event happen again in our lifetime. Man, revival would take place, souls would get saved. It’s the panacea for everything. If only that event could happen again.”  



Really? Here they are ratcheting it up, saying we need to have 

another Azusa Street Revival in our lifetime. Look at this. 

CBN Reports:  “Well picture this. You’re in a stadium, jam-packed with a hundred thousand other believers and you’re all there to celebrate one of the biggest events in modern Christian history. Here’s the good news. This could be a reality, all courtesy of Lou Engle latest mega event.” 

  Narrator:  “Lou Engle has been organizing large prayer rallies since 1999. He is the co-founder of ‘The Call’ a prayer movement where 

 hundreds of thousands of people gather for prayer, fasting and worship. 

 On April 9th, in the Los Angeles Memorial Coliseum, ‘The Call’ will hold a prayer rally called ‘Azusa Now.’ The event will be held on the 110th 

 anniversary of the Azusa Street Outpouring, the beginning of the 

 Pentecostal charismatic movement in the U.S. Lou is praying that this event will help to start a Great Awakening in America that will turn people back to God.” 

  CBN Reports:  “And Lou Engle is here with us now. Lou, my friend, it’s good to see you.” 

  Lou Engle:  “Wendy, it’s so good to see you. You were here sixteen years ago, when the first call took place.” 

  CBN Reports:  “It’s a blessing to have you here in D.C., half a million people, it was amazing, amazing. I’ve been following you for a while. But anyway, this is an Azusa Street event coming up on April 9th and it’s to commemorate the first one that happened a hundred years ago. A lot of people may not have heard about Azusa Street. What happened there?” 
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Lou Engle:  “What happened was an African American man named 

 William Seymour came from Houston. He was 

 seeking for the outpouring of the Holy Spirit and the 

 Spirit of God fell in 1906 on a small group of 

 believers. That ton of fire erupted on the place called 

 Azusa Street and it spread all over the world. It was 

 the baptism of the Holy Spirit, and they said the 

 color line was washed away in the blood. It united 

 the Body of Christ. To all those races, could God do 

 such a thing again.” 

  CBN Reports:  “How long did it last and why did it 

 end?” 

  Lou Engle:  “Well, it went to about 2000. I mean in 1916, and it really, it was partly racial division in the Body of Christ that ended it. But we believe God’s bringing these things back again, because He wants to make us one.” 

  CBN Reports:  “So, before it ended, though, William Seymour and someone else had a prophecy that is pertinent to today. Tell us about that.” 

  Lou Engle:  “It was somewhere between 1909 and 1913, he prophesied that in a hundred years a revival far eclipsing Azusa Street would take place. Maria Woodworth-Etter, the healing revivalist prophesied the same thing.” 

   

Guess what happened? It didn’t come to pass. So, what did that 

make those two people he just mentioned? Including the guy attributed to 

starting the Azusa Street Revival, William Seymour - your false prophets 

and false teachers. What does Scripture say in Deuteronomy? You better 

be glad we’re not under the Old Testament. You need to stone those 

people. How dare you say that you’ve got a word from God, and it didn’t 

come to pass. Again, this is coming right out of their mouth. That’s why 

I’m just quoting Bible. How do these people get away with it? You just 
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quoted false prophets like it’s no big deal. But again, they wrap this thing up like it was the biggest thing. It was called Azusa Now, they did it in Los Angeles and this was April 9th, 2016, to proclaim the message of unity, 

prayer, and the breaking down of racial barriers. The call is simple: 

“Come, Holy Spirit!” 

just as the church 

experienced it during 

the outpouring of the 

Holy Spirit at the 

Azusa Street Revival 

in 1906, led by 

William J. Seymour. 

Registrations were 

well on their way to a 

100,000+ capacity 

audience, with the 

Azusa Now team 

ready with plans for 

the overflow. 

Denominational and 

racial boundaries have been broken across Catholic and Protestant 

churches.  Wait a minute, what are you doing chumming it up with 

Catholics? Are they Christians? No. If you don’t realize that then get our study on Roman Catholicism. It’s a work-based salvation. Why are you 

chumming up with them?  Unfortunately, Azusa Now was seen by 

millions around the world in five languages: English, Spanish, Korean, 

Chinese and Portuguese. 



Notice the guy’s verbiage. “If only we could experience what 

happened at Azusa Street again. It was one of the 

biggest events in modern church history. If it could 

only happen again in our lifetime, a new Great 

Awakening in America, it will turn people back to 

God.” Is that true? Are you kidding me? When you 

look at what events led up to Azusa Street and what 

went on at Azusa Street, the last thing you would ever 

want, is for anything like that to ever happen again.

And yet they base their history on this event - as if it’s a big thing, it’s incredible. 



Now let me demonstrate it for you. It started with a guy named 

Charles Parham. He is the next one we are going to be looking at. Charles Parham, together with William Seymour, was credited with the early 

spread of modern-day Pentecostalism, not only in America but around the 

world. Parham was one of five sons of William and Ann Parham. Parham’s 

mother died in 1885. That next year his father married Harriet Miller, the daughter of a Methodist. So, what did he get out of that? Unfortunately, 

the false teachings that went into the Holiness Movement, which has 

nothing to do with holiness. It was the false teachings from Wesley that 

you can become perfect – sinless before you get to Heaven. Charles 

married Sarah Thistlewaite, the daughter of a Quaker. We got acquainted 

with that, so you can see where some of his early influences came from. 



He began conducting his first religious services at the age of 15, he 

enrolled in a Methodist school. He attended until 1893 when he came to 

believe education would prevent him from ministering effectively. I guess he thought  “I don’t need no doctrine, I don’t need to go to no cemetery, I mean seminary.”  I’m not saying that everybody must go to seminary, but he was acting like it was a bad thing. And he thought it would keep him 

from ministering effectively. I don’t know, maybe it’s just me, but I think I benefited from going to Bible College, just a little. He then worked in the Methodist Episcopal church as a supply pastor (he was never ordained) He 

complained that preachers ‘were not left to preach by direct inspiration.’ 

Now, he’s not preaching from the Bible, it’s God told me to tell you. He 

rejected denominations, he established his own itinerant evangelistic 

ministry, which reached the ideas of the holiness movement. And what 

was that? You can live a sinless life; you can get a second dose of the Holy Spirit with the evidence of speaking gibberish. 



Parham renounced all medical help and committed to preaching 

divine healing and prayer for the sick. Parham moved his headquarters to 

Topeka, Kansas where he established the Bethel Healing Home and 

published the  Apostolic Faith magazine. Most of his time was spent at Shiloh, under the ministry of Frank Sandford, having an impact on what 

he taught. If you remember Frank Sandford was the guy that took a group 

of people, like Jim Jones, down to Australia. People were dying because 
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he was starving them to death, so they decided to go up to Greenland and 

more people died. He came back to America, and they put him in jail in 

Atlanta. When he gets out, he goes back to Shiloh. And that is where 

Parham is going and hanging out with Sandford. He also is going to be 

hanging out with Dowie, as we will see in a bit. 



He now has his own thing going on in Topeka with Bethel Bible 

College and it was modeled after Frank Sandford and his school called 

Holy Ghost and Us Bible School. The only textbook at Parham’s Bible 

College was the Bible. Which sounds spiritual and the teacher was the 

Holy Spirit, but Parham was the mouthpiece. In other words, he would tell you what it really means. 



Parham was messed up in a bunch of different ways doctrinally. 

There was a lot that he got wrong. The first one that he got wrong was 

annihilationism – that the wicked are not eternally tormented in hell, but are destroyed. That’s not what the Bible says. 

Matthew 25:46: “Then they will go away to eternal punishment, but the righteous to eternal life.” 



How long is eternal life? When we get to Heaven, how long do we 

get to exist with God? Forever. How long is eternal punishment? Forever. 

So, how can you say people go poof and disappear? 

Revelation 14:11: “And the smoke of their torment rises for ever and ever. There is no rest day or night for those who worship the beast and his image, or for anyone who received the mark of his name.” 

Revelation 20:10: “And the devil who deceived them, was thrown into the lake of burning sulfur, where the beast and the false prophet had been thrown. They will be tormented day and night for ever and ever.” 



Now when were they thrown in there? A thousand years earlier, at 

the end of the 7-year Tribulation, before the Millennial Kingdom. They’re still in there. They’re still being tormented. In case you don’t realize that what does he end up on? They will be, poof, cease to exist? No, they will be tormented day and night for ever and ever. Just quickly, I wanted to 
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dispel that because unfortunately it seems to be gaining some steam in our day, people want to soft-pedal hell. As if God is doing something wrong, 

excuse me, you need to do a study on His Holiness. You’ll understand hell very easily. And praise God that He sent His Son to rescue us from that. 

You cheapen God’s grace when you try to deny the eternality of hell. It 

just makes you want to love Jesus more and more. 



Do you remember that I told you he was extremely racist? The 

charismatic’s say that Seymour and Parham are the guys that led to the 

Azusa Street Revival. These are the two big pillars of what they are doing today. Do you really want to emulate this guy? He also believed in British Israelism, an ideology maintaining that the Anglo-Saxon people were the 

Ten Lost Tribes of Israel. In addition, Parham subscribed to rather 

unorthodox views on creation. He believed God took two days to create 

humans – non-whites on the sixth day and whites on the eighth day. And 

you’re going to put this guy up on a pedestal? He started the Azusa Street Revival. And it gets even worse than that. He often associated with the Ku Klux Klan and believed that interracial marriages caused the flood of 

Noah. Parham did not believe that black people could be sealed as part of the Bride of Christ. 



Wow, and you’re going to tout him as a big guy to look up to, 

because he led the Azusa Street Revival? Like Sandford and Dowie, 

Charles Parham taught that physical healing is the Christian’s birthright and railed against the use of medicine and doctors. He claimed that it was always God’s will to heal sicknesses. Parham prayed over handkerchiefs 

and mailed them to those who desired his ministrations. Despite his 

teaching that it was always God’s will to heal, and that medicine and 

doctors must be shunned, one of Parham’s sons died at age one of a 

sickness that was not healed. He died, in fact, two months after the 

outbreak of “tongues,” at Parham’s Bethel Bible School in Topeka. 

Another son died at age 37. In October of 1904, a nine-year-old girl named Nettie Smith died. Her father was an avid follower of Parham and refused 

treatment for his daughter. The little girl’s death turned local public 

opinion against Parham, because her sickness was treatable, and the 

community considered her death unnecessary. False teachings destroy 

lives, including this stuff and what is going on today in the charismatic movement. 
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Parham himself suffered various sicknesses throughout his life and 

at times was too sick to preach or travel. He spent the entire winter of 

1904 and 1905 sick and bedridden, despite his own doctrine that healing is guaranteed. What happened? You didn’t have enough faith? Did you have 

a secret sin? Parham also believed that only those who received the latterday Spirit baptism and spoke in tongues (gibberish) would make up the 

Bride of Christ. He believed in a partial rapture composed of tongue 

(gibberish) speakers. What? Now you must speak in gibberish to be a 

Christian. That was what the charismatic communities taught, and that is 

taught still to this day. And you couldn’t go in the rapture unless you could speak in this gibberish. Is that true? Not even close. 



So, Parham was credited with the first outbreak of speaking in 

unknown tongues, not Azusa. And its interesting to note 

at Agnes Ozman claimed she was speaking a known 

tongue – Chinese. She claimed to write it as well, which 

turned out to not be the truth. I really don’t think “lazzle, 

lozzle, logle, eenie, meenie, miney, moe” is Chinese – 

because that’s a transcript of part of what she uttered. 

That’s not speaking in tongues, that’s lunacy. Agnes 

Ozman was considered the first to speak in tongues, but 

again as we have seen, is that true? And anyway, tongues 

are gibberish. What she said was not Chinese, for those 

of you who might be wondering. 



Her experience sparked the modern Pentecostal Holiness 

Movement, which again has nothing to do with holiness, because she went 

to Parham, and he prayed. She asked him to lay hands on her, so she could be filled with the spirit. Again, if you are a true born-again Christian do you need to do anything like that? No, you’re filled with the Spirit at the moment of Salvation. According to her fellow 

students, their prayers were heard. Her 

colleagues reported that a halo had surrounded 

both her face and head, and that she started 

speaking Chinese. It is said that Ozman could 

not speak English for three days and was only 

able to write in Chinese characters. Come on, 

that’s not Chinese. And that’s the actual photo.

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And it spread from there. But today we say, that’s no language, it’s just a bunch of gibberish. And what do they say today?  “Well, that’s because it’s a private language, it’s my secret language, it’s the language of angels, which are recited.”  That’s not what the scripture says, in I Corinthians 14. But notice at the outset they even disagree with their modern 

counterparts. They claim that it’s a known language. When you put it to 

the test, is that Chinese? 



Soon the group went off from Kansas City, to spread the news. 

Later in her life, Agnes admitted that she had been wrong to believe that all people would speak in tongues. 



Now this leads to William Seymour. This 

supposed outbreak of gibberish took place with 

Parham, in his school. Parham attends one of 

Seymour’s schools. By this time, it had spread 

from Kansas, and started to spread throughout 

the Midwest, even in Texas, which is where 

Parham goes from Houston, and eventually over 

to Los Angeles. He is touted as the guy who 

basically started it all. It started in the early stage 

of Charles Parham, and then Seymour got 

hooked up with Parham in Houston, and then the 

modern charismatic movement, if we could only 

wish that it could ever happen again and bring 

revival to America. But again, they tout this guy, like Parham, these guys were the greatest things since sliced bread. 

Narrator:  “William J. Seymour was born the son of freed slaves in Louisiana. He attended a Houston Bible School, but when the head of the school prayed for the students to receive the baptism of the Holy Spirit, Seymour had to sit outside because he was black. Even though he missed the prayer meeting, he took the message of Pentecost to a small church in Los Angeles. 

  After his first fiery sermon on healing in prayer languages he was locked out of the church and told not to come back. So, Seymour joined a small prayer group at 312 Bonnie Brae Street. As he preached the message 
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 there, the fire of the Holy Spirit came down. People spoke in tongues and were healed. Over the next few days, huge crowds gathered for interracial services. Many received the baptism of the Holy Spirit, including Seymour himself. 

  

  

 In fact, so many were drawn to the powerful meetings, the front porch collapsed under the weight of all the people. So, for $50.00 a month they rented an old barn on Azusa Street. 

 Services ran constantly for three 

 years, from 1906 to 1909. As people 

 from around the world came to hear 

 Seymour’s messages, the modern 

 Pentecostal movement quickly went 

 global. Segregation that kept 

 Seymour from receiving the baptism 

 of the Holy Spirit in Houston, but 

 after he received the baptism at the 

 Los Angeles sermons, Seymour took steps toward yet another kind of 

 church reformation. 

  At the time, neither women, or black people, had the right to vote. 

 Segregation was the national norm. But the first directors of Seymour’s Apostolic Faith Mission included men and women, both black and white. 

 William Seymour’s life and his ministry illustrate that we are all God’s children, adopted through faith in Jesus Christ, and he showed the world that the gifts of the Holy Spirit are still available to Christians.” 







Well, we went through that study too. That was another false 

teaching. First of all, notice the phrase there that he received the baptism of the Holy Spirit. Those people in Houston kept him from receiving the 

baptism of the Holy Spirit. Who gives us the Spirit? God. When does it 

happen? At Salvation. If you are a born-again Christian, you have the 

Spirit of God. Romans 8 says that if you don’t have the Spirit of God you don’t belong to God. Notice they take a Biblical phrase, and what they 

really mean is, it’s some second word that you need through some 

methodology that they have. 
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Now notice he also said that the gifts were for today. Are all the 

gifts in function for today? No, we went through that in the first half of our study. They are not. So, again it’s a faulty premise. But this happened 

when he arrived in Los Angeles on February 22, 1906, and preached at 

church two days later. Seymour argued that speaking in tongues was the 

evidence of having received the Holy Spirit, even though he had not 

experienced it himself. 



On Friday, April 6, 1906, the members decided to add fasting to 

their discipline of regular prayer. They planned a ten-day fast, during 

which they would study Acts 2:1-4 and pray each evening until they had the same experience described in that text. Oh what does the Bible say 

about the gifts that are even in function for today? Can you fast all day long and get whatever gift you want? Can you take a class to get whatever gift you want? Can somebody lay hands on you and give you whatever 

gift you want? What does it say? The Holy Spirit gives them at Salvation, as He wills. So, this whole thing is about, we must do this, and we must 

pray and fast, and just tarry brother, it will come on you. That’s not even Biblical. 



On April 9, Edward Lee spoke in tongues after Seymour laid hands 

on him in Lee’s home. Overjoyed, the group walked to the Asberry’s 

house for the evening meeting. Seymour took the text, as was expected, 

from Acts 2:4: “And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.” He then 

went on to explain what had just happened to Edward Lee. No sooner had 

he completed the story when someone else began to speak in tongues. 

Before the evening was over, several others had spoken in tongues. Over 

the next three days, the Asberry home became the focus of attention 

among the various networks of Wesleyan holiness people. The news 

spread like fire, and the Azusa Street Revival had begun. 



Three days later, on April 12, after a long evening spent in prayer, 

Seymour himself received the baptism in the Holy Spirit and spoke in 

gibberish. The resulting movement became widely known as modern 

Pentecostalism. By the end of 1909, the movement had spread 

everywhere. Every region of the United States had a Pentecostal presence, with additional missions planted in 50 nations worldwide. It spread from 

here on a massive scale, but it was nothing new under the sun. So, is this 
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something that we need to celebrate? Now, let’s get into the details of what actually went on when this supposed revival broke out on Azusa Street. 

Here’s what really happened there. You tell me if you would want this to 

ever happen to you or anybody in our country. And then are you going to 

tout it as a good thing? 



If you really read the description of the Azusa Street services, it 

was bedlam. Anyone could get up and preach. And everyone did. Nobody 

stopped you asking for your testimony, to make sure you were even saved. 

Here is one guy’s account of what really happened at Azusa. 



WHAT REALLY HAPPENED AT AZUSA 

 “Many blessings are claimed to have arisen from these meetings. Is this true? No, it isn’t and most Pentecostal historians gloss over the terrible wickedness and abandonment that occurred. 

  Seymour rarely preached; when he did, he simply uttered a few words of scripture before challenging people to ‘let the tongues come forth’, as later charismatic preachers commanded, ‘let the fire fall’. 

  Experience took place repeatedly: shaking, slaying in the Spirit, tongues, various physical gestures, gibberish, contortions, sexual impropriety, jerking, shrieking, barking, hooting, crawling, etc. 

  Women often lay on the floor for hours; blankets were kept ready to cover their nakedness (common in early Pentecostalism). Men would jump, 

 women would dance. 

  Everyone sang different melodies, rhythms, and words. It was utter chaos. 

 In the cacophony, Seymour put his head in a box to pray; others put their heads under benches. Many times, people fell off the platform onto 

 benches and chairs. 

  But there was worse to come. Expressive praise, shouting and dancing; most were poor, uneducated people; women wailed and screamed while 
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 men would fall or rush in crowds to the front. The bedlam opened the door for witches, mediums, spiritualists, and voodoo.” 



In fact, the charismatic movement says that these two guys are 

great guys, the pillars that started the Azusa Street Revival. They 

celebrated the 110th, if only it could ever happen again. Parham, the racist, comes after this thing happens in L.A. and he had some words to say about it. They were acting like these guys were in cahoots and they were 

brothers. They believed this was the greatest thing since sliced bread. 

  “But on visiting, Parham, who had trained Seymour, called it a ‘seduction of the devil’, ‘the work of hypnotists and evil spirits’, ‘animalism’, ‘all kinds of spells’ and said, ‘God is sick at His stomach.’ 

  Occultists from all over Los Angeles attended and contributed seances and trances to the meetings. Although this disturbed Seymour, he could not control it. Even claims of early racial tolerance are false.” 



Now remember how they pitched it. This guy was a milestone. Not 

only were people speaking in gibberish, spreading across America and the 

world. It was the beginning of the Pentecostal Movement, it’s amazing, 

but he also brought down the interracial barriers. Now people of all 

different colors and races were united and it was wonderful. Really? 

That’s how it’s pitched today. 

 “There were disruptions between whites and blacks, Seymour made the 

 Hispanics leave and then denied leadership to white people. 

  Seymour’s two female aids left and took his mailing list to start another work in Portland, while another lady started the Assemblies of God after being expelled in 1914. This is not the work of God!” 

   

And yet, “If it could only happen again!”  Another guy said this: 

 “I daresay that the modern word faith devotee would have been horrified by the actions at Azusa (including reports of kissing between unmarried

 persons during the service). Seymour was not trained, Parham was not 

 trained, because Dowie and Sandford were not trained. From Azusa we 

 got Aimee Semple McPherson and almost all Pentecostal and Word Faith 

 denominations. The Word faith itself comes from an untrained man who 

 learned from pagans and cultists and New Age.” 



Now, let’s dispel that, this was kind of weird, having seances and 

occult stuff going on there, and people doing weird stuff, but at least we know, that out of it came the true known language of tongues. (gibberish) No, it wasn’t. Now remember again, they thought that this was a known 

language. As they say today, it’s a private prayer language. That’s why you can’t understand it. But take note of this. This is from another one of 

Parham’s students. Her name was Lillian 

Thistlehwaite. She said she had the speaking of 

the known language. So, she was asked if she 

could speak some. At first she said, the Lord 

hadn’t inspired her, but all of a sudden she 

started uttering strange words and they 

recorded exactly what she said. I have an even 

longer description of what she said.   “Euossa, 

 Euossa, use rela sema calah mala kanah leulla 

 ssage nalan. Ligle logle lazie logle. Ene mine 

 mo, sah rah el me sah rah me.”  These 

sentences were translated as meaning, “Jesus is 

mighty to save,” “Jesus is ready to hear,” and “God is love.” No, that’s 

gibberish. That didn’t mean anything, yet that’s exactly the thing that we experience today and are told that we have no right to challenge.  “You’re just fundamentalists here, you’re just a fuddy-duddy, you’re resisting the Spirit of God.”   



No, I’m resisting the false teachings, is what I’m doing. They 

thought it was real languages even to the point where eventually it started to be put to the test. This is from November 14, 1906, this was in a 

publication by a Hindu gentleman who spoke six different languages. This 

is what was said.

 “This Hindu can talk in six different languages and says he has never heard any of them at the “Tongue meeting.” One of the languages he can talk is Arabian and some of the people at those meetings claim to talk that language, but he said it sounded like a lot of turkey gobblers. 

 Another gentleman, who has for years been at the head of a missionary work in India, has just been to Los Angeles with the view of securing some missionaries for his field, who profess to have the gift of tongues. He came back stating that he could find no one who could really speak in any of the languages of India, with which he is acquainted.” 



They actually thought this was going to revolutionize missions. 

Charles Parham was cited in the Topeka State Journal on January 7, 1901 

as saying: 

 “The Lord will give us the power of speech to talk to the people of the various nations without having to study them in schools.” 



Charles Parham cited in the Hawaiian Gazette on May 31, 1901 as 

saying:  

 “If they are worthy and seek it in faith, believing they will thus be made able to talk to the people whom they choose to work among in their own language, which will, of course, be an inestimable advantage. The 

 students of Bethel College do not need to study in the old way to learn the languages. They have them conferred on them miraculously, being able to converse with Spaniards, Italians, Bohemains, Hungarians, Germans, and French in their own language. I have no doubt various dialect of the 

 people of India, and even the language of the savages of Africa, will be received during our meetings in the same way. I expect this gathering to be the greatest since the days of Pentecost.” 



Parham and his student were convinced by their study of the New 

Testament that the gift of tongues consisted of the miraculous ability to speak in human foreign languages, that the speaker had not learned. But 

there was one major problem. The tongues-speech of Parham and his 
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students quickly proved to be something other than human foreign 

languages. In the words of David Moore: 

 “Sadly, the idea of tongues would later prove an embarrassing failure as Pentecostal workers went off to mission fields with their gift of tongues and found their hearers did not understand them.” 



Other historians report the disappointment faced by early 

Pentecostals when it became clear that their tongues did not consist of 

authentic foreign languages: 

 “S.C. Todd of the Bible Missionary Society investigated eighteen 

 Pentecostals who went to Japan, China, and India ‘expecting to preach to the natives in those countries, in their own tongue,’ and found that by their own admission. ‘in no single instance have they been able to do so.’ As these and other missionaries returned in disappointment and failure, 

 Pentecostals were compelled to rethink their original view of speaking in tongues.” 

   

Here is another article from a linguist at the Univerity of Toronto. 

 “Over a period of five years, I have taken part in meetings in Italy, Holland, Jamaica, Canada, and the United States. I have observed old-fashioned Pentecostals and neo-Pentecostals; I have been in small 

 meetings at private homes, as well as in mammoth public meetings; I have seen such different cultural settings as are found among the Puerto Ricans of the Bronx, the snake handlers of the Appalacians. It is extremely 

 doubtful that the alleged cases, languages among charismatics are real. 

 Any time one attempts to verify them he finds that the stories have been greatly distorted, or that the ‘witnesses’ turn out to be incompetent, or unreliable, from a linguistic point of view.” 

   

So again, they said it was a known language, more power to you, 

they went across the world, saying this is great, it’s going to revolutionize missions and they came back in utter dismal failure. Why? Because it’s 

not the Biblical gift. And it’s not even a function for today. 
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When it became apparent that the Pentecostal understanding of 

tongues did not consist of human languages, the entire movement was 

faced with an interesting dilemma. Now they had put all their eggs in one basket. In order to live this so-called sinless life and have the power of God, that means a guaranteed healing, to have these special powers, be 

that prophet, you’ve got to have a second dose of the Holy Spirit. But the only way that we know that you have got that special power, that second 

dose of the Spirit, is if you speak in gibberish. So, they are all in on this. 

And it literally got proven in utter failure. 

 “They could uphold their exegetical understanding of tongues and deny their experience.” 







In other words, admit they were wrong, God please forgive us, we 

went outside Your Word, but that isn’t what happened. 

 Or, they could hold on to their experiential understanding of tongues and radically change their exegesis. They chose the latter. And thus, a new understanding of the nature of the gift of tongues emerged out of 20th century Pentecostal experience.” 

  “Consists of strings of meaninless syllables made up of sounds taken from those familiar to the speaker and put together more or less haphazardly. 

 The speaker controls the rhythm, volume, speed and inflection of his 

 speech so that the sounds emerge as pseudolanguage – in the form of 

 words and sentences.” 

   

Believe it or not, that is what we are dealing with today. Today 

there are more than 500 million Pentecostal and charismatic believers 

across the globe, and it is the fastest-growing form of Christianity today. 

The Azusa Street Revival is commonly regarded as the beginning of the 

modern-day Pentecostal Movement. Put all of this together, and is this 

really the one that you want on the front lines, exposing other cultures to Christianity? 



By the end of 1906, most leaders from Azusa Street had spun off to 

form other congregations, such as, Apostolic Faith Mission, and the Italian 
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Pentecostal Mission. Many existing Wesleyan-holiness denominations 

adopted the Pentecostal message such as the Church of God, Cleveland, 

Tennessee, the Church of God in Christ, and the Pentecostal Holiness 

Church. The Assemblies of God formed in 1914 and the Pentecostal 

Church of God formed in 1919. An early doctrinal controversy led to a 

split between Trinitarian and Oneness Pentecostals, the latter founded the Pentecostal Assemblies of the World in 1916 and the United Pentecostal 

Church in 1945.

Charismatic History 

Oneness Pentecostalism T.D. Jakes Part 1 

 

There is a misnomer out there, basically, a lie; whether they realize 

it or not. They say we’re seeing all this weird aberrant behavior from them because it’s a recent movement, a last days outpouring of God’s Spirit. No, not at all! This is what we saw after the last apostle's death, the Apostolic Age. Their premise is that this movement, that we’re seeing today, in the charismatic community, all started at the Azusa Street Revival in 1906. 

How much history have we seen, that this behavior has been going on 

forever? So, the whole premise is not even true. They also want us to 

believe the reason why this is happening is because, according to Joel 2, young men are going to see visions, and old men are going to dream 

dreams. That chapter isn’t about the church; it’s all about Israel dealing with the Day of the Lord, which starts at the 7-year Tribulation, moving 

forward into the Millennial Kingdom. It has nothing to do with the 

Church. It’s completely ripped out of context. 



After the Azusa Street Revival, they began to go worldwide. This 

charismatic movement, with its false teachings, went all over the world. 

So, I’ll give you that, but it didn’t start there. After the Azusa Street Revival, why do you think they get so many false teachings? Because they 
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are outside the Bible. They say they follow the Bible, but what do they 

really do?   “God told me to tell you, I had a vision, or I’m the prophet, you need to listen to me.”  Well, that’s all stuff outside the Bible. And that’s why you get so many false teachings. 



So, shocker, they can’t even agree with each other. Because,  “That 

 guy’s a prophet, no he’s Elijah, no he’s Elijah, no he’s Enoch, no he’s the prophet, no she’s the prophetess, no that guy had a word from God.”  They are making up stuff from all kinds of places. They were splitting all over the place after the Azusa Street Revival. In this chapter, we are going to deal with “Oneness Pentecostalism.” Oneness Pentecostalism comes from 

all this history that we have covered so far, and it just keeps getting worse. 



What is this Oneness Pentecostalism? Pentecostalism refers to a 

movement or denomination that places special emphasis on a direct 

personal experience of God through baptism with the Holy Spirit. They 

say that you actually need a second dose of the Holy Spirit. I’m sorry, but that’s not what the Bible teaches. When you get saved, what happens? You 

get the Holy Spirit right then. You do not need more of Him. Period! The 

challenge moving forward is walking, living, and keeping in step with the Spirit (Galatians 5). Basically, He gets more of you. You get out of the way, and He lives His life through you, bearing His fruit. Right? That’s the challenge, not that you need more of the Holy Spirit. Now, before we get 

started, we are going to lay down the line. This is again a big premise, not only with the Oneness Pentecostalism, but as we have seen, also the 

charismatic movement. Somehow we are lacking, and we need a second 

dose of God’s Spirit. And, so that you know you did get the second dose, 

you start speaking gibberish. There is a major divide between what we 

believe, and what they are propagating, unfortunately, across the planet. 

Ephesians 4:1: “As a prisoner for the Lord, I urge you to live a life worthy of the calling you have received. Be completely humble and 

gentle; be patient, bearing with one another in love. Make every effort to keep the unity of the Spirit through the bond of peace. There is one body and one Spirit – just as you were called to one hope when you were called 

– one Lord, one faith, one baptism; one God and Father of all, who is over all and through all and in all.” 
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Clearly, the scriptures say that when you get saved, at the moment 

of salvation, you get saved, and you get the spirit. The moment you 

believe. But he also says in this passage that it’s a one-time event. There is no second baptism, so that is a false teaching. “Pentecostal” is derived 

from Pentecost, the coming of the Spirit at the beginning of the Church 

(Acts 2). They want you to get the impression that this is how the early church operated, and we need to get back to that. But are they operating as the early church operated? No, they get it wrong because, what they want, is to say is that when the church was born, and they spoke in tongues or 

languages, and that is what they are doing today. The problem is that what they are doing today is not languages. It’s gibberish. So, let’s go back to Acts 2. If it’s a legitimate gift of languages, it has to be a known language. 

It can never be gibberish. 

Acts 2:1-11: “When the day of Pentecost came, they were all together in one place. Suddenly, a sound like the blowing of a violent wind came from heaven and filled the whole house where they were sitting. They saw what 

seemed to be tongues of fire that separated and came to rest on each of 

them. All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in 

other tongues as the Spirit enabled them. Now, there were staying in 

Jerusalem, God-fearing Jews from every nation under heaven. When they 

heard this sound, a crowd came together in bewilderment because each 

one heard them speaking in his own language. Utterly amazed, they asked, 

“Are not all these men, who are speaking, Galileans? Then how is it that 

each of us hears them in his own native language? Parthians, Medes, and 

Elamites; residents of Mesopotamia, Judea and Cappadocia, Pontus and 

Asia, Phrygia and Pamphylia, Egypt and the parts of Libya near Cyrene; 

visitors from Rome (both Jews and converts to Judaism); Cretans and 

Arabs – we hear them declaring the wonders of God in our own tongues!” 



It must be a known language if it’s a Biblical gift. And that’s not 

what is being done. So they got it wrong with the Holy Spirit. You receive the Spirit the moment you believe, and it’s one baptism in the Spirit. 

That’s it, and the Bible is very clear. Number two, you want to give us the idea that somehow you’re closer to the early church. You don’t even 

follow what happened in the early church. You are making it up as you go. 
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Pentecostals tend to see their movement as reflecting the same 

spiritual power and teachings found in the Apostolic Age of the early 

church. And that was at the time of the Apostles. The Apostles had certain gifts that you and I don’t have today. It was for the Apostles to validate that they were moving from the Old Covenant to the New Covenant. That 

is verified in the New Testament, so do we need those things? No. God 

already has written down for us what we need to know. So, again, the gift of miracles and certain sign gifts, like speaking in languages, known 

languages, that’s why you need interpretation. I am not interpreting 

gibberish; it’s just that if someone who doesn’t speak Chinese, and you are all English, then they would interpret the Chinese into the known 

language, English, so we can all understand what is going on. But those 

aren’t in function today. They want to not only say the languages are in 

function today, but they are also including the offices as being in function today—the Apostolic office, prophet. No, they’re not. 



For this reason, some Pentecostals also use the term “apostolic” or 

“full gospel” to describe their movement. As if we are depleted, we only 

have half the gospel. Because we don’t believe in gibberish and the 

prophets and apostles. Right there is what splits the churches: you have the haves and have-nots.  The modern Pentecostal movement is generally 

regarded to have begun in 1901, in a chapel prayer meeting in Topeka, 

Kansas, led by Charles Parham, a teacher at Bethel Bible College. In 1906, the Pentecostal experience of “speaking in tongues,” burst on the scene 

during a revival in an African-American Baptist church on Azusa Street in Los Angeles. Following these beginnings, Pentecostal preachers and 

churches spread rapidly, coalescing into various denominations and 

factions. I’d say splitting into various denominations and factions because that’s what happened. If you don’t follow the Bible, you are not going to have any unity. Scripture says that we need to be like-minded. You might 

wonder how we can be like-minded. We are so different, with different 

backgrounds and different pedigrees. You’re like-minded if you all studied the Word of God. Unfortunately, this is one of the charges that the Roman Catholic church, which is not Christianity, makes against Protestants of 

Biblical Christianity. They say,  “You guys have so many different 

 denominations because you tell people they can read the Bible themselves. 

 The only people who know this are the Pope and the priests. You have no

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 right to do that.”  That’s how they spin it. Well, I’m not saying we need 30,000 different denominations. The problem, even with Protestants, 

Biblical Protestants, is that they’re not consistent with how they approach and interpret the Scripture. If every Christian was consistent with how 

they approach the Scripture, we wouldn’t have all these denominations. 

God does not speak with a forked tongue. It’s all right here in the Bible, and He didn’t write it purposefully complex so that only the spiritual and the elite can understand it. No, it’s common sense. It’s just that people want the Bible to say something. They approach the Bible with a 

preconceived idea, then twist it to make it the way they want it to be. But the charismatics go even beyond that. They say they follow the Bible, but it’s their experience, vision, or prophet so-n-so got a word from God. 



In 1913, one popular teacher, R.E. McAlister of Toronto, Ontario, 

began teaching that the Trinity doctrine was untrue and that baptism 

should be done correctly in Jesus’ name only – not in the traditional 

Trinitarian formula. Now, how could someone teach something like that? 

 “Okay, I follow the Bible, but God told me to tell you what it means, and God gave me a vision to tell you this new truth.”  Well, that’s where you get all kinds of false teachings. With all due respect, I’m telling you that the charismatic community and the false teachings that we are dealing 

with today came from this camp. They are outside the Bible, and that’s 

what cults do. Now, let’s look at this guy, Robert Edward McAllister. 

From 1882-1953, he was a Canadian 

pastor and evangelist. He was one of 

the founding members of the 

Pentecostal Assemblies of Canada. He 

gave this sermon at one of these 

meetings, the Apostolic Faith 

Worldwide Camp meeting, concerning 

baptism in the name of Jesus, and this 

idea began to spread. Obviously, that 

contradicts Matthew 28. These are Jesus’ last words before He ascends to the right hand of the Father. How do you get around this? 

Matthew 28:16-20: “Then the eleven disciples went to Galilee, to the mountain where Jesus had told them to go. When they saw him, they 
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worshiped him, but some doubted. Then Jesus came to them and said. ‘All 

authority in Heaven and on earth has been given to me. Therefore go and 

make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end 

of the age.’” 



So this guy gets this supposed new message. He was born in 

Canada, his parents, James and Margaret McAllister were Presbyterians at 

the time that he was born. In 1891, he supposedly became a Christian. I 

use that word supposedly because when you look at what Oneness 

Pentecostals teach, they believe in a works-based Salvation, which is not the Gospel. They believe that you have to be baptized. Did the thief on the Cross have to be baptized to be saved? Jesus got down, baptized the thief, and then got back up there. No, give me a break. Plus, that would add to 

the Cross wouldn’t it? But not only that, they say that you have to speak in their gibberish. So, if that’s your so-called gospel, are these people really saved? No, because they are not trusting in the work of Jesus Christ. 

They’re adding works to it. And it’s not the gospel. This is serious stuff. 



He was influenced by the Holiness movement and starts a 

supposed Bible College. After a year, because of illness, he quits and he goes to the Azusa Street Revival. At that point he decides to go out and 

preach this new thing that he learned there, the tongues, the second dose of the Spirit - that you can be perfect and all the supposed miracles that you can do. But again, he felt, that he had a new word from God, that it can 

only be in Jesus’ name. A flat out denial of the Trinity. This theology is called “oneness” which teaches that God is a single person who was 

manifested as Father in creation and as the Father of the Son, in the Son for our redemption, and as the Holy Spirit in our regeneration. It is called modalism. 



In 1916, “oneness” views were being expounded by some 

ministers in the Assemblies of God (AOG) denomination. They were 

strongly rejected by the denomination’s council that year, and the AOG 

adopted a strong Trinitarian stance in its statement of faith. More than 160 

oneness ministers who were expelled from the AOG quickly formed their 

own alliances to promote their doctrines. After that time, a number of 

151 



oneness sects formed, most of which were predominately African-

American. The largest oneness movements today are the United 

Pentecostal Church International (UPCI) and the Pentecostal Assemblies 

of the World (PAW). The UPCI was organized in 1945 with the union of 

two predominately white groups, starting earlier in the century. The PAW 

formed in 1918, but split along racial lines in 1924. Today it is 

predominantly African-American. T.D Jakes is a well-known tele-

preacher. 



Now put your thinking caps on, because we are going to go down 

deep into the Trinity. Because they get this wrong big time. Modalism is 

God represents Himself in three modes. The Trinity, the Father, the Son 

and the Holy Spirit, they say, is not eternally existant. At this mode of time, He was the Father, and then at this mode of time He was the Son, 

and then at this other mode of time He was the Holy Spirit. Not true. They are co-equal and co-eternal. That is what the Scripture teaches. You might think that this is not a big deal, but it is. If you get it wrong on the Trinity, that means you’ve got God wrong, you’ve got the Son wrong, and you’ve 

got the Holy Spirit wrong. You’ve got everything wrong. 



So, lets take a look at this Modalism that they teach versus what 

the Bible teachers. 

John MacArthur:  “Worldwide there are 24 million charismatics who belong to a group that can be called Oneness Pentecostals. What is 

 Oneness Pentacostal? Sometimes you see it as Jesus only. It denies the Trinity ,there are 24 million who deny the Trinity. About one out of every four in America. What do they believe? They believe in what is called Modalism. That there is one God and He appears in three different modes. 

 Sometimes He's the Father, sometimes He’s the Son and sometimes He’s 

 the Spirit, but He is never all three at the same time. He has these three modes in which He can appear. There’s a little bit of trouble with that, at the baptism of Jesus. Right? I mean He’s changing hats really fast. But way back in the Athenation creed it was settled that God - Father, Son and Spirit – three co-equal, co-existant, divine person. Modalism has been condemned throughout all of church history as a heresy on the 

 foundational level, that literally attacks the nature of God and cuts you off from the possibility of salvation.

 Probably the leading Oneness Pentecostal that you would know is T.D. 

 Jakes, who denies the Trinity. If you don’t have the true God, then you don’t have the true Christ. You don’t have the true Spirit. The Modalist believe that there is one God who can be designated by three different names. He can be called Father, Son, and Holy Spirit at different times. 

 These three are not distinct persons. They are just different modes of the one God. Thus God can be called Father, as creator of the world and law giver. He can be called Son, as God incarnate in Jesus Christ. He can be called Holy Spirit as the God in the Church Age. Accordingly, Jesus Christ is God and the Spirit of God, but not as distinct persons. Councils of Nisia, 325, Constantinopol 381, Modalism was universally condemned as heresy.” 

   

And it should be condemned today. This is getting down to a 

salvetic issue. You get the wrong God, means you end up with the wrong 

gospel. Yet did you see how many people are believing this? Saying that 

they are Christians. So, they are out there, having church services, giving people a gospel, but is it really the real gospel? That’s what’s sad. Now since he mentioned him, we are going to hit him and it certainly deals with Oneness Pentecostalism. That is T.D. Jakes. He is out there big time. 



T.D. Jakes, Bishop Thomas Dexter Jakes, born in 1957, he is a 

popular black preacher, evangelist, and is the main pastor of the Potter’s House church in Dallas, Texas, founded in 1996. He has a congregation of 

over 30,000 people.  “Well, he’s got a lot of people, so it must be from God.”  Not necessarily. He comes from the United Pentecostal or Oneness Pentecostalism, so guess what he denies? He denies the Trinity, and yet 

he’s supposed to be a Christian. He has written over 30 books with many 

of them on the New York Times Best Sellers list. And he has been on 

numerous TV interviews. He has been featured on Times, Forbes, Essense 

Magazine, the Washington Post, USA Today, CNN, Fox News and more. 

We talked about this before with Benny Hinn, Kenneth Copeland and all 

the Word Faith False teachers that are coming out of the charismatic 

movement as well. Guess who has become the cult faces of Christianity? 

These guys. Now you have the Oneness Pentecostals, that even deny the 

Trinity. And that’s just the tip of the iceberg. There are more. These are the 
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ones on the New York Times Best Sellers list. And, you are supposed to be the face of Christianity? 



It’s sad, but I have a theory, and it goes like this. If you were the 

enemy and you wanted to propogate lies, who’s the father of all lies? 

Satan. (John 8) He’s a murderer, and a liar, the father of all lies. So, if you want to propogate lies to the church and even give the idea that this is 

what the church believes, to the world, what would you do? Would you 

promote Biblical teachers? No, what would you do? Everytime somebody 

heads down that route and they start propogating this stuff, with a guy who has a little bit of charisma behind him, you’re going to make sure they get on TV. You’re going to make sure they have millions of dollars to be able to pull this off. That’s just a theory that I have personally. 



He also has conferences and events. He has conferences called, 

“Woman, Thou Art Loosed” and “Manpower” and “Mega Feast.” He has a 

weekly television broadcast called the “Potter’s House” which is televised on Trinity Broadcasting Network, (TBN) and various other networks. He’s 

also ranked as one of the 50 most influencial Christians in America. But 

yet he can’t even get the core truth about God right? And he’s supposed to be representing us. Oh, and remember, every time we go down this route, 

we are calling out names, which the Bible does, like when Jesus called out the Pharisees in public. (Matthew 23) And Paul called out the false teachers, Hymenaeus and Alexander. Their names are recorded in the 

Bible. John called out Diotrephes. So, it’s okay to call people out by name, because that’s what you’re supposed to do. You’re supposed to warn 

people.  “Well there’s a guy out there, who denies the Trinity, and if you ever run across this guy, who denies the Trinity, and says he’s a Christian, don’t listen to him.” “Well, thanks, pastor, thanks for letting me know who that was, so I can be warned. Thanks for loving me and telling me 

 nothing!”  You call them out! And that’s what these guys are doing. 



Now again, he denies the Trinity, because he’s coming out of the 

Oneness Pentecostalism. Now, he is very vague, he dances around several 

issues. Because there are two other false teachings that we haven’t gotten into yet, with Oneness Pentecostalism, and that is, that you have to be 

baptized in order to be saved and you have to speak in tongues, i.e., 

gibberish, in order to be saved. When he is asked this, he dances around 

the issue. Literally, what he is saying is, we’re not really clear. He doesn’t 
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come out authoritatively saying that he absolutely denies that. So, he 

dances around the issue. One person said: 

 “It would be helpful if Jakes would clearify his position on baptism and speaking in tongues since he comes from Oneness Pentecostal roots, but he doesn’t want to give a straight answer.” 

   

Now, at the Potter’s House, they also promote female pastors, 

which is not Biblical. The Potter’s House ordains women pastors and 

explicitly supports women in the ministry as senior pastors, which is 

obviously against the Scripture, as well. Another one that he just refused to answer is on the issue of homosexuality. This came out in 2015. He 

actually made the statement that his views on homosexuality have evolved 

and are evolving. What is there to evolve on the issue? It’s pretty clear in the Bible. Here is a clip of his interview. 

Huff Post Live:  “A question coming in from Black 185, in our digital community asked: ‘Do you think the LGBT community and the black 

 church can coexist?’” 

  J.D. Jakes:  “Absolutely.” 

  Huff Post Live:  “Let me push that question because that’s sort of obvious. 

 Yes, the church ain’t turning nobody away, but how should the black 

 church and LGBT community unite.?” 

  J.D. Jakes:  “I think it’s gonna be diverse from church to church. Every church has a different opinion on the issue, and every gay person is 

 different. I think, to speak of the white church or the black church or any kind of church that you want to call it, that they are all the same is totally, totally not true, and all gay people are not the same. The types of 

 relationships that are forwarded are based on the types of people in each individual case. And LGBTQ subtypes and sorts have to find a household of worship that reflects what your views are, and what you believe, like anybody else. The church should have its rights to have it’s own 

 convictions and values. If you don’t like those convictions and values, and 
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 you totally disagree with it, don’t try to change my house, move into your own. Establish that sort of thing and find somebody who gets what you get about faith. Trust me, I’ve talked to enough LGBT and they are not all the same.” 

  Huff Post Live:  “Oh, for sure. Like all Christians are not the same. But how do we – you’re thinking evolved in this?” 

  J.D. Jakes:  “Evolved and evolving.” 



First of all, did you see how he danced around all that?  “You see 

 what you need to do is, instead of going into a church and trying to 

 change them …”  Which I agree, but what was his response? Was it like, you need to submit to the Word of God on that issue, because God makes 

up the rules. And then he says,   “You need to go find a place that supports what you believe.”  That puts man in the drivers seat of what’s true and what’s not true. What, do you think you’re God? So he led people down a 

false path but he didn’t answer it, and then on top of it, we evolved and are evolving. What’s there to evolve? Lets look at what the Old Tesatment has to say. What is there to evolve? This is about as black and white as you 

can get, in the Scripture. We all know that with Sodom and Gomorrah, that God poured out the fire and brimstone because of what they were doing. 

Leviticus 18:22-24: “Do not lie, with a man as one lies with a woman, that is detestable. Do not have sexual relations with an animal or defile yourself with it. A woman must not present herself to an animal to have 

sexual relations with it, that is a perversion. Do not defile yourselves in any of these ways, because this is how the nations, that I am going to drive out before you, became defiled.” 



So, what’s He implying there? If a man lies with a man, what’s that 

called today? Homosexuality. What does God call it? Detestable. To have 

sexual relations with an animal is perversion and it is called bestiality. 

Now I would assume, and hope, that even though people are trying to say 

this is a trend and it’s okay, as well as pedophilia, if you can believe that. 

But I would assume that most people would think bestiality is wrong, it’s 
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an abomination, that’s a perversion. Well, what was right before it? 

Homosexuality. It’s detestable and this is a perversion as well. Then Jakes said,  “Don’t worry, I’m evolved and evolving on it. Don’t change my 

 church.”   



You just go out there to find a church that believes what you 

believe in. Excuse me, you need to submit to God’s Word. Why did you 

dance around that? That’s so easy. In the next verse you can see there is nothing to evolve here. I bring both of these Scriptures up because again, it’s not just in the Old Testament, it’s in the New Testament as well. I think God’s pretty consistent about it. This is why God’s wrath is being revealed on mankind. Why is God’s wrath coming? Well, because of the sinful 

behavior and he mentions a bunch. 

Romans 1:26-27: “Because of this, God gave them over to shameful lusts. 

Even their women exchanged natural relations for unnatural ones. In the 

same way the men also abandoned natural relations with women and were 

inflamed with lust for one another. Men committed indecent acts with 

other men, and received in themselves the due penalty for their 

perversions. 



Now that’s an easy one. Have you ever been on a Q&A panel? 

Have you ever done an interview and you don’t even know what’s coming 

your way. They could ask you any question whatever. It’s just like,  “Were dinosaurs on UFOs next to Noah’s Ark?”  Some freaky question like that. 

But this is an easy one. Is homosexuality wrong?  “Now, see what you 

 really have to do, is you have to find a place, a church, where you can’t change me and I can’t change you. You get into the group, where you 

 really don’t agree completely with each other, so I’m evolved and 

 evolving.”  Does anybody have a problem with this? Call it out for what it is. It’s wrong! Next question. He danced all around it. But that’s what this guy is. He’s one of the biggest guys that is out there. 



Why is the Trinity important? Because it’s unbiblical to deny it, 

because it’s from the Bible. The Trinitarian view of God is the correct 

Biblical view of God, which he rejects. Second the modalistic view of God that we’re left with, has many errors regarding the incarnation of Jesus. So it messes up Jesus coming to the planet, amongst other things. When Jesus 
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is praying in the Garden of Gethsemane to the Father, some theologians 

argue that Jesus’ flesh is praying to His divine self. Remember, that’s the mode that God is supposed to be in right now, as God the Son. They are 

not eternally co-equal eternal. It’s just, here’s where you have God the 

Father operating, but at this time it’s just God the Son, Jesus. 



So, when He’s praying to the Father, they say that it’s Jesus’ divine 

self. That makes no sense and again, like MacArthur mentioned. What do 

you do with the baptism of Jesus. You have God the Father, from the sky, 

saying, “This is my Son whom I’m well pleased.” You have the Son being 

baptized, and the Holy Spirit lighting on him in the form of a Dove. How 

do you explain that one? If this is the case then Jesus’ divine self has not truly been incarnated, because apparently His divine self is still in Heaven, while His flesh is on earth. So, now you are messing up Jesus who’s fully God and fully man at the same time. So, you might think, well they got a 

different feeling with the Trinity. No it messes everything up which could include again, do you even have an understanding of the gospel? 



Incarnation is not a true incarnation if God is sometimes the Father 

and sometimes the Son and sometimes the Holy Spirit. When Jesus was 

incarnated on the earth, He was fully divine the entire time - fully God, fully man. He did not leave His divine self, human nature, to itself so that the divine self could go off and govern the universe. Also, according to the Scripture, Jesus was eternally the Son, (Hebrews 13, John 1). 

Hebrews 13:8: “Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today and forever.” 



How long? Forever! So, not just in a mode of time. 

John 1:1: “In the beginning was the Word and the Word was with God and the Word was God.” 



Okay, He was with God in the beginning. According to Oneness 

Theology, the being that is incarnated is not the eternal Son of God. They say, that’s really the Father. Well, now I’m really getting confused. 

Because on one hand you are saying that Jesus, when He was praying in 

Gethsemane, that’s just His flesh that was praying and His divine part is 
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somewhere out in the universe. But that’s really not Him, it’s really the Father. What? This is really some serious stuff. 



Now, fourth, the sacrifice of God the Son, Jesus, on the Cross, in 

order for it to have significance, He must attone for sinners before God the Father. If Jesus is dying to reconcile people to Himself, it is incompatible with the Biblical view, where it says that Jesus died as the substitute to satisfy the wrath of God, the Father. Right? He died to satisfy the wrath of God the Father. But if He is dying to satisfy just Himself, which is often the universe doing something, but somehow He was sort of the Father, but 

then where did Jesus’ divine part go? Do you see what I am saying? 

What’s going on here? And what are you actually teaching and preaching? 

Again, we see that He died to satisfy the wrath of God the Father, Jesus 

the Son did. (Romans 5, Ephesians 2, I Thess 1) The Trinity, if one denies it, he or she is in serious Biblical error, and should not be teaching on major television networks. It is problematic, when people like Jakes, 

deny this orthodox teaching of Scripture, even after numerous warnings. 



And T.D. Jakes is on the New York bestsellers list, he’s getting air 

time in the news media across the country, around the world, and he’s 

supposed to be a Christian. And you wonder why it is so hard to witness to people today. And they come up to you and say,  “You’re one of those!”  

It’s not helping things. 



SOURCE OF AUTHORITY 





Now why do people get it wrong? Why do cults arise? As we have 

seen, there’s five areas that they always get wrong. How do you know you 

are involved in a cult? How do you know you’re going to launch a cult, 

you’re going to be part of a cult, or you’re in a cult? The first thing is your source of authority. The Oneness Pentecostalism believes that the Bible is the inspired Word of God and the ultimate source of authority. If they 

actually believed that, they wouldn’t be discounting the Trinity and they wouldn’t be adding works to the Cross of Christ. They wouldn’t say that 

you have to be baptized to be saved. They wouldn’t say that you have to 

speak in gibberish in order to be saved. They wouldn’t be ordaining 

female pastors. However, they say, their specific interpretations are 

considered correct over other interpretations. That’s a cop-out. They don’t 
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want to submit to the Word of God because when Jesus said, “I am the 

way, the truth, and the life, nobody comes to the Father but by me.” (John 14:6) You know what that means? He is the way, the truth, the life, no one comes to the Father but by Him. The Bible is written like that.  “Well, that’s your interpretation.”  What do you mean it’s my interpretation? 

Even a 6-year-old can get that one. When they say,  “That’s your 

 interpretation,”  what they are saying is  “I don’t want it to mean that.” 

 “My interpretation is better and I’ve got the authority because I can do this thing, that you can’t do, because I’m a prophet and God gave me a dream. That dream was real because I cried, like a baby.You weren’t there. 

 I had goosebumps on top of my goosebumps. And my cat hugged me when 

 I was done.”  So what! God does not speak in forked tongue. He either says it, or He doesn’t. It’s really clear, (Leviticus 18, Romans 1). There’s no secret hidden Hebrew or Southern Greek that you need to discover. It’s plain. God’s word is plain. He wants us to know the truth. 



So, this whole thing is what they are doing. They’ve got the better 

interpretation. Basically, they want it to say something so they’re going to run with it. Now when you get the wrong source of authority what spills 

downhill? The rest of the four. How do you know you’re involved in a 

cult? You get off the Bible. You may say it’s your authority, but it’s not the Bible, it’s something else, like an experience. And that’s the danger. The next thing you are going to get wrong is God, which includes the Trinity. 



Oneness Pentecostal theology affirms that there exists only one 

God. If affirms the deity of Jesus and the Holy Spirit. However, Oneness 

theology denies the Trinity and teaches that God is a single person who 

was manifested as the Father in creation and as the Father of the Son, as the Son for our redemption, and as the Holy Spirit in our regeneration. 

Another way of looking at it is, that God revealed himself in three separate appearances at a point in time: as Father in the O.T, as the Son in Jesus during Christ’s ministry on earth, and now as the Holy Spirit, after Christ’s ascension. But think about that one. Where did he go? Who’s He sitting 

next to, if now it’s only God the Holy Spirit, in this mode? 



Now what is the Biblical Response? There is one God (Deut 6:4). 

He is Creator and Lord of everything that exists (Gen. 1-3). He is infinite (I Kings 8:27; Acts 17:28), transcendent (yet personal), eternal (Gen. 

21:33;  Psa  90:2), unchangable (James 1:17), omnipresent (Psa 139:7-
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12), soverign (Eph 1), omniscient (Matt. 11:21), and omnipotent (Rev. 

19:6). He eternally exists as the Triune God: three persons – each equal, having the same attributes, and equally worthy of adoration, worship, and faith. And one thing, where the Scripture is very clear, every one is eternal.   

 “I just don’t undertand this Trinity. You are preaching three gods.”  No, I’m not! Not even close! We’ve covered this before in our disciplship 

studies, Discipleship One and Two. We had a whole study on the Trinity. 

You’ve got water, which is a liquid, if you leave it alone. If you freeze it becomes a solid, but if you heat it up, it becomes a vapor. Which one of 

those is not water?  “At one point in time it was just water, and then the water just kind of went away.”  No, it’s all three at the same time, it’s all water, so again that’s a loose analogy. God is one and He reveals Himself as the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit. It’s all eternal. You can’t section it up and chop it up. 



God exists eternally as three; the Father, the Son, and the Holy 

Spirit. The first indication of the plurity of Persons within the Godhead comes in Genesis 1 where God speaks of Himself in a plural sense. “Let 

 ‘Us’ make man in our image, our likeness. Another anology is, 1+1+1=3. 

That’s not what’s going on here, because you’re dealing with co-equal 

eternal percentages of the Trinity or Godhead. So, it’s really of the same essence, but it’s 1x1x1=1. We know that 3 mathematically can still be 1. 

(Gen 1:26-227; Gen 3:22; 11:7; Isa 6:8). 



The threeness of God is developed in the New Testament as the 

Father, Son, and Holy Spirit are all recognized as God. This observation of the deity of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit is foundation of 

Trinitarianism. Importantly, the threeness of God does not contradict the oness of God because the threeness is in respect to persons and oneness is in respect to essence. The term person is somewhat inadequate because it 

connotes some things that are true of God, and some things that are not. 

By using the term persons, Christians do not mean that God has a physical body, or that there are three distinct beings. Now, that is important to 

know, because we may use that term, but be careful. We’re not talking 

about God the Father is an actual person. Now why would that be 

important? If you recall our study back in Mormonism, what do they 

teach? That God is a person. Why? Because they believe that they can 

become gods. So, as God was, we can be. That’s the false teaching that 
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they have. That’s why they are knocking on doors, doing their little two 

year tour and going through their priesthood rites with what Joseph Smith ripped off from Freemasonry. That’s supposed to be a secret, but he was a liar, conartist, involved in witchcraft, as we dealt with before. They are trying to become their own gods. 



Be careful when you use the word “person” because God is not a 

person. Even Jehovah’s Witnesses say,  “Well see, it says right there that God was a person, because when Moses was getting the commandments, it was said that it was written by the finger of God.”  It’s a communication term that God is called anthropomorphisms, where God uses man’s terms 

to try to describe himself. He’s not a man, like us, God the Father. But He uses terms so that we can understand who He is. Think about this. Did you think there was one big gigantic finger that came down from the sky? No, 

he's basically saying that God’s the one responsible for writing the tablet. 

That’s all he’s saying. 



Here’s another one, that they get wrong. Another 

anthropomorphism that God uses to describe himself. But it doesn’t mean 

that He literally is - Psalm 91, beautiful song. It talks about God’s protection. It says that He will gather us under his wings. We all know that God is just one big cosmic chicken in the sky. Hopefully we wouldn’t 

think that! But what is He saying? He’s just using the antropomorphism to describe His sheltering care, in our terms, so we can understand Him, his character, and His attributes. Just be careful when you use that term, you just don’t want to go down that route because Momons will say,  “Yeah, you’re right, He's a person.”  



We have only known one person as equaling one being. The 

concept of three persons in one being is unfamiliar to us. It doesn’t seem to make sense, but there’s certain analogies you can use that do make 

sense, but the reason we do it is because this is what the Bible teaches. 

This is how God reveals himself. And by the way, I’m not overly alarmed 

that there’s certain things in Scripture that we have a challenge getting sometimes. We have to put our thinking caps on. But you know why? 

Because here’s a logical statement. If I could figure out everything, 

completely, God who by definition is infinite, and I could figure out 

everything perfectly by God, then that would make God no bigger than my 

finite brain. So, I’m not surprised that there’s certain things that kind of 
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blow some brain cells. You can expect that when the finite is trying to 

understand the infinite. But God stoops down to our level, He uses our 

terminology to help us get it. 



Now this is from the early 

church. If only people would stick to 

this. It’s a proper understanding of the 

Trinity. Basically, you see that there is 

only one God. Nobody’s preaching 

three Gods. There is one God, He is the 

Father, He is the Spirit, and He is the 

Son. Now the Son is not the Father, the 

Father is not the Spirit, and the Spirit is 

not the Son. But which one is not God? 

And do they only appear at certain times? No, they exist co-equally, 

eternally. But again, this is what Oneness Pentecostals deny. 



In the Old Testament, God the Father is distinguished within the 

Godhead in several ways. 

•  God is set apart from the Lord (Gen 19:24; Hos 1:7) 

•  The Lord is set apart from the Redeemer (Isa 59:20) 

•  The Lord is set apart from the Spirit (Isa 48:16; 59:21; 63:9-10) 

•  The Lord is set apart from the Angel of the Lord (Gen 16:7-13;  

Mal 3:1) 



In the New Testament, God the Father is distringuised from the 

Son in that they relate with each other (Matt 17:5; 27:46). In addition, the Son and the Spirit are distinct from each other (John 16:13-14). Again, go back to the diagram; We have one God, who is the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. The Father’s not the Spirit, the Spirit is not the Son, the Son is not the Father. Which one does not exist eternally? They all are. Here is a video clip of “What is the Trinity?” 



WHAT IS THE TRINITY? 

Narrator:  “Many skeptics seem to misunderstand this important doctrine of Christianity, as a pagan idea or a modalist idea. But a brief explanation of the Trinity will explain that neither of these are correct. The core doctrine of the Trinity can be said in three sentences. 
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•   There is one God. 

•   God is three persons. 

•   Each person is fully God. 

  This differs from a modalist understanding, which would say there is only one God who reveals Himself in three different forms or persons whereas the Trinity says there are three coexisting eternal persons who exist as one God. The Trinity also differs from a pagan grouping of gods, who say 

 there are three different gods who are simply one in purpose, but are fully separate. Whereas, the persons of the Trinity are not different gods but one God. Most of those who misunderstand the Trinity tend to classify the Trinity as either one of these, but they are both incorrect. The Trinity is not one God revealing himself as different forms and the Trinity is not three different gods. The Trinity is one God who is three persons, and each person is fully God. 

  The first person of the Trinity is the Father. He is the source of the Godhead and all things (Eph 4:6; I Cor 8:6; John 6:46). He is 

 transcendent, uncaused beyond mere existence. He simply is. 

  The Second person of the Trinity is the Son, who is the Word of the Father (John 1:1). He is the eternally begotten of the Father (John 3:16; John 

 16:28; John 17:5). Uncreated (John 8:58) Begotten and Not Made (Rev. 

 22:13).  His source is in the Father, and humans can only approach the Father through the Son (John 5:19; John 14:6). 

  The Third person of the Trinity is the Holy Spirit, who is neither begotten nor created (Hebrews 9:14). He eternally proceeds from the Father (John 

 15:26). He is the active agent of God in the world. (John 14:16-17; Acts 

 15:28) and in the church. His source is the Father as well, and He has always existed. 

  It is important to mention that the members interact with one another in the world. The Father sent the Holy Spirit like a dove onto the Son at His baptism. The Son sent the Holy Spirit at Pentecost. The Father created the world through the Son and the Holy Spirit, so there is present interaction 
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 within the Trinity. Now while the Father is the ultimate source, the Son and the Holy Spirit are no less in power or divinity. They are all eternal and fully divine. They all coexist as one God, yet as separate persons of one undivided essence. They are eternally loving, in love, one another in perfect harmony. So, there is no disagreement or division within the 

 Trinity because they share only one nature. A good but not perfect analogy has been likened unto the sun. There is the star, the heat, and the rays. As long as the star has existed it has been generating rays and heat has preceeded from it. Likewise as long as the Father has existed, He has been pouring out his being, into the Sun, and the Spirit has been proceeding from Him. 

  So, it is important to understand what the Trinity is. 

   •   There is one God. 

•   God is Three persons. 

•   Each Person is Fully God.” 



You won’t get that on the back of a granola bar. It makes your 

brain think. What a concept. But believe it or not that is a big deal. But again, this is what happens when you get into a cult. This is what is the danger of the charismatic movement, including Oneness Pentecostalism. 

You make the classic five mistakes. How do you know you’re involved in 

a cult? You get the source of authority wrong. When you say that your 

truth came outside the Bible,  “God told me to tell you,”  or  “My interpretation is better than yours,”  what’s going to happen? They’re going to get God wrong, and they also get Jesus wrong. Then it spills 

down hill and they get man wrong, and the need of a Savior. And then of 

course, what’s the big issue? They get salvation wrong. Don’t ever get 

how to get to Heaven wrong! And don’t add to the Cross of Christ, 

because if you add to the Cross of Christ you ain’t going to Heaven. And 

unfortunately, that is what these people do. And they need to be called out because our silence allows these people to propagate not just false 

teachings, but a false gospel. So, when we keep our mouths shut, this is 

what we are really saying to people.  “Hey, I’m more interested in being your friend than you going to Heaven. In fact, you know what I’m going to 
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 do? I’m going to love you this way. Let me shake your hand, as you go straight into hell.”  I don’t want a friend like that. Do you? Aren’t you glad somebody told you the truth? When you thought that you had your 

interpretation, right? We need to do the same.

Oneness Pentecostalism T.D. Jakes Part 2 

 

Now we know, after all we have covered in the previous chapters, 

that this is “nothing new under the sun.” The big milestone event was the Azusa Street Revival. Now I’ll give you that. But from there it began to 

spread, not only across America, and frankly around the world, officially if you will. But then after it began to spread, it split. We haven’t even got into how many times this thing has split. Now are we surprised that it split, after you get off the Bible? How do you be like-minded as Christians? The Scripture tells us to be like-minded. How do you get to be like-minded, 

when there are so many backgrounds and pedigrees? We are like-minded 

because we all agree on the Bible. We are all getting our source of truth from the Bible. And, guess what? You  can be like-minded. Because God doesn’t speak with a forked tongue. He means what He says and He says 

what He means. He wants us to know His truth. But when you get off this, 

no wonder there’s so many different factions and splits. And because the 

charismatic movement does not base their belief on the Bible, as we have 

been seeing, they split. 



Now the first split is the Oneness Pentacostalism. Now as a little 

bit of a recap, what is Oneness Pentacostalism? The most famous preacher 
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is T.D. Jakes. If he truly believes what Oneness Pentacostalism believes, that they add to the cross of Christ, they mess up the Trinity, and that you have to be baptized and speak in tongues in order to be saved, is that the gospel? That’s his background. Remember how wishy-washy he was on 

homosexuality? But if that’s what he really believes, this guy is on the 

New York Times Best Sellers list, and millions of people follow him, and 

they are being led straight to hell. That is some serious stuff. My theory is, why do these people keep getting air time? Why does the world love 

them? They get on the best sellers list, they get on Fox News, and CNN. 

Why is he on Oprah Winfrey? Well, my theory is, if you are the enemy, 

and you want to deceive people, especially people in the church, then who are you going to promote? And make sure they have the money and the 

doors open for them. False teachers, right?  “Well, they must have God’s blessings. They have 30,000 people going to their church service.”  It’s not necessarily from God. That’s just something to think about. So, he’s 

probably the biggest one. 



Now, why do they get it wrong? Because, again, they follow the 

five signs of a cult. How do you know if you are involved in a cult? How 

do you know you are going in that direction or already in one? There are 

five things that cults always do, and you see this in the charismatic 

movement. The first one is their source of authority. They will sit there and say, “We believe the Bible is the Word of God.” Well, that’s great. The problem is you don’t practice it. You don’t go to the Bible as your “sola scriptura.” Meaning the Bible alone. If I want truth, where do I go? To the Bible. Is that what they do? No. They say the Bible, but they really say, 

 “God told me to tell you, I had a vision, I had a dream, I know what it really says. I am a prophet of God, and He gave me a special new word for today.”

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Excuse me! That’s the problem, and that’s why you end up with 

these things. So, their source of authority is wrong. When you get off the Bible, what’s going to happen? Everything else falls downhill. The next 

sign of a cult is they get God wrong. And, 

boy, do they have the concept of God totally 

messed up – the Trinity. They believe in 

Modalism, which is not the Biblical 

teaching of the Trinity. Modalism is 

basically where they deny, amongst other 

things, the eternality of the Godhead. That 

there is one God and only one God. In fact, 

let's revisit that picture from the early 

church. God is one, we can all agree. The 

Trinity is not saying that there are three gods. We are not saying that 

1+1+1=3. No, it's 1x1x1=1. So, we’ve got God, who is the Father, God is 

the Spirit, God is the Son. The Father is not the Spirit, the Spirit is not the Son, and the Son is not the Father. Now, that is the eternal nature. 

Modalism would say,  “Nope, God the Father is in this mode at this time, and then God the Son is in this mode at this time, and God the Spirit is in this mode at another time.”  No, He’s eternally the Father, eternally the Son, and eternally the Holy Spirit. If you are thinking it’s not a big deal, it is a big deal. Because if you are getting God wrong, you’re getting Jesus wrong, and you’ve got the wrong gospel. And it comes out, as we have 

been seeing. 



THE RELATIONSHIP OF PERSONS 







Jesus Christ is uniquely described as God’s “only begotten Son” 

(John 3:16). He is also described as “the only begotten God” in John 1:18. The Holy Spirit is uniquely described as “proceeding from the Father” in John 15:26. The Father sent the Son (John 5:36-37; 6:44; I John 4:14) and the Holy Spirit (John 14:26. I Peter 1:12) in Christ’s name. Due to the eternality of Jesus Christ, “begotten” must be understood in the sense of generation, not creation. It’s not like when He came into the world; that was when He started. No, He’s eternal in nature. Fully man and fully God at the same time. This is another thing we saw in our Jehovah’s 
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Witness study, which shows how they got it wrong. They say,  “He was the first born of creation. That means He was just a created being.”  No, that’s not what we are talking about. 



From this, we can deduce that the Father begat the Son, and the 

Holy Spirit proceeded from the Father. The difference between “begat” 

and “proceed” is a fine point. The more common word “sent” is perhaps 

the safest place to focus the relationship within the members of the Trinity. 

When you and I look at the word begat, that is the beginning point in time. 

That’s not at all what the Scripture is teaching. 



There is clearly an initiating role that God the Father has in the 

Trinity. The Father sent the Son with authority (Matt 28:20; John 5:26-27, 30) and also sent the Holy Spirit (John 14:26). The Son clearly has the initiating role with the Holy Spirit (John 16:7). John 15:26 and 16:7 says that the Son will send the Holy Spirit. 



The relationship within the Trinity never describes the Father in a 

subordinate role and never describes the Holy Spirit in an initiating role. 

While there is a functional order within the Trinity, this does not lead us to conclude there is a subordinate nature. The Father, Son, and Holy Spirit 

are equal in nature as God. The nature of God’s immutability (meaning 

God doesn’t change) leads us to believe, with historical Christianity, that the ordering of the relationship within the Trinity is eternal. 



As is a functional order within the roles of the Trinity, there is an 

order of emphasis that the Father, Son and Holy Spirit serving in relation to creation. For example, in salvation, we find the Father in the role of electing (I Pet 1:2) the Son in the role of redeeming (I Pet 1:18), and the Holy Spirit in the role of regenerating (Titus 3:5). So, that means there are different roles in the Trinity, but it doesn’t mean that one is lessor, or subordinate than the other. And it certainly doesn’t mean that one popped on the scene later than the other one. All God, all eternal, all just as much God, just as powerful, that’s the Trinity. 



TRINITY CONCLUSION 





Because God is uniquely three persons in one Being, there are not 

analogies that can completely communicate the Trinity. Because the 

concept of three persons dwelling in one Divine Being is unfamiliar to 
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mankind, it is difficult to communicate this doctrine. The difficulty of 

man’s understanding does not negate the importance of the Trinity. God is complex and what more important undertaking exists, than to focus our 

attention on God’s Being? The practical importance of the doctrine of the Trinity is that it requires us to pay equal attention and give equal honor, to all three persons. The Scripture is very clear, God is fully sovereign, and man is fully responsible for his decisions. How do you explain that one? I don’t know, but that is what the Bible teaches. The challenge is when you start getting slanted on one, versus the other. You have to keep them going at the same time. Same thing with the deity of Jesus Christ. If you focus on the deity you will have a tendency to deny his humanity. If you just 

focus on his humanity, then you have a tendency to deny his deity. You 

have got to keep them going at the same time. And it’s the same thing with the Trinity. You’ve got three tracts on that one. You can’t just focus on the Father; it’s all three at the same time. 



So, that’s the second thing they get wrong, and why do they get it 

wrong? Because the source of authority is wrong. So, they get God wrong, 

and then it just spills downhill. The third thing they get wrong is, they have Jesus wrong. And boy, do they ever get that one wrong. 



THE PERSON AND WORK OF JESUS CHRIST 



Oneness Pentecostals agree with historical Biblical Christianity 

that Jesus was born of a virgin. Stop right there. Why is the virgin birth something that we desperately need to hold onto? And why is the Bible 

empathic about it? What would Jesus have been born with if he had been 

born a natural birth? A sinful nature. If Jesus was born with a sinful nature, could he ever have been the sinless sacrifice? No, so He has to be born of a virgin, of the Holy Spirit so that He doesn’t come out with a sinful 

nature. They say,  “That’s just doctrine.”  And again, unfortunately, the charismatic community downplays doctrine.  “We don’t need doctrine. 

 That’s for fuddy-duddies. I’m moving in the Spirit of God.”  No, you need doctrine. Because if you get the wrong God and the wrong Jesus, then you 

don’t even understand the importance. If you want to downplay something 

that is as profound as the virgin birth, it’s going to mess things up. So, you have got to stick to the Scripture. It’s important that He has two natures. 
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However, they deny the doctrine of the Trinity and believe that Jesus is 

God the Father, Jesus is the Holy Spirit, and the name of God is “Jesus.” 



How many names of God did we see in the Old Testament? There’s 

a ton of them. So, you’re saying that it’s only Jesus? Just as a recap, what are some of the names of God in the Old Testament?

These are just a few of the names for Jesus. So, how in the world 

can you sit there and say, “It’s Jesus Only!” I have a theory, and it goes like this. It’s when you get out of the Bible. And then you become so self-inflated, and you are a prophet of God; only you have the knowledge. And 

then you splinter off from this group that basically gets their teachings, unfortunately, from their experience, and somebody told you to tell me, 

blah, blah, blah. They also deny the preexistence of the Word as the Son 

and teach that He existed as the Father. What are you talking about? We 

already went over Jesus being the same yesterday, today, and forever. 

John 1: “The Word was God, the Word was with God …” 



But let’s continue on. As with the study of the Trinity, multitudes 

of passages speak of the Father, Son, and Spirit as separate persons. One particularly convincing passage recounts Jesus’ baptism. 

Matt. 3:15-17: “After being baptized, Jesus came up immediately from the water, and behold, the heavens were opened, and he saw the Spirit of 

God descending as a dove and lighting on Him, and behold, a voice out of 

the heavens said, ‘This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.’” 
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Now, how did that take place? If Jesus is the Father, and Jesus is 

the Son, and Jesus is the Holy Spirit? Because there is only Jesus. Because of your Mobalism. How does that happen? Did Jesus do the old thing, 

“Hey squirrel, look over here,” He hurried and went back to Heaven and 

said, “This is my son, in whom I’m well pleased. Then everybody was 

looking up at Heaven, and He said, “Squirrel,” and He came down in the 

form of a Dove, and on himself. Now, that’s a pretty cool trick, by the 

way. Of course, I’m just being facetious to make a point. But how can you just sit there and say that Jesus is the Father and the Holy Spirit? Because you are off the Bible. Jesus had a pre-incarnate existence. Pre-incarnate means existence prior to the incarnation, i.e., His existence as the Second Person of the Godhead before His incarnation at the virgin birth. 

•  Positively stated: In His essential being, Jesus Christ never began 

to be; He existed from eternity as the Second person of the Triune 

Godhead. 

•  Negatively stated: In His essential being, Jesus Christ did not begin 

to exist when He was conceived in the womb of His mother, Mary. 

That’s the big announcement Paul makes in Phil. 2, where he says 

that Jesus took being God in nature, God is eternal, so Jesus is 

eternal, and He took on the form of a servant. He came to this 

world to die for you and me. So, that’s another important truth of 

the duality of Jesus: He is fully God and fully man at the same time 

because He had to be God because only God is sinless. But He had 

to be a man because only man can die for us. 

•  Practically stated: The Second Person of the Triune Godhead made 

a conscious and gracious decision to lay aside the glories and 

reputation of deity to take upon Himself the nature of man and the 

form of a servant (Phil 2:5-11). But guess what? He was still in 

existence before that. 



Christ’s preexistence is shown in passages in the New Testament 

(John 1:1; 1:14; 3:13;3:31; 6:33; 6:35; 6:41; 6:62; 8:23; 8:58; 17:5; 

Heb.  1:8; Col 1:17) as well as the Old Testament (Mic 5:2; Isa 9:6). 

Jesus was active prior to His incarnation primarily as Creator and the 
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Angel of the Lord. Most theologians would say that the Angel of the Lord 

means a pre-incarnate appearance of Christ prior to the virgin birth. 



Now they’ve got the authority wrong, God wrong, and Jesus 

wrong. Now look what they have wrong next.  “Oh, you’re just trying to bring division.”  If you want to stay like-minded, stick with the Bible. I’m just giving you the five signs of a cult, and again, as we saw this before, this is a secular definition of how somebody is getting involved in a cult. 

Well, they get man wrong as well. 



THE NATURE OF MAN 





Oneness Pentecostals are Arminian. They believe you can lose 

your salvation, leaning more towards man and the lack of security in 

salvation. In soteriology—the study of salvation—they believe that man 

inherited weakness from Adam and, although far removed from perfect 

righteousness, is still free to do spiritual good. I don’t think so. 



Have you ever had one of those days when everything is going 

great, it couldn’t be better. You are feeling pretty good about yourself. To use the secular terms, you are on cloud 9. Your self esteem, your self 

respect, your self love had gone through the roof. You are just bubbling 

over. It’s all about you, you, you! You’re just having a great day. Well, read Romans 3. It will set you straight. You need to esteem others more than yourself.  If you want to be Jesus’ disciple, deny yourself. Pick up your cross and follow Him. You want to love somebody, it ain’t you. You 

love God first and then your neighbor. All that is false teachings from 

secular man, who are atheists, God hating people. 

Romans 3:10-18: “There is no one righteous, not even one.” (I love this, how many? Not even one.) “There is no one who understands, no one who 

seeks God.” (Even the guy who supposedly seeks God, God is saying, “I 

see the heart. He’s not doing it for pure motives. Pure, righteous, 

completely righteous, not one ounce tainted with sin motive. He knows the hearts, the thoughts, the intents and our motives. Don’t give me the 

baloney that there is somebody righteous out there. No one means no one). 

All have turned away, they have together become worthless; there is no 

one who does good, not even one. Their throats are open graves, their 
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tongues practice deceit. The poison of vipers is on their lips. Their mouths are full of cursing and bitterness. Their feet are swift to shed blood. Ruin and misery mark their ways, and the way of peace they do not know. 

There is no fear of God before their eyes.” 



Again, you say, that sounds pretty hopeless. I mean we’re doomed 

straight to hell. You’re right and that’s when you keep reading and you get to Chapter 6 and it says, “But the gift of God is eternal life, through Christ Jesus our Lord.” Then it gets to Romans 8 where it says, “There is no condemnation, no not one.” In the Greek it literally means not even a 

teeny tiny bit. There’s not even a spot of condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus. Wonderful news! But He lays the case, you can’t do any 

amount of spiritual good. You cannot earn favor with God, it’s impossible, no one is righteous. He sees your heart. You might fool people but you 

can’t fool God. 



But this is another thing that they get wrong. That is the basic 

nature of man. Sin can be defined as anything contrary to the Character of God (Rom 3:23) either by commission or omission transgressing God’s word (Rom 5:15), lawlessness or rebellion (I John 3:4), and missing the mark of perfect righteousness (Matt 5:48). That’s the game that people play.  “Well, I’m not as bad as Hitler. I didn’t rob a bank, like that one guy did.”  No, the choice is not finding somebody that is worse than you, we can all play that game. The standard is God, who is Holy, who is Holy, 

who is Holy. What does Holy mean? Totally without sin. You can’t get 

there. You can’t get to Heaven unless you’re Holy. Guess what? We’ve all 

blown it and fallen short of the glory of God. But, the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ. And that’s the important thing. You have to 

understand the depravity of man. You can’t get there on your own. Every 

person has a sin nature. It is the sinful state in which people are born. We inherit the sin nature from Adam (Rom 5:12). The sin nature is the corruption of our whole nature and is that which inclines us to sin. Why do we give in to temptation in the first place? If we’re are so wonderful, full of spiritual good, why do we give in to temptation? Because there is a part of us, the old us, before being born-again, that wants to rebel against God. 

That’s why there is no one righteous. That’s the only reason why it works. 

That’s the reason that satan can get at us. And we fall for it because there 
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still is a part that we have to deal with, the old rebellious sin nature. The result of the sin nature is “total depravity” – where the corruption of sin extends to every aspect of our being (Rom. 1:18-3:20) including intellect (II Cor 4:4), conscience (I Tim 4:2), will (Rom. 1:28), and heart (Eph.4:18).  “Well they were such a nice person.”  Nice don’t get you to Heaven! And, you may just see them at certain times during the week, but 

God sees everything - their whole life. Nobody’s going to stand before 

God and say,  “I just didn’t know …”  No, but God made a way. 



But they didn’t just get man wrong. Now the fifth one is the means 

of Salvation. They do this one big time. 



MEANS OF SALVATION 







Oneness Pentecostals agree with historical, Biblical Christianity 

that through the death, burial, and resurrection of Jesus Christ, sins can be forgiven, and humanity reconciled with God. However, Oneness 

Pentecostals add to the saving work of Christ - works needed for 

Salvation. They do that in two ways. What they add, is you have to be 

baptized in order to be saved. That term baptism is symbolic to a work that is required for salvation, and that’s not Biblical. Oneness theology also maintains that baptism is a necessary part of salvation; that is, in order to be saved, one must be baptized, by immersion. Not only must baptism be 

by immersion, it must also be adminstered with the formula “In Jesus’ 

name” rather than the formula “In the name of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.” (Matthew 28) So, now you’re taking phraseology and 

making it a requirement for salvation. It’s not just baptism that they add to make it into a work, but what are they also adding? Now it’s got to be a 

certain formula, in order for you to be saved. Finally, this baptism must be adminstered by a duly ordained minister of a church that maintains 

Oneness Theology. 



So, now you have gone off from the Cross of Christ and said that 

you have to be baptized, then it’s only in Jesus name, so you added that, and then it can only be a person that is ordained in Oneness 

Pentecostalism. This began in 1914. So, you’re telling me that all the 

people throughout history, that got saved, weren’t really saved? I mean, 

how could they? Because there was no Oneness Pentecostal clergy. Stop 
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and think about what you’re saying. That’s three things you are adding to the Cross; baptism, a named formula, and it has to be a Oneness 

Pentecostal person. Wow! So, can I ask you something? Just on that alone, are these people saved? You can’t, because you’re relying solely on the 

Cross of Christ. And these guys are out there with tens of millions of 

people around the world, tuning in and led astray. And it isn’t just led 

astray. You buy into this, that you have to be baptized in order to be saved, are they really responding to the gospel? No. Now you’ve got people 

going to your so-called church services, but guess what? Your last breath here will be your first breath in eternal torment, in hell. Now, that’s some serious stuff.   “You guys are mean, you’re divisive. Why can’t you talk about something else? Why do you always have to call out names and pick on …?”  I’m not picking on anybody. We are supposed to call out names. 

Names have been called out for 2,000 years in the Bible. We already 

covered that. Okay I’ll give you this, and this is the issue. You want to wear robes, and we don’t want to wear robes. You want to sit in chairs, 

while we sit in pews. I’ll give you all that, but this is eternity here, if you get the wrong gospel, and the wrong Jesus. We are the most hateful people if we keep our mouths shut and we don’t warn people. That’s why we deal 

with it. 



But they will say,  “But you just don’t understand, because the 

 Bible teaches that you have to be baptized in order to be saved.”  And once again, shocker, here’s what they do. They finally go back to the Scripture, but they twist it, and take it out of context. Now, I want to give you just a few of those examples that they believe that the Bible is saying you have to be baptized in order to be saved. 

John 3:1-7: “Now there was a man of the Pharisees named Nicodemus, a member of the Jewish ruling council. He came to Jesus at night and said, 

‘Rabbi, we know you are a teacher who has come from God. For no one 

could perform the miraculous signs you are doing if God were not with 

him.’ In reply Jesus declared, ‘I tell you the truth, no one can see the 

kingdom of God unless he is born again.’ ‘How can a man be born when 

he is old?’ Nicodemus asked. ‘Surely he cannot enter a second time into 

his mother’s womb to be born!’ Jesus answered, ‘I tell you the truth, no 

one can enter the kingdom of God unless he is born of water and the 
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Spirit. Flesh gives birth to flesh, but the Spirit gives birth spirit. You should not be surprised at my saying. You must be born again.’” 



First of all, no where in the passage does the word baptism even 

occur. Hey, that’s your first clue. Does it say baptism? Does it say baptism at all?  “But it says born of water.”  You are making an assumption. If Jesus wanted to say that you need to be baptized in order to be saved, don’t you think He could have just said that? He could have said truly I say unto 

you, “Unless one is baptized and born of the spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.” Right? But He didn’t. Because that’s not what he’s 

talking about. Plus if Jesus had said baptism, then he would have 

contradicted a bunch of other scriptures, that says it is not by being 

baptized that you are saved, it by belief. Jesus didn’t mean that, because Jesus will never contradict himself, because Jesus is God and God never 

gets it wrong. And He never lies like man and He never contradicts 

himself. 

John 3:16: “For God so loved the world that He gave His one and only Son, that whoever  believes in Him shall not perish but have eternal life.” 

John 3:36: “Whoever  believes in the Son has eternal life, but whoever rejects the Son will not see life, for God’s wrath remains on him.” 

Ephesians 2:8: “For it is by grace you have been saved, though faith – 

and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God – not by works.” 

Titus 3:5: “He saved us, not because of righteous things we had done, but because of his mercy. He saved us through the washing of rebirth and 

renewal by the Holy Spirit.” 



So, when does that happen? When does a person get washed by the 

Holy Spirit? When does God’s mercy come upon you? When do you get 

saved? What is it that saves you? 

Ephesians 1:11-14: “In him we were also chosen, haven been predestined according to the plan of him who works out everything in conformity with 
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the purpose of his will, in order that we, who were the first to hope in 

Christ, might be for the praise of his glory. And you also were included in Christ when you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation. 

Having believed, you were marked in him with a seal, the promised Holy 

Spirit, who is a deposit guaranteeing our inheritance with the redemption of those who are God’s possession – to the praise of his glory.” 



So, at the moment having believed, what happens? Bang! You’re 

saved. The Holy Spirit comes and indwells in you. That’s God’s deposit, 

He guarantees you going to Heaven. You didn’t make it to the baptism yet. 

That is what the Bible teaches. They want to take this passage from 

Nicodemus and say,  “That water is about baptism.”  No! But what does it mean born of the water? Well, let me give you a couple opinions. The first one is Jesus referring to a natural birth, and that the amniotic fluid with the baby in the womb is what He’s referring to. Another interpretation says 

that it is describing different aspects of the one spiritual birth that is needed to be saved. When Jesus told Nicodemus that he must be born of 

water and spirit He was not referring to literal water, i.e., baptism, or literal water of the amniotic fluid in the womb. But He is referring to a spiritual cleansing or renewal. Throughout the Old and New Testament 

water is often used figuratively of a spiritual cleansing and regeneration that is brought forth by the Spirit. Water is the symbol of cleansing and spirit is the symbol of power. Water and spirit stand for the cleansing and strengthening power of Christ, which wipes out the past and gives victory for the future. Therefore they would say that this verse is not a literal water but living water that Jesus promised the woman at the well. It’s the 

spiritual cleansing, with the water and the power. But speaking of the one event that happened at salvation be of the spirit. But either way, is that verse talking about baptism? 

Mark 16:15-18: “He said to them, ‘Go into all the world and preach the good news to all creation. Whoever believes and is baptized will be saved, but whoever does not believe will be condemned. And these signs will 

accompany those who believe. In my name they will drive out demons, 

they will speak in new tongues, they will pick up snakes with their hands, 
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and when they drink deadly poison, it will not hurt them at all, they will place their hands on sick people, and they will get well.’” 



There are a lot of people who believe that this passage shouldn’t 

even be in the Bible at all. There are a lot of textual evidence that would say that this was snuck in here by a scribe. Even with that, it is a disputed text, so it probably wouldn’t be wise to build major doctrines off this 

disputed text. But, let’s just wipe all that away and say, yes this needs to be included. Let’s examine this verse and see if it is really what it is saying. 

Does Mark say that we have to be baptized in order to be saved? The 

answer of course, is no. If you slow down, the verse is actually saying that it is belief that is required for salvation. The verse is composed of two statements. “He who believes and is baptized will be saved.” Part two, 

“He who does not believe will be condemned.” In order for this verse to 

teach that baptism is necessary for salvation, you would have to throw in a third statement, which is not there. You would have to say, “He who 

believes and is not baptized, is not condemned.” But it doesn’t say that. Or you would have to say, “He who is not baptized will be condemned.” But 

again, this is not there. 



Mark 16:16 to teach that baptism is necessary for salvation is a 

common mistake. The term for this is called “Negative Inference Fallacy.” 

If a statement is true, we cannot assume that all negations or opposites of that statement are also true. And this is where they mess this up. For 

example: The statement, a dog with brown spots is an animal. That’s true. 

However, the negative, if a dog does not have brown spots, is not an 

animal, that would be what? False, because you can’t assume that the 

negative of something is always going to be true. In the same way, he who believes and is baptized will be saved. That’s true. However the statement, He who believes but is not baptized will not be saved. That’s not true. 

You’re trying to flip it around to make it true. And that’s what they do. 



Here is another one. Whoever believes and lives in Kansas will be 

saved. But those who do not believe are condemned. Now that statement is 

strictly true. Kansans who believe in Jesus will be saved. However, to say that only those believers who live in Kansas are saved is illogical and a false assumption. That’s not what I’m saying. You are trying to flip around the negative and assume that’s true. That’s not true. The statement does 
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not say that the believer must live in Kansas in order to go to Heaven, in the same way that Mark 16 does not say that the believer must be 

baptized. 



The verse states the fact about baptized believers that will be saved 

but it says exactly nothing about believers who have not been baptized. 

There may have been believers who do not dwell in Kansas, yet they’re 

still saved. And there may be believers who have not yet been baptized yet they too are still saved. The one specific condition required for salvation is stated though in the second part. Don’t just pull out the first part, read the second part as well. Whoever does not  believe is condemned. In essence, Jesus is giving both the positive and condition of belief, who believes will be saved, and the negative position of unbelief. Whoever does not believe will not be saved. Therefore we can say with absolute certainity, what is required for salvation? Belief, and belief period. All He’s doing is making a statement about something that follows salvation, i.e., baptism, that he repeats twice, it’s based on belief. 



By the way the Bible says that we are saved by faith alone, 

Abraham was saved by faith, we’re saved by faith. Throughout the Bible 

every dispensation, people have been being saved without being baptized. 

Every believer in the Old Testament, Abraham, Jacob, David, and Saul, 

they were baptized. The thief on the Cross was not baptized. Cornelius 

was saved before he got baptized. Baptism is a testimony of our faith and a public declaration that we believe in the Lord Jesus Christ. Scripture 

tells us that we have eternal life the moment we believe and belief always comes before baptism. Baptism does not save us anymore than walking 

down an aisle or saying a prayer saves you. We are saved at the moment 

that we believe. That is why I wanted to take you to the one text, 

Ephesian 1. Having believed, what happens? You got saved, the Holy Spirit is in you, deposit guaranteed. You didn’t make it to a baptism, you didn’t do one work, you didn’t get to do anything. Now, Galatians, is all about Paul rebuking the Galatian Christians, trying to add something to the work of Christ. Yet these people want to go to Galatia and say, “You have to add baptism.” 

Galatians 3:27: “For all of you who were baptized into Christ have clothed yourselves with Christ.” 
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 “Well, there it is right there. You have to be baptized.”  They take it as water baptism, in order to be saved. Is that what this verse is saying? 

No. Contextually, Paul is rebuking the Galatians for mixing God’s grace 

with the works of the law, including circumcism as a requirement needed 

to be saved. Which is exactly what these people do. They add baptism as a requirement to be saved. Paul reiterates that it’s by faith in Christ. It’s not baptism that saves us, again, baptism is something that follows belief or faith. Secondly, Scripture says, “For all you who are baptized into Christ have clothed yourselves with Christ. Is there any reason, from the context in this passage, to assume that you are speaking of literal water baptism, that has to be completely by immersion, that has to be in Jesus name only, and can only be done by one in Oneness Pentecostalism? No, it has 

nothing to do with that. It’s not the water baptism, it’s the spiritual 

baptism. What does baptism mean? In the Greek the word is  baptizo, to be fully immersed into. It was used like a ship. When a ship sank, it was 

completely under water, it was  baptizoed. Completely immersed. When do we get placed into Jesus Christ? When we are baptized into Christ. We are baptized, placed into Christ at what? The moment we get saved. This text 

is talking about this spiritual baptizing, when we get saved, the moment 

we believe in Jesus Christ. 

I Cor. 12:13: “For we were all baptized by one spirit into one body -

whether Jews or Greeks, slave or free, and we were all given the one Spirit to drink.” 



By one Spirit we were baptized into the body. When were we 

placed in the body of Christ? The Church is the body of Christ. It’s talking about that event, salvation, being placed in Christ is a spiritual baptism. 

You’re ignoring the whole context if you are thinking it’s water baptism, which is extremely ironic. Galatians is a fantastic book when you get into people who are legalistic and want to add the Cross of Christ and create a false gospel. He uses very strong words. He asked, “Who has bewitched 

you? You started out by means of a spirit and then you want to go back to the law, which are the words of man. Who has bewitched you?” Actually 

in the Greek it’s pretty strong, it will really mess up your self-esteem. It’s literally, “You, stupid, foolish, Galatians.” He used strong words. He 
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warned, “Don’t you listen to Judaizers!” They thought they had to keep 

the Old Testament laws. They had to keep those festivals. Wear the special clothing. And that even goes on today. And Paul would say, “Don’t be 

stupid and foolish!” You started out with the means of the Spirit. 

Spiritually, it’s the work of the Spirit, that saved you. It happened at the moment you believed, period! No work can add to it. What’s ironic is that they try to use this classic book as an example to do exactly opposite of what Paul was warning about. 



Water baptism is symbolic of what was accomplished by being 

baptized into one body and one spirit. A spiritual baptism being placed in Christ. 

I Peter 3:21: “And this water symbolizes baptism that now saves you also 

– not the removal of dirt from the body but the pledge of a good 


conscience toward God. It saves you by the resurrection of Jesus Christ 

who has gone into Heaven and is at God’s right hand – with angels, 

authorities and powers in submission to him.” 



So, for those who believe that baptism is required, was Peter 

saying that the act of baptism was required? Absolutely not. He would be 

contradicting all the other scriptures and the scripture doesn’t contradict itself. Otherwise it wouldn’t be from God. We don’t have to guess about 

what Peter is talking about here, because he defines it in the phrase. He says, “Not the removal of dirt from the flesh, but an appeal to God of good conscience.” Peter is connecting a baptism of salvation, but it’s not the act of being baptized that he is referring to, it’s removing dirt from the flesh. 

Why? Because being immersed in water, does nothing but wash away dirt. 

What Peter is referring to is what baptism represents. That which saves us. 

What saves us? An appeal to God for a good conscience by the 

resurrection of Jesus Christ. That’s what you’re appealing to. Not to a 

physical baptism. It’s not at all what he is talking about there. Peter is connecting baptism with belief. It’s not the getting wet part that saves us, it's the appeal to God for a clean conscience. How do you get a clean 

conscience before God? It’s not anything you can do. No ones righteous, 

no not one. We’re all wicked headed straight to hell. How do we have 

peace with God? (Romans 5) Through Jesus Christ. When does that get 
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applied to us? Bang! At the moment we believe, we’re spiritually baptized, placed into Christ. 



The appeal to God always comes first. That means, first we believe 

and then we are baptized to publically identify, making that proclamation of a belief. So, they took something that we should do, and it’s a good 

thing to do, and we do want to make a public profession of faith that we 

are believing on the Lord Jesus Christ, and His work on the Cross for 

salvation. But it’s not something that saves you. 

Pastor Nelson:  “The belief that Baptism is necessary for salvation is also known as Baptismal Regeneration. It is our contention that baptism is an important step of obedience for a Christian. But we adamently reject 

 baptism as being required for salvation. We strongly believe that each and every Christian should be water baptized by immersion. Baptism 

 illustrates the believers identification of Christ’s death, burial, and resurrection.” 

Romans 6:3-4: “Or don’t you know that all of us who were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into His death? We were therefore buried with 

him through baptism into death in order that, just as Christ was raised 

from the dead through the glory of the Father, we too may live a new life.” 

 “The action of being immersed in the water illustrates dying and buried with Christ. The action of coming out of the water pictures Christ’s 

 resurrection. Requiring anything in addition to faith and Jesus Christ for salvation is a works based salvation. To add anything to the gospel is to say that Jesus’ death on the Cross was not sufficient to purchase our salvation. To say that baptism is necessary for salvation is to say we must add our own good works and obedience to Christ’s death in order to make it sufficient for salvation. Jesus’ death alone paid for our sin. Jesus’ 

 payment for our sins is appropriate for our account by faith alone. 

 Baptism is an important step of obedience after salvation, but cannot be a requirement for salvation. 

  Yes, there are some verses that seem to indicate baptism as a requirement for salvation. However, since the Bible so clearly tells us that salvation is

 received by faith alone, there must be a different interpretation of those verses. Scripture does not contradict scripture. In Bible times, a person who converted from one religion to another, was often baptized to identify conversion. Baptism was a means of making a decision public. Those who refused to be baptized were saying that they did not truly believe. So, in the minds of the Apostles and early disciples, the idea of an unbaptized believer was unheard of. When a person claimed to believe in Christ, but it was a shame to proclaim his faith in public, it indicated that he did not have true faith. If baptism is necessary for salvation, why would Paul have said:” 

  I Corinthians 1:14: “I am thankful that I did not baptize any of you except Crispus and Gaius.” 

 “Why would he have said? 

I Corinthians 1:17: “For Christ did not send me to baptize, but to preach the gospel – not with words of human wisdom, lest the Cross of Christ be 

emptied of its power.” 

 “Granted, in these passages Paul is arguing against the division that plagued the Corinthian Church. However, how could Paul possibly say, “I am thankful that I did not baptize you,” or “Christ did not send me to baptize you” if baptism was necessary for salvation? If baptism is 

 necessary for salvation then Paul would literally be saying, “I am thankful that you are not saved. For Christ did not send me to save.” That would be an unbelievably ridiculous statement for Paul to make. Further, when Paul gives a detailed outline of what he considers the gospel, (I Corinthians 

 15:1-8) why does he neglect to mention baptism? 

  If baptism is a requirement for salvation, how could any presentation of the gospel lack to mention baptism. Baptism is not necessary for salvation. 

 Baptism does not save from sin or from a bad conscience. Peter clearly taught that baptism was not a ceremonial act of physical purification, but the pledge of a good conscience toward God. Baptism is a symbol of what has already occurred in the heart and life of one who has trusted Christ as 
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 Savior (Romans 6:3-5). Baptism is an important step of obedience that every Christian should take, but baptism cannot be a requirement for 

 salvation. To make it such is an attack on the sufficiency of the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ.” 

   

And if you do that, what do you end up with? A false gospel. 

 “That’s just too bad, those crazy kids. They ended up with a false gospel.” 

No, you end up with a false gospel and you go straight to hell. That’s why we have to fight for this. We have to hold fast to the Scripture. One guy says this: 

 “If you believe in Baptismal Regeneration you would do well to carefully consider whom or what you are really putting your trust in. Is your faith in the physical act of being baptized or the finished work of Christ on the Cross? Whom or what are you trusting for salvation? Is it the shadow, baptism, or the substance, Jesus Christ? Our faith must rest in Christ alone.” 



So, if these people are adding to the Cross, and they are, this is 

serious stuff. In our next chapter we are going to see on top of all of that, they believe that you’ve got to speak in gibberish. If you don’t speak in gibberish you are going straight to hell.

Charismatic History 

Oneness Pentecostalism T.D. Jakes Part 3 

 

Be that as it may, one thing the charismatic movement does have 

right, from the Azusa Street Revival, is that this charismatic behavior 

really began to spread all across America and around the world. And it 

spread very rapidly. In 1906 they began to spread, but at the same time 

they began to split into a massive number of different denominations. I 

don’t want to say Christian denominations because if you are adding to the Cross of Christ that’s not the gospel. If that’s what you’re trusting in, you’re not saved. I didn’t say that God did! So, these people are not only not Christians, but they are also pseudo, they are fake Christians. The first split-off that we have been dealing with is Oneness Pentecostalism. And 

frankly, it is a cult. A lot of the ones that we will be dealing with in this chapter, split off from the charismatic movement and are also cults, 

pseudo-Christians. They are not real Christians, because unfortunately, 

they are following the behavior of a cult. 



Now how do you know you are getting involved in a cult? Well, 

it’s always the same five things that we saw before. You are going to get the source of authority (the Bible) wrong, The problem with the 
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charismatic community from the outset. It’s not just the Bible, it’s their experience, or  “God told me to tell you.”  From a so-called prophet or prophetess with a new revelation.  No, all you need is the Bible. If you 

stick with the Bible, you can’t be led astray. But that’s their premise. So, they’re off the Bible and here comes false teachers, and here comes a cult, Oneness Pentecostalism. We saw that once you get off the Bible, you’re 

going to get everything else mixed up because it spills downhill. And one of the biggest Oneness Pentecostals out there is T.D. Jakes. Many people 

listen to him, but they don’t realize that he’s a Oneness Pentecostal 

minister, and unfortunately has a big influence on them. 



Oneness Pentecostalism is a cult, not only because they get the 

source of authority wrong, and it spills downhill. They get the nature of God and the Trinity wrong, the nature of Jesus wrong, the nature of man 

wrong and the means of salvation wrong. They say that there are works 

that you must do, and that’s called a works-based gospel, which is not the Gospel. The first one we looked at was, they say it’s “Jesus, but ...” 

Anytime somebody says, “Jesus, but Jesus and, Jesus however …”  that’s 

not the Gospel. So, they say, “Jesus and you have to be baptized in order to be saved.” Oneness Pentecostals agree with history, Biblical 

Christianity, that through the death, burial, and resurrection of Jesus 

Christ, sins can be forgiven, and humanity reconciled with God. However, 

Oneness Pentecostals add to the saving work of Christ’s works needed for 

salvation. So, everyone that is a Oneness Pentecostal and if they are really trusting in works, if they’ve added works to the Cross of Christ, biblically speaking, are they Christians? No, they can’t be because they’re not 

trusting solely in the works of Jesus Christ. It’s by grace through faith. 



Now they also maintain that not just baptism is necessary for 

salvation; that is, to be saved, one must be baptized, by immersion. Not 

only must baptism be by immersion, but it must also be administered with 

the formula “In Jesus’ name” rather than the formula “In the name of the 

Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.” Finally, this baptism must be 

administered by a duly ordained minister of a church that maintains 

oneness theology. Wait a second, do you mean to tell me that apparently 

all the people prior to 1914, when you roughly popped up on the scene, 

they’re not saved? Because there was no Oneness Pentecostal person to 
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baptize him specifically in Jesus’ name only. And according to you, you 

must do that to be saved. That’s not the Gospel. 



Now again, just to show how blunt the Scripture is, you are saved 

only by faith, an act of God’s grace, that when it’s tapped into, when we believe, let’s look at Ephesians 2. I don’t know how much clearer it can get. It is the Cross of Jesus alone, period! We’re just quoting the Bible. 

You don’t need to know some hidden Hebrew or Greek, with some Bible 

code attached to it, so that you can figure out the formula. 

Ephesians 2:8-10: “For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith 

– and this not from yourselves. It is the gift of God – not by works, so that no one can boast. For we are God’s workmanship created in Christ Jesus 

to do good works, which God prepared in advance for us to do.” 



We’re not saying that you shouldn’t do works, but works are not 

what saves you, including what you’ve turned into a work, i.e., baptism. 

It’s really convoluted with these guys, because it isn’t just baptism, it’s baptism specifically only in Jesus’ name, and only specifically by their 

guy. That’s a works-based gospel. Now the big term for this is, when they add to the Cross of Christ, is Baptismal Regeneration. Basically, what that means is, you are not regenerated, i.e., indwelled with the Holy Spirit, i.e., born-again until you are baptized. This is popular with a lot of people who claim to be Christians. If this is what you’re trusting in, it’s not the Gospel, you’re pseudo-Christian – fake. You’re not real Christians. Many of these people come from the charismatic community, they trust in works and add 

to the Gospel, unfortunately. So, this is a serious issue. You can jump up and down, have a different view of the gifts, whatever, but please don’t get how to get to Heaven wrong. Don’t add to the Cross of Christ. We’re 

talking about eternity here. You’ve got to get this one right. 



There are other charismatic groups that do believe that you must be 

baptized in order to be saved - The Restoration Movement, the Church of 

Christ, the International Church of Christ, the Oneness Pentecostals and 

others. They all sprang out from the Azusa Street Revival, and they say it is the greatest movement and if only we could be blessed to have that 

thing happen again. They try to justify that with Scripture – Mark 16, John 3:5, Acts 2:38, Acts 22:26, Galatians 3, I Peter 3,  and for Biblical 
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support. Now, if you did a quick read, you might get fooled into thinking that you must be baptized. No, it’s either completely ripped out of context, or no, that’s not at all what it is saying. Slow down and let the Bible speak for itself. 



The standard Protestant understanding is, that faith is the one thing 

that God requires for salvation. Those of the Baptismal Regeneration 

persuasion believe that baptism - and some will even go further – they’ll say you must have a long time of repentance and a long time of 

confession. Now is it a good thing to repent? Should you confess your 

sins? Yes, but again, you can’t turn those into works. What is the one thing that is required for salvation? Faith. Then, I’ll guarantee you, when you are indwelt with the Holy Spirit at salvation, which happens at the moment you are saved, born-again, what is the natural thing that follows? You start confessing all that stuff. They get the cart before the horse. Well, repent of what? Confess how much? What if I forgot a sin? How do I know? And 

that’s how the game is played. They have their lists, and they even add to it. But again, the scripture is very clear, whoever believes, John 3:16. 

Who doesn’t know that one. 

John 3:16: “For God so loved the world that He gave His one and only Son that whoever believes shall not perish but have eternal life.” 

Acts 16:30: “The Philippian jailer asked the Apostle Paul. ‘What must I do to be saved?’” 



Now if ever there was an opportunity for Paul to say, “Well, it 

starts with believing, however, you have to add baptism.” Now this would 

have been the place, but what did Paul say? 

Acts 16:30 cont.: “Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ and you will be saved.” 



That’s it. No baptism, no long string of confession, whoever gets to 

make that list up. That is what happens after getting saved, but that’s not what saves you. There are dozens and dozens, as we have seen, where the 

New Testament says it’s by grace through faith that we are saved. 
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Receiving salvation is not a process or multi-step formula. It’s a finished product. It’s not a recipe. What must I do to be saved? I need to believe on the Lord Jesus Christ. Now, I will add a little bit to that. Because 

sometimes that had even got turned into what I call Christianese. How 

many times have you heard people say this?  “I believe in Jesus, I’m a Christian.”  That’s not what He’s talking about. When the Scripture talks about believing on the Lord Jesus Christ, it’s not just some mental assent. 

 “Oh yeah, I never saw Abraham Lincoln, but I believe he existed.”  If that’s what you’re thinking about, that’s not what he means, to believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, in order to be saved. What he’s talking about is 

believing on the Lord Jesus Christ and what He did. That He died on the 

Cross for us, and I believe on what He did for me, as an act of mercy. I 

believe that it’s the Cross and the Cross alone. It’s the work of Jesus Christ and Him alone. It’s not by any righteous deeds that I could do. It’s Him 

alone! That’s what you put your faith in. As in James 2, you want the 

mental assent thing? You’re in trouble. Even the demons believe in God, 

and they shutter. Are demons saved? No. Mental assent does not save you. 



That’s why, if you had to add works to be saved, this is something 

that you better not mess around with. Because what if you did the first step that they say, you believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, but here comes that 

list. Number one is you better be baptized. Well, what would happen if on your way to being baptized, you fell down and broke your neck? Or what 

if you had a heart attack? Or what if somehow you just didn’t make it 

there? If that was truly true, you’re only halfway there. You know what 

you would probably do? You’d probably end up getting baptized like this 

kid. This is crazy. 

Narrator:  “Okay, here’s the next one. This is a good one. This is a kid about to be baptized and he changed things up on his pastor. The pastor thought he was just going to have a normal baptismal service, and, well watch this.” 

   In this clip a pastor is in the water just finishing a baptism. The congregation applauded as he was walking out of the water. The pastor is 

standing there waiting for the next person to step into the water, when this kid jumps into the water, and it is splashed all over. As the pastor is 
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looking down at his completely soaked clothes, the kid stands up and is 

laughing. Of course, the congregation breaks out in laughter as well. The pastor reaches for a towel, but the towels are all soaked through and 

through and the congregation laughs even louder. 

Narrator:  “Now if that was my son, hey, the Bible says, do not spare the rod.” 

   

Now how many said that when the pastor was done drying his 

hands, he probably was ready to lay hands on that wonderful little boy. 

Maybe leave him under a little while longer. No, that’s not good. Don’t 

think that. But can you understand this kid? I mean let’s put it in the 

context of Oneness Pentecostalism. That kid’s not saved. He believed on 

the Lord Jesus Christ but that just got a kickstart.   “I have to be baptized. 

 I’ll get in as fast as I can, do a cannonball. Because what happens if I fall and break my neck, what if I died.”  And you know that could happen, unfortunately, for the people who do believe that. That’s crazy. We don’t do cannonballs when we are doing a baptism, baptism is symbolic, it’s a 

good thing, but baptism is not what saves us. 



Now let me go a little further with this idea that you have to be 

baptized in order to be saved. It isn’t just Oneness Pentecostalism. This article is from the Church of God International. I printed this directly from their website, in 2019. The question is posed, “Is water baptism required for salvation?” Here is what it says. 

 “Some claim it is not necessary to be baptized. Have you ever heard a radio or TV preacher deliver a message similar to this, but if you want to be saved all you do is they accept Jesus as your Lord and Savior? As you sit in your car or home or even if you’re in a bar, you just say that you believe on the Lord Jesus Christ. You accept him as your savior. And 

 instantly you will be saved. You don’t even need to be baptized. Is that true? Do you not need to be baptized to be saved? Can any person become a Christian simply by saying they believe on the Lord Jesus Christ?” 



Yeah, but that’s not what they say or is there more? 
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 “Baptism puts us into the divine family of God. At baptism we become 

 begotten sons of God and earned the right to call Him Father.” 



Right out of their mouths, they are not trusting Christ. 

 “The ceremony of baptism completely cleanses the repentant person of all past sin.” 



The Cross of Christ does that, not baptism. 

 “At that moment, when you are water baptized, he stands before God as a Holy vessel. It is then that the baptizing person places his hands (the person doing the baptizing) on that person and asks God to put the Holy Spirit in that person.” 



Whoa! That is a work of God that, that you are sealed, Ephesians 

1. It’s just one passage that we have already seen. At the moment you place your faith in Jesus Christ and His work on the Cross, instantly, that’s a work from God. The word born-again, in the Greek, means born from 

above, born from a higher place. The Holy Spirit who is God. He comes to 

indwell in us. He is our deposit, our guarantee, our inheritance, that we are going to Heaven. He seals us. We are sealed with the Holy Spirit. That’s a work of God. It happens at salvation. So, no wonder these guys want to 

rush. I better do a cannonball.  “I ain’t got the spirit of God, I haven’t been baptized yet.”  But this is what they really believe. But yet they are going around saying that they are Christians, just like you and me. This is just as lost, and just as much as a false gospel, as anything that Jehovah’s 

Witnesses and Mormons teach. They are not saved! This is very serious. 

They say,  “You must obey this command to be baptized of your master, 

 your Lord and Savior if you are truly to be saved.”   



Now let’s talk about the Church of Christ. I like what this guy says. 

 “They are borderline, cult-like in their preferences, practices, and 

 doctrines.”  And they are. Talk about big-time legalism. And that’s just the tip of the iceberg. One issue that they have is, the Church of Christ will not allow musical instruments in their church services. Now, you can 

entertain that. You have Christian freedom, that if you didn’t want to have 
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musical instruments in your church service, okay I’ll give you that 

freedom. We have freedom in Christ. But that’s the problem, it’s not 

reciprocated. They are fanatically against musical instruments. Some are 

fanatical to the point of declaring that any church that uses musical 

instruments are not being a true Biblical, godly church. Now you’re into a cult. Such dogmatism, on a clearly non-essential issue, is a mark of a cult, not a Biblical church. It’s so obvious, it’s so goofy, that once again, even this guy knows the truth. 

Comedian:  “I used to be a praise and worship leader for many different religious groups before I became a Christian. (Laughter from audience) Thank you for your tolerance. I was basically a praise and worship leader at a Jehovah’s Witness church one time. We would sing songs like: 

 Someone’s knocking at your door, somebody’s ringing your bell,’ and they would let me in. Then I was at a Mormon church for a while. We would 

 sing songs like: ‘I want to ride my bicycle, I want to ride my bike, I want to ride my bicycle, I want to ride the way I like.’ Then it got really weird. ‘I am a Ha, I am a Hari, I am a Hari, Hari Krishna, can’t you see? I’m a Hari, Hari Krishna in my H-E-A-R-T and when I reincarnate, I hope I 

 don’t come back as a bee, hey!’ When I became a believer, I led worship at the Church of Christ. (He turns his guitar over, so the strings are gone, and he is playing on the wood, complete silence).   Go ahead, you can laugh, they laugh, they love that joke, cuz it’s funny.” 



Why is it funny? Are you serious? You can’t have musical 

instruments. Look at Psalm 150. What do Psalms mean? It means songs. 

Right smack dab in the middle of the Bible, there are 150 songs. And 

notice that the songs were not acapella. But there’s just one quick, easy example where we see instruments. I think the instruments are perfectly 

fine. In fact, I think it’s something that God enjoys from us in a Godly 

fashion. 

Psalm 150:1-6: “Praise the Lord. Praise God in his sanctuary, praise him in his mighty heavens. Praise him in his acts of power, praise him for his surpassing greatness. Praise him with the sounding of the trumpet, praise him with the harp and lyre, praise him with tambourine and dancing, 
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praise him with the strings and flute, praise him with the clash of cymbals, praise him with resound cymbals. Let everything, that has breath, praise 

the Lord. Praise the Lord.” 



But once you get off the Bible and God, you come with all kinds of 

weird stuff. Now that’s just one thing with the Church of Christ. The 

second issue is that they claim to be one true church, outside of which 

there is no salvation. Now, how is that any different than the cult of 

Roman Catholicism. They look and you and me as Protestants and we 

aren’t saved. They admit in their writings in the Catechism, you must be 

under the Catholic Church, or you’re doomed. How is that any different? 

This is not just the charismatic movement, this is a subset, split from the charismatic movement that was a recent development in church history. 

And then you’re saying you are the only one true church, which is saying 

to the rest of us,  “You’re not saved! Because we’re outside of the Church of Christ.”  Which if we backtrack all throughout history, all those people before you came on the scene, they’re doomed straight to hell. Because 

how did they ever become a part of the Church of Christ? You weren’t in 

existence yet. It’s ridiculous. 



There is not one church or denomination that encompasses the 

entire body of Christ. The one true Church of Christ is composed of all 

those who have, by grace through faith, personally receive Jesus Christ as Savior. The church is composed of true believers everywhere, no matter 

the local church or denomination affiliation. The claim of exclusive access to salvation is another common identification of a cult. 



The third thing about the Church of Christ is just like the other 

ones, you have got to be baptized to be saved. Again, we can’t deny that 

baptism is important. It’s intended to be an initial act of obedience after you get saved. It’s a good thing to do, but it’s not required for salvation. 

So, the Church of Christ teaches that baptism is a work that God requires before He grants salvation. So, you’re not saved, sorry. To say that good works must be present before a person is saved is to make salvation 

dependent on our obedience. It’s a works-based salvation, it’s not salvation by grace alone, through faith alone, or through Christ alone. 
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Titus 3:5: “He saved us not by works of righteousness that we had done but according to His mercy through the washing and regeneration of the 

renewal by the Holy Spirit.” 



And that’s what happens, BANG, at the moment you get saved, by 

grace through faith, you are indwelled with the Holy Spirit. Now, let me 

give you one more. The International Church of Christ - notice how they 

keep splitting off. This is a group of what is called the restoration 

movement. Maybe you’ve seen some of them out there. So, you believe in 

restorationism? Well, pay attention, it’s also a charismatic thing. They are also exclusivist. They teach that any church that is not under their 

leadership is not a part of the true church. So, that would, not only, 

disavow anybody else, like you and I, it would disavow even their own 

people that they’ve split from, the charismatics, the Oneness Pentecostals, and even the Church of Christ. They say,  “No, no, you’re not the 

 International Church of Christ.”  They are out there claiming to be Christians but they’re not. They are a pseudo-Christian cult, no different than Jehovah’s Witnesses, no different than Mormons, Christian Science, 

and Seventh Day Adventism. All those put their trust in works. It’s the 

same thing. These guys get a free pass, unfortunately. Not only do you 

have to be a part of their church, but they are teaching that baptism is 

required for salvation. That anyone who is not baptized is not saved. 

They’re very blunt about it. And it must be under the auspices of the 

International Church of Christ. That’s the only baptism that can save. No other baptism will do. And other problems they have, as we saw before, 

are rampant through much of the charismatic belief, another one is they 

reject eternal security. If you believe that you must work for it, then it’s only natural to think you can lose it. 



But that’s not what the Bible says. The reason why our salvation is 

eternally secure is because it’s done. When Jesus said, “It’s finished,” it was finished. It’s secure because it’s secure in Him. It’s based on Him. It’s by Him, for Him and through Him. It’s His salvation, not ours. That’s 

what makes it secure - not us. 



Now let’s delve into the Restoration Movement. It’s a part of a 

broader movement called Restorationism. It also started when they all 

began to split off. And again, the premise was that they needed to form the 
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true church based on the way that the early church was, and live like they did, and teach what they taught as in Acts 2. Their influential leaders of the movement were two guys, Alexander Campbell and Barton W. Stone. 

But that didn’t last very long because in 1906, about the time of the Azusa Street Revival, they split. The followers of Campbell and Stone split into two sects, called the Church of Christ, the non-instrumental version and 

the Disciples of Christ, the Christian church, and then they began to split even more after that. Now you have the Stone-Campbell Restoration 

Movement, the Christian Churches Disciples of Christ, The Church of 

Christ, the Independent Christian Churches, Churches of Christ in 

Australia, the Associated Church of Christ in New Zealand, the United 

Reformed Church in UK, and others. How do we stay unified as 

Christians? Here it is, the Bible, be like-minded with one another. How 

can we ever achieve like-mindedness? You just stick with the Bible and on the Bible. See that’s the problem. We’re going to come to a consensus 

because God doesn’t speak with forked tongue, and He means what He 

says, and He says what He means. “He purposely wrote the Bible so that only the spiritually elite, who have visions, could tell us what it means.”  

No, kids can understand this. But the problem is, people don’t stick with it. 



With this Restoration Movement, of course, what must you do to 

be a Christian? You must be baptized to be saved. That obviously directly contradicts Ephesians 2:8-9, but they also add this. It’s not just that you must be baptized, but they also believe that in order to remain a Christian, is actually divided up into four categories. Which is something very 

nebulous. How much, how long, and who says? Here are the four things 

that they add. 

•  You must pray. Prayer is good, but how much? How much do you 

have to pray to maintain your salvation? Who could know that and 

who gets to find out anyway? 

•  You must study the Bible. Alright, isn’t it good to study the Bible? 

Yeah, again, how much? Is it one chapter per day? Is it a book per 

day? How do you know? Who gets to make that up? 

•  You must worship. Okay, is it Romans 12 worship? Where it says 

we are to live our lives as living sacrifices. This is your pleasing, 
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spiritual act of worship that the way we live our lives is an act of 

worship or do you mean singing? And what if I picked the wrong 

one? How will I know? And then if it is songs, what songs? Is it 

hymns, is it instruments? Do you see the problem? It’s nebulous, 

you never know. These people must be freaking out. Just like there 

is no rest for the Jehovah’s Witness, there is no rest for the 

Mormon’s because you can never know. You can’t know that, 

when you base things on your own works. 

•  You must remain faithful. Now, I’m in big trouble. What does that 

mean? What is the opposite of faithful? Faithless. How are you 

faithless? Well, basically, when you sin. Unfortunately, that 

happens every day. So, everyday I’m losing my salvation? 



It’s a nightmare. If these are the requirements to maintain 

salvation, it stands to reason that according to this line of thinking, that anyone who does not continue in these quote disciplines, let alone if you weren’t baptized, you are in danger of losing your salvation. The Bible is very clear, we are saved by God, Romans 8, we are sealed by the Holy Spirit of God at the moment of salvation, Ephesians 1, we are kept until the day of redemption, Ephesians 4, and just as we were once born, we cannot be made unborn. The Bible uses irreversible terms to describe our 

salvation. We are born-again. How do you get unborn? You can die, but 

you can’t unborn yourself. We are given the gift, which means you can’t 

earn it, of eternal life. How long is eternal? It lasts forever, last time I checked. How does that which is eternal become un-eternal? You can’t. 



And we are made new creatures in Christ, II Corinthians 5 and 

we cannot be made old again. But if baptism were necessary for salvation, then you and I better get cracking. Because there are a lot of people going to church services, oh, they’ve believed on the Lord Jesus Christ, and His work on the Cross, but apparently, to these guys that’s not enough. They 

have got to be baptized in water. So, we need to help them out. We need to rent one of these trucks, and this is what we need to do throughout the 

whole community. Go to as many church services as we can. Who cares, 

they are going to get mad at us for interrupting their services, or maybe we’ll just get them as they are coming out. But this is what we need to do if we are going to help save these unfortunate people here in Las Vegas. 
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This clip opens with a guy standing in a yard outside of a church building. 

Another guy is holding a large fire hose. He turns on the water and sprays the first guy. The water holds such force he can hardly turn around to run away. The strength of the water causes him to fall. He gets up and tries to run again but can’t get away. The force of the water is also painful, so as he is running and falling, he is also yelling. 



Okay, they are going to get mad. They are going to scream and 

yell, because maybe they had lunch plans, and now, they must change 

their clothes, but now they’re saved. Now we laugh at that, but this is 

basically what these people are doing. They are adding to the Cross of 

Christ, saying that we must do that. Somehow water, and the act of getting wet, is going to save us. Baptism is good. Baptism is something that 

follows salvation, but it’s not something that saves you. 



BIBLICAL RESPONSE 





Baptism is the first step in obedience of the new believer (Acts 

8:36-38) and the outward testimony to the world that the believer is identifying himself with Christ in death and resurrection to new life (Rom 6:1-11) and with the Body of Christ (Acts 2:41). Baptism pictures outwardly what the Holy Spirit has accomplished inwardly by placing the 

believer into union with Jesus Christ (Rom 6:3-4) and into Christ’s spiritual body, which is the church (I Cor 12:13). 

Acts 8:36-38: “As they went along the road they came to some water; and the eunuch said, ‘Look! Water! What prevents me from being baptized?’ 

And Philip said, ‘If you believe with all your heart, you may.’ And he 

answered and said, ‘I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God.’ And he ordered the chariot to stop; and they both went down into the water, Philip as well as the eunuch, and he baptized him.” 

Romans 6:3-4: “Or do you not know that all of us who have been 

baptized into Christ Jesus have been baptized into His death? Therefore, 

we have been buried with Him through baptism into death, that as Christ 
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was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, so we too might walk in newness of Life.” 

I Cor 12:13: “For by one Spirit we were all baptized into one body, whether Jew or Greeks, whether slaves or free, and we were all made to 

drink of one Spirit.” 



When you are spiritually baptized, that is the moment that you 

become a Christian, not water baptized. Now as a quick recap, they say 

they trust in Jesus, but it’s not really that, it’s “Jesus and.” Look at how big the  ands  are getting. First, it’s Jesus, then I must be baptized, and it has to be in Jesus’ name only, and it can be by somebody who is in the Oneness 

Pentecostal false teaching. Now on top of that, when you get out of that 

water, you better be doing this, or you’re not saved. 

Sid Roth:  “If you’ve never prayed in tongues, if you follow my instructions, the anointing is here to do the rest. I can’t do it for you, but I can tell you how to pray in Supernatural languages. So, you start speaking like little baby words and say them as fast as you humanly can, when I begin to pray, and then the supernatural will become natural, as you take the step. 

  Raise your hands to a Holy God and begin to pray in a language you’ve never been instructed. ‘be co a ho bo mi da bo co ha ha’ if you don’t move your tongue to speak no one can do it for you. I know you don’t know what you’re saying. Make those strange words, they are the first words out of your spirit. Do it faster! You can do it faster than that. If I had a gun to your ribs, you could do it faster.  (And he continues to speak gibberish for several minutes)  Deaf ears are being opened, in Jesus’ name. Carbal 

 tunnel fingers are being healed. This is normal. Let the whole world be normal.” 

Female pastor  “(Gibberish) In the name of Jesus, you be made whole in the power of God”. :  
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Several kids on sitting on the floor at church. They are speaking in 

gibberish and crying. 

At another church service, a young girl is standing in front of the 

congregation, with her arms raised about her head, speaking in tongues. 

Pastor:  “That’s it, that’s it, that’s it. It’s a whole new breakthrough in your life tonight.”  A woman was speaking in tongues and collapsed on the floor, jerking and kicking.   “A whole new lever breakthrough in your life tonight.” (gibberish is spoken). 



I have to end on that one. All kidding aside, this is what they 

believe, this is what they say. If you are going to be saved, Jesus is not enough. You must be baptized, it must be in Jesus only, it must be one of their guys, and you must speak in gibberish, or you’re not saved. Is that the gospel? Not even close. That means millions of people believe in this, claiming to be Christians, but are not saved. You and I are looked down 

upon because we don’t do gibberish. And notice, I didn’t say tongues. All of that was gibberish, which was not a language of any sort, and that was no different than what first started at Azusa, they claimed. It has really been going on since Montanism. 



Oneness churches also teach that speaking in gibberish is a 

necessary manifestation of the Holy Spirit. Since a person cannot be saved without the Holy Spirit (Rom 8:9) it follows that only those who have spoken in tongues, are really saved. There is, therefore, an emphasis that Oneness church members speak in tongues, to demonstrate that they are 

saved, and have the truth: no tongues mean no salvation. This has placed 

tremendous sociopsychological pressure on adherents to conjure up the 

gift of tongues. I have had people tell me that they made the whole thing up, just to get out of there. Or there was so much pressure on them that 

they basically made it up, so that they would back off. Those who do not 

speak in tongues, are thought to be lacking in faith, or even to be entirely unrepentant. 



All spiritual gifts are distributed sovereignly by the Holy Spirit to 

those He wills for the equipping and edification of the whole body of 

Christ (I Cor 12-14). There is no indication that any spiritual gift is 
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required to receive God’s gift of salvation, by grace, or to be filled with His Holy Spirit. The baptism of the Holy Spirit is not accompanied by 

charismatic signs. Unfortunately, in the last century many from the 

charismatic churches have misapplied Act 2 and have taught that the gift of speaking in tongues or some other experiential sign must accompany 

the baptism of the Holy Spirit. They have deemed that the absence of such signs suggest that one has not truly been baptized by the Spirit. However, the gift of tongues, in Acts 2,  is a foundational ministry of the Holy Spirit in stating the church and the church age (I Cor 13:8-12). The giving of speaking and serving gifts were for the edification of the body of Christ, but the sign gifts were given to authenticate the early messengers of 

Scripture as being from God (II Cor 12:12; Heb 2:2-3). 



Remember they were switching from the Old Testament to the 

New Testament, so God gave them sign gifts to validate the message. We 

don’t need to follow the Old Testament laws anymore. Now God has 

written His law in our hearts and a fulfillment, as stated in Hebrews. He writes his laws in our hearts via the Holy Spirit, that we receive at 

salvation. Once that has been codified for us, we don’t need those gifts. 

It’s all been verified. It’s all been compiled and it’s all right here in the Bible. So, we don’t need those particular sign gifts. 



Oneness groups are decidedly Arminian in the doctrine of salvation 

(Works-based salvation). They deny the total depravity of man, 

sovereignty of God, man can choose to believe in God on his own free 

will, God’s call in the heart of a sinner can be rejected, and salvation can be lost. 



The Scriptures are clear that every person is totally depraved (Rom 

5:12; Rom 1:18; 3:20; II Cor 4:4; I Tim 4:2; Rom 1:28; Eph 4:18). The idea of Total Depravity is not that man displays as much evil as he 

possibly could, nor that he cannot do any good, or even feign a love for 

God, but that his entire nature is affected by sin and as such he is totally incapable of moving on his own toward God (Psa. 51:5; Rom 3:10-18; 

Rom 3:23; Gen 6:5; Jer 17:9; Eph 2:1-3; John 3:19-20; John 6:44; 

John 6:65; John 8:33).  



The Scriptures are also clear that God chooses those whom He will 

save. Unconditional Election is God’s unconditioned choice before the 

foundation of the world of those individuals whom He would save (Matt 
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22:1-14; Rom 3:10-13; 8:27-30; 9:6-24; I Cor 1:18-19; Eph 1:3-11; 2:8-

9; 2; Acts 13:48; I Thess 1:4; II Thess 2:13; II Tim 2:10; I Pet 1:1-2; II Pet 1:10; 2:13).  Since man is dead, blind, held captive, etc., the remedy must come from outside himself. The dead cannot cause themselves to be 

alive. The Scriptures declare that we have been ‘made alive’ (Eph 2:4-6) and ‘born again’ (I Pet 1:3) by God (from outside ourselves). God’s choice cannot be resisted, and even if it could, the touched heart would not desire to resist. 



The Scriptures also teach that a true believer cannot lose their 

salvation for the Scriptures declare that nothing can separate the believer from Christ (Rom 8:28-39). All true believers once saved are kept by God’s power and are always saved (John 5:24; 6:37-49; 10:27-30; Rom 

5:9-10; 8:1; 31-39; I Cor 1:4-8; Eph 4:30; Heb 7:25; 13:5; I Pet 1:5; 

Jude 24).  



Oneness Pentecostals have an unbiblical view of God, an 

unbiblical doctrine of Jesus Christ, an unbiblical understanding of man’s position before God, and unbiblical requirements for salvation (water 

baptism in Jesus’ name, speaking in tongues, and human effort or works). 

Oneness Pentecostalism, therefore, must be viewed as a Christian cult, 

pseudo-Christians, fake Christians, false Christians, just as pseudo as other people out there riding their bikes, knocking on doors, that rhymes with 

Jehovah’s Witnesses and Mormons. But they claim to be Christians and 

there is a lot of this going on in the charismatic community. Why? 

Because you made the first big fatal misstep with the source of authority. 

You got off the Bible. Do not ever budge from the Bible. You cannot be 

fooled, you cannot be led astray, and you can maintain that wonderful rest in Christ, knowing that is what the Bible says. It’s a gift from God. 



So, how do you witness to this people? 

•  Sanctify your heart (I Pet 3:15) 

•  Pray – this is a spiritual battle for the truth (II Cor 10:3-5) 

•  Be ready with a good understanding of the Scriptures. 

•  Do not argue. Do not attack the person (II Tim 2:24-26) 

•  Make sure you define words. 

•  Do not get off on tangents. The important points are the source of 

authority, the nature of God, the person and work of Jesus, the 
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nature of man, and the means of salvation. With all due respect, I 

wasn’t there, I know you cried your alligator tears. I understand 

that you believe that it was something that happened of God or you 

might have felt some electric shock or had this experience. Can we 

just get back to the Bible. Can we just point our discussion on the 

Bible. That’s the big hurdle. Get out of the experience and back to 

the Bible. Because if they don’t drop the experience as the primary 

source of truth, then you’re just going around and around. They 

must see that the truth is derived from the Bible alone. Then you 

can make some headway. Because you then just start quoting 

Bible. You read through the Bible. You lead them through the 

Bible. 

•  Avoid Christian jargon – it has no meaning for the unchurched. 

•  Share your testimony and your assurance of eternal life through 

Christ. Anybody who is trusting in works does not have security. 

Because you never know how much is enough. But we have that 

security. They may not tell you that they are freaking out, wringing 

their hands. And we can say, “Listen, you don’t have to worry like 

that. You can have peace with God right now through Jesus Christ, 

if you trust in Him and Him alone.”

Charismatic History 

Assembly of God Bakker Crouch Swaggart 

 

When we look back at the Azusa Street Revival, why would you 

think people would split so quickly, so often and so fast? Well, you’re not unified, right? When you split, you’re not unified. How do we get unified? 

How can you get different people, from different walks of life, to be as 

Scripture encourages us to be like-minded. You stick with the Bible. 

What’s the problem with the charismatic premise? “I got a word from God 

…? Outside the Bible. “I got an experience, that God told me to tell you 

…” Outside the Bible. “My God told me to ….” “No, but my God told me, 

I’m gonna …” And there goes your splits, when you get off the Bible, 

you’re always going to head towards a disagreement, and it eventually 

splits. The first one, that we left off with in the last chapter was Oneness Pentecostalism, which started in 1914. Oneness Pentecostalism, which 

Biblically speaking, is not Christian. Why? Because as we saw, they 

admit, believe, promote and they teach falsely, a works-based salvation. 

They believe that you must be baptized to be saved. Is that true? And they not only say that you must be baptized, but you also must be baptized by 

one of them. What about all the other people that got saved before 1914, 

when you arrived on the scene? Then to add to that you can only be 
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baptized in Jesus’ name. Is that true? Then, as we saw, they believe that you must speak in – it’s not tongues, the legitimate thing they do – it’s gibberish to be saved. Is that true? No, you’re adding works to the gospel. 

And that is a work-based salvation. That’s not Christianity and that’s not a blessing to the body of Christ. 



From these splits came not only the Oneness Pentecostalism, but 

the next one we’re going to deal with is simply called the Assemblies of 

God, also split off in 1914. The Assemblies of God, well, that sounds 

Christian. We’re supposed to assemble as Christians. And when we get 

saved, we become children of God. So, surely this must be a blessing to 

the Body of Christ. Well, I don’t know about that. Let’s look at what 

Scripture has to say. Let’s talk about that assembly factor. What should we be doing? Because we all know when we get together, it’s about potlucks. 

No, I’m sorry, some churches do teach that apparently. No, the whole 

purpose is to gossip and slander, so you feel worse than you did before. 

No, wrong translation. It’s to edify, to build each other up. Certainly, in these last days. And that’s what we’re going to see. Why do we assemble 

as Christians? 

Hebrews 10:19-25: “Therefore, brothers, since we have confidence to enter the Most Holy Place by the blood of Jesus, by a new and living way 

opened for us through the curtain, that is, his body, and since we have a great priest over the house of God, let us draw near to God with a sincere heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled to cleanse us from a guilty conscience and having our bodies washed with pure water.” 



Because of the blood of Jesus Christ, because of His work, not 

ours, you can’t earn it, He did it all. We have direct access to God. We 

have a beautiful intimate, loving relationship with the Creator of the 

universe. Isn’t that awesome? So, when you realize that, as a Christian, 

you come together, and you celebrate the fact that we have intimacy with 

God. 

Hebrews 10:19-25 cont.: “Let us hold unswervingly to the hope we 

profess, for he who promised is faithful.” 
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What’s the hope? That we are getting to Heaven. Why? Because 

it’s not based on our work. He’s our high priest, forever. He forever 

intercedes for us. What sin is there that Jesus didn’t forgive? It’s done, it’s complete and you’re going to get there. He is faithful, so let’s celebrate that when we get together. We have intimacy with God. We’ve got security 

that we’re going to get to Heaven, and it’s based on Christ. You want to 

share that and especially with your brothers and sisters in Christ. So, you all celebrate that when you get together. This is a blessing, let’s keep this up. Let’s get together and get this great news out to the world. 

Hebrews 10:19-25 cont.: “And let us consider how we may spur one 

another on toward love and good deeds. Let us not give up meeting 

together, as some are in the habit of doing, but let us encourage one 

another – and all the more as you see the Day approaching.” 



Is the day approaching? Is it getting closer? Is it getting more 

wicked as it goes on? Then what do we need? We need each other, we 

need to come together, we need to be a blessing to one another. We need to come together, meet together, we need to spur each other on to love and 

good deeds. We need to celebrate this intimacy with God and the fact that it's guaranteed, we’re going to Heaven. 



Now, here’s my whole point with this entity called the Assemblies 

of God. They are supposed to assemble - they are children of God. So, 

surely this is a major blessing to the body of Christ. Well, I don’t know. 

Let’s look at this group with a little bit of their history, their belief, and their behavior, and the people in their movement, and you tell me if it’s been a blessing to the body of Christ. 



We are going to start off with their timeline. The Assemblies of 

God provide this timeline themselves. Let’s take a look. 

Narrator:  “There are moments that last a second and there are moments that live on forever. Today we continue to live in a forever moment. What started as one moment, around one idea, to reach every person, 

 everywhere for Jesus, turned into a monumental movement, the Assemblies of God. These are our moments. 
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 The Azusa Street Revival, an interracial revival, was one of the focal points of the emerging Pentecostal movement. Five ministers issued a call to come to Hot Springs, Arkansas. Three hundred Pentecostal leaders from around the United States gathered there. The Assemblies of God came into existence.” 



Ok, stop right there. We can’t go any further because we are 

dealing with the first lie. Either they are being totally dishonest about their history, or they don’t know their history. I don’t know which one is which. 

I’ll let the person who made that video fill in the blanks. But what they said there, was the charismatic groups at the Azusa Street Revival, was an interracial revival. Everybody’s happy, they are all one in Christ, blacks and whites. No matter what color you are, that’s what made this movement 

so special. Really? Now what they didn’t tell you is this. They did mention the three hundred Pentecostal leaders that showed up, but those leaders 

were all white leaders. And they deliberately left behind other races. 

Woops, that doesn’t sound interracial to me. 



Now let’s go back and remind ourselves a little bit, what went on 

with Azusa Street and that was not an interracial movement. That is either being dishonest or you’re ignorant of your own history. If only what 

happened at the Azusa Street Revival event could happen again in our 

lifetime and bring such a great revival. You don’t want to be a part of this. 

Let me give you some more information. The Azusa Street Revival held 

its meetings three times a day, seven days a week, and sometimes all night as well, for three years. And what was experienced? That might have been 

entertainment, but it was not from God. Not at all. Here are some accounts from people who were there and witnessed the behavior that went on. 

 “A woman stood shaking from head to foot, a man in front of her slid 

 down out of his chair and became unconscious, when arose, he staggered to them, and began to shake his hand in front of their faces and wave his arms over their heads and moan. Then he put his hands on the heads of the women and began to shake their hair. Some of them lost control of themselves and went under a hypnotic spell. He rubbed a man’s jaw until the victim tumbled over on the floor and lay for half an hour. A young woman, doing her best to get the gibberish, went through all kinds of 
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 contortions in her effort to get her tongue to work. A woman had her arms around a neck’s praying for him. A woman walked up to the front and 

 kissed a man, kissing between the sexes is a common occurrence. 

 Pandemonium was loose with a case of jerks, muttering and mumbling 

 most of the time. Also shrieks, some were trying to be louder than the others. One of the men, waved his arms and his body swayed. I thought that he might be heard two blocks away. There were barking dogs and 

 hooting like owls.” 

   

It is also worth noting that early Pentecostal congregations were 

commonly ordered out of town by the police because of the racket they 

made and because of their general misconduct. 

 “It was also reported that there was crawling on all fours and barking up a tree like a dog.” 



A Baptist pastor who ran around hugging everyone he could get 

hold of. This was called,  “divine love.”  One missionary leader spoke with horror about what happened at Azusa Street, declaring that  “it would be impossible to publish the things that have occurred there. The familiarity between sexes in public meetings has been shocking, to say the least. Hell has reaped an awful harvest and infidelity has become more strongly 

 rooted than ever before.”  Sexual impropriety is rife, as is marital breakdown and other problems. Before he left Azusa Street, Parham said, 

 “God is sick at His stomach”  because of the animalism’ going on there. 



The occurrences at Azusa Street soon attracted the attention of 

occultists far and wide. They did so not because God was in the 

movement, but because He was not!  “Spiritualists and mediums from the numerous occult societies of Los Angeles began to attend and to 

 contribute their seances and trances to the services.”  Seymour was terrified by these activities, which took place in the middle of his church’s services. He wrote frantically to Parham, begging him to come to Los 

Angeles to sort things out. As Nader Mikhael correctly observed,  “How could an outpouring of the Spirit of God, attract the witches, the mediums and the spiritualists who are attracted to the spirit that is at work in them, that is, the Devil.”  How else could these evil people participate in what 
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was supposed to be at a ‘revival’ meeting? The only answer is that the 

events at Azusa Street were not of God at all but were of satan.  “Did the outpouring of the Holy Spirit on the day of Pentecost attract mediums and spiritualists, to participate with the disciples?”  No, of course they did not! 

Mediums and spiritualists are powerless in the presence of God. 



The power of satan was so strong that the  “supernatural 

 atmosphere of Azusa Street was felt within several blocks!”  If it had been the power of God, mediums and spiritualists would not have been able to 

enter that hallowed area. Instead, they flocked there and joined in the 

revelry, because they recognized that the same spirit as they had was 

present in Azusa Street.” 



Do you really want to celebrate that? Now again, that’s some of the 

background, we’ve already dealt with some of that, but I want to hit on it again. You’re going to celebrate that event and you’re going to say it’s 

interracial. That’s incredible! No, it’s not. It’s not true. 



Early racial tolerance is false. There was disruption between whites 

and blacks, Seymour made the Hispanics leave and then denied leadership 

to white people. Seymour’s two female aids left and took his mailing list to start another work in Portland, while another leader started the 

Assemblies of God after being expelled in 1914. This is not the work of 

God. They made the call and then here come the 300 white guys. 



The Assemblies of God has its roots in the Pentecostal Azusa 

Street Revival of the early 20th century. Established churches generally did not welcome the Pentecostal aspects of the revival, and participants in the new movement soon found themselves forced outside existing religious 

bodies. Pentecostal leaders felt the desire to protect and preserve the 

results of the revival by uniting through cooperative fellowship. In April 1914, after splitting from the African American dominated Church of God 

in Christ, about 300 white preachers and laymen from 20 states and 

several foreign countries met for a general council in Hot Springs, 

Arkansas, and was incorporated under the name General Council of the 

Assemblies of God, in the United States of America. So, you’re either 

being dishonest or you don’t even know your own history. You’re trying to paint this as some great incredible revival. No, it wasn’t, as we saw with the behavior. But then you’re trying to say it was just this movement of 

unity. We’ve all got to engage in this behavior and being like them, 
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because it produces unity wherever it breaks out. No, it doesn’t. That’s not true. If this was so interracial why did 300 white preachers leave the 

African American Church behind? 



The Assemblies of God is a group of churches which together form 

the world’s largest Pentecostal denomination. It is the fourth largest 

international Christian group of denominations. So, let’s get down to their beliefs. Prior to 1967 the Assemblies of God, along with the majority of 

other Pentecostal denominations, officially opposed Christian participation in war and considered itself a peace church. The US Assemblies of God 

continues to give full doctrinal support to members who are led by 

religious conscience of pacifism. Kind of like the Jehovah’s Witnesses. Is that somebody that you want to follow? I don’t think so. But it produced 

this incredible unity. We’re not supposed to do anything, we are just 

supposed to roll over and let people beat us up. They believe that is what God taught. 



Now, what does the Bible say about pacifism? Pacifism is 

opposition to war or violence as a means of settling disputes. Pacifists 

refuse, on moral or religious grounds, to bear arms or engage in any type of physical resistance. They believe that all disputes can and should be 

settled in peaceful, non-violent ways. Pacifists are usually conscientious objectors in times of war. Some religious groups, such as the Quakers, 

Mennonites, and the Amish, make pacifism an integral part of their 

doctrine. 



Some claim that the Bible commands pacifism. They believe that 

the sum total of Jesus’ teachings requires His followers to lay down their arms and promote peace. They cite passages such as the Sermon on the 

Mount and believe that Jesus never promoted killing enemies. They claim 

that the power of love should be strong enough to disarm the staunchest 

enemy and that we are called to be peacemakers, not soldiers. He came the first time as a lamb, and beaten on our behalf, to open that intimacy where we are guaranteed to get to Heaven, as we saw in Hebrews. But He’s 

coming back next time to dish out the beatings. Did you know He is going 

to war with the planet? What does that sound like? And guess who comes 

back with him? You and I as soldiers. We sing songs about this. “Onward 

Christian Soldiers.” 
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Pacifism – is it realistic? Does it work against terrorist groups or 

fascist dictators? What happens to pacifists and their families when 

terrorists threaten? The no-war crowd seems to forget that their freedom to exercise pacifism was bought with the blood of non-pacifists. Those 

soldiers did not die because they loved war. They died, in part, so that 

future pacifists could expound freely about their sincerely held beliefs, without fear of death, torture, or imprisonment, by those who refuse to 

consider peace. Without non-pacifists, there would be no pacifists. 



Despite what pacifists would have us believe, God is not a pacifist. 

The Bible is filled with examples of God taking vengeance on His 

enemies. Those examples are not limited to the Old Testament. It is 

impossible to read the book of Revelation without seeing the Lamb of God 

in His role as the Lion of Judah. The imagery is clear that Jesus will 

overcome His enemies with war. Let’s see what Scripture says about Jesus 

being a pacifist when He comes back at the end of the 7-year Tribulation, dealing with the Battle of Armageddon. 

Revelation 19:11-18, 21: “I saw heaven standing open and there before me was a white horse, whose rider is called ‘Faithful and True’ (Jesus). 

With justice He judges and makes war. His eyes are like blazing fire, and on his head are many crowns. He has a name written on him that no one 

knows but he himself. He is dressed in a robe dipped in blood, and his 

name is the Word of God. The armies of heaven were following Him, 

riding on white horses and dressed in fine linen, white and clean. Out of His mouth comes a sharp sword with which to strike down the nations. He 

will rule them with an iron scepter. He treads the winepress of the fury of the wrath of God Almighty. On His robe and on His thigh, He has this 

name written. King of Kings and Lord of Lords. And I saw an angel 

standing in the sun, who cried in a loud voice to all the birds flying in midair. ‘Come, gather together, for the great supper of God, so that you 

may eat the flesh of kings, generals, and mighty men, of horses and their riders, and the flesh of all people, free and slave, small and great. The rest of them were killed with the sword that came out of the mouth of the rider on the horse, and all the birds gorged themselves on their flesh.” 
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I’m just quoting Bible. These aren’t pacifist words to me. That is a 

pretty intense scene. But what you need to do is go back to Revelation 14, it gives you another little nugget there of this Battle of Armageddon. No wonder the birds had to come up and clean it up, because it is just a 

bloody mess, after Jesus gets done. 

Revelation 14:19-20: “The angel swung his sickle on the earth, gathered its grapes and threw them into the great winepress of God’s wrath. They 

were trampled in the winepress outside the city, and blood flowed out of 

the press, rising as high as the horses’ bridles (about 4 feet deep) for 1,600 

stadia (about 200 miles).” 



This is the same Jesus who is quoted by pacifists to support their 

cause. And He wouldn’t hurt a flea. No, that is why you would want to be 

on God’s side. Because He takes rebellion to Him and His kingdom very 

serious and the fact that we were all disqualified to be a part of His 

kingdom, and we all rebelled against Him, He lovingly gave His Son to 

die for us, so we could escape the penalty of being under the wrath of 

God. And guess what? He is not going to let what’s going on, on this 

planet, go on forever. He is going to have the last word, but rest assured He’s going to win and those who rebel against Him, He is going to take 

out! It’s going to be a bloody mess. It will be the quickest war ever. So, that doesn’t seem to fit their narrative that somehow you should be a 

pacifist. 



In short, personal pacifism should be the goal of every follower of 

Christ. We are called to live in peace, as much as we are able to do so. We should be willing to turn the other cheek and even be cheated if it means not dishonoring the name of Christ. When peace is an option, we should 

pursue it as far as it will go. But when the lives and liberties of others are threatened, a higher law draws us to their defense. When a nation needs to defend itself from those who would destroy its peace, true peacemakers 

join forces to protect it. 



Now another belief that is coming out of this group is the so-called 

second blessing, or the baptism in the Holy Spirit. The AG teaches that 

this experience is distinct from and subsequent to the experience of 

salvation. The initial evidence of the baptism in the Holy Spirit is speaking

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in tongues. It also believes in the present-day use of other spirit gifts and in divine healing. Many would also say that you can lose your salvation. 

Hebrews 10 says that’s impossible. He who’s done this is faithful, Jesus guarantees we’re going to get there. His blood cleanses us. That’s why we are so excited. That’s why when we do a symbol, as the children of God, 

we’re so excited, we encourage one another. Nobody’s got a brighter 

future than Christians. But they say, no, you can lose it. And again, how far can you push that? It’s completely unbiblical. But how far can you 

push that saying you can lose your salvation, by your works, and are you 

trusting in works for salvation? On the one hand you’re saying I don’t 

work for it, but I could work myself out of it. Isn’t that still works? 

And how about their body? Now, let’s look at what this body, called the 

Assemblies of God, is producing. Is it a blessing to you and me? I can’t 

get into all of them, but this will give you an opportunity to look at, 

unfortunately, what has become the face of Christianity for the lost. As we saw, it’s not good, because a lot of the Pentecostal denominations, 

teaching these things (false teachings and false gospels), they are out there with the big media, and the big bucks, and they have been there for quite a while.  The biggest scandals going on is typically from Pentecostal groups and unfortunately, they are coming from the Assemblies of God. These are 

the people we are going to talk about in this chapter. And the first ones we’re going to look at are Jim and Tammy Faye Bakker. Assemblies of 

God through and 

through. What a 

blessing that we have 

to experience, when we 

assemble together. I 

shared just a little tidbit 

of what went on and 

how the secular said 

about what they did. 

 “It was the greatest 

 scab and cancer on the face of Christianity in 2,000 years of church 

 history.”  Is that a blessing? You wonder why people look at you and I, when we start talking about Jesus?  “Oh, you’re one of those, all you care about is money. You’re a hypocrite. You’re a liar.”  Where do people get 
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that from? It isn’t just from these people. Typically it’s coming from this movement. 



Now let me give you a couple more examples. It was brought on 

by a class-action lawsuit, on behalf of more than 160,000 onetime 

believers, who contributed as much as $7,000 each, in a ministry that over the years amassed an empire worth $158 million dollars. However, this so-called Christian ministry didn’t appear to be very wise with the use of its money. For instance, one time they spent more than $100 on a purchase of 

cinnamon rolls. Not to eat them, but just so they could smell them in their hotel room. But not only that, they had a regular practice of spending over $100,000 on a private jet just to fly their clothing across the country. Then they spent $60,000 in gold-plated bathroom fixtures and thousands of 

dollars on an air-conditioned dog house, that turned out to be too noisy for the dog, so he never even slept in it. 



And on top of that, this husband and wife duo received annual 

salaries of $200.000 each and even awarded themselves over $4 million in 

bonuses. And because of this, they owned 6 mansions, lots of luxury cars 

and had 47 separate bank accounts. And of course, we’re talking about the church scandal of Jim and Tammy Faye Bakker. But guess what? Jim 

Bakker is back. Remember these guys and what they do? They wait a 

decade or maybe two, like Peter Popoff who got exposed on the Johnny 

Carson show? He’s back in action. Is there no discipline in the Pentecost denominations? How do these guys keep coming back? 

GMA Reports:  “Now to that scandal that brought down a Christian TV 

 empire. Thirty years later, 20/20 has a special look at the televangelists Jim and Tammy Faye Bakker. Amy is here with that story and take a look at what Jim Bakker is doing now.” 

  Amy:  “That’s right. Well he could have been in prison right now. He was sentenced to 45 years but he only served five. And so he is out and he is back in front of the cameras.” 

The Jim Bakker’s show opens with a guy singing about the End Times. As 

he is singing he is holding up a can of dried prepper food. 
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Amy:  “The talk show describes itself as a daily broadcast featuring prophetic and Biblical revelations brought to light in today’s world. But take a close look at the host. He may look very familiar.”  

Announcer:  “Welcome to the Jim Bakker Show!” 

Amy:  “It’s Jim Bakker with closely cropped hair and a white beard, looking markedly different than his days as a household name back in the 70s and 80s. Bakker with then wife, Tammy Faye, quickly rose to stardom with the Praise the Lord Network.” 

  Jim Bakker:  “I’m asking you to start giving and just see what happens in your life.” 

  Amy:  “But the couple suffered a very public downfall in the late 80s. Jim was caught in a sex scandal.” 

  Jessica Hahn:  “All I can tell you is it certainly was not an affair. Okay?” 

Commentator:  “Her version is pretty horrific. And in today’s ‘Me Too’ 

 movement it probably could have resulted in criminal charges. Now if you believe Jim Bakker’s version of it, it was a consensual liaison.”  

Amy:  “The Bakker’s lost control of their PTL empire. Allegations of fundraising led to a federal indictment for Jim.”  

Reporter on the street:  “Jim Bakker was found guilty on all 24 counts of wire and mail fraud and conspiracy.”  

Amy:  “Tammy filed for divorce before passing away in 2007. Bakker appealed his sentence and was released from prison after serving just five years. Now Jim Bakker’s back on TV.”  

Jim Bakker:  “If the power goes out we believe in being ready for anything.”  
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The clip ends up with the original guy singing, walking down the aisle of prepper food that they are selling.  “You say, Jim and Lori help me be prepared today.”  

Amy:  Once again spreading his faith alongside his wife Lori. He’s back on TV selling a lot of stuff.” 

GMA Reports:  “This was a big scandal, I remember it to this day.” 

  Co-Host:  “Remember the mascara?” 

  GMA Reports:  “Oh, yeah.” 



Wow, he’s back in action. And did you notice what he is selling? 

He’s selling prepping gear. Now, am I against it if you want to prep? If 

there’s an earthquake - there was just a rough gig in Hawaii, or if a 

hurricane hits, or if the lights go out and it’s an emergency, or a tornado. 

I’m not against that, but that’s not the premise. The premise is that he 

believes that the church is going to be in the 7-year Tribulation and you’ve got to be the ultimate survivor. Which I believe is completely unbiblical. 

So, you know what the antidote is? You and I as pre-tribbers, we should be spending all our time, resources, talents and tongues getting the gospel 

out. But he say’s that we need to buy from him, all the clam chowder and 

dried corn and rice. You need to buy bags of lime, because you have to dig holds in your back yard to dispose of your waste. And you think I’m 

joking. 



I was at a conference this year and one of the speakers there told 

me that one ministry, that sells this message of fear, that if you are in the 7-year Tribulation, you have to 

survive, they make millions. In 

just one year alone this one 

particular ministry made 

something like $78 million 

dollars just on survival gear and 

food products. Somebody’s doing 

it again. Now is that a blessing to 
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the body of Christ? I don’t think so. You would think that after getting 

spanked you’d come back and,  “Man I’m not doing that again. I want to get right with the Lord.”   



Let’s deal with another one from the Assemblies of God. That 

would be these guys here. This is Paul and Jan Crouch. Both of them have 

somewhat recently passed away. Of course, what they are basically known 

for is frankly, one of the biggest sewer pipes of false teaching that is still being aired across the world today, called Trinity Broadcasting Network, 

TBN. I like to explain that acronym as the “Total Blasphemy Network” 

and I’ll just say what it is because the bulk of it, folks, is just a bunch of junk, that you don’t want to be a part of. They use that platform just like the Bakkers and it’s once again ripping people off. The common thread 

you’re going to see with a lot of these charismatic people, especially the ones that are out there in the media, is the “name it and claim it,” the “blab it and grab it,” the word faith, get rich, give me money. God will bless you if you give me money, and these people are ripping people off. 



Paul and Jan Crouch were also one of the biggest people to do that. 

In fact, when Paul Crouch recently passed away, this person put together 

an honest eulogy of Paul Crouch. 

Narrator:  “On November 30, 2013, Paul Crouch, co-founder of the Trinity Broadcasting Network passed away. If we were to write an honest eulogy for this man, perhaps this would be what it would say. He was a man who prospered, in fact, he personified the prosperity doctrine, 

 building a life of luxury on the wallets, purses and personal donations of the indoctrinated, the brainwashed, the gullible, vulnerable and the weak. 

 Prayers and promises to the oppressed and thousands of impoverished and afflicted souls across the planet. 

  His life was marked by big money, big hair and promises of big blessings in exchange for big donations. And of course, the faithful did give cash, checks and credit card numbers. The viewing audience said please take our money and Paul Crouch, Sr. said thanks a million. Honestly, does Paul Crouch desire a hero’s tribute? Are the lives of his fans and followers truly better because of his television appearances, preaching, and prayers or 
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 was he an opportunist who built a multi-million dollar life of luxury and privilege upon an offering plate.”  



Wow, what a blessing. It was amazing. What’s sad is when they 

showed the headline, it was from Charisma News. That is obviously a 

charismatic outlet. But how was his death being looked upon. This great 

pilar, this amazing guy. I’m not saying that he didn’t do any good, I don’t know. Hopefully he did something, somewhere. But by and large, is that a 

blessing to the body? Having those people do what they do, with the false teachings, ripping people off their cash. Even the lost watch that, as 

they’re flipping through the channels. Do you think it’s a great witness to the rest of us? To the lost, who doesn’t know the difference? They say, you must be one of them. And then you wonder why we get the cold shoulder 

and we’re looked at like we are weird. Then we say, “We don’t teach that, that’s not what the Bible says.” But the lost don’t know, and we get 

lumped into it. 



Paul Franklin Crouch (March 30, 1934 – November 30, 2013) was 

an American television evangelist. Crouch and his wife, Jan founded the 

Trinity Broadcasting Network in 1973. Crouch was born in St. Joseph, 

Missouri, the third son of oft-traveling Assemblies of God missionaries. 

He soon became interested in amateur radio and announced he would use 

such technology to send the gospel around the world. He graduated from 

Central Bible College (Assemblies of God) in Springfield, Missouri in 

1955 with a degree in theology. Crouch and Jan met in 1957 and were 

married in Missouri. They have two sons, Paul Crouch, Jr., and Matthew 

Crouch. 



In 1961, he was appointed by the general counsel of the 

Assemblies of God to organize and operate their newly formed 

Department of Television and Film Production in Burbank, California, a 

position he held for four years.  In 1973, he founded the Trinity Broadcast Network, along with Jim and Tammy Faye Bakker (the Bakkers left in 

1975). TBN is viewed globally on 70 satellites and over 18,000 TV and 

cable affiliates. TBN is also seen on the web globally. TBN is carried on over 287 television stations in the U.S. and on thousands of other cable 

television and satellite systems around the world in over 75 countries, 

where their programming is translated into over eleven languages. 
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In 2000, Crouch was sued for $40 million by author Sylvia 

Fleener, who accused Crouch of plagiarism in his poplar end-times novel 

(and subsequent movie), The Omega Code. Fleener’s lawsuit alleged that 

the movie’s plot was taken from her own novel, The Omega Syndrome. 

The case was settled out of court for an undisclosed sum. In September 

2004, the Los Angeles Times reported that in 1998 Crouch paid Enoch 

Lonnie Ford, a former employee, a $425,000 formal settlement to end a 

wrongful termination lawsuit. The paper also reported that Ford had 

alleged a sexual relationship between the two men. Crouch died at his 

home in Orange, California, on November 30, 2012, after ten years with 

degenerative heart disease. 



Janice Wendell Crouch (Bethany) was the daughter of Reverend 

and Ms. Edgar W. Bethany. Her father served as an Assemblies of God 

pastor. In 1973, Paul and Jan Crouch co-founded Trinity Broadcast 

Network and TBN is currently third-largest over-the-air station group in 

the United States (measured as percentage of homes reached) with CBS, 

FOX, and NBC holding the 4th, 5th, and 6th place. 



In March 2012, Crouch was accused by her granddaughter, a 

former employee and chief finance director of the network, of 

misappropriating network funds to spend on a lavish lifestyle. 

Expenditures included expensive homes, private jets, massive custom 

wigs, and a $100,000 air-conditioned mobile home solely for her dogs. 

The New York Times wrote that Crouch, for nearly two years, rented 

adjoining rooms for herself and her two Maltese dogs at the deluxe Loews 

Portofino Bay Hotel, while she was building the Holy Land Experience 

theme park in Orland, Florida. The suit includes allegations that Jan had an affair with a Holy Land Experience employee. 



Also in 2012, another of Crouch’s granddaughters sued TBN, 

alleging that she had been molested and raped by a TBN employee at the 

age of 13. She alleged that Jan Crouch screamed at her and blamed her for the assault. The employee was subsequently fired but was never reported 

to the authorities. Crouch’s lawyers said the network was attempting to 

cover it up to prevent a scandal. In 2017, a year after Crouch’s death, a jury awarded the granddaughter $2 million in damages. Crouch suffered a 

massive stroke on May 25, 2016, and was hospitalized. She died in 

Orlando, Florida on May 31, 2016, at the age of 77. 
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As you saw in the clip of the above video, guess whose also 

Assembly of God and that would be Jessica 

Hahn. Jessica Hahn was the one that got 

involved with the sexual scandal with Jim 

Bakker.  Now, because of that investigation, 

it was when they began to open up the big 

can of worms, about all the financial 

misappropriations in the Assemblies of God. And then that affair aspect 

bleeds into this next Assemblies of God guy. Is anyone seeing a pattern 

here? Is anyone wondering why people look at the church and say, “All 

you preachers want is our money.” Where do they think they got that 

from? And where is this coming from? By and large the charismatic 

community. Which is very unfortunate. 



But now we have this guy, Jimmy Swaggart. Let’s revisit that 

scandal. 

Narrator:  “Jimmy 

 Swaggart’s sex scandal. 

 Jimmy Lee Swaggart was a 

 well-known evangelist in the 

 1980s, and a minister of the 

 Pentecostal Christian 

 denomination known as the 

 Assemblies of God. 

 Swaggart’s success and notoriety came under fire in the public eye 

 however, when the preacher became involved in a sex scandal with a 

 prostitute. This ultimately led the Assembly to strip him of his ability to practice religious ordinances. Swaggart’s struggle during the scandal reached its peak when, in 1988, he addressed his wife and congregation in a choked-up confession. It was watched on television by millions and 

 served as one of the most memorable moments of the 80s televangelist 

 boom.” 

  Watchmojo Reports:  “Marvin Gorman, a TV evangelist in New Orleans was believed to have given  photos of Swaggart and a prostitute to church 
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 leaders. Gorman confessed immorality a few years ago but blames 

 Swaggart for accusing him of numerous affairs.” 

  Newscaster:  “A leading television evangelist has confessed publicly  to committing sins against God and his family. Jimmy Swaggart made his 

 confession on television and left the pulpit in tears. It’s believed he was photographed with a prostitute in a hotel room.” 

  “Jimmy Swaggart’s church was packed yesterday as the wealthy American evangelist arrived with his wife and family. The sermon was hardly 

 typical. The preacher had come to make a public confession, about a 

 sexual encounter with a prostitute. These are hard times for television evangelism, still shaken by an earlier scandal involving Jim and Tammy Faye Bakker. Ironically, it was Mr. Swaggart whose charges of adultery helped to bring down another television evangelist, Jim Bakker. Mr. 

 Bakker was forced to resign last year as head of a hugely successful South Carolina ministry and holiday complex called PTL or Praise the Lord. Mr. 

 Bakker said he had been wickedly manipulated into a sexual encounter 

 with a church secretary. The secretary said the preacher had insisted on it. 

 Jimmy Swaggart said he won’t be doing any more preaching until church officials have decided what disciplinary action they are going to take.” 

   

And apparently it wasn’t really a big disciplinary action, because 

guess what? He’s back. Anybody starting to see a pattern here? You don’t 

hold anybody to any kind of biblical standard. What’s going on here? 



Jimmy Lee Swaggart (born 1935) is an American Pentecostal 

evangelist. Swaggart’s TV ministry, which began in 1971, has a viewing 

audience both in the U.S. and internationally and broadcast throughout the U.S. and on 78 channels in 104 other countries, and over the internet. He currently owns and operates the Sonlife Broadcasting Network. Sexual 

scandals with prostitutes in the late 1980s and early 1990s led the 

Assemblies of God to defrock him. As a result of the scandals, Swaggart 

temporarily stepped down as the head of Jimmy Swaggart Ministries. 



He is the cousin of rock-n-roll pioneer Jerry Lee Lewis and 

country music star Mickey Gilley. It is reported that both of them are also 
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Assemblies of God. And if you remember back in the day, what went on 

with Jerry Lee? He married his cousin. And she was pretty young. 



With his parents, Swaggart attended a small 25-member 

Assemblies of God church. In 1952, at the age of 17, Swaggart married 

15-year-old Frances Anderson whom he met in church while he was 

playing music with his father. They have a son named Donnie Swaggart. 

Swaggart. He began full-time evangelistic work in 1955. In 1961, 

Swaggart was ordained by the Assemblies of God; a year later he began 

his radio ministry. Jimmy Swaggart Ministries still operates several radio stations that operate under the name Sonlife Radio. 



In 1975, Swaggart’s television ministry had expanded to more 

stations around the U.S., and he started using television as his primary 

preaching forum. By 1983, more than 250 television stations broadcast 

Swaggart’s telecast. In 1988, Swaggart was implicated in a sex scandal 

involving a prostitute and three years later Swaggart was implicated in 

another scandal involving a prostitute. In 1986 when Swaggart exposed 

fellow Assemblies of God minister Marvin Gorman, who had been 

accused of having several affairs. Once exposed, Gorman was defrocked 

from the Assemblies of God, his ministry all but ended. As a retaliatory 

move, Gorman hired his son Randy and son-in-law Garland Bilbo to stake 

out the Travel inn on airline Highway in Baton Rouge. 



As of 2007 Jimmy Swaggart Ministries comprised a website and a 

24/7 cable satellite television network, Sonlife Broadcast Network (SBN) 

on DirecTV, Dish Network, Glorystar channel, AT&T U-verse, version 

Fios, and various cable TV providers and broadcast stations. SBN is 

available in the U.S. throughout Australia and New Zealand and is also 

available 24 hours a day in the United Kingdom on SKY Channel, and 

Freeview Channel. It is also shown on DSTV channel for African viewers. 

And he also has a Bible college. I don’t recommend getting a degree from 

there, personally. Now I’m just stating the facts and I’m not saying that there aren’t scandals in the Baptist denominations, But I am talking about some of these biggest ones. The ones that have defamed the name of 

Christ and are a horrible witness for you and me, that we’re dealing with to this day. Where are they coming from? From this event that is supposed to be new, and that’s not true, we’ve seen it throughout history. But it’s supposed to be this incredible movement of God, and it was not from God. 
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It is supposedly providing all this incredible unity, and it was the major source of massive splits, even in their own thinking. And now it has not 

produced a blessing for the body of Christ. Let alone a witness for Christ. 

It’s all coming from the same source, the Azusa Street Revival.

Charismatic History 

False Revivals Yonggi Cho Benny Hinn 

 

As a recap, we have already seen the whole premise with the 

charismatic chaos again, as I open up in prayer, sometimes we’re looking 

down upon. We’re the ones that are missing out on some of this behavior. 

No, I don’t believe I want to be like that. Unfortunately, they tell us that it’s really not what the Bible says, and they know it kind of freaks us out, and that they know it looks like the occult, but we just don’t understand. 

This is a movement of God’s Spirit in the last days. That’s why it’s so 

weird and strange. Really? No, it’s not. And what we’ve been seeing is 

that it’s been going on for the longest time, after the death of the last Apostle. Of course, they say it all started at the Azusa Street Revival. So, anyway, if they want to play that game, any of this is not of God. There 

were all kinds of aberrant, satanic, witchcraft, seances, freaky stuff going on there. That was where it began to spread across America and across the world. Now, why were there so many splits? And I’ll give you the benefit 

of the doubt, there are a lot of splits in other denominations as well. But by and large, the reason that there were so many splits, repeatedly, in the 

charismatic community, the premise is this – you’re not really relying on 
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the Word of God. You got some supposed word outside of the Word of 

God. “God told me to tell you.” You are bound to split; you have no unity. 



So, that group, where God supposedly told them to wear black 

robes, splits off, because God told the other group to wear red robes. As we delved deep into the Oneness Pentecostalism, we found that is not 

Christianity, is a works-based salvation. They say that you must be 

baptized by one of them, which discounts anybody prior to 1914 getting 

saved. And not only by one of them, but it must be in Jesus’ name only. 

Then they say, you must speak in tongues (gibberish). None of this is 

Biblical. One of the splits caused the birth of the Assemblies of God in 

1914. We saw some very interesting things there with their history, beliefs, and behavior, with one being some incredible unifying interracial revival, where people of all colors got along. That’s not true. There were all kinds of racial divisions going on at that point. In fact, there were 300 white pastors breaking off from the African community. And they believed that 

you had to have a second dose of the Holy Spirit, which you and I are 

missing. Which is not taken from Scripture. Finally, they also believe that you can lose your salvation. One of the things that they have really 

excelled at is scandal, a very bad witness to the lost. 



Let’s remind ourselves, again, when we gather as Christians, how 

we are to be a blessing to one another. What does God say we are 

supposed to be doing, and how can we be instruments of blessings, for one another when we gather together as a church. 

Ephesians 5:15-20: “Be very careful, then, how you live – not as unwise but as wise, making the most of every opportunity, because the days are 

evil. Therefore, do not be foolish, but understand what the Lord’s will is. 

Do not get drunk on wine, which leads to debauchery, instead, be filled 

(under the control of) with the spirit. Speak to one another with psalms, hymns and spiritual songs. Sing and make music in your heart to the Lord, always giving thanks to God the Father for everything, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ.” 







Paul says if you don’t want to be a fool, be wise most of the time, 

the days are getting evil. If you’re going to be a blessing in your walk with Christ, you need to get busy getting into the Word of God as much as you 
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can. You need to understand God’s will, to follow and do His will. But 

don’t let something else control you, and lead to debauchery. Make sure it is the true Spirit of God that is controlling you. Scripture also says that when God’s Spirit controls you, what does that lead in to? In Galatians 5, Paul tells us that when you walk, live and keep in the step of the Spirit of God, what’s the side-effect? It’s the fruit of the Spirit. How do you know when God’s spirit is controlling you? You distribute love, joy, peace, 

patience, kindness, gentleness, and self-control. That’s a sign that the Holy Spirit is there. Is God a God of disorder, chaos? Absolutely not. So, when you’re under the control of the Spirit of God, it’s going to be orderly, it’s not going to be chaotic and it’s going to produce the fruit of the Spirit. Can we agree on that? It’s not what’s going on with the charismatic movement, with more people coming out of the Assemblies of God. 



Now the 

next guy we’re 

going to talk about 

is Steve Hill. As 

you can see there, 

he passed away a 

few years back. He 

was the guy that is 

responsible for what 

we’re told, is one of the most amazing events in our lifetime, in the history of the church called the Brownsville Revival. 



The Brownsville Revival (also known as the Pensacola 

Outpouring) was a widely reported Christian revival within the 

Pentecostal movement that began on Father’s Day June 18, 1995 at 

Brownsville Assembly of God in Pensacola, Florida. More than four 

million people are reported to have attended the revival meetings from its beginnings in 1995 to around 2000. In 1993, two years before the revival 

began, Brownsville’s pastor, John Kilpatrick, began directing his 

congregation to pray for revival. Over the next two years, he talked 

constantly about bringing revival to the church, even going as far as to 

threaten to leave the church, if it didn’t accept the revival. Talk about peer pressure. It was like, “We better woop something up or our pastor’s going to leave. But doesn’t revival come from the Spirit of God? 
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On Father’s Day June 18, 1995, on a Sunday, the revival began. 

Evangelist Steve Hill was the guest speaker, having been invited by 

Kilpatrick. Later, Hill and Kilpatrick, told of ‘a mighty wind’ that blew through the church. Kilpatrick had been talking ‘revival’ for several 

months and had gotten word that Hill wanted to lead a big revival. By 

1997, it was common to have lengthy and rapturous periods of singing and 

dancing and altars packed with hundreds of writhing or dead-still bodies. 

As the revival progressed, so did the testimonies of people receiving 

supernatural healings. However, the church told local news reporters that it did not keep records of the healings. The primary part of the revival 

ended in 2000, when Hill moved on to pursue other works. So, they 

brought Hill in, but when he leaves it basically falls apart. Does that sound like the Spirit of God? 



So where did this so-called Revival come from? The Toronto 

Blessing. The Toronto Blessing is reported as having influenced the 

Brownsville Revival and the Lakeland Revival which later occurred in 

Florida, which included similar reputed supernatural manifestations. They called it  “The greatest thing that’s happened in the church in the last 100 

 years.”  

CBN News Reports:  “The revival known as the Toronto Blessing 

 happened in 1994 as guest Randy Clark ministered along with John and 

 Carol Arnott. The Holy Spirit suddenly took over the service. This 

 happened powerfully, day after day, for years, drawing people from 

 around the world. Heidi Baker came from Mozambique, where she was a 

 missionary and saw her life radically transformed in Toronto. Now she leads a global ministry that started some eleven thousand churches.”  

Paul Strand:  “The Toronto Blessing was certainly lively. People would be convulsed with wild laughter, hundreds would be knocked to the floor at the same time.”  

Pastor John Arnott:  “We were used to people receiving the Holy Spirit, maybe falling down one at a time. I’ve never seen a whole room fall out, like they’re all out.”  
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CBN News Reports:  “In the face of such miracles, Arnott suggested that people not judge what God can or can’t do.”  

Pastor John Arnott:  “I’m sorry that not everybody liked it, not everybody wanted it. I’m sorry about the guys that spoke against it. They missed the greatest thing that has ever happened to this church, in my opinion, in the last hundred years.”  

CBN News Reports:  “As some religion leaders heard of these events. 

 They warned the signs and wonders were of the flesh or maybe even the devil.”  



And that’s the camp that I’d be a part of, when you take a look at 

what was going on there. Because, basically, it’s the same ungodly, ugly, satanic behavior, that went on at the Azusa Street Revival. This is not from God, but yet, this is the greatest thing that has happened in 100 years. 

Really? You mean like other people getting saved. That’s not greater than wiggling on the ground, barking like a dog, roaring like a lion, being 

paralyzed for hours on end? That’s better than souls getting saved? 

Christians being discipled, knowing God’s will? 



The Toronto Blessing has become synonymous within charismatic 

christian circles for terms and actions that include a religiious ecstasy, ecstatic worship, being slain in the Spirit, uncontrollable laughter, 

emotional and/or physical euphoria, crying, healing from emotional 

wounds, healing of damaged relationships, and electric waves of the spirit. 

Holy laughter, overwhelming joy, roaring like lions or making other 

animal noises. 



You know what that sounds like? That sounds like you are under 

the control of something that is not the Holy Spirit of God because it’s 

leading to debauchery. Which is the exact opposite of the text we just read. 

I’m not saying that you’re not under control of something. I’m not saying you didn’t feel something. I’m not even saying that there’s not some sort of a spirit behind what you’re doing. I’m just not convinced that it’s the Spirit of God, because it’s not producing the fruit of the Spirit. 



More than 300 of the visitors claimed that they supernaturally 

received gold or silver fillings in their teeth during the meetings. Others 
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saw it as hysterical and spiritually dangerous. The (unholy) laughter 

portion of these meetings was endorsed by Benny Hinn, Oral Roberts and 

Pat Robertson. Critics referred to the revival as having done more damage than good, and that the Toronto Blessing was a matter of people being 

enslaved into altered states of consciousness, where they obscure reality and enshrine absurdity. And as we saw before, it’s carbon copy of the 

Kundalini Spirit that’s straight out of Hinduism and the occult. 

Narrator:  “The stuff that’s been invading in the last 16 to 17 years is, I believe, the worst invasion in church history. So, we’ve got a lot to look at. 

 My background is that I’ve been involved in the charismatic movement 

 myself for over 25 years. I’ve been part of the prophetic movement, or was a part of that movement for 11 years. So, I saw all of this incredibly alarming and disturbing stuff coming in while I was involved. Now, the basic question that we’re asking in this documentary, is why are these manifestations so similar to Eastern religions and Hinduism and the 

 Kundalini cults? And yet they’re not found in Scripture, they’re not found in the Bible, they’re not found in classical Christianity at all. 

  Of course in Hinduism, one of the most common ways of experiencing a Kundalini awakening is through a guru placing his hand upon your 

 forehead. This is called “Shaktipat” and when they do that you’ll be 

 infused with this incredible love and this wave of emotion. You’ll fall down and there’ll be all these manifestations, maybe animal noises, joy, and weeping and shaking. This is a Kundalini awakening and amazingly it is exactly the same as we have been seeing. 

  Isn’t it incredible that starting around 1994 this stuff would invade the entire charismatic church movement, almost worldwide, on a vast scale, and yet it’s absolutely identical seemingly to Kundalini Hinduism. Now, one of the very clearest signs of a Kundalini awakening has always been these kriyas. You see this woman involved in the New Age movement. She’s walking along and exibiting these kriyas happening, involuntary jerking motions and the staggering thing about it, is that we are seeing this again and again, these same type of kriyas. 
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 This has always been one of the clearest signs of Kundalini that we know of. A friend of mine from South Africa who’s done a tremendous amount of research on this topic, says that Kundalini is like a false Holy Spirit. It produces even miracles, healings, and fusions of love, power, energy, and emotion, all these kinds of things, and yet it’s the Hindu version of the Holy Spirit and it’s not holy. 

  Now, tell me how could this happen? How could this stuff invade the 

 whole charismatic movement on such a scale? How could these big 

 leaders support it and how on earth are we supposed to turn around such an invasion?” 



Well, I’ll tell you how. You get right back to the Word of God. 

Which the charismatic movement doesn’t do. They are seeking a foreign 

experience, and they got an experience, but it ain’t the Spirit of God. As we saw already throughout their history, how the early founders of their 

movement were influenced by New Age Hinduism. So, it’s not a surprise. 

But the way you counteract it is by getting back to the Word of God. Any 

of those things is not only not from God, but you are also not going to 

become a disciple of God, you’re not going to become a disciplined 

learner of God’s Word, if that’s all you crave for. 



When this so-called blessing of Toronto is held to the light of 

Scripture it can scarcely be called such. Absolutely nowhere in Scripture can one find a precedent for what was happening at the Toronto Airport 

Church. The nearest that Scripture comes to describing the paralysis and 

bizarre behavior prompted by the Toronto Blessing are its documented 

effects of demonic possession. Pastor Arnott began focusing almost 

exclusively on the part of the Holy Spirit. Experiences were being held in higher esteem than Scripture. A believer’s focus needs to be Jesus Christ, the author and perfecter of our faith, not on oneself, or one’s experiences. 

The Toronto Blessing focuses on the last, to the detriment of Biblical faith. 

Believers can have fun, dance, sing, and even shout to the Lord. However, when a worship service becomes a free-for-all of fits, seizures, and 

uncontrolled outbursts – all attributed to the Holy Spirit – something is wrong. The church should be characterized by adherence to the Word of 

God. God is not a God of chaos but of order and a sure sign that you’re 
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operating, walking, living, and keeping in step with the Spirit of God. You produce love, joy, peace, patience, and kindness and again, self-control. 

They’re out of control. That is not the Spirit of God, that’s a different kind of spirit. 

II Timothy 3:16: “All Scripture is inspired by God and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting, and training in righteousness.” 



And this is what influenced Steve Hill of the Assemblies of God. 

From the very start, this movement was overflowing with bizarre 

manifestations and uncontrollable behavior such as laughing, shaking, 

barking, roaring, and temporary paralysis. While supporters believe this is a true move of God, critics are hesitant to make such a claim, however, 

these manifestations are not the only problem. Another problem with the 

Brownsville Revival is the false doctrine. The Brownsville group preached a false Jesus, a false spirit, and a false gospel. 



The leaders there were big in the holy laughing. Now, just because 

you put holy on it, does that mean it’s from God? Just because they say 

drunk in the spirit, does that mean it’s from God? Just because they say 

slain in the spirit, does that mean it’s from God? No, but that’s what they do. That was started by a guy named Rodney Howard-Browne, another 

Word-Faith proponent, he is the man responsible for the “Laughing 

Revival” of the Toronto Airport, the revival was taken from Toronto to 

Brownsville by the leadership of the Brownsville Assembly of God. 

Rodney Howard-Browne teaches Jesus was not God while here on earth. 

Howard-Brown:  “Nothing Jesus did was because He was the Son of God. 

 The Bible says He laid aside His royal robes of deity and when He walked the earth He did so as a prophet under the Abrahamic Covenant.” 

   

No, He’s fully God and fully man at the same time. This is a denial 

of the Deity of Christ, a false Jesus. 



The pastor of this Brownsville Assembly of God, John Kilpatrick, 

in his book, “When the Heavens are Brass, claims that Jesus,  “did not move in omnipotence on the earth.”  In other words, Jesus was not all powerful when He was on earth. Therefore, this revival cannot be a move 
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of God. So, is it surprising, I’m seeing that something that you said, came from God, this so-called revival, but it’s not from God. You’d only have 

this weird unbiblical behavior and ungodly behavior, but you start getting ungodly teachings coming out of here. I can tell you where the spirit 

comes from? Does God contradict himself, does the Spirit of God lie? 



Then there’s the false Holy Spirit. They impart a “different spirit” 

rather than the Holy Spirit. The spirit of Brownsville is localized, 

transferable, and imparted through various occult techniques. It causes un-Christlike behavior such as barking, roaring, vomiting, shaking and 

paralysis. The spirit of this revival is contained in one place – Brownsville. 

In order to encounter this spirit, one must go to Brownsville. In contract, the Holy Spirit of the Bible is omnipresent (everywhere present). 

Moreover, He is all-powerful everywhere. Brownsville denies both the 

omnipresence and omnipotence of the Holy Spirit. 

A former prayer team member recounts:  “While on the prayer team, we were instructed to not pray in Jesus’ name. We were to not pray for the needs of people. The only thing we were to do was touch people on their forehead and say, ‘More, Lord!’ and keep repeating that until there was an impartation. Any deviation from the procedure would result in being 

 removed from the prayer team, which did happen to a few individuals.” 

   

Another technique used in Brownsville is to lead the congregation 

to turn off their minds and succumb to an altered state of hypnotic 

mediation.  “Turn off you mind and let the Spirit do what He pleases!”  

Rodney Howard-Browne instructs his audience to “tune out,” saying: 

Howard-Browne:  “You can’t understand what God is doing in these meetings. Don’t think. Turn your mind off.”  

Steve Hill:  “Now let yourselves go. Don’t even think about what you are doing. Forget about those around you and what they are doing. Release your mind.”   



In contrast, Christians are commanded to think. The God of the 

Bible demands His followers to “love the Lord your God with all your 
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mind” (Matt 22:37) To turn off the mind for even a moment or to fail to use it to the best of your ability at all times, is disobedience to God. The mind is an essential ingredient of the Christian life. The mind is the main battleground of spiritual warfare, and Christians grow in Christlikeness 

primarily through discipling the mind. 

Rom 12:1-2: “be transformed by the renewing of your mind.” 



Truly, without our minds, we cannot discern truth from error. This 

is precisely why so many errors – a false Jesus, false spirit, and a false gospel. How are you even going to know if you are being lied to. You 

don’t think about that because you’re told to turn your mind off. It’s a 

huge setup. 



Brownsville claims that here’s what you need, their so-called 

gospel that they were promoting during this so-called revival. Brownsville claims one must: 

•  Turn from sins, repent, clean up one’s life. Is that the gospel? 

Nope, aren’t you glad that God didn’t say, “I’m glad you’re 

coming to me, but you better get your act straight first.” How many 

lost people think that? That’s what they were preaching at this so-

called revival. 

•  Make a public confession of faith. I’m not against that, but what if 

you got saved and you died on the way there. 

•  Live a holy life from that day forward. Well, that’s great and it’s a 

good thing to do, but the problem is, none of us can do it. 

•  Be baptized in water to cleanse one’s sins. Baptism is good but 

that’s not how you get saved. They turned that into a work. 



This was preached by the Brownsville assembly of God. 

Steve Hill:  “God wants to set you free, but you have to do your part.” 

  “There is also a pardon for you, but only after you confess, repent, and submit your life to Him.” 
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 “If you don’t repent of your rebellion, if you fail to obey God and get right with Him, then you or wicked heart won’t be cleansed.” 

  “Since Jesus did His part, you must wage violent warfare against sin. If you want Jesus Christ to touch you and forgive you today, then you had better get violent about it.” 

  “Transformation comes as a result of water baptism.” 

   

Brownsville leaders are teaching a works-centered gospel. This is 

very different from the biblical teaching on salvation. The overwhelming 

testimony of the Bible points to the fact that, for a person to be saved, he simply believes (or trust) in Jesus. His work for salvation on the Cross. 

Salvation is a free gift, not a contractual obligation. And for these reasons and many more, Steve Hill and the Brownsville Revival, and all the other 

revivals for that matter, are not a blessing to the Body of Christ. All these people were going to the altar, surely, they were responding to what these guys were saying and getting saved. I mean, even if you disagreed with 

their weird wacky behavior, at least people were getting saved. Well, if 

that’s what you were preaching, that ain’t the gospel. That’s a complete 

waste of time. 



Now this led to another one, called the Lakeland Revival, also in 

Florida. I’m not going to go into great detail because I think you’re getting the idea. This is from a fellow named Todd Bentley of Fresh Fire 

Ministries Canada. He was invited to Florida in 2008. This revival 

displayed many “ecstatic manifestations,” “esoteric experiences,” and 

divinely inspired visions and prophecies. In fact, here’s Todd Bentley’s 

second wife sharing a dream she supposedly received from God. And it 

was radical! 

Todd Bentley:  “I am going to have my wife Jessa share a dream that she had.”  

Jessa Bentley:  “So, a couple of nights ago I had a dream, where Oral Roberts was speaking to Todd. I didn’t understand what they were saying but I remember they were talking. He looked over and saw me and then he 
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 stopped, and he ran over to me, and put his hands over my eyes, and he said, ‘What do you see?’ I didn’t see anything at first, and all of a sudden, I saw this elephant racing across my eye.  And Oral Roberts put his hands over my eyes, and he said, ‘What do you see?’ And I said, ‘I didn’t see anything at first and then I saw this elephant racing across my eyes.’ It was dancing, it was going crazy. It had this big smile, and it was just going crazy. I said, ‘It’s a wild elephant.’ And then I said, ‘What’s with the wild elephant?’ He said, ‘Exactly, what is it with the wild elephant?’ And I looked again, and in that vision, what was highlighted was the trunk of the elephant. I said, ‘It’s the elephant’s nose.’ And he said, ‘Yes.’ And I said, 

 ‘It’s discernment.’ And he said, ‘Exactly.’ And then he said, ‘Do you see the lion?’ I closed my eyes again and then I saw the lion. It was just a golden lion, and I woke up. 

  When I woke up, literally in the middle of the night, I just felt like the Lord was highlighting things to me about the dream, discerning the times, it’s season, by getting a hope from God … “ 

Suddenly she stopped speaking and started shaking her head back and 

forth and trying to speak at the same time. 

 “Getting a hope from God to be 

 able to see, to discern the times 

 and the seasons that’s ahead of 

 you. And the thing about the 

 elephant, it wasn’t just an 

 ordinary elephant, it was a wild 

 elephant, a wild elephant. It was 

 radical, radical, radical and the 

 elephant means a great impact. I 

 really felt like what happened in 

 Lakeland was just the beginning, just the introduction, just a table of content of what’s to come.” 

   

Yeah, even more false teaching is what it’s going to lead to, but 

that’s much better than opening up the Bible, and getting into it, becoming a disciple and knowing God’s will. I mean that was a radical elephant. Did 
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you get that same impression? That was a radical, radical elephant. Wow! 

But what’s radical is, that’s what the focus is – all the music, all the 

experience, even dreams. Can we just get into the Bible now. And you 

wonder why that only continues to get worse and more aberrant as you go. 

But you’re not becoming a disciple. I don’t know where these people are 

with God, I don’t know if they are saved, or not. But even if they are 

saved my heart still goes out to them because they are never going to 

become a disciple if that’s all you’re doing. You only become a disciple, a disciplined learner, you only grow up in Christ, when you’re in the Bible. 

And they are being led astray. And that breaks my heart. As I’ve said 

before, I’m not saying everybody who’s charismatic, I’m not saying 

everybody who’s in the Assemblies of God, is not a Christian. I’m not 

saying that. What’s sad is that you’re never going to grow up Spiritually if that’s what you’re seeking. 



Now the next guy that we’re going to take a look at is David 

Yonggi Cho, also known as Paul. I don’t 

know why, but he is known by two 

different names. He is also part of the 

Assemblies of God and is the senior pastor 

of the largest church in the world. It’s the 

Yoido Full Gospel Church in Seoul, South 

Korea. Full Gospel means “all the gifts.” A 

Word-Faith pastor from Korea, he is 

intimately affiliated with the Brownsville 

Revival. Cho supposedly prophesied the 

revival in 1991, four years prior. In fact, 

the leadership of Brownsville Assembly of 

God has placed the story of Cho’s 

prophecy on the Brownsville website and 

mentioned the prophecy in a book by 

Kilpatrick. Cho claims the following about Jesus: 

  “Jesus is bound to what you speak forth. You create the presence of Jesus with your mouth. He is bound by your lips and your words.” 
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He teaches that man is divine and can create or change his own 

reality. This same teaching is found in witchcraft, occultism, and the New Age Movement. It also is prevalent in the Word-Faith Movement which 

refers to it as “Name-it, Claim-it” health and prosperity teaching. In 

essence, this teaching has elevated man to the status of God and demoted 

Jesus to a mere errand boy summoned to accomplish our whims and 

fancies. Those who accept it and promote it, accept, and promise a false 

Jesus. 



David Yonggi Cho (born 1936 as Paul Yungi Cho) is a South 

Korean Christian minister. He is founder of the Yoido Full Gospel Church 

(Assemblies of God) the world’s largest congregation, with a membership 

of 830,000. Raised initially as a Buddhist, Cho converted to Christianity at the age of 17. Believing that God had called him to the ministry he studied theology at Full Gospel Bible College in Seoul and graduated in March of 

1958. In 1976, Cho founded Church Growth International, teaching the 

principles of church growth to pastors all over the world. 



In September 2011, 29 church elders filed a lawsuit. The 

prosecutors began in investigation of Cho’s alleged embezzlement of 23 

billion won ($20 million USD) from the Yoido Full Gospel Church’s 

funds. 

The Young Turks Report:  “David Yonggi Cho is one of the most 

 successful pastors in South Korea. In fact, in South Korean history. He’s made a lot of money and has gotten a lot of people to follow South Korea’s Yoido Full Gospel Church. As he’s been doing that, he has been taking a lot of the full bank account that they had and putting it into his pocket. 

 Hence, he has been caught on that and he is now facing a prison sentence. 

 I’m going to tell you about that in a second. First, let me tell you about the wonderful things he’s taken from the church. 

  First, there was a $12 million dollars church fund, and he decided it should go into his pocket rather than someone else’s and then he took an $18 million severance in 2008 as he was leaving. What, are you CEO, 

 what’d you run Bank of America? How could a pastor take a $18 million severance pay? That’s crazy! And then he is also accused of embezzling $20 million in privatizing church assets. Because, if there is one thing that 
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 Jesus would do, it’s privatized church assets. No shame whatsoever. And that’s just some of the charges against him. There’s a whole heap of others that are not monetized. Like we don’t know exactly how much he took in the other cases. You just add up those three right there, what are we looking at? $50 million. So, what are the charges that he’s facing now? 

   •   Embezzlement charges for encouraging church officials in 2002 to buy stock owned by his son. And he wanted them to buy them at 4 

 times the market price. Wow, Jesus would want you to buy his stock 

 at 4 times the price. Right? Jesus loved the money changers. 

 Right? 

•   He got three years in prison for that. 

•   $4.6 million in fines. 

  Now the question then arises, three years in prison and giving back $4.6 

 million, out of at least $50 million that he took, I’m wondering what would Jesus do?” 



Is that a good witness? And you wonder why, when you and I try 

to witness, because a lot of this unfortunate behavior is coming out of the charismatic community, that they look at us cross-eyed. They say, “You’re one of those people.” And then once again, if you’re a pastor, “All you 

want is my money.” Where are they getting that impression from? It’s an 

unfortunate pattern. Now he gets it wrong on all kinds of stuff. 

Bibliology: The method of interpretation, basically symbolizing Scripture. 

God told me what it really means. Once you start doing that, instead of 

common-sense interpretation rules, that you do for any document, you can 

twist it to make anything. That’s why he gets it wrong on so many things. 

God means what He says, and He wants us to understand it, and it’s not 

written difficult on purpose, so you can’t understand it. He wants us to 

know His Word. So, he gets it wrong on the doctrine of God and the 

doctrine of the Holy Spirit. 

Soteriology: He gets it wrong on the doctrine of sin, the doctrine of 

angelology, Biblical prayer, self-esteem, and inner healing, which is 
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secular psychology, New Age, and he also adds to Scripture. Let me give 

you just a little bit more of how far out he gets with this Word-Faith stuff. 



Remember how Joseph Smith was not only a con artist involved in 

the occult, in our Mormonism Study? Remember how he was a big 

plagiarist and how he got a lot of his stuff, basically, from the occult? He just revamped it and put Christianese on it. Remember it was the same 

thing with the Seventh Day Adventist, with Ellen G. White who ripped a 

bunch of stuff off? She was a plagiarist for the bulk of her work. Even in our Scientology Study we also saw L. Ron Hubbard, a lot of his 

techniques, he got was from Aleister Crowley, including all the levels that the Scientologists must work up to. That’s from Aleister Crowley, that’s 

from satanism. And then you had to pay money to Aleister Crowley to get 

to the next level of information to do the next occult technique. Remember that? 



Well, you are seeing the same thing with these guys. They’re just 

taking the occult techniques and they’re trying to put Christianese on it. 

Let me give you a couple of examples. 



Cho is perhaps the closest link to the occult. Borrowing from the 

occult, has developed what he calls the “Law of Incubation.” Here’s how it works: 

 “First, make a clear-cut goal, then draw a mental picture, vivid and 

 graphic, to visualize success. Then incubate it into reality, and finally speak it into existence, through the creative power of the spoken word.” 



He also teaches a concept called the “Fourth Dimension.”  The first 

three dimensions are physical and are controlled by the fourth, which is 

the spiritual. Cho teaches that Christians can get anything they want by 

calling upon the spirit world in the Fourth Dimension and visualizing what they want. When a person (Christian or unsaved) follows the proper 

formula of positive thinking, speaking, and visualizing, they “incubate” 

and eventually give birth to their desires. These techniques are the same used in his occult-infested country. Cho is aware of this fact but believes what works for “them” will work for “us” – so use it.

Wow! That’s not a blessing. Now the big one they have is the 

Deification of Man. Not just saying that you are God, because you can 

speak this essence to speak whatever you want into existence, which 

would mean that you would have to have godlike powers. But they say 

that you’re little gods, like we saw before with Copeland, and Benny 

Hinn, who declares:  “God came from heaven, became a man, made man 

 into little gods, went back to heaven as a man.” 

  

That’s almost starting to sound like Mormonism, to believe that 

you could become gods. But hey, Benny Hinn. He’s next on the list. He’s 

also Assemblies of God. Did you know 

that? We all know that he’s been such a 

great blessing to the body of Christ. 

He’s of course, known for being the 

host of “This is Your Day” on TBN. 

He was ordained by the Assemblies of 

God in 1994, so surely, he’s a blessing. 

If you look at the evidence, you will 

say no. His real name is this. Toufik 

Benedictus Hinn, hence Benny Hinn. 

He was born in 1952. He is an Israeli televangelist, best known for his 

regular “Miracle Crusades” revival meeting on faith healing summits that 

are usually held in stadiums in major cities which are later broadcast 

worldwide on his television program, “This is your Day,” which I like to 

call it “This is your Day to be Deceived.” And get ripped off your money. 



Hinn was born in Jaffa, in 1952, to parents born in Palestine with 

Greek Egyptian, Palestinian and Armenian-Lebanese heritage. He was 

raised within the Eastern orthodox tradition. Soon 

after the 1967 Arab Israeli War (The Six-day War) 

Hinn’s family emigrated to Toronto. He attended the 

Georges Vanier Secondary School. He did not 

graduate. Hinn states that his father was the mayor of 

Jaffa at the time of his birth, and that he was socially 

isolated as a child and was handicapped by a severe 

stutter, but that he was nonetheless a first-class 

student. These claims have been disputed by critics. 

As a teenager in Toronto, Hinn converted from 
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Greek Orthodoxy to Pentecostalism. Hinn was taught the Bible and was 

mentored by Dr. Winston I Nunes of Broadview Faith Temple in Toronto. 


So, he gets into Pentecostalism from Toronto, he is starting to be a 

disciple, if you even want to use that word. 

Winston Nunes was a pastor of Broadview Faith Temple in Toronto from 

1967 to 1999. Benny Hinn wrote in his autobiography, “He Touched Me,” 

that Nunes was “one of the most remarkable spirit-led ministers whoever 

lived.” Hinn said he had been deeply impacted by Nunes when he was a 

youth in Toronto. Now, who is this Nunes guy? 



Winston Inskip Nunes was born on the island of Trinidad in 1912. 

While he was yet a young boy, two missionaries from the Pentecostal 

Assemblies of Canada – Ruth Pemberton and Clara Siemens – began to 

evangelize in the British West Indies. At some point, Nunes came under 

the influence of their ministry. In the 1930s Nunes was ordained by the 

PAOC. He was a part of what was a so-called Revival Movement called 

the Latter Rain Movement or the Latter Rain Outpouring. The revival’s 

intensity required that services be held twice-a-day, six-days-a-week for the next 3 ½ years that Nunes became a frequent guest speaker. The 

Assemblies of God, had recognized the ministry of Winston Nunes but 

was concerned about some of the practices and beliefs of those involved in the Latter Rain revival. 



So, what is this Latter Rain Revival. Now we have another so-

called revival after Azusa Street. This one broke out in about 1948. The 

Latter Rain Movement teaches that the Lord is pouring out His Spirit 

again, as He did at Pentecost, and using believers to prepare the world for His Second Coming. The Latter Rain Movement is anti-dispensational and 

amillennial, and many leaders of the movement embrace aberrant 

teachings. In 1948, a “revival” broke out in Saskatchewan, Canada, and 

the teachings of the Latter Rain movement were clarified. Those involved 

in the revival were convinced that they were on the verge of a new era, 

one in which the Holy Spirit would demonstrate His power in a greater 

way than the world had ever seen. Not even since the age of the apostles, they said, had witnessed such a movement of the Holy Spirit. Latter Rain 

teaching is the Bible interpreted in a symbolic manner. An emphasis is 

placed on extra-Biblical revelation, such as personal prophecies, 
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experiences, and directives straight from God. Latter Rain doctrine 

includes the following beliefs: 

•  Tongues. 

•  Christians can be demonized and require deliverance. 

•  God has restored all the offices of ministry to the Church, 

including apostle and prophet. 

•  Divine healing. 

•  Praise and Worship will usher God into our presence. 

•  Women have a full and equal ministry role in the Church. 

•  Denominational lines will be destroyed, and the Church will unify 

in the last days. No, I’m seeing split after split after split. 

•  This Church will be victorious over the world and usher in Christ’s 

Kingdom. Is that what Jesus is waiting for, for us to take over the 

planet? No. 



Many apostles in the Latter Rain Movement also teach the doctrine 

of “the Manifest Sons of God.” This is a heretical doctrine which says that the church will give rise to a special group of “overcomers” who will 

receive spiritual bodies, becoming immortal. Latter Rain continues to 

influence most branches of the Charismatic Movement. Modern 

movements such as the Brownsville/Pensacola Revival, the Toronto 

Blessing and the holy laughter” phenomenon are a direct result of the 

Latter Rain theology. And this is what influenced Benny Hinn! So, that’s 

just giving you a clue of what’s going on with this Mr. Hinn. 



Now another big one that Mr. Hinn said influenced him and his so-

called ministry was in 1973, in 

Pittsburgh where he went to a 

miracle service. Now a lot of 

Hinn’s techniques, that you 

have seen, the laying on of the 

hands, throwing the jacket, and 

this kind of crazy stuff, came 

from this lady, Kathryn 

Kuhlman. He attended her 

healing services and often cited 
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her as a major influence in his life. He looked at her almost as a female spirit guide. 



He claimed that he had been shown a vision of the future of his 

ministry from Kathryn Kuhlman, and then he described the vision of the 

night. Now, obviously, as we’re going to see in a second, he also visited her grave. Now when a person dies, do they come back to the planet? No! 

What does the Bible say? You either go straight to Heaven or you go 

straight to hell. Do you come back? No! If you do see an apparition and 

that person looks like, or even appears like, or even sounds like a so-called loved one, is it really the loved one? Is it really Abraham Lincoln? Is it really Cleopatra? No! It’s a demon, a familiar spirit. Listen to how he is relying on this so-called vision. 

Benny Hinn:  “Ladies and gentlemen, I’m going to tell you something right now. The Lord showed me a vision. I had a vision of the night. What I saw, myself walk into a room and there stood Kathryn Kuhlman. She said to me, ‘Follow me.’ When I woke, when I got up, when I came out of the vision, I was trembling and perspiring from head to toes. I know exactly what that vision means. It was Kathryn Kuhlman who took me, who 

 introduced me to the Holy Spirit. And just now I feel another platform, another dimension, another level is really coming.”  







Yes, another level of false teachings. He also admits that he went 

to the grave of Kathryn Kuhlman, and also Aimee Semple McPherson. He 

said,  “At their graves, God’s power came all over me.”  From dead people? Here it is. 

Benny Hinn:  “One of the strangest experiences I had, a few years ago, visiting Amy’s tomb in California. This Thursday, I’m on TBN, Friday, I’m going to go visit Kathryn Kuhlman tomb. It’s close by Amy’s in Forest Lawn Cemetery. I’ve been there once already, every so often I like to go and pay my respects, because this great woman of God has touched my 

 life. That grave where she is buried is closed. They built walls around it, you can’t get in without a key. I’m one of the very few people who can get in. I will never forget when I saw Amy’s tomb. 
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  It’s incredibly dramatic. She was such a lady. Her tomb has seven foot high, angels bowing on each side of her tomb, with a gold chain around it. 

 As incredible as it is, that someone would die with angels bowing from each side of her grave, I felt a terrific anointing when I was there. I trembled when I visited Amy’s tomb. I was shaking all over. The man with me, Norman, who worked with me for years, took me there, and we were 

 trembling. I said, ‘God, I feel the anointing.’ And I began to weep.” 

   

From dead people? God’s power came over me. I believe the 

annointing has lingered over Amy’s body and Kathryn’s. It’s amazing. He 

goes on to say,  “I’ve heard of people being healed when they visit that tomb. They were totally healed by God’s power. What a crazy thing, 

 brother. There’s things we will never understand. Are you all hearing me?” 

  

No, I shut you off a long time again, because you’re a false teacher. 

And this is just the tip of the iceberg. This guy is coming out again. What’s the context? The Assemblies of God, another split off from the Azusa 

Street Revival. I’m just looking at the facts. I don’t think this is a blessing to the body of Christ, but there’s so many things going on with this guy, we are going to have another study, just on him.

Charismatic History 

Benny Hinn Kathryn Kuhlman 

 

We’ve been taking a look at the Assemblies of God, who say Azusa 

Street was a wonderful movement of God. We took a look at the facts and 

was that true? I don’t think so, not at all, not even close. I wouldn’t want that in my history highlights. Then they said it was an interracial revival. 

Such unity among the different races, and we saw that wasn’t true either, when you investigate the facts. Then we saw typically, what goes on in the charismatic circle, certainly the Assembly of God. They believe that you 

need a second dose of the Holy Spirit. Somehow, that second dose of the 

Holy Spirit is evidenced by speaking gibberish. And they also believe that you can lose your salvation, which again, how far can you push that, when you’re not truly trusting in grace, and Jesus’ work on the Cross alone. 

You’re basically saying, “Yeah, maybe you don’t get there by your works, 

but you can work yourself out of it. Well, that’s still “works.” It’s either Jesus or nothing. But then we began to take a look at the people coming 

out of the Assemblies of God. And they each want to repeat this event 

called the Azusa Street Revival. And finally in the last chapter we left off with Mr. Benny Hinn. 
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But before we get back with him let’s get acquainted with the 

premise that “you got a new word, a new vision, or God told me to tell 

you.” Is that something new? And is it something that God really blesses? 

No, I don’t think so, especially if you read the Bible. In Ezekiel, you will see that God had to multiple times, rebuke the so-called prophets of Israel, who were making things up. Basically, to use a New Testament term, they 

were hirelings. They didn’t really care about God’s truth. They were doing things that were just nice. Telling people nice things, even though 

everything was crumbling apart. Tell them nice things and then it will be for your benefit. People will like you, or you could have a livelihood from that. God rebukes these people very sharply. 

Ezekiel 13:1-12: “The Word of the Lord came to me: Son of man, 

prophesy against the prophets of Israel who are now prophesying. Say to 

those who prophesy out of their own imagination. (They are making it up.) Hear the Word of the Lord. This is what the Sovereign Lord says, ‘Woe to 

the foolish prophets who follow their own spirit and have seen nothing! 

Your prophets, O Israel, are like jackals among ruins. You have not gone 

up to the breaks in the wall to repair it for the house of Israel so that it will stand firm in the battle on the day of the Lord. Their visions are false and their divinations a lie.’ They say, ‘The Lord declares,’ when the Lord has not sent them, yet they expect their words to be fulfilled. 

Have you not seen false visions and uttered lying divinations when you 

say. ‘The Lord declares,’ though I have not spoken? Therefore, this is what the Sovereign Lord says: ‘Because of your false words and lying visions, I am against you,’ declares the Sovereign Lord. ‘My hand will be against 

the prophets who see false visions and utter lying divinations. They will not belong to the council of my people or be listed in the records of the house of Israel, nor will they enter the land of Israel. Then you will know that I am the Sovereign Lord. Because they lead my people astray saying, 

“Peace” when there is no peace and because when a flimsy wall is built, 

they cover it with whitewash that it is going to fall. Rain will come in 

torrents, and I will send hailstones hurtling down, and violent winds will burst forth. When the wall collapses, will people not ask you “Where is 

the whitewash you covered it with?”

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If you’re familiar with the charismatic lingo, every single year the 

statement typically comes out, “This is the year. It’s a new wave of the 

Spirit of God. This is the year; it’s happening this year. This is a new 

thing.” Every year it’s a new thing. This is supposed to be the breakout 

year. It’s the same thing. They’re calling out peace. Peace - it’s going to be great, awesome, when there is no peace. Everything is crumbling around; 

you guys are supposed to be there preaching the Word of God. But they 

are preaching for their own edification and they’re out there playing 

games and telling them everything’s fine when it’s not. Same reason why 

God rebuked these guys. I thought you said this was supposed to happen 

this year. It’s the same thing that is going on today. It’s certainly what you see in the charismatic movement and believe it or not, certainly, the same thing is going on with this guy and the Assemblies of God - Mr. Benny 

Hinn. 



With that as an 

introduction, let’s take a 

look at where we left off last 

time. Hinn’s real name is 

Tewfik Benedictus Hinn. He 

is an Israeli televangelist 

known for his Miracle 

Crusades or Healing 

Crusades. He’s got his 

worldwide television 

program, “This is Your Day.” Since we already went through this in detail I’m only going to hit on a tiny recap and then we are going to continue on. 

He was born in Jaffa. His parents were born in Palestine with Greek 

Egyptian and Palestinian and Armenian Lebanese heritage. He was raised 

in the Eastern Orthodox tradition. After the 1967 war they came over to 

Canada. 



Some of the stories about his dad and his family, his upbringing, 

his schooling, as we saw last time, don’t jive with the facts. That’s not a good track record starting out. He said that this guy was a major influence 

- Winston Nunes. We are going to investigate two other influences that he says helped shape his ministry. Winston Nunes was from Canada. Hinn 

said that this guy, Nunes, deeply affected him when he (Hinn) was in 
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Toronto. Hinn said that Nunes was one of the most remarkable spirit-led 

ministers, who ever lived. But as we saw that 

guy’s history, he’s one of the ones that helped 

birth this movement, that we are still having to 

deal with today, called the Latter Rain 

Movement. You talk about all kinds of false 

teachings that we’re having to deal with today. 

Here are some things that they believe – 

Christians can be demonized, God has restored 

all of the offices of the ministry of the church, 

including the Apostle and the Prophet. They say 

that praise and worship will usher us into God’s 

presence. No, God’s omnipresent. He’s wherever we go. They say women 

have a full and equal ministry role in the church, female pastors. Is that true? No! They also say that they are bringing in unity in the last days. 

That’s not what I’m seeing. Everywhere you go what happens – splits. 

They also believe that many apostles in this Latter Rain Movement, teach 

what’s called the Manifest Son’s of God, who says that they are a special group of overcomers who will receive spiritual bodies, becoming 

immortal. And Winston Nunes was the most spirit led man, per Benny 

Hinn. 



But we’re just getting started. That’s just one guy that Benny Hinn 

admitted was an influence on him and explains his behavior. Now another 

person was Kathryn Kuhlman. Benny Hinn’s techniques, his antics, the 

way he dresses, how he speaks, the verbage, even the techniques that’s 

used with music, things to get people in an expectation mode. All tricks 

were from her and one other person. Benny Hinn went to her, Kathryn 

Kuhlman and Aimee Semple McPherson’s gravesites. They’re buried in 

the same cemetery. 



Aimee Semple McPherson was the founder of another charismatic 

denomination called Foursquare. Aimee Semple McPherson came first and 

then Kathryn Kuhlman. But what we are going to see is that Benny Hinn, 

outside of the Nunes guy, does a complete carbon copy. He doesn’t even 

have to reinvent the wheel. He takes a look at the antics of these two ladies and he just does what they do. He modernizes it for our time. 
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Where we left off last time, he visited their gravesites, and he said 

he could feel the anointing. Now last time I checked, how much activity 

do dead people do? Rhymes with none. Because none is the answer. So 

how can someone’s anointing come off of someone if that person is dead? 

He even said that people have been healed by going to these dead people’s graves. That’s a bunch of baloney. Is this that imagination thing in our 

text? (Ezekiel 13) You’re making this up dude. 



So, let’s take a look at number one, Kathryn Kuhlman, this next 

influence on Benny Hinn. The reason I’m doing this is that you need to 

understand. When you understand his heritage, you’ll understand why he 

does what he does today. If anything 

we’ve seen, throughout the cult 

studies, is a lot of these leaders are 

guilty of plagiarism. They don’t 

even come up with stuff themselves. 

They rip it off from somebody else. 

We are going to see that a lot of his 

techniques came from these two 

sources. 



Who is Kathryn Kuhlman? 

She was popular for about 40 years, from the 40s up through 1976, when 

she passed away. She was known for hosting healing services. That’s a big deal in the charismatic community. Again, can God heal? Yeah. He can do 

anything He wants, at any time. But that’s not their premise. Their premise is every single time, this person has that same gift of the Apostles, they can heal every single time. And that’s where we disagree, because that’s 

not what we see Biblically, and it’s not even what we see from these 

people. 



Kathryn Johanna Kuhlman was born near Concordia, Missouri, to 

German-American parents. After a spiritual experience at age 14, several 

years later, she began itinerant preaching, with her elder sister and brother-in-law, in Idaho. Later, she was ordained. Her first church was in Franklin, Pennsylvania. One day some people in her congregation said that they had 

been healed while she was preaching. Kathryn was astonished. When such 

occurrences became more frequent, she began to preach about faith 

healing. Before long, she moved from Franklin to the great city of 
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Pittsburgh, where ever-increasing crowds flocked to her services. From 

1946, she conducted an average of 125 healing meetings per year. She 

used the largest halls in the US, and her healing meetings were attended by about one and a half million people each year. In addition to the meetings, she appeared on many radio and TV programs, with huge sums of money 

given. 



Here is a brief sketch of the style of these healing meetings. After a 

fantastic organ prelude, Kathryn would appear on the stage dressed in a 

long white robe. Everyone would stand up. She would say,  “How glad I 

 am to have you all here. The Holy Spirit will perform a great work among you.”  The atmosphere was heightened by an introductory hymn sung by thousands of expentant people. This was followed by a prayer and a short 

sermon. Then Kathryn would suddenly announce,  “Up there in the second row of the balcony a man has just been healed of cancer. Please come 

 down to the platform”  or  “a girl in the seventeenth row has just been healed of a lung disease.”   The people who had been healed came to the platform. Kathryn would hold her hands about six inches above the head 

of each and pray. They then would fall backwards to the floor. Two 

attendants would catch them as they fell, so they would not hurt 

themselves. The people who had been healed would lay, for ten to thirty 

seconds, unconscious on the floor. When they stood up, they would say 

that they had a wonderful feeling. Now let me give you a little teaser of what you could expect at her so-called healing service. 

Kathryn Kuhlman is on the stage speaking:  “I only ask you, is there anyone else healed, is there anyone else healed, in this holy sanctuary, anyone else here? Take that from him, that which you’ve caught.  The very minute that you know that you’re healed, the very second that you know. 

 You owe it to Him to come and give testimony about which is done for you. 

 The very second. Don’t come forward to be prayed for. Sit there and take it.” 

Pupit Dracula: “Ha, ha, ha, what? Nothing happens.” 
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Kathryn Kuhlman:  “There’s been a cancer healing while I was 

 preaching, there’s been a cancer healing. Where is it? Here comes an 

 empty wheelchair. Come on, come on.”  

The congregation applaudes while the person in the wheelchair is walking 

across the stage to get to Kathryn Kuhlman. 

Kathryn Kuhlman:  “I’m so glad for ya honey. Jesus, you’re annointing has gone through this body and I’m so glad for you. Danny the power is on you. The power, the voltage is going through this body. Walk across there, go on, pick up your legs, pick them up high, honey, just pick them up high. Come on, come on, come on, is every pain in your body gone? 

 Where are you from?”  

Walking lady:  “Alexandria. Doctor Crippen Harris sent me.”  

Kathryn Kuhlman:  “Alexandria? Dr. Harris sent you?” 

  Walking lady:  “Yes.” 

  Kathryn Kuhlman:  “The medical doctor over there? He sent you? The medical doctors are sending their patients. Give the doctor a big thank you clap. Jesus I worship you, the father and the Holy Ghost, going 

 through this body. We give you the praise and we give you the honor. Well, go on, there’s nothing wrong with you. Go on and give her a great big hug.” 

   Then she walks across the stage to another lady that has come down. 

Kathryn Kuhlman:  “Rheumatoid Arthritis? You stare death. Come here, come here. Come here through your whole body. How many years have 

 you had it? 11 years? Don’t cry honey. Put  your arms up. You were healed while I was preaching. Bend over right now. Bend over. Do everythng. 

 Open your hands. Close your hands. You mean you can’t believe it? Pick up your legs, go higher yet. You can’t believe it?”  
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I can’t believe it either. Looks like Benny Hinn in a dress, because 

that’s exactly the same techniques he uses, and as we are going to see in a second, with these so-called healings, people are being ripped off. Now 

that’s Kathryn Kuhlman and I will admit, I’m the one who put the Sesame 

Street Count Dracula thing in there. I could not resist. But I did not doctor the music. That was their organ. 



Kuhlman traveled extensively around the United States and in 

many other countries holding “healing crusades” between the 1940s and 

1970s. She was one of the most well-known healing ministers in the 

world. Kuhlman had a weekly TV program in the 1960s and 1970s called 

“I Believe in Miracles” that was aired nationally. She also had a 30-minute nationwide radio ministry, she would feature excerpts from her healing 

services, and she received endorsements, including David Wilkerson and 

Chuck Smith. Chuck Smith is of course the founder of Calvary Chapel. 

Some people don’t realize it, but Calvary Chapel does believe in all the 

gifts of the spirit, including tongues. In fact, just to verify and make sure I was on the right page, I went to their headquarters website. One thing that I didn’t realize was that they also believed in a second work of the Holy Spirit as well. So, I would respectfully disagree with that as well. 



By 1970 she moved to Los Angeles, conducting healing services 

and was often compared to Aimee Semple MacPherson. She was friendly 

with Christian Television pioneer Pat Robertson and made guest 

appearances at his Christian Broadcasting Network (CBN), “The 700 

Club.” Now if  you know anything about that ministry, what does that 

practice typically do? It’s supposed to be a news broadcast, but at some 

point he gets in there and they start praying. Robertson, and typically a co-host, and all of a sudden he says, “God is telling me right now, that 

somebody just got healed of a toenail infection.” And you’re watching it 

on TV. Of course, I’m being facetious, but that’s what he does. I don’t 

have any proof of it, but is that where you got that from, Pat? 



Okay, so why do I bring this up? Outside of this Winston Nunes 

guy, she is a major influence upon Benny Hinn. In fact, he actually admits it in this video. 

Benny Hinn:  “Miss Kuhlman has really touched our lives, all of our lives. 

 No one carried the presence of God like she did. The glory of God would 
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 walk in, literally, with her into those amazing meetings. I was about 19 

 years old when I went to the first Kathryn Kuhlman service in Pittsburgh. 

 My life was transformed when she walked on the platform. The presence of Jesus, it’s really hard to explain that part, was so real, so tangible, my life was not the same after that moment, because I was truly in the presence of God. I think, had Moses walked in or Elijah walked in, they would have said this was the same presence they knew, when they ministered on the planet. And of course, time after time, we would go to her amazing 

 meetings and it was life changing. 

  But I’ll never forget one time, that I want to tell you all about. We took a lady with us from Toronto, crippled with arthritis, totally. And I mean crippled. Every part of her body was twisted. She was hunched over. Jim Pointer, who took buses in those days from Canada, had asked me and 

 another fellow to help this dear lady up and down the bus. Now the next morning comes. We go to the Kathryn Kuhlman service in Pittsburgh. It was good Friday, I’ll never forget that. We go in and put her down on the third row. We run around and go up to the balcony, because seats were filling up fast and there were no seats open for us. So, we went up to the balcony, where we can see this lady sitting down below. And right before the service she said, “Now boys, don’t let them see my wheelchair because Kathryn never allowed wheelchairs on the main floor. When Miss 

 Kuhlman came on the platform, within minutes, we are looking down and that lady who had been twisted with arthritis for years began to untwist, in front of our eyes. Now imagine if this was you. I began screaming on the balcony. I think you’d do the same. That moment has changed my life 

 forever. So, Kathryn’s ministry, truly, the headline is, none had the anointing for miracles like Miss Kuhlman since the days of the apostles.” 



Really? I don’t think so, and notice after that healing, this lady 

supposedly being healed, I don’t know, maybe if anything, it could be 

despite what was going on and the act of God’s mercy, but he follows up 

with, “Can you imagine that?” What was that word we saw in Ezekiel 13? 

These guys are just making this stuff up, with their imagination. I’m sorry, I don’t trust anything that comes out of your mouth. But we don’t need to imagine, because when you look at the track record of Miss Kuhlman, not 
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to mention Mr. Hinn, it’s a bunch of baloney. Repeatedly, their so-called occurrences of healings that are guaranteed, in fact, even saying that this is from God, God told me this is real, it doesn’t work out. Let me give you a couple quick examples. 



The most scientific assessment is the article which appeared in a 

Christian magazine, entitled “In Search of a Miracle.” It is written by a doctor and surgeon from Minneapolis, Dr. Nolen. Dr. Nolen had the 

addresses and telephone numbers of eighty-two people in Minneapolis 

sent to him. These people had been to the Kuhlman meeting and had been 

said to be healed. Some of them were sufferers from cancer, multiple 

sclerosis, and other diseases. Dr. Nolen followed those who had been 

healed, to get an accurate picture of the whole story. 

Example 1: Before the beginning of a meeting, the doctor was standing 

near the elevator with patients in wheelchairs. Among them was a man 

without a wheelchair who was limping very badly. The doctor asked him, 

 “You find it painful to walk?”  

 “Yes, I had an operation two years ago. But it did not heal. So, now I am hoping that Kathryn Kuhlman will heal me.” 

 “Shall I get you a wheelchair?” 

 “Yes, that would be nice of you.” 

The doctor brought the lame man a wheelchair, in which he was taken into 

the auditorium. During the meeting Kathryn called out into the hall, 

 “There’s a man here with cancer in his hip. You’re cured. Your pain is gone. Come down and claim your cure.” 

   

Now she is saying, you’re cured, your pain is gone, come down 

and claim your cure. Why do I have to come down and claim my cure? 

Does anybody see something wrong with that statement?

The man in the wheelchair was embarrassed at the idea of being pushed 

forward to the platform in a wheelchair. So, he stood up and walked 

slowly down the aisle. Behind him came one of the ushers, pushing his 

wheelchair. The doctor watched carefully. It was the man for whom he had 

borrowed the chair. When he reached the stage, Kathryn Kuhlman asked 

him. 

 “Whose wheelchair is that? Not yours surely?” 

 “Yes, it is,”  said the man. He did not want to give a long explanation. 

Kathryn continued. 

 “You’ve had cancer in the hip and now your pain is gone. Is that right?” 

 “Yes,”  he answered. 

 “Bend over so everyone can see.”  He bent over.  “Walk around.”  He walked around.  “Isn’t the Holy Spirit wonderful?”  she cried. A sound of rejoicing went around the hall. 

Afterward, the doctor inquired of this man. Nothing had changed in his 

condition. But in Christian circles, the news was spread everywhere that a man in a wheelchair had been healed. 

Example 2: Another case, that Dr. Nolen followed up, was that of a 

woman who was said to have been cured of lung cancer. In his own words, 

When I contacted her, Leona told me,  “I’ve been back to my doctor, and he says he can’t see any change in my x-ray.”  

Dr. Nolen also found eight other people who were alleged to have been 

cured of cancer. Again, the result of his investigations was completely 

negative. 



In fact, Joni Eareckson Tada was also one of the people who found 

out that this lady was a hoax. Now, if you know her testimony, not only of getting saved, but after her accident, she went to some of these kinds of 
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people. She realized that sometime God doesn’t heal you, because He has 

something higher for you, something better on this side of Heaven. You’ll get a new body like the rest of us on the other side. He works through 

pain. He works through suffering. He makes beauty out of ashes. God can 

do that, right? So, she went to Kathryn Kuhlman’s during that stage, and 

she admits what a bunch of sick baloney. 

Joni:  “We flipped on the bedside television and there was an 

 advertisement. Kathryn Kuhlman was coming to Washington D.C. How 

 many of you remember her? Well, for those of you who might not, she was like Benny Hinn of her day. Well, my sister and I got into the station wagon, and we got to the Washington Fulton Ballroom early. We wanted to have a good seat. We were escorted, however, over to the wheelchair 

 section, where I was sitting with several people on crutches, canes, 

 walkers, wheelchairs. We all waited in anticipation. The lights dimmed. A spotlight came on the stage and there comes Miss Kuhlman, sweeping 

 onto the stage in her long white gown and with a crescendo of organ 

 music there are songs and hymns and before you know it, after some time, the spotlight moves to the far corner of the ballroom. We can tell there is something going on over there, like are they getting healed, are they really getting healed? So, we’re just waiting for the spotlight to come onto the wheelchair section. Like, ‘Hey, come over here where the hard cases are.’  

  Before the service ended the ushers came to escort us all out of the wheelchair section, to the elevators, so as to not clog the hallways. I could hear the organ music on the other side of the wall still playing, as I sat, number 15 in a line of 35 disabled people at the elevator. We were all very quiet. I looked up and down that line and I thought to myself, something is wrong with this picture.” 



Yeah, that’s sad. She obviously follows Jesus and God. Still to this 

day He is doing a great work through her. But what’s sad is that some 

people go to these meetings and after that kind of a letdown, they get mad at God. Why didn’t God heal them? These people in their imaginations, 

ripping people off, leading people astray; they’re going to stand 

accountable to God on that. It’s bad enough that these people are suffering, 
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but you do stuff like that. And that is just the tip of the iceberg. It’s not just false fake healings. Again, the premise is with the charismatic community, God told me to tell you, God gave me a word to tell you, and once you’re 

off the Word of God, what happens? Enter false teachings. And of course, 

she was full of it as well, and not only the false teachings but also 

behavior. These people who have these meetings, like Benny Hinn, these 

Word of Faith guys - do scandals seem to follow them? Not only what 

they do with the money, but their behavior, their hypocritical lifestyle, or sinful lifestyle, like some we’ve already seen, the men and ladies. Well, it’s the same thing with her. 



She committed open and unrepentant adultery. She became 

involved in an affair with a married evangelist Burroughs Waltrip. There is a collection of serious evidence, including many eyewitness reports, that she was involved with him as far back as in 1935. He left his wife with 

two young children and married Kathryn a few years later, in 1938. This 

was not something she ever considered a sin; though the Scriptures say it is. In fact, Kuhlman had a personal (false) prophecy to validate it, she 

literally said about their new life together “that God had revealed a new plan.” According to her, it was by God’s revelation, that she would take a married man away from his wife and children. Both her and Waltrip 

separated in 1946. However, she never publicly recanted for her prophetic declaration that her marriage was according to God’s desire. She 

repeatedly lied and tried to cover up this part of her life, never repenting. 

According to her official biography, when questioned by reporters she 

would make statements like  “We were never married. I never took my 

 marriage vows,”  she said, her eyes flashing.  “Do you know what happened? I’ll tell you what happened. I fainted – passed out completely, I tell you - right before I was to take my vows.”   



Really, that’s how you’re going to escape it now. Because right 

before you say “I do” you pass out. Liar, liar, pants on fire. Now, 

remember she is an influence on Mr. Hinn. And she also had shady 

financial practices. There’s a lot of money to be made in the crusades. 



She lived a rich and lavish lifestyle and had serious financial 

allegations against her, that were settled privately and secretly. Her official biography reports her buying dresses for a modern equivalent of $5,000 

each, and a $750,000 jet, etc. All this with money donated from her 
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crusades. Kuhlman was sued by Paul Bartholemew, her personal 

administrator, who claimed she kept $1 million in jewelry and $1 million 

in fine art hidden away and sued her for $430,500 for breach of contract. 



She’s supposed to be this great godly woman. She shouldn’t be a 

preacher anyway, but she’s supposed to be this prophet, and nobody had 

the anointing like her. That’s an anointing that’s not from God. An 

anointing of the flesh. Or an anointing of the world. 



A thorough examination of her publicly, reported healings by a 

medical doctor, showed zero true healings in the long run. These people 

examined were not those that merely thought they were healed, but 

actually were confirmed by Kuhlman’s prophetic words. One example is a 

woman who was said to have been cured of spinal cancer, threw away her 

brace, and ran across the stage at Kuhlman’s command; her spine 

collapsed the next day, and she died four months later. That’s just one 

example of her false prophecies. That’s sick! That she would do this to 

people and then you and I face heat, when even the secularists look at this and go, come on. What are you doing here? 



But what did God say? You are saying things that I never told you 

to say. God has strong words for those people. But obviously, not just false teaching, she claims to be a prophet, guess what happened? Just like with Benny Hinn, she makes false prophecies. Here’s just one example of her 

saying, in her day, that was going to be the last youth generation. Which is not true. Here is her false prophecy recorded in action. 



“LAST YOUTH GENERATION”

 “I received a divine revelation, that I had never received before. And that’s the reason my message to you this morning is so important. Because 

 things are happening. Young people, things are happening. And they are happening so quickly. That’s the reason I feel it is so important, that you might understand, that He might use you with these closing moments of this dispensation. I have said for a long time, and I believe with every fiber of my being. I remember something. This is our great restoration. 
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 Everything that happened in the early church is being restored to the church now. Everything! And it’s happening so very quickly, it’s happening so fast. I believe this is the last ‘Youth Generation’ before the Great Tribulation. I believe that! I have got to believe it, knowing the word of prophecy as I do. This is the last ‘Youth Generation’ before the Great Tribulation. Sitting here in this assembly on Monday morning, face it! 

 Face facts, face God, face reality, face truth. You, young people sitting here are the last ‘Youth Generation’ in this dispensation.” 



Kathryn Kuhlman spoke this “word of prophecy” before her death 

in 1976. No matter how you judge her words, the “youth generation” alive 

during her lifetime is no longer YOUTH. They were not the “last youth 

generation” before the coming of the great tribulation. Kathryn Kuhlman 

is clearly a false prophetess. 



And as we saw before in Deuteronomy, when you come across a 

false prophet, which are not even in function today, but to play that game, what are you supposed to do? Well, back in the day, you would stone 

them, and shut them off. But they keep getting a free pass and getting 

away and you keep on listening to these people. Now, I don’t know if you 

caught the little phrase there,  “I believe with every fiber of my being.”  

Guess who also says statements like that? Same thing if you’re paying 

attention to Benny Hinn. Same thing, nothing new under the sun, he just 

did a carbon copy of her, and the other lady as well. 



She taught many unbiblical things. Many of her teachings obscured 

the traditional Christian teachings about Jesus and replaced the Cross with mystical ideas about spirituality. Kuhlman often focused solely on spiritual things, instead of traditional biblical teaching. She coined some of the 

terminology for “slain in the spirit.” She also taught that  “Faith is that quality or power by which the things desired become the things 

 possessed.”  This is the what mystics teach their pupils to attain magical powers, by using strong personal “psychic faith-power” to force things to happen. Christian faith is different. She promoted spiritual oneness with Catholics. She was very prominent in promoting a oneness union between 

Catholics. When she spoke with Pope Paul, she said  “When I met Pope 

 Paul there was a Oneness.”   
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For Kathryn Kuhlman, Christianity was not explicitly defined by 

the Bible, instead it was experiential in nature, and any who shared the 

experience, regardless the theology, were in unity with her. And this is the lady who was a major influence on Benny Hinn. 



Now here is what’s surprising. These people who guarantee perfect 

health, perfect wealth, I believe in miracles, God’s got a healing for you, you just need to name it and claim it, sow a seed. Guess what happens 

eventually to everyone? Not only does their face slide off, and they have to go to the hospital too, they die. 



In 1955, in her late 40s, Kuhlman was diagnosed with a heart 

problem. What happened? Didn’t you have enough faith? Didn’t you sow 

enough seeds in your own ministry? In July 1975 her doctor diagnosed her 

with a minor heart flare-up; in November she had a relapse. As a result, 

Kuhlman had open-heart surgery in Tulsa, Oklahoma. Stop right there. 

Why are you going to the hospital? If all these people are getting healed out of wheelchairs, crutches, just lay hands on yourself. Do your thing, 

play some music, whatever. What are you doing? You could have avoided 

that medical bill and used that money for missions. Obviously, I’m being 

facetious, but after open heart surgery she died on February 20, 1976. 

Kathryn Kuhlman is interred in the Forest Lawn Memorial Park Cemetery 

in Glendale, California. Which we saw last time, where Benny Hinn said 

he went there and felt her anointing, and people get healed over her dead body in the ground. That’s one of the people outside of Mr. Nunes who’s 

given birth to the Latter Rain Movement, which is not good, and that 

Benny Hinn says is a major influence on him.   The next one that Hinn 

talks about, is a lady 

called Aimee Semple 

McPhearson. This lady 

predates Kathryn. 

Kathryn Kuhlman, 

basically popular in the 

40s through 70s, until 

she died. Aimee Semple 

McPherson, probably her 

heydays, you’re looking 
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at probably about the 20s to about the war years of about 1945 or so. 

Again, she did the same tactics. I don’t have proof of it, but I wonder if maybe Kathyrn got some of her antics from Aimee. Kind of passing the 

torch and then Benny Hinn looks at both of them and that’s where he 

comes up with what he does. Now Aimee McPherson is a part of another 

denomination. We’re still in the Assemblies of God, but technically she’s the one who birthed another popular charismatic denomination called 

Foursquare. The Foursquare church is openly Pentecostal. But the 

question is, why do they call themselves Foursquare? We’ll cover that in 

the next chapter. 
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 Chapter Thirteen

Charismatic History 

Benny Hinn Aimee Semple McPherson 

 

As we have seen, unity comes when you are unified around the Bible. 

When you get outside the Bible, which is the charismatic premise, “God told me to tell you” or “I had a vision” or “There’s a new revelation, a new word from God.” It’s all outside the Scripture, and 100% of the time it will lead to error. And that is what we have been seeing. In the last few chapters, we have been dealing with the Assemblies of God and the different people who are coming out of that. 

But before we get started, we need to remind ourselves of what God says to do when you encounter somebody who claims to be a prophet of God, whether it’s male or female. And that’s what’s going on in the charismatic movement. What do you do when a so-called prophet or prophetess tells you that God told me to tell you, and it doesn’t come to pass? What do you do? Just say, “Well, that’s too bad.” And just keep sending your checks into them. No. The Bible is very clear on this. As you are going to see, God has a zero-tolerance policy. 

Deuteronomy 18:20-22: “But a prophet who presumes to speak in my name anything I have not commanded him to say, or a prophet who speaks in the name of other gods, must be put to death. You may say to yourselves, ‘How can we know when a message has not been spoken by the Lord?’ If what a prophet 

proclaims in the name of the Lord does not take place or come true, that is a

message the Lord has not spoken. That prophet spoke presumptuously. Do not be afraid of him.” 



Why? Because God doesn’t ever get it wrong. He’s God. He’s 

omniscient, He’s everything, otherwise He wouldn’t be God, He’s Holy, He 

doesn’t lie, lying’s a sin. God couldn’t be God if He got something wrong. So, these guys speak for God, and they get it wrong. It’s an easy acid test. Guess what? You ain’t from God. And even though you call them on the carpet, and they say,  “Touch not thine anointed. How dare you? What are you, some sort of a heretic?”  No, I’m a Bible believing Christian. And God tells me to shut you off. 

And certainly, stop supporting them. You are supporting false teaching. But by and large that is the premise of the charismatic movement.  “I got a new word from God. God told me. I had a vision; I had a dream. I had a word of God outside of the word of God.”  And they predict the future, and they get it wrong. 

Repeatedly, including Benny Hinn. 



But what does God say to do when you encounter these folks? Reject 

them! Have nothing to do with them. Zero-tolerance.  “Well, he got three out of twenty-seven right.”  No, it’s zero. First of all, it’s not even in function today, and even if it was – ZERO. Shut them off! Do not support them! Don’t listen to them! 

And they keep getting a free pass. Unfortunately, even today, the world laughs at you and me. We get lumped into this.  “You’re a Christian, you must be one of those.”   



We have been dealing with someone who does this, unfortunately, not 

just false teachings, but claims to be a prophet, with his false prophecies. And that is Benny Hinn. He admitted that there were some people who had a major influence on him. The first one was Winston Nunes, who is responsible for what is now called the NAR movement, the New Apostolic Reformation, a major 

source of mega false teachings. The next were two ladies, whom he visited their gravesites. He said that the power of God was so strong around them that people could be healed, when they went to these gravesites. The first one was Kathryn Kuhlman. She came with all kinds of false teachings, false prophecies, lying deceptive behavior, marital affairs, scandals over riches and certainly immoral behavior. But she’s not the only one that Benny Hinn said that he visited. He also visited Aimee Semple McPherson’s gravesite and felt the power of God because the anointing was so strong, and it also made a major influence on him today.

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Aimee Semple McPherson was the founder 

of another Assemblies of God, major 

charismatic community denomination, called 

Foursquare. She was a Canadian American 

Pentecostal, and media celebrity, in the 

1920s and 1930s. The term Foursquare 

represents the Full Gospel theological 

concept and refers to the four defining 

beliefs of Pentecostalism: the nature of Jesus 

Christ’s character as Savior, Baptizer with 

the Holy spirit, healer, and soon-coming 

King. Even today, the Foursquare Church promotes it here, and the most amazing and incredible lady, who started this fantastic movement. Dedicated unto the cause of Inter-Denominational and Worldwide Evangelism. 



Narrator:  “So read the cornerstone of Aimee Semple McPherson’s plaque of the 5,300 seat Angelus Temple when it opened its doors on January 1, 1923.”  

Aimee Semple McPherson:  “Life begins at Foursquare with salvation, baptism in the Holy Spirit, divine healing, and the second coming of the Lord.”  

Narrator:  “On a bright summer day, in 1927, the first Foursquare Missionary sailed for the Philippines. Within the next year he would be followed by teams to Panama, China, Czechoslovakia, Bolivia, South Africa, Puerto Rico, Australia, and Armenia. In fact, over 20 teams would stake their claims for God in 14 

 countries in those next few months. Today, the Foursquare Global Association blankets some 67 nations, with the gospel pushing back the darkness of our world, wherever they go. It was not an accident that the founder of the Foursquare Church was so focused on the great commission. 

 As a young farmgirl, 17-year-old Aimee married the dashing and dedicated Robert Semple and together they committed their lives to missionary service in China. But it was not to be. Aimee watched her dreams shatter as she watched Robert suffer and die from malaria, shortly after they had arrived in China. 

 Aimee returned to America as a widow and a single parent, giving up any hope of ever ministering the gospel. She married Harold McPherson and tried to settle down to a domestic lifestyle, but it proved impossible. 
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 Aimee threw off the comforts of home and set off with her family to evangelize America, at a time when women could not even vote. And a woman preacher was unheard of. And, in some quarters even unthinkable.” 

Aimee Semple McPherson:  “Every day and every night, Jesus spoke to my soul and said, “Preach, preach the Word of God.”  

Narrator:  “Despite the obstacles Aimee would not give up. She had answered the call of God, and it would soon take Aimee and her family to the booming city of Los Angeles. She arrived with nothing but a gospel car, $100.00 and a tambourine. There were only half a million people in LA when she got here, but within the next ten years the city would double in size. Sister Aimee, which she was often called, grew in popularity. And the number of people that her ministry was impacting for God. Every Sunday more than 16,000 would jam into services in the Angelus Temple to hear the evangelist proclaim the gospel.” 

  Attendee:  “It started off about a half hour before church with a 50 piece or more silver band. Then there were two big choirs, one on each side. And the songs would almost have your hair stand on end.” 

  Attendee #2:  “Then over on the side, Sister McPherson would walk down a long ramp that led down to the platform. She would come down with a huge bouquet of roses. She walked to the platform, and I thought that was the most beautiful woman, I ever saw in my life. 

  Mrs. Lois Van Cleave:  At this time women were very plain and conservative in their dress. They had to look Holy, but when they got out here in the west, with movie stars, and there were all kinds of people who looked attractive, she realized that women preachers didn’t have to look like last years warmed over biscuits. They could look up to date, with nice hairdos. Look nice, with nice clothes. 

   Aimee Semple McPherson:  “The next thing that you need is the baptism in the Holy Ghost, it’s not merely enough to be born-again.” 

   

Now let’s stop right there. It’s not merely enough to be born-again. Last time I checked, it  is merely enough to be born-again. But again, what is the premise? You and I are missing out. That’s right, we need a second dose of the Holy Spirit. We need to speak in gibberish and have divine healing every day. 
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Really? Oh, and by the way, don’t ever call you wife, “last years warmed over biscuit.” It won’t go over well. 



McPherson was born Aimee Elizabeth Kennedy in Ontario, Canada. She 

had early exposure to religion through her mother, Mildred, who worked with the poor in Salvation Army soup kitchens. Her father, James Kennedy was a 

Methodist. While still in high school, after her Pentecostal conversion, in December 1907, Aimee met Robert James Semple, a Pentecostal missionary from Ireland. They were married on August 12, 1908, in a Salvation Army ceremony and after a few months moved to Chicago and became part of William Durham’s full Gospel Assembly. Durham earlier had visited the mission where the Azusa Street Revival was taking place, returned and applied its teachings. Durham instructed Aimee in the practice of interpretation and translation of tongues. No, she believed in this, but it was at a time pre-Kuhlman, pre-Hinn, when it was still kind of freaking people out, here in America. So, even though she believed it, she kept it kind of hidden, and focused on the healing aspect. 



After embarking on an evangelistic tour to China, both contracted 

Malaria. Robert also contracted dysentery, of which he died in Hong Kong. 

Aimee recovered and gave birth to their daughter Roberta Star Semple, as a 19-year-old widow. Returning to the United States she joined her mother Minnie working with the Salvation Army. While in New York City, she met Harold 

Stewart McPherson, an accountant. They were married in 1912, moved to Rhode Island, and had a son, Rolf Potter Kennedy McPherson, in March 1913. During this time, McPherson felt as though she denied her “calling” to go preach. As we saw before that calling was not from God. Has God called women to be pastors? 

No! I’m not saying that she didn’t feel something, but it wasn’t from God. After struggling with emotional distress and obsessive – compulsive disorder, in 1915, her husband returned home from the night shift to discover McPherson had left him and had taken the children. So, because of her supposed calling to go be a preacher, she left her husband. Now, is that from God. Her calling wasn’t from God and her behavior wasn’t from God. He petitioned for divorce, citing 

abandonment; the divorce was granted in 1921.

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McPherson married again on Sept 13, 1931, to actor and musician David 

Hutton. McPherson and Hutton separated in 

1933 and divorced on March 1, 1934. 

McPherson then came to Los Angeles, rented 

the 3,500 seat Philharmonic auditorium 

(known then as the Temple Auditorium). 

People waited for hours to get into the 

crowded venue. For several years, she 

continued to travel and raise money for the 

construction of a large, domed church in the 

Echo Park area of Los Angeles, the church 

would be named Angelus Temple, reflecting 

the Roman Catholic tradition of the Angelus 

Bell, calling the faithful to prayer. 



Enrollment grew to over 10,000 and the Angelus temple was advertised 

as the largest single christian congregation in the world. McPherson intended for the Temple to be both a place of worship and an ecumenical center for all Christian faiths, Methodists, Baptists, 

the Salvation Army, Presbyterians, 

Episcopalians, Adventists, Quakers, 

Roman Catholics, and Mormons. None 

of those are Christians, but as you see 

in the charismatic community, that’s 

one thing that they unfortunately, easily 

seem to be backing into and supporting 

the ecumenical movement.  “Let’s work 

 with the Pope. He’s a great guy.”  But unfortunately, even people like Rick Warren, says,  “He’s our Pope.”  But you see that trend in the charismatic community as well. She practiced speaking-in-tongues and faithhealing in her services. Neither Houdini nor Teddy Roosevelt had such an audience nor did PT 

Barnum. It was over the top. For a time, back in 1914, the Assemblies of God worked with her as well. McPherson’s efforts eventually led Pentecostals, who were previously on the periphery of Christianity, into the mainstream of 

American evangelicalism. McPherson had become one of the most charismatic and influential women and ministers of her time. 



You might think, no wonder they made a video about her, she was so 

wonderful. Well, the relationships, the adultry and things of that nature, the false teachings, that was all just the tip of the iceberg. Another big major scandal was that she was reported to be kidnapped.

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The reported kidnapping of Aimee Semple McPherson caused a media 

frenzy, and changed her life and career. After disappearing in May 1926, she reappeared in Mexico five weeks later, stating she had been held for ransom in a desert shack. McPherson said that at the beach she had been approached by a couple who wanted her to pray over their sick child. Walking with them to their car, she suddenly was shoved inside. A cloth laced with a drug was held against her face, causing her to pass out. Eventually, she was moved to a small shack in the Mexican desert. When her captors were away on errands, McPherson escaped out a window. She then traveled through the desert for around 11-13 hours across an estimated distance of 20 miles. Her 

return to Los Angeles was greeted by 

30,000-50,000 people, a greater turnout 

than President Woodrow Wilson’s 1919 

visit to Los Angeles. 



The Los Angeles prosecution 

contended that McPherson ran off with a 

former employee, Kenneth Ormiston. 

She was accused of staying with him in a 

California resort town cottage he rented 

prior to her disappearance, After leaving 

the cottage at the end of May, the pair 

traveled for the next three weeks and remained hidden. Then, around June 22, Ormiston drove McPherson to Mexico, dropping her off 3 miles outside of 

nearby Agua prieta, where she walked the remaining distance and presented herself to a resident. It was such an obvious lie, that Hollywood made a movie about it. And of course, they are mocking the whole thing. This is what’s important with this charismatic behavior. The church is very slow to do what God says and shut these people off. Call them out, this is baloney. It’s not Christianity. 

It’s not what the Bible teaches. But because we keep our mouths shut Hollywood looks at us and mocks us. Here’s a little trailer of the movie they made about her kidnapping.

 wonderful.”  

Detective interrogating Aimee’s X husband:  “Do you want help in the 

 disappearance of your X wife?”  

As the Mexican police are questioning her, she tells them,   “I’m an entertainer, that’s all. I tell stories.” 

When she gets back home and she is back on the podium, she is all dressed in white and she is asking her congregation,  “Who wants to be healed?” 

  

SISTER AIMEE 



Yeah, Sister Aimee. Hollywood gets it. Unfortunately, they mock us for 

it. We get lumped into it. The longer we keep our mouths shut on these kinds of things, it doesn’t do anybody any favors. Now let me give you a little more detail on how bogus this is. 
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Though McPherson claimed to have wandered for 14 hours across 

roughly 20 miles of cruel desert covered with mesquite, cactus, and catclaw to escape her captors, when she was found she showed no sign of having been 

through such an ordeal. Her shoes were not scuffed or worn; there were grass stains on the insteps (there was no grass in the desert through which she claims to have wandered) she was not dehydrated or sunburned, her lips were not parched, cracked, or swollen; her tongue was not swollen; her color was normal; her dress was not torn and bore no dust or perspiration stains. The dress collar and cuffs, though white in color, were barely soiled. Further, she was wearing a watch her mother had given her – a watch she had taken with her to the beach! Aimee told reporters that her ankles were bruised and torn by ropes from her captivity, but there had been no sign of such injuries when she was examined. An exhaustive search was made to find the adobe shack with a wooden floor where she claimed she had been held captive and which she described in detail to the authorities, but no such shack was found in a 46-square-mile area. Experienced desert men and trackers (one had ridden that country as a cowboy for 37 years, another for 20) who attempted to find her attackers, traced her footsteps, and they found where she apparently had gotten out of an automobile, on a road not far from where she was found. A grocery receipt signed by McPherson was found in a Carmel, 

California, cottage where it appears Aimee had met Ormiston during the time she was alleged to have been kidnapped. Several eyewitnesses testified that they saw the two together during that period. That was after her third marriage. And during her lifetime there were numerous allegations of illicit love affairs. 



McPherson suffered a physical and nervous breakdown. For 10 months, 

she was absent from the pulpit, diagnosed, in part, with acute acidosis. 

McPherson traveled the world with new eyes.  In 1935 McPherson embarked on a worldwide six-month discovery tour, to examine the social, religious, and economic climates of many countries, and to have “a chat with Mahatma 

Gandhi.” She received an invitation from Gandhi, who gave her a sari made from threads woven from his simple spinning wheel. Impressed with Gandhi and his ideas, a press quote attributed to McPherson, in reference to Mahatma Gandhi, “I want to incorporate the ideals of India with my own.” 



On September 26, 1944, McPherson went to Oakland, California, for a 

series of revivals, planning to preach her popular “Story of My Life” sermon. 

When McPherson’s son went to her hotel room, at 10:00 the next morning, he found her unconscious with pills and a half-empty bottle of capsules nearby. She was dead by 11:15. Among the pills found in the hotel room, was the barbiturate Seconal, a strong sedative which had not been prescribed for her. It was unknown how she obtained them. The cause of death is officially listed as unknown. There 
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was speculation about suicide, but the overdose was accidental. McPherson is buried in Forest Lawn Memorial Park cemetery in Glendale, California. I bring that up again because of what Benny Hinn said when he was at her gravesite.  “I believe the power of God came all over me. I believe the anointing has lingered over Aimee’s body.”  Following her death, the Foursquare Gospel Church denomination was led for 44 years by her son Rolf McPherson. The church 

claims a membership of over 7.9 million worldwide. One guy said this: 

 “She used every trick in the book, in order to make the healing service presentations memorable. She hired a set building team to create an awe-inspiring atmosphere and lined up wheelchairs and crutches along the platform to show off that people had been healed. Like a true showman, she built the service in such a way so it always came to a climax, in which would make emotional responses to be healed, saved, or ‘filled with the Holy Ghost.’ The supposedly healed people would be flaunted across platforms, and everyone would be left in awe. 

  Audio records prove that her voice, tone, rhetoric, service order, and strategies are closely linked to Kathryn Kuhlman (who would come next), and Benny Hinn (who would come later). She too wore a white outfit when preaching and used the media to get her message out to the masses.    

  She would even tell the listener to place their hands on the radio set to receive their healing, like faith healers do today. Her power was said to be from God, but the evidence of her life proves that God’s power was not at the root of her ministry. Her storyline resembles a modern day celebrity tabloid controversy, more than the story of a woman of God. In 2012, Foursquare Gospel invested $2 

 million in ‘Scandalous,’ a Broadway musical about Aimee Semple McPherson 
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 written by Kathie Lee Gifford. The show died, closing after 29 curtains, and the church lost $2 million.” 

   

Why? Do you expect God to bless that story? I don’t think so. And again, 

here is what Benny Hinn said. If anything, he is not reinventing the wheel. What worked for these two ladies, he is putting into practice today. This clip is of Benny Hinn on his program, “This is Your Day” during one of his church 

services. As he is walking down the aisle, he stops to talk to a lady sitting next to the aisle. 

Benny Hinn:  “Are you the lady? Stand up, dear lady. Come on. Is the pain gone? Pick up your leg, honey. Pick up your leg. Is all the pain gone? Come on, let’s go.” 

He now proceeds to take her up to the podium. But before they get to the steps he turns around suddenly and pushes her forehead, and she falls backwards. 



Oh, Jesus, help us. Did you see that? That lady fell under the power of 

God. Did you see that? It was so abrupt! Give me a break, are you serious? It’s the same techniques that we saw with Kuhlman and McPherson. So, if anything, he is just copying them. He said they influenced his technique. So, that’s the name of his show. “This is Your Day,” with miracles and it’s very popular. It’s kind of disturbing to me. The charismatic community, in 2007, according to the Barna group, makes up 46% of the United States’ Protestants. So, basically what’s considered Protestant Christianity in America, really is charismatic. And from what I’m seeing, that’s not the best example of what’s out there. But then that might explain why our President has surrounded himself with so many from this camp. Maybe they think they are Protestant, but they’re not. But here’s another stat - 30% of Catholics in America are charismatic Catholics. That’s over a third. Now why would charismatics and Catholics link together? 



Benny Hinn Ministries claims to support 60 mission organizations 

around the world, and several orphanages around the world, and claims to house and feed over 100,00 children a year, and support 45,000 children daily, because of his donors. But apparently, he’s using that money for other things including himself. In March 1993 Inside Edition reported on Hinn’s $685,000 Orlando home and Mercedes-Benz, despite Hinn having previously claimed a “modest 

lifestyle.” Let me give you some examples of the abuses, and is this anything new? He not only carbon copied their techniques, and he not only promotes the 
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same false teachings of the charismatic community, but the same scandalous behavior follows him as well. Including riches. 





 Dateline: “He claims he can heal the sick. Critics say the only miracle may be the millions that he is making. 

  Though Hinn refuses to make his financial information public. He has said that every dollar given to his ministry goes to the work of the Lord. Be that as it may, Benny Hinn does manage to live very well. His home is this mansion overlooking the Pacific Ocean, built and paid for by his ministry. According to building records it has 7 bedrooms, 8 bathrooms and more than 7,000 sq. feet of living space. It’s worth about $10 million dollars. And, when Hinn goes to crusades, around the world, he travels in his private jet. The ministry pays more than $112,000 a month to use the plane. Benny still travels in style. He drives a Mercedes SUV and a Mercedes convertible. 

  At a crusade in Milwaukee, Benny Hinn occupied the Presidential Suite at the Pfister Hotel at $990 per night. In Panama at the Intercontinental Hotel, Hinn stayed in the Royal Suite at $1,700 per night. At a crusade in Montreal, while staying in the Royal Suite at the St. James Hotel he paid $2,700 per night. Hinn is a regular at Beverly Hill’s clothing stores like Versace, Louis Vuitton, and Bijon, where Hinn’s name is on the window, along with Princes and heads of State. 

  On his way home from this crusade in Columbia he stopped at this resort in Cancun, Mexico. He stayed in the Presidential Suite at $2,684 for one night that was reported as a layover. After crusades in Russia and Sweden, Benny flew from Sweden, south to Italy, then back North to England. In London the documents show Hinn stayed at the exclusive Lanes Borough Hotel, the going rate at that hotel is $3,124 per night. And then there’s Pastor Benny’s hotel in Milan. The Presidential Suite, 5,400 sq feet, 3 bedrooms, a formal dining room, a fireplace, a jacuzzi, a sauna, a Turkish bath, a large terrace with a panoramic view of the city and a 100 ft long swimming pool decorated with marble and frescos for $10,000 per night. And through it all, Pastor Benny maintains his truth, and God is on his side. 

Benny Hinn:  “I have never lied to you. Never. I never will. I’d rather die than lie to God’s people.” 
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Well, you’d better start heading back to Glendale graveyard. Because 

you lie all the time. And I’m going to demonstrate that to you. I’m going to give you some other of his lying behavior. What did we read earlier? When someone says that they have a word from God, they prophecy the future, and they get it wrong. What are you supposed to do? Shut them off! But people don’t shut him off and he does it all the time. Let me just give you a few examples of that. 

Narrator:  “Let’s listen to these prophecies and see how many of them he got right. Prophecies for the 1990s. By Benny Hinn.”  



•  God told me an earthquake would hit the east coast of America and 

destroy everything in the 90s. Not one place will be safe from the 

earthquake. Those who have not known earthquakes will know them. 

•  The economy of the United States of America is going to fall. Businesses will go bankrupt. 

•  Fidel Castro will die in the 90s. 

•  Once the church is raptured, following the rapture, a woman president 

will be in the White House. 

•  The World Dictator is coming soon. He is a short man. I see a short man who is a perfect incarnation of satan. 

•  The Lord also tells me to tell you that in the mid-90s God will destroy the homosexual community of America. He will not destroy it the way 

you and I thought he would, they will be destroyed by fire. 



What does the Bible say to do with these guys? First, it’s not even in 

function for today. But I’ll give him that. But how many can he get wrong? Zero. 

But how many did he get it wrong, and that was in the 90s. And that may not even have been all. And yet, 30 years later this guy is still going strong. How could that be? Because people refuse to do what God says to do, for the 

protection of His people. And, to avoid a bad witness. Because the world can spot this a mile away. But let’s look at more lying behavior. It’s the same thing. All these claims of healing. 



At his Miracle Crusades, he has allegedly healed attendees of blindness, 

deafness, cancer, AIDS, and severe physical injuries. However, investigative reports have called these claims into question. In 2001, HBO aired a 

documentary entitled “A Question of Miracles” that focused on Hinn, and a well-documented fellow Word-of-Faith German minister based in Africa, Reinhard Bonnke. The documentary team followed seven cases of “miracle healings” from Hinn’s crusade over the next year. The film’s director, Antony Thomas, told 
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CNN’s Kyra Phillips that they did not find any cases where people were actually healed, by Hinn. Thomas said in a New York Times interview, that  “If I had seen miracles from Hinn’s ministry I would have been happy to trumpet it, but in retrospect, I think they do more damage to Christianity than the most committed atheist.”   



The producers of the show demonstrated Hinn’s apparent 

misappropriation of funds, his fabrication of the truth, and the way in which his staff chose crusade audience members to come on stage to proclaim their miracle healings. The quadriplegics, the brain-damaged, virtually anyone with a visible obvious physical condition – are never allowed up on stage; those who attempt to get in line for possible healings are intercepted and directed to return to their seats. 



At one Canadian service, Hidden cameras showed a mother who was 

carrying her muscular dystrophy-afflicted daughter, Grace, being stopped by two screeners, when they attempted to get into the line, for a possible blessing from Hinn. The screeners asked the mother if Grace had been healed, and when the mother replied in the negative, they were told to return to their seats; the pair got out of line, but Grace, wanting “Pastor Benny to pray for her” asked her mother to support her as she tried to walk as a show of “her faith in action,” according to the mother. After several unsuccessful attempts at walking, the pair left the arena in tears, both mother and daughter visibly upset at being turned aside, and crying as they explained to the undercover reporters that all Grace had wanted was for Hinn to pray for her. But the staffers rushed them out of the line when they found out Grace had not been healed. 



In 2007, a United States Senator announced an investigation of Hinn’s 

minister. And scrutinized five other televangelists: Paula white, Kenneth Copeland, Eddie L. Long, Joyce Meyer, and Creflo Dollar. 



Hinn married Suzanne Harthern on August 4, 1979, and they had 4 

children. Suzanne filed divorce papers in California’s Orange County Superior Court on Feb. 1, 2010, citing irreconcilable differences. In July 2010, both Hinn and fellow televangelist Paula White denied allegations, in the National Enquirer, that the two were engaged in an affair. Hinn was sued in February 2011, by a Christian publishing house, which claimed that a relationship with White did occur, and that Hinn had violated the morality clause of his contract with the company. Benny and Suzanne remarried on March 3, 2013. 



Then, what they really wanted to cover up was Benny Hinn’s employees 

began dying from heroin overdoses. Now, he claims that he doesn’t know where they got this heroin. But you are going to see an undercover video clip, where you are going to see Hinn handing the guy something, who dies the next day. 
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WKMG-TV News Reports:  “Heroin abuse is a scourge that has claimed more than 120 lives here in Central Florida in recent years. And now we have evidence that it has even reached into the inner circle of televangelist, Benny Hinn. Tony Pipitone has uncovered new information on this story and is now joining us from outside this Forest City Church.”  

Tony Pipitone:  “Well the church has started a drug testing program this year after the two heroin related deaths of trusted advisors. One of them was so trusted that he was Hinn’s closest traveling companion. His personal aid. The other one Hinn trusted to take care of his children. Now questions are being asked about what Hinn did after it became apparent that heroin had made its way into his ministry. David Delgado was not far from Benny Hinn’s side. Delgado, a recovering heroin addict, started out as a catcher. Someone who breaks the falls of those who feel the power of what they believe are miraculous healing powers. 

 He quickly became Hinn’s closest personal aid, traveling with him for years, attending lavish affairs. And while Hinn was meeting the spiritual needs, Delgado was coming under suspicion last year helping another with need, the need for heroin. Heroin, that the police suspect, ended up here, at the apartment of Sydney Williams, another trusted employee who Hinn had let babysit his children or drive a truck around the country to his crusades. Williams returned to his apartment in 1997 after visiting Delgado and he was found dead the next morning, of a heroin overdose. Suspicion quickly turned to Delgado.” 

Ernie Scott, Orange County Sheriff’s Office:  “Given the circumstances of Mr. 

 Williams death, clearly Mr. Delgado may have had some information about the source of the fatal drugs.”  

Tony Pipitone:  “A homicide investigator asked the church how he could find Delgado and another World Outreach Church employee who was with Williams, denied he had heroin, and he was unable to locate them. Delgado’s wife said that Hinn told her that the investigation into William’s death was underway. Just weeks after William’s death, Hinn took Delgado along on another trip. This one to Jordan. Delgado died two weeks later with complications related to his heroin abuse. Now the church has released a statement that the ministry has no knowledge of illegal drug use by the two employees, while they were employed here. It also stresses that there is a zero-tolerance policy in place here, over illegal drug use.”  
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A portion of the clip shows several men sitting around a table. They are 

not there to eat. They are passing around an object and then some are smoking. 

One would die of an overdose tonight. When this person tries to speak, he can hardly make a clear sentence. 

 Benny Hinn:  “Jesus said, by the fruits you will know them. Just watch the persons fruits, if they display a clean life, a Christian character, if they show true Christianity, then they are for real.” 

   

Anyone seeing a pattern here. It starts with false teaching, then abuse, 

and scandalous behavior, deceit, and ripping people off and then people die. Now one of your big premises is called “miracle healing crusades.” Again, if anybody is going to benefit from that so-called teaching, it’s got to be Mr. Hinn. This guy has got to be the epitome of good health. I don’t think so. Let me give you one obvious example. Have you noticed pictures of him 30 years ago? And pictures of him now. Have you noticed that his face is sliding off? You know why? 

Because he doesn’t have perfect health. Like the rest of us, your body is going to fall down, and fall apart. That’s what happens when you get older. 

The Washington Post: “Televangelist Benny Hinn has been admitted to the hospital for heart trouble. Benny Hinn, whose ministry focuses on healing was admitted to a California hospital stemming from abnormal heart rhythm, a condition he has experienced intermittently for over 20 years.” 

   

And this is why Benny Hinn’s own nephew, Costi Hinn, has called his 

uncle out on the carpet! 

  Commentator:  “You traveled with your uncle for two years, working for him on the road. I would like to ask you, Costi, if you were watching television one night and you flip it through the channels, because that’s what we men do, we flip through the channels and there he is, your uncle Benny Hinn, on a platform, on Christian TV, asking for money. Costi, would you send money to your uncle’s ministry?”  

Costi Hinn:  “I wouldn’t and that’s because working with him and really growing up in the inner circle of the faith healing and prosperity gospel and Word of Faith movement, and add all the other charismatic ways, all of that, I saw where the money went. I knew why we would fund raise harder at certain times throughout the year, based on spending and whatnot. And it’s a lifestyle that is built for us on 
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 the backs of the sick and the poor. Donations are key to maintaining that lifestyle. 

 I know there are well intentioned people, who give money to faith healers, and little old ladies who are really being deceived. They mean well and God is very merciful and save many people out of the movement, which happens all the time. 

 But, no matter what the intentions of the people who give the money, that money is going toward maintaining the lifestyle of that man or woman.” 

   

You know what he just did? He did what most of the church refuses to 

do. He did what God said to do with these people. Shut them off! Don’t send them a dime, don’t support them, call them out! What’s sad is, even after his own family is coming out, saying it’s chicanery, most of the church is saying that you shouldn’t say that. Who are you to say that? I’m not the one making the rules. 

God is. I’m just the newspaper boy. Reporting what it is and how all Christians should be. This is what God says to do. We need to warn people of false teachers, false prophets, heresy, because sin and lies – hurt, harm, and destroy. And it’s high time that we do the same thing, and stop being a bunch of chicken livers. 

When these people are hurting people, the church and the lost with this rotten witness, we need to love them enough to speak up, and say that’s not the truth. 

That’s not Christianity. That’s Biblical love.

That’s the beginning of every false teaching when you get 

outside the Bible. But that was what birthed the different denominations.

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Now we’re going to move on to Charismatic Healing Revivals in 

the 1950s. Now can God 

heal? We have been through 

this so many times. I always 

have to clarify this because 

people say, “Do you mean 

to tell me God…?” He can 

do whatever he wants to do. 

He’s God, He can heal 

anything He wants. With me 

personally, when I pray for 

somebody, I pray trusting that God can heal. There’s no doubt, I leave the results with Him. But that’s not what these people are doing. These people just picked up where Aimee-Semple McPherson, Kathryn Kuhlman and 

Benny Hinn would invite people to come to their facility, and supposedly, 100% guarantee to get a healing. Of course, you must give them some 

money, unfortunately. 



With the healing revivals, they basically went on the road, and 

went into tents. So, they made it the era of traveling. But before we get to that, let’s look at the premise of being, 100% of the time, it’s always 

guaranteed that God’s going to heal you of any affliction you ever had, as a Christian. Is that true? No. Let me just give you one. As you turn there, Paul of course, wrote I and II Timothy, Titus or what’s called the pastorals. 

These are typically towards the end of Paul’s life and he’s training young Timothy and then later Titus, as young pastors. All words are important, as all the Scriptures are important, but these are just before Paul dies. In fact, before that he tells Timothy to keep preaching the Word of God, in season, and out of season. Don’t budge from that. There is going to come a time 

when people are basically going to turn away from doctrine, they are 

going to turn away from the Bible, they’re going to turn to myths, they’re going to make up stories. Is that happening today? Yeah! Then he says, 

“I’m even being poured out like a drink offering.” Paul is getting ready to die. He seems to be giving the indication that it’s about time to wrap 

things up and we know from church history that Paul was decapitated. He 

couldn’t have been crucified because Paul was a Roman citizen, and they 

couldn’t do that. So, they chopped his head off. Did that happen because 
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Paul didn’t have enough faith? Did he not sow a seed into somebody’s 

ministry to keep him from that trial? Because you’re guaranteed perfect 

health and perfect wealth. No. So, he’s talking about the trials he is going through, what’s coming, he’s probably going to die, so he gets in there and gives his final ingredients. He just drops a little bomb in there. 

II Timothy 4:1-20: “In the presence of God and of Christ Jesus, who will judge the living and the dead, and in view of his appearing and his 

kingdom, I give you this charge. Preach the Word, be prepared in season 

and out of season, correct, rebuke, and encourage – with great patience 

and careful instruction. For the time will come when men will not put up 

with sound doctrine. Instead, to suit their own desires, they will gather around them a great number of teachers to say what their itching ears want to hear. They will turn their ears away from the truth and turn aside to 

myths. But you keep your head in all situations, endure hardship, do the 

work of the evangelist, discharge all the duties of your ministry. For I am already being poured out like a drink offering and the time has come for 

my departure. I have fought the good fight, I have finished the race, I have kept the faith. 

Now there is in store me, the crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous judge, will award to me on that day – and not only to me, but 

also to all who have longed for his appearance. Do your best to come to 

me quickly for Demas, because he loved this world, has deserted me and 

has gone to Thessalonica. Crescens has gone to Galatia, and Titus to 

Dalmatia. Only Luke is with me. Get Mark and bring him with you, 

because he is helpful to me in my ministry. I sent Tychicus to Ephesus. 

When you come, bring the cloak that I left with Carpus at Troas, and my 

scrolls, especially the parchments. Alexander the metalworker did me a 

great deal of harm. The Lord will repay him for what he has done. You too should be on your guard against him, because he strongly opposed our 

message. 

At my first defense, no one came to my support, but everyone deserted 

me. May it not be held against them. But the Lord stood at my side and 

gave me strength, so that through me the message might be fully 
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proclaimed, and all the Gentiles might hear it. And I was delivered from 

the lion’s mouth. The Lord will rescue me from every evil attack and will bring me safely to his heavenly kingdom. To him be glory forever and 

ever. Amen. Greet Priscilla and Aquila and the household of Onesiphorus. 

Erasius stayed in Corinth, and I left Trophinius sick in Miletus.” 



He left Trophinius driving a Mercedes. Because he sowed a seed to 

my ministry and that’s what happens 100% of the time. Because if you 

give that, it’s a mathematical formula. God’s going to give a hundred-fold or if you listen to false teacher Paula White, depends on what verse, 

apparently in the Psalms. One week it’s Psalm 39:17, and that means if 

you sow a seed of $39.17, then God is going to bless you. Remember that? 

And then when times get tough, you crank it up to Psalm 150 for some 

strange reason. But Paul left Trophinius sick in Miletus. Well, how could that happen? If it’s guaranteed, 100% of the time, you’re never going to go through hard times and troubles, that’s a bunch of baloney. Now we are 

specifically getting into the healing revivals. We’re not saying that God can’t heal, God can heal whatever He wants. But that’s not what these 

people are saying. They’re saying 100% of the time, especially if you give money. 



You’re going to suffer as a Christian. Have you learned that? If 

you’re not going through a hard time now, just wait, it’s coming. Here are a few verses telling us that. 

Psalms 34:19: “A righteous man may have many troubles, but the Lord delivers him from them all.” 

Isaiah 48:10: “See I have refined you though not as silver, I have tested you in the furnace of affliction.” 

Matthew 5:10-12: “Blessed are those who are persecuted because of 

righteousness, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven. Blessed are you when 

people insult you, persecute you and falsely say all kinds of evil against you because of Me. Rejoice and be glad, because great is your reward in 

heaven, for in the same way they persecuted the prophets who were before 

you.” 
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Matthew 24:9: “Then you will be handed over to be persecuted and put to death, and you will be hated by all nations because of Me.” 

II Timothy 3:10-12: “You, however, know all about my teaching, my way of life, my purpose, faith, patience, love, endurance, persecutions, 

sufferings – what kinds of things happened to me in Antioch, Iconium and 

Lystra, the persecutions I endured. Yet the Lord rescued me from all of 

them. In fact, everyone who wants to live a godly life in Christ Jesus will be persecuted.” 

Acts 14:21-22: “They preached the good news in that city and won a large number of disciples. Then they returned to Lystra, Iconium and Antioch, 

strengthening the disciples and encouraging them to remain true to the 

faith. ‘We must go through many hardships to enter the kingdom of God,’ 

they said.” 

Philippians 1:29: “For it has been granted to you on behalf of Christ not only to believe on Him, but also to suffer for Him, since you are going 

through the same struggle you saw I had, and now hear that I still have.” 

Philippians 3:10: “I want to know Christ and the power of His 

resurrection and the fellowship of sharing in His sufferings, becoming like Him in His death.” 

I Peter 5:9: “Resist him (devil) standing firm in the faith because you know that your brothers throughout the world are undergoing the same 

kind of sufferings.” 

I Peter 4:12,13: “Dear friends, do not be surprised at the painful trial you are suffering, as though something strange were happening to you. But 

rejoice that you participate in the sufferings of Christ.” 



It’s going to happen. If you live for Jesus, they are going to come 

after you. The enemy’s going to come after you and it’s not going to be 

easy. The whole idea that somehow you have become a Christian, that 

you’re guaranteed perfect health, perfect wealth, and especially if you give 
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somebody some money – what a lie from the pit of hell. It’s so obvious 

that we’ve been seeing, even the lost know this, and they are much quicker to call these people out on the carpet than we are. So, God can heal, but take a look at the faulty premise that, “Oh no, it’s every single time.” 

Especially, if you give money. 



Now this traveling revival time went on in the 50s but it actually 

began in June of 1946. So, we’re dealing with the post World War II era, 

and it continued for about the next 15 years. There was another event that went along the time of McPherson and Kuhlman that kind of projected 

much of the charismatic movement into more mainstream Christianity. 

During this time, actually, Billy Graham was hitting the road. 



Billy Graham launched his own evangelical campaign in 

September 1947, but Graham was not directly affiliated with the healing 

revivalists. The period of revivals was described by John Crowder as “the most extensive public display of miraculous power in modern history.” 

And I’m supposed to listen to him? Let me give you just a taste of what is coming out of this guy’s mouth today. 

John Crowder:  “Lord, I love it, Lord, I love it. Thank you, Father, for more of a heavy, weighty, drunken, glory in this house today.”  



Did he just compare God’s glory to drunkenness, “Drunken 

Glory?” 

John Crowder:  “A favorite little bit of you, Jesus. Ha, ha, ha, is bliss.  

Titus 2:6: “Young men likewise exhort to be sober minded.” 

I Peter 4:7: “be ye therefore sober.” 

I Peter 5:8: “Be sober, be vigilant, because your adversary the devil, as a roaring lion walking about seeking whom he may devour.” 

John Crowder:  “Your bliss is the joy,  (gibberish)  Isaiah 35 says that you will be overtaken by joy. That means taken over by joy, which means 

 possessed by joy.  (gibberish)  Thank you Lord. Oh, my goodness.”

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John Crowder being interviewed: 

Interviewer:  “Here is John Crowder.”  

John Crowder:  “I firmly believe in ‘Toking the 

 Ghost.’ Have a little ‘Jehovahwanna.’ And the 

 thing is, it’s free. You just reach into your pocket 

 and breathe what’s there. Take a little whiff of the 

 glory. And exhale. I’m just going to give you a 

 little second hand, right through the video 

 camera. Time and space are not an issue. This is a heavenly realm, all right? See this access point right here.   

He blows the imaginary smoke at the camera and then speaks in gibberish. 

No wonder the world laughs at us. 



Now because of this revival, back in the 50s, people even back 

then tried to call us out. You are going to see how bankrupt, a lot of the behavior was. Some people, during that time rejected the entire healing 

revival as a hoax, and condemned the subsequent charismatic movement 

as a cult. The facination with divine healing played a significant role in the popularity of the revival movement. Oral Roberts and William Branham 

are described by an historian, as the two giants 

of the movement. William Branham is one of 

the biggest sources of  false teachings, two 

million plus people still listen to this guy even 

though he  died in a 1965 car accident, and 

was widely regarded as the initiator and the 

pacesetter of the revival. Roberts emerged as 

the most popular figure, and left the most 

lasting legacy, 

including the 

University 

bearing his name. Historians generally agree 

Branham’s ministry is inaugurating the 

modern healing revival.”

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Branham was the source of inspirition for T.L. Osborn’s, 

worldwide crusade ministry, he died in 2013, as well as dozens of other 

smaller ministries involved in the Healing Revival. Other major figures of the revival were Jack Coe. He died in 1956. This year, 1956 was 

considered the heyday, when it was in high-

gear, before it started to go downhill. This 

guy Jack Coe was not just big on healing, 

that it’s guaranteed, but he was out there like 

the Jehovah’s Witnesses. He said, you should 

not take medicine or visit doctors. Well, he 

got in trouble for that.  “He was also accused 

 of have an extravagant lifesyle and home.” 

   Do you see a pattern here. They rip people 

off of their cash, with their false teachings 

and they live very well. The only people getting rich on your guaranteed 

rich false teaching, is them. 



In a 1955 revival service in Miami, Florida, Coe told the parents of 

a three-year-old boy that he had healed their son of polio. Coe then told the parents to remove the boy’s leg braces. However, the boy was not 

cured, and removing the braces left him in constand pain. As a result, Coe was arrested and on February 6, 1956 was charged with practicing 

medicine without a license, a felony in the state of Florida. A judge 

dismissed the case. In November, a few months after the charges were 

dismissed, Coe became sick while in Hot Springs, Arkansas. He returned 

to Texas and underwent a tracheotomy to help his breathing after his 

muscles became paralyzed. He was diagnosed with polio, and died a few 

weeks later at a Dallas hospital. I’m not going to say this was a judgment of God, but it’s sure interesting. He was 38. After his death, A.A. Allen bought his tent and continued to hold large tent meetings.

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A.A. Allen (March 27, 1911-June 11,1970) learned of the baptism 

of the Holy Spirit from a Pentecostal preacher who was conducting 

meetings in his home. He soon felt the call to preach, and affiliated 

himself with the Assemblies of God, and subsequently obtained ordination 

from them in 1936. He then began to pastor to a small church in Colorado, and then pastoring a large Assemblies 

of God church in Corpus Christi, 

Texas. After attending an Oral 

Roberts tent meeting in Dallas, he left 

that meeting and began holding 

healing revival meetings. He 

established a large following and 

became one of the first to develop a 

national television ministry which 

frequently included excerpts from his 

“healing line” ministry. Here is a sample of the same chicanery, the same techniues, he even dressed in white. It looks to me like the same 

techniques of manipulation with McPherson, Kuhlman and Hinn. Now 

here he is in action. Notice the technology back in the day. They didn’t 

have the nifty microphones like we do today. They had to put it around his neck and you hear funny noises. 

As he steps off the stage, grabbing the microphone around his neck and he walks up to a sick man that has been pushed to the front in his hospital 

bed. 

A.A. Allen:  “How many believe God is Greater than cancer? Do you believe He is? How many believe that He’s greater than all sickness, all disease and all infirmity? Here’s a little brother that’s only been given a few weeks to live. They haven’t told him until tonight what’s wrong with him. Back in this invalid section I said it’s not right to tell that man, to let him believe that he just has stomach trouble or some minor disease. The doctors have already told him he’s dying or he’ll be soon be dead. I said you tell him the truth. Because if I pray for him I’m going to command that the cancer go. ‘Go from this man’s body, go from his body in the name of 
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 Jesus. In the name of Jesus, my Lord, heal this man. My God set him free! 

 In the name of Jesus, God we ask for the glory of God.’”  

He walks to the head of the bed and looks into the patients eyes and asks him … 

 “Is it done? Breathe, if it’s done.” 

The patient mumbles and shakes his head yes. At that point Allen holds the microphone up to the nurse that brought him to the service and asks her … 

 “He believes it’s done?” 

She shakes her head, yes, he believes it’s done. 

 “In the name of Jesus, jump up man and start running.” 

The patient gets up off the bed and start to walk across the floor. The 

congregaton goes wild. 



Sorry, I don’t buy it for a second. It’s another staged event that we 

saw before. Now, can God heal cancer? He can heal whatever he wants. 

I’m not convinced that was legitimate. Allen’s healing ministry was 

facilitated by the use of “prayer cards” obtained in advance by those 

requesting prayer for healing. Allen was considered a preacher of the 

prosperity gospel. Allen was arrested in 1955 for suspicion of drunk 

driving, after a controversial incident in Knoxville, Tennessee. Allen’s 

associate claimed that Allen was occasionally drunk after Knoxville, and 

that his staff covered for him. He purchased a tent that could seat over 

22,000 people (the tent was the one used by evangelist Jack Coe up until 

his death in 1956). Allen became one of the first evangelists to call poverty a spirit and believed in God’s ability to perform miracles financially. At his peak, he appeared on fifty-eight radio stations daily, as well as forty-three TV stations. His Arizona headquarters was 2,400 acres with its own 

airfield. Few of his supposed miracles ever underwent “scrutiny of 

physicians” and at his revivals in small print his disclaimer read:  “A.A. 
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 Allen Revivals, Inc. assumes no legal responsibliity for the veracity of any such report.”  Allen did not like press coverage and hiring of “goon squads” to punch out anyone who showed up for Allen’s tent revivals with 

a notepad or camera. Another major theme in Allen’s ministry was his 

unrelenting attacks on what he characterized as dead, formal, 

denominational religion. In other words, character assassination. We’re not saying that God can’t heal or that God can’t do miracles, we’re just calling this out because people are getting ripped off and it a false teaching, 

heresy. 



In 1967, Allen and his wife, Lexie E (Scriven) Allen, were 

divorced. Allen died at the Jack Tar Hotel in San 

Francisco, California, on June 11, 1970, at the age of 

59. Allen died after a heaving drinking binge. Don 

Stewart, his successor, was accused of attempting to 

clean up evidence of his mentor’s alcoholic binge, in 

a San Francisco hotel before the police arrived. 

Nonethless, police found his body in a room strewn 

with pills and empty liquor bottles. The coroner’s 

report concluded Allen died from liver failure 

brought on by alcoholism. When Allen died, he had a 

blood alcohol content of .36 which was enough to 

ensure a deep coma. 

After Allen’s death, Don Stewart gained possession of Allen’s 

organization, his Miracle Valley, and renamed Allen’s Miracle Life 

Fellowsip International to Don Stewart Evangelistic Association (and later the Don Stewart Association). I’m guessing that is a Miracle prayer 

healing cloth. “If you send in a donation right now …” 

In 1956, the healing revival reached its peak number of evangelists 

holding campaign, as 49 separate evangelists held major meetings. By 

1960 the number of evangelists holding national campaign dropped to less 

than a dozen. Other factors which may have played a role in destroying the initial revival was fund-raising methods; sensationalism; and doctrinal 

conflicts. A result of these healing ministries of the post War era was part of the broader Charismatic movement, a movement which today numbers 

about 500 million worldwide. 
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And today they’re saying another one is coming. They’re always 

trying to recreate Azusa Street and these so-called revivals! They say this is what will turn our country around! No, it won’t! It’s a bad witness. 



The truth of the matter is, divine healing is an integral part of the 

gospel. The gospel, is not the full gospel, without the display of healing breaking out among His people.   “You simply cannot have a salvation only message.”  Redemption, physical healing, and spiritual deliverance, is a package deal. 



So, I need that show right now. I can’t just preach the gospel. 

People don’t need the gospel. You simply can’t just preach the gospel. I’ll say it again, God can heal, He can do whatever He wants. But that’s not 

what people are doing. They are ripping people off with their false 

teachings in these last days. 



Now, let’s get back to this guy, the big guy that really started it off, 

William Branham. A big, big mega source of false teachings. He was the 

one that was really helping to lauch this tent ministry, healing revival 

during this period. He was also considered the one who really pushed this idea which is called restorationism. Restorationism, which they still use today in many camps, especially when you break off, and this split breaks off for this place, and then this one breaks off. What it means basically is we’re trying to restore Christianity to a more pure version. Unlike today, with all this dry, stale, religious orthodoxy. As if reading the Bible is bad. 

You know I’ve been at church service that bored me to tears, but I’d rather be at a service that was a little bit boring, where they were teaching the Bible, than one that had a bunch of antics teaching false teachings. 



But, restorationism is the mindset. That’s the panacea. We’ve got 

to get back … It isn’t just get back to the early church, which sounds 

great, but what they mean by that is, we’ve got to get back to the early 

church, and have all those things happen that the early church did, with the Apostles and the Prophets. But as we have seen before, we don’t need a 

new word from God. We don’t need someone coming and saying, “God 

told me to tell you.” As we saw before the Apostles and Prophets for that time, they were given special abilities, that are not in function for today. At that time they were validating the switch from the Old Testament to the 

New Testament. That’s why they say they have to have Prophets and 

Apostles today. 
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Branham was the guy that’s credited with that kind of mindset. 

When it really started to take off. That’s what we’re doing here. We’re 

bringing the church back to a more pure period. Now if you think about 

what they believe, about having modern day prophets and apostles - did 

you know there are cults that bank on that mindset too? Let me give you 

an easy example, it rhymes with Mormons. I’ve said this before, what’s 

the whole premise of Mormonism? They got a new word from God. 

Joseph Smith was a prophet of God. Joseph Smith, it you use the modern 

term, he was a charismatic. But he got outside the Scripture. The 

Mormons believe that Joseph Smith was a prophet of God, chosen to 

restore the primitive, apostolic church established by Jesus. According to Smith, God appeared to him in 1820, instructing him that the creeds of the churches of the day were corrupted. Smith claimed to receive entirely new revelations. And he published the  Book of Mormon, proclaiming Smith as being the first prophet appointed by Jesus in the “latter days,” and every subsequent Apostle and Church President, also serves in the capacity of 

prophet, seer and revelator. 



If God has really given us a new word, then these people would 

have a premise, that we’re doing a disservice to the church, because we 

need to start printing out a new New Testament. Joseph Smith did it with 

the  Book of Mormon, which is heresy, but think about it. Why aren’t we doing a new New Testament, if this is really true? 



It’s the same thing that we saw with the Seventh-day Adventist. 

Ellen G. White was said to be prophetess. She got a word from God. She 

got a new truth, a new revelation. That developed into another cult. 

There’s the Worldwide Church of God under the leadership of Herbert 

Armstrong. Same kind of mindset. They’re restoring the new church 

because everybody else has got it wrong. Only they got a private insight 

knowledge of God. Jehovah’s Witnesses. How many do we have to bring 

up? What is the whole premise of Jehovah’s Witnesses? To develop 

doctrines that they considered to be an improved restoration of first 

century Christianity, including increased emphasis on the use of Jehovah 

as God’s personal name. They are all restorationist. This is what we’re 

doing. We are restoring the church back to its more pure roots, and you 

open up Pandora’s Box. But this again, is what’s going on today. 
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Today we have new movements. When you get outside the Word 

of God and you rely on somebody who said this or somebody had a so-

called vision, nobody is ever going to agree. The Bible is where we are 

unified. The Bible is where we have a sure word that we know you can 

stick with, and you can’t go wrong. God doesn’t lie. We don’t need a new 

revelation from God. Past, present, future, He tells us the time, one third speaks about the future. You don’t need someone saying,  “I had a 

 sandwich and an angel landed on my leg, I was drawing with a crayon in my hand and it went out of control and it drew a picture of your cat and you.”  I don’t need to hear any of that stuff. Just read the Bible, God tells you what’s in the future. But people rely on that and of course it’s in man’s court. Man will never disagree. If everybody would stick to the Bible, and just the Bible you wouldn’t have all these splits today. But that’s what is being promoted today, as if that’s true spirituality, true Christanity. 



This also leads to what Jesus warned us about. I believe that this 

mindset has everything to do with the future. In Matthew 24, Jesus said the first thing he warned about was wars, earthquakes, famines, pestilence, signs in the sky. What did he say when asked, “What’s the sign of your 

coming?” Talking about the second coming at the end of the 7-year 

Tribulation. He said, “Watch out, let no one decieve you.” It says it there in Matthew 24, three times. One of the major characteristics in the last days is deceit. Why? That’s what the enemy does. He doesn’t want people 

to know the truth, so He lets us know that if you’re not saved, you better get saved now! so, you don’t go into the 7-year Tribulation. Certainly, so you don’t go into hell. In Matthew 24, He says, “Don’t be deceived because many will come in my name claiming that I am the Christ.” And 

you go, “Well, how could anyone fall that that? Because the Bible is very clear.” Acts 1 says what? When Jesus was ascending to the right hand of the Father, what’d he say? If dangers appear, this same Jesus, that you are seeing right now, He’s coming back the same way. So, it’s not going to be some secret event, it’s going to be obvious. That’s what you get when you read the Bible. How could people fall for a false Christ? How could they 

fall for somebody who is saying that are the Messiah? How could people 

even fall for that? A basic reading of the Bible tells you, that’s not Jesus. 

That’s not how He’s coming back. 
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Now let me give you some examples of this, and this is going on 

today. This guy is Inri Cristo. We’ve talked about 

him before. In 1969, at the age of 21, Inri began 

his public life as a self-professed prophet. He 

established a new mystical order which he calls 

“The Formalization of the Promised Kingdom of 

God on Earth.” Of course, if you dress like Jesus, 

that makes you Jesus. 



This guy is from Brazil and was actually 

born Alvaro Theiss to Roman Catholic farmers 

who said 

that as a 

child he, “started to 

obey a powerful voice 

that spoke inside his 

head.” Again, is that 

being promoted 

today? He not only 

claims to be Jesus 

Christ reincarnated, 

but he’s well known 

for his media 

appearances in Brazil and many other countries. France even stated, 

“Christ is back on Earth” when he showed up there. And today he travels 

around with an entourage of young ladies making Brazilian Pop songs to 

promote his ministry while riding around on his scooter. Okay, just to be fair, let’s take a look at some of the evidence that he is Jesus. And his hot chicks on the motorcyle singing Brazilian Pop songs. Here’s one of his 

songs: 

 “Inri came to set us free, set us free and guide us in a new path, a new path, freedom, setting free. Freedom, setting free, freedom setting free. He is setting us free. Freedom, setting free, freedom, setting free. He is setting us free.” 
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Inri : “Oh Father, bless your children with health, light and justice because yours is all the glory forever and ever. Oh father. Peace be with all of you, my children.” 

   

Alright, maybe he is, it looks pretty convincing to me. Yeah, 

whatever. Are you kidding me? This is absolutely crazy, we laugh at it 

because it seems funny. 

Acts 1:11: “Men of Galilee, they said, why do you stand here looking into the sky? This same Jesus, Who has been taken from you into Heaven, will 

come back in the same way you have seen Him go into Heaven.” 



How do you get any clearer than that. In other words, it’s going to 

be a visible appearing of the exact same Jesus coming from the sky, not on a scooter with hot chicks wearing fake wings on the back of a motorcycle 

singing a pop song in Portuguese! Are you kidding me! It’s one thing for a person to claim they’re Jesus Christ. But here’s the point. To have tens of thousands of people across the world falling for it, even to the point where an actual country admits, “The Christ has Returned.” Can you believe 

that? It’s not just crazy, it’s a sign that we are living in the last days! What did Jesus say? What was the very first warning He said to be on the look 

out for? (Matthew 24:26-27) Watch out that no one deceives you 

specifically claiming, “I am the Christ.” And this is the kind of baloney the charismatic movement encourages!! 



And again, you might think it’s a small thing, but this is precisely 

why people are falling for these goobers who are claiming to be Jesus. 

They refuse to heed the Bible and are running after things made up! And if you don’t believe me, here’s one example! This is a prophecy out of 

Texas. Did you know that I-35 really means Isaiah 35? 

Narrator:  “The cars and trucks rush up an down Interstate 35 every day. 

 A ribbon of road that cuts the nation in half and goes all the way from Laredo, in the South, to Duluth, in the North. A number have come to 

 believe, because of recent prophecies, dreams and visions that I-35 is the highway spoken of Isaiah 35:8, ‘And a highway will be there; it will be 
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 called the way of Holiness.’ Jeff Baldwin, college and career pastor at Dallas’s Heartland Ministries.”  

Jeff Baldwin:  “There are very specific cities given in these prophetic words, to say, go to these cities and cry out for holiness and purity, and I’ll come down and I’ll invade all those cities along the I-35 corridor.”   

Narrator:  “And now dozens of Midwest ministries have linked arms to pray these prophecies are soon fulfilled and they’ve set aside 35 days to concentrate on I-35. 

  Cindy Jacobs:  “We have seventeen, 24-hour prayer rooms, going on.” 

  Narrator:  “Two of the main organizers are prophetic intercessors Cindy Jacobs and Heartland senior pastor Steve Hill, famour for his 

 evangelizing in the Brownsville revival.” 

  Cindy Jacobs:  “What do we expect to see? We expect laws to be changed in cities. We expect righteous leaders. We expect a movement of 

 reformation that will literally sweep the face here.” 

  Jeff Baldwin:  “There’s something happening there, there’s a shift in the heavenlies. I believe we’re removing angels and demons right now.” 

   

I agree there’s a shift taking place and it’s called you’re shifting off 

of the Bible. Contextually Isaiah was written, and who is he talking to? 

Israel. Is Israel the same thing as the church? The church wasn’t even in existance until 500 plus, how many centuries later? Did you know that 

Isaiah 35 does not mean a highway? Let’s put that to the test. If that’s 

going to be, I’ll show you how crazy that can get. If that’s how you 

interpret the Bible, you can make the Bible say anything! For instance, I did a little research and I discovered that there is a verse in Isaiah 15, and that’s important because we live next to Interstate 15 here in Vegas, and there’s a verse in there that says … 

“Every head is shaved, and every beard is cut off.” 
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Do you get it? Don’t you see? This is a sign from God that if we all 

go to the store and buy some razors and shave our heads, that He’s going 

to come to Vegas and spread revival! Yeah! It’s right there in the text! 

Obviously I’m kidding, but do you see what happens? Once you tweak the 

Bible, once you veer outside the scope of Scripture, you can make it say 

anything. And this is what people are doing, and this is why they are 

falling for all kinds of heresy, in the last days, including so-called 

appearances of Jesus Christ. And not just in the Messiah form, but in just about every kind of form you can think of. Check it out for yourself, 

starting with Jesus in a French Fry. 

Narrator:  “A local woman in the California Capitol says she was cooking dinner for her husband, when she suddenly noticed the crispy crucifix. 

 That she had never seen anything like it before in her 88 years on the planet. No word whether Jesus Christ on a French Fry will follow the path carved by Jesus Christ on an oyster, Jesus Christ on a fish stick and Jesus Christ on a pierogi and wind up on ebay.”  



The world is laughing at this mindset. You wonder why it’s so hard 

to witness now a days. Let me give you a couple more examples. Did you 

know this person was encouraged because they saw Jesus on a chip. 

 This lady said she saw the discovery on the chip, as a sign that the family is doing something right, and perhaps as an indication that they need to stop smoking. “This strenghtens my faith,” she said. “It makes me believe even more.” 



Not the Bible, reading the Word of God is what increases your 

faith, strengthens your faith. Let’s keep going. Apparently God give us 

messages on all kinds of snacks. It isn’t just on lays that He spreads it around. 

 The man said, “I was fixin’ to eat it, when I saw the image, I don’t think the heavenly choir actually started singing, but in my mind they did.” 
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 A girl commented that she thought it was a sign that, “Jesus wants us to ride around in cars with boys; He’s telling us it’s okay and that I need a cooler cell phone.” 

 The message that I got was that He was telling me that He was with me. 

 Just to be sure it wasn’t a hoax, they checked to see if the image had come preloaded with the phone, or had been sent to her. Apparently it was a truly divine miracle. 

 This XBOX 360 package has an image that resembles Jesus on the back. I did not alter the package in any way. This is a natural occurrence of something beyond my understanding. 

 Jubilee Fellowship Church members say you can see the face of Jesus on their pulpit. After it was revarnished, someone from the church noticed the profile of what they believe is Jesus Christ. 

 This guy said, “My old closet door has a very curious wood grain pattern in it, that many people over the years have said looks exactly like Jesus Christ holding out His hands.” 



Apparently this Bible stuff is old hat. Who needs that anymore, we 

just need to look at furniture now. 

 Speaking of doors, right behind a door, one woman says she found Jesus on an iron.

 Last Sunday the door was here, I opened 

 the door and I looked down and I saw this 

 image staring at me and my first reaction 

 was, that I’m into Jesus looking at me. I 

 was ok, you’re crazy, I could have looked at 

 it again and it’s still there. It is a reminder right now that things are going to be good and will get better.”   



Not a Bible verse, not Romans 8:28, “God works all things 

together for good,” God will take care of you, He’s Jehovah Jireh, He’s a provider, even though you’re going to go through hard times, God’s in 

control, His sovereignty, not eternal security, not the good news of the 

gospel. I saw a stain on my iron, life is going to be good. I’m telling you that this mindset produces this and the world looks at this and they laugh. 

“You wackos!” And we get lumped into it. They don’t know the 

difference, they say all Christians are alike. But let’s continue on, here’s Jesus on a guitar, because now He’s in the music industry. 

 Jeff Hoyer told the Ludington News,   “I’ve been here for 27 years and I’ve never seen anything close to that. The face is so clear. It reminded me of the Shroud of Turin, and we know what that was.”  

 Recently, while attempting to find solace against an imminent foreclosure, a couple had discovered that an image of Jesus had appeared in a 

 knothole in their tree. The couple believes that this is a sign that 

 something good is coming their way. 



Not a Bible verse, a knothole. 
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 The lady said she was riding on a bus looking out the window when she saw it. Her friend believes that the image is there to watch over them. 

 Another friend says since the lady needs a kidney, the image is a sign she will be okay. 



Jesus is our rock, our fortress, our hightower, our deliverer, our 

strong defense. No, I need to just look at a rock until I eventually see an image of Jesus. 

 Dominique Sartin, a staff member of Body Shoppe said, “I think it’s a silhouette and kind of a partial beard.” She said if it had leaked a little more, it would be a beard on the other side too. They’re looking at selling it on ebay. 



Now, here’s the important news. Maybe their faith wasn’t as it 

needed to be that day. 

 An individual in Southeast Kansas noticed a strange stain on the tongue of his new shoes. Upon further inspection, it was the image of Jesus. The shoe has been listed on ebay, with a portion of the proceeds to go to church ministries. 

 The man said, “I had been going through a tough time and was praying 

 for a divine sign from God, that I was not alone and that all would work out fine.” After the revelation of the lava lamp, he said his life turned around. 

 One day a New Zealand gentlemen woke up to cook some pita bread.

Ever since Magdalena 

 discovered the sign on Thursday, she says this bathroom is literally off-limits to the family. Magdalena says she’ll protect the image as long as she can and however it got there, she believes timing is everything.” 

Magdalena:  “So, when I saw that it was just, BING, okay, no matter that the economy’s in the toilet, but maybe we’re going to be all right.” 



I’m encouraged, it’s going to be all right because we saw Jesus on 

a toilet seat. You wonder why it’s so hard to witness today? How could 

anybody fall for any of this? How could it have ever gotten this far? 

Because there is a movement going on, and that movement going on says,

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the Bible is not good enough. Now they won’t say that because that’s 

blasphemy. You say you follow the Bible, but you really don’t. Your whole modus of operandi is outside of this.   “God told me, I’m a prophet, I’m an apostle, I get a new revelation,”  when all you need is the Bible. And Jesus warned, specifically in the last days, “You better watch out that nobody 

deceives you.” I am firmly convinced that mindset is in our day and it’s 

escalating. Why do you think we’ve been in this study for 34 weeks now? 

We’re preparing people to be doomed for the deceit in the 7-year 

Tribulation, because nobody can be dupped again, if you just stick with 

the Bible. 



Even Protestant churches who are not into this kind of charismatic 

behavior aren’t even teaching this. Do you think that’s by chance. So, you combine that charismatic mindset to get 

outside the Bible, and now the Protestant 

refuse to teach the Bible. You tell me if the 

7-year Tribulation isn’t getting close. 

People are so easy to be deceived about 

spiritual things, and this doesn’t help. 

Including again, from this guy, William 

Branham who claimed to be a prophet of 

God, and believe it or not, even though 

he’s been long dead, about two million people still consider themselves 

Branham Knights, followers of him. They not only say that he was a 

prophet, but that he is on par with Jesus and that his words are on par with the scripture. Now, this was a guy who was one of the main headliners 

along with Oral Roberts that came out of this group. We will dig further 

into Branham and Oral Roberts in the next chapter. 
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 Chapter Fifteen

Charismatic History 

William Branham Oral Roberts 

 

Now we are into the 1950s healing revival. How did this thing get 

so popular, this kind of charismatic craze? Well, this was a big part of it. 

What we saw in the last chapter, McPherson, Kuhlman and Hinn relied on 

people coming to them. They had their big temples and edifices. You 

would go to them, you visited, and you enjoyed the show. Well, basically 

the charismatic tent revivals, in the 50s, came to you. They were traveling with these huge, massive tents, which would seat not just a couple hundred people, but thousands of people. But it was on the same premise that we 

are guaranteed, every single time, without fail, 100% perfect health and 

wealth. Is that true? Not even close! Now before we get into the two most popular ones, William Branham, and Oral Roberts, let’s remind ourselves 

what the Bible says about people who claim to speak for God, i.e., the 

false prophets. And Jesus tells us what to watch out for. You and I have the ability to say, NO! You’re a false prophet. NO! You’re a ferocious wolf. 

NO! You’re a faker. Now I didn’t say that He did. If you haven’t read 

Matthew 7:15-23, I want to read down to 23 because I’m wanting to get you the context, and it makes perfect sense. And certainly, it has 

everything to do with what we’ve been talking about with the charismatic 
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chaos and these people claiming to get a word from God, as a prophet of 

God or so-called apostle. But Jesus tells us how you are supposed to spot these people. But not only that, He tells us their spiritual condition, which isn’t good. 

Matthew 7:15-23: “Watch out for false prophets. They come to you in sheep’s clothing.” 



What does that mean? They look like you, they dress like you, they 

might even know Christianese. They’re in your midst. You didn’t go to 

them; they came to you. They snuck in. And of course, being a prophet in 

the world, they might even be behind the pulpit. They might be that 

special speaker, who was purposely invited. 


Matthew 7:15-23 cont.: “but inwardly they are ferocious wolves.” 



They are fake. Are churches flooded with fake Christians? Yeah, 

that’s the big problem that’s going on today. But these are specifically 

people who are in leadership if that’s what you want to call them. This is a prophet of God, this isn’t just somebody sitting in the pew being a phony Christian, this is behind the pulpit. They’re fake. Does that happen? Are there fake people behind the pulpits today? Yes, all over the place. Now 

the word ferocious wolves, in the Greek, literally gives the connotation 

that this person is a swindler. They are extortionists. They are 

manipulating you for something they want to get out of you. What does 

that sound like? These people today, who will say anything, to get you to give them your money. “If you sow a seed in our ministry” or “if you do 

that then you will get this guaranteed healing.” That’s actually the word there. It means ravenous, like they can’t get enough. But they will trick you, fool you, dupe you, because they are swindling you out of something. 

In fact, what’s interesting is that in I Corinthians 6, this same, exact same word, not ferocious, but swindler, is the same Greek word that says, “such people as these will not inherit the kingdom of God.” What does that 

mean? They obviously haven’t been saved. And it makes it even more 

clear when you keep reading the context. 
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Matthew 7:15-23 cont.: By their fruit you will recognize them.” 



What do they mean “your fruit?” It’s their life, what they say, what 

they do. You may not get it right away, but over time, watch their history. 

What keeps coming out of their mouth? What’s their behavior? You’re 

going to know. How many times have you heard someone say you 

shouldn’t judge? What does Jesus say? Jesus says, you better pay attention to their fruits. He didn’t say, “Just don’t say anything.” And He told us out of love, so we wouldn’t get duped. He also says it’s pretty obvious as to what you’re going to see, because it’s not befitting of God’s people, it’s common sense. 

Matthew 7:15-23 cont.:  Do people pick grapes from thornbushes, or figs from thistles? Likewise, every good tree bears good fruit, but a bad tree bears bad fruit. A good tree cannot bear bad fruit, and a bad tree cannot bear good fruit. Every tree that does not bear good fruit is cut down and thrown into the fire. Thus, by their fruit you will recognize them. Not 

everyone who says to me, Lord, Lord, will enter the kingdom of Heaven, 

but only he who does the will of my Father who is in Heaven. Many will 

say to me on that day, Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in your name?” 



Now stop right there, now doesn’t that sound like many in the 

charismatic community. Now why do they say, “prophesy in your name?” 

What’s the context? What’s the first thing he said, watch out for what? 

False prophets. Then he says these fakers are going to say, “Why are you 

sending me to hell. What’s going on here? I don’t deserve the lake of fire. 

They are standing at the Great White Throne and saying, “I prophesied in 

your name.” Isn’t that what they are saying today? 

Matthew 7:15-23 cont.: “And in your name drive out demons and 

perform many miracles?” 



If you come to my tent revival and you come to my meeting, you 

are guaranteed a miracle. You sow a seed to my ministry; you’re going to 

get a miracle. That’s the same, exact, carbon copy, verbiage, that’s used today and what did Jesus say about these people? 
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Matthew 7:15-23 cont.:  Then I will tell them plainly, ‘I never knew you. 

Away from me, you evildoers!’” 



Now, notice on judgment day, who they didn’t appeal. “Hey, wait a 

minute, you can’t throw me into the lake of fire. I trusted in Jesus Christ as my Lord and Savior. That is who I appeal to, it’s Jesus.”  But what do they appeal to? Their so-called charismatic works. You cannot work your way 

to Heaven. But notice what He said. “I never knew you.” He didn’t say, 

“Well, yeah, you lost your salvation. You blew it.”  No, you can’t lose 

your salvation. He said that these people were fake the whole time. They 

never had salvation in the first place. They are false prophets. And you 

will recognize them, pay attention, over time, you’re going to see it. It’s going to become apparent by their fruit. And what they appeal to, is not 

the gospel of Jesus Christ, they prophesied in God’s name. They drove out demons. They did do supposed miracles. Jesus said that those people are 

in for a rude awakening when it comes to judgment day. You definitely 

don’t want to be in their camp. 



Now by their fruit they will show that they are false teachers, false 

prophets and may very well even be false believers. And we saw that with 

T.L. Osborn, Jack Coe and A.A. Allen. We left off in the last chapter with the first of two of the biggest influences of the 1950s Charismatic Healing Revivals. 



William Marrion Branham (1909-1965) was an American faith 

healer who initiated the post-World War II healing revival. He left a 

lasting impact on televangelism and the modern charismatic movement 

and is recognized as the “principal architect of restorationist thought” for charismatics. 

 Restorationism is 

the belief that 

Christianity 

should be 

restored along 

the lines of what 

is known about 

the apostolic 
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early church, the search for a purer and more ancient form of the religion. 



Branham claimed to have received an angelic visitation on May 7, 

1946, commissioning his worldwide ministry. Doesn’t that sound good? 

All these things are stories made up to dupe people. If something did 

appear to you, it wasn’t an angel from God. Many of his followers 

accepted his sermons as oral scripture and refer to his teachings as The 

Message. In 1963, Branham indicated he was a prophet with the anointing 

of Elijah, who had come to herald Christ’s second coming. 



 Branhamism  refers to the teachings of the “prophet” William 

Branham. His followers refer to themselves as Branhamites or Message 

Believers. They believe that William Branham, or “Brother Branham,” 

was the final prophet to the church, in fulfillment of Malachi 4:5. 

Malachi 4:5: “Behold, I will send you Elijah the prophet before the great and awesome Day of the Lord comes.” 



Well, the last time I checked, you’re dead. You didn’t make it. The 

timings off, the whole thing’s off. Boy, did he dupe all kinds of people? 

What gets me is these people are still being dupped. Is anyone going to 

call this false prophet out? Are you even going to warn the church? Jesus did. 



Branham, who was quite influential in the heretical Latter Rain 

Movement, was to be the one to restore the church to the true apostolic 

faith. Branham was born in 1909 in Cumberland County, Kentucky. He 

claims to have had a revelation from God at the age of 3. Really? Does 

anyone remember the age of 3? After a near fatal accident, he claimed to 

have heard a voice – another revelation from God – and at that point he 

began to seek God. He got involved in the Pentecostal movement and 

eventually was ordained as an Independent Baptist minister, although he 

endorsed the teachings of Oneness Pentecostalism. He claimed to have 

regular visions and revelations from God. Branham began a healing 

ministry in 1946 and as a faith healer made a number of incredible hi-

profile claims that we later disputed or refuted (as the subject of the 

healings died). That pretty much confirms it’s been refuted. When you say you are healed and then you die.

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Now, this is the same kind of baloney that is going on with Bethel 

today. We talked about Bethel before with their big music and their stuff that is going on. Recently, Bethel made the claim that they can raise 

people from the dead. Just like Branham and these other guys during that 

timeframe. Recently a little girl actually died. Her name was Olive. Here is a picture of her. 

 “The circumstances of 

 her death have not been 

 revealed, but according 

 to a church spokesperson 

 she suddenly stopped 

 breathing. Her parents 

 called 911, and medical 

 professionals tried to 

 resuscitate her, but were 

 not successful, according 

 to reports in Redding, 

 California. Her body remained at the county coroner’s office while prayer gatherings for her resurrection continued. Olive’s mother, Kalley, is a singer at the Bethel Church in Redding. The church follows the 

 charismatic tradition that believes God’s work is ongoing in the material world and that he performs miracles and otherwise intervenes in human affairs. 

  In an Instagram post on Monday, Kalley wrote, ‘We’re asking for prayer. 

 We believe in a Jesus who died and conclusively defeated every grave, holding the keys to resurrection power. We need it for our little Olive Alayne, who stopped breathing yesterday and has been pronounced dead 

 by doctors. We are asking for bold prayers from the global church to stand with us in belief that He will raise this little girl back to life.’” 

   

This went on for days. They refused to have a funeral because they 

were convinced, (and she’s long dead) that she was going to be raised 

from the dead. 
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 Since then, Bethel Church has put out messages saying that the power of prayer could bring back Olive from death, even as a GoFundMe account 

 is raising $100,000 for the Heiligenthals for undisclosed purposes. 







Now, why would you need money if you believe she’s coming 

back? And whether she comes back or doesn’t come back why do you 

need $100,000? Or is this just another scheme off the death of a little girl. 

That’s wrong all the way around. 



 “Heiligenthal has continued to post updates each day on the resurrection efforts, sharing video of crowds at the church praying for Olive. On 

 Thursday, Bethel Pastor Bill Johnson posted a video to his Facebook page about Olive. In it, he says the child’s body is still at the county coroner’s office while the prayer gatherings continue. Bethel congregants had 

 previously turned to the power of prayer to cure ailments. The church has maintained a ‘healing room ministry’ and Johnson claimed that brain 

 tumors and other diseases were cured there. One of Bethel’s more 

 controversial initiatives is the ‘Dead Raising Team,’ founded by a 

 graduate of the school’s ‘School of Supernatural Ministry.’ The volunteer groups tag along with first responders and attempt to pray for deceased individuals to come back to life. According to their website, they have brought about 15 resurrections amidst the 60 teams worldwide.’” 

   

Okay, number one - where’s the proof? Number 2 – you have a 

whole team of people in your own ministry, discounting all the prayers 

you’re seeking from everybody around the world (and $100,000). Surely 

this little girl is going to pop right back up there in the coroner’s office. 

It’s a bunch of baloney. One guy says this. 

Narrator:  “Now if you have already heard about the controversy regarding the failed attempts at Bethel to raise a two-year-old girl from the dead, today it is my intention that this will be the last nail in the coffin regarding this failed attempt to raise Olive from the dead. This is an important one, because Bethel Church is part of the New Apostolic 

 Reformation. They believe that God has restored prophets to the world and restored apostles, a particular apostle that you may be familiar with is Bill 
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 Johnson himself. The claim at Bethel is that he is an apostle. Well, the failed attempt to raise Olive from the dead proves that Bill Johnson is not an apostle. He’s a false apostle.” 

   

Now how could that guy say that? Because what did Jesus say? 

You want to know who’s the false prophet? You look at their life. You 

monitor and watch them. If this guy really was a true prophet or apostle, the Apostles, when those gifts were in function, they could raise the dead. 

This guy claims to be one and this was a big giant failure. So, you can say abundantly clear, you’re a false prophet. You’re a false apostle. I didn’t say that Jesus did. He’s the one that gave us the guidelines. But let’s get back to this Branhamism because again, he said he could do the same thing and 

there’s been no evidence. 



William Branham said that the same angel who followed the 

Israelites in the wilderness followed him – he even claimed to have 

captured this angel on film. The photographic “evidence” showing a kind 

of halo over Branham while he was preaching. In the mid-1950s, his 

following began to decline, and with the decline came more and more 

controversial and sensational teachings. Branham taught that members of 

denominational churches had taken the Mark of the Beast. 



How do you even deal with that one? First of all, the Mark of the 

Beast doesn’t happen until the 7-year Tribulation. So, we’re not there, last time I checked, in the 7-year-Tribulation. So, how could he even say that? 

Secondly, the church leaves at the rapture, prior to the 7-year Tribulation. 

So, how can say the church is getting the Mark of the Beast? I mean the 

whole thing is all whacked out. It’s like what are you doing? They are 

being mesmerized by these people.  “God told me to tell you and that 

 person dropped their crutches, they must be healed.”  They said they cast out a demon. They have this special power.  “Haven’t you heard the 

 stories? Some guy, who knew a guy, in some foreign country,  (and which can’t be verified).   He saw William Branham raise somebody from the 

 dead. You better listen to him.”  Nobody is fact-checking. Nobody is reading the Bible. People are being dupped right and left. That’s how they get away with this stuff. But if you read your bible, as soon as he said, 

“Members of denominational churches have taken the Mark of the Beast,” 

stop right there, cut the mic – false teacher, but nobody does it. 
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A number of groups, today, still follow William Branham. One 

group, “Branham Christ” goes so far as to say that Christ is the “Alpha” 

and William Branham is the “Omega” and that Jesus is the “Only Begotten 

Son,” and William Branham is the “First Begotten Son.” It is clear from 

their official website that they see Jesus and Branham as equal if not 

equivalent. Another group believes that Branham will be resurrected first and then call for the return of Christ. Another group listens to the recorded messages of William Branham as their only teaching. 



Now, you’re brainwashed. But isn’t that what they say? If you’re 

really getting a New Word from God, then we better start writing down a 

new New Testament, which would be blasphemous. But to some people, 

that is why they call his messages, “The Message.” 



The teachings of William Branham are a bit jumbled and 

contradictory and difficult to categorize. But some of the most 

controversial doctrines are as follows; modalism (God exists as only one 

Person but reveals Himself in different modes), baptism in the name of 

Jesus only (believers baptized using the Trinitarian formula must be re-

baptized), the serpent seed doctrine (Eve’s sin in the Garden was having 

sex with the snake), annihilationism (hell is not a place of everlasting 

punishment), Word Faith (sometimes dubbed “name it and claim it”), the 

idea that the zodiac and the Egyptian pyramids are equal to written 

Scripture. Added to Branham’s occultism and heretical teaching is his 

false prophecy. Branham made a “personal prediction” that the end of the 

world would occur in or before 1977. 



On Christmas Eve 1965, William Branham died as a result of 

injuries in a car accident. (Couldn’t you predict another car was coming?) At first his followers thought he would be raised from the dead, and his 

burial was postponed. Finally, he was buried on April 11, 1966 (and has 

not been heard or seen since, except for messages recorded before his 

death). 



Now, in King James, when Lazarus came out of the tomb after four 

days, it said he stinketh. 



Branham is buried under a large pyramidal tombstone in Jefferson, 

Indiana. On one side of the tombstone are the names of the seven churches in Revelation, and on the opposite side are the names of the churches’ 
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“angels,” which Branham and his followers interpreted to be various ages 

of the church and the primary minister to the church in that age: 

•  The Ephesian Age – Paul 

•  The Smyrnean Age – Ireneaus 

•  Ther Pergamean Age – Martin of Tours 

•  The Thyatirean Age – Columba 

•  The Sardisean Age – Martin Luther 

•  The Philadelphian Age – John Wesley 

•  The Laodicean Age – William Branham 



On the front of the tombstone are inscribed the following: 

“BEHOLD I WILL SEND YOU THE PROPHET BEFORE THE 

COMING OF THE GREAT AND DREADFUL DAY OF THE LORD” 

and “BUT IN THE DAYS OF THE VOICE OF THE SEVENTH ANGEL 

WHEN HE SHALL BEGIN TO SOUND, THE MYSTERY OF GOD 

SHOULD BE FINISHED, AS HE HATH DECLARED TO HIS 

SERVANTS THE PROPHETS.” 



As evidenced by his tombstone, Branham saw himself as the 

seventh angel to the church of Laodicea – the apostate church of the end 

times. His teachings continue to be promoted through the William 

Branham Evangelistic Association, who reported in 2018 that about 2 

million people receive their materials. Wow, how could that still go on? 

Because you’re not in the Bible. And those of us that have been in the 

Bible we are conditioned to keep our mouths shut. Who are you to judge? 

Touch not thine anointed. He was the biggest, the most popular one. Now 

the next one that we are going with is Oral Roberts.

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Oral Roberts outlived 

Branham. So, he is the more 

well-known one. His real 

name is Granville Oral 

Robert (1918-2009) and he 

was an American 

Charismatic Christian 

Televangelist, ordained in 

both the Pentecostal Holiness 

and United Methodist 

churches. He is considered 

the godfather of the charismatic movement and was one of the most 

recognized preachers worldwide, at the height of his fame. As the most 

well-known, his healing ministry brought American Pentecostalism into 

the mainstream. He was in the forefront and part of it was because of the media that he used. Now here he is in action. As you will see it’s the same kind of setup, the same kind of chicanery that we saw with McPherson, 

Kuhlman, and Hinn. The same kind of setup, the same routine, and here is 

some vintage footage of him in action. 

Oral Roberts:  “As we start to pray, we’re asking you, friend, watching through television, to join us as these are joining us in the big tent cathedral. We want your compassion, your prayers, we want you to open your heart and help us pray, pray for yourself, you may need healing. And if you would like for us to pray with you personally, you just write to us. 

 You can reach me this week by letter, Oral Roberts, Tulsa 2, Oklahoma. We will pray with you; we believe God can hear and answer prayer. So, we are ready to go.” 

  Oral Roberts:  “How do you do?” He asks a lady that has come up for prayer. 

   Anna:  “Brother Roberts I have been waiting a long time for this opportunity.” 

  Oral Roberts:  “You are so short of breath, what’s the matter?” 
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Anna:  “I know, I’m excited.” 

  Oral Roberts:  “You have tuberculosis in both lungs.” 

  Anna:  “Yes.” 

  Oral Roberts:  “Oh God, this is Anna. Remember the Church of Christ. 

 And Anna you’ve come for your healing.” 

  Anna:  “Yes I have.” 

  Oral Roberts:  “Do you have a family.” 

  Anna:  “Yes, two sons.” 

  Oral Roberts:  “Are they depending on this tonight?” 

  Anna:  “Yes, they are.” 

  Oral Roberts:  “Put your hands on your chest. Audience, have compassion for a mother tonight. Oh, God, open these lungs. Christ, I know thou art standing by my side, and I touch her as you would have me touch her. I touch her because you tell me to touch her. In the name of Christ.” 

  Anna:  “I’m all right.” 

  Oral Roberts:  “What?” 

  Anna:  “I’m all right.” 

  Oral Roberts:  “Wait a minute, wait a minute.”  As she starts to walk away.   “Why do you say that?” 

  Anna:  “Because I just know that I am. I’ve waited so long for this. I just know that you were my contact. I just know it.”

Oral Roberts:  “Contact to what?” 

  Anna:  “To my healing.” 

  Oral Roberts:  “Contact to God.” 

  Anna:  “Yes, thanks be to God and thank you for your prayers.” 

  Oral Roberts:  “Are you breathing?” 

  Anna:  “Yes I am.” 



Are you breathing? Last time I checked, when somebody is still 

speaking, they’re still breathing. I must stop there for just a second. While I was watching this, I had a list that I’ve cataloged of actual questions asked by attorneys, in courtroom settings. 



Here are some courtroom questions reported in the Massachusetts 

Bar Association Lawyers Journal, the following are questions actually 

asked of witnesses, by attorneys during trials and, in certain cases, the responses given by insightful witnesses:

A: “By death.”

A.  “It is possible that he could have been alive and practicing law 

somewhere. 

What school did you go       

to?” 

A.: “Oral.” 





I call that a laugh snack, you put it in your pocket, three hours later 

you pull it out and you get it later. But speaking of oral, let’s continue with Oral. 



Are you breathing? What a bunch of chicanery, that lady, she just 

felt healed, so she’s walking off, and he wasn’t even done. You know 

what’s sad, is I think some of these people, as we have already read the 

accounts before, they’re going to these people, and they are hurting. As we said before God can heal, he can do whatever he wants to do, but that’s not what these hucksters are doing. They are ripping people off their cash, and they are false prophets. 



Roberts affected the American Protestant community. According to 

one authority in conservative Protestant culture, his ministry’s influence was second only to that of Billy Graham. Oral Roberts founded the Oral 

Roberts Evangelistic Association and Oral Roberts University. One of the 

most controversial American religious leaders of the 20th century, his 

ministries reached millions of followers worldwide spanning a period of 

over six decades and he also pioneered televangelism and laid the 

foundations of the prosperity gospel. The style of his ministry, including his widely publicized funding appeals, made him a consistent subject of 

contention among critics and supporters. Here’s just some of the wild 

things he’s been criticized for. 

Narrator:  “Oral Roberts came out of the Latter Rain Movement of the 1940s. Another well-known evangelical to come out of that movement was Jim Jones. Oral founded Oral Roberts University in Tulsa, Oklahoma in 1963, stating that he was obeying a command from God. In 1977, Oral 

 claimed to have a vision from a nine-hundred-foot-tall Jesus who told him to build the City of Faith Medical and Research Center and the hospital would be a success. Oral could have chosen to go to a hospital or perhaps a psychiatrist, but being a faith healer, he chose to reveal that information to the entire world instead. In 1980 Oral said he had a vision which 

 encouraged him to continue the construction of the City of Faith which 
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 opened in 1981. In 1983 Oral said Jesus had appeared to him in person and commissioned him to find a cure for cancer. The City of Faith 

 operated for only eight years before closing in 1989.   

 In January of 1987, during a fundraising drive, Roberts announced to a television audience that unless he raised $8 million, by that March, God would call him home. Later that year, Oral announced that God had 

 raised the dead through his ministry. In 1987, Oral Roberts reported to Time Magazine that he personally raised a child from the dead. He also reported that the only witness to this event was Richard Roberts, his son. 

 Richard Roberts was forced to leave as President of Oral Roberts 

 University in 2007 following allegations of misappropriation of school funds. Oral stepped in and gave the role to another Tulsa televangelist, Billy Joe Daughtry. Oral Roberts, his ministry, and his offspring have done nearly nothing to make this world a better place. They are leeches. 

 Oral Roberts built his ministry out of hundreds of millions of dollars, and it shouldn’t be allowed.” 



But why do these people keep going on? Because nobody calls 

them out. And people are being brainwashed to think, “I can’t say 

anything. You’re not supposed to judge. And unfortunately, you and I have to deal with this. I say it a lot. These guys claim to be Christians, they have the biggest media outlets in the world, claiming to be Christians. So, they had become the face of Christianity to the world. Well, how did this all start? 



Roberts was born in 1918 in Oklahoma, the fifth and youngest 

child of the Reverend Ellis Melvin Roberts and Claudia Priscilla Roberts. 

He began life in poverty and nearly died of tuberculosis at age 17. Now, 

think about that. He was born in poverty, so he wanted to push wealth and he was unhealthy, so he wanted to push health. So, again this is the guy 

that got the Word Faith movement to really take off. In 1938 he married 

Evelyn Lutman Fahnestock. Roberts became a traveling faith healer and 

originally made a name for himself with a large mobile tent “that sat 3,000 

on metal folding chairs.” 



The year 1947 was a turning point. Up until that time, Roberts 

struggled as a part-time preacher in Oklahoma. But at the age of 29,

Roberts said, he picked up his Bible and it fell open at III John 2 which read, “I wish above all things that thou mayest prosper and be in health, even as thou soul prospereth.” So, there you have it. We are guaranteed to have Cadillacs, Armani suits, perfect health, that’s what that verse says. 

No, that’s completely ripped out of context. And by the way, you don’t 

interpret any passage in the Bible alone by itself. You can rip it completely out of context to make it say anything. How dangerous is that? You are 

going to build the whole theology off that one verse. You can plop the 

Bible down, and there it is, “Judas went and hung himself.” Okay, that’s a word from God. Let’s go do it. That’s what it says but doesn’t mean that is what you should go do. That wasn’t what that verse was saying but he 

took it that way. 



The next day, he bought a Buick and God appeared, directing him 

to heal the sick. He conducted evangelistic and faith healing crusades 

across the United States and around the world, claiming he could raise the dead. In November 1947, he started  Healing Waters, a monthly magazine, as a means to promote his meetings. Thousands of sick people waited in 

line to stand before Oral Roberts so he could pray for them and personally lay hands in prayer on more than 2 million people. So, surely, they were 

getting healed. 



Roberts claims that sickness is of the devil, and during the early 

years of his ministry, he claimed to be able to discern the demons of 

illness through his right hand. He said that when he began his healing 

ministry, the power of God flowed like a current of electricity through 

him, at times feeling as if “liquid fire” were surging through his arm. A 1949 issue of his magazine,  Healing Waters, described the visit of William Branham to a Roberts healing crusade in Tampa, Florida, noting: “both 

had heard the voice of God, both felt the healing power in their hands. 

Brother Branham felt in his left through vibrations, Brother Roberts in his right with power to detect the presence, names and numbers of demons.” 

The cover of the March 1952, issue of  Healing Waters featured “three great medical doctors congratulating Oral Roberts. When an inquiry was 

made to the American Medical Association by two Presbyterian ministers, 

it was learned that there was no record of these “great medical doctors.” 
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Presbyterian Pastor Carroll Stegall, Jr. attended Oral Roberts’ 

crusades and did follow-up interviews of those who were supposedly 

healed. He testified that there was no basis to support Roberts’ claims. 

Stegall concluded:  “I have never seen a vestige of change. I challenge any honest investigator to follow my technique and see whether his finds do not agree with mine.”  Referring to the Pentecostal healers in general, Stegall Said: 

 “So far from curing, they often kill. Far from blessing, their arrival in a city is rather a curse, a misery, a racket, a destruction of faith in simple people.” 



John Kobler interviewed two individuals recommended by Roberts 

as ‘the most striking instances of cures.’ Kobler reported one had never 

visited a physician and the other had later undergone surgery to remove a cancer.” A Toronto physician examined 30 people who passed through 

Roberts’ healing line, and he found no case of healing. At least one of the 30 had died. On September 8, 1950, in Amarillo, Texas a 64-year-old man 

died when he ran from the tent. Two days later, a windstorm destroyed the crusade tent and sent 50 people to the hospital. 

In 1951 an Alabama businessman died while attending a Roberts crusade 

in Atlanta. 

In 1955 Jonas Rider died during a Calgary, Alberta, Canada, crusade. 

In 1956, Mary Vondersher died twelve hours after appearing on Robert’s 

television program to testify of her healing. 

In January 1959, a 64-year-old man died during a campaign in Oakland, 

California. 

In May 1959, a three-year-old girl died during a healing crusade in 

Fayetteville, North Carolina. 
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In July 1959, a woman died after believing herself healed in a Roberts 

crusade. One guy said this: 

 “We are not gloating over these tragedies. These are very sad events and there is no joy in relating to them. The reason we do so is that Oral Roberts, together with many of his Latter Rain Pentecostal friends, claims that physical healing is guaranteed in the atonement of Jesus Christ. They claim the apostolic sign gifts are operative today. These facts show that their claims are not true. They have the same problems, the same 

 sicknesses, the same afflictions, the same financial difficulties, as Christians who do not believe in the Pentecostal doctrine.” 

   In 1950 Roberts claimed that God had instructed him to tell people to expect Jesus to return that year. 

In 1954, he predicted “a coming together of God’s anointed for the final 

revival.” 

In 1963, he founded Oral Roberts University in Tulsa, Oklahoma, stating 

he was obeying a command from God. 



In 1977, Roberts claimed to have had a vision from a 900-foot-tall Jesus 

who told him to build City of Faith Medical and Research, and the hospital would be a success. The City of Faith operated for only eight years before closing in late 1989. 

In 1983 Roberts said Jesus had appeared to him in person and 

commissioned him to find a cure for cancer. 

In January 1987, during a fundraising drive, Roberts announced to a 

television audience that unless he raised $8 million by that March, God 

would “call him home.” The year before, on Easter he had held a gathering at the Dallas convention Center that God had instructed him to raise the 

money “by the end of the year” or he would die. Regardless of this new 

March deadline and the fact that he was still $4.5 million short of his goal, some were fearful that he was referring to suicide. Florida dog track owner 
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Jerry Collins donated $1.3 million. Highly worried from what he 

perceived as Roberts threatening to starve himself, Collins said, “I did it in order to save the guy from going to Heaven in a hurry.” Later that year, he announced that God had raised the dead through his ministry. However, 

the income of his organization continued to decrease (from $88 million in 1980 to $55 million in 1986 his largely vacant City of Faith Medical 

Center continued to lose money and the city of Faith hospital was forced 

to close in 1989 after losing money. 



If you have guaranteed health and guaranteed wealth, and you’re 

going down, what happened, did you lose your faith? And surely the ones 

that would benefit the most from this so-called giftedness, this apostolic giftedness, was his family. They must have been the epitome of health, a 

great life. Everything worked out fantastic, because they had this special anointing from God. Well, listen to his personal life. 



Roberts was married to Evelyn until her death from a fall. Their 

daughter Rebecca died in an airplane crash in 1977 with her husband. 

Their elder son, Ronald Roberts, committed suicide by shooting himself in the heart in 1982 after receiving a court order to undergo counseling at a drug treatment center and six months after coming out as gay. Oral 

Roberts died of complications from pneumonia on December 15, 2009, at 

the age of 91. 



Well, how did you get pneumonia? I’m sorry if I’m sounding 

harsh, but I’m doing what Jesus said. Look at their fruit. And I’m just 

reading the facts. The world looks at these people’s behavior and they are so much quicker than you and I, unfortunately, to call these hucksters out on the carpet. Now, this is the news broadcast of his death in 2009. 

Newscaster:  “One of the first of the big-name TV preachers died today. 

 Oral Roberts. He was 91. Beginning in the 1950s Roberts used television to raise spirits and raise money. And he even once claimed that he had raised the dead. Don Teek now with the Oral Roberts story. 

  Don Teek:  “Oral Roberts was considered the father of televangelists among the first preachers to take religious revivals from tents to television, 
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 establishing a multi-million-dollar ministry that reached around the 

 world.” 

  Oral Roberts:  “My soul is at stake, I may lose my soul, I know I will if I disobey God.” 

  Don Teek:  “Robert’s faith and philosophy grew out of a bout with tuberculosis as a teenager. He said that God healed him and gave him 

 healing powers of his own. Through his ministry he brought charismatic Christianity into the mainstream. The belief that God bestows his powers on man, including healing.” 

  Oral Roberts:  “What God wants is people with faith. What God wants is people who are willing to suffer.” 

  Don Teek:  “Roberts Crusades were often controversial. He once claimed to raise a child from the dead. And in 1987 he predicted that God would bring him home to Heaven, if he failed to raise $8 million to support his struggling City of Faith Medical and Research Center in Tulsa, 

 Oklahoma.” 

  Oral Roberts:  “I need some very quick money, so I’ll know that when March comes, I won’t be taken, I’ll get to live.” 

  Don Teek:  “Despite his pleas, the facility closed two years later. More successful was his namesake, Oral Roberts University in Tulsa, a campus that includes a 60-foot statue of praying hands. The campus was rocked by controversy in 2007 when his son, then University President, Richard 

 Roberts was accused of lavish spending.” 

  Richard Roberts:  “It is about intimidation, blackmail and extortion.”  









That’s a very interesting word that he chose there, isn’t it? No, it’s 

not blackmail, no it’s not extortion. We’re doing what the Bible says to do, what Jesus commanded us to do. Watch out for false prophets. These guys 

are going to come out, they’re going to be looking like you, they’re going 
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to sound like you, they’re going to dress like you, but they’re really 

ferocious wolves, they’re swindlers, they are going to extort you and you will know them by their fruits, by their life. Good trees produce good fruit, bad trees produce bad fruit. And if you put this baby on a scale, what are we seeing? I’m seeing bad fruit. This is not extortion, you’re the one 

who’s extorting people with this philosophy that is not Biblical and you’re ripping people off their cash. It’s a horrible rotten witness and there are so many people, I hear stories of it all the time, who are mad at God because they went to one of these healing crusades, they didn’t get a healing and somehow, apparently, God doesn’t hear my prayers. Or maybe God 

doesn’t love me. You talk about putting salt on a wound or you have these hucksters who said, “Well you need to sow a bigger seed of money into 

this ministry. You’ve got a secret sin and that’s why you weren’t healed.” 



In our next chapter we are going to see one other unfortunate 

legacy from Oral Roberts. Roberts is the one that launched the seed faith concept, which gave birth to the Word Faith, the belief that if you sow a seed in my ministry, God’s going to bless you a hundred-fold. That’s 

where you get people coming out of this, right on the heels of Oral 

Roberts. People like Kenneth Hagin, Kenneth Copeland, and others. That 

is where we are going to pick up next time. They ran with it and took it to a whole different level.

Charismatic History

In our last chapter we left off with the first of two of the biggest 

influences of the 1950s Charismatic Healing Revivals, William Branham 

and Oral Roberts. And we saw that by their fruits, these guys and this 

movement shows us what they really are, false teachers, false prophets, 

and some of them may very well have even been false believers. Believe it or not, the false teachings of these hucksters promising the lies of perfect health and perfect wealth, is to rip people off their money. That is exactly what the Bible warns would happen in the last days. 

II Peter 2:1-3: “But there were also false prophets among the people, just as there will be false teachers among you. They will secretly introduce 

destructive heresies, even denying the sovereign Lord who bought them – 

bringing swift destruction to themselves. Many will follow their shameful ways and will bring the way of truth into disrepute. In their greed these teachers will exploit you with stories they have made up. Their 

condemnation has long been hanging over them, and their destruction has 

not been sleeping. 
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In other words, you don’t want to be in their camp when Judgment 

Day comes! As you can see, the Bible clearly says that in the future, in the last days, that people in the church would actually be led astray. Not just by false teachers, but specifically by false teachers who are greedy and 

who exploit people in the church for their money. In other words, they’re going to be ripping Christians off their cash with stories they have made up. Good thing we don’t see any signs of that ever happening today! Are 

you kidding me? It’s all over the place! It’s in the church, on TV, it’s in so-called Christian bookstores, it’s everywhere. And it’s all coming from the charismatic community. Today, people in the church, en masse, are being 

led astray by false teachers who are manipulating them of their money, 

exactly like the Bible said would happen when you’re living in the last 

days. In the last chapter we left off with Oral Roberts who was one of the guys who popularized this greedy lie that if you give them money, you can have perfect health and perfect wealth. 



Now what he did was, he emphasized the phrase that is still used 

today,  seed faith.  You need to sow a seed, of course, what are they talking about? Money! By doing that, of course, the more the merrier, somehow, 

you’re going to get health and wealth, and blessings from that. 



In the early 1950s, Roberts began to promise his followers that 

their financial gifts would be returned to them by God seven-fold. In 1954 

he initiated his “blessing-pact,” whereby he offered to pray that any gift given to his ministry be returned “in its entirety from a totally unexpected source.” 



If you listen to those hucksters today, and they say that if you sow 

a seed to their ministry, God’s going to bless you ten-fold, a hundred-fold, all these stories made up. If you just give me money you’re going to get 

blessings. Now to me it’s a two-way street. These guys are not only greedy (in their greed) but what are they appealing to? People’s sin nature, greed. 

Because the Bible says that when you give, II Corinthians, we’re to give with a cheerful heart, freely, specifically not under compulsion, not 

because you have to. But they are appealing to greed. They say, “I’m 

going to give because God is going to give me more. God’s going to give 

me what I want.” 



I’ve said this before, but if you have ever read the Book of Acts, 

which I highly recommend. If you look at Simon, the sorcerer, he 
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approached the apostles and said, “I want to buy this power that you have, being able to do all these incredible things.” That was when apostles and prophets were in function. And if you look at what was said to him when 

he asked that, in the Greek was,  “To hell with you and your money. To think that you could buy this power from God.”  This is serious, when you want to encourage people out of greed to think that somehow, you’re 

going to give this person money or this ministry money and then you’re 

going to get even more from God. That’s what the scripture is saying. 

“Their destructions not sleeping, you had better get out of that thing and you better get out of it now, it is not from God.” But it works for them, the people getting rich is them, by promoting this lie. 



And it worked for Oral Roberts. He ran direct mail campaigns of 

seed-faith, which appealed to poor Americans, often from ethnic 

minorities. At his peak in the early 1980s, Roberts was the leader of a 

$120 million-a-year organization employing 2,300 people. Roberts’ 

fundraising was controversial. He maintained his love of finery and one 

obituary claimed that even when times became economically hard, “he 

continued to wear his Italian silk suits, diamond rings and gold bracelets – 

airbrushed out by his staff. He used millions to buy his Beverly Hills 

property, a country club membership, lavish lifestyle, his holiday homes in Palm Springs and three Mercedes.” 



Again, this is the guy that really popularized what we are still 

having to deal with today on so-called Christian Television. It’s not 

Christianity and it’s a false gospel. But the world doesn’t know any 

difference, so this is going out all over the world and we have to deal with it. 



USA Today headline summed up his contributions this way. “Oral 

Roberts brought health-and-wealth Gospel mainstream” The faith-healer 

may have done much to mainstream Pentecostalism, but he was the 

architect of the Prosperity Gospel. Oral Roberts was certainly the 20th 

century’s leading advocate of that idea. Prosperity teaching was what 

Roberts himself wanted to be remembered for. In your greed you were 

ripping people off $120 million a year. Not the lost, but the church. How much of that could have gone toward sharing the actual real one and only 

gospel? Before we continue to see how Oral Roberts spread this false 
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teaching let’s remind ourselves what it’s all about and how unbiblical it really is. 



So, what is this Word of Faith movement? It’s what some call the 

“name it and claim it” crowd. “Blab it and grab it,” or positive confession is another word. That’s right, you are a little god, and you have the power with your words, with the force of faith, you can create a new reality, 

whatever you want – fancy cars, just like these guys, Italian suits, perfect health, perfect wealth. It’s Word of Faith, but is it Biblical? 

Pastor Nelson:  “Word of Faith teaching is decidedly unbiblical. It is not a denomination and does not have a formal organization or hierarchy. 

 Instead, it is a movement that is heavily influenced by a number of high-profile pastors and teachers, such as Kenneth Hagin and Kenneth 

 Copeland, Benny Hinn, Paul and Jan Crouch, and Fred Price. The Word 

 of Faith movement grew out of the Pentecostal movement in the late 20th century. Its founder was E.W. Kenyon who studied the metaphysical New Thought teachings of Phineas Quimby, the mind science where name it 

 and claim it originated was combined with Pentecostalism, resulting in a particular mix of Orthodox Christianity and mysticism. 

  Kenneth Hagin, in turn, studied under E.W. Kenyon and made the Word of Faith Movement what it is today. Although individual teachings range 

 from completely heretical to completely ridiculous. What follows is the basic theology most Word of Faith teachers aligns themselves with. At the heart of the Word of Faith Movement is the belief in the force of faith. It is believed words can be used to manipulate the faith force and thus actually create what they believe scripture promises, health and wealth. Laws 

 supposedly governing the faith force are said to operate independently of God’s sovereign will and that God himself is subject to these laws. This is nothing short of idolatry turning our faith and by extension ourselves into God. From here its theology just goes further and further from Scripture. 

  It claims that God created human beings in his literal, physical image as little gods. Before the fall humans had the potential to call things into existence by using the faith force. After the fall, humans took on Satan’s nature and lost the ability to call things into existence. In order to correct 
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 the situation, Jesus Christ, gave up his divinity and became a man, died spiritually, took satan’s nature upon himself, went to hell, was born again, and rose from the dead with God’s nature. After this, Jesus sent the Holy Spirit to replicate the incarnation in believers, that they could become little gods as God had originally intended. Following the natural 

 progression of these teachings, as little gods we again have the ability to manipulate the faith force and become prosperous in all areas of life. 

  Illness, sin, and failure are the result of lack of faith and are remedied by confession, claiming God’s promises for oneself into existence. Simply put, the Word of Faith movement exalts man to God’s status and reduces God to man’s status. Needless to say, this is a false representation of what Christianity is all about. Obviously, Word of Faith teaching does not take into account what is found in Scripture. Personal revelation, not Scripture, is highly relied upon to come up with such absurd beliefs, which is just one more proof of its heretical nature. Countering Word of Faith teaching is a simple matter of reading the Bible. 

  God alone is the sovereign creator of the universe (Genesis 1:3) and does not need faith. He is the object of faith (Mark 11:22). God is spirit and does not have a physical body (John 4:24). Man was created in the image of God (Genesis 1:26-27) but this does not make him a little god or divine. 

 Only God has a divine nature (Galatians 4:8). Christ is eternal, the only begotten Son and the only incarnation of God (John 1:14). In Him dwell the fullness of the Godhead bodily (Colossians 2:9). By becoming a man Jesus gave up the glory of Heaven but not his divinity, (Philippians 2:6-7), though he did choose to withhold his power while walking the earth as a man. The Word of Faith movement is deceiving countless people causing them to grasp after a way of life and faith that is not Biblical. At its core is the same lie, which has been telling since the garden, you shall be as God. 

 (Genesis 3:5). Sadly, those who buy into the Word of Faith movement are still listening to him, so be wary of the World of Faith movement, and any church that aligns itself with Word of Faith teachings.” 

   

Can I translate that for you? Run! It’s not Biblical, not even close. 

You wouldn’t think anyone would get involved with this. But this has 
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become the fastest growing segment of professing Christianity in recent 

years, the positive confession movement or Word Faith movement (all part 

of the modern charismatic movement). It is closely related to the Norman 

Vincent Peale/Robert Schuller, Positive-Possibility thinkers/positive 

mental attitude, with their roots in New Thought; and the Kenneth 

Hagin/Kenneth Copeland having their roots in E.W. Kenyon, and William 

Branham and the Manifest Sons of God/Latter Rain movement. At the 

heart of the Positive Confession movement today, also known as the 

“name-it-and-claim-it” gospel, is nothing but a charismatic form of 

Christian Science. Positive Confession is basically warmed-over New 

Thought dressed in evangelical/charismatic language. Their basic beliefs 

are as follows: 

•  Faith is a force that man (Christian or non-Christian) can use: 

“Faith is a force just like electricity or gravity” (Copeland) and it is 

the substance out of which God creates whatever. “You have the 

same ability as God.” 

•  Faith’s force is released by speaking words (witchcraft speaking 

their spells, incantation): The God-kind-of-faith is released by the 

words of your mouth (Hagin). 

•  Man is a “little god” – “Man was designed by God to be the god of 

this world” (Tilton, Hagin, Capps). What these are teaching that we 

are little gods?” Yes. Take a look at this: 

Paul Crouch:  “You know what else that settled them tonight? This hue and cry and controversy that has been spawned by the devil to try and bring dissension within the body of Christ, that we’re gods. I am a little god. I have His name. I’m one with him. I’m in a covenant relationship with Him. I am a little god. Critics be gone!”  

Cleflo Dollar:  “If horses get together, they produce what? Horses. And if dogs get together, what do they produce? Dogs. If cats get together, the produce what? Cats. But if the Godhead gets together, and say ‘let us’ 

 make man, then what are they producing? They’re producing gods. Now 

 I’ve got to hit this thing real hard in the very beginning because I ain’t got 
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 time to go through all this, but I’m going to say to you right now. You are gods.” 

  Joyce Meyers:  “Now why do people have such a fit about God calling his creation, his man, little gods? If He’s God, what’s He going to call them but the God kind. I mean if you as a human being and have a baby, you call it humankind. If cattle have another cattle they call it cattle kind. I mean what’s God supposed to call us? Doesn’t the Bible say we’re created in his image.” 

  Benny Hinn:  “You know who you are? This is going to blow your mind, real good. Psalm 82:1, ‘One God standeth in the congregation of the mighty.’ That’s you. He judgeth among the gods.’ This is talking about you. 

 He’s telling the gods. Who are the gods? You are. ‘You say, I never heard that. Let me ask you this. Are you God’s offspring? Then you’re not 

 human. So, this godlike person inside of Benny Hinn right here, he’s a part of God. He’s a little god walking in a little body, saying in Jesus’ name. 

 God came from Heaven, became a man, made man into little gods, went 

 back to Heaven as a man, He faces God the Father as a man, I face devils as the Son of God. 

  Jesus said, ‘Go in my name, go in my stead.’ He’ll say, I am, I am, I am. 

 Say after me, ‘within me, it’s a god man.’ Now let’s say even better than that, let’s say, ‘I am a god man. 

  When you say I am a Christian, you are saying, I am Messiah in Hebrew. I am a little Messiah walking on earth, in other words.” 

  Kenneth Copeland:  “When I read in the Bible where He says, I am, I am, I just smile and say yes, I am too.” 

  Paula White:  “Here’s where it’s going to get big for some people, get ready, go ahead, email me now in that place. Go ahead. You tap into who you really are. You know what the Bible calls you? It says, you are little Elohim. You are a little god.” 
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I don’t think this is by chance. We’re dealing with another future 

event. This is another classic sign of the times. How do you know it’s 

getting closer to Jesus coming back, referring to His second coming at the end of the 7-year Tribulation. The disciples asked him the question and the very first thing before he gets into wars, rumors of wars, and famines, 

pestilence and signs in the sky, the first thing he says right there in this next verse. 

  Matthew 24:4: “Jesus answered: ‘Watch out that no one deceives you. 

For many will come in my name, claiming, ‘I am the Christ,’ and will 

deceive many. 



He tells us many times, not to be deceived, certainly leading up to 

the 7-year Tribulation. It is going to be characterized by deceit, deceit, and more deceit. And what did Benny Hinn just say, you are a little messiah, a little god walking on this planet. I believe that fits in there too. What did he say? How many are going to fall for it? How many people right now 

have bought into this? You know he was getting people to repeat him. It’s like how did that even come out of your mouth, to say that you’re a little god, you’re a little god man, you’re a little messiah? And that’s why they say that now that you’re a little messiah, you better be careful. Because you get what you confess with your mouth. 

•  Anyone – occultist or Christian – can use the faith force: 

Everything you say (positive or negative) will come to pay. (Hagin, 

Capps) 

•  You get what you confess: The vital key is confessing, or speaking 

aloud, and thereby, releasing the force of faith. “Remember, the 

key to receiving the desires of your heart is to make the words of 

your mouth agree with what you want.” (Copeland). ‘Whatever 

comes out of your mouth shall be produced in your life.” (Tilton) 

•  Never make a negative confession: The tongue “can kill you, or it 

can release the life of God. If you confess sickness, you get it, if 

you confess health, you get it; whatever you say you get” (Hagin) 
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Word-Faith teachers owe their ancestry to groups like Christian 

Science, Swedenborgianism, Theosophy, Science of Mind, and New 

Thought. The sad truth is that the gospel proclaimed by the Word-Faith 

movement is not the gospel of the New Testament. The Word-Faith 

movement may be the most dangerous false system that has grown out of 

the charismatic movement so far. Bottom line, the fact is to attempt to alter reality with one’s positive words and/or thoughts is witchcraft; it is not Biblical. 



In Oral Roberts:  An American Life, biographer David Edwin 

Harrell, Jr. describes how Roberts discovered the prosperity gospel and 

how it became the centerpiece of his message. He opened his Bible 

randomly and spotted III John 2: “Beloved, I wish above all things that thou mayest prosper and be in health, even as thy soul prospereth. Did it mean they could have a ‘new car,’ a ‘new house,’ a ‘brand new ministry?’ 

It opened up his thinking. It was a simple, quasi-spiritual get-rich scheme that appealed mainly to poor, disadvantaged, and desperate people. It 

generated untold millions for Roberts’ empire and was quickly adopted by 

a host of similarly oriented Pentecostal and charismatic media ministries. 

The Seed-Faith principle is the main cash-cow that built and has supported vast networks of televangelists who barter for their viewers’ money with 

fervent promises of ‘miracles’ – and the miracles are invariably described in terms of material blessings, mainly money. 



One leading charismatic figure stated that without Oral Roberts’ 

influence, “the entire charismatic movement might not have occurred.” 

For that very reason, Roberts’ legacy needs to be evaluated soberly, 

honestly, and carefully, under the stark light of Scripture. Was the message he proclaimed the unadulterated gospel? 



Roberts’ Seed-Faith concept is better known than the doctrine of 

justification by faith. The message of prosperity is now the message 

multitudes think of when they hear the word ‘gospel.’ Countless confused 

people worldwide think of the gospel as a message about earthly, 

temporal, and material riches, rather than the infinitely greater blessings of forgiveness from sin and the eternal blessing of the believer’s spiritual union with Christ. All of those are reasons to lament rather than celebrate Oral Roberts’ fame and influence. My prayer is that future generations will see the folly of those doctrines, renounce and turn away from these, and 
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cling tightly to the sure Word of God and the glorious, eternal promises of the true gospel. 



Oral Roberts’ influence 

is not something Bible-

believing Christians should 

celebrate. Virtually every 

aberrant idea the Pentecostal 

and charismatic movement 

spawned after 1950 can be 

traced in one way or another to 

Oral Roberts’ influence. 

Kenneth Hagin and Oral 

Roberts often ministered 

together and affirmed one another’s ministries. Furthermore, the heir to 

Hagin’s standing as chief of the Word Faith preachers is Kenneth 

Copeland, who went into the television ministry after working as 

chauffeur and pilot to Oral Roberts. How do you like those eyeballs? 



One thing all the obituaries agree on is that Oral Roberts paved the 

way for all the charismatic televangelists and faith-healers who dominate religious television today. Thank you, Oral Roberts, and I mean that in a negative way. That was Oral, now I want to give you the thread of where it came from, let’s get to the guy that really began to pick it up after Oral. 

That would be Kenneth Hagin. 



Kenneth E. Hagin (1917-2003) is known for pioneering the Word 

of Faith movement and 

prosperity gospel. Now 

this guy was a big giant 

liar. 

E.W. Kenyon is 

considered by many to 

be the founder of Word 

of Faith teaching. Most 

scholars agree that 

Kenyon was an 

influence on Kenneth 
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Hagin, often called the father or ‘granddaddy’ of the Word of Faith 

movement. 



Copeland is considered the leader in the Word of Faith movement, 

but a close second is TV evangelist and faith healer Benny Hinn. The 

Word of Faith movement got a major boost starting in 1973 with the 

founding of the Trinity Broadcasting Network. The world’s largest 

Christian television network with 5,000 TV stations, 33 international 

satellites. TBN takes Word of Faith broadcasts into the United States, 

Europe, Russia, the Middle East, Africa, Australia, New Zealand, the 

South Pacific, India, Indonesia, Southeast Asia, and South America. And 

you wonder why it’s so hard for you and me to witness to people today. 

This lie, word faith, seed faith, baloney is the fastest growing segment of professing Christianity. Because they become the face of Christianity and it’s not Christian. In Africa, the Word of Faith is sweeping the continent. 

 Christianity Today estimates that more than 147 million of Africa’s 890 

million people are Pentecostals or charismatics who believe the health and wealth gospel. Sociologists say the message of money, cars, houses, and 

the good life is almost irresistible to poor and oppressed audiences. So, they are doing this to rip people off and they’re appealing to people’s 

greed, who granted, are in some unfortunate circumstances. 



In the U.S. the Word of Faith movement and the prosperity gospel 

have spread like wildfire through the African American community by 

Preachers T.D. Jakes and Creflo Dollar. It’s said that around the world, 

basically, that when people hear the word gospel, they think it means Word of Faith. The word gospel means that you are guaranteed through these 

techniques, that you are going to be perfectly healthy and perfectly 

wealthy. It’s more well known that the doctrine of justification by faith. 

Isn’t that sick? And isn’t it just like the enemy in the last days? The 

harvest is ripe, and the workers are few. All these ministries are going out all over the place. They have all the money because they are ripping 

people off, they have got the technology and they’re leading the whole 

world astray with the false gospel. Tell me that’s not from satan. And then if you and I start to call this out, you guys are some kind of heresy hunters. 

I’m just judging your fruit and the Bible warned about you coming in the 

last days. One man said,  “When people see that the prosperity gospel 

 doesn’t work, they may reject God altogether.”  I can tell you of so many 
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stories where people got shipwrecked and don’t want to have anything to 

do with Christianity anymore because they got burned and ripped off by 

these hucksters. 



Kenneth Hagin was born in McKinney, Texas with a deformed 

heart and what was believed to be an incurable blood disease. During a 

dramatic conversion experience, he reports dying three times in 10 

minutes, each time seeing the horrors of hell and then returning to life. In 1936, he founded his first church. He preached his first sermon as the 

pastor of a small, community Baptist church in Roland, Texas. In 1937, he became an Assemblies of God minister. During the next twelve years he 

pastored five Assemblies of God churches in Texas. 



On November 25, 1938, he married Oretha Rooker. They had two 

children. Their first child Kenneth Wayne Hagin, known as Kenneth 

Hagin, Jr. and their 

second child was a 

daughter, Patricia 

Hagin. His son is 

currently the pastor 

of Rhema Bible 

Church and 

President of 

Kenneth Hagin 

Ministries. Hagin 

began an itinerant 

ministry in 1949 after an appearance by Jesus. He joined the Voice of 

Healing Revival in the U.S. with Oral Roberts, Gordon Lindsay and T.L. 

Osborn between 1947 and 1958. 



On January 23, 1963, he formed the Kenneth E. Hagin 

Evangelistic Association (now the Kenneth Hagin Ministries) in Garland, 

Texas. In September 1966, the ministry offices were moved to Tulsa, 

Oklahoma into a space previously used by T.L. Osborn. In 1967, he began 

a radio broadcast called “Faith Seminar of the Air.” Since Hagin’s 

incorporation in 1963, his organization grew to include numerous media 

outreach ministries.

Notice what they 

focus on. “The spoken 

word.” You might think that 

sounds good. No, what do 

they mean by it? You’re a little god and you speak out the word what you 

want to create. Because you’re a little god. That’s what they mean. 



In 1974, Hagin opened RHEMA Bible Training College which 

now has training centers in fourteen different countries, planted over 1,500 

congregations worldwide, and has 25,000 alumni. This Bible institute is 

located on 110 acres. The curriculum is derived from a 

Charismatic/Pentecostal heritage. RHEMA has established training centers 

in Austria, Brazil, Columbia, Germany, India, Indonesia, Italy, Mexico, 

Peru, Romania, Greece, Singapore, South Africa, the South Pacific, 

Thailand, Nigeria, Zambia, Egypt, and the Philippines. No wonder it’s the fastest professing Christian segment growing in the world today. It’s a 

false gospel and yet it’s being equated with Christianity. 



Now let’s take a look at his legacy, a multitude of false teachings. 

Hagin taught the following heresies: 

•  Receiving healing, just as receiving salvation, is simply a matter of 

appropriating what already belongs to us. 

•  He went to heaven and talked to his sister. 
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•  Jesus appeared to him in a vision in 1950. 

•  He once went to hell in an out-of-body experience. 

•  He does not believe in sickness and disease. 

•  It is always God’s will to heal the sick. 

•  Believers have a legal and redemptive right to divine healing. 

•  Your confession of faith will bring whatever it is you need. 

•  Positive confession, incantations by which they can conjure up 

anything they desire. 



Hagin teaches that for a pastor or anyone to drive a Chevrolet 

instead of a luxury car isn’t “being humble, that’s being ignorant” of 

God’s “law of prosperity” that works for “whoever you are,” saint or 

sinner. Now I told you this before, I remember a pastor who told me that 

the church he was pastoring, apparently was into some of this kind of 

stuff. He drove a construction pick-up truck with the little thing to carry his tools and stuff on. The church actually told him, “Please pastor, when you come here to work in the office, could you park around the back side 

so people can’t see your truck from the street, so people don’t know that you drive a junk vehicle. Can you believe that? 



Hagin said,  “The believer is as much an incarnation of God as 

 Jesus Christ. If we ever wake up and realize who we are, we’ll start doing the work that we’re supposed to do. The church hasn’t realized yet that they are Christ. That’s who they are. They are Christ.”  Hagin claimed God miraculously transported him out of church one Sunday, right in the 

middle of the sermon. Worst of all, Hagin was the preacher delivering the sermon! Hagin claimed to have received numerous visions as well as eight 

personal visitations from Jesus. Hagin wrote,  “The Lord Himself taught me about prosperity. I never read about it in a book. I got it directly from Heaven.”  Hagin also claimed that he knew that Paul wrote Hebrews because Jesus appeared to him and told him so. 



Hagin claimed that of the eight times Jesus appeared to him, seven 

times Jesus was barefoot; the other time Jesus was wearing Roman 

sandals, and came to Hagin’s room, sat down by his bedside, and talked 

with him for about 30 minutes. Hagin described Jesus as 5’11” tall and 

weighing about 180 lbs. This is of course impossible. If the resurrected, ascended, glorified Christ chose to visit Hagin for a midnight chat, He 
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wouldn’t be wearing sandals, and Hagin would be toast. Hagin claimed 

that his teaching was given to him by God, but in fact he plagiarized 

heavily from the writings of Kenyon. D.R. McConnell, documents, 

 “Hagin has, indeed, copied word-for-word without documentation from 

 Kenyon’s writings. The following excerpts of plagiarism from no less than eight books by E.W. Kenyon are presented as evidence of this charge. This is only a sampling of such plagiarism. Many more could be cited.”  



Hagin taught that Christ’s physical death did not remove sin. Hagin 

taught that Christ was sent to hell and struggled against satan and demons and was born again. Jesus wasn’t born again, he was resurrected. This was from a total misunderstanding of Sheol, where did Jesus go for 3 days and nights? 



The first place that people went to right after death, prior to the 

resurrection of Jesus Christ, was a place called Sheol, or the grave. And the first thing we need to learn about Sheol, is that it was originally the dwelling place for all the dead. Let’s look at what the Scriptures teach 

about life after death, prior to the Resurrection of Jesus Christ. 

Palms 9:17: “The wicked will return to Sheol (or the grave) even all the nations who forget God.” 



So, here you see the wicked go to Sheol. But the following passage 

shows a righteous person who’s also in Sheol but is not going to “the pit.” 

Psalm 30:3: “O Lord, you have brought up my soul from Sheol. You have kept me alive, that I would not go down to the pit.” 



So, the question is, “How could the righteous and unrighteous 

coexist in the same place? I thought they were supposed to be separated?” 

Well, believe it or not, Jesus sheds light on this in Luke 16. 

Luke 16:22-16: “Now the poor man died and was carried away by the 

angels to Abraham’s bosom and the rich man also died and was buried. In 

Hades (Greek word for grave) he lifted up his eyes, being in torment, and saw Abraham far away and Lazarus in his bosom. And he cried out and 

said, Father Abraham have mercy on me, and send Lazarus so that he may

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dip the tip of his finger in water and cool off my tongue for I am in agony in this flame.’ But Abraham said, ‘Child, remember that during your life 

you received your good things and likewise Lazarus’ bad things; but now 

he is being comforted here, and you are in agony. And besides all this, 

between us and you there is a great chasm fixed, so that those who wish to come over from here to you will not be able, and that none may cross over from there to us.” 



So, Jesus informs us that both the righteous and unrighteous 

originally went to the same place upon death yet were separated by a great chasm. Here we have a picture of 

Sheol (Hebrew word) or Hades (Greek 

word) both simply meaning the grave 

or place of the departed dead, you can 

see the chasm between the two. This is 

what the grave looked like prior to the 

resurrection of Christ. The unrighteous 

went to one said called the place of 

torment, the pit or hell, the righteous 

went to the other side called 

Abraham’s bosom or paradise. When 

Jesus said to the thief on the Cross, “You’ll be with Me in Paradise,” Jesus went to paradise, He didn’t go to hell, He didn’t go to the pit. He went to the righteous side of Sheol. It’s this misunderstanding why some people 

falsely say that when Jesus died and was in the ground for three days, that He went to hell and was down there preaching to others giving them a 

second change. This is totally wrong. No, you get one chance and it’s 

called right now. Rather He was on the righteous side of Hades or Sheol 

proclaiming victory awaiting His resurrection. And when Jesus was 

resurrected, He took with Him to Heaven the Old Testament righteous 

saints. 

Ephesians 4:8-9: “Therefore it says, when He ascended on high, He led captive a host of captives, and He give gifts to men. Now this expression, He ascended, what does it mean except that He also had descended into 

the lower parts of the earth?” 
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So, as Paul says, when Jesus went to Heaven, He also took with 

Him the righteous side of Sheol or Hades with Him to Heaven. One 

portion of Sheol or Hades that contained the righteous saints went up with Jesus when He went to Heaven. Hence the phrase, “He led a host of 

captives with Him.” That is why Paul said. 

II Corinthians 5:8: “We are confident, I say, and willing rather to be absent from the body and to be present with the Lord.” 



Where is Jesus? Where is the Lord? At the right hand of the Father. 

So, when we die, we are up in Heaven. We don’t go down to Sheol. That 

compartment went up with Jesus at the resurrection. However, there still 

is, right now, and it’s been this whole time, everybody apart from Christ, still in their state of sin, without being forgiven, you are going to hell. 

That’s all that’s left down there. Jesus never went to hell. If He went to hell, then we’re all doomed to hell. Jesus went to the righteous side of 

Sheol. But He went to the right hand of the Father and took the righteous side with Him to Heaven and that’s why, when we die, we go straight 

there. These guys mess this up severely and they twist the scripture. I want to show you how these guys actually say that Jesus went to hell. It’s not just Kenneth Hagin, we’re going to start with Bill Johnson from Bethel. 

They say that Jesus went to hell and was born again. 

Bill Johnson:  “Did you know that Jesus was born again? He had to be, he became sin.”  

Kenneth Hagin:  “Why did He need to be begotten or born? Because he became like we were, separated from God. Because He tasted spiritual 

 death for every man. And His spirit and inner man went to hell in my 

 place.”  

Kenneth Copeland:  “He became sin, He was made sin. Now, He’s in the pit of hell. He’s down there, He’s in there, suffering like no man has ever suffered. Did you know God has never sent but one man to hell? His name is Jesus.” 
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 “Jesus Christ, He pays the price for us to be right with God. Jesus goes to hell, I believe, He went to Hades, He went down and descended into the depths of the earth for three days and He pays for the sin of mankind.” 

Kenneth Hagin:  “Physical death wouldn’t remove his sins – he tasted death for every man.”  

Kenneth Copeland:  “You’re talking about spiritual death; Jesus is the first person who was ever born again. Why did His spirit need to be born again? Because it was estranged from God.” 

  “He was born to be buried the first time and through resurrection the second time. He was born again.” 

Kenneth Copeland:  “One, One, One, One, born again human being, defeated all of hell. All of it!”  







Again, if your kids get online and just take that video clip. Wow! 

What was the word that was used there? It brings the way of truth into 

disrepute, which sounds very proper, but it’s the Greek for  blasphemo, which means blasphemy. That’s blasphemy. Saying Jesus went to hell and 

then He was born again. The only people who get born again are those 

who have sinned. One guy says this: 

“Obviously this is heresy of the greatest sort.”   



The Bible plainly says that we are redeemed by Christ’s death and 

blood. The atonement was finished on the Cross. When Christ dismissed 

His spirit from his body, He cried, “It is finished” (John 19:30). The Lord Jesus Christ was not born again; He was never lost. He bore our sins, but He was never a sinner. He was never tormented in hell by Satan and the 

demons. 



Hagin claimed he was guided by alleged visitations of angels. His 

book  I Believe in Visions describes eight of these. The seventh occurred on December 12, 1962. Hagin claimed the Lord prophesied to him in this 

visitation that He would soon begin to move among all denominations to 
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“bring them into a full salvation and into the baptism of the Holy Ghost.” 

That he would play a part in this ecumenical miracle revival. The 

ecumenical-charismatic movement has swept through the Roman Catholic 

Church and the mainline Protestant denominations. Hagin taught:  “God is glorified through healing and deliverance, not sickness and suffering.”  

Hagin’s claims do not match reality, though. A few years ago, he claimed 

he hadn’t been sick in 60 years, but actually he had several cardiovascular crises, one lasting six weeks (and the final crises being his cause of death). 



Hagin claimed that the Lord spoke to him in a vision in 1959.  “If 

 you will learn to follow that inward witness, I will make you rich.”  Hagin claimed that Jesus Christ taught him claim whatever you need. Christ 

allegedly further taught Hagin that he had personal angels who could be 

commanded to do his bidding. Hagin said Christ told him in 1963 that the 

angels were waiting for his command to provide his material desires; 

 “They are waiting on you to give them the order, just as the waitress cannot do anything for you until you give her the order.”  Wasn’t it then exceedingly contradictory and hypocritical that at least 20 minutes of 

Hagin’s meetings were given over to fund raising? 



Waves of God’s glory swept through the sanctuary, and people 

broke out in Holy Ghost laughter or dancing in the Spirit and drunk in the Spirit. Really? As we saw in Part One this is clearly a false teaching but let’s look at it again and notice who’s there with him. But that was their technique. Put “in the spirit” and somehow that makes it Christian. 



KENNETH HAGIN EXPLAINS THE ANOINTING 

Kenneth Hagin:  “Ok, let’s see what we can do here.”  

He breaks out in laughter. He laughs for what seems like minutes, harder 

and harder, almost falling down. As he continues to laugh the congregation begin to laugh right along with him. They even start to slide down off their seats onto the floor. 

Serpentine hissing and tongue flicking were trademark gestures of 

Hagin’s. He did it all the time. 
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He comes down from the podium, two men are holding him up because he 

is still laughing hysterically. 

Kenneth Hagin:  “Drunk again. This is the first time we’ve had a full manifestation of that anointing. We got that!” 

   He waves his hand out towards the congregation, and they all start laughing even harder. Some are even dancing in the aisle. 



Welcome to the new face of Christianity going across our whole 

planet. And you wonder why, people look at you and I the evangelical 

Christian, cross-eyed, when we say, “I’m a Christian. Don’t you want to 

be one too?” They think that’s us. Notice it had nothing to do with the 

sermon. You’re not even in the Bible, you’re not stating the Bible. It was all for show. You’re being exploited. These guys are going to take an 

offering and exploit you and rip you off. And who was right there from the get-go? Kenneth Copeland. And we’ll deal with him in the next chapter.

Charismatic History 

Copeland Duplantis Creflo Dollar 

 

In the last chapter we started to deal with the Word of Faith 

movement which is basically the “name it and claim it” or the “blab it and grab it” group, where you are guaranteed perfect riches and perfect health. 

Which is a lie that came out of Oral Roberts. He influenced two guys, 

Kenneth Hagin and Kenneth Copeland. We already dealt with Kenneth 

Hagin, so now we are going to deal with Kenneth Copeland. We need to 

remember that 2,000 years ago, we were warned of these hucksters. 

Warned that they would specifically come in the last days to rip people 

off. Let’s take a look at that in Scripture. 

II Peter 2:1-3: “But there were also false prophets among the people, just as there will be false teachers among you. They will secretly introduce 

destructive heresies, even denying the sovereign Lord who bought them – 

bringing swift destruction on themselves. Many will follow their shameful ways and will bring the way of truth into disrepute in their greed these 

teachers will exploit you with stories they have made up. Their 

condemnation has long been hanging over them, and their destruction has 

not been sleeping.” 
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In other words, you don’t want to be around these guys. I again, 

am convinced that that’s what we’re seeing today with these hucksters and here comes another one with Kenneth Copeland. Now just to begin to 

follow the trail, Kenneth Hagin and Oral Roberts ministered together, but Kenneth Copeland was also a part of that thread. He initially worked as a chauffeur and then as a pilot for Roberts. Apparently, he learned the tricks of the trade and he went out on his own. 



Kenneth Max Copeland (born December 6, 1936) is an American 

televangelist with the charismatic movement. He runs the Texas-based 

Kenneth Copeland Ministries. He was born in Lubbock, Texas, and raised 

near an airfield which inspired him to become a pilot. Copeland married 

Ivy Bodiford in October 1955 and became parents of Terri Copeland. They 

divorced in 1958. Copeland then married Gloria in 1963. They are the 

parents of John and Kellie Copeland. Gloria and the Copeland children 

work for KCM. Kellie preaches through the United States, as does Terri. 

Again, a thread of the charismatic movement that ladies can be preachers. 

According to scripture, women cannot be preachers. 



Prior to becoming a Christian in November 1962, Copeland was a 

recording artist on the Imperial Records label, having one Billboard Top 

40 hit, “Pledge of Love.” Here’s a short verse:

Here is the first line of the song: “I love you so, I can’t let you go …” 



Alright, that’s all I can take personally. I’m sparing you, don’t say I 

don’t love you. Following his conversion, Copeland enrolled in Oral 

Roberts University, where he soon became pilot and chauffeur to Oral 

Roberts. 



Kenneth Copeland Ministries is located in Fort Worth, Texas on 33 

acres. Approximately 500 people are employed by KCM. His television 

program is carried nationwide on the Trinity Broadcasting Network, and 

he is the author of numerous charismatic books. Copeland’s daily 
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Believers’ Voice of Victory television broadcast is available to more than 76 million households on nearly 700 stations in the United States. That is a huge, massive chunk of our country, which is being indoctrinated by this 

huckster.  An estimated 82 million households are able to receive the 

Sunday broadcast over more than 600 stations, and the broadcast can be 

seen on about 135 International stations. Copeland also publishes the 

monthly Believers Voice Magazine, and the bimonthly Shout. And the 

Voice of Victory for Kids magazine. 



In his Believer’s Voice of Victory Magazine, Copeland teaches the 

following heresies: Jesus didn’t claim to be God when He lived on earth; 

New Age/occult techniques of positive imaging and visualization are for 

God’s people today; God intends for His people to be united; that union 

won’t be based on doctrine; healing is for every believer; and tongues are for the entire Body of Christ. He says,  “It would have been impossible for Jesus to have been poor.”  



As the name “Word-Faith” implies, words have creative power, 

What you say determines everything that happens to you, especially the 

favors you demand of God. God is required to answer. Copeland’s 

teaching on healing is a particularly destructive lie. In Believer’s Voice of Victory, Copeland says that every Christian is guaranteed physical healing and financial prosperity. Multitudes who have believed these charismatic 

lies about healing have become confused and disappointed. Many have 

become bitter against God because God did not do what they were 

convinced He had promised to do. 



Copeland is perhaps the best-known proponent of the charismatic’s 

“little gods” teaching. He says Jesus told him:  “Don’t be disturbed when people accuse you of thinking you are God. They crucified Me for 

 claiming I was God. I didn’t claim that I was God; I just claimed that I walked with Him.”  Copeland denies the uniqueness of Christ, saying that Christ was not God. But Copeland thinks he is God!  “You’re all god. You don’t have a god living in you; you are one! When I read in the Bible where God tells Moses, ‘I AM,’ I say, “yeah, I am too!’”  And of course, as a god you can control the weather. 

Gloria Copeland:  “You can see what’s happening out there. So, it’s just like the weather on the news, I mean he’s got the computers, got the 
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 current weather on it and all that for flying. So, sometimes I’ll hear the thunder start, maybe he’ll still be asleep, and I’ll say, ‘Ken, you need to do something about this.’ But you are the one that has authority over the weather. One day I was in the airplane in the back and my little brother was in the back with me and Ken was up front flying. We weren’t in the weather because we don’t fly in bad weather, but we could see the bad weather over here. I looked out the window and that tornado came down just like this, down towards the ground and Ken said, ‘I rebuke you in the name of Jesus. You get back up there. So, this is how I learned to talk to tornadoes. That tornado went, wup, wup, wup, wup, right back up there.” 

   

That’s called a story made up. That’s a bunch of baloney.    



Copeland says that Jesus won the right for believers to be born 

again back into the “god class.” And that Jesus died spiritually, that our redemption comes not from Christ’s death upon the Cross, but from His 

being tortured by satan in hell for three days and nights. Now let me give you one more verse, remember the two compartments of Sheol. Jesus did 

not go to hell. When he was on the Cross with the thief, what did he say to the thief because he believed in him? He said, “Today you will be with me in Paradise.” There were two compartments to Sheol. I had some 

questions sent to me about how did this jive with I Peter 3? No matter how you read it, Jesus never went to hell. If Jesus went to hell, we’re all going to hell. Because hell was only for the sinner. If Jesus went to hell, that meant that he had sin. Which meant he would have never risen again 

from the grave because he was not sinless. Certainly, his sacrifice would not have been acceptable to God because it had to be a sinless, spotless, sacrifice - the sacrificial lamb. So, he can’t go to hell. So, let’s understand what’s going on here in light of the two compartments of Sheol. 

I Peter 3:19: “Through whom also he went and preached to the spirits in prison.” 



So, people would say, so he dies and he’s preaching to the spirits in 

prison, see, He’s in hell. He’s in hell surrounded by these demons. No, 

He’s not. Remember the rich man and Lazarus. 
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Luke 16:19: “There was a rich man dressed in purple and fine linen and lived in luxury every day. At his gate was laid a beggar named Lazarus, 

covered with sores and longing to eat what fell from the rich man’s table. 

Even the dogs came and licked his sores. The time came when the beggar 

died, and the angels carried him to Abraham’s side. The rich man also died and was buried. In hell, where he was in torment, he looked up and saw 

Abraham far away with Lazarus by his side. So, he called to him, Father 

Abraham, have pity on me and send Lazarus to dip the tip of his finger in water and cool my tongue, because I am in agony in this fire. But 

Abraham replied, “Son, remember that in your lifetime you received your 

good things, while Lazarus received bad things, but now he is comforted 

here, and you are in agony. And besides all this, between us and you a 

great chasm has been fixed, so that those who want to go from here to you cannot, nor can anyone cross over from there to us.” 



Now this happened prior to the resurrection of Jesus Christ. The 

righteous side is now with him, He took him to Heaven and that’s why, 

“To be absent of the body is to be present with the Lord.” But originally, prior to the resurrection of Jesus and ascending to the right hand of the Father, Sheol had two parts. Luke 16 tells us that there is a great chasm between the two. You can’t cross over. And here’s the point. You can’t 

cross over between the two, but you can see the other side. “He saw him 

far away.” So, that means that Abraham’s bosom or Paradise, where Jesus 

went, where Lazarus was, where Abraham was, the guy in hell can’t cross 

the chasm, but he could see the chasm. Now, let’s back up to I Peter 3, when Jesus is down there, He’s preaching to the spirits. He’s proclaiming victory. He’s not down there with demons. And He’s not getting all beat 

up. He’s on the righteous side, He can see across, they can see across. 

They can’t cross back and forth, but He is proclaiming victory because he is fulfilling the prophecy that he made as Jonah was in the belly of the 

whale for three days. The work of our redemption was done at the Cross, 

so Jesus never went to hell. He’s on one side proclaiming victory. Jesus 

never went to hell, but that’s what these people say. They’d not only say He went to hell, but Copeland says He allowed the devil to drag Him into 

the depths of hell and he was raised up a born-again man. That is 

blasphemy. 
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It is both nonsense and heretical to teach that our redemption 

comes through satan torturing Jesus in hell. That would make satan our 

co-redeemer. If he didn’t torture Jesus enough, we wouldn’t be saved – 

and if he did, do we thank satan? Other quotes illustrating Kenneth 

Copeland’s heretical teachings are: 

•  Adam was God manifest in the flesh. 

•  God is the greatest failure in the Universe. Did he really say that? 

Yes, he did! 



Kenneth Copeland:  “I was shocked when I found out who the biggest failure in the Bible actually is. You know, everybody asked, who’s the biggest failure, and they say Jesus. Somebody else would say no, I believe it was Adam. Well, how about the devil? He’s the most consistent failure. 

 But he’s not the biggest. In terms of material failure and so forth, the biggest one in the whole Bible is God. No, no, no, don’t you turn that set off. I told you, you sit still a minute. You know me, I wouldn’t tell something I can’t prove it in the Bible. He lost His most top ranking most anointed angel, the first man He ever created, the first woman He ever created, the whole earth, and all the fullness therein and a third of the angels, at least. That’s a big loss man, I mean, you figure it out. That’s a lot of real estate, brother, gone down the drain. Now, the reason you don’t think of God as a failure, is He has never said He’s a failure.”  



That’s not funny, that’s blasphemy. The reason why God never said 

He was a failure is because He’s not a failure. If God failed at anything He wouldn’t be Holy, He wouldn’t be perfect, it would mean He’s inept, it 

would mean He’s not all-powerful, all-knowing, everywhere. Excuse me? 

And that’s on tape, that’s crazy. He also says the following: 

•  God lives on a mother planet. 

•  Jesus was raped by homosexual Roman soldiers every way 

possible. 

•  God and Adam are the same size. 

•  God has no right to the earth at all; He needs an invitation. 
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•  The deification of satan. Satan was deified as the God this world 

and is positioned with so much power that he could manage to 

“turn the light off in God.” 

•  Ownership of the earth is satan’s. God’s on the outside looking in. 

He doesn’t have any legal entrée into the earth. 

Psalm 24:1: “The earth is the Lord’s and everything in it, the world, all who live in it.” 

•  Jesus Christ communicates directly with Copeland. 

•  Atonement – Copeland says that Jesus became a sign of satan 

when He was hanging on the Cross. 

Here are some of Copelands miscellaneous quotes: 

•  “Any O.T. prophet could have atoned for our sins if they knew 

what Jesus knew.” 



What? I don’t care what the other guys knew. You had to be 

sinless. So, nobody could do what Jesus did. 

•  “Jesus is no longer the only begotten Son of God.” 

•  “Adam was made in the image of God. He was as much female as 

he was male. He was exactly like God. 



And of course, these lies are ripping people off of their money and 

in his greed, Copeland is getting rich! I have to say this again. The world is so much quicker to call these guys out on the carpet than we are. Our 

silence is not helping, it’s hurting us. It’s hard to witness because we get lumped in with these guys. It’s not true, but the world doesn’t know the 

difference. Now let’s look at this expose of Mr. Copeland. 

CBS Newscaster:  “Senator Charles Grassley is investigating six top TV 

 preachers. And tonight, our chief investigative correspondent, has a hard look at one of them. Kenneth Copeland, the so-called Godfather of 

 prosperity gospel.” 
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Field investigator:  “In one TV sermon after another Kenneth Copeland and wife Gloria implore the viewers to sow the seeds of their faith by following God’s Word and donating dollars, promising a hundredfold 

 return in happiness and wealth. This former ministry employee who feared being identified, answered hundreds of prayer requests a day, most sent in with donations, before quitting - feeling betrayed by Copeland’s gospel of prosperity. 

  Former Employee:  “He is the recipient of his ‘Prosperity Message.’” 

  Field Investigator:  “So, when he’s preaching health and wealth…” 

  Former Employee:  “He’s filling that bottom line on his business.” 

  Field Investigator:  “That’s why Senate investigators are digging into whether ministry resources are being diverted into an array of for-profit companies tied to the Copeland’s. Cattle, horses, aviation, real estate development, and gas and oil wells to name but a few. Michael Hoover, who worked for the Kenneth Copeland Ministries for five years quit in 2005 over disagreements with the church. He is one of three former 

 employees who told CBS News, they witnessed other employees doing 

 work on behalf of for-profit businesses tied to the Copeland family.” 

  Michael Hoover:  “I believe that they were using a lot of the ministry’s assets for personal businesses.” 

  Ole Anthony, President of Trinity Foundation:  “Non-profit activity are so intertwined that you can’t separate them.” 

  Field Investigator:  “A two-month CBS News investigation, including interviews with nearly a dozen former Copeland employees raises serious questions about the Copeland’s religious empire, beginning with this 

 lavish lakefront home, all 18,000 square feet of it and a fleet of private planes. All paid for by the ministry.”

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Kenneth Copeland:  “The Lord spoke to me and said, you believe for a Citation Ten right now.” 

  Field Investigator:  “Copeland got what he wanted. That’s the $20 million jet right there parked at the ministry owned airport. One of four planes owned by the church.” 

 Kenneth Copeland:  “It will never be used for anything other than what is becoming to you Lord Jesus.” 

  Field Investigator:  “But that’s not what happened. CBS News has learned that he used this ministry jet and another to fly to and from Colorado three times in 2007, the site of frequent Copeland family 

 vacations. The ministry claims in rare instances that jets or employees are used for personal business and the church is reimbursed.” 

  Kenneth Copeland:  “You are not created for poverty.” 

  Field Investigator:  “Churches are not required to file tax forms or make their finances public. The ministry, which says it does everything by the book, has refused to answer key questions, about its finances, raised by Senate investigators.” 

  Kenneth Copeland:  “We answered them. We gave them a several page lesson, on don’t know.” 



Why? What do you have to hide? But 

he’s not the only one, let’s continue on. You 

have this next guy, maybe you have heard of 

him. Jesse Duplantis. All these guys make up 

stories just like Peter predicted 2,000 years 

ago, but this guy tells some whoppers. He 

whips them out right and left. Jesse 

Duplantis (born July 9, 1949) is a preacher 

from the charismatic tradition based in New 

Orleans and the founder of Jesse Duplantis 
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Ministries.  Duplantis preached his first sermon in 1976. He was 

introduced by John Hagee as “The Apostle of Joy” on TBN, a phrase that 

became his professional PR slogan. He is known as the  ragin cagun 

coming from Louisiana. He is funny, but it is not funny what he teaches! 

Duplantis shows a disdain for doctrine.  “Naturally, the devil tried to shut down his living, breathing church. He wanted dry bones. He began to take the freshness of God and put Ecclesiastical dogma on it. He used 

 theological understanding to water down the fire.”  Duplantis encapsulates the radical Pentecostalism of today. He’s gone to heaven and received a 

new revelation and has written a book on it. He slays people in the spirit. 

He yells at the devil. He does not say anything close to being Biblically accurate, with statement as –  “If God told a lie, it wouldn’t be a lie because it would become truth.”  No, a lie is a lie and God only tells the truth, the Bible says he cannot lie. 



Duplantis says, in the Voice of the Covenant Magazine,  “The very 

 first thing on Jesus’ agenda was to get rid of poverty!”  He just condemned the apostle Paul who said, (I Cor. 4:11-12) “to the present hour we both hunger and thirst, and we are poorly clothed, and beaten, and homeless. 

And we labor working with our own hands. Being reviled, we bless; being 

persecuted, we endure.” What’s the matter? Didn’t Paul have enough 

faith? Peter is condemned as being not anointed because in Acts 3:6 Peter said to the man at the gate of the temple, “Silver and gold I do not have.” I guess the apostles did not know yet what Duplantis and the rest of his 

friends know today. 



Duplantis says,  “I’ve never had the Lord say, ‘Jesse, I think that 

 car is a little bit too nice.’ I’ve had vehicles and the Lord said, “Don’t put that in front of my house. I don’t want people to think that I’m a poor God.” “If I give $1,000 dollars, I deserve to get back $100,000 because I am just, that’s not greed!”   “I’m backed by a very rich Jew.” “People told me, ‘Jesus was poor.’ When was He poor? He had 12 full time people on His staff. He had a full-time treasurer on staff.”  



When Duplantis was a guest on Benny Hinn’s program he said, 

 “I’m going to say something that may sound controversial. I was in prayer in my own study and said ‘Lord, Lord, how are you doing today?’ And I noticed the Lord wasn’t acting right. And I asked if something was wrong. 

 And then it hit me, I asked, ‘Lord, are you having a bad day? And He 
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 answered, ‘Yeah, my children have been disobeying me.’ I said, ‘I’m going to cancel all my appointments and I’m going to sit here until you feel better.’ And the Lord said, ‘Thank you, Jesse.’”   



Now that’s not only a story made up, but that’s blasphemous. You 

are so important that God needs you? And oh, by the way, God never has a 

bad day. He’s God! Give me a break. Shut this guy off! How could he 

keep going on? Because people don’t read their Bible. 



Another time Duplantis relates his trip to Heaven, and how Jesus 

was tearful, and Jesse puts his hand on Him to comfort the Lord. God said, 

 “I need you boy, I need you, Jesse.”  You denigrate God and you’re so incredible as a god, that God needs you. 



In his book,  Encounters of the God Kind, when he went to Heaven 

he states,  “I saw new lives of little babies singing and flying around God’s Throne. I realized they were new souls. I heard them saying to God, 

 ‘Would you send me to the earth so I can be a spirit? Can I be a spirit?’ 

 And while I watched, I heard that mighty sound of God’s power, Whooosh! 

 I saw these babies leave the throne by the power of God.”  Not only is this a fairy tale, but this is Mormon doctrine where we all exist as spirit before we incarnate on earth. And why do Mormon families have so many kids? 

Because they believe that the more kids, the more spirit babies can come 

and be good Mormons here on earth. The Kabbala, a Jewish mystical book 

also teaches that the soul is preexistent, before conception. 



One time he was on his knees in prayer when,  “Suddenly I felt a 

 suction as if I was being pulled up out of the room. I heard a sound, whoosh! And I was pulled out of the room. I looked up and there was a blond headed angel who had visited me – ‘I have an appointment with the Lord God Jehovah.’ I found myself in an angelic cable car. As I stepped out, everything I saw was so beautiful. It was like being on another planet. 

 Then I saw other people who didn’t have on robes; they were wearing 

 gowns. They started walking toward the city, but they seemed to get weak. 

 They believe in God and love Jesus, but they didn’t live to their fullest potential. They have to be prepared to stand in the presence of the 

 Almighty. Even in Heaven some people will have to work to make 

 themselves ready to stand in the presence of God. They did not live up their fullest potential on earth, so now they have to do some more works in Heaven, then they can face God.”   
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That’s blasphemy. Only Jesus Christ gives us the ability to stand 

before God. Hebrews 9:12 tells us that the work Jesus Christ did on the Cross obtained for us an eternal redemption. Yet it appears, according to Duplantis, we still have to work on becoming perfected even in Heaven. 

He says,  “In Heaven they will eventually be able to go to God’s Throne, but it takes more time for them.”  



In his book, Close Encounters of the God Kind, Duplantis shares 

he had a visit to Heaven where King David told Jesse that he had regretted writing some of his Psalms and then Jesse said,  “Upon seeing Jesus, I noted that Jesus was taller than I thought He would be. And he saw and talked one-on-one with Jesus Christ, King David, Apostle Paul, Abraham, etc.”   



This is not only a pack of lies and stories made up, but in his greed 

he’s getting rich off of it! And the ownership of Duplantis’ $3 million 

house was also the subject of investigation. He owns a private jet, asking his followers to donate money to him, so that he could buy a new $54 

million private jet. Duplantis and fellow televangelist Kenneth Copeland 

defended their use of private jets saying commercial planes were full of 

“demons.” 

Kenneth Copeland:  “Jesse and I and more, Keith Moore, Creflo Dollar, all of us, the world is in such a shape, we can’t get there without this. 

 We’ve got to have this. The mess that the airlines are in today, I would have to stop, and I’m being very conservative, at least 75 to 80, more like 90% of what we’re doing … Because you can’t get there from here.” 

  Jesse Duplantis:  “It’s impossible.” 

 Kenneth Copeland:  “So we have … This is such a good illustration I just, the Lord impressed me, that’s why we are on that airplane. We can talk to God. When I was flying for Oral Roberts, my boss on the airplane, he said, ‘Now Kenneth, this is a sanctuary, it protects the anointing. You keep your mouth shut, don’t talk to me (Roberts) unless he talks, because when he going to a meeting, he doesn’t talk to anybody but God.’ Now 

 Oral used to fly on airlines but it, even back then, it got to the place where it was agitating his spirit. People were coming up to him, he had become 
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 famous, and they wanted him to pray for them. You can’t manage that 

 today. In this dope filled world, you get into a long tube with a bunch of demons.” 

  Jesse Duplantis:  “That’s right, exactly.” 

  Kenneth Copeland:  “It’s deadly. 

   

Of course, when they are confronted with this, they don’t admit it. 

  Reporter:  “Now 

 getting back to the 

 comment you said, 

 you said that you don’t 

 like to fly commercial 

 flights because you 

 don’t want to get into 

 a tube with a bunch of 

 demons. Do you really 

 believe that human 

 beings are demons?” 

  Kenneth Copeland:  “No, I do not, and don’t you ever say I did!” 



You just said it dude! That’s where your creepy picture came from. 

And it’s on tape. You got exposed. But he’s not the 

only one. We’re on a roll. Here’s another guy. 

Creflo Dollar. Interesting last name. Creflo 

Augustus Dollar, Jr. (born Michael Smith in 1962) 

is a televangelist, rap artist and the founder of 

World Changers Church International based in 

College Park, Georgia, a suburb of Atlanta. Dollar 

also heads the Creflo Dollar Ministries and Arrow 

Records. He puts his sermons to song! I guess that 

helps to spice them up! 
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Dollar began developing World Changers Ministries in 1986. He 

held the first service in the cafeteria of Kathleen Mitchell Elementary 

School in College Park, with eight people in attendance. On December 24, 

1995, he moved into its present location, the 8,500-seat facility known as the World Dome. The church has said that the nearly $20 million World 

Dome was built without any bank financing.  As of 2007 the congregation 

reported having around 30,000 members, and $70 million in revenue 

(gross cash collections) for 2006. 



Duplantis was on the Board of Regents of Oral Roberts University 

which awarded him an honorary doctorate, with the rest of the Board 

which included Kenneth Copeland and Benny Hinn. 



Creflo, actually said, “Adam could fly, ‘Somebody asked me, 

could Adam fly? He can if he wants to. He was all God. He was just like 

God.’” What Bible is this in? Dollar admits that he taught something the 

Bible clearly does not – “the Bible doesn’t say this.” One guy said this. 

 “No one catches this because they are not paying attention; their 

 discernment is dead because they hang onto his every word. If you listen long enough you will hear many contradictions like this.” 



Dollar teaches,  “The good news is that you too can be rich. The 

 gospel is the Good News about the power of God in Jesus to get you out of your poverty, whether it’s poverty in health or poverty in money. I’m telling you, this anointing is ready to put some money in your 

 pocketbook.”   



What happened to forgiveness of sin? Is this the gospel Jesus 

preached? Did he ever say follow me to be healthy and wealthy? What 

person became wealthy following Jesus, what example do we have? Did 

the Apostles? Making promises like this does violence to the gospel of 

Christ. When Jesus sent the disciples out to do ministry he said, “He 

commanded them to take nothing for the journey except a staff – no bag, 

no bread, no copper in their money belts – but to wear sandals, and not to put on two tunics” (Mark 6:8-9). 



Creflo says,  “You operate by a spirit of poverty if you are critical 

 of those who preach and teach prosperity. Some people get mad when I 

 talk about money. They say, ‘Whenever I see Dollar he’s talking about 
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 money!’ that’s because you ain’t got none.’”  On the website he blames poverty on the Devil. 



Jesus said to the church of Smyrna (suffering) Rev 2:9 “I know 

their works, and tribulation, and poverty, (but thou art rich).” That is 

spiritual riches not earthly riches. When a church is focused on earthly 

riches, they lose the spiritual riches that are in Christ. And one day we will be in a place called Heaven with riches beyond your wildest dreams, not 

here. Here’s where we are going to be persecuted, here’s where we are 

going to be hated, here’s where we are going to be reviled and you’re 

going to go through hard times because this isn’t Heaven, Heaven comes 

later. People still have a sinful nature; we live in a sinful world and there’s spiritual warfare. It’s not going to be a cake walk. But Jesus told us that, church you are rich - spiritual riches, not earthly riches. 



Creflo teaching on glory states  “When they (the lost) see you 

 (Christian) riding in that new car, that’s glory, living in that big house that’s glory, sinners can’t see Jesus, but they can see what your Jesus has brought into your life.”  Dollar believes  “It’s time to change the traditional image of Jesus. Jesus was rich, lived in a big house, wore designer 

 clothes. He wore designer clothes. I’m telling you, Jesus wasn’t poor, and He didn’t wear no rages, either. Like we march in on these Easter little plays that we do at our church, honey!” 

  

Dollar is denying that it says – he was poor. And the real Jesus 

identified with the regular people of his day not the Pharisees who were 

rich and loved money. He worked for a living for a carpenter’s wage, not 

equal to a construction worker of our day. He was not rich! But He gives 

us spiritual riches for ever and ever and ever. 



Creflo believed that this is why Jesus taught, “Lay not up for 

yourselves treasures on earth” (Matthew 6:19-21), but nothing could be clearer. Nowhere can you find one passage in the New Testament where 

Jesus Christ, his Apostles, or his discipled believers are told to get lots of money. Jesus Christ taught the opposite, and he told the rich man, He said to him, “You still lack one thing. Sell all that you have and distribute to the poor, and you will have treasure in Heaven; and come, follow Me.” But 

when he heard this, he became very sorrowful, for he was very rich.” 

(Luke 18:22, Luke 12:33-34) His point was to have treasure in Heaven. 
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Jesus warned that riches were deceitful and choked the Word of 

God unto fruitlessness. “And the cares of this world, and the deceitfulness of riches, and the lusts of other things entering in, choke the word, and it becometh unfruitful (Mark 4:19); Matt 13:22). Paul said that those who seek after riches will lose their faith (I Tim. 6:9-10). That’s Jesus’ 

teachings on seeking money. Jesus said, “for where your treasure is, there will your heart be also.” (Matt. 6:19-2:1) “Do not lay up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and rust destroy, and where thieves break 

in and steal, but lay up for yourselves treasures in Heaven” (Mark 8:36) 

“For what shall it profit a man, if he shall gain the whole world and lose his own soul?” Over and over and over again, our riches are not here, they come later, but these guys completely flip that on its head. 



Creflo ignores all these simple direct statements and twists beyond 

all reason. In a message from Dollar on the second coming of Christ he 

said,  “God is coming back for a church without spot or blemish, so he is not coming back to a church in debt. He cannot come back for a broke 

 church, for a sick church, he cannot come back.”  That is blasphemy! So, Jesus can’t come back to the planet until we are all rich and in perfect 

health. That is a lie from the pit of hell. But why are people still giving this guy money? Why are they attending his services? How come he hasn’t 

long ago dried up? Because it’s not that he’s greedy, but it attracts people who are greedy. 



In June 2012, Dollar was arrested in an alleged attack on his 15-

year-old daughter. He was accused of choking and punching his daughter 

and the story was corroborated by Dollar’s other 19-year-old daughter. 

The charges were dropped after he attended anger management classes. 



He has long been criticized for living a lavish lifestyle. He owns 

two Rolls-Royces, a private jet, and high-end real estate such as a million-dollar home in Atlanta, a $2.5 million home in Demarest, New Jersey, and 

a home in Manhattan that he bought for $2.5 million in 2006. Dollar has 

refused to disclose his salary. Creflo Dollar Ministries received a grade 


“F” for financial transparency. Even the world admits these guys are 

ripping people off in their greed! 

Inside Edition Reports:  “Some of the most popular and flashy TV 

 evangelists in the country appear to have made a lot of money and they 
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 travel like kings. When our Lisa Guerrero asked one of these wealthy 

 preachers about that, some would say she was treated in a very non-

 Christian way.” 

  Kenneth Copeland:  “There ought not be any poor among you!” 

  Inside Edition Reports:  “They’re among the most popular televangelist in America. And they are wealthy beyond imagination.” 

  Jesse Duplantis:  “One of my chandeliers cost more than some people’s houses. I have twenty-two chandeliers in the house.” 

  Inside Edition Reports:  “They live in huge mansions, drive fancy cars, and forget about flying coach. They own some of the best private jets money can buy.” 

  Jesse Duplantis:  “I have an intercontinental plane.” 

  Inside Edition Reports:  “Jesse Duplantis zips around in this Dassault Falcon 50 Jet paid for by his church. Here he is boarding the plane with his wife for a short one-hour flight from Fort Worth, Texas to his home outside of New Orleans, La. The estimated round-trip costs $14,000.00. If he flew commercial it could be as low as $180 bucks.” 

  Jesse Duplantis:  “My congregation is the world. I need the plane.”

  Jesse Duplantis:  “I really believe that if Jesus was physically on the earth today, he wouldn’t be riding a donkey.”

 bought from movie director Tyler Perry. He’s flown his jet to his vacation ski resort in Steamboat Springs, Colorado at least 143 times since 2000. 

 So why not fly coach, who better to explain his reasoning down to that other high-flying preacher, his good buddy Jesse Duplantis.” 

  Kenneth Copeland:  “This dope filled world, you get into a long tube with a bunch of demons and it’s deadly.”  We caught up with Copeland in Branson, Missouri.   

 Inside Edition Reports:  “You said that you don’t like to fly commercial because you don’t want to fly in a tube with a bunch of demons. Do you really believe that human beings are demons?” 

  Kenneth Copeland:  “No, I do not and don’t you ever say I did! If I flew commercial I’d have to stop 65% of what I’m doing.”

Charismatic History

Unfortunately, it’s not just men who teach this last day’s deception, 

it’s also women. But before we get to them let’s go back to our text one 

more time where we saw the warning of these false teachers, hucksters, 

male and female. How they are ripping people off their money by 

promising the lies of perfect health and perfect wealth, in the last days. I have to say, we could spend another 15 weeks just on the Word Faith 

teachers that are out there. It’s all the same program, all the same lie, the same media exposure, and unfortunately, there’s not enough time. But 

hopefully after the last few chapters, and now, even showing ladies are 

preaching it too, if you’re flipping through the channels and you see any basic premise of this, you’ll know it’s a lie from the pit of hell. So, I’m just going to hit on the most popular ones. 

II Peter 2:1-3: “But there were also false prophets among the people, just as there will be false teachers among you. They will secretly introduce 

destructive heresies, even denying the sovereign Lord who bought them – 

bringing swift destruction to themselves. Many will follow their shameful ways and will bring the way of truth into disrepute. In their greed, these 
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teachers will exploit you with stories they have made up. Their 

condemnation has long been hanging over them, and their destruction has 

not been sleeping.” 



In other words, you don’t want to be in their camp when Judgment 

Day comes! But folks as you can see, the Bible clearly says that in the 

future, in the Last Days, people in the church would be led astray. Not just by false teachers, but specifically by false teachers who are greedy and 

who are exploiting people in the church for their money. In other words, 

they’re going to be ripping Christians off their cash with stories they made up. Good thing we don’t see any signs of that ever happening today! Are 

you kidding me? It’s all over the place! It’s in the church, on TV, it’s in so-called Christian bookstores, it’s everywhere. And it’s coming from the 

charismatic community! 



Today people in the church, en masse, are being led astray by false 

teachers, men and women, who are manipulating them out of their money, 

exactly like the Bible said would happen, when you’re living in the last 

days! And again, it’s not just men who are doing this, it’s women. The first woman we are looking at is Paula White. 







First, the fact is, that women are not supposed to be pastors. Paula 

White is an American non-denominational pastor. She is the senior pastor 

of New Destiny Christian Center, in Apopka, Florida, a non-

denominational, multicultural megachurch. So, my question is, is this 

right? Can women be pastors and have authority over men? No! We see 

that clearly in this verse. 
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I Timothy 2:12: “I do not permit a woman to teach or to assume authority over a man …” 



How much more clear can you get to that, a pastor is teaching 

everybody, including men, so that’s the pastoral role. Now ladies can teach other ladies, and they can teach kids. But God says that you are not 

supposed to have that authority over men. Now here is another verse. 

These are qualifications for an elder overseer. Let’s see if it leaves any room for a woman. Here’s what He says. 

I Timothy 3:1-7: “The saying is trustworthy: If anyone aspires to the office of overseer,  he  desires a noble task. Therefore an overseer must be above reproach, the husband of one wife, sober-minded, self-controlled, 

respectable, hospitable, able to teach, not a drunkard, not violent but 

gentle, not quarrelsome, not a lover of money.  He must manage  his own household well, with all dignity keeping  his children submissive, for if someone does not know how to manage  his own household, how will  he care for God’s church?  He must not be a recent convert, or  he may become puffed up with conceit and fall into the condemnation of the devil. 

Moreover,  he must be well thought of by outsiders, so that  he may not fall into disgrace, into a snare of the devil.” 



The first thing to notice in this passage is the number of masculine 

pronouns (he and his). The pronouns “he,” “his,” and “him” occur 10 

times in I Timothy 3:1-7. Therefore a cursory reading of this passage would lead the average person to conclude that the role of an 

elder/overseer/pastor must be filled by a man. The same points are also 

made in the parallel passage of Titus 1:5-9. The question of women serving as elders/pastors is not a matter of chauvinism. It’s not a matter of men being superior to women. Rather, God restricts the office of 

elder/pastor to men only because that is how He has structured the church to function. Godly men are to serve in leadership, with godly women 

serving in other crucially important supporting roles. Everybody’s role is important. It’s not sexism, it’s just that not everybody is doing the same thing and it’s okay. 
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So, Paula White being a pastor is wrong! But that’s not the only 

false teaching this false teacher is teaching. Paula White hosts a television show,  Paula White Today. She was the co-pastor of Without Walls 

International Church in Tampa. White became chair of the evangelical 

advisory board in Donald Trump’s administration. She delivered the 

invocation at his inauguration, on January 20, 2017. She was listed 

number three on the “50 Most Powerful 2017: Philanthropy & Community 

Voices” list in the Orlando Magazine, July 2017 issue. 



In 1984, while living in Maryland, she converted to Christianity at 

the Damascus Church of God. She later claimed to have received a vision 

from God shortly after her conversion.  “When I was just eighteen years old, the Lord gave me a vision that every time I opened my mouth and 

 declared the Word of the Lord, there was a manifestation of His Spirit where people were either healed, delivered, or saved. When I shut my 

 mouth, they fell off into utter darkness and God spoke to me and said ‘I called you to preach the gospel.’”  



Really, well why don’t you open your mouth and start walking 

throughout the United States and save everybody? Every time you open 

your mouth, you just say God told you to tell us that you are so important that if you open your mouth, people get saved. Oh, and by the way, she 

said, not just delivered, but what? Healed. Why don’t you open your 

mouth right now and heal everybody of the Coronavirus? If this is 

supposed to be from God. You had the vision from God and God told you, 

so why aren’t you doing it? How come, Kenneth Copeland, Jesse 

Duplantis, Creflo Dollar, and all these other hucksters, including the ladies that we are getting ready to look at, how come they’re not calling Donald Trump? She’s got it easy, she’s on his advisory board. She could say, 

 “Hey, President, we’re going to save the economy, we’re all going to get together and, by the power of my words, we’re going to get rid of the Coronavirus.”  How come they’re not doing that? Where’s your faith? It’s ridiculous! If anything the Coronavirus going around has unveiled these 

people. 



And, first of all, that wasn’t from God and secondly, what gospel is 

it? Because as we’re going to see it’s not the real gospel you’re preaching, it’s a false gospel. 
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Without Walls International Church, originally named South 

Tampa Christian Center, was founded in Tampa, Florida, by the then-

spouses Paula and Randy White in 1991. In 2002, Without Walls 

International Church began to expand to its second location in Lakeland, 

Florida. At the time, the church reported 14,000 members and 200 

ministries including job training. In 2004, Without Walls International 

Church reported a congregation of 20,000, the largest congregation in the area and the seventh-largest church in the United States. An audit later 

made public by a US Senate committee showed that Without Walls 

received $150 million from 2004 to 2006. Well, surely that’s a sign of 

God’s blessing! No! As we saw before, sometimes satan blesses to 

promote that which is false! 



White has been married three times. Her first marriage was as a 

teenager to the father of her son, Dean Knight. In 1984, while she was 

living in Maryland with her newborn baby, she converted to Christianity. 

Her marriage ended soon after. A turning point in White’s life was meeting Randy White in 1991, a third-generation preacher in the Church of God 

denomination. White had divorced his first wife and was in the early 

stages of reviving his career as a preacher and evangelist. On August 23, 2007, Randy White announced that he and Paula were divorcing. 

According to the Christian Post, White says the divorce was amicable, and they remain friends. At the close of 2014 rock musician Jonathan Cain, of Journey fame, finalized his divorce from his second wife and became 

engaged to White. On April 27, 2015, Cain and White married. 



White recorded the first broadcast of  Paula White Today in 

December 2001. By 2006, her show appeared on nine television networks, 

including Trinity Broadcast Network, Daystar,  and Black Entertainment 

Television. White has been a personal minister to Donald Trump who 

discovered White by watching her TV show. Trump first made contact by 

telephone in 2002. He went on to bring her to Atlantic City for private 

Bible studies, and he has appeared on her television show. White was 

credited in June 2016 by James Dobson as having converted Trump to 

Christianity. White was part of Trump’s Evangelical Advisory Board 

during his campaign for US President, and she provided the invocation 

prayer during Trump’s inauguration ceremony. Since Trump took office, 

White has served as one of the president’s spiritual advisors and has held 
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Oval Office prayer circles with him. White, has had an ongoing spiritual 

role towards Trump. 



So, is this the kind of person we want representing Christianity and 

influencing President Trump? No! Her position as a so-called pastor is not only unbiblical, she preaches heresy. White is a proponent of prosperity 

theology. The first time I saw her, she was asking people for money for 

TBN and their annual praise-a-thon, begging people for money. She was 

telling people something to the effect that God told me in Psalm 83:17, to tell you that you need to sow a seed of $83.17 to TBN and God will bless 

you 10-fold. But then she expands it. Maybe someone would like to give 

$831.00 or $8,317.00 or even $83,170.00. 



She’s a popular speaker that charismatic circles ask to come in to 

help drum up money for various things. She’s always finding a verse in the Bible that God told her to tell us to give that amount! Along with other 

televangelists who have made millions of dollars through the prosperity 

gospel. She was the subject of an inconclusive 2007-2011 Senate 

investigation, but she refused to cooperate. One theologian stated the 

following. 

  “Paula White is a charlatan and recognized as a heretic by every 

 orthodox Christian, of whatever tribe.” 



A professor of theology stated this. 

 “White represented a heretical movement and that her then-upcoming 

 address at President Trump’s inauguration was helping to introduce 

 heresy into the mainstream public life.” 



Here’s a taste of the heresy she’s filling the president’s ear with! 

Paula White:  “When I was here, I did not expect to receive an offering. 

 The Lord gave me a word, Psalm 1:26. And the Lord spoke. Everyone wants to give $126.00, then when you sow in tears, you’re going to reap in joy, and those will bear precious seed, that you bring precious seed, when you’re weeping, when you are in the recovery process, seed the sacrificial. 

 Seed sacrificial, and He said, ‘You’ll come back, and when you bring 
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 back, you’ll bear seeds, you’ll bear your harvest.’ The Lord spoke to me and I say this humbly before the Lord, because it wasn’t time to give this kind of seed, it wasn’t a lot. But today is the extreme sacrifice. 

  The Lord said, ‘Paula you don’t give $126.00, I want you to give 

 $12,600.00.’ I said that’s so sacrificial, I obeyed God, and little did I know when I activated that seed and put it in the hands of the first lady and bishop. Within just months, really within days, God would open up, He would open up and that would bring forth a harvest. It was impossible in the natural, but it was a situation that turned everything around for my life, for my ministry, that God would position me strong going into 2011. 

 I’m telling you right now, the anointing you sow into this, is the anointing you reap. I want you to hear me, God’s speaking to me, and I want you to give a $126.00 offering. To somebody, it might be $1,260.00, to somebody else, it might be $12,600.00, but this seed is the sealant.” 



No! The seed is the process of manipulation that prosperity false 

teachers use to rip people off their cash! But then she took it even further! 

Apparently, $126 isn’t enough! That was so 2011. Why don’t you bump it 

up to Psalm 1:150 or maybe God gave you a revelation on the 144,000, in 

Revelation 7.  Now she said God told her to tell us we need to give a whole month’s salary! But that was just 1:26, in 2011 and we’re going 

through inflation. You’ve got to crank it up, right? She is, she is now 

saying that you have to give up a whole month's salary. This is so 

sickening, that even the lost are calling it out on the carpet. 

Newscaster:  “Donald Trump has a religious advisor, if you can recall, her name is Paula White. She is one of these people who has gotten incredibly wealthy through the prosperity gospel. She essentially lies to a bunch of people and scams them into giving her a lot of money, and 2018 is no 

 exception. She is now pushing for something known as first fruits toys. It sounds really weird, but I will explain what it is. Let’s not go off the rails here. Alright? Let’s talk about what first fruits are. So, Paula White is urging her followers to donate a first fruits offering of up to their entire salary for the entire month of January, to enjoy blessings for the rest of the year, or suffer the consequences of failing to follow God’s command.”  
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Paula White:  “Urging followers to donate a ‘first fruits’ offering of up to their entire salary for January, to enjoy ‘blessings’ for the rest of the year, or suffer the ‘consequences’ of failing to follow God’s command.” 

   Here is what she told her parishioners. 

Paula White:  “Each January, I put God first and honor Him with the first of our substance by sowing a first fruits offering of one month’s pay. That is a big sacrifice, but it is a seed for the harvest that I am believing for in the coming year. And God always provides.” 

  Newscaster:  “What? He better provide, that is 1/12 of your salary. She’s trying to convince people to give her a significant portion of their pay - 

 and we’re not talking about rich people. Like she’s not hanging out with the Koch Brothers, and asking for maybe a thousand bucks at the 

 beginning. These parishioners are not wealthy people, and she is totally taking advantage of them. I know that there are some members of the 

 audience who think, well if these people are not smart enough to avoid getting scammed, then they are getting scammed, it’s on them. But you have to remember, religion for a lot of people is something that they turn to when they need hope, and to know that they get exploited like this, you know, we should do what we can to help them.” 

  

In other words, speak up on behalf of people who are being ripped 

off and lied to! Notice how the world even knows better. They are 

laughing at us and mocking us, because we don’t have the guts to call 

these heretics out. Even they know this is wrong. And is this the kind of people you want spiritually advising President Trump? And it gets even 

worse! Remember the story where the guy commanded the tornado and 

then the tornado went wup, wup, wup, back up. That was a story made up. 

Remember Jesse Duplantis saying, “Well, I saw King David and he told 

me he regretted writing some of the Psalms.”

Paula White:  “My spirit went up and I literally went to the Throne Room of God. I won’t say much, but I will say something that’s important to teach you here today. So, in that divine encounter, I don’t know how long I was there, I just know that kind of power is almost impossible for a natural body to contain. And as I went to the Throne Room of God, first I saw a mist coming off the water, and I went to the Throne of God, but I didn’t see God’s face clearly. I saw the face of God, it wasn’t clear like I can see your face clearly. But I knew it was the face of God. And as God began, He put a mantle on me. It was a very distinct mantle. I had no idea that the apostle had prophesied. I think you said (as she turns to a gentleman in the front row) that there was a mantle, that it was a new mantle coming upon me. I saw it very distinctly. The color was goldish, but it was a yellowish gold. A little bit different than your scarf, a little bit brighter than your scarf. And then I saw the earth for a moment and then he 

 brought me back and put me in certain places, one being the White House, one building on certain continents. It was massive. I didn’t come out of that really, until the next morning.”

Marilyn Allene Hickey (born July 1, 1931) 

is an American minister and televangelist who 

teaches both nationally and internationally. 

Hickey was born in Dalhart, Texas. When she 

was a young girl, Hickey’s parents were 

professing Methodists and attended church only 

casually. Her family suffered from hereditary 

mental disorders. Her father had it, after her 

grandfather and her great-grandfather had it, even before the “devil and his imps” got to Marilyn, at the age of 36, she was the only one in the family not to suffer from a mental disorder. 



Also in her family, she said that her family had a history of heart 

diseases, especially Hickey herself, that at 11, she was told by her doctors she had an enlarged heart, and progressively got worse until she had 

surgery. She became a Christian when she was a teenager. She met 

Wallace Hickey at an Assemblies of God Church, where Wallace served as 

a pastor. In 1954 the couple were married. Around the same time, she and 

Wallace also met T.L. Osborn, while she and Wallace traveled around in 

her husband’s car, doing tent revival meetings. 



After a short time in Texas, they moved to Denver, Colorado and 

founded Full Gospel Chapel. The church, later known as Orchard Road 

Christian Center, became one of the largest churches in the Denver area. 

They later turned over the pastorate to their daughter, Sarah Bowling and son-in-law Reece Bowling. The church (now called Encounter Church) 

currently meets in Centennial, Colorado. 



Hickey has aired a television program since 1973, and, since 1996, 

has co-hosted it with her daughter Sarah. “Today  with Marilyn and Sarah”  

can be seen on various Christian networks such as the DayStar Network 

and Trinity Broadcasting Network. Hickey has served as a member of the 

Board of Regents of Oral Roberts University. Hickey is a prominent Word-

Faith teacher, known for manipulative, deceptive fundraising tactics based on the so-called “prosperity Gospel. Her typical teaching have included 

the following:  
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Marilyn Hickey:  “What do you need? I need money. Start creating it. 

 Start speaking about it. Start speaking it into being. Speak to your billfold. 

 So, “You big, thick billfold full of money.” Speak to your checkbook. Say, 

 “You, checkbook, you’ve never been so prosperous since I owned you. 

 You’re just jammed full of money.” 

   

Did she really just say that? Yes, and she said more. That is New 

Age, Hinduism, you have the God force power within you. You have the 

power to speak, because you are a god. Right? You can speak into 

existence and change, to create a visualization, all that kind of baloney. 

But you slap Christianese on it and somehow it’s all okay. But remember 

the prosperity gospel, the false gospel, that’s only half of it. They not only promote that you create wealth, when the only ones that are getting 

wealthy are them, but you can also create perfect health. 

Marilyn Hickey:  “Say to your body, ‘You’re whole, body! Why, you just function so beautifully and so well. Why, body, you never have any 

 problems. You’re a strong, healthy body.’ Or speak to your leg, or speak to your foot, or speak to your neck, or speak to your back, and once you have spoken, believe that you have received, and don’t go back on it. Speak to your wife, speak to your husband, speak to your circumstances; and speak faith to them to create in them and God will create what you are 

 speaking.” 

  

  

  

No you won’t, you’re not God. But I’m still thinking, now don’t 

take this wrong ladies, but remember, you just speak to your body and 
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you’ve got health. And she’s a millionaire off all that baloney. So, all these Word Faith teachers should be the epitome of health, and if something 

were to start to come on you that’s unhealthy, including the Corona virus, you should just speak it right off. Well, I did a comparison. Here’s a 

comparison of Marilyn Hickey when she was younger and here’s Marilyn 

Hickey today. 



My theory is this, either you’re lying or your faith or face is 

faltering. Maybe she should sow a seed into her own ministry, to speak to those wrinkles. Did she say that on her list? No she didn’t, see that’s the problem. She didn’t say, speak to the wrinkles. I can’t believe these 

people. Why do we have to help them out? Are you serious? Everyone of 

these huckster have been doing this for decades. And they have ailments, 

they’re getting older, they go to the hospital, just like everybody else. You liars. And the proof is on their faces. Oh, and to have perfect health all you have to do is speak it, right? Hickey’s husband of 57 years, Wallace, died after long battle of Alzheimer’s disease, in the care center of Denver, 

Colorado, in 2012. One man said:  

 G. Richard Fisher, Personal Freedom Outreach:  “While researching various televangelist, who promoted the prosperity scam, I watched Ms. 

 Hickey teach this very principle, via a TV station in Southern California. 

 Ten minutes later she told her viewers that if we didn’t send money, her program would have to be dropped from the station. That meant Ms. 

 Hickey did not believe her own teachings. If she did – and if the prosperity scam worked as she claimed – she would not have needed to ask her 

 viewers for donations. Instead, in addition to promoting the prosperity scam she uses deceptive fundraising tactics. 

  Marilyn Hickey is selling anointed red rubber bands to wear on the wrist for seven days for only $10.00. In the past she has offered blessed pennies, miracle carrot seeds, and magical healing cloths. It is a travesty.” 





Hank Hanegraaff, What’s wrong with the Word-Faith movement?   

 “Faith teachers such as Robert Tilton and his female counterpart, Marilyn Hickey, have copied many of the scams pioneered by Pentecostal 
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 preachers such as Oral Roberts and A.A. Allen. In fact, Tilton and Hickey have managed to exceed even their predecessors’ outrageous ploys. This is hard to believe, when one considers what sort of schemes they had to 

 outdo. 

  Marilyn Hickey, like Tilton, employs a broad range of tactics to 

 manipulate followers into sending her money. Among her many ploys are anointed prayer cloths, ceremonial breastplates, and ropes that can be used as points of contact. In one of her appeal letters, Hickey promises she will slip into a ceremonial breastplate, ‘press your prayer request to my heart,’ and ‘place your requests on my shoulders’ – all for a suggested donation. Hicky’s tricks and teachings are recycled from other prosperity peddlers like Tilton, Hagin, and Copeland. Her message is peppered with such Faith jargon as ‘the Godkind of faith,’ ‘confession brings possession,’ 

 and ‘receiving follows giving.’” 

  Marilyn Hickey:  “If you have suffered with chronic sickness for years or you have hereditary illness in your body, it’s the work of demons. Physical infirmities such as allergies, arthritis, cancer, tumors, blindness, deafness, epilepsy, asthma, migraine, paralysis, often are caused by demon spirits. 

 People that are restless and cannot sleep, I tell you, those are demon spirits, they’re driven by demonic spirits.” 

   

No, lady! You’re the one driven by a 

demon, teaching this false teaching! That’s 

what demons do! Now the third lady we’re 

going to look at is Joyce Meyer. 



Joyce Meyer (born Pauline Joyce 

Hutchison was born in 1943) she is an 

American Charismatic author and speaker, and 

president of the Joyce Meyer Ministries. Joyce 

and her husband Dave have four grown 

children, and live outside St Louis, Missouri. 

Her ministry is headquartered near St. Louis. 



She married a part-time car salesman 

shortly after her senior year of high school. The marriage lasted five years. 
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Meyer frequented local bars before meeting Dave Meyer, an engineering 

draftsman They were married in 1967. Meyer reported that she was 

praying intensely while driving to work one morning in 1976, when she 

said she heard God call her name. She says that she came home later that 

day from a beauty appointment, “full of liquid love,” and was “drunk with the Spirit of God” that night, while at the local bowling alley. 



Meyer was briefly a member of Our Savior’s Lutheran Church in 

St. Louis. She began leading an early-morning Bible class and became 

active in a charismatic church. Within a few years Meyer was the church’s associate pastor. The church became one of the leading charismatic 

churches in the area. She began airing a daily 15 minute radio broadcast 

on a St. Louis radio station. In 1985, Meyer resigned and founded her own ministry, initially called “Life in the Word.” She began airing her radio show on six other stations, from Chicago to Kansas City. In 1993, she 

started a television ministry airing on superstation WGN-TV in Chicago 

and Black Entertainment Television, her program, now called Enjoying 

Everyday Life, is still on the air today. In 2002, mainstream publisher 

Hachette Book. Group paid Meyer over $10 million for the rights to her 

blacklist catalog of independently released books. In 2004, St Louis 

Christian television station KNLC, dropped Meyer’s programming, due to 

Meyer’s “excessive lifestyle” and her teachings, often going “beyond 

Scripture.” In 2005, Time Magazine’s “25 Most Influential Evangelicals in America” ranked Meyer as 17th. 



What does Joyce Meyer teach? 

•  Jesus stopped being the Son of God: “He could have helped 

himself up until the point where he said I commend my spirit into 

your hands, at that point he couldn’t do anything for himself 

anymore. He was no longer the son of God. He was sin.” 

Response: This heresy. Jesus did not ever stop being the Son of 

God. She is saying that Jesus stopped being divine, the eternal Son, 

second person of the Trinity. This is an attack on the very nature of 

Christ and it is a dangerous false teaching. 

•  Jesus was born again: “The minute that blood sacrifice was 

accepted Jesus was the first human being, that was ever born again. 



Response: This is just plain wrong. Being born again means to be              
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saved from the wrath of God for a person’s sins. 

•  Jesus paid for our sins in hell: “During that time he entered hell. 

He paid the price there.”  

Response: This is blatantly wrong. Jesus did not pay the price of 

our redemption in hell. He paid the price on the Cross. It was 

finished on the Cross when he said, “It is finished.” Having made 

peace through the blood of his Cross (Col. 1:20). Having cancelled out the certificate of debt, having nailed it to the Cross (Col 2:14). 

He Himself bore our sins in His body on the Cross (I Pet 2:24). 

•  Jesus went to hell in our place and was tormented: God rose up 

from his throne and said to demon powers tormenting the sinless 

son of God, ‘let  him go.’ 

Response: Where does she get this entirely fictitious dialogue 

between God and the demon powers? It is made up, not founded in 

scripture. The Bible does not teach any such thing. Jesus went to 

Hades to inform those, who had already died, about who He was 

and what He did on the Cross. There is simply no reason to believe 

that Jesus suffered in hell. 

•  If you don’t believe Jesus went to hell, you cannot be saved: 

“His spirit went to hell because that is where we deserve to go. 

There is no hope of anyone going to Heaven unless they believe 

this truth.” 

Response: She is saying that you cannot be saved from your sins    

unless you believe that Jesus went to hell where we deserve to go. 

Nowhere in scripture are we told to believe that Jesus suffered for   

us in hell or that He went there. This is not only wrong, it is    

heretical. 

•  We are called little gods: “What’s he going to call them but the God kind? I mean if you as a human being have a baby you call it a 

human kind. If cattle has another cattle they call it cattle kind. I 

mean what is God supposed to call ‘em? Doesn’t the Bible say we 

are created in His image? 

Response: She goes on to quote John 10:34 where Jesus says to the Pharisees ‘you are gods’ which is a quote from Psalm 82:6, 

which is an imprecatory Psalm of condemnation for the     

unrighteous judges. 
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•  Joyce Meyer said she is not a sinner: “I am not poor. I am not 

miserable and I am not a sinner. I can’t be righteous and be a 

sinner at the same time. 

Response: I John 1:8: “If we say that we have no sin, we are deceiving ourselves, and the truth is not in us.” Notice that John   

the apostle says “we.” He includes himself with sinners. 

•  Joyce Meyer gets revelation knowledge: “The Bible can’t even 

find any way to explain this, that is why you have got it by 

revelation.” 

Response: Is she on par with the apostles who received revelation    

knowledge from God himself? Or how about the Old Testament  

prophets? Does she, like them, also receive revelation knowledge    

from God? If so, how would we know if it were true or not? The   

answer is simple: We test what she says against scripture, and it is   

obvious that she is getting a lot of things from somewhere else      

that contradict the Word of God. 



Joyce Meyer has also taught the following: 

•  Man is a “little god” capable of creating in the same fashion as did 

God. 

•  Man, through faith-filled words, creates or causes to come to pass 

that which is spoken. Thus by one’s spoken words health/healing 

and wealth/propserity are created. 

Joyce Meyer:  “III John 2 says, ‘Beloved, I wish above all things that thou mayest prosper and be in good health, even as thy soul prospers.’ 

 Can you see right there that God wants you to be wealthy, can you see right there that God wants you to be healthy.”  

Pastor:  “This is not a theological statement, this is not a doctrinal statement. It’s not a statement of teaching. It’s not a didactic, not a teaching statement. It’s just a common greeting to a letter. Nothing more and nothing less. And the faith preachers know it but they don’t want you to know it. Because it just happens to fit their theology. And they are counting on their followers and their listeners being Biblically illiterate, so they will fall for their schemes. These people are charlatans.”  
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Yep, that’s all it is, just a common greeting. It’s like “I wish you 

well, have a great day. It’s a greeting. You don’t build a doctrine out of that. But he’s right, if these people who really don’t promote Bible Study, serious Bible Study, because God told them to tell us what is really going on. And people fall for it because they don’t know their Bible. But she’s not only a charlatan, she’s also a hypocrite. Because remember, perfect 

health? Well, Marilyn Hickety, her faith is falling down, but Joyce Meyer got a face lift. If you didn’t like your face, why didn’t you speak it into better existence, to get rid of those wrinkles. 



Joyce Meyer admits to having a facelift.  “I had some work done on 

 my face. You know I prayed about it, a long, long, long, time, because I wouldn’t want to do anything that I felt was going to be offensive to God. 

 But I felt like He finally came to my heart, it’s your face, do what you want to. It was a really good thing, that I did for me. It made me feel good and you know, when you’re in front of millions of people, every day, you want to look your best. It’s no wonder that Christianity is not very attractive. I mean how many people do you know in the Western culture that’s going to go, ‘Yeah, give me some of that?”   



It takes money, and what people do seem to want, is Meyer’s offer 

to help them prosper, by giving to her. She is an effective fundraiser. Her ministry brings in more than $100 million a year. 

Joyce Meyer:  “The Lord recently showed me that we can bless or curse the financial seed we sow. We can speak positively about our financial future, or we can say things like, ‘I can’t afford it’ ‘We should water our giving, with the water of His word, and expect an abundant harvest. Sow your seed and speak prosperity scriptures on your finances.’  

Here Joyce is being interviewed on the program ABC’s Nightline. 

Joyce Meyer:  “I believe God wants to bless us.” 

  ABC’s Nightline:  “But when you go to concerts, you ask people to give money and to do it cheerfully.” 
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Joyce Meyer:  “Yes, because the Bible says give and it shall be given unto you. Giving is a major part of the whole Christian being.” 

  ABC’s Nightline:  “But do you believe that if someone gives money to the ministry, that more will come back to them.” 

  Joyce Meyer:  “Yes, absolutely.” 

  ABC’s Nightline:  “I think that’s what they mean by prosperity as well. 

 But you are heard by all and sometimes heard by someone in the most dire circumstances. This is sort of a roulette wheel, a gamble with God. I can’t pay the rent, but I’ll give it all to Joyce, and see what happens. Do you worry at all?” 

  Joyce Meyer:  “No I don’t worry about that.” 

  Pastor:  “Joyce Meyer says, ‘I don’t worry about that.’ George Tucker Meyer says, ‘No I totally don’t worry about that.’ Well, I’m sure she doesn’t but she should. Because right now even as we speak, there are thousands of people all around the world who are watching TBN and 

 Daystar and the Word Network, and they are hearing this endless drivel of them saying, ‘You send us your money and God will give you a harvest.’ 

 And there are people at home who are poor, they are sick, they are 

 desperate, they have sick children, so in desperation, they get out their checkbook, or they get out their credit card, and they send in money to these multi-millionaire preachers who fly in private jets, and who live in multi-million dollars homes. Jesse Duplantis for example lives in a 35,000 

 square foot parsonage. But when your wealth is gained off of preying upon the hopes and fears of hurting and sick and desperate people, there’s a lot wrong with that. When your wealth is gained off of distorting the gospel of Jesus Christ, there’s a lot wrong with that.” 



And that is why we have the following verse: 

II Peter 2:3: “And their condemnation has long been hanging over them and their destruction has not been sleeping!” 
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You’re going to have a payday from God. And it’s not going to be 

a good one. But she is getting pretty rich of this false teaching. Meyer, who owns several homes and travels in a private jet has been criticized by some for living an excessive lifestyle. She responded that she doesn’t have to defend her spending habits because “there’s no need for us to apologize for being blessed.” Meyer’s $10 million corporate jet. Her husbands 

$107,000 Mercedes sedan, her $2 million home and houses worth another 

$2 million for her four children, a $20 million headquarters, furnished 

with $5.7 million worth of furniture, artwork, glassware, and including a $30,000 malachite round table, a $23,000 marble-topped antique 

commode, a $14,000 custom office bookcase, a $7,000 Stations of the 

Cross in Dresden porcelain, a $6,300 eagle sculpture on a pedestal, 

another eagle made of silver bought for $5,000, and numerous paintings 

purchased for $1,000 to $4,000 each, among many other expensive items – 

all paid for by the ministry. Following an IRS probe, Meyer announced 

plans to take a salary reduction from the $900,000 per year she had been 

receiving from Joyce Meyer Ministries (in addition to the $450,000 her 

husband received). 



More than 2.5 billion people can tune in to her television 

broadcasts on 400 sations around the world. And booksellers say Meyer is 

the top-selling female Christian author in America. And she’s pedaling this and pushing all kinds of false teaching and dare I say a false gospel if you say I have to believe that Jesus went to hell in order to be saved. No 

wonder people don’t want to get saved! “Oh, you’re one of those and all 

you want is my money.” Where did that come from? And you and I have 

to deal with that. 



But if you thought that was bad, now the charismatic community is 

merging with Catholics to help form a global religion. What does that 

sound like? Something that the Bible warned us about.

Charismatic History 

New Apostolic Reformation Part 1 

 

After dealing with the false teachers/preachers, men and woman of 

the charismatic movement, unfortunately, that’s not the only way the 

charismatic movement is leading people astray. They are also a part of the ecumenical movement that is preparing the way for the coming One World 

Religion, with the Vatican. 



For those of you who may not know, Ecumenicalism is defined as 

 “the organized attempt to bring about the cooperation and unity of all believers.”  And at the onset, that sounds pretty good. But what they don’t tell you, it’s come to mean all believers, meaning even those outside of 

Christ, who are not Christians, no matter what they believe, whether they believe in Christ or not! Their so-called “unity” in the Ecumenical 

Movement is being sought not on the basis of truth, but from a “watered 

down version of it.” 



But the Bible says we Christians, genuine believers in Christ, do 

not join hands with somebody who’s preaching a “watered down version” 

of God’s truth, that’s a lie! It’s a false path. There’s only one way to 

Heaven and if they say there’s a different way to Heaven, or they say their way to Heaven is a better way than your way, you can’t work with those 
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people. And that is very unpopular today in the church. It’s not politically correct. They think we are extremist, and our way is the only way. Well, I didn’t say it Jesus did. And He doesn’t want us preaching lies! God says 

when you come across somebody that believes in a different Jesus, or a 

different way to Heaven, when there is only one way, the Biblical Jesus, 

and only one way to Heaven, you do not join with them. And the word 

God uses is “yoke.”  “Pastor Billy, there are too many things going on in the world, we have to work together, and don’t you know that the cause of all evil and wars is from religion?”  That’s a lie. We did research on that, and you know what the number one cause of war is? Historically, it’s 

political reasons. Not religious reasons. People want to take over 

countries. So, that’s a lie. Rather, the Bible says we need to come out from among them and be ye separate! Don’t be yoked with unbelievers. Why 

not? Are we supposed to witness to them? Of course. 

II Corinthians 6:14-17: Do not be yoked together with unbelievers. For what do righteousness and wickedness have in common? Or what 

fellowship can light have with darkness? What harmony is there between 

Christ and Belial? What does a believer have in common with an 

unbeliever? What agreement is there between the temple of God and 

idols? For we are the temple of the living God. As God has said: ‘I will 

live with them and walk among them, and I will be their God, they will be my people. Therefore, come out from them and be separate.’ Says the 

Lord. ‘Touch no unclean thing, and I will receive you.’” 



So according to our text, the Bible says that when it comes to 

unbelievers, i.e., non-Christians, what are we supposed to do? Yes, we 

hang out with them, yes, we witness to them, yes, we love them enough to 

tell them the truth about Jesus being the only way to Heaven. I didn’t say that He did! 

John 14:6: “Jesus answered, ‘I am the way the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me.’” 



So, of course we love the lost enough to tell them the truth that 

Jesus is the only way to Heaven. We don’t want them to go to hell. That’s 
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true love. But the last thing we ever want to do, Paul says, is what? Is to be 

“yoked” with them, right” And that’s totally different than witnessing. 



The word “yoked” literally means there, “to bound together with or 

to have fellowship with.” And so why does Paul say not to do that? 

Because it’s like oil and water. It doesn’t mix! It can’t mix! It’ll never mix. 

Why? Because you cannot mix a lie with God’s perfect holy truth! 

Eternity is on the line here! This is serious stuff! And that’s Paul’s 

argument there! So, why in the world then would a born-again Christian 

try to mix God’s truth with the devil’s lies? What do righteousness and 

wickedness have in common? What fellowship can light have with 

darkness? What harmony is there between Christ and Belial? Or let me 

translate it for you … 



How can we really “get along” with those who believe that we 

ourselves are gods, or that we’ll burn in a mythical place called purgatory where we purge away our sins in order to get into heaven, which is 

denying the cross? How can we “join hands” with those who would have 

you and I believe that sin is just an illusion, or that hell is only make believe and that Heaven for some men will be to endlessly satisfy their 

lusts with as many virgins as they want, which only happens after they kill a bunch of people? 



And how can we have “unity” with those who are claiming to be 

Christians yet state that one has to keep the sacraments to be saved, or that satan doesn’t exist, or that Christ’s work on the cross is not secure? How can we “have fellowship with” those who would have you and I believe 

that Jesus is not God but the archangel Michael, or worse yet, that He is the spirit-brother of satan? How can we do that? I think the answer is 

obvious! As God says, “Come out from among them and be ye separate!” 

Why? Because God says so! 



You cannot have fellowship with those who are leading people to 

hell! That’s a lie that all paths lead to Heaven! Which means true born-

again Christians cannot ever go along with this One World Religion that 

says all paths lead to Heaven which is in essence saying Jesus is not the only way to Heaven. That’s a lie! You cannot meld the two together! Yes, 

we witness, but we do not yoke up and get intimate with each other! And 

yet, that’s exactly what the charismatic movement is promoting with 

Catholicism! As we saw in our study on Roman Catholicism, it is not only 
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a pseudo false Christian religion, that does not rely on grace, but works, which means a false gospel. Let’s just remind ourselves with just a little proof. 

Narrator:  “The Vatican, the Roman Catholic church, and the Pope are currently leading the greatest Ecumenical Movement in history in order to unite all religions under Rome’s leadership. In 1986 Pope John Paul II gathered in Assisi, Italy, the leaders of the world’s major religions to pray for peace. There were snake worshipers, fire worshipers, spiritists, 

 Buddhists, Hindus, Muslims, North American witch doctors. I watched in astonishment as they walked to the microphone to pray. The Pope said 

 they were all praying to the same God. And that their prayers were 

 creating a spiritual energy that was bringing about a new climate for peace. John Paul II allowed his good friend the Dalai Lama to put the Buddha on the altar in St. Peter’s Church in Assisi and with his monks have a Buddhist worship ceremony there while Shinto’s chanted and rang their bells outside. The prophesied One World Religion is in the process of being formed before our eyes. And the Vatican is the headquarters of the movement. Is this not spiritual fornication?” 

  Pope Francis:  “Most of the planet’s inhabitants declare themselves believers. This should lead to dialogue among religions. We should not stop praying for it and collaborating with those who think differently.” 

  Rinchen Kandro (Lama):  “I have confidence in the Buddha.” 

  Daniel Goldman (Rabbi):  “I believe in God.” 

  Guillermo Marco (Catholic Priest):  “I believe in Jesus Christ.” 

  Omar Abboud (Islamic Leader):  “I believe in God, Allah.”

  Pope Francis:  “I hope you will spread my prayer request this month: 

 ‘That sincere dialogue among men and women of different faiths may 

 produce the fruits of peace and justice. I have confidence in your 

 prayers.” 

   The world’s most prominent religious leaders call on everyone to make friends across religions. 

Ecumenical Patriarch Bartholemew I:  “We are called, as we like to say, to look into one another’s eyes in order to see more deeply, and in order to recognize the beauty of God in every living human being.” 

  Ayatollah Sayyid Fadhel Al-Milani:  “Our advice is to make friends to followers of all religions.” 

  Pope Francis:  “It’s very important, because my religious life became richer with his explanations, so much richer. And I guess the same 

 happened for him.” 

  Rabbi Abraham Skorka:  “It was through our religious calling that we found each other in life.” 

  Bhai Sahib Mohinder Singh:  “No matter from which side of the mountain you’re climbing, we should be helping each other. So, that we can get all to the same place. So, there is need for people to make 

 friends.” 
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Grand Mufti Shawki Allam:  “And don’t focus on or search for 

 differences between religious groups.” 

  H.H. The Dalai Lama:  “Personal contact, personal friendship then we can exchange a deeper level of experience.” 

  Sri Sri Ravi Shankar:  “Honor other religions like you do your own.” 

  Ayatollah Sayyid Hassan Al-Qazwini:  “We need to get together and know one another. Just to discover and explore those commonalities.” 

  Archbishop Antje Jackelen:  “That starts a process where prejudices go away where new insights are born and where basically hope is born.” 

  Archbishop Justin Welby:  “It’s not complicated. I would say to everyone: Start with sharing what we all share, which is the pleasure of conversation.” 

  Chief Rabbi Jonathan Sacks:  “One of the wonderful things about spending time with people completely unlike you, is you discover how 

 much you have in common. The same fears, the same hopes, the same 

 concerns.” 

  Ven. Khandro Rinpoche:  “I think I’ll keep it very simple, it’s probably time to talk less, listen more.” 

  Mata Amritanandamayi (Amma):  “May universal friendship become a reality.” 

   

Looks to me like somebody’s (rhymes with Pope) obviously 

promoting a One World Religion. And do you see the seduction there? I 

mean can’t we all just get along and be friends? I believe in love; don’t you believe in love? That’s good enough for us, let’s all come together and form a global religion, we’ll bring peace to the planet. What does God 

say? You better get away from that. Because every single one of those 

paths, other than Jesus Christ, which is the bulk of them lead people 
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straight to hell. You can witness to every single one of those people, 

absolutely, but you don’t yoke yourself with them.  You don’t work with 

them. But you see, that’s the ecumenical lie, you have to all come together and just find common ground. You say that you have to work your way to 

Heaven, which leads people to hell, right? Just love, I mean didn’t you 

hear that Beatle song? “Love, love, love you just gotta love. That’s their mindset. And, as one guy said,  “If the Pope isn’t the False prophet, he sure is working hard to get the job!” 

  

I’m not saying that he is, but the Vatican’s the one roping it in, and 

of course, “We’ll be the guys at the top. We’ll be the umbrella that all the rest of you will come in line with. The point is, the charismatic movement is telling the protestant church that we need to merge with the Vatican to form a global religion along with them, the charismatics. Now let’s take a look at that proof. It’s called the Charismatic Catholic Renewal. Basically, this was a movement that occurred in the 60s where tongue speaking (i.e., gibberish) and healing (supposed guaranteed – the two big pillars of the 

charismatic movement) begin to be picked up by Catholics. And now these 

Charismatic Catholics (doesn’t mean they’re Christians) practice a new 

style of so-called worship outside of mass. It includes, “Charismatic 

worship, holding prayer meetings, featuring gifts of prophecy, faith 

healing, and gibberish with “uplifted hands during songs and audible 

praying in tongues.” 



Basically, it’s the Catholic version of the charismatic movement. 

So, the charismatic lie simply invaded the Catholic lie, and it’s still a lie! It began in August 1966 when some Catholics were introduced to two books, 

“The Cross and the Switchblade” and “They Speak with other Tongues,” 

which emphasized the Holy Spirit and the gifts of the Spirit no longer in function. Then as a result, in February 1967, these same Catholics were 

supposedly baptized in the Holy Spirit. Then the following week, they laid hands on other Catholics, and they also had an experience with the Spirit. 

Then, they went to a Retreat Center and more people were prayed over 

and they “received the Holy Spirit and spoke in tongues. 



This news was sent to another Catholic area where a similar event 

occurred, and the Renewal began to spread. And today,  “Catholics testify that their involvement with the Charismatic Renewal has revitalized their faith and led them to a deeper devotion to Christ in the Eucharist and 
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 fuller appreciation of the liturgy.”  In other words, it works great with their Catholic lie and that also focuses on emotional hype, like the charismatic lie. I think one of the reasons why people kind of back into the charismatic movement and I’m talking even Protestants, is that they will go to a 

Protestant service, and it is so dry, stale, and dead, that they are sick of it. 

It’s just dry, stale, orthodoxy. There’s no emotion, no passion, it’s just dead, so they are looking for something a little more touchy-feely, a little bit more emotional. Is God real to you people? You look like a bunch of 

mannequins. Unfortunately, you can go to Protestant Churches and that’s 

how it is. We’ve joked about it before. My wife and I went to one for three months and no one ever even said hi. But they are out there and what’s 

happening is there’s a reactionary movement from people that, “At least 

these guys raise their hands.” They went from one problem to another 

problem. 



Then in 1975, Pope Paul VI officially welcomed these Catholic 

charismatics. And as of 2013, the Catholic Charismatic Renewal grew to 

over 230 countries worldwide, with over 160 million members. So, with 

all these members, what does the Catholic Church do? They control them 

to make sure they don’t leave the umbrella of the Catholic Church! Now 

what do they do to people who deviated from the Pope being the Vicar of 

Christ, in place of Christ? They kill you; they drown you; they burn you at the stake, they choke you to death. Was it John Wycliffe, they got so mad at him because he had the audacity to translate the Bible in English, so 

people could read it? He had died a natural death, but they were so mad at him that they dug up his body, burned his bones and threw them in the 

river. And John Huss, a contemporary at the time, they did burn him alive. 

It’s horrible, we saw that all the time how people were tortured and were put on stakes, on the rack, the Inquisition. Since putting somebody on a 

rack is a little too obvious, they launched what was called CHARIS or the 

 “Catholic Charismatic Renewal International Service.” 

  Rome Reports.com:  “The Charismatic Renewal emerged after a student spiritual retreat, in the United States in 1967. It seeks to relive the experience of the Apostles when the Holy Spirit descended upon them at Pentecost. The Vatican has announced its plans to establish a unified international service for the Catholic Charismatic Renewal. It’s called 
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 CHARIS and it will be launched on December 8, according to the Family in Life. Charismatic Renewal has many different communities, initiatives for evangelization and prayer groups, including many realities recognized in different dioceses or internationally. This organization will be in their service and help accommodate all their needs.” 

   

So, here’s my theory of what’s going on with that, and of course 

number one, it’s obvious that typically, it’s not good press, if you did what you did before, and you murdered hundreds of thousands if not millions of people who deviate from your false teaching. So, here is a big chunk that are getting into the charismatic style of worship of Catholicism. So, you launch this oversight group called CHARIS and it’s a way to “We 

acknowledge you, also we’re going to keep an eye on you, and we’re 

going to keep you under the umbrella of Catholicism.” The Pope is happy 

to work with Muslins, the Sikhs, Buddhism, and the Dalai Lama as long as 

they’re under the umbrella of the Vatican. 



To keep a tight control on them, and make sure they don’t leave the 

Catholic umbrella, as well as, promoting and working for unity among all 

Christians,  “It was thought that these practices would draw the Catholic Church and Protestant communities closer together in a truly spiritual ecumenism.”  And it has worked, the charismatics are promoting this lie, big time! Now my theory is, that they want to keep them under their 

umbrella, and you purposely allowed it to take place because the 

charismatic movement is a chunk of the Protestant movement that you 

need to come under your umbrella for your global religion. They will let 

you invade a big sector of theirs because they will turn that around and use that as a springboard to come get you. Now if you don’t think that there is substance to that, we’re going to prove that right now. 





As we saw before in our prophecy studies, Kenneth Copeland, the 

false teacher and Word of Faith heretic, piped in a private message from 

the Pope himself, to his so-called Protestant Church. The bishop who 

showed up to announce this private message from the Pope to this church, 

made some chilling remarks. Check this out! 

Kenneth Copeland:  “Thank you Lord, I said thank you, Lord. You’re going to talk about tonight, for a long time. Tony come on up, would you 
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 please. This is Tony Palmer, some of you may know Tony. Tony and I go way back. But he’s going to be telling you a story. I asked him to come and give his testimony. He’s got a special message for us tonight.”

(APPLAUSE) 

Tony Palmer:  “This brought an end to the protest of Luther. Brothers and Sisters, Luther’s protest is over, it’s yours. I get to be a bit cheeky here, because I challenge my Protestant pastor friends, that if there is no more protest, how can there be a Protestant Church? Maybe now we are all 

 Catholics again.”   

(LAUGHTER) 



And they laughed at it. The so-called Protestant church laughed at 

what that guy just said. “Luther’s protest is over.” Can I translate that for you? Luther’s protest was what? Luther’s big statement, he realized, as he finally read in Romans that the just shall live by faith and it’s only with faith in Jesus Christ that you get to Heaven, not this works-based false 

teaching from Catholicism. They are saying it’s over and this so-called 

Protestant Church from Kenneth Copeland, the “Word Faith Heretic,” of 

the charismatic community, is piping this message as if it’s a good deal. 

And they go way back. This is crazy. But I think the Catholic church

But you might be thinking, 

 “Well, okay, that’s just the 

 Charismatic Movement. They 

 have many aberrant teachings 

 anyway, what do you expect? 

 I’m sure they’re the only one’s 

 getting sucked into this lie.”  

Here we see in order John & Carol Arnott, Brian Stiller, Kenneth 

Copeland, Pope Francis, Thomas Schirrmacher, Geoff Tunnicliffe, James 

& Betty Robinson and Bishop Tony Palmer. It was one thing to meet with the Pope, but the purpose of the meeting was to discuss “Unity in 

Diversity.” You can call it what you want but what does God say? “Get out of there!” You can’t be okay with that kind of stuff. Catholicism is a 

works-based salvation, is a false gospel. If you want to witness to 

Catholics go all day long, but there is no unity in diversity. That’s an 

oxymoron. Unity is only around God. 



And then you have strange statements being made by James 

Robison, who is seen giving the Pope a high 

five.

Working with what? Coming back together, working with 

Catholicism which is a works-based salvation, false gospel? You think 

that’s great and you’re giving him a high-five. That’s your version of 

unity. God says to get out of there. What are you doing? You can’t mix the two. And then you do that, and the lost person sees you working with the 

Pope saying the Pope’s a great guy and you give him a high-five. People 

will say, “Maybe I’ll go Mr. Robison’s way, maybe I’ll go the Pope’s way. 

I mean they’ve got to be the same. They’re all working together. That’s 

why you can’t be yoked with them. 



Now we have people like Beth Moore hanging out with these same 

charismatics, including James Robison, and she’s making some odd 

comments about Catholics. Beth Moore is a very popular teacher. They do 

have some problems with her, and I’m going to give you a couple of them. 

First of all, here she is with Joyce Meyer. That’s bad enough but listen to what Beth Moore said 

about this charismatic

On Twitter 

Joyce Meyer makes 

the comment: 

 “I’m so excited to 

 have Beth Moore in 

 the studio with me 

 today. Looking 

 forward to sharing these programs with you.”  Here is a clip of what Beth Moore has to say about Joyce Meyer. 

Beth Moore teams up with heretic Joyce Meyer who said Jesus went to 

hell when He died. 

  Beth Moore:  “I mean that I am in Him and that He is working around me and in what I’m encountering, so it’s going to start off right.” 
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Joyce Meyer:  “The devil thought he had him, the devil thought he’d won. 

 Oh, they were having the biggest party that there had ever been. They had my Jesus on the floor, and they were standing on his back jumping up and down laughing. (None of this is in the Bible)  And He had become sin. 

 Don’t you think that God was pacing, wanting to put a stop to what was going on. (So, God is powerless?)  All the hosts of hell were upon Him. 

(Why is she blaspheming Jesus?)  All the angels were in agony, all creation was groaning. All the hosts of hell were upon Him. They got on Him.  (This is pure heresy)  They got down on the floor and got on him. (Nice job Beth Moore)  

   Beth Moore praises Joyce Meyer in numerous ways. Do you really trust the discernment and teaching of someone who so openly supports and 

promotes such a blatant false heretical teacher? 

  Beth Moore:  “I was astonished, when I came to the ministry today, Joyce. 

 What God has used you to do, and the magnitude of it, what I guess, 

 perhaps is the place that you get the most pieces that you know, no human being could possibly have come up with. You must know God is with you because nobody would know. I also asked the Lord this morning in my 

 hotel room. “I want to be a blessing to Joyce. I know she’s going to be a blessing to me, but how could I bless her?”

  Beth Moore:  “What can I do, because you have blessed her in such magnificent ways and what could she possibly want or need from 

 somebody like me. And I thought to myself, I don’t have much to offer you, but I offer you, Joyce Meyer, I offer you, my respect.” 

   If you can’t trust Beth Moore’s discernment of teachers she recommends, then you can’t trust her teaching and discernment of Scripture. 
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Beth Moore:  “I offer you my esteem and I say to you that you are a mighty, mighty woman of God, and you are running your race well. That I can bring you today.” 



That’s disturbing! You’re praising and promoting a charismatic

This clip shows several women on the stage sectioned off into groups 

representing different churches or denominations. Beth Moore proceeds to 

introduce each one. As she introduces each one, she puts a sign in front of them to label each group. 

Beth Moore:  “Right over here to my right, you see First United Methodist Church. And right behind them you will find (just across the street) you’ve got Christ the Redeemer Lutheran Church. Every single one of my sisters in this area attends the Lutheran Church, which thrills me. And these all attend the Methodist Church. I can’t tell you how I love that kind of diversity.”  

She then walks over to another group of ladies sitting in the middle of the stage. 

Beth Moore:  “What I’ve asked these ladies to do right here, which makes it a little bit different because they do go to different churches, but what I have asked them to represent tonight to us is an African American Church that we are going to call, Mt. Zion Missionary Baptist Church. Did I do good? Hallelujah.”  
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She then goes to another group of ladies on the other side of the stage and picks up the sign in front of them. 

Beth Moore:  “Now I would like for you to meet St. Anne’s Catholic Church. These ladies come, although they don’t all go to one Catholic Church, but every single one of them attend a Catholic Church, probably right here in Houston. And I am so thrilled that they are here.” 

She finally goes to the last group of ladies. 

Beth Moore:  “What I’ve asked my sisters to do here, actually they represent many different churches, but they represent one church in our midst tonight. These are our sisters that attend different charismatic churches in the city. But tonight, they attend the Abundant Life Church, is that good?”  



No, that’s not good! What are you doing calling Catholics our 

sisters or brother or whatever? They don’t believe it is the same way to get to Heaven. Do they have the same Jesus, the same way of salvation? 

Absolutely not! So, how can you be sitting up there on stage and say I’m 

so glad you’re here, they’re our sisters, and be in so-called Christian unity. 

How could you put them in the equation? Why don’t you put the 

Mormon’s up there? Or the Jehovah’s Witnesses, they’re works-based too. 

Well, I have a theory, first you allow the charismatics to create a 

movement into your group, with the Catholics, so you have a ground to 

work with in so-called unity. Then you springboard off that and get the 

charismatics back under their umbrella. Then use the charismatics to go 

get the rest of the Protestant Church. That’s just my theory based on the evidence. 



Again, you might be thinking,  “Well, okay, that’s just Beth Moore 

 who’s chumming up with the charismatics, who are falling for this. Surely no protestant pastors would fall for this baloney too, would they?”  You want to pay attention to what Joel Osteen, who also promotes the 

charismatic Word Faith heresy among other heresies. Now Joel Osteen is 

the “King of Fluff.” He refuses to stand on the truth, period. Now, here he 
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is saying that the Pope is an awesome guy, and we really need to listen to him.

  Dominique Sachse:  “As we sat down and talked about the preparations for the big event, Joel revealed to me an incredible opportunity he just had to meet with Pope Francis.” 

  Joel Osteen:  “I just felt very honored and very humbled. Now seeing the Pope give the mass to two hundred thousand people that day, you just see that he has such a heart to help people. I love the fact that he’s made the church more inclusive, not trying to make it smaller but to try to make it larger to take everybody in. That just resonates with me.” 

  Dominique Sachse:  “With Rome behind him, Joel feels he has divine inspiration fueling his message for tomorrow night.” 

   

Notice how it’s all of us, Catholics and Christians, that he’s not 

inclusive, it’s all of us. It’s “we can all work together.” “The Pope is great, and I feel inspired.” So, he’s fallen for this too and is promoting it. He’s a big chunk of the movement, even though there’s a lot of false teaching of Protestant Christianity, so, now, not just Beth Moore, but now Joel Osteen. 

These false teachers, represent, unfortunately, members of the Protestant church who you may look upon as not necessarily charismatic or hyper 

charismatic. But they still believe a lot of false teachings and they have a big media outreach. They have some of the largest congregations in the 

whole United States. So, what these people in the pews just swallow it up. 

So, that’s another huge influence.

 “You don’t need to change any of your Pentecostal practices.”   Really, Rick? Rick is a big part of the ecumenical movement, even to the point of his so-called peace plan; trying to get all the other religions to work 

together. It’s also a part of Chrislam, trying to merge Christianity with Islam. There are all kinds of things we’ve been seeing that they need to 

change if you want to line up with the Bible. But here’s what Rick Warren said about the Pope. He believes the Pope is awesome, the Vatican is 

awesome, in fact he believes so much in Roman Catholicism that he is 

helping them to evangelize with his techniques and he watches Catholic 

programs with his wife, to wind down at the end of the day.

His loving the children. This authenticity, this humility, the caring for the poor. This is what the whole world expects us Christians to do. And when they go, ‘Oh, that’s what a Christian does.’ In fact, there was a headline here in Orange County and I loved the headline. I saved it. It said, ‘If you love Pope Francis, you’ll love Jesus.’ (Laughter)  That was the headline. I saved it and I showed it to a group of priests that I was speaking to a while back.”  

EWTN Reports:  “When I walked into your office, I was struck. You have three images and personal notes, that confront the person walking into 
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 your office. There is Mother Teresa, Martin Luther King, and Billy 

 Graham. Why those three? What do they give you and what happened?”  

Rick Warren:  “Well the only one that is missing is Pope John Paul II. 

 Those four people were the greatest influences from the 20th century, without a doubt.”  

EWTN Reports:  “The Vatican recently sent a delegation here to 

 Saddleback. The Pontifical Council of the Academy for Life.”  

Rick Warren:  “The Academy for Life, exactly.”  

EWTN Reports:  “Tell me what they discovered and why did they come. 

 This was a sizable group.”  

Rick Warren:  “It was, there were about 30 bishops from Europe. One of the men who had actually been trained and mentored by Jean Vanier. 

 Which is an interesting thing because we have a retreat center here and my spiritual director, who grew up at Saddleback had actually trained under Jean Vanier, too. So, I was very excited about that. But they were talking about the New Evangelization and Saddleback has been very 

 effective in reaching a secular mindset. So, we figured out a way to reach that mindset and I fully support the Catholic Church’s new 

 evangelization.”

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Narrator:  “Kenneth Copeland has been declaring stuff that hasn’t come true for decades. Now he’s demanded that a vaccine should come 

 immediately.” 

  Kenneth Copeland:  “I call you gone!” I call you gone! You come down from your place of authority, destroyer, you come down and you crawl on your belly like God commanded you. When he put his foot on your head in the Garden of Eden. You will be destroyed Covid-19, no more! It is 

 finished! It is over! And the United States of America is healed and well again.” 

  Co-Pastor:  “The spirit life of Covid-19 has dried up it’s dead, it’s dead, it’s done, it has ceased to exist, it’s beginning to shrivel.”  

Narrator:  “Yet wait - does it ‘cease to exist,’ or is it ‘beginning to shrivel?’ Seems like it can’t even shrivel if it ceases to exist.”

  Kenneth Copeland:  “It’s over, Oh, it’s over!” 

   

Yeah, I wish his false teaching was over! You’re not a prophet, 

you’re a liar and a heretic, you’re not some little god and you don’t have the power to do that, but obviously, if you’re supposed to be a prophet, 

that right there did not come to pass. So, you’re a false prophet and the one thing I wish would shrivel up would be his financial support base. But unfortunately, even after this obvious heresy, showing he is not a prophet 
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of God, and he can’t be, because that’s wrong. My guess is that people are still going to give to that guy’s so-called ministry. 



Unfortunately, it’s not just men who teach this last day’s deception, 

it’s also women. And unfortunately, that’s not the only way the charismatic movement is leading people astray. As we saw in the last chapter as part of the ecumenical movement that is preparing the way for the coming One 

World Religion is the Vatican. 



Now, we’re going to take a look into the other main guy, William 

Barnham. Now William Barnham has launched what was called the NAR 

movement or the New Apostolic Reformation, so that’s what we’re going 

to get into and how did that get started as well. 



But before we get into that, let’s take a look at God’s warning from 

the scripture about these false teachers, who would rise from your own 

midst in the future. The context here is that Paul is leaving Ephesus and he’s not coming back. I believe Ephesus was one of the longest places, if not the longest place, that Paul got to stay and do extended teaching. So, basically, he is saying that they aren’t going to see him again, he felt led by the Lord to obviously tell them. And then he also is saying that he had been warning them, his hands were clean. He had taught them everything, 

the whole counsel of God, but when he leaves, they need to watch what’s 

going to happen. 

Acts 20:25-31: “Now I know that none of you among whom I have gone about preaching the kingdom will ever see me again. Therefore, I declare 

to you today that I am innocent of the blood of all men. For I have not 

hesitated to proclaim to you the whole will of God. Keep watch over 

yourselves and all the flock of which the Holy Spirit has made you 

overseers. Be shepherds of the church of God, which he bought with his 

own blood. I know that after I leave, savage wolves will come in among 

you and will not spare the flock. Even from your own number men will 

arise and distort the truth in order to draw away disciples after them. So be on your guard! Remember that for three years I never stopped warning 

each of you night and day with tears.” 



And frankly, that is what the charismatic movement is doing. From 

the midst of the church, they have risen up and distorted the truth and are 
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drawing people away. Scripture says you had better be on your guard and 

specifically he is talking to pastors. As shepherds you not only need to 

feed and care for and love the sheep, but you also need to warn the sheep. 

You need to protect the sheep from the wolves that are out there. But this is what they are doing, people are being raised up within the church and 

drawing people away. Not only with the falsehoods of the multitude of 

false teachings of the charismatic movement with the Word of Faith 

movement but also with the latest way they’re taking to a whole different level of falsehood is this NAR Movement. This is the big giant thing that is going and it is taking their heresy to a whole new level. And for those of you who may not know, this movement is being fed by three major 

charismatic sources. 

•  Toronto Blessing  

•  IHOP  

•  Bethel  



We’ve already talked about the Toronto crowd and a little bit with 

IHOP and Bethel. So now I want to hit IHOP and Bethel (who uses music 

to seduce people into their false teaching) a little deeper. As well as 

explaining what this latest charismatic movement, the NAR Movement is. 

Which goes by many different names which we’ll get into. 

•  Dominionism 

•  Third Wave 

•  Latter Rain 

•  Kingdom Now 

•  Joel’s Army 

•  Manifest Sons of God 

•  Charismatic Renewal 



But let’s get into IHOP the second source feeding this heresy. Over 

50 years ago, William Branham, George Warnock, Paul Cain and other 

introduced the Latter Rain/Manifest Sons of God teachings into the       

Pentecostal Movement. 
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The Latter Rain Movement teaches that the Lord is pouring out His 

Spirit again, as He did at Pentecost, and using believers to prepare the 

world for His Second Coming. In 1948, a “revival” broke out in 

Saskatchewan, Canada. Those involved in the revival were convinced that 

they were on the verge of a new era, one in which the Holy Spirit would 

demonstrate His power in a greater way than the world had ever seen. Not 

even the age of the apostles, they said, had seen such a movement of the 

Holy Spirit. Teaching is characterized by the Bible being interpreted in a symbolic manner. And is placed on extra-biblical revelation, such as 

personal prophecies, experiences, and directives straight from God. Latter Rain doctrine includes the following beliefs: 

•  The gifts of the Spirit, including tongues, are received through the 

laying on of hands. 

•  Christians can be demonized and require deliverance. Is that true? 

Is that Biblical? No! You are indwelled with the Holy Spirit of 

God. Jesus said, in the book of John, that when you get saved that 

God the Father and God the Son will make their home in you, so in 

essence, if you want to break it down, they are in you, we’re His 

temple and I don’t think they are going to scoot over and share the 

room with a demon. 

•  God has restored the offices of apostle and prophet. Is that true? 

No, Hebrews 1 says that is how God did speak to us in the past. but 

today He’s spoken to us with His Son. In the past He spoke to the 

apostles and prophets, in the Old Testament. Today He speaks to us 

in the New Testament, and we have everything we need. 
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•  Divine healing can be administered through the laying on of hands. 

•  Praise and worship will usher God into our presence. What Bible 

are you reading? Last time I read it, God is omnipresent, which 

means, He’s everywhere, at all times. 

•  Women have a full and equal ministry role in the Church. 

•  Denominational lines will be destroyed, and the church will unify 

in the last days. Well, they have tried that with ecumenicalism, but 

that’s not Biblical. Unity on the basis of just unity when you reject 

the truth about God, saying be separate from these false teachings 

and false gospels, that’s not Biblical unity. 

•  The “Latter Rain” will bring God’s work to completion; the church 

will be victorious over the world and usher in Christ’s kingdom. 

So, they believe they are going to take over the planet, because of 

all these supernatural powers they supposedly have now, when that 

happens, then Jesus can come back. No, He’s going to come back 

when He wants to. Because He’s God and He’s not waiting for us 

to clean up. In fact, the Bible says the church goes into apostasy. 

It’s exactly opposite of what the Bible says about the church. 



And that’s the false message they use to seduce young millennials 

on down. The young want to take over the world, bring about social 

justice, they want to save the planet, so this is very appealing to that age group. And this false teaching sucks them right into it. IHOP and Bethel 

seduces the young with music. Music is very important to that age group. 

They are taught that they are special, and they are going to change the 

planet. And it sucks them right in. 

48 Hours Reports:  “IHOP, which is short for the International House of Prayer, in Kansas City, is by most people’s standards, it’d be called a mega church, has 5,000 people at least. But much more uniquely, it has a web stream that hundreds of thousands of people watch, and an annual 

 conference that at least 20,000 people show up to each year.” 

  “We started becoming really interested in IHOP’s teachings after Tyler went to one of their conferences in December 2007.” 
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 “It’s one of the largest and most influential charismatic churches in the country.” 

  “IHOP believes that Jesus is returning in this generation, like within the next 50 years, potentially, and that as Christians we have a major role in bringing Him back by praying in His return. He will come back in 

 response to their prayers. We were all really fascinated with the idea of getting to be in the last generation and with IHOP’s teachings that there is a special group of people that are going to prepare the rest of the world for his return. We felt like we were all called to be part of that chosen group. We felt special.” 



Put yourself in their position. As a young person, you want to make 

a difference in the world. You want to put your mark in the world. That 

stuff will suck you right in, and that’s what’s they’re doing. But also 

notice, the issue we saw back in part one, with the spiritual gifts, where basically, you have the haves and the have nots. You have the spiritual 

elite. If you don’t speak in gibberish, like those people do, they look down on you. Well, this is that on steroids. Talk about instant division, we’re the special chosen ones. We’re the only ones that can pray down Jesus Christ. 



But it gets even worse! Many “apostles” in the Latter Rain 

Movement also teach the doctrine of “the manifest sons of God.” This is a heretical doctrine which says the church will give rise to a special group of 

“overcomers” who will receive spiritual bodies, becoming immortal. 



We’re talking about here on earth. Now our bodies change at the 

rapture. But they are talking, right here, right now. And that’s what’s going to give them the power to take over the planet. 

Manifest Sons of God 



Part of Neo-Pentecostalism. The teaching that in the last days, a 

“new breed” of Christians will arise – the “Manifest Sons of God” – who 

will have super-natural spiritual power and be instrumental in subduing 

the earth. This movement is also referred to as “Joel’s Army.” ‘Subduing 

the earth’ means that a militant church (Joel’s army) will arise, take over and rule the world politically and spiritually. It is claimed that the 
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‘Manifest Sons of God’ will be perfected into their ‘glorified bodies’ prior to Christ’s return. That perfection will allow them to subdue the earth for Jesus. Proponents of this doctrine also claim Christians, having a ‘divine nature,’ become ‘gods.’ They say Christ came into us as a ‘seed’ and grows into a ‘prophet.’ Thus, Christ does not physically return, but returns within us. The rapture, according to this doctrine, will be of the wicked – not of believers. 



This teaching is part of what is known as ‘dominion theology’ 

which teaches that an elite army of ‘overcomers’ will either destroy or 

subdue all the enemies of Christ until they eventually gain power and 

authority throughout the world. The government of the nations will be 

upon their shoulders and when all the secular authorities, governments, 

princes and kings have finally submitted to them, Christ will return, and they will present the kingdom to him (talk about arrogant). 

Comments from several pastors on stage during a question and answering 

session at a conference. 

 “In brief they believe that there are seven mountains in culture; politics, society, family, the arts, and from the New Apostolic Reformation, they raise up these kids, Joel’s Army, to conquer each one of these mountains of the seven mountains and then as soon as they conquer the seven 

 mountains, Jesus is going to come back. It’s a dominionistic theology. This is from a gentleman, ‘The church must be restored and equipped to rule it. 

 It must come to perfection. Out of the purified church will come a spiritual elite core, a corporate Christ who possesses the spirit without measure. 

 They will purge the earth of all wickedness and rebellion. They will judge the apostate church. They will redeem all creation. First of all, it’s very attractive to young people who want something to do.” 

  “I think it starts with a madness, an egotistical madness, that you actually think that you have the kind of power that could pull that off. And if you tell yourself that long enough, and you get enough people to buy into it, it gets a life of its own and I think it’s just a way to dupe people. We all know how young people are interested in social justice and how Christianity, even evangelical Christianity, non-charismatic has turned away from the 
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 gospel. Why is it turned away from the gospel? If you go to a place that’s been through a difficult time. 

  You go to New Orleans after a hurricane or whatever, and you start 

 reaching out to people. If you sit them down and say, ‘Let me tell you why you need to come to Jesus Christ, because you’re a sinner.’ And you go through the gospel. What kind of reception are you going to get? You’ll probably get run out of the house. It’s going to be very difficult, people aren’t going to buy in. But show up with food, show up with clothes, they will love you, they will embrace you and say you’re doing this in the name of Jesus. That kind of stuff is easy. What’s hard is the gospel presentation. 

 Well, I think they have captured some of this desire to change the world, which is always appealing to young people. And that’s who you see in 

 these things, young people. 

  And with a kind of crazy megalomania and a kind of vast overestimation of the power that they have, they define their eschatology. I don’t think it comes from studying the Bible and coming up with a post-millennial view. 

 I think it comes from egotism gone mad and may be aided and abetted by satan himself. If you read about the NAR, when Rick Perry was running for president, he ended up at a meeting of NAR. And by the way, it is basically built on the fact that there are apostles today. 

  Peter Wagner is the leading apostle. You can be an apostle for $600.00 

 bucks. You send your money to Peter, and he’ll send you a certificate saying that you are an apostle. So, they had divided the state of Texas, if you remember. They started to take dominion over every county in Texas, and the big prayer meeting that Rick Perry had attended, was a prayer meeting of all these dominionists trying to take over Texas. They came up with crazy things like little demons and all kinds of stuff. 

  There’s a sense in which this is just egotism gone mad and there’s also a sense in which it may literally be the kingdom of darkness behind it all. 

 But Steve is exactly right in saying what the Bible says, the world gets worse and worse and worse and worse and worse, and Jesus comes and 
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 judges the entire world in a judgment that parallels the flood in Genesis, only it’s by fire and not by water.” 



Once again, they teach the exact opposite of what the scripture has 

to say. But notice what they are doing. These guys (Word of Faith) seduce people, being greedy themselves, and they fall for it, they think that your so-called worship, if I give God money, He’ll give me more money. That’s 

greed. These people, the NAR, seduce people with arrogance because of 

you wanting to make your mark on the world with social justice, but as we are going to see, they are going to seduce them also with music. 



The doctrine also includes the idea that Jesus was sent as a 

‘pattern’ for the corporate church. Corporate church in this context means that the church becomes Christ. Jesus talks about the time frame of the 7-year Tribulation, leading up to then. He makes this statement of what you need to be on the lookout for. 

Matthew 24:4: “Jesus answered, ‘Watch out that no one deceives you. For many will come in my name claiming I am the Christ. And will deceive 

many.’” 



In fact, if you read throughout Matthew 24, He says deceive 

multiple times. The characteristics of that time. Now, I believe they were individuals who were claiming to be Christ and those are unfortunately a 

dime-a-dozen today. So, we are certainly seeing that. The antichrist 

himself is an opposer in place of Christ, like he’s some sort of Messiah 

that is going to save the planet. But these guys are literally saying that the church becomes Christ. 



Christ is not considered complete without us, because he is the 

head, and we are the body. The current church, according to this view, has the ‘spirit of the antichrist.’ This is Gnosticism. 



Over 50 years ago, William Branham, George Warnock, Paul Cain 

and other attempted to introduce Latter Rain/Manifest Sons of God 

teachings into the Pentecostal movement. And surfaced again in the 1960s 

as the Manchild Company. Now, why is that? Part of their false teaching is that manchild mentioned in Revelation 12, which is clearly Jesus Christ based on the context, they say is them. Paul Cain, the Kansas City 
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Prophets, and Vineyard Ministries successfully established this false 

doctrine in the Pentecostal churches. 

 What is the Vineyard Movement? 

  

The Vineyard Movement is a network of Charismatic churches 

recognized by such names as ‘Third Wave,’ ‘Power Theology,’ and the 

‘Signs and Wonders Movement.’ The Vineyard Movement’s founder, John 

Wimber, formed churches in 1982. They are very 

concerned with the spreading of the kingdom 

(through ‘power evangelism’ – demonstrations of 

the miraculous). Members of the Vineyard 

Movement place a premium on experience. In 

fact, their booklet  Core Values and Beliefs says, 

“Experience-based worship is the central activity 

of all that we do in the Vineyard.” So, it’s all 

about the show. In fact, here’s their founder 

admitting it! 

ABC News Reports:  “His name is John Wimber. He started the Vineyard because he hungered for the supernatural in Christianity.”  



Is this a sign and wonder found in the scripture? 

John Wimber:  “Force and Power sometimes, it’s memory, it has 

 seasons.”  



The church needs signs and wonders to survive. What do we have 

to offer? 

ABC News Reports:  “Now, the Lord has said, who you need, I think somebody said, is the mana of signs and wonders for the Vineyard church to survive. Is that a fair comment?”  

John Wimber:  “I believe that the church of Jesus Christ needs that today in order to survive. I think we are out done, we can’t spend the money on

 theater, we can’t entertain better than television. We’re not better 

 spokesmen, we’re not better philosophers, we can’t council better than these cultures do. What do we have to offer?” 

   

Imagine what he just said. He basically just said the Bible is a 

piece of junk. This is old hat man. We ain’t got nothing left. Salvation in Jesus Christ, forgiveness of sins, getting to escape, by God’s grace, eternal damnation in hell and instead go to Heaven. No, we don’t have anything 

left except for that. 



Paul Cain is seen by many as a modern-

day apostle/prophet. In the 50s Paul traveled 

with and ministered alongside William 

Branham, who he called ‘the greatest prophet 

that ever lived.’ Cain’s views on the doctrine of 

the Trinity was said to be inspired by the devil. 

Paul Cain was instrumental in founding Kansas 

City Fellowship, as it was known at that time, a 

church based on the teachings of Latter Rain Theology. Cain headed the 

controversial Kansas Caity Prophets. Cain has often referred to Joel’s 

Army of god-men and the Manifested Sons of God, as the man child of 

Revelation 12:5. 



In February 2004, we were made aware that Paul had become an 

alcoholic. In April 2004, we became aware that Paul is a practicing 

homosexual. When confronted with the evidence of these sinful practices, 

Paul admitted to them. By their fruits you will know them and a lot of 

these guys, we don’t know their hearts, but I don’t even think a lot of them are even saved. You might think that’s kind of harsh. But can a person be involved in homosexuality and still be saved? Yes, this is a sin just like lying, I’m not saying it’s the unforgivable sin. It’s not. That would be 

heresy. 



This led to the Kansas City Fellowship, now known as Metro 

Christian Fellowship. Known for the infamous Kansas City Prophets. A 

controversial group of ‘prophets,’ including Bob Jones, Paul Cain and 

John Paul Jackson who, in the mid 80s had strong ties to the heretical 

Latter Rain movement of the 50s. 
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Mike Bickle, Former 

leader at Metro Christian 

Fellowship, (Formerly: Kansas 

Caity Fellowship). Pastored the 

Kansas City Prophets, promoted 

Latter Rain, Manifest Sons of 

God theology, and prominent 

leader in the Toronto Blessing 

Movement. He currently leads 

the International House of Prayer, (IHOP). 



The ‘International House of Prayer’ is located in Kansas City, 

Missouri. IHOP was founded by Mike Bickle in 1999. It’s primary 

purpose seems to be international prayer of intercession. At the 

International House of Prayer, there is active prayer taking place, literally 24/7, without interruption, and this has been the case for many years. Well, what’s wrong with that? It’s the kind of prayer they are doing. 

Narrator:  “There’s a place in Kansas City called IHOP. No, not the International House of Pancakes. Although K.C. certainly has one of 

 those. Rather, it is the International House of Prayer started by Mike Bickle, September 19th of 1999. Since that day they have hosted non-stop prayer and intercession 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. Now that sounds great, non-stop prayer. Who wouldn’t want that? But we should also ask, what kind of prayer. IHOP has encouraged praying the scriptures, which is a great way to pray, but not the way IHOP does it. One of their methods involves reading a Bible story and then closing your eyes and imagining yourself as one of the story characters, experiencing that story using all five senses. Playing it out in your mind. 

  Again, this is what IHOP is calling prayer. Another method involves using a Bible verse to tap into the spiritual realm then meditating, to find the Holy Spirit. You will then be brought to a place where you can ask God to show you visions and prophecies. None of this is prayer. In fact, it goes back to a second century false teaching called Montanism. Montanus, 

 along with two women disciples claimed that the Holy Spirit revealed 

 things to them that superseded even the apostles. They made false claims 
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 about the end times, which Bickle has also done as he said, ‘The church brings about the Great Tribulation through prayer.’ Just as Moses brought plagues upon Egypt through a staff. 

  The Bible warns against listening to those who go on about visions, puffed up without reason by his sensuous mind, instead of having the mind of Christ. We must indeed pray, but we must be discerning about the right prayer. When we understand the text.” 

   

And that’s not what they are doing, because I don’t think they are 

even turning to a text. They are just making this up as they go along. But did you notice. This is not a new movement of God, with their secret 

techniques of prayer in the last days. What did he say? It’s old fashioned Montanism. And we are right back where we started in history, repeated 

lies. But that’s what satan does. On the one hand, he doesn’t have to get too inventive. He just waits for that generation to die off, and then nobody learns their history, and he just repackages it for the next generation, and does the same old thing. 



There is no such thing as ‘praying too much.’ The problem arises, 

however, in the type of prayer that is taking place. The International House of Prayer has adopted many of the practices of the contemplative prayer 

movement, with much more focus on mysticism and contemplative 

spirituality, than on worshiping the Lord in prayer, and interceding for 

others through prayer. Some element of the IHOP employ prayer in a 

Word-Faith manner, claiming things from God rather than submitting to 

God’s will in humility. There are also reports of prophetic prayer, praying in tongues, and other ecstatic practices. One guy said, “If the prayers being uttered are not Biblical, there is no true value in them.” What did Jesus say in Matthew? “When you pray, don’t just babble on and on, that’s what the 

pagan’s do. When you pray, you speak to your Father.” It’s a 

communication thing, not some mindless thing. 



Since 1999, The International House of Prayer experienced 

explosive growth, with the group acquiring significant amounts of 

property in Grandview, Missouri and opening up satellite branches in 

other cities.The rapid expansion, the unusual practices, the fierce loyalty 
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of many IHOP members, have led many to question whether the 

International House of Prayer is a cult. 



Another concern with the International House of Prayer is it’s 

connection with the Kansas City Prophets. Instead of a Biblical 

understanding of prophecy, that is declaring the truth that God has 

revealed, IHOP essentially views prophets, as Christian psychics, with 

prophetic hotlines, prophetic readings, and an emphasis on personal 

prophecy. Many have been led astray by those claiming to be apostles and 

prophets, with a ‘word from the Lord.’ There have been many reports of 

spiritual abuse and prophetic manipulation within the International House of Prayer movement. 

Narrator:  “A pastor told his congregation to speak prophecy to one another, but his definition of prophecy included visions of sharks and pirate ships.”  

Matt Chandler:  ‘“Lord, what would you want me to encourage this brother with?’ And then I’m quiet again, and I’m trying to listen, and then automatically in my head there’s a picture of a ship, a pirate ship. There’s like cannons on the pirate ship. And a shark chasing the pirate ship.”  

Narrator:  “Prophecy is not praying for people and then sharing whatever random stuff pops in your head. The Bible says:”  

Deuteronomy 18:22: “When a prophet speaks in the name of the Lord, if the word does not come to pass or come true, that is a word the Lord has 

not spoken. The prophet has spoken presumptuously.” 

Narrator:  “And it isn’t from God.” 

Matt Chandler:  “What if we are only talking to ourselves? What if we’re like, ‘Okay, Lord, will you show me somebody?’ And somebody pops in 

 our head and that’s just us. Oh, so what? Oh, no! You’re going to 

 encourage somebody. Like why would that be this terrible thing? And 

 then, what if I’m wrong? Those are the two biggest things that just haunt. 
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 What if I get it wrong and they stone me to death? I already said, that’s not the kind of prophecy we’re making.”  

Narrator:  “So, it’s okay to lie to people and take the Lord’s name in vain, as long as it is positive and encouraging? On the contrary.” 

Ephesians 4:25, 30: “Having put away falsehood, let each one of you speak the truth with his neighbor. And do not grieve the Holy Spirit of 

God, by whom you were sealed for the day of redemption.” 

Narrator:  “What the pastor is unintentionally arguing, is that scripture isn’t sufficient. All the promises of God given in his word through His Son Jesus are not enough and we need personal revelations of sharks and 

 pirate ships, in order to encourage someone. The Bible is the prophetic word, fully confirmed.”  

II Peter 1:19: “And we have the prophetic word more fully confirmed, to which you will do well to pay attention as to a lamp shining in a dark 

place, until the day dawns and the morning star rises in your hearts.” 



I don’t need the Bible, I need pirate ships, sharks chasing me. But 

did you see, he admitted it. So what if I’m wrong. He even mocked the 


scripture in the Old Testament, when those gifts were in function, not the proclaiming of Scripture, but an actual office of the prophet, that if they did get it wrong, they killed him. Why? Because you had the audacity to 

say this came from God, and it didn’t come true. Meaning God’s a liar, 

which He is not! That’s why they killed you. 



This misunderstanding of the gift of propecy leads to another area 

of concern. We would all be wise to remember Jesus’ warning in Matthew 24:24, “For false Christs and false prophets will appear and perform great signs and miracles to deceive even the elect – if that were possible.’ And it’s possible if you get people to not read the Bible. 



How did IHOP begin? The origin of the International House of 

Prayer started in 1982 after a man named Augustine approached Mike 

Bickle and said in an audible voice and told him to prophesy to his 

congregation. Later that year, Mike Bickle claimed to hear an audible 
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voice speaking to him while on a trip in Cairo, Egypt. The voice told him, 

 “I am inviting you to raise up a work that will touch the ends of the earth. 

 I have invited many people to do this thing and many people have said yes, but very few have done my will.”  Mike Bickle has said that the church brings on the great tribulation:  “We’re not absent from the great 

 tribulation, the church causes the great Tribulation. It’s the church, it’s the praying church that’s loosing the judgment in the great Tribulation.”  

Bickle proposes that the church defeats God’s enemies, and Jesus is ‘held in the heavens’ until it happens.  “Right now the prayer movement is 

 growing fast, really fast! Jesus is not coming until the body of Christ globally is crying out ‘Come Lord Jesus.’”  No!    He’s coming back when He’s good and ready. 



One of the highest criticisms of IHOP is that of gnosticism. 

Gnosticism is derived from the greek word gnosis, meaning ‘knowledge.’ 

Gnosticism is the idea of having ‘hidden knowledge’ of the spiritual realm that is unavailable to others. This knowledge comes via prophecies, 

visions, and dreams that specifically give to a certain privileged group of people – in this case IHOP. In fact, IHOP has their own ‘prophecy rooms’ 

where one can receive ‘prophecies.’ 



The ploy they use,  “Well, we would expect you to be against it 

 since you haven’t had the experience.”  This is Gnosticism. That is believing that you have been elevated to a higher level of comprehension 

which the uninitiated, have no understanding. Bickle describes a visitation to the throne-room of God, as he is told that God will be restoring the 

apostles to the church. Bickle described the experience as being on par 

with the Apostle Paul’s experience in the Third Heaven in as well as 

John’s visions. Bickle says he stood there and I was at the Lord’s left hand, and it was not a dream – this was as real as life here. Should we believe this stuff? No! 

Jesse Duplantis:  “Jesus is between five eleven and about six foot one. 

 That’s taller than I thought He was and he put his hand on on His 

 shoulder and He looked at me and He said, ‘Go tell my people I’m 

 coming.’ 
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Mike Bickle:  “I stood there and was at the Lord’s left hand. This was not a dream. This was a real as life here. And He said, ‘Young man.’”  

 Kim Walker-Smith:  “I can feel Him, like He’s walking up to me, across the room and just tapping me on my shoulder saying, ‘Kim.’ I’m standing with Jesus and I see God the Father in front of me.”  

Narrator:  “There are teachers who will claim to have had a face-to-face conversation with God himself, but it’s a lie. How can we know that? 

 There are lots of reasons. But in short, because Jesus warned that false teachers would claim such things.”  

Matthew 24:23-27: “If anyone says to you, ‘Look here is the Christ!’ or 

‘There he is!’ do not believe it. For false christs and false prophets will arise and perform great signs and wonders, so as to lead astray, if possible, even the elect. See, I have told you beforehand. So, if they say to you, 

‘Look he is in the wilderness,’ do not go out. If they say, ‘Look he is in the inner rooms,’ do not believe it. For as the lightning comes from the east and shines as far as the west, so will be the coming of the Son of Man.” 

Narrator:  “The next appearance of Christ will be seen by the whole world. Not a select few in secret.”  

I Thes. 4:16: “For the Lord himself will decend from Heaven with a cry of command, with the voice of an archangel, and with the sound of the 

trumpet of God.” 

Narrator:  “Joseph Smith claimed that God the Father and Jesus Christ appeared to him and said that the church and ‘all their creeds were an abomination in his sight; that those professors were all corrupt. So, Smith started his own church full of destructive heresies. He was a charlatan. 

 And so is every other modern-day false prophet claiming to have had a personal audience with God.”  Which include all these people as well. 

I Timothy 4:1-2: “Now the Spirit expressly says that in later times, some will depart from the faith by devoting themselves to deceitful spirits and 
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the teachings of demons, through the insincerity of liars whose 

consciences are seared.” 



Now notice, Joseph Smith was a charismatic in essence, because 

he was  supposed to be a prophet with visions from God and he spawned 

that false teaching. I would hope that the charismatic community would 

agree that Mormons are a cult with false teachings. But basically their 

whole premise is doing the same thing. 



They’ve been told by church leadership that it is up to them to 

‘usher in’ the Second Coming of Jesus. They’ve been encouraged to do 

away with discernment, concerning mystical experiences. They’ve been 

told that they are ‘forerunners’ of Christ in the same way that John the 

Baptist was. They’ve been told that the orthodox views of Christianity are weak and it’s up to them to restore the ‘true’ message of the Gospel, using their new ‘powers from God’ to start a revival that will win souls for the kingdom. 



All of this is a denigration of the Bible and Sola Scriptura. The 

teaching that the Bible is the revealed will of God and all that is necessary for faith. When people from IHOP make decisions, they do not use the 

Bible as the final revelation from God because they supposedly still get 

direct revelations from Him. They deny this very doctrine that defines the protestant and evangelical faith. Which is why IHOP indexed as a cult is 

dangerous, false, and heretical. Though it may seem like a place that is on fire and passionate for God, this is simply not the case. Many of the people that do go there may be sincere Christians, but they have been overcome 

by the lies and experiences thay have there.  And it destroys families. One parent said: 

 “I’ve lost a son to a thing called IHOP – he told me that ‘older and wiser council’ had met with him. It was, therefore his decision (after meeting with this ‘older and wiser council’) that he and I should have zero 

 communication for ‘one year, at least.’ One year at least, that was over 2 

 years ago.” 



It also destroys people’s lives! A dark side to Internationall House 

of Prayer was a young woman with ties to IHOP, was found murdered. A 
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young man, with ties to IHOP, is charged with suffocating her. Bethany 

Ann Deaton came to Kansas City from Texas, drawn to do an internship 

with IHOP. She lived in a house full of people, including her husband, also drawn by IHOP. IHOP has bought scores of area homes to provide 

quarters for similar young devotees. Founder Mike Bickle has a constant 

supply of converts. The business plan – attract enthusiastic, young people and evangelize them to believe the end times are near, that they are needed to go forth and make ready. 



On October 30th, sheriff’s deputies responded to a report of a dead 

body in Kansas city, Missouri. A tan Ford Windstar van occupied the far-

northwest space of the parking lot. In the van’s back seat, deputies found the body of a young woman. A White plastic trash bag 

had been pulled over her head and tied under her chin. 

Bethany Deaton was 27 and had recently completed 

her nursing degree. On the front seat were several 

CDs produced by the International House of Prayer. 

The adherents of IHOP believed that the Second 

Coming will soon occur and that God needs their help 

to return Christ to earth. Bethany had moved to 

Grandview nearly four years earlier, after graduating 

from Southwestern University, a small liberal-arts 

school in Georgetown, Texas. She had belonged to an IHOP worship 

group there. In August Bethany had married the worship group’s leader, 

Tyler Deaton and they had envisioned themselves enduring the Tribulation 

together. Tyler Deaton, a self-appointed apostle loved Jesus, Harry Potter and much to his dismay, other men. When his wife turned up dead, the 

secrets began to spill out. 



On November 9th, a friend of Bethany’s named Micah Moore 

walked into the Grandview Police Department. “I killed her, he said. He 

had done so, he claimed on Tyler’s orders. He and several men in the 

house had been sexually assaulting her. They had begun to worry that she 

might tell someone about it. Two of the men in the house, revealed that 

they were in ongoing “sexual relationships” with Tyler. A fourth said that Tyler had “groomed” him to be a part of their sexual group. The men said 

that Tyler was the “spiritual leader.” He was “manipulative” and exercised 
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“control over the members of the household.” He characterized the sexual 

activity as a “religious experience.” 



Now, how do people get sucked into somethng like that? Because 

who are they taking as the standard for truth. The Bible? That warns us 

about this stuff? No. These self-proclaimed prophets, are false prophets 

that Jesus warned about. Specifically who would go everywhere and boy 

are they everywhere. Especially in the charismatic movement throughout 

the world today. So, anything goes. All they have to do is say, “God told me to tell you, then it’s okay.” No it’s not! You’re not the standard for truth. You’re a false teacher. Now believe it or not, it’s still a controversy today. When I checked it out, he hadn’t been charged with her death, it 

was officially ruled as a suicide, but with a lot of question marks. This is crazy. This is a cult. 



We will be getting into some more key players, Bethel, Hillsong 

and those people that are also promoting these lies, but they are using 

music, not just social justice, trying to think you’re special and take over the planet. They are using music to seduce people into this NAR 

movement as well.

New Apostolic Reformation Part 3 

 

In our last chapter we saw the latest heresy leading people astray is 

the NAR Movement or the New Apostolic Reformation, which is also 

known as Dominionism, Third Wave, Latter Rain, Kingdom Now, Joel’s 

Army, Manifest Sons of God and Charismatic Renewal. They not only 

believe in modern day apostles and prophets, but apparently, they are so 

important that they have to take over the earth and subdue it before Jesus can come back. Which is total arrogance and heresy, yet they are seducing the younger generation with social justice and as we will see, “Music.” 

This movement is being fed by three major charismatic sources – Toronto 

Blessing, IHOP, and Bethel. 



And just like the Word of Faith false teachers there are so many of 

them we couldn’t get into every one of them, but we can get into the most well-known, both men and women. But again, before we get into that, let’s see what God has to say. Here is another warning from God about the false teachers, who would rise from our midst in the future. 

I John 4:1-3: “Dear friends, do not believe every spirit, but test the spirits, to see whether they are from God, because many false prophets have gone 
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out in the world. This is how you can recognize the Spirit of God: Every 

Spirit that acknowledges that Jesus Christ has come in the flesh is from 

God, but every spirit that does not acknowledge Jesus is not from God. 

This is the spirit of the antichrist, which you have heard is coming and 

even now is already in the world.” 



So, we are not to take anything at face value. We are to test 

everything 

according to 

Scripture to see if 

it’s true or not. 

Why? Because 

many false 

prophets have 

gone out into the 

world and that’s 

what fills the 

ranks of the NAR 

Movement. Now the first guy we are going to look at is C. Peter Wagner. 

Charles Peter Wagner (August 15, 1930 – October 21, 2016) was a writer, 

teacher and founder of several organizations. He was also a key leader of the Church Growth Movement. So what is the Church Growth Movement? 

The Church Growth Movement 

  

As we saw before, that lie would have you and I believe that if you 

want to be a successful church, you don’t need a real pastor who’s really born again, who will preach all of the Bible. You just need to use secular business ideals and slick marketing techniques and a bunch of fluffy 

teachings from the pulpit, in order to have any kind of church growth. 

There’s nothing wrong with church growth, per se, but the Bible says the 

growth you need to be primarily concerned about in the church is spiritual growth, not just numerical growth and that’s the problem. 
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Matthew 28:18-20: “Then Jesus came to them and said, ‘All authority in Heaven and on earth has been given to Me. Therefore go and make 

disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have 

commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the 

age.’” 



Here we have the classic passage that we call the Great 

Commission, not the Grand Suggestion, or the Great Idea to ponder over a 

cup of coffee. It’s the Great Commission. That means it’s an order to be 

obeyed and notice what it was. We are to go out into all the world, and 

make what? Oh, I know! Believers, right? No! Or, I know. Professional 

Pew sitters! Oh, I know! People who show up Sunday mornings just to 

increase attendance records, right? Because that’s a successful church, 

right? Wrong! We are to go out in the world and make disciples, which 

means disciplined learners! 



Therefore, this tells us that we, in the church, are to be about the 

business of spiritual growth in the church, number one, not just numerical growth! Yes, we are to share the gospel! Yes, we are to go out and teach 

people how to get saved but after that, we in the church are to teach people how to grow up spiritually and be like Christ, right? It says it right there! 

Church services are for the growth of the Christian, not applying syrup to the lost! But not anymore. Haven’t you heard? That’s old-fashioned! We 

have a whole new focus today. Thanks to the lie of the Church Growth 

Movement we are now being told we need only to be concerned about 

numerical growth at all costs! You need to act like the world, be like the world, speak like the world, look like the world, think like the world, and even do business like the world, just so the world will like us. Why? 



Because the premise is, if they like us, they’ll stick around and our 

numbers will go right through the roof. And isn’t that what we want? Isn’t that a successful church? Well, I’ve said it before and I’ll say it again, “If you have 500 people in your congregation but only 5 of them are saved, 

what in the world did you just accomplish?” Are you actually trying to 

encourage people to go to hell? As crazy as it sounds, it has become the 

“latest craze” in running the church. Who cares about that spiritual growth thing. Forget that! People might leave. Who likes to hear they’re a sinner, 
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right? That’s bad marketing. Come on! Don’t you know how to run a 

business? So, here’s what you do Mr. Pastor CEO, you entertain them! 



Make them feel good. Skip the Bible thing and make them feel 

right at home with some good old fashioned entertainment and you’ll have 

more numbers than you know what to do with! Isn’t that awesome? So, 

let’s take a look at just a few of their false beliefs. 



CHURCH GROWTH MOVEMENT VS. BIBLE 

•  CGM: The primary goal of the Church is numerical growth. 

•  Bible: The primary goal of the Church is spiritual growth. 

(Ephesians 4:11-16) 

•  CGM: The pastor’s primary role is as an encourager who makes 

people feel good. 

•  Bible: The pastor’s primary role is as a teacher. (Ephesians 4:11) 

•  CGM: The style of music is to be what the culture likes and is 

pleasing to them. 

•  Bible: The style of music is to be from the heart and what is 

glorifying to God. (Ephesians 5:19) 

•  CGM: The means of evangelism is to use marketing techniques to 

draw people in instead of going out into the community. 

•  Bible: The means of evangelism is to go into all the world making 

disciples and not just wait for them to come to you. (Matthew 

28:19-20) 

•  CGM: Sermons should only contain positive messages and not 

negative ones about hell or God’s wrath and hatred towards sin. 

•  Bible: Sermons are to preach the whole counsel of God not just 

part of it. (II Timothy 4:2) 





I don’t know about you, but it sure sounds to me like somebody’s 

more interested in entertaining the lost than telling them the truth, right? 

And for some reason, I don’t think that’s quite what Jesus had in mind 

when He gave us the Great Commission. I don’t think He said to go into 

all the world and make them feel good, as they go straight to hell! He said to make disciples, which means you study the Bible. Look in the

dictionary, a disciple means a disciplined learner, not an entertained pew-warmer! 



Back to C. Peter Wagner. He served 30 years (1971-2001) as 

professor of Church Growth at the Fuller Theological Seminary. Wagner 

and John Wimber, founder of the Vineyard Fellowship, co-instructed the 

course “Signs, Wonders and Church Growth” at Fuller Seminary. He 

authored 80 books. He was the founding president of Global Harvest 

Ministries which trains reformers to bring about a global movement of 

transformation. Wagner used the term New Apostolic Reformation (NAR) 

to describe what he observed as a movement within Pentecostal and 

charismatic churches. Another term coined by Wagner is the Third Wave 

of the Holy Spirit. He also promoted Seven Mountains of Dominionism. 



The Seven Mountain (7-M) Mandate or the Seven Mountain 

Prophecy believe that in order for Christ to return to earth, the church must take control of the seven major spheres of influence in society – 

Education, Religion, Family, Business, Government/Military, 

Arts/Entertainment and Media. The mountains are also referred to as 

“pillars,” “shapers,” “molders,” and “spheres.” Those who follow the 

Seven Mountain Mandate speak of “occupying’ the mountains, “invading” 

the culture, and “transforming” society. The New Apostolic Reformation, 

with its self-appointed prophets and apostles, has influenced the Seven 

Mountain Movement, lending dreams and visions and other extra-biblical 

revelations to the mandate. The alleged apostles and prophets, of course, claim to receive direct revelation from God. NAR denigrates the Bible and sola scriptura. According to 7-M theology, Jesus will only return to a 

world that mirrors the kingdom of God. This idea parallels the New Age 

teaching that anticipates a cosmic spiritual shift when man becomes a co-

redeemer of Planet Earth. 



Christians are called to be lights in the world (Matthew 5:14). 

There is no Biblical requirement, however to take the helm of all the world systems in order to usher in Christ’s kingdom. The Bible says that the 

world will grow worse, not better, in the last days (II Timothy 3:1, 13; II Peter 3:3).  



Wagner was the co-founder of the World Prayer Center. He 

promoted Kingdom Now theology, as well as countless other extra-

Biblical and un-Biblical teachings on faith healing, prayer, and spiritual 
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warfare, through what is called “spiritual mapping,” in their words, “break spiritual strongholds” holding communities in their grip, whether they be vices, “false religions,” or “territorial spirits,” involves casting demons out of individuals, “confronts ‘territorial spirits’ assigned by satan to 

coordinate activities over a geographical area.” In the NAR, these prophets and apostles alone have the power and authority to execute God’s plans 

and purposes on earth. They believe they are laying the foundation for a 

global church, governed by them. 

The next person we are going to look at is 

Rick Joyner. Joyner is a public speaker and 

author. Despite no formal training at a Bible 

College or theological seminary, he says he 

was asked to pastor a small church. He 

pastored it until 1980, when he left the 

ministry because, he explained,  “I was the 

 worst pastor I have ever known.”  Joyner and 

his wife, Julie founded MorningStar Ministires 

in Jackson, Mississippi in 1985. By the mid-

1990s Joyner was president of MorningStar 

Publications. 



In 2004 MorningStar purchased part of the Heritage USA complex 

(originally established by Jim Bakker and PTL) for $1.6 million. The 

complex has been renamed Heritage International Ministries Conference 

Center. Joyner also promotes the “Kingdom Business Association” which 

is located in the same complex. Joyner has been a part of the Apostolic-

Prophetic Movement and the irony is, he was the worst pastor ever, but 

somehow he’s a prophet. 

Hebrews 1:1-2: “Long ago, at many times and in many ways, God spoke to our fathers by the prophets. But in these last days, He has spoken to us by His son, whom He appointed the heir of all things, through whom also 

He created the world.” 

Narrator: “That is something to keep in mind, anytime someone says that God told them something, Everything we could ever want to hear God say 

has already been said in the Bible. God spoke through His prophets who 
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wrote the Old Tesatment. And in these last days, He has spoken through 

His Son, Jesus Christ, whose apostles gave us the New Testament. Now, 

the Bible is not just an old book of what God said in the past. When we 

read the book of Hebrews, the writer quotes the Old Testament, is 

something God is saying to us right now. We read in Hebrews 4:12, that the Word of God is living and active. God does speak to us, He speaks 

through the Scriptures, He does not speak to us through visions or inner 

voices. If a person says to you, ‘God told me,’ what comes next should be a passage from the Bible, otherwise what they are claiming is that the 

subjective voice that they heard in their head is equally reliable and 

authoritative as the Bible.” 

Proverbs 28:26: “Whoever trusts in his own mind is a fool.” 

Proverbs: 3:5: “Trust in the Lord with all your heart and do not lean on your own understanding.” 

Psalm 119:89: “Forever, O Lord, Your word is firmly fixed in the 

Heavens.” 

Narrator:  “It is by His word we can test all other words. As Justin Peters has said, ‘If you want to hear God speak to you, read the Bible. If you want to hear Him speak to you out loud, read the Bible out loud.’”  



What a concept and if everybody to stick to that basic Biblical 

truth and rule, then we wouldn’t have all this baloney. We wouldn’t have 

all this false teaching, false apostles and false prophets and the rest of the baloney that is going on today. If you want a word from God, you go to 

the Bible. 



But that’s not what these people are doing or promoting. So guess 

what comes next? A ton of false teaching! Rick Joyner is neither a true 

prophet nor an apostle, he is a false prophet. Many people who bought into the renewal and revival movement (Toronto Blessing, Brownsville 

Revival and Lakeland Revival) and the New Apostolic Reformation – 

consider Rick Joyner to be a prophet and/or apostle. Now remember – he’s 

the worst pastor ever and somehow he’s a prophet!

Christian apologists, rightly considers Joyner to be one of the most 

unsound and dangerous teachers around. His error-filled, unorthodox 

teachings include (but are not limited to) Kingdom Now (or dominion) 

theology, extra-biblical revelation, and the denial of the bodily 

resurrection of Jesus Christ. His false teachings abound and slips into 

teachings that would be welcome in a Kingdom Hall of Jehovah’s 

Witnesses. 

Joyner proposes:  “There is a tendency to continue relating to Him as ‘the Man from Galilee.’ Jesus is not a man. He was and is a Spirit.”  







Joyner finds himself closely aligned with Gnosticism, one of the 

most threatening heresies of the early church. More specifically, he is 

bordering on a form of Dioceism, a view which denies Christ’s true 

humanity by saying that Christ only appeared to have a physical body. 

Surely no true prophet of God would deny the human nature of Christ or 

that Jesus is in a resurrected glorified body. 



In the late 1990s, Joyner jumped onto the Y2K bandwagon as he 

claimed that,  “The Lord told me to observe the problems that Y2K will cause in the natural world, as a reflection of the problems we have in the Body of Christ.”  Joyner teamed up with Bob Jones, one of the Kansas City Prophets to give prophetic words, telling eager listeners the Joyner/Jones prophecies delivered on December 31, 1997. It included the type of 

judgment prophecies that have become popular in the so-called renewal 

and revival movements (e.g. LA is to be leveled by earthquakes and 

nuclear bombs; the Mississippi will be 35 miles wide.) Note that at the 

time that the Joyner/Jones team issued warnings about the impending 

destruction of the West Coast, Joyner was selling cabins at his East Coast community. And these prophecies were false. 



Not surprisingly, as a false teacher, Rick Joyner not only lacks 

discernment himself, but also strongly encourages Christians from 

obeying Scripture when it talks about applying Biblical principals of 

discernment. Joyner attempts to silence critics of his ministry and 

teachings (and/or the movements and doctrines he supports) by suggesting 

that critics have what he terms a “Jezebel spirit,” or “religious spirit.” Still going further, Joyner warns that cult research is dangerous and ought not 
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be pursued. Thus according to Joyner, to be discerning – to be a Berean – 

is to go into darkness. That’s what Jehovah’s witnesses say of Bible study apart from their literature – they too discourage any type of discernment. 

Once again Joyner sounds more cultic than Christian. 



He promotes Latter Rain and Manifest Sons of God theology and 

claims that, from among the Manifest Sons of God, “super-apostles.’ In 

Joyner’s world, Christians who oppose this “new thing God is doing” are 

in trouble. He views them as the “hordes of hell.” He is also a promoter of the Seven Mountain Mandate Dominion theology. 



Cindy Jacobs is the president of an organization called “Generals 

of Intercession.” On her website, she bills herself as “Prophetess to the Nations.” Theologically she identifies with 

many of today’s other controversial 

prophets and apostles. Her teachings are 

characterized by an emphisis on spiritual 

warfare, heavily influenced by the extra-

biblical theology of C. Peter Wagner 

(member of the board, General of 

Intercession). Consequently, Jacobs is 

deeply involved in various aberrant and 

heretical movements and is a proponent of 

many extra-biblical teachings – ranging 

from the Latter Rain Movement to spiritual mapping, and promotion of the 

so-called Manchild concept. In fact, she claims that is ”manchild” has 

already been birthed. 



If there’s any doubt as the sheer absurdity of Cindy Jacob’s faux 

credentials as an apostle-prophet, you can watch these prophecies 

concerning the “Leviathan Spirit” (apparently that’s a thing), her prophecy of a coming civil war in America between the “sheep states and goat 

states,” her recollection of being healed from a Native American 

cannibalism curse (apparently that’s also a thing) or how to bind demonic territorial spirits and telling the story of how an angel once gave her an international calling card. She is a false teacher and a false prophet. In fact, here she is making up new words that God told her to tell us. 
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Cindy Jacobs:  “And the Lord said to me, ‘basta’ and I’m asking my driver, ‘What does basta mean?’ And Mondo?” 

  Mondo:  “I can’t believe God speaks to you in Spanish.” 

  Cindy Jacobs:  “He did.” 

  Mondo:  “Man, I love it. Is this the Heavenly language? Basta means, enough, or stop it, fed up, no more.” 

  Lori Bakker:  “It means He’s fed up, finished!” 

  Mondo:  “Basta!” 

  Cindy Jacobs:  “Like when the enemy comes in like a flood, what you do, is say, ‘BASTA!! I have a word. And basta means the same in Italian. And the Lord also spoke to me, just recently, and He said, ‘There is a spirit of delay that it’s coming against the body of Christ, to try to wear them out, 

 Daniel 7:25, so they don’t get their dreams fulfilled. That’s the only way it will happen, if you’re so emotionally tired, so depressed, you’re so weary, or so worn out, this is demonic weariness. This is not of God, it is satanic. 

 I feel the anointing of God on me right now. and so I say, ‘spirit of satan, BASTA! Enough. You’re not stopping my vision, you’re not stopping my 

 finances. Come on and say it with me. BASTA! (Applause) 

  Jim Bakker:  “Say it, are you hearing me?” 



No, I’m not hearing you, Jim Bakker., because you are a false 

teacher as well. Can you believe that? Now if you are actually 

experiencing spiritual warfare, genuine spiritual warfare, not the spirit of delay. What kind of goofball term is that? What does the Scripture say? If you’re going to speak a name you better speak the name of Jesus. Jesus 

Christ is the only name under Heaven that has the power for men to be 

saved and also that demons must cower, obey and flee. What’s with this 

Basta thing. God told you, that’s the new spiritual warfare. Basta! 
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Cindy Jacobs prophesied that New Zealand would discover huge 

mineral reserves and the economy would boom and as a result funds 

would be provided for the church and that many missionaries would be 

sent out. The week she gave this prophecy the NZ dollar fell and there has been no indication that Cindy Jacob’s prophecy was accurate, in any way, 

quite the reverse. New Zealand’s economy is still in the doldrums and 

there is no sign of the mineral reserves. Need I say more? She is a false prophet. 



She foresees revival coming to the Latter-day Saints. Mormons 

don’t need a revival, they need to be saved. Mormons are not Christians. 

Revival is for the people of God. What are you talking about? They need 

to be witnessed to. And she speaks of God giving instant sex-change 

operations to transvestites. She notes that the anointing of the Holy Spirit now resides in her left arm. YWAM (Youth with a Mission) is selling her 

books. She prophesied that Zimbabwe would be the breadbasket of Africa. 

That was over ten years ago. 



Jacobs, who sees herself as not only the lead U.S. National Apostle 

but also a prophetess to the Nations, has increasingly issued political 

prophetic statement about American and world events. She recently told 

her followers that her faith once caused a woman to re-grow a cheek bone 

in a second and that she was able to self-heal a grapefruit-sized tumor 

caused by satan. In one prophecy Jacobs gave to the Philippines, about a 

calamity. She gave a wide, two-year time frame for her prophecy 

fulfillment. (The typhoon didn’t occur within that two-year time frame.) 

Her prediction was not about events that were unlikely to occur, since it was so vague that virtually any event could be said to be a fulfillment of her prediction. She pretty much covered the entire gamut of what could 

happen in any nation from A to Z all the way from experiencing greatness 

to experiencing some troubled times. 

I John 4:1: “Beloved do not believe every spirit, but test the spirits to see if they are from God for many false prophets have gone out into the 

world.” 
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Narrator:  “God has revealed his truths through his prophets and apostles who gave us the Bible. It is by that word that we test all other words. Here are four kinds of false prophecies to look out for. 

   •   Bonkers - random made-up nonsense like when Jennifer LeClair wrote about a squid spirit. There’s no such sneaky squid spirit 

 stalking saints in scripture. 

•   The Blandishments – empty promises. While you were worshiping 

 God just changed your financial situation. I don’t know who that’s 

 for, but I’m rejoicing that it’s one of those college students. That 

 the kind of stuff psychics and fortune tellers do. It’s not of God 

Deuteronomy 18:14: “These nations, which you are about dispossess, listen to fortune tellers and to diviners. But as for you, the Lord your God has not allowed you to do this.” 

   •   Bleary – just vague predictions. ‘This is something the Holy Spirit has spoken to us. And so the Word of the Lord for 2017 is the 

 breakthrough year! Very exciting!” That could mean literally 

 anything. 

•   Busted - very specific predictions that are total failures. Benny 

 Hinn, ‘The spirit tells me that Fidel Castro will die in the 90s.’ 

  Then you can combine all four and you have a prophecy bomb. 

Here is a clip of a man showing this chart drawn on the wall, predicting 

the time of something. 

 “Now I don’t know what’s going to happen on 9/23/17. But whatever it is, it’s going to be something big, for the nation of Israel.” 

Deuteronomy 18:20-22: “The prophet who presumes to speak a word in my name that I have not commanded him to speak, or who speaks in the 

name of other gods, shall die. And if you say in your heart, ‘How may we 

know the Word of the Lord has not spoken?’ When a prophet speaks in the 

name of the Lord, if the word does not come to pass or come true, that is a 
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word that the Lord has not spoken; the prophet has spoken it 

presumptuously.” 



Once again these people should be celebrating that we are no 

longer under the Old Covenant  because the very first time they get 

something wrong, they would be stoned to death. 



Cindy Jacobs decreed the Coronavirus to be illegal. This seems to 

be a string of false prophecies lately by the NAR movement. 

•  Bethel’s affiliate pastor, Shawn Bolz, declared in a prophecy that 

God had ended the virus. Perhaps Bethel didn’t get the memo. 

•  Rodney Howard Browne promised to bind coronavirus from the 

United States (it’s growing). 

•  Jim Bakker claimed his veneral disease ointment also heals 

coronavirus. 

•  Rick Wiles claimed Christians are immune altogether. 

•  Pat Robertson claimed his gut-health booklet will make you 

immune. 

•  A charismatic prophet from New Zealand claimed that all 

Christians were immune. 

•  Another prophet declared that Republican states were immune. 

•  Kenneth Copeland said that touching his oily hand through the 

television would heal coronavirus. 

•  Lou Engle has told his followers that a three-day fast can cure 

coronavirus. 

•  Bethel prophetess claims that she decreed and declared coronavirus 

away from the world for good. 
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•  New Apostolic reformation (NAR) Apostle, Cindy Jacobs (a good 

friend of Michael Brown) declared coronavirus to be illegal a week 

ago. She also ordered it to cease and desist in what is supposedly 

the power of God. Apparently, it didn’t 

work. 



Stacey Campbell is next on our list. Stacey 

is a so-called prophetic voice to this generation 

and has a passion to teach believers to know how 

to hear the voice of God through proper teaching. 

She is the founder of the Canadian Prophetic 

Council and has helped launch prophetic 

roundtables in several nations. She serves as an 

honorary member of the Apostolic council of Prophetic Elders, presided 

over by Dr. Cindy Jacobs. Stacey Campbell and her husband, Wesley, are 

founders of an organization for children called “Be a Hero” and together 

have served on the Apostolic Team of HIM (Harvest International 

Ministries). They have ministered in over seventy nations, laboring to see people, cities, and nations transformed. They are part of the Healing 

Rooms in the Santa Maria Valley. They started Shiloh Company to mentor 

emerging prophetic persons, to deploy select high-level prophetic voices, and to minister prophetically to leaders in all Seven Mountains of Society. 

So, you too can help spread the lies of the NAR movement and false 

teachings. And if that doesn’t make you shake you head, hold tight! That’s what she’s been doing for years! 

Speaker:  “That’s Stacey Campbell, this is the better-looking part between Wes and Stacey and by far more anointed. I’m just teasing.” 

  Stacey Campbell:  “The Lord said to me …” 

Before she could finish her sentence, she started shaking her head back 

and forth. A man had to come up behind her so that she didn’t lose her 

balance and fall down. 

Stacey Campbell:  “Christianity is a love story. It’s a story of the love of God to man. It’s a story of love between man and God. And it’s a story of 
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 love between men and men. And every time you see displays of God, 

 whether it is prophecy, God’s speaking to man, because he loves the 

 people He has created.”  

The next clip is of Stacey trying to walk between the pews touching 

people, but she is shaking her head so hard she is having a hard time 

accomplishing her goal. 

Stacey Campbell:  “We need to take this prophecy to this part of our city where it’s never been taken before.”  

The third clip is of Stacey back on the stage, at the podium, speaking. 

Stacey Campbell:  “I was in the room (she starts shaking her head) and the Holy Spirit first fell on David Roost like that. God began to talk to us about the move of the Spirit that would come. But when we were in our 20s, He said that the greatest move that we would ever see, would come upon the children behind us, the generation behind us. I had another son, my son Lucas, he broke his neck.”  



I wonder how he broke his neck. That is disturbing.

If you’ve been a part of a church that adheres to some of the “New 

Apostolic Reformation/Signs and Wonders” teachings, there’s a good 

chance that you have nagging doubts and concerns that keep popping up 

from somewhere in the back of your head.

For example, you’ve been told something like this: The Christian 

who gets baptized in the Holy Spirit, speaks in tongues and then … Jumps 

aboard the hyper-charismatic NAR/Signs & Wonders bandwagon, will get 

a bunch of things that “regular” Christians don’t have. You’ve gone to a 

lot of services, conferences and revival meetings so you can get “the 

anointing,” and you’ve read a lot of “anointed” books and watched a lot of

more. More blessings; more power; more prosperity; more confidence; 

more effectiveness; more initmacy with God, on top of that you’ve been 

taught to keep asking God for more because He’s waiting to see how 

hungry and desparate you are, before He does anything more. 



But admit it, you don’t really have more of those things. In fact, 

you probably have more questions, more confusion, and more doubts. 

•  You’ve heard these teachers prophesy about things that didn’t 

come true at all. 

•  You’ve been promised things that you didn’t receive. 

•  You’ve “sowed financial seeds” into ministries with zero results. 

•  You’ve used the “power of your words” to claim things that you 

never got. 

•  You’ve been given “prophetic words” that were basically just 

cheap fortune-telling tricks (without the crystal ball). 

•  You’ve tried to “speak things into existence” with zero success, but 

you’re afraid to say anything because you’ve been taught that 

you’d be making things even worse if you speak about it. 

•  You’ve been told that God really, really, really, wants to make all 

your dreams come true. Really! 

•  You were supposed to have something “activated” (faith, 

understanding, miracles, anointing) but nothing actually happened. 

Nagging doubts, are all that got “activated.” 

•  There was supposed to be a “shift in the atmosphere” but you’re 

not even sure what that means. 

•  You’ve been told about the gigantic new “move of the spirit” that’s 

right around the corner, for a decade or two (or three) now. 

•  You’ve been told that being a Christian is all about finding your 

Destiny So You Can Change The World. How’s that working for 

you? Are you exhausted and disillusisoned yet? 

•  You’ve been wondering why the people on stage have all of these 

amazing stories to tell, but God hasn’t done those things in your 

life. “What’s wrong with me?” is a common thought of yours. 
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•  You’ve got a stack of books and/or DVDs that claim to give you 

the magic formula that leads to more. But only the person selling 

those things got more … of your money. 



On top of these personal difficulties and inconsistencies, you’ve 

watched men and women, who are supposed to be great spiritual leaders, 

prove themselves to be regular sinners with all of their divorces, financial scandals and confusing teachings that seem to get made on the spot. These are the people who claim to have great power because they get “built up in the Holy Spirit” by speaking in tongues, and they know the secret key to 

“resist the devil” and get radical results. 



But lets be honest. These people are just telling stories on a stage. 

They have little to no proof of all the amazing things they claim to have done. All the miracles happen somewhere else (and nobody takes a video). 

It’s a house of cards. You’ve been tricked. You’ve been sold a bill of 

goods. You’ve been bamboozled. Now it’s time to move on and get back 

to the Bible alone. 

I Corinthians 4:6: “Do not go beyond what is written.” 

I Timothy 1:3: “Do no teach any different doctrine! 

I Timothy 1:4: “Do not be devoted to myth and speculation!” 

I Timothy 6:3-4: “If anyone teaches a different doctrine and does not agree with the sound words of our Lord Jesus Christ and the teaching that accords with godliness, he is puffed up conceited and understands 

nothing.”

So, 

here’s the bottom line: If you’re confused by all the stuff you’ve been 

taught, start reading your Bible again, and stop listening to all the people who’ve been telling you these things. He’s given you His Word – Read it 

and be free!

Charismatic History 

Bethel Church Hillsong Music 

 

We saw that the charismatic NAR Movement is not only seducing 

people into their false teachings, with the social justice angle, but they are also seducing them with music. And speaking of which, Kenneth 

Copeland has a couple new songs out in response to the Covid-19 virus. 

He originally started with his single, “Pledge of Love.” Well, believe it or not, he’s got two more songs out. Here is the heavy metal version. 

Kenneth Copeland:  “You, point break. You point break. You’re long gone, long gone. You, point break. You’re long gone, long gone.”  



Okay, enough of that. The second one is Rap. Here it is. 

Kenneth Copeland:  “Then sang Moses and the children of Israel is songs under the law. Covid-19, Co co co Covid-19, Goooo You’re gone. From 

 the state of Washington to the state of Maine, Brownsville, Texas to Tampa, Florida. Today! We speak to the atmosphere, today, burn this thing. This virus hates heat. Burn this thing! Burn! Burn this thing. I call for a 
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 supernatural heat wave, straight out of hell. Burn! Burn! Covid-19, Co co Covid-19. I blow the wind of God. Get out of here, now! Burn! Get out of here, burn this thing, Covid-19, I blow the wind of God. You are destroyed forever! And you’ll never be back.” 



What’s the word? Wackadoodle! Those would be funny, if they 

weren’t so true. What a joke! But all joking aside, this is what the NAR 

Movement does with music. They seduce people into their false teachings 

with it. Now, we’re not going to get into the repetitive music that’s used by the charismatic movement to get people into an altered state of 

consciousness, so they can have so-called visions and dreams. Rather, 

we’re going to see how they also use music to seduce people into their 

false teachings. Again, before we get into that, let’s take a look at what the Biblical use of music is in the church. 

Ephesians 5:17-20: “Therefore, do not be foolish, but understand what the Lord’s will is. Do not get drunk on wine, which leads to debauchery. 

Instead, be filled (under the control of) with the Spirit. Speak to one 

another with psalms, hymns and spiritual songs. Sing and make music in 

your heart to the Lord, always giving thanks to God the Father for 

everything in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ.” 



According to the Bible, one of the best things you and I could ever 

do with music is to what? We are to praise God with it, right? 

Sebastian Bach:  “The sole purpose of all music is to bring praise to God.”  



And this is why, every time we gather together, as the church, we 

are to sing songs to God, not ourselves, that are God-glorifying, God-

honoring, and God-exalting. Why? Because we are so in love with Him, 

and we’re so thankful for what He’s done for us, we can’t help but sing 

love songs back to Him. That’s the purpose of Christian music. 



Not anymore! Thanks to the lie of The Church Growth Movement 

promoted by C. Peter Wagner of the NAR Movement, we’re now being 

told you’ve got to gut our songs of the Name of Jesus and switch to 

generic terms, like He or Him. Why? Because the world doesn’t like 
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hearing song after song about God and Jesus and the Bible. I mean, what 

are you trying to do, run them off or something? That’s bad marketing. 

Remember it’s all about the numbers. You need to sing songs that they 

like, and that fits their style and their preferences. If you keep that up, you’re going to have numbers coming out of your ears! Isn’t that what 

makes a successful church today? 



You might be thinking nobody in their right mind, in the church, 

would ever fall for this baloney, but I’m telling you, this has become 

another “craze” in the church in leading people in so-called worship. Let me give you an example of this fluffy, nonsensical, repetitive, music today that’s supposed to be Christian Worship. 

Singer:  “This is how I fight my battles.” (being repeated over and over) 

  Narrator:  “Alright, how’s that? Yeah, how? Okay that’s enough. Please stop. This song doesn’t say anything. And there’s 8 minutes of it. Why is the consumer-driven church so taken in by commercially sold ambiguous praise and worship choruses, which means whatever you want them to 

 mean? All right, so I probably answered my own question. This is how I fight my battles. With God’s word.” 

Ephesians 6:11-12: “Put on the whole armor of God, that you may be able to stand against the schemes of the devil. For we do not wrestle against 

flesh and blood, but against the rulers, against the authorities, against the cosmic powers over this present darkness, against the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly places.” 

Ephesians 6:14-17: “Stand therefore, having fastened on the belt of truth, and having put on the breastplate of righteousness, and, as shoes for your feet, having put on the readiness given by the gospel of peace, In all 

circumstances take up the shield of faith, with which you can extinguish 

all the flaming darts of the evil one; and take the helmet of salvation.” 

Ephesians 6:17: “And the sword of the spirit which is the Word of God.” 
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Narrator:  “In this ensemble, there is only one weapon. The Sword of the Spirit, which is the Word of God.”  

Hebrews 4:12: “For the Word of God is living and active, sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing to the division of soul and of spirit, of 

joints and of marrow, and discerning the thoughts and intention of the 

heart.” 

II Corinthians 10:4-5: “For the weapons of our warfare are not of the flesh but have divine power to destroy strongholds. We destroy arguments 

and every lofty opinion raised against the knowledge of God and take 

every thought captive to obey Christ.” 



How do we fight our battles, not with fluffy, nonsensical, 

repetitive, music! It’s not just fluffy, repetitive, nonsense, it’s gutted of the name of Jesus. But my question is, “Just, who are you worshiping?” You 

never mention the name of Jesus. You only say He or Him. And so, I’m 

left wondering what is that? Are you singing about your boyfriend, your 

fiancé, your husband? Who’s He? Why don’t you mention the Name of 

Jesus? This is a church service! We’re supposed to be singing songs to 

Jesus! What’s wrong with that? As I’ve shared before, I think it’s a 

spiritual warfare issue! Put yourself in the shoes of a demon, the last thing you’d ever want to hear people singing in the church, is the name of Jesus. 



They know there’s no other name under Heaven by which men 

might be saved and there’s no other name under Heaven by which the 

demons must cower, obey, and flee! So, gut you worship music of the 

name of Jesus Christ, and it not only makes the world feel comfortable in the church, and it also makes the demons feel comfortable too. Isn’t that great? And it’s not just fluffy, repetitive, nonsense, gutting the name of Jesus, it’s bad theology. To meet the new selfish self-centered needs in 

church worship today, the words to the classic hymn, “Amazing Grace” 

has been changed from … 



“Amazing Grace that saved a wretch like me to,” “That saved a 

person like me,” or “a soul like me,” or another version says, “That saved and set me free” skipping the whole thing entirely. 
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Because that could damage your self-esteem calling yourself a 

wretch and that doesn’t feel good and people might leave, then the 

numbers will go down, and you can’t have that. But that’s not all. This 

song was also changed … 



“Victory in Jesus,” “I heard an old, old story, how a Savior came 

from glory, How He gave His life on Calvary, to save a wretch like me.” It is now, “To save one just like me.” 



“How deep is the Fathers Love for Us, how vast beyond all 

measure, That He should give His only Son, to make a wretch His 

treasure.” Is now, “To make us all His treasure.” 



Another classic song that’s been re-written is, “In Christ Alone.” 

And you’re thinking, “Well what’s wrong with that one?” Well, look at 

this. 



It’s no secret that the Presbyterian church collective, takes a more 

liberal approach to theology. But now, they have rejected the hymn, “In 

Christ Alone.” There’s one, key line in the third stanza that created a 

barrier – “Till on that cross as Jesus died/the wrath of God was satisfied.”  

Originally, the Presbyterian Committee on Congregational Song Books for 

the denomination asked the song’s authors to allow them to change the 

words to  “As Jesus died/the love of God was Magnified.”  But the 

songwriters said no, so the committee axed the song from the 

denominational hymnal. 



What’s wild is that what most people don’t realize is that this is the 

same tactics that the Heretics in the Early church used to invade the 

church. They would get people to repeat their false doctrines by putting 

their false doctrines to music. Because we all know music has a way of 

getting stuck in your head, and you repeat it, over and over again, and 

pretty soon you believe it. And this is exactly what the NAR Movement is 

doing today as well. They’re re-writing it with false doctrine. Let me give you just one modern example. 

Narrator:  “There’s a popular Christian song called ‘Reckless Love’ sung by Corey Asbury of Bethel Church in Redding, California. The first verse goes like this: 
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Song:  ‘Before I spoke a word you were singing over me. You have been so, so good to me. Before I took a breath, you breathed your life in me. You have been so, so kind to me. 

  So far, the song is all right.” 

Psalm 139:4: “Even before a word is on my tongue, O Lord, you know it altogether.” 

Romans 2:4: “Or do you presume on the riches of His kindness and 

forbearance and patience, not knowing God’s kindness is meant to lead 

you to repentance?” 

Narrator:  “Then we get to the chorus where he sings …” 

  Song:  “Oh the overwhelming never-ending, reckless love of God.” 

Narrator:  “What love of God is reckless? A word that means ‘without thinking or caring about the consequences of an action.’ Not only is that an unbiblical description of God’s love, but the artist also contradicted himself. In the first verse, he’s saying, ‘before I spoke a word and before I took a breath you were good and kind to me.’ But then he sings that ‘God’s love is thoughtless and reckless.’ 

Ephesians 1:3-6: “He chose us in Him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and blameless before Him. In love He predestined 

us for adoption to Himself as sons through Jesus Christ, according to the purpose of his will, to the praise of His glorious grace, with which He has blessed us in the Beloved.” 

Ephesians 1:5: “In love He predestined us.” 

Narrator:  “Don’t sing this reckless fluff. Praise God for who the Bible says He is.” 
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What a concept. That’s like Ephesians 5.  But now let’s get into 

these NAR Movement leaders using music to seduce people into their 

false teachings. 

Bethel Church is an American, 

charismatic, megachurch, in Redding 

California. The church, which is 

currently being led by Bill Johnson, 

is notable for their music label, 

Bethel Music, and the ministry and 

music label, Jesus Culture, have 

gained large popularity within 

contemporary worship music. Bethel is also known for their teachings on 

miracles and the Bethel School of Supernatural Ministry, with over 2,000 

students annually. It has been criticized for some of its practices. Bethel Church is known for its large focus on miracles, and faith healings of 

everything from curing cancer to regrowing limbs, raising the dead, 

speaking in tongues, and prophecy. Their services may have congregants 

laughing uncontrollably, lying on the floor, shaking, staggering, 

screaming, and dancing. Leaders claim to have witnessed angels appearing 

and “balls of electricity” that throw people into the air. One of the most well-known phenomena is a cloud of what is claimed to be gold dust or 

gold glitter that has been seen falling from the roof of the auditorium, 

which they call a “glory cloud.” Many have questioned the authenticity of these occurrences suggesting that glitter in the ventilation system may 

have played its part. Questions have all been raised about the authority of the apostolic and prophetic ministry. Some feel that the Bethel book, the Physics of Heaven, is out of line with the teachings of scripture. One Bethel leader (Kris Vallotton) says it is  “a foretaste of things to come.”  In the book he also states,  “It wasn’t that I wanted to become a New Ager. I just wanted to find out if maybe they had discovered some truths the 

 churches hadn’t.”  



In the fall of 1998, Bethel Church began Bethel School of 

Supernatural Ministry, under the direction of Kris Vallotton, Bethel’s 

senior associate pastor. The school trains its students in the supernatural and miracles, such as faith healing, in order that they may become 

revivalists. The school has gotten the nickname “Christian Hogwarts” 
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among students because of its focus on the supernatural. BSSM now has 

more than 10,000 alumni. 



Their music is among the most played contemporary worship 

music in American churches. The live performances of their songs are 

characterized by their extended duration, with lots of repetition and 

emotion. Bethel Church is responsible for the formation of the Jesus 

Culture Youth Outreach Ministry. Jesus Culture Ministry hosts 

conferences and operates a record label, Jesus Culture Music, to share its message and spread worship. They remain committed to Bethel Church, 

but were sent out by Bethel in 2012, to plant a church in Sacramento, 

California. 



Now, let’s go back to some of their false teachings. Bethel Redding 

has become associated with manifesting the presence and glory of God. 

The phenomena include the appearance of “glory clouds” and “gold dust” 

and “angel feathers” falling from the ceiling. Angel feathers are easy to critique. Nowhere does the Bible say that angels have feathers. Rather, 

angels are spiritual beings and appear as men. To assert that feathers 

falling from the ceiling must show angels nearby is absurd. Likewise, in 

the Bible, whenever the glory of God was manifest, the universal response was fear and conviction. 

Narrator:  “Bethel Church in Redding, California, manipulates audiences by piping in fog in the ventilation system and calling it glory clouds, an actual manifestation of the Holy Spirit. It’s not, it’s a fog machine and they do it with gold dust and feathers too, saying they are actual angel 

 feathers.” 

  Bill Johnson:  “I wonder if it’s okay to rush or run to a corner of a room and stand and watch and take pictures. I think you rather enjoy it.” 

  Narrator:  “I think someone might say well, do you know for certain they’re using a fog machine. What’s your proof that these are man-made tricks, and the answer is, ‘The Bible.’ If the glory of God was appearing in their church, no one would be cheering and pointing. They would be 

 dead.” 
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Exodus 20:18-19: “Now when all the people saw the thunder and the 

flashes of lightning and the sound of the trumpet and the mountain 

smoking, the people were afraid and trembled, and they stood far off and 

said to Moses, ‘You speak to us, and we will listen; but do not let God 

speak to us, lest we die.” 

Narrator:  “When God spoke to the people of Israel from Mount Sinai, they were terrified when the glory of God passed in front of Moses, God put him in a cleft of a rock and covered him because, had he seen God in all His glory, it would have killed him. 

Exodus 33:20-23: “The Lord said, ‘You cannot see my face, for man shall not see me and live.’ And the Lord said, ‘Behold, there is a place by me 

where you shall stand on the rock, and while my glory passes by, I will put you in a cleft of the rock, and I will cover you with my hand until I have passed by. Then will I take away my hand, and you shall see my back, but 

my face shall not be seen.’” 

Narrator:  “After Moses had been in God’s presence, even in this way, his face was so bright people were too afraid to come near Him. 

Exodus 34:29-30: “When Moses had come down from Mount Sinai, with 

the two tablets of the testimony in his hand, as he came down from the 

mountain, Moses did not know that the skin of his face shone because he 

had been talking with God. Aaron and all the people of Israel saw Moses, 

and behold the skin of his face shone, and they were afraid to come near 

him.” 

Narrator:  “Hebrews 1 says there was a time when God spoke to us in many ways by the prophets, but in these last days, He has spoken to us by his Son. Jesus is the radiance of the glory of God.” 

Hebrews 1:1-3: “Long ago, at many times and in many ways, God spoke to our fathers by the prophets, but in these last days He has spoken to us by His Son, whom He appointed heir of all things, through whom also He 

created the world. He is the radiance of the glory of God and the exact 
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imprint of His nature, and He upholds the universe by the word of His 

power.” 

Narrator:  “Paul said that the light of the knowledge of the glory of God is in the face of Jesus Christ.” 

II Corinthians 4:4-6: “In their case the god of this world has blinded the minds of the unbelievers, to keep them from seeing the light of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God. For what we proclaim is 

not ourselves, but Jesus Christ as Lord, with ourselves as your servants for Jesus’ sake. For God, who said, ‘Let light shine out of darkness,’ has shone in our hearts to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ.” 

Narrator:  “We know God’s glory when the Word of Christ is spoken, not by manufacturing His presence with cheap tricks. God said this is to whom I will look. He who is repentant and who trembles at my word.” 

Isaiah 66:2: “All these things my hand has made, and so all these things came to be, declares the Lord. But this is the one to whom I will look: he who is humble and contrite in spirit and who trembles at my word.” 

Narrator:  “The Holy Spirit is to Bethel Church and Jesus Culture what Jesus Christ is to the Mormons and Jehovah’s Witnesses; a god of their own making, not the God of the Bible, not the Holy Spirit of God, whom we see and hear from in the pages of Scripture. Todd White goes up to some people on the street and says the Holy Spirit is telling him that one of them has back 

 problems. He does 

 this gag with their 

 feet showing one 

 leg is longer than 

 the other, then he 

 prays to God and 

 makes it look like 

 God is growing 
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 out their leg, to make it even with the other one. He’s literally pulling their leg. These men are lying, manipulative charlatans.  But I repeat myself . 

 But when you try to call them heretics they have staunch defenders. ‘No they preach the gospel. They keep the main thing the main thing!!’ Yeah, they  really don’t, but lets say they did for for the sake of argument. All this with the glory clouds and street magic that they call the Holy Spirit, do you really think God is okay with that? How is that not taking his name in vain?   

II Timothy 3:8: “Just as Jannes and Jambres opposed Moses, so these men also oppose the truth, men corrupted in mind and are disqualified 

regarding the faith.” 

Narrator:  “These men do not love the truth, they oppose it, they are corrupt magicians who are disqualifed regarding the faith.” 

John 4:24: “God is spirit, and those who worship Him must worship in Spirit and truth.” 

Ephesians 4:15: “Rather, speaking the truth in love, we are to grow up in every way unto Him who is the head, into Christ.” 

Narrator:  “The Bible says to share the truth in love. If it isn’t true it isn’t loving. Paul said to the Corinthinans, we have renounced disgraceful 

 underhanded ways. We refuse to practice cunning or tamper with God’s 

 Word but by the open statement of the truth, we’d commend ourselves to everyones conscience in the sight of God.” 

II Corinthians 4:2: “We’ve renounced disgraceful, underhanded ways. 

We refuse to practice cunning or tamper with God’s Word, but by the open 

statement of the truth we would commend ourselves to everyone’s 

conscience in the sight of God.” 

Narrator:  “There’s no question Bethel Church, Todd White, and others, that do what they do, are false teachers. We are to have nothing to do with them.” 
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And that includes their music. The bigger problem stems from the 

theology of the Bethel Church and Bill Johnson, influenced by the likes of John Wimber and the false teachers of the Toronto Blessing. In the New 

Apostolic reformation, Johnson teaches that people today are receiving 

direct words from God and that the offices of apostle and prophet have 

been restored to the church. In this way, Johnson presents a low view of 

Scripture; the Bible must be either incomplete or insufficient, if we must keep adding to it, with the words of modern-day prophets. While there is 

much on Bethel’s website about spiritual experiences, there is precious 

little doctrine. There are hints of the gospel however, the gospel is never clearly defined. Rather this is an emphasis upon an “encounter with 

Christ.” Bill Johnson’s teachings are misguided and imbalanced. At the 

very least they teach a lot of things that are Biblically inaccurate. Paul said, “I urge you, brothers and sisters, to watch out for those who put 

obstacles in your way that are contrary to the teaching you have learned. 

Keep away from them,” and again, including their music. Would you sing 

the music of Mormons, Jehovah’s Witnesses, or Catholics? Then why 

would you sing the music of Bethel? It’s false teaching as well! 



Hillsong Church was founded in 1983 in Sydney, Australia, by 

senior pastors Brian and Bobbie Houston. Hillsong is probably best known 

for their praise and 

worship music, having 

dozens of popular songs 

since 1992, including 

“Shout to the Lord.” But 

that is what’s wrong, you 

listen to their song and 

what do you do?  “Who 

 did this, where did it come 

 from? This sounds nice to 

 me. This tickles my ears. I’ve got to go find some more.”  So, you get hooked up with Hillsong and then here comes all their false teachings. 



Besides being Australia’s largest church, Hillsong has locations 

around the world, including campuses in Kiev, London, New York, 

Amsterdam, Copenhagen, Moscow, Sao Paulo, and other cities. Hillsong 
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Church was originally a part of the Assemblies of God of Australia but 

formed its own denomination in 2018. 



Is Hillsong Church a Biblical church? No! One statement on their 

“What We Believe” page is curiously lacking:  “We believe in the power and significance of the church and the necessity of believers to meet regularly together for fellowship, prayer and the ‘breaking of bread.’”  

This statement alludes to Act 2:42, which says the early church “devoted themselves to the apostles; teaching and to fellowship, to the breaking of bread and to prayer.” What’s missing in the Hillsong statement is “the 

apostles’ teaching of the Bible.” Why is this omitted? A more obvious 

concern is Hillsong’s ordination of women as pastors, in contradiction of Scripture’s teaching that men are to be the spiritual leaders of the church. 

Bobbie Houston, co-pastor of Hillsong Sydney, told the Christian Post 

interview that, when it comes to women in leadership,  “the church needs to come of age sometimes and just grow up.”   



Probably the most troubling is Hillsong’s embrace of the Word of 

Faith movement. In Pastor Brain Houston’s 1999 book  You Need More 

 Money, he promotes the prosperity gospel. Poverty is definitely not God’s will for His people. It is hard to reconcile “poverty is definitely not God’s will” with Paul’s teaching, to be “content in any and every situation, 

whether well fed or hungry, whether living in plenty or in want.” 



The Hillsong Church has been criticized recently for its leaders’ 

reticence to take a position on homosexuality. Hillsong’s New York Pastor Carl Lentz, in a televised interview with Katie Couric, declined to 

comment on gay marriage. And it gets worse than that. 

Katie Couric:  “How does your message differ from his, sort of what he preaches, his philosophy, so what is your philosophy, Carl?” 

  Carl Lentz:  “Well, first of all, I love Joel and I’m thankful for men like him who have paved the way for younger guys like me to have an 

 opportunity to do what we do. Joel is a pioneer, and his message of hope is similar to ours. I think I’m probably a little bit louder. We have similar tattoos; no Joel doesn’t have any.” 
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Katie Couric:  “How do you feel about, sort of the tolerance issue, that I was talking to Joel about. I mean, do you have positions on say, gay 

 marriage and things like that? 

  Carl Lentz:  “We have a stance on love and everything else, we have conversations.” 

  Katie Couric:  “So, what does that mean?” 

  Carl Lentz:  “Exactly that. I don’t think a public forum is always the best place to talk about something that’s so sensitive and important to so many.” 

  Katie Couric:  “Just to play devil’s advocate, I mean do you feel …?” 

  Carl Lentz:  “It’s hard for you because you’re so sweet.” 

  Katie Couric:  “But do you feel like, you know, there you have a moral imperative to speak publicly about some of these more controversial 

 issues?” 

  Carl Lentz:  “No, because we try to be like Jesus. Very rarely did Jesus ever talk about morality or social issues.” 

   

Liar, Liar! Pants on Fire! Jesus confronted sin because He loved 

people! 

  The View:  “So, where do you stand on social issues that young people are particularly passionate about like, gay marriage, abortion, how do you address those types of things?” 

  Carl Lentz:  “So, we’re going to go right there. I think our job is still to help people, not necessarily change how they think.” 

  Romans 12:2: “And do not be conformed to this world but be transformed by the renewing of your mind.” 
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Joy Behar:  “So, it’s not a sin in your church to have an abortion?” 

  Carl Lentz:  “That’s a kind of conversation that we would have to find out your story, where you’re from, what you believe. I mean God’s the judge.” 

   

Lentz will not say abortion is wrong. Hillsong “Pastor” Carl Lentz 

denies Christ and reveals his progressive agenda. 

  Oprah Winfrey:  “Do you believe that only Christians can be in a relationship with God?”

You even got that one wrong. If I’m not going to listen to Mormon, 

Jehovah’s Witnesses, and Catholic music, that all deny that Jesus and His work on the Cross is the only way to Heaven.

This is not about legalism, it’s about Biblical common sense! Why would I promote any false teacher’s music no matter who they are? Whether it’s 

elevator music or people associated with IHOP or other charismatic NAR 

Movement false teachers? 



What I’m trying to show you is the Biblical paradigm. Do your 

homework and pay attention to the music that you are listening to, singing as so-called Christian worship music, even in the church and dare I say, if you’re listening to this and you’re a worship leader and/or a pastor do 

yourself and do your congregation a favor and check it out. Do detective 

work. You owe it to them. Because the last thing you want to do, if you’re not going to sing the Mormon, Jehovah’s Witness, and Catholic songs, 

don’t be singing any music that’s promoting this level of heresy, let alone any heresy. And did you notice how cool he was, with his hair, his large 

glasses? It’s all about the show, the image, and it’s all about the numbers. 

When you sing songs in church, it’s all about Jesus, because you love Him and you’re thankful. Thank you, God, for rescuing me from hell. Thank 

you for sending your Son. You mention His name and it draws our 

attention to Him and it’s not about you. Who cares if you got goose bumps 
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on your goosebumps. It’s all about Jesus and you feel inspired, you feel 

encouraged, and it’s Biblical.  In fact, I wonder if God looks at these so-called modern day charismatic worship services like this. 

Isaiah 1:10-20: ‘“Hear the Word of the Lord, you rulers of Sodom, give ear to the teaching of our God, you people of Gomorrah. What to me is the multitude of your sacrifices,’ says the Lord. ‘I have had enough of burnt offerings of rams in the fat of well-fed beasts. I do not delight in the blood of bulls or of lambs or goats. When you come to appear before me who 

has asked this of you, this trampling of my courts. Bring no more vain 

offerings. Incense is an abomination to me. New Moon and Sabbath and 

the calling of convocations, I cannot endure iniquity and solemn assembly. 

Your new moons and your appointed feasts, my soul hates They have 

become a burden to me. I am weary of bearing them. When you spread out 

your hands I will hide my eyes from you, even though you make many 

prayers I will not listen. Your hands are full of blood. Wash yourselves, make yourselves clean, remove the evil of your deeds from before my 

eyes. Cease to do evil. Learn to do good. Seek Justice, correct oppression, bring justice to the fatherless, plead the widow’s cause. Come now, let us reason together. Though your sins are like scarlet, they shall be as white as snow. Though they are red like crimson they shall become like wool. If 

you are willing and obedient you shall eat the good of the land, but if 

refused and rebel you shall be eaten by the sword. For the mouth of the 

Lord has spoken.” 



And if God didn’t like it when Israel had sinful worship, do you 

think He likes it today? No Way! And yet, this is what’s being encouraged by the charismatic movement and the NAR Today. As God says in … 

II Corinthians 6:17: “Come out from among them and be ye separate!” 



And that includes your music. If I were to put a synopsis on this 

whole charismatic study, it would have to be the DANGER of getting 

people to not turn to, read, or follow the Bible, but instead, listen to what God told me to tell you! It leads to this destruction. 
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Pastor:  “You know the term. It really came to people’s attention, for many people, the first time they ever heard the 

 term, was back in November of 1978. I’ll 

 never forget, I was leaving Manila that 

 morning and I was flying to Singapore, and 

 I got on the airplane and people were 

 reading the newspaper and everybody was 

 saying, ‘I can’t believe it! How could it 

 happen?’ I opened the newspaper and there 

 on the Manila Times, the headlines read, 

 ‘913 Americans from California commit 

 mass suicide in Jonestown, Guyana.’ And 

 you remember the cover of Time Magazine 

 that week, the cult of death, telling the story 

 of Jim Jones and the People’s Temple in San 

 Francisco. Jim Jones had moved out to California, established what he called the People’s Temple in the Bay area. Gathered a group of followers around him and began to teach that he was the voice of God, he was the prophet of God on earth, that he alone had the truth. 

  He so convinced over a thousand people here in California, that he was the voice of God, the prophet of God on earth, that when he told them to move down to Guyana, in South America and establish a commune called 

 Jonestown, over a thousand people from the Bay area moved to South 

 America. We hear on the last tapes where he’s telling his followers that he is the Messiah, that he 

 is Jesus Christ 

 himself. When he told 

 them to drink poison, 

 913 people from 

 California took Dixie 

 cups and dipped them 

 into that vat of grape 

 Kool-Aid, laced with 

 cyanide poisoning. 

 They gave the poison 
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 to their babies and to their children and drank it themselves and that week, Newsweek had on the cover a picture of 900 American’s bloated 

 bodies lying in the hot tropical jungle, having committed mass suicide following a man who they believed was the voice of God, the prophet of God on earth. 

  People said, ‘How could it happen?’ How could you have a thousand 

 intelligent Americans from California, follow a man and be told to drink poison and they commit mass suicide? It was interesting to me that the commander of the US forces, who was responsible for going down to 

 Jonestown and cleaning the camp out and bringing the bodies back for 

 burial, when he returned to Dover Air Force Base he held a press 

 conference. He was a Christian. I’ll never forget one of the things the commander stated. He said the thing that interested us most about 

 Jonestown was when we cleaned the camp out, we did not find a single 

 Bible in all of Jonestown.” 



There’s your answer. How could people literally be led into a cult? 

And, by the way, Jim Jones was charismatic, and he was giving the same 

verbiage,  “He’s a prophet of God, he’s got the voice of God.”  Listen to him. They got to the point where they listened to him so much that there 

was not even a single Bible in that camp. That would expose this guy as a heretic, and you should run for your own good. Now, how is that any 

different? This is my concern, with the major underpinning, big, giant 

thrust of the charismatic movement, they’re doing the same thing. And 

you don’t think it’s going to have the same deadly consequences. It’s bad enough that the charismatic movement promotes going outside the Bible. 

But what’s another trend we’re seeing even in the Protestant church today? 

The so-called evangelical Christian churches today? How many Christians 

do you see coming to services with their Bibles? You don’t think that’s 

going to have dangerous consequences? You don’t think there are fake, 

pseudo-pastors even in the non-charismatic churches behind the pulpits? 

They’re all over the place. We’ve seen that before. We need to get back to the Word of God. Not only because it’s the right thing to do, but it could very well save your life and keep you from destruction like that. 
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How to Receive Jesus Christ: 

1.  Admit your need (I am a sinner). 

2.  Be willing to turn from your sins (repent). 

3.  Believe that Jesus Christ died for you on the Cross and rose from the grave. 

4.  Through prayer, invite Jesus Christ to come in and control your life 

through the Holy Spirit.  (Receive Him as Lord and Savior.)
