Narrator:  “Wow! Well, if tiny hats and small cars are your thing, then there are the party animals that are called the Shriners. You may know them better for their twenty-two Children’s Hospitals, where the patients don’t have to pay a cent. The Masons are philanthropic. And then there are members like those in the Colonial Watch, Eighteen to twenty-one and over in Washington D.C. Most of them are in their twenties. And some were attracted to Freemasonry by the Dan Brown novels and movies, like

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Narrator:  “So what about those secrets? What would happen if I found out about the secret handshake? And I wasn’t a Mason? Would you have to kill me?” 



Frank Morris:  “The secrets of the Masons represent my integrity as a Mason. I took a promise that I would not tell you what the secrets of the Masons are.” 

  

Narrator:  “Also, another big secret is the meetings. No non-masons or cameras are allowed, but St. Johns Lodge No. 1 of New York City agreed to give us a glimpse of one. For meetings, Masons dress up in their Sunday best and, just like the original stone cutters, wear aprons. And at the center of any lodge room is an altar.” 

  

Mason:  “All the activities of the Lodge take place around the altar.” 

  

Narrator:  “And then there are 

 the ceremonies. Each one 

 teaches a moral lesson related to 

 the legend of Hiram Abiff, the 

 architect of King Solomon's 

 Temple. They can be a little 

 unusual, as pointed out in this 

 recruitment video.” 

  

Recruiter:  “Even while blindfolded, try to concentrate on what you are asked, what is said to you, and what is happening around you. Everything will be explained to you in later sections of the degree.” 

  

Mason:  “When the recruit comes through the door, he is blindfolded because, symbolically, he is in a state of darkness. Masons are all about moving from darkness into Masonic light.” 
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Narrator:  “It’s about being unenlightened and then becoming enlightened?” 

  

Mason:  “That’s right.” 

  

Narrator:  “As to what happens after that, well, that’s a secret. Its membership is a who’s who of world history: George Washington, Benjamin Franklin, Winston Churchill, Mozart, Davy Crockett, Franklin Roosevelt, Harry Houdini, Gerald Ford, Henry Ford, John Wayne, even Colonel Sanders.” 

  



This writes itself. The whole organization of Freemasonry, and even the secular media, sees this. It’s not a conspiracy theory. It’s not about hyperbole. It’s all about secrets. Secret handshakes, secret meetings, hidden messages, and did you see the aprons that they were wearing? 

Does anyone else wear secret underwear? Mormonism. Secret oaths under the penalty of death. Well, yeah, that’s something Christians should do. Be a part of it. Are you kidding me? Absolutely not! It’s the polar opposite. 

The core of Freemasonry is a total secret; keep it to yourself, rituals, and allegiance to somebody. That is contrary to what Jesus said, what we are called to do as Christians. He’s going to tell us in Scripture what we are to do with His truth. Do you hide it under a bushel? Keep it to yourself? 

Have some secret ritual? Absolutely not! 



Matthew 10:24-28: “A student is not above this Teacher, nor a servant above his master. It is enough for the student to be like his teacher and the servant like his master. If the head of the house has been called Beelzebub, how much more the members of his household! So do not be afraid of them. There is nothing concealed that will not be disclosed or hidden that will not be made known. What I tell you in the dark, speak in the daylight, what is whispered in your ear, proclaim from the roofs. Do not be afraid of those who kill the body but cannot kill the soul. Rather, be afraid of the One who can destroy both soul and body in hell.” 





Beelzebub is another word for satan. Did they accuse Jesus of doing things with demonic power? Yes, they did. They said that was 
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where He was getting His power to heal people. It was from satan. So, if they did that to Jesus, what did He say? How much more, the members of his household. If everybody likes you, I'm not saying that you have to be cantankerous and a troublemaker wherever you go as a Christian, but everybody likes you. Nobody ever gets upset with what you share, then something ain’t right. Because when you share the truth, not everybody likes it. They are going to accuse you of being the bad guy. Does that sound like anything today? It sounds exactly like our world today. Hey, listen, if they did it to Him, they are going to do it to us if you proclaim the truth. 



But what do we do with what Jesus gives us? He is the Way, the Truth, and the Life. What do we do with it? Do we hide it under a bushel? 

Do we keep it a secret? Do we keep it to ourselves? Do we conceal it? Do we hide it? What do we do? We share it! Everywhere, to as many people as we possibly can. We proclaim it from the rooftops. God’s truth is not meant to be kept a secret. And we aren’t called to be a “secret agent” 

Christian. Did you ever run across one of those? You don’t want people to find out that you’re a Christian for some reason at work. But you feel convicted because you know you need to pray for your meal because you don’t want to get worms. So, you do the secret agent Christian prayer. 

That’s not how we are supposed to live as Christians. We are not supposed to be doing this in secret. There are no “secret agent” Christians. 



We don’t do secret handshakes or have secret meetings, we don’t have hidden messages, and we don’t have secret oaths, so if you don’t do as I say, the penalty is death. Now, there is a phrase in the Bible that says to lay hands on people. But that’s not what it’s talking about. These guys literally, as you are going to see, are under the penalty of death. That is the polar opposite of Christianity - the teachings, beliefs, and behavior of Freemasonry. It’s all about secrets. It’s all about secret handshakes. It’s all about these bloody oaths. It’s the exact polar opposite. Our allegiance is to who? To God, not to some lodge, not to some Grand Master, not to some fraternity, not to any other man, period! It’s to Jesus Christ. 



All this freemasonry is just another form of occult belief, behavior, and activity, and it leads people straight to hell. It’s just like what we saw before with voodoo, shamanism, and all the others. It’s just another way that satan is going to and fro across the earth, seeking whom he may 
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devour. He has come up with as many ways as he can to get people not to go to the Cross. It’s only by God’s grace, through Jesus Christ, not of works, least anybody should boast. It’s through Him and His death on the Cross. That’s it! He’s coming up with everything, including secret societies and Freemasons. 



In fact, when you examine it and you take a look at the behavior and the patterns in these rituals and rites of Freemasonry, it’s a carbon copy of the occult, including witchcraft. 

  

Narrator:  “Some of the parallels between Freemasonry and witchcraft show such a similarity that it cannot possibly be coincidental. Similarities in rituals, wording, and symbolism are so close in several instances that they clearly suggest a common origin. To examine this possibility, I spoke to a number of former masons and compared their blue lodge initiations with the experiences of former occultists.” 

  

Former mason:  “In the initiation of Freemasonry, we had to be recommended by another mason.” 

  

Former witch:  “In order to join witchcraft, you have to be first screened, you have to be recommended, by somebody, clearly in witchcraft.” 

  

Former mason:  “When I was initiated, I was blindfolded and bound by rope, and on your bare chest was thrust a point of a spear.” 

  

Former witch:  “In witchcraft, we were initiated through a very involved ritual initiation ceremony, wherein the candidate was led blindfolded, bound by a rope, to the edge of the magic circle.” 

  

Former mason:  “And the rope is around your neck, and you are led forward. Up front, at the eastern end of the building, is the master, and you kneel down before him as if he were a god.” 

  

Former witch:  “You were met by the high priest or high priestess at that time, usually with a sword to your chest.” 
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Former mason:  “When I went to enter the lodge, a sharp object was put to my left breast. And I was warned that should I reveal any of the secrets of Freemasonry, to know what to expect.” 

  

Former witch:  “When you are presented to the high priest, a sword is pressed against your chest, and you actually take a blood oath promising to remain faithful to the secrets of witchcraft.” 

  

Former mason:  “When you are in this room, the blindfold is taken away from you, and this is the time that they say you are coming from darkness into light.” 

  

Former witch:  “During the initiation ceremony, the initiate is led by the tenant of the high priest and is challenged at the edge of the circle by someone who is saying, ‘Who goes there?’ And the answer is, ‘One from the world of darkness.’” 

  

Former mason:  “In Masonry, the ceremony is ended with, ‘So let it be.’” 

  

Former witch:  “Another order that is distinctive of the craft is that it would always end with a spell or ritual where we would release the power with the words, ‘So would it be.’” 

  

Narrator:  “I was intrigued to discover that Freemasonry and witchcraft have so much in common. Freemasonry goes so far as actually to call Lucifer God. In the words of Sovereign Pontiff of Universal Freemasonry, Albert Pike, he says,   ‘Yes, Lucifer is God, and unfortunately Adonay is also god … the true and pure philosophical religion is the belief in Lucifer, the equal of Adonay; but Lucifer, God of Light and God of Good, is struggling for humanity against Adonay, the God of Darkness and Evil.’ 

  

  

And you think Christians can be a part of this? I’ve got a major problem with that. Again, that is why this one is just a shot across the bow. 

I wanted to be sure that if this book is the only one you will read on this subject, that you get the message, “This is not for Christians!” Don’t you

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dare get into this. If you are a Christian and you are a part of it, you better repent, and you better run fast. And get your heart right with God. 



Now, did you see the masonic 

symbol with the words, “Let there be 

light?”  The light is Lucifer. Nothing 

that you and I should be a part of. So, 

now you have Freemasonry and 

witchcraft, and God and satan are 

supposedly equal. Is this starting to ring a bell? The answer is Mormonism. 

Joseph Smith, as we saw, was a 

Freemason, and he was also into 

witchcraft. Mormons believe that Jesus was the spirit brother of satan. 

They, too, wear secret underwear, still to this day. They also have their own secret handshakes and rituals in their temple. Where did they get it from? Joseph Smith was involved in witchcraft and Freemasonry. He was a con artist, a liar, and a plagiarist. We could probably have a whole study just on the parallels between Freemasons and Mormonism. 



So, as you can see, no Christian should be part of this secret organization. We aren’t to do anything in secret. We openly share God’s truth as much as we can, screaming it from the rooftops. 



Secret societies like Freemasonry pose a number of problems for the Christian. The very first concept of secret societies is anti-biblical. The Bible sets no precedent that encourages joining an organization marked by secrecy and hidden truths. God never commands it, and there is no example in Scripture of anyone who joined one. Within any secret society, you should ask the common sense question, “What are you hiding, and why are you hiding it?” Also, various secret societies, including Freemasonry, have some common themes, including death, practices, and symbols from ancient Egypt. This fact alone should steer any Christian away from them. 



Egypt, in ancient times, was known for Pharoh worship, dedication, false gods, and secret societies. As we saw, the guy had to be unenlightened so that he could be enlightened. So, basically, be deprogrammed to be programmed into this Luciferian worship. Secret societies typically strip new members of all established notions of their

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lives and philosophies in order to rebuild them as enlightened beings. This is unbiblical and extremely dangerous as well. Why would anyone take the time to learn all the intricacies of a new philosophy of a Secret Society when God’s already given you everything you need – His Word and His Spirit? What a waste of time. Secret societies, such as Freemasonry, are organizations that are exclusive to the members. They keep certain truths from outsiders. But Christ commanded believers to be the light of the world. We are not to hide the truth in darkness. (Matthew 5:14-16) Light exposes things in the dark (I John 1:5). Secret societies, like Freemasonry, use false teachings and rituals to promote a hierarchy of progression that its members strive to obtain in order to improve themselves. So, it’s a false gospel. These guys believe that to do these good deeds, like the Shriners, is how they are good old boys. That’s the reason that they should have a positive afterlife. That’s a false gospel. 

How could a Christian be a part of that? 



They focus on self-fulfillment and improvement rather than the one true God and others. And by the way, it isn’t surprising. Self-fulfillment is at the heart of satan. It’s all about me, myself, and I, the unholy trinity. No wonder they worship him at the top as the light. But invariably, people say,  “You just don’t understand. Because you weren’t there.”  Yeah, because you guys lock us out. But some of them do get saved and tell us what is going on there. They say, “You just don’t understand; this is just a great club. It’s a wonderful thing. It has helped my business. And the Freemasons, they’ve got a Bible, and they follow God, so it’s perfectly fine for Christians to be a part of it.”  No, it’s not! 



Well, first of all, just because an organization has a Bible doesn’t mean it’s the same Bible as ours. 

And it certainly doesn’t mean that 

they even follow it. Even if it was 

a Bible like ours, and it’s not. This 

is what pseudo-Christian groups 

do all the time. We saw that 

before in our Catholocism Study. 

They not only add books to the 

Bible that were rejected, for good 

reason, to distinguish our Bible,

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the Protestant Bible,  but they even take passages out of the Bible, including the Ten Commandments. This is the Catholic version. Number two says you shall not take the name of the Lord your God in vain. Well, wait a second, isn’t that supposed to be number three? Number two is supposed to be, “You shall not make yourself any idols or graven images.” 

They took it out. Why? Because idols are big business. So, how did they end up with ten? They are very slick, and they are liars. See the ninth and tenth ones, “You shall not covet your neighbor's wife” and “You shall not covet your neighbor’s goods.” That’s one commandment, but they split it in two so they could end up with ten. This is what pseudo-Christian groups do. Just because they have a Bible doesn’t mean it’s the same as ours, let alone that they follow it. And most of the time, they pervert it to meet their needs. 



The Catholics do that, as well as the Mormons. They say they’re Christians, but no, 

they’re not. They say 

they follow the King 

James Version, but 

they really don’t. 

They follow the Book 

of Mormon, its 

doctrines and 

covenants, and the 

postulate of Christ. 

When push comes to 

shove, they will always reject that, even though you are trying to win them by going through the Bible. It’s the same thing. Jehovah's Witnesses, Seventh Day Adventists, oh, they’ve got a Bible, but just because they have a Bible doesn’t mean it’s the same as ours. In fact, theirs is not a translation; it’s a perversion. Let’s take a look at that. 





Narrator:  “Ellen G. White, upon her marriage to another Millerite believer, James White, in 1846, claimed to have the spirit of prophecy. She came to

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 be the visible, absolute authority figure for the initially small group of Adventist believers.” 

  

Ellen G. White:  “I am presenting to you that which the Lord has presented to me. I do not write one article in the paper, expressing merely my own ideas. They are what God has opened before me in a vision – the precious rays of light shining from the throne.” 

  

Narrator:  “Her writings grew to be seventeen times as large as the entire Bible. Her followers were to reference these 5,000 articles, 49 books, plus 55,000 manuscript pages that she claimed to write and regard them to be as inspired as the Bible, through Ellen White’s point of inspiration. 

  

 To this day, official publications of the church have used her writings as the last word on doctrine.  In the ‘27 Points of Fundamental Doctrines,’ they state that 

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

 the Bible is the source of authority, but they also say that, 

 ‘Her writings are a continuing  

 and authoritative source of  

 truth.’ They have, however, made  

 her more embarrassing writings unavailable, locking them securely away in the White estate vault. This is why White wrote about nearly every area of Christian life, including doctrine, diet, health, recreation, and marriage. Many of her writings were done from Elmshaven, her 
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 California home. She claimed an angel stood by her bed in her bedroom and further believed that the three angels mentioned in the Bible’s Book of Revelation carried three unique messages. 

    •   The Investigative Judgment 

•   The Saturday Sabbath 

•   Sunday Worship: The Mark of the Beast 

  

 Sidney Cleveland was an ordained Seventh-day Adventist minister who pastored thirteen churches between 1979 and 1990. While researching a book validating the divine inspiration behind Ellen G. White, Cleveland discovered so many false prophecies that he became disenchanted. He eventually published his findings in a book titled ‘White-Washed, Uncovering the Myths of Ellen G. White.’  

  

 In a vision, Mrs. White also claimed to have traveled, complete with wings, to various planets full of inhabitants. She recorded meeting Enoch on a distant planet during one of her journeys. Other times, she saw angels using golden gate passes to go in and out of Heaven. 

  

 Some of her so-called visions reflected her own racist views. For example, she believed that certain races of people were the result of sexual relations between man and animal, which she referred to as amalgamation. One can see the extent to which Seventh-Day Adventists have dared to go to support their prophetess, even to the manipulation of Scripture. The Clear Word Bible, published in 1994 as an expanded paraphrase to nurture faith and growth, is nothing more than added distortions to the Word of God to support Adventist theology. 

  

 To support its beliefs, the Watch Tower Publications has published its own version of the Bible, called ‘The New World Translation.’ To lend credence to the translation, the Watch Tower Society has deliberately misquoted well-known Greek scholars. Dr. J.R. Mantey, an eminent scholar, was one of the authorities quoted out of context. The Watch Tower Society has provided support for the New World Translation - Dr. 

 Mantey disagrees.” 
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Dr. Mantey:  “I have never found any so-called translation that goes so far away from what the Scripture actually teaches as these books, published by the Jehovah's Witnesses. They are so far away from what it says in the original Hebrew and the original Greek.” 

  

Narrator:  “Dr. Mantey called the Jehovah's Witness Bible a shocking mistranslation, obsolete and incorrect.” 

  

Dr. Mantey:  “You can’t follow it because it’s biased and deceptive. They deliberately changed words in the verses of Scripture to fit into their doctrine. They distorted the Scripture in many passages, scores, and scores of passages in the New Testament, beginning with the deity of Christ, especially.” 

  

Narrator:  “In support of their altered scriptures, the Watch Tower has even turned to the occult. Johannes Greber's New Testament Bible translation has been used as an authority in many of their publications. 

 Johannes Greber was a spiritualist who was heavily involved in the occult. 

 His translation was completed under the direction of spirit messengers with the aid of his wife, who was a self-professed spirit medium.” 

  



So, just as a quick example, as you can see, just because somebody claims to have a Bible doesn’t mean that it’s the same as ours. Just because they say, they are Christians, “here’s their Bible,” again, that’s no proof-text to get into this stuff. As you can see, this is true for all pseudo-Christian groups, as we have seen four of them - Catholics, Mormons, Jehovah’s Witnesses, and Seventh-Day Adventists. And, by the way, that investigative judgment is the total judgment of your works, and it is a false gospel. And they believe that you don’t know if you are going to even get to Heaven. The only way you are going to know is after you die. They teach the false teaching called Soul Sleep, where the Bible says, “Oh, they fell asleep.” No, that’s just a euphemism for you to die. No, last time I checked, it looks like you’re asleep, but that’s all it is. They say when you die, you go to sleep. You take a long cosmic nap, and then at the end, you are resurrected, and then you still don’t know if you’re going to get to Heaven. That is what they mean by investigative judgment. Your life will 
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be investigated, and then your works will be judged, and that will determine whether you get to Heaven or not. That’s a works-based false gospel. So, as you see, just because someone claims to be a Christian, just because they have a Bible, doesn’t mean it’s the same as ours. It doesn’t mean that they follow it or that their beliefs are only within the Scripture. 



And this is my whole point. This is commonplace. It’s the same thing with Freemasonry. You hear,  “Oh, we got a Bible. We opened up the Bible, and we did our oath with the Bible open.”  So, those other guys have a Bible. What does that prove? It doesn’t mean it’s the same as ours. We know that the Freemason Bible, and by the way they admit, it doesn’t have to be “The Bible”; it could be any religious sect, even the Quran. Their Bible is not the same as ours. Let me give you some examples. 



Narrator:  “Today, we are going to take a look at the Oxford Masonic Bible. There is a Freemason insignia on the front. And this one offers ‘Masonic Helps.’ This is their interpretation of the Bible. It goes on to tell about the Great Light in Masonry, the Legend of the Temple, the Construction of the Temple, and the Bible in a Masonic Ritual, and the very back, they show Egyptian gods and goddesses. Which is 

 interesting - the soul is 

 revisiting the body. There are 

 a ton of Egyptian references in this Bible. I don’t believe these would be in other versions of the Bible.” 

  



That is the understatement of the year. And that’s just a teaser. So, again, just because they say they have a Bible doesn’t mean they are a Christian organization.  “Oh, I’m a Christian, I have a Bible, I’m okay.” 
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Are you kidding me? You better do your homework and stop lying to yourself. Some may say,  “It’s just a different Bible. They believe in God. 

 And look at what they’re doing. They do good things for society. And isn’t that what Christians are all about?”  Excuse me, what Bible are you reading? Their god is not the same God that’s in the Bible. What they worship is not the same thing that we worship. They worship Lucifer, and just to cut to the chase, here is one guy admitting it. 



Freemason:  “I am Lucifer. Who do you worship?” 

  

Interviewer:  “Sir. I’m a Christian.” 

  

Freemason:  “I am pure and virtuous and wholesome and innocent. How can you say anything bad about me?” 

  

Interviewer:  “Sir, you need to be born again.” 

  

Freemason:  “I am born again. I am Lucifer.” 

  

Interviewer:  “Did you just say that you are Lucifer.” 

  

Freemason:  “I am Lucifer.” 

  

Interviewer:  “Sir, define Lucifer for me.” 

  

Freemason:  “A pure, virtuous, wholesome, innocent individual that’s out to help people.” 

  

Interviewer:  “Lucifer is?” 

  

Freemason:  “Yes.” 

  

Interviewer:  “Say that again. Lucifer is pure, virtuous, wholesome, and innocent. Now, is Lucifer the one that God created?” 

  

Freemason:  “Yes, it’s the same one.” 
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Interviewer:  “Man, this is great. I’m going to put this on the internet.” 

  

Freemason:  “God Bless you, brother.” 

  

Interviewer:  “Because that’s exactly what the Shriners and Masons teach, that Lucifer is Light.” 

  

Freemason:  “What about the Shriners Hospital?” 

  

Interviewer:  “You know what, sir? Jesus said, ‘On that day, many will say, Lord, Lord, did we not do these good deeds, in your name?’ And He’ll say, ‘Stay away from me, you workers of iniquity. I never knew you!’” 

  

Freemason:  “Jesus said it?” 

  

Interviewer:  “In Matthew chapter 5.” 

  

Freemason:  “Mercy. That’s hard to believe.” 

  

Interviewer:  “So you’re a Christian, and you don’t know that?” 

  

Freemason:  “I really am, I’m pure and virtuous.” 

  

Interviewer:  “You are? Have you ever been called Worshipful Master?” 

  

Freemason:  “No, because I’ve just been too busy. I’ve been working to help people. Get outta here!” 

  

Interviewer:  “So, this is what a Mason confesses. Lucifer is light.” 





And a Christian is supposed to be a part of this? It’s okay just to be a do-gooders club. Are you kidding me? You better repent! And run! Get right with God, or if you believe that, it’s works-based. Maybe that’s why you won’t run - because you’re not a Christian. It’s crazy, and it’s all over the place, including in the church. 
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But not so surprisingly, Freemasons not only have their Bible, and as you saw a different God, but they also disagree with what the Bible teaches in a ton of areas. Now, I’m only going to hit some highlights on that as well. Freemasonry and the Eastern Star, Demolay and Jobs Daughters. We will have individual studies on the last three. Demolay and Jobs Daughters is basically the Boys Club and the Girls Club for Freemasons. But all four of them, secret organizations, seem to be harmless fellowship gatherings, and many appear to have a belief in a god. 

However, Freemasonry also calls itself “The Craft.” As in where you saw the parallel of the rituals, is half of the word “Witch-craft.” But that is what they call themselves. “The Craft.” 



They do not believe in the Bible's one true God; instead, each man must act with courage, fidelity, and devotion to his god, whatever god you want to bring to the table. Freemasonry teaches the existence of a supreme being, whoever that may be. Is that what the Bible teaches? They say whatever god that might be, you fill in the blank. It could be the god of Islam, Hinduism, or any other religion will do. What did Jesus say? John 14:6 says, “He’s the way, the truth, the life, and nobody comes to the Father except through the Son.” There’s only one God. That’s it; there’s only one way to Heaven. That’s it. But that’s not what they teach. How can you live with that as a Christian? Now, I’m going to give you a couple of examples that I have seen in the church. 



One of them was a guy who was considered a pillar in the church, a deacon. I found out in my fourth week in this pastorate. I was doing my study on “The Existence of God.” I didn’t know where they were, and since I was new, I decided to do “The Existence of God.” I got to the point of the uniqueness of Christianity. And I didn’t go down deep like I do now with these 323 weeks of studies. It was just one study that taught the difference between Christianity and what other religions teach. I went down the different points of the uniqueness of Christ and the Cross. He is the Way, and there is no other religion that has a Cross. Everybody else says,  “You are god; you can become a god, and you have to work your way to God.”  No, it’s God alone; you deserve to go straight to hell, but because of His love, He pulled you out. That was all it was. At the end of that sermon, I got a phone call later that day, and it was the wife of the man there. She said,  “He is irate, and he needs to come talk to you.”  Now, 
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he was a big guy, about 6’6”, and the whole time that he was looking down at me, I had to look up at him. I’m not kidding. And I believe part of it was to intimidate me. He basically told me,  “You shouldn’t preach like that.”  I asked him,  “What do you mean?”  He said,  “You shouldn’t talk about other people’s religions.”   



Now again, what is the background of Freemasonry? It’s anything goes. Of course, later, I found out that he was a part of Freemasonry. I said,  “What are you talking about?”  He replied,  “I just don’t think that is something we should be doing in the church.”  I said,  “Really, well, wait a second, if, in fact, the Bible is true, and I believe it is true, I assume you believe it’s true, and Jesus said, ‘He’s the only way to Heaven,’ that means every false path is what? It’s not, just not the way to Heaven; it sends people to hell. So, how can I be a loving Christian if I keep my mouth shut on these other paths that are leading people astray? Especially if they believe in that. They are being led to hell, and I’m not supposed to say anything about it?”  



We went round and round, and of course, he wasn’t going to budge. And I’m going through Scripture, and finally, we got to the point that he looked down at me, he pointed his big finger into my face and said, 

 “I’ve seen a lot of you come and a lot of you go.”  I found out later from the community that they refused to come to that church because their reputation was that they chewed up the new pastors and spit them out. 

Anybody worth their salt wouldn’t last long at that place. It wasn’t just ecumenical; it was Freemasonry.  “You shouldn’t talk about other religions. Just come here because we are a good boys club. Don’t preach the truth.”  That was my first encounter. 



My next encounter was back to the Demolay and the Job’s Daughters thing. I had never heard of that in my life. This was one of my first internships at a Baptist Church. They put me in charge of the youth group. One of the youths had died in a canoe accident. It was horrible because a lot of the other youth were there, and they were completely brokenhearted. In God’s wonderful sovereignty, I had lost my notes, and at the last minute, I thought,  “Oh no!”  So, I grabbed a gospel tract. I thought that I’d teach off of this. I was going step by step through the tract, and when I reached the end, I said,  “Is there anybody here that would like to receive Christ as Savior?”  Ten hands go up. God had 
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prepared their hearts after the death of their friend. They prayed and received Christ as their Savior. I was elated, I couldn’t believe it. I was, 

 “Thank you, God.”  I had only read the gospel tract. So, the following Sunday, I told the pastor, and he was excited, so I gave a praise report to the church.  “Ten of the youth got saved on Sunday.”  They got mad at me. 

There was dead silence.  “Because our kids are fine. What do you mean they need to get saved?”  It was the craziest thing I had ever seen in my life. They got mad at me because their kids got saved. 



I found out later that they were involved in Freemasonry, and the reason they couldn’t come to some of the youth meetings was that they had something greater that they had allegiance to, and that was the Demolay and the Job’s Daughters. Which was the Freemason’s youth group, if you will. And when push came to shove, they always chose that. 

Those families were Freemasons. They were pure, wholesome, and virtuous, and they didn’t need to be saved. It all started to make sense. 



This is in churches today. I can tell you more horror stories. If you don’t toe the line, these Freemasons, who have taken over the churches, are either in the leadership, or they are sitting in the pews, which is considered the lead leadership - these guys that pay the bills. So they hold it over the church’s head. They will kick you out! Sometimes they will take you out! This is no joke. And this is what Christians should be a part of? This is crazy! 



My point in bringing that up is that when push comes to shove, these are professing Christians who went to church services, but they did not follow the Scripture, they rejected the Scripture, and they showed their allegiance to Freemasonry. It’s not for Christians. However, there are other ways that Freemasonry disagrees with the Bible. Why do they have a different Bible, why do they have a different god, and why do they certainly have a different allegiance? They disagree on all kinds of things, such as: 



•  Salvation from sin 

•  The view of the Bible 

•  The Doctrines of the Bible 

•  The Doctrines of Jesus and the Trinity 

•  Human nature, sin, and salvation itself 
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Narrator:  “The following is a comparison of what the Bible says and what Freemasonry teaches. 

  

 Salvation from sin:  

 The Bible’s view – Jesus became the sinner's sacrifice before God when He shed his blood and died for the payment of the sins of all those who believe. 

  

 Freemasonry teaches that the very process of joining a Lodge requires an apprentice to ignore the exclusivity of Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior. 

 Freemasonry focuses on good works and the pursuit of personal self-improvement. ‘By returning to the Lodge, witnessing the degrees, and becoming an active part of the Masonic community, a man can build himself into a better man.’ 

  

 The view of the Bible: 

 The Bible’s view—The Bible is the Word of God. It is God-read and authoritative in all areas of life. 

  

 Freemasonry teaches that the Bible is only one of seven commonly used volumes of sacred law, all of which are deemed equally important. ‘The Holy Book of any religion may be used as a VSL, provided that it teaches and its adherents believe in a Supreme Being.’ The Bible is an important book, but only as far as those members who claim to be Christians are concerned. The Bible is not to be considered the exclusive Word of God or God’s sole revelation of Himself. 

  

 The Doctrine of God: 

 The Bible’s view – There is only one God. To worship other gods or to call upon other deities is idolatry. Paul spoke of idolatry as a heinous sin, and John said the idolators would perish in hell. 

  

 Freemasonry teaches that all members must believe in a deity. Different religions acknowledge the same God, but they call him by other names. 

 Freemasonry invites all people of all faiths, even if they use different names for the ‘nameless one of the hundred names.’ They are praying to 
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 the one god and father of all. Manny Hall, a 33rd-degree Mason, wrote, 

 ‘The true Mason is not creed-bound. He realizes with the divine illumination of his Lodge that as a Mason, his religion must be universal: Christ, Buddha, or Mohammed, the names mean little, for he recognizes only the light and not the bearer.’  

  

 The Doctrine of Jesus and the Trinity: The Bible views Jesus as God in human form. He is the second person of the Trinity, fully human and fully divine. Christians should pray in Jesus’ 

 name and proclaim Him before others. 

  

 Freemasonry teaches that there is no exclusivity in Jesus Christ or the Triune God, who is the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. Jesus is equated to persons of pagan religions. ‘The Hindus called him Krishna; the Chinese, Kioun-tse; the Persians, Sosiosch; the Chaldeans, Dhouvanai; the Egyptians, Horus; Plato, Love; the Scandinavians, Balder; the Christians, Jesus; Masons, Hiram.’ 

  

 Human Nature and Sin:  

 The Bible’s view – All humans are born with a sinful nature and need a Savior from sin. Because of the fall, humanity has within itself no capacity for moral perfection. 

  

 Freemasonry teaches – Through symbols and emblems, Masons teach that a man is not sinful but in a process of self-improvement. ‘The lesson we teach is that the Rough Ashler [a rough-cut stone] represents ourselves, rude and imperfect by nature, but that the Perfect Ashler [a stone with smooth sides and square edges] is that state of perfection at which we hope to obtain, by a virtuous education, our own endeavors and the blessing of god.’ Human beings possess the ability to move from imperfection to total perfection. 

  

 When a Christian takes the oath of Freemasonry, he swears that the doctrines that God has pronounced are false. First, salvation can be gained through man’s good works. Second, Jesus is just one of many equally wise prophets. Third, he approaches the Lodge in spiritual 
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 darkness and ignorance. The Bible says that Christians are children of light. Fourth, the Great or Grand Architect of the Universe is representative of all gods and all religions. By swearing the Masonic oath and participating in the rituals of the Lodge, participants are participating in a false gospel. Masonry contradicts the clear teaching of Scripture on numerous issues. As a result, a Christian should not be a member of any organization that has any connection with Freemasonry.” 





Including Eastern Star, Demolay, Job’s Daughters, Shriners, and all the others. Now, that was just a quick cursory overview. They get it wrong on every major doctrine, including the one you really don’t want to get wrong, and that’s how you get to Heaven. “This is supposed to be a Christian organization based on their  having a Bible, if they have a Bible. 

 And they do good things. They must be Christian.”  



Now, speaking of rituals and oaths, they not only take oaths, but they also take bloody oaths to be a part of this. I don’t know if you noticed, but I’ve been doing the membership classes that some of you have gone through. And some of you can confirm that you come into my office, we blindfold you, and we put a sword to your chest, and you threaten to kill yourself if you share what I just revealed in my office. 



Now, if I actually did that, what would happen? YOU’RE FIRED! 

Out of here, pal! Lawsuit city, right? That’s what these guys do. And yet you’re supposed to be a Christian? Personally, the moment somebody tried to put a blindfold on my head, run! The moment somebody told me to bow before somebody else besides Jesus Christ, run! The moment somebody puts a sword to my chest, run! Let me give you some examples of their bloody oaths. Each degree of Freemasons requires blood oaths. 

Blood oaths are taken at an altar. If you doubt the validity of an oath, try repeating what I am about to read aloud and substitute it with the names of your parents and your children. 



CREEPY MASONIC OATHS 





The first-degree  - Masonic Entered Apprentice Oath, as you’re being blindfolded with the sword and all that stuff,  “To all of which I do solemnly do swear and sincerely promise and swear without any 
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 hesitation, mental reservation, or secret evasion of mind in me whatsoever, binding myself under no less penalty than that of having my 

 throat cut across, my tongue torn out and with my body buried in the 

 sands of the sea, at low water mark, where the tide ebbs and flows twice 

 in twenty-four hours, should I ever knowingly or willfully violate this, my solemn obligation of an Entered Apprentice.”  How do you even get that out of your mouth? And that’s just the first one. 



This is the second-degree – Masonic Fellow Craft Oath.  “To all of which I do solemnly and sincerely promise and swear without any hesitation, mental reservation or secret evasion of mind in me whatsoever, binding myself under no less penalty than that of having my left breast 

 torn open, my heart and vitals taken thence, and with my body given as a 

 prey to the vultures in the air, should I ever knowingly or willfully violate this, my solemn obligation of a Fellow Craft.”   



Third degree – Masonic Master Mason’s Oath.  “To all of which I do solemnly and sincerely promise and swear, without having any hesitation, mental reservation, or secret evasion of mind in me whatsoever, binding myself under no less a penalty than that of having my 

 body severed in twain, my bowels taken thence, and with my body 

 burned to ashes, and the ashes thereof scattered to the four winds of 

 Heaven, that there might remain, neither track, trace, nor remembrance 

 among man or Masons of so vile or perjured a wretch, should I be, should I ever knowingly or willfully violate this, my solemn obligation of a master mason.”  



Masonic Shriners Oath to Allah and Mohammed.  “In willful violation of which I may incur the fearful penalty of having my eyeballs 

 pierced in the center with a three-edged blade, my feet flayed, and I will 

 be forced to walk on hot sands upon the sterile shores of the Red Sea 

 until the flaming sun shall strike me with a livid plague, and may Allah the God of Arab, Muslim, and Mohammedan, the God of our fathers support me to the entire fulfillment of the same, Amen, Amen.”  



And is it okay for Christians to do that? You do your lodge thing, your duty, you wear your hats, and your parties, drunk. “Well, we’re doing it for the kids.” Then you show up on Sundays, and if someone goes against what you really pledged your heart to, it's Freemasonry. You threaten them, you kick them out, you chew them up and spit them out. Or 
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you kill them. And I’m not joking about that killing part. Now, if you don’t believe that they take these bloody oaths, again, here are some former masons admitting what they did. 



Former Mason:  “What happens when a mason joins the lodge? He first enters into what is called the Blue Lodge. The very first thing that the mason is required to do is go through an initiation ceremony. It’s called the Interapprentice Degree. In that initiation ceremony, he will be stripped of most of his clothing, a blindfold will be placed over his eyes, and a noose will be placed around his neck, and he will be brought to the door of the Masonic Lodge. There, a person will greet him and show him in, and there, he will come before an altar. Every mason stands before an altar, and behind the altar is a man called the Worshipful Master of the Lodge.” 

  

Former Mason #2:  “Today, we find that when a new member joins the organization, he kneels, blindfolded, bare-breasted, and the Master of the Lodge touches his left breast with a sharply pointed sword.” 

  

Former Mason #1:  “And they are then required, with this blindfold over their eyes, to take a blood oath not to reveal the secrets of masonry or they will lose their life. Every mason puts his thumb to his throat, and he swears a blood oath not to reveal the secrets of masonry, or he will have his throat cut from ear to ear, his bowels ripped open, and scattered to the beasts in the field. These pagan blood oaths are taken to swear them to secrecy so they will not reveal the secrets of what they will learn as they progress through the Masonic lodge. Now most men will go into the Scottish Rite and progress on through, to 33 degrees, and in each one of those degrees they give worship to different gods and deities, Egyptian gods, Persian gods, and Greek gods.” 





And I wonder why they have that in their Bible. That’s a part of their worship. Now, I’ll say this: if you are a part of the Freemasons, you better repent, renounce that, and you better run! That’s the three R’s. If you don’t, you’re in a heap of trouble with God, and that may be the reason you have no gumption to leave; you are not born-again. I'm just 
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being blunt. You can threaten me, but it doesn’t take away the truth. Jesus Christ is the only way to get to Heaven and you don’t get there by works. 

It’s only by His death on the Cross. He is the One and only true God, and that’s it. That’s what the Bible teaches. If you profess to be a Christian, you follow Christ, not man, not an organization, not a Lodge, Jesus. And that’s what He said. It’s not for Christians. 



But my question is this – how in the world did this get started? 

And not just in the world – how in the world did it get into the church? 

I’m telling you, Freemasons are all over the church. 
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Chapter Two

The History 

of Freemasonry 



















We are now in the occult secret societies, and that’s basically what Freemasonry is. Freemasonry is the big one, so that is what we are starting with. In the last chapter, what we did is what I call the shot across the bow, about as blunt as you can make it. If that was the only study that you were a part of, hopefully, it sent a clear message, an obvious call, a Christian warning. No Christian, no church, nobody should have any business messing with this group. We were very blunt, Scripturally, in love. If you are professing to be a Christian, or if you are a church and you think Freemasonry is perfectly fine, you need to repent, you need to run, and you need to get right with God. That’s about as blunt as I can make it. 

No Christian should have any part in this because, as we saw, they conduct their meetings in secret; they have secret handshakes, secret meetings, secret symbols, secret messages, and secret oaths, with the penalty of death. When you are a Christian, what are you supposed to be doing with God’s truth? We are to shout it from the rooftops. We don’t do that. Our only allegiance, unlike Freemasonry, is Jesus Christ and Him alone. The genuine Light of the World is the one and only God, the God that is in the Bible and only the Bible. Not Lucifer, their light, who they clearly, freely worship.

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Why in the world would any Christian be a part of this organization? Even just getting your foot in the door, with the bloody oaths, is beyond me. How do you rationalize that? Come out of that and say,  “It’s perfectly fine to do this.”  It makes no sense. Let me give you another teaser of those bloody oaths that they have. This is the very first step of becoming a Mason. You tell me if any Christian should be a part of this. 



Richard B. Spence, Ph.D. University of Idaho:  “The candidate for Entered Apprentice stands behind the door waiting to be summoned. He’s blindfolded, and there’s a noose around his neck, with a length of rope trailing behind. His chest is exposed at the left breast, and his left pant leg is rolled up. The doorkeeper wraps three times and announces that the candidate desires to enter and obtain the Privileges of Freemasonry. With that, the candidate is escorted into the Lodge by the Inner Guard. The guard holds the tip of a dagger against the candidate’s bare chest and asks if he feels anything. Next, the candidate kneels before the head of the Lodge, the Worshipable Master. 

 And they engage in a ritual question and answer. 

 The rope or cable tow leads him to an altar with a Bible or other holy book. 

 Standing with his heels 

 together to form a square, 

 the candidate now kneels, 

 and he places his right 

 hand on the Bible and, with 

 his left, presses the point of 

 a compass against his 

 chest. He swears to conceal 

 forever and never reveal 

 any of the secret art parts 

 or points of the hidden 

 mysteries of Freemasonry.

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 If he breaks that promise, he binds himself to “having my throat cut across, my tongue torn out, my body buried in the sands of the sea at low tide.” 

  

 The assembled brothers rise and give the sign of the Entered Apprentice; their right hands are held, their palms down beneath the chin, and their elbows are straight out. The Master asks the candidate what he seeks. He replies, ‘The light.’ The Master strikes his gavel, and the hood is removed. 

 Now, the candidate is shown three sacred objects: the holy book, the square, and the compass. 

 The Master reminds him that he faces terrible retribution should he ever betray the organization’s secrets. Next comes the instruction in the secret hand sign or grip and the secret word, ‘Boaz.’ The candidate receives his Masonic badge and the symbolic tools, a gavel, and a ruler. 

  

 The candidate leaves to change clothes and then returns to receive the final charges. He’s again warned he must never reveal any secrets of the brotherhood. Secrecy, if you haven’t noticed, is a big deal. 

  

 The new brother has entered the first grade of Freemasonry. Above it are two more degrees. Fellowcraft and Master Mason. Each has its ritual, oath of secrecy, and prescribed horrible punishments.” 

  



The moment they put a blindfold on you, and by the way, that is where we get the word  “hoodwinked,”  it’s also from Freemasonry, and we’ll get into that in the next chapter. But the moment they put a blindfold on you, wouldn’t you want to run? And then you make it through that and 
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then,  “What’s that pointy thing? I hope it’s not a pencil sharpener. What is that?”  And then a bloody oath. And professing Christians say it’s no big deal. But, again, it used to be just for men only. But now, they’ve opened the door for ladies as well. Freemasonry for women. They want to make sure everybody gets involved in this occult society. 



Narrator:  “They’re one of the most secretive organizations in the world.

Officer:  “And you must lay plans, draw designs, and assist the Most Worshipful Grand Master in executing her work.” 

  

Narrator:  “The female Freemasons were formed in 1908. Their male counterparts have been meeting for at least 300 years. Their practices involve secret handshakes, rolling up their trouser legs, wearing blindfolds, and even nooses around their necks. They are currently headed up by the Queen’s cousin, the Duke of Kent. The Freemasons have been accused of favoritism, helping each other rise up the career ladder and covering up each other’s mistakes.” 





It is covering up each other’s mistakes. We are going to see how that is done because that is a classic thing that’s done with Freemasonry, with the secret handshakes, with the secret signs. And when you go to court, the judge is bound by the Freemason oath to be lenient to you. 

Above all, courts of law are above everything, and we are going to see some of that proof. That is what they mean by “covering up each other’s mistakes.” Also, there is a lot of nobility in the UK.

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To name a few. We are going to eventually deal with the branches because the men have their own. Like Demolay and others, to suck in the younger crowds, to get them, as adults, into Freemasonry. There are a lot of sub-organizations, and we will be getting into them as well. 



When we left off in our last chapter, we asked the question, how in the world did all this begin? How did Freemasonry not only get around the world but even here in the United States? And how did it get into the church?   “Well, that’s just a conspiracy theory; it’s not in the church!” 

What church in the right mind would do that? And go to sleep at night thinking that’s perfectly okay, with their blood oaths and the other secrecy. Well, I shared two personal encounters that I dealt with. But let me give you another little teaser showing that this is all over the place, including the church in America. These are the entities that are controlling the church. You may wonder why most of the churches don’t put up much of a fight when it comes to that.  “We need to love everybody, tolerate everybody, and all get along together in all different religions.”  That’s Freemasonry. But why does that come from the church? Well, maybe it’s because the people in the church are Freemasons. There’s a direct pattern that we’re going to see. Let me give you another proof that this is going on. Freemasonry is still, to this day, allowed open-faced in churches, including their ceremonies. 



Mason:  “Praise be honor to God, Pastor, who is the head of this house.” 

  

Pastor:  “Bless you, sir.” 

  

Mason:  “Pastor, thank you for allowing us to sit in on your service instead of doing the service.”  You’d have to pay him … you got off … 

you got lucky.   

  

Narrator:  “Singing songs to Jesus supposedly in their Mason garb.” 

  

ILLUSTRATIONS OF MASONRY AT A MASONIC INITIATION 

  

Four people are standing, facing the congregation, their right hands are raised to recite the following: 
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 ‘“Of my free will and accord, in the presence of Almighty God and His worshipful love gates of the Holy St. John, do hereby and hereon most solemnly and sincerely promise to swear.’ Your regular attendance at the meetings of the Lodge is essentially necessary. In the absence of the Master, you are to govern this Lodge; in his presence, you are to assist him in the government of it.” 

  

Mason:  “You have been elected Treasurer of your Lodge. You agree to be a good man, true, and strictly obey the moral law. You agree to avoid piques and quarrels and guard against intemperance and naysayers. You agree to promote the general good of society, cultivate the social virtues, and propagate the knowledge of the mystic art.” 

  

And they all said , “I do.” 





You promise, in a church facility, to propagate the knowledge of mystic art. Not Jesus, not the Bible, not God, not the gospel, but the mystic occult art of Freemasonry. This is what’s going on in churches. 

Again, how could anybody indwelt with the Spirit of God go to sleep at night with this and somehow say it’s perfectly fine? Do you not have a conscience? There should be a quandary there. You are a member of an organization with secret handshakes, secret meanings, secret symbols, secret messages, and secret oaths that are bloody, under penalty of death, if you reveal them. And you have an allegiance over that organization, other than Jesus Christ. 



Now, what’s interesting is that you put all of this together, and this is an occult secret society. And it’s in the church. In our occult studies, we learned that we have witchcraft in the church, we’ve got satanism in the church, we’ve got voodoo, shamanism, druidism, and even vampires in the church. Now, you have occult societies in the church, directing the church, and we wonder why things are so messed up. Let’s ignore it and act like nothing is happening. Learn to be a better you. Yeah, that’s why this stuff keeps happening, and it’s allowed to continue. People don’t want to deal with these issues. 



Now, we are going to begin the journey of the history of Freemasonry. In the last chapter, my goal was that if you could only read 
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one chapter, it would be very blunt. If you’re a professing Christian, you better repent, run, and get right with God. You better get out of this thing as soon as possible. Get it out of your church, and if your church doesn’t do it, you better leave that church. 



Now, before we get into the history, let’s remind ourselves Biblically why any professing Christian, any born-again believer, should have no part in any so-called secret organization. That is an oxymoron, and that should never even come out of your mouth. It’s directly opposite of what the Bible says that we are called to do as Christians. Now, let’s take a look at what Jesus has to say and what Jesus calls us to do as Christians. And you tell me if any of it is compatible with their secret mindset, the secretive behavior of Freemasonry. We are to be the salt and the light. Still, if you want to add another layer of identity, II Thessalonians 2, as we have seen in previous studies, we are not only the salt and the light, but the Bible says that as Christians specifically, in the Last Days, we’re a restraining influence against evil. That doesn’t mean that you go along with it; it doesn’t mean that you comply; we are the restraint. But that’s just a little side note. 



Matthew 5:13-16: “You are the salt of the earth. But if the salt loses its saltiness, how can it be made salty again? It is no longer good for anything except to be thrown out and trampled by men. You are the light of the world. A city on a hill cannot be hidden. Neither do people light a lamp and put it under a bowl. Instead, they put it on its stand, and it gives light to everyone in the house. In the same way, let your light shine before men, that they may see your good deeds and praise your Father in Heaven.” 





The whole purpose of you and I as Christians, when it comes to being Christians and sharing God’s truth, is that Jesus is the way, the truth, and the life. What are we supposed to do with it? As soon as we become born-again, we secret it away. We tuck it in our pocket. We shove everything in the closet. And keep it there. If guests come over, “Oh wait a second,” and every piece of paraphernalia you hide in the kitchen counters, whatever, stick it in the fridge. I don’t care. Get it out of there because it’s all a secret. And the only people we share this secret message from Jesus Christ is if they come through that front door and they give us

the right hand, knuckle hand, handshake. No! That’s stupid! What did He say? We don’t secret it away. We don’t hide it away from everybody in the dark. We don’t only give it to those who have secret handshakes, attend secret meetings, interpret our secret symbols and secret messages, and take a bloody oath that if you reveal what I am about to share with you in secret, then we’re going to kill you. 



Of course, I’m using sarcasm to make a point, but that’s the point. 

That’s exactly what Freemasonry is. And you’re supposed to be a Christian. How is that compatible? How do you sleep at night? That’s crazy! We do not do that. We are called to teach, number one, God’s truth. 

And that’s another thing: they’re not even teaching God’s truth. We are to teach God’s truth. We don’t hide it away. We don’t keep it to ourselves, we don’t conceal it, we don’t hide it. We shine it for the whole world to see. We shout it from the rooftops. This is completely antithetical to Biblical Christianity. But it has crept into the church. So, let’s deal with that journey. How did it get into the church, not just the world? 



THE HISTORY OF FREEMASONRY 































Freemasonry, Masonry, or as we saw in the last chapter, is called the  “Craft.”  I wonder why. It’s only missing one word. “Witch-craft!” 

And as we saw, there are complete parallels between Freemasonry and witchcraft. Freemasonry is the largest secret fraternity in the world. That’s 
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why we are dealing with this one first. Their whole purpose is to unite all peoples in fellowship under the principles of the Fatherhood of God. It is not the same God of the Bible, and it is not even close. The Brotherhood of Man, we all need to get along. And the Immortality of the Soul, you know a lot of people who have become Freemasons or have family that are Freemasons, even professing Christians, they’ll try to justify it by saying,  “It’s just a do-gooders club, we just do good things for the community.”  They will freely admit that it’s for the “Immortality of the Soul.” They put their trust not in Jesus Christ, but they put their trust in being a good Mason. That’s how they are going to get to Heaven, with secret words to open up the doors of Heaven. 



They admit it is a spiritual organization. So, don’t fall for this, 

 “Oh, we just do good stuff.”  Yeah, you might do good stuff, but it’s a lot more than that. Don’t be fooled. Masonry exists in various forms all over the world. Membership is estimated to be around 5 million, including 2 

million alone in the United States. Technically, at least as far as we know, historically, there is not a single individual who we can say,  “That guy started it.”  But what we do know is that we are starting to see signs of Masonry as far back as early as the 1500s to the 1600s. Some of the oldest Masonic documents date back to 1390. But what we are going to see is that there is a date out there if you do the research, and they say that 1717 

is when it really started. Well, it’s kind of like the Protestant Reformation. 

They say it began with Martin Luther. No, it started a couple of hundred years before that. You know, with John Hust and John Whitcliffe paving the way for Martin Luther, but Martin Luther gets the credit for it. 



So, in 1717, if you look at it, Freemasonry started before that. 

Masonry appears to have developed in its current form in the late 1500s or early 1600s. But here’s the key word, “legend,” because that is what it is. 

The inspiration behind Joseph Smith’s ability to not just plagiarize but make up stories, including the Book of Mormon. However, these guys claim that they can trace their origins back to the building of Solomon’s Temple and the building of the pyramids. That is where the influence of the Egyptian occult gods and goddesses came from. But they also believe they can even trace it down to the ancient civilization of Atlantis. That it was the Masons who built all these amazing structures. But again, the key word there is “legend” because their institution wasn’t even around at the 
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time of Solomon. So again, they just made it up. Freemasonry is organized by Lodges. You get several lodges, and they’re governed by a “Grand Lodge.” That is their organizational structure. 



WHY DO THEY CALL THEM LODGES? 





In medieval Europe, large construction projects, such as castles and cathedrals, were the big deal. Free itinerant skilled tradesmen built them. Like a private contractor, and that’s where you get “Mason.” So, back in the day, what would they use as tools to build castles and cathedrals? They would use stone. So, you would need a stone mason, and this was the big project. These things, especially the cathedrals and castles, you can’t build overnight. If you’ve ever been to Europe and seen some of the big ones, they take a while to build. These guys were the specialists. 

The specialists were the builders of the day. 



Now, by the way, just as a side note, I have mentioned Martin Luther. If you go back to when he did his 95 Thesis, on the Wittenberg door, the church door, rejecting Catholicism, what he had rejected was called “indulgences.” Indulgences were basically how the Catholic church drummed up the money to pay these masons to build the cathedrals. 

Which sometimes would take decades. The massive edifices are still all over Europe. They would go into communities and say,  “If you put money into this coffer, we have an itemized list here, and you will be absolved of all of your sins.”  That was called an indulgence, and they still do it today. 

If you slept with a prostitute, it would cost $2.15. Throw your money in there and be absolved of that sin. If you stole something from somebody, it would cost $5.33. If you put it in there, you would be absolved of that sin. They had an itemized list of sins and the payment that you needed to put in here to be absolved. And people did it. That is how they drummed up money to build all of these edifices. That was just a little side note. The Masons were there because you have to pay the stone workers. 



So, why do they call them Lodges? Because when they were building these castles and cathedrals, these skilled Masons lived together in huts or sheds that they called Lodges. That is where you get the name Lodge of Freemasonry. In these lodges, while they were working, sometimes for decades, on these projects, they shared their politics and 
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religion as well. You can imagine if you have ever been in a skilled trade or trained for a skilled trade, you start out as an apprentice and sit under a journeyman. That’s a kinder word that we call it, but they called it the Master. So, you have the Master and the Apprentice. What do they still use today in Freemasonry? The same mindset. So, this is where it all comes from. 



But they were also taught spiritual values of integrity and brotherhood and a belief in (keyword) a god. And this was the common theme. Whatever god you wanted to bring to the table. So, don’t say this is Christian because it’s not even close. Now, gradually, they began to add allegories, symbolism, and rituals to this group, and eventually, they came up with their theology, symbolism, and rituals to encompass broader religious ideals. We are going to see that a common thread with Freemasonry is that anything goes, and you have no right to tell anybody that their path is wrong. Does that sound familiar? Not just in the world but also in the Church. I wonder if it’s a Freemasonry influence. It was not just New Age or Hinduism but medieval European occultism, which they also added to the plate. And that’s from a secular article that mentions that. So, it’s not a conspiracy theory. So, they grabbed it all together and created this. 



Again, this is where it started, mainly in Europe. Why? Because this is where they built the castles and the cathedrals. On May 20th, 1641, this guy, Sir Robert Moray. He was 

initiated into Freemasonry in Edinburgh. This was a Scottish Lodge. However, the reason why his name comes up is that he was the first man to be initiated into Freemasonry on English soil. In 1716, four Lodges met and agreed to meet again the following year to form a “Grand Lodge” to govern them. This watershed moment led to the formation of the first Grand Lodge in London in 1717. Technically, he gets the title of the first English Freemason. 
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That is why they say that the birth of 

Freemasonry. It was a little before that, but that’s okay. They are talking about the Grand Lodge and when it started taking off. Then, 

the first Grand Master of the 

Grand Lodge was this guy, 

Anthony Sayer. And then it 

went to another guy named 

George Payne. Then, in 1719, it went to John Theophilus Desaguliers. He was a clergyman. This is the area of the last 

commoner, the average Joe, being raised to Grandmaster, who’s taking over the lodges. 

From this point forward, it began to become only members of the nobility. And part of that was a strategic move to add more credence to this group called Freemasons. Because, after all, look at the king; he’s a Freemason. This guy, John Theophilus Desaguliers, is considered the father of Freemasonry as 

we know it. 

Now, this guy, James Anderson, was another so-called clergyman, a Presbyterian clergyman. He came on board because of John Theophilus 

Desaguliers. James Anderson was a minister of the Presbyterian Church in London. He is a big name in Freemasonry because he wrote what was called the Constitution of the Freemasons for use in Lodges in 1723. 



So, this next clergyman comes along 

and basically begins to write their handbook. And he’s supposed to be a Christian? He’s a pastor of a Presbyterian church, and he is the one who writes the codes. So, now that they have some structure and some order, they begin to spread. It goes through many different towns – South Wells, Cheshire - and then it begins to jump into other countries. That same year, a second Grand Lodge was founded in Ireland, and then another one 
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started to take off; even though there were already some developments in Scotland, a Grand Lodge was born there in 1736. It began to go to the English, the Irish, and the Scottish Lodges throughout Europe, and then it went to France. In France, it grew from just a few to tens of thousands of members. Then it went to Italy. 

Italy got its first Lodge in Florence in 1731. 

Freemasonry quickly spread despite a series of Papal bans. Then, it goes to Germany, founded in 1744. They had their Grand National Mother Lodge in 1772 and part of it was because of Frederick the Great. He was the Crown Prince. 

And again, notice that if you are going to be the person in the Grand Lodge, then you need to be somebody of nobility and prestige. They did that on purpose, to get it out there that this is a cool thing to be a part of. 



After that, Germany and pretty much throughout Europe were infected, and it now goes to Russia. In 1732, James Keith began to promote this in Russia. 

Most Russian Lodges were attracted to the Swedish Rite, which was common in the 

Scandinavian countries. 

But as you look at all of the different 

places, were there ever any castles in 

Germany, France, Scandinavian areas, Austria, or all these places? Yes. These guys took this with them wherever they went. Believe it or not, Freemasonry began to take off in the Middle East. It spread to Egypt as early as the 1790s, and part of that is that the French brought it with them when they came down with their campaigns in 

Syria and Egypt. Turkey took off, and 

Freemasonry began to become popular 

among the merchants in that area. The 

Ottoman Empire began to take off, and 

numerous Sufis, a segment of the 

Muslim Community, and then the Arab 
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Community also got involved, thanks to this guy, Abd al-Qadir al-Jazairi, along with his three sons. He liked it because of its Universalist effects, which meant that all religions could belong. So, that’s how Europe, very quickly, became infected with this. 



It started earlier in 1717, but that was the watershed moment, the first Grand Lodge, with the two clergymen helping it get started with their writings, their structure, and their order. But the big question is, “How did it come to America?” Do you remember the phrase from the Revolutionary War, “The British are coming, the British are coming?” 

Well, guess what? Maybe there was more to that warning than we realized. It wasn’t just the British who were coming to try to take back the colonies; guess what the British brought with them? They brought Freemasonry with them. That’s where it came from. They brought it over. 



The first so-called American, who was in New Jersey in 1682, was this guy. He was a Scottish guy here in America, and he was credited with being the first Freemason in the 

country. His name was John 

Skene. Here is his headstone, and 

notice that his big claim to fame 

is that he was the first Freemason 

resident in America. You go to 

any cemetery, anywhere in the 

United States. I challenge you; 

you are going to see the compass 

and the square, the Freemason 

symbol, and the Eastern Star on 

the ladies' headstones. It’s everywhere. I have pastored in California, New York, and Las Vegas, and it’s everywhere. I grew up in Kansas, Nebraska. 

Pick a state, visit a cemetery, and freak yourself out. Walk around, and you will see how many headstones have freemasonry symbols on them. 

They are everywhere. So, all these people were freemasons? I had no idea because it is a secret organization. You’ll have him blended with,  “Oh, he’s a Christian.”  But then, all of a sudden, prominently, they have a Freemason symbol on there. How does that compute? 
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In 1733, in America, Henry Price became the first Provincial Grand Master, and the Grand Lodgers began to take off. What do you need? You need a Grandmaster Lodge, and you need somebody to head it up. He was the Grandmaster over all of America. He was from England and was granted a charter to the Boston Freemasons at that time. Later, it was renamed St. 

John’s Lodge, which was the first constituted Lodge in America. Then, between 1733 and 1737, you can see them spread to Massachusettes, Pennsylvania, and South Carolina, and again, many Lodges were attached to the British Army regiments. So, they brought it over with them. After the Civil War, it began to explode. It tripled in membership from 66,000, at that time, 200,000 members, and to over 5,000 lodges. This surge in membership helps explain the many stories of Masonic Fraternization during the American Civil War. In case you’re wondering what Fraternization means, it means this. Fraternization is when, during the Civil War, Masonic soldiers and Masonic sailors rescued enemy combatants who identified themselves as members of the Fraternity. 



The North and South aren’t supposed to be getting along; they’re fighting a war. But if you do the secret knuckle handshake, they put their allegiance to Freemasonry above everything. They have a duty that if there is a fellow mason, you have to do everything to help them out, even the enemy on the other side of the war. And they did it. That explains why we saw that behavior: because freemasons, even during the Civil War, had spread massively across our country. 



Let me give you an idea of some of the signals they would give each other. It was like a code word saying, “You have to help me out. You are honor-bound to let me go and rescue me,” even though they were supposed to be enemies. 



Priest:  “Demonstrate and show what happens when you shake hands with a Mason.” 
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Mason:  “Sure, what you will see is that they put the thumb there on what would be the third knuckle from the thumb. So, you see this very frequently. This is for the Entered Apprentice; there are two, but for the Master Mason, it’s right there. Whenever I shake somebody’s hand that way, as a mason, it’s almost like a jolt. Mason’s will always make their handshake like this. It’s innocuous enough to know that if you’re not a Mason, you’re not going to respond. But it’s also obvious to a Mason to know that if you are, he’s trying to communicate to you.” 

  

Priest:  “The next thing that happens is he says something to you after you make the handshake.” 

  

Mason:  “If you don’t know them, he will say, ‘So you’re a traveling, you’re traveling.’ It means you are a brother, you are traveling, and you are a brother. You are on your journey in Freemasonry with me. So then you say, ‘Yes, I am traveling. Yes, I’m a brother.’” 

  

  

Priest:  “So the handshake plus the request, are you traveling? The answer is yes, and then they know that you’re both the same, you’ve got the same principles, and you belong to the same brotherhood.” 

  

Mason:  “The brotherhood whose laws transcend all laws.” 

  

Priest:  “They’re above all these other laws?” 

  

Mason:  “All laws to them.” 

  

Priest:  “That one’s simple. Now you also mentioned the different signs that they give in public when they have to … You mentioned something about asking for help in danger. Perhaps you can give us some of those.” 

  

Mason:  “Well, there was a situation with another lawyer who was a Mason who appeared before a judge. He gave him the sign of the Entered Apprentice Degree, and the judge understood that he was a Mason and, therefore, gave a favorable ruling to his client. There are all different kinds of examples, but that’s the benefit that you see because he was 
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 bound by a Masonic oath, and there was a request, and he had to honor it.” 

  

Priest:  “And the big distress you showed us before would be a Mason in distress. He’s got three. What is that again?” 

  

Mason:  “It’s the hand Grand Hailing sign of distress, and there’s a statement that you make with it, which takes place in the 3rd degree of Freemasonry, which is the Death, Burial, and Resurrection ceremony that the Master Mason goes through. ‘Oh Lord, my God, is there no help for the widow’s son?’ This is a sign of distress (he raises his hand above his head and brings them down flat on the table). This is how your hands were placed on the volume of the sacred law when you swore your Masonic obligation, your oath, and is there no help for the widow’s son? That refers to the mockery of Our Lord: The Widow is our lady; the Lord is the son. There is no help for him because we don’t believe in His resurrection; that’s a fraud; we believe in the Masonic Resurrection. It’s only through principles of Freemasonry that you are raised to eternal life.” 

  

Priest:  “So, the gesture is this, this, and this, correct? And that’s the big sign of distress.” 

  

Mason:  “It's a big one, and you are bound at that point by your obligation to assist that brother in need, even if it requires you to give your own life.” 

  

Priest:  “Now what happens? Is there another symbol besides the second degree?” 

  

Mason:  “The second degree, yeah. You swear the oath this way, and that’s called the do-guard. In the Entered Apprentice degree, the do-guard is how you have your hands positioned on the volume of the Sacred law when you swear your oath. The do-guard is this, and the sign is the penalty for the oath of the Entered Apprentice degree. The Fellowcraft degree, the do-guard is this, and the sign is this. The penalty of the Fellowcraft degree is having your chest torn open and your heart plucked 
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 out and placed on the temple. And then finally, in the Master Mason degree, your hands are placed on the Scriptures this way during your oath, that’s the do-guard, and the sign is this, having my bowel, my body severed in twain and my bowels taken and burned to ashes and the ashes scattered to the four winds of Heaven. So, those are the signs. If a Mason gives any one of those signs, whatever position he’s in, maybe he has to do this (the sign of cutting the throat), or he has to do this (the sign of cutting him in half), it’s covert, but that immediately alerts you that this is a brother in need, and something needs to be done. I was doing business in another state, and I thanked my cab driver with that handshake, and he lit up and said, ‘Hey, brother, the Lodge is down the street. Whatever you need we have a meeting next week. You’re more than welcome. Just with the handshake.” 





It still goes on today, and you wonder why people get these insane court rulings. How did that guy go free? Well, it makes you want to go back and watch the tape. What was he doing at the appropriate time? They are bound. Masonry law and binding are above every law, including the law of our land. And these people are everywhere. 



Masonic incidents were also recorded involving Freemasonry, and again, this is fraternization, basically giving favors to fellow masons. 

During the Civil War, they would provide special treatment to Masonic POWs. And they would also bury them during battle, a fellow, even if it was the opposite side, with the whole Masonic funeral. That’s another aspect. But during this time, it was called the Golden Age of Fraternalism. 

And just for kicks, here in the U.S., there’s also a history of Freemasonry making its way into Mexico in the early 1800s. 



Now, let’s take a look at the membership itself. It’s defined as a religious quest for Spiritual Enlightenment. So, how can you keep saying that it’s just the guys getting together to do some good things for the community? They admit it’s a spiritual quest for Spiritual Enlightenment. 

They use metaphors and allegories, a system of morality veiled in allegory illustrated by symbols. And then there are certain requirements that they have. It depends on the Lodge. 



REQUIREMENTS OF FREEMASONRY 
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•  Be a man who comes of his own free will. 

•  Belief in a Supreme Being, which is open to interpretation by the candidate. So, you can bring in the Hindu god or the Quran; you just have to believe in a god. James 2 says even the demons believe in God, and they shudder, although they’re not saved. 

•  Be at least the minimum age (from 18 to 25 years old, depending on the jurisdiction). 

•  Have good morals and a good reputation. 

•  Be of sound mind and body (Lodges have denied membership in the past because of a physical disability; however, now, if a potential candidate says that a disability will not cause problems, it will not be held against them). 

•  Be free born (or ‘born free,’ i.e., not born into slavery or bondsman). This is a historical holdover. Some jurisdictions have removed this requirement. 

•  Finally, you must be able to furnish character references and one or two references from current Masons, depending on jurisdiction. 





Now, that’s just getting you accepted. Well, you ain’t done yet. 

You’re just getting started. The next thing you have to do, after the requirements, is something that you might be familiar with. It’s what’s called the degrees. You have to go through the different degrees of Masonry. All masons try to make it to at least the 3rd degree or what’s called the Master Mason level. There are a bunch of other degrees, but we will get to that in a second. But here you can see a breakdown of the levels that you try to work your way up to be that good Mason to make it to Heaven. 



Narrator:  “Freemasonry defines itself as a system of morality. The Basis of Freemasonry, which all Masons go through, is the Blue Lodge, which is the first three degrees or levels of Freemasonry. 

  

•   Entered-Apprentice, the first degree 

•   Fellowcraft, the second degree 

•   Master Mason, the third degree 
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 Most Masons never go beyond the 3rd degree. However, if one chooses to go beyond the Blue Lodge, there are two Rites that can be taken. One is the York Rite, and one is the Scottish Rite. Most Masons who decide to go past the Blue Lodge enter the Scottish Rite of Freemasonry. The Scottish Rite has 32 degrees. The 32nd can lead one into the Shriners if one so chooses. The 33rd degree, which still exists, is mainly honorary. Many masons go through the first three degrees, become a Master Mason, and then just quit there, thinking that this is just a nice fraternal organization. 

 They do not realize that their leaders have consciously lied and deceived them because they do not want them to know the true teachings of Masonry.” 

  

Former Mason:  “I went in there with all good intentions, thinking I was entering into a fraternity that was interested in helping people, but now I realize that in the lower echelons, in the lower degrees, you don’t realize what’s happening.” 

  

Former Mason #2:  “The meaning of the Lodge and what it was about to me was a group of people who were out to help other people, and there were different things that you could see in the Lodge. The people were close together; they were bound by something, and I thought it was a Christian organization.” 

  

Former Mason #3:  “What made one think that the Lodge was a Christian place was the fact that I found people who were members of the same church which I belonged to, the Presbyterian Church, in Canada, were members of the Lodge. They were members in prominent positions in the Lodge. The fact that these members, in their rituals, used quotations from Scripture sort of doubly made one think that it was okay.” 

  

Former Mason #4:  “They think that they are being initiated into a Christian organization. And it’s because the three degrees in the Blue Lodge are veiled in a veneer of Christianity.” 





Like Mormonism, Jehovah’s Witnesses, Seventh Day Adventists, and Christian Science. There is a layer of Christianity, and I get that. And 
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a lot of them said it sounds Christian, but again, that’s what those other pseudo-Christian groups do. They say they’re Christian. Jesus Christ of Latter-Day Saints, Jehovah’s Witnesses, but that doesn’t make them Christian. I also noticed it was a fraternity, a brotherhood; they were there to help each other out and help the community. And what do Mormons and Jehovah’s Witnesses excel in? That’s the same thing. 



One lady got sucked into it because she was a single mom with kids. She came to the community all alone and had to reestablish herself; she was getting away from a bad relationship, and guess who came in saying, “Hey,   do you need a job? Do you need furniture? What do you need? Do you need a refrigerator? What do you need? You join our group.”  That was the Mormons. And Jehovah’s Witnesses do the same thing. They excel at this. But this is nothing new; this is what Freemasons do. And I get it. I’ll give these guys a little bit of room here.  “I thought it was Christian because the guy was sorta, kinda, quoting Scripture.”  And another thing that sucked them in was - that people in the church were there, including the Grand Master. It doesn’t make it right. I get it; it is couched in Christianese. I get it that they are deliberately dishonest to suck you in. And you’ll find out later if you keep going up the degrees, what you’re doing. I’m sorry, I still have a problem with it. How can anyone even make it past just one degree? You saw the first three, how anyone can make it past the first degree, as a professing Christian, taking that bloody oath, being blindfolded with a sword to your chest, signing allegiance to an organization that can rip your guts out and cut your neck, if you reveal any secrets. How do you even make it past the first degree? I don’t care if they quoted Scripture, and the Elder from the church down the street is there, too. So, what!! Who could make it through the first part? 



I don’t care if they’re doing well! I get it that you’re a couching Christian, but I’ve heard that so much. But how do you make it past the first degree? If you’re a Christian, now let’s look at those degrees. This begins to explain the problems. 



DEGREES OF FREEMASONRY

•  1st degree – Entered-Apprentice. This degree brings a man’s journey into Freemasonry and represents youth. So, the first degree is youth. 

•  2nd degree – Fellowcraft. This degree symbolizes man in adulthood and represents work. 

•  3rd degree – Master Mason. This degree represents man in old age and relates to wisdom. (Now I know that I shouldn’t have to add this because I know you have memorized all those studies, but does any of that sound familiar? It is exactly a carbon copy of the first three phases of witchcraft. The “maiden” in her youth, “the mother” in her adulthood, and the “crone,” the old lady who now is full of wisdom because of her years of life. It’s the same three phases of witchcraft. And again, what’s the other word for Masonry? Craft, they just dropped the witch part). 

•  4th degree – Secret Master 

•  5th degree – Perfect Master 

•  6th degree – Intimate Secretary 

•  7th degree – Provost and Judge 

•  8th degree – Intendant of the Building 

•  9th degree – Master Elect of Nine. This degree teaches that truth often emerges from the clash of opinions and that we should look at life, duty, and God through the minds of others who do not share the same religious faith. (Again, you have to tolerate anything and everything. This one comes out repeatedly). 

•  10th degree – Master Elect of Fifteen 

•  11th degree – Sublime Master Elected 

•  12th degree – Grand Master Architect 

•  13th degree – Master of the Ninth Arch 

•  14th degree—Grand Elect Mason. This degree describes the constant endeavor of perfection of character. (Masons believe that being a good Mason is how they will get to Heaven, especially if they know the secret word.) 

•  15th degree – Knight of the East or Sword 

•  16th degree – Prince of Jerusalem 

•  17th degree – Knight of the East and West 
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•  18th degree—Knight of the Rose Croix. In this degree, the principles of tolerance are affirmed, and each man is granted the right to answer his convictions in his own way. (It’s up to you and what you believe to be true. Does that sound familiar? We think that it just arose in our country out of chance. No, that’s the heart of Freemasonry.) 

•  19th degree – Grand Pontiff. This degree proclaims the spiritual unity of all who believe in God and cherish the hope of immortality, no matter what religious leader they follow or what creed they profess. (You just called Jesus Christ a liar. He is the Way, the Truth, and the Life; nobody comes to the Father except through Him. This explains why, as I shared with you previously, that guy, after I preached a very basic preliminary study on the uniqueness of the Cross, the uniqueness of Christ, and Christianity, compared to other religions, he came up to me and said you shouldn’t be doing that. Why? Because I was preaching contrary to Freemasonry, you have to tolerate all; you can’t say that your way is the only way. I’m just quoting Scripture. This was a guy in the church). 

•  20th degree – Master ad Vitam 

•  21st degree -  Patriarch Noachite 

•  22nd degree – Prince of Libanus 

•  23rd degree – Chief of the Tabernacle 

•  24th degree—Prince of the Tabernacle. This degree teaches that a mutual belief in a Supreme Power should bind all men together in a worldwide brotherhood. 

•  25th degree—Knight of the Brazen Serpent. This degree is a clarion call to faith in ourselves, in each other, and in God. (You’re never called to have faith in yourself or other people; our faith alone is in Jesus Christ.) 

•  26th degree – Prince of Mercy 

•  27th degree – Commander of the Temple 

•  28th degree – Knight of the Sun 

•  29th degree – Knight of St. Andrew. This degree emphasizes the Masonic teachings of equality and tolerance. We are reminded that 
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no one man, no one church, and no one religion has a monopoly on truth; we must respect the opinions of others. (There it is again. Do you see the common thread? “But I went there, and they had that big compass thing on the Bible, but it was a Bible, it’s got to be Christian.” Yeah, but it could be the Quran, the Hindu Vadas, or whatever they want to make it. They even admit that it is not Biblically based, that it’s only through God, the only source of authority is the Bible, and the only way to Heaven is through Jesus Christ. How do you go to sleep at night, and you profess to be a Christian and be a part of this? 

•  30th degree – Grand Elect Knight Kadosh 

•  31st degree – Grand Inspector Inquisitor Commander 

•  32nd degree – Sublime Prince of the Royal Secret 

•  33rd degree – Inspector General. Sovereign Grand Inspector General 





Now, let’s talk about these 33rd-degree guys when they make it to the top. We will get into the different segments because you saw there’s Freemasonry, then you have the York Rite, then you have the Scottish Rite, but there are others that have up to 99 degrees. So, this is the Scottish Rite leading up to the Shriners, the party animals of the Freemasonry. But 33rd-degree Mason figures in our country aren’t just Freemasons. They made it to the top. Let me give you a couple of examples. 



•  Arnold Palmer – He was a 33rd 

degree Mason. He had a 

commitment to charitable work 

and to exemplifying the 

principles upheld by 

Freemasonry. Very interesting. 
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•  John Glen – The first American 

to orbit the earth. A 33rd-

degree Mason. He was also a 

respected U.S. Senator and 

influential figure. 





And speaking of politics, so is 

this guy. 



•  Jesse Jackson – He was a 33rd degree Prince Hall Freemason. He’s a so-called Baptist minister. Believe it or not, he admitted on tape. I believe it was from two years ago to another Freemason. Why did he do it? It’s on tape; look at this. This is an excerpt from Washington Lodge No. 21’s Zoom meeting with Rev. Jesse Jackson, 

on Saturday, Oct. 31, 2020. 



Andrew Kozinn, Historian of Washington Lodge No. 21:  “Brother Jackson, I know you were initiated into the most worshipful Prince Hall Lodge of the state of Illinois on Memorial Day in 1987. How did that come about? I’m sorry to ask this. It is not as significant as some of the things you’re saying, but I know it’s on all the brothers’ minds. How did you become a Mason, and why did you 

 become a Mason?”   



Jesse Jackson:  “Well, growing up in the South, the men of the Masonry had stature and dignity and a sense of 

 covenant with each other. I admire that very much.”  





Reverend Jesse Jackson, a supposed Baptist minister. Look at what he’s involved in, what he’s doing, what he’s promoting – tolerance. I wonder where he gets that idea. And you’re looking at some of the behavior and the background of some of these people. How do they keep 
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getting away with this stuff? There are a lot of lawyers and a lot of judges who are Freemasons. They are everywhere, and I guarantee they’re here in Vegas. Here’s another one; it's a little shocking. 



•  Harry S. Truman – He wasn’t just a Freemason; he was a 33rd-degree Freemason. “He actively 

participated in Masonic ceremonies and 

supported the fraternity’s goals and 

ideals.” 





Are you a fan of the FBI? Isn’t the FBI 

one of the most brilliant organizations that ever lived? When we think of the FBI, we think of 

“that’s Americana at its best.” It’s messed up! 

Wonder why our government is messed up? 

Why is our congress messed up? Wonder why our FBI is messed up? Well, check this out. 



•  J. Edgar Hoover – He was a 

33rd degree Freemason. He 

“shaped the policies and 

structures of the Federal 

Bureau of Investigation, the 

FBI. As a dedicated 

Freemason, he sought to 

promote the fraternity’s 

values and aims during his 

tenure.” Interesting, and it’s 

still going strong. You’re right. That explains some things. 





Well, let’s take a look at some of these people who were Freemasons. 



•  #l – Theodore Roosevelt: Masonic Rough Rider. Known for his spirited personality and progressive policies, the 26th U.S. 

president, Theodore Roosevelt, was also a committed Freemason. 
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Roosevelt was initiated into the Masonic Fraternity in 1901, the very year he assumed his presidential role. His Masonic journey ran parallel to his presidential term, embodying qualities such as fortitude, strength, and commitment to qualities that are central to Masonic principles and are mirrored in Roosevelt’s energetic presidency. 

•  #2 – J. Edgar Hoover: The Masonic Lawman. John Edgar Hoover, the inaugural director of the Federal Bureau of Investigation, FBI, served in the position for nearly five decades. Beyond his professional life, Hoover was an active Freemason, initiated into Federal Lodge #1 in Washington, D.C., in 1920. The Masonic principles of law, order, and secrecy mirrored Hoover’s professional mandate, underscoring intriguing parallels between his career and the fraternity. Throughout his life, Hoover demonstrated his commitment to the Masonic Brotherhood, offering a unique perspective on the fraternity’s influence within the spheres of law enforcement and intelligence. 

•  #3 – Lyndon B. Johnson: Masonic Initiate in the Presidential office. The 36th President, Lyndon B. Johnson, bears a unique distinction among Masonic presidents. In 1937, he was initiated into the Masonic order but did not advance beyond the first degree, known as the Entered Apprentice degree within Blue Lodge Freemasonry. Despite not reaching a higher degree of order, Johnson’s Masonic connection exemplifies the enduring relationship between the ideals of Freemasonry and the principles of American political leadership. 

•  #4 – Gerald Ford: A Presidential Masonic Luminary. Gerald Ford, the 38th U.S. president, was not only an active participant in Freemasonry but also an honored leader within the fraternity. His journey began with initiation in 1949 and continued through his political career. Even after his presidential term, Ford’s commitment to Freemasonry remained steadfast. The Scottish Rite of Freemasonry, a branch of the fraternity, honored him with their highest recognition, which underscores the depth of his ties to the fraternity and illuminates the long-standing relationship between Freemasonry and American political leadership. 
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•  #5 – Colonel Harland Sanders: The Master Mason of Fried Chicken. Colonel Harland Sanders, globally recognized as the founder of the famous fast food franchise Kentucky Fried Chicken, KFC, was not just an entrepreneur but also a dedicated Freemason. 

Sanders embarked on his Masonic journey in 1919, exhibiting an enduring commitment to the fraternity’s principles and values. His devotion led him to attain the 33rd degree in the Scottish Rite, the highest honorary degree in Freemasonry. The success of Sanders in the business world while adhering to Masonic values underscores the fraternity’s impact in diverse fields, including politics, culture, gastronomy, and commerce. 







Did you think I was going to let that one go? I wonder how he got favors in getting his business going. And there are a lot more presidents. I wonder why it just seems like we’re on this endless cycle of rotten president after rotten president, a rotten senate, and a rotten Congress? 

And it’s not just Democrats. What do we call them? What’s the term we use today? Rhinos. What’s going on here? How come these guys say one thing and do another? It’s like they have allegiance to somebody else other than the Constitution. It’s like there’s a law above the law that you are supposed to obey, the law of the land. I wonder why the FBI is so messed up. What’s going on here? It’s like someone is constantly pushing this globalism, anti-American agenda. What’s going on here? Well, maybe Freemasonry has something to do with it. 



But again, when you look at this, is this any business for any Christian to be a part of? How do you do it? In our next chapter, we are going to get into the beliefs of Freemasonry. Hopefully, you are going to see that there is just no way any Christian should have any business being a part of this. It’s going to get even more blunt with that. They get it wrong on the source of authority, the nature of God, the personal work of Jesus Christ, the nature of man, and the means of salvation. And not just in our world, not just in our government, and not just in countries around the world, but Freemasonry, as you have seen, it’s all over the church. 



Now, let me give you a little teaser of their beliefs. We’ve seen some of the things. They’re pro One World; they work their way to Heaven, but next, we are going to get into their belief structure. And 
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again, how you can make it through that and somehow say, “I’m a Christian,   and it’s perfectly fine.”  It’s beyond me. But let me give you a little teaser of just how far off base they are from Christianity. And what these guys are trusting in. Remember, I mentioned they think they are going to get to Heaven by being a good Freemason. It’s not only that. 

They believe that they have the icing on the cake. They have learned the secret word. Did you know there’s a secret word?  Only the secret organization, Freemasons, know it, and wait till you hear what this so-called secret word is. This is how far off base they are from Biblical Christianity. This is not a Christian organization by any means. Take a look at this: 



Interviewer:  “Dr. Carlson, the Masons claim that they can trace their history all the way back to King Solomon. What about that?” 

  

Dr. Ron Carlson, Masons – An Invisible Cult:  “Well, Masonry actually began in 1717 A.D.” 

  

Interviewer:  “Well, that sure doesn’t get it back to King Solomon.” 

  

Dr. Carlson:  “But what they do is they have all these stories and legends in the Masonic Lodge that they say when King Solomon was building the Temple, his architect lost the true name of God. So, Masons are now searching for the true name of God’s lost name. How He lost His name is beyond me. But Masons claim that they have discovered the true name of God, and when you get to the 7th degree, the Royal Arch degree of the Scottish Rite, they say that the true name of God, that was lost, that all Masons worship is Jabulon. It’s written in their ritual books, JBO. It’s a combination of three deities. They say that the true God is a combination of Jehovah and Baal and remember Elijah’s fight with the prophets of Baal and Osiris, the Egyptian sun god. And they say that makes up the trinity. I’ll tell you; God is not going to share His glory with the pagan fertility cults of Balak and Osiris, the Egyptian sun god. And yet, this is what they say in the 7th degree, which is the true name of God that all Masons worship. 
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 Then, when you get to the 17th degree of the Scottish Rite, you discover that they have a secret password. They whisper this word only in the Masonic Lodge, and they say that only Masons know the true password that will get them into Heaven. And they are given this in the Masonic Lodge. Well, we have seen thousands of Masons come out, and I have learned what they all say is the secret password given to them that they will say when they enter eternity. The secret password in the 17th degree is Abaddon. The first time I heard that, I said you know, I’ve heard that somewhere. In the book of Revelation, Chapter 9, it says that the chief demon over the pit of hell, his name in Hebrew, is Abaddon. The chief demon over the pit of hell. The Masons say that is the secret password that will open up eternity to them.” 





It will open eternity into hell. Because the only name that gets you there is Jesus Christ. 



Acts 4:12: “Salvation is found in no one else, for there is no other Name under Heaven given to men by which we must be saved.” 





That name is Jesus Christ, not Abaddon, the demon over the pit of hell. Is this crazy, or what? And people out there say,  “Oh, we’re Christians. There’s the Bible. The elders in the church are a part of it. It’s Christian.”  Not even close. That was your little teaser of how wacky and far off they are, but this is what they do. On a bloody oath, under penalty of death, they are bound to that, above the Scripture, above Jesus Christ, above the law of the United States of America. This is what’s going on with that organization.

We have been following up on our study of the occult, and now we are moving on to occult societies, the first one of which is, of course, Freemasonry. In our very first chapter, we were very blunt because my goal was, if this was the only book that you would ever read, if you are a professing Christian and you’re a part of this group, you better run, you better repent, and you better get right with God. No Christian has any part of doing with this stuff. This is satanic; it is horrible, and now you are going to see more. We have already gone through the history of Freemasonry. How in the world did this begin? How did this secret society not only start, but how did it 

permeate the globe, world 

governments, and even, as we 

saw, even in the church? In our 

study of the occult, we saw that 

all the occult practices, 

witchcraft, satanism, voodoo, 

shamanism, and druidism, are 

already in the church. No wonder 

things are messed up. Now, add 
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to that what else is in the church. Secret societies and occult secret societies are in the church. Things are so messed up, and they never seem to change.   



But wait a second. Secret societies, the occult, Freemasonry, isn’t that just a wacky conspiracy theory? No, it’s the truth. There is a group of people who have started a satanic secret society, and they plan on taking over the world. The reason a lot of people haven’t heard of it is because, by nature, it’s a secret society, and if they blew the plans up and said, 

“Hey, this is what we’re doing.” People would freak out. So, they hide behind closed doors, and they lie about their secret meetings, secret handshakes, secret symbols, secret messages, and their oaths with the penalty of death. 



Now, one of the people who are involved in this, and we’re talking about the people who want to take over the world, is the British Nobility. 

Because after they lost America in 1776, the British never had plans to take over America. Have you heard of the War of 1812? That one always gets a free pass. No, people don’t talk about that. Let’s look at the British Nobility and their involvement in Freemasonry. Then, we are going to see why and what they’re doing with it today. 



•  #10 - “King Edward VII: The Freemason in the Royal Court. 

Before ascending to the throne 

as King Edward VII, he served 

as the Grand Master of the 

United Grand Lodge of 

England during his years as 

the Prince of Wales. From 

1874 to 1901, his active 

engagement with the fraternity 

significantly enhanced 

Freemasonry’s public image. 

His Royal position lent a 

unique prestige to the role, 

fostering a stronger bond 
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between the monarchy and Freemasonry. It bridged the social and institutional gap connecting two powerful entities in English society. King Edward’s tenure as Grand Master saw a period of increasing influence for Freemasonry, partly due to his royal stature and personal commitment to the fraternity. His involvement showcases the reach of Freemasonry across different strata of society, from the Arts and Literature to the highest echelons of power. 





THE RECENT DEATH OF A FAMOUS FREEMASON 



Narrator:  “You might think he’d been around since the Freemasons started. He was almost 100 years old, after all. But that’s not the case. The late Prince Philip began his Freemasonry journey when he was 31 years old back in 1952. He was initiated into the Navy Lodge, and just a few months after that, he progressed onto the 2nd degree of Freemasonry and then the 3rd. He was a member of the United 

 Grand Lodge of England until his death. 

 He was patron or president for some 800 

 organizations. He had special interests in scientific and technological research and development, the encouragement of sport, the welfare of young people, and the conservation of the environment, according to Freemasonry.com. And he’s not the only famous Freemason in the Navy Lodge, which Prince Philip was a part of. There have been some high-profile names as past members. They include King Edward VII, King Edward VIII, King George VI, and King George II of the Hellenes.” 





In other words, British nobility. Interesting. They lost America, tried it in 1812, and lost it again, and did they give up? No, not at all. 

Now, for those of you who didn’t know, Prince Philip, wasn’t he involved in pedophilia with the Epstein stuff? Don’t these guys work with kids a lot? The Freemasons? They probably don’t have other aberrant behavior with kids behind … We’re not there yet in the study. But if you’re not familiar with him, he was also not just a Freemason, and he just recently 
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died; he was a population control advocate. He said that when he died, he wished he could be reincarnated into a virus to eliminate a big chunk of humanity. That’s this British nobility guy. He has been not only a Freemason all that time but listened to the ideas that he has espoused for the planet. 



This was at the World Conference on Pollution, Strasbourg, 1970: Prince Philip:  “It’s totally useless for a lot of well-meaning people to wring their hands in conferences and point out the dangers of pollution or destruction of the countryside if no one is willing or capable of taking any action. The impassioned speeches will be so much effluent under the bridge unless they are followed by drastic political action. Well, sir, time is fast running out.”  



Commentator:  “What do you think are the most serious issues faced by conservationists, World Wildlife Fund, over the next 20 years or so?” 

  

Prince Philip:  “95% of the whole of the Atlantic rainforest in Brazil has disappeared in the last 100 years. There is nowhere for these animals to live. The basis of it all is this colossal increase in the human population. 

 It’s one of the living species of the planet, but it’s reaching plague proportions.” 

  

 “As far as conservation is concerned, I think it’s a direct issue for the future of the globe. Look at what’s happening now. Food prices are going up, and everybody thinks it’s because there is not enough food. It’s that the demand is too great. There are too many people.” 

  

Wanna be virus, Prince Philip:  “If I am reincarnated, I would like to return as a deadly virus, to contribute something to solve overpopulation.” 

  

Interviewer:  “What do you see as the biggest challenges in conversation?” 
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Prince Philip:  “The growing human population. Where we are, there’s nothing else.” 

  

Interviewer:  “Do you have any views about what should be done about that?” 

  

Prince Philip:  “Why don’t you guess.” 

  

Interviewer:  “Well, it could be on a spectrum from mass sterilization to, you know, greater availability of conception. I don’t know what your views on this are. What can be done?” 

  

Prince Philip:  “Well, I think it might be described as a voluntary family limitation.” 





All right, let’s start with your family. There’s never that. We could use the word nobility, or you could use the word “elite.” But listen to their attitude,  “We have the position, we have the power, we’re in charge, and we’re doing this for your good.”  Doing what? As we saw before in our other studies, population control? We are not overpopulated. Just get on a plane and look out the window. I was just over in Europe, and it’s the same thing over there. Shock! There’s so much land it’s not even funny. 

When I was in Scotland, we went up to Loch Ness, and I took the little Loch Ness touristy thing. Even on that video, it said that the whole population of the world could fit in just Loch Ness three times. I researched that to see if they got it wrong, and it was ten times. We are not overpopulated. Why are these guys doing this? 



The reason why they are pushing depopulation is twofold. Number One is because by sheer numbers, we outnumber them because of their nobility, and we could rise at any time. That is our second Amendment. 

America was founded by what? People telling us what to do, taxes without representation, basically tyranny. So, they escaped that and set up the system with a backup plan in case the government ever got out of line. 

Then, you have the Second Amendment with the right to bear arms. That was to take your government back by force if we had to. We ain’t doing that again because that’s what they did. They were dictating, controlling 
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people’s lives, and determining what religion you could have. 

Determining whether you live or die, or anything. The nobility and the elites were in charge. Our whole country’s way of life was rejecting that system. They lost it a couple of different times, and they have not given up. 



The population control myth is just that. It’s a lie. So, why are they doing that? Because there’s one way to get control back when you’re losing control, out of sheer numbers of people. There’s still plenty of room on the planet. But when there is a sheer number of people who might not go along with your plans, you limit the number of people who could rebel. 

I believe that’s really what’s going on. They know it’s not overcrowded, so they come up with this lie, this climate change, this lie of overpopulation, to get us to go along with basically culling the planet. 

Because with fewer people, it’s easier to control. Another thing is their version of a wonderful world. They want to go back to the Kings and the peasants. They want to have just enough people on the planet to serve them. Doesn’t that sound great to you? Are you excited about that future? 

Isn’t that wonderful? But again, who’s behind this? The elites. We call Klaus Schwab and the gang “the elites.” These guys are the noble class. 



My point is, where is this coming from? Who is he connected to? 

Freemasonry. And we will see that in a bit. And that’s also why, for years, even before the Covid  plandemic, which is meeting their agenda to cull the planet. This is why, for years, they pushed feminism and anti-marriage and things of that nature. This is why they push the alphabet game, LBGTQ, and all that stuff. Why? Because you don’t have babies when you are LBGTQ. It’s all part of the population plan. Sterilization is another side effect of COVID-19 shots. That’s also a side effect of the tetanus shot. Wait until you see that one. All their shots are a lie. I’m warning you: don’t take any shots from these guys. 



Again, my point is Freemasonry. The connection is - where are these people getting these ideas that they want to cull the planet? It’s for better control so that they can create their version of Utopia while they get to stay at the top and have peasants serve them. It comes from Freemasonry, from way back in the day. Let me demonstrate another Freemason connection to you. It isn’t just culling the planet, the lie of depopulation, but they admit that they created a secret society to take over 
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the earth, and those that are left get to serve them. Here is another Freemason connection. 



Narrator:  “British Freemasonry would go on to become the secret society of the establishment. In England, 300 Lodges grew to 1,000 by the 1860s, 2,000 by the 1880s, and 3,000 by 

 the start of the 20th century. 

 Hundreds more sprouted 

 throughout the empire. The poet 

 Laureate of British Imperialism, 

 Rudyard Kipling (1865-1936), a 

 mason, popularized the 

 Brotherhood in his writing. Look at 

 his ‘The Man Who Would Be 

 King.’ Of course, membership was 

 heavily concentrated at the upper 

 end of society. Men who already enjoyed some wealth and power. For some, however, Freemasonry wasn’t exclusive or severe enough. 

  

  

 One such man was Arch Imperialist 

 Cecil Rhodes (1853-1902), The guiding hand behind the creation of British 

 South Africa, the De Beers Diamond 

 Cartel, and the Boer War. Rhodes 

 joined the Masonic Lodge in the 1870s. 

 He said he saw the wealth and power 

 they possessed and the influence they held. Rhode's grand idea was to bring the whole uncivilized world under 

 British Rule. Recover the United States and make the Anglo-Saxon race one 

 empire. So, along with plotting the British conquest of South Africa’s gold and diamonds, Rhodes formed his secret organization dubbed The Society of the Elect. Into it, he selectively recruited statesmen, financiers, and industrialists. Part of his scheme, not incidentally, was the Rogue 
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 Scholarship designed to turn worthy Americans into right-thinking Englishmen.” 





Did you catch it? In other words, Americans who take this scholarship get to be a part of this secret club that’s tied with Freemasonry that wants to take over the world. They will instruct you to be a part of it and undermine your own country and your people. And it rhymes with America. Do you wonder why we have so many people in government right now, both sides of the parties, who are so eager to sell out America? 

Who are they working for? Where’d they get their scholarships? How’d they get into Yale and Harvard? Who gave them the money to do that? 

Who gave them money for their campaign? Why is our government not just messed up, but why are there so many people who are anti-American, pro-global, or anti-American sovereignty? Maybe there’s been a plan in place for a long time. And now these same British elites, nobles, are working with another guy, this guy Klaus Schwab. And they’ve just come out with a new label. We’re just going 

to call this the “Great Reset.” But 

what is the Great Reset? It’s culling 

the planet for better control, and then 

those who remain get to serve the 

elites, the nobles. They just changed 

the term. But they are still working 

together to this day. So, what - it's just England. Britain’s King Charles III 

has ties with 56 commonwealth 

countries representing one-quarter of the Earth’s population. 



You may not get it, but the British empire is still large. He controls one-fourth of the earth. He also has good relations with both Muslims and Israel. He claims to be a Protestant, but he converted to Islam. Now, wait a second. Why would this guy convert to Islam? Do you ever see those funky hats that the guys wear with the little tassels and the little sword? 

You’re going to see why in just a second. And what do those hats mean? 

As a top Freemason, King Charles wants to build the Jewish Third Temple to lead the way for Agenda 2030 with Klaus Schwab and the World Economic Forum. It’s almost like this has been a plan for a long time. 
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Slowly but surely, these British nobles, with Freemasonry, which is where it started over there, slowly, finally, figured out a different way to invade America. They couldn’t do it in the Revolutionary War; they couldn’t do it in 1812. They just backed up, took a deep breath, and  “Let’s try a different tactic. Let’s reeducate these Americans to be better British Freemasons - 

 in essence – and we’ll get them from the inside out.”  Isn’t that crazy? 

Well, that was just a little bonus from the history of Freemasonry. 



Now, we are going to turn to their beliefs. We are going to see even more proof that Freemasonry is of the occult, a secret society. We’re going to see that it’s not just in the world. It’s in the church. We are going to see that abundantly, and we’re going to see why our government is behaving according to their beliefs, their Freemasonry beliefs. But before we get into that, let’s remind ourselves once again why nobody should be a part of this occult secret society called Freemasonry. Certainly not if you profess to be a Christian. It will never work. But don’t take my word for it. 

Let’s listen to God. He makes it very plain that you can’t straddle the fence. You had better make up your mind about who you are going to serve. “As for me and my house, we are going to serve the Lord.” That’s basic Christianity, right? Well, that’s not what happens to Freemasons—

even those who profess to be Christians. Here, Jesus brings out several dichotomies, and what He’s doing is exposing your heart and your mind. 

And then He’s exposing when you’re divided. You must make up your mind. You have to make up your heart. You have to decide. Because the issue is, when you try to play both sides of the fence when you say one thing and you do another, it’s all going to come out, and that’s where He starts in the context here. 



Matthew 6:19-24: “Do not store up for yourselves treasure on earth, where moth and rust destroy, and where thieves break in and steal. But store up for yourselves treasures in Heaven, where moth and rust do not destroy, and where thieves do not break in and steal. For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.” 





It exposes your heart, “Oh, I love God, He’s wonderful!” But if all you do is live for the things of this world, as 1 John also reiterates, it’s the same thing. He says, “Listen, if you love this world, the things of this 
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world, then the love of the Father is not in you.” Who are you kidding? 

You’re kidding yourself as if God doesn’t know and He can’t see. But it exposes your heart. If all you do is store up stuff here, that tells where your heart is really at. Now, He’s going to expose your eyes and your mind. 



Matthew 6:19-24 cont.: “The eye is the lamp of the body. If your eyes are good, your whole body will be full of light. But if our eyes are bad, our whole body will be full of darkness. If then the light within you is darkness, how great is that darkness?” 

  

  

 “Oh, I love God. I’m here to live a Holy Christian life. To be Holy as He is Holy, by the Spirit of God. I’m here for Him, and this is His Temple now.”  Really? Then what are you allowing into your eyes and don’t think it doesn’t affect you? When you allow wickedness into your eyes, it’s the lamp of the body, and it’ll get darker and darker. How great will that darkness be? You can say you love Him all you want, but you better watch what you do in your life because it’s going to expose your heart. You better watch what you put into your brain because it will create a dark life. Here, He puts it on the line. You’ve got to make up your mind. 

You can’t straddle both sides of the fence. 



Matthew 6:19-24 cont.: “No one can serve two masters. Either he will hate the one and love the other, or he will be devoted to the one and despise the other. You cannot serve both God and Money.” 





Two masters, that’s the issue, isn’t it? In the context, right? You say you serve God, but you love the things of this world and money more than God. And it shows. He’s exposing your heart. You say you love God, and you appreciate what He’s done for you, and you want to live a Holy Christian life as an example for the people around you, but really, you’re sucking in the wickedness of this world. You can’t do that! You can’t serve two masters. 



Now, in our context, you’re going to see this very plainly. It’s almost become a theme. You cannot serve both God and Freemasonry. 

You cannot. It’s impossible. You cannot have two masters. You are 
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always going to have to choose one or the other. And this is what we are going to see. Freemasonry, when push comes to shove, even though some of them profess to be Christian when put to the test, they always choose the Lodge over the Lord Jesus Christ. Here is a quick example. 



Dr. Ron Carlson, Masons – An Invisible Cult:  “How can any Christian, and this is what disturbs me so deeply; we have Christian men who have joined the Lodge, they bow at an altar before a man that they call the Worshipful Master. You know, Jesus said you cannot serve two masters. 

 And every man out there must decide, are you going to follow the Worshipful Master of the Lodge or follow the only Worshipful Master, Jesus Christ? You cannot serve two masters. And then to take a pagan blood oath, which James 5:12 says is an abomination to God. To take a blood oath, to have your throat cut from ear to ear, your bowels ripped open.” 

  

Interviewer:  “That’s just the first of many oaths as you go along in your degrees in masonry, right?” 

  

Dr. Carlson:  “After you go through the first three degrees of what is called the Blue Lodge, Masons are then allowed to go into either the Scottish Rite or the York Rite, 32nd degrees in the Scottish Rite or 13th degrees in the York Rite. There, they go through a progression of rituals and degree work, where they give worship and honor to Egyptian gods, Persian gods, Greek gods, and Babylonian gods.” 

  

Interviewer:  “For almost 23 years, I had a radio program, ‘Across the Nation,’ and about once every six months, I would do a program about Masonry. And I would get a flood of mail. Now, I expected the mail to be from enraged Masons, but it wasn’t. Nearly all the mail came from the wives of Masons. And it read like a broken record. They would read like this. ‘My husband claims to be a Christian; he goes to church twice a year, Easter and Christmas, or he goes once every six months, or he goes to church once a month, but he never misses a Lodge meeting. And I feel like this is a point of separation between the two of us because he says it’s all secret hocus pocus.’ That was the letter I got over and over.” 
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Dr. Carlson:  “Yeah. This is what we see: that the Lodge has become their God; it’s become their religion, and when you give many Masons the option between Jesus Christ and the Lodge, they choose the Lodge.” 





Who’s your master? It ain’t Jesus! How can you do this when you are professing to be a Christian? And this is what Jesus says as if God’s deaf and blind and He can’t see.  “Oh, no, they had a secret meeting with their secret handshake, wearing their secret underwear. He can’t see …”  

He can see everything. You can’t have two masters. You’re always going to choose one or the other. And push comes to shove; who do they choose? They choose the Lodge over Jesus Christ. They choose Freemasonry over the Father. And this is why we are going to take a deeper look into the beliefs of Freemasonry. Because that’s what they are charged to do, and yet they profess to be Christians. 



It’s completely antithetical to Christianity. Freemasonry and Christianity are like an oxymoron. It’s like saying yummy chicken. It just doesn’t exist. Okay, and if you think that, you are just going to end up living a lie because, again, what did Jesus say? The truth is going to come out sooner or later. God knows it anyway. You’re going to hate one and love the other. It’ll be apparent. You’re going to be put to the test. You’re going to be devoted to the one, and you’re going to despise the other. 

Make up your mind. Who is your Master? Is it the Lodge of Freemasonry or the Biblical Lord Jesus Christ? They do not mix. 



Now, here’s why they do not mix. The first reason why is that they get this completely wrong. It’s their issue of authority. So, what governs their belief system? For you and me, it would be the Bible, but for them, 

“Oh, there was a Bible at the Lodge,   and it’s got to be Christian.”  No! 

That’s not at all what’s going on. Let’s expose that. While the Bible may be quoted in some Freemason Lodges, for the Mason, the sources of authority are the Masonic rituals, the Grand Lodges, and prominent Masonic authorities and writers. And this is the problem. This is why it’s hard sometimes to witness to these guys, because they bounce around. It’s like trying to witness to a Catholic. They say,  “Oh, we got a Bible.”  But their Bible ain’t the same as ours, number one. But still, they quote from the Bible, and the Pope says, … Who cares what the Pope says! But that’s one of their sources of authority. And then you go back to the Bible as a 
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Christian because it’s supposed to be the Bible, and they say,  “Well, the early church fathers ruled on council blah, blah, blah.”  Or  “These other guys said.”  But who cares? You see how they dance around. 



You try to witness to a Mormon, and they say,  “Oh, we believe in the King James Bible.”  Right, they don’t follow that. But when push comes to shove, if you quote Scripture, what do they revert to?   “Well, the Book of Mormon says …”  Or, “The Pearl of Great Price says …” And I’ll mention this one, if you try to witness to a Charismatic.  “Oh, we believe in the Bible.” But then you point out in the Bible that what they are doing is entirely unbiblical, antithetical to Scripture.  “But God told me to tell you 

 … No, I had a vision. The prophet, so-n-so, told me that God gave …”  

They are outside the Bible. It’s the same thing with Freemasonry. The Bible is not their authority. They have it there, and it’s no better than if you have ever gone to those people’s homes. They may profess to be Christians, but some of the most ungodly things are going on there. But you visited anyway. Do you know what they have right there on that table? As soon as you walk in that door, on that big giant coffee table, there’s that 87-pound giant Family Bible to show how Spiritual they are. 

They’ve got to be Christians. Are you kidding me? 



It’s the same thing. Just because there may be a Bible at a Lodge does not mean that’s their authority, and frankly, it is not. Their authority is Masonic rituals, Grand Lodges, prominent Masonic authorities, and other writers. So, that’s the challenge. The other thing, too, even with what they say, is the Bible; as their authority, it isn’t just the Bible; they accept just about any kind of religious book, on top of the Masonic rituals, Grand Lodges, prominent Masonic authorities, and other writers. 



The rituals of the Scottish Rite teach that Masonry is of divine origin. A Mason newsletter stated this:  “Masonry is a divinely appointed institution. In Freemasonry, the Masonic authorities supersede the Bible.”  

So, now you’re on the level with the Pope and what the Pope says. But the Pope is just a man.  “But he is the vicar of Christ, supposed to be in place of Christ, the voice of Christ.”  Are you kidding me? But this is the same mentality. That’s their source of authority, not the Bible. You may have one there, but it’s not your authority. This is incompatible with the place of authority that the Word of God should have in a professing Christian’s life. It’s not man, it’s not Freemasonry, it’s not whatever they make up. 
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Again, it’s not just that they quote other sources. They believe that these other Masonic writers divinely inspire them. They admit that it’s a religious book. It’s just a symbol. It’s just like sticking something on the coffee table to make you look Spiritual. And they admit it. This is a Freemason’s video talking about their holy writings. Notice it is plural. 

Okay, let’s look at that. 



Narrator:  “This is the holy writings, the first great light to which a Masonic initiate’s eyes are opened. It is the Bible, the Quran, the Tanakh, the Torah, the Vadas, and the Analects of Confucius. It rests upon the altar as more than a symbol. It is a promise between the initiate and his god. It is an understanding between the Mason and his brothers. It is a sign of the journey to come. It is deeply personal, profoundly meaningful, and bigger than any one of us. By understanding the holy writings, we understand how the fraternity grew into a global brotherhood, one that bridged centuries of religious turmoil and brought men of faith together in one common belief, truth.”  





Yeah, whose truth? Not the truth of the Bible. You saw that, and it’s on tape. That’s their video. It could be any source, such as the Hindu Vada, or it could be Confucious. It’s crazy, but that’s what’s going on. 

They have a Bible there, but that doesn’t mean they even quote a Bible verse; that doesn’t make it Christian. They do not have the same source of authority. How can you profess to be a Christian and you stay there? What is the Scriptural response? Scripture alone is the authority of the believer. 

Scriptures are authoritative and constitute our only source of faith and practice, Matthew 5, Timothy 3, Hebrews 4, and II Peter 1. Only Scripture is perfectly adequate for all matters of faith and conduct for salvation and sanctification, i.e., our maturity. It is all-sufficient concerning the soul of man, our relationship with God, and our relationship with other people. And if you want to get creepy and sound religious, you can quote this in Latin, “sola scriptura.” What were we? We were protesting the Roman Catholic system, the pseudo-fake Christianity system. We protested against that and came up with the Solas, one of which was “Sola scriptura.” It’s the “Bible Alone” that determines our rule for faith and practice. So, that’s the first reason why it’s wrong. It’ll 
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always be wrong; it is not compatible with Christianity, not even close, because their source of authority is completely off the chart. 



The next one they get wrong is the nature of God. They have the authority problem, and they don’t have the same God as we do. Not even close. 























The individual Mason may believe in any God that they choose . 

 “Well, that’s just like the Bible.”  No, there is only one God, and it’s only the Biblical God as defined in the Bible. But that’s not what they teach. 

Now, the Masonic name that they have for God is the Great Architect of the Universe. You’ll also see it as the G.A.O.T.U. You’ll see that often in their writings, and that’s their version of God. But it’s not the God of the Bible.  “Well, they said it was the Great Architect of the Universe, and it’s got to be God.”  No, it’s not! It’s just a phraseology of picking the God that you want. We’re not going to say Jehovah because it may be a different kind of God to that guy. So, they made up a generic term. 



The great God of the universe is not the God of the Bible, and one does not equate faith in that. Many non-Christian groups, if you think about it, they have a god. The Muslims have a god, but is it the same God of the Bible? Shamanism, voodoo, all these other guys, they have gods and goddesses and deities. Are they the same God? Of course not. They are all different from the Bible. Freemasonry speaks of a Great Architect of the Universe, but it does not affirm the truth of what that god is and, most importantly, who God is according to the Bible. Freemasons use the term the Great Architect of the Universe because it is ambiguous, and it’s a neutral term, on purpose, so that anybody’s version of any god could fit there. And they admit it on tape. Look at this. 
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Mason:  “Freemasonry does have a religious component within the regular and recognized system, with a belief in a supreme being or higher power. We refer to it as the Grand Architect of the Universe or the Great Architect of the Universe. And that is not a Masonic god by any means. 

 That is a term that we use that we hope is generic enough, that regardless of what your spiritual or religious beliefs are, that that is one that you feel comfortable with using, no matter who your higher power or what your higher power is, that is the great designer.” 





Did you see what he said? It’s a generic term that they picked; it is not the Biblical God. It’s generic and ambiguous, and you get to fill in the blanks. How is this compatible with a Christian? How does a Christian submit to this? Now, this is from a Masonic publication: 



 “Freemasonry assumes that God is a reality in the mind of every man, and it leaves it to that man, the prerogative of fashioning his own theological and philosophical theories.”   





But the Bible will call that an idol. You’re fashioning your own god. 



 “A Freemason may believe in the Trinity or deny the same. He may or may not believe in the deity of Jesus. He may hold that God created the universe out of nothing, or he may prefer to think that the universe is coexistent with God. Masonry does not demand that we define or accept any definitions of God. The Great Architect of the Universe may or may not be whatever you want it to be, to agree with somebody else. It doesn’t have to agree. Freemasonry leaves it up to each person to decide what is true about God. As the Mason progresses through the degrees, he’s taught a most significant secret.” 

  

  

So, they picked a generic term, “The Great Architect of the Universe.” So, anybody with any version of any god could join the secret society and feel spiritual. However, one of their secrets is that they have a secret name for God in general. There are different spellings of it, but I’ll give you one. “Jabulon” is one version of it or “Jahbulon.” This is their 
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secret word. The Great Architect of the Universe is the all-encompassing, ambiguous term to get anybody’s version of god, but then they come and see you combine all these different gods, and this is the secret name. What this stands for, if you split it up, is a combination of Jehovah, Baal, and Osiris, the Egyptian sun god. So, it’s a plural deity. You’ve got the generic term, the Great Architect of the Universe, to fit anything, and then they named the plurality of these gods with this secret name. 



WHAT DO THE MASON’S BELIEVE ABOUT GOD? 

  

2nd degree Mason:  “We are praying to the same God, the one God, the all-creating God, the same god that is on the dollar bill, “In God We Trust.” 

  

John Ankerberg:  “The Hindu, too, and the Buddhists?” 

  

Mason:  “You’re nitpicking, and that’s not …” 

  

John Ankerberg:  “No, no, no, that’s very factual. That’s the crux of the whole thing. The God of the Bible is not the god of the Hindus; the God of the Bible is not the god of the Buddhists. The God of the Bible is not Allah. 

 The God of the Bible is the Lord Eternal God, who became man in Jesus Christ. You cannot call Him by all these different names and say that you are talking about the One God. That’s Biblical nonsense.” 

  

Mason:  “We are not doing that.” 

  

John Ankerberg:  “In a Buddhist Lodge, in a Zoroastrian Lodge, in a Muslim Lodge, are they praying to the same God you’re praying to?” 

  

Mason:  “They are praying to their God.” 

  

John Ankerberg:  “To the same God you’re praying to?” 

  

Mason:  “Well, no, I can’t say that.” 
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John Ankerberg:  “But they are lost. So, all your Masonic brothers, I want to get this out. All your Masonic brothers who reject Jesus Christ’s gospel and follow these things even in the full light of masonry are lost.” 

  

Mason:  “Duh.”  (He is speechless, and he smiles.) And that guy was professing to be a Christian? It’s like, are you even hearing what is coming out of your mouth? He admits that they are totally different gods, but that’s somehow okay, and remember, he did say, 

 “But they are Masons.”  It’s like that is the whole point: you have to be a Mason. So, now you’re okay. Oh, and by the way, what did he say? It’s the same god that’s on our 

currency. So, we thought 

it was the Biblical God. 

According to the Masons, 

it’s their all-encompassing 

plural god. Oops, did we 

get fooled on that one? 

Boy, did we learn 

something new? And they 

go on to say this: 



 “Albert Pike - one of the 

 big guys that they like to quote, that has divine inspiration – says all religions have the same idea of the deity. Masonry teaches that God created the universe, but he’s not currently active in either mercy or judgment. He cannot be known personally or by revelation, but only generally through reason.” 





If you think about that, that means that Jesus and the Bible they’re not revelations of God, according to them. So, how do we respond? This is not the God of the Bible by any stretch of the imagination. The true God is only known through Jesus Christ (John 14: 6,9), so faith in Jesus Christ is not optional. As Jesus said, “To see the Father, you see me. You want to see who God is, look at me, because I’m here in the flesh.” (Philippians 2) The true God exists in the three in one, a Triune God. He communicates 
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Himself through special revelation. (Hebrews 1:1-3) In the past, He spoke through the prophets; in the last days, he’s spoken to us through His Son. 

And where is all that recorded for us? In the Bible, Old Testament, and New Testament, we don’t need another word from God. The Canon is closed. 



How do you get to know Him? God tells us right there in the Bible. 

Maintaining a belief in the Great Architect of the Universe is essentially no more than acknowledging a god of any type exists. That is not Biblical faith. Saying that a creator God exists puts you on par with the faith of demons. (James 2:19) Do you believe that there was one God? Good, even the demons believe that, and they shudder. The Bible declares there is only one God. (Deuteronomy 6:4) He is the creator and Lord of everything that exists. (Genesis 1-3) He is infinite. (I Kings 8:27; Acts 17:28) He's transcendent, He’s eternal (Genesis 21:33; Psalm 90:2) He’s unchangeable (James 1:17) He’s omnipresent (Psalm 139:7-12) He’s sovereign (Ephesians 1) He’s omniscient (Matthew 11:21) and He’s omnipotent. (Revelation 19:6) He eternally exists as the Triune God, as the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. Each is equal, with the same attributes equally worthy of adoration, worship, and faith. That is not the god of Freemasonry. They worship gods, and you get to decide. Again, how could you be a professing Christian and stay in this? 



But this is why you make up your mind about who you’re going to choose. You can’t serve two masters. This will never work. You can’t mix the two. It’s worse than oil and water. Freemasonry, Christianity, if I’m a Freemason, I’m a Christian at the same time. No, you can’t! You’re going to hate one and despise the other. You’ll love one and be devoted to the other; give it up. You can’t mesh the two together. But that is how they pull people in, and I won’t say, Christians. They pull the people that go to church services. And then some of those people, just like when the occult comes and invades the church, help and ultimately take over the church. 

Remember we saw that with the satanists and the witches? You get these Freemason guys coming in, who have a loyalty to the Lodge, not Jesus, with this pluralistic message of all gods. You have no right to say anything. They work their way to the Celestial Lodge, and they take charge of the church. No wonder churches don’t want to talk about what needs to be talked about today. No wonder they don’t even give the 
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gospel. Because they do not believe in the gospel, these people have taken over, not just witches, not just satanists, but Freemasons. 



Now, here’s another thing that they got wrong. They got Jesus wrong. This is important. We dealt with this so many times in our “World Religions, 

Cults, and the Occult” study. Mormons say they believe in Jesus. They’ll tell you that right to your face. But you have to get 

behind the veneer. Ask them, “Well, tell me who your Jesus is.” I’ll tell you if you’ve got it right.  “Oh, He’s the spirit brother of Lucifer.”  Then you don’t believe in the same Jesus that I believe in. Jehovah’s 

Witness is the same thing.  “Oh, we believe in Jesus.”  They will come knocking at your door.  “We believe in Jesus.”  

Oh, really? They believe He is the Archangel Michael. Well, that’s not the Jesus of the Bible. Same thing with Freemasons.  “Oh, yeah, we believe in Jesus.”  But their Jesus isn’t the same. 



First of all, they believe that there are many ways to get to God. 

But what did Jesus say? (John 14:6) He is the way, the truth, the life; nobody comes to the Father except through Him. 



 “In his private petition, the mason may petition God or Jehovah, Allah or Buddha, Muhammad or Jesus, he may call upon the God of Israel, or the first great cause.”   





And for those who make it to the Shriners, they move from being ambiguous and whatever god, but they specifically have to pledge their allegiance not to Jesus but to Allah. Now you’re going to find out about the Fez Hat. 



Interviewer:  “When you get up to a certain level in the Masons, that you’re qualified to go into the Shriners, which I guess is really the height of the whole thing, you talked about the distinctive headgear that they wear, the Fez. We’ve seen all these circuses at parades. They come down 
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 the street on their motorcycles wearing their Fez. Tell us first, what are the Shriners, and what is the significance of that Fez?” 

  

Dr. Carlson:  “Well, you see the men in the Shrine parades and Shrine Circus wearing their Red Fez. 

 In order to be a Shriner, you have to reach the highest degree of Freemasonry, either the 32nd Degree of the Scottish Rite or the 13th Degree of the York Rite.  Then you are allowed to go into the shrine, and sadly, many Christians have gone into this, which is hard to understand. Because in order to be a Shriner, in the initiation, every Shriner takes a blood oath of allegiance to Allah as his god and Muhammad as his prophet.” 

  

Interviewer:  “Now, are you kidding me?” 

  

Dr. Carlson:  “No. And in light of 9/11, you have got to wonder, how could any Christian take a blood oath of allegiance when God absolutely forbids that in the Ten Commandments.” 

  

Interviewer:  “They’re not even allowed to pray in the name of Jesus in the Lodge, are they?” 

  

Dr. Carlson:  “No, but you swear allegiance that Allah is your god, Muhammad is your prophet, and you are then given this red Fez with the Islamic sword and crescent encrusted in jewels on the front of it. You will see men wearing this. And people say, ‘Why do they wear the Red Fez?’ It is because if you study history, during the 7th and 8th centuries, as the Muslims swept across North Africa, they came to Fez, Morocco. In Fez, Morocco, there was a large community of Christians. Muhammad had ordered the slaughter of all the infidels, meaning Christians, who would not bow down to Allah and Muhammad as the prophet. The Muslims went in with the Islamic sword and, there in Fez, slaughtered thousands of Christians, and then they took their Fez hats and dipped them in the blood of Christians, glorying in the defeat of Christianity. That’s why the Fez’s 
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 are red, representing the blood of Christians, defeated by the Islamic sword, which they have encrusted in jewels on the front. There are Christians who are walking around wearing this hat, and to be honest, it’s an abomination in the eyes of God.” 

  

Interviewer:  “Oh, my …!” 

  



Again, I don’t know how you can be a born-again Christian with the Holy Spirit of God, who not only is our deposit, our seal, guarantee, and our redemption but what does He do the moment you get saved? If you sin, what does He do? He convicts you. How could you do that? No conviction, and you keep doing it? And then you get a chance to serve in the church, go to the church maybe twice a year, but you never miss a Lodge meeting? Hey, who’s your Master? I think it’s pretty obvious. It ain’t Jesus Christ. You can profess all you want. This is crazy. This is from the Introduction to Freemasonry, page 38. 



 “In the Masonic Lodge, the Mason hears the petition to the Great Architect of the Universe, finding his own deity under that name. A hundred paths may wind upward around the mountains, but at the top, they meet.” 





No, they don’t. There is only one way. His name is Jesus Christ. 

Jesus Christ’s Biblical response to this heresy is that He is the eternal, uncreated, second person of the Trinity. He’s eternally one with the Father, incarnated supernaturally. (John 1; Matthew 1) He’s the eternal God-man, fully God, fully man; He’s the incarnation, Jesus Christ. He only surrendered the prerogatives of deity, but not His divine essence. 

(Philippians 2; Colossians 1) Jesus’ birth was sinless, a sinless life, His death, His resurrection, they’re all literal historical events. He willingly died on the cross as the perfect sacrifice for sin. (John 10; Romans 3; Peter 2) The resurrection of Jesus confirms His deity and proves that God accepted His atoning sacrifice. (John 5; Romans 1) He is the only mediator between God and man. (I Timothy 2:5) He’s the only way to the Father, i.e., means of salvation. (John 14:6) He is the way, the truth, the life. No one comes to the Father except through Him. Not Allah, not 
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Muhammad, not Confucious, not your own works. None of that stuff! It’s Jesus Christ, and again, that’s not Freemasonry. 



They also get it wrong with this next one. It’s the nature of man. 

Who’s that big, tall guy? 

Oh, are you having a 

Shaq attack right now? 

Yep, that's Shaquille 

O’Neal, and he’s a 

Freemason. Scotti 

Pippen and John Elway 

are also there, and I’m 

just throwing out a 

couple of sports figures. 

What’s going on? We’ll 

probably have a whole study on sports figures, government figures, and Hollywood figures. I’m going to blow your mind away with people who can be verified as Freemasons. Then, it will explain some things. The British did a good job of infiltrating America. They tried two tactics: the Revolutionary War in 1812, and it didn’t work. Back up, see the roads go into the universities, brainwash these guys, and become a better British Freemason. Interesting! 



And they are everywhere. But they get the doctrine of man wrong. 

According to Masons, humans are flawed but not depraved. All non-Masons exist in spiritual darkness—that would be you and me. Humans can improve their behavior and character, and each individual must be educated to reach this perfection. Look at these three lines of Freemasonry. 



 “Freemasonry provides the means by which one can obtain salvation.”     







Man is marred, but we can work our way to Heaven. We’re not that bad. But it’s through Freemasonry that you get there. 



 “Humans are not in need of someone to make atonement for their sins.” 





That’s a direct quote. That’s a total denial of the Cross of Christ. 
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 “Humans are capable of doing all that is needed for their salvation through Masonry.” 





That’s a works-based false gospel, as you can see here. 



Interviewer:  “The ultimate goal of all Masons is to spend eternity before the throne of the Great Architect of the Universe. Worshiping him, hand in hand with Hindus, Muslims, Confucians, Buddhists, and every religion in the world.” 

  

Dr. Carlson:  “In Freemasonry, they say all religions are the same. It doesn’t matter which religion you are. They say Jesus, Buddha, Confucious, and Muhammad; the name means little.” 

  

Interviewer:  “What did Jesus say? ‘I am the Way, I am the Truth, I am the Life, there is no other way to the Father, but by me.’ Peter said, ‘There is no other name to Heaven by which you can be saved.’ How can you profess to be a Christian and turn around and buy that?” 

  

Dr. Carlson:  “Where I live, I had one of the leaders of the Masonic Lodge in our town give me a call. In fact, he was the chaplain of the Shrine. And he said, ‘How dare you say that I’m not a Christian?’ He said, ‘I’m an elder in my church. I teach Sunday School in my church.’ I stopped him and said, ‘Sir, if you were to die and stand before God today, and He would ask you, why should I let you into my Heaven, what would you say to Him? There was silence on the phone for about 10 seconds, and finally, he said, ‘Well, I guess I would have to tell God I was a good Mason.’ You see, Freemasonry claims to be a religion of morality through their own good works and their own good efforts. They say, ‘Look at the Children’s Hospitals, look at the burn units, look at the things we support.’ You know there’s nothing wrong with good works, but friends, good works are not going to save you.” 

  

  

Wow! So, you’re no better off than the Mormons out there on their little bike tour. Jehovah’s Witnesses are tallying this. “How many bloody knuckles do I have from knocking on doors, telling people about Jehovah 
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today?” “I refrained from caffeine. I’ve gone up the bloody steps, you know, going through the rosary 500 times, doing penance.” It’s the same thing as Freemasonry. It’s a false gospel. 



The Bible declares that God created mankind in His image. Still, by our own will, man chose to sin against God and, therefore, is under condemnation of physical and spiritual death and eternal separation from God. (Genesis 3; Romans 3; Isaiah 59) And that has corrupted every aspect of our being: our intellect, our conscience, our will, and our hearts. 

People are, therefore, Biblically unable to save themselves. We need a Savior. And that is Jesus Christ. But that’s not Freemasonry.

Masonry teaches a works salvation which is opposed to the Biblical plan of salvation of grace through faith in Jesus Christ. Now let me quote again from the Freemasons guide. This is from their own writings, page 196. 



 “The three degrees, thus, form a perfect and harmonious whole, and nor can it be conceived, that anything can be suggested, more which the soul of man requires.” 





You have to make it through the first three degrees, at least. Now, this is on page 79. 
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 “If we, with suitable true devotion, maintain our Masonic profession, our faith will become a beam of light and bring us to those blessed mansions, where we will be eternally happy with God, the Great Architect of the Universe.” 

  

  

No, you’ll be in torment in hell, with the demons laughing their guts out because they got you. Now, this is J.D. Buck, Mystic Masonry, page 57. 



 “Salvation by faith and the vicarious atonement were not taught as now interpreted by Jesus. Nor are these taught in the esoteric scriptures. They are later and ignorant perversions of the original doctrines.” 

  

  

So, they would say that what we believe in the Biblical account, that it’s only through the atonement of Jesus Christ, His death on the cross, that our sins are atoned for, forgiven through His death on the Cross, accepted by God, that that is completely ignorant. And they have earlier versions that prove otherwise. And you’re going to stay in this, and you’re going to profess to be a Christian? That guy was an elder in the church and taught Sunday School, and he admitted out of his mouth when he was challenged by somebody, “Oh, I’m a good Mason.” Isn’t that freaky? It’s bad enough that the occult has invaded the church. We saw that with witchcraft, satanism, and voodoo. No wonder things are messed up. Now add secret occult societies with a false gospel and get these guys on top of the other ones into positions of leadership; no wonder things are messed up. Here, they admit that they do not trust a grace gospel to get them to Heaven. 



Dr. Carlson:  “What you have to do is go to their own teachings and look at what the Masonic authorities say Freemasonry is. They claim it is a religion of morality, that they are seeking to earn their salvation through their good works. And as I agree, you know, there’s nothing wrong with good works, there’s nothing wrong with Children’s Hospitals, or burn units, but understand that Shriners who give money to the Shrine Hospitals, they are doing that believing that they can earn their salvation in the celestial lodge above where they say the Great Architect of the 
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 Universe lives. When you go to a Masonic funeral, and they are buried with that white lambskin apron, they say that it is through the purity of their life and morality that they will earn the celestial lodge.” 

  

Interviewer:  “How much better would it be to give that same money to Christian churches or Christian hospitals or organizations where the work is being done in the name of Jesus Christ? To give glory to Him?” 

  

Dr. Carlson:  “Yeah, Ephesians 2:8-9 says that through grace we are saved through faith. It is a gift of God, not of works, lest anyone should boast.” 

  

  

And yet, that is precisely what Freemasonry does. They boast about their own works.   “Look at us. We build all these hospitals. We take care of the kids.”  If anything, visualize when you see the Shriners, who are saying they’re working our way to Heaven. That’s what you’re looking at. That’s their false gospel in action. Again, there’s nothing wrong with taking care of kids, but that’s not their motive. We’ll probably get into this later, but you keep hearing them talk about this white apron. You saw the pictures where they are always wearing this apron. It’s supposed to represent their purity and righteousness so that they can make it to the celestial kingdom. Is any of that starting to sound familiar? Mormons, with their secret underwear. Joseph Smith ripped that off from the Freemasons because he was a Freemason, an occultist, a pathological liar, and a plagiarist, and he ripped off all their secret things that only Mormons know in the temple, from Freemasonry, including secret handshakes. It’s crazy, secret underwear. It’s all from Freemasonry. 



People don’t put two and two together because they keep it secret (Mormons), and they keep it secret (Freemasons). The only reason you and I know is that people come out of Freemasonry and tell us what they’re doing. They come out of Mormonism and tell us what they’re doing. And then we put two and two together. 



The Biblical response is that salvation is the work of God and only God. It is entirely by God, not based on human merit or works. It is a free gift from God (Ephesians 2:8-9) we saw that quoted. There is no work required for salvation, meaning, baptism, good deed, obeying 
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commandments, going to a church service, giving money, praying, doing penance, surrendering to an organization or the Freemasons or the Shriners, or giving to the hospitals, dressing up like a clown and riding around. It’s only by the grace of God, through faith, and what Christ did on the Cross. But that’s not Freemasonry. 



How any professing Christian can be a part of this is mind-blowing. But when you look at this, you know what is happening? It will expose exactly what Jesus said, who’s your Master? And it will expose the conundrum that these guys are really in. He lays it on the line because He loves us, He loves people, and He doesn’t want them to go to hell. He says you have got to make up your mind. You can’t serve both. Trying to play on both sides of the fence,  “Oh, I go to church service, and I teach Sunday School, but I never miss a Lodge meeting. I’ve got my apron, I’m giving to the kids, I’m helping them with the hospitals, I’m doing all the good deeds in the community.”  Make up your mind. You can’t have two masters. 

When push comes to shove, you’re going to show eventually who you follow and worship. And for Masons, it ain’t Jesus. They will choose the Lodge over Him. 



You’ll hate the one, you’ll love the other, you’ll be devoted to one, despise the other, make up your mind, who is the Master? The Lodge of Freemasonry or the Lord Jesus Christ. And, again, this is the benefit of what we’re doing. We’re not just getting equipped with this. The whole point is that we need to reach people. I don’t care who they are, pagan on the street, involved in vampires, druids, shamanism, satanists or witchcraft, Jehovah’s Witnesses, Mormons, Christian Science, Seventh Day Adventists, Roman Catholic, Muslims, what’s the whole point? It’s to share the gospel with them. And that’s the way we need to look at it, with all the stuff we are learning. “Well, I didn’t know that ‘In God We Trust’ 

on the dollar bill is not the God of the Bible.” The whole point is we’re getting equipped to reach these people with the gospel. They need to be saved. But here’s what’s concerning: they may be in your church. They may be on the elder board. They may be behind the pulpit. Those are the people you need to witness to. That should be your focus with this study. 



Interviewer:  “When I went to a church up in Indiana to preach, when I walked through the door, there was a huge chart on the wall. All the 
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 people were standing around looking at it, so I thought I’d look at the chart, and it was very interesting. They had a 24-hour prayer chain where the people had signed up 15 minutes each for 24 hours, day and night, to pray for this meeting. Boy, I was really blessed by that. I’m standing there looking at this, and I turned to this man next to me and said, ‘This is wonderful.’ He said, ‘Yeah, it really is. I’m one of the elders of this church.’ I said, ‘Oh, is that right? Where is your name on there?’ He said, 

 ‘Oh, my name’s not on there.’ I said, ‘Why?’ He said, ‘Well, I had a Lodge meeting last night, you know, the Masonic Lodge, so I couldn’t give any time to the prayer chain.’ He was putting that before his church.” 

  

Dr. Carlson:  “And sadly, many masons do not, for some reason, they do not even question what they are doing. They go through these pagan rituals, giving worship to every pagan deity and then claiming that they can be a Christian and bow before an altar, before a man they call the Worshipful Master. And say you’re lost in darkness, and you need the light of Freemasonry. This is not Christianity; in fact, it’s a pagan cult, and we need to warn men that they need to flee it, they need to repent of it, and get out of it. What they are involved with, they will realize, is not compatible with Scripture. You cannot be a Mason and be a Christian. Choose you, this day, who you will serve. Either you are going to serve Baal, or you’re going to serve God. But if you are a Mason, you know that in the very first initiation, you bowed at an altar before a man you called the Worshipful Master. If you are a Christian, you cannot serve two masters. Either you are going to serve the Lodge or serve Jesus Christ. Masonry claims to be the revival of the ancient mystery religions, a religion of good works, but salvation isn’t through good works. It is through faith alone, in Jesus Christ. And if you are seeking to earn righteousness by Masonic activity, you are following a false religion, and you need to flee it; you need to repent of it and discover the freedom that comes in knowing Jesus Christ and serving him alone.” 

  

  

And that’s the purpose of doing all these studies; it’s not just to wow us, but it’s to equip us to witness to anybody. In the next chapter, we are going to delve into the Freemason's belief in symbols. Just like witchcraft and satanists, some didn’t know what the symbols meant. Now, 
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we see them everywhere. They didn’t know they were from witchcraft and satanists marking their territories. Well, you are going to see the same thing with Freemasonry. It’s everywhere! Not just on the dollar bill, but they have infiltrated our country to take our once great Christian nation and turn it into a pluralistic Freemasonry sicko utopia to depopulate the earth so that the elites can have their peasants serve them. Just like the good old days before America came on the scene.

As we recap what we have covered in the previous chapters, we sent out the warning that if you are a Christian and you are part of the Freemasons, you better repent, run, and get right with God. This is an occult secret society. It’s a false gospel, and no Christian should have any part in it. We then took a look at the history of Freemasonry and how it got started. How it is now creeping into the church, along with witchcraft, satanism, voodoo, shamanism, druidism, vampirism, and now you add to that Freemasonry. No wonder things are so messed up. Then, in the last chapter, we looked at the beliefs of Freemasonry. There, we saw even more proof. Based on their beliefs, they’re saying it, not us; it’s not a conspiracy theory; every single thing is completely off-base, contradictory to true Biblical Christianity. They get it wrong on all kinds of things, just like every other cult does. They get their authority wrong. They have a Bible in their Masonic Lodge, but they say they are going to cut my throat and kill me over the Bible with the compass. Well, they may have a Bible there, but that doesn’t mean they follow it. And they don’t. 



Their source of authority is any religious book you want, including the Quran. Whatever you want to make up. And when push comes to shove, it’s the Masonic rituals, the Grand Lodges, the prominent Masonic 
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authorities, and writers – that’s what supersedes the Bible. They also got the nature of God wrong. Their version of God is not the Biblical God. It is the Great Architect of the Universe, G.A.O.T.U. You can believe in a god, and you  have to believe in a god, a higher power, to be a Freemason. 

That doesn’t mean it’s the Biblical God. And then they get Jesus wrong. 

They believe Jesus was just a good man who understood divine Masonic truths. What? Last time I checked, Jesus came before the Freemasons, but they say that the reason Jesus was the way He was, was because He was a good Mason. That’s not the same Jesus of the Bible. 



And then they get the nature of man wrong. They teach that humans are flawed but not depraved, and they can reach perfection through the Masonic teachings. The Bible says, “There is no one righteous, no not one, no one does good, not one, the wage of sin is death, we all deserve to die and go straight to hell.” That’s why we need a Savior. But they say,  “No, you don’t. It’s through the Masonic teachings that you can attain salvation.”  Which leads to the next one, salvation. It’s a works-based false gospel. Again, it’s no different than Catholicism. You have to keep the sacraments to be saved. It’s no different than Seventh-Day Adventists; they believe in investigated judgment; you’re going to die and take a cosmic nap; you go to sleep.  Then you are raised from the dead, and based on the work in your life, you find out if you will go to Heaven. That’s a work-based salvation. No different than the Mormons and Jehovah’s Witnesses. They are all false works-based gospels. They also believe that there are many ways to go to God because they have many sources of truth and many different gods. It’s whatever god you want to make it. It’s all that mindset. So, how can any professing Christian even flirt with being a part of this? It is unbelievable. 



But you might be thinking,  “Isn’t this just a conspiracy theory? 

 You’re one of those churches. I’ve checked you out online. You talk about weird, freaky stuff. At that last conference, you did a message on Nephilim. You’re weird. Freemasons are just a great club of guys, and they do good things.”  No, this just came out. It was secretly recorded. If you were a Christian and you were invited into this, how you could make it through even 30 seconds of this, and you didn’t run for the door is beyond me. This is one of their mock rituals. 
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MOCK EXECUTION RITUAL 



This video shows a man kneeling at the altar. He is shirtless and blindfolded, and he has both of his hands placed on the book on the altar. 

Several men are standing in the room. All of them have on their white aprons. A man is standing behind the initiate, holding a sword over his head. The man gets up, and they walk him into the next room. He hears screaming coming from the room as if he is in great pain. The next clip shows this same man lying on the floor, and all the other men are surrounding him. A man with a red cloak is standing at his feet. 



The story begins like this: The initiate is now dressed in black, still blindfolded, and is presented to the Head Mason. 



Head Mason:  “I’m glad to meet you. Give me the secrets of a Master Mason, or I will take your life.” 

  

Initiate:  “This is no time or place to demand those secrets. Talk not to me about time, place, patience, or the completion of the temple.” 

  

Head Mason:  “Give me the secrets of a Master Mason, or I will take your life in this rude, violent manner.” 

  

Initiate:  “To demand those secrets, when the temple’s complete, if found worthy, you’ll then receive them lawfully as I have.” 

  

Head Mason:  “My name is Jubalum, and I am well known for my determination of character. What I undertake, that I do. You have passed Jubala and Jubalo. But you cannot pass me. Give me the secrets of a Master Mason instantly, or I will take your life. What! Still persist? Then die!” 

  

The Headmaster hits the initiate over the head with a board, and he falls backward onto a canvas that these men are holding so that when he falls, he doesn’t hit the floor. They put a pillow under his head and folded the cover over him. 
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Mason #2:  “What horrid deed is this? You have slain the Grand Master, Hiram Abiff.” 

  

Mason #3:  “This is no time for reflection. What shall we do with the body?” 

  

Mason #2:  “We will bury it in the rubbish of the Temple until low tide, and then we will meet and give it a decent burial and discuss what to do with it. Agree?” 



They then carry the initiate's “dead” body. Off-camera, where they use a shovel and dirt and toss wood planks over the initiate as a temporary burial. 





How can you make it through a minute of that and say,  “It’s okay.”  It’s crazy. By the way, did you notice that the initiate was wearing a blindfold? Believe it or not, this is from their website, the Masonic Lodge education, it’s called a “Hoodwink.” Have you ever heard of that word? Did somebody hoodwink you? 

That’s a Masonic term, and this is a major part of their ceremonies. Let’s take a look at that. 



Narrator:  “Freemasonry is one of the world’s oldest fraternal organizations. It is shrouded in mystery. The Masons use 

 elaborate initiation rituals full of rich symbolism and iconic tools. One important ritual symbol is the Masonic hoodwink. This is a type of blindfold used to cover the eyes of candidates during certain rituals. The hoodwink serves as a representation of the candidate's metaphorical journey. This journey is from darkness, ignorance, and blindness toward the light and revelation of masonic secrets and knowledge. The use of hoodwinks in rituals dates back centuries. It originated before Freemasonry itself existed. This unique Masonic artifact continues to hold great significance. Antique hoodwinks with intricate designs are collector's items. They offer a tangible connection to the mythology and 
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 lore of Freemasonry. Although most Lodges today use simple blindfolds, the enduring symbolism and legacy of the hoodwink remains. 

  

 Early Masonic hoodwinks from the 1800s and 1900s were often carefully crafted of metal, velvet, and 

 leather. This demonstrates 

 the importance Freemasons 

 placed on this artifact. It 

 represented ancient 

 initiation rights and the 

 search for enlightenment. 

 These days, most Masonic 

 Lodges use simple 

 blindfolds. These are often 

 just a cloth draped over the 

 eyes. Complex metal 

 hoodwinks are not used. However, the core meaning and purpose of the hoodwinking have endured over time. The hoodwink ceremony continues to be a central part of the initiation into Freemasonry. When candidates enter for the Entered Apprentice degree, they wear blindfolds. This shows they are still in darkness, searching for Masonic light. At key moments in the ritual, the blindfold gets removed. This signals moments of revelation as the candidate joins the Brotherhood. The newly made mason is symbolically brought from darkness into light.” 





That’s not what the Bible says. How does 

that process happen? That comes through Jesus Christ. 



I Peter 2:9: “But you are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a Holy nation, His own special people, that you may proclaim the praises of Him who called you out of darkness into His marvelous light.” 
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That doesn’t happen through Freemasonry. But again, what they do is they build in, and they pepper it with Biblical terminology, to seduce people further, that somehow this is a Christian or Christian-like organization. But speaking of false occult beliefs, just like we saw with witchcraft, satanism, voodoo, shamanism, Buddhism, vampirism, so it is with Freemasonry. Now, we’re going to move on to the symbols of Freemasonry. 



































Just like the other cults, they codify their beliefs with symbols. 

Once you take a look at what these symbols mean and how they are identified, not just as weird symbols, you are going to see that these Freemason symbols are everywhere, just like the witchcraft symbols, the satanic symbols, and things of that nature. But before we do that, let’s take a look at what God has to say about what we are supposed to do when it comes to darkness versus light. Are we supposed to play with it, flirt with it, say somehow we could work together with it? Can we merge with it, like with Freemasonry? No, God is once again very blunt about His people and His attitude towards that. 



He says don’t be yoked. You don’t yoke together. Yoking is a good cow term. Oxen is being used for plowing fields. I’m from farming country, Kansas, and back before they had those high-tech inventions 
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called tractors, they used animals – horses, mules, donkeys, cattle and oxen. If you had a big job to do or a bigger-sized plow, you’d need more than one horse, and then that would determine the horsepower. So basically, it was this thing that you put on the harness on the necks that would keep them together so they would plow straight and in unison. So, it was a yoke that would attach them together. So, that’s what we are not supposed to be. Don’t be attached to what He says here. He is very blunt about this. Be careful who you get connected to. 





II Corinthians 6:14-17: “Do not be yoked together with unbelievers. For what do righteousness and wickedness have in common? Or what fellowship can light have with darkness? What harmony is there between Christ and Belial? What does a believer have in common with an unbeliever? What agreement is there between the temple of God and idols? For we are the temple of the living God. As God has said, ‘I will live with them and walk among them, and I will be their God, and they will be my people. Therefore, come out from them and be separate, says the Lord. Touch no unclean thing, and I will receive you.’” 





Again, we see a pattern, for the fourth time in a row, different Scriptures, God’s attitude; He’s very blunt on how you and I, as born-again Christians, are to deal with when it comes to darkness and evil and the things that are antithetical to God and His truth. He didn’t say to flirt with it. He didn’t say play together with it. He didn’t say merge with it. He didn’t say yoke with it. He didn’t say hang out with it. He didn’t say. How can you merge together or say, “Hey, I’m just doing it to be some kind of positive light to them?  ”  No, He said, “Come out from them and be ye separate.” And then He broke it down. How many different ways did he do it? 



Did you ever do something wrong, and then your dad tells you, 

“Here’s what you did wrong.” But that wasn’t good enough. He had to tell you, from another angle, just why it was wrong. Then, the next thing you know, he told you 18 different ways of the one thing that you did wrong. 

Well, that’s what God is doing here. How many different ways do I have to give you this? And what is the phrase that he says there? “Do not be yoked with things that are antithetical to God.” Witness all day long, but 
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don’t walk together. The phrase “Do Not!” Does that ring a bell? Do not murder, steal, lie, or bear false witness. Do not commit adultery. That is called a command. This is not an option from God. He said, “Do not do this! Don’t be messing around with unbelievers.” Witness to them all day long, but don’t sit there and walk the same path. What do we see in church today? It’s a whole side issue. You’re being yoked with this world. You look like the world, you act like the world, you speak like the world, and now you’re believing and behaving like the world. You’re yoked with the world, you’re letting the world in, and God says, “Don’t you do it!” It’s a command, not an option. He’s very blunt about it. Why? Because you can’t mix the two. You come up with something that is not Christianity every single time. 



They’re polar opposites. They’ll never work, light versus darkness, and He begins to break it down. Don’t be yoked with unbelievers. It should be good enough. Well, let me give you another reason why. It’s an issue of light versus darkness. Christ versus the devil. Believer versus the unbeliever. The Temple of God versus idols. It will never mix. It’s worse than oil and water. And so it is with Freemasonry and Christianity. It is such a polar opposite - do not work together with that. God is very blunt about that. 



This is what blows me away, for people who even resist. I am already getting some emails from people who are turning away, just from our first three studies on Freemasonry. Thank you for being honest. But it’s not me; it’s the power of God’s Word. As you see, people profess to be Christians, but when push comes to shove, they keep choosing that Lodge over church life - over Christianity, including Christian symbols - 

even in their death. They won’t have a cross on their headstone. They will have the Freemason symbols. For the ladies, they will have the Eastern Star. I have pastored in California; I’ve pastored in New York and the Midwest. You go to any cemetery and walk around, and they are everywhere. 



So, let’s take a look at these symbols. They codify their beliefs, and again, I think you’ll see even more proof that this is nothing that a Christian should ever be a part of. We will probably have a couple of chapters just on the symbols, and then I’m only going to be scraping the 
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surface of them. I’m trying to get the most popular ones to give you an idea of what they are. Let’s start with the big one. 

THE SQUARE AND THE COMPASS 



























That’s probably the biggest one that people think about when you think of a Mason. And that’s what you see on their headstones, too. Do you notice the big G in the middle? We’ll get to that in just a moment. But the square and compass are the most universally recognized symbols of Freemasonry, representing the core teachings of the Fraternity. The symbol consists of a square and a compass, as the so-called architect tools. 

The square is supposed to represent morality, truthfulness, and honesty. It serves as a reminder to the Freemasons that they are to live their lives with integrity, to treat each other right, as symbolized by the square’s right angles, and to be straight with people. You’re going to see a lot of phraseologies that we use today. Like the hoodwink. Don’t you know hoodwink is what’s left over from Freemasonry? It’s worked its way into our vocabulary. That’s how prevalent it is, unfortunately. 



But to treat people right, right angles, to shoot straight with people, with the straight edges, is what it’s supposed to symbolize. The square also signifies the importance of building a solid moral foundation for one’s life. They do this because they believe that this is how they’re going to Heaven. It’s a works-based false gospel. So, that’s the square, but the compass? What’s that deal? Well, that’s supposed to represent the self-control and the restraint of balancing the compass. Give direction and balance to your desires and duties, and keep your actions within the 
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bounds of morality and virtue to be saved. When you put them both together, the unity of the square and compass is supposed to symbolize the dual nature of Freemasonry, where they need to cultivate the moral and the intellectual aspects of your life so that you can get balanced and integrated. That is what they believe will get them to Heaven. Take a look at this. 



Dirk Hughes, Director, Michigan Masonic Museum & Library: 

 “Today we are going to talk about the square and compasses. It's probably the most common and visible symbol you’ll ever see of Masonry. 

 We put it on our buildings to show the community that we’re there. We wear it on our clothes and jewelry to announce our membership to strangers and other members of the Fraternity. Sometimes, we put it on our tombstones and memorials to remind those people we have left behind of our dedication to the craft. The square and compass are composed of two architectural tools because masonry and its symbolisms draw heavily from the allegorical meanings they represent in the building of character. 

 The square is to square our actions. The compass is to circumscribe ourselves and to keep us within due bounds. 

  

 When you come to the Michigan Museum and Library, you will see lots of different examples of squares and compasses. Some are used officially in our regalia and learning aids, others for whimsical purposes, made by brothers or their loved ones, to show dedication and interest in the craft.” 





Notice he kept using the word, of all things, “craft.” He mentioned one part of “witch-craft” because it is a craft and it’s an occult craft. It’s not by chance that they call it that. It’s the same satanic root. But, every time you see this square in the compass, you can translate it for what it is. 

It’s no different than when you go to a Mormon Temple. By the way, you will never find a cross. They will have Moroni blowing a trumpet, or something like that, or just a spire, no cross, to signify Mormons. Well, that’s basically what you’re looking at. It’s a false gospel. When you see the square and compass, it’s a false gospel. They are on the facades of the Masonic Lodges, embroidered or printed on their aprons, their lambskin 
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apron, Masonic jewelry, rings, pendants, instructional materials, and on their headstones. 



Walk around any cemetery. I challenge you. The majority of them—not some of them, not a couple of them—the majority of them at any cemetery have Masonic symbols on them. 







































The square and compass are some of the big, easy ones. Now, for the ladies, it’s the Eastern Star. That’s the O.E.S. if you ever see this. 
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We will probably have a whole chapter on just the lady’s version of what that is and some of the other subset Freemason sections as well. 

But notice that it’s in the shape of a pentagram - the goat head, Baphomet. 

And that is not by chance. So, 

when you walk through a 

cemetery, this is really what 

you are looking at. Walk 

around the cemetery and see the 

lady; she says she’s so proud, 

and there is no cross on the 

headstone. The lady chose the 

Eastern Star, a pentagram, and 

the guy chose the square and 

the compass. What you are 

looking at is people who went out of their way to advertise that Marie and Gustave are telling us right now,  “I am in hell.”  Because that’s what they trusted in. Every time you see on a headstone a Masonic symbol, that’s what they’re trusting in, and they’re saying,  “Hey, I’m in hell.”   



Now we can move on to the letter “G.” Often, it’s inside the compass and the square, but it’s not only there. This is depicted in some of their Lodges. It’ll be behind the Grand Master. So, what does the big “G” stand for? Again, it could be by itself, in various places, and it could be incorporated. As we will see, it could be on their gloves, on their aprons, in the compass and the square, but the big one that is very prominent now, and what the people believe that it is, it’s supposed to stand for God. Now, not the God of the Bible. Their God is not the God of the Bible. 

It’s the Great Architect of the Universe. The GAOTU, the acronym, is the supreme being. But this term is inclusive. As we saw before, their version of God, even if they say the “G” stands for God, is not the Biblical God. Their God is completely different. It’s inclusive. It’s whatever god you want to bring to the table. Again, they believe the letter “G” means divine and their version 
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of God. You fill in the blank. Some people believe that it also signifies geometry. And it could be both, more than one thing. 



Some say geometry is because of the compass and the square; that’s part of their craft, as masons, putting stuff together. Others believe that the “G” stands for gnosis. If you’re not familiar with gnosis, you really should. Gnosis is the Greek word meaning knowledge. It’s something that Paul had to deal with in the New Testament. The Gnostics, by definition, had secret knowledge, and they were trying to merge it. It was one of the many false teachers that Paul and John had to deal with. 

These people had secrets.  “I know what the Bible says, but you see, God told me. I had this secret knowledge and these secret meetings …”  It’s the same thing today. So, some think it’s for gnosis, and of course, they think it’s a good thing. That is what the Freemason’s society is all about. It's a secret society, and they have secret knowledge. Their secret knowledge tells us that that’s why Jesus was the way he was. Because He had the secret gnosis knowledge of Freemasonry, even though He came first, and they came later, but whatever, don’t think about that. 



The meaning behind this capital letter “G” is undeniably popular in Freemasonry. It’s often portrayed on crests on gates, usually surrounded by the Masonic compass. It is also believed that the letter “G” may also be used to represent the ancient Hebrew numerical value of three, and they would say that it represents the Trinity. But just because they say God, just because they say Trinity, it does not mean it’s the same God of the Bible. 

And it’s not, and it’s not even the same understanding of the Trinity of the Bible – God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit. Their version of God is Jabulon, which is made up of three different gods. This is their version of the Trinity, which some would say is what the “G” 

means, signifying the Hebrew three.  Jah, which is supposed to be Jahweh, the God of the Hebrews.  Bul,  which is bull or Baal, the ancient Canaanite fertility God, is associated with licentious rights, sexual rights, and, basically, magic.  On is for Osiris, the ancient god of the underworld. Does that sound like the Biblical Trinity? Does that sound like God? Absolutely not! 



Narrator:  “For centuries, fraternal societies were as much a part of the fabric of daily life for many adults as driving kids to soccer practice and 
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 scheduling play dates are today. TV and, later, the Covid-19 pandemic greatly impacted the importance of society, such as the Oddfellows, the Elks, and the Lions Club. Yet, for the longest time, one’s fraternal society was a source of friendship, social capital, and the basis for one’s charitable work, and probably the most famous or infamous of those orders is the mysterious group known as the Freemasons. But what do Freemasons believe? 

  

  

 On the surface, the Freemasons appear to be a group of usually older men who meet at the Lodge to play cards and enjoy a tall, cold one. For centuries, both church officials and the general public have been concerned about the Masons. That is because the organization has always been shrouded in secrecy, with rumors of pagan rituals, quasi-polytheistic beliefs, and, to hear some tell it, the tendency to secretly pull the strings of government, finance, and world domination. Even Sherlock Holmes thought so.” 

  

Sherlock Holmes:  “The handshake and the ring, Watson, are archaic rituals preserved by the 33rd degree members of the Secret Order of Freemasons.” 

  

Narrator:  “That’s who they are, just a bunch of men enjoying each other’s company and doing good charitable work and riding in parades. 

 Which is the version of the story they tell. So, what’s the truth? The Freemasons allowed anyone to join as long as they believed in God, regardless of their specific religious beliefs. 

  

 Around the 17th century, the focus of the group broadened from actual stone masonry into a society of wealthy, educated gentlemen discussing the latest trends in philosophy, like a book club for morality. It was also the time when the society became entwined with deistic beliefs. The idea that the Grand Architect of the Universe was just that. A godlike being that created the world but has no further influence on its existence. These days, Masons are still required to profess a belief in a higher power, either the Grand Architect of the Universe or the individual Mason, the god of their religion, to join the group or stay in it. However, the straight 
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 dope also notes that when a Mason achieves the highest rank, the tea is spilled about what the group secretly purports to believe. That God is a being they call Jabulon, who is an amalgam of the Hebrew god, a Canaanite god, and an Egyptian one.” 

  

  

So, they admit, they can say God, but it’s not the same God of the Bible. Mormons can say they believe in God. It’s not the same God as the Bible. That’s way off base. “Coming from the planet Kolob.” That’s their version of the Trinity, which is not even close. And that’s their “G” 

symbol. The next one is the “all-seeing eye.” Seeing is believing. I wonder where that came from. It is also known as the Eye of Providence or the Masonic Eye. In Freemasonry, it 

could mean a couple of different 

things. It’s used to remind the 

Freemasons that the Great Architect 

of the Universe, their version of 

God, is always watching you. 

Looking out for you on your deeds, 

actions, and your thoughts. 

Everything that the Freemasons do 

is under the eyes of the 

Freemason’s god. It’s called Divine Gazes, supposedly filled with Justice, approving of anyone who follows the moral laws. It reminds Freemasons that a higher power is always observing their thoughts and actions. They said that in the last video. It’s not the first time that we have heard it. 

Higher Power – who started that phrase? 



Where did that phrase come from? It’s a New Age phrase, but it’s also a phrase that’s the backbone of an organization called AA. Why would AA meetings today shun people? And I have direct testimonies to this. Some people are told that they have to believe in a higher power, but then they say that if you believe in Jesus, they make fun of you or say no, you can’t just say the name of Jesus. They are supposed to be a Christian organization, so why can’t you say the name Jesus? And what’s God’s attitude toward Christianity? Do you soft-pedal God’s truth? Are you ashamed of the name of Jesus Christ? Are you ashamed of the Gospel? 

How can they say you have to believe in a higher power? Do the research. 
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The founders of AA, guess what they were - Freemasons. That’s where the term comes from. That’s why it’s a general god. It’s sad because they let the people who need help come there, but it’s sad. Yes, they got people off drugs, but now they’re off on a path where you get to fill in the blank of what god you decide to worship or what path you follow, and now, you’re going to hell. That’s just like satanism. Taking somebody to meet one need, but then he sets you up to send you to hell. If it was a Christian organization, “We’re not only here to get you off drugs, but let me tell you about Jesus Christ and how to get to Heaven.” You can’t merge the two – 

light versus darkness, Christ versus Baal, the devil. What are you doing? 



The all-seeing eye is also on Masonic Lodges all over the world. 

Many of them will use the letter “G” to represent the deity itself. The Eye of Providence, or this all-seeing eye, has the same function as representing their version of divinity, specifically that their god is always watching them. This is from the Albert Macky Encyclopedia of Freemasonry about the all-seeing eye. 



 “It’s an important symbol of the Supreme Being borrowed by the Freemasons from the nations of antiquity, including the Egyptians.” 





So, they even admit that they get this, not from anywhere in the Bible but from other cultures' versions of deities, including the Egyptians. 



 “The concept of an all-seeing eye dates back to ancient civilizations, such as the ancient Egyptians, associated with the Eye of Horus. However, it’s also found in other cultures such as Hinduism and even Buddhism.” 

  

  

Again, is it a big surprise that they would do something like that? 

That they would take their version of the all-seeing eye from other different religions around the world, when in fact, the basis of Freemasonry is that you can pick whatever religion, whatever god, you want to follow. It’s just kind of a hodgepodge. They believe that there are many different paths to get to Heaven. It’s not a surprise. Now, let’s take a look at the all-seeing eye. 
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Narrator:  “The all-seeing eye, AKA the Eye of Providence, can be seen on the back of the dollar bill and the Great Seal of the United States. It features an eye surrounded by rays of light enclosed in a triangle.  

  

 The all-seeing eye is at the heart of a range of conspiracy theories, but what does it mean? The all-seeing eye, as we know it, originated in the Renaissance. 

 The first known depiction of the symbol appeared in a 1525 painting called The Supper at Emmaus by Italian painter 

 Jacopo Pontormo. Eventually, the symbol became a popular religious motif in art and architecture of the late Renaissance period, particularly on stained glass windows of churches, religious paintings, and emblem books. But this wasn’t the first time that an eye was used as a symbol. Eyes have been a popular symbol since ancient times, representing watchfulness, protection, and omnipotence. While there is something eerie and even sinister about a staring eye with no face, eye symbols typically hold positive connotations. 

  

 In Buddhism, the Buddha is referred to as the eye of the world, while in Hinduism, Shiva is depicted with a third eye on his forehead. In the Middle East, the Nazar Boncugu was used as a symbol of 
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 protection against the evil eye. However, it was the ancient Egyptians who originated the concept of the detached eye motif. The Eye of Horus and  the Eye of Rah are two eye motifs that 

 emerged from ancient Egypt as powerful symbols.   



 As the all-seeing eye became more mainstream, it was chosen to be depicted on the Great Seal at the top of an unfinished pyramid in 1782. 

 And then there’s the Illuminati. There are many references to the Illuminati and the all-seeing eye, but not much is known about how this group used the symbol. What we do 

 know is that the Illuminati drew 

 inspiration from the ideas of 

 Freemasonry, and this may have 

 inspired their adoption of the eyes 

 used as a symbol.” 

  



Now, notice it’s not just a 

Freemason sign; it’s an occult sign 

from various religions way back in 

Egypt. But notice that two aspects are going on here. You have one eyeball, and it’s also associated with a triangle. Now, that explains a lot. 

Because the occult likes to brag. Evil likes to brag. It’s like Klaus Schwab and the gang, the Yuval Harari and the Bill Gates, and all these people that are doing their horrible deeds. They literally will tell you if you take the time to watch their videos. We have seen that over and over again. It’s the same thing with the occult: witchcraft won’t hide it, satanism won’t hide 
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it, but people don’t get it because they don’t know the symbols. But they mark their territory with their symbols. They use these symbols and gestures to let people know and show other people involved in their craft that they’re one of the group, one of the gang. And sometimes they will do it to mock us, right in our face, showing us how deep the occult, Freemasonry, and all that other stuff, really is in our world. So, keep in mind, with just these two, I could be here all day. But I’m just going to give you a smattering. I challenge you to look at the media, look at the print, go look at Hollywood, pay attention to the sports figures, pay attention to what they are doing during the interviews, and focus on these two symbols – one eye and the triangle. 



It is not by chance. How many have done this in their life? Hey, let me take a picture, and we say 

cheese, smile. No, I’m going to 

take a picture, and you will do 

this. I mean, this is such a 

natural pose. We do that all the 

time. No, these are not natural 

poses. You must deliberately 

do these things.  “Oh, that’s 

 just by chance.”  No, it’s not by chance. I am going to break 

this down, and I will begin   

with the eye. 

Stephen King – 

hey, that looks 

like a natural pose. 

Let’s take a 

picture of your 

book. Why are 

you hiding one 

eye? 



Wil Wheaton—for 

all you Star Trek 

fans, he grew up and is now involved in the occult. 
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Katy Perry – 

Shocker. I could 

be here for a long-

time sharing music 

videos and things 

with her. She is 

totally unashamed 

of the eye, as with 

Miley Cyrus. Again, I'm just throwing them all together. 



Also, with the “666” and things 

of that nature, including in their 

hair, Simon Cowell has the 

Freemason 

symbol on 

his water 

ski. Is that by chance? Chris 

Angel is here in Vegas doing 

the triangle. 



Madonna – she is 

involved in all kinds 

of occult activities as 

well. 
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Marilyn Manson – again covering the eye. 

Because we all know that’s a natural pose. 



Avril Lavigne and Amber Heard – the girl with Johnny Deep for a while. 

Notice it says there that 

she was liked by who? 

Elon Musk. What? Elon Musk’s wife, Grimes, is heavy into the occult. We all know that when you go shopping, you get that shirt on the left. 

Oh, that was just random. Somebody gave it to her, and she felt obligated to wear it. 



Now, they 

are telling you 

who they are, 

what they’re about, and who they work 

for. Speaking of Elon Musk, his mom, if 

you don’t know her background, was, and 

I believe that she still is, doing some 

modeling. She’s much older now, but 

what’s with the eye? Why do you have to 

keep covering the eye? 
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And this isn’t a one-time thing. It is done multiple times. Evil likes to brag. They do this in your face, 

and it’s everywhere in our society. 

Lady Gaga – Involved again with a 

single eye. 



Angelina Jolie was also involved in 

the same pose. 



Now, let’s get into the 

triangle. The Triangle pose is 

government, religion, and 

everybody you can think of again 

because when you are sitting there, it’s just so natural to make a triangle - 

not cross your hands or clasp your hands together, but a triangle. Angela Merkel – I had to share this one. 
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Look at how many different times you have to work on this. This is not random. You have to work at it every single time. 



LeBron James – what are you trying to say to the Brotherhood? 
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Now I want to bring this one up because I will challenge you next time you watch TV – 

basketball and football. I don’t know if it’s more prevalent in basketball and football, but you see these guys all the time. When someone waves at you, what’s your normal inclination? You wave back with an open palm. “Hey, it’s so good to see ya.” I can’t tell you how many times I make that triangle when somebody waves at me when I’m on the road. Like never! These are not by chance. 

Why, of all things, are you doing a triangle? 



Beyonce – shocker. As we have seen in our other studies, she admits that she’s demon-possessed. More than one spirit inhabits her on tape. 



Rihanna – of course, is doing the same thing. 
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I just picked a few. I could be here all day, picking news outlets, media, Hollywood, politicians, and even “religious figures,” you name it. I could go down the list. They are out there. But people don’t get it because they don’t do their research, and nobody wants to talk about it. “I didn’t come here to talk about Freemasonry.” Well, we’re here to talk about the Bible. And the Bible warns us about getting involved in darkness and light. It seems very applicable to me. Suppose you’re going to teach the whole council of God. Then you are going to see that this stuff is everywhere. And you wonder why the church, the world, the media, and the government are so messed up. It started to fill in some blanks for me. 



Getting back to the all-seeing eye, its symbolism is often depicted with a triangle and a sunburst. It’s supposed to symbolize divine observation, enlightenment, and/or guidance. And this, too, is everywhere. 

In the Masons, it’s on their Lodge banners, on their aprons, on their jewelry, on the pendants, and their rings. Now, you may have noticed something called the Blazing Star. 

























You may have seen the Blazing Star with the eye in it and the rays bursting out. It’s a significant symbol in Freemasonry, often depicted as a five-pointed star, which is also known as a pentagram. This is what it is supposed to symbolize in Freemasonry. 



 “Divine guidance. The Blazing Star symbolizes the guidance provided by the Great Architect of the Universe for Freemasons to strive and live virtuously and in the pursuit of knowledge, truth, and spiritual illumination, which are essential to the value of Freemasonry.” 
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 “Enlightenment: The symbol represents the pursuit of knowledge, truth, and spiritual illumination, which are central to the values and teachings of Freemasonry.” 

  

 “The North Star: “Some Masonic traditions associate the Blazing Star with the North Star, which serves as a constant point of reference for navigators. This interpretation emphasizes the importance of steadfastness and constancy in a Freemason’s spiritual journey.” 

  

 “Other Stars: “The Blazing Star in our Lodges can also represent the Sun or Sirius, Anubis, or Mercury, the guardian and Guide of Souls.” 



Dr. Robert Hieronimus:  “What we’re talking about is the star Sirius, the Dog Star. Because the Dog Star was everything to the ancient Egyptians. 

 Sirius is said to be the most important star in the ancient world. It was considered the brightest star in the heavens, many times brighter than the sun. The Great Pyramid was built to synchronize with Sirius so that the light of the star would shine into the queen’s chamber, supposedly to cast a beam upon an initiate during a ritual.”   



William Schnoebelen, Ex-Mason/author: “Masonry; Beyond the Light”:  “Sirius is considered to be the Dog Star; it’s considered to be the most evil in the Egyptian Pantheon. The reason for this is that in ancient Egypt, they depended on the Nile when Sirius was in its ascendancy, which was in late July and early August. It was the time of drought; it was the time when the Nile was at its weakest in terms of being able to be used for crops. So, the Egyptians thought this was a time of blast, blight, drought, and evil.” 



Dr. Robert Hieronimus:  “The interesting thing about all Freemasonry is that symbolism is ultimately very important. They didn’t put a Lodge in the East because it’s a nice place, and it looks good. The Masters put it in the East because of the Rising Sun. You’re catching the energies of the light.”  
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Narrator:  “As Dr. Hieronimus revealed, the real light shining in the East, for the Egyptians, was not merely the Sun, but the light of the Dog Star, Sirius, which some believe holds a more sinister implication.” 

  

William Schnoebelen:  “This Dog Star also has relations to the idea of modern-day ceremonial magic and modern-day masonry.” 

  

Narrator:  “This was especially true for 20th-century occultist and Freemason Aleister Crowley, who openly practiced ceremonial magic and was a member of a secret order called the Order of the Silver Star. 

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

  

 The Silver Star was a reference to Sirius.” 

  

William Schnoebelen:  “Masons teach that at the center of every Masonic Lodge, there’s a five-pointed star, right underneath the altar, upon which the candidate is obligated, But the thing is, what they don’t tell you is that five-pointed star represents Sirius, which is regarded as a satanic symbol.” 

  

Narrator:  “Because Sirius is said to arise in the East, it also became known as the Eastern Star.” 

 

 

That’s why they call themselves the Eastern Star. You learn something every day. Because of this, stars are associated with the pentagram, Sirius, evil, satan - shocker. The Freemasons Blazing Star is also a symbol representing “seed and the source of all life and eternal 
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life.” Again, if you want to get to the other side, the Great Lodge in the Sky, you’ve got to go through the teachings of Freemasonry. That’s the illumination. That’s the light that they are talking about. It has nothing to do with Scripture, and again, it’s one of the three significant ornaments that you will see in a Masonic Lodge. 



Now, let’s get to an even bigger one - the lamb skin apron. Notice the all-seeing eye, the Blazing Star, the letter “G,” and the compass incorporated into that apron. 



 “The apron is the key symbol in 

 Freemasonry. A lamb's skin or white 

 leather apron represents the totality of what it means to be a Mason.” 

  

  

In fact, they basically say it’s 

Mason's badge. It is super-duper important; it’s covered with different Masonic 

symbols. The symbols could be the all-

seeing eye, the square, and the compass, all of the above. This symbolizes to them both “purity and innocence.” What? 

What does the Bible say? Are we pure? Who makes us pure? Jesus Christ. 

Notice, it’s the Lamb of God that makes us pure, not a lamb skin apron. It also purifies innocence. So, are we innocent? Do you put that thing on you, and you become innocent? That’s what they believe. With the teachings of Freemasonry, that’s what it represents. It is completely antithetical to Scripture. 





The Apron  

The Apron is a key symbol in Freemasonry. A Lamb skin apron or white leather apron, in particular, is often used to represent the totality of what it means to be a mason. 



It’s commonly said in Masonic teachings that the apron is nobler than the Golden Fleece or the  Roman Eagle and that the Mason carries the Apron into the next existence. 
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In its visual representations, the Masonic apron is often covered with other famous Masonic symbols, such as the All-Seeing Eye, the Square, and the Compass. 



Symbolism 

In Freemasonry, the apron symbolizes purity and innocence. It serves as a constant reminder for members to maintain their integrity and uphold the organization’s values. 



Usage 

The apron is an essential part of Masonic attire, worn during lodge meetings or other formal events. The design may vary depending on the wearer’s Masonic rank or degree, with specific colors or emblems signifying their standing within the organization. 



The Apron is known as the “Unique badge of a Mason” and is the most recognizable item of Mason’s attire. Masons wear aprons at lodges and certain public events. 



Narrator:  “We look at the definition of what the Masonic apron represents. Of the many emblems of Freemasonry, none is more iconic than that of the Lamb Skin Apron. Alien outside of the Lodge, under the tile canopy, represents the totality of what it means to be a Mason. It is said to be more noble than the Roman Eagle or the Golden Fleece. The Masonic apron is literally the badge of a Mason, carried with him into the next existence. Mackey, in his Encyclopedia of Freemasonry, says of the apron that there is not one of the symbols of speculative masonry more important in its teaching or more interesting in its history than the Lamb Skin or white leather apron, commencing its lessons at an early period in the Mason’s progress. It is impressed upon his memory as the first gift that he receives, the first symbol that is explained to him, and the first tangible evidence that he possesses of his admission. Whatever may be his future advancement in the Royal Art, into whatsoever deeper Arcana, his devotion to the Mystic Institution or his thirst for knowledge may subsequently lead him, with the lamb skin apron, his first investiture he never parts.” 
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Why? Because you aren’t getting into the afterlife without that thing – according to them. Symbolizing purity and innocence, it also symbolizes regeneration and a new life. So, a piece of cloth is going to give you a new life. It’s ridiculous. It’s a man-made covering, thinking that man is going to cleanse or wash oneself. It’s works-based, that through the teachings of Freemasonry and trying to be a good person, doing good deeds, even establishing Children’s Hospitals, being a party animal, raising money for all those wonderful things, helping out the community, getting a good job, that’s great for business. That somehow is being represented as how you get to Heaven. No, it’s not! But that is what you get inducted into. Here is a guy that is very blunt about it. 



Dr. Carlson:  “You can read the Authorities of Freemasonry, read the Albert Mackey Encyclopedia of Freemasonry, the History of Freemasonry, or read Albert Pike, his ‘Morals and Dogma, the Authority.’ So, authoritative, he’s the only man buried in the Masonic Lodge in Washington, D.C., and they will tell you that Masonry is a religion and they claim to be the revival of the ancient mystery religions of Babylon, Persia, and Egypt. What these Babylonian cults were were fertility cults. 

 Where they worshiped the male organ, this is why, for example, when a mason goes into the Lodge, every mason receives this white lamb skin apron, and they will wear this as a covering. They say that it is through the male organ that man achieves immortality and eternity through the generating of his offspring. All this is found in their own writings. It is a pagan, non-Christian cult. 

  

  

 When a Mason is buried with a white lamb skin apron, understand this: Jesus said in Matthew 7:15, ‘Beware of the false prophets who come to you dressed in sheep's clothing.’ For every Mason, the first thing he puts on when he goes into the Lodge is the sheep's clothing. Jesus says in 

 Matthew 7, ‘They’re going to call me Lord, they are going to preach in my name,’ they are going to say, ‘Lord, didn’t we do all these good works in your name?’ And then Jesus says in Verse 23, ‘I’m going to tell them that I never knew you. Depart from me.’” 
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You evildoers. Why? Because you thought you could cleanse yourself of your sins with a lamb skin covering, representing your own works. Interesting. Let’s look at one more, and that is the gloves. Again, notice the symbols on the glove as 

well. The gloves also represent 

something weird, reiterating what we 

just saw, just in a different form. 



 “The apron refers to the pure heart. 

 The gloves are supposed to be clean 

 hands.” 





So, again, the same mistake. 

You think that you can be made pure 

and clean by your own works and 

teachings of Freemasonry. But no, that can only come through Jesus Christ. 



 “Masonic gloves also symbolize the ‘Work of the Hands.’” 

  



Now again, why are they doing the work? Because that is how you get to the Grand, Great Big Lodge in the sky, according to them. 



 “By your own works, the gloves are given to the candidate for himself and are intended to teach him that the acts of the Mason should be as pure and spotless as the gloves that are given to him. In Europe, the gloves are given to the candidates, and at the same time, they’re given the apron, the Mason badge, to be worn. In Masonry, their use was intended, like the apron, to denote the necessity of purity of life.” 

  

  

Notice again, it has nothing to do with Jesus, and it’s not a purity that comes only from Jesus, as the Scripture teaches. It’s the purity of life by being a good person and doing good things in the community for other people. Here they are admitting that, with white gloves. Let’s take a look. 
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Mason:  “It is important what we wear in the Lodge. In my English Mother Lodge, we wear a dark suit with black tie and white gloves. The reason for this is that we are mourning. We’re mourning the loss of our Grand Master before us. So, we dress as if we are going to a funeral. On the United Grand Lodge of England’s website, it even stipulates that the black tie cannot have decorations. So, why the white gloves? Some say their use is similar to the lamb skin apron. That they are an emblem of purity and innocence. Albert Mackey says, ‘The symbolism of the gloves, it admitted, is, in fact, a modification of that of the apron. They both signify the same thing. Both are elusive to a purification of life.’ We also see this still in Buddhist, Shinto, and Taoist Temples, where we have to wash our hands before entering. 

  

 This small purification ritual was to clean away any energy that you may have come in contact with – such as touching meat, the equivalent of touching a dead animal. But in the Lodge, it is difficult to set up a hand basin, so I believe that a compromise was reached so that members could wear gloves instead of washing their hands.” 

  

  

They are representing that you can purify yourself. It’s crazy. 

Black tie, did you catch that? I wonder who came up with that. What’s that a reference to? Interesting. Dressing for a funeral? Now, all this comes together at a Masonic funeral, which is not Biblical, which is crazy, by the way. Because there are churches throughout the United States of America, I’ll guarantee they’re here in Las Vegas. They allow Masons to come and have a funeral in the church facility. Or join them at a gravesite. Or just let them do it in the House of God, so to speak. Would we allow Mormons to come in and have a funeral for one of our members? Never! How about a Catholic priest? Never! How about somebody from Jehovah’s Witnesses? 

Never! Why not? Because you aren’t supposed to be yoked with that. 

That’s a false works-based gospel. And besides, that’s not what that person in the casket or brother and sister in Christ was trusting in. It would be ludicrous to have this works-based false gospel come in, in a so-called Christian setting, and let them perform the service. 



This goes on all across America. I have dealt with this personally. 

I don’t stand for it. I’ll never stand for it, not on my watch, wherever I’ve 
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pastored, but some people do it. And part of the reason why they cave is because the pastor, or the elders, or the deacons, or the church board, or the pillars of the church, they’re Masons. That’s why it happens. Now, let’s take a look at just a little piece of a Freemason funeral service. Can you tell me if this is the same as the gospel of Jesus Christ? I don’t think so. 



MASONIC FUNERAL REENACTMENT 



Mason:  “We will now cover the Masonic memorial service that is given to the deceased Mason at the family's request. Usually, this is given at the church or at the funeral home. The members present here in front of us are the family and friends. We will now give you the exact ritual as it’s shown in Maryland and other states throughout the United States. The principles and doctrines are the same, and the wording only varies slightly. 

  

 From time immemorial, it has been the custom of Masons to assemble with the family and friends of a departed brother to honor his memory and voice their sympathy to those whom he loved and who loved him. The message we bring is one of the triumphs of life over death—the conquest of hope over despair. Masonry has come down from the far past. It uses the tools of the builders’ trade as emblems and symbols to teach Masons how to build character and moral stature. It teaches service to God, to a brother, and all mankind. 

  

 It constantly seeks to build the Temple of the Soul and thus to fit us for that house, not made with hands, eternal in the heavens. Masonry is a fellowship that unites Masons in friendship and goodwill. It teaches the spiritual values of life that lie beyond the physical senses. Masonry confronts the fact of death with the greater fact of faith in the immortality of the soul. Masons believe sincerely that when life on earth comes to a close, the soul is translated from the imperfections of this mortal fear to that perfect, glorious, and Celestial Lodge above where God, the Grand Architect of the Universe, presides. 
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 With these truths and convictions, our brother was well acquainted. 

 Though perfection of character is not of this world, yet we are persuaded that our brother sought to live by these truths and principles of masonry. 

 They sustained and supported him and made his life richer, fuller, and more meaningful. When our brother labored with us in Masonic attire, he wore a white apron. Of which he was taught an emblem of innocence and the badge of a Mason. By it, he was constantly reminded of that purity of life and that rectitude of conduct so necessary to his gaining a mission into that Celestial Lodge above. He will now wear that apron forever as the emblem of the virtues it represents.” 

  

John Ackerman:  “Are those teachings in accord with the Bible? To begin with tonight, I would like you to look at two statements that were taken from the Ritual at the Masonic Funeral ceremony in Maryland. 

 First: ‘Masonry constantly seeks to build the temple of the soul, and thus to fit us for that house not made with hands, eternal in the heavens.’ 

 Second: “When our brother labored with us in Masonic attire, he wore a white apron, which he was taught is an emblem of innocence and a Mason badge. By it, he was constantly reminded of that purity of life and that rectitude of conduct so necessary for his admission into the Celestial Lodge above.’  

  

 That’s how the Masonic Lodge says their members will know they will get to the Celestial Lodge above. Well, let’s compare that with the Bible. What does the Bible say about how a person can get to Heaven? First of all …” 



John 14:6: “Jesus said, ‘I am the Way, the Truth, and the Life, no man cometh unto the Father but by me.’” 



Ephesians 2:8: “For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of God, not as a result of works that no one should boast.” 



John 3:36: “He who believes in the Son has eternal life, but he who does not believe in the Son shall not see life, but the wrath of God abides on him.” 
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All Freemasons think they can get to Heaven by their good deeds, and so do many other works-based false gospel cults and pseudo-Christian cults. Yeah, that guy is going to wear that badge forever, but it won’t be up; it’s down. Isn’t that sad? It’s clearly a false gospel, works-based religion. 





The next symbol, of 

course, is the beehive. The 

beehive is a significant 

symbol for Freemasons. You 

go,  “Wait a second, isn’t 

 that the same symbol we see 

 throughout Utah and its 

 highways? A beehive? Why do they have the beehive?”  That’s a Freemason symbol because Joseph Smith was a con artist, a liar, a cultist, and a plagiarist, and he was a Freemason. The only secret thing about his secret Temple rites, secret handshakes, and secret underwear was that he ripped them off from Freemasonry. He added it to his made-up religion, Mormonism, and as long as the people in Freemasonry didn’t expose that, then he could keep his secret, and somehow he was going to get away with it. But we’ll get into that more in the next chapter.

How did this happen? How did Freemasonry get into the church? 

As we have been seeing throughout several studies, it is all over the place and in the church. And when you think about it, you have an occult society in the church, with witchcraft, satanism, voodoo, shamanism, druidism, and vampires, which are also in the church. When you look at what they teach, no wonder things are so messed up. You don’t just have occult practices, but now you have a whole occult society woven into the church. 



We looked at the beliefs of Freemasonry and what they believe. 

They say they’re not a religion, but they are. They get it wrong about everything: the source of authority, how you get to Heaven, and, of course, they call it the Great Lodge in the Sky. It’s a works-based, false gospel. 

You have to be a good Mason; you have to follow the teachings of Masonry; they even say that Jesus got His power from Freemasonry. The timing doesn’t even work there - Jesus came first before Freemasonry. It’s crazy. But this is what they believe, which is another reason why no Christian should have any business in it. It’s completely antithetical, so far off base from Biblical Christianity, not compatible at all. 



As we looked at the symbols of Freemasonry, we saw that it’s not just a secret society but an occult secret society, and just like the other 
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occult, it also includes its symbols. They codify their beliefs in symbols. 

They all do the same thing. And that is what we began to see when it comes to Freemasonry. And the value of this is if you don’t know what the symbols are, you don’t know what they mean, then you don’t know what to look for. Then you find out what they 

are and what they mean, and you find 

them everywhere, especially in 

Freemasonry. It is all over the place. The first one was the square and the compass. 

That’s one of the biggest ones out there. 

Notice the “G” in the middle. The square 

is supposed to symbolize the moral 

foundation of one’s life. To be a good 

Freemason, you have to follow the 

teachings of Freemasonry; you have to 

basically self-improve yourself through 

these teachings in order to make it to Heaven. 

That’s not the gospel. That’s a false gospel. 

The compass, of course, represents morality and virtue, again, that you gain by following the teachings of Freemasonry. 

Again, on some Saturdays, if you are 

bored, take some time to walk through a 

cemetery, and here is what you are going to see. I have been a pastor in California, New York, and here in Las Vegas. Everywhere I’ve been, in the United States, when you go to cemeteries, you’re always going to see these symbols. Out in the middle of nowhere, in Kansas, when I was visiting my family history and the family plot, in that little, tiny town in the middle of nowhere, we saw them even there. But basically, what we saw is when you extrapolate for what it is because it’s a false gospel. Notice that there is no cross. This is what these people are trusting in. 

When you walk around the cemetery, you will see, 
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of course, the lady’s Eastern Star. Basically, what they are saying is,  “I’m in hell.”  That’s the reality of what we are dealing with here. Because that’s what they think they need to do to get into Heaven. 



Then again, you see the letter “G,” and it’s not just one, the square and the compass; it’s also in their halls. Now, there are different beliefs. 

Some people say the “G” represents geometry. It could be, in certain aspects. Some would say it represents Gnosticism or secret knowledge, and that’s certainly their background. But most people would say it really stands for their  version of God. Their god is not the same God as the Bible. We’ve seen that several different times. It’s the “GAOTU,” or the Great Architect of the Universe. It’s an inclusive god, whatever you fill in. 

Whatever god you want to bring to the table. That’s their god. It’s not the Biblical God, not even close. Basically, you get into the higher-ups, and they will tell you what god it is. It’s a combination of three gods, which are supposed to be the Hebrew God, Yahweh, Baal, the Canaanite fertility, sexual perversion god, and Osiris, the Egyptian god. They combine the three, and their god’s name is Jabulon. It has nothing to do with the God of the Bible. When you see the letter “G,” that is what they are talking about. 



That led to the all-seeing eye - seeing is believing. And where did that phrase come from? Basically, 

that symbol is to remind them of 

the Eye of Providence or the 

Masonic Eye, and that will remind 

them that God is watching their 

deeds and their thoughts. You 

know, so you better be a good 

person, or you aren’t going to 

make it to the Great Lodge in the 

sky. And I quote: 



 “Freemasons, their thoughts and actions are always being observed.” 

  

  

Now, I want to build on this a little bit more. This is their phrase from Freemasonry. 
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 “Higher power.” 

  

  

Now, notice they pick a generic term because it’s whatever god you want to put in there. It just so happens that higher power is the same phrase that AA uses. We mentioned this in the last chapter, but I wanted to build on this just a little bit more. And I quote: 



 “Bill Wilson and Dr. Bob 

 Smith co-founded AA. Dr. 

 Bob Smith was a 

 Freemason who spent his 

 time invoking the spirits of 

 the dead. According to Bill 

 Wilson’s Alcoholics 

 Anonymous and his 12 

 steps, AA’s 12 steps were 

 actually taught by and 

 received from demons. 

 Furthermore, AA, with its higher power, as you understand it, opens the door to occultism.” 

  

  

Now, why would they do that? Because again, it’s however you fill in the blank. It could be the chair is your higher power, it could be you as a higher power, it could be the god of Mars as the higher power, it’s whatever you bring to the table, which is exactly like Freemasonry. That’s where they are getting this from. But if you fill in the blank and it’s something other than Jesus, that’s a lie, number one. Where do lies come from? John 8, he’s a liar and the father of all lies. So, of course, you’re going to be led astray. It’s going to open up “not good” doors. 



 “The official AA biography of Wilson reveals that for years after AA’s founding, regular seances were still being held in his home, and other occult activities were being pursued. Bill would get these things from the spirit world; long sentences, word by word, would come through. He started to write the AA manual, he asked for guidance, and the words started tumbling out at astonishing speed.”

So, this is where he got it from. He had the Freemasonry influence, which is not of God, and then he communicated and got involved in the occult. And this is what’s sad. It’s not Christian-based. That’s the all-seeing eye, higher power that’s going on there, but where did they get it from? 



 “From the Nations of Antiquity, including the Egyptians.” 





Again, as we saw the hodgepodge of different religions thrown together, including the version of God, that’s what it is. But you’re speaking about the all-seeing eye. You’re talking about the Egyptians, the pyramids, and things of that nature. That’s why it’s not by chance that you see these things in Hollywood. These are code signs, words of who they are working for and what they’re involved in. 















And I’ve got to throw this one 

out there again. 

Again, it’s the 

covering of the 

eye, the one 

eye, the all-

seeing eye. This 

is Elon Musk’s 

wife, Grimes. 
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Now, this is Elon’s mother, who still makes her money from modeling to this day. But is that what you do every time you take a picture? Of course not! 

And it’s all over the place. It’s not by chance that these people do these things. And we are going to see that again with the handshakes and the vests. They admit that this is what they do 

to identify themselves in 

secret. It’s their words. 



We saw the blazing star, a five-pointed star that is supposed to represent divine guidance and enlightenment. The North Star, also Sirius, the Egyptian 

god, the 

Dog Star 

that rose 

in the 

east. That is where they got 

their name, “Eastern Star,” for 

the ladies. That particular god 

in Egypt was the god that 

basically referred to satan. 

Then we saw the lamb skin 

apron that actually represents 

their supposed purity and 

innocence. And this is how they’re going to make it to the afterlife somehow. Because they are so pure, because of the Freemason’s teachings, and the gloves followed that up. The apron refers to their so-called pure heart, and the gloves to clean hands. And it also reminds them of the works of the hands. You have got to be working. You have got to do good things. You have got to become a good Mason. You have to be good and diligent and follow these teachings if you’re ever going to make it to the Great Lodge in the sky. 



Now, you might think,  “This is crazy. This is stuff on the internet that you can’t trust. You mean Freemasonry is a secret occult society?”  

Yes, this is not a joke. Now, let me give you another one. This is what 
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they do when they meet in secret. Fortunately, with modern technology, sometimes people record what you’re not supposed to see. So, here is another video clip. This is called the Secret Handshake Resurrection Ceremony. 



Mason Handshake Ceremony:  “Is there no help for the widow’s son, brother Hiram of Tyre? You will raise the body by the grip of an entered Apprentice Mason.” 

  

At that point, Mason walks over to the body lying on the floor and grasps his hand. 



Kyle Undercover:  “Each secret handshake is now attempted to raise the body from the dead.”  



Mason:  “Most excellent King Solomon, the body cannot be so raised owing to its advanced state of composition, having been dead for 15 days. 

 The skin slips from the flesh.”  



Kyle Undercover:  “The grip is called ‘Boaz.’ It is the grip of an Entered Apprentice and is made by pressing the thumb against the top of the fellow Mason's first knuckle joint. The fellow Mason also presses his thumb against the first Mason’s knuckle. When a candidate is imparted with this grip and its usage, it is done in this manner.”  



Mason #2:  “Then you will endeavor to raise the body by the true grip of a fellowcraft.” 

  

Mason #1:  “Most excellent King Solomon, for like reasons before, the body cannot be thus raised.” 

  

Kyle Undercover:  “The real grip of a fellow craft is called a ‘Jachin.’ 

 The Mason takes the fellow Mason by the right hand as in an ordinary handshake and presses the top of his thumb hard on the second knuckle. 

 The fellow Mason presses his thumb against the same knuckle of the first Mason’s hand.” 
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Mason #1:  “The flesh cleaves from the bone.” 

  

Mason #2:  “Brother Hiram of Tyre, what should we do?” 

  

All the Masons in unison:  “So mote it be.”  And they tap the swords together.   

  

Mason #2:  “My mind is now clear, although the skin slips from the flesh, and the flesh cleaves from the bone. There is yet still strength, and the body shall be raised on the five points of fellowship. The first words spoken, or uttered, after the body is raised, will be the substitute for the ancient master word until future generations discover the Rite.” 

  

Kyle Undercover:  “The handshake of a Master Mason is called ‘Ma-Ha-Bone.’ The Mason firmly grasps the right hand of a fellow Mason. The thumbs of both hands are interlaced. The first mason presses the tops of his fingers against the wrist of the fellow Mason, where it unites with the hand. The fellow Mason, at the same time, presses his fingers against the corresponding part of the first mason’s hand, and the fingers of each are somewhat apart. This grip is also called the ‘Strong Grip of the Master Mason or the Lion’s Paw.’ Instruction for this grip is given at the 

 ‘graveside’ after the candidate has been ‘raised.’ 

  

 They connect five points of their bodies together and whisper the password, Ma-Ha-Bone. The five points of fellowship are where they face each other, their right feet touch, their right knees touch, their left hands are on each other's shoulders, and their left cheeks touch. 

  

Mason #2:  “This, my brother, is a true grip of a Master Mason. In the state of the body of Grand Master, Hiram Abiff.” 



At that point, they all clap hands and hug him, and the ceremony is over. 





Are you kidding me? The secret is that they meet in secrecy; their secret handshakes are a spiritual thing, and they are wearing their aprons. 

They have a checkered floor - we’ll get into what that means as well. This 
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is all a spiritual thing, and doing all these things is how you’re going to get to the Great Lodge. And for more proof about the secret handshakes, this was actually funny. I couldn’t believe that they got this on tape. This video clip is from BBC Broadcast, and they ousted the guy and put him on the spot about what’s up with the secret handshakes. And listen to his response. It’s absolutely crazy. Take a look at this. 



Newscaster:  “David, in the interest of openness, the secret handshake, what’s that like?” 

  

David, a Mason:  “Well, the secret handshake is not a secret handshake. 

 It’s a token that we use in our ceremonies. If you want to have a look at it, look at it on Google. I think the Guardian has printed it. These secret things from our secret society are not totally secret.” 

  

Newscaster:  “Can you show us? Are you allowed to show us if it’s not secret?” 

  

David:  “I’m not going to do that, and the reason I’m not going to do that is because I promised that I wouldn’t. It’s part of something about being a person with integrity that you keep your promises.” 

  

Newscaster:  “Who did you promise not to do it?” 

  

David:  “That’s part of the ceremony.” 

  

Newscaster:  “Yes, but who did you promise?” 

  

David:  “Ceremonies are ancient … Who did I promise? Well, what it actually comes down to is we take people from all different religions and all different faiths, and we promise, according to the faith that we believe in. So, in my case, I made a promise to the god I believe in that I would not reveal that. But you know, this is minutia; this is nonsense. If you want to find out who we are and what we do, let’s stop talking about handshakes and trouser legs and silly things like that. Let’s talk about the

 33 million pounds that my members raised last year. Let’s talk about what we actually do in our Lodge.” 





And notice how he tried to focus on the good things they do. By the way, the good things that they do, they do because they are going to get to Heaven for doing that. So, there’s no secret about the secret handshakes, but you won’t reveal the secret handshake. This is what really goes on when you are put on the spot. Unfortunately, most people don’t go there. Now, we’re going to the next one of the symbols. We’re going to get to the Beehive. 

This is a big symbol 

in Freemasonry. And it’s 

also in Mormonism in Utah. It’s on their highways. 

What’s up with that? Well, that’s because Joseph Smith was not only a liar, he was a con artist, occultist, plagiarist, and he was a Freemason. He ripped off a lot of their so-called secret rituals, secret rites, secret symbols, secret names, and blood oaths from Freemasonry. 

But once again, as always, let’s remind ourselves that when we encounter these dark, wicked, evil things that are leading people astray, what does the Bible say about how we Christians are supposed to respond? Do we say, “Oh, that’s too bad for you.” Or stay away from it or ignore it. Don’t take my word for it; let’s find out. God’s going to be blunt again. He doesn’t mince words when it comes to how we’re supposed to respond to evil. 



Ephesians 5:1-15: “Be imitators of God, therefore, as dearly loved children and live a life of love, just as Christ loved us and gave himself up for us as a fragrant offering and sacrifice to God. But among you 
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(Christian), there must not be even a hint of sexual immorality, or of any kind of impurity, or of greed, because these are improper for God’s Holy people. Nor should there be obscenity, foolish talk, or coarse joking, which are out of place but rather thanksgiving. For this, you can be sure: No immoral, impure, or greedy person – such a man is an idolator – has any inheritance in the Kingdom of Christ and of God. Let no one deceive you with empty words, for because of such things, God’s wrath comes on those who are disobedient. 



Therefore, do not be partners with them. For you were once in darkness, but now you are light in the Lord. Live as children of light (for the fruit of the light consists in all goodness, righteousness, and truth) and find out what pleases the Lord - having nothing to do with the fruitless deeds of darkness but instead exposing them. For it is shameful even to mention what the disobedient do in secret. But everything exposed by the light becomes visible, for it is light that makes everything visible. This is why it is said: ‘Wake up, O sleeper, rise from the dead, and Christ will shine on you.’ Be very careful, then, how you live – not as unwise but as wise.” 





So, again, in this context, God is very blunt. In many different ways, he’s giving you the message of how we are supposed to respond when we come across or encounter darkness and evil, including wickedness done in secret or in the dark, because we all know that when you close those doors, God can’t see. When you turn the lights out, He’s blind. Again, God did not say that you flirt with it. No, you play with it. 

No, you merge with it. You’ve got to work together because it’s all about loving one another. No! What do you do? He said you are to have nothing to do with that. And by the way, that’s just step one. He said have nothing to do with this. “I’m not going to get involved in any of this occult stuff. 

I’m not going to get involved with Freemasonry. God said nothing!” 

Okay, but that doesn’t mean you don’t do anything. You have nothing to do with it, but if you’re going to follow Christ’s pattern of love, what did He do when He encountered darkness, including darkness that was leading people astray? What’s the word that God uses there? Expose it! What do you do? You shine the light on the darkness. Why? Because, using that

analogy, if the lights went out, we would have darkness. But how does the darkness go away? You flip on the light. 



So, our job, when we encounter it, of course, has nothing to do with it; that’s only half the step. What does God say? It’s also our job to expose it. Because that’s what Jesus did. You don’t sit there and say, 

 “Well, too bad for you.”  You don’t act like it’s not happening, and you certainly don’t merge with it because  “we all have to get along.”  No! You expose it because the darkness needs to get exposed. The truth is what sets you free. I had to add this. Sometimes, we get criticized by people. They say,  “You shouldn’t study that stuff; you shouldn’t call out people. Why do you keep doing these kinds of studies?”  It’s in the Bible, that’s why. Every week, we’re in a different passage dealing with the occult issues. I didn’t write this. God did. But here’s also, the reason we do it. When you expose the darkness, sometimes people respond and get saved. Good things happen like with this guy. 



 “To whom it may concern, hello, my name is Thomas from Elgen, Texas, a small hole in the wall east of Austin. I recently watched your sermons on Freemasonry. I am, or I should say, was a Freemason until last Friday. I had been battling things with Masonry for a while now, and being a Christian was causing an internal conflict. But watching your sermons on Freemasonry was the final straw, and I want to thank you for taking the time to do these studies. WOW, just WOW!” 

  



So, what’s that? That’s Ephesians 5. Yes, of course, have nothing to do with it, but what’s the other half of the equation? Expose it! If you don’t, how are they going to know? He also said … 



 “Aren’t you worried that the Masons will attack you for sharing the info? 

 I’ve got God on my side, and that’s all that matters. I started burning a bunch of the items of Freemasonry due to the fact that I felt like I needed to openly cleanse myself of it all. Thank you.” 





But that’s what we do, that’s Ephesians 5. That’s what you are supposed to do as a Christian. You’ve got to get equipped with this stuff 
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because people need to know that they are being led astray. And Praise God, sometimes people respond. 



So, let’s get back to the symbols of Freemasonry and see the deeds of darkness that they codify, and we’re going to start with the Beehive. 

The Beehive is supposed to represent the Freemasonry - industry, cooperation, collaborative labor, working together as good Freemason worker bees, if you will, uniting each other, working together in unity. 

And I quote: 



 “Freemasonry took the Beehive as a symbol from the ancient Egyptians.” 

  

  

Again, you can see this is a common thread they pick and poke from different religions. They threw it all together and basically came up with a new religion, and they’ve done a great marketing job. It’s just a bunch of do-gooders doing good things for society. No, it’s not! But they got it from the Egyptians. You can see that here; take a look at this clip. 



Narrator:  “ Examine the symbol of the beehive. A symbol that Mackey and his Encyclopedia of Freemasonry says was among the Egyptians. It was the symbol of an obedient people because, as he quotes, ‘Heropolo, of all the insects, the bee alone had a king. Something we now know to be a queen. Mackey continues, hence looking at the regulated labor of these insects when congregated in their hive. It is not surprising that a beehive should be deemed an appropriate emblem of systemized industry. 

 Freemasonry has, therefore, adopted the beehive as a symbol of industry. 

 A virtue taught in the instructions says that a Master Mason works, that he may receive wages to better support himself and his family and contribute to the relief of a worthy distressed brother, his widows, and orphans. 

  

 In the old charges, which tell us that all Masons shall work honestly on working days and that they may live creditably on holidays, there seems, however, to be a more convenient meaning connected with this symbol. 

 The ark has already been shown to have been an emblem common to Freemasonry and the ancient mysteries as a symbol of the regeneration of the second birth from death to life. Now, in the mysteries, a hive was the type of ark, hence, says Farber in the Origin of Pagan Idolatry. Both the 
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 Deluvian Priestess and the regenerated souls were called bees. Thus, bees were fain to be produced from the carcass of a cow, which also symbolized the ark, and hence, the Great Father was esteemed as an infernal god. Honey was much used in both funeral rites and in the mysteries.” 

  

  

And again, that gibberish, basically, the honey and the cow, the bee and the Egyptian. And the 

guy and the bee and the cow – 

where did it come from? It came 

from Egypt. But here is the 

important thing: it’s not that I have to be a good worker bee or I have to be working hard in Freemasonry. There was that element, but it was more than that. It had to do with the mystery religions of the ancient Egyptian religion that bees symbolized the regeneration of the soul. If you want to live again in the next life, you better be a good worker bee, Mason. That’s why they chose that symbol. 



Now, what about the Plumb and level? That’s another common symbol in Freemasonry: “The Jewels of the Lodge are the three movable and three immovable. The three movable jewels are the square, the level,   

 and the plumb rule.” 

  



It reminds Masons that they’re all living their lives upon the level of time. The level symbolizes equality. Masons are taught that we all come from the same place, work towards similar goals, and share the same hope. 

The Senior Warden of a Lodge wears the symbol of the level. 



Origins 
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Stonemasons used both plumb lines and leveler tools to ensure that stones were aligned correctly – with plumb lines establishing vertical alignment and leveler tools ensuring horizontal accuracy. 



Symbolism 

In Freemasonry, The plumb line represents uprightness in conduct, emphasizing the importance of living with integrity. 





For today’s freemasons, the plumb symbolizes justice, morality, and the importance of upright living, while the level reminds them that all men are equal. You may have heard the phrase  “To meet on the level and part on the square.”  That’s where it comes from! 







Again, why do they do these things? I’ve got to be a good person. 

I’ve got to be a person of integrity, not necessarily out of the kindness of their heart. It’s because I have to do these things as a good Mason worker bee if I’m ever going to make it to the 

Great Lodge in the Sky. It’s full-on, 

works-based; I’ve got to prove that I’m  

Great guy. 





How about the trowel? 

Obviously, it was used to quote “spread 

cement” on bricks and stones. They use 

this to symbolize their need to “spread 

brotherly love,” and again, they say this word with the “craft.” That’s the word 

that they call themselves; it’s just missing the word “witch” in front of it. 

But it’s the occult. The person spreading love becomes a figurative trowel in Freemasonry. Affection being spread represents the cement. Masonic brotherly love is the resilience of a person restricting themselves from personal desires and passions to disseminate peace and harmony and spread that around. 



Symbolism 
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In Freemasonry, the trowel signifies spreading love and friendship among members. It emphasizes unity through brotherly affection while fostering harmony within lodges. 





The trowel is an instrument used by Masons to spread the cement which unites a building into one common mass: 



 “We, as Free and Accepted Masons, are taught to use it for the more noble and glorious purpose of spreading the cement of brotherly love and affection, that cement which unites us into one sacred band, or society of friends and brothers, among whom no contention should ever exist.” 





This next one, again, is another obvious symbol that they are trusting in their own works to try to get them to Heaven. It’s called “The Rough & Perfect Ashlars.” The Ashlar Rough is the left stone, and the Ashlar Perfect is the one on the right. There’s a huge symbolism behind these symbols. The Ashlar Rough is representative of a person’s natural state in the quote, profane world. The other one, which is smooth, the Ashlar Perfect, is honed, squared, and polished. Why? It’s the symbol of the state of perfection attained by means of education. So, it’s symbolic that you come here and you’re rough 

and messed up, but you can be 

smooth. It’s you improving yourself. 



Mason:  “We adopt the Ashlar in two different states as symbols in the 

 Apprentices Degree. The Rough 

 Ashlar, or the stone in its rude and 

 unpolished condition, is symbolic of man in his natural state – ignorant, uncultivated, and vicious. But when education exerts its wholesome influence in expanding his intellect, restraining his passions, and purifying his life, he is then represented by the Perfect Ashlar. Under the skillful hands of the workman, it has been smoothed, squared, and fitted for its place in the building.” 
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And again, who’s doing that work? You are self-improvement, being that good, Mason, and following Mason's principles. You can kindly make your way into the Great Lodge above. 



 “In Freemasonry, it means that by means of education, the acquirement of knowledge a man has, who begins as a Rough Ashlar, an imperfect stone, improves the state of his spiritual and moral being and becomes like that 

 Perfect Ashler and makes the final 

 journey into the Great Lodge above.” 

  

  

So, the whole thing is symbolic of a 

works-based false gospel through 

Masonic teachings. 



The 11th symbol is “The Columns & 

Pillars.”You will see these when you go 

into a Lodge. You’re going to know that they actually have names for them, and of course, if you slap Biblical names on it, it’s got to mean that it’s Biblical. No, but that’s what a lot of the occult does. They are known as Boaz and Yakim. Boaz is the left pillar, which means ‘in him is strength.’ On the right is Yakim, which means ‘he establishes.’ What they’re symbolizing is opposites, as described by one of the writers. 



W.L. Wilmhurst:  “It represents good and evil, light and darkness, active and passive, positive and negative, yes and no, outside and inside, man and woman. 

  

Brother C.W. Leadbeater states, “In the harmonious workings of these two laws, a man may attain the  stability and strength required to reach the circle within which a Master Mason cannot err.” 

  

  

   It also represents opposites of life and death - the pillars derived from the same understanding of the ultimate, symbolic significance as ancient Hindus. Masons also use the Three Supporting Pillars of the Lodge: Wisdom, Strength, and Beauty. And arrive at the same understanding of the ultimate symbolic significance of the Three Pillars as 
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the ancient Hindus. So, again, you’ve got Egyptian and Hinduism; it’s eclectic. Hey, did anybody decide to make up a religion, and they just hodgepodge from different things and different books, and they plagiarized them? Joseph Smith. I wonder where he got the inspiration to do that. Well, that’s what Freemasonry is; it’s just a hodgepodge religion. 



The next one is the “Winding 

Staircase.” 

The Winding Staircase is another 

symbol supposedly inspired by King 

Solomon’s temple. It refers to the steps 

leading from the entryway to the 

middle chamber of the temple. It’s an 

allegory for a member’s progress from 

Entered Apprentice to Fellow Craft. 



The two columns and the globes thereon are symbols belonging to the Entered Apprentice Degree, and the three steps are symbols belonging to the Master’s Degree. In contrast, the five and seven steps are essential elements of the Fellowcraft Degree. The symbol as a whole can be thought of as depicting the new initiate emerging from the profane world about to begin his journey from darkness in search of moral, mental, and spiritual light. 



If he succeeds in completing his journey and in acquiring the lessons along the way, he hopes to attain a special understanding of his relationship to “his” god that he could not obtain otherwise. The candidate finds stretching out before him the winding stairs, a symbol of discipline and instruction, inviting him to ascend and teaching him that he must commence his real Masonic labor. 



Here, he enters upon those glorious yet difficult researches in the laborious taste of self-improvement now placed before him as a duty. His Masonic destiny requires him to ascend the winding stairs, step by step, until he has reached the summit, where the treasures of knowledge await him. The reward is the improvement of his intellectual facilities, the moral and spiritual elevation of his character, and the acquisition of knowledge and wisdom. The Winding Stairs point out the pathway for the attainment of true Masonic light and knowledge. 
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This represents the Mason’s journey. If you want to make it up to the Great Lodge in the sky, then you have to take the necessary steps through Freemasonry, i.e., work your way up to the top. 



 “The stairs remind him that through discipline and instruction, you are invited to ascend. This is the real Masonic labor.” 

  



Ascend your way to the Great Lodge in the Sky, i.e., Heaven. 



 “He enters upon those glorious yet difficult researches in the laborious task of self-improvement.” 

  

  

That’s precisely like Christianity. You come here to learn to be a better you. What? You don’t come here to learn to be a better you. It’s only through Christ. And once again, it doesn’t come from God. If you were ever to go into their Lodge or if you’ve been paying attention to the secret Lodge ceremonies, did you see that they had a checkered floor? Just like the prior picture. You’re going to see how all these symbols are in there, and they’re not by random. They’re there designed on purpose, and they each speak of a spiritual truth. 

The 13th symbol is the 

“Masonic Shoe,” also known as 

the Blue Slipper. This symbol 

represents humility, service, 

and candidates' readiness to 

embark on their spiritual 

journey. It’s also put on a 

candidate's foot during the 

initiation process. 

Symbolism 

In Freemasonry, the Masonic Shoe holds significant meaning, including: 

•  Humility: The importance of approaching the fraternity’s teachings with an open and receptive mind. 

•  Service: The candidate's willingness to serve the fraternity and its members, emphasizing the importance of brotherly love and mutual support. 
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•  Readiness: The Masonic Shoe signifies the candidate’s readiness to embark on their spiritual journey within Freemasonry and their commitment to personal growth and self-improvement. 





In the olden days, removing a shoe and handing it to someone else was a way of validating a contract.  The Masonic shoe connotes various meanings according to different degrees. In the First Degree, it symbolizes a pledge and acceptance to enter into a covenant. In the 3rd Degree, it connotes the removal of shoes when in a Holy Place. It is a reflection of different religious practices. For example, Muslims take their shoes off before entering a mosque. 



 “Readiness to journey the spiritual journey within Freemasonry and their commitment to personal growth and self-improvement.” 

  

  

How many times, in many different ways, even in their symbolism and in their teachings, how do you get to Heaven, according to these guys? 

By your own bootstraps. You have to do it. And it isn’t just by trying to be a good Mason; the key is that you have to follow their teachings, and it has nothing to do with the Scripture. Also, part of the influence of this shoe is a reflection of different religious practices. So, you have Egyptians, you have Hindus, and now you have Muslims. Is there anything about Jesus yet? About the Cross? Nothing 

at all. 



You also have the 

Masonic Coffins. Each one of 

those items is significant of 

something: you’ve got in the 

coffin, the sprig of Acadia, 

you’ve got the mallet, you’ve got the shovel, and this is representing the tale of Grand Master Hiram Abiff. They re-enact his death and his resurrection through a lot of their other symbolism and rituals. The Mallet is supposed to represent what was used to murder him, and it reminds the Mason that your death is imminent as well. The coffin, of course, is supposed to symbolize that it holds everybody’s remains and the sprig of Acadia reminds the masons of their faith in the immortality of the soul. 
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 “Coffins are symbols in Freemasonry that represent mortality, the transitory nature of life, and the importance of living a virtuous existence. 

 They symbolize the death of a Mason's previous life, which is necessary before they begin engaging in Masonic duties.” 

  

  

There’s a spiritual aspect that you need to follow by living a virtuous life if you want to make it out of that coffin, but it also symbolizes that you die to everything that you know of your past life. And dare I say, how can any Christian even make it to that? I’m supposed to forget everything I believe in, Christ and whatever. I died to that, and I now live for Freemasonry. This is nuts! None of this is compatible, not even close to Biblical Christianity. 



The 15th is the Sheaf of Corn. 

This is supposed to represent 

abundance, prosperity, and the rewards 

of diligent labor - being that good 

person, being that good, virtuous 

Freemason. In ancient times, laborers 

paid their wages (taxes) using corn. 

Ancient Master Masons received a 

sheaf of corn, wine, and oil as payment. 

It is often associated with the 

dedication of a new Masonic Lodge or 

celebrating a successful project. 



Symbolism 

•  Abundance: The Sheaf of Corn symbolizes the abundance and prosperity resulting from hard work and cooperation among the fraternity. 

•  Charity: Masonic charity becomes a source of sustenance and support for others. 

•  Harvest: The Sheaf of Corn signifies the importance of reaping the rewards of one’s labor and recognizing the fruits of personal effort and self-improvement. 
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Here’s what you will harvest from one’s labor, recognizing the fruits of personal effort and self-improvement. This symbolizes that you are going to reap a harvest, and if you can be that good person, it’s going to bring great abundance to you. You will reap from that and get to the Great Lodge above. This is why they do the charitable things. It also symbolizes doing charity. By doing this, they are going to earn their way to the Great Lodge in the Sky. This is why they support the hospitals; this is why they focus on the harvest. Look at all the money they are raising and the hospitals they’re building, but it’s not just that they are doing that; why are they doing that? Because they believe that’s how they get to self-improve. 



Then you have the “Two-headed 

Eagle.” This comes from ancient 

Mesopotamia. No wonder these guys are 

so full-on about a one-world religion. 

And no wonder when you bring up the 

true Biblical Jesus, they go nuts. They 

are basically the same idea: come one, 

come all, and all religions are all the 

same thing. Bring whatever god you 

want to bring to the table. It doesn’t 

matter. But what does the Bible say? There’s only one way to Heaven – 

John 14:6. “Jesus is the way, the truth, the life, nobody comes to the Father except through me.” Well, that doesn’t mix with this. 



However, the two-headed eagle comes from ancient Mesopotamia, and it represents multi-headed beasts. They use it in all kinds of things. 

They have it on their flags; it’s engraved in metallic work, garment embroidery, and many other places. A big area you’re going to see is in the Scottish Rite once you get to the top level of the 32nd 33rd degree masons. It was first used in 1759, and it delineated two bodies that were merging into one. It’s also called the Eagle of Lagash, which was an ancient Samarian city. It also represents a rising spirit. Eagles were symbols of strength, courage, and immortality. It is used as a symbol of a completed alchemical process. In alchemy, the eagle represents purified sulfur and portrays a rising spirit. Eagles are a symbol of strength, courage, and immorality. 
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The next one is the 

checkered floor. Now, 

why is that? There is a 

reason that they chose 

that. Let’s take a look at 

that. 



Narrator:  “The 

 symbolism behind the 

 Mosaic or checkered pavement objects, that Mackey says are appropriately interpreted as symbols of the good and evil of human life. 

 Mackey writes: ‘Mosaic work consists of many little stones of different colors united together in patterns to imitate a painting.’ It was much more practiced among the 

 Romans, who called it 

 Museum Opus, whence the 

 Italians got their mosaic and 

 the French their mosaic. The 

 Masonic tradition is that the 

 floor of the Temple of 

 Solomon was decorated with 

 the mosaic pavement of 

 black and white stones. 

 There is no historical 

 evidence to substantiate this 

 statement. Samuel Lee, however, in his diagram of the Temple, represents not only the floors of the building but also all of the outer courts covered with such pavement. By a little bit of historical accuracy, the Masons have asserted that the ground floor of the Temple was a mosaic pavement and, hence, as the Lodge’s representation of the Temple, that the floor of the Lodge should also be the same pattern. 
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 The Mosaic pavement is an old symbol of the order. It is associated with the earliest rituals of the last century. It is classed among the ornaments of the Lodge in combination with the indented Tessel and the Blazing Star. It is party-colored, showing different colors or tints. Stones of black have been readily or appropriately interpreted as symbols of the good and evil of human life. 

  

    Ying and yang, so that tells you another influence that they’re doing with this. What is that? Now, you are dealing with the influence of the Chinese religion, Taoism, and others. Anything and everything, but the one way, Christianity. They’re just mixing them all together. 



Now, by the way, did you see what he just said? They made it up. 

He admitted that they say that they’re copying the Temple floors, but there’s no Biblical basis for this.   “Well, it’s based on what the Bible says they did in the temple.”  No, they lied. And he admitted it on tape. But again, what does this represent? The good and evil, the black and white, the yin and yang Masonic principle, this again is a huge occult sign. Now, we see how Hollywood, the media, politicians, and other religions, with the all-seeing eye, the covering of one eye, the pyramid of Egypt, and hand symbols, which is another big one. It’s the same thing if you’re paying attention to the checkered floor. That, too, is everywhere - in Hollywood and the music industry. Let me 

give you a little teaser. You would think, G-whiz, can’t you guys pick a different floor once in a while? Why does it have to be this one? They are telling you, without words, who they work for and what they’re a part of. Here’s a couple of examples. 

Britney Spears: Notice how many views – 

she had 109 million views on that. 
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Jennifer Lopez: Again, couldn’t you come up with another floor? Maybe it was the writers’ strike, and they just can’t come up with a new novel idea. Why are 

you always picking the same black-and-

white checkered floor, as well as what we saw before with the one eye and the 

pyramid? 



Rihanna: Again, there were 236 million  

views with that. 

Shakira, Chris Brown & 2 Chainz:  

Also, just about 

all rap music 

videos. Really, 

you keep going 

back to that. 

I’m sure that’s just a random thing. No, it’s not. 



Jonas Brothers: Again, why are you choosing that floor? Well, there is a reason for it. Now, there are a ton of other symbols; I’m going to stop there because you’re starting to get the feel. Just like with witchcraft, just like with satanism, it’s not by chance that they use that symbol that codifies their belief, and then when you understand what that is, then you see that number one, that is not anything like Christianity and then you go, 
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wait a second, it’s everywhere. It’s permeated our society; dare I say, it’s permeated churches, too. 



Just for honorable mention, there’s the Acacia tree, the Masonic gavel, the anchor, the Arc, the Arc of the Covenant; you saw where he mentioned that; of course, they twisted the meaning of that. The Trestle board, the moon, the Masonic hourglass, the 24-inch gauge, the Masonic Keystone, the point within the circle, the broken column, and the Masonic pencil. 



Now, speaking of symbols, let’s get to the secret handshakes. We dealt with that briefly. This is a real deal. This is not a conspiracy. The guy admitted it, even though he said it wasn’t secret. But apparently, it was a secret because he wouldn’t tell us what the secret was. Liar, we caught you on tape. But this is really what goes on, and I quote. This really goes on in secret organizations. 



 “Secret handshakes and grips are a token of a Freemason, and the way members may recognize each other in silence.” 





It’s a secret society. You don’t walk around and say, “I’m a Mason, I’m a Mason.” So, how are you going to test if somebody else is a Mason? You test it with a handshake. They don’t hide it; they tell you what each one means. Notice that I don’t know about you, but these are all normal grips. No, these are not normal handshakes. They’re specific for the knuckle. 



SECRET MASONIC HANDSHAKES 



The first one is called “Boaz.” It is the grip of an Entered Apprentice. Both press their thumbs hard against the top of the first knuckle joints. 



The second is called “Jachin.” It is the grip of a Fellow Craftsman. Both press the tops of their thumbs hard against the tops of their second knuckles. 



The third is called “Tubal Cain”: The grip of a Master Mason – Both place the thumbs hard in the space between the second and third knuckles. 
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So, this is not a conspiracy theory. This is what goes on with a secret society. So, you don’t announce what you are. And dare I say, if you need help, as we saw in court cases, there are secret gestures, secret postures; you let the judge know in case you can’t shake his hand. But through the postures with your hands or doing the distress signal, they are bound as a Freemason to give you favor. And you wonder why the courtrooms are messed up. This is from them. Now, see the one on the top right. I don’t know about you, but that’s just my natural way of shaking hands. If you’re ever shaking my hand, I always do that Spock thing. It just happens. I can’t stop it. No, these are things that you have to work on, and again, everyone sends a signal to a fellow Mason. 
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And again, like with the eyes, like with the pyramids, like with the checkered boards. When you look at some of these handshakes, they’re not just handshakes. These are abnormal handshakes. This is not a conspiracy theory. This is how these guys identify themselves. You are having an interview, and you run into another big wig on the world scene; you know they are videotaping you; they’re taking 100 pictures. What do you do? “Hey Bob, are you a Freemason?” You don’t do that. Quickly, you can shake hands, and you will find out. “Welcome to the Brotherhood, 
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I’m glad you’re part of the Brotherhood.” You don’t have to say it, but that’s what this does. This is not a joke. Now, it’s not just the handshakes. 

Let me share that process with you again. 



Mason:  “I am a member of the Freemasons. Freemasonry is a peculiar system of morality veiled in allegory and illustrated by symbols. At work, I was stagnating, and well, you know, there wasn’t really any hope for promotion. I was basically doing the same thing every day, and it helped me to learn new things and new ideas to try and implement in my own life. 

 Being a Freemason to me is more about personal development. There’s a bit of a paradox there where you’re working with a group of men, and you are meeting maybe once every three weeks. It is definitely a personal journey. I sent an email to the Grand Lodge of Scotland when I decided to get involved, and they responded. I met a few people for coffee. 

  

 My particular Lodge is David’s number 36. We have people from Africa, we’ve got people from South America, we’ve got people who are LGBT, we’ve got a lot of people who come from different creeds, and a lot of ethnic minorities that are joining. So, as long as you believe in a singular, higher Supreme Being, then any religion can join. There is a secret handshake. If I told you, I would have to kill you.” 

  

  

Yeah, real funny. Man, they will let anybody in, even the LGBT, just so you can all come together and create the same unified, spiritual – 

anybody else doing that too? Rhymes with the Vatican. They’re going out there; they’ll accept anybody and everybody, including the LGBT. You know, just as long as they can be the 
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headquarters. And I wonder where they are getting that idea from. Now, that’s the secret handshake. There’s also a secret hand gesture. 





Here you see Prince Edward, and as we saw before in our studies, this is where Freemasonry started, over there in Europe, and that guy was in the Scottish Rite in Scotland, which is huge over there. By the way, when we were there last fall, you could sense it. Most of the churches in Scotland, and we were hearing from the Christians coming out of those churches, are overrun by Masons. Masons are in control, and guess what those churches promote, not Biblical Christianity. Come one, come all. We have to love one another, all religions. Shocker, but that’s Freemasonry. But in Europe, it includes a lot of the British Royalty. It’s not a conspiracy theory; it’s out there. They admit it, they brag about it, but much of the British Royalty is involved in Freemasonry. But as you notice, Prince 

Edward, what I want to highlight is Prince Charles, what’s he doing with the hand 

gesture? Is that just by chance? No, it’s not. 

And I quote, this is from them. 



 “If you look at portraits and photographs of notable men from the 18th and 19th centuries, you might notice that many of them have some rather unnatural-looking poses. They sit or stand while holding one hand in front of their coat. They look as if they’re 
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 trying to appear stately, with images of everyone from Napoleon to Joseph Stalin using the gesture. Historians are curious, and art lovers are curious about its significance, and it’s a Masonic tradition.”   





This is a Masonic tradition, not just the secret handshakes and all the symbols, but also what you do with your hands and how you place your hands, including in your vest. 



 “Freemasonry homage to the heart, through the sign of the hand, is explained by Masonic historians in that the rituals of Freemasonry hark back to ancient Egyptian religions. The Egyptian Book of the Dead addresses prayers - the Heart of My Mother, My Heart of Transformation, meaning the source of rebirth. The mother goddess of Egypt was worshiped with different images, Isis, Hathor, and Rehea, and she was the one to whom men gave their hearts in devotion and loyalty. As the goddess of sacrifice, it was considered necessary by her admirers for men to sacrifice their energy on her behalf. The goddess was said to take possession of the hearts of men. In Freemasonry, the hand is placed on the heart when one is allowed to speak, and is also used in rituals as a gesture of loyalty to the Lodge, their Master, and the Brotherhood itself.” 

  

  

That may be what was going on with this other British Royalty. 

They were really scrambling to figure out why you did that, dude. 



Inside Edition:  “What was up with Prince Harry’s hand during that photo op with the first lady? Was he making a cryptic sign to ward off the devil? That’s the kooky 

 theory burning up the 

 internet today. 

 Conspiracy nuts are 

 going wild, speculating 

 about the meaning 

 behind Harry’s 

 gesture. His hand is 

 half tucked into his 

 jacket, with his pinky 
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 and index fingers sticking out. But we did some digging, and it turns out Harry does this all the time. Body language expert Tanya Ryman is pretty sure Harry’s just getting comfortable.” 

  

Tanya Ryman:  “For me, this was more of a comfort gesture. Covering the stomach helps you feel more relaxed and less vulnerable, and I think that once he heard the camera going off, he stayed in that position because he wasn’t sure what else to do.” 





Yeah, sure thing, Wally. And if you believe that, I love chicken. 

And you know that ain’t true. Are you serious?? You have got to work on that one. I mean, who would even put your hands in your vest anyway? 

Just put them in your pockets or something, and then he’s got his two fingers out. But he’s just getting comfortable. Notice how they say it’s a conspiracy theory. It’s the devil. And then they say, “Oh, it’s just some natural way of standing.” No, it’s not. This stuff goes on, and this is how they identify themselves and tell people who they are and who they are associated with. 



Now, believe it or not, if all of this is starting to sound familiar, like Mormonism, guess what? It is. Because Joseph Smith was a Freemason, and he ripped it off from Freemasonry, as even these former Mormons admit. 



Interviewer:  “I’ve heard from another X-LDS that there are a ton of explicitly Masonic rituals and imagery involved in the Temple. Is this true, or is this conspiracy theory nonsense?” 

  

Former LDS:  “This is absolutely, 100% true. Joseph Smith, at some point around the time that he was in NAU, was initiated into Freemasonry, and he advanced pretty quickly through the ranks. He writes in one of his journals that he was inducted into the ranks of Freemasonry and became a Master Mason. So, what happens within the Freemasonry Lodge is mirrored really closely to what the LDS church is doing. And part of this is that some secret tokens and signs are given, which is exactly what takes place within the Masonic Lodge. So, are their handshakes? There are new names and passwords given. In other words, he ripped it off from Freemasonry. He’s a liar, a con artist, and all that stuff. So, he added that and made it up his secret religion. If you know anything about the Temple Rites, you can make it that far to make it to the third Celestial Kingdom. He couldn’t call it the Lodge; that was too obvious. The people who have come out of that said it’s all about secret oaths, blood oaths, secret handshakes, secret gestures, it’s all Freemasonry. And he got away with it for a long time until people started ratting him out, including the magical, secret Mormon underwear.

Spokesperson for the LDS Church:  “One of the many unusual practices of the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints, the Mormons, involves the wearing of special Temple garments, which many outsiders have affectionately dubbed, “Magic Underwear.” Dating back to the 19th century, this special undergarment 

 comes in both one-piece and two-

 piece varieties and has been 

 modernized from the original 

 pattern from the 1840s. The sacred 

 garment has sleeves that stop 

 midway to the elbow, leggings that 

 stop just below the knee, and 

 several distinctive symbols. 

  

 On the left breast is the compass, which represents an undeviating course leading to eternal life. On the right breast is the square, which means the exactness, justice, and fairness of our heavenly father. Mormons are very secretive about this magic underwear. But according to church tradition, the garment reminds each Mormon of his covenant made in the Temple.” 
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Commitment:  “In the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints, garments are worn beneath street clothing as a personal and private reminder of  commitments to God.” 

  

Spokesperson for the LDS Church:  “It also serves to protect against temptation and evil. The Mormon church is filled with stories about how Temple garments were instrumental in the survival of car wrecks, fires, and natural disasters.” 

  

Washington Post:  “People who got through car wrecks, floods, and other calamities unscathed and thanked the godly power of the underwear.” 

  

A spokesperson for the LDS Church:  “Only adult Mormons wear the magic underwear and only after they have completed a top-secret endowment ceremony in a Mormon Temple.” 





And the only secret is it’s not a secret. It just keeps ripping stuff off from Freemasonry. A neighbor of ours before we moved here, no matter how I witnessed to them, as hot as it gets here, she would be out playing with the kids wearing pants below the knee. She would not wear shorts because you can’t expose the secret underwear. This really goes on, and they don’t, even themselves, realize it was a rip-off from Freemasonry. 



Joseph Smith also incorporated not just Freemasonry into the Mormon rituals and ceremonies themselves but also the garments, handshakes, given a new name, and blood oaths, all that he ripped off from Freemasonry.

The Mormon Temple plays a vital role in the achievement of such goals, yet 75% of the LDS members are considered unworthy enough or will never see the inside of a Mormon Temple. However, when members do meet church temple requirements, then they are allowed to participate in the LDS occult Temple ceremonies. Which actually brings them under further spiritual bondage. Part of this bondage is the requirement to wear sacred Temple underwear, 24 hours a day from that day on.” 

  

William Schnoebelen, author, Former Mormon, and Former Satanist: 

 “Behind me is the Los Angeles Temple of the Mormon church, and inside are many devout Mormons who are fulfilling what they consider to be godly, noble obligations to their faith and their god. What they don’t realize, though, is that the rituals and the ceremonies that they are involved in are straight out of the occult. How do I know that? Because I was a Mormon who went to the Temple. I attended the Temple many times, and more importantly, I was also a high priest of satan. Before I joined the Mormon church, I had 12 years of experience in witchcraft and satanism. 

 And when I went to the Temple, I was astounded at the high level of similarity. The handshakes and the grips involved, the secret tokens of the priesthood and the Melchizedek priesthood, are, in fact, right out of witchcraft and satanism. The concept of putting on, as part of your priesthood, robes, and aprons, which God rejected in the Garden of Eden. 
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 Lucifer himself in the Temple says, ‘This apron is a symbol of my power and priesthood.’ So, when I went through the Temple, I was ultimately very satisfied by it because I thought this was, in fact, a profound satanic initiation ceremony.” 

  

 “Throughout the temple grounds here in Salt Lake City, you will find all sorts of occult symbols, symbols that are generally associated with witchcraft and satanism. They are predominantly on the Temple, but they are also on such buildings as the Assembly Hall, and you can even find them in the visitor’s center. I mean, the place is virtually a Disneyland of occult symbols, and there is absolutely no Christian symbol anywhere here. Let me explain this guy. He’s the head 

of it all. 



He was initiated into the Royal 

Alpha Lodge in 1963. He was elected 

the Worshipful Master in 1965. Then, he was appointed the Grand Ward in 1966. He was elected the Grand 

Master in 

1967. He has 

continued a 

long line of 

Freemasons all 

throughout 

England. And 

again, this is where it all started, and 

this is where it has been going for 
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300 years. The Duke of Kent is the 10th and the longest-serving Grand Master of the Freemasons in England and Wales. In 2013, he celebrated his 50th  year as a Freemason. Now, if you don’t think that Freemasonry and these guys are not all over, they’re all over the British royalty, and it’s not a conspiracy theory. And if you don’t think they have any part in picking leaders, world leaders, or things of that nature, that is exactly what we are going to see. They are responsible for steering world events, including things that are going on in our own country, for world domination. They are not a do-gooders club; it’s not just good for business; these guys are part of a Luciferian agenda. Yes, it’s a false gospel, but they also have a plan that they want to implement across the world to where the planet really needs to worship Lucifer. When you catch that big picture, then it begins to explain why the world’s in the shape that it’s in. 



So, who else is promoting Freemasonry besides Joseph Smith and the British Royalty? Well, now we are going to take a look at the leaders. 

There are several studies dealing with these guys, but I’m going to hit what I call the four big ones. But before we get into that, let’s remind ourselves why nobody, let alone Christians, should ever be a part of this, and you’ll see a Luciferian, satanic society. That’s what it is, and God is very blunt about that. Why should we not be a part of Freemasonry?  “Oh, I’m only hanging around because it’s good for kids, to help out with the hospitals, and to do good deeds.”  No, no, no! This is the great Resurrection chapter. It’s all about the Resurrection of Jesus Christ. If Jesus didn’t rise from the dead, guess what? We’re doomed straight to hell. If he was still in the grave, that means God did not accept him as the sinless sacrifice that we needed for all of our sins to be forgiven. It’s a big deal! 



I Corinthians 15:12-24, 33-34: “But if it is preached that Christ has been raised from the dead, how can some of you say that there is no resurrection of the dead? If there is no resurrection of the dead, then not even Christ has been raised. And if Christ has not been raised, our preaching is useless, and so is your faith. More than that, we are then found to be false witnesses about God, for we have testified about God that he raised Christ from the dead. But he did not raise him if, in fact, the 
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dead are not raised. For if the dead are not raised, then Christ has not been raised either. And if Christ has not been raised, your faith is futile; you are still in your sins. Then those also who have fallen asleep in Christ are lost. 

If only for this life we have hope in Christ, we are to be pitied more than all men. But Christ has indeed been raised from the dead, the firstfruits of those who have fallen asleep. Since death came through a man, the resurrection of the dead also comes through a man. For as in Adam all die, so in Christ all will be made alive. But each in his own turn; Christ, the firstfruits, then, when he comes, those who belong to him. Then the end will come when he hands over the kingdom to God the Father after he has destroyed all dominion, authority, and power. Don’t be misled: ‘Bad company corrupts good character.’ Come back to your senses as you ought, and stop sinning; for these are some who are ignorant of God – I say this to your shame.” 





Now, don’t be misled about what? This is a serious point. This is at the crux of the gospel; this is the crux of everything that we believe in, where we place our eternal hope. This is a big deal. And people are coming to church and saying,  “I don’t know about that. I don’t think that’s really right.”  Don’t be misled! How many would say, based on this context, once again, the Corinthian Christians were in trouble. The whole thing with these Corinthians, you’d think that these guys were messed up. 

Praise God they’re messed up because we can learn a lot of good truths from them. God doesn’t condone it, but this church had all kinds of problems. There were divisions and sinning going on. There was a guy that was sleeping with his dad’s wife. People are playing favorites in the church, and then the next thing you know, they are starting to cave in on the Resurrection of Christ. He was like, “What are you doing?” And Paul doesn’t mince words. He literally says, “Come back to your senses; I say this to your shame.” That gives it away that they were in trouble. 



In fact, what is interesting is that “Come back to your senses” is literally in the Greek “ek-nay-fo.”  Ek means to exit, and nafo means you’re literally out of your mind. Paul was saying, “You’re out of your minds, come back to your senses.” Literally, it means you are drunk. In your drunkenness, you’re out of your right mind. You need to become sober. You’re like in a drunken stupor. You need to come out of that. And 
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here is what you need to come back to your right mind about. That hanging around other people who deny God’s truth will lead you astray. 

They were hanging around other people, false teachers, who were denying the Resurrection of Jesus Christ; they were ignorant of God. And because they were starting to hang around with them and continue to hang around with them, they started to slide. Does that ever happen to professing Christians? 



I’ll give you a couple of easy examples. I’ve seen this happen, and it blows me away. Here’s one: the LBGTQ alphabet game. I can’t tell you how many times I have seen professing Christians cave on this issue. 

Now, we are to witness to anybody, but here’s the problem. Like Paul says, “Come back to your senses, man. Stop sinning; I say this to your shame.” Who’s witnessing to whom? He says, “You better be careful; do not be misled.” Yes, we witness to everybody. We have to. Who else is going to tell them? How beautiful are the feet of those who bring good news? Of course, we witness to everybody but be careful if you get more concerned about a friendship or a relationship than God’s truth. Because their beliefs will start to rub off on you and listen, the next thing that is going to happen is that you are going to start to compromise or you’re going to go silent. “Do not be misled! Come back to your senses! You’re in a drunken stupor.” But I’ve seen that happen. The Bible’s clear, Old Testament, New Testament. I mean, what Bible are you reading? It's all over the Bible. It’s not even funny. God does not condone it; in fact, he even calls it specifically an abomination, the LGBT alphabet gang lifestyle. It’s a sin! The next thing they do is they cave on it. Well, you know, you’ve got to love everybody. 



I have seen professing Christian parents slide on this issue when one of their children decides to go down that route. Then the next thing, what do they do? “Well, I don’t know.” Come back to your senses! Do not be misled! God does not change his truth! And that was what was going on here. It’s very applicable for today. Of course, we witness to everybody, but you better be careful when you start keeping your mouth shut and you lose your witness; you better come back to your senses. 

You’re getting into a spiritual drunken stupor, thinking that these people aren’t going to mislead you. 
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And again, this is the context that we are talking about. Guess what? Freemasonry. Now, how does this stuff stay in the church, and how to do those who profess to be Christians? They’re probably hanging out with somebody, and then the next thing you know, instead of staying strong, they get misled. But what does that mean? Bad company corrupts good character. 



Pastor Nelson:  “In his first letter to the Corinthians, the Apostle Paul wrote of the false teachers who had come into the church at Corinth, teaching that the Resurrection of Jesus Christ wasn’t true. These people considered only their physical existence and denied life after death or Resurrection. (I Corinthians 15:32) As a result, their moral outlook on life influenced the rest of the Corinthian believers. Paul is telling us that when we associate with false teachers, we will be adversely influenced by them. The truth is that false teachings do not lead to holiness. As such, we must be careful whom we form relationships with. Especially those outside the church, because unbelievers can cause the strongest Christians to waver in their faith and adversely affect their walk with Christ and their witness to the world. This is why Paul tells us not to be misled. The point Paul makes here is pertinent to all people of all ages. When we associate or take delight in the company of people with worldly morals, we run the risk of mimicking their behavior, their language, and their habits. Before long, we are no longer of Christ but of this world with its denial of absolute authority, its rejection of the Bible as the Word of God, and its ideology of relative morality. 

  

 This is especially pertinent to young people, who are generally easily influenced by their peers. Young people are desperate for the approval of others. They are motivated by the need for acceptance that Godly wisdom in decision-making can go out the window in the face of peer pressure. 

 Therefore, it is crucial for parents of young teens, especially, to be on guard against the influence of bad company.” 

  

  

And that would include the secular school system. You wonder why we promote homeschooling. Before we had the privilege to start homeschooling here, at our old facility, there was one family who had 
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been coming to Sunrise, growing strong. They had several great kids, were very active in church, and for a while, they were really considering homeschooling. My wife and I had always done that with our kids to protect our kids. Bad company corrupts good character. So, whatever the rationale was, they just felt like they couldn’t do it, and they were okay for a while, but the secular school system got their kids. These kids who were raised in a church environment, at least two of whom I know, started to go down the alphabet gang. Why? Because bad company corrupts good character. Eight hours a day of programming your kids that it’s okay to go down this route, to encourage you, and even to say keep these secrets from your parents, you don’t think it’s going to affect them? That’s just the secular school system. Now, what about social media? Go down that route. Parents don’t monitor what their kids are watching on TV, music, and all that stuff.  “Oh, they have a right.”  No, they don’t, and they are not in my house. Why? Because I love you. Bad company corrupts good character. And the enemy will get you any way he can. If he can’t get you through the secular school system, he’ll get you through television, music, and things of that nature. And we need to protect our kids from that because it’ll influence them. And what do kids do?  “Why is my kid, all of a sudden, starting to curse?”  Well, listen to the music they’re listening to. 

Have you paid attention? And on and on it goes. Again, this includes the secular school system, music, TV, social media, alphabet gangs, and Freemasonry. 



Freemasonry, which we’ll probably get into in the next chapters, they have different kinds of groups, or what I’m going to call branches. 

And some of those branches, and I kid you not, Freemasonry has youth groups. And they are out there sucking kids up, preparing them for the next generation of Freemasonry. They’re even combined in the church. 

We have dealt with them in the past and have had scathing rebukes of us for telling their kids in the church that Freemasonry is not of God. Bad company corrupts good character. And we need to tell the truth because eternity is on the line. Freemasonry is another false gospel leading people not only astray but straight into hell. When you teach the truth and you don’t compromise, yes, we have to hang out with people; by all means, don’t be in an isolated Christian bubble. But Paul’s point is you had better be careful that if it gets you in their relationship, where they’re starting to 
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witness more to you, they’re influencing more of you, and sometimes that’s by your silence or your compromise; then you better come back to your senses. You’re sliding. But when you don’t slide, and you preach the truth, this is what happens. This just happened. A lady just made a random comment on one of our channels, and she said this. Why do we teach this and get out the truth? 



 “My husband is giving notice to the Masons, and he is leaving this organization. I praise Jesus for this commitment. Please, Pastor Billy, remember us in prayer so that my husband can grow in Christ. Yours truly, J.K,”  is all she signed. 





The truth will set you free. Do not compromise, don’t be misled, don’t let them in. That’s the whole point. Be careful in your relationships with other people while you’re out there witnessing. If you stop witnessing, you better come back to your senses because they are pulling you down. 



Now, we are going to look at the leaders of Freemasonry. Who’s responsible for spreading this baloney besides Joseph Smith and the British Royalty? We are going to break down the four big ones, I call it. 

The first one is Manly P. Hall. Now, is that a manly picture? It is because his name is Manly. But 

boy, is that an 

advertisement?  “Hey, 

 join Freemasonry. Be 

 like me!”  But hey, this is 

straight out of the occult, 

this Freemasonry, and 

you wonder why people 

end up looking like this. 

Well, there’s a reason 

why. It will destroy you 

from the inside out. Now, in their own writings, the Freemasons called this guy the Explorer of the Mysteries—the mystery religion. We’re going back to Egypt. His name is Manly Palmer Hall; apparently, he didn’t like Palmer. He was a Canadian author/lecturer/astrologer/mystic and 
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Freemason. Over his 70-year career, he gave thousands of lectures and published hundreds of volumes of books. His best-known one was “The Secret Teaching of All Ages.” It’s kind of like a New Age/occult thing. 



In 1934, he founded a society called the Philosophical Research Society in Los Angeles, which is still there to this day. The Philosophical Research Society exists to promote the study of the world’s wisdom literature. Hall believed the accumulated wisdom of mankind is the birthright of every individual. It merged with Freemasonry, and it exists to promote the study of the world’s wisdom literature. Notice it’s not Christianity. These guys are all in on the One World Religion; all religions are the same, and you can glean truth from everything. It’s a New Age concept and things of that nature. Hall also believed that the accumulated wisdom of mankind was the birthright of every individual. So, this is what you need.  “Don’t listen to those people like John, that Jesus is the only way, don’t be like those Christian fundamentalists. You can glean from all religions.”  This is the heartbeat of Freemasonry. 



They maintain a library of over 50,000 volumes and all kinds of books - metaphysical, esoteric books, and occult. Hall was born in Canada to Louise Palmer Hall, a chiropractor and a member of the Rosicrucian Fellowship. Again, right there is another secret society, early on, where he’s getting influenced. His dad was a dentist, but he didn’t really know much about his dad. In 1919, he went to Santa Monica from Canada with his birth mom, and he soon became drawn into mysticism and esoteric philosophies. Basically, his mother got him involved in all of this. 



Now, this is crazy. You wonder how all this stuff got into the church. In 1919, when he was 18 years old, Hall took over as preacher of the Church of the People at Trinity Auditorium in downtown Los Angeles. 

A year later, he booked his first lecture on the topic of reincarnation. 



Hebrews 9:27: “It is appointed man to die once, then face judgment.” 





There are no reincarnations. You get one shot at it, and if you get it wrong, you go to hell. He was ordained minister in the Church of the People in 1923, and only a few days after his ordination, he was elected permanent pastor of that church. He’s out there teaching reincarnation, and then he starts producing other works including The Lost Keys of 
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Freemasonry - while he’s in this church. How did this guy get behind the pulpit? Who decided to let this guy in and stay there? This is the kind of stuff that goes on in churches. Then, how did he get so active? How did he get his library? How did he get to explore all these religions around the planet, the mysticism? Well, there were two ladies, Carolyn Lloyd and her daughter Estelle from Ventura, California, who had a lot of money. They were wealthy, and they began to send him a large amount of cash. With these funds, he began to travel throughout Europe and Asia to study the lives, customs, and religions of the people in those regions. 



While visiting London in the 30s, he began to get a giant collection of rare books on Alchemy, the occult, and things of that nature. He then started writing his books during the metaphysical movement in the United States. In our previous study of “Voodoo, Vampires, and the Rise of Demon Worship,” we dealt with the spiritualism, the poltergeist, and the table tapping that was rampant in our country. He also wrote other books like The Dionysian Artificers in 1936, which again tells you where he is getting this from, The Freemasonry of Ancient Egyptians, and The Masonic Orders for the Fraternity. So, Hall was involved with Freemasonry, he was involved in the church, and his source of truth has absolutely nothing to do with the Bible. He’s going around the world grabbing every religious, occult, esoteric, and spiritual book he can, and he’s mismatching them all together. He says … 



 “His mission in life was to provide practical and profound wisdom to seekers at all stages of life.” 





He received a 33-degree Mason in the Scottish Rite, and here is what he said … 



 “A true Mason is not creed bound. He realizes with the divine illumination of his Lodge, that as a Mason, his religion must be universal.” 

  

  

Remember the guy who got mad at me for sharing the exclusivity of Christianity, of Christ on the Cross, as opposed to every other religion on the planet? What did he tell me? I’ve seen a lot of you come and a lot of you go. He was a Freemason. Basically, shut your mouth. I don’t want 
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to hear that kind of stuff. You can’t talk about other religions. Why? 

Because that’s what Freemasons believe. And he goes on to say … 



 “Buddha, Muhammad, the name means Christ, the name means little, for he the Mason recognizes only the light and not the bearer. He worships at every Shrine and bows before every altar, whether in a Temple, Mosque, or Cathedral. No true Mason can be narrow.” 

  



Narrow? What does the Scripture say? Narrow is the one that leads to life. 



 “For his Lodge is the Divine expression of all broadness.” 





He actually uses that phrase. The broad road that leads to destruction. 



 “There is no place for little minds in a great work.”  Manly P. Hall This video clip shows where he gets his underpinning, and it’s from the ancient Egyptian mystery religions. 



Narrator:  “The Greeks and Romans both acknowledge ancient Egypt as the source of great ancient wisdom. A mysterious land of riddles whose secrets were considered the highest prize to some of the greatest minds in history. Sacred science was the original unified source of myriad streams of modern mysticism, occultism, esotericism, and magical disciplines that exist today. These universal secrets were contained and kept alive in mystery schools. The term mystery schools refers not to a specific place or time in ancient Egypt but to the timeless teachings passed down through word of mouth, encrypted into the temples, concealed and enshrined behind a veil of hieroglyphs and symbolism.   



 Entrance to the temples that held the secrets was tightly restricted. They were the domain of loyalty, priests, and privileged initiates. Forefathers of modern thought, such as Pythagoras, Plato, and others, tell of waiting more than 20 years preparing before acceptance into the mystery schools. 
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 The secret teachings were known as esoteric occult or symbolist teachings and were held to contain the secrets of the universe and the keys to great magic. Over the millennia, the temples fell into ruin, and eventually, so did the teachings they enshrined. All hope of reconnection to the wisdom of the past seemed lost. In an attempt to guard the magic from abuse at the hands of the profane public, the mystery schools went into hiding. The ancient secrets were shrouded in allegory and symbol and placed under the guardianship of various streams of initiation societies. 

  

 In the 20th century, the count was further supported by the Masonic philosopher Manly P. Hall. Hall claimed that Atlantis had once been a vast and mighty empire that extended to the whole world, a philosophic commonwealth of nations that one day was destined to be rebuilt. But who would rebuild it? The current president of the Hall Society is Dr. Obadiah Harris, who is shown here in what is called the Wisdom Library. According to their website, the library is made up of writings that deal with divination, tarot cards, kabbalah, alchemy, astrology, metaphysics, Buddhism, theosophy, and secret societies.” 





So, where did they get these ideas of 

Freemasonry about all these secret rights, secret temples, secret rituals, and secret initiates? Then, you hide from the public what you really believe, and only those on the inside know, through symbols of your teaching. Where’s it all coming from? The ancient occult teachings of the mystery religions in Egypt. That’s how far back it goes, and this is where they are getting it. It’s nothing new under the sun. They just revamped it, and that’s the whole 

premise. It’s all the religions coming 

together, but that was the first guy. 

Now, that guy, by Masonic definition, 

was called the “Big Guy on the 

Mysteries.” 
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Now, this next leader was Eliphas Levi Zahed, and he was known as the Masonic Magician. When he’s talking, he’s not pulling a rabbit out of a hat; we’re talking dark, occult stuff. And we brought him up in our study on satanism. He was part of that root as well. Levi goes into Freemasonry and brings this element into it. Eliphas Levi’s name is Eliphas Levi Zahed, but he was born Alfonse Louis Constant. He was a French esoteric poet and writer. He initially pursued a career in the Catholic church but abandoned that to become a ceremonial magician. At the age of 40, he began professing knowledge of the occult, and he wrote over 20 books on magic, the Kabbalah, which is Jewish mysticism, and alchemical studies, which basically is through the ancient branch where you could learn to transform things, and occultism. 



His name, Eliphas Levi, was an anagram, basically a word scramble, of his real name into Hebrew. He gained renown as an original thinker and writer. His works attracted the attention of Paris and London, not just esotericists and spiritualists, back when everybody was going crazy about all this toe-tapping and spirit wrapping, but also the Romantic period. This, as we saw in our previous study, was early satanism, where it became the cool thing to think that the Bible got it wrong. Christians got it wrong, but satan, the lightbearer, is really a good guy. He was part of the French Masonic Organization, and he was influenced by many different authors in the occult, including Swedenborg. As we saw in our New Age Study, getting messages from the spirit world helped to influence us as well. Levi was also influenced by secular philosophers, the Greek philosophers Plato, the Esoterics, and also the Rosicrucian, another secret society. 



Now, in his early life again, he was the son of a shoemaker in Paris. Again, he’s thinking he’s going to become a Catholic monk, and he was ordained a Catholic Deacon and remained a cleric for the rest of his life. Around 1838, he was influenced by another guy, a mystic named Simon Ganneau. He also had an illegitimate son. The child never bore his name, but they say that the son's descendants are still living in France. But basically, in 1850, at the age of 40, he had a spiritual crisis. And this is where he begins to go super deep into the occult. He incorporated tarot cards into his magical system, and he began to influence the magic, the Black Arts, on a group we saw before called the Hermetic Order of the 
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Golden Dawn. Now, why is that important? Because out of that group came a guy that you may be more familiar with, Alistar Crowley. 



So, Levi influenced Alistar Crowley, and only God would know if this were true. The world considers him to be the second most evil man that ever lived. Alistar Crowley is the one who influenced the Beatles, Led Zeppelin, the music industry, Hollywood, and still to this day, Jack Parsons of JPL Laboratories, the rocket industry, as well as L Ron Hubbard. They worked together to do these experiments that they got from Alistar Crowley in Black Magic. We dealt with that in our Scientology Study. This is crazy. Eliphas Levi was the first one to declare that the pentagram, or the five-pointed star if you have one point down and two points up, represents evil. But if you have one point up and two points down, it represents good. This guy, by the Freemasons, is called the Masonic Magician. 



He also influenced Helena Blavatsky and the Theosophical Society, who we saw before were the early forerunners of modern-day satanism. This guy was right in the thick of it, influencing these folks. He was also a proponent of socialism. He also admitted that the operations of magic and science are not devoid of danger. Their result may be madness for those who are not established and would produce terrible and incurable diseases or death. Levi is also responsible for the Baphomet. He dealt with this 

symbol that he believed in his Black 

Magic Art worship: satan/Lucifer is a 

good guy. It dealt with the dualistic nature of life. That is what the checkered floor in Freemason represents. He said that one 

arm pointing skyward while one was pointing down represents the occult phrase, “As above,   so below.”  So, basically, this is where this guy comes from. He merges with the Freemasons and brings all this on top of the ancient Egyptian occult rituals and mystery religions, and now you have the Black Arts merging with them, as well as the Baphomet. 



We know that the Freemasons are all over the place, in the government and our courts of law. And this is the guy who was responsible for the Baphomet, and he’s with Freemasonry, and then it’s like, why are we starting to see these things all over our courts of law? Is it 
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just a random act, is it just from the satanists, or is there another element that’s bringing this to the table? No matter what we do, when we go to court, people are still allowed to do this. Hopefully, they’re not doing some secret sign to shove this through that a bloody oath binds them that you better do. But another one of these things popped up in court in Iowa a couple of weeks ago. This is how we should respond. 



Narrator:  “A satanic temple has set up a display inside the Iowa State House. It’s the holiday season, and even government buildings display decorations for holidays that are rooted in religion, like Christmas trees and Menorahs. For fourteen days, the satanic temple has erected a display alongside these major religious symbols inside the rotunda of the Iowa State Capital.” 

  

Fox News:  “Cassidy’s arrested, and he’s charged with fourth-degree criminal mischief. He’s been released, and Americans are rallying behind him. Let’s bring on Michael Cassidy and his attorney, Davis Yance. So, Michael, was this something that you plotted, or is this something that you just did on the spur of the moment?” 

  

Michael Cassidy:  “Thank you, Jesse, for having me on. This was certainly a spur-of-the-moment kind of thing. I saw that this was going on, and I was surprised that the legislature allowed it and they didn’t do anything to take it down. So, I got to the capital, and I didn’t know what to expect, just like that scene in Illinois with tons of people chanting and whatnot. I didn’t know what was going to be there, but nobody was there, and it offended me. It touched a nerve. It was righteous indignation. I’d call it Christian civil disobedience. And I took the statue that was there, or the idol, whatever you want to call it, and then it’s no longer there.” 

  

Fox News:  “How precisely did you decapitate satan?” 

  

Michael Cassidy:  “I pulled his head off.” 





Now, that’s a man saying he pulled satan’s head off. But is this just by chance? Oh, it’s just those satanists. No, what’s the underpinnings of 
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Freemasonry? Including the Baphomet. But notice the justification. Well, you’ve got the Menorah, you’ve got the Christian Cross, you’ve got all the religions. You’ve got Quanza for the Africans. But where’s that mindset coming from? Is it just New Agers? Or is it Freemasons? And then why, of all places, courthouses? And they are allowing it. Well, who’s working in the courthouse? Exactly. Do you see where it is coming from? I think it adds another element to what we’re seeing. Who’s really secretly behind the scenes pushing this agenda? 



Now, Manly P. Hall brings the mystery religions and all the Egyptian secrets from way back when, as well as the secret rites, into Freemasonry, and then Eliphas Levi brings in the occult and black magic on top of that. Eliphas Levi is remembered as one of the key founders of the 20th-century Revival of Magic, going so far as becoming an influential figure in the writings of Freemason's brother Albert Pike and many others. 



Now the third person is Albert Mackey, who apparently had a moment of truth, even though people who go to church services say it’s just like Christianity. But this guy is quoted as saying,  “The religion of Freemasonry is not Christian.”  So, at least, he had a moment of truth. 

And he also admitted that it was a religion. So, he admitted both things in one. But Albert Gallatin Mackey (1807-1881) was an American medical 
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doctor who was most well known for his books and articles about Freemasonry, as well as what’s called Masonic Landmarks, basically teachings of landmarks of Freemasonry. “Don’t you ever budge from them.” Which is crazy in our context. What was the church doing in Corinth? What are professing Christians doing today? We’re never supposed to budge from the Bible, but what are we doing? That’s what they mean by Masonic Landmarks. There’s the landmark; this is our teaching, and you can’t ever budge from it. 



Albert Mackey was born in Charleston, South Carolina. He was the son of John Mackey, who was a physician as well, so he initially followed in his father's footsteps as a doctor. Albert Mackey’s son, Edmund William McGregor Mackey, goes into the US House of Representatives. 

So, there again, another Freemason goes into the government and has been there for a long time. Mackey abandoned the practice of medicine in 1844 

and devoted the rest of his life to Freemasonry. Now, Dr. Albert Mackey was the primary founder of the Scottish Rite Freemasonry in the United States. He turned exclusively to the investigation of the symbolism of Freemasonry, as well as the Cabalistic and Talmudic research, basically the Jewish mysticism again. So, he’s bringing that element in there. 



He was also a delegate and the president of the 1868 South Carolina Constitutional Convention. He ran for the United States Senate in South Carolina and later moved to Washington, D.C., in 1870. So, this guy was in the thick of everything, including our government, way back then. 

He died in 1881. His books include Lexicon of Freemasonry, The Principles of Masonic Law, The Mystic Tie, The Encyclopedia of Freemasonry, The History of Freemasonry, its Legends and Traditions, Masonry Defined, The Manual of the Lodge, and The Symbolism of Freemasonry. Albert Mackey was a 33-degree mason, and he wrote a book on symbolism. 



These guys are everywhere, and numbers mean everything to them. They’re not going to shout these things from the rooftops,  “Hey we’re Freemason’s and we’re following the Luciferian plan to take over the world.”  That’s too obvious. By definition, they’re a secret society. So, how do they communicate to others, where they’re at, what status of life they’re involved in, and how are they helping in this area or that area to move their Luciferian plan forward? Secret handshakes, secret gestures, 
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and also symbolism, including numerology. So, to give you an idea of that, since Mackey wrote the book on it, let’s focus on #33 for a second.

 and is also constantly putting up fake events and news stories. Why do the 

 Freemasons constantly and repeatedly 

 use the number 33 in so many of their productions? Their movies, their 

 cartoons, their video games, their so-called news, and their so-called history books are coded into many of their fake names as well. To me, it’s obvious that 
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 the reason that they do it so often must be that they actually want us to associate them with this number. Let’s look at some examples.

But what does it tell you? Who was behind it? Only if you are a part of their club do you know. They send out these signals; they are all working together, and as you are going to see, this is only the tip of the iceberg. 

They’ve been steering things behind the scenes for a long, long time. 



And you can see this with our fourth and final guy, Albert Pike. 

Now, he’s called the Visionary 

Freemason. Because he had a very 

important demonic vision, a Luciferian 

vision, that they’ve been working on for a long time now to pull off. He was a 33-degree mason. He was born in 

Massachusetts in 1809, and he is heralded as the man most responsible for the growth and success of the Scottish Rite in the 

mid-19th century, not only in America but also in their international fraternity. Guess who anointed him with the degree? The previous guy, Albert Mackey. He was not only a prominent Freemason; he was an author, editor, poet, lawyer, and Confederate States Army General. He was also an Associate Justice of the Arkansas Supreme Court. So, he was involved with the government as well. 



He was an opposing figure, 6 feet tall, 300 

lbs, with hair that reached his shoulders and a long beard.  He eventually ended up in Arkansas, where he was a racist on top of everything else. He signs the pamphlet exposing the expelling of all free African-Americans from Arkansas, stating: 



 “Evil is the existence among us of a class of free colored persons.” 

  

  

He received an honorary degree from Harvard, joined the Order of the Oddfellows, and then went to the Masons. Following the Civil War, he faced charges of treason as a Confederate. However, this is interesting, and I quote: 
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 “President Andrew Johnson, who assumed office after Abraham Lincoln’s assassination, granted Pike a pardon on April 22, 1866, and even met him at the White House the following day. Then, in June, allegations emerged that Albert Pike and other Scottish Rite Freemasons had initiated President Johnson into Freemasonry. He eventually achieved the 33-degree later.” 

  



I wonder why Lincoln was assassinated. I wonder who assassinated him. And it just so happens that his replacement let this guy go free. Pike died in 1891 at the age of 81, but his legacy includes a memorial erected to him in Washington, 

D.C., as a Mason. He is the only former 

Confederate military officer with an 

outdoor statue in Washington, D.C. 



If you remember the George 

Floyd protests in 2020, while everybody 

else was supposed to be inside because 

they were going to die from this bug, 

that’s just the flu, these people were 

allowed in mass to go out and protest. 

Do you remember that hypocrisy? But it

Temple in Little Rock, 

Arkansas.

Who came out 

of Arkansas? Do you 

remember where they got 

their start? It's the same 

place as Albert Pike’s headquarters. 
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Pike sojourned into the occult accusations, and this is coming from secular researchers. He was conjuring the devil, engaging in sexual orgies, he was involved with the Hermetic Order of the Rosicrucian, another secret society and Masonry, but his basic, big textbook for Freemasonry is called “The Morals and Dogma of Freemasonry.  He also ascended to the position of Grand Master and within the order of what was called the Paledo Council of 

Wisdom, a Luciferian organization that originated in Paris in 1737. This involvement with that group led him further into the occult. It helped him to redefine and bring this element, the Luciferian element, into Freemasonry, which was already off-track anyway. 



Now, here’s why they call him “The Visionary.” It’s because it was the vision that he got that laid out the plan for humanity. The Freemasons plan for the planet. How are they going to bring utopia to the planet? This is what they are working on behind the scenes. And this is from Albert Pike’s vision. He was doing this in the 1870s, but it is from a book written in 1925, quoting Albert Pike. In order to get to the Luciferian utopia, what Freemasonry is going to bring to the planet, it’s going to involve three world wars. Take a look at this. This is directly from his writings that he got from the demonic realm. 

  

Narrator:  “The year is 1871. Albert Pike writes a mysterious letter to Giuseppe Mazzini that contains a prediction for three world wars. Albert Pike had an interesting background. He was fluent in multiple languages and fought for the Southern States as a Confederate General. He’s famously known as a 33-degree Freemason and a satanist Luciferian and was one of the top leaders in the KKK. His vision of the future originates from his occult background and his supposed communications with the demonic. What you are about to hear is a description of a dream, and in this dream, he predicted three world-changing wars.” 

  

Dr. J.R. Church:  “The First World War, he said, must be brought about, and I’m quoting from Albert Pike. ‘The First World War must be brought 
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 about in order to permit the Illuminati to overthrow the power of the Tsars in Russia and make that country a fortress of atheistic communism. The divergences caused by the agents of the Illuminati between the British and German Empires will be used to foment this war. At the end of the war, communism will be built and used in order to destroy the other governments and in order to weaken the religions.’ 

  

 Now, students of history will know that Otto Von Dismarck forged certain alliances between 1871 and 1898, which brought about the War of World War I. Otto Von Dismarck here says that he was a co-conspirator with Albert Pike and was instrumental in bringing about the First World War. 

 He said, ‘The Second World War must be fomented by taking advantage of the differences between the fascists and the political Zionists. This war must be brought about so that Nazism is destroyed and that political Zionism will be strong enough to institute a sovereign state of Israel in Palestine. During the Second World War, international communism must become strong enough in order to balance Christendom, which would then be restrained and held in check until the time when we would need it for the final social cataclysm.’  

  

 Well, some may argue that the terms Nazism and Zionism were not known in 1871. You should remember, however, that the Illuminati invented both of these movements. In addition, communism, as an ideology and as a coined phrase, originates in France during the revolution. In 1785, they coined the phrase, which was four years before the Revolution broke out. 

 Then he has this vision: not only one world war and two world wars but here comes the third world war. He says, ‘The Third World War must be fomented by taking advantage of the differences caused by agents of the Illuminati, between political Zionists and the leaders of the Islamic World.’ Now, this was in 1925; please understand that. It may go back all the way to 1871, as it is purported to do, but at least it was written in a book and published. 

  

 He goes on to say, ‘The war must be conducted in such a way that Islam, the Muslim Arabic World, and political Zionism, the State of Israel, mutually destroy each other. Meanwhile, the other nations, once more 
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 divided on this issue, will be constrained to fight to the point of complete physical, moral, spiritual, and economic exhaustion. We shall unleash the nihilists and the atheists, and we shall provoke a formidable social cataclysm in which, in all its horror, will show clearly to the nations the effect of absolute atheism, origin and savagery, and of the bloodiest turmoil.’ 

  

 So, he’s against Christianity, and he’s against atheism. They are supposed to fight each other to the death. Then he says, ‘Everywhere the citizens obliged to defend themselves against the world minority of the revolutionaries will exterminate those destroyers of civilization. And the multitude disillusioned with Christianity, whose deistic spirits will from that moment be without compass or direction, anxious for an ideal but without knowledge of where to render its adoration, will receive the true light through the universal manifestation of the true doctrine of Lucifer. It was finally brought out to public view. This manifestation will result in the general reactionary movement which will follow the destruction of Christianity and atheism, both conquered and exterminated at the same time.’ 

  

 Well, I don’t know if it’s true, but I can tell you that it sure has played into what is being carried on in the Middle East today. And it looks like everything from World War I and World War II, with the development of the state of Israel, with the Zionist movement, the communist movement, the atheist movement, and the peppering down of persecution of the Christians of this world, it looks like that may be Lucifer’s attempt at annihilation of us all. In this chapter, we are going to see, again, how Freemasonry is a works-based false gospel; it has nothing to do with Jesus Christ and the true gospel. He was one of the big leaders they looked up to, but so was Eliphas Levi. He was called the Masonic magician. The term magician here doesn’t mean a Vegas act; it means Black Magic. If you remember, he was not only an influence on Freemasonry, but he was also a big influence on Madame Blavatsky and the Theosophical Society, which was the forerunner of modern-day satanism. This video began with all the men in front of the church waiting to get inside. They all have on their aprons and are putting on their white gloves. 

They are ushered into the church, and they sit down. Once they are all seated, a parade of men holding rods walk from the back of the church to the front, and the man behind the altar crosses his chest with the white gavel and nods his head up and down in agreement. After they all get to the front of the congregation, they line up in front of the man with the gavel. At that time, all the congregation claps in unison. II John 1:1-11: “The elder - To the chosen lady and her children whom I love in the truth – and not I only, but also all who know the truth – 

because of the truth, which lives in us and will be with us forever: Grace, mercy and peace from God the Father and from Jesus Christ, the Father’s Son, will be with us in truth and love. It has given me great joy to find some of your children walking in the truth, just as the Father commanded 
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us. And now, dear lady, I am not writing you a new command but one we have had from the beginning. I ask that we love one another. And this is love, that we walk in obedience to his commands. As you have heard from the beginning, his command is that you walk in love. Many deceivers, who do not acknowledge Jesus Christ as coming in the flesh, have gone out into the world.” 





Again, like in the book of James, why was James the first book written? It doesn’t appear that way in the Bible, but it was written in 40 

A.D., all about how to spot a faker just as soon as the church was born. 

What does satan do? He sends deceivers out there to try and mess up the church. First, Second, and Third John and Revelation were typically the last books because they are chronologically some of the last books written in the New Testament about 95 – 96 A.D. So, you have the first book of the New Testament about fakers. Here, you have First, Second, and Third John talking about fakers. I don’t think it’s by chance. It wasn’t just at the birth of the church, but we’re still dealing with them in these Last Days. 



II John 1:1-11, cont.: “Any such person is the deceiver and the antichrist. 

Watch out that you do not lose what you have worked for, but that you may be rewarded fully.” 





Oh no, you can lose your salvation. No, we do not work for our salvation. Scripture interprets scripture. We are saved by grace, through faith, not of works, lest anyone should boast. Keep reading the context, and he tells us not about salvation but rewards. God wants you to do great things, but you keep messing up. You’ll get to Heaven all right because you get there through the works of Jesus Christ, but you lost that reward to lay at the feet of Christ. 



II John 1:1-11, cont.:  “Anyone who runs ahead and does not continue in the teaching of Christ does not have God; whoever continues in the teaching has both the Father and the Son. If anyone comes to you and does not bring this teaching, do not take him into your house or welcome him. 

Anyone who welcomes him shares in his wicked work.” 
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Oh no, that means that any time you and I hear a knock at the door, and it’s a Mormon, it’s a Jehovah’s Witness, it’s a Freemason, we slam the door in their face because we will never let them into our home. 

Unfortunately, a lot of people take this passage out of context, and that’s how they interpret it. Slam the door. Who’s going to witness to the Witness? Who’s going to witness to the Mormon? Who’s going to witness, in this context, to the false gospel of the Freemasons? Rather, you are not to aid and abet and help them propagate their lying, deceiving antichrist false gospel. That’s what’s going on here. The context here is the lady who had the church meet in her home. Why? Because the other churches were meeting in a home. So, the context here is we are talking about a home, a house, but they are talking about, in the vernacular here, a church facility. Don’t let these guys into your church facility. In other words, don’t propagate them. 



Typically, what would happen in the early church at this time was that there were itinerate teachers/preachers that would go around to different churches, who met in homes, and they would share the truth of God’s Word. Then when that church was done, they were itinerate, they would go on to the next home, the next church. And what were they encouraged to do in the Scripture? Take up an offering and help these guys along in their journey while propagating the truth of God’s Word, the Gospel. So, that’s the context of what’s going on here. It’s not that you can’t witness to these people, you slam the door of your home. It is that you do not help these guys along. You wouldn’t have a Mormon come to your door and say here’s a hundred bucks to buy some more of your Mormon tracts to hand out to the rest of the neighborhood. 



You would think that was common sense, right? But that’s what he’s warning against. He says, “Listen, you don’t compromise on this. 

You do not help propagate anything when it comes to false teachers. It’s not going from the one extreme, “I slammed the door!” No, you have to witness to them. Now, back to today. There are churches today that are violating this scripture. They are helping to propagate the false gospel of Freemasonry. They are allowing it to come into the church. 



I was doing some interviews this week, and one of the guys asked me, “What are you studying now?” I answered Freemasonry, and immediately he popped up with, “Boy, do I have a story for you.” He 
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proceeded to tell me that one time, he was invited to a funeral for a guy from the church. The good news was that the pastor was there, and he shared the gospel. But it turned out that the deceased person was a Freemason. So, after the pastor shared the gospel, he allowed the Freemasons to get up there in their garb and proclaim their false gospel. 

So, the pastor, in theory, shared the gospel, which was good, but why would he allow people to come in and undermine everything? You’re violating this passage. And just to allow a Freemason funeral in your church is completely unbiblical and a false gospel. 



Narrator:  “What does Freemasonry teach through their ritual at a Masonic funeral ceremony? Are those teachings in accord with the Bible? 

 To begin with, I’d like for you to look at two statements that are taken from the ritual of a Masonic funeral ceremony in Maryland. 

  

 First, ‘Masonry seeks constantly to build the temple of the soul, and thus to fit us for that house not made with hands eternal in the heavens.’ 

  

 Second, ‘When our brother labored with us in Masonic attire, he wore a white apron, which he was taught is an emblem of innocence and a badge of a Mason. But it he was constantly reminded of that purity of life and that rectitude of conduct so necessary to his gaining admission into the celestial lodge above.’ 

  



That’s how the Masonic Lodge members know that they will get to the Celestial Lodge above. Now, let’s compare that with the Bible. What does the Bible say about how a person can get to Heaven? First of all: 



 John 14:6: Jesus said, ‘I am the Way, the Truth and the Life, no man cometh unto the Father but by me.’ 



 Ephesians 2:8: ‘For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of God, not as a result of works that no one should boast.’ 
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 John 3:36: ‘He who believes in the Son has eternal life, but he who does not believe in the Son shall not see life, but the wrath of God abides on him. ’ 





And yet you allowed them into your church to preach that false gospel. Something’s wrong. That’s the thrust of II John. Don’t do that. 

Yes, witness to them, but you do not help them propagate any of their heiracy or false teachings and unfortunately that’s going on all over the place, even in churches today. And when you witness to them, go figure, some actually respond. Here is a guy who shared a couple of our Freemason studies with his buddies, and he sent us this copy of his text. 

This is encouraging. 



Person sharing:  “Thank you, brother, hey, don’t forget to listen to those things on Freemasonry.” 

  

Buddy:  “I did. I listened to both of them last night. It was a real eye-opener. I’m through with it. I repented and asked the Lord to forgive me.” 

  

Person sharing:  “Amen, brother, I’m glad to hear that.” 





That’s what happens when you don’t compromise. You don’t shrink back in fear. No, that’s a false gospel. You need to let the people know the truth, and the truth will set them free. Again, this is going on in the church because these guys are everywhere. Seducing young and old alike. So, we are going to break down the branches in the following two chapters, including youth groups. They have youth groups, and they merge them into church youth groups. 



The first branch we will deal with is where it all started in England: English Freemasonry. I can’t get into every little sub-detail of the main branch because there are a ton of them out there, but we are going to hit the big ones. The main branch is the United Grand Lodge of England, UGLE - their acronym, not mine. UGLE is the Masonic Lodge for most Freemasons in England, Wales, and the Commonwealth of Nations. So, you have King Charles saying we’re going to do this on the global scene, and we’re going to bring about climate change and all this 
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other weird stuff. Like, who’s England, a tiny little country? They don’t have any power around the world. No, England is still in charge of the Commonwealth of Nations. This is it on a world map. They have a lot of control and a lot of influence everywhere, and a lot of them are Freemasons. 





So, they are controlling just one segment, the first branch of Freemasonry, which is controlling a significant segment of the world. But that’s the Commonwealth of England. Of course, they traced their UGLE 

back to 1717, the historical date for when Freemason was officially started. It certainly does not go back, in their heresy, saying it started all the way back with Solomon’s Temple. That’s a bunch of baloney. The creation of their Lodges followed the development of the British Empire. 

So, as the British Empire began to spread, guess what they took with them? Freemasonry. And again, that’s how it hopped the pond and came to America. Still, to this day, the UGLE is not only in England; they’re in Wales and other countries, including the developments in the Americas, India, and Africa. Now why? Because where did England go to conquer the world, and, by the way, they have not given up their desire for that? 
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You can see that with the Commonwealth. But basically, they brought Freemasonry, and that’s why they’re still in these countries. 



During the formation, and this is a direct quote:  “They believe that Freemasonry could serve the cause of humanity to create a universal religion.”  So, basically, it’s a supplanted religion. It’s a Luciferian religion. And this will become a religion for the whole planet to wrap their arms around. This is why they’re very big on all the religions coming together. You can’t say anything wrong about another religion because that’s one of their big underpinnings. Complete heresy, right? Now, in response to this, they are getting some flack. People are asking what they are doing behind closed doors. We are starting to see what your agenda is, and it’s not looking good. We are going to see with these guys, as well as other guys, especially the Shriners, that they start changing their terminology and are basically throwing out smoke screens to hide some of their behavior. 



But let me give you some idea of just how high up these Grand Masters are. I can’t list all of them, but this will give you an idea of how they are everywhere in British royalty and other royalties throughout Europe. There is the Duke of Sussex, the Earl of Shetland, the Earl of Gray, Prince Albert, Prince Edward, Prince of Wales, Prince George, Duke of Kent, the Earl of Harwood, Edward Cavendish, the Duke of Devonshire, the Earl of Scarboro, Roger Loomy and still from 1967 to the present day, the big guy is Prince Edward himself, the Duke of Kent. He is the big Grand Master, still to this day, in that organization. So, these guys are high up. 



Their involvement in politics they don’t just meet in secret; they have to advance their agenda. “Many in the British Parliament have accused Freemasonry of influencing the Judicial System. At one point, an attempt was made to force all these Freemasons in UGLE, who worked for the police, judges, and magistrates, to declare that they were Freemasons publicly. In 2009, the ruling was scrapped. Their other alleged activities were from this particular branch of Freemasonry, which was responsible for these behaviors and Masonic coverups, such as the Jack the Ripper case. People said that was a Masonic killing. The sinking of the Titanic, they say that there were people on there that the Freemasons didn’t want. 

Another event, called the Bloody Sunday Massacre, was in 1972 when the 
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British soldiers shot 26 unarmed civilians during the protest. Now, that sounds creepy and conspiratorial, but if you watch their promo videos, there’s nothing to worry about. They’re just a bunch of do-gooders here to help society. Here is one of their promo video clips.

Narrator:  “Freemasonry is one of the oldest social and charitable organizations in the world. But what does it mean to be a Freemason?” 

  

Mason #1:  “It means something different to everybody, and that’s what’s good about Freemasonry. It’s unique to those who join.” 

  

Mason #2:  “It’s that feeling of togetherness or belonging. There’s more that brings us together than separates us.” 

  

Mason #3:  “The friendship, the formality, the ritual, the curiosity, the opportunity to learn more about Freemasonry every day.” 

  

Mason #4:  “You learn to be tolerant and accept all others as being your brothers.” 

  

Mason #5:  “It offers an ability to do a lot of public good.” 

  

Mason #6:  “Our members come from all walks of life. 

  

Mason #7:  “We’re from so many different backgrounds, from bus drivers and tradesmen to actuaries, lawyers, and accountants. You know, I’m really proud of that.” 

  

Mason #5:  “Famous past members include Sir Winston Churchill.” 





Wait a second, wasn’t he like a key guy in World War II? In the last chapter, didn’t it say that it would take three World Wars to bring about this Luciferian Order? Why was he put in charge? And did you see what that one guy said? We’re not just people involved in politics and 
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government, bus drivers and accountants; they’re everywhere. Nah! 

They’re just a do-gooders club. Don’t get all freaky on me. Yeah! 

Whatever. Now let’s deal with the next one, closer to home, the American Freemasonry. That was Europe. Now, let’s come closer to home. We’re going to break this down because there are a bunch of branches on this bad boy. What, John Elway is a Freemason? Yes, he is. And so is John Wayne, by the way. 



















AMERICAN FREEMASONRY 
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What you’re going to see here is basically Freemasons in the center; you’re going to go to the right, and you have the Scottish Rite. 

That’s what we’re about to get into. If you go to the left, you’re going to see what’s called York Rite. Rite means “ritual”. Then that leads to the top dog, the Knights Templar. In the following few chapters, we will be going into women’s orders, youth groups, and social orders. This is all just in America. What we are dealing with here, the right one, is the Scottish Rite. It’s got two sections, 

Northern and Southern. The 

Scottish Rite’s actual name 

is the Ancient Accepted 

Scottish Rite. They say it’s 

probably the least 

misunderstood because it’s 

not ancient, and it didn’t 

come from Scotland, even 

though it’s called that. It actually came from Europe. A lot of people say some English influence, but there’s a lot of French influence as well. It’s a rite of Freemasonry. What’s that Rite in the context of Freemasonry? It means a comprehensive system of degrees that a newcomer must advance in Masonic knowledge and experience. So, they have to go through this Rite to gain typically the first three. The Blue Lodge, then you can keep going up to the top, the 33rd degree. Scottish Rite Freemasonry is the most practiced Rite in the world. 



Initially, it was up to 25 different rites that you had to go through, but they called it for what they believed it was. It was the Rite of 25 

Degrees or the Rite of Perfection. That was how you got accepted into the Grand Lodge above. Because you’ve demonstrated through the rites, the rituals, and the teachings of Freemasonry. You are clean; that’s why they wear their apron, which is supposed to represent their own man-made purity, and the white gloves, symbolizing that they’re pure and able to be accepted. 



In 1801, they basically formed the giant Mecca in Charleston, South Carolina. The original founders of the Scottish right were called the 11 Gentlemen of Charleston. This guy was one of the biggest ones in getting it off the ground, not just to become national throughout the United 
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States, but internationally. That was Albert Pike. Not only had it gone National, but in 1870, he moved it to a particular location, Washington D.C. Now, there’s a motto of the Scottish; see if this sounds familiar. This is their motto.  “Order out of chaos.”  

That’s where that whole machinery 

came to be. You create a crisis, and you 

manage the outcome. You create chaos, 

and you bring your order to that. 

Ultimately, their version of Luciferian society is the other one, Novus Ordo Seclorum, or New World Order. And you do that out of chaos. Why? 

Because people are more apt to surrender their freedoms in a time of fear than in a time of peace. So, you need chaos, and you need world wars to move the world in the direction you need it. This is where it comes from, the Scottish Rite, order out of chaos. It becomes a source of hope for those in darkness (that they created) who aspire to the Light. (Lucifer) The Lodge in Washington, D.C., is often referred to as the “Mother Supreme Council of the World.” But hey, don’t worry. They have promo videos to reassure us that they are here to help us—that’s all it is. Take a look at that video clip. 



Narrator:  “What is a Scottish Rite Mason? A Scottish Rite Mason is a better man. A Scottish Rite Mason has values and his creed. What is his creed? Progress, human progress, thought, liberty of thought, freedom, freedom of conscience, truth, a Scottish Rite Mason is always learning, always looking for a deeper understanding, a way to human progress. A Scottish Rite Mason works towards rights, human rights, and equal rights for everyone, everywhere. A Scottish Rite Mason is brotherhood, community, family, helping those around him - charity. A Scottish Rite Mason is brave enough to stand up for other people and lend them a hand. 

 A Scottish Rite Mason is spiritual, compassionate, fellowship, and dedicated to God, family, and country. A Scottish Rite Mason is leadership, a man who can lead through his values, a man who can stand up and say being a Scottish Rite Mason makes me a better man. A man who is happy and fulfilled. What is a Scottish Rite Mason? A Scottish Rite Mason is a better man.” 
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How many times did they say that? He’s a what? A better man. 

Excuse me. Through being a Scottish Rite Mason and going through the rites and the rituals, you can become a better man. And notice that on every agenda, they’re everywhere. But I think they left one thing out. A Scottish Rite man who bought into this is going to hell. That’s the one they left out. Because you cannot become a better man or better woman, all have sinned (Romans 3) and fallen short of the Glory of God. The wages of sin is death, and we all deserve to die and go to hell. If it wasn’t for God’s grace and mercy and forgiveness through Jesus Christ, we’d be doomed. You cannot get to Heaven by your own bootstraps. But that’s what they teach, and that’s how they snooker people. 



Now, the second branch is the 

York Rite. These guys wear some funky, 

cool, feathered hats as part of their gear. 

Everybody always has their gear, with a 

little twist on it. Some churches wear 

robes; some don’t; some wear boring 

jackets, and some wear cool jackets. You 

know, we’ll say it for what it is. You know it’s real Vegas, baby. (A little Croneism there.) 



The York Rite is also referred to as 

the American Rite. Again, they’ve got the Scottish Rite, and then you have the York Rite, but they tweak it a little bit. One might focus a little bit more on the philosophy of Freemasonry, one’s more focused on the Ritual and the Pomp and the stature of Freemasonry, but it’s all décor. It’s still the false gospel of Freemasonry. Now, the York Rite is split into three primary bodies. You have one called the Chapter of Royal Arch Masons, then the Council Royal and Select Masters, also known as the Cryptic Masons. And then you have the Commandery of the Knights Templar. 

That’s if you work your way to the top, you get to be with the Knight’s Templar. 



Now, the York Rite is named after the city of York, where, according to one Masonic legend, the first meeting of the Masons of England took place. They have a degree ladder where they work their way up. That’s why it’s split into three. Again, it’s a ladder to basically work 
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your way to Heaven, to the Grand Lodge above. It’s a works-based false gospel. 
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As you can see, you start at the bottom as a Master Mason, but then you move to the three splits. You work your way up to the Royal Arch Mason, then the Royal and Select Masters, or Cryptic, and when you make it to the very top, you can 

be the Order of the Knights 

Templar. Now, what’s 

interesting is you have the 

Knight’s Templar, and this is 

some of their garb today. You 

may have noticed that one of 

the symbols is not just the Red 

Cross; there is also another 

symbol. And it is the Cross and 

the Crown. 



This is the top level of the York Rite, 

the Knight’s Templar. Who else has 

that? Jehovah’s Witnesses. We dealt 

with that in our Jehovah’s Witness study. They also have a tie with the Freemasons. If you don’t know their symbols, then you don’t see how they’re tied together, and it explains where they’re getting their information from. It ain’t from God, and it ain’t from the Bible. 



The Knight’s Templar is the final order you achieve working your way up the ladder. The York Rite, unlike other Masonic bodies, says you have to believe in a Supreme Being. Well, that could be any god. That could be whatever you want. They say they believe in God, but that doesn’t mean it’s the God of the Bible. That’s for sure. They say that when 
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you get to the Knight’s Templar, you have to profess to be a Christian to be admitted into this. You have to believe in the Christian God specifically. Well, just because you give mental ascent of God’s existence, does that make you a Christian? No. James 2 says that even the demons believe in God, and they shudder, but they are not saved. That is their requirement because they want to look like they are Christians. But that doesn’t make a Christian. They must sign a declaration and confess to the doctrine of the Holy and Undivided Trinity. So, if somebody believes in the Trinity, does that make them a Christian? No. So, none of this makes them Christians. 



And by the way, remember their version of God was “Jabulon,” 

basically, their version of the Trinity? But that’s how they fool people that they are Christian. That’s why they have a red cross. Speaking of the Red Cross, the Knight’s Templar division is called a Commandery. On the state level, you have the Grand Commandery, and it’s all called the Grand Encampment of the United States. Again, we’re at the top level of the York Rite of the Knight’s 

Templar. They have three orders. 

The first one is called the 

Illustrious Order of the Red 

Cross. Now, the reason I put in 

the American Red Cross is 

because, and this is secular, the 

actual 

name of 

the  
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Red Cross is not just the Red Cross. It’s called “The International Red Cross and Red Crescent Movement.” 



They dropped the other part because it’s like, what? But that’s the official name still to this day. Now, what’s with the red crescent? We’re going to see that when we get into the Shriners. This is where you get into satan worship and Lucifer. They also have the degree of the Knight’s Templar, the degree of the Knights of St Paul, and then you may have heard this one, the Order of the Knights of Malta. We hear about that in some political circles. That is at the very top of the York Rite’s Freemasonry. The York Rite provides the opportunity for Master Masons to continue their journey of self-improvement through degrees based on Medieval history and charitable activities, and it’s by invitation. Still, as freaky as this is, no worries; they’re here to help. 



Narrator:  “Any additional degrees you may receive in masonry only serve to supplement and amplify the symbolic degrees that have been conferred upon you in your Lodge. Through Masonry, you will learn about the two rights of Freemasonry: the Scottish Rite and the York Rite. 

 A Rite is not a ceremony or ritual; it is a system of administration and organized structure. Your York Rite journey begins with a blue or symbolic Lodge as the basic foundation of ancient New York Masonry and includes the chapter of Royal Arch Masons. The Council of Royal and Select Master Masons and the Commandery of Knight’s Templar. All symbolic Lodges are York Rites, regardless of where they are located around the world. 

  

 On behalf of the officers and members of the Royal Arch chapters, Council of Royal and Select Masters, and the Commandery of Knight’s Templar, I would like to congratulate you for having become members of the greatest fraternal institution in the world. We know the pleasure and gratification experienced on having been raised to the sublime degree of a Master Mason. You have every right to lift your head with pride in the knowledge that you are numbered with millions of good men throughout the world who stand for the continual promotion of Brotherly Love, Religious

 Freedom, and democracy, which will bring peace and happiness to men of all creeds and nations.” 

  

  

Did you catch that? Lift your head with pride. Does the Bible say to do that? No. Along with other good men.  “There is no one good, not one.”  And they’re here to create a universal religion for the whole planet. 

Is that Biblical? Not even close. 



The third branch, and we’re still here in America, is what’s called Prince Hall Freemasonry. And you know why? Because it was started by a guy named Prince Hall, in 1784. 
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What you can see here is that it is a predominantly African-American fraternity. It’s the oldest and largest in the United States. The enemy doesn’t leave any stone unturned, and he goes after every segment of society that he can, so he goes after this community as well. This was during the American Revolutionary War that Prince Hall and 14 other free black men petitioned to get into the Boston St. John’s Lodge Freemasonry. 

They were declined, so they sought to start their own. They got accepted by the Grand Lodge of Ireland on March 6, 1775. Then they brought it here to America, accepted officially as the African Lodge No. 1. He was elected Master, and those who joined him to found Boston’s African Masonic Lodge built a fundamentally new “African” movement on a preexisting institutional foundation. Within the movement, they asserted emotional, mythical, and genealogical links to the continent of Africa and its people. 



Now, let me give you some of the notable members of that community. Duke Ellington and Al Green are American singers and songwriters. What? They have Freemasons in Hollywood, the music industry, and sports and the entertainment media. Yeah, Richard Pryor, Sugar Ray Robinson, the boxer Jesse Jackson, we saw that before in a video, as well as Booker T. Washington, both civil rights leaders. A whole list throughout Congress. These are just a few from the U.S. 

Representatives – Lewis Stokes, John Conyers, Charles Rangel, John Lewis, Ralph Metcalfe, and Elijah Cummings.  So, they are involved in Congress as well, along with the other branches involved in the government, all over the place. Including Thurgood Marshall, the first African-American to serve on the Supreme Court of the United States of America. Freemasons on the Supreme Court? Have you ever wondered why we always get surprised? It's like,  “Oh yeah, they are going to vote for conservative values. They’re going to vote for what’s right for the country, what’s right with the 

 Constitution, because it’s America first. 

 The Constitution, Biblical values, the Bill of Rights, and the Constitution.”  They're going to go for it; we have the majority. 

But there’s always that one person that 

messes it up. I wonder why. And they 
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follow the global agenda. It’s like there are people in high places that are messing things up. 



Now, let’s get to the Fourth Branch, and again, we are still in American Freemasonry. That’s these guys. Basically, and this is their own words,  “These are the party animals of Freemasonry.”  And that is literally how they pitch themselves.  “We’re the fun guys, the fun Masons.” 

They are also known as Shriners today. But the real name is the Ancient Arabic Order of the Nobles of the Mystic Shrine. And I will explain why they changed the name long 

ago. They are an American 

Masonic Society established in 

1870, with headquarters in 

Tampa, Florida. And they are 

called the “Playground of 

Freemasonry.” The Shriners 

wear hats called fezzes. They 

ride little cars in parades. They 

sponsor circuses, dress up like 

clowns “and do other wacky 

things to raise money for their 23 children's hospitals in America, known as Shriners Hospitals for Children.” But hey, they’re just here to help the kids. It’s just another do-gooders club. And that’s what they say in their promo video. Let’s take a look at that.

140 YEARS OF FELLOWSHIP – 90 YEARS OF CHANGING LIVES 



Narrator:  “It begins in 1872 at the Knickerbocker Hotel in New York City. Led by Dr. Walter Fleming and actor William J. Florence, 13 Master Masons form a social club. For fun, they created a mysterious near-Eastern theme, which is called the Ancient Arabic Order, Nobles of the Mystic Shrine, and its popularity soared. By 1880, there were 7200 

 members and 48 temples. By 1900, there were 55,000 members and 82 temples. In 1922, they built 
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 the first hospital in Shreveport, Louisiana, and committed to the mission of helping children with polio. Soon, there are 22 hospitals, and the medical mission grows. This is the story of this extraordinary brotherhood and how it has changed the world.”  



Bob Addleman, Jr., 2012 Assistant Rabban, Syria Shriners:  “The Civil Wars ended, and in America’s biggest city, New York City, a group of Masons came together who think that it is great to be a Mason, but that large meetings are a little bit on the stuffy, stale side. They meet regularly at a place called the Knickerbocker in New York City, Manhattan, and decided that they needed to form a club that will require you to be a Mason to be a member of it.”  



Mason #2:  “We had two very prominent people who are really the movers and shakers to start the organization. Billy Florence, who was a very well-known actor at that time, and Dr. Fleming, who was a very prominent physician in New York City.”  



Bob Addleman, Jr.:  “They were very familiar with some of the customs and culture of the Middle East, and they decided that they would wrap this club around an Arabian Knights pageantry theme. So the Ancient Arabic Order of the Nobles of the Mystic Shrine was born as a social club for Freemasons.” 

  

  

That’s all it is. They’re just trying to spice things up a little bit. 

What are you getting all wigged out over?  “They’re here to help the kids. 

 In a quest to make Freemasonry life more fun, a group of Masonic brothers enjoy what they call Temple activities. That could be family-friendly events, sports, recreation groups, motor corps patrols, and homebrew clubs. Every Shriner is also part owner of these Shriners hospitals for children.”  There is a little financial reason to do that as well. 

And you must first be a Master Mason to be admitted. 



In 2002, following the September 11 attacks, the Shriners were ousted as “a Muslim organization,” leading to harassment and vandalism. 

So, the Shriners removed much of the Middle Eastern themes. Changes included renaming the organization from: “The Ancient Arabic Order of 
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the Nobles of the Mystic Shrine” to “Shriners International.” They renamed what they used to call the Arabic Patrol to just the Patrol, and they removed the word Syria from the Syria Shriners Vanity Plays. These guys are out there propagating this stuff and doing all kinds of events, including the annual East-West Shrine game and a college football all-star game. They also had a golf tournament with Justin Timberlake for the Shriner’s Hospital, and they have an annual PGA tournament here in Las Vegas. And, of course, they have a ton of circuses as fundraisers. They have nearly 200 temples, which they call temples, not lodges, but local chapters. The majority of them are in North America, but they can be found on six different continents. Like all the other branches, they’re in Europe and here in America. 



They have new developments now: Shriners are now being launched in Bolivia, Brazil, Germany, Panama, and the Philippines. Now, who are some notable American Shriners? Mel Blanc. He is the voice of Bugs Bunny, Yosemite Sam. John Wayne was a Shriner, which is sad, thinking that if the Duke really believed this, that it was a false gospel, the Duke would go to hell. Ernest Borgnine, Roy Rogers, surely he and his wife and that incredible horse were Christians. Notice how they use Christian, but it doesn’t make you a Christian. If Roy Rogers believed what Shriners taught, Roy Rogers went to hell. General Douglas MacArthur was a Shriner. Supreme Court Justice Earl Warren, another Freemason on the Supreme Court. No wonder things are getting messed up. And Presidents Gerald Ford and Harry Truman.  “But hey, don’t get freaked out. They’re here to help. You know it’s all about having fun and raising money for the kids in the hospitals.”  No, as we saw before, let’s remind ourselves, specifically with the Shriners, what’s the big deal about those hats? And what’s really going on behind the scenes, and who do they really worship? It is not the God of the Bible. 



Interviewer:  “The distinctive headgear that they wear, the Fez, and we’ve seen all of these at circuses, at parades, they come down the street on their motorcycles wearing their Fez, tell us first of all, what are the Shriners and what is the significance of that Fez?”  
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Dr. Carlson:  “Well, you see that man in the Shrine parades and the Shrine Circus wearing their red Fez? In order to be a Shriner, you have to reach the highest degree of Freemasonry, either the 32nd degree of the Scottish Rite or the 13th degree of the York Rite. Then you are allowed to go into the Shrine, and sadly, many Christians have gone into this, which is hard to understand. Because, in order to be a Shriner, in the initiation, every Shriner takes a blood oath of allegiance to Allah as his god and Muhammad as his prophet.”  



Interviewer:  “Now, are you kidding me?” 

  

Dr. Carlson:  “No. You swear allegiance that Allah is your god and Muhammad is your prophet. You are then given this red Fez with the Islamic Sword and Crescent in jewels on the front of it. And you will see men wearing this. You may ask, ‘Why do they wear the red Fez?’ It is because, if you study history, during the 7th and 8th centuries, as the Muslims swept across North Africa, they came to Fez, Morocco. In Fez, Morocco, there was a large community of Christians, and Muhammad had ordered the slaughter of all the infidels, meaning Christians, who would not bow down to Allah and Muhammad as the prophet. The Muslims went in with the Islamic sword, and there in Fez slaughtered thousands of Christians, and then they took their Fez hats and dipped them in the blood of Christians, glorying in the defeat of Christianity. That’s why the Fezzes are red, representing the blood of Christians defeated by the Islamic sword which they have encrusted in jewels on the front.” 

  

 “The blood ran so thick that the Muslims dipped their hats in the blood, and their hats turned red. And Fez is a 1,200-year sign of the Muslims 

 ‘victory’ over Christians.” 

  

 “It was the first commercially sold from Fez, Morocco, and the Shriners wear Fezzes. Now, the Shriners tell us why they wear the Fez. This is from a book put out in 1977, put out by the Sabar Shrine Temple, and they say this: 

  

 ‘The Fez has been handed down through the ages as one of the most 
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 significant headdresses. The Fez derives its name from the place where it was first manufactured commercially, the Holy City of Fez, Morocco.’ 

  

 Also, during the initiation ceremony of the Shriners, they say: 

  

 ‘Seal their solemn oath in the name of Allah, the god of our fathers.’ 

  

 And a little later on, in the ritual, they quote: 

  

 ‘Islam is the one true faith.’ 

  

 And you can ask some guy who claims to be a Catholic or a Christian how can they do this, saying that Allah is the one true faith. They also have on their calendar the Shriner’s the order of the stone serpent.’” 

  

 Shriner was being interviewed on the street. 

  

Shriner:  “Lucifer, what is your problem?” 

  

Witness:  Just that, sir, I’m a Christian.” 

  

Shriner:  “I’m pure and virtuous and wholesome and innocent. How can you say anything bad about me?” 

  

Witness:  “Sir, you need to be born again. Now, did you just say you were Lucifer?” 

  

Shriner:  “I am Lucifer.” 

  

Witness:  “Okay, define Lucifer for me.” 

  

Shriner:  “Pure, virtuous, wholesome, innocent individual that’s out to help people.” 

  

Witness:  “Lucifer is? Say that again.” 
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Shriner:  “Lucifer is pure, virtuous, wholesome, and innocent.” 

  

Witness:  “Is that the same Lucifer that God created?” 

  

Shriner:  “That’s the same one.” 

  

Witness:  “Oh, this is great; I’m going to put this on the internet.” 

  

Shriner:  “God bless you.” 

  

Witness:  “Because that’s exactly what the Shriners and Masons teach, is that Lucifer is light.” 

  

Shriner:  “No …” 

  

Witness:  “You know what, sir? Jesus said many will say to me on that day, Lord, Lord, did I not do these good deeds in your name? And he’ll say, away from me, you workers of iniquity. I never knew you.” 

  

Shriner:  “Jesus said it? Get out of here!” 

  

Witness:  “See, this is what a Mason confesses: Lucifer is Light. 

  

  

He got duped. Notice that they pledge allegiance to Allah; Muhammad is a prophet. That is another thing that has been going through courts and our government system. Why are you allowing so many Muslims, who have pledged to murder infidels, which is not just the Jewish people, according to the Quran? Go back to our study on Islam. It is you and I, the Christian. Why would our government knowingly allow people who have pledged to murder Christians and Jewish people into our country? Maybe there are people up in high places who agree with their philosophy. It’s all going to be used as a catalyst to bring about a New World Religion, a Luciferian Order, and the crazy thing is, the Bible is the only book on the planet that tells you exactly what it is; it’s called the Antichrist Kingdom, and you don’t want any part of that. If you’re saved, tell as many people as you can, and run to Jesus fast. He’s the only way 
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out of this mess. And if you’re not a Christian, you need to run to Him fast. You don’t want to be left behind when this thing kicks off the ground.

Now, why would we deal with occult issues? It’s in the Bible, Old Testament, New Testament, so if you’re going to learn the Bible, you’re going to hit on these things. So, what we have done is move on from the Occult issues to secret societies. Because that is basically what Freemasonry is. If you are a Christian and a part of this group, you had better repent, run, and get right with God. You have no business in this; it’s satanic to the core, it’s a false gospel, and it is leading people to hell. 

And that is about as blunt as you can get. So far, we have dealt with the history, beliefs, symbols, and leaders, and now we are going to get into the branches of Freemasonry. 



These branches are not just in 

America but around the world, 

seducing not just governments but 

people alike, steering things behind 

the scenes. In our last chapter, we  

dealt with the English Freemasonry. 

That is where it started, over there in 

Europe. And then, with the 

Revolutionary War, they said,  “The 
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 British are coming, the British are coming,”  well guess what? They brought Freemasonry with them. Their biggest one is called the United Grand Lodge of England.  And they control a large portion of the planet's population. It’s called the Commonwealth of England. 

That’s a big chunk of the 

planet. As we saw a ton of the 

British Royalty are heavy duty 

in Freemasonry. I wonder who 

is making the decisions. Then 

we hopped the pond and I 

wonder who is involved over 

here. 





Now, there are a bunch of different 

branches of American Freemasonry. Here, 

you can see the highlights of a lot of them. 

They just kind of split off in all kinds of different directions. The first branch was The Scottish Rite Freemasonry, which had two 

jurisdictions, the northern and the southern, and they had a motto that may sound very 

familiar, with the current events that rhyme with the plandemic. “ORDO AB CHAO.” The motto is “order out of chaos.” And that comes from these guys. If you create a crisis, then you manage the outcome. That’s how they operate their agenda – from the Scottish Rite Freemasonry. Secular knowledge, they even know this. So, again, I wonder who was pushing that last agenda that we had to deal with and we’re still dealing with. Where did that mindset come from? 
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Not only did we see the Scottish Rite in America, but we also saw the York Rite Freemasonry. It was called the York Rite because it was supposed to be in honor of the city of York over in England, where the first Masonic meetings took place. And as you work your way up the ladder and reach the high level, the whole point is that it is a religion, a false gospel, that 

you can work your 

way up to the 

Grand Lodge in the 

sky. You can work 

to their top level, 

which is The Order 

of Knights 

Templar.  As you 

can see, their 

emblems are the 

crown and the cross. Which, as we saw before, are also the emblems of the Jehovah’s Witnesses and the Red Cross. The real name of the Red Cross is 

“The International Red Cross and the Red 

Crescent Movement,” as in Islam, Allah, 

and things of that nature. And that’s not by chance, either. Then, there was another 

branch of American Freemasonry, which 

was Prince Hall Freemasonry, or Black 

African Freemasonry. Then 

there is the fourth one, which 

people are familiar with: the 

Shriners. They pitch 

themselves as the fun guys, 

the fun freemasons. They had 

changed their name from what used to be “The Ancient Arabic Order of the Nobles of the Mystic Shrine.” After 9/11, it wasn’t cool to have 
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anything associated with Islam or the Muslim community. They were sneaky, as all occults are; they changed their name to Shriners International. They pitch themselves as do-gooders, helping people, helping kids with the Shriners Hospital. But no, they are not. As we can see, the reason they wear the Fez is to honor Morraco. The hats are red in honor of the Muslims who slaughtered the Christians. They dipped their Fez hats into the Christian blood. That is why they are red and have Islamic crescents and swords on the hats. These initially worship Allah, and as we saw last time, these guys think Lucifer is a great guy. It was all on tape. This is not a Christian organization. All these guys hide behind the idea that they are just a do-gooders club. No, you are not. It’s a false gospel, and these guys are part of a Luciferian society. They believe it’s something to do with a bunch of guys getting together, and they’re going to help society out. No, it really is a satanic secret society with their secret handshakes and secret symbols, and when you try to blow the whistle on them, you get on their hit lists, like this guy. 



The 33rd Degree of the Secret Order of the Freemasons. 



Narrator:  “Freemasonry believes in brotherly love, belief, and truth as a way to make good men better.” 

  

Former Mason:  “The main premise is that we’re all equal, it’s as simple as that. Fundamentally we are all the same.” 

  

Narrator:  “In all Masonic Lodges, signs and symbols are everywhere.” 

  

Mason #2:  “They reflect and fully understand what’s right from wrong. 

 To be charitable and mindful of the needs of others.” 

  

Narrator:  “In the lodge, a rough stone, known as an ashlar, represents the as-yet unformed initiate.” 

  

Mason #2:  “So, when we have taken the rough stone and educated and polished up, we end up with a perfect stone. And that’s what we hope, what the brother will become.” 
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John F. Kennedy, April 27, 1961:  “The very word secrecy is repugnant in a free and open society, and we are as a people inherently and historically opposed to secret societies, to secret oaths, and to secret proceedings. For we are opposed around the world by a monolithic and ruthless conspiracy that relies primarily on covert means. I am asking your help in the tremendous task of informing and alerting the American people.” 

  

  

I wonder why he was taken out and by whom. This is not a joke; these guys are real all over the world. And they really are working things towards their satanic, Luciferian agenda. It just so happens to be the very thing that only the Bible, the only book on the planet that, tells you that this is the antichrist kingdom. It’s a false gospel. It’s a replacement for Christianity. They think that with the teachings of Freemasonry, this is how you’re going to make it to the Grand Lodge in the sky, by doing the rituals, by being a good person, over and over again. But speaking of the antichrist society, these guys are also some of the biggest pushers of a One World Religion, which is another part of the antichrist kingdom. It’s not just New Agers; it’s not just the Pope; it’s the core of Freemasonry. And these guys are everywhere in the world. You wonder why everybody has this mindset that we all should just get along; we should all worship the same god. No, we don’t. But it’s coming from Freemasonry. And here are fifteen U.S. presidents who were Freemasons. 
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Now I want to give you another example of that. This is coming from a 33rd degree mason, and he admits what they have on their altar.  

 

Narrator:  “Freemasonry respects the faith of all men. Our temple room has our main altar right behind me. On it, you will see five books of faith. 

 In the center is just a plain old ordinary King James Holy Bible. Now, it does have a Masonic square and compass on it. In the upper right-hand corner, you will see the Quaran, which is the Holy Book of Muslims. 

 Down here in this corner is the Pentateuch. The Pentateuch is the first five books of the Torah, the five books of Moses. It is a Holy Book for people of the Jewish faith. Then, in this other corner, we have the Lotus Sutra, which is a Holy Book for people who are Buddhist. And then up there, we have the Gita, which is the Holy Book for people who are Hindu. 

  

 When a lodge is open, when the men are participating, there is only one book on the altar, only one book of sacred law. That one book is generally reflective of the majority of the man’s religion in the room. So, if the room is full of Christians, it’s going to be the Holy Bible. If the room is full of Muslims or Hindus, it could be the Quaran, it could be the Gita, it could be the Pentateuch. It could be any of these books.” 

  

  

Where is this whole movement, with people saying that all roads lead to Heaven and all routes will get you there? Where is all of this coming from? Not just New Age, it’s not just Catholicism, with the Pope, it’s Freemasonry. And I dare say, it’s even in the church. You see this false teaching about all the paths, even in the church. And I think a lot of it is because Freemasons are in the church. As I shared with you before, in my very first month into preaching in this new position, I was preaching on the uniqueness of Christ. That He is the only way. All the other religions on the planet either teach that you are a god, you can become God, or you have to work your way to God. But only Christianity says NO! God sent His Son to die for you in your place. There’s nothing you could do. And the pillar in the church went nuts. He got irate with me. 

And, of course, I wouldn’t budge because it’s not scriptural, and we went round and round, and how did it end? Remember? He looked down on me because I was vertically challenged. And he said, “I’ve seen a lot of you 
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come, and I’ve seen a lot of you go!” I was like, this guy’s off base, and to be a pillar of the church. Later, I found out that he was involved in Freemasonry. And he was in the church. I think this is where a lot of this mindset is coming from. You had better do your homework and pay attention to who you allow to become a member. 



They are not just do-gooders by raising money and building hospitals for kids. That’s a smokescreen. They are all working together towards a secret satanic agenda to bring the New World Order out of chaos, which they brought on purpose to advance their agenda, which they think is a great thing. That we need to follow Lucifer. And we are going to bring utopia to the planet. That is what they are working towards. And this is happening because of the branches of Freemasonry. These guys are everywhere. This brings us to the third branch, and that is women’s Freemasonry. Apparently, 

they want to make sure that 

everybody gets involved in 

this satanic agenda, 

including the ladies. But as 

always, before we get into 

that, let’s remind ourselves 

once again why nobody, let 

alone a Christian, should 

ever be a part of this satanic 

organization. This next verse, you will see, is very applicable to Freemasonry. You will see that you cannot merge the two together. You have to be separate. You cannot have this mentality that you can all work together. No, you can’t. And James uses some very, very strong words. He does not mince words. 



James 4:1-10: “What causes fights and quarrels among you? Don’t they come from your desires that battle within you? You want something but don’t get it. You kill and covet, but you cannot have what you want. You quarrel and fight. You do not have because you do not ask God.” 





Stop right there. People will take that verse and quote it completely out of context. “The reason you don’t have is because you don’t ask God. 
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When you ask God, you only have to do it one time in faith, and if you have enough faith and you ask one time, you can have whatever you want.” Excuse me. It’s completely ripped out of context and by the way, keep reading. 



James 4:1-10 cont.: “When you ask, you do not receive, because you ask with wrong motives, that you may spend what you get on your pleasures.” 





Because you’re selfish and self-centered. What are you doing? 

What do you mean, God’s not going to give it to you? What does Jesus say? “You want to be my disciple?” What’s the first thing he says? “You have to deny yourself.” It’s not about you anymore. Me, myself, and I. 

The unholy Trinity. But then he goes on. When you live like that as a professing Christian, it’s all about yourself and what you want, and if you don’t get your way, I don’t care where I’m at in the church; it’s going to be your way. You adulterous people. 



James 4:1-10 cont.: “You adulterous people, don’t you know that friendship with the world is hatred toward God? Anyone who chooses to be a friend of the world becomes an enemy of God. Or do you think Scripture says, without reason, that the Spirit he caused to live in us envies intensely? But he gives us more grace. That is why Scripture says. ‘God opposes the proud but gives grace to the humble.’ Submit yourselves, then, to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you. Come near to God, and he will come near to you. Wash your hands, you sinners, and purify your hearts, you double-minded. Grieve, mourn, and wail. Change your laughter to mourning and your joy to gloom. Humble yourselves before the Lord, and he will lift you up.” 





How many would say these guys are in trouble? Now, what was the cause for such a strong reaction here and such strong words? Well, it started out when basically you walk around saying that you are a Christian and self is on the throne. It’s all about you. It’s what I want. You want it so bad that, guess what, you ain’t always going to get what you want. And that’s when the fight is on. If you’re living like that as a Christian, watch out! The second thing he says is that when you are not only a selfish 
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professing Christian, but you are a worldly one. What he’s talking about here isn’t just worldliness, like you like worldly things. That’s part of it. 

But really, what he is talking about is when you are acting and believing like the world, you’re chumming up with the world when you are supposed to be a Christian. We’re in the world, just not of the world. We are supposed to reflect Christ, not what He saved us from – this wicked world system. 



That’s why he uses such strong words. He said listen, you profess to be a Christian, and you live like that; you are committing spiritual adultery. You’re giving your heart to somebody else – yourself, which is an idol. You love yourself, and that’s what the world does. Or you love this wicked world system, the very thing that God saved you from, and you’re going to give your heart back to it? You’re an adulterer. You’re prostituting yourself, as Scripture would say. What are you doing? Then he says on top of that, you’re acting like you not only hate God, but you are an enemy of God. In fact, the  enemy in Greek means be hateful and hostile. What’s the context? When you live like this, and by the way, this is what the world tells us to do every day when we get out of bed. You turn on the TV, you go anywhere, you go to school, you listen to anything secular, and what do they say? Life is all about learning to be a better you, and it’s all about this world getting as much of things, etc., as you can. 

God says if you are professing to be a born-again Christian, and you are living this way, you are committing Spiritual adultery, and you’re saying that you love me out of one side of your mouth, but you are living like you hate my guts. You are acting like my enemy. 



Again, what he is talking about here is being a friend of the world. 

It’s not just worldly things. That’s just part of it. It means the world’s system, the world’s order, consisting of people whose beliefs, values, and morals are in opposition to God. And that can go for just about anything. 

Freemasonry could be the ultimate game; it could be this One World Religion movement; anything that is in opposition to God is coming from this wicked world system. Which ultimately comes from who? Who’s in control of this wicked world system? Satan, the little “g” god of this world. He says you’re in trouble; you say, on the one hand, you love Jesus, but if “self and world” are your marching orders every day, you may fool man, but you are saying, “I hate you, God. My lifestyle is hostile to You 
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every day.” And you think God is going to bless that? And you wonder why things are messed up, why things aren’t going well? But what I want to stress is the world is not just things. That is consumerism and materialism; it’s our patriotic duty to buy stuff. There is that aspect. But it’s when you chum up and you really submit yourself, not to God, but to worldly beliefs, worldly values, and worldly morals that put you at odds with God. You are hostile to God. And that is why James says you need to submit yourself to God and resist this devil. 



James 4:4: “You adulterous people! Do you not know that friendship with the world is enmity with God? Therefore, whoever wishes to be a friend of the world makes himself an enemy of God.” 





Enmity is animosity, the state of being actively opposed to someone. So, James calls out a challenge to people who have turned their hearts away from God and fallen in love with the world. Now, when he speaks of “the world,” he means the world system or world order, consisting of people whose beliefs, values, and morals are in opposition to God. The goals and objectives of “the world” are in direct contrast to God’s commands. Therefore, those who cling to the world are to choose enmity with God. 



Luke 17:32: “Remember what happened to Lot’s wife.” 





Now, this is happening in the 

church. I am convinced that 

Freemasonry is rampant, not just in 

the world, but is in the church and 

because of this mindset, the values 

and beliefs system, which are 

contrary to God, they are getting the 

people in the church to become 

enemies of God. And part of that is because of the branches, they are everywhere. If anything, give them an A+ for evangelism. They are putting many churches to shame. 
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Now, we are going to get into Women’s Freemasonry. I am just going to hit the two big ones. The first one is the Order of the Eastern Star. 

You may be familiar with that. Notice it’s not just a star. What does it happen to be in the shape of? It’s a pentagram. 

That’s not by chance. We went back to the leader, Eliphas Levi, who brought this in. What you will see it’s either the Order of the Eastern Star or O.E.S., and you see these everywhere. You see them on headstones all the time. Basically, you see these things on headstones, and they are in cemeteries across America; they have masonic symbols on them. The men have the compass and the square, and the ladies have the Eastern Star. This is a works-based false gospel. So, again, when you see these things, especially on tombstones, when you are walking by, basically, what those headstones are screaming out to you is, 

“I’m in hell.” 



They don’t put the cross on there or “I believe in Jesus Christ.” 

That’s the reality of what we are dealing with. This is not a joke; it’s not a secondary issue; it’s a salvation issue. And if people are trusting the Freemasons to get them to the Grand Lodge in the sky, they are going to hell. That’s what these symbols are. That’s what they symbolize. Their false belief. Now, let’s get into the order of the Eastern Star. It’s a secret society similar to Mason's, and it’s full of mystery and intrigue. However, the Order of the Eastern Star maintains that it is not a secret society. Yet they do things to get them to the Grand Lodge in the sky; they are going to hell. That’s what these symbols are. That’s what they symbolize. Their false belief. Now, let’s get into the order of the Eastern Star. It’s a secret society similar to the Masons, and it’s full of mystery and intrigue. The Order of the Eastern Star maintains that it is not a secret society. Yet they do things in secret. They say that all the time. Remember the guy talking about the secret handshakes? He said it was not a secret, but when they asked him to tell them about them, he couldn’t do that. So, the emblem, as we saw, is the five-pointed star. There are letters around it, “FATAL.” 
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That’s motivational. The meaning of that is only revealed to the members of the order. But what they want to say is that it is based on the five Biblical figures. And this is the lady's version. One of the points represents Adah, Jephthah’s daughter from the book of Judges. And that’s supposed to represent virtue and obedience. Another one is supposed to be Ruth from the Book of Ruth, representing the virtue of religious principles. 

There is Esther from the Book of Esther, representing virtue and loyalty. 

Another point represents Martha, the sister of Mary and Lazarus, who represents the virtue of endurance and childhood. And finally, Electa, which they just made up, supposedly from II John, represents endurance and persecution. 



The Eastern Star was started in the mid-1800s by a guy named Rob Morris. He developed the rituals and creeds of the order. He basically took the Freemasonry rituals and made the ladies' version. But don’t worry about this. According to the website, they are here for charitable, educational, fraternal, and scientific purposes to promote moral values and personal goodness and build an order that is dedicated to charity, truth, and loving kindness. 



So, see, there’s nothing to worry about. This is just a do-gooders club. They’re here to help people. 



Dirk Hughes, Director of Michigan Masonic Museum & Library: 

 “Hello, the appendent body of Freemasonry that we will be talking about today is the Order of the Eastern Star, which reinforces the Masonic principles that we discuss in this video series. The Order of the Eastern Star was originally conceived of by Freemason, poet, and educator Dr. Robert Morris in the mid-1800s. Dr. 

 Morris yearned for a way for female relatives of Master Masons to benefit from the character-building and self-improvement strategy practiced within the Masonic Lodges.”   



Great Day Houston:  “Members of the Mt. Olive Grand Chapter Order of the Eastern Star of Texas are in our audience today. They are here today 
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 to talk about their upcoming Grand Sesson. Okay, that’s a big name for a lot of things that you guys do. So, state your purpose.” 

  

Marcia Poole, Mt. Olive Grand Chapter Order of the Eastern Star:  

 “Our purpose is to make the world a better place. It’s to help those in need. And just be available for any purpose.” 

  

Great Day Houston:  “There are a lot of things that you all do. One of course, is scholarships to graduating seniors.” 

  

Marcia Poole:  “Yes, mam, we have an oratorical contest where students come and participate, and everyone is a winner. If you participate, everyone gets a scholarship.” 

  



Who pays for you to be a Freemason? Now, wait a second. How come they get air time on TV? Do you think they are going to call and say, 

 “Hey, Sunrise, you want to come and have your lady's Bible Study on live TV? We’re going to get all the ladies together, interview them, and tell us what great things you are doing for the Henderson community.”  Do you think that would ever happen? 





One of our deacons here at Sunrise was just interviewed on one of the news stations here. Of course, he spoke of Jesus this and Jesus that, as well as salvation. So when we got together, we laughed and wondered how much they cut out of it. Well, when we watched it on TV, it was gutted. I don’t care how many times he referenced the Bible or Jesus Christ; every single bit of that was taken out. But at least he got to say, 

 “Hi, my name is John.”   



But will they allow these guys up there? It’s a joke. But they say it’s great for the community. When you take a look at it, the purpose is completely antithetical. They want to pitch it as, oh, quasi-biblical language, biblical symbolism, but it has nothing to do with the Bible. It is completely antithetical. Let me give you some examples. If this is true and this is somehow able to work with Christianity, then why is there so much secrecy? Everything Jesus did, because He is the truth, sharing the truth, was always done in public. He didn’t hide it. He didn’t have a secret 
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handshake. So, if this is the truth and it’s equal to Christianity, then why is it always done in secret? Jesus did not create a secret code, secret word, or secret handshake for a select few who had to go through a ritual. He made Himself and the truth available to all. The Order also specifies requirements that you must meet before you can be adopted into the Order of the Eastern Star. You have to have some tie with Freemasonry. And the candidate must have a belief in a supreme being.  “Members of all religions may belong to the Order of the Eastern Star.”  Is that Christian? 

Absolutely not! It goes back to that core issue. The antichrist issue. The Bible is the only book on the planet that tells where all this is headed. This mindset of One World Government, One World Economy, the mark of the beast, and a One World Religion. The four pillars of the antichrist kingdom. These guys are promoting it. 



Members of all religions may belong to the Eastern Star. Acts 4:12 

says what? There is no other name under Heaven by which we might be saved. Jesus Christ is the only way. So, how can they say this? They pepper some Biblical phrases and make it sound quasi-Christian; they don’t even get that right, and then they merge it with all this stuff, and then it’s allowed in the church. Now, besides denying the exclusive nature of Christ and salvation, the Order of the Eastern Star teaches that they are essentially good, and they place a heavy emphasis on good works as a means of earning a relationship with the Supreme Being. And the Supreme Being is whoever you want it to be. So, that’s another no-no. There’s only one God. And He’s not compatible with all the other false deities out there. 



Do we earn our way to Heaven by our works? What does the Bible say? Our works are like filthy rags. But how do they get a lot of the ladies into the Order of the Eastern Star? Again, in Freemasonry, the husband is probably encouraging it, so the men have their thing, and the women have their thing. But they also go recruiting. They have youth groups. One of them is Job’s Daughters, and the other one is Rainbow Girls. They allow folks to go through these sub-groups, and then they pull them into the OES 

as they become adults. So, these people have a whole program in place. 

Like I said before, they get an A+ in evangelism. And the sad thing is that they bring it into the church. These so-called youth groups are hurting. I have worked with this before. These youth groups replaced the youth 
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groups in the church, boys and girls. When I was asked to come and start a youth group there, and my wife and I did, they still wouldn’t give this up. 

It caused a raucous because they asked me.  “What in the world was I doing, teaching this to a freemason youth group.”  But you have to choose who you are going to serve on this day. Boy, I wasn’t popular at all. It wasn’t from the kids; it was from the parents sitting in the pews, the Freemasons in the church today. These guys are out there actively evangelizing. 



The OES teaches that man is essentially good and places a heavy emphasis on good works and community service as a means of earning a relationship with the Supreme Being. Also, the group is cloaked in mystery. John 1:5 says, “This is the message we have heard from him and declare to you: God is light; in him, there is no darkness at all.” 



There is no confusion or darkness in God; therefore, as His followers, we should disengage from sources of worldly darkness, mysteries,  confusion, and compromise. Many people also join groups such as the Eastern Star and the Masons to make friends or to belong to a community group. But the Bible commands us to “test the spirits to see whether they are from God because many false prophets have gone out into the world.” I John 4:1 Thus, a Christian should not be a member of any secret society or organization that has any connection with Freemasonry, and that includes Eastern Star. 



Church member:  “This video is directed to you who are leaders in a church, a pastor, a teacher, a deacon, whatever God has called you to do. 

 Maybe you’re unfamiliar with Freemasonry. If you have a church member approach you about Freemasonry, I’m asking you to pay attention and take heed to what that person may be telling you. I have had an experience a couple of times in my former church where I approached the leadership about Freemasons infiltrating our church with their doctrines and recruiting other men to become involved, as well as other women who are involved in the Order of the Eastern Star, which is the female version of Freemasonry. I was dismissed and ignored. I pretty much told them, don’t worry about it. I was totally ignored and totally dismissed.” 
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I’ve got a theory, and it goes like this. Maybe the pastor or leadership is into Freemasonry. I’ve been there, and this stuff really goes on. They have infiltrated not only the world but they have infiltrated the church. I don’t know if you recall the stats I shared from a couple of years ago. One particular statistic was that 25% of professing Christians believe that basically all religions are the same. That’s what started me many years ago; it was probably 13 years ago when I first started the occult studies, world religions, and occult studies. From the very beginning, with the Jewish people, Islam, all the various religions, and then the cults, the pseudo-Christian cults, Catholicism, Mormonism, Seventh Day Adventist. 

Jehoveh’s Witness, and all the rest. But what started it was that one-fourth of the church believes that all religions are the same. A couple of years into that study, I came across another one. It had risen to 50 to 52%. Then, a couple of years ago, if you remember, I shared another stat that said it had got up to 70% of professing Christians that believed all religions are the same. Where is this coming from? Well, satan, of course. But if you listen to New Age, the Pope, and secular society, I’m telling you it’s also the core of Freemasonry. And these guys have infiltrated the church. If you don’t think that has started to dictate the belief of the church when these guys take control, you’re fooling yourself. 



The next one for the ladies is the Order of the Amaranth. This one was founded in 1873. It was based on the Order of Aramante by a lady named Queen Christina of Sweden. She was abdicated in 1860. A gentleman in New Jersey picked it up and started a new one outside the Eastern Order. He named it the Order of the Amaranth after what Queen Christina had started. Then, it was further finalized under the Freemasons by Robert Macoy in 1873. Initially, the plan was that the Eastern Star was going to be the 1st degree and eventually get to the 3rd degree, which would have been this one. That was the initial plan. There were degrees that the ladies went through, like the men, but they eventually went their separate ways. So, you had the Eastern Star, and you also had this one. And they also pitch themselves as just wanting to help people and learn life skills. They are organized in courts, grand courts; they have a supreme council, the ladies are called “Honorable 
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Ladies,” the guys that are involved are called “Sir Knight,” and just like the Shriners, we are just a bunch of ladies helping kids out, and doing great things for hospitals. Their big thing is the Amaranth Diabetes Foundation - not the Shriners Hospital. But this one, where they have raised millions of dollars. So, again, there is nothing to worry about; it’s just a do-gooders club for ladies, and they are here to help the community. 



Narrator:  “The Order of the Amaranth is a fraternal organization that operates in the United States, Canada, Australia, the Philippines, and other countries. It is a Masonic-affiliated group, meaning that its membership is predominately composed of individuals with Masonic connections, including Master Masons, their female relatives, and other female relatives of deceased Master Masons. 

 The Order of the Amaranth was founded in 1873 in New York City by Robert Macoy, a prominent Freemason. The term Amaranth refers to an imaginary flower that never fades, symbolizing the enduring nature of the order principles. The Order of the Amaranth is structured into local courts, which are the basic units of the organization. Each court is presided over by a royal mason and a royal patron. The organization emphasizes principles of love, truth, faith, and charity, promoting friendship, moral values, and social service among its members. With a primary focus on supporting the community through charitable activities and fostering a spirit of fellowship and goodwill among its members.” 

  

  

Who needs ladies' Bible studies? These guys have got it going, man. The EAS started. Whatever floats your boat, ladies. You can do a great thing. Feel good about yourself. Prove how good you are. That’s how they pitch themselves:  “Oh, we’re just here to help.” 

  

 “As in the Order of the Eastern Star, members must be 18 or older, and women must be related to Masons as wives, mothers, daughters, widows, sisters, nieces, aunts, etc., or have been active members of the International Order of the Rainbow for Girls or Job’s Daughters 
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 International for more than three years and be recommended by a Master Mason.” 

  



They build in their replacements; they work them into that position. They’re great at evangelism. Now, let’s go into the fourth branch. This is what I call Auxiliary or Social Freemasonry. Now, basically, in a nutshell, this is a ton of sub-groups of Freemasonry. They have split off into different branches, and they are all over the place. I cannot cover them all; I’m going to hit the highlights of one of them that may sound familiar. I’m going to rip through a list of them just so you know how many branches are out there. But it’s all at the core of Freemasonry. You call it by a different name; I don’t care; it’s still Freemasonry. But here are some of the honorable mentions.

Jack London Supreme Council JROTC Program for High Schools Commencing in 1998 and approved by the Assistant Secretary of Defense, the Supreme Council, Southern Jurisdiction, initiated a program of 
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recognition for outstanding Junior ROTC students. This initiative recognizes high school youth enrolled in the Junior Reserve Officers Training Corps (JROTC) unit for their scholastic excellence and patriotic Americanism efforts. The award consists of a medal, ribbon, and a certificate suitable for framing. 



Jack London Supreme Council ROTC Program for Colleges/Universities Commencing in 2002 and approved by the Assistant Secretary of Defense, the Scottish Rite, Southern Jurisdiction, instituted a similar award for ROTC cadets. Like the JROTC Award Program, the recipient receives three recognitions: a certificate suitable for framing, a medal, and a ribbon.

It’s a Freemason organization whose purpose is to go into the government and the military. 



 Host: “Last but not least, our special guest this evening is our Worshipable Brother Shelby Chandler. Shelby lay us down your Masonic biography and your Masonic resume.” 

  

 Shelby Chandler: “Well, first of all, thank you, Brethren. My name is Shelby Chandler. I am the past Master of Fragsburg Lodge in Virginia, Lodge No. 4. I was the Charter Master for the George Washington Lodge of Research 1732 in 2012, and I am currently the District Education Officer for the District in Virginia. I served at the will and pleasure of the Grand Master and his committee on history.” 
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Host:  “There is a veterans' active duty membership fraternity Lodge called the National Sojourners. We’ll get into how it operates, its history, and all of that. And so, without further ado, Brother Shelby, will you please tell us what the National Sojourner is?” 

  

 Shelby Chandler: “Well, essentially, the National Sojourners is an independent body of Freemasonry that consists of brothers who are active, or who have served, and are retired military Masons. It is also Master Masons who are honorary members for the purpose of bringing together those who have served, patriotism and basically what we do is we help out, we serve the military cause and defense, and support the military personnel, as well as any interest in government.” 

  



These guys are everywhere. Was it just me? I deal with this in the ministry, but about 20 years ago, there was a switch going on, not just in hospitals but in the military. The big brouhaha was that if you’re going to be a chaplain in the military, what’s one thing that you can’t say? Or pray? 

Jesus. Why is it that even our own military, and now it’s standard procedure, you have to have this One World Religion mindset? I wonder where that came from—wonder who’s pushing that agenda. There are also a couple more out there.

This leads to the fifth one, and that’s the youth ministries. These guys are out there 

evangelizing the 

world, men and 

women, the 

military, the 

government, and 

the youth. They 

are preparing the 

youth to be 

Freemasons for 

life. Now, let me 

break it down for you. 



The guys have this one called the DeMolay. This one is huge. 

Again, I dealt with this one personally. 

This is the Freemasonry Organization 

to suck in young boys. DeMolay 

International is a Freemasonry 

organization for young men ages 12 to 

21. It was founded in  1919 and named 

after Jacques de Molay, the last Grand 

Master of the Knights Templar. 

DeMolay was incorporated in the 

1990s and is classified by the IRS as a tax-exempt 501(c)(3) organization. 



The Order of DeMolay was founded in 1919 in Kansas City by Frank S. Land, director of the Masonic Relief and Employment Bureau of the Scottish Rite branch of Freemasonry. Land learned of other young men who had no adult male figures in their lives to guide them. Land instructed his young friend to invite his friends to their meetings, and in a short time, 
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a small group of young men met on a regular basis at the local Masonic Lodge. After hearing stories of Jacques DeMolay (as told by Land), the group decided to name itself after this historical figure who was supposedly connected with Masonry. 



The philosophy and principles to be embodied in the rituals of the DeMolay were crafted by Frank Land and closely mimicked the rituals of Freemasonry. DeMolay has grown to more than 1,000 chapters worldwide. A Masonic Lodge or another Masonic group, such as the Scottish Rite, the York Rite, or the Shrine, sponsors all chapters of the DeMolay. The purpose is to help develop civic awareness, personal responsibility, and leadership skills. So, don’t worry this is just a great community group for young men to be community leaders. Here is one of their commercials. 

  

Young Mason:  “ Building tomorrow's leaders today. That might seem like quite a hefty goal to some, but to us, it’s child play. Founded in 1919, DeMolay is a fraternity for young men ages 12 to 21. Our goal is simple yet decisive: Build tomorrow's leaders today through teamwork, a lot of fun, and youth-led events. DeMolay creates more than just connections and leadership skills. It creates brotherhood.” 

  

Young Manson #2:  “Unlike other organizations in DeMolay, advisors advise that every decision, every event, and every success is because of the DeMolays.” 

  

Young Mason #3:  “Now that you know what we are, I bet you’re wondering what we do. Because we run DeMolay, we can do anything.” 

  

Young Mason #4:  “ During my term, I took the young men of DeMolay to a shooting range.” 

  

Young Mason #5:  “When I was president of Norstar Chapter, we put on a mini golf tournament.” 

  

Young Mason #6:  “When I was president, my chapter competed in sports day, and we won the gold.” 
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Young Mason #7:  “DeMolay is a massive International Fraternity.” 

  

Young Mason #8:  “Fraternity chapters are in all 50 states and several countries, including but not limited to Canada, Italy, and Brazil. Brothers are given amazing opportunities to travel from city to city, state to state, and even country to country.” 

  

Young Mason #9:  “We make friends today.” 

  

Young Mason #10:  “That lasts forever.” 

  

Young Mason #11:  “With a chapter near you.” 

  

All in unison:  “Don’t delay, go DeMolay!” 

  

  

Who needs a youth group? These guys will do it for you. And that’s exactly what I experienced, at a Baptist church. This was their youth group. I came along and started one, and they would not give this up. And the biggest antagonist was the parents. In the church. 



 “One of the requirements for membership is the belief in a Supreme being. 

 Members include Christians, Jews, Mormons, Hindus, Buddhists, Muslims, and others.” 

  



The Bible, however, warns of memberships that bind us to nonbelievers (II Corinthians 6:14-18). The initiation into the DeMolay is very much like that of Freemasonry. The candidate is blindfolded to 

“symbolize lack of knowledge.” 



Also, the candidate is told,  “The solemn purpose of all our ceremonies is to impress upon your mind the great truths of right living and aid you in deserving the good opinion of all right-thinking men.”   





This teaching tries to circumvent the teachings of Scripture, which makes it clear that “living right” is impossible without the saving work of Christ on the Cross on our behalf (Romans 3:20-24). No amount of “good 
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opinion” will counter the basic nature of man: “All of us have become like one who is unclean, and all our righteous acts are like filthy rags; we all shrivel up like a leaf, and like the wind our sins sweep us away.” (Isaiah 64:6) 

  



Furthermore, a DeMolay’s belief in a particular religious doctrine is something that is between him and God. It is something that must be arrived at through deep consultation with his family, his pastor, or others whose opinions he values, followed by his own deep thought and prayer. 

A DeMolay’s Chapter’s membership includes members from more than one religion; more than one holy book may be used in DeMolay ceremonies. This teaching is contrary to the very Word of God. The Bible is not a “symbolic tool.” 





How can you merge that? You say you’re a Christian, and you want to use that as your church youth group? You’re hating God. You’re hostile to God. You wicked, adulterous people, what are you doing? You can’t merge the two. And that’s what these guys are doing. And the Bible is not a symbolic tool. 



II Timothy 3:16-17: “All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and training in righteousness, so that the man of God may be thoroughly equipped for every good work.” 





And finally, here is an excerpt from the DeMolay oath: 



 “In the presence of God, and with my right hand upon His holy word, on my honor, as one who holds his pledged word sacred, I do solemnly promise that I will keep all the secrets entrusted to me by this Order. I promise that I will love and serve God as a devout worshiper at the shrine of faith and that I will serve my fellowmen in the spirit of the universal brotherhood.” 





The “shrine of faith” spoken of in the oath is the faith that all religions are praying to the same “Universal Father,” thus creating the 

“Universal Brotherhood.” The Order of DeMolay does not help your 
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Christian men in their walk with Jesus. On the Contrary, DeMolay clearly teaches a religious creed that is in direct conflict with the Word of God. 

That is exactly what Pope John Paul did in the 80s when he invited all the religions to come together, had the Dali Lama put the Buddha on the altar, and said they were all praying to the same God. It is the same heresy. This is in direct conflict with Scripture and has no business being in a church. 



Now, that was the guys. The girls is this – The Rainbow Girls. 

Also known as the International Order of Rainbow for Girls (IORG), it is a Masonic youth service organization that teaches leadership training through community service. Young women learn about the value of charity and service through their work and involvement with their annual local and Grand (state or country) service projects. Historically, the order welcomes girls from age eleven to twenty years of age who have a family connection in Freemasonry. The organization is now open to all. The most common symbols are a pot of gold, a rainbow, and two clasped hands with the initials B.F.C.L. standing for Bible, flag, Constitution, and lambskin, referring to the lambskin aprons worn by Freemasons. That’s the thing, as we saw, that symbolizes their self-righteousness. They do this, and that is how they suck people in, even professing Christians and professing churches. 



The order came into existence in 1922 when the Reverend W. 

Mark Sexson, a Freemason, was asked to make an address before South McAlester Chapter #149 Order of the Eastern Star in McAlester, Oklahoma. As the Order of DeMolay had come under his close study during his Masonic activities, he suggested that a similar order for young women would be beneficial. The first Initiation consisted of a class of 171 

young women on April 6, 1922, in the auditorium of the Scottish Rite Temple in McAlester, Oklahoma. 



Of course, here they are today, pitching it as the greatest thing since sliced bread for the girls and how they are given access to schools to evangelize the youth there! 



Speaker:  “Tonight we are pretty fortunate; we’ve got a girl with us tonight; her name is Laura Pearson Hicks. Her dad, Dr. Daniel Pearson, 
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 is a past Master of Oakcliff Lodge, her grandfather was a mason, and her great-grandfather was also a mason. So, what I’d like to do is introduce Laura to you and let Laura tell you a little bit about herself. Go ahead, Laura.” 

  

Laura Hicks:  “Thank you. My Rainbow journey actually started here at Oakcliff Lodge. I owe a lot to Oakcliff Lodge because the masons were the first to propose the idea of joining the Rainbow Girls when I was 12 years old, and that was a very influential part of my upbringing and my young adult life. I joined Rainbow when I was 12, and I loved it so much that my mom and I traveled the state. I eventually wound up running for the state line for the Grand Assembly of Texas, and I became Grand Worthy Advisor in 2010, and I served in 2011. So, the Masonic family has done something very important to me, and being in Rainbow Girls has taught me leadership skills and delegating ways to manage my time running a meeting.  I went to the University of Texas at Dallas, where I joined a sorority, and I continued using the skills that I learned at Rainbow.” 

  

Laura is speaking to a room of young people:  “I am a Rainbow girl. I know it sounds a little silly, but in the next few minutes, I will be explaining exactly what that is and the culture behind the International Order of the Rainbow Girls.” 





That was in a school. How come we don’t get to do that? How come we don’t get to go in there and promote the new youth group of Jesus? Do you think that would ever happen? Want to know what my guess is? I wonder how many Masons, principals, and school teachers are on that school board? You can’t get a Bible in there. 



I remember one time, we checked into getting my nephew into a Christian school. This was the last straw; we said to homeschool all the way. I found out the school he was going to, as we’re checking in on this to try to get him out of public education. Mormons were coming in there. 

Mormons dressed in their exciting white shirts and ties. And they hold assemblies at the schools. Using your perverted version that is unbiblical and not historical of the phrase “separation of church and state,” why are these guys in there?  “Oh, they’re just in here to help the kids out.”  And 
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when you boil it down, guess who was in high places in that school. 

Mormons. The same thing as Freemasons. They open the door, and they let them in. 





The International Order of the Rainbow Girls has Assemblies in 46 

states in the United States as well as in several other countries. The countries outside the United States that have assemblies are Aruba, Australia, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Paraguay, the Philippines, Italy, Mexico, and Romania. Rainbow has had assemblies in the following countries, primarily due to American military presence: Cuba, Germany, France, Panama, and Vietnam. And like the boys, the Rainbow Girls also have their secret rituals to perform in order to be accepted, including this one: 



Former Rainbow Girl:   “I just want to make a video about the Rainbow Girls. I used to be in the Rainbow Girls, and I know it is not a good thing for your kids to be in. A good organization, whatever you want to call it. 

 It’s not good for your kids to be in there. I was in from, I think, about 7th grade until sometime in high school, maybe 10th or 11th grade. I’m not even sure. I don’t remember as much as I think I should remember about it, but there was an initiation in the Rainbow Girls that I was in. The person was asking something like a riddle. You had to answer it, and if you didn’t answer it right, you had to take off a piece of clothing. So, with me, I took off my ponytail holder and my socks; I think I took off two or three things, and then I finally realized what it was. There were some girls there who were in their bras and underwear. I think that is going too far. 

 Some people might laugh and say it’s just silly. But I think it’s just not right.” 





We could have a whole study of all the accusations of what’s going on in these Masonic Lodges. It’s not good. She goes on to say that, in at least the one that she was part of, the parents would basically drop the kids off. They were basically held in Masonic Lodges. Sometimes, they would be in churches, but Masons ran them, and parents weren’t allowed for at least the first couple of years. Or, let’s say, even if they were, what is a parent going to do? That’s some crazy stuff. 
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I’ll give you one more, Job’s Daughters. Job’s Daughters are another Freemasonry Organization to suck in even more young girls. Job’s Daughters International is a Masonic-affiliated youth organization for girls and young women aged 10 to 20. The Organization is commonly referred to as simply Job’s Daughters or Jobies and sometimes abbreviated as JDI (or IOJD, referring to its longtime former name, International Order of Job’s Daughters). Job’s daughters welcome many religions and cultures. 

The only religious prerequisite is a belief in a Supreme being. JDI promotes itself as a sorority 

“where girls rule.” The International Order of Job’s Daughters was founded in Omaha, 

Nebraska, in 1920 by Mrs. Ethel T. Wead Mick. 

Mrs. Mick, along with the assistance of her husband, Dr. William H. Mick. 



After gaining consent from J.B. 

Fradenburg, Freemasonry’s “Most Worshipful Grand Master” of the Grand Lodge of Nebraska, and Mrs. Ana J. Davis, the Grand Matron of the Order of the Eastern Star of Nebraska, Job’s Daughters was officially underway. It has grown to an international organization of young women with members in the United States, Canada, Australia, the Philippines, and Brazil. Job’s Daughters was founded to bring together you girls with Masonic ties for the purpose of character building through moral and spiritual development and to teach loyalty to the flag and the country for which it stands, as well as respect for parents and “guardians,” a term they use for their leaders. So, see, it’s just another do-gooders club for girls as they pitch here: JOB’S DAUGHTERS, SISTERS, LEADERS, AND FRIENDS 

  

Member:  “Job’s Daughters is one big family. Job’s daughters is home.” 

  

Member #2:  “It’s a safe place.” 

  

Member #3:  “It’s powerful.” 

  

Member #4:  “It’s fun.” 
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Member #5:  “It’s exhilarating, fantastic.” 

  

Member #6:  “It’s family, beautiful, it’s accepting, it’s sisterhood.” 

  

Member #7:  “It’s exciting, it’s loving, the best ever.” 

  

Member #8:  “Job’s Daughters teaches social skills, leadership, kindness, confidence, and courage.” 

  

Member #9:  “Job’s Daughters has given me the opportunity to travel.” 

  

Member #10:  “ Job’s Daughters is for young women. It is life-changing, friendship-building, and empowering.” 

  

Member #11:  “ It’s like a second family. It’s friendship for life. I love Job’s Daughters.” 

  

All in unison:  “We love Job’s Daughters.” 

  

  

See, do you need a youth group in a can? You know who to call, and you can call Freemasons: DeMolay, Rainbow Girls, or Job’s Daughters. What do they do to suck people in? “That’s a book in the Bible. It’s got to be Christian.” Using Job 42:15 as the foundation of their craft, Job’s Daughters claim the book of Job teaches a “Masonic optimistic lesso” – “Not to fall in despair; it shows that Masonic ideas are imperishable.” The Book of Job is divided into three parts and paraphrased to be used as lectures in their rituals. All rituals and ceremonies are performed in a “Bethel,” a gathering of members for the purpose of performing rituals. In most cases, this occurs in a Masonic Lodge. 

However, as Christians, we must rely on the teachings of the entire Bible as a guide for life, not just one book of the Bible (and they don’t even get that right). Many false prophets have used a single passage or section of the Bible as the foundation for their religious group, claiming that they know the “true” meaning of life, eternal life, and other spiritual matters. 

This is one distinguishing characteristic of most cults and false religions. 
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The second stumbling block of Job’s Daughters is their close association with Freemasonry, even though most of its members will argue this point. Freemasonry teaches that all religions pray to the same god but approach it on a different path. They also teach that only Freemasonry knows the true name of God and has the best teaching for gaining eternal life. 



Now, let me give you some of the rituals. The Associate Bethel Guardian is an adult who is involved with all of the rituals and meetings; he is a Freemason. All of the rituals and meetings are set up in a way that is very similar to the meetings and rituals of Freemasonry.  We only need to look at the International Order of Job’s Daughters opening ceremony to see that things are being taught that are not in line with the Word of God. 

When looking at the duties of a few of the officers as quoted by each, we get a glimpse into the unbiblical nature of Job’s Daughters’ teachings. 



The Fourth Messenger, when speaking of her duties, says, “It signifies that righteous service will lead to life eternal.” 



Jesus Christ said that He is the only way to gain eternal life (John 14:6). 

And as Isaiah 64:6 teaches, our righteous acts do not lead to life eternal, 

“All of us have become like one who is unclean, and all our righteous acts are like filthy rags; we all shrivel up like a leaf, and like the wind our sins sweep us away.” (Isaiah 64:6) 



The Recorder says that, while performing her duties, “It signifies that my every act should be as the Recording Angel would have it in her Book of Life.” 



There is only one book of life, and it does not belong to a “Recording Angel.” It is the Lamb’s Book of Life, the Lamb being Jesus Christ. 



“Nothing impure will ever enter it, nor will anyone who does what is shameful or deceitful, but only those whose names are written in the Lamb’s book of Life.” (Revelation 21:27). 
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One’s name is written in the Book of Life by the grace of God through faith in Christ. (Ephesians 2:8-9). 



The Chaplain presiding at their altar during the ritual tells us that “it signifies that piety, religion and reverence for sacred things are the beacon lights of life.” 



There is only one beacon of Light, and that is Jesus: “When Jesus spoke again to the people, he said, ‘I am the light of the world. Whoever follows me will never walk in darkness, but will have the light of life.’” (John 8:12) If we have not this light, we are in spiritual darkness. 



Job’s Daughters also say this about their rituals: “The ritual work of the Order is based on the Triangle – the Three Daughters of Job, the Open Book, Education – and combines the emblematic representation of Latin and ancient Greek ages.” Intermingling geometry, Scripture, and science with symbols of ancient religions and philosophy is a teaching that compromises everything a follower of Christ believes. 



The Bible is clear about not doing such things: “Do not be yoked together with unbelievers. For what do righteousness and wickedness have in common? Or what fellowship can light have with darkness? What harmony is there between Christ and Belial? Or what does a believer have in common with an unbeliever? Therefore, come out from them and be separate, says the Lord. Touch no unclean thing, and I will receive you.” 

(II Corinthians 6:14, 17) 





The third stumbling block of Job’s daughters is that they are clothed in secrecy and are done under the guise of the intriguing nature of the mysterious. However, everything Jesus did was done in the open for all to see, and we are told that all things done in secret will be exposed and that we should avoid such things (Ephesians 5:8-11). Anyone involved in Job’s Daughters (or any other Masonic craft) should get out and be honest about the false teachings of Freemasonry, including Job’s daughters.

Britney Barberino:  “It’s a great event. It’s free for parents, and it gives you a kit that lets you identify your child if something happens to them. 

 And it saves hours of police work. And that’s really, really important.” 

  

Newscaster:  “How did the Freemasons become involved in this?” 

  

 Frank Mongero: “Well, actually, the Massachusetts Freemasons were doing this, and in 2003, we brought it to the state of Connecticut. We get the information, height, weight, hair color, and eye color, and we also do dental imprints and DNA swabs, which are also a scent sample, pictures, and a video of the child. It’s a free program; it’s free for the parents; we, the Freemasons, volunteer our time. In Connecticut, there are nine districts. The Famous Figures 

of Freemasonry 



















In our journey with Satan’s Secret Society, we are seeing basically a couple of different things, and the first one was what I call the shot across the bow – a Christian warning. This is not only in the world but also in the church, with many people professing to be Christians and being involved in this group. As we saw, you have no business being involved in this, and you need to run and get right with God. This is not a joke. So far, we have discussed their history and beliefs; they lie when they say they are not a religion. Their founder, Albert Mackey, said that they are a religion, and it is not Christianity. It is a religion, a false religion, and completely counterproductive. It is antithetical to anything Biblical. They do not have the same source of truth, means of salvation, or understanding of Jesus Christ, the Godhead, the Trinity, everything. It’s completely messed up. So, why in the world would you stay in this thing if you’re Christian? It just doesn’t make sense. 

After the beliefs, we went through the symbols, the leaders, and the branches for men, women, and the youth. As we broke all that down, we saw that they were all over the place. What they are doing is building the mindset for people who will follow this Luciferian Order. And that begins to explain a lot of things. Many people don’t know because they are a 
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secret society, and they meet in secret and have secret handshakes. If you divulge any secrets, remember the bloody oaths? They will slit your throat, rip out your guts, and things of that nature. We only know what is going on because people will come out and spill the beans. And some are murdered for it. Some people get saved, and some Christians warn them of what’s happening. Now, all that leads us to famous figures of Freemasonry, not just in our country but around the world. 



In just about every sector of society, these guys have put their footprint in, steering the world into this Luciferian Order. It’s crazy! And even the secular media admits it. Let me give you the first example. 



Narrator:  “As he heads to the Lodge, he looks no different from any ordinary businessman. It’s only inside the building that the brethren put on their Freemasons dress. The apron has its origins in its Freemason's Lodges; it protected the stone masons. The top hat is an ancient symbol of freedom, and the white gloves represent pure and spotless acts. It’s this exclusion that spurs the imagination and engenders conspiracy theories. 

 But why all the secrecy if there’s nothing to hide? 

  

 The fact that the Freemasons are not as insignificant as they sometimes claim is evident in Washington, D.C. Is the Capital of the World's Economic and Military power all part of a secret world government, as some claim? Scarcely any other city on our planet has secret fraternities that are as active as they are here. Some presidents are known to have 
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 been members of several secret societies more than once. The fraternities clandestinely determine the guidelines of American policies. Throughout the Capital, you will find signs and symbols the same as the Freemasons also use. The heart of the super-power. It seems like a set-in-stone tribute to the secret society. Even today, our American presidents are still sworn in on the same Freemason’s bible, which George Washington once took his oath of office. The last president to be sworn in on this Bible was George Bush, but in whose interest does the president act? Does he serve the American people? Or the secret fraternity?” 

  

  

And that’s the question of the ages. We will delve into that angle in our next and final chapter. As you can see, this is not a conspiracy theory. 

This is really going on. Masons really are a group of people who’ve formed a secret satanic society to meet in secret to take over the world, even in our own country, including the layout of our nation’s Capital. But the guy said, if it’s so great and wonderful, why are you meeting in secret? 

That’s our first clue that something is wrong. Now, let’s take a look at the layout of the nation’s Capital. 



Narrator:  “The basic layout of the city originally had these odd diagonal streets. So, they had to have some reason to lay them out that way. 

 Because the normal way you would lay out a city is by a grid pattern. D.C. 

 did not follow a traditional grid pattern.” 

  

Lynn Picknett, co-author of ‘The Templar Revelation’:  “It’s a very cleverly worked shape so 

 that when you see it from

 sided star. And then you 

 have cascading stars, 

 which are all part of the 

 Masonic thought. 

 Undoubtedly, Washington, 

 D.C., was laid out 

 according to Masonic 

 ideals and symbolism.” 
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  Narrator:  “Some suggest that the Freemasons who were involved actually had a hidden agenda.”  



Arturo De Hoyos, Grand Archivist & Grand Historian, Scottish Rite Freemasonry:  “People became suspicious of the Fraternity. It supported the fears that Freemasonry exerted some power over the government and society.”  



Narrator:  “In 1826, William Morgan, a prominent mason in upstate New York, signed a 

 publishing contract 

 promising to reveal the 

 secrets of Masonic 

 initiations.”  



Lynn Picknett: 

 “Traditionally, the 

 Masonic oath has been 

 quite blood-curdling. 

 There’s a place to swear 

 absolutely and solemnly 

 to all their brethren that 

 they would never tell the secrets outside of the Lodge, at the pain of some hideous punishment, such as their tongue torn out and their throat cut.”  



Christopher L. Hodapp, author of Freemasons for Dummies, says, 

 “When Morgan announces that he is going to tell all the secrets, the Masons, some of the guys in town, decided to take their Masonic obligation much more seriously than they probably should have. They essentially threw him in a carriage and rode off into the woods. Morgan shouts out the window, ‘Murderers!’ They ride off into the sunset, and he’s never seen again.”  



Narrator:  “Morgan’s body was never found, but an investigation was conducted, and members of the local Lodge were put on trial for his death.”  
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 “There was a trial that was held for the individuals who abducted him. 

 The judge on the case was a Mason; the Governor was a Mason, and I believe that the sheriff was a Mason. They had all these masons involved in the prosecution, and behold, no one is convicted for the murder of William Morgan.” 

  

  

As we’ve seen before, this is a shocker. This is the kind of stuff that was going on then, but not only then; it’s still going on today. How many court cases did you think, well, that guy's done, and somehow he gets off? What happened?  This is what’s going on. They are bound by their bloody oath, not only by their obligations of following and promoting the agenda and teachings of Freemasonry but by supporting each brother in the brotherhood of their craft. If they are in distress, you are bound, above all laws, of any country, of all land, that you must rescue and take care of them. 



It’s a nefarious agenda. They are just like Jehovah’s Witnesses, Mormons, and Catholics. They pitch themselves as a great place for families; they’re here to help the community. It’s all a smoke screen. It’s a secret satanic society that not only dupes people with a false gospel but also is steering our planet towards a Luciferian last-day agenda. They are seducing young and old alike, infiltrating governments around the world, including our own. 



I’m going to show you a smattering of people, and you will be utterly shocked. It’s going to open your eyes to see how deep the rabbit hole really goes. But again, let’s remind ourselves why nobody, let alone a Christian, should ever be a part of the satanic society called Freemasonry. 

Here, Paul tells us, very bluntly, that there is only one way to build your foundation, not only for your life but for your whole eternal existence, and it rhymes with Jesus Christ. 



I Corinthians 3:10-15: “By the grace God has given me, I laid a foundation as an expert builder, and someone else is building on it. But each one should be careful how he builds. For no one can lay any foundation other than the one already laid, which is Jesus Christ. If any man builds on this foundation using gold, silver, costly stones, wood, hay, or straw, his work will be shown for what it is because the Day will bring 
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it to light. It will be revealed with fire, and the fire will test the quality of each man’s work. If what he has built survives, he will receive his reward. 

If it is burned up, he will suffer loss; he himself will be saved, but only as one escaping through the flames.” 





So, basically, what we are talking about here is one of the classic passages describing, is not the judgment of salvation. We are not in fear of somehow going to hell. That was already done through the Cross of Jesus Christ. The judgment we are talking about here is for the believer who has built their foundation on Jesus Christ. What did you do after you got saved? Your works? You don’t work your way to Heaven, but God gives us gifts, and He saves us to do the good works that he prepared in advance for us to do. So that we have the privilege to lay them at His feet and say thank you for saving me. Because I love you, and I’m so grateful for what you have done for me. Simply this: Every man’s work will be manifested and tested. Or, in the words of Romans 14:12, “Everyone of us shall give an account of himself to God.” 



II Corinthians 5: “We shall all appear before the judgment seat.” 





The Greek word for this is  bema. It refers not to a tribunal or a court; it refers to the Olympic stadium, which was outside Corinth. And whether it was a garland, a laurel wreath, an oakleaf cluster, or whatever was the award, the winners went up and ascended the  bema, and there they were rewarded for their victory. Every believer will be at the  bema, which means everybody will get an award, or a reward, a prize. Everybody will have praise, Some more than others. Some will be more highly honored than others because some will have lasting and eternal work. Others will have worthless effort. But all will be saved. That’s this judgment. Like the way this guy puts it: 

  

 “I think this is an admission that all churches won’t end up being the same, any more than all Christians will. 

  

 You know, there will be gold Christians and stubble ones. They’ll all be Christians because they’ll all be building on the foundation of Christ. 
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 There will be gold churches, silver churches, precious stone-type churches, and there will also be stubble churches. They’ll all be Christians, but some of them will have an eternal value and will make an eternal contribution; others, they’re just there – varieties of materials. 

  

 This is an important point because it shows us that the Spirit of God knew that there would be varying kinds of Christians and churches. You need to evaluate them in that sense. 

  

 People say, ‘Why are there so many denominations? Why are there so many kinds of churches?’ Because some of them are gold, some of them are silver, some of them are precious stones, some are wood, some are hay, and some are stubble. 

  

 You say, ‘Which one are we?’ We’ll find out someday in God’s providence. I know which one I’d want to be, don’t you? 

  

 And why are so many Christians there? Why do some of them live such a crummy life and some of them so committed to God? 

  

 Some are gold, some are silver, some are precious stones, some are wood, some are hay, and some are stubble saints. 

  

 Don’t be a stubble saint.” 







But the Bible also says some people profess to be Christians who are not because they have laid a different foundation other than Jesus Christ, and that includes the people involved in Freemasonry. 

Acts 4:10-12: “It is by the Name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom you crucified but whom God raised from the dead, that this man stands before you healed. Jesus is ‘the stone you builders rejected, which has become the cornerstone.’ Salvation is found in no one else, for there is no other name under Heaven given to mankind by which we must be saved.” 





But they rejected the only cornerstone or salvation or foundation to be laid, Jesus Christ. Instead, they tried to substitute it with man-made 
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Jewish ethics, the Old Covenant, their traditions, rituals, laws, and rules. 

Sound familiar? That’s Freemasonry! 



 “You may try to set Jesus aside. He’s the only foundation on which a life can be built, on which a faith can be built, on which a nation can be built, a home, or anything.” 



 “Some people don’t want Christ. They’re disobedient to Christ; they don’t respond to Christ. They try to set Him aside and get another foundation, but ‘There isn’t any other.’” 





And one day, this truth will be known. It’s all coming out. Again, this is what is being promoted in Freemasonry – a false foundation, a different cornerstone,  a rejection of Jesus Christ, and it’s been going on for a long time in our own country. And part of it is because all the different branches have spread throughout every sector of society, including our country. It has infected every arena; it has seduced the military, men, women, and the youth of our country, leading to a false foundation, Luciferian order, going straight to hell. 



This again leads us to the next thing: the famous figures of Freemasonry. The first category is what I call the Pastoral Masons. This is not only in Baptist churches but also in Methodist churches and others. 

But I want to show you this, and then we will recap at the end. This church, Sunrise, used to be Southern Baptist until they started doing some things, which, as we will see, makes me wonder why they were doing it. 



In 1991, the Home Mission Board submitted questions concerning Freemasonry in the SBC to a Baptist view poll. One question was, how important it was for the SBC to have an official statement on Freemasonry? A majority of pastors (60%), ministers of education (56%), directors of missions (72%), deacon chairmen (63%), and church clerks (74%) felt that such a statement was “not very important at all.” An estimated 400,000 – 500,000 Southern Baptist men are Masons. Among this number are many well-known Southern Baptist leaders. 
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Robert E. Baylor was one of eight Masons who petitioned for a charter for Baylor University. “Every president of Baylor University has been a Master Mason.” One president was William R. White, 33rd degree, who served as president of Baylor University. He served as pastor of the First Baptist Church of Austin, the First Baptist Church of Oklahoma City, the First Baptist Church of Lubbock, and Broadway Baptist Church of Fort Worth. He also served as executive secretary and later as president of the Baptist General Convention of Texas. The first two missionaries sent by the SBC to Texas, James Huckins and William Tryon, were Masons. 

 

George W. Truett, pastor of the First Baptist Church, Dallas, president of the SBC, president of the Baptist World Alliance, and trustee of the Baylor University and Southwestern Baptist Theological Seminary, was a Scottish Rite Mason. He was raised a Master Mason in 1920 in Dallas Lodge No. 760; he received the 32nd degree in 1921. Of his Masonic membership, Truett said: 



 “From my earliest recollection, sitting about my father’s knees, who was a Mason, and hearing him and fellow Masons talk, I imbibed the impression in early childhood that the Masonic fraternity is one of the most helpful mediating and conserving organizations among men, and I have never wavered from that childhood impression, but it has stood steadfastly with me through the busy and vast hurrying years.” 



B.H. Carroll (1843-1914), the first president of Southwestern Seminary, was a member of Waco Lodge No. 92 and Herring Lodge No. 1224, located in Waco, Texas. Carroll was instrumental in creating the Department of Evangelism of the Home Mission Board. 

 

L.R. Scarborough (1870-1945) was a Gray Lodge No. 329 member in Houston, Texas. He served Southern Baptists as pastor of First Baptist Church in Abilene, Texas, and professor of evangelism at Southwestern Seminary when he became president of the seminary. 

 

W.W. Barnes (1883-1960) was a professor of church history at Southwestern Seminary and an active 32nd degree Scottish Rite Mason. 
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W.T. Conner (1877-1952), who taught theology at Southwestern Seminary until his retirement, was a Southside Lodge No. 1114 in Fort Worth member until his death. James T. Draper Jr. referred to Conner as 

 “perhaps the most famous theologian associated with Southwestern Seminary.”  

 

William W. Hamilton, a Mason, was named the Home Mission Board’s first head of the Department of Evangelism. He also served as president of the Baptist Bible Institute (BBI), now the New Orleans Baptist Theological Seminary, and the SBC. 

 

Louis D. Newton (1892-1986) was president of the SBC (1947-1948) and vice president of the Baptist World Alliance (1939-1959) who served 27 

years on the SBC Executive Committee and was a member of Joseph C. 

Greenfield Lodge No. 400 in Atlanta. He received his 50-year Masonic pin in 1980. He was also a York Rite Mason and a Shriner. He was the Yaarab Shrine Temple chaplain in Atlanta from 1939 to 1953 when fellow southern Baptist James P. Wesberry succeeded him. 

 

James P. Wesberry was pastor of Morningside Baptist Church in Atlanta for 31 years, president of the Georgia Baptist Convention for 3 years, recording secretary for the Georgia Baptist Convention for 20 years, moderator of the Southern Baptist Pastors Conference, and executive director of the Lord’s Day Alliance. He became a Mason in 1927 and succeeded Louis D. Newton as chaplain of the Yaarab Shrine temple in Atlanta. 

 

Joseph Samuel Murrow (1835-1929) was an appointed Southern Baptist home missionary to the Oklahoma Indian Territory and was called  “the founder of Freemasonry in Oklahoma.”  He established the first Masonic Lodge in the Indian Territory, served as the Grand Master of the Grand Lodge in the Indian Territory, and wrote the Murrow Masonic Monitor. 

He was raised a Master Mason and served as Grand Master of the Grand Lodge of the Indian Territory and Grand Secretary. 
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John T. Christian (1854-1925), a Knight Templar, was a professor of Christian history and librarian at BBI Baptist Bible Institute until his death. He also pastored First Baptist Church, Chattanooga, First Baptist Church, Hattiesburg, Second Baptist Church, Little Rock, and other churches. 



J.B. Lawrence, a Mason, was vice president of the SBC and executive secretary-treasurer of the Home Mission Board. 

 

Richard A. McLemore, president of Mississippi College in Clinton, was a member of Hattiesburg Lodge No. 397 and a 33rd-degree Scottish Rite Mason. 

 

David E. Moore was a well-known pastor in Southeastern New Mexico until his death. He was pastor of Caprock Baptist Church in Caprock, New Mexico, for many years and was assistant pastor of First Baptist Church, Roswell, N.M. On his hundredth birthday, he was honored with the title of 

“Honorary Past Master of Rosell Lodge No. 18.” 





Maybe this Freemasonry connection explains why we (Sunrise) left over this issue, among others. What started the whole thing was that out of the blue, the Southern Baptist said it was perfectly fine to build a Muslim Mosque. Dempsey, William Harrison ‘Jack’ (1895-1983): – In 1912, Jack Dempsey became a professional boxer and fought in more than 100 semi-pro and professional bouts before winning the heavyweight championship in 1919. Demsey’s first Lodge was Kenwood Lodge No. 800 in Chicago. 

 

Joe Frazier – Boxing (1944-2011): He became a Freemason in March 2009 at M.B. Taylor Lodge No. 141 F&AM in Hammonton, New Jersey. 

 

Robinson, ‘Sugar Ray’ (Real Name: Walker Smith, Jr.) (1921-1989): Sugar Ray Robinson was a celebrated American Boxer who became a World Champion six times – once as a welterweight and five times as a middleweight. Robinson belonged to Joppa Lodge No. 55 in New York City. 

 

Manny Pacquiao – Boxing - Born in 1978. He was initiated as an Entered Apprentice in March 2021 at Mamamayang Pilipino Lodge in the Philippines. 

 

Hornish, Jr. Samuel Jon (1979 - ): A racing driver, Sam Hornish Junior was the youngest champion of a major North American open-wheel series in modern racing history. He is a serving member of Omega Lodge No. 

564 in Defiance, USA, where he was raised to the 3rd degree on January 10, 2001. 

 

Palmer, Arnold Daniel (1929 - ): An outstanding professional golfer, Arnold Palmer was born in Pennsylvania and, for years, set the example of making golf a ‘gentleman’s’ sport. Palmer’s Lodge is Loyalhanna Lodge No. 275 in Latrobe, Pennsylvania. 
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Ballard, Harold E. (Given name: Edwin Harold Ballard) (1903-1990): Born in Toronto, Canada, Harold Ballard was the feisty owner of the Toronto Maple Leafs National Hockey League team. His mother lodge was Lodge Corinthian No. 481, GRC, Toronto, Ontario. 

 

Tim Horton, Hockey: Miles Gilbert (Tim) Horton, a famed Canadian hockey player and businessman, was a member of Kroy Lodge No. 676 in Toronto, Ontario. He’s known for possibly being the strongest player ever to play professional hockey, earning him the reputation as the “ice general.” In 1964, Horton opened his first Tim Horton Doughnut Shop in Hamilton, Ontario, now a multi-million-dollar coffee chain. 

 

Shaquille O’Neal, basketball—He’s proud to be a mason and show off his ring on TV. Watch this.

Then we have the Financial Masons. 

 

Astor, Johann Jacob ‘John’ (1763-1848)—At one point, John Astor was considered to be the wealthiest man in America. In 1790, he became Master of Holland Lodge No. 8 in New York, NY, and served as Grand Treasurer for their Grand Lodge. 

 

Chrysler, Walter Percy (1875-1940)—Walter Chrysler made his name at Buick (where he became one of the highest-paid executive officers in the world) before he founded the Chrysler Corporation. 

 

Ford, Henry (1863-1947) – Henry Ford founded the Ford Motor Company in 1903 and introduced large-scale assembly-line production, thereby creating the first widely available, lightweight, and affordable motor car, the Model T. 

 

Olds, Ransom Eli (1864-1950)—Ransom Olds was an American automobile inventor, and manufacturer, who, in 1899, founded the Olds Motor Vehicle Company, which went on to produce the Oldsmobile. Olds attended Capitol Lodge No. 66, Lansing, Michigan. 

 

Gates, John (1855-1903) – Known as “Bet-a-million” Gates, he founded the Texaco Oil Company and popularized the use of barbed wire. 

 

Gillette, King Camp (1855-1932)—A famous American businessman, inventor, and manufacturer, Gillette is credited with developing the safety razor. He founded the Gillette Safety Razor company in 1902, which might explain their woke commercials lately.

Hoover, Frank (1883-1954)—Frank Hoover was the creator of possibly the most famous brand of vacuum cleaners in the world, which are named after him. 

 

Kresge, Sebastian Spering (1867-1966). He founded S.S. Kresge (1897), one of the great “Five and Dimes Stores,” as they came to be termed. 

Sixteen years later, he owned 85 stores. In 1924, Kresge was estimated to be worth $375,000,000 ($5 Billion U.S. dollars today!). The store chain he created is now better known as K-Mart. 

 

Lever, William Hesketh – 1st Viscount Leverhulme (1851-1925)—Lever built a vast industrial empire across the globe, with such famous soap brands as Lux and Lifebuoy. His enterprises were amalgamated as Unilever, and by 1930, they employed 250,000 people and were the largest company in Britain in terms of market value. 
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Lipton, Sir Thomas Johnstone – 1st Baronet (1850-1931)—Even in the 21st century, tea is what makes this Freemason a famous name. Thomas Lipton was born in Glasgow of Irish-Scottish parentage. Having worked as a young man in America, he returned to Scotland to open a grocery store, which he grew into a hugely successful chain. During this time, he established Lipton’s tea processing factories in England and the U.S.A. 

 

Macy, Rowland Hussey (1822-1877)—Rowland Macy was an American-born Quaker who started a small dry goods store in Haverhill, Massachusetts. Under his guidance, it grew into the famous Macy’s Department Stores of New York. 

 

Hart Almerrin Massey (1823-1896): Was the ‘Massey’ in Massey-Ferguson farm equipment. He was a businessman who became a philanthropist. 

 

Penney, James Cash (1875-1971)—the founder of the famous American J.C. Penney stores, James Penney was a businessman and entrepreneur and extremely caring; he frequently donated large amounts of money to worthy charities. Penney was a dedicated lifelong Freemason, being initiated into Wasatch Lodge No. 1, Free and Accepted Masons of Utah, on April 18, 1911. A member of both the Scottish Rite and York Rite, Penney was coroneted a 33rd Degree on October 16, 1945. 

 

Pullman, George Mortimer (1831-1897) – George Pullman was the Freemason who designed and built the luxury sleeping cars for trains that became the standard to beat throughout the world. He made so much money that he built his own town, which he modestly called “Pullman,” to accommodate his workers. His Masonic Lodge is recorded as being Renovation Lodge No. 97, Albion, New York. 

 

De Rothschild, James Mayer (Born: Jakob Mayer Rothschild) (1792-1868) – Rothchild moved to Paris in 1811, and, in 1817, expanded the family banking empire. An advisor to two kings of France, he became the most powerful banker in the country. He played a major role in financing the construction of railroads and the mining business that helped make

France an industrial power. James de Rothschild amassed a fortune that probably made him the richest man in the world. It is estimated that in today’s money, James de Rothschild’s personal fortune (not including the wealth of his other family members) was alone at least five times the fortune accumulated by Bill Gates. Rothschild was initiated on October 24, 1802, into Emulation Lodge No. 12, London. 

 

Sanders, Harland David ‘Colonel’ (1890-1980) – Colonel Harland Sanders’ Kentucky Fried Chicken (KFC) outlets are found worldwide. 

Sanders was also the mentor of fellow Freemason Dave Thomas. 

 

Thomas, David (1932-2002) – Dave Thomas was an orphan, but as the founder of the popular Wendy’s Old Fashioned Hamburgers restaurant chain. Thomas was raised to master Mason in Sol. D. Bayless Lodge No. 

359, Fort Wayne, Indiana, and received the 33rd degree, N.M.J., on November 16, 1961, in Fort Wayne. He was active in the Scottish Rite Philanthropies, including their Children’s Hospital program. His friend and mentor in the restaurant business was another Freemason, Colonel Harland Sanders of Kentucky Fried Chicken fame. 

 

Schaefer, Julius Earl (1893-1978) – Julius Schaefer founded the Wichita company that later became the Boeing Aircraft Corporation’s Wichita plant. 

 

Alexander Gus Spanos (1923 -), of Greek descent, is the owner of the San Diego Chargers and the founder of 10 companies that bear his name. 

Brother Spanos is one of North America’s greatest businessmen. A real estate developer and manager, Forbes rated him as worth 1.1 billion U.S. 

dollars in 2004. 

 

Stanford, Amasa Leland (1824-1893) – A pioneer railroad builder and government official, Stanford was a founder and president of the Central Pacific Railroad (1861-1893) which made his fortune. Along with his wife, he founded and endowed Leland Stanford, Jr. University (1885). 
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Watson, Thomas John (1874-1956)—A self-made American industrialist and billionaire businessman, Watson was President and Chairman of International Business Machines (IBM) from 1914 to 1956. He was one of the richest men of his time. 

 

Wozniak, Steven Gary ‘Woz (1950 - ) Woz is the celebrated American computer engineer and philanthropist who co-founded computer giant Apple Incorporated with Steve Jobs. Freemason Woz Wozniak is a member of Charity Lodge No. 362, Campbell, California. Maybe that explains the logo they chose: 



Narrator:  “Whether or not you are using an Apple product, the Apple Logo is undoubtedly one of the most successful and recognizable logos today, together with the green logo of Starbucks and the yellow M of McDonald’s. Despite its popularity, have you ever considered what the Apple Logo actually means? Some suggest that it symbolizes the apple Adam and Eve ate from the Tree of Knowledge, which God said never to eat, but they ate it anyway.”

Now, let's get into the fourth one, none other than the Hollywood Masons. Again, they are in every sector of society. Don’t kid yourself. If they aren’t using their power, money, influence, technology, and everything, including the media, to bring about this Masonic worldview. 

Because they really are. 



Ziegfeld Florenz (1867-1932)—Florenz Ziegfeld created the famed Ziegfeld Follies on Broadway. Several actors and comedians (many of whom were Freemasons) experienced their first successes within his lavish shows, including W.C. Fields, Eddie Cantor, and Will Rogers. 

Ziegfeld was a member of the Accordia Lodge No. 277, Chicago, Illinois. 

 

Ringling Brothers—This famous circus family benefited Freemasonry with the membership of all seven sons and even their father! At one time, John Nicholas Ringling had become one of the richest men in the world. 
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DeMille, Cecil Blount (1881-1959) – A blockbuster film director of the 1920s and through to the 50s. He became the creative genius behind Paramount Pictures and was integral to Hollywood’s development as the film capital of the world. DeMille was a Mason in the Prince of Orange Lodge No. 16, New York City. 

 

Eddie Cantor (Real name Israel Iskowitz) (1892-1964) - Was a popular vaudevillian, actor, comedian, and singer-songwriter who was raised in Munn Lodge No. 190, New York City. 

 

Houdini, Harry (Real Name: Erik Weisz) (1874-1926) – Born in Budapest, Hungary, Harry Houdini has been recognized as the premiere American magician and escapologist of the early 20th Century, known for his escapes from chains, handcuffs, straitjackets, and padlocked, water-filled containers. He was also a skeptic who set out to expose frauds purporting to be supernatural phenomena. Harry Houdini was immensely proud of his Masonic affiliations and became a Shriner just before his death. Harry Houdini was initiated into Freemasonry on August 21, 1923, in St. Cecile Lodge No.  568, New York. 

 

Abbott, William ‘Bud’ (1897-1974) – Bud Abbott was one-half of the famous Abbott and Costello comedy duo. He was a comedian, actor and producer. They made 36 films together, and since they took a share of the profits from each movie, the pair became two of the highest-paid stars in the world. Brother Abbott was a member of Daylight Lodge No. 525, Michigan. 

 

Autry, Orvon Eugene ‘Gene”  (1907-1998) – An American Actor who made some 90 films from the 1930s through to the 1950s, Gene Autry, was a cowboy singer (‘Back in the Saddle Again’ and more similar songs). 

Many young people have grown up listening to his rendition of ‘Rudolph, The Red-Nosed Reindeer.’ Gene Autry was a member of Catoosa Lodge No. 185, Oklahoma, and, according to the Masonic inscription on his gravestone, Brother Autry was “a true gentleman.” 
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Blanc, Mel (Real name: Melvin Jerome Blank) (1908-1989) – If you have heard of cartoon characters ‘Bugs Bunny,’ ‘Wile E. Coyote,’ ‘Elmer Fudd,’ ‘Barne Rubble’ (of the Flintstones), ‘Daffy Duck,’ ‘Porky Pig,’ and 

‘Sylvester the Cat,’ then you’ve heard the voice of Mel Blanc. Known as 

‘The man of a Thousand Voices,’ at the time of his passing to the Grand Lodge Above in 1989, it was estimated that 20 million people heard his voice every day! Mel Blanc joined the Order of DeMolay as a young man and was a Freemason for 50 years. 

 

Borgnine, Ernest (Born: Ermes Effron Borgnino) (1917-2012) – Ernest Borgnine was a film and television actor. He was more famously known to a generation of television fans for his role as the Skipper in ‘McHale’s Navy.’ Borgnine generously served Freemasonry and was the Honorary Chairman of a program that supported the Scottish Rite Childhood Language Center in Richmond. Ernest Borgnine was initiated into Abingdon Lodge No. 48, California, and there is evidence that he was also a member of Melrose Lodge No. 63 in California. Frankly, it can be said that Ernest Borgnine was an exceptional member of the Craft. 

 

Fairbanks Senior, Douglas (Real name: Douglas Elton Thomas Ullman) (1883-1939) – Actor, screenwriter, director, and producer, early American silent film actor, Douglas Fairbanks wowed the ladies with his athletic prowess in swashbuckling adventures such as ‘The Mark of Zorro’ (1920), 

‘Robin Hood’ (1922) and ‘The Thief of Bagdad’ (1924). A consummate businessman, Fairbanks founded the United Artists Motion Picture Studio with Charlie Chaplin in 1919 and the Academy of Motion Picture Arts and Sciences (Oscars), hosting the first Oscar ceremony in 1929. Douglas Fairbanks Sr. was a Freemason in Beverly Hills Lodge No. 528. 

 

Fields, William Claude ‘W.C.’ (Real name: William Claude Dukenfield) (1880-1946) – W.C. Fields was an iconic American comedian and actor known for his raspy voice and bulbous nose. His films include ‘My Little Chickadee’ (1940) and ‘Never Give a Sucker an Even Break’ (1941). 

Fields belong to E. Coppee Mitchell Lodge No. 605, Philadelphia. 
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Ford, Gwylly Samuel Newton ‘Glenn’ (1916-2006)—Glenn Ford was a Canadian-born actor from Hollywood’s Golden Era who enjoyed a career that spanned seven decades. He was a member of two Californian Lodges: Palisades Lodge No. 637 and Riviera Lodge No. 780. 

 

Gable, Clark (1901-1960) – Gable was the actor who placed opposite nearly every major female star during the 1930s. He is perhaps best remembered for his 1939 role, as ‘Rhett Butler’ in “Gone with the Wind.’ 

Gable attended the Beverly Hills Lodge No. 528, California. 

 

Hardy, Oliver (1892-1957) – Legendary American comedian and actor. 

Oliver Hardy was one half of possibly the most famous comedy duo in history, Laurel and Hardy. Oliver Hardy was a Freemason in Solomon Lodge No. 20, Florida. 

 

Jolson, Al (Real name: Asa Yoelson) (1886-1950) – Al Jolson was the star of the very first talking movie, ‘The Jazz Singer’, in 1927. ‘The Jazz Singer,’ the first ‘talking’ motion picture with synchronized sound. Jolson was a Freemason in St. Cecile Lodge No. 568, New York. 

 

Marx, Arthur Adolph ‘Harpo”  (1888-1964)—The second of the gifted Marx Brothers, Harpo Marx was a gifted comedian who entertained millions during the 1930s and 40s as part of the famous Marx Brothers. 

Harpo Marx never spoke in any of his film or TV performances, so audiences actually thought him dumb; in reality, he possessed a deep, melodic voice. Harpo Marx was a true Freemason. 

 

Mix, Thomas Hexikiel ‘Tom’ (1880-1940)—A soldier, cowboy, and champion rodeo rider, Tom Mix starred in over 400 Western films and was instrumental in getting John Wayne his first job. He belonged to Utopia Lodge No. 537 in Los Angeles, California. 

 

Murphy, Audie Leon (1924-1971)—Audie Murphy was the most decorated American soldier of World War II. Murphy achieved his real fame as an actor, mainly in Westerns. A member of North Hollywood 
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Lodge No. 542, California, and a 33rd degree holder, Murphy was always involved and active in Freemasonry. 

 

Parker, Fess Elisha (1924-2010) – An American actor of long-standing, Fess Parker was best known for his characterization of Davy Crockett and Daniel Boone. He attended the Masonic ceremonies at Mount Olive Lodge No. 506, California. 

 

Rogers, Roy (Real name: Leonard Franklin Slye) (1911-1998) – Dubbed 

“King of the Cowboys,” Roy Rogers was the typical “all-American” actor and singer who played a singing cowboy in Western Films. Always wearing a white hat, Rogers played the hero who never killed his opponent but rather would shoot him in the hand to disable him. Roy Rogers was a member of Holly Lodge No. 355, California, and has proudly displayed on his Masonic inscribed gravestone and 33rd-degree Masonic emblem. 

 

Rogers, William Penn Adair “Will”  (1879-1935) _ Will Rogers was an actor, comedian, columnist, and radio personality noted for his wry, homespun commentary on society and politics. Rogers attended Claremore Lodge No. 53 in Oklahoma. 

 

Skelton, Richard Bernard ‘Red’ (1913-1997)—Red Skelton is remembered for his hilarious family comedy. He was a member of Vincennes Lodge No. 1, Vincennes, Indiana, and was always playing the clown—even with his own Lodge members. 

 

Switzer, Carl Dean ‘Alfalfa’ (1927-1959)—Switzer was an American child actor, professional dog breeder, and hunting guide, most notable for appearing in the ‘Our Gang’ short subjects’ series as Alfalfa. 

 

Wayne, John ‘Duke”  (Real name: Marion Mitchell Morrison) (1907-1979)—One of the most popular actors of the 20th Century, John Wayne’s tough guy roles helped define a generation. He appeared in more than 250 

films. A member of Marion McDaniel Lodge No. 56, Tucson, Arizona, and also a 33rd degree holder, Wayne came through the Masonic ranks via the Order of DeMolay. 
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Savalas, Aristotelis ‘Telly’ (1922-1994) – Telly Savalas was a charismatic actor who became most famous as the bald, lollypop sucking, police detective, Kojak, who was tough on the outside but gentle inside. 

Who loves ya, baby? Telly Savalas was a gifted actor and proud Freemason. 

 

Mayer, Louis Burt (Real name: Lazar Meir) (1884-1957) – Mayer is generally credited as the creator of the actors’ ‘star system’ and was also the ‘Mayer’ in Metro-Goldwyn-Mayer (MGM) in its gold years. Mayer was a member of Cecile Lodge No. 568 in New York. 

 

Zanuck, Darryl Francis (1902-1970)—Darryl Zanuck was a writer, actor, producer, and studio executive who, in 1933, became a co-founder of 20th Century Fox. His family's memorial notes his Masonic affiliation and achievement above all his other accomplishments! Brother Zanuck belongs to Mount Olive Lodge No. 506 in Los Angeles, California. 

 

Warner, Harry Morris (Given name: Hirsch Moses Wonsal) (1881-1958)—Along with his brothers, Albert, Jack, and Sam, Harry Warner started the motion picture studio Warner Brothers. They all attended Mount Olive Lodge No. 506 in California.

Mozart, Wolfgang Amadeus (1756-1791) – Although he passed to the Grand Lodge Above after only 35 years of life, Austrian composer Amadeus Mozart is considered among the greatest and most prolific composers in history. Mozart attended Lodge Zur Wohltatigkeit, Vienna. 

 

Bach, Johann Christian (1735-1782) – The eleventh and youngest son of the celebrated composer Johann Sebastian Bach, Johann Christian was a composer of the classical era. He is sometimes called ‘the London Bach’ 

or ‘the English Bach.’ Brother Bach belonged to the influential Lodge of Nine Muses No. 235 in London. 

 

Liszt, Franz Ritter von (1811-18886) – Franz Liszt was a 19th Century Hungarian composer, virtuoso pianist, and teacher who became renowned throughout Europe for his great skill as a performer and was perhaps the greatest pianist of all time. Franz Liszt was a Freemason in Lodge zur Einigkeit, Frankfurt, Germany. 

 

Brahms, Johannes (1833-1897)—Johannes Brahms was a German composer and pianist and one of the leading musicians of the Romantic period. He is sometimes grouped with Johann Sebastian Bach and Ludwig van Beethoven as one of the ‘Three Bs.’ 

 

Basie, William James ‘Count’ (1904-1984) – A brilliant African American orchestra leader and composer, Basie led his band almost continuously for 50 years! Basie was also a friend of Frank Sinatra. A member of Wisdom Lodge No. 102 (Prince Hall), Chicago, Basie was also a noted ‘Shriner.’ 

 

Berlin, Irving (Real name: Israel Isidore Berlin) (1888-1989) – Was a composer, lyricist, and long-time member of Munn Lodge No. 190 in New 
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York, Brother Berlin is widely considered the greatest songwriter in history. 

 

Cole, Nat ‘King’ (Given Name: Nathaniel Adams Cole) (1919-1965) – 

An outstanding pianist and ballad singer with a resonant voice, Nat King Cole was one of the first black American entertainers to host a TV show. 

His worldwide popularity endures even today. 

 

Ellington, Edward Kennedy ‘Duke’ (1899-1974)—As a jazz composer, orchestrator, bandleader, and pianist, Duke Ellington is widely considered to be the greatest composer in the history of jazz music and one of the greatest musicians of the 20th century. He performed with many greats, including Ella Fitzgerald and Louis Armstrong. Ellington was a member of Social Lodge No. 1, Washington, DC. 

 

Ives, Burl Icle Ivanhoe (1909-1995) – A legendary fold singer, writer, actor, and keen Freemason, Burl Ives is famous for many songs, including this one. 

 

Burl Ives:  “It’s a holly, jolly Christmas; it’s the best time of the year. I don’t know if there’ll be snow but have a cup of cheer. Have a holly, jolly Christmas, and when you walk down the street, say hello to the friends you know and everyone you meet. Ho, Ho, the mistletoe, hung where you can see.”

Arouet, Francois-Marie ‘Voltaire’ (1694-1778) – A French Enlightenment essayist and philosopher. Famous for his wit, he was an outspoken critic of Christianity. “One hundred years from my day, there will not be a Bible on earth.” “Christianity is the most ridiculous, the most absurd, and bloody religion that has ever infected the world. My one regret in dying is that I cannot aid you in this noble enterprise of eradicating the world of this infamous superstition.” Let it also be noted that only 16 years after Voltaire’s death, in 1794, the presence of the Bible began making inroads in the town where he spent the last eighteen years of his life, Ferney, France. The very printing presses that Voltaire employed to print his irreverent works were used to print editions of the Bible and were 
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printed on paper that had “been specially made for the superior edition Voltaire’s works. He was initiated in Freemasonry in 1778 at Loge des Neuf Soeurs in Paris. 

 

Darwin, Erasmus (1731-1802) – Born in Nottinghamshire, England, Erasmus Darwin was a physician, philosopher and poet and the grandfather of Charles Darwin. He was a member of Canongate Kilwinning Lodge No. 2 Scotland. 



A pioneer explorer and frontier politician, William Clark was joined by another Freemason, Meriwether Lewis, on the Lewis & Clark Expedition (1804-6), the first overland exploration of the American West and Pacific Northwest; Clark being responsible for careful mapmaking. He later served as a Native American agent and governor of the Missouri Territory (1813-1821). 

 

Lewis, Meriwether (1774-1809)—Clark, William (1770-1838)—Famous for the Lewis & Clark Expedition (1804-6), the first overland exploration of the American West and Pacific Northwest. Meriwether Lewis was the first Master of St. Louis Lodge No. 111, and Brother Clark also belonged to it. 

 

Clemens, Samuel Langhorne (Pen name: Mark Twain) (1835-1910) – 

Writing as ‘Mark Twain,’ this American novelist and humorist’s works include ‘Tom Sawyer’ and ‘Huckleberry Finn.’ Samuel Clemens was a member of Polar Star Lodge No. 79, A.F. & A.M., St Louis, Missouri. 

 

Cody, William Frederick ‘Buffalo Bill’ (1846-1917)—Buffalo Bill Cody was the legendary soldier, bison hunter, scout, and showman who founded 

‘The Wild West Show’, which toured America and Europe. He was raised in Platte Valley Lodge No. 15, Nebraska. 

 

Wilde, Oscar Fingal O’Flahertie Wills (1854-1900)—The most famous Irish playwright, novelist, and poet, Oscar Wilde became one of London’s most popular playwrights by the early 1890s. Today, he is remembered for 
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his works such as ‘The Picture of Dorian Gray.’ Oscar Wilde attended Apollo University Lodge No. 357, Oxford (UGLE). 

 

Fleming, Sir Alexander (1881-1955) – Alexander Fleming discovered penicillin. He shared a Nobel Prize in 1945 for this world-health-changing achievement. A busy Freemason when time allowed, Fleming was a member of the London Scottish Rifles Lodge No. 2310. 

 

Guillotine, Joseph-Ignace (1738-1814) – Guillotin, a physician and French revolutionary, advocated a ‘more humane method of death’ for condemned prisoners. The now infamous contraption he invested for the purpose forever bears his name, ‘The Guillotine.’ 





Which just so happens to be the method of execution in the antiChrist kingdom that these guys are promoting in the 7-year Tribulation. 



Revelation 20-4: “I saw thrones on which were seated those who had been given authority to judge. Jones, Melvin (1879-1961) – Freemason Melvin Jones founded Lions Clubs International, the international service organization, which the Arizona-born Jones founded on June 7, 1917. Lions’ clubs are now a beacon for the civic-minded. Melvin Jones attended Garden City Lodge No. 141, Illinois. 

 

Kipling, Joseph Rudyard (1865-1936), Was famous for works such as The Jungle Book. Many of Kipling’s works have strong Masonic themes, and some are specifically about Freemasonry. According to the English magazine Masonic Illustrated, Kipling became a Freemason in about 1885, some six months before the usual minimum age of 21. He was initiated into Hope and Perseverance Lodge No. 782 in Lahore, India. 
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Lindbergh, Charles Augustus (1902-1974) – Emerging from the virtual obscurity of being a U.S. Mail pilot, 25-year-old Charles Lindbergh became the most famous of all American Aviators when he completed the first solo, non-stop transatlantic flight from New York to Paris in 1927. 

His Masonic lodge was Keystone Lodge No. 243, St. Louis, Missouri, USA. 

 

Lorenzini, Carlo (Pen name: Carlo Collodi) (1826-1890) – Pinocchio was the invention of Freemason Carlo Lorenzini.

Fisher, Archbishop Geoffrey (1887-1972) – An English churchman and the 99th Archbishop of Canterbury. Prior to this, he had been an active Freemason. Fisher helped to reorganize the work of the Church of England after World War II and became the President of the World Council of Churches from 1946 to 1954. As President, he was a vigorous proponent of ecumenism.

I’m based in Geneva, where the World Council of Churches has its headquarters, and I’m editor of the WCC Journal and Ecumenical Review. 1948; Evanston – 1954; New Delhi – 1961; Uppsala – 1968; Nairobi – 

1975; Vancouver – 1983; Canberra – 1991; Harare – 1998; Porto Alegre – 

2006; Busan – 2013; Karlsruhe – 2022. Pope Francis participated in an ecumenical gathering at the World Council of Churches in Geneva on June 21. 



Pope Francis:  “The ecumenical movement to which the World Council of Churches has made so great a contribution came about as a grace of the Holy Spirit.”

Jackson’s Freemasons Lodge is Harmony Lodge No. 88, Chicago, Illinois. 

 

Sawyer, David (1940 - ) – A committed member of the Salvation Army and a Freemason. In 1981, David Sawyer was initiated into the Lodge of Integrity No. 5149 in Chelmsford, Essex, England, and rose to become Provincial Grand Chaplin in 2006. 

 

Smith, Joseph (1805-1844) – Joseph Smith was the founder of the Church of Latter-Day Saints, which evolved into the Mormon Church. Smith was a member of the Nauvoo Lodge, Illinois. 

 

Vivekananda, Swami (Born: Narendranth Dutta) (1863-1902) – 

Swami Vivekananda was a Hindu Spiritual leader; he is considered a key figure in the introduction of the philosophies of Hinduism and yoga into Europe and the U.S.A., and also for raising interfaith awareness in the late 19th century. Vivekananda was a member of Hope and Anchor Lodge No. 

1, Calcutta, India. 

 

Wesley, Samuel (1766-1837) – The nephew of John Wesley, the founder of the Methodist Church. In 1788, Wesley became a Freemason in the Lodge of Antiquity and was appointed Grand Organist in 1812. 

 

Bush, Vannevar (1890-1974)—The ‘godfather of the internet,’ as he is considered by many to be, Vannevar Bush was a pioneer in the 
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development of atomic and nuclear energy. A Vice President and Dean of Engineering at Massachusetts Institute of Technology (MIT), Brother Bush was also a frequent speaker at Massachusetts’ Masonic Lodges of Instruction. 

 

Webb, James Edwin (1906-1992) – James Webb oversaw NASA's administration during the Apollo moon landing missions. The James Webb Space Telescope takes its name from the man who shaped NASA. 

James Webb was a Brother in University Lodge No. 408, Chapel Hill, North Carolina. 

 

Aldrin, Edwin Eugene ‘Buzz’ (1930 - ) – Buz Aldrin is a mechanical engineer, an ex-USAF fighter pilot, and an astronaut. On July 20, 1969, as the pilot of Apollo 11’s Lunar Module, he famously became only the second human to walk on the moon. At the time of his lunar landing, Aldrin was a member of the Clear Lake Lodge No. 1417, Seagate, Texas, and in the wake of Aldrin’s space mission, the Grand Lodge of Texas formed Tranquility Lodge No. 2000, named after Tranquility Base, the location of Apollo 11’s landing site. Aldrin is now a member of Montclair Lodge No. 144, New Jersey. 

 

Glenn, John Herschel (1921 - )—The first American astronaut to orbit the earth in a spacecraft in 1962. John Glenn became a U.S. Senator from Ohio from 1974 through 1998 and, in November 1998, returned to space 36 years after his original journey, thus becoming the oldest astronaut ever. Glenn is a member of Concord Lodge No. 688, Concord, Ohio. 

 

Mitchell, Dr. Edgar Dean (1930 - ) – He became the sixth person to walk on the moon, a role that should have fallen to fellow Freemason, Fred W. 

Halse. Active in the young people’s organization, DeMolay International, Edgar Mitchell is a Mason in Artesia Lodge No. 28, Artesia, New Mexico. 

 

Rhodes, Cecil John (1853-1902) – Rhodes was an English-born businessman, mining magnate, and politician in South Africa. He was the founder of the diamond company De Beers, which today markets 40% of the world’s rough diamonds. At one time, however, De Beers marketed 
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90%. He was the founder of the state of Rhodesia, named after him. After independence, Rhodesia separated into the nations of Northern and Southern Rhodesia, later renamed Zambia and Zimbabwe. South Africa’s Rhodes University is named after him, and he set up the provisions of the Rhodes Scholarship, funded by his estate. He remained a Freemason until he died in 1901. 

 

Weishaupt, Johann Adam (1748-1830) – German philosopher Adam Weishaupt was the founder of the Order of the Illuminati, a secret society with its origins in Bavaria. He was initiated into Lodge Theodor zum guten Rath in Munich in 1777 but had already founded the Order of the Illuminati in 1776 and attempted to combine the two. 





Now, really quick, let me give you another one - the Judicial Masons. And I’m talking about our own Supreme Court. We wonder how things could get so messed up. And I quote: 



 “From 1789 to the present, there have been 108 Justices of the United States Supreme Court. Depending on which source is consulted, 34,36,38, or 40 of them have been Freemasons. This means about one-third of the Supreme Court Justices were masons, a far larger proportion than in the general population. This might be just an interesting statistic if they were Masons in name only, and some probably were. However, it appears that several were Masters of their Lodges, and some were Grand Masters of their Grand Lodges. Undoubtedly, the philosophy and spirit of Freemasonry had some effect on them, as did the other Masons in the Supreme Court. This, in turn, may mean that, to some extent, the decisions of the Supreme Court, which have had so much of an impact on the lives of all Americans, reflect some of the teachings of Freemasonry. In other words, you wonder why the Supreme Court has gotten too anti-Christian as well as anti-American lately.” 

  



How in the world could a country founded on Christ and Christianity have a Supreme Court that says, “get Bibles out of schools, get prayer out of schools.” I wonder who was making those decisions. 

Now, the latest thing that is out there in the news is if you are a Christian 
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who believes that we need to turn back to Christ as a country because we were founded on Christian principles, you are a Christian nationalist terrorist. Take a look at this: 



Heidi Przybyla, Politico:  “The one thing that unites all of them, and many different groups who are orbiting Trump, the one thing that unites them as Christian Nationalists. Not Christians, by the way, because Christian Nationalists are very different. They believe that our rights as Americans, as all human beings, don’t come from any earthly authority. 

 They don’t come from Congress. They don’t come from the Supreme Court. They come from God.” 

  

Narrator:  “You might think that phrases like “endowed by our creator” 

 and “unalienable rights” and “secure the blessings of liberty” and 

 “America’s founding documents” ' might take the guesswork out of the questions of the source of our rights. You might think when Ms. Przybyla is getting her master’s degree in international relations at Michigan State University of James Madison College, the philosophical underpinning of different political systems and the father of the constitution for whom this college is named are topics that would have arisen. You might think that, if you didn’t appreciate, that like America’s press core, its colleges are largely sentinels of the state. Ms. Przybyla, about the vote, is 50 years old. 

 Subservient to the state is not a new phenomenon. It is noteworthy that Ms. Przybyla gets her Marxist offering on the repository of individual rights for the purpose of distinguishing Christianity from the alleged Christian Nationalism of Trump supporters, with the clear insinuation that the latter is a dangerous interloper. To destroy, most effectively, something, is to redefine it out of existence. Marriage, biological sex, and now Christianity and America’s origin story.” 

  



You can’t have that if you need to turn America into a Freemason society and the rest of the world. That is the latest attack. But again, notice, what did she say? Christian Nationalists are people who believe that we need to go back to our roots as a country, Christianity, to bring back order and the American way of life, as was designed by the founding 
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fathers. It’s not just that you are wrong; you are a threat, and you’re not a Christian. That’s what they are saying. This is in the news right now. 



 “Many of the Supreme Court Justices who were Freemasons also were members of their local Royal Arch Chapters, Cryptic or Royal and Select Master Councils, Knight Templar Commanderies, Scottish Rite bodies, Shines, and Grottoes. Some would read decisions of the United States Supreme Court and see some Masonic influence in them.” 

  



That will eventually destroy America and lead us into their Luciferian Order. And that includes the help of the next two categories that we will cover in the next chapter. We will be looking at the Military Masons because they believe that we need three World Wars, and after that, the third World War is going to be the rise of what they think is a good thing, the One World leader, whom the Bible calls the anti-Christ. 

Then, we will see the Political Mason. There, we will look at the presidents of our own country, who are mega masons. And dare I ask, who were the presidents during World War I and II? To make sure that we got involved in them. Because that’s part of the plan, I want to end on the American roots and Freemasonry. I believe that there is a trick that is being played on us - in our country. I believe that what they are doing, as you saw in the video, you look at the layout of Washington, D.C., it’s truly a pentagram. It’s true, and you can’t get around it. Look at the Egyptian Obelisk, the Washington Monument. That’s Egyptian, the occult, that’s Freemasonry. I don’t discount that. Look at the symbols around Washington, D.C.; they are Masonic. I don’t discount that. And that’s why when you see some here and some there, they can say America was never a Christian nation. We were lied to. It’s been Masonic through and through. 



I want to expose that. Why is it in the construction? The masons were basically the construction workers of the day. If they wanted to build the city, they would use them and weed their little things into it. But that 
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doesn’t mean that the bulk of the founding fathers weren’t Christians. 

They were hard-core Christians. As I will demonstrate, they clearly built our country on Jesus Christ. That’s why they are now attacking us and saying you aren’t even a Christian and you’re a threat. They want to convince people that we were never a Christian nation.

First, they put marbles out – white marbles and a black marble. If you get a black marble, you’re black bald. Can’t be one. If you get white marble, you can be one. 

  

 You get at a certain level of masonry; you get rid of the Bible and pick up the Quran. You gotta take a vow of secrecy that can never expose the craft, and if you expose the craft, you agree to have your tongue cut out or snatched out, and your heart cut out. I will expose all the crafts I want. I dare you to lay a hand on me. I dare you to do it, and I want you to do it. 

 I’m a very easy man to find. So, all these lodges and all that stuff won’t prevail. You throw on a black suit, a white shirt, and a black tie and feel important. But then you die, and a bunch of men come in marching, just like a bunch of stooges. March forward and slide back; everybody’s doing the curly. And then they ring a little bell over here, say a few words, but you died without God. Do you get what I’m telling you? There is a way which seemeth right unto a man.”

The American Roots 

of Freemasonry 





















As we have seen so far in our study, we’ve got Freemasons everywhere. In our last chapter we saw the first famous masons are none other than the pastoral masons. And how important it was for the SBC to have an official statement on Freemasonry. A majority of pastors (60%), ministers of education (56%), directors of missions (72%), deacon chairmen (63%), and church clerks (74%) felt that such a statement was 

“not very important at all!” An estimated 400,000 – 500,000 Southern Baptist men are Masons. Among this number are many well-known Southern Baptist leaders. We also dealt with sports masons, financial masons and none other than the Hollywood masons. And you wonder why Hollywood has become so anti-Christian! 



Then we got into the music masons, academia masons, and the judicial masons. From 1789 to the present, there have been 108 United States Supreme Court Justices. Depending on which source is consulted, 34, 36, 38, or 40 have been Freemasons. This means about one-third of the Supreme Court Justices were Masons, a far larger proportion than the general population. It is reasonable to assume that those who became Masters or Grand Masters and who joined other Masonic bodies were serious about Freemasonry and that the lessons of masonry had some 
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impact on their lives, their thinking, and their work. Some would read the decisions of the United States Supreme Court and see some Masonic influence in them. And you wonder why they removed prayer and Bible reading and the Ten Commandments from the schools. That will eventually destroy America and lead us into their Luciferian order. 



Now the next one is the Military Masons. Masons are all over the military. Again, you might be thinking,  “Come on Pastor Billy, you’re going a little crazy there. You mean to tell me there really is a secret cult society that is steering the world into a Luciferian agenda?”  The reason why most people haven’t heard about it is because it’s a secret society with their secret meetings, secret handshakes, and secret symbols and they are promoting a One World Government, a One World Economy, the Mark of the Beast/Big Brother System, and a One World Religion. That’s exactly what Freemasonry is pushing with this latest media promotion called “The Chosen.” This program has a Freemason tie and it’s sucking Christians into it. Let’s break that baby down. 



Dallas Jenkins:  “We love the same Jesus. I’ll sink or swim on that statement.” 

  

Narrator:  “A lot of the things that made me immediately concerned about the Chosen show was its ecumenical appeal. The fact that evangelicals, Mormons, Catholics, and even atheists love this show.” 

  

Dallas Jenkins:  “This show has been unique. I’ve never seen anything like it. How much it has unified, in response, multiple faiths and traditions.” 



Narrator:  “Any time there is an ecumenical film, there is compromise. 

 My particular concern is with the heavy influence of Mormons in the production and distribution of this series. The creator of the Chosen, Dallas Jenkins, seems to identify Mormons as one of several Christian denominations rather than a different religion with a different Jesus. One of the major red flags is the fact that the producer of the show is a Mormon. Also concerning is the distribution company is run by Mormons. 

 Now, why would you partner with Mormons? The Bible says, “What 
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 partnership does light have with darkness?” (II Cor. 6:14) Dallas Jenkins said that his life goal was to portray the authentic Jesus. Yet he says that evangelicals and Mormons love the same Jesus. 

  

 It is absolutely terrifying that a man like him has an enormous platform to reach so many people in portraying the supposedly authentic Jesus when he doesn’t even recognize the inauthentic Jesus when he sees it. Having worked with many Mormons for a long time now, let’s call Mormonism what it is. It is a satanic cult. Mormons believe that Jesus is a created being. He is one of many gods, not the One True God. He is brother to satan. There are quotes out there, statements from the leaders of the Mormon church that say that Jesus was married, in polygamist relationships, and had children. That is not Jesus of the Bible, and that is not even close. Yet Dallas Jenkins has partnered with these people to portray the authentic Jesus. This is mind-boggling. This is staggering. And it’s completely shocking.” 

  

Dallas Jenkins:  “I can honestly say that one of the top three most fascinating and beautiful things about this project has been my growing brother and sisterhood with the people of the LDS community.” 

  

Mormons aren’t our brother and sisters! 

  

 “And we love the same Jesus. I’ll sink or swim on that statement. It’s controversial and I don’t mind getting criticized, at all, for the show. I don’t mind getting called a blasphemer. I’ve prayed with them hundreds of times.” 

  

To your God or their God? 

  

Interviewer:  “What is their Gospel?” 

  

Dallas Jenkins:  “Well, as much as I know, I would say…” 

  

Interviewer:  “Well tell me two things, what is their gospel and who do they believe Jesus is?” 
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Dallas Jenkins: (He laughs.)  “Well, I’m going to …” Here’s why I’m going to defer that question, to hope maybe, to get a little more specific, because I’m not trying to shirk the question. I’m going to say, I don’t know enough to intelligently answer the question, what is their gospel.” 

  

Narrator:  “So he calls them brother and sisters, he says that we love the same Jesus. He says that he’s willing to sink or swim with that statement. 

 I’ll tell you what, he’s not swimming, he’s sinking on that statement. One thing I would touch on, that are other areas of concern too. The actor who plays Jesus, Jonathan Roumie is a Catholic, who on a You Tube channel is praying to Mary.” 

  

Jonathan Roumie:  (He is holding up the Rosary to the camera) “Hail Mary, full of grace, the Lord is with thee. Blessed art thou amongst women, and blessed is the fruit of your womb, Jesus. Holy Mary, mother of God, pray for us sinners, now at the hour of our death. Amen.” 

  

Narrator:  “Roumie and Dallas Jenkins met with the Pope.” 





I mean the false prophet. I mean the Pope. What is going on here? 

There’s a lot of people getting snookered. On the one hand, as we saw before, Freemasonry is a big part of Mormonism. All the temple rituals that we saw, which were supposed to be secret, were what Joseph Smith ripped off from Freemasonry. He was a Freemason. So, now you’re working with Freemasonry, which basically says you can’t say there’s one way, i.e., a One World Religion. 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Narrator:  “If you don’t know who the Knight’s Templar is, look at the structure of Freemasonry. The Knights Templar is literally the top step. This is what’s going on behind the scenes, preparing the world for this Luciferian Order. The Freemasons are everywhere, including the media, and their agenda is impacting even those who go to church services. I didn’t say Christians. But they are everywhere. Anyone who has seen me has seen the Father. How can you say, ‘Show us the Father? Don’t you believe that I am in the Father, and that the Father is in 
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me? The words I say to you are not just my own. Rather, the Father, living in me, is doing his work. Believe me when I say that I am in the Father and the Father is in me, or at least believe on the evidence of the miracles themselves.’” 





How much proof does He have to give you? He is God in the flesh. 

And He is the only way to Heaven. That’s why, and this is from John, John also wrote a book called I John, and he uses the same language. 

Now, this is no minor issue. If you deny that Jesus is the only way to Heaven, you deny Him the Father and the Son, guess what? You ain’t saved! You are of the spirit of the antichrist. I didn’t say that. He did. 



I John 2:18-26: “Dear Children, this is the last hour, and as you have heard that the antichrist is coming, even now many antichrists have come.

Who is the liar? It is the man who denies that Jesus is the Christ. Such a man is the antichrist – he denies the Father and the Son. No one who denies the Son has the Father, whoever acknowledges the Son has the Father also. See that why you have heard from the beginning remains in you. If it does, you also will remain in the Son and in the Father. And this is what he promised us – even eternal life. 

I am writing these things to you about those who are trying to lead you astray.” 





That’s what Mormons do. That’s what Catholics do. That’s what Jehovah’s Witness do. That’s what self-help gurus do. And that’s what Freemasonry does. They are leading people astray. They are involved in the spirit of the antichrist. They deny that Jesus Christ is the only way. He alone is the Messiah. They deny the Father and the Son. They are doing that because they are trying to lay the foundation for the antichrist kingdom, and one of the planks, which is a huge core issue with

Arnold, Benedict (1741-1801) – Arnold was an American Revolutionary War General and a member of Hiram Lodge No. l, New Haven, Connecticut. 

 

Rickenbacker, Edward Vernon ‘Eddie’ (1890-1973) – A World War I fighter ace and winner of the Medal of Honor, Eddie Rickenbacker became a pioneer in air transportation, he eventually served as president of Eastern Air Lines. Rickenbacker was a Mason in Kilwinning Lodge No. 

297, Michigan. 

 

Arnold, General Henry ‘Hap (1886-1950) – this ‘Medal of Honor’ 

recipient and American General helped to establish what is now the Unites States Air Force. Hap Arnold was the commander of the U.S. Army Air Force in World War II. 

 

Bradley, Omar Nelson (1893-1981) – A leading U.S. general during World War II, Omar Bradley played a major part in the Allied victory in Europe. Following ‘The Battle of the Bulge’ in 1044/45. He was a member of West Point Lodge No. 877, New York. 

 

Burke, Arleigh (1901-1996) – During World War II, Arleigh Burke became a highly decorated U.S. Navy Officer whose leadership helped win the war in the South Pacific. As an Admiral he later became Chief of Naval Operations during the Eisenhower and Kennedy administrations. 

 

Chennault, Clair Lee (1893-1958) – Nicknamed “Old Leather Face, Clair Chennault was the U.S. General and pioneer aviator who organized 
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the daring ‘Flying Tigers’, an American manned, fighter group for the Chinese Air Force against the Japanese Empie in the Second World War. 

 

Clark, Mark Wayne (1896-1984) – The U.S. Army General who commanded the American 5th Army when it made its initial landings on the Italian mainland. The Mystic Tie Lodge No. 398 in Indianapolis was Clark’s Masonic lodge. 

 

Doolittle, General James (1896-1993) – A natural and gifted pilot, this Freemason led the daring ‘Doolittle Raid’ on Tokyo in 1942. This particular bombing raid undoubtedly helped shorten the war in the Pacific as it caused the Empire of Japan to hold many fighting men in reserve to defend their previously “untouchable” homeland. 

 

MacArthur, General Douglas (1880-1964)—Freemason Douglas MacArthur was the Supreme Commander of the Allied Forces in the Pacific theatre of Operations during World War II. Unfortunately, due to incompatible political views, MacArthur had to be removed from office by another Freemason, President Harry S. Truman. General MacArthur was a Manila Lodge No. 1 member in his beloved Philippines. 





Well, why would they have so many masons in the military? We saw that is part of their plan to this day. They are still doing it, including the ROTC. Back to the Scottish Rite with Albert Pike, remember, for the Freemason’s Luciferian order, he had received this satanic vision in the late 1800s. They needed to create three successive World Wars. So, if you’re going to create three world wars, with the third one leading to the Luciferian one, then it would make sense that you would need people in high places in the military to either help you create it or steer it in the direction you want. 

 

Narrator:  “In the 19th century, Albert Pike established a framework for bringing about the New World Order. This is all based on a vision that was revealed to him. Albert Pike wrote a blueprint of events that would play themselves out into the 20th century, with even more events yet to come. It is this blueprint that some believe some unseen leaders are 
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 following today. Knowingly or not, to engineer the plan for the third and final World War. This is all done to develop a One World Government after civilization collapses. The three World Wars have been planned for many generations. The First World War must be brought about to permit the Illuminati to overthrow the powers of the Czars in Russia. Thus, making that country a fortress of atheistic communism. The divergence caused by the agents of the Illuminati between the British and the Germanic Empires will be used to foment this war.    At the end of the war, communism will be built and used to destroy the other governments and to weaken the religions.’ 

  

 History students will recognize the political alliances of England on one side and Germany on the other. For in 1871 and 1898, brought by Otto Von Dismarck, and a co-conspirator of Albert Pike were instrumental in bringing about the First World War. The Second World War must be fomented by taking advantage of the differences between the fascists and the political Zionists. This war must be brought about so that Nazism is destroyed and so that political Zionism will be strong enough to institute a sovereign state of Israel. During the Second World War, international communism had become strong enough to balance Christianity, which would then be restrained and held in check until the time when we would need it for the final social cataclysm. After the Second World War, communism was strong enough to take over weaker governments. In 1945, at the conference between Truman, Stalin, and Churchill, a large portion of Europe was simply handed over to Russia. 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 “So, it seems the first two world wars went as planned. So, let’s see what he has to say about the Third World War. The third World War must be culminated by taking advantage of the differences caused by the Asians and the Illuminati between the political Zionists and the leaders of the Islamic World. The war must be conducted in such a way that Islam and political Zionism from the state of Israel will mutually destroy each other. 

 Meanwhile, the other nations, once more divided on this issue, will be constrained to fight to the point of complete physical, moral, spiritual, and economic exhaustion. We shall unleash the nihilists and the atheists. We shall provoke a formidable social cataclysm, which in all its horror will show clearly to the nations the effect of absolute atheism, the origin of savagery, and the most bloody turmoil.” 

  

Albert Pike:  “Then everywhere, the citizens, obliged to defend themselves against the world minority of revolutionaries, will exterminate those destroyers of civilization.” 

  

 “And the multitude, disillusioned with Christianity, whose theistic spirits, will, from that moment, be without compass or direction, anxious for an ideal, but without knowing where to render its adoration, will receive the true light through the universal manifestation of the pure doctrine of Lucifer, finally brought out in the public view. This manifestation will result from the general reactionary movement, which will follow the destruction of Christianity and atheism, both conquered and exterminated at the same time. This third World War is still to come, but recent events show that it may not be far off.” 

  

  

Boy, did we get duped – long-term plan. But you don’t need just military freemasons. 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Now, let’s look at this in our own country. The next one is Political Masons, specifically presidents, who when it comes to past presidents, the masons will always go to this guy. 



Washington, George (1732)1799) – 1st President of the United States, George Washington, as General of the Armies of the colonies, led the revolution that begat American Independence from Great Britain. 





George Washington is like their big poster boy. Of course, it makes sense—he was the United States' first president. They can say, 

“From the beginning, America was founded on Freemasonry, not Christian principles.” I am going to demonstrate that that is a lie. But that is what they say—key word there. But I do believe that some of these guys were involved. 

 

Franklin, Benjamin ‘Ben’ (1706-1790) – the most famous American printer, Ben Franklin was an author, diplomat, philosopher, and scientist. 

Franklin was a long-time friend of Freemason Erasmus Darwin, the grandfather of Charles Darwin. 





Now, was Ben Franklin really a deist? Basically, a deist is when they say they believe in God, but they believe that God doesn’t interfere with the affairs of man. It's just kind of hands-off. You have everything going, but you are on your own. No, he wasn’t. In fact, there is good evidence that he really was a Christian. So, again, we haven’t been told the truth about Ben Franklin. I just wanted to bring him up, along with George Washington and Thomas Jefferson. 

 

Eiffel, Gustave (1832-1923) – Designer and architect of the famous tow that bears his name, the Eiffel Tower has become both a global icon of France and one of the most recognizable structures in the world. 

 

Bartholdi, Frederic Auguste (1834-1904)—This French Freemason was the sculptor responsible for New York’s Statue of Liberty. His ‘Mother Lodge’ was Lodge Alsace-Lorraine, Paris. During the construction of the copper-clad monument, Bartholdi heavily relied on another Freemason’s 
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expertise, that of Gustave Eiffel, designer of the Eiffel Tower, for the intricate steel skeleton supporting the soaring statue. 

 

Monroe, James (1758-1831) – 5th President of the United States (1817-1825), James Monroe became an Entered Apprentice Freemason in Williamsburg Lodge No. 6, Williamsburg, Virginia on November 9, 1775. 

 

Jackson, Andrew (1767-1845) – 7th President of the United States (1829-1837) and the first ‘Westerner’ to be elected President, nicknamed ‘Old Hickory,’ Andrew Jackson was a national military hero for his actions in the Battle of New Orleans during the War of 1812. Jackson was an extremely active Freemason and a member of Harmony Lodge No. 1 at Nashville. He was also elected Grand Master of Masons in Tennessee for two terms from 1822 to 1824. 

 

Polk, James Knox (1795-1849) – 11th President of the United States and oversaw the opening of the U.S. Naval Academy, the Smithsonian Institution. In his mid-twenties, on June 5, 1820, Polk was initiated into Columbia Lodge No. 31, Tennessee and exalted a Royal Arch Mason in La Fayette Chapter No. 4 at Columbia in 1825. 

 

Buchanan, James (1791-1868) – 15th President of the United States (1857-1861), his failed machinations tainted his administration. Active as a Freemason throughout his life, Buchanan was initiated on December 11, 1816, into Lancaster Lodge No. 43, Lancaster, Pennsylvania becoming Worshipful Master in 1825. He was exalted in Royal Arch Chapter No. 43 

in 1826 and became deputy Grand Master of the Grand Lodge of Pennsylvania. 

 

Johnson, Andrew (1808-1875) – The 17th President of the United States, Johnson succeeded the assassinated Abraham Lincoln. In 1851, Johnson was initiated into Greeneville Lodge No. 119 in Greeneville, Tennessee, and was a member of Greeneville Chapter No. 82, Royal Arch Masons. 

He received Scottish Rite degrees in The White House in 1867. 
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What is interesting about Andrew Johnson is that he pardoned Albert Pike right after he got into office. Pike was supposed to be going to jail for a long time for his Civil War crimes and was invited to the White House. That smells kind of fishy to me. 

 

Garfield, James Abram (1831-1881) – The 20th President of the United States, was assassinated in 1881. Garfield was initiated into Magnolia Lodge No. 20 in Columbus, Ohio and raised to the third degree in 1864. 

He was exalted in Columbus Royal Arch Chapter and became a Knight templar in 1866 and gained a 14th degree in the Scottish Rite. 

 

McKinley, William (1843-1901) – 25th President of the United States (1897-1901) McKinley’s presidency was marked by the Spanish-American War (1898), the annexation of Cuba and the Philippines, an open-door policy with China. He was initiated into Freemasonry in 1865 

Winchester, West Virginia, becoming a Knight templar by 1884. William McKinley was assassinated in Buffalo, New York in 1901. 

 

Roosevelt, Theodore (1858-1919) – 26th President of the United States. 

Theodore Roosevelt was a hero of the Spanish-American War and an energetic leader with a wide range of interests. When, in 1901, President William McKinley was assassinated, Theodore Roosevelt became the new U.S. president. Freemason, Franklin D. Roosevelt the outstand president of pre-WWII and wartime America, was Theodore’s 5th cousin. Theodore Roosevelt was very supportive of Freemasonry and was a member of Matinecock Lodge No. 806, Oyster Bay, New York. 

 

Taft, William Howard (1857-1930) – 27th President of the United States, William Taft is best known for largely reforming the U.S. Supreme Court system. Brother Taft was initiated into Kilwinning Lodge No. 356, Cincinnati, Ohio on February 18th, 1909, and became very supportive of Freemasonry in general. 

 

Harding, Warren Gamaliel (1865-1923) – 29th President of the United States, Harding was the first incumbent U.S. Senator and newspaper editor to be elected President, but his tenure is generally considered to have been 
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a failure. Harding was initiated into freemasonry in Marion Lodge No. 70, Marion, Ohio on June 28, 1901. He became a Master Mason on August 27, 1920. 





Now, I bring this up because we are into World War II-related issues. 

 

Churchill, Sir Winston Leonard Spencer (1874-1965) – Without doubt, the most famous British politician and statesman, in history, Winston Churchill was prime Minister of Great Britain twice, 1940-1945 and 1951-1955. He was a member of lodges Studholme Alliance No. 1591 and Rosemary Lodge No. 2851. 

 

Roosevelt, Franklin Delano (1881-1945) – 32nd President of the United States, Franklin. Roosevelt was the only president to be re-elected four times. Also known as ‘FDR’, he brought his country out of the Great depression, guided them through World War II. 





Or did he help start it? Remember, you need three world wars to launch your Freemason Luciferian Order. Take a look at this clip: 

 

Narrator:  “October 9, 1941, Washington, D.C. The United States has decoded and translated a secret message from Japan to its spies in Hawaii. This message will prove to be one of the most controversial documents to emerge on the attack on Pearl Harbor.” 

 

Richard F. Hill, Author, Hitler Attacks Pearl Harbor:  “In the first of the bomb plot message, Tokyo specifically asked its spies to divide up the harbor into five sub-sections and notate it in grid form, thus the name, 

 ‘Bomb plots messages’ being plotted on a map, asking where particular ships are indeed tied up against docks, so that the most valuable warships can be targeted by a Japanese air raid. Which is the only possible interpretation of these bomb plots messages, which become more detailed and specific in their requests throughout the rest of October and November 1941.”

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Narrator:  “Even after being encrypted and translated in Washington, the bomb plot message is not forwarded to the commanders at Pearl Harbor, Admiral Kimmel and General Short. The reasons for this have been hotly debated for over 70 years.” 

 

Richard Hill:  “The only logical explanation that makes sense is that F.D.R. deliberately withheld the bomb plots intelligence from Hawaii because he wanted it utterly destroyed in order to further his war aims against Germany. Although all the subsequent investigations directly blame F.D.R.’s top lieutenants, F.D.R.’s biographers also tell us that F.D.R. was not only reading intelligence summaries regarding Pearl Harbor, but he was also reading the raw decryptions, so therefore the evidence is pretty conclusive that F.D.R. certainly was or must have been aware of the bomb plots messages.” 





What got us into World War I? The sinking of the Lusitania. That created an outrage. The American people were in isolation. “You do your own thing on the pond. We are going just to take care of our own country, America first.” But because of that tragedy, they said, “That’s it, don’t you do that, now you’re going to get it.” What caused America to say, “We’ll supply you with stuff; it’s your 

problem with Hitler; we don’t want to 

go back to WWI, that was horrible?” 

That was supposed to be the war to 

end all wars. How did we get sucked 

into it again? Same technique. Same 

thing with the guy who was a huge 

mason. 



Roosevelt was initiated into 

Freemasonry in New York City on 

October 11, 1911. He became a 

Shriner in 1930. Roosevelt was 

succeeded as President in 1945 by another Freemason, Harry S. Truman. 
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Truman, Harry S.  (1884-1972) – 

Following the death of another famous 

Freemason, Franklin Delano Roosevelt, 

Harry S. Truman became the 33rd President of the United States. He went on to win a close election in 1948. 

Remember that? The newspapers came out, 

saying that he had lost. His opponent had won. And then you woke up the next day 

and were surprised. Does that sound familiar? If you don’t learn your history, you are doomed to repeat it. They had to make sure they got another Freemason in there. Because what you will see, and I don’t think it’s by chance. You have four years of Freemasonry that leads us into WWII because they need three World Wars to pull off their Luciferian agenda. But after World War II, you need another Freemason in there because you must set the stage for the next one. And that’s what you have with Truman. Now, under his watch, post-World War II, we saw: 



•  The birth of Israel is the first piece of their next planned World War. They believe that they are going to get the Muslims and Israel to destroy each other. That’s where they get it wrong. It’s not a bad thing that Israel became a nation again. That’s a big Bible Prophecy sign. And they are going to find out the hard way that Islam is going to be annihilated (Ez. 38), not Israel. But this is the Freemason plan. Of course, that started, and it created tension and will not go away, still to this day. They want that tension to start the next war. 

•  We saw the birth of the United Nations, beginning a One World Government mentality. 

•  We also saw the launch of the World Council of Churches, which works with the Vatican to bring about a One World Religion This happened after his watch, and I believe it set the stage for the third and final war. 
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Truman was initiated into Freemasonry on February 9, 1909, in Belton Lodge No. 450 in Missouri. In 1911, he helped establish Grandview Lodge No. 618 and served as its first Worshipful Master. 1940 

Harry Truman was elected the 97th Grand Master of the Masons of Missouri. In 1945, he was made a 33rd-degree Sovereign Grand Inspector General and an Honorary Supreme Council member at the Supreme Council AASR, Southern Jurisdiction Headquarters in Washington D.C. 

In 1959, he was awarded a 50-year jewel. He became a district Lecturer, and when he visited Lodges all over the country, he preferred to be introduced as a ‘Past Grand Master’ rather than as President. In a televised ceremony, President Truman was buried with full Masonic rites in Independence, Missouri in 1972. Here he is promoting Freemasonry.  

 

Harry S. Truman:  “As the Grand Master of the great state of Missouri, I am very much interested in the Masonic Services Association. In the last war we had 49 Grand Lodges, trying to do the work of one. In unity there is strength. This time when our boys come marching home victorious, none will look at us and say, ‘Where was Freemasonry during our hour of need?” Approximately 10% of the boys in the service are Freemasons. 

 Another 15% are close kin of Freemasons. Through the association, Freemasonry is meeting the challenge of their great need. At this very moment, in foxholes and shipboards, beneath the sea and in the air, countless plans are being placed in eternal recognition as brothers find one another in the darkness as well as in the daylight. Countless fathers, bravely wish God speed to their departing sons and saying, ‘Boy, when you are out there and darkness and loneliness comes, find a Freemason, and tell him that you are the son of a Freemason, and you will find a friend. Through our great Association the flower of Freemasonry is being made to bloom in the Rocky soil of wars desolation. The fruits of Freemasonry are being shared by every boy and girl who wears the uniform.” 

  

  

Man, right out of his mouth. There was not one mention of Christ, Christianity, or anything else. Freemason this, Freemason that we’re going to rebuild the planet. 
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Ford, Gerald Rudolph (1913-2006) – The 38th President of the United States, Ford was a 25-year Congressman and Minority Leader of the United States House of Representatives. He was appointed vice president of the U.S. in the wake of the Spiro Agnew scandal, and when President Richard Nixon resigned in 1974, he became President. Gerald Ford was initiated into Freemasonry on Sept. 30, 1949, within the Temple of Malta Lodge No. 465, Grand Rapids, Michigan. He was made a courtesy Master Mason of Columbia Lodge No. 3, Washington D.C. on May 18, 1951. He later said in 1975, ‘When I took my obligation as a Master Mason (incidentally, with my three younger brothers), I recalled the value my own father attached to that Order.’ 

 

Hoover, John Edgar (1895-1972) – The first director of the FBI (1924-1972). He built the FBI into a large crime-fighting agency by instituting many modern innovations in police technology, such as a centralized fingerprint file and forensic laboratories. Late in life, and after his death, Hoover became an increasingly controversial figure. His critics have accused him of exceeding the jurisdiction of the FBI and collecting evidence using illegal methods. J. Edgar Hoover attended Federal Lodge No. 1, Washington D.C. 





I bring Hoover into it because we all know how the FBI is such a great friend to Christians, patriots, and the Constitution and honoring our rights. Yeah, whatever. 





Goldwater, Barry Morris (1909-1998) – Of Anglo-Jewish ancestry, Barry Goldwater was an American politician and a conservative republican. A five term Senator from Arizona, he unsuccessfully ran for president in 1964. Brother Goldwater was responsible for urging President Richard Nixon to resign following the scandal of ‘Watergate’ in 1974, to save further embarrassment. 

 

Dole, Robert Joseph ‘Bob’ (1923 - ) – A decorated veteran of World War II. Bob Dole was a U.S. Congressman and Senator from Kansas (1961-96). Dole has been the Majority and Minority Leader, a U.S. Senator and, 
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in 1996, a nominee for president of the U.S.A. Brother Dole is a stalwart Freemason – a member of Russell Lodge No. 177, Kansas. 





Now, after all of this, you’re going, “Pastor Billy, this is a downer, man. It kind of blows everything out of the water. We got duped by people in high places, not just sports, Hollywood, and the media. I didn’t expect that. But are you kidding me, the military, the presidents, and the politics?” Yeah, it’s really going on. So, that’s why I want to end on “The American Roots and Freemasonry.” After all of this invasion of Freemasonry, is it really true that America was founded on Freemasonry and is being used to bring about a Luciferian Order only? And does it mean that we were never a Christian nation that started on the foundation of Jesus Christ and was established to proclaim Him to the world? I want to deal with that now, and the answer is NO! But that is what the Freemasons want you to believe. If you believe the Freemason's version of history, and they were peppered throughout, they are an extreme minority compared to the Christians in our country, including our founding fathers. 

They want you to believe that because if you do believe that, then you don’t know what you are supposed to be doing. They are here to destroy our country. If you want to make America great again, you certainly don’t listen to Freemasonry; you must get back to what made America great in the first place, which was Jesus Christ! 



First, we’re not even sure how true their list is. They always bring up George Washington. “See right here, from the beginning, it was always Freemasons. Our first president was a mega Freemason. You’ve seen him. 

He’s got on all the garb of a Freemason.” Now, check this out. And I quote: 

  

 “Many skeptics of Christianity claim George Washington was a Freemason and not at all a Christian. Many Christians claim the opposite. 

 So, which is it? 

  

 It is stated that ‘As a Freemason, George Washington was a member for over 30 years.’ Yet during that time, he attended only four meetings. 
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 Many Freemasons want to paint him as their most famous member, and they literally paint portraits of him in Freemason garb. But he never once sat for one of those; most were done after his time. 

  

 In fact, George Washington claimed the one painting done during his time to be ‘mason propaganda’ to paint him as such. 

  

 ‘Not that you could blame the Freemasons, would there be a better face for any organization to associate with than the most famous person in the entire United States of America?’ 

  

 So, he didn’t go to many meetings and wasn’t that closely associated with the Freemasons. 

  

 Furthermore, records show that George Washington had a close association with his home church in Alexandria, Va. You can go to this church today and sit in the church ‘box’ belonging to the Washington family. His adopted daughter, Nelly, noted that he rarely missed a Sunday, even if the roads were bad and it took them over 2-3 hours to get there. 

  

 While traveling with his military and political career, which was much of his career, record after record shows he always attended church. 

  

 Whether he was wintering at Valley Forge or while he was in the First Continental and Constitutional Congresses in Philadelphia, he would attend services and fervently pray. 

  

 Right after he was inaugurated as President of the United States at Federal Hall in New York City, he immediately went to church to commit his presidency in prayer. 

  

 George Washington’s family did not doubt his convictions as a Christian. 

 Nelly wrote much later about George Washington’s beliefs. Claiming him to be a private and quiet man but undoubtedly a Christian. 
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 She said, ‘It’s the greatest heresy to doubt his firm belief in Christianity. 

 His life and writings prove that he was a Christian. He was not one of those who act or pray, ‘that they may be seen of men’ (Matthew 6:5). He communed with his God in secret (Matthew 6:6). 

  

 And if he did not believe in Jesus Christ, how then would skeptics be able to define the following statement from George Washington’s prayer journal, ‘O eternal and everlasting God … increase my faith in the gospels … daily frame me more and more into the likeness of thy Son Jesus Christ, that living in thy fear, and dying in thy favor, I may in thy appointed time attain the resurrection of the just unto eternal life.’ 

  

 With the lack of evidence that George Washinton was an ardent Freemason and the overwhelming verification (literal volumes of accounts) of his Christian character, one can make a good case that George Washington was indeed a Christian, a believer in Jesus Christ. He drew his values from Christian sources and his hope from Christianity. 

  

 George Washington established his life and faith in Christianity, which reflects the nation he was instrumental in founding. This is just one example of how America’s footing was founded on the root of Christianity. 

  

 Furthermore, for all critics who alleged that Thomas Jefferson and Benjamin Franklin were deists, why did Benjamin Franklin appeal to God to intervene in men's affairs? 



What’s more, is that he was quoting Jesus at a government meeting. 



Richard Hill:  “Americans, you have been lied to again. You have been told that our forefathers were deists. Well, the question I have for you is, who told you that? I’ll answer that with what the revisionists did. In Thomas Jefferson's writings, on page 385, Thomas quoted himself.”  



Thomas Jefferson:  “I am a real Christian, that is, a disciple of the doctrines of Jesus Christ.”  
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 “Now speaking of our forefathers and whom it was that they were, as you know again, they were labeled deists by the revisionists of the day. Now, you’ve got to remember something. ‘Deism is the belief in the existence of a supreme being, specifically of a creator who does not intervene in the universe. The term is used chiefly for an intellectual movement of the 17th and 18th centuries that accepted the existence of a creator based on reason but rejected belief in a supernatural deity who interacts with humankind.’ 

  

 So, let me be clear. Our forefathers were not deists, but I can tell you exactly who they were by what they themselves established. This is what our forefathers believed. Their church affiliations and that of the Constitutional Convention and the delegates within. 



•  28 of them were Episcopalians. 

•  8 of them were Presbyterians. 

•  7 of them were Congregationalists. 

•  2 of them were Dutch Reformed. 

•  2 of them were Lutherans. 

•  2 of them were Methodists. 

•  2 of them were Roman Catholics 

•  1 was unknown. 

•  3 of them were assumably deists. 



 However, the evidence does not support that they were. Let me return to Benjamin Franklin so you can clearly understand who our forefathers were.” 



Benjamin Franklin:  “I have lived, sir, a long time, and the longer I live, the more convincing proof I see of this truth – that God governs the affairs of men. And if a sparrow cannot fall to the ground without His notice, is it probable that an empire can rise without His aid? We have been assured, Sir, in the sacred writings that ‘except the Lord build, they labor in vain that build it. I firmly believe this; and I also believe that without His concurring aid we shall succeed in this political building no better than 
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 the Builders of Babel. We shall be divided by our little partial local interests; our projects will be confounded, and we ourselves shall become a reproach and a bye word down to future age. And worse, mankind may hereafter from this unfortunate instance, despair of establishing governments by Human Wisdom, and leave it to chance, war, and conquest. I therefore beg leave to move – that henceforth prayers imploring the assistance of Heaven, and its blessings on our deliberations, be held in this Assembly every morning before we proceed to business, and that one or more of the clergies of this city be requested to officiate in that service.”  





This quote alone establishes that Benjamin Franklin, at least in the latter part of his life, was, in fact, not a deist. We’ve been lied to. I’m telling you; I believe it is done on purpose because if you go back to the founding fathers and find out what made our country great, you will see the solution to the problem today. It’s Jesus Christ. We’ve got to get back to that. But still, to this day, Freemasons still try to add to their list of people who were not really Freemasons, still today. It happens a lot to this guy: 



Ronald Reagan: “Over Ronald Reagan’s long career as both an actor and a politician, he was involved with events and charitable causes supported by Freemasonry and the Shriners. He is often listed as a Freemason or a member of the Shrine. 



Freemasons thought a great deal of Ronald Reagan without question, but President Reagan was never a Freemason himself. 



Now, here’s where people get confused. On February 11, 1988, the Grand Master of Washington, D.C., presented President Reagan with a 

“Certificate of Honor,” which said that President Reagan’s life was a testament to his firm belief in brotherly love, relief, and truth. His service to the public has broadened the applications of temperance, fortitude, prudence, and justice to benefit all mankind. However, the certificate was given to Reagan to acknowledge his life’s work – the Grand Master of Washington, D.C., did not make him a Mason. 
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A little later, the Scottish Rite and the Shriners followed suit and honored Reagan for his contributions. The two Scottish Rite Grand Commanders (Northern jurisdiction and Southern Jurisdiction) jointly gave President Reagan a Scottish Rite Certificate, and the Imperial Potentate gave him a Shrine certificate, giving him ‘Honorary membership’ in both organizations—but again, he was not made a Mason. 





So, you see what’s going on? You get an honorary degree, which somehow makes you a mason. They get to add you to the list.  “See, America was never founded on Christianity.”  Just give up hope and go along with the program. There’s no hope; just drudge through this. No, it’s a lie. Now, let me give you even more: when you look around our nation’s capital, as we have seen, there are signs of Freemasonry symbolism in our nation’s capital, and you can’t escape that. But guess what is also all over our nation’s capital? Tons of Christian references were the bulk of our founding fathers, and some of these, like at the Washington Monument, which is an obelisk, which is an occult symbol, I’m not condoning that. 

But you know what they don’t want you to see? The inside of the Washington Monument is chocked full of Bible verses all over the place. 

With many of the monuments today, they have rebuilt new visitor’s centers to escape the old ones so that when you are walking through, it’s Christianity through and through. This has been going on for decades. 



Richard Hill:  “Outside of the fact that our Christian heritage is everywhere to be seen, 300 to 1, in our churches, money in our pockets, 
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 our Pledge of Allegiance, let me take you to the capitol of the United States to show you, what you might have otherwise might not have seen before. When you go to Washington D.C., you can see the monuments stand tall and firm, proclaiming that our forefathers aligned themselves with the God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob. You can find Biblical and religious quotations, the Ten Commandments or more, on almost every significant building. First, the Lincoln Memorial. 

 The words of Lincoln’s second inaugural address are engraved in granite, praying that the mighty scourge of war may speedily pass away, but also 

 recalling that the judgments of the 

 Lord are true and righteous all 

 together. At the Arlington National 

 Cemetery not only lies hundreds of 

 thousands of patriots who served our 

 nation, but also the tomb of the 

 unknown soldier, perpetually guarded, rests in honored glory, the American soldier, known but to God. Notice the Christian crosses over all of their heads. 

  

 Standing tall in the middle of the mall is the Washington Monument which inscribes, ‘Praise be to God’ in Latin on the aluminum tip of the obelisk.” 



Victoria Jackson, Victoria goes to Washington:  “See how the Bible verses are engraved into the walls?” 



Richard Hill:  “Along the staircase of the monument, blocks resound with quotations from Scripture. ‘Holiness to the Lord, Exodus 28.’ ‘Search the Scriptures, John 5:39,’ and ‘The memory of the just is blessed, Proverbs 

 10:7. ’ Go down the mall and see the National Archives, which displays a bronze medallion of the Ten Commandments at the entrance. A testament to the Biblical truth of America’s heritage. The U.S. Capitol also bears witness to the legacy to our Father’s admission of faith. Daniel Webster was quoted by the United States Senate in the 1980s, as one of the five greatest senators. In 1851, when the new Senate house and wings of the 
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 Capitol were begun, Webster gave a speech that was deposited in the cornerstone. The speech culminated with the line:”  



Daniel Webster:  “And all here assembled, whether belonging to public life or to private life, with hearts devoted thankful to Almighty God for the preservation of the liberty and happiness of this country, unite in sincere and fervent prayers that this deposit, and the walls and arches, the domes and the towers, the columns and the entablatures now to be erected over it may endure forever.”  



 “Also, in the main Capitol rotunda, there are paintings of the pilgrims in a prayer meeting. Down the Cox corridor, just left of the first Federal Congress, is an image of an open-air preacher. Just outside of the House of Representatives chamber is a sculpture of Moses. Inside the chamber, just above where the Speaker sits, is the motto, ‘In God We Trust.’ As you look at the United States Supreme Court Building, you will see Moses holding the Ten Commandments, and below him, you will see the words, 

 ‘Justice, the Guardian of Liberty.’ At the Jefferson Monument, you will see quotes from Thomas Jefferson, the author of the Virginia Statute of Religious Freedom, which inspired the First Amendment of the United States Constitution. Thomas Jefferson penned the Declaration of Independence. Its words are inscribed on the memorial, stating: “ 



Thomas Jefferson:  “We hold these truths to be self-evident: That all men are created equal. That they are endowed by their creator with certain inalienable rights, among these are life, liberty, and the pursuit of happiness … And for the support of this declaration, with a firm reliance on the protection of divine providence, we mutually pledge our lives, our fortunes, and our sacred honor.” 

  

 “Jefferson’s memorial also quotes: “God who gave us life, gave us liberty. Can the liberties of a nation be secure when we have removed a conviction that the liberties are the gift of God? Indeed, I tremble for my country when I reflect that God is just, that his justice cannot sleep forever.” 
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 “The Architects of our nation’s Capital city purposely placed its monuments in the shape of a Christian Cross. And to top it all off, all 50

FOUNDING FATHERS OF CHRISTIANITY 



John Adams:  “The general principles on which the fathers achieved independence were the general principles of Christianity. Without religion, this world would be something not fit to be mentioned in polite company: I mean hell. The Christian religion is, above all the religions that ever prevailed or existed in ancient or modern times, the religion of wisdom, virtue, equity, and humanity.”  

 

John Quincy Adams:  “My hopes of a future life are all founded upon the gospel of Christ. In the chain of human events, the birthday of the nation is indissolubly linked with the birthday of the savior. The Declaration of Independence laid the cornerstone of human government upon the first precepts of Christianity.”  

 

Patrick Henry:  “Being a Christian is a character which I prize far above all this world has or can boast. Righteousness alone can exalt America as a nation. The great pillars of all government and of social life are virtue, morality, and religion. This is the armor, my friend, and this alone, that renders us invincible.”  
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John Jay (Original U.S. Supreme Court Chief Justice):  “Mercy and grace and favor came from Jesus Christ. By conveying the Bible to people, we certainly do them a most interesting act of kindness. The most effective means of securing the continuance of our civil and religious liberties is always to remember with reverence and gratitude the source from which they flow. The Bible is the best of all books, for it is the Word of God and teaches us how to be happy in this world and the next. Therefore, continue to read it and regulate your life by its precepts. Providence has given to our people the choice of their rulers, and it is the duty as well as the privilege and interest of our Christian nation, to select and prefer Christians for their rulers.”  

 

Benjamin Rush:  (father of Public Schools Under the Constitution) “The gospel of Jesus Christ prescribes the wisest of rules for just conduct in every life situation. Happy they who are enabled to obey them in all situations! The great enemy of the salvation of man (satan), in my opinion, never invented a more effective means of limiting Christianity from the world than by persuading mankind that it was improper to read the Bible at schools. Christianity is the only true and perfect religion, and in proportion as mankind adopts its principles and obeys its precepts, they will be wise and happy. The Bible should be read in our schools in preference to all other books.”  

 

Noah Webster:  (Schoolmaster to America) “The religion which has introduced civil liberty is the religion of Christ and His apostles. This is genuine Christianity, and to this, we owe our free constitutions of government. The moral principles and precepts in the Scriptures should form the basis of all our civil constitutions and laws. I am persuaded that no civil government of a republican form can exist and be durable in which the principles of Christianity have not a controlling influence.”  

 

Congress U.S. House Judiciary Committee 1854:  “Had the people, during the Revolution, had a suspicion of any attempt to war against Christianity, that Revolution would have been strangled in its cradle. In this age, there can be no substitute for Christianity. That was the religion 
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 of the republic's founders, and they expected it to remain the religion of their descendants.”   



In fact, we even had presidents who did such Christian things as this: Tour guide:  “Do you see that statue next to the door? That is President James A. Garfield. President Garfield was one of the young generals in the Civil War; he was a war hero; he became Speaker of the House, became the 20th President of the United States, and that man founded Howard Hughes University. General Howard took it over after he founded it, but what we never hear about that President of the United States is that he was a minister during the Second Great Awakening. This is actually one of his letters, signed by James A. Garfield in 1858. In this letter, President Garfield recounts that he had just finished preaching a revival service, where he preached the gospel 19 times during the revival. He said that as a result of his preaching, 34 came to Christ, and he baptized 31 of them. Now, that doesn’t sound like a typical Presidential activity today. 

 But that’s what we used to do with Presidents in the past. Again, you walk through and think, ‘There’s a President.’ You’d never think that there’s a minister. We have so compartmentalized Christianity into such a small box that we don’t realize our military leaders, educators, ministers, our presidents used to be ministers. That’s why I say about one-fourth of these statues were gospel ministers.”

FOUNDING FATHERS ON EDUCATION 



•  The first colleges formed in America (123 out of 126) were formed on Christian principles. 

•  Up until 1900, it was very rare to find a University President who was not an ordained clergyman. 

•  The New England Primer, America’s first textbook and used for 210 years, taught the alphabet like this: A – In Adam’s fall, we sinned all. C – Christ crucified for sinners died. A – Zaccheus he did climb the tree our Lord to see. 
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•  The 107 questions at the end of the New England Primer included questions like, “What offices does Christ execute as our redeemer?” “How does Christ execute the office of a priest?” 

Many Christians can’t answer this, and this was a kids' book in our school system. “What is required in the fifth commandment?” 

“What are the benefits that in this life accompany or flow from justification, adoption, and sanctification?” 

•  George Washington made it crystal clear that American schools would teach Indian youths the “religion” of Jesus Christ, and Congress assisted in doing so. 

•  In 1782, Congress had 10,000 Bibles printed for use in schools. 

•  Thomas Jefferson wrote the first education plan for the city of Washington D.C., adopted two textbooks, the Bible and Watts Hymnal, and hired clergymen to be the teachers. 

•  The 1854 edition of Webster’s Dictionary had Biblical definitions, Bible verses, and Webster’s own testimony of personally receiving Christ.” 

•  America’s first school was Harvard, founded in 1636 by Reverend John Harvard, whose official motto was “For Christ and the Church.” Harvard had several requirements that students had to observe, one of which was “Let every scholar be plainly instructed and earnestly pressed to consider well, the main end of his life and studies is to know God and Jesus Christ, which is eternal life.” 



Because we’ve been lied to, our American history, including our American Christian history, has been rewritten, and we just went right along with it. It’s a lie. And I’m convinced that the Freemason crowd is doing a lot of it because they don’t want us to know the answer. If we go back through our history, we will find out what made America great.
