	First, consider this book a primer on the New Age religion. To adequately explore every aspect of it would take volumes. The main purpose of the World Religions, Cults & the Occult series is to equip the Christian with the basic knowledge required to witness to those caught up in these aberrant religions and cults. As with any apologetics course, we need to have a basic understanding of the topic to be able to understand the mindset of those practicing it and be able to give an informed answer to questions that arise. New Age is actually an important part of my own life’s background as I came out of it when I got saved so this is a passionate subject for me. 

	 

	As you are going to see, New Age is not just one thing. It’s a culmination of a myriad of practices where anything goes. A lot of it is mixed in with some dark stuff. All evil is dark, but with New Age, this gets really bad, very quickly.

	 

	The New Age Movement, or in shortened form, “NAM” is a blend of many ancient and modern religions and philosophies. It can be described as a westernized form of eastern religions. What do I mean by westernized? It’s the same philosophies common in Hinduism and Buddhism. They’ve done a masterful job of incorporating it into western society. It’s in our movies, games, schools, yoga and meditation. They’ve been evangelizing us for decades. So New Age is a westernized form of eastern religion’s beliefs combined with occultist practices.

	 

	We’re going look at New Age practices more later in greater detail, but I want to describe some of them to you because they’re being promoted everywhere, from our school systems to movies and all over our society today. Basically, as I share with my testimony, New Age is centered on something called relativism and which means you form it however you want. It’s based on Genesis Chapter 3, which is the lie used by Satan in the Garden of Eden to tempt Eve. Specifically, it is, “you will be God”. You will decide between right and wrong, or good and evil. Well that is what relativism is and what New Age is all about. You enter into it and basically anything goes. 

	 

	There is an analogy which applies very well. It’s where you’re in a cafeteria and just going down the line saying to yourself, “I’ll take a little bit of this and little of that. Of course, I’ll skip over the chicken because that is so wrong. I’ll take a little more of this, more of that. Oh look, more chicken. That looks rotten. Anyway, I will take this and leave that...” So, you just keep wandering around and picking what you like, just like a food line in a cafeteria. But what are you trying to pick? You’re trying to pick truth, and not just picking lame or solid truth, but you get to be the one to decide what truth is. It’s not just any truth. And frankly, this truth you’re sifting through and establishing for yourself deals with eternity! It’s serious stuff! But it puts a person in the position of following the false teaching that says, “you will be God”. You get to decide.

	 

	So, I think for me, that was why it was so attractive. Because hey, who wants to submit to anybody? Who wants to listen to someone else? You’re already at that stage where you’re young, rebellious, and you know it all. Then along comes this religion which says, “Yeah, go ahead, and go for it. Don’t just make up truth and morality. Now you can define eternality. So, breaking it down to the simplest terms, that is New Age. They’re into all kinds of stuff like Astrology, Auras, and Chakras. It has a lot of Hinduism in it. Hindus believe in seven body points starting with the spine which they believe contains the serpentine force. They believe this “snake type” force is coiled at the base of the spine. It’s the Satan serpent spirit. You work your way to the third eye at the top where you achieve your spiritual heights.

	 

	New Age is also into clairvoyance, which is supposedly seeing the future, and another practice called “Channeling” which is entirely demonic, deceptive and dark. New Age is also Divination, Shamanism, Tantra Yoga, Psychic Powers, Palm Reading and Psychology. Psychology? Really? Yes, look at the background of Sigmund Freud, Carl Jung and other pioneers of psychology. They were into Spiritism, Necromancy, Mediums, and all that kind of thing. Therefore, psychology is also blended into New Age. Other practices of New Age are Breath Work and Meditation. What’s the whole point of that? Is it so you can take deep breaths? No, it’s to help you get into an Altered State of Consciousness. Another New Age practice is Tarot Cards. Besides just normal Tarot cards, they have an occult version too. 

	 

	So again, why are they into all these different practices? It’s because they’re just going around the wheel of possible solutions to life. New Agers ask, “How do you want to define life? How do you get to heaven? Is there a heaven? What’s life all about? Why am I here?” New Age answers are, “I don’t know, what do you want to try?! Let’s try Tarot Cards. Okay, that ain’t working. Well then let’s try a little bit of Hinduism. Hey, have you heard of this new thing about Auras? You can get your Aura read to find out what kind of person you are. Hey, let’s try Past Life Regression.”

	 

	So, they just go around and around and around. As I’ve shared with my personal testimony, I was deeply involved in New Age until the day I got saved and cried out to Jesus. That day, one of the instant sensations I had was not only literally feeling my sin being removed off of me and just being gone, as well as frankly probably the release of all the demonic spirits from inside me, but it was also the feeling that, “Finally I don’t have to do all of this crazy stuff anymore. Woo hoo, I’ve finally gotten it!!” Because it was frustrating! Day in and day out, over and over, you really want to know the answers, right? But when you yourself are the one in the driver’s seat, you’ll never know the true answers. Truth is not relegated to any one person. We’ll get to more on that later.

	 

	New Age is also into Feng Shui, Levitation, Mediumship, Mental Projection, and Astral Projection. Again, we’ll get into all these in great detail later. Other practices are Rebirthing, Past Lives, Past Lives Regression (this comes with a lot of the psychological counseling), Reiki, Remote Viewing, and on and on and on it goes.

	 

	They don’t have their version of the Bible, but there are certain New Age written works like, A Course in Miracles. People hear that name and think, “Oh wow, it must be biblical”. No, it’s not. We’ll also talk more about that later. Basically, New Age is anything and everything. That’s why it’s hard to pin them down when you ask, “What is New Age? What do you really believe?” New Age is trying anything and everything, you’re in control, you get to be god, and whatever you choose, that’s what you come out with.

	 

	So far, we’ve looked at some generalities of what they get involved in. These things are their “bible study”. This is how they’re trying to come up with truth. Now we Christians allow one entity, God, through the Bible, to lay out the truth for us. New Age is already all over the place with their truth but then make it even worse mixing in occult practices.

	 

	The root of New Age thought can be found in the account of the fall of man where Satan questioned God’s Word. You can read it in the Bible with your own eyes. Genesis 3 tells us where New Age ultimately began. It started with Satan in the Garden of Eden. Genesis 3:1-5 talks about the fall. This certainly wasn’t man’s greatest hour. This was not the Great Age of Aquarius when things just got incredibly better. No, it was the fall of man! But in it is the lie of Satan, right? He says, don’t do it God’s way. I know something better. God is hiding something from you. You can become an enlightened one. And there you have it. That’s New Age. It’s what happened there in Genesis. Unfortunately, Eve fell for it and Adam, with the authority, went right along with it. The Bible says Eve was deceived but Adam was the one who sinned because he was the authority figure.

	 

	In Genesis 3:1 we read: “Now the serpent was more crafty than any of the wild animals the Lord God made. He said to the woman, “Did God really say, ‘You must not eat from any tree in the garden?” What is the first thing Satan is doing there? He’s casting doubt. Continuing in verse 2 it says: “So the woman said to the serpent, ‘We may eat fruit from the trees in the garden, but God did say, you must not eat fruit from the tree that’s in the middle of the garden, and you must not touch it or you will die.’ ‘You will not surely die’, the serpent said to the woman.” So, what did Satan just call God? He called God a liar! Whoa! Continuing in verse 5 it’s says, “For God knows...” Satan is saying that God is hiding something from you. Isn’t that what it is? Satan is saying, “Don’t you want to know the deep secrets? Don’t you want to be with the inner crowd? Don’t you want to be one of the special people who know these things?” It’s the same deception people fall for today. 

	 

	Verse 5 says: “For God knows that when you eat of it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil.” YOU will get to define good and evil, right? Just listen to Satan. So, in essence, that’s where New Age thinking comes from. Satan questioned God’s Word, His Authority, and His Benevolent Rule. In verse 1 he disputes that death results from disobedience and with verse 4 he claims that through the acquisition of secret wisdom, man can be enlightened to become like God. This is New Age! In verse 5 some see the statements as showing the New Age tenants, which espouse that, “You will be like God!” That is Pantheism, which says, “All is God”, and the belief in reincarnation is, “You will not surely die.” And, “Your eyes will be opened”, means you can change your consciousness. There are all kinds of terms New Age has. You can be a Light Bearer, a Light Seed Bearer, or an Enlightened One who has been chosen to bring the Light of Truth to humanity, and blah, blah, blah. It’s all the same thing. That’s what it all is. They just keep repackaging it. Also, Satan says, “Did God really say...” This is Moral Relativism. It sets up the practice of you deciding what is right and what is wrong.

	 

	Since the New Age Movement is so diverse, it’s difficult to detail every belief because, where do they go for truth? They go here, there, there, and here... Oh and by the way, from being involved in New Age, I found out there are times that New Agers will say, “Oh yeah, the Bible is good.” But how did they approach scripture? Is it as the sole source of authority? No, not at all! Basically, the Bible is approached with the same mentality we’ve seen. You get to pick and choose from it. You get to be God. You can say, “Oh eeeeww, wrath!? Get wrath out of here! I don’t want that. But hey, I like this Golden Rule stuff! I’ll take that and add it to my version of the truth.” So, with that in your back pocket, you go on to look at what the Buddhists have to say. You also find a few items you like there, so you just keep rifling through different ideas and you get to decide which real or fake truth is acceptable to you. You get to be God. And that’s New Age. It is very, very, attractive to our selfish, self-centered, all-about-self society today, right? And it’s spreading very fast!

	 

	Now let’s take a look at some of the main tenets you’re going to get as a seeker in New Age. No matter where New Agers are coming from, most them are going to get these core beliefs. Number one is Monism. Monism means, “All is One.” Of course, mono means “one” so all is one where everything and everyone is interrelated and interdependent. Ultimately there are no real differences between humans, animals, rocks, or even God. Now what lie do you need to have to fall for that baloney? You need to have the lie called, Evolution. I like to spell it EVILution, because evil is what it spawns. Evolution tells us there is no God and if there is no God, then I guess everything can be God including us being our own god, right? You take away the basics of creation and then there’s no difference between man, animals, and rocks, right? You just need a plausible guess as to how it all came about. That’s the whole premise.

	 

	One thing they say is, “Hey, you are no more important than a whale.” In fact, we need to save that whale. But they also tell us not to be concerned about a run of the mill human baby. They’ll also let you know when you’ll need to be thrown off your land. You have no right to that land because they’ve found a red-feathered spotted catfish livered toad on it. Well I have a response for that. I’m sorry but man comes before the toad and that’s my land so get off! But that’s their mentality and you’ve got to have this lie of evolution in place to help justify their actions. What we’re going to see with New Age is that you need to have this physical evolution mindset where we learn we’re no different from a bee, a polar bear, or a tree. They are just as important as me, and probably much better than me, and so on. 

	 

	That thinking leads straight into population control. Later I’ll give you some quotes on this subject but one of the most demented convictions New Agers have is the idea that we need to annihilate 90% of the people on this planet. They think they’re going to create a New Age, a New Age of Aquarius, or a New Utopia and most of us are just a cancer on the earth. We’re harming the bees, the toads, the wonderful feathered beings, the whales, and the entire outdoors, right? So they want to get rid of us. Again, that’s the mindset. We’ve got to supplant these hateful, harmful humans. What they also do is spiritualize it. We’ll also get to that later. 

	 

	But if we’re going to have peace on the planet, it’s certainly not Jesus, right? No, it’s definitely not Jesus. We need to spiritually evolve. We need to make this cosmic leap of our own consciousness as mankind because New Age tells us, what? We are all interconnected and since we’re all interconnected and no different from anything else, we just need to somehow make this cosmic leap. We could spiritually evolve and...whatever. But again, in order to fall for that stuff, you need this Monism lie in place. Satan is getting a lot of mileage out of that. So, Monism is the idea that all is interrelated and interdependent. They believe there’s no difference between humans, animals, rocks, and even God. Any differences between these entities are just merely apparent and not real. 

	 

	Let me give you some examples of different story analogies they use and the ways they supposedly demonstrate that we are all one and we just have to get along since we’re all interconnected with me needing you, and you needing me. It’s a weird version of unity. It’s this New Age thought, that if we could all just think the same thoughts, we can bring global peace since we’re all inter-connected. I know it doesn’t look like it, but we are. And if we could just get enough of us thinking the same interconnected thoughts, we could blah, blah, blah…Yeah, whatever. 

	 

	Here are some of the classic examples they use. I’m going to give you three of them from back in the day. You might be familiar with these. The first example they’ll give is, “Just look at the Aspen Trees in Colorado and Utah.” Several years ago, Paul Harvey reported the news about two Michigan biologists who presented an academic research paper reporting on their finding of the largest living thing on planet Earth. At that time, here’s what they discovered. It was a 40-acre fungus. Now it was right next to a chicken farm, so you know this is a true story. That makes sense. Where did that big fungus come from? I’d say the chickens, right?  This sparked scientists around the world scrambling to find something larger than the big chicken farm fungus so another report surfaced about a fungus covering 1,500 acres in Washington State. On and on they went looking for the largest living things. So, what is now considered the largest living entity? Well one guy I discovered, believe it or not, that the Aspen Trees are actually the largest of any living thing in the world. That’s because they grow by what’s called the “Vegetative Method” where the tree roots expand near the surface and new trees sprout from them. So basically, the next thing you know, a root sprouts and you think, “Oh, a brand new tree.” But actually, it’s still connected to that original parent tree. The roots just keep going and sprouting new trees but it’s all one really big giant organism. This process of reproduction can grow vast forests of aspens that are all interconnected by roots and started from just one original genetic individual. So, the trees appear different with various sizes and sprouting up in separate areas, but they’re all interconnected into one. 

	 

	Another term they have for this Aspen Tree is “Pando Tree” which is Latin for, “I spread.” The Pando tree is also called the “Trembling Giant.” It was discovered in the late 1960s and New Agers use these trees as an analogy to demonstrate how mankind is interconnected. 

	 

	For those of you who watched the movie, “Phenomena”, with John Travolta in the 1990’s, you may agree with what I’m going to say about it. I remember seeing it three years after being saved out of New Age. As I watched, I thought, “Wow, what a perfect advertisement for New Age!” You may remember the premise of the movie was basically that a flash of light occurred on this guy’s birthday, so it represented his New Age. Then all of sudden he had these superpowers where he could mentally do all these things New Agers are seeking to do. At one point in his small town, he’s giving a speech at the library where people are kind of nervous about this guy with these strange powers and they are wondering where he got all that. They’re kind of freaking out so he tries to bring them around to understanding. That’s when he gives the analogy of the Aspen trees and tells them about how people thought the trees were disconnected but indeed, it was discovered that the trees are all one giant organism with the same root system. 

	 

	So even back then, this movie was getting out the narrative that basically we’re all one and we all just have to realize we’re interconnected. If enough of us could realize this, we could bring harmony to the planet. You’re thinking, “What!?” But it’s part of New Age and yes, it sounds kind of goofy.

	 

	Now they couple Monism with another idea you might have come across. It’s called the Hundredth Monkey Theory. Pretty cool name, huh? It’s definitely the one hundredth monkey though so don’t even worry about the 99th one. If you are not familiar with it, here’s basically what it is. It’s another New Age concept to help us blend together and realize we’re all one. This mixing together is how we’re going to achieve peace on the planet. The Hundredth Monkey Effect is supposed to be this phenomenon in which a new behavior or idea is claimed to spread rapidly by some unexplained means from one group to all related groups. This happens instantaneously when a critical number from the first group, all in harmony, exhibit a certain behavior or thought. All of a sudden, it can automatically transfer to a completely separate group. This effect is supposed to be based on an experiment, although the experiment looks like it was pretty spurious. 

	 

	The way the story is told, some scientists were studying monkeys on a Japanese island in 1952. The scientists observed that some of these monkeys learned to wash sweet potatoes and gradually this new behavior spread throughout the younger generation of monkeys on the island. The younger ones watched the older ones do this until they started doing it too. Okay so what, that’s just normal communication, right? However, in this case, the scientists concluded that once a critical number of monkeys was reached where more and more of them learned this new trait until the hundredth monkey in the group learned it. Then this previously unlearned behavior supposedly instantly spread across the water to monkeys on nearby islands who never saw the sweet potato cleansing idea. So that’s the Hundredth Monkey Theory. It was used and popularized by a guy named Ken Keyes in his book by the same name, “The Hundredth Monkey.” He was an anti-nuclear war guy and used this story as an analogy and parable to apply to human change. He thought our world was spiraling down the drain, we all just needed to work together, and haven’t you seen the Aspen trees? We’re all interconnected, and we just don’t know it, because it doesn’t look like it, but underneath, we’re all together and you know, if we could just get enough of us to reach that hundredth monkey point, then all of a sudden, spontaneously across the world, peace will be unleashed!

	 

	That’s the big premise of New Age and this is how a lot of people are getting snookered into it whether with something like the environmental movement or even vegetarianism, which we’ll also talk more about later. All these things are leading people down a path because by and large, most people want peace. At the same time though, you want to be in charge and be your own god. So here comes a premise where you get to be your own god and also do something constructive. You get to help bring in this glorious New Age because, and it’s always put this way, YOU...no really it turns out it’s YOU, who is a chosen one. It’s YOU who could be one of these people to bring light to the planet and help save your buddy, your family, and everyone. You could be the hundredth monkey! Sorry, no offense meant there, it’s just a New Age analogy, right?

	 

	The appeal is very emotional while the response feels loving and wonderful. People are thinking, “Oh yeah, that’s me, I want to do that for all mankind! Sign me up!” What the New Age teachers do is splinter all these ideas and practices into many different groups and delivery methods. But it’s all the same mindset. If it’s environmentalism, they’ll try to seduce you into that or maybe they’ll use the diet stuff to help cleanse your body, so you can become one with the, whatever. And it’s this plethora of other arenas where they’re pulling people in…more on this later.

	 

	Now here’s another one you may have heard of. This is how the big leap forward event supposedly will take place. It’s the culminating New Age term where it’s all supposed to come together in a life changing transformative moment and people are actually trying to put this into practice. It’s called the Harmonic Convergence. You might be familiar with the term. It’s the name given to the world’s first globally synchronized meditation event. This originally occurred back in 1987 and closely coincided with alignments of the solar system based on the Mayan Calendar. Though apparently, the Mayan’s weren’t as smart as they thought they were because the prediction they made about the world ending in 2012 turned out to be their culture ending instead. Apparently, they weren’t able to predict that. But anyway, the convergence is supposed to have corresponded with a great shift in the Earth’s energy from “war like” to “peace like.” Haven’t you all enjoyed this great peace since 1987?! That worked like a charm, right? Planetary tranquility has been awesome ever since!

	 

	But again, this is that hundredth monkey idea again. We’re all interconnected. We just don’t realize this Monism thing, right? We’ve just got to work together. We’ve got to think the same thoughts and wash our sweet potatoes the same way at the same time. We’ve all got to meditate and just think peace, right? That’s literally what was going on with this convergence. Afterward, they initially thought, “Well maybe we didn’t get quite the effects we wanted but I’m telling you this is making a dent in it.” So, they keep meeting to do this because again, they think, “I don’t know if it’s going to be the hundredth human compared to the hundredth monkey. Or maybe with humans, it’s about getting one billion people to do the same thing or maybe two billion.” This is what they’re trying to achieve and they’re going grassroots. It’s been going on now for decades all over the planet. Whenever these guys meet, and they all do the same thing because of this hundredth monkey theory, it supposedly cleanses the earth.

	 

	Now if you’re seriously going to be a big part of all this and help bring in an age of peace, this New Age, then another thing you need to do during the Harmonic Convergence is travel to certain “Power Centers.” Huh?? That’s right because if you’re going to connect with the global mind of humanity or whatever you want to call it, and you want to bring about this Hundredth Monkey Effect, then you’ll certainly need some pretty good dialup speed, right? You don’t want one of those first-generation type modem hookups with the crazy random crackling dinging bing bong popping sounds? Remember that with the first Internet connections? How many of you went to bed with those nightmares? But anyway, the convergence means you need a real “pipeline!” You need a T1 type line! That’s really what they’re prescribing with these so-called Power Centers. You see, there are certain spots on the Earth which you need to get to. So along with really getting into all this as you meditate yourself into an altered state of consciousness, you need to be gathered together with a group of people meeting at a Power Center like Mt. Shasta, Sedona Arizona, or Mount Fuji, and their belief is to work toward getting 144,000 people together. Now what in the world is that number all about? Why would they pick that specific number? Again, what do they do? They take a little bit of this and try a little bit of that and a little bit of something else. So, they hear about 144,000 being in the book of Revelation Chapter 7 in the Bible. They think, “Oh yeah, I’ll try that.” Then they spiritualize it and make it their own. Which is what they did. So, 144,000 people assembled at these power centers all meditating for peace, could be that final monkey! If it works, we might usher in peace and a New Age on this planet!

	 

	Now actually, there is a guy who’s going to come along and bring a false peace to the planet. Do you know who he is? He is in Revelation Chapter 6. The New Agers need to back up to Chapter 6 before going on to that 144,000 in Chapter 7. He’s called the Antichrist. The Seven Year Tribulation actually starts off with the White Horse Rider. In looking at end times, we think it’s all going to start off crazy with death and destruction right from the beginning, but what we actually see is the Seven Year Tribulation begins with the false peace. Do you remember what the event is that starts the Seven Year Tribulation according to Daniel 9:27? The Antichrist makes a “peace” treaty with Israel. This guy seemingly must be a Hundredth Monkey! He does what nobody has been able to do for so many decades. He’ll make peace in the Middle East. Yay, someone finally achieved peace in the Middle East! Woo hoo! Oh, and by the way, for some strange reason, all those nasty Christians disappeared. That’s a bonus, right? Those fundamentalist Bible believing Christians were disrupting the harmony of the earth but now they’re gone! They just disappeared. No wonder we were able to achieve peace. But hey, if your loved one was a Christian and is now gone, don’t worry about them. Your Christian family or friend is now with the Space Brothers. Our benevolent space family came and got them because they were not of the right spiritual, evolutionary New Age frequencies to enter into this new period which we can see has dawned upon us with “peace and safety...peace and safety.”

	 

	Do you see how important this New Age mindset is for the last days events? I’m telling you, once you understand New Age with where it’s coming from, what they’re doing, what they teach and how far it’s permeated, we are so ripe for the last days deception, including with the Antichrist. This is basically what they believe, it’s their thing, and it’s their premise. All this we touched on is what they want to do. It’s their global goal and that involves Monism. They couple Monism with the next thing, which is “Pantheism.” Pan meaning “all” while “theism” or “theos” is “God.” All is God! All of creation partakes of the divine essence and all of life has a spark of divinity within. Really?!

	 

	We’re going to get deep into a polemic study about what they believe versus reality/Christianity/logic, whatever you want to call it. But let me first give you a little teaser. So, you’re saying we’re all one and we’re all inter-connected, which is Monism, right? It’s the Hundredth Monkey, Aspen Tree, and the Harmonic Convergence where we all work together to what? It is to “realize our divinity.” Again, where did that lie come from? It’s from Genesis 3 where Satan says, “you will be like God.” If enough of us can not only think peace, but also realize what we’ve forgotten, that we’re divine from within, then we’ll have peace on the planet! No more of this war stuff will be needed or desired because we’re going to understand that we’re all the same. We’re all God. What!? God by definition is all-powerful. If there was more than one, somebody is not all-powerful, right? It’s just crazy illogical. One guy said this, “Okay wait a second, if we’re all God then why do we act so badly?” And New Agers might say it’s because we haven’t been able to realize the full potential of our true divinity and blah, blah, blah. Wait a second; if we’re divine, then how can our ignorant self so easily override our supposed divine goodness? There’s obviously not much power there, right? Turns out the bad side of you, whatever that is, just keeps taking over. What? That can’t be right if you and I are God?

	 

	Another guy says, “Now wait a second, if we’re all one, we’re all interconnected, all truth is truth and we just have to realize it, then how come our realities contradict each other if everything is true?” There should be no contradiction to anything, right? The New Ager might say, “Well they don’t contradict each other, they’re simply different shades of the same picture.” Okay, well first of all, truth does not contradict itself otherwise it wouldn’t be truth. Can we agree on that? Let me give you just one thought which is very easy to point out to a New Ager. They say all religions come from Hinduism and all religions lead to Heaven. They’re each just different facets of the same truth. That’s New Age thinking. Well wait a second, so if all truth is truth then it shouldn’t contradict. You said all religions lead to Heaven but what did Jesus say in John 14:6? He said that He, Jesus, is the only way to heaven. You’ve got a contradiction there which means all truth can’t be true and one of these truths isn’t true. I don’t know about you, but I’ll stick with Jesus. He’s got a better track record. So, you can slowly begin to dismantle their narrative. They can’t both be right.

	 

	Now believe it or not, a lot of people think, “Who in their right mind is going to go along with this baloney that we’re all god or we just need to realize that we’re god or that all of life is god.” I’m telling you, it is everywhere. Again, they come at you from a multitude of different directions. Hey, maybe you’re not attracted to this, but you’ll get into that. Well maybe you won’t enjoy that, but you’ll be open to this. It’s the same common lies being taught through them all. Let me give you a couple of examples.

	 

	Environmentalism says all is god, right? It prepares people’s hearts for the lie of New Age: “The philosophy of radical environmentalism is based on the religious belief of pantheism that god is in all and that all is god and that Earth is our mother.” That’s Gaia Worship which we’ll probably get into in greater detail later. Environmentalism continues: “That all living things have equal value and that mankind has overstepped its bounds, even being a cancer to the rest of nature.” As Al Gore states, “God is not separate from the earth.” What?! No, that’s not true. God made the earth. That’s like saying the painter is also the painting. God is the Creator of the created world we live in. As Romans Chapter 1 talks about, all they’ve done is make the world’s biggest idol out of the earth. But again, it’s not just an idol to them, it’s spiritual and it’s Mother Earth. They say, “See, that’s why we’re having so many calamities? We’re all interconnected. We’re not just connected with each other like the Aspen trees, but we’re connected with everything on the whole planet and this planet is our mother and she’s groaning in pain and we just have to come back together and bring peace and think peace and act peaceful and realize we’re one with the Earth.” That’s what it is, right? 

	 

	So, you’re probably already beginning to realize how much this kind of thinking is in our movies and in people’s mindsets. A lot of people think and act like a New Ager while they don’t even realize it and I’m telling you, this even includes the Church. As in Hinduism, they worship multiple deities. At last count, Hindus have 330 million gods and goddesses. The entire universe including you and I, is seen as one divine entity with different facets, forms or manifestations. So, if you’re into Hinduism, you’ll get sucked into that lie. 

	 

	Mormons also say you can become a god: “After you become a good Mormon, you have the potential of becoming a god; ‘Then they shall be gods because they have no end. Therefore, shall they be from everlasting to everlasting because they continue. Then they shall be above all because all things are subject unto them. They shall be gods.” That’s direct Mormon teaching. Now they don’t tell you that when they come knocking at your door, but that’s why they’re on the bike race tour pilgrimage for a couple of years. They are working their way to the Mormon Priesthood because only those who do these “works” and get into the Mormon Priesthood will make it to the Third Celestial Kingdom where they will get to become a god while their wife becomes a goddess. She gets to forever populate planets. For some reason, my wife is against that idea. She says two kids are enough. 

	 

	So that’s what they teach, that we’re all god. You know, who in their right mind would ever say, “Oh, I’m God” or “All is God” or “We’re all God, we just need to realize it.” Hey, if you get into Mormonism, you’ll fall for the Antichrist lie.

	 

	Then with New Age, there are so-called spirit guides. Remember their whole premise involves carrying out all these different occult practices and techniques like meditation, astral projection, out of body experiences, drugs and anything else someone can come up with. But, of course, any entity they encounter is certainly not a demon. Be sure you never call it a demon. Come on, seriously! Demons are that old fashioned scare tactic from those weird Christian people. The real truth is that we’re on a mission to help Planet Earth and these beings out there are trying to help us. Would you please stop with the demon talk?! That’s where they’re coming from, right? So, when you connect with something, New Agers have different terms for them. Again, one of those terms is not, “demon”, it’s names like “your higher self” or “your spirit guide.” 

	 

	No, it’s not your anything. It’s a demon! I’m going to share with you some actual channeled messages from these demons and you can see for yourself the lie they’re telling these people. This is a so-called spirit guide:

	 

	“Feel the millions of souls, the divine spark within each of them. We are here in your moment of realization and the moment you come to meet with your divinity and the moment when you finally accept that which you truly are.”

	 

	So, let’s all be God, right? I’m sorry, that’s not from God! 

	 

	And you know of all things that could come through channeling when you get into an altered state of consciousness, the result is really interesting. It’s one thing for a spirit guide to supposedly be some random or famous guy in Europe 400 years ago or maybe Aunt Vera or Grandpa Phil, but it turns out that many times these guides are UFO’s. What?! Yes, and maybe it helps explain some things I have wondered about. These UFO’s are supposedly an intellectually superior higher evolved race. But wait a minute; if you’re going to buy into the lie of UFO’s as our Space Brothers, you have to believe in the lie of evolution. What’s the whole premise of UFO’s self-identification? They tell us they come from across the galaxy and they’re a super intelligent, higher evolved race of beings that are here to help us. As I’ve said, no, they’re demons! On top of that, if you’re supposed to be this super high tech advanced race of beings, and you want to communicate with me, you’re supposed to be here for good reasons to help Planet Earth to achieve peace, then why are you apparently so technologically inept that I have to use a demonic practice to get in touch with you? How about you beam me down a Walkie Talkie, right? Or can’t you just tap into my cell phone, I mean, you’re supposed to have all this technology, right? How about an e-mail? Would an e-mail be too much to ask for? Apparently, it is, because I’m supposed to get into a demonic, altered state of consciousness so I not only hear from Spirit Guides and maybe supposedly some of my relatives, but then Cleopatra comes through with a message for me. Or, I hear, “Hi, we’re from the star system Pleiades and were orbiting your planet...” 

	 

	Yeah right, you demon! We’ll get into this more later, but you know one of the things these UFO Space Brothers are going to be explaining away, right? It will be the disappearance of Christians at The Rapture. Our Space Brothers are already preparing people’s mindset. The message is, “When you see millions of people disappear from the planet in one afternoon, do not be alarmed. We have beamed them up into our lower space ships. We have them in holding centers. They’re being taken care of, but you who are left behind are the chosen ones and you have achieved a high enough spiritual vibration to make this hundredth monkey leap of consciousness with the rest of us into an age of utopia. Lest you doubt that it’s here, notice we have peace in the Middle East. All religions are building a global center in this glorious new temple now under construction in Jerusalem. Don’t you feel the peace and safety...peace and safety?” 

	 

	Now guess who also happens to come through when you’re dialing in the channel? It’s Mary. The Virgin Mary is popping through this channel too! That’s kind of weird. Yeah, well, as you’re going to see in the history of how this all started, some of the roots of this New Age stuff came from the Jesuit Catholics. When you understand Roman Catholicism, you’re going to see that they’re very mystic and they don’t stick to the Bible when it comes to their sources of truth. As we sit here, right now, they believe there are visions or appearances of the Virgin Mary happening all over the planet. She’s encouraging people to work through her and she will bring peace to this planet. However, she repeats the same demonic lies. This entity coming through is a demon. It’s not the Virgin Mary. How do we know? Because the Bible tells us that when you die and go to Heaven or Hell, you don’t ever come back. In the Bible, the book of Job says it over, and over again. Job says, the place of no return, the place of no return, the place of no return. Even in Luke 16 it talks about the righteous and the unrighteous having a chasm fixed between the two, so you can’t cross back and forth. You ain’t coming back! So, if something tells you it is back from death and that it is the Virgin Mary, a Space Brother, a UFO, Uncle Jimmy, or Cleopatra, what do you think it is? It’s demonic! That’s why God said in Deuteronomy 18 to stay away from that stuff. Stick to the Bible! God’s not going to lie to you. The Bible is the truth. But apparently that’s not good enough, right? People need something more exciting.

	 

	So, listen to this supposed message, which supposedly came from this supposed Virgin Mary. It’s the same theme we’ve been seeing. She/it says, “God is all that is. Therefore, we are prime creator expressing Itself [notice the capital I] as us. We are not striving for perfection as we are already perfect.” How many of you are married? How many of you are perfect? Now those of you who are perfect, I’d like to get a second opinion from your spouse and we’ll get it settled. Yeah right, we’re all perfect in this fallen world. You’ve got to be kidding!

	 

	“Mary”, or the entity, goes on to say, “What we are striving for is to ‘remember’ our perfection. We are not divided into parts since God is us, therefore we are God.” So, do you think the real woman, the actual Virgin Mary of the Bible would ever say that? Of course not, and she’s been in Heaven ever since she died. She hasn’t come back!

	 

	It’s not only the supposed Virgin Mary but “angels” are checking in too, but of course they’re not demons either. They’ll use a positive Biblical word like angel, but not the Bible’s discussion of demons. They say, “Hey, it’s just got to be the Archangel Gabriel!” If you’ve studied Islam, you’ll remember that’s what happened with Mohammed. At first when he had his encounters with some entity, he thought it was an evil spirit. But then his family said, “Oh no, it’s got to be Gabriel!” It’s got to be the good one, right? It’s the same thing with New Age. They say it’s an angel. But listen to what this supposed angel said: “It is nice to come and break bread, the bread of truth. God gives all of his creation freedom to choose, to find themselves, to find their true ancestry, the god/goddess within them.” Yup, that’s an angel all right. It’s called a “Fallen Angel” or a “Demon.”

	 

	A little later we’ll explore some of the names in New Age like Shirley MacLaine, David Spangler and Eckhart Tolle. Tolle is influencing and working with Oprah Wan Kenobi (Oprah Winfrey) who is another big one. You might remember Shirley MacLaine’s huge New Age mini-series called Out on a Limb. Blasphemy is something people talk about when anyone says they are God. The show was an hour each episode, but it went on and on and she was on a beach with that guy when she had her big spiritual breakthrough. It was then that she finally realized we’re all one and we just need to understand we’re all God. She literally shouted that over and over again on the beach and that was her breakthrough. 

	 

	How about Wicca, which as we know is the new term for Witchcraft. Wicca also believes that we are God: “This existence of a supreme divine power is known as the one or the all. The all is not separate from the universe but part of it and from the all came the god and goddess and they are manifest in various forms in the universe. Divinity is within.” 

	 

	There is much more but even when you just think about what we’ve already seen, look at how many different entities are involved? You’ve got Environmentalism, Hinduism, Mormons, so-called Spirit Guides, Space Brothers, UFO’s, The Virgin Mary, Angels, New Agers, Witchcraft, etc. There are a lot of people on the planet who are primed to fall for a lie and it’s not just any lie. Again, it’s a lie that is custom tailored for a specific event that’s going to come to this planet. Do you remember what Paul wrote to the Thessalonians? There’s going to be a guy who comes along and he’s called the Antichrist. Do you know what he’s going to do? At the halfway point of the Seven Year Tribulation, he’s going to go up into this rebuilt temple and do you know what he’s going to say? It will be, “I am God.” He’s not just going to do the thing that Shirley MacLaine did on the beach where he’ll say we are all God. He’s going to profess that he is God and he will give an order for all to, “Worship me. Take my mark. And if you don’t, you’re going to die.”

	 

	But we’re all one, right? The Antichrist will tell all the people of the earth that if you don’t believe he is God, he’s got his cohort, The False Prophet, who’s going to show you some signs and wonders so that you will be convinced to do what the Antichrist says. And again, you think, “Who in their right mind would fall for this?” I mean, the Antichrist is a man and a political figure. But he’s a man. Though it is true that he is inspired and empowered by the dragon, Satan, but still, who in their right mind would literally worship a man? We don’t see anybody worshiping political figures today, do we? Oh yes, we do! You couple the fact that people are literally looking for some sort of messiah to bring peace back to the planet (since our circumstances just keeps getting worse), with the reality that you have already prepared their hearts using beliefs in Hinduism, the Environmental Movement, Mother Earth Worship, Mormonism, New Age, Witchcraft, or whatever else, and it produces a lot of people who will go ahead and say, “Oh sure, I’ll worship you.” We can see the hearts of people being prepared now.

	 

	Now what does the Bible say?

	 

	Isaiah 43:10: “You are my witnesses, declares the Lord. Before me no God was formed, nor there will be one after me.”

	 

	Isaiah 44:6-8: “This is what the Lord says - I am the first and I am the last; apart from me there is no God...Is there a God besides Me? Indeed there is no other Rock; I know not one.”

	 

	Isaiah 45:5: “I am the Lord, and there is no other. Apart from me, there is no God.”

	 

	So, the Scripture is clear. There is only one God. And again, here is the hypocrisy. You say that all truth is truth and it’s all relative. Well that’s not what the Bible says. So how do you sit there picking and choosing a few verses from the Bible while discarding all the rest? Out of one side of your mouth you say, “Hey, I love what Jesus said when he says, ‘Do unto others as you would have them do unto you.’“ But excuse me, you then reject Him saying He’s the only way. That’s hypocrisy and you’ve even taken it to another level. What did you just call Jesus? You said this part of His Word is wonderful, but that part is unacceptable and false. Now you’re impugning His character and labeling Him a liar!

	 

	This is the danger of relativism and New Age with that kind of mindset, but it’s what they do. It is impossible and illogical to say there are many gods and we’re all gods. God, by definition, is a Supreme Being and is not just all powerful, all knowing, and everywhere present, but, oh by the way, if you are God then please make it rain right now. Right? If you are God and you have that spark of pure goodness within you, from this point forward, don’t ever do anything wrong. No problem, right? Yes problem. You can’t do it. When people make these statements, we need to, in love, challenge them with logical thought.

	 

	God, by definition, is self-existent and eternal. He’s not as we are, having a beginning, followed by life forever. Yes, we have the spirit of God within us so we have an eternal nature, but we haven’t been around forever. We’ll exist forever but we had a beginning point in time. The very fact that each one of us had a birthday proves we cannot be God because God is self-existence. He didn’t have a beginning, so the idea we are God is just ridiculous. I remember when I was involved in this stuff. Nobody would challenge me with common sense logic like this. I’d just spiral down that route unchallenged.

	 

	I don’t know about you but I’m happy that at least the Church is holding strong against this idea about how we are all one collective God. There is no way people in the Church would fall for this New Age lie, right?! Yes, that was sarcasm. Let me give you some examples of the church falling for this stuff. Shocker...these are the same guys in the Church that we’ve seen before with their Word of Faith baloney. If you do the research on the Word of Faith Movement, you’ll find out it is Hinduism. Word of Faith says things like, “Just name it and claim it, grab it and blab it. If you’ve got enough faith, you can sow the seeds, get rich and have perfect health and massive wealth.” These are the same guys who teach the lie that we’re all God. 

	 

	Frederik Price, PHD and founder of the Crenshaw Christian Center in Los Angeles says, “God can’t do anything on this earth realm except what we the body of Christ allow him to do. So if man has control, who no longer has it? God. Yes, you are in control.” 

	 

	Excuse me?! Wrong.

	 

	Benny Hinn tells us: “When you say I am a Christian, you are saying I am a little Messiah walking on earth. That is a shocking revelation. May I say it like this, you are a little god on earth running around. Christians are little messiahs and little gods on the earth. Say, ‘I’m a born of Heaven, a god man. I’m a god man. I’m a sample of Jesus.’ Say it! Say it!” 

	 

	I’m not going to say that because it’s blasphemy.

	TBN founder Paul Crouch: “Somebody said, I don’t know who said it, but they claimed that, ‘You faith teachers declare that we are gods. You’re a god. I’m a god.’ Well are you God? I’m a little god. I have His name. I’m one with Him. I’m in covenant relationship. I am a little God. Critics be gone!”

	 

	Kenneth Copeland says: “Jesus is no longer the only begotten son of God. You are not a spiritual schizophrenic, being half God, half Satan. You are all God. Listen, you don’t have a God in you. You are one! I say this with all respect so that it doesn’t upset you too bad, but I say it anyway. When I read in the Bible where Jesus says, ‘I Am’, I just smile and say, ‘Yes, I am too!’“ 

	 

	And Kenneth Copeland is still on TV! 

	 

	Kenneth Hagin said: “The believer is called Christ. That’s who we are. We’re Christ. You are as much the incarnation of God as Jesus Christ was.” 

	 

	Excuse me! In Matthew 24 Jesus warned that toward the last days near the Seven Year Tribulation, a sign of His coming will be when, “...many shall come in my name, saying, ‘I am the Christ.’“ Now that’s a specific phrase that New Age uses. It’s “The Christ.” They say, “You are the Christ” or “You are the Christ consciousness.” It’s you realizing your divinity and you have this power. In fact, they would say that is really what Jesus was. Jesus was just able to tap into this power, right? He was just like us though, just a normal guy. He went into to the Far East and learned these techniques and blah, blah, blah. So, there’s the premise of their words. But Jesus warned against that very phrase at the beginning of Matthew 24. 

	 

	Morris Cerullo says: “You’re not looking at Morris Cerullo, you’re looking at God. You’re looking at Jesus.” 

	 

	No, I’m looking at a heretic. Excuse me!

	 

	That’s what they teach. They tell us all is interconnected, and all is one. Just like Satan in Genesis Chapter 3, they are saying you can become like God. It’s Pantheism, which says all is God. 

	 

	Next is Godhood. We are gods. Each person is just ignorant of his or her divinity and the goal is to discover our own divinity.

	 

	Next is that you can discover your divinity by experiencing a change in consciousness. You just need to have a breakthrough moment like Shirley MacLaine did on that beach, right? I know it sounds weird and kind of blasphemous but she kind of talked like that during her mini-series, if you remember it. You say, “Well, I just can’t say I’m God. I can’t say that.” She’d answer with, “Well see, that’s your problem. You just don’t know who you are. You need to be freed.” So the idea is that you discover your divinity by experiencing a changing consciousness. The human race suffers from a collective form of metaphysical amnesia. We as divine entities are forgetful, apparently. We’ve forgotten that our true identity is divine and thus we must undergo a change of consciousness to achieve our true human potential. Yeah, that’s exactly what we heard from Satan in Genesis Chapter 3.

	 

	Another one of their core beliefs is reincarnation, which is of course the supposed continuous cycle of death and rebirth. However, they put a slightly different twist on it to make it more positive. In the classic Hinduism and Buddhism reincarnation, you have to work off your bad karma. That’s why they teach the disgraceful practice where you can’t help somebody in distress because it might mess up their bad karma they need to atone for. If you intervene and help, they’ll have to come back and do it all over again. It’s a very cruel belief system. The classic doctrine of karma says that one’s present condition is determined by one’s actions in a past life. 

	 

	The Western version or New Age version of reincarnation held by many New Agers, places much less emphasis on bad karma because, you know, who wants that negative stuff? You don’t want to choose that teaching for our truth pile. Just skip over that one. So, what does the Bible say? Hebrews 9:27 says it’s appointed for man to die once and then face judgment. It says you have one shot at this! It’s Jesus or nothing and if you don’t know Jesus as your savior, you are going to Hell. It’s too late. According to Luke 16, the people in Hell wish they could hear the word, “repent” just one more time. And Luke 16 says the people in Hell wish the people on earth would go share the Gospel with their unsaved loved ones. Remember the text with the pleading to have someone go talk to my family. Warn them not to come to this place. 

	 

	Hell is real and you only get one shot. But of course, sinful man loves the idea of endless tries. Again, the New Agers say, “I don’t want to internalize any of that negative teaching, I’m just going to focus on this upward spiral towards perfection through reincarnation.” It gives us this mindset where we, “just need to realize we’re all interconnected.” And I’m going to bring peace to my own life while we bring peace to this planet. We’re on a global mission. We just need to realize we’re God and if we can get enough of us doing a certain activity and acting like a bunch of monkeys apparently, then we can finally make peace and it will all transpire and let’s ignore all that bad stuff. I’ll evolve spiritually, and we will be part of this New Age! 

	 

	Yeah okay, whatever. Does it sound like a real mishmash of everything? Yes, it does because that’s what it is and why it’s so hard to pin down. It’s based on more relativism. You have a little of this and I’ll take that and this. I’ll take this small slice here and only a half a slice there because I don’t really like that. And again, each individual person gets to do it him or herself. That’s why it’s so hard to get to a certain conglomeration.

	 

	With their Moral Relativism, New Agers think in terms of grey rather than black or white and will often believe that conflicting statements can both be true. Therefore, they will teach that all religions are true and there are many paths to God. How many of you have heard those statements? Right now, 24% to 25% of professing Christians believe all religions teach the same thing and all paths lead to Heaven. That’s in the Church!! It’s at that high level even though we are talking about the Church.

	 

	Now remember, relativism basically says, “There is no absolute truth.” We’ll get into that more later, but this is a quick precursor. So, they say there is no absolute truth. Well wait a second. You just made an absolute statement. Again, notice the logic. It’s just like “I am God.” Well no, you’re not. You had a beginning. You had a birthday. Every year you celebrate it and show again that you’re not God. But they say there are no absolutes, right? Truth is relative. Whatever is true to you is true to you and whatever is true to me is true to me. That’s New Age. Has that permeated our society or what?

	 

	The number one verse quoted today by young people in their twenties and younger, is Matthew 7:1. You might have already guessed. It is, “Judge not, lest you be judged.” Why? Because hey, who are you to say what’s truth? Truth is relative even when it comes from the Bible. And this is from the Church! Did you know 55% of the professing Church thinks that the Bible has errors in it? That’s over half. So, let’s say 200 people show up at your church this Sunday. The statistics show that over half of those people, 110 of the 200, say you can’t trust the Bible. Well then what in the world are they here for? 

	Then of course that compromised position spills downhill. Next, you’re thinking you can’t trust the Bible and that feeling contributes to the next stat. 50% in the Church say there is no absolute truth. So maybe Jesus is NOT absolutely right when He says He is the only absolute way to Heaven. And when God says a particular behavior is an absolute abomination, maybe that is not absolutely true. Maybe I want to do what I want to do and who are you to tell me what to do and who cares about some apparently flawed antiquated book. So, we ourselves need to decide what is right and wrong. 

	 

	Does that sound like our society, or what? 	Chapter Two

	In the first chapter we learned New Age is a blend of just about anything under the sun. Among other aspects, it’s a blend of Eastern Mysticism & Hinduism. We used the analogy about a cafeteria. Let’s say you’re at a buffet here in Las Vegas. As with any buffet, you go down the line taking a little bit of this and a little of that. It’s the same with New Agers when it comes to eternal things like spiritual truths. You get to pick and choose your own right and wrong. We saw the lie of New Age actually began in Genesis Chapter 3. It was from Satan in the Garden of Eden. 

	 

	Later we’ll get into an extensive study on the history of New Age. We’ll talk about where it came from, from way back and then all the way up to today along with the information on who’s promoting it in our present society like big wigs in the media and other organizations of that nature as well as, believe it or not, the United Nations. I don’t want to give it all away right now, but the U.N. actually has a meditation room, which I have seen and been in, by the way! Do you know they also have something called the Arc of Hope? It’s basically a New Age version of the Ten Commandments where they have things like their Hope for Humanity. We will get into how the U.N. is flat out New Age and that’s because of two guys named Maurice Strong and Robert Muller. The problem is that the U.N. is working to implement this global curriculum, which is basically preparing people for the New Age, New World Order. The Bible warns about it and by the way, the Bible is the only book on the planet that tells us to stay away from that stuff. But this U.N. agenda is really going on and they have ties into our own educational system thanks to Bill Clinton and others so, they are dictating much of what is taught in our public school system preparing young minds to think globally and be a part of these ideas that we need a global ruler and to get rid of national sovereignty. We wonder why kids are coming home from school with all this crazy information and these destructive beliefs. We think, where in the world did they get that from? That’s not how we were raised. What’s going on here? Well there’s been a deliberate attack and we’ll get to that later on in this book.

	 

	New Age is a blend of many different things. We saw previously that New Age has a few major cores so it’s kind of hard to tie it down to one ruling philosophy because of this cafeteria mentality where you decide truth by taking some of this and that and the other. But in general, they believe in Monism where “all is one” and we’re all interconnected, Pantheism, where “all is God” and Godhood with the idea that “we get to become gods.” With these ideas, we’re told we just need to discover these things. We need to realize them. Apparently, that is what’s missing in humanity. If we could all just realize we’re part of the God Consciousness, it will bring peace and unity to our world and maybe we can get that One Hundredth Monkey thing going. Also, they of course believe in reincarnation, which come from the same place much of this teaching originates, Eastern Mysticism. However, as I’ve mentioned, it comes from all over the place. Then there are occult practices and we’ll have a whole section just on those.

	 

	We left off last chapter with Moral Relativism about how New Agers think in terms of grey rather than black or white and will often believe two conflicting statements can both be true. Things like, “Icy Hot” and “Peaceful War.” You think, “What?!” That doesn’t make sense, right? But basically, that’s what New Age can easily believe because again, one of their major under-pinnings is that all religions fundamentally teach the same things. Is that true? No, that’s a conflicting statement but New Agers can be at complete peace with it. Why is that? It is because of what we’re going to get into next. New Age is based on this thing called Relativism, though they don’t call it Relativism. What we’ll see is they have a buzzword for their mindset and it’s one you have heard over and over. It’s called, Tolerance. Isn’t that one of today’s favorite words? It’s just another name for Relativism.

	 

	Relativism allows two conflicting statements that cannot both be true so each be accepted as truth. Again, they don’t have a problem with conflicting views, so they teach all religions are true and there are many paths to God. Does that idea conflict with anything? Yes, it conflicts with John 14:6. In that verse Jesus says, “I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except through Me.” I have to tell you about an actual, back in the day, cassette tape I have in my office with some New Age information. Remember those days of cassette tapes when you had to rub rocks together to get electricity created and you had to feed the tape around that scroll with a pencil? But I digress. Anyway, I have this cassette tape in my office. I specifically recorded it myself around the year 2000. These guys were being interviewed at the URI if you remember that effort. It was the United Religions Initiative. These guys were signing the accords for the United World Religions. That’s how long it’s been going on. So, I still have the actual recording and I couldn’t believe what I was listening to. Luckily the interviewer asked the question I would have. He said, “Well hey, wait a second. What about John 14:6?” I thought, “Aha, excellent question!” I couldn’t wait to hear this New Age guy’s answer. But you know how the New Ager responded? Remember, you’re going to hear full-on Relativism, which is at the heart of New Age. So, upon hearing the same question I would have asked, I’m thinking, “You’ve got him there! How could he possibly get around John 14:6.” But again, remember that Relativism is the belief that whatever is true to you is true to you and whatever is true to me is true to me. I get to decide what’s right and wrong so back off and leave me alone. Today that’s permeated our society. So, here’s the New Ager’s crafty response: 

	 

	He starts off with: “Well, you see what I think...”  

	 

	Uuurch!! He actually begins saying what he thinks as opposed to what God thinks. You don’t tell God, He tells us, and you learn from what He tells you about His creation. 

	 

	The New Ager continues: “...What I think Jesus really meant by that statement was yeah, He did say ‘the way’ but we have to really ask ourselves, ‘what is the way?’ And as we all know about Jesus, you know it says there he’s the truth as well, but the truth of life is he’s come to share love and that’s what we need. So, the way that he’s talking about it, in essence, the truth of his statement is that we just need to love one another and accept all religions.”  

	 

	Wow! Do you see how sneaky that is? You have a conflicting statement and yet with Relativism, hey, I guess it’s OK. So, let’s deal with that a little bit. And this again is more Relativism, which is presented to us often in society today using the buzzword, Tolerance. This is why you and I think they can’t get around the fact that the Bible says there is only one God and Jesus is the only way, etc. These are absolute statements from God so how can they possibly dispute these truths? The answer has to do with this issue of Relativism. Again, Relativism basically says there is no right or wrong. Talk about empowerment, although it is a false empowerment, you yourself get to decide who and what is right or wrong. As we’ve said, this is the lie straight from Satan in Genesis Chapter 3. It says you’ll be God and you get to discern between good and evil. But when you start to think about it logically, if everything is right and there is no wrong, what’s the difference between an Adolf Hitler and a Franklin Graham? Right? What’s the difference between a psychopath murderer and a soccer mom? 

	 

	So, we say, okay let’s put your Relativism to the test! You can believe it all you want but it’s ludicrous. Under your thinking, all forms of behavior must be appropriate. Whether you’re talking about murder, adultery, abortion, rape, etc. You name it! That’s lunacy! It’s not just batty, it is literally, absolutely, laughable because truth is by its very nature is absolute. Right? Otherwise it wouldn’t be true. What makes something true is that it’s always right, absolutely, every time. Otherwise it’s not true. That’s the bare-bones definition of truth. Just because you believe something, certainly doesn’t make it true. Sincerity of opinion is no gauge of whether something is true or not. It just means you’re sincerely wrong. How many of you have thought something is true only to find out later that you got it wrong, sometimes very wrong. Praise God, it is all of us. And how many times has that happened? So, with that said, do you want to be chosen as THE authority of truth? How would your life be with no truth from God in it and only the whims of your fallen feelings and often-flawed logic? And isn’t that what happened before we were saved, before we focused on the absolute truth of the Word of God? Yes, so then that’s the issue we have. Living such a facile life is destructive. 

	 

	But let’s continue to put it to the test. 2 + 2 = what? Wait, did you say, 4?! You are being intolerant! And I’m serious because [I am now teary eyed with a quivering chin], I think it’s 5 and you just hurt my self-esteem and I’m telling you that ain’t right and I’m going to Congress to pass a law where you can’t tell me that! Of course, I’m being facetious and sarcastic to make a point but give me a break. You can sit there and be the most sincere person, spouting what you believe, but it still makes no difference to the real truth if you think 2 + 2 = 5. It’s not true! Mathematics doesn’t care about your feelings. What makes something true is that it’s absolute. Right? You can believe in your heart that you can jump out of an airplane without a parachute and you can know in your heart that you’re going to fly upward into the sky, but sadly the absolute law of gravity will, what? It will quickly give you a serious wakeup call! Why is that? Again, it’s because truth by its very nature is absolute. That’s what makes it true. Also, if you recall, in the last chapter we talked about the moment someone says there are no absolutes. When they do so, they just made an absolute statement. So, the next time someone says there are no absolutes, ask them this: “Are you absolutely sure about that?” They won’t find a way around that.

	 

	Now you may have heard this before, but it speaks to how absurd this kind of thinking is. Apparently, this is what actually happened in a debate one time involving Abraham Lincoln. Lincoln was trying to make a point in a debate, but his opponent was unconvinced and stubborn. So, Lincoln used another tactic with him. 

	 

	Lincoln asked his opponent, “How many legs does a cow have?” 

	 

	The man answered “Four.”

	 

	Lincoln agreed and said, “That’s right.”

	 

	Next Lincoln asked, “Now suppose you call the cow’s tail a leg. How many legs would the cow have?” 

	 

	The guy confidently advised, “Well, 5 of course.”

	 

	Lincoln came back and said, “That’s where you’re wrong. Calling a cow’s tail a leg, doesn’t make it leg.” 

	 

	Just because you say it, believe it, and want it to be true, that doesn’t make something true. Yet there is Relativism’s whole core and when we look at what’s going on in our country today with relativistic decisions being made in courtrooms, classrooms, in our government, in society, and even with our own families, this is why it’s gotten so insane. You see these decisions and you think, “How could you rule that way? How could you say that? How could you then force that upon the rest of us? Don’t you see what it’s doing to our country?” But it’s this mindset, which comes from New Age. You’ve got to have Relativism in place because you have to make the impossible seem possible. You have to convince all religions on the planet to agree that they are equal. But that’s impossible, right? Not with this lie! You can intellectually make it sound great, but to do it, you have to have Relativism in place.

	 

	Now again, they’re smart enough not to call Relativism by its name. You won’t hear them say, “I’m into Relativism.” The buzzword today is Tolerance. You’ve heard this pounded into us day in and day out: “Tolerance, tolerance, it’s all about tolerance.” And if you don’t do the tolerant thing, you’re “Intolerant.” You are some sort of bigot and all the other negative stuff. So, let’s take a look at this word, tolerance. Taking it one step further, what do they mean by tolerance? It means you should never, absolutely never, no never, (because this is the most important virtue in society), you should never judge! There shall be No judging! You should not ever judge! I know you’ve heard it plenty. It is basically their definition of intolerance in action. 

	 

	And how many of you have even heard that in the Church? When I was in Colorado, one of the messages I preached on was, “Is Obama a Muslim?” We were dealing with that issue and flipping through many videos with that study. There were 21 video clips. So, it was a matter of: “I didn’t say it, Obama did. I didn’t say it, his wife did. I didn’t say it, the ambassador to Kenya said it.”, and on and on right down the list. Afterward a Christian lady (who I don’t think meant anything negative by it and I didn’t take it that way but even in the Church her mindset was what we’ve talked about), she says, “Well you know, I appreciate what you were sharing and yes it sure appears that way, but isn’t that what’s wrong with us as Christians? You’re judging Obama and we shouldn’t judge.” At that moment, I was speechless. If it had been a lost person coming up to me, I would understand. They don’t know. But this is in the Church.

	 

	So, on this topic of judging and in answer to the question popping up everywhere today about whether we should judge others, I want to share three verses of Scripture with you. You really need to memorize and practice these because I’m telling you, just like you should know John 14:6 about how Jesus is the only way, in our pluralistic society today you need to know these three Scriptures and be able to turn there quickly. I’ll present them in chronological order. With these, you will be able to dispel the terrible false notion that we should refrain from judging. This is important for the non-Christians to understand but frankly, sometimes even Christians need to learn about it. So yes, as Christians, we should judge! That we should never judge is a lie from the pit of Hell. That is the basis of Relativism, which says we should not judge. But it’s not what Scripture teaches.

	The first verse you should read and save to use often, is Matthew Chapter 7, Verse 1. Let’s take a look at this classic passage and what New Agers do with it to bait you. It sounds very Biblical but they are guilty of pulling one verse completely out of context and it happens all the time.

	 

	Matthew 7:1 says, “Do not judge or you too will be judged.” So, there it is! You can’t judge because that’s what the Bible says. Aaah, excuse me?! Keep reading! 

	 

	It continues: “for in the same way you judge others, you will be judged. And with that measure you use, it will be measured to you.”  

	 

	What then is the point? You can judge all right, but be careful how you do it because you will reap what you sow. That’s just number one. Number two, it doesn’t mean you can’t ever speak up and say something. Keep reading. 

	 

	The Bible continues: “Why do you look at the speck of sawdust in your brother’s eye and pay no attention to the plank in your own eye? How can you say, our brother, let me take that speck out of your eye when at the same time there is a plank in your own eye? You hypocrite!”  

	 

	So, if you do this, you’re called a what? It’s says you’re being a hypocrite. It says, first of all, take the plank out of your own eye and then keep your mouth shut because you can’t judge. Oh, I’m sorry, that’s not right. Keep reading. It says you will then see clearly ‘to remove the speck from your brother’s eye’ so you can judge, but be careful how you do it. You might want to mix some mercy in there because you’re going to reap what you sow. Number two, it does not say to never judge. It says for you to get rid of your hypocrisy first, and then help your brother out who is wrong. Right? So, Relativism with its supposed proclamation from the Bible saying we should not judge, is completely twisting the Scripture.

	 

	With this second verse, believe it or not Jesus told us to judge. The last verse we looked at was Matthew 7. Now we turn to John 7. For context, Jesus does a miracles prompting people to come up to him saying, how dare you do this on the Sabbath. And Jesus is going to basically say, you guys are a bunch of hypocrites. He’s saying they have a double standard. Jesus says, I heal a guy on the Sabbath and yet you’re saying I’m doing something wrong while you do other things on the Sabbath and you don’t sneeze at it. So, listen to what Jesus said in John 7:21. 

	Jesus told them, “I did one miracle and you were all astonished yet because Moses gave you circumcision, though actually it did not come from Moses but from the patriarchs, you circumcise a child on the Sabbath. Now if a child can be circumcised on the Sabbath so that the law of Moses may not be broken, why are you angry with Me for healing the whole man on the Sabbath?”  

	 

	So, what does He say? Is He saying to ‘stop judging and just keep your mouth shut’? No, Jesus says to stop judging by mere appearances and (listen, here is an order from Jesus), “make a right judgment.” So, He did NOT say don’t judge. He says when you do judge, don’t be a hypocrite about it. It’s the same as what Matthew 7 said with complete agreement between the two. He clearly says make a judgment but when you do it, do it right. Don’t be a hypocrite about it. Right? He did not say don’t judge.

	 

	We’ve now looked at Matthew 7 and John 7. Next is 1 Corinthians, Chapter 6. These three passages are all helpful to make our point but to me, this one is the real nail in the coffin. After we read this, you’ll think, “How in the world can you sit there and say we shouldn’t judge, come on!” In this one Paul is talking to THE CHURCH. You know we always hear, “You shouldn’t judge if you’re a Christian. The church should never judge. Christians shouldn’t judge.” Really?? What Bible are you reading? 

	 

	In 1 Corinthians 6:1 Paul says, “If any of you has a dispute with another, do you dare to take it before the ungodly for judgment instead of before the Lord’s people?”  

	 

	So, what is he saying? He’s telling them that if they ARE going to judge, don’t be doing it out in the world. That’s a bad witness. They need to take care of it in-house. These Christians Paul was talking to were not doing so. 

	 

	He continues and listen to this: “Do you not know that the Saints will JUDGE the world and if you are to JUDGE the world, are you not competent to JUDGE trivial cases? Do you not know that we will JUDGE the Angels? How much more the things of this life? Therefore, if you have disputes about such matters, appoint as JUDGES even men of little account.” [Emphasis added]

	 

	Then reading on, is Paul going to tell them he says all this because these people in the church are so tolerant and that’s such a positive virtue as a Christian? No, instead what does he say? 

	He continues: “I say this to shame you. Is it possible that there is no one among you wise enough to JUDGE a dispute between believers? But instead one brother goes to law against another and this in front of the unbelievers.” [Emphasis added]

	 

	Paul is asking, what kind of a witness are they displaying? First of all, they, and we, are already judging of course because we have courtrooms! Nobody has a problem with that! If Relativism is true, why do we have courts of law?! Why does a police officer ever stop us? Is it because you obeyed the absolute law? No, you disobeyed the law, right? Why do we have lawyers and jails? Why do we incarcerate people in these institutions of JUDGEMENT? It is because we in society make judgments and uphold those judgments, even for civil matters. It’s the same thing spiritually. As Paul says, excuse me Christians, you need to judge. In fact, stop going out there in the world for judgment, you need to deal with it in-house. I say this to shame you. You guys are not judging rightly. It’s a horrible witness. But does Paul say you should never judge? No, of course not. 

	 

	Another important aspect of this is that in essence, we’re not really the ones who are judging, are we? What are we doing? We’re just the newspaper boy or newspaper girl reporting God’s judgments because we all know the Ten Commandments are not just ten suggestions from God. No, they’re absolute statements. God says, “you shall not..., you shall not..., you shall not...” So, reporting that judgment, from God, is all we’re doing. We didn’t say this, God did. We’re just reporting the news. So I’m not really judging you, but who is? God is. Why? Because God is THE Judge with a capital “J” and He is the truth. He is the Creator and He makes up the rules. We’re not really judging but instead, we’re upholding God’s judgment so don’t fall for that one!

	As we’ve mentioned, and it is a bit confusing, but there are now, today, two definitions of tolerance. The one that you and I believe in and were brought up has been labeled “Negative Tolerance.”

	 

	This guy explains it well: “You say, ‘Now wait a minute, I thought tolerance is good’. Well, that’s the problem. Your little kid comes home from school and that very sincere Christian mother from the most fundamental evangelical church meets their child and says, ‘Hey honey, how was school today? What did you talk about?’ And the child pipes up and says, ‘We talked about tolerance.’ And the Christian mother says, ‘Oh that’s wonderful. Jesus taught us to be tolerant.’ Absolutely not! That mother is undermining everything she believes, and it won’t take years, it’s only going to take months to come back and haunt her. You may say, ‘Well wait a second, what’s going on here? I thought tolerance was good.’ The problem is they switched the terminology on us. The one we believe in is called historical, traditional tolerance, or negative tolerance. It’s the one we’ve been conditioned to think of. It used to be defined by Webster as, ‘To bear up or put up with someone or something that’s not especially liked.’ Or in our Christian circles, we would say this phrase, ‘God has called me as a Christian to love the sinner but hate the sin.’ But that’s one of the most bigoted statements you can make today. You are being absolutely intolerant. If you make that statement in the average classroom today, the entire class will turn on you because of the bigotry and the intolerance of saying, ‘love the sinner, hate the sin’. The reason why is because there’s now a second definition of tolerance. By and large 90% of the time or more, anytime you hear the word tolerance in the media, the news, the educational system, and other people’s verbiage, they’re talking about this definition of tolerance. This is the new definition they call ‘Positive Tolerance’: ‘every single individual’s values, beliefs, lifestyles, and claims to truth are equal. All values, all beliefs, all truth, and all lifestyles are equal. And if you dare say that there is a value, belief, a lifestyle, or a claim to truth greater than another, it’s called ‘Hierarchy’. And that’s the new definition of bigotry. A bigot today is someone who is committed to a Moral Hierarchy that says there is a difference between values, beliefs, lifestyles, and claims to truth.”

	 

	That’s why the Bible is now in the courts being discussed, not only here in America, but around the world, as a hate crime. They are saying the Bible is a bigot’s book because it’s full of what? It is full of hierarchy with absolute rights and wrongs. The new definition of tolerance, which is nothing more than relativism, is winning the day and it’s been in our country for at least a good 40 or 50 years. If you study the Greek, way back there was a group who came to power called the Sophists. If you look at that Grecian Society and later the Romans who took over, during the last 40 years of Grecian existence, the Sophists were in control. Do you know what the Sophists believed in? It was relativism and it destroyed their country. How long have we been into relativism and how are we doing? It gets worse by the week.

	 

	Our guy continues about tolerance: “Now let me share this problem. It’s one thing that they want to believe that, but this is where we’re getting the pressure from the homosexual community.”

	 

	And now they we’ve added the transsexual issue. 

	 

	He continues: “They now demand our praise.” 

	 

	So, we can’t just say, “Well hey, if that’s what you believe then whatever, I respectfully disagree.” No, we aren’t allowed to agree to disagree and move on. They are demanding we praise it.

	 

	He continues: “What it means is, we not only want your permission, we demand your praise. And if you do not value my lifestyle and my claim to truth as equal to your own, from the heart, you are a bigot and you’re intolerant.”  

	 

	So that’s positive tolerance.

	 

	He continues: “Let me show you how this has already hit the church and it has hit the church for a long time. Can you tell me historically what is the number one verse quoted from the Scriptures by Christians, non-Christians, Christian young people, non-Christian young people, the media, and everything? What is the number one verse quoted historically by the Scriptures? It [has been] John 3:16. Do you know what it is now? Have you been listening? Have you been listening to our young people? Far and way out above everything, the number one Bible verse quoted from Christian young people [today] is Matthew 7:1. Just the first part though: ‘Judge not lest you be judged.’ Why is that? Because the moment you make a judgment, you’re saying there’s a hierarchy and that means you’re a bigot and you are intolerant. And it makes you stand against the number one virtue in culture, which is tolerance. All is equal. Christian love and the now number one virtue of society cannot coexist. That is tolerance.” 

	 

	He also gives this example: “Jesus loved the woman at the well. [John 4] And in love and compassion he said to her, ‘Go call your husband.’ And she said, ‘Sir, I don’t have a husband.’ And in loving compassion Jesus said, ‘that’s right. You’ve had five husbands and the one you’re living with right now is not your husband.’ Jesus exposed her lifestyle. He was witnessing to her by exposing her lifestyle. He called it a sin. Now again, did He expose her lifestyle as an alternative lifestyle, or a sinful lifestyle?”

	 

	You bigot! You’re intolerant! What gives you the right to have a corner on the truth? Who are you to make a moral hierarchy? Isn’t that what happens when we are just teaching basic biblical truth? And can I tell you something? It’s in the Church as well. You say, “But I’m just quoting Scripture. What are you talking about? What are you getting mad at me for?” 

	 

	Speaking of people offended by Biblical teaching, I was trained in seminary and praise God for the following lesson from Dr. Mal Couch about handling issues about teachings which come up in the Church. He told us; when someone comes in to see you, first of all, don’t have meetings alone, always have a witness when somebody wants to come nail on you. Secondly, to the people who’ve come to meet you say, listen, I’ll apologize right in front of these people, whatever it takes, if I did something that was unbiblical/heretical. We’ll deal with it right now. But I want you to show me from this Bible, what I did or said that was wrong. So, it ends up nothing. But see that’s their problem. They might take it out on us as Pastors just like they can take it out on any of us as Christians when we stand up for God’s absolute truth, but who are they really taking it out on? It’s on God, right?  

	 

	Man, has that been a comfort to me over the years as a Pastor and as a Christian. Because that’s really what it is. They’re taking it out on us, but their issue is with God and God’s Word.

	 

	Now again, this issue of tolerance is what’s going on and we also looked at it with our study released just after the gay marriage decision titled, A Christian Response to the Supreme Court Decision. In that teaching I talk about how we think it’s bad now, but just wait. I didn’t say this, God did. In Romans Chapter 1, God warned about going down this route. Once you accept homosexuality and lesbianism, do you know what God said will happen? He says you’re going to get handed over to a depraved mind and you’re going to start doing things which are even more wicked. Of course, it’s all wicked, but He says you’re even going to get so bad you’re going to invent ways of doing evil and then you’re going to approve of things that ought not to be done. That includes, “We want your praise,” right?  

	 

	Now within a couple of days, right after that Supreme Court decision, do you know what already went to the courts? Polygamy was introduced in a court case. They’re trying to legalize polygamy. Of course, that has been big in the Mormon community and believe it or not, it still is today. They want you to believe it’s not, but it is. So, of course, other people will come along and say, “Hey as long as you’re redefining marriage, I guess anything goes so I’d like to add my type of marriage because I decide what’s right for me. Who are you to say I’m wrong? If you say I can’t, you’re intolerant!” All that has infected our court system. It’s why we’re sitting here racking our brains wondering what is going on! It makes no sense! 

	 

	And now there’s a new huge hot topic! It’s the transsexual thing, right? It’s being crammed down our throats big time. And here’s some information I just received from Iowa. Let me tell you how significant these new changes are coming down the pike. Do you remember how long it took for the homosexual men to make it to the Supreme Court? It was quite a few years. So, once we opened that Pandora’s box, how long did it take for the transsexual issue to come in? It has been very quick. I’m telling you the next ones to follow are coming just as quickly. 

	 

	Listen to this: “Iowa’s Civil Rights Commission is claiming that they have the right to control the content of church services that are ‘open to the public.’“ 

	 

	So, at our church service, and also at yours I’m sure, we all say we’re open to the public, right? It’s true of most all Christian services. 

	 

	It continues: “The Commission believes as its interpretation of the law that follows to ‘force churches to allow individuals access to church restrooms, shower facilities, and changing rooms based on his or her gender identity irrespective of biological sex...”  

	 

	So, it’s a transsexual issue. 

	 

	Continuing: “...and as part of the implementation of ‘President Obama’s Declared Foreign Policy Priority’ in his final year in office.”  

	 

	That’s your foreign policy?? What? 

	 

	A churches reply was: “Not only does the commissioner of the Iowa Civil Rights Commission’s open restrooms mandate violate the church’s rights, but the language of the Act and the city code are broad enough to include within that, prohibitions of sermons, theological expositions, educational speeches, newsletters, church worship bulletins, texts, etc. or other statements from the church and its leaders. The speech ban could be used to gag churches for making any public comments including from the pulpit that can be viewed as unwelcome to the persons who do not identify with their biological sex.”

	So, what’s the whole thing about? It’s about shutting you and I up! Why? Because Christian love where we uphold God’s commandments (just name one that is actually bad for us), which are His absolute truths, cannot coexist with the number one virtue in society today. That being the new Tolerance which is basically, “Don’t tell me what to do!” Of course, that is the lie from Genesis Chapter 3. Your theological term is called Relativism and that’s what New Age needs in order to pull off its last days lie. That’s why things are going downhill. That’s why they are not getting better. It’s because we have removed any standard of right or wrong. 

	 

	But again, let’s put their philosophy to the test. What if one of another person’s values was to teach their children to steal for a living? I mean that’s their value, and remember all lifestyles, all values, and all beliefs are equal. What if that was their sincerely held belief? Is that belief right? You’ll need to say yes. What if a mother’s values included teaching her daughter about the fulfilling lifestyle of prostitution? Or maybe a father wants to teach his son how to be a real man and beat up women? I mean, this father really believes in it. So, we’re supposed to allow that? If you bought into this new definition of tolerance you’d have to say yes. Now wait a second, what if it was somebody’s value to molest his or her children? Would that make it right? Of course, every fiber of us would scream, absolutely not! What did I just say? I said ‘Absolutely’ not. But with Relativism or the new definition of tolerance, absolute truth isn’t allowed, right?

	 

	If you’ve paid attention to the news, you may know what’s coming next after this transsexual issue. Do you have an idea? It’s actually two different things, which have both already started. They are pedophilia and bestiality. You can see it in the news right now. Canada has adjusted their laws on bestiality and so has Germany. In Romans Chapter 1, God warned: You have the audacity to go down that road. As Creator I created you male and female, but you want to open it up. You want to get into homosexual and lesbian relationships. Okay, well if you think it’s bad now, you ain’t seen nothing yet. 

	 

	And you’ll find that out, all because you want to remove the moral basis you had. But again, this is what you need to have if you’re going to pull off this last days New Age lie because you have conflicting beliefs. God says nope, but they say yup, so they have to come up with this Relativism mindset, “Oh, I guess it all works.” 

	 

	Remember though, Jesus said you can judge but just don’t be a hypocrite about it. Make a right judgment. Now they tell us their definition of tolerance is, “Don’t judge! You can’t judge!” But do you know what their hypocrisy is? They are judging you as a Christian. They are some of the worst of hypocrites. They can’t even live up to the very thing they’re trying to cram down my throat. It’s the very definition of hypocrisy.

	 

	So that’s Relativism and their belief system. You look at all these crazy beliefs and you think these ideas are so messed up, you can’t imagine anyone buying into this stuff. It’s Relativism. That’s how they rationalize it. But this explains a lot of baloney we’re going through as a country, doesn’t it? And listen, as bad as it’s become, that tells you how far this New Age thinking has infiltrated our society and even the Church. You say, “Well I’m not a New Ager. I don’t wear a triangle on my head.” But you might as well be one if you have this mindset that truth is up to you or me.

	 

	Okay let’s move on. Douglas Groothuis identifies six distinctives of New Age thinking. So, listen to this, but again, it’s kind of a challenge to pin this all down because anything goes. You make it up on your own. Though in trying to summarize it, Groothuis says there are these six distinctives (five here plus one later in the paragraph): ”All is one, all is God, humanity is God, a changing in consciousness (we need to realize that we are God), and all religions are one.” Does the Bible talk about that last one? Yes, it says in the last days that’s what’s going to happen. Except you don’t want to be a part of it. But that’s their goal. They have to have all these religions together in one. Well how are they going to pull it off? It’s crazy because as we’re seeing, the world’s religions are not the same at all. How could you say they are? However, not if you believe in Relativism and you believe deeply enough in tolerance. At least in the way they define tolerance, right? You have to have it to pull this off. The last one Groothuis lists is “cosmic evolutionary optimism”, which is where we’re just going to spiritually evolve. A new mankind is going to rise from the ashes. Notice how the lie of evolution is key to this lie.

	 

	Another researcher, Norman Geisler points out 14 primary doctrines of New Age religions:

	 

	He lists: “an impersonal God,”  

	 

	It’s just a force and not like what we have in our personal relationship with Abba Father.

	 

	Continuing: “an eternal universe, an illusory nature of matter, a cyclical nature of life, the necessity of reincarnations [Karma], the evolution of man into Godhood,”  

	 

	Well that’s interesting, there’s evolution again. Mormons believe the same and a whole bunch of other people also do because of the Mormons. And again, why is that important? It’s because in the last days, the Antichrist is going to go up into the rebuilt Jewish Temple and say what? “Hey, come have a delicious Carl’s Jr. Cheeseburger with me!” No, what is he really going to say? “Worship me as God.” You’re thinking that’s pretty hard to believe. Nobody would buy into that. But if you lay this foundation, many will say, okay sure. With Hinduism you’ve already got 330 million gods, what’s one more, right?

	 

	More of Geisler’s list: “continuing revelations from beyond the world,”  

	 

	See there’s your problem. You’re beyond the Scripture. As we’re going to see, it’s anything goes and not just meditation, trances, transcendental meditation, breathing techniques, and altered state of consciousness, but it includes the occult. It is actual communication with demons. Now you don’t call them demons because that causes people to freak out. So, you just call them a higher power or Space Brothers. So, they are beyond the world outside the Scripture and that’s why anything goes. 

	Geisler continues: “the identity of man with God, the need for meditation (or other conscious changing techniques),” 

	 

	That’s because you’ve got to get into that altered state to receive the new truth. 

	 

	Geisler: “occult practices (astrology, mediums, and so forth),”

	 

	Later, we’re going to cover a lot of information on all the occult techniques because they’re everywhere today, but with this next one you’re going to think I’m making it up. 

	 

	Geisler’s #11: “vegetarianism and holistic health.”

	 

	You think I’m joking with this cow & chicken vegetarian debate thing, but I’ve been there with the whole vegetarian holistic health experience. It’s one of the two big platforms being used to seduce people in. Has anybody noticed a good portion of America is a bit out there now with the health stuff? I mean I try to keep in decent health, but you know, we’re all going to die. Me personally, I’m going to try to make it the last thing I do. Seriously, I’m not against physical health but that’s not what these people are working toward. It’s a spiritual health with them. They say, “we can use the forces with this Spiritual Massage, Reiki, Reflexology, and Acupuncture.” We’ll get into all that stuff and it involves, “Hey, save the planet! We all have to become one! Just save the planet! Eating animals is destroying the earth and wrecking the peace of mankind!” What happened to just eating green beans? It’s not just about green beans is it? It’s about a way of life, saving the planet, and one world all joined together. I’m telling you, it’s been hijacked.

	 

	Geisler goes on with the last three and commentary after: “pacifism, which is antiwar activities, one world global order, and syncretism, which is the unity of all religions. New Agers employ a mixed bag of an almost infinite number of occult practices, far too many to identify. There are however words and phrases, or buzzwords if you will, that may serve as warning signs that a particular belief, practice, or group is involved with the New Age movement and is incompatible with the Christian faith.” 

	 

	After looking at the terms listed, if you’re out there on Facebook or other kinds of social networking where you’re talking to your co-worker or a family member and some of these little buzz words come up, I’m telling you they’re New Age. When you see the phrases “Interfaith, Interfaithism, or Ecumenical”, what do those mean? It’s the One World Religion. How about “New World Order, Global Governance, or Globalism?” What do those mean? It’s the One World Government.

	 

	So how do you know someone is getting into New Age? Let’s take a look at those buzzwords: Monism, Pantheism, Reincarnation, Karma, and Evolution.  

	 

	Wait, what’s that last one, which is a phrase ingrained in our world now and keeps popping up even in this New Age study? It’s Evolution. Very interesting. Now you know why we spent 42 weeks on a study laying out the completely bankrupt lie of evolution because it not only undermines everything we believe, but they need that lie to pull off the last days deception as well. 

	 

	Continuing the buzzwords, we have: Personal Transformation, Unlimited Human Potential, Reality Creating, Energy Alignment, Energy Healing, Energy Focusing, Attunement, and At-one-ment.  

	 

	Notice how they take our Christian word “Atonement” and with “At-one-ment”, really what it means is, we need to channel the same power that Jesus did and become the Christ consciousness because that’s really where he got his power. We can be the same. We can be The Christ and The At-one-ment. So, they twist the verbiage as well.  

	 

	More buzzwords: Enlightenment, Inner Power, and Goddess Within.  

	That last one sure is popular among teenagers today and especially girls. Wicca, or Witchcraft and the Feminist Movement are being promoted to them. 

	 

	More buzzwords: Mother Earth and Sensory Deprivation. 

	 

	Why would you want to do the latter? You’ve probably heard of sensory deprivation with all these places like we have in Las Vegas where you can float in a salt solution in a dark container by yourself. Why would you want to do that? As we’ve seen so much now, it’s because that way you can get into an altered state of consciousness. And when you get into an altered state of consciousness, you’re going to connect with something. It’s not just a physical thing. It’s a spiritual trip and you’re not going to connect with the Spirit of God.

	 

	More buzzwords: Intuitive Abilities, Near Death Experiences, Chakras, Gurus, Tarot, and Kabala.  

	 

	That last one is Jewish Mysticism. 

	 

	More: Pyramids and Crystal Power.  

	 

	Now remember we talked about how they say we need to be a part of this great cosmic awakening, channel into the hundredth monkey, and if we can get enough of us to work together, we can have this great cosmic evolutionary spiritual leap into the New Age of Aquarius? We just need to get enough people channeling these forces at the same time. Remember I said there are Power Centers that they believe are around the Earth like Mt. Shasta, Mt. Fuji, and Sedona Arizona? Part of it was some of the legends. They say the reason why it’s “so powerful” at Mt. Shasta where you can tune in with the forces, is because there’s a giant crystal and crystals help you achieve a greater vibration connection. Now in case you can’t make the trip to Mount Shasta, you can hit the New Age stores and New Age areas where you can get your very own crystals, so it’s not just for jewelry anymore. They believe these crystals are helping tune them into the forces to help them connect better. It’s like getting better cell phone reception. That’s really an accurate way to explain it. It sets up the spiritual mindset and is supposed to help them stay connected to the forces so they can achieve greater whatever. They say, “Oh, when I meditate with my crystal on, man, I’m there like that! Because it really helps give me a boost.” That’s the mentality. But it’s just a rock! It’s that part of the belief system.

	 

	More buzzwords: Crystal Power, Auras, Color Balancing, Psychic Centering, UFO’s [What?? Of course.], Extraterrestrials, and Brotherhood of Light.  

	 

	Now once again, in order to fall for the UFO lie, what do you have to believe in? That’s right, evolution. Because what’s the premise of their supposed identity? It is, “We are a higher evolved race coming from the end of the universe to help mankind.” And what do you tell mankind? It is, “That they need a one world religion, a one world ruler, and a one world government. You need a world authority on taxes and money and food and...” Well what’s that sound like? So let me get this straight, you benevolent “aliens” come all the way from the edge of the universe supposedly to promote the Antichrist Kingdom and at the same time, slam Jesus. Sounds like a demon to me. But again, you need to have this mindset of evolution. They are higher evolved. You yourself need to achieve the same changes so you can spiritually evolve. Charles Darwinism is key in New Age as well.

	 

	More buzzwords: Higher Consciousness, Cosmic Consciousness, and The Christ.  

	 

	It’s not “Christ” or “Jesus Christ”, it’s “THE Christ”, because they take that as a force you can become. You can become the Christ. 

	 

	More: Ascended Master, Spirit Guide, Meditation, Yoga, Guided Imagery, Visualization, Astral Projection, Silver Cord, Inner Light, Out of Body Experiences, Mystics, Metaphysical, Holistic Healing again, Therapeutic Touch, and Biofeedback.  

	 

	Hey, Biofeedback is not New Age, right? It’s just science helping you get rid of stress. Where do we hear that lie? It’s Hinduism. They switch things to scientific terms but it’s the same result. You’re being led into Hinduism. 

	 

	More: Trans Personal Psychology. What was that?  

	 

	Yup, Psychology is also a bit part of New Age.

	 

	More: Hypnotherapy, Paranormal, and Parapsychology.

	 

	Of course, the last one is all the ghost shows, mediums and stuff like that. It’s all straight up New Age. 

	 

	More: Higher Self, Personal Transformation, and Values Clarification.  

	 

	The latter sounds like stuff our government uses. Oh yes, it too is New Age.

	 

	“A major goal of the New Age Movement is to bring peace to the world upon entering the Age of Aquarius. This will be accomplished primarily through the leadership of The Christ, Lord Maitreya, who will supposedly come back to teach us to live at peace with one another. Some of the other stated goals of the movement are to establish a World Food Authority,...”  

	 

	Tell me if that doesn’t sound like a book you might have read in the Bible. Revelation maybe? So New Age says in order to bring peace to the planet, we need a World Food Authority. It’s like God has a plan He has revealed to those who’ll read His Word and he’s marching it all out for us. Our food supply is now locked into the hands of just three entities in the world. Three entities own all the food on the planet. And that happens to be one of the things these globalists need. They need to control the food supply. They also need to control the water. Check out what the U.N. is doing with their Ocean Conference. They are literally saying they, the U.N. has domain over all the water on the planet. But that is only to protect it of course. You’ve got to be kidding me! 

	 

	“...a World Economic Order, and an entirely New World Order.”

	 

	What does this sound like? Now remember, I got saved out of this New Age stuff. I was a brand spanking new Christian in Bible college and I had never read the Bible before, obviously. I certainly wasn’t into Bible prophecy. I’d never read the Book of Revelation. But then I start getting acquainted with it and I’m thinking, “Whoa! It is talking about a one world order, one world economy, and a one world religion!” Do you know the Bible is the only book on the planet that says, don’t you dare go there? That’s the Antichrist. It’s not the Christ. It’s the Antichrist. He’s the bad guy working with the false prophet. This is horrible stuff. It blew me away!

	 

	“It should be noted here that one of the requirements for a person to enter the New Age is that he or she will have to take what is known as the Luciferic Initiation.”

	 

	What?!  

	 

	Yes, this is what New Age teaches. It’s not just an initiation. What is the word used there? It’s Luciferic. Now you say, well hey no way anyone’s going to do that because everybody knows about Lucifer. You don’t understand. New Age is and has been teaching for a long time, that Lucifer is a good guy. Lucifer means Light Bearer. That’s what New Age talks about. They say, “Be a channel of light, bring in the light, the new light, disseminate the new light, the better light, the light that we can all channel on, and bring in the great light.” So New Age says Lucifer is a good guy and that Evangelical Christianity messed it all up. He came to help us, but those Evangelical Christians say he’s bad. Well they’re wrong. That’s what New Age teaches and right now they are telling followers to listen to Satan. They say he’s here to free us and do you know what one of the New Age messages is? Same line used by Satan in the Garden of Eden: “Do whatever you want.” Do you know what the number one law of Satanism is? It’s, “Do what you will, shall be the whole of the law.” That’s Satanism.

	 

	In Freemasonry, the first three level initiates don’t realize what they’re getting into. It seems to be just a good old buddies club that helps out the community and frankly; it’s for helping your financial advancement because you will get business from it. The Mormons do the same thing, which isn’t surprising because Joseph Smith ripped off a lot of his secret techniques from Freemasonry. Of course, you’re not supposed to know that. But with Freemasonry, when you get to the top, you find out who the light is that you’re working with and it’s Lucifer.

	“Luciferic Initiation is a kind of pledge of allegiance to The Christ of the New Age and to the New World Order.”  

	 

	Wait a second. What does the Bible say is going to happen in the Seven Year Tribulation with the Antichrist and the False Prophet? You’re going to have to go through an initiation ritual. At one point they’re going to say you better take this mark and worship the Antichrist or die. These people are preparing folks to think it’s a good thing to go through this initiation ritual. The Bible says you don’t want to have any part of that! Praise God as Christians we’re out of here before it even starts, but we need to warn people so they can escape it!

	 

	“The primary goals of the movement then are to prepare the world to receive The Christ...”  

	 

	Notice it’s not just Christ, it’s “The Christ.” 

	 

	“...and to enter the Age of Aquarius and thus establish the New World Order.”

	 

	So what does the Bible say about this mindset? Is this really going to lead to world peace? No, it’s going to destroy you! 

	 

	Isaiah Chapter 5:20 says, “Woe to those who call evil good and good evil; who substitute darkness for light and light for darkness; who substitute bitter for sweet and sweet for bitter!”  

	 

	Did God say you’re in for wild wonderful times? No, he said you’re in for woeful times. It’s bad stuff and bad times. Judges 17:6 tells us, “In those days there was no king in Israel. Everyone did what was right in his eyes.” Was it a great time for Israel? No, they kept getting in trouble again and again because everybody did what was right in their own eyes. Deuteronomy 12:8 commands that, “You shall not do as we’re doing here today. Every man doing whatever is right in his own eyes.” 

	 

	As I’ve mentioned already, 55% of the Church says the Bible has errors in it and 50% of the Church says there is no absolute truth. So even right now, today, half of the people who go to church services are under the sway of this lie. Isn’t that wild? 49% of Pastors across America don’t have a biblical worldview. So, at one of every two churches you go to, you’re not even getting the Bible. One of the most alarming statistics we see is that 93% of professing Christians do not have a Biblical worldview. Can I translate that for you? 93% of people, who call themselves Christians, are not thinking Biblically. They’re thinking something else. And 50% of you already admitted that there is no truth. You just need to tolerate. New Age has already permeated way in and through the Church. See everyone thinks of New Age as just these triangle symbols. We would never fall for that, right? Well you’re already falling for it when 55% of Christians say the Bible has errors in it and 50% say there is no absolute truth. What in the world are you resting your eternal destiny on?!

	 

	Okay so the whole goal is Maitreya, who is this ruler guy. Well believe it or not they’ve already aired actual commercials about this entity on CNN promoting Maitreya, saying he’s on the planet now behind the scenes, and he’s going to make his appearance when the time is right (maybe it will be when Christians are Raptured?). Here’s the transcripts of two commercials that actually appeared on CNN. 

	 

	First commercial: “If The Christ or Buddha returned today, would you recognize him? The one awaited by all major religions has come when we least expected it. He’s ready to emerge openly very soon. Look for a bright star shining in the night sky and day, as a sign of his public emergence.”

	 

	What’s he trying to act like? It’s a false Christ. It’s replicating the sign in the sky, the star of Bethlehem at the time of Jesus birth.

	 

	Second commercial: “Imagine. Imagine a world free of war and poverty and injustice where sharing and cooperation replace greed and competition, where peace born of justice prevails and in the midst of today’s chaos is this new world possible. Now in our midst we have help of an extra ordinary kind expected from every major faith. He waits our invitation. Maitreya, the World Teacher is now among us.”

	 

	These are actual commercials that ran on CNN! The occult believes and teaches that, “Once all the religions of the world come together, [and they’re expecting it soon - this is from them], a religious leader will be chosen to be the Earth’s religious spokesperson.” Hmmm...I wonder what global religious leader would speak religiously for the planet. We don’t see anybody possible for that role, do we?? Actually, there are a couple who come to mind very easily, right? It could be the Pope, the Dalai Lama, someone like that, or who knows, right? But their plans are to combine religions and do it in Jerusalem. They’re going to make a Global Religious Center where all religions can come and worship. This is actually going on right now as I write this.

	 

	I’m not saying thus saith the Lord, but some people think that along with the event starting the Seven Year Tribulation, which we read in Daniel 9:27, is when the Antichrist makes a peace treaty with Israel, that maybe part of the carrot is for the Jewish people to be able to build their temple. However, the mindset of the temple will not be that it’s just for the Jewish people, but for all people. That of course fits with everyone being completely tolerant and all one. A bonus fortunately will be that those nasty Bible-believing Christians went out of here for some reason so it’s all wonderful. 

	 

	That is until the Antichrist messes it up! He goes up in our beautiful world temple and says, “Now worship me.” It’s all a giant setup. Now you think nobody is going to buy into that? Let me give you a couple quick examples of why I think they will. Different religions around the planet right now are calling for that global religious center. 

	 

	King Abdullah of Saudi Arabia has been, “planning for years to find a way to unite the world’s religions in an effort to help foster peace and he believes that a new international organization will help make that dream a reality.”  

	 

	And you think Israel will never go along with this? 

	 

	In Israel, Chief Rabbi Yona Metzger, one of their chief rabbis said, “We need a United Relations of Religions...”  

	 

	Just like the UN governs the governments, or tries to, they want an organization, which governs all religions. 

	 

	Rabbi Metzger: “...which would contain representatives of the world’s religions as opposed to nations. Uniting the world’s faithful is key to world peace. We must promote a respect for the differences among different religions. A church, a mosque, a synagogue, or a holy temple must be the embassies of God and we have to spread this idea to all of our believers.”  

	 

	He suggests the Dalai Lama could lead the assembly. You think, well the Muslims won’t go along with that. Maybe so with the strict Quran-believing followers, but Islam has its moderates too. Of course, those are the fake Muslims. Muslim leader Adnan Akhtar, “met with three representatives from the Jewish Sanhedrin.” The Sanhedrin was reconstituted again recently, which was kind of crazy. 

	 

	In an official statement Akhtar said, “We are all sons of one father, the descendants of Adam and all humanity is but a single family. Peace among nations will be achieved by building the house of God where all peoples serve. The temple will be rebuilt and all believers will worship there in tranquility and the Temple could be rebuilt in one year.”

	 

	So again, I’m not going to say thus saith the Lord, but when the Church disappears, and as outlined in Daniel 9:27, Israel makes a peace treaty with the Antichrist to start the Seven Year Tribulation, Revelation 6 says the Tribulation starts off with a false peace or false utopia which New Age has been saying we all need to go along with. So, we’re told they can get that temple up within one year, everyone will have a great time until the midway point of the Seven Year Tribulation. At that time, those who were non-Christians during the Rapture, and thus are still on earth, watch this go down while some of them know enough of the Bible to understand this first half of the Tribulation was bad news. But they ain’t seen nothing yet! It’s going to go downhill from there and fast!

	 

	New Age believes the reason it has taken so long for this to happen, to bring this peace to the planet, is guess who? It’s you and me and the rest of the Christians, who are messing things up. 

	 

	New Age teaches: “These people who are restraining or holding...” 

	 

	Does the Bible talk about a restrainer? Yup! 

	 

	“These people who are restraining or holding things up won’t necessarily die but will somehow mysteriously disappear or elect to leave this dimension as if going to another room.” 

	 

	What does that sound like? It fits with what we know about the Rapture, right? And they believe that once these troublemakers disappear, the earth will have peace and safety. Yes, that’s true, for awhile, but then they’ll get the Antichrist.

	 

	Now of all things we could be told from these Space Brother critters that are supposedly coming, “from across the galaxy and are higher evolved beings”, do you know what they are also lying to people about? They’re trying to explain away specifically the “Pre-Tribulation” position of the Rapture, which of course says Christians are taken before the Seven Year Tribulation starts. Of all positions they could take, it’s the correct one. They’re not trying to explain away a Post-Trib, Mid-Trib, or Pre-Wrath Rapture. It’s the Biblically real Pre-Tribulation Rapture they expect. Of course, I don’t base my belief in a Pre-Trib Rapture on demonic utterances. I base it on the Bible. But it is very interesting. You’re the great liar and of all things for you to specifically try to cover with your lying is targeting the Rapture accurately, as a Pre-Trib event. Of course, the lie is not meant for those who go up in the Rapture so it is only confirmation of the Pre-Trib position for us Christians. This lie is meant for those left behind to explain away the Christian’s departure.

	 

	So, you came here and you’re the perfect excuse to explain away the Rapture of the church so that people think being left behind is a good thing because they’re entering this Age of Aquarius. Now people left behind will get the message, “Yeah, yeah, we’ve all just been shocked that a whole bunch of people disappeared, including your loved ones. But you’re a chosen one. Those Christians?...not so much.”

	 

	Here’s some actual channeling messages from what New Age calls “Channelers.” They may be hard to believe but I am not making these up. I still have this particular book in my office by Barbara Marciniak. She used to be a well-known New Age lady I myself followed. She channeled messages from extraterrestrials that supposedly come from the star system Pleiades. Here’s what these supposed aliens, who are really demons said to Marciniak:

	 

	“There will be shiftings, great shiftings within humanity on this planet and it will seem that great chaos and turmoil are forming, that nations are rising against each other in war and that earthquakes are happening more frequently.” 

	 

	Well this must be some secret information, right? No, just read the Bible. It’s there. 

	 

	She continues: “Earth is shaking itself free. A certain realignment or adjustment period is to be expected. The people who are leaving the planet during the time of the earth changes do not fit here any longer. They are stopping the harmony of the earth. When the time comes that perhaps 20 million people leave the planet at one time, there will be a tremendous shift in consciousness for those who remain.”  

	 

	You betcha there will be! Channeler Thelma Terrell wrote a New Age book called Project World Evacuation. 

	 

	Here’s what the aliens told her: “Our rescue ships will be able to come in close enough at the twinkling of an eye...”  

	 

	Notice how they pepper in biblical phrases to make it sound better. 

	 

	She continues: “...to set the lifting beams in operation in a moment. And all over the globe where events warrant it, this will be the method of evacuation. Mankind will be lifted, levitated shall we say by the beams of our smaller ships. The smaller craft in turn will taxi the persons to larger ships overhead higher in the atmosphere where there is ample space and quarters and supplies for millions of people. The great evacuation will come upon the world very suddenly. The flash of emergency events will be like as lightning flashes in the sky.”  

	 

	So why did your loved one disappear? It wasn’t the Rapture. No, once again the Christians got it wrong just like Lucifer said that Adam and Eve had done. Right? Those pesky Christians were stopping the harmony of the earth. But don’t worry they’re okay because we are such benevolent hosts. The UFO’s have them now and we all know UFO’s are real. You’ve all seen the movies for over 20 years now giving you the perfect visual experience in your brain so you don’t even have to make a huge mental adjustment when you see it happen before your eyes. On the big screen you’ve already seen how the aliens take people up. I mean, you’ve seen the movies, right? That’s all it was, the cantankerous Christians. 

	 

	Then with this great advertising/marketing effort, to really sell the lie, you have some religious person or people get on a global broadcast. This person might rhyme with the Pope, or something like that. Isn’t it the Vatican, having one of the largest telescopes in the world - named Lucifer - up on Mount Graham, that has been telling us they believe in extraterrestrials? And isn’t it their main astronomer saying that Jesus really wasn’t who we think, and that He was a Star-Seed Child? Yes, that is the leadership of the Catholic Church and straight from the Vatican. This Jesuit Catholic Pope has actually said that if there are E.T.’s, he’d be willing to baptize them. But how convincing will it be? It would most likely be instantly credible if the Pope got up there and said something like:

	 

	“Hey, you’ve known it for years, but the governments and the church have held it from you for your own protection. As you can tell, Aliens are real! However, I’m here to tell you these are our brothers and they’re here to help us now as we enter into this new world and New Age. As you’ve seen in the area of peace, the unthinkable has happened. We have peace in the Middle East. A deal has actually been struck and all religions have come together as one. We have a new headquarters in Jerusalem where we can all worship together now. The new headquarters provides leadership for the religions of the whole planet. No more will there be war as we enter into the New Age!” 

	 

	People left, right and center will eat it up!

	 

	One guy said this: “For almost 2,000 years the Christian belief has been that God will evacuate the earth of all born again believers prior to the pouring out of his wrath in the Seven Year Tribulation. But for many years now, many among the New Age movement have received messages from aliens and spirit guides that Mother Earth will soon cleanse herself by ejecting all those with bad vibratory patterns, i.e. the Christians, to another realm allowing ascended masters and aliens to help bring a golden age upon the earth.”

	 

	Nah, nobody would fall for that lie! Yes, of course they would with the way the table has been set. Do you see how far this mindset has already progressed where you take conflicting views and merge them into one? And it’s not just in the world but even in the Church. If you’ve seen any of the videos I’ve shared portraying the inside of a church during a service when the Rapture happens, you’ve noticed that the pews are not completely empty after the Rapture. Church services don’t save you. How many people are going to church services who don’t believe in absolute truth, which means you don’t absolutely believe what God says about Himself being absolutely holy and Jesus being absolutely the only way? Then what in the world are you trusting in? And when the Rapture occurs, are you going to be left behind? Could it be that the enemy obviously knows this so he’s already using that New Age lie to get those people to think that being left behind is a wonderful thing? It’s absolute deceit.

	The History of New Age

	As we’re going to see in this chapter, New Age has an absolute hatred toward Christianity. And as we already saw, it’s kind of hard to pin New Age down when you study it because it’s built on Relativism, which says whatever you believe is true to you and whatever I believe is true to me, etc. So, anything goes except for absolute truth. There are no absolute truths. Though with that seemingly definitive statement we only need to ask them one question to uncover the blatant hypocrisy: “Are you absolutely sure about that?” An answer of yes shows the hypocrisy and an answer of no defeats the philosophy of Relativism. New Age also points to their own hypocritical thinking by claiming they are tolerant of everything except they aren’t because, of course, they do not tolerate Christianity. Their position is hypocrisy and illogical especially after endless yammering about how tolerant they and their New Age faith are. 

	 

	But again, it’s also hard to pin them down because New Age is basically the lie of Genesis Chapter 3 as we saw before: “You will be like God.” You get to determine what’s right or wrong and good or evil. Everybody gets to pick and choose so there’s a conglomeration. Now with all that said, as we saw by and large they believe in Monism, Pantheism, that you can become your own God, you already are God, but you just need to realize that, you have your own personal divinity and reincarnation. As we’re going to see, a lot of this came from Eastern Mysticism and teachings of that nature. And again, the basis of moral relativism is that everything is true.

	 

	In this chapter or two, we’re going to get into the history of New Age. How in the world did this even come upon the scene in the first place? First let’s get reacquainted with the premise of New Age and then we’ll launch into the history. The New Age Movement is a united body of diverse believers with two simple ideas. 

	 

	The first thing is that they are predicting we are headed literally for a “new age”, hence the term New Age, which pertains to an era of heightened spiritual consciousness that is going to usher in an international global peace, and that’s going to end all problems of racism, poverty, sickness, hunger, and war. We just need to unite under a One World Leader and One World Government. Why does that sound familiar? Because it’s the Antichrist Kingdom, right? It’s what the Bible has been warning about for 2000 years, but they anticipate it as a good thing, so they see us headed for it and think it’s awesome! That’s the New Age premise. They think that what the Bible warns about with a coming Antichrist Kingdom is actually a good thing.  

	 

	They call their movement New Age, Age of Aquarius, and other terms of that nature. Really, whatever you want it to be is fine. The second belief they have is that there’s going to be a massive spiritual awakening which is going to make this new age possible, ushering in social transformation around the world. But there are certain things they want you to do in order for that to happen. Now we would recommend, if you want to have a spiritual transformation, what do you do? Get into the Word of God! You need to understand who God is, that He is holy and we are not, you need to read in the Word about how He said that He sent his Son Jesus Christ to die on the cross, none of us are worthy of Heaven, and it’s only the work of Jesus Christ on the cross that gets us there. Also, we’d tell them, you weren’t there, you didn’t see it, and neither was I. We can’t earn it. It’s a gift from God so you have to receive it by faith. If you do that, truly believe, and accept it in your heart, the Bible says at that point you are born again. Then you will have had a spiritual transformation. That’s what “anothen” in the Greek means. It means born-again, born from above, or born from a higher place. So, you have a spiritual transformation and that’s what we preach to all who will listen. But that’s not what New Age says about us. They recommend staying away from the Bible.

	 

	Later we’re going to show what New Age does turn to since they don’t revere the Bible as we do. That will involve looking at their practices. Before that though, it’s going to take a couple of chapters just for the history because I want you to see where it came from. What you’re also going to discover are all the splinter groups like Psychology, Feminism, etc. This is just to do our homework. All these things are popping up on the scene and we need to understand and then recognize them so we’ll discuss the history next and then look at their Occult Practices. 

	 

	They teach that in order to have this spiritual transformation, you don’t want to respond to the Gospel and you don’t need the Bible. For them it’s occult practices where they get their “new source of truth and experience.” These occult practices could be Tarot Card Reading, Astrology, Yoga (which keeps popping up), Meditation Techniques, and Mediumship, which we looked at in the last chapter with the transcripts of channeling experiences. This is kind of what I’m talking about when they ‘dial up’ an altered state of consciousness to commune with the higher forces, except that it’s really dialing in despicable demons. Simply put, that’s all it is. It’s old-fashioned mediumship that God forbids in Deuteronomy 18. But that’s what they believe you need to do to assist you in attaining these altered state experiences. 

	 

	There is also Transpersonal Psychology. Once again, we keep seeing psychology coming into this. Why? Because by definition it is Psych: mind and soul; ology: the study of. So, it is the study of the mind and soul. As we saw before in great detail, Freud and Jung were both pillars of modern psychology, and they’re not the only ones, but they too were very attracted to New Age. In fact, it was Freud who said if he had to do it all over again, he would go down more of a New Age type route instead of what he came out with. New Age influenced the big names in Psychology and it’s still popping up today in psychology. New Agers are also aligning themselves with another technique called the Holistic Health Movement. 

	 

	Again, just to recap and we’re going to get into it later in greater detail but what you strive for with New Age is to achieve this Spiritual Transformation, get this higher knowledge, commune with the forces out there (which again are demonic), and you can get into this altered state of consciousness through these health movements. The health part is natural healing practices, certain massage techniques, natural food diets and vegetarianism. You’re going to see that, in the occult, and in the New Age, they promote it because they say there are certain dietary things you need to do to cleanse your body and to commune with the forces. Then there is also acupuncture, to promote spiritual healing, the Buddhist “I Ching” and the “Chi”, which has to do with the type of thing we see in Star Wars movies involving “The Force.” The “I Ching” is the same thing.  

	 

	So, all that is more of the stuff New Age believes you need to do. New Age also has their tools to bring about this transformation. We’ll get into these in greater detail later, but the tools are things like crystals. Why are crystals important to them? It’s like a signal booster in their belief system. Unfortunately though for them, turns out it’s just a rock. Which is funny because in scripture it brings up actual worship of rocks! In Revelation 9, during the second half of the Seven Year Tribulation, in the midst of God’s judgment during the trumpets, all the calamities have already transpired with the annihilation of a fourth of the earth, global war, famine, plagues and all that unthinkably horrible stuff. The times are just nuts, but the people able to actually survive through it still wouldn’t repent of the work of their hands. It says they would not stop worshiping demons, but reading further, you see it talks about how they’ll worship rocks. What do you mean they’ll worship rocks?! When you understand New Age, that’s one of their big beliefs about how crystals are something needed to basically help boost your signal. Wearing a crystal will give you spiritual vibrations to achieve a greater connectivity with the forces out there. It’s important stuff and costs big bucks.

	 

	But again, the whole idea is that if enough people do this at the same time (remember the hundredth monkey theory and the harmonic convergence), then the world will snap into a new spiritual age. We’ll spiritually evolve. So, as I’ve said, you need the lie of evolution, not just for the physical lie of evolution, but for the spiritual lie as well. The continuance of this has spawned a vast network of New Age bookstores, periodicals, and organizations just about everywhere. How are they pulling this off? Well once again, as we see with Hinduism and Buddhism, New Age is actively witnessing to the West and has been for decades.  

	 

	One important thing they’re doing is of course, publications. I’m going to call out some of the publications they use just so when you run across them out there in society, you can supplant in your mind that these are flat out New Age. Of course, one of the most obvious and biggest is New Age Journal. Another is Body, Mind, Spirit. Oh yes, and if you’re into health, BMS is the magazine for you! Run get it! No, actually they’re trying to seduce you into New Age. Run away! Another involves Yoga, which we see pops up all over with New Age. The publication you can get is Yoga Journal. There is Astrology Gnosis. What is Gnosis? Gnosis is the Greek word for knowledge. Astrology knowledge is basically what that means.

	 

	EastWest is another publication as well as Noetic Scientist (noesis meaning “mind”), is a magazine about mind sciences. Also, there is Spirit Speaks, Inner Light, Psychic News and Omega. So that’s some of the publications. I’m going to quote from the Omega Letter later about their hatred of Christianity.  

	 

	Now the New Age Movement also goes by different names. You think, well I’m certainly not involved in any of that stuff. Nothing I follow says it is New Age or NAM, which again is New Age Movement. But that’s not necessarily so, New Age goes by many different names. 

	 

	With the globalists, they don’t come right out and say, “Hey, let’s bring on a One World Government,” They just use terms like New World Order or Global Governance, right? It’s not going to be, “Hey, come join us for a one world religion!” They don’t say that. They say, “Hey can’t you get along with this wonderful ecumenical movement and don’t you want to be a part of this interfaith study?” It’s the same thing with New Age. They just twist the terminology. So let me give you some of their other names. The New Age Movement is also known as the Higher Consciousness Movement, The Human Potential Movement (that one’s more popular), New Thought, Eastern Mysticism, Eastern Spirituality, Enlightenment, Paradigm Shift, Ancient Wisdom, Age of Aquarius, and as we mentioned, The Holistic Health Movement.

	 

	We’re going to heavily explore recent history when we get more deeply into studying modern times but just to quickly drop some names of those involved in helping spread this so fast, we’re going to look at a few promoters of New Age. Believe it or not, one of the biggest promoters of this for quite some time has been the United Nations. With the U.N., a Canadian named Maurice Strong is one important figure and Robert Muller is another. Muller is a former Assistant Secretary General of the U.N. Later we’ll also talk about Benjamin Creme. He’s the one spreading the word that there will be a soon arrival of the World Teacher, Maitreya. That’s a term from Buddhism about how this “one who’s to come” is going to save us. 

	 

	We’ll also talk more later about Oprah Wan Kenobi, or Oprah Winfrey. Others are Elizabeth Clare Prophet and Movie Director Ron Howard. George Lucas is into New Age, there’s also Shirley MacLaine and Brad Steiger. I remember reading Steiger’s books back in my New Age days. Also, Whitley Strieber has a book I remember reading. Strieber is into UFO’s and the aliens as far as how they’re here to help us. He states that even while he admits that when they appear on the scene, it will cause absolute utter terror and for some reason humans will smell sulfur on them. Hmmm, sulfur? What’s that about? Actually, of all things, we know the Bible describes the Lake of Fire as smelling, not like burnt chicken, as bad as that is, but like sulfur. Whoa, that’s pretty weird. 

	 

	How about Joyce DeWitt, do you remember her? She was one of the two main actresses on the Three’s Company TV show. There’s also Marsha Mason, Lisa Bonet, Sharon Glass, and Ted Danson. Danson has a new show about Heaven called The Good Place but of course it’s nothing like the real Heaven. In the trailer, the main actress is getting shnockered and slurring her speech saying, “Hey, this place is great, you can drink as much as you want and not even get a hangover.” What?! It’s not a surprise to see Ted Danson being a part of twisting what Heaven is because he’s also involved in New Age. Others are Linda Evans, LeVar Burton, Stephanie Kramer, and many others.

	 

	New Age is a religious view that is absolutely hostile towards Christianity. You might have heard my testimony. Before I got saved, I was involved in New Age and other unfortunate dark things. I was probably not just oppressed but also possessed multiple times because in New Age and the occult you invite these things to come inside you and speak through you like we saw with channeling. And you talk about this hatred; I had an absolute dripping ferocious hatred, specifically for Christians. I look back now and think I know why. Right? A lot of it was because I was probably filled with demons and this is what New Age promotes. It’s an absolute hatred. And the whole philosophy is funny because you accept anything and everything except Christianity. Why? Well if you are the devil and Christianity is the only way humans can get out of this messed up fallen world, which path would you as the devil choose to pick on? Yup, exactly. So it’s a demonic issue and New Age believes the only religion that cannot be conglomerated into their unified age of utopia is, guess who? It’s Christianity, and that’s what they’re teaching.

	 

	Speaking of teaching and education, this is kind of interesting when you do the research. How have they been educating society and followers on New Age? Again, it’s through publications and well-known names promoting it but also through the U.S. education system. Did you know the U.N. has taken over the U.S. education system? You say, what?! It’s true. Let me give you the trail real quick and you can do the research yourself. We go back to Robert Muller who’s a big time New Age guy. I’ve got a huge stack of notes in my office just on Robert Muller. 

	 

	We’re going to eventually get to him because he’s a big time New Ager, Occultist, and other things of that nature. At the U.N., he developed what was originally called the World Core Curriculum. Let me translate that for you. Basically, it’s training the planet. That might sound audacious but it’s training the planet for New Age. They want to prepare everyone to receive this New Age. You think, “Oh that’s just him and he’s never going to get far with it.” Unfortunately, though, it has penetrated very deeply. Let me give you the trail. 

	 

	George Bush Senior renamed World Core Curriculum. He called it “America 2000.” It was picked up by Bill Clinton and renamed “Goals 2000.” Why did they keep using the term 2000? Because their goal was to get this implemented into the American schools by the year 2000. This is coming from the U.N. and it’s New Age. That’s why it’s been coming in. Then it transferred hands from Bill Clinton to George Bush Junior. He changed the name but it’s the same program with each administration. Bush Junior called it “No Child Left Behind.” The same thing was marched forward with Obama. You probably know that name for it. Yup, it’s “Common Core.” But it’s all the same thing. Now you know why our kids and society have been getting dumbed down more and more. They’re doing it on purpose. They’ve grabbed control of our educational system and they’re preparing kids to think globally. Have you noticed changes with each new generation being raised up in a much different way than we were? Are they about American sovereignty or the Judeo-Christian ethic? Are you kidding? No, it’s all about relativism, doing whatever you want, globalism, bringing in world peace, and combining all religions. Where do you think young people are getting that? It’s the school system of course. The curriculum has been hijacked by these people and it’s been working for them. 

	 

	Let me give you some of the results: 60 million Americans believe in psychic powers and have had some type of experience with the paranormal. Why is that increasing? Well what are half the shows on TV now? It’s ghost hunters, ghost this, ghost that, and whatever. With the paranormal on TV, when someone says they are speaking to an entity in the spiritual world that it is somebody’s Aunt Vera, that’s definitely who it is, right? No, it’s not! That person who died is either in Hell or Heaven. When you die, you are not coming back. Scripture is very clear about that. If you do get in touch with something other than God, it’s what the Bible calls a familiar spirit and it’s demonic. But these shows are encouraging people to make contact. And that way, New Age attracts them into New Age.

	 

	36% of Americans believe that astrology is scientific. Why? The reason is because after all, it’s in most newspapers. 25% of Americans now accept reincarnation. Near Death Experiences are chronicled all over society now. Then there is Therapeutic Touch, Channeling, Meditation, UFO’s, Extraterrestrial Space Brothers, and Ascended Masters. As we saw with channeling, when they started connecting with these demons, who was hopping through? It was space aliens, right? No! That’s pretty goofy because as aliens from another planet, you’re supposed to be this highly evolved race, which is lie number one involving evolution since your whole identity is based on a lie about being higher evolved.  You’re also supposed to be intellectually and scientifically superior to us because you’re here helping us, but the only way I can contact you is through a demonic occult practice called mediumship that God happens to forbid because it’s demonic. Why don’t you send me an e-mail? How about a low-tech handwritten letter or maybe just show up and bring some space lunch? No, that apparently doesn’t work for you. The only way I can connect with you is an occult practice? With a little research, it’s so simple to see what’s going on with these demons but you’re mistaken if you don’t think it’s making inroads with a vast number of people.

	 

	I truly believe personally that the UFO lie is going to be the perfect explanation to explain away the Rapture of the Church. Millions of people will disappear, but if you look at Hollywood, the media, and people’s belief system, the average human won’t necessarily balk at the alien space brother explanation. They’ll get a world leader on the scene (the Antichrist), and somebody else representing religion (the False Prophet), together with the media doing a CNN-type world broadcast or whatever. 

	 

	They’ll say something like, “Yeah, yeah, as you know UFO’s are real and blah, blah, blah. Your loved ones disappeared and as you’ve discovered, we’ve been hiding the true existence of our space friends, but now it’s time for what you’ve been expecting: imminent disclosure.”

	 

	And by the way, the Vatican is desperately trying to position themselves as that global spokesperson for when aliens supposedly land. Isn’t that weird that it’s really going on? It’s almost like the Vatican and New Age are looking to be left behind. That is amongst other issues they have, right? Think about it. But anyway, they’ll say, “No, no, that mass disappearance wasn’t the Rapture, it was your loved ones being transported by the aliens.” Hasn’t Hollywood shown us countless visual scenes of people getting sucked up into the air and spacecraft even since way back with the Star Trek TV series? William Shatner as Captain Kirk in yet another crisis and yelling, “Beam me up, Scotty.” And there have been hundreds of depictions of this type of transportation since then. 

	 

	These newly arriving Alien Brothers are going to be here as our supposed ascended masters and they will teach us a better way with the dawning of a New Age, a New Age of Aquarius, etc. Being left behind will be a fortunate circumstance for you because you are apparently one of the chosen ones. Now you think people are not going to fall for that but let me give you two recent statistics and then we’ll move on. These are current statistics. Right now, in the United States of America, more people believe in UFO’s and aliens than God. This is today, and it is in the United States. That shows how prevalent it is.

	 

	The second statistic is that more people believe aliens have landed on planet earth than believe Jesus was the Son of God. Now tell me our planet, even the United States of America, is not ripe for that lie. It’s all part of the New Age thinking and it’s all because of the talk shows and movies, etc. 

	 

	Listen to this: “Psychic Readings [like the ones they keep advertising on TV where you have to use your credit card to get a reading], have become the number one infomercial on TV.” So, you stir all this together and what does it mean? America has become fascinated with the occult. Why is that important? It’s because New Age needs people to get seduced into their New Age lie. You don’t need the Bible, but you do need all these occult techniques. You need to get interested in anything and everything, except that Bible book. And it’s because once you do go down that New Age road, you’re going to be more open to a demonic deception. That’s what they want you to do and it’s happening.

	 

	Here’s a report about the financial success of New Age. I don’t have a current stat but the one from 30 years ago is surprising and eye-opening in itself. It was reported at that time, that the New Age market had reached three and a half billion dollars. That was 3.5 billion in terms of what that was worth 30 years ago. So, what are they cranking out today? They have all the paraphernalia where you have to do all these New Age practices. Just with the whole crystal thing, those rocks cost New Agers anywhere from a couple of bucks to $10,000 or more. Of course, the crystals which cost more are bigger and give you a better TV reception or whatever reception you’re trying to achieve. Followers will pay it because that’s their spirituality so it’s what they have to have! And of course, they display their crystals in prominent places.

	 

	It’s interesting when you fast forward to Revelation 17:18 where it talks about the woman that rides the beast. She’s pictured with the one world religion, riding the beast, and working with the Antichrist at that time. It says that she’s very opulent, very rich, and things of that nature. When you look at this New Age Movement where you’ve got to have all this paraphernalia, which costs big bucks, you can see how sellers rake in the dough on this. The Bible says the merchants of the earth trade with her. It’s a lucrative business. Just open your own shop and you can clean up. Then when she is destroyed by God, allowing it to happen through the Antichrist, they mourn and weep because now there will be no more buying and selling and trading with the one world religion woman.

	 

	But again, to give you a teaser, New Age believes all is God, that the earth, man, animals, and plants have the ability to become The Christ or The Christ Consciousness, which Jesus warned about in the last days when He says to watch out that no one deceives you for, “many will come in my name claiming I am [not ‘Christ’] ‘The Christ.’” It’s the exact term New Age uses today. They believe man is destroying the earth as well as animals and plants. Unless man changes his ways, mother earth will be forced to destroy humanity. And of course, Christianity is the biggest culprit in destroying the earth because we have the audacity to say man has dominion over the planet. They say there’s no such thing as sin, so we don’t need to repent or be saved. Also, they say Jesus is just one of many great teachers like Buddha, Mohammad, and the great confused one, or Confucius. And mankind should not seek direction from the Bible but from the spirit world, via a Psychic, Channeler, Palm Reader, Astrology, Angels, Space Aliens, Dead Relatives, and Meditation. All religions are of equal merit except guess who? Of course, the exception is Orthodox Christianity. They say in order for the world to be at peace and harmony, there must be a New World Order, Universal Monetary System, World Authority on Food, Health, and Water, a Universal Tax, Global Military Draft, One World Leader, and the abolishment of Christianity. What?? What does that all sound like? This is their own teaching. Their teaching is about the approaching Antichrist kingdom and they’re trying to get the planet prepared to receive and accept it as wonderful thing.

	 

	And when those roadblock Christians disappear...but wait a second, they don’t really want to get rid of us do they? Let me read two quotes from that New Age magazine I mentioned earlier called the Omega Letter:

	 

	“There’s only one obstacle to World Unity and that is Christianity. Christianity claims supernatural knowledge and divine revelation and therefore should not be tolerated.”

	 

	Well wait, I thought you said we’re supposed to tolerate everything. Yeah, that includes everything except Christianity, right? That is the definition of hypocritical. Gus Hall is a former leader of the Communist Party in America. By the way, we don’t call it communism anymore, do we? But it’s still here and is now called Socialism or Social Reform.

	 

	Gus Hall said this: “I dream of a time when the last congressman is strangled to death on the guts of the last preacher and since Christians love to sing about the blood, why don’t I give him a little bit of it.”

	 

	Jesus said in John 16 there’s going to come a time when people will kill you and think they’re doing God a service. He says they do so because they don’t know Me or the Father. Back in 1995 people were probably thinking this New Age thing was a small aberration in a tiny portion of our population. However, it was growing massively even back in 1995. At that point, and I’m sure it’s much more today, 20% of the population in the United States was considered New Age, which made it the third largest religious group.

	 

	So, the question is, where in the world did all this start? How on earth did we get into this mess? How did we turn away from Scripture and the Judeo-Christian ethic in our country? Ultimately it starts back in Genesis Chapter 3. As we talked about, it was the lie in the Garden of Eden: You’ll be like God, don’t listen to God, listen to Satan, do it his way, and you get to decide what’s right and wrong or good and evil. Now I’m not going to go back that far because this book would be way too fat, but I had to pick some date to start with so I’m going to pick a classic one. 

	 

	We’ll start with the 1600s into the 1700s with a guy named Emmanuel Swedenborg. He was a Swedish scientist known as a Revelator and a Mystic. At the age of 53 he entered into a spiritual phase in which you began to experience dreams and visions. Uh oh! Where do you imagine this is going to lead? As we saw before, if you get away from the Bible and start getting your truth from a dream or vision outside of the Bible, you’re in a heap of trouble.

	 

	As a side note, here’s something to keep in mind as we discuss these dreams and visions as they relate to the Charismatic Movement in the church. It’s my opinion, and I’m not saying they all are just like this, but the Charismatic Movement does involve the same premise that says you can get truth outside the Bible. This is why so many of the charismatic community are backing up into New Age. It’s because the premise of much of the Charismatic Movement is professing things like, “I got a word from God” outside the Bible, “God told me”, “I have a New Revelation”, or “I had this vision and dream.” There is no denying, that’s getting into scary ground! It’s also why we have Mormonism today. In fact, this is why we have a bunch of different phony religions. It’s because these people get outside the Scripture.

	 

	It’s the same old thing with this guy, Emmanuel Swedenborg. He started having ‘dreams and visions’, uncovering a ‘new way’. It culminated in a ‘spiritual awakening’ in which he received revelation that he was supposedly appointed by the Lord to write his famous book called The Heavenly Doctrine. The whole premise was to reform Christianity. How’s that for arrogance! Turns out he’s the chosen one, or at least that’s what he was told by those demons. God has chosen him to show the real way. Wow, lucky guy. No, Swedenborg was just a very willingly or unwillingly deceived man. 

	 

	So, according to his heavenly doctrine, the Lord [supposedly] had opened Swedenborg’s spiritual eyes so that from then on, he could freely visit Heaven and Hell and talk to angels, demons, and other spirits. And he believed that the last judgment had already occurred back in 1757.

	 

	Okay then, it seems delusional but let’s move on.

	 

	For the remaining 28 years of his life, Swedenborg published a multitude of works. He termed himself the servant of the Lord. 

	 

	(Sorry bud, you were a servant of Satan. You got duped!)

	But the problem is some followers believed that his works were fully, divinely inspired.

	 

	Do other cults, false paths, and false religions teach the same thing? Yes, Mormonism does. What do they believe about Joseph Smith? And remember, Smith was a guy who was involved in the occult himself, he was a gold digger, and he was a guy who supposedly got his visions by way of (and I kid you not), sticking his head into a hat and staring at a rock! That’s literally how he got his visions. Once you get outside the Bible, it has these disastrous results, sometimes for multitudes of people. It’s just the same with Joseph Smith’s followers who say his visions were divinely inspired. And again, I’m not trying to pick on them, but we have to deal with this all too familiar pattern. Today you’ve got people, even in the Charismatic Movement, who are saying they’re getting a new word from God, a revelation from God, or a vision from God and they along with their followers are treating it like this is what God inspired. If that’s true then, why aren’t we writing a “new” New Testament? I’m telling you it’s dangerous ground!

	 

	Emmanuel’s father descended from a wealthy mining family and he traveled abroad. One of the things you’re going to see with many of these people and of course I’m not saying all of them, is that many come from well to do families and have a lot of free time on their hands. That’s not usually a good combination where people have lots of money to do whatever they want, so they travel and get involved in unfortunate stuff. Emmanuel Swedenborg published an article attempting to explain the spiritual and mental events in terms of “Vibrations”, or what he called, “Tribulations.” So that’s where those terms came from. If you’re familiar with the terminology of New Age, it’s about achieving a higher spiritual vibration. The crystals are supposed to tune you into a higher vibration to connect with the right vibrations and then tap into the blah, blah, blah. That mindset came from this Swedenborg guy. 

	 

	In 1744 he traveled to the Netherlands and began to have strange dreams which he said were both pleasurable and not so good. That’s very disturbing. Let me give you one instance when Swedenborg was dining in a private room at a tavern in London. By the end of the meal, a darkness fell upon his eyes and the room shifted character. Suddenly he saw a person sitting at the corner of the room telling Swedenborg, “Do not eat too much.” So, Swedenborg was obviously scared and hurried home to get away from this phantom thing. Later that night, the same man from the restaurant appeared in Swedenborg’s dreams and told Swedenborg that he, the phantom man, was the Lord. Then this self-proclaimed “Lord” said he was appointing Emmanuel to reveal the true spiritual meaning of the Bible. This entity lord thing went on to guide Swedenborg on what to write this same night and in that way, “the spiritual world was opened.” Ah no, you got connected with a demon. Sorry, you were duped.

	 

	Again, one of Swedenborg’s lesser-known works states that he believed the last judgment had begun in 1757. Also, he says the reason why it took place was because, “the Christian church had lost its charity and faith resulting in the loss of a spiritual freewill that threatened the equilibrium of Heaven and Hell on everyone’s lives.” Oh, noooo! Emmanuel also believed that the second coming of Jesus followed the last judgment on sin in 1757. I don’t know about you, but this just doesn’t feel like the Millennial Kingdom, which is supposed to follow His second coming. But of course, they spiritualize it to be an acceptable explanation. They say, no, no, no, it wasn’t a literal physical Second Coming. Swedenborg believed it was supposedly not Christ in person but a revelation from Christ through an inner spiritual sense given of course to, guess who? That’s right, Mr. Swedenborg himself. 

	 

	We’re going to start seeing another pattern. Emmanuel taught that you shouldn’t eat meat because eating meat is something profane. Now why of all things to mention, would this guy who’s connecting himself with demons, promote not eating meat? The answer is because it was a warning 2000 years ago in your Bible with First Timothy Chapter 4. In Timothy we’ve already seen where the Bible mentions people are going to be listening and following teachings from demons. But if you continue to read past verse one, Paul tells us exactly what these demons are going to teach people and what they’ll ask the people to teach others.

	 

	First Timothy Chapter 4: “The Spirit clearly says that in the later times some will abandon the faith and follow deceiving spirits [hello, Mr. Swedenborg] and things taught by demons. Such teachings come through hypocritical liars whose consciences have been seared as with a hot iron.”

	 

	And here’s what they teach. Of all things, God called this out 2000 years ago.

	 

	The demons will: “forbid people to marry (i.e., celibacy), “and order them to abstain from certain foods.” 

	 

	Okay so of all things for this guy to start promoting, he comes up with how eating meat is supposedly, to use his words, something profane. Excuse me! I’ve got a problem with that. Now again, if you want to eat veggies, go eat veggies, whatever. But you cannot say that myself or anyone else eating meat is wrong because in the Scripture after the flood God said it was okay. So, with all kidding aside, this is more of a serious issue because by saying meat eating is profane, this guy’s basically calling God a liar. I’ve got a problem with that. Now again if you want to eat veggies, that’s up to you. Whatever. But don’t flip it around and go to the point where you say, “I order you to abstain from that”, because you think it’s profane to eat meat while you’re pushing this vegetarian issue. Don’t do that. You’re attacking God and His Word. Now lest you think abstaining from veggies was anything less than a decree against God’s Word, a number of Swedenborg’s early followers were part of the Vegetarian Movement, which arose in Great Britain during the 19th century.

	 

	Here’s what is weird and a pattern you’re going to find. God warned of and called out a couple of very specific behaviors we see here with New Age. You’re going to see that these New Agers and the occult, when they connect with demons, are almost always guilty of promoting celibacy and abstaining from certain foods as with Vegetarianism and things of that nature. But a lot of them are hypocritical. It’s what they say to do, but they themselves don’t follow their own teaching. Swedenborg’s landlord in London said he ate no meat. Remember that’s what he taught and even to the point of calling it profane. But, his maid who served Swedenborg said he ate eels and pigeon pie. That would almost make you want to eat only vegetables, but eels and pigeons are technically what? They are meat, albeit kind of gross. Manny was teaching his followers not to eat “profane” meat while he himself was putting away the pigeon pies.

	 

	At age 82, Swedenborg traveled to explain his teachings to Lutheran Christians in Amsterdam. Of course, remember the whole premise is that he’s got the new way, so he has to instruct the church. Shortly before Christmas, he had a stroke, was partially paralyzed, confined to bed, and died in 1772. Here’s something interesting. There’s evidence Swedenborg wrote a letter to John Wesley, the founder of the Methodist Movement, saying that he, Emmanuel Swedenborg had been told in the spirit world... (So, he’s basically saying, ‘the spirit of God told me.’ Does that sound familiar?) ...that Wesley wanted to speak with him. Well, Wesley was startled since Wesley hadn’t said he had any interest in this Swedenborg guy. So, Wesley replied back and said, ‘I’m on a journey for six months but I’ll contact you when I get back.’ I’m not saying Wesley got into this, but the reason I’m bringing it up is because today, we see that, who, has that very same premise with things like, “The Spirit of God told me what you really need...” I’m not trying to pick on Charismatics, but those are the same kind of practices that other people have gotten into and it’s not led to good things. Anything that leads you away from the Bible, run! Stick with the Bible and you cannot be deceived. When you get outside the Bible, bad things happen.

	 

	Swedenborg had an influence on another person named Helena Blavatsky. With Helena, we’re now going into the 1800’s. She was born into an aristocratic Russian, German family in Ukraine and she (Guess what? Sound familiar?) traveled widely around the world as well as in the Russian Empire as a child. Once again, if you have a bunch of cash and lots of time, apparently that’s not a good mixture. She’s largely self-educated and developed an interest in Western Esotericism in her teenage years. What’s that? Basically, that was the occult movement in the 19th century here in the United States. You may remember seeing it with the black and white photos of people rapping on the table and all the ghost stuff. So unfortunately, she got interested in that here in the West, but it’s basically just a cult.

	 

	Helena developed something that was called the Theosophical Society. ‘Theos’ of course stands for God and ‘Sophos’ for wisdom. That’s where you get the name Sophie which means wisdom. Blavatsky felt what she was tapping into with these occult techniques was that she had the Divine, or the God Wisdom. This led to what’s called the Hermetic Order of the Golden Dawn and something called the Law of Thelema. We may get into this more later but just to give you an idea, their number one rule was this: “Do what you will shall be the whole of the law.” What does that sound like? It sounds like Satanism. If you do the research on Thelema, a guy named Aleister Crowley later picked it up. We’ll get into him more later. Another influence was with a guy named Anton Levey who wrote The Satanic Bible and things of that nature. What’s the number one rule of Satanism? The same as Thelema: “Do what you will shall be the whole of the law.” It’s all about you. You do whatever you want. Yes, that’s Satanism, but does it sound familiar in our society today? It’s what our world is promoting, but it comes straight from the occult and is flat out Satanism.

	 

	So how did Helena Blavatsky get into all this stuff? She got connected through the writings and teachings of Mr. Swedenborg. Another major person at the time was a guy named Franz Anton Mesmer. Does that name sound familiar? He developed this thing called Animal Magnetism, which you’ve probably heard of. He also developed Mesmerism, or as you’d probably know it: “To ‘mesmerize’ someone” or “I was totally mesmerized.” That’s from this guy. 

	 

	Mesmer claimed a “universal life force” permeated everything. What does that sound like? It’s Star Wars, right? Where did that come from? It came from Buddhism. Are you starting to see how it all connects when you do the research? Mesmer believed that if you manipulate this force you could solve all health problems. Remember we talked about Chi? He said we have health problems because the Chi force is out of balance but that through his Mesmer Techniques, people could get “mesmerized.” It could also get them into a trance where these people claimed to be able to enter into visionary states and communicate with spirit beings. So apparently you got a lot of bang for your buck if you went down that route.

	 

	Now remember that Helena Blavatsky was traveling around getting exposed to all this stuff because she was interested in it. She made her way up to Canada and went into the Native American communities around Quebec. Why? It was to get more information on Shamanism, also called American Indianism. We’ll get more into that later because Shamanism is very big in New Age with their various occult practices like certain psychotropic drugs with peyote, mescaline, and others. They also have Sweat Lodges with the smoke where they get into an altered state of consciousness. Of course, the Indians teach that they can get revelations by communicating with the Great White Spirit and the Nature Spirit or whatever spirit. The Shamans would do that to bring about wisdom, healing, powers, etc. So, Helena went to Canada for that, but she said she was, “very disappointed. She was robbed.” Why? Because the natives she ran into weren’t really pagan enough. She said their behavior had been corrupted by the influence of Christian missionaries. Once again, we’re seeing another common theme. They don’t like Christians. I wonder why?

	 

	While in North America, Helena heard a news story about two guys named William and Horatio Eddy. They were brothers based out of Vermont who were going around claiming they had this spiritual phenomena or power where they could levitate and manifest spiritual issues. So, she wanted to go there and check it out. When she got there, she met a guy named Henry Olcott who was a reporter. She impressed upon him that with her own ability, she herself could manifest spiritual phenomenon. So, he started writing articles about her and in that way, she finally got some promotion. That’s how she started to become a bit well known. She began a relationship with Olcott and instructed him in her own occult beliefs. 

	 

	Now of all the beliefs for Blavatsky to promote, guess what they were? And I quote: “to encourage people to become celibate and to become a vegetarian.” What?? Wait a second, isn’t that weird. It’s almost like 2000 years ago, the Bible in First Timothy Chapter 4 predicted that once people turn away from God’s truth and they start getting connected with teachings from demons, then what’s going to come out from these demons is celibacy and vegetarianism. Isn’t that wild? That’s what it is. But guess what the problem was for Blavatsky, just like with Swedenborg who was apparently addicted to eels and pigeon pie, that’s right, “She herself was unable to commit to the latter.” So, she too taught others to be good vegetarians, but she couldn’t do it. See, Helena was what’s called a hypocrite, just like this guy from a clip I’ve saved for an occasion just like this. See if he sounds familiar [names added for clarity].

	 

	Vinny advocating Vegetarianism to his friend: “Yeah bro, I’ve just really been concerned, man. I think you should stop eatin’ so much of that red meat and the fast food with the grease. My uncle just died last week, bro. He had like this heart failure and all that stuff. I said you know, my girl and I just went on a vegan diet and it’s life changing.”

	 

	Lou: “You know you’re right, I’ve been thinking about it a lot. I was about to go buy a burger myself. I’ve been feelin’ my veins expanding, I can’t lose the weight, and I wonder why I make these excuses, but you know what? You really showed me. I really appreciate it. Thank you, you might have saved my life.”

	 

	Cut to a little while later on a sidewalk outside a restaurant where Lou is talking on his cell phone. Lou talks and looks around until he peers through the restaurant window and notices Vinny inside at the table by the window taking a large bite of a big old cheeseburger. Vinny looks up from his burger to see Lou looking in. Vinny puts down the burger and slinks away.

	 

	Vinny is what’s called a ‘hypo crite’, for those of you wondering. But that’s what these early New Age people did. They profess demonic teachings but they themselves don’t do it. Right? They were hypocrites. 

	 

	Later Helena goes on some other world travels visiting Europe, the Americas, and India. She encounters these Spiritual Adepts and starts connecting with beings she called the Masters of the Ancient Wisdom. These adepts supposedly send her to Tibet to help develop her psychic powers. However, there’s debate on that issue with some saying she never went there and that it was just a bunch of baloney because in her childhood she was known for making up really big stories. Maybe she did, maybe she didn’t, whatever. Blavatsky argued that she was contacting the spirits of the dead. She came to New York where she developed the Theosophical Society. She then publishes a book called Isis Unveiled in which she describes the need to have a synthesis between science, religion, and philosophy. Helena believed her Theosophy was basically the true source of all religions and that we need to get back to this root source called Theosophy which she came up with. She said then the planet would be unified.

	 

	I always belabor the point about what is really the oldest truth we humans have. The Biblical account is the oldest. All the other supposed truths spun off after Genesis 11 with the Tower of Babel when there was the mass separation of the people. I go into great detail on it because part of the New Age and how they seduce you is by saying they’ve got a source of truth older than the Bible. So, your source is really older than the Bible? Wow, your truth must be correct then, chronologically speaking. No, it’s a lie but that’s what Blavatsky believed and it’s why I want to make sure you understand that timing so you don’t fall for the same lie. The scriptural account can be demonstrated to be the earliest account and then unfortunately everything else spun off from that.

	 

	Helena then goes on to India and works with the Hindu Reform Movement. She becomes the first Westerner to officially convert to Buddhism. Later, she goes back to Europe and starts a thing called the Blavatsky Lodge. She was visited at that lodge in London by, guess who? It rhymes with Gandhi. That’s right, it was Gandhi. He became a member of Blavatsky’s Lodge. That’s pretty interesting, right? When you do the research on Gandhi, number one, the guy wasn’t Mr. Peacemaker like everybody thinks he was, and Hollywood tried to make him out to be. Gandhi was involved in some pretty creepy stuff. He was hooked up with Blavatsky and was a follower of hers. I’ll get to that in a minute. Gandhi emphasized the close connection between Theosophy and Hinduism throughout his life. Why would he do that? Well as we know with Hinduism, they have 330 million gods. What’s one more false path or paradigm added in?

	 

	Blavatsky’s Theosophy said there was an ancient wisdom founded across the world, which was the source of original global faith. Again, she says, if we can get back to that, humanity is going to be saved. That’s what the New Agers believe. This is where it comes from. If we can all come around and get back to all of us being involved in these practices and all working together, we can bring that global peace back to the planet from the ancients and blah, blah, blah. That’s the premise. That’s where it came from. Helena obviously felt she was a messianic figure because she had the truth just like the eel eater, Swedenborg. She’d tell you that if you’d just listen to her and her Theosophical Ideals, it would bring harmony, and everything would be just fine.

	 

	What did Blavatsky combine to get her beliefs from? Again, we talked about the cafeteria or for example a buffet, to use a modern vernacular. New Age is made up of what? They take a little of this, little bit of that, some of this, okay I want a portion of that, throw that on your plate, give me some of this, and I’ll take this other religion, with a helping of that. You basically get to pick and choose whatever you want, just like a buffet. So, Blavatsky got her beliefs in the same way with some Neo-Platonism, Renaissance Magic, Freemasonry, and Kabbala, which is Jewish Mysticism. She used some of those together with ancient Egyptian Greco Roman Mythology, Eastern Doctrines, and Buddhism, just to name a few. 

	 

	Helena also seduced women. You wonder why ladies would get involved in that. Well listen to this. She was able to appeal to women and get them sucked into this Theosophical Society, which was basically the early stage of New Age, because she deemphasized the importance of gender. Is there anybody doing that today?? And she allowed women to take on the spiritual leadership role equal to that of men. What does that sound like? It’s feminism with feminist ideals, right? So back then that’s how she was able to seduce women to go along with it. What do you suppose she blamed for women’s problems, which is still a lie of feminism today? She taught that Christianity is oppressive to women. But of course, with even just a small amount of study in the Bible, we know it is not. When you’re truly a Biblical man and a Biblical leader, women are elevated to the proper status. The scripture teaches that women are not a weaker vessel as if they’re inept. They are precious china goblets. Women are to be treated delicately, so handle with care. They are not some plastic tumbler you can bounce around. They are very precious and we as men need to treat them that way. That’s what the Bible teaches. But feminism comes in with a lie and says, “Oh no, it is really the Christians who are keeping you oppressed. You need to become more like a man.” And everything goes downhill from there. That all started with this lady.

	 

	Blavatsky was also anti-Jewish. She felt the Jewish people were a religion of hate and violence. She taught that they were degenerate in spirituality. She also viewed Africans as inferior to Europeans. They were considered by her to be the lowest specimens of humanity. So apparently, she had some serious racism going on there. Her ideas spread throughout the West and eventually on up into the New Age Movement. Blavatsky died of the flu in the home of a lady named Annie Besant who was a follower of hers. Annie was her close disciple and her successor. 

	 

	That’s basically how it progressed from Swedenborg to Blavatsky and then this woman named Annie Besant. This brings us into the mid 1800’s, and from 1840 to 1933 when Besant passed away. She was a British Socialist, Theosophist, and a Women’s Rights activist. So, she takes the torch of this feminist thing and where is she getting that? It’s from this issue we’ve been laying out with New Age thinking. At the age of 20 she marries a guy named Frank Besant who is a clergyman. But Annie’s increasingly anti-religious views led to a legal separation. Then she runs into Blavatsky and joins the Theosophical Society where Annie becomes a very prominent lecturer on the subject. So, she bites into it big time. She then travels to India and establishes the Central Hindu College. 

	 

	While in India, Besant gets hooked up with Co-Freemasonry. The only difference between Freemasonry and Co-Freemasonry is that the latter accepts both men and women. Co-Freemasonry was a fit for her because she believed Christianity oppressed women and women needed to be just like men. Here comes Co-Freemasonry and they allow women, so she latched onto that idea and got hooked up with Freemasonry. Later she becomes the president of the Theosophical Society and travels to the United States where she adopts a young child named Jiddu Krishnamurti. Why did she adopt him? She claimed it was because he was the new messiah and the incarnation of the Buddha. Now again, that’s what they teach, that a world teacher is going to come to help establish this New Age and he is going to be this special messiah figure who will help usher in blah, blah, blah. What does that sound like? Sounds like a false prophet figure, right? She believed he will be a messiah but of course he obviously wasn’t. She toured around the United States with this guy in the 1920’s.

	 

	Now I want to add something to Annie’s story from my personal story with New Age because it’s important, and I know first hand after a similar experience happened to me. Earlier on when Annie was married to this clergyman, she began to question her faith and turned to the leading church men, more than one, for advice. When she asked them to recommend books, which would answer her questions, “They told her she read too many books already.” 

	 

	So, if you wonder why I’m very passionate about getting the Church equipped by studying apologetics, let me tell you. While I would say to focus on how your walk with Jesus Christ should be honoring to Him as you share the Gospel, at the same time you should be prepared to give a defense for the hope that lies within you. Why? Because I used to run into Christians, and apparently Annie did too, who would just make statements like, “Yeah whatever, you just have to accept it by faith.” How I translated that for myself, as she too probably did, was, “That ain’t much of a faith because you guys can’t even answer these basic questions.” Now the answers are there, but unfortunately many Christians are not equipped to help those who are truly seeking answers. 

	 

	So, the following applies to the 1,000+ hours of equipping studies on our website. Why are we doing most every particular study on any given Sunday morning or Wednesday night? It’s so we can be equipped to give an intellectual loving response for the hope that lies within us. 

	 

	That brings us back to Annie Besant’s story. Apparently, the brush-off from church leaders is when Annie’s story starts going south. She chose a different path and started by getting involved with the Theosophical Society. Unfortunately, because of that, she got into women’s rights, secularism, and birth control. Why birth control and why did it later end up with Margaret Sanger who formed Planned Parenthood? Well, what is the New Age goal? What’s their premise? It’s that we’re going to create a New Age. How are you going to user in that New Age? They think we need to annihilate 90% of the people on this planet. It’s really what they believe, and birth control is one of the ways to depopulate the planet. That’s why they’re promoting this stuff. So, Besant began to pen and publish attacks on churches about how they control people’s lives. Where did she get such a sour taste in her mouth? It was because of her confrontation when she got no answers.

	 

	So, Besant wanted to get rid of the special status of Christianity. She believed that Christianity spoke of woman as a “necessary evil.” What Bible are you reading? And she thought the greatest saints of the Church despised women the most. Doesn’t that sound like feminism today? 

	 

	Listen to this quote from her: “I leveled all of the strength of my brain and tongue to expose the history of the Christian church with unsparing hand; its persecutions, its religious wars, its cruelties, and oppressions.”

	 

	Now if you want to talk about the Catholic Church doing that, it’s true, but the Catholic Church is not Biblical Christianity. The Bible does not condone any of that stuff including the Catholic Crusades which she was talking about. But that’s the misnomer and it all gets lumped into the same pile saying it’s all Christianity. And of course, with the attacks on Scripture, she threw in her belief that the Gospels were not reliable.

	 

	As I mentioned, later, Annie got connected to Co-Freemasonry and met this guy named Charles Webster Leadbeater. They became close co-workers. He was a fellow Theosophist. They remained in close relationship the rest of their lives. In 1895, Leadbeater writes about how Annie Besant became clairvoyant. So, she tapped into the spiritual world. Together through clairvoyance and with psychic powers, supposedly, they investigated the universe and the history of mankind. They co-authored a book called The Occult Chemistry. Lo and behold, guess what happened to come from tapping into the “spiritual world?” It’s almost like I’m starting to see a pattern here. When you get connected with demons and you listen to their false teachings, at least one of two things is going to come through. It’s normally either one or both of these two demon directives: Celibacy and/or Vegetarianism.

	 

	Sure enough, Leadbeater encouraged the practice of celibacy. Very interesting. And why did he? It was because celibacy is considered a prerequisite for advancement on the spiritual path. You need to be cleansed from all that in order to achieve a higher spiritual vibration. You also need be cleansed in this dietary issue to achieve the higher levels. But it’s the same lie. 

	 

	Isn’t that weird? Every single one of these people follow the path First Timothy Chapter 4 warns about.

	 

	Annie then joins the Indian National Congress but because of her views, she was arrested and interned. Guess who came to her aid? It rhymes with Gandhi. That’s right, it was Gandhi. He came to her rescue, demanding her release. Besant became ill in India and died in 1933 at the age of 85. Now maybe you’re thinking the Theosophical Society is just a small aberration. Well, it’s not. It’s active today in more than 52 countries around the world. 

	The symbolism with the Theosophical Society all has meaning and just to give you some idea how satanic and demonic this stuff is, one of their signs is a serpent biting its tail. That’s the Ouroboros. They also have the Swastika and the Ankh, which is the Egyptian cross symbol. The serpent intertwined forms the letters TS for Theosophical Society. Also, there is Om or Aum, which is that Hindu sacred sound or mantra where for example, you’ve probably heard them meditating while making the sound, “ooooomm, oooooomm, ooooomm” or “aaaauuumm, aaaauuumm.” The latter involves Hinduism’s false deities, or demons.

	 

	The present day New Age Movement is based on the considerable inroads made by the original Theosophical ideas: “No single organization or movement has contributed to so many components of the New Age Movement as the Theosophical Society and it’s become the major force of dissemination of the Occult in the West in the 20th century.”

	 

	In the next chapter we’re going to continue on with the history of New Age and eventually make it up into modern times. We’re going to talk about Benjamin Creme and Maitreya. Who or what in the world is this Maitreya world teacher figure? He’s saying he’s on the planet right now. We’ll also look at Oprah Wan Kenobi and others who are promoting this. One very serious thing Oprah’s doing is seducing a lot of Christian women who just will not shut that filth off! We hear, “You gotta watch Oprah!” They’re getting indoctrinated and it’s causing a lot of confusion to a huge population of Christian women.
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	We’re going to continue the history and move into Europe with a guy named Rudolf Steiner. Rudolf Steiner continues our thread of New Age history up through the first quarter of 1900’s and then we’ll continue into present day. This part covers from about 1861 to 1925. Steiner attempted to find a synthesis between what he called Science and Spirituality. He wanted to merge the two. In fact, he came up with the term, Spiritual Science. It’s not just spiritual and it’s not just science, it’s Spiritual Science. Originally when Hinduism came over to the West at the turn of the last century, nobody was buying into it. So, all they did was wait a couple of decades and repackaged it as a science. Of course, it’s spiritual all the way, but they said, “Hey, look here, it’s a science! And, it’s definitely not Transcendental Meditation or anything like that. It’s just a breathing technique to help relieve stress.” And people bought into that fabrication big time. 

	 

	So that’s what Rudolf wanted to do from the get go. He wanted to combine science and spirituality so he coined the phrase, Spiritual Science. As we’re going to see, he not only began to think about these ideas and believe in them, but this guy took his beliefs all over the place. As you hear about his productive dissemination of his information, remember this was before social media. I wonder what he’d accomplish if he had huge outlets for information like Facebook and Twitter? Steiner developed what was called The Waldorf Education. You may have heard of Waldorf Schools. We’ll get to that later. Rudolf believed in Biodynamic Agriculture. Doesn’t that sound scientific? Well there’s a spiritual element to it and we’ll get to that too. He also believed in Anthroposophical Medicine, so he got into medicine. Now if you look at all three of those: education, agriculture with its food issues, and alternative medicines, New Age today still latches on to all those areas as a platform to teach their New Age ideas. Steiner believed there was no limit to human knowledge. 

	 

	So how did Rudolf even start down this road? Well listen, you’re going see a pattern with these people and it is this: At some point they have an encounter with demons and that becomes their source of truth. When Steiner was 9 years old, he believed he saw the spirit of his aunt who had died in a far off town. Supposedly, she was asking him to help her. Uuurrrch!! There’s the first mistake! What does the Bible say? If you see some sort of spirit (I’m not saying he didn’t see something), and it says it’s some dead person or dead relative that you may or may not know, in this case his aunt, is that entity probably who it says it is? No! The Scripture is very clear. When you go to Heaven, you go to Heaven and that’s it, praise God! Aren’t you glad you don’t come back from there? It’s the same with Hell. If you go there, you’re not coming back. So, this entity he saw was a “Familiar Spirit”, which the Bible talks about. It was a demon masquerading as somebody familiar to this guy in order to seduce him away from the truth, which is God. That’s what was going on. Rudolf later related that because of this encounter he had as a child, he felt, “He must carry the knowledge of the spiritual world and he must speak of the world of that which is not seen, the invisible other world.” 

	 

	That’s what got Steiner started and he literally took it to heart. He thought, okay I guess I’m chosen to let people know about this stuff. Well guess what he got in contact with after this? It was Theosophy. So, he starts getting hooked into the Helena Blavatsky route and not only does he go there but he begins to speak at the Theosophical Society and eventually he became the head of the German Theosophical Society. Annie Besant appointed Steiner to head up that new German version of the Theosophical Society. So, he’s doing that for a while and lecturing on his combination of Science and Spirituality while also talking about Theosophy and things of that nature. Rudolf then breaks off to form his own group. This is where you have a kind of subset of Theosophy that he formed called the Anthroposophical Society.

	 

	You then have the Theosophical Society with Blavatsky and Besant and then with this guy still tweaking it, his own version evolves into this Anthroposophical Society. This group grew rapidly, and Steiner began to work with other people so he’s not just sitting on these beliefs. Again, this was late 1800’s to early 1900’s. There was no TV at that time and certainly no computers. How are you going to get the word out if you are him, you believe in this stuff, you have believed since you were 9 years old, and you feel you were called to inform people of the spiritual world? He begins to use what was available and the first thing he tapped into was schools. Man, but it’s a good thing schools are not being hijacked today to teach New Age and other false teachings...wait, actually they are propaganda machines today and extremely so.

	 

	Rudolf called his educational institutions the Waldorf Schools. He first started them in Britain. They’re based on what? It’s not just, “Hey, come here and learn math.” Students at his schools are taught this guy’s spiritual principles. So, if somebody goes to one of these schools, guess what they’re getting indoctrinated into? Yup, it’s New Age. We’re going to see later that this is actually what has happened on a global scale. That’s all thanks to the United Nations. The U.N. has hijacked the global curriculum planet-wide. Now that sounds crazy and you may wonder who in the world could pull that off, but they’ve not only been successful, they’ve been implementing it for several decades. That includes the school system here in the United States. 

	 

	As I said before, if you’re wondering why each succeeding generation that comes out of our secular school system is getting more away from the Bible and more into some crazy ways of thinking, take a look at their education. What are they being taught? Are they learning Judeo-Christian values and National Sovereignty? No, it’s all spiritualism with ‘come one, come all’, relativism. All religions are the same and don’t favor the United States because we all need to come together in a One World Government, One World Religion, and a One World Economy. And young people today love these body markings, which we know as tattoos. Where do you think they’re getting that? We’ll get more into that later.

	 

	As I said, Rudolf Steiner began to use schools and that has now grown to more than 1,000 Waldorf Schools worldwide, demonstrating that this guy’s stuff is still being promoted in a big way everywhere. Again, Steiner began to get into what was called the Spiritual Science issue as well as education and medicine. He also used performing arts, drama, and music. Those were the early version of television and movies. People are willing to watch a show, so Steiner had a platform to weave his teachings into the plays.

	 

	The youth were also important to Rudolf in disseminating his information. Why? Well what did Hitler do with the youth? They were called the “Hitler Youth.” There is power to gain from manipulating the youth. Have you noticed that? What’s the cliché we always hear from young people concerning their aspirations of accomplishment? You’re going to conquer the world, right? You’re invincible and you want to change the world. Well, that’s awesome! Unfortunately, the enemy also knows about that aspect of our youth so I’m convinced the enemy takes that stage of our lives and hijacks it. He gets the youth to expend their mind and energy in the wrong direction. There’s your reason why Steiner was invested in youth education.

	 

	Rudolf also got involved in agriculture, and of course he added to it. He taught that if you do his exercises and his spiritual meditative techniques, you too could connect with the spirit world to help in the agricultural area. He also believed that using the ethical disciplines he came up with like his meditation training, anyone could develop the ability to experience the spirit world as he had done when he was nine years old. He thought that in that way, anybody could understand his or her own real true higher self. Again, that’s Hinduism with the philosophy that you are God as part of the God consciousness. Remember, Steiner is a man on a mission, so he believed if we can get humanity to do this stuff, we can supposedly have a more moral, and free individual. We will then activate our souls and just exist out of love. Isn’t that the lie of New Age? If we can all just do this stuff and follow these beliefs and procedures developed by other people, we’ll create this new age, and everything will be great, and everybody will love each other, and it’ll just naturally happen. Excuse me? Have you noticed that this thing called the human sin-nature messes everything up every time? New Agers have no answer for that. They think somehow you just flip a switch and then, “Hey, we’re all nice now!” That is not reality and it’s why their predictions are doomed. All these efforts that rely on man to get it right using manmade human movements like the Human Potential Movement and New Age Movement, are doomed because of our sin-nature.

	 

	Despite that reality, Rudolf Steiner taught differently. He proposed Reincarnation, Karma, and here it comes again, working with Psychology. Why is that important? Because as I mentioned, Freud and Jung were involved in the spirit stuff and Jung was especially heavy into it. Remember, even Freud admitted at the end of his life that if he had it to do all over again, he’d rather go down the spiritual route than the path he took. We’re now exploring that same timeframe in which these psychologists lived during the early 1900’s. This spiritual teaching was heavy-duty big time popular even at that time and even here in the West. Those huge names in Psychology were in it as well.

	 

	Steiner also founded a system of Organic Agriculture that he called Biodynamic Agriculture. It was one of the very first forms of modern, or organic farming. You think, “What’s wrong with that?” Well what do you see on the rise today, especially with the younger generations? How many of you grew up eating dirt? I don’t know if it’s just an old wives tale, but some studies say that if you keep your kids away from too many germs, it’s not good for them. They don’t build immunity. So how many of you Moms out there let your kids eat dirt on purpose? So, you have got to have some dirt. You’ve got to have some germs, right? But now what do they say? “Oh no, watch out for the germs. Don’t you know you have to get on board with the organic thing?” Now of course I’m not saying, “Hey, let’s go out there and feast on pesticide!” Woo hoo! Do you want to go fill up on some of that with me? Yeah, I don’t think so. I’m not saying that, but you’re seeing this heavy-duty push spinning off from the environmental movement about saving the planet and all that stuff. New Age has hijacked it and it’s all about the food. What we saw was food restriction. What are the two common restrictions imparted by the demons and amazingly also predicted by the Bible? The directives that seem to come along are celibacy and food restriction. But First Timothy Chapter 4 warned about these teachings, which would be food recommendations by demons in the last days. The celibacy dictate is happening now too. It’s this food thing though, which Steiner taught, with our food all needing to be organic and we’ve got to work together and cleanse our bodies and become…blah, blah, blah.

	 

	Again, what was the term Rudolf invented? It’s no longer just science or agriculture. It’s Spiritual Science. So, you think “Well, what’s wrong with organic?” I’m telling you, the enemy is a master at taking good things, getting people interested in it, and then he hijacks it, inserting his false teaching. The enemy gets people interested in all kinds of stuff. Listen to this one, it’s Rudolf Steiner’s version of Biodynamic Farming: He believed that Biodynamics is that the farm is as a whole, is seen as an organism, so you have to time your agriculture activities like sowing, weeding, and harvesting based on the alignments of the moon, planets and other stuff.

	 

	So, it’s basically Astrology.

	 

	“...and the application of natural materials, produced in specific ways, to the soil...”

	 

	You’re thinking well okay, farmers know when to plant stuff. What’s the big deal with that? But read on. How is he going to get that record crop?

	 

	“...by engaging ‘non-physical beings’ and elemental forces.”

	 

	So, the spirits are going to help the carrots get bigger, or something like that. This still exists in Europe today but later you’re going to see another example of a farm, or in this case a village, who are using this eco-village farming concept. They’re into fairies and the like, which help their plants grow. So again, it starts with this organic, eat healthy farming. No one is against that but what do we see that comes with it? What comes with the package? It’s this spiritual element and they’re using organic farming in this case to get people seduced into New Age. So, you’ve got to be careful. 

	 

	Rudolf also got into medicine. Is there a big movement now with alternative medicine? Yes, but is that necessarily bad? No, it’s not, though oftentimes what comes with that alternative medicine is, guess what? Of course, it’s New Age again. Surprise! I’m telling you they’re hijacking all these things to seduce people into New Age. So, Steiner gets into medicine also, including working with pharmacists and physicians. Remember, this guy is on a mission. He’s using everything he can at this time, not having our current communications technology to get the word out on a global basis. Steiner actually pioneered a pharmaceutical company called Weleda, which is still in existence today. It’s more over in Europe but is a major worldwide alternative medicine clinic. Again, is that bad? No, but what are you going to get with it when you get hooked up with this organization? You’ll get this guy’s New Age baloney.

	 

	Rudolf Steiner also went into social reform where he suggested we need to have a cultural, political, and economic reform. He taught that we all need to work together to provide and establish equality and protect human rights. He called it the Threefold Social Order. You know what the Bible calls it? It’s the Antichrist Kingdom with a One World Government, One World Economy, and a One World Religion. Right? And again, these guys really think that’s what we need. This is what we’ve got to bow down to. It’s why we must give up our rights and our national sovereignty to it. This is why we have to surrender all of our differences and religions so that we can come together under this umbrella to create our utopia. They’re convinced it’s a good thing. However, strongly warning against it, the Bible is the only book on the planet that says not to even think about going down that route. That’s the Antichrist kingdom and you don’t want to be any part of it.

	 

	Then Steiner got into Architecture and the Visual Arts. Again, as I’ve said, he was using everything. One of his primary sculptural works is of Jesus Christ, but he shows Jesus as being mute and very impersonal. Why? It was to represent that beings who approach Him must judge themselves. Jesus is just sitting there not saying a word. So again, even in art this guy was sending a message of New Age. Then of course he got into plays and all kinds of things of that nature.

	 

	Rudolf also had a magazine. Listen to the name of his magazine and then tell me if a red flag goes up for you. This is the actual name he chose for his magazine: Lucifer-Gnosis. Are you going to subscribe? What is that? I’m sure you know exactly who you’re following with that name. Of course, we all know because they tell us flat out. But again, they think Lucifer is a good guy. In Latin, Lucifer means Light Bearer. So, with that name, the New Agers say, “He’s just a Light Bearer who’s here to teach us. The Christians have it all wrong! Poor guy.” That’s literally what they believe. And Gnosis as you may remember me mentioning, means knowledge. So, Lucifer’s ‘light bearing knowledge’ is the message in the name of his magazine. And of course, what was in that magazine? He talked about Initiation Rituals, Reincarnation, Karma, and knowledge of the supernatural world. As always with the New Age stuff, it all promotes that we need to spiritually evolve.

	 

	Here again you’re going to see that you need the lie of evolution in the brains of the people on the planet to get them to fall for a second New Age lie. That second lie involves a spiritual evolution. They say mankind is going to spiritually evolve, and in order for people to fall for this spiritual evolution, you need some guy back in the 1840’s named Charles Darwin to get the evolution idea kick started. He wasn’t the first guy to go down that road, but he gets the credit for it. There were others like Charles Lyell who started it, but Darwin gets the credit. It was 1859 when Darwin published, On the Origin of Species. So, he got the physical evolution idea going and not long after, maybe 50 years to certainly by a hundred years later, another thought develops: “Hey, now that we’ve got them used to physical evolution, let’s talk about spiritual evolution.” So, I’m telling you, that’s why I call it Evil-lution because boy does that spawn all kinds of junk. 

	 

	As we’ve touched on, Rudolf Steiner is not the only one who advocated this positive spin on Lucifer. You’re going to see it’s a common thread of New Age. I was involved in New Age and I remember reading stuff about it. I’d hear, “Oh those nasty Christians, they did it again.” They say that because these people seriously think Satan/Lucifer is a good guy. Well another lady came along by the name of Alice Bailey. Alice actually had something called the Lucifer Publishing Company. Gee whiz, that leaves nothing to the imagination. There is no mystery about whom you’re worshiping there. 

	 

	Again, this was the 1920’s. They didn’t have social networking or television and things of that nature. How do you think they got these ideas out? It was writing and publishing. People don’t really read as much anymore but back in the day reading was a big tool to help promote their ideas. Step by step they plotted the coming of the new age with a lot of these terms starting to get into our psyche by them using instructions and plans for the installation of (here it comes), the New World Order.

	 

	The phrase New World Order is a New Age term. You’ve seen politicians using it like George Bush Senior, Bill Clinton, and important people around the world including in Europe. In fact, we had a video clip that showed Joe Biden outside of Colorado talking to 900 cadets. This was the week right before I was there preaching at a conference. It was hard to believe how he actually talked about how we are all looking forward to you, the young generation aiding us in creating a New World Order. That is not a political term. It’s a New Age term. And when these guys in the political arena are using it, I’m sorry but I don’t think they’re that ignorant. I don’t mean this in a derogatory sense, but I think they know what they’re talking about and it’s a spiritual issue going on with the New World Order. 

	 

	The Lucifer Publishing Company had a symbol, or at least Alice Bailey did. Remember this was in the 1920’s, but that symbol was the rainbow and it was their identification sign chosen from extensive discussion of their plans to carry out a religious war. How does that relate to today? Is any prominent group taking the rainbow as their sign now and warring against Christianity? Hmmm, I wonder where it all started? This rainbow symbol also was used to represent those in favor of forced redistribution of the world’s resources, mass planetary initiations, the theology for a new world order, worldwide disarmament, and the elimination of obstinate religions. Can I translate that for you? They’re talking about Christianity. So that’s another common thread you’re going to see in these New Age people who are getting information from demons. They want to get rid of Christianity and by the way, they think Judaism needs to go as well. Alice Bailey even discussed the sacredness of the new world leader’s number. Can you guess what it is? You probably have already guessed. It’s 666! But again, they think that’s a good thing.

	 

	So back to this Rudolf Steiner guy, at one point he also believed he had an encounter with Jesus Christ. After that encounter, Steiner decided his version of Christianity would not be based on the Bible but instead it would be centered on his own personal experience. So, guess what? His ideas aren’t at all like Christianity. But don’t people do that today? 

	 

	They say, “Don’t teach me doctrine. I don’t need doctrine or some manmade religious institution. I can do this on my own and I think what it means is blah, blah, blah.”  

	 

	It’s always the same thing. If you stick with the Bible as I’ve said over and over again, you can never be steered wrong because God does not lie. Stick with the Word of God. Rudolf felt that Jesus Christ was just simply a being and not the Jesus we know from the Bible. His idea of Jesus is one who unifies and inspires all religions, no matter what faith, and that the being of Christ is central to all religions. He thought the difference is only that they call Jesus by different names. Of course, that is completely false teaching but because of it, New Agers believe every religion is valid. Do you remember the present day stats? 25% of the professing Christians in the American Church today believe the statement that all religions are basically the same and all paths get you to Heaven. I have a video clip of an interview of George Bush Junior. When a news guy asked him if all Christians and Muslims go to heaven, George Bush Jr. was on tape saying, “I believe they do. They’ve got different paths to get there.” Whoa! George, you just blew John 14:6 out of the water! How can you say that and be a Christian? Then Bush Jr. was even more specific when asked another question. He was asked if he thought Christians, Muslims, and non-Muslims (so now it’s all people of any or no faith), all get to Heaven as well? He answered a second time and said, “Yes they do.” Folks, this is New Age! And this is what one fourth of the church thinks is perfectly fine. So, I’d say all the advertisements and indoctrination is working. I’d also say it’s only working because people don’t know the Bible.

	 

	Not so surprisingly Steiner also had a very unusual view of the Second Coming of Jesus. He thought Jesus’ Second Coming was not going to be physical. It will be spiritual. Rudolf thought it will not happen in a physical realm, but in the Etheric or Spiritual Realm and it will happen to an increasing number of people as they awaken to this Christ Consciousness, etc. Now you think, “Nobody is going to fall for this.” But listen to this. A Lutheran pastor approached Steiner. Steiner didn’t go seek this guy; the Pastor came looking for him. This Lutheran Pastor asked if it would be possible to create a more modern form of Christianity. Do you know what the Bible calls that? It’s Apostate Christianity, or Fake Christianity. Do you know what the term is in our society today? It’s Liberal Christianity. So, this Pastor approaches Steiner to work together and he wanted to also involve Roman Catholic priests. Later we’ll discuss a certain pope.

	 

	About this Lutheran pastor, at the time, Pope John II and the previous Pope, Benedict, both say he’s awesome while the guy is full on preaching New Age! And these popes are saying he’s on target. So, the popes too get involved and these guys begin to synthesize Catholics and Protestants together around this new modern Christianity combining with New Age thought. Hey, but it’s a good thing we don’t see Catholics and Protestants getting schnookered into melding together today, right? Have you paid attention to the religious conferences happening in the last few years? ‘Together 2017’ was held in October in Calgary, Canada and ‘Together 2018’ was October in Dallas. Pope Francis spoke at the ‘Together 2016’ conference in Washington DC. I do not have a problem with Christians coming together but when you purposely invite a private message from the pope to come speak at your conference, you just ceased to be evangelical. I have a problem with that. The Bible is all about unity but unity around falsehood is not Biblical unity. And that’s not the first time. I’m telling you the trend now is the Protestant Church walking right back into the arms of the Roman Catholic Church and the Roman Catholic Church is a part of this New Age stuff amongst other things. We better wake up!

	 

	Now again Rudolf Steiner was into all of this stuff and also into his version of Christianity where you can just make it up as you go along without dogma or policies. He was also big on believing in the universal priesthood, which says both men and women can be pastors. Do we see a sign of that happening in the church today? It’s the same thing. All this originally started with New Agers. And of course, with all that Rudolf accomplished, he had a major influence on the artists and influential people in the theater, arts, and educational system so his work was paying off big time.

	 

	Steiner did his work in Europe, but this New Age progression then leads to another guy who was in the United States. You may have heard of him. He was well known in the New Age circles back when I was unfortunately involved in it. His name is Edgar Cayce. He lived from 1877 to 1945. Cayce was labeled “The Sleeping Prophet.”

	 

	This sleeping prophet, Edgar Cayce, was supposed to be an expert on various things. He would fall asleep and get into these trances and then receive this secret knowledge to heal people. Cayce was into reincarnation and a big part of his teachings were on the lost city of Atlantis. He was supposedly in touch with the people of Atlantis. Edgar started an organization, which still continues today called the Association for Research and Enlightenment, or ARE. They have a hospital and a university in Virginia Beach. Back when I was in New Age, I actually considered moving there.

	 

	Edgar literally became a “Spiritual Celebrity”, until he died. We’ll find out how he died in a minute. Edgar believed he had these psychic abilities. We’ll get into how he tapped into that but as you’ve probably guessed by now, it was demonic. One of Cayce’s major sources was when he would get into these trances and seek the wisdom of Atlantis or the wisdom of this or that or whatever. Now if you’re familiar with New Age, the following term will ring a bell. It’s something called the Akashic Records. That was the big thing. It was revered as powerful secret hidden knowledge. Let me explain to you what that was. Steiner, in conjunction with both Theosophy and the Anthroposophical Society, they believed there was something called the Akashic Records. It was supposed to be this compendium of facts, events, and emotions of the Non-Physical Plane in this Astral Realm. 

	 

	Basically, what they believed is that surrounding our planet is this spiritual plane and all is connected supposedly in this spiritual plane with this spiritual knowledge on everything about humanity’s past and future up to the 28th century. So, it’s supposedly the spiritual version of secret hidden knowledge surrounding the planet that man has forgotten and needs to rediscover. Now what do you suppose is the only way you can tap into it? You need to get into the occult. There’s your prerequisite. Yeah okay, whatever. But that’s really what the Akashic Records is and basically it records the past and the future of human thought and action. Again, you’ve got to be clairvoyant to tap into it. In it is supposedly the actual history of Atlantis, other civilizations, and the future of the planet. It is supposed to have this gigantic recording library in the spiritual sense, which supposedly stores all the desires of Earth and the experiences on our planet. That includes the experiences of every human being since time began and even the reactions and experience of the entire animal kingdom. Well, I think I’d rather read the dictionary than that. 

	 

	They say only a trained occultist can tap into it because there’s a danger. Once you tap into this, how will you know if it is really the Akashic Records or is it just your imagination? So, you have to be really seriously into the occult before it can be reliable. And by the way, Edgar Cayce wasn’t the only one who got into this, so did Rudolf Steiner because he was a proponent of Atlantis and Lemuria. You may have heard of the latter one too. The legend of Lemuria is basically similar to Atlantis except it was supposed to have been in the Indian or Pacific Ocean region. 

	 

	Now another big New Age idea, which involves the whole Aquarian thing, is based on the knowledge in a book called The Aquarian Gospel, written by a guy named Levi Dowling. In this New Age book is supposedly the true history of Jesus Christ’s youth and it’s supposed to be based on Edgar tapping into these Akashic Records where he is said to have read the planet in the spirit world and transcribed this book from what he got there. New Age doesn’t have a sort of Bible like we have the Bible, which is our sole source of truth. But there are certain books, which are most prominent and important. This is one of those. Of course, A Course in Miracles is another and there are others, but this Aquarian Gospel is important.

	 

	Now in this book that he supposedly got from tapping into this supposed Akashic library, we get the real knowledge about Jesus including the birth and early life of Mary, the birth and infancy of John, the education of Mary and Elizabeth, the childhood and early education of Jesus, the life and works of Jesus, not just in the area of Judea and Galilee but (That’s right, there’s more we didn’t know!), also in India, Tibet, Persia, Assyria, Greece, and Egypt.

	 

	So how many of you have heard the story going around where Jesus really snuck over into India and learned secret magical techniques? It comes from this guy, Levi Dowling. Where did he get it? He got it by contacting demons in this supposed ethereal realm and tapping into this demonic library. Yeah, that’s reliable! But people still repeat these stories today. It came from this. They believe Jesus went to these other cities because he was going there to learn all of this knowledge and to prove to everyone that he was the chosen one. Of course, along with this Aquarian Gospel, they promote Reincarnation, Karma, and other Hindu teachings. They believe time is separated into ages, these ages last approximately 2000 years each, and supposedly, according to the Akashic Records and this Aquarian Gospel, we’re almost ready for that next 2000 year cycle, which will be the Aquarian Age. Hence the title of book: The Aquarian Gospel. 

	 

	So that’s what they’re all working towards: “Any day now the present cycle will be over and according to the Akashic Records, we’re going to enter into this Age of Utopia.” 

	 

	And, of course, it’s a lie.

	 

	“They believe all souls will eventually evolve and become perfect, like “The Christ.”

	 

	You’re going to see that term used over and over again. It’s not “Jesus Christ” or “Christ”, but they use “The Christ.” “The Christ” is specifically a New Age term and the Bible does mention it.

	 

	Edgar Cayce also claimed to have his own account of Jesus. So, it wasn’t just Rudolf Steiner or this other guy, Levi Dowling with the Aquarian Gospel, Edgar Cayce believed he tapped into the Akashic Records and learned more about Jesus that we didn’t know. They actually have what’s called the Aquarian Church, which is based on this Aquarian Gospel and there is a movement they promote. It’s called the “I Am Movement.” What do you think they mean by that? What did Jesus say? He said, “I am”, referring back to the Old Testament where God declared himself to Moses. When Moses asks who he should say God is, God said, you tell them, “I Am.” It’s an expression of deity. Well this is one of the lies of New Age. What do they say? They say, “We are.” Do you follow the idea there? It’s, ‘Don’t listen to God. You need to go Satan’s way like in Genesis 3. You’ll become like God and you get to recognize that you are a god.’

	 

	There are quotes from some people in the Church, and mainly the Word of Faith teachers like Frederick Price, Benny Hinn, and Kenneth Copeland. What are they saying? They say we’re little gods. Sounds like, “I Am.” In fact, “I Am”, was a direct quote from Kenneth Copeland. He said, “I just say, I Am.” And then he chuckles. But that’s not funny! That’s a major teaching of New Age. It’s basically saying that you can become gods, or you are a god. Have you noticed that a big theme of Oprah Winfrey on her show is also this ‘I am’ thing? And you’ll notice some Protestants are starting to use this same kind of verbiage. It’s a New Age term. It’s not like saying, “I exist, therefore I am.” We’re not talking about that. This is proclaiming that you are God.

	 

	Edgar Cayce was born in Kentucky. You probably wonder how he got into all this. As a kid he was considered a spiritual child and he played with, guess what? It was “little folk.” I would assume here from my personal experience with this New Agey stuff, that he’s referring to Leprechauns. It’s probably Leprechauns or Fairies or things of that nature. And do you remember what the Biodynamic Farming was dependent upon? It was the little spirit entities who help your garden grow and such. Is that being promoted today with our kids in their cartoons and stuff, like the spirit behind the tree in Pocahontas? It’s just like these little fairies that can help your garden grow. It’s more New Age and it’s occult ideas. They say, “Oh, it’s just a cartoon. Kids won’t take it seriously.” Yeah, are you really sure about that? So as a little child, Edgar Cayce believed he saw and played with these little creatures. He said sometimes he also saw his deceased grandfather. So, there you go again. Here you have demonic ties at an early age. He found it very difficult to keep his mind on his lessons at school.

	 

	Edgar was taken to church services when he was 10. While in the woods one day, apparently, he was reading the Bible when he saw a woman with wings who told Edgar that his prayers had been answered. How many of you would say that was not an angel of God? Of course it wasn’t. Among other things, number one, it lead him away from God and number two, does the Bible ever depict angels as women? No, it never does. So that was another deception going on there. The story continues the next night after a complaint from Edgar’s school teacher who told his parents that Edgar was not doing well in school and he’s not making it in spelling. So, his dad tests him that night for spelling and Dad got upset with him. Now I’m not recommending this, but his dad knocked Edgar out of his chair out of desperation. At that point the story goes that Edgar heard the voice of the lady he had run into the day before. The voice told him that if he could just sleep for a little bit, they could help him in this situation. So, Edgar asked his dad if he could go rest for a little bit and his dad allowed it. Edgar supposedly put his head on the spelling book. When his father came back in his room and woke him up, Edgar supposedly knew all the answers. His father thought he was fooling around again so he knocked Edgar out of the chair a second time. Shortly after this, Edgar exhibited this ability to go into a trance, or what he called sleep. Hence his title: The Sleeping Prophet. He was able to work himself into a meditative state, getting into an altered state of consciousness.

	 

	Again, this is why you keep hearing me harp on some of this stuff that seems mainstream now. You may wonder why in the world is Pastor Billy warning so much on yoga, meditation, all these techniques coming into the Church about breathing exercises, prophetic prayer, and all this stuff that’s meant to get you relaxing. Does it start to make more sense now? It’s a way to get yourself into an altered state of consciousness. Is anyone seeing a pattern here? When you get your body and your mind into an altered state of consciousness, what pops on the scene? It ain’t God! And that stuff’s coming into the Church. It’s all the same goal while just employing different techniques with different verbiage repackaged. It’s just occult techniques.

	 

	Edgar Cayce begins to learn that if he goes into this trance, he has this ability to provide medical diagnosis. In fact, one time during one of his first experiences with this, he was struck on the base of his spine by a ball in a game at school after which he began to act very strangely. Eventually he was put to bed. He went to sleep and as he was sleeping, he got into a trance. All of a sudden, he was supposedly able to diagnose the cure for his baseball injury. Once again, his dad shows up in the story: “His father boasted that his son is, ‘the greatest fellow in the world...when he’s asleep.’“ Now I think that’s a universal truth, right?

	 

	Edgar received an 8th grade education, continued to develop his psychic abilities, and eventually went out to find employment. Now this is where it gets crazy. This guy Cayce, now a man, was actually involved in guess where? He was in the church, or maybe it was a church if you want to call it that. Even with this belief system of his and the occult behavior, Cayce actually got hooked up and became a member of a church. He joined the Disciples of Christ and actually taught Sunday school. Good thing nobody ever worms their way into churches and even into positions of influence, teaching, authority, church boards, and other important positions. Yet they don’t know Jesus. Yeah, it happens all the time, doesn’t it?

	So, Cayce is teaching Sunday school and he said during church services he could see auras around people. He spoke to angels and he heard voices of departed relatives. But this is interesting: He agonized over whether these psychic abilities were spiritually delivered from the highest source. So even early on he was in a quandary. It’s kind of like Muhammad back at the start of Islam. Mohammad was in the cave, and when the entity first came to him, he thought it was an evil spirit. But his family said, “Oh no, play along with it bud! You have a good thing going with that. Surely Allah wouldn’t lie to you!” So that’s when Muhammad flipped his attitude 180 degrees. He said, “Hey, it’s the Angel Gabriel.” 

	 

	In that same way, this guy Edgar Cayce had some qualms about it but then eventually he gave into it. When he started to go public with it, Cayce became world famous. Of course, this is pre-TV and Internet, but people would write him letters from literally all over the world because they wanted him to go into a trance and give them stock market advice, financial advice, medical diagnosis, and all kinds of other information. A lot of people come to him or wrote to him for cures. They’d ask about ailments and what they should do. He’d go into his trance and give the remedy and other important information, etc. Today what people do with this same sort of guy is call him up on the phone and give him their credit card number. That’s because it’s all going on still today in a big way. This guy was just an early version of the scam.

	 

	Cayce asked for donations to support himself and his family so they could do it full time. He actually helped raise money to produce a card game that is still in existence today. You may have heard of the game. It can be found on Amazon. It’s called “Pit”, this guy started it, and it’s based on the commodity trading of the Chicago Board of Trade. You can still go buy it today. Basically, Cayce was almost always in a trance like state. He had a secretary who would transcribe as he was in this alternate state of consciousness. The more he did it the worse off his health got. In fact, it drained him of his health. Gee, I wonder why? Look who you’re messing with! At one point, Cayce’s health got so bad he considered stopping it, but the voices told him to keep going so he did continue and as we are going to see, it eventually killed him.

	 

	Cayce would often give out weird remedies for these real and often serious ailments. But don’t question it, right? It’s got to be the truth. These people would get remedies recommended by Edgar like Electro Therapy, Ultraviolet Light, and diet adjustment. There again is that food restriction thing. Other remedies were Massage, Reflexology, and Chiropractic. New Age has hijacked a lot of these things. I’m not against chiropractors and I’m not saying they’re all like this, but when I lived in New York, there was a guy who used chiropractic as his pulpit. He was a Chiropractor but it was a New Agey thing where you can be healed with hands. It wasn’t just keeping your back straight. So, you also have to be careful of caregivers who have gone into New Age. Another thing Cayce worked with was gemstones like the crystals that I mentioned. These were just some of the things he was into.

	 

	At one point the voices told Edgar to move to Virginia Beach because the sand crystals there would have better curative properties and promote spiritual healing. But the more and more he got into this stuff the darker it got. He started to get progressively greater occult themes coming through. Eventually the demons told him that all these practices were helping to bring light into this world. Again, it’s like that supposed hundredth monkey thing. If we get enough people doing this, it will bond everything all together and then we’ll make that cosmic spiritual leap. That’s what they began to teach him. Cayce then starts getting into readings about people’s dreams along with coincidences, or Synchronicities. You know when you say things like, “Hey, I’ve seen that before.” That’s supposed to have some meaning. Edgar also moved into developing Intuition, Astrology, Past Life Relationships, Soul Mates, and a whole bunch of other stuff.

	 

	Edgar Cayce got to the point where he was doing eight readings a day because he never could get caught up with his pile of requests. Eventually it killed him. A lot of people began to take a look at his work and they realized it was a bunch of baloney. 

	 

	One science writer who looked at Edgar’s work said, “The reality is that his cures were heresy. His treatments were folk remedies that were useless at best and dangerous at worst. Cayce wasn’t even able to cure his own cousin or his own son who died as a baby and many of his readings...[where he’d give these cures]...took place after the patient had already died.”

	 

	That was because he always had this stack of requests, so he was endlessly trying to get caught up. He supposedly got these readings that are supposedly accurate, and then he’d council them to take the spiritual reading, do what I say, and your loved one will be just fine. In many cases, the problem was that the loved one had been dead for weeks.  Dude, you missed the boat.

	Cayce began to also influence other people. Listen to some of the names who were influenced by this guy. One was Woodrow Wilson! Wasn’t he supposed to be a Christian? This influence was not good. Thomas Edison was another that Edgar influenced. Where did Edison get his ideas anyway? Also, there was Irving Berlin and George Gershwin, amongst others. 

	 

	Cayce not only believed in the existence of Atlantis but also promoted an idea we’ve already seen as another pattern in New Age. He believed in aliens who he thought are our Space Brothers. Maybe the aliens can tap into those Akashic Records better than us and help us with all of that incredible knowledge. And of course, someone we are very familiar with now also influenced Edgar. Once again, it’s a root prior to his time: Helena Blavatsky.

	 

	Cayce actually declared the Piltdown Man to be genuine. We have an extensive Creation Series including 42 Studies where we talk about the hoax of the Piltdown Man among many other supposed missing links. As we show in the studies, they were also hoaxes. Piltdown was completely so, and proven as such, way back in 1953. They used a human skull with an ape jaw and filed it down to make it fit. It’s called getting caught in a lie. But the demons told Edgar that Piltdown Man was not only genuine, which is proven false, but that Piltdown Man was an Atlantean Colonizer who had traveled to Britain. What’s the lesson? Demons lie. They can’t help but lie.

	 

	Alice Bailey was another big name in New Age. This is where you start getting into more specific terms like One World Government and One World Economy. She also promoted the idea that you’re going to see, before this Age of Aquarius starts, that certain people will just disappear. But remember, it’s a good thing, right? No, they are unfortunately and horribly mistaken. We’ll get more into her predictions to that in a few minutes.

	 

	Alice Bailey lived from 1880 to 1949 and wrote more than 24 books on theosophical subjects. Her real name was Alice LaTrobe Bateman and she was originally from Manchester, England. She came over to the United States where she spent most of her life in the New Age. She got into a wide range of Esoteric Spiritual Thought covering topics that relate to the Solar System, Meditation, Healing, Spiritual Psychology (There’s psychology again), the Destiny of Nations, and Prescriptions for Society, in general, like how to create world peace and such.

	 

	So how do you suppose she made her spiritual connections? You are correct! Once again, it was through occult demons telepathically dictated by her “Master (capital “M”), of Wisdom”, also referred to as “The Tibetan.” The Bible simply calls it a demon. This demon also went by the initials D.K., which was identified as the Djwal Khul. Bailey’s writings were similar to Helena Blavatsky’s. Alice and Helena both called their demons ageless wisdom as they tapped into these entities and they had a lot of common themes, especially with whom they wanted to get rid of. Guess who it was? Of course, it was Christians and Christianity. Alice had a vision of a unified society, which included a global spirit of religion. She thought that when we can get all the religions together on the planet, this is what’s going to help birth the Age of Aquarius.

	 

	Continuing another pattern we’ve seen, Alice Bailey had a lot of money and time to travel, being born into a wealthy family. It was a British family and she was a member of the Anglican Church.

	 

	Now I just want to make this point before we move on. You have to wonder how many times these people we’ve looked at so far, have had moments where they struggled over what they were doing. I mean at some point they’re responsible, but it just breaks my heart. At some point they’re still kind of messed up and maybe in the middle trying to figure out which route to take. So, they get acquainted with a church and then remember what happened to Annie Besant? Apparently, she was waffling and had questions. But what did the church tell her? “Hey, you’ve already read too many books.” It turned her off of course and because of that, she went full blown into the occult. Alice Bailey was a part of the Anglican Church. Now I’m not saying that’s the best church on the planet and I don’t think it was as bad then as it is today, still she’s in the church and looking for answers and you think, “Why let this happen?!” My heart goes out for that. I hope we don’t miss opportunities to help when people are messed up and involved in these different things. I hope we’re faithful enough to at least tell them about the real Jesus and take the time to answer their questions. They might still reject it, but let’s at least not sit there and say, “Yeah well, whatever.”

	 

	So, Alice Bailey got involved in New Age even after receiving a thorough Christian education. But she still went the other way. At age 15 she was visited by a stranger (Uh oh!). He was a tall man dressed in European clothes, he wore a turban, and told her she needed to develop self-control and prepare herself for the work that he had prepared for her to do. That turned out to be working together with this entity to create 19 books and some meditation works. Her teachings have literally and virtually gone to most of the countries around the world. At age 22 Bailey did some work with the YMCA and the British army that took her over into India where she met her future husband, Walter Evans. Walter became an Episcopalian priest. Wow, so she’s got every opportunity in the world to follow the right path. Why did she choose to go in a different direction? Now I’m not saying that just because this guy became a part of the Episcopal Church and a leader there, it makes him a Christian. I don’t care if you graduate with a religious degree, that doesn’t make you a Christian. I don’t care if you go to seminary, that doesn’t either. It also doesn’t matter if you’re behind a pulpit, it still doesn’t make you a Christian. Don’t get me wrong and please don’t now say, “Well I hope I’m a Christian.” I’m only saying you can’t know just from appearances or accomplishments exactly what is in a person’s mind and heart. That’s the reality, right?

	 

	I can tell you something else from personal experience in my story with the New Age. I don’t remember where it was at and I don’t remember the name of it but still to this day I remember it was a church setting with pews lined up, stained glass windows, and we New Agers were in there holding a weekend New Age Conference. We were there all doing the “Ohhhmmm”, and after about 30 seconds of doing the same sound, something spiritual kicked in. Then they had breakout classes in the Sunday school rooms and we were developing our psychic powers and reading each other’s minds. So, listen, maybe that’s what this husband of Alice Bailey was. I don’t know. But that stuff does happen, even in the church.

	 

	Eventually, Alice Bailey didn’t get along with her husband, so she got a divorce. Guess where she goes next? It was The Theosophical Society. Are you seeing the pattern and where a big root of New Age started? Alice gets involved there and quickly rises into a position of influence. Believe it or not, one of the main areas that promoted Theosophy was in Hollywood. Yes, Hollywood. It was in a close by place called Krotona. At that time, they had a magazine in Hollywood that promoted this New Age place out of Krotona. The magazine was called The Messenger. Hmmm, it’s a good thing Hollywood doesn’t act and use movies as a messenger today to promote New Age and occult beliefs. Yeah, actually they do its movies now, not just this magazine. Krotona is one of the three important Theosophical Colonies in the United States. It got started in this area in Hollywood in the 20th century. It was 1912. Today it’s still going and is called the Krotona Institute of Theosophy. It has a massive library of the occult. Eventually they moved it just north of Hollywood to Ojai, California and it’s still there today. 

	 

	So, Alice is involved in that and this puts her in the same place as Annie Besant. Well those two have a king of falling out and Besant says Bailey’s Tibetan guy, who is this spirit Bailey is involved with, is a lower spiritual entity. So, Besant is saying Alice’s stuff is not as good as what Besant is coming up with. Yeah, sounds a bit like, “My Spirit Guide can beat up your Spirit Guide.” Maybe there was some robbing of other medium’s followers going on there. 

	 

	Alice Bailey is the one who founded the Lucis Trust and she also promoted the Arcane School’s World Goodwill which is working with the U.N. even today. Alice had a role to play with the familiar New Age triangles. You’ve maybe heard people make fun of New Agers having triangles on their heads. I’ll get to that in a minute. Alice had a quarterly magazine called The Beacon. And again, she had her publishing company, Lucifer Publishing Company. The Arcane School gave instruction and guidance in meditation via correspondence. They taught people how to get into this kind of stuff to connect with [the demons frankly] and they sold her books. World Goodwill intended to promote better human relations around the planet defined as love and action. So, it’s the common New Age platitude, “We just need to love each other.” And again, World Goodwill enjoys the support of the United Nations.

	 

	So why are the triangles associated with New Age? Well Alice taught that you had to have at least three people grouped together as a unit to meditate on human relations for bringing unity to the planet and it had to be at the same time each day. So that’s where she gets the triangle with its three sides. 

	 

	Again, Alice founded the Lucifer Publishing Company with Lucifer from Latin meaning ‘light’ or ‘light bearer’. The Theosophical Society used the name Lucifer in their magazine as well. So, it wasn’t just Alice Bailey. Lucifer is a common theme in New Age. Remember, they think Lucifer is a good guy. In fact, this propaganda is still in existence today from Alice Bailey. It’s called the Lucis Trust. You can go there yourself and see it’s a real entity still preaching this stuff that Lucifer is a good guy. Listen to this from their website under ‘About Us’ at LucisTrust.org. 

	 

	Here’s what it says: “Bailey’s reasons for choosing the original name are not known to us but we can only surmise that like the great teacher Helen Blavatsky, for whom they had enormous respect sought to elicit a deeper understanding of the sacrifice made by Lucifer. Lucifer as one of these solar angels, those advanced beings who descended and thus the fall to bring people to the principle of mine. Back then that was animal man.”

	 

	So, they’re talking about Adam and Eve as an early form of man.

	 

	It continues from the website: “The descent of these solar angels was not a fall into sin or disgrace but rather an act of great sacrifice. Lucifer is just simply the light bearer.”

	 

	So really, the Christians, once again, have it wrong when they say Lucifer fell. Well yeah, he fell but it really means he just descended on earth to help us out. That’s all.

	 

	Wow, talk about sneaky and demonic! In Bailey’s writings one of the things she’s big on is what’s called the Seven Rays. These so-called Seven Rays are supposed to emanate and help evolve the universe and things of that nature. That’s nothing new. Hindu’s actually teach something similar. Again, Alice developed a central New Age thing about the Evolution of Human Consciousness. She wrote something called a Great Invocation and New Agers still use this today. Basically, with the Great Invocation, if you repeat this invocation over and over again, it will help bring the Harmonic Convergence. In New Age they look at Alice’s Great Invocation with importance at a similar level as we Christian’s view the Lord’s Prayer and the way Jewish people revere Psalm 23. For New Agers, it’s Alice Bailey’s Great Invocation. So, if only they could get enough people on the planet praying or meditating this great (“imitation”, as I call it), then they could pop us all into a new spiritual realm. Just like with the hundredth monkey theory, if you get enough to do it, supposedly it produces this spiritual leap for mankind.

	 

	In response to the September 11th terrorist attacks, this Great Invocation was used in a daily program to meditate for peace. Remember, the U.N. has a meditation room. The idea is if we can get enough people doing this Great Invocation, ‘The Christ’ will return to Earth. And again, Alice used all kind of methods to get people to do these practices to supposedly help bring harmony back to the planet. Now again you’re seeing that they keep using this term, ‘The Christ’. Why is it said exactly that way? If you look at Matthew 24, we’ll find an answer. The first time I read this, I noticed the definite article (The) and thought, “Oh yeah, I know exactly what you’re talking about. You’ve got to be kidding me.” Jesus said every jot, every tittle, and every Word in the Bible has a very important meaning. It’s all there for a purpose. In Matthew 24 the disciples come to Jesus asking about his Second Coming. It’s verse 3 when they are sitting on the Mount of Olives and Jesus’ disciples all come to him saying, “Tell us, when will all this happen? What sign will signal your return and the end of the world?” Before Jesus talks about earthquakes, famines, pestilence, wars, and all that other stuff, what’s the first thing he says to watch out for? Matthew 24:4 says “Watch out so that no one deceives you.” That includes stories where Satan really is a good guy. It goes on to say “Many will come in My name claiming I am ‘THE CHRIST.’” It’s not, ‘I am Christ’ or ‘I am Jesus Christ’. What’s does it say there? It says specifically that they will say, I am “THE Christ.” Sure enough, thousands of years later, that’s become the exact phrase New Agers use as a way to lead the people away from Christ of the Bible. It’s what these guys are promoting, and it’s what they believe. We supposedly just need to realize that we are all part of The Christ Consciousness and Jesus was nothing special. He was just able to tap into the Christ Consciousness and if enough of humanity could recognize our divinity and tap into this Christ Consciousness, we could all make this spiritual higher plane. Right? Wrong! It’s the first thing Jesus warned about. He said don’t be deceived when you see a whole bunch of people saying I am THE Christ!! Don’t be deceived. Don’t fall for it! 

	 

	Another thing with Alice Bailey is that she was very anti-Semitic, her own Great Invocation showed this: The invocation refers to the plan that has a high priority on the removing of all Jewish presence including of human consciousness and influence and a goal to achieve to eliminate Judaism period. Well that’s interesting. What does the Antichrist do half way into the Seven Year Tribulation? He seeks to annihilate the Jewish people. So, she thinks it’s a great thing and it’s part of her work. Again, they think this is what’s going to help us evolve into a higher state. Bailey believed if we can get enough people doing this and the occult techniques, humanity will spiritually evolve. The hundredth monkey thing will kick in, a trigger will go off, and enough of us who are of a spiritually high enough vibration and evolution, will make that cosmic leap.

	 

	Now here’s their disclaimer involving those wrong-headed unfortunates who are not the future chosen ones (those who won’t follow demons): “We will create this new race on the planet but there are people in this process that we’re headed for, this new race in this Aquarian Age, these certain people will not evolve. They are very low grade human bodies and they will disappear causing a shift in the world.”

	 

	Well what in the world do you think that is? Sounds like a way to explain away the Rapture of the Church, right? See how twisted and seductive it is? They actually get you to think that being left behind is a wonderful awesome thing. So as New Agers you are set up to think being left behind is a gift for you and then you can sit there in your spiritual pride as you just entered the worst time in the history of mankind. Many left behind will say things like, “Yeah, I’m sick and tired of Uncle Joe anyway. Man, he kept telling me Jesus this and Jesus that. If only he could only see me now. Apparently, I’m a Chosen One!” How seductive is that? And what you’re going to see is it continues to progress after Alice Bailey. When you get into more modern times, they are even more blunt. 

	 

	In closing out this chapter, I’ll share with you a quote from a New Age woman named Barbara Marciniak, who I used to follow. I still have one of her books in my office just to quote from the actual source because people say, “Oh no, they don’t teach that.” Oh yeah? I’ll show you her book. What she says is supposedly from aliens she is connecting with who are from the star system Pleiades. 

	 

	Barbara Marciniak: ‘The aliens [demons] have told us, don’t be surprised when you see perhaps 20 million people disappear on the planet in one afternoon. And when that disappearance happens it’s okay, they’ll be taken care of but for you the chosen ones left behind, mankind will be transformed into the Age of Utopia.’

	 

	What’s also interesting, though not that I base my belief on it, but these demons full of deceit and leading people away from the truth, are not trying to explain away the post tribulation position of the Rapture. They are trying to explain away the pre-tribulation position because everybody disappears before all of the tribulation period is being unleashed on the planet. Now I don’t base my Rapture timing belief on that, but I find it interesting with all the possible positions argued over, why would you pick that one? It’s very interesting.

	 

	In the next chapter as we continue on, we’re going to get into some more New Age folks. We’re going to talk about the Catholic guy. Again, believe it or not, Catholicism is also big on this stuff. Then we’re going to explore the life of that prominent New Age guy, Benjamin Creme. You may be familiar with him. Eventually we’re going to discuss Shirley MacLaine and get into other modern names. And of course, we need to cover Oprah Wan Kenobi, or Oprah Winfrey. Eckhart Tolle is one of her favorite guests she’s always having on her show with these life courses and things of that nature. Oprah is 100% New Age. Unfortunately, the terrible long festering problem is that she influences tens of millions of people all around the planet and her heavy influence is working to advance the worldwide adoption of New Age thought.
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	As we saw last time, Bailey founded the Arcane School. Remember, these people not only have their beliefs, but they used the tools of the day to get the word out. Believe it or not there was a world before Facebook, cell phones, and TV so this is why she founded a school and that was the Arcane School. From there she began to disseminate her spiritual teachings and to organize what was called the “Triangles Program.” That’s where the talk of triangles comes from and it’s typically what the world mentions when they want to make fun of New Age and downplay it as just some tiny sector of society. They dismiss it as just those weird fringe people. But it’s not! New Age ideas are everywhere, including in the Church! Again, their premise with the triangle thing is that it’s made up of three sides. So, what they believe is that you’ve got to have at least three people to create this triangle force and these people have to meditate together to bring this force down to us. That’s what she was doing. The Triangles Program brings people together in groups of three for daily meditation and study. The belief was that these triangle groups could receive energy through meditation. In other words, you can get into an altered state of consciousness so beings can come in through you and disseminate through you into the world. Now what do you think was really going on there? It was demonic stuff happening, right? And what you’re dispersing into the world is something spiritual but it’s not from God! It’s demonic. 

	 

	Again, what they want, and need is that Eclipse Point. We’re going to see other terms for it but we’re talking about that same old Harmonic Convergence or Hundredth Monkey thing. They teach that if you get enough people thinking the same thing and disseminating this light energy then we can create a New World Order and humanity will make the cosmic leap. These triangle programs are what is supposed to help bring that about on the planet. Alice Bailey wrote a lot of New Age books to help disseminate all this information. 

	 

	Alice was also considered one of the early ladies behind Feminism. What?! Does that mean Feminism has a spiritual element to it? Yeah it does, and the reason is because feminism destroys the Judeo-Christian order. Remember, you have to get rid what two groups? They are Christianity and Judaism, including the Judeo-Christian ethic that our country was founded upon. No wonder the Judeo-Christian system has been under a long and fierce attack. You have to get rid of that if you’re going have this new age arise on the scene. Bailey was considered a liberated woman before it became popular. With the feminism aspect, Bailey was very similar to Annie Besant so you see New Age and this false spirituality in the Feminist Movement. 

	 

	This of course gave rise to a bunch of other people you’ll see in the next chapter as we’re getting closer to a look at Oprah and others in our modern times who are involved in this. Alice Bailey was also behind the Human Potential Movement, which is basically all about self, and we in humanity just need to realize how awesome we are. It’s kind of the same premise as what’s behind Hollywood stories where the hero wins out against all odds. It’s always those great adventures, like where the world’s going to blow up because an asteroid is coming at us and we’re all doomed, but then miraculously, humanity saves the day. It’s always about we humans rising up and humanity wins. That’s the same kind of mindset, which will usher people into the Seven Year Tribulation and it might be part of the clarion call from the Antichrist when the Seven Year Tribulation starts.  

	 

	Now let’s get to the next guy, who is a Catholic man. Here’s a shocker for you or maybe it won’t be for some but believe it or not, the Roman Catholic Church is unfortunately also involved in a lot of this New Age baloney. The guy we’re going to talk about here is Pierre Teilhard de Chardin. De Chardin was born in 1881 and lived until 1955. He was a French philosopher and a Jesuit Catholic priest. He was also a Paleontologist, a Geologist, and he was deep into evolution. Is the Roman Catholic Church big into evolution today? Yeah, they are.  

	 

	Hmmm, so you’re supposed to be Christian, which you’re not, but you’re supposed to be, yet somehow you disagree with the literal Genesis account and believe in the easily demonstrated lie of evolution? Why would you want evolution? I’ll tell you why, it’s because the Catholic Church is a part of the New Age Movement. I’ll demonstrate that in a minute. And what lie do you have to have if you’re going to pull off the New Age Movement? You not only need the lie of physical evolution, but also the deception of spiritual evolution.  

	 

	Please don’t ever forget the following point: spiritual evolution is the big lie needed for the last days treachery of the Antichrist and what you believe determines how you behave, right? So, you need the lie of physical evolution to create a godless society because it eliminates the intellectual idea that there needs to be a God. When you do away with God through physical evolution, you become a godless society. Why are we getting so wicked today? It’s because of this lie that induces godlessness, or ungodliness. But again, you not only need physical evolution to be true in the minds of the people in order for a successful push into the last days, but you need the lie of spiritual evolution. Again, you’re not going to fall for spiritual evolution until you’ve got physical evolution implanted solidly in your brain. Well evolution has already created the whole underpinning of thought now for mankind. That is so even though evolutionally we never see anything change, we don’t see apes giving birth to humans today, and we really don’t see any proof of evolution. But whatever, without any evidence of physical evolution, humans still believe it and are then ready for another evolutionary leap. This time it won’t be physical, it will be spiritual! I’m telling you, they have to have the lie of evolution for the last days, not only to create a godless society, but to prepare people for this godless lie which will be a spiritual leap right into the Antichrist kingdom. 

	 

	Getting back to this Jesuit Catholic Priest, Pierre de Chardin was big time into the lie of evolution. Also, believe it or not, this guy was one of the people behind the discovery of Peking Man. You may have seen the videos or read the books from our study called The Witness of Creation. One of the segments was called A Special Creation and we took a look at all of the supposed mechanisms of our supposed evolution and how there was supposedly Natural Selection, Embryology, Ape Man, Horse & Whale Evolution, Mutations, Vestigial Organs, Transitional Fossils, and more. The lie of Ape Man is about how we supposedly evolved from Neanderthal Man to Nebraska Man and then others. Well, Nebraska Man turned out to be...drum roll please...a single tooth! And it wasn’t even a human one! It was a pig tooth. You have to be unbelievably talented to whip up a whole guy and his wife from one pig tooth. These guys are amazing and remember, they’re professionals with big time degrees.  

	 

	De Chardin was involved with Peking Man. He was one of the big promoters who announced: “Hey, we found this discovery!!” This is how much he was into evolution. Well, with Peking Man, there were some bones of some supposed man-like creature found in Peking, China, hence the title. But here’s the problem, as far as body parts, only skulls were found. When they also found a few human tools in the same area, they concluded the skulls must be human. Yeah well, not necessarily. Have you ever seen humans with animals? I have too. They never found any lower skeletal parts and what’s interesting is that with all the examples they found of this supposed Peking Man, every single one of the little skulls had the back of the skull smashed in. That just so happens to match the remains they find in many other parts of that region, which result from people hunting monkeys.  

	 

	What they do is capture the monkeys for something, which seems gross to us, but they apparently really like it. They actually eat monkey brains. As crazy as this sounds, monkey brains are a delicacy over there. According to them, it’s good stuff! Although they say the monkey meat is tough. I don’t know about you, but I don’t want to find that out. You may not want any more details on this. I’ll just tell you quickly that what people there do, and I’ve actually had to close my eyes when trying to watch some video of it, they first put the live monkey’s head up through a hole in the middle of the table. Then they just bash the monkey in the back of the head and eat their brains. So, what do you suppose they do with those dead monkeys? They just throw them in the trash or on the ground, right? Well of course it turns out this so-called Peking Man wasn’t a human at all. It was just monkey skulls near human tools from eating monkey brains. But that was a big discovery to supposedly prove evolution, amongst many other bogus so-called ape men. 

	 

	Remember, this was the Jesuit Catholic guy, a huge proponent of evolution, who was promoting lies like these. Pierre de Chardin also got into New Age and helped pioneer a new avenue for them. On this next effort, others were pushing for this aspect as well but because Pierre was so entrenched in physical evolution, today he’s credited as the guy that made the leap from us supposedly being evolved physically to the belief that maybe mankind is going to reach a point where we can evolve spiritually. It came from this guy and you can see why he promoted that being someone who has bought into the physical evolution lie. Pierre not only believed it spiritually, but he came up with the description for when all mankind is going to converge into this spiritual leap. The phrase he used was, The Omega Point. Doesn’t that sound important and manly? This Omega Point was supposed to be the maximum level of complexity of consciousness towards which he believed the universe was evolving. Wow, that’s what he believed. You’re thinking, well this is just some unfortunate guy in some small sub-sect of Roman Catholicism and nobody probably paid attention to him in the Catholic Church. Actually, Pope John the 2nd and Pope Benedict the 16th wrote glowingly about de Chardin. They said he was awesome and incredible showing they were on board with this guy’s beliefs. 

	 

	Another thing we’ve seen which the Vatican is also promoting is the UFO phenomenon. It involves the idea of this higher evolved race. Again, that relates to evolution, right? And Roman Catholic leadership is trying to position themselves (this is easily documented) to be the spokes-people on our planet for the coming time of disclosure. The Vatican is positioning to be the ones who get to make the official disclosure when our space brothers come and land on Earth. So again, they’re hook, line and sinker into all of this. What they teach is not Christianity and it’s not just unbiblical, but they’re involved in the New Age Movement. Now as we know, certainly anyone who’s not a Christian when the Rapture occurs will be left behind, right? If in fact Roman Catholicism is not Biblical Christianity, as I believe based on what they put out, then they’re going to be left behind. That would include who? The Pope, and the Vatican would be in that group. Right? So, you’re the Catholic Church leadership, you better have a convincing excuse as to why you’re still here. One thing which would help is to be preparing people with this New Age mindset that says, “Hey, people disappearing from our planet is a great sign and a wonderful step forward.” Remember, first of all you have to get rid of Christians and Judaism, according to the New Age. And then when it actually happens, you tell them the lie: “Yeah guys, it was our loving space brothers who came and gathered what you think are missing persons. Those who had to be taken up didn’t reach the Omega Point like the rest of humanity did. They weren’t able to make that cosmic evolutionary spiritual leap like the rest of us. We’re the chosen ones. Woo hoo!” 

	 

	You can see people falling for it and as you read this, it is exactly what’s going on right now at the Vatican. The time is getting very close. In fact, during a conference in Paris, de Chardin said, “For the observers of the future, the greatest event will be the sudden appearance of collective human consciousness.” So, he basically said there’s going to come a point in time when all of a sudden mankind is just going to make this switch in consciousness and that will be the Omega Point. 

	 

	Pierre wrote a book called The Phenomenon of Man. He described how there will be a phenomenon when we’re all going to unite with Christ. You’re saying, “Well, that’s a beautiful thing.” No, it’s not, because his version of Christ is the New Age Christ. He called it the “Christogenesis.” Wow, there he goes again with the catchy names. Christogenesis is supposed to be how we’re all going to merge with the Christ Consciousness. You wonder how that’s going to happen? Well again, if you think about what we’ve already discussed with the Hundredth Monkey Theory and the Harmonic Convergence, which are needed to cause this cosmic leap, then you can easily see how he believed. Here’s another original Pierre term, the answer is contained within the “Noosphere.” Huh?? That’s pretty wild. Yes, so believe it or not, and remember this is a teaching from Roman Catholicism, he believed the Noosphere was a sphere of human thought and whether you realize it or not, it is encircling the earth right now. Yeah, wow, okay.  

	 

	The Noosphere is supposed to be another layer of atmosphere but this thing supposedly has the collective consciousness. Remember what we saw with the Aquarian Gospel where it supposedly came from the occult library where people they were tapping into the Akashic Records? They were tapping into it and getting all this secret knowledge. Well in de Chardin’s version involving his Noosphere, he believed if we can get enough people with the right human collective thought and activate this Noosphere with enough people tapping into it, that will propel mankind into this Omega Point.  

	 

	Another couple of terms they had for this mindset of the Noosphere are Collective Consciousness and the Global Brain. You might be more familiar with that terminology but it’s all this kind of thing where they say once humanity all gets to thinking right, it’s going to usher in this Omega Point, The Aquarian Age, The New Age, The Aquarian Gospel, etc. Basically, that’s when mankind is going to fully realize that we are all Christ. Right? We’re all little gods. Again, Pope John Paul the 2nd and Pope Benedict the 16th spoke glowingly of Pierre de Chardin.  

	 

	Believe it or not, he’s actually honored with a feast day in the Episcopal Church! Wow church, how about instead we just come up with something like National Catfish Day. What are you doing?! I mean sometimes you’re looking for a new event to energize your church or just a fun activity so you might have to scrape the bottom of the barrel sometimes but come on! It’s like: “Wow, that’s really not something to celebrate!”  

	 

	Pierre de Chardin’s ideas, with two popes behind him, are very influential in the Catholic Church, which has influence everywhere around the globe. I don’t know where Pope Francis is on this but if you look at his printed statement where he is willing to baptize an alien, I’d say he’s most likely going along with this one too so you’ve got the last three popes in a row agreeing with this New Age stuff, which is coming from de Chardin. He’s the guy responsible for that. Pierre died in 1955 in New York City. 

	 

	Now as we go back over to Europe, it leads us to another guy you might be more familiar with. This is a Scottish guy named Benjamin Creme. He’s an author on esotericism who has a website I’m going to share some information from. Creme is still alive and continues doing his same New Age efforts on the planet today. Benjamin’s website is Share-International.org. We’ll get to the reason why he calls it Share International. Creme asserts that the Second Coming prophesied by many religions will come in the form of a world teacher named Maitreya. That name is actually a Buddhist term. 

	 

	Benjamin Creme believes that in the future, Maitreya will be the World Teacher. Why is this World Teacher idea important? Well remember back with Blavatsky, Besant and Steiner who started Theosophy, it was supposed to be about divine knowledge. Again, they are channeling and they got this supposed knowledge from demons. They were getting it from an occult source. With all that information they gather [from demons], they teach about how a World Teacher is going to come. Well, Benjamin Creme takes it to another level. He says the World Teacher is here on the planet now but just waiting to reveal himself. That’s what’s different from these previous New Agers. They said he’s coming. This guy says he’s here now on the planet. We’ll get more into that in a minute. 

	 

	So Creme says this World Teacher, or this Maitreya figure is what all religions are hoping for. It’s basically like the false prophet kind of mentality going on with that. Another name Creme says this Maitreya goes by is “The Christ.” Of course, that one is meant to seduce the Christians. Other names are the Imam Mahdi for the Muslims, Krishna with the Hindus, and of course the Messiah, also for Christians. You can pick your term. Creme believes this world leader is the Avatar. Notice that word is a Hindu term. And isn’t it interesting that the Avatar movie franchise is starting up again just in time. Maitreya is supposedly the Avatar of the Aquarian Age. And again, notice how they use similar verbiage like the Aquarian, Aquarian Gospel, Aquarian Age, and Age of Aquarius. That’s all starting to be used more on a regular basis. It’s a common thread with New Age. 

	 

	So, you probably wonder how Benjamin Creme got into the New Age stuff, where did his influence come from? Well at the age of 14, Benjamin Creme became interested in the Bible...No, scratch that. He actually became interested in the occult at the age of 14. Hey, it’s a good thing these days that we don’t see young teenagers at 14 years old being seduced into the occult, whether it’s school, movies, games or the Internet. Yeah, actually, it’s happening all over the place. So Creme became interested in the occult and he read a book called, With Mystics and Magicians in Tibet. He also became the vice president of the Aetherius Society, which is a UFO religion based largely on Theosophy. Once again you always seem to see Theosophy coming up. In 1958 at this Aetherius Society, Creme met George Adamski. If you’re not familiar with him, Adamski is one of the most well-known people as far as the study of UFO abduction occurrences. From back in the 1950’s, he’s probably the most known as far as people this supposedly happened to. 

	 

	Creme says he first made contact telepathically with his “Master” back in 1959. This Master asked Benjamin to record his messages so Creme is into this occult stuff and getting these messages from demons that are telling him to record the messages. Then he began to speak about it starting in 1975 in London. His central message surrounded the emergence of a group of enlightened spiritual teachers who could guide humanity forward into the new Aquarian Age of peace and brotherhood based on principles of love and sharing, hence Benjamin’s Share International. The idea is that we just need to lay down arms and have a one world leader rule over us and then it’s all going to be just like warmed over communism and everything will be equal, and we’ll all have the same amount of stuff and there will no longer be the rich or the poor. It sounds similar to what certain parties today are pushing where they want to take from people who have and redistribute the money to others. Whoa!! Hey, maybe some of this mindset is even in politics today. That’s very interesting. 

	Benjamin goes into all that and begins to preach the message of it. As the head of Share International he again teaches on the Avatar, also called Maitreya, the World Teacher, or the Awaited One. Creme was not only into the Theosophy mindset but he also followed the teachings of guess who? It was the one we just finished up; Alice Bailey. Then in 1982, believe it or not, he began investing serious cash to take out newspaper ads around the world, saying “The Christ” is now here. He was obviously appealing to Christians with the Christian version for identifying this World Teacher. He said The Christ would announce his existence worldwide on television broadcasts. He actually predicted the date that The Christ would appear. It was supposed to be Monday June 21st, 1982. Then about a month before that time, he had a big press conference on May 14th, 1982 in Los Angeles, California.  

	 

	It was reported like this: “Over 90 members of the media attended and heard him announce that Maitreya, he said was living in the Asian community in the Brick Lane area, East London and if the media would make a serious attempt to seek Maitreya in London, he would reveal himself to them.”  

	 

	They never found Maitreya, but Benjamin Crème said when Maitreya reveals himself it will be called The Day of Declaration. Again, this is the same as what we read in the Bible about some malevolent figure appearing on the scene after the restrainer is removed. It even says there’s going to be a special ‘day of declaration’. It turns out that’s the term Creme uses as well. 

	 

	Benjamin says, “The Christ will come on world television channels linked together by satellite and all those with access to television will see his face. He will establish a telepathic rapport with humanity simultaneously and while The Christ is speaking, everyone will feel far more love than they have ever felt before and that massive outpouring of love will cause hundreds of thousands of miracle cures to take place simultaneously.” 

	 

	Now we know that the False Prophet in Revelation 13 is going to seduce people into worshiping the Antichrist, right? That’s clear and many of you have heard that. But what does he do it with? The False Prophet does it with false lying wonders and miracles. So, this Maitreya figure is going to do some global miracles. The Bible says he will even cause fire to come down from the sky to dupe the whole world into thinking he’s got supernatural powers. But he doesn’t because it’s fake. It’s just a counterfeit deception.  

	 

	So the important question is, do we have any technology on the planet, which few people know about right now that someone could use to fake a phony wonder or miracle? It would be a wonder or supposed miracle, which people will think is supernatural but it’s only a man-made technology. It could maybe be something where they push a button somewhere on the planet and then, all of a sudden, people will hear a voice in their head. Is there anything like that already? Yes, it’s called HAARP Technology (High Frequency Active Auroral Research Program). 

	 

	It’s true, this sound technology exists. In fact, with that technology breakthrough, at the same time you hear a voice, it also sounds like it’s coming from inside your own head. You may have already heard of these, the sonic weapons DARPA has developed where you can actually point the sound focusing gun part at a person, then speak into a microphone on the device, and it sends the sound into the person’s head and bounces the words off the back of that person’s skull so the sound doesn’t end up coming from outside of you. It sounds like it’s coming from your own head. And from the reports I’ve read, this technology is what the U.S. military used in the Iraq War. They used it on enemy soldiers to convince them that Allah was telling them to lay down their arms and surrender.

	 

	So then given the sound technology available, if you extrapolate it out to a global scale, you can see how they could make the people think they’re hearing a voice inside their own heads all across the world. Also, with the exact same technology, it’s possible to send out a frequency that resonates with the human brain and based on that frequency you can induce a state of rage. But if you crank it in the opposite direction, you can create a state of euphoria. It’s all chicanery with electronics that can be done on a global basis. I’m sure you can imagine these key figures behind the scenes settling on the right time and then announcing the coming day of declaration while they’re thinking, “We’re going to dupe these people big time! They’re going to think it’s a spiritual event and a mass awakening. The people will then say, ‘Ah ha! The Omega Point is finally here!’” Then someone will push a button and hit the right frequency so they all feel great and everyone hears a reassuring voice in their own head all over the world, and also in their own language. But it’s all lies, smoke, and mirrors done with current technologies, which most people are unaware of. 

	 

	That’s what Benjamin Creme teaches about the time coming when the Avatar, Maitreya, World Teacher, Awaited One, makes his appearance. Going back to the supposed 1982 appearance of Maitreya that Creme claimed would come to pass in Los Angeles, it didn’t, and the press didn’t find the World Teacher, so Creme made another prediction that was to supposedly happen in 1997 when this Maitreya figure would appear on television and be interviewed around the world. After the day passed and nothing happened, Benjamin said, “This time there was far less media interest.” Yeah, you burned them the first time in 1982! So, then he makes another prediction for it happening in January 2010. After that time, he said Maitreya had already given his first televised appearance, but we just didn’t recognize him. Well Creme had been throwing out these clues, so based on his clues people said, “Aha! We think we found out who you’re talking about.” It was this guy named Raj Patel. When they backed Benjamin into a corner, he confessed that it wasn’t Patel, though he may have made it sound that way. Benjamin probably had to say it wasn’t Patel because Patel denied it. Again though, Creme reiterated that Maitreya is really out there. He’s really here, if you look for him. I’m looking at all this and thinking, for the media this has got to be one of the worst cases ever of Where’s Waldo. 

	 

	Benjamin Creme is not alone in this World Teacher stuff. He’s got a worldwide network of volunteers helping him promote it. He’s also prominent in the conversation about these things called crop circles. I’m sure you’ve heard of that. If you know anything about New Age, one of the first understandings is that crop circles and UFO’s go hand in hand. According to Creme, crop circles are supposed be a sign that Maitreya is here. But it’s also supposed to be proof that the aliens are real because, he says these crop circles are created by the UFO Space Brothers in order to send the message to us. One of the messages these Space Brothers are trying to get to us is that they are here to help us clean up the planet before we mess it up beyond repair or even blow it up. So, they’re really heavy duty on environmentalism.  

	 

	Unfortunately, I don’t think they really understand how bad God is going to mess up this planet, right? What happens to Earth in the Seven Year Tribulation? And if you think that sounds rough, read about what happens at the end of Christ’s Millennial Kingdom. Second Peter kicks in at that time when God is going to not only blow up our globe but also the entire universe is destroyed so that Heaven and Earth begin anew. 

	 

	Crop circles of course are happening everywhere, although Creme says, “They appear all over the world but the majority of them are in southern England...” Weird, huh? Why? Creme says it’s, “because Maitreya is in London.” Yeah okay whatever. He kind of gloms onto anything and says, “See, see, I’m telling you Maitreya is here!”  

	 

	So who is this Maitreya guy and what’s the whole premise? I’m going to share directly from Benjamin Creme’s website, which is still working and available today. He is still around today and continues to spread his beliefs all over the world. 

	 

	Here it is straight from Benjamin’s website: “At this great time of great political, economic, and social crisis...”

	 

	With that kind of dramatic beginning it makes me think about how we humans are seeing our world right now. Have you noticed it’s all getting worse? Does it look like it’s escalating out of control? I mean it’s just this hopelessness and I don’t know how people can handle it all without Christ. It’s hard enough as a Christian, but wow! In my opinion, you can see our world being prepped for a world savior to come and put the planet back together. You can see it being done on purpose to facilitate the creation of this heartfelt response, which is preparing us to get suckered into the bigger response needed for what’s coming down the pike. We’ll need a world leader to lead us out of this mess. What a setup, right? 

	 

	Anyway, back to Creme’s website verbiage. Listen to this phrasing: “At this time of great political, economic, and social crisis, Maitreya will inspire humanity to see itself as one family to create a civilization based on sharing, economic, and social justice and global cooperation. It will be a shift in social priorities so that adequate food and housing and clothing and education and medical care become universal rights.” 

	 

	Doesn’t that sound just like what people are saying today? But how will New Agers supposedly make this happen? Well, he didn’t do the Triangle Program, but he did do something called Transmission Meditation. Basically, Transmission Meditation is his version of how we need to meditate so we can get into an altered state of consciousness, and in that way, you’ll be able to transmit this spiritual (which is demonic), power. From there you’re going to create an atmosphere for Maitreya to reveal himself. Also, you can redirect this to humanity and kind of sneak up on people. They believe in this way you’re going to be a Light Bearer who can help as part of the solution. 

	 

	Now maybe you’re thinking, “Well, that’s just a fringe group.” No, listen to this. There are more than 600 Transmission Groups in 40 different countries. We’re talking 40 different countries so there are organizations of people around the world and this is just his groups. Again, as you can see from our study so far, you have this group over here and that group over there and another group here. People all around the planet are really buying into this thing. They’re all thinking and saying, we just have to get along and we’re going to meditate our way there! We’re all going to get into these occult practices and we’re going to make that switch! Yeah, you’re going to make a switch, all right. But that is one spirit you don’t want to be a part of! And here’s another common theme. Creme promotes this with the recommendation that you have how many people? Yup, he says it’s three. There’s that triangle again. 

	 

	Benjamin Creme says there are emergence signs all over the place of Maitreya, the World Teacher, and Maitreya’s Masters of Wisdom. His first category of signs from the website has these examples: Crosses of Light have apparently appeared in California, nine other states in the United States, and many other countries like Australia, New Zealand, India, the Philippines, the United Kingdom, and Germany. Supposedly when people look at these lights, miraculous healings have been reported and attributed to the Crosses of Light because they feel a healing energy emanating from them. Communities have reported transforming effects like apparently reduced crime, helping rid the area of drugs, and decreased stress. This is supposedly all with these lights.  

	 

	Listen to this next one. What you’re going to see is a lot of Catholic superstition mixed into this. In fact, it’s most likely still on the Internet. This was probably around five or six years ago in a South American country. The story goes that someone said, “There’s a vision of the Virgin Mary in the Sky.” So people looked up for it and 50 people lost their sight from staring at the sun! It’s crazy but makes sense when you understand people are very hungry to put their faith in something. But all this stuff is just a lie, right? 

	 

	These Crosses of Light are supposed to bring miraculous outcomes. Besides the Crosses of Light, there are also Patterns of Light. These Patterns of Light are supposed to be announcing Maitreya’s presence in the world. Also, there are supposed to be appearances in these light visions of guess whom? Of course, they have to throw in visions said to be Jesus and Maitreya but guess who else? It’s the Virgin Mary! Does that seem to go along with all the people who are experiencing visions of the Virgin Mary all over the planet? Again, who do you also see getting snookered into this New Age movement? It’s the Catholic Church who is a big part of it. And what follows with the Catholic Church involvement is their emphasis on the Virgin Mary. Of course, that’s interesting because it’s not a man who rides the beast, it’s a woman who does that. It’s a woman in the role, which typifies the One World Babylon Harlot System with the One World Religion that initially works with the Antichrist. Then God allows the Antichrist to destroy her as part of a judgment the Bible talks about. The main point here is that it’s a womanly figure, so the scenario is interesting considering the Catholic Church has a fixation on the Virgin Mary. 

	 

	Also, with the rise of feminism and the environmental movement, you see Mother Earth and Gia Worship mixed with feminism. Their goal is to do away with the patriarchal God and instead have a female deity. You see this whole woman spirituality belief taking off on a global scale. That’s very interesting too.  

	 

	Among other random phenomenon, another aspect that has emerged is supposed “Healing Wells”, which have spawned in Mexico, Germany, and India attracting thousands. There are also the statues and icons weeping tears, real blood, and supposedly even pearls. Among these extraordinary happenings are Hindu milk drinking statues. All this is on their website.  

	 

	Still on the website, here’s one I’ve mentioned to people and they really thought I was joking. I don’t blame them! Apparently, there are Holy Messages in fruits and vegetables. If you took a bite from an apple and there was a message there, what would you do? Maybe you’d stomp it or throw it out! Right? Other things supposedly happening are sweet scented healing oil weeping from icons and paintings, spectacular colored lights in the sky, and, listen to this, a Lebanese girl weeping razor sharp crystals. Maybe that’s where the blood comes from too. I don’t know, it’s all crazy. Then of course there are encounters with supposed angels and things of that nature.  

	 

	Creme’s website goes on to talk about how there have been peace miracles. Listen to what he takes credit for. Some peace miracles, he cites, have apparently been, “the ending of the Cold War, the fall of the Berlin Wall, and the end of apartheid in South Africa.” Of course, Benjamin credits Maitreya with these things: “See, he’s on the planet!” There is also one example on the website of the Weeping Virgin Mary of Las Vegas. 

	 

	So, you’re seeing this very bad side of the supernatural stuff and Roman Catholicism, with the Mary worship, is right in line with a lot of it. I also have to let you know about this one from another major religion and, I wish I were joking. Believe it or not, this is one of the important signs pointing to the fact that Maitreya is here. Miraculously the name of Allah is showing up on eggs and beans! There you have it. Now if ever there was a bad recipe causing terrible indigestion, it’s got to be Allah, eggs, and beans. Wow. But listen to this. The guy who discovered Allah written on the eggs and beans said the real miracle supposedly occurred when he gave some of the beans away! I’m not sure what those magical beans produced, but it sounds like a New Age version of Jack and the Beanstalk. 

	 

	This leads us to another guy whose name is David Spangler. He’s considered the father of the New Age movement but you’re getting the whole long trail and that’s what I wanted to present to you. This guy Spangler is also alive today just as Benjamin Creme is. We’re now getting to the people who are still on the planet preaching this stuff. David Spangler is considered a Practical Mystic. He got involved with the occult when he was only 6 or 7 years old. He was in Monaco on the continent of North Africa where his father worked for the CIA and got assassinated. Spangler thought of himself as clairvoyant and aware of non-physical entities. I kind of felt sad for the guy because this was right after his dad was shot and murdered. Maybe the young Spangler was just having some hard times but man, he really got seduced into this. 

	 

	At that time David felt he had this “merging with the timeless presence of the oneness within the cosmos” and then he even supposedly remembered his prior existence as well as the process of him deciding to become David Spangler in this lifetime. He hooked up with some other people who were into channeling and that sort of stuff. While he’s still a teenager, he was asked to speak on behalf of the youth in a New Age group. It went well and at that point he came back over to the United States and settled in Phoenix. He apparently did so well, his career took off and he began to preach all over the United States as a talented speaker for New Age. Then about 1970, he moved over to Britain and visited a spiritual community there called Findhorn. Spangler claimed a spirit told him that he needed to go to Europe for his next cycle of work, so he ended up in this Findhorn community in Britain. You may be wondering what Findhorn really means. Well, listen to this. Here’s where you’re going to start to get into New Age ties to the United Nations. Later, we’ll get deep into the U.N. and their New Age ties.  

	Findhorn still exists today. It’s one of the largest Intentional Communities in Britain. Thousands of residents live there. It’s like a New Age Ecovillage with residents from more than forty different countries. They have businesses and an Alternative Medicine Center. A lot of these practices they have are those fields where we’ve seen New Age seducing people through them. They have no formal doctrine and creed. It’s just basically come one, come all. They hold New Age Workshops and as we mentioned, they created the Ecovillage. In fact, the U.N. awarded this Findhorn Ecovillage the Habitat Best Practice Award. Findhorn works with the U.N. and helps in U.N. training centers. 

	 

	I’m telling you, that is the tip of the iceberg about how New Agey the U.N. is. As I’ve said, the U.N. has already taken over the curriculum of our educational system here in the United States for the last several decades, and the U.N. New Age information has been disseminated in that way. 

	 

	A guy named Peter Caddy and his wife Eileen, along with another woman named Dorothy McLean, founded the Findhorn community. Basically, their focus was “on The Christ within.” So, they’re saying we’re going to become The Christ, right? They were channelers, so they got into this demon stuff too and thought their contacts were Extra Terrestrials who were giving them this special insight mankind needs to hear. As soon as the owners of the place they were living at found out that the Caddys were into this stuff, the owners kicked them out and that was the impetus to make their own community.  

	 

	Dorothy McLean who started Findhorn with the Caddys, recorded that she heard a voice, which said, “Be still, and know that I am God.” Now that’s become a popular New Age phrase. Of course, it originated as a Bible verse in Psalm 46, verse 10. But now with New Age, it is one of the most abused passages in Scripture. It’s become a clarion call, not only for the New Age, but unfortunately, also, these people who are promoting contemplative prayer in the church with Listening Prayer, Breathing Prayer, and Prophetic Prayer. You’re supposed to sit there and be still in this meditative state to wait for the spirit (hopefully of God), to make contact with you and the rallying cry for this behavior is Psalm 46:10. Even some in the church are actually doing these same exercises the New Agers do, although the church leaders say neither meditating nor channeling is what’s happening with them. 

	 

	New Age uses that verse a lot and they fully utilize it in a meditative state for channeling, but the New Agers even get the context of the verse wrong. Being still and meditating to hear a voice is not at all what the verse means. I don’t want to belabor it too much, but in the context, “Be still, and know that I am God”, in the Hebrew is basically this: “Shut your mouth, and know that I am God.” The context is God judging the nations and he is God. He will do whatever he wants to do. You can look it up in the Hebrew. “Be still” means “Shut your mouth.” It is saying, be quiet, knock it off, and who are you to talk back to God? What’s that got to do with New Age and being quiet while you await the voice or some random entity to contact you, or whatever? It’s crazy, but as I mentioned, it’s also coming into the church, so I had to share that. 

	 

	Because they are an Ecovillage, besides Alternative Medicines and things of that nature, Dorothy McLean and the Caddys were also into growing food. They bring the New Age into it and make contact with what they call Divas, which are these little spirits in the garden like tiny leprechauns and wee small fairies. These little creatures are there helping grow their fruit bigger and things of that nature. We don’t see kids cartoons or movies today promoting that kind of stuff, do we? Yeah, we do. But this community actually believes that little creature thing and it turns out Findhorn did create exceptionally large vegetables, so I guess their spiritual New Agey practices of inviting the spirits to help grow their vegetables is working? No, it wasn’t. Apparently “Locals from outside the community feel that the garden success can be explained by the substantial amounts of horse manure donated by a local farmer.” 

	 

	You liars. But these are the guys who are training the U.N. on so-called Eco Principles. Oh, and they also have another term, which is Sustainable Development. When you see Sustainable Development, you can translate that to Population Control. It’s because what they really want is a sustainable Earth and to achieve that they want to develop ways to get rid of most humans. With that end in mind, what they perpetuate is the lie that our planet is overpopulated. Of course, anyone who just thinks about it for a minute can figure out that’s not true. For example, have you ever flown over the desert? Or have you just flown in a smaller plane and looked down on the ground. We’ve got a lot of room! However, in order to dupe people, they show downtown Beijing, China, New York City, and Los Angeles. Well hey, why don’t you look almost everywhere else. It’s wide open! Finding the truth though, is not in their agenda.  

	 

	New Age believes humanity is a cancer upon the earth. We’re no better than the fleas, the bees, or the trees. These Utopians in this Age of Aquarius believe that if they’re going to arrive at the top of the human existence, 90% the planet’s people need to be annihilated. They also think that in order to become one with Mother Earth, the rest of us need to go back to living in these villages and huts where everything is natural and spiritual like historic American Indian communities. The idea is to commune with the trees, the spirit inside the bear, and that sort of thing. This is what they are teaching. These are the guys who are instructing the U.N. and then the U.N. gets it all disseminated across the planet. As crazy as it sounds, that is what’s happening. 

	 

	Oh and by the way, did you notice there’s a show on TV called Tiny House, Big Living? Now you may wonder, who wants a tiny house? When I first got married, we ended up being duped on our first apartment. I called it the Crackerjacks apartment! It wasn’t the model I had picked out the previous week before we got married. Of course, I moved in a week earlier and then we were married so it was a week after that when Brandi moved in. It was a teeny tiny little apartment and during those moments when we had some intense fellowship, being in that miniature little thing you just wanted some space! So, with that background, now I’m seeing this show with these pint-sized houses and this crazy downsize to tiny idea where people are giving up their homes for these ridiculous little boxes to live in. Can I throw out a Crone Theory for you? Do you know what they are preparing the millennial and younger ones for? They’ve been indoctrinating these youth and young adults into this New Age baloney with its goal of population control, but the young people don’t even know it. It’s preparing them for: “You’re a cancer on the earth. You’re leaving too big of a carbon footprint and you need to be conditioned for somebody telling you where you can go, what you can do, and where you can live. Oh, and by the way, first we’ll let you know IF you can live.” That’s all part of the preparation they’re putting us through, believe it or not.

	 

	Findhorn is also working with what’s called the Global Ecovillage Network, or GEN. David Spangler went over to be a part of the Findhorn community, but he’s since come back and started another community over here called the Lorian Association. It’s in the United States and still functioning today. 

	 

	Now I want to introduce you to a woman named Helen Schucman. This is one more example of when New Age was starting to make inroads into the church. Helen was a psychologist from New York. Uh oh, there you see the psychology thing popping up again. Schucman died in 1981 but she’s best known for something you may have heard of. It’s called A Course in Miracles. Well, that must be Christian! Right? No, it’s not. But Helen did say she had transcribed the contents of her book when she heard a voice that told her it was Jesus and to write everything down. That is what became A Course in Miracles. Helen didn’t want to disclose that she was the author of this material until after she died, which I thought was very interesting. 

	 

	Helen Schucman was born to Jewish parents, believe it or not, and it was a prosperous family. Her mother dabbled in, guess what? Here it is again: Theosophy. And what’s wild is Helen’s family also got involved in the cult of Christian Science and the Unity Church. Helen not only got into the occult practices of Theosophy but also into those other two. Let me just give you a little idea of what Helen would have learned through Christian Science and the Unity Church. 

	 

	As far as Christian Science, Mary Baker Eddy was a central figure. She spent many years in Bible study, prayer, and researching various healing methods. So, her beliefs and practices must have been Christian, right? No, they weren’t. Hey, did you know that people can study the Bible and they still aren’t Christians? Can I tell you something? Some of the meanest people I’ve met really know the Bible well, but they don’t live it. You could study and study and have it all cataloged in your head but if you don’t know Jesus, what in the world did that show? You might have heard of the Awanas program for Christian children. They teach the Bible to kids. A guy I used to pastor in New York was the number one kid winning the highest Awanas award. Now, am I against Awanas? No, I’m not. Do I promote Awanas? I absolutely do. We need to get the word of God into the kid’s brains. But as good as that is, there still has to be a point when they accept Christ as their Savior. Otherwise it’s just stuck there in your head. This young man in New York eventually got involved with the skinheads and went to jail. Then what happened to him was a reality shock at one moment in this life when he got placed into a jail cell right next to his own father. It was this realization that he had ended up in jail, just like his dad, that God used as a tool to eventually lead them to Christ. So, hey, knowing Scriptures and memorizing is wonderful. I’m all for that and hopefully it provides a platform for kids. That’s why our church promotes Awanas. But just knowing Scripture, praying, and reading the Bible doesn’t save you. 

	 

	Going back to Christian Science, some of their beliefs are: God cannot indwell a person, God is Mind, God is Father/Mother, The Trinity is Polytheism, Jesus was not Christ, He’s not God, Jesus did not reflect the fullness of God, Jesus did not die, there is no devil, and there is no sin. They also teach that evil and good are not real. Matter, sin, and sickness are not real but only illusions, life is not material or organic, the sacrifice of Jesus was not sufficient to cleanse from sin, and true healings are the result of true belief. 

	 

	And with all that we know it is certainly not Christian and it is not science. Mary Baker Eddy died in 1910 and was considered a major “Revelator of the Word of God.” What?! She was nothing of the sort! It’s very similar to The Seventh-Day Adventists and their prophetess Ellen G. White.

	 

	Helen Schucman was involved with Theosophy and Christian Science as well as the Unity Church, which split off from Christian Science through this guy named Charles Fillmore who came up with it in Kansas City. His wife was raised a Methodist and they got involved together in Christian Science but then broke away to form the Unity Church when Charles added some Hinduism, including some practices like reincarnation into this whole mix of what I just mentioned about all the false teachings of Christian Science. He said problems disappear when you think correctly. That is, when you think according to the principles of Divine Mind as revealed in unity. Now what does that sound like? It sounds just like what the Word of Faith teaches today. The Word of Faith Movement’s belief system comes from Hinduism. This guy Fillmore is into Hinduism and Christian Science with the importance of the mind. Well what does Word of Faith say today? They say it is the power of your words where you need to have the right mind and speak the right words to achieve perfect health and perfect wealth. It’s all the same baloney. 

	 

	Helen Schucman was 12 years old when she first had a spiritual experience back in France. By the time she’s in her 40’s, she grows restless and begins to study psychology. She actually had Tenure at Columbia University. She worked with a guy named William Gatford, who is the one that helped her transcribe A Course in Miracles. The information came to her over a period of seven years and apparently it started when she was at her desk and all of sudden she heard a voice that said something like, ‘This is a course in miracles. Write this down. Write this down”, or something like that. She resisted for a long time, but it kept persisting in saying, “This is a course in miracles. Write this down. Write this done.” Obviously, this was demonic but eventually she gave into it and over the course of seven years with Gatford helping her transcribe, she wrote it all down. After her death in 1981, it was revealed that she was the author of A Course in Miracles. Then at that time, her longtime friend Kenneth Wapnick created a foundation for A Course in Miracles and copyrighted her work. The teaching materials consist of a text, workbook, and a manual. We’ll get to that in a minute. She died in 1981 and in the 1980s, sales of the book actually took off pretty well and increased every year. However, the largest growth in sales occurred in 1992 when it got exposed on the show of guess who? Yeah, it was Oprah Wan Kenobi. We’ll get to her in the next chapter. 

	 

	There were more than two million volumes sold. Do a lot of Christians unfortunately watch the Oprah Winfrey Show? So, guess who picked up this material? Of course, it was those who watched her show. And that was Helen Schucman’s work, A Course in Miracles, which is all demonic and directly from channeling. What it promotes is not Biblical. It’s literally considered one of the major books of the New Age movement along with The Aquarian Gospel and a few other New Age teachings we looked at. The course is a full 622-page textbook, 478-page workbook, and an 88-page teacher’s manual. It states that everything in time/space is an illusion and that God is only love. Have you heard that before? It comes from this demonic thing called A Course in Miracles. It also says the Son is not regarded as Jesus but is all of collective light and that we’re all part of the Christ Consciousness. Listen to how it bends the verbiage of Christian words. According to her (demon), seeing the face of Christ in all living things is how we accept the atonement. What a twisting argument, right? And that will be the point when we awaken from the dream and return to the eternity of God. So, the reason it’s called A Course in Miracles is because the miracle is when you make the conscious choice to have this mind shift so you take this course to learn the miracle that we’re all “The Christ.” Isn’t that just a ridiculous bunch of baloney? Right? But notice how it uses Christianeez and Christian words to dupe people. In fact, you think well, that’s not ever going to fly. 

	 

	But listen to this: “The danger of A Course in Miracles is that it uses Christian vocabulary, attempts to sound Christian, and ‘many churches have been deceived by the sound of the course and have actually used the material in Sunday school classes and other church sponsored activities’.” 

	 

	As you read this, A Course in Miracles is being taught in churches today. It’s a good thing there’s no other material out there floating around that is also completely New Age through and through, and that churches are getting into, LIKE THE SHACK! Yes, there are many other things of that nature, which are New Age to the core and yet churches are eating them up. Churches actually have “Bible” studies on them. Of course, that’s an oxymoron because it’s not Biblical. 

	By the way, A Course in Miracles was translated into 22 different languages and has spread all around the world. Remember Kenneth Wapnick who took over and created a foundation for A Course in Miracles after Helen Schucman died? Listen to what he said, and at least, he was honest.  

	Wapnick said, “If the Bible were considered literal and true, then from a biblical literalist point of view, the course would have to be viewed as demonically inspired.” 

	 

	Well umm, yeah. Excuse me!? I mean, he even admitted it. Can you believe that? But this is now being taught in the church and I’m telling you, that’s the tip of the iceberg. In the next chapter we’re going to look at Shirley MacLaine, then we’ll get into Oprah, and then because of Oprah we’ll see some of these other things coming into the church in mass like The Shack. 

	 

	Some of this stuff, which has seeped into the church, is hard to believe. I’ve actually argued with Christians when I ask why in the world they would study that garbage. Like when their version of God is a woman, I would tell them it’s New Age through and through. Do you think a female God or Jesus is Biblical?! How could you study something like that?! How could you bring that into the church?! And their reaction is, “Who do you think you are?” They didn’t even see it coming and then they resist you when you’re trying to warn them of false unbiblical teaching coming into the church. But Oprah has popularized this so much and that’s a lot of the reason why it’s even coming into church. Christians are watching that show and they get seduced into all kinds of false beliefs.
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	Now that leads us to Shirley MacLaine. Her real name is Shirley MacLaine Beaty. Along with her, you may have heard of her brother, Warren Beatty. He spells his last name with two t’s. Shirley MacLaine is an actress, singer, dancer, activist, and author. She’s best known though, not only for being an actress, but also for her New Age beliefs. Before Oprah really appeared on the scene, Shirley was ‘it’ as far as popular public figures, espousing the benefits of New Age, then Oprah kind of supplanted her. But Shirley is still out there teaching reincarnation and her New Age spirituality. Part of what she’s promoting are her books and things of that nature. Once again, prior to Facebook and YouTube coming along, there was life before those means of communication. As we saw, these New Age people like Shirley didn’t just sit on their information. Every single one them used the technology, the media, and the means they had at the time to get this information out in a big way to the public. 

	 

	What you are going to see in these more modern times, is that they now start making a switch to focus their efforts with governments and academia where they become professors. Why? It’s because they know if they are only able to get their information in the hands of a few people, but they want to disseminate it as widely as possible, who should they go to? What you’ll see, is to reach the people who will then disseminate it out to the public, like schools and government. That method is what a lot of these people do and this is what Shirley has done with her books.

	 

	Shirley MacLaine was named after Shirley Temple. She was born in Richmond Virginia where her father was a Professor of Psychology. Once again, there’s psychology popping up! I’m sure you’re seeing the continued theme here. Throughout this whole New Age Movement, psychology is woven into this stuff and we’re going to see that even more so in this chapter. Believe it or not, Shirley and Warren’s parents raised them as Baptists. Well hey, if you go to a Baptist church that automatically makes you a Christian, right? No, it doesn’t. Sitting in a church no more makes you a Christian than sitting in a barn makes you a cow. You have to be born again, right? So, she was raised with that opportunity to hear truth but again, what’s the sad outcome here? Unless this was a total apostate Baptist church and we don’t know because it could have been since that happens unfortunately with churches where you may never hear the truth, but the sad part here is that you think somebody, somewhere, should have shared the Gospel with her. That’s just too bad. And maybe some did but it apparently didn’t stick.

	 

	To point out Shirley’s seemingly eclectic background, she was a Communist. Of course, she also appeared in numerous television shows, media, movies, and such but her really big New Age project was her book, which later became a mini-series that was called Out on a Limb. If you want to be more accurate in what you call it, the name should probably be Out on a Broken Limb, because man, she fell out of the truth tree with what she told us on that show! We’re going to see though, that this mini-series was one of the big breakthroughs in Americana for getting people open to receive an extremely blasphemous statement and begin to repeat it. The heresy phrase is “I am God.” As crazy as that sounds, it was this Out on a Limb program which really hooked people in. As a teenager growing up in the middle of Nowhere, Kansas, I remember seeing that show. It was an ABC mini-series played all across the United States. My first introduction to New Age was her and that mini-series. 

	 

	MacLaine produced that program and has been on Oprah Winfrey’s show many times. Shirley actually revealed to Oprah that she had an open relationship with her husband. Now I’m not saying I’m perfect. How many of you are perfect? If so, are you married? For those who might think you’re perfect, discuss that with your spouse today. They’ll convince you otherwise. It kind of works that way. So anyway, you think if a person is a Christian, then along with being a follower of Christ, you’re going to attempt to act, behave, and speak like Christ, right? There’s going to be some Christian morality that backs up that faith. Well then if New Age is so wonderful and fulfilling for your life, I just have to say that a lot of these people’s lives were and are really out there, and messed up!

	 

	Shirley had an open relationship with her husband and she often fell for the leading men that she worked with, with the exceptions of Jack Lemmon and Jack Nicholson. Apparently, they were not her type. I don’t know. She also claimed that in a “previous life” in Atlantis, she was the brother (apparently, she was a man before), of a 35,000-year-old (whoa, so you lived here before the Earth was formed?) of a spirit named Ramtha, who was channeled by someone we’ll talk about in a minute called J.Z. Knight. This is pertaining to performing Past Life Regression in order to get into an altered state of consciousness where the facilitator supposedly takes you back to other lives you’ve had. Some psychologists do the same thing. A branch of secular psychology has a premise their techniques are recommended for when you might need to go back to find out why you’re behaving in a particular way. They believe the past is key to the present. You’ve got to find somebody to blame for your problems. 

	 

	Now it’s true that there are certain influences on everyone and we all know we’re influenced by somebody else so I’m not saying that part isn’t true. However, when we have a problem or issue with another person in our lives, at some point what should we do? First of all, neither you nor I are responsible for what other people did to us. Do you know that? I don’t need to go back in my past and become a slave to that past. Paul says to forget the former things. He says, behold God is doing something new. I am to press on and press on and press on. Now if you need to learn something then by all means, go ahead and grow, but psychology will typically keep you stuck in the past. And if you’re always dwelling in the past, it means you don’t have it together today and then how are you going to live your future? You have no future because you’re stuck in the past looking for somebody to blame for all your problems. Right? 

	 

	The Bible sets us free from that! Even though we’re not responsible for what others have done, we want to be set free from wallowing in it. They are responsible for their actions. It’s called forgiving and in that way being set free. Like Jesus said: Father forgive them. They don’t even know what they are doing. Then with that, you’re free. And guess what? You just got today back, and you have a bright future. That’s what the Bible teaches. But psychology drags you back through the memories of your life and if you can’t find it there, they’ll even take you into an altered state of consciousness. Maybe the issue is there in one of your supposed past lives. It’s all New Age through and through. So that’s what she believes. Shirley MacLaine’s follow up to Out on a Limb was another book she wrote called Dancing in the Light. Well, you better turn on the light because what you’re promoting is darkness.  

	 

	Not surprisingly, Shirley also has an interest in UFO’s. There’s another theme we’ve been running across. Why do you suppose every time you see New Age, you also see UFO’s popping up? Well, I’ve got a theory that goes something like this: If in fact New Age is demonic and comes from demonic sources, which I think we have clearly demonstrated that it does, then it makes sense that it’s coupled with UFO’s, which also have a demonic source. No wonder they work well together. These Ascended Masters who apparently are our space brothers from whatever star system they’re supposed to be from, are based on a lie called evolution. They’re supposed to be a higher evolved race. But evolution is a lie, so your whole fake identity is a lie. But what are these supposed aliens expecting us to believe about them? In interactions with these useful New Agers, you say you’ve come all the way across the universe and do you tell us it was in order to fix poverty and world hunger? No, you’ve come all that way, so you can supposedly debunk our Jesus Christ story and defame the Bible by claiming we are all gods, we are not sinners, there is no such thing as sin, the devil is a good guy, and please follow the Antichrist. What?! I’d think you could do better than that! How about a couple cures, fixing the economy, or even a cool spacecraft? No, UFO’s offer nothing like that but do advocate these antibiblical practices because they’re demonic. These alien’s directives are one and the same as the New Age dictates and practices from demons. That’s why you see the two go together. It’s because they have the same root.

	 

	Shirley is considered an expert on UFO’s and has had all these experiences and contacts supposedly in New Mexico and elsewhere. On the subject of UFOs, she’s been on CNN, NBC, Fox News, etc. Again, New Age and UFO’s go hand in hand. MacLaine got into trouble a few years back in 2015 when she sparked criticism for her comments on Jews and Christians. Whoa, whoa, whoa,...wait a second. There is another of those common threads. If you’ve been reading this up to this point, you well know by now that a common feeling with New Agers is their absolute distaste for what? Before you answer that, remember these demons are coming to the New Agers and are supposed to have a higher knowledge, which is going to lead us into the Age of Utopia or the Age of Aquarius, which will be a new wonderful time on Earth. Of course, the Bible says it is the Antichrist Kingdom with seven years of unrelenting horrible tribulation that you do NOT want to be a part of. But what is a common feeling that New Ager holds for Judeo-Christian people? They cannot stand both Christians and Jewish people! Do you think that’s a little demonic? Absolutely!

	 

	Listen to what MacLaine said in 2015: “She sparked criticism for her comments on Jews and Christians when, ‘She claimed that the victims of the Nazi Holocaust were experiencing the results of their own Karma.”

	 

	Can I translate that for you? She’s saying they deserved it! But then that’s what New Age teaches. Why? It’s because New Age is infected with Hinduism. Hinduism is one of the cruelest religions on the planet. It teaches that because of the Law of Karma, which is a lie, you can’t help another person who’s struggling. You don’t want to feel pity for that person because if you mistakenly intervene in their challenging or even deadly situation, then first of all, you’re going to destroy the issue they need to work off in this present life. If you help, they’ll just need to come back and repeat this life when they can deal with that problem by themselves the next time. And number two, according to Hinduism; it’s a justice issue as well. Their present situation, no matter how bad, is what they deserve. Who are you to intervene? So that explains the callous statement by Shirley MacLaine.

	 

	Let me give you a sneak peek from the audaciousness of that Out on a Limb mini-series she created. At the heart of the New Age message is what she ultimately shares on that mini-series. If you happened to see those programs like I did, you may remember she goes on these world journeys in search of New Age enlightenment, supposedly discovering the truth, and blah, blah, blah. Ultimately, she has this scene involving her and her spiritual New Age guru guy named David who informs her that if she really wants to have a breakthrough for her life, in essence, she just needs to repeat the lie of Genesis Chapter 3, which is to tell herself: “I am God.” Here is the transcript of that scene: 

	 

	Out on a Limb

	 

	Shirley MacLaine: “I mean if you don’t know who you are, you can’t love yourself.”

	 

	Her Guru, David: “Don’t you ever get frustrated when you feel like you’re not really being yourself?”

	MacLaine: “Yes, all the time. Right.”

	 

	David: “That’s what all the Masters have tried to help us with.”

	 

	MacLaine: “What Masters?”

	 

	David: “You know, Christ, Buddha, The Indian Avatars. They were really just master politicians who went right to the root of the problems in society, the individual. Some of them said if everybody believed that he was a part of God, the Kingdom of Heaven was within, and that if we took responsibility for that, then we wouldn’t get so frustrated with ourselves or with anybody else. But it seems like it takes multiple lifetimes to come to that simple realization. Do you want to know a good exercise that helps you get in touch with the realization that we each have God inside of us?”

	 

	MacLaine: “An exercise.”

	 

	David: “Here’s what you do. Just stand up, hold your arms out like this, and say ‘the kingdom of Heaven is within. I love myself’.”

	 

	MacLaine: “The Kingdom of Heaven is within. I love myself.”

	 

	David: “No, wait. Better than that. Say, ummm... Say, I and God are one. No, wait, wait, wait, wait. Better than that. I’ve got the best one. This is the best one. Just say, I am God.”

	 

	MacLaine: “David, I can’t say that.”

	 

	David: “See how little you think of yourself? You can’t even say the words?”

	 

	MacLaine: “I am God. I am God.”

	 

	David: “A little louder please with maybe a little more conviction.”

	 

	MacLaine: “I am God. I am...look, if I am God, what does that make you?”

	 

	David: “Well we always see in others what we see in ourselves. I am God.”

	 

	David after also standing: “I am God.”

	MacLaine: “I am God.”

	 

	David: “I am God.”

	 

	Together: “I am God...I am God...I am God.”

	 

	Together and getting louder: “I am God! I am God!”

	 

	 I am...going to be standing over here away from you when the lightning bolt strikes. I am...not going over that way. Are you kidding me!? So that’s basically what the whole New Age premise is and it’s New Age through and through. Now notice there were two things interconnected with that belief system, which have infected the church. The one thing they kept saying and notice how he wove it in, was the phrase about you needing to what? You must love yourself. Why are they putting that alongside ‘you are God’? It’s because the definition of self-deification, where you are God, is self-love. Self comes first. Why? They say it’s because you are God. You’re the most important thing there is. Self-love and self-deification go hand in hand. And what is a major teaching of secular psychology? It’s the number one thing they say is going to cure all the ills of our society. It’s self-love, self-respect, and self-esteem. Those are all self-deification statements, which is a hundred percent New Age.

	 

	Notice too that the other thing they do is pepper in Biblical phrases. The other verbiage the guru guy used, which went along with this self-deification where I am God and you are God, blah, blah, blah, was phrases like “God is inside us” and “the Kingdom of Heaven is within.” Well that sure sounds Biblical. But they pervert the text just like they do when they try to get us to buy into reincarnation. The New Agers and Hinduism want to say well, the Bible teaches reincarnation because John 3 says you have to be born again. Okay, so first of all, Jesus did not say you need to be born again and again and again. If you look at it in context, Jesus said it’s just one time. Second, he wasn’t talking about a physical birth. We know this because it’s the same thinking Nicodemus had so Jesus needed to correct him. Jesus was talking about a spiritual birth, which is a one-time event where you are being born again of God’s Spirit and made alive in Christ. It’s not reincarnation. Plus, the Bible says in Hebrews 9:27, “It is appointed man to die once and then face judgment.” There is no such thing as reincarnation. But what they do over and over is rip out a Bible verse, apply New Age to it, and then say, “See the Bible says so.”

	 

	Notice how Shirley’s guru guy treated Jesus! He told us Jesus was the same as any one of the other avatars like Buddha. It’s the same old lie! Right? The New Agers say there is truth in the Bible, there’s truth in the Hindu Vedas, and there’s truth from all kinds of teachings from all over the world. They say you only have to search it out. But no, it’s not everywhere. The Bible is the only source of truth!

	 

	What the guru is talking about with the Kingdom of Heaven is, he’s ripping a verse out context about when Jesus is confronting the Pharisees. Jesus was basically saying, listen you guys, as far as the kingdom, you can’t say it’s over here or that the kingdom is over there. He says the kingdom is within you. In other words, what is God’s kingdom if you break it down? God’s kingdom is where he rules, right? That’s his kingdom, wherever he rules, and it’s what the passage means. So, what does God rule? He rules everything, right? Then who would be standing right there ‘within them’? It’s Jesus. Actually, this misinterpretation is why other translations will not say ‘within’ but they will say the more clear translation, which is ‘among’ them. In other words, Jesus is saying, hey listen, the Kingdom of God where God rules and manifests himself, is not just over here and you can’t say it’s over there. He’s saying to the Pharisees, you guys are so blind you’ve got to be kidding me. The Kingdom of God is right here among you. I, Jesus, am God. I, Me, the one in charge, the kingdom, is right here. That’s all it means and it’s all He says. But they take that verse completely out of context and pretend it means the kingdom is inside each of us. That’s not what it’s talking about! Jesus says He is in their midst. That New Age twisting of scripture misses the whole point. The Kingdom of God was right there, and they were blind to it. 

	 

	Also, if you want to look at it logically, let’s even say it meant something like what they say, which it doesn’t. Let’s say it means the kingdom of God is inside you and somehow that makes you God. Well then let’s use a very simple analogy. You have a jar or a glass and if you pour water into it, does the glass become water? No, it’s just a container and we are in-dwelt by the Holy Spirit who is God, but that doesn’t make us God. But again, as we laid out in the last paragraph, that’s not even what he’s talking about in that particular passage.

	 

	Another thing to point out is the logical fallacy. The mini-series is supposed to be an autobiography of her actual life experience so if MacLaine really had that conversation with the guy on the beach, notice a couple of things going on there. Number one, she felt a check inside herself when he challenged her to say the satanic statement about her being God. Did she not? But then she went ahead and did it anyway. Also, when starting it, she felt sheepish. In fact, it felt wrong to her so much so that she turned to him and said, “Wait a second. If I’m God, what does that make you?” In other words, she thought it was illogical. That is really what she was saying. Notice he just brushed it off and said some platitude about how “we always see in others what we see in ourselves.” Hey, you didn’t answer the question, pal! And I know why you didn’t. It’s because the statement you want her to make is a logical absurdity.

	 

	Mormons run into the same problem because Mormonism also teaches that you can become gods and goddesses, populate planets, and blah, blah, blah. That is if you can make it to the Mormon priesthood on your little bike tour and do all your good works and stuff like that. Then you get to forever populate planets. That’s the third celestial kingdom, which is the highest one you can work toward according to Mormonism. That may be motivating, and it is what they teach, but it’s also not what the Scripture says and it’s also illogical. God, by definition, is the Supreme Being, which means He’s the only One. There cannot be another God because then logically, God wouldn’t be Supreme. Right? So, either there is a God or there isn’t. By definition, you can’t have multiple Gods because of the fact that He’s the Supreme Being. He’s the Supreme so there can only be one. That’s why she felt the check, but he just brushed it off with some tedious verbiage.

	 

	The next one on the list is a lady named Marilyn Ferguson. This is where it gets interesting because you’re going to see this point where New Age really gets into the government, or for the more fancy why to say it; poli-tics (poli meaning “many” and tics are of course, blood sucking creatures). Listen to what Marilyn Ferguson does. She’s known best for her book called The Aquarian Conspiracy. Well there’s that buzzword again which is a New Age word, right? It’s all similar to the Aquarian Gospel, Aquarian Age, and now the Aquarian Conspiracy. So that’s what she was promoting. She was also a founding member of the Association of Humanistic (here comes another common word) Psychology. How interesting is that? New Age and Psychology just seem to blend together.

	 

	Marilyn edited and published a so-called science newsletter called the Brain Mind Bulletin. What was that about? It’s Christian Science. She was influenced with Christian Science and we’ll get more into that in a minute. She was also on the board of directors of the Institute for Noetic Sciences, which is also about mind sciences. Now you may not have heard of her, but she’s influenced a lot of big wigs that you do know well.  

	 

	Remember, if you’re going to get your message out, how can you best do it? You have to think, “Who can I get this to that will disseminate it to the most people?” I’m not saying, thus saith the Lord, but it appears to me that in our days of apostasy, sometimes if the enemy wants to perpetrate a lying false teaching into the church, what he does is start at tiny backwoods churches in...Alaska. He starts in these little churches because they’re going to have almost no influence. No, no, no, that’s not what he does. He’ll go to some of the largest, most influential churches where it will have the greatest chance for a widespread impact! If you’ve noticed, some of the people who are sliding into apostate teaching today, are who? They are those who have some of the most massive audiences. Why? It’s because that’s how you get it out fast. I’m sure the enemy looks at the little guys and says yeah, whatever. But for the real larger scale influencers, he says, let’s get them! Let’s seduce them!

	 

	Listen to these names of just a few famous people Marilyn Ferguson influenced. One important person was Ted Turner. Why would you want to become a guide for Ted Turner? Well what does he own? He has a global media company, which infects the entire planet. She was also very influential with Al Gore. Knowing many of his views, haven’t you ever wondered where he got some of his kooky beliefs? Let me give you some quotes from Turner and Gore. You tell me if this New Age lady had an influence on their beliefs and what they did and are still doing in these high places. These are direct quotes from them.

	 

	Al Gore: “The richness and diversity of our religious tradition throughout history is a spiritual resource long ignored by people of faith who are often afraid to open their minds to teachings first offered outside their own belief system.”

	 

	So, what is he saying? He’s telling us, ‘Christians, you’re a bunch of dumb dumbs. We need to go to these ancient sources because they have truth too and we need to open our minds to that.’ This is why I take so much time to demonstrate which religion is the oldest. That is, if you even want to call the Judeo-Christian biblical worldview a religion. The oldest is the Bible’s account. The rest them are spin offs from the Tower of Babel in Genesis Chapter 11.

	 

	Al Gore: “The emergence of a civilization in which knowledge moves freely and almost instantaneously through the world, has spurred on a renewed investigation of the wisdom distilled by all faiths.”

	 

	In other words, he’s saying, now that all this information is being disseminated throughout the world, we are finding out we’re all one and all faiths teach the same thing.

	 

	Gore: “This Pan-Religious [meaning all religions] perspective may prove especially important where our global civilization responsibility for the Earth is concerned.”

	 

	He’s saying all religions need to come together. We all have the same basic truth anyway. Everyone on Earth will get to Heaven either way so we all need to work together to save the planet. He’s expressing his thoughts from that kind of mentality. Are you starting to understand why he does what he does, including his Inconvenient ‘Lie’? Remember the hockey stick graph in his documentary? What a total fabrication that was in predicting Global Warming, which turned out to be such a twisting of reality that they had to rename it Climate Change. Have you noticed that from yesterday to today the climate changed? Yes, it actually changed recently. Oh no, we’re in trouble! No, we’re not. Welcome to life.

	 

	Al Gore gets even more New Agey. Listen to this direct quote and again, I’m not inventing it. I couldn’t make something like this up. This is so out there! And remember as you read, that this is Al Gore. This guy was our Vice President.

	 

	Gore: “I saw children lying in the laps of large dogs and a boy bringing his stuffed animal to be blessed. I saw the not yet famous elephant and camel march up the aisle, a lawyer who scoops the poop and enjoys being a clown for a day, a priest who finds himself covered with wriggling ferrets, and a man and a woman who meet when their leashes become enmeshed, a volunteer gardener marching to the altar of a bowl full of compost and worms, and a sermon by Al Gore in which he called on the congregants to recognize that God is not separate from the earth.”

	 

	What?? Whoa, you’ve got to be joking. And then of course what did he do around the time he was in office? He was Vice President from 1993 to 2001. In 1992 he published his book, which was the big lie to get this global warming thing going. Remember, New Age is always pushing the idea that we all have to work together. What’s the New Age lie there? It’s that Mother Earth is cleansing herself and the planet is blowing up and if we’re going to have this Age of Utopia, all religions and all governments need to come together. That’s the New Age lie. Well he bought into it, big time. He wrote Earth in the Balance, which is just a nonfactual, hyped up Global Warming scare. Gore admits why he did it. Of course, his motivation was all about a deep concern for the environment, right? No, no, no, it was because you need a global excuse to get the global religions and the governments to submit to a worldwide entity that will control the entire Earth.

	 

	Al Gore: “The climate bill will help bring about global governance.”

	 

	What did he just say? It’s all an excuse to what? He’s saying we need to give up our sovereignty and everyone needs to work together because we must save the planet. It’s a tired old New Age lie.

	 

	Gore: “It is the awareness itself that will drive the change and one of the ways it will drive that change is through global governance and global agreements.”

	 

	Again, what did he say? It’s the same thing I just said. This isn’t my theory. This is what these guys are saying. If you’re going to create a global lie to get all the world’s religions, governments, and economies to work under a single planetary entity, which we know will be the Antichrist Kingdom, you need to have an excuse to implement your plans for the entire earth. Again, the Bible is the only book that warns about it and what better global excuse than to say the whole Earth is going to blow up? Are you seeing it? And where does that come from? It’s the New Age lie he was infected with from this lady, Marilyn Ferguson, among others.

	 

	Then there’s Ted Turner, who is a billionaire CNN media mogul guy. He’s the one who’s been paying “for the costs of the World Peace Summit of Religions.” So where is the money coming from to get all the world religions together and have these annual peace talks about merging everything? Ted Turner is that benefactor. Well, why? Who influenced him? It was this Marilyn Ferguson person. You only need to trace the New Age trail to see and understand the progression. 

	 

	Listen to this from Ted Turner: “What disturbed me is that my religious Christian sect was very intolerant. We thought we were the only ones going to Heaven.”

	 

	Yeah, because that’s what Jesus said. Jesus said He alone is the way, the truth and the life. He said, nobody comes to the Father except through Me, Jesus. That’s what Jesus was saying.

	 

	Also, what’s going on with these New Age, Age of Aquarius, Age of Utopia people is that they are actually going to think the Seven Year Tribulation with God’s wrath being poured out on this planet, is a wonderful thing. You think that’s crazy but it’s because they think that in order to pave the way for the Age of Aquarius, Age of Utopia, they need to get rid of 90% of the population of Earth. Now it sounds totally bizarre and it is demonic. However, it shouldn’t surprise you because Satan is the father of all lies and also, what? What did Jesus say? He said Satan is a murderer and he’s been one from the beginning. Right? So, if you’ve got a demonic source, what’s ultimately going to come out? It’s not just lies, but the enemy also wants to kill humanity. Satan has twisted the truth so New Agers will carry his lies infecting politics and now resulting in our world leaders advocating population control. They think we need to limit the population of the earth and they actually want to employ devices on purpose to kill humanity. But again, the way they get you and I to go along with it, is to buy into this environmental lie. And again, what is that? Well, if we don’t drastically change carbon emissions, we are going to blow up the planet or choke to death. Don’t you know it’s your patriotic duty for the benefit the Earth to just knock yourself off or at least let us do it for you? Now you think that can’t be what they’re advocating, but listen to these quotes. This is what these people believe, starting with Ted Turner who’s been infected with New Age by this New Age lady.

	 

	Ted Turner: “People who abhor the China One-Child Policy are dumb dumbs because if China hadn’t had that policy there would be 300 million more people in China right now.”

	 

	Apparently, he thinks that’s a bad thing.

	 

	About Turner: “and then he later advocated reduction of the world’s population from 6 billion to 2 billion.”

	 

	That’s a lot of people! He’s not saying 4 million. He’d like to get rid of 4 billion humans! How are you going to get rid of 4 billion people? And how could you even say that? What a murderous statement.

	 

	It’s the same with Margaret Sanger who started Planned Parenthood, the largest abortion provider in the United States. We did a study on this. What’s really behind Planned Parenthood? Turns out it’s what Turner is advocating, which is population control. Also, if you want to point out one of the most racist organizations you could find, look no further than Planned Parenthood. When you analyze the statistics and maps of where they put their population controlling Planned Parenthood Centers, they place them in the minority areas. They place them in the African American and Hispanic Communities because the company is still living up to what Margaret Sanger advocated as the founder of Planned Parenthood.

	 

	This is just one of the downright evil things she said: “The elimination of human weeds for the cessation of charity because they’re prolonging the lives of the unfit for the segregation of morons, misfits, and the maladjusted and for the sterilization of genetically inferior races.”

	 

	And guess who Sanger said the inferior races were? She thought it was anyone who wasn’t white and specifically the Aryan Race. It was the same monstrous beliefs and practices Hitler was into. That’s what is behind Planned Parenthood! And it’s what’s behind the New Age lie. They think New Age needs to be about getting rid of these people because they’re not going to be a part of the New Age they’re building.

	 

	David Graber is a research biologist who said: “We have become a plague upon ourselves and upon the earth. Human happiness is not as important as a wild and healthy planet. Until such time that homo sapiens should decide to rejoin nature, some of us can only hope that the right virus comes along.”

	 

	So, you’re actually hoping for another Black Death Plague or some kind of virus to come along and annihilate humans? How could you say that!? Well, of course they’d say something like that. What does New Age teach? 

	 

	Now I’ve been quoting from world organizations, governmental organizations, government figures, political figures, and university academia. This is the kind of beliefs they’ve been teaching our children. The following is to lump it all in the millennial age group, but we do have them coming out of college with some really deranged ideas and of course we’re wondering where they got those ideas and how could they say such things. It’s especially perplexing to some of them when you know they’ve been raised in the church. But this New Age stuff is where it’s coming from.

	 

	David Pimentel, a Cornell University professor: “The total world population should be no more than 2 billion.”

	 

	When he was still alive, Jacques Cousteau: “This is a terrible thing to say but it’s just as bad not to say it. In order to stabilize world population, we must eliminate 350,000 people per day.”

	 

	Wow!

	 

	The philosopher Bertrand Russell: “At present the population of the world is increasing. War so far has had no great effect on its increase and I don’t pretend that birth control is the only way in which population can be kept from increasing.”

	 

	What did he just admit? What’s it all about? It’s about controlling the population. Right?

	 

	Russell continues: “There are other ways. If a black death could be spread throughout the world once in every generation, survivors could procreate freely without making the world too full. The state of affairs might somewhat be unpleasant but what of it? Real high-minded people are indifferent to suffering, especially that of others.”

	 

	So, whether you’re of the academia, the Al Gore types, the political regime of the U.N., or the people pulling the strings behind the scenes promoting this New Age lie, what have they all bought into? It’s the attitude toward the masses of humanity that says, “We don’t care about the rest of you? We’ll be at the top. We’ll be the survivors.”

	 

	What a crazed maniacal mindset. And speaking of demented people who’ve had a lot of power, John Holdren was Obama’s Science Czar. 

	 

	Listen to his ideas: “Forced abortions and mass sterilizations are needed to save the planet. Women could be forced to abort their pregnancies whether they wanted to or not. The population at large could be sterilized by infertility drugs intentionally put into the nation’s drinking water or in food and people who contribute to social deterioration…”

	 

	Of course, those contributing to social deterioration are those he deems undesirable.

	 

	Holdren: “...can be required by law to exercise reproductive responsibility.”

	 

	In other words, they would be compelled to have abortions and be sterilized. 

	 

	Holdren advocated: “a Transnational Planetary Regime should control the global economy and also dictate the most intimate details of American lives using an armed international police force.”

	 

	This person was at a high level in the administration that just left office!!

	 

	Dr. Eric Pianka at the Texas Academy of Science (a university): “We need to exterminate 90% of the population through the airborne Ebola virus.”

	 

	He said he liked that virus as his preference over AIDS because of its faster kill rate. And what was really crazy is that at the end of his speech guess what the audience did? How do you supposed the students graduating from that school reacted? Was anyone so outraged that they called on him to get off the stage? No, they actually gave their cheers. Why? It’s because they’ve been indoctrinated to ‘think globally’ by our school system all the way up through the university level. Their minds have been molded to think, “We must save the planet!”  

	 

	Are you starting to catch on a little bit? Let me give you a couple more.

	 

	Dr. Sam Kean, New Ager: “We must speak far more clearly about sexuality, contraception, about abortion, and values that control the population.”

	 

	What is one of the reasons why they keep promoting feminism? It’s because when you’re a feminist and you say you don’t need a man, then you won’t get together with a man, so you’ll never have a baby. Why do they keep promoting abortion? What does abortion do? It gets rid of babies. What about contraception? It prevents and gets rid of babies. How about homosexuality? Why do they promote homosexuality & lesbianism? It’s because those people will most likely not create babies. When you understand population control and the New Age lie about creating this age of utopia, it all begins to make sense. Of course, they are going to keep pushing this stuff on us because of their population control goals.

	 

	Kean: “Cut the population by 90% and there aren’t enough people left to do a great deal of ecological damage.”

	 

	There you have it. See, we just need to get rid of 90% of the people on the planet to be able to save Earth. Can you believe that!? What an insanely murderous lie! 

	 

	One guy does a great job of putting it into perspective: “The environmentalist’s utter contempt of mankind is the naked essence of environmentalism. It mourns the death of one whale or a tree, but it actually welcomes the death of billions of people. Is there not a more violent man-hating philosophy than this?”

	 

	Well, why is it they’re so murderous? It’s because of the underlying New Age philosophy and who is behind New Age? It is demons. Who’s behind the demons? That’s Satan. He’s not only a liar, but he’s the father of all lies and he’s also a murderer. He’s been one from the beginning.

	 

	Going back to Ferguson, she’s influenced Al Gore, Ted Turner, and many others. This is all spilling down now to politics, schools, and other areas. Marilyn was born in Colorado. She developed an interest in the Human Potential Movement. As we mentioned earlier, that’s a prevalent theme in the media with all the movies and programs showing how mankind can always rely on themselves to make it through any challenge no matter how daunting. We go through hardship but inevitably rise up and achieve greatness by and for mankind. Ferguson’s popular book was called The Brain Revolution, Frontiers of Mind Research.

	 

	Marilyn had 10,000 subscribers. You think well, so what? It’s only 10,000. But listen to who some of her subscribers have been. They ranged from academics, intellectuals, school keepers, business owners, etc. She also worked in this Human Potential Movement with another psychologist named Jean Houston. Do you remember her? Let me give you a little nugget about Jean because again, we’re dealing with the New Age Movement infiltrating governments and their politics. 

	 

	Jean Houston was into New Age and had a doctorate in psychology. She worked with Marilyn Ferguson. Houston participated in a U.S. Government sanctioned research project on the effects of LSD. Yes, that project really happened, and she was involved with it. Why did they need to experiment with LSD? Well what is one of the things that LSD does, which is the same as what New Age does, which is the same as American Indian Shaman practices, and it’s what many mystery religions do? What do people who want to get into an altered state of consciousness do if they do not want to jump up and down, repeat mantras, sing and dance, or meditate their way to it? They take drugs!

	 

	Jean Houston became interested in the Human Potential Movement and also began teaching about the Ancient Mysteries Schools. Wow, ‘Ancient’ and ‘Mystery’ sure make it sound cool! No, it’s just more New Age stuff. Now here’s why I bring this up. You think well, whatever, that’s her own ideas. But you might be familiar with a time when she had a big influence on the first lady during the first term of the Clinton administration. As you probably remember, Hillary Clinton wrote, It Takes a Village.  

	    

	By the way, it actually doesn’t take a village. That’s globalist U.N. propaganda where they say we need to have government take control of your kids and families. What it takes though, is a good Mom and Dad! And if you really want a child to have the best chance at turning out well, you want that good Mom and Dad who are also submitted to Jesus Christ. That’s all you need. It does NOT take a village! 

	 

	While Hillary is writing that book, guess what she does? She invites Jean Houston to work with her at the White House as an adviser. Hillary invites this New Age lady in and you probably remember this in the news. Houston worked with Hillary Clinton to have a channeling session to resurrect the deceased first lady, Eleanor Roosevelt. Remember that? A lot of people think that didn’t happen but it’s on record in the White House. Houston and Clinton were in the White House channeling what was supposedly Eleanor Roosevelt, but of course, it was a demon. This actually went on there at that time. The New York Post and the Daily News wrote about it. They labeled Houston as “Hillary’s guru.” The Boston Herald dubbed her as the first lady’s spiritual adviser, then when Hillary started receiving flack for channeling Eleanor Roosevelt (actually, a demon), she obfuscated the truth: “Oh, no, there was no séance. There were no spooks.” Yeah, you just got into an altered state of consciousness and voila, you’re taking dictates from demons.

	 

	Jean Houston was on the Oprah-Wan Kenobi show where she promoted something called The Hero’s Journey, which has been spread across 108 countries now. She’s working with the U.N. and other governmental organizations around the world. Basically, The Hero’s Journey is a journey to discover your True Self. Guess what that true self is supposed to be? It’s the same old thing of course, your true self is that ‘you are God’. Jean Houston is out there still promoting her beliefs and she’s been very influential with Hillary Clinton. 

	 

	Now let’s go back to Marilyn Ferguson. She again, wrote what’s considered one of the more prominent books behind the New Age Movement. The Aquarian Conspiracy is like a New Age bible although it’s not the only one New Agers revere. Among others is A Course in Miracles. But Marilyn’s book, The Aquarian Conspiracy, was her important New Age work. A guy we talked about earlier also influenced Ferguson. That was the Jesuit Catholic guy who invented the idea of the Noosphere. Guess who else thought Marilyn’s book was great? It was, the United Nations Assistant Secretary General, Robert Muller. 

	 

	Another who appreciated her work was a psychologist named Carl Rogers. What was one of Carl Rogers’ most famous false teachings? It was the idea of self-love where it’s all about self, self, self, and self. Why so much self? Where did this self-focus come from? It began with Satan in Isaiah 14 and Ezekiel 28, which tell us about the fall of Satan. Who was the first one with the “I-problem”, self-esteem problem, and the self-love problem? Who is the first one to love himself more than he loves God? Satan is where it started. Satan said, I will be like God, I will ascend to heaven, I will exalt myself, I, I, I. And this is what these guys are promoting, which is the very thing that caused the fall of Satan.

	 

	Marilyn Ferguson hooked up with another philosopher named Jacob Needleman. The two of them believe The Aquarian Conspiracy is going to help make New Age much more palatable here in the United States. If you want to read a very insightful and helpful book that exposes a lot of this stuff, get The Hidden Dangers of the Rainbow, by Constance Cumbey. In that book she exposes a lot of this stuff. But anyway, Marilyn begins working with others, including other New Agers who are involved in her same areas of study. Moving into the 80s and 90s with Harmonic Convergence, which we talked about, she began to explore links between psychics and psychology. Again, they are trying to merge the two. In 2005 she came out with another book called Aquarius Now and then she suddenly died of a heart attack in 2008. During her funeral a pretty famous author and speaker came to offer a glowing tribute. It was a guy who has also been on the Oprah-Wan Kenobi show. That person was Deepak Chopra who is also a New Ager. He said of Ferguson that he was introduced to her book when he was a young doctor while he studied meditation. He came across The Aquarian Conspiracy and realized that the book had instantly unified a movement.  

	    

	That’s right, it caused a movement towards New Age. Another lady we’re going to talk about actually has the last name, Prophet. Apparently, she took that name seriously because she became a New Age prophet. That was Elizabeth Clare Prophet. She died in 2009 and had been married to a New Age minister named Mark Prophet. They founded what’s called the Summit Lighthouse. Then in 1975 she founded the Church Universal and began to promote that. During the 80s and 90s she appeared on Larry King Live, Donahue, and Nightline. She was also featured in NBC’s Ancient Prophecies. She grew up with her family in New Jersey during the World War II era.  

	 

	Early in her life she had periodically blacked out, so she had some odd things going on. Her mother later confessed in 1937 that she had taken some pills to attempt an abortion of Elizabeth as a baby but of course, was unsuccessful. Elizabeth claimed to have these mystical experiences while growing up and said that when she was about four years old, she had a vision of herself playing on the sands of the Nile River in Egypt. Her mom said, “Well, that must be a past life.” The comment fed that idea into Elizabeth. Later while waterskiing, she said she felt suspended in a place where other spiritual beings existed who were joyous in the light and radiating love. This motivated her to find out more about these saints who she said were robed in white. Now usually if you’re seeing visions like that, it’s right after you had a really bad ski accident and got knocked in the head or something. She felt that was her experience while skiing. Elizabeth always believed in the universality of all true religion.

	 

	Where did Elizabeth Claire Prophet get some of her beliefs? Well, they were put into her from her Mother. Her Mother had an interest in Theosophy and what was called the I Am Movement, or I Am Activity. What do you think that is? Of course, it’s just the same New Age lie, which says, “I am God.” From the I Am Activity and Theosophy, she learned about Ascended Masters, karma, and reincarnation, among other things. Christian Science also influenced her where she was told that matter was not the reality and that the spirit part of us is the only part of us which is the true nature of God. She began to serve an internship in the United Nations. Later she went to work in Washington where she got involved with government entities. Elizabeth worked with Christian Science and the Christian Science Monitor. Remember though, it’s not Christian and it’s not science. That helped Elizabeth to start her own church, which was The Church Universal and Triumphant. They bought a twelve thousand acre ranch outside of Yellowstone National Park in Gardiner, Montana. The dogma, or the main teachings of this church called The Summit Lighthouse, included the doctrine of the path of personal Christhood, which is Christ Consciousness. 

	 

	Now remember we saw in Matthew 24, the first thing Jesus said when the disciples asked what would be the sign of His coming, was to watch out that no one deceives you for many will come in my name claiming I am ‘The Christ’. Notice it’s not ‘Christ’. The article word “the” is there in front of Christ. New Agers are very specific in not using Christ. The terms they use are The Christ Consciousness or The Christ. Also, they believed and taught the signs of the spoken word, which is the practice of getting into all this New Age stuff using meditation, prayer, and visualization.

	 

	This led to another lady named J.Z. Knight, or Judy Zebra “JZ” Knight. JZ is most famous for her channeling and she channels this demon who’s supposedly named “Ramtha”. You remember Ramtha, right? Shirley MacLaine felt she was Ramtha’s brother from 35,000 years ago. JZ Knight has appeared on a lot of TV shows. She is still alive today and practicing this stuff. She’s been on Larry King, The Merv Griffin Show, and also Psychology Today. There’s one of those patterns again with psychology. Apparently, psychology is not something you want to get mixed up in. 

	 

	JZ’s teachings have attracted figures in the entertainment and political world. Among others, the celebrities include Linda Evans and Shirley MacLaine. Knight has a 12,800 square foot French Chateau style home. Next door to it she teaches courses run by this Ramtha School of Enlightenment. She grew up in poverty in Tacoma, Washington so she couldn’t go to college. In Washington State she met a psychic who told her that an enlightened one would appear to her in the future. She says that Ramtha (her demon), first appeared in her kitchen in 1977. Time Magazine has called her the most celebrated channelist ever. JZ has produced over 120 books and 40 DVDs promoting the stuff from this supposed Ramtha demon thing. Ramtha is derived from the name, Ram, which in Ramtha’s language is supposed to mean “the god”.  

	 

	Ramtha is also supposed to be a Lemurian Warrior who fought the Atlantians over 35,000 years ago. So apparently there must have been a family conflict between Ramtha and Shirley MacLaine because Shirley was born in Atlantis and yet this Lemurian is supposed to be her brother. But then Ramtha says the Lemurians fought the Atlantians.

	 

	JZ later says that 35,000 years ago, this Ramtha deity (demon) mastered the out of body experience. There are currently 6,000 students under Knight’s teaching and the central theme is the Internalization of Divinity, which again means God in us or you are God. But obviously it’s a false deity. With demons, if you give them enough time, they lie. They can’t help but lie. It’s what they do. Predictions made by Knight in the name of Ramtha have failed to come true more than once. One was when this Ramtha character predicted a holocaust would take place in 1985. It didn’t happen. Obviously, that’s easy to demonstrate.

	 

	Once again, because New Age is demonic, who do they hate? Again, of course it’s Christians and Jewish people. Listen to this from a teaching session with JZ Knight when she says this demon is speaking to her: While channeling the demon, JZ said several controversial statements such as that Christianity is a backward religion. Now of all religions to pick on, why single out Christianity? But we know why, right? Ramtha also apparently told Knight that Jesus’ parables can be explained by means of photon waves and probability. Wow, well okay. In the same session, Ramtha said murder isn’t really wrong or evil. What??

	 

	But hey, if you believe in reincarnation like Shirley MacLaine does, you’d know those people deserve what they get because it’s their karma. New Agers and Hindus would say the person deserved to get raped. They deserved that because I’ll bet in a past life, they raped somebody else, so they have to work it off. As sick and twisted as that is, it’s what they believe and promote. It’s a major point you need to keep in mind when you’re witnessing to somebody who’s a New Ager.

	 

	JZ’s ministry also teaches that a person can create his or her own reality, which is also a Hindu belief and it’s what the Word of Faith Movement teaches. You better watch your words! Your words can create your own reality like actual death or illness. No, they can’t! You’re not God! But it’s the same thing this demon teaches.

	 

	Some people have come out to say what’s going on there at JZ’s Summit Lighthouse is a cult. Even her former husband is saying they are involved in a very “dangerous and very evil corrupt thing.” One student who escaped the place said, “At one point I was running around scared thinking I was going to get eaten by the lizard people.” During the 2012 Washington State general elections, JZ Knight and her organization donated to a multitude of Democratic campaigns. That’s interesting. We’ve seen Hillary, these guys, and Al Gore. Are you starting to see that pattern? Somebody is hooked up to bad spirits. Very interesting.

	    

	Now remember, JZ doesn’t just hate Christians, it also includes the Jewish people. Now I can’t repeat all the words because of the cuss words and there are some really bad words, but in 2011 while channeling this demon, Knight said the following and this was actually coming out of her mouth as she talked for this demon.

	 

	Here it is: “blank God’s chosen people. I think they have earned enough cash to have paid their way out of their blankety blank gas chambers by now.”

	You tell me that is not demonic hatred toward God’s people. How dare you say something like that?

	 

	I want to finish out the chapter with the largest church in the world. Are you ready? Let’s take a look.

	 

	Video starts with a progression of words on the screen: “The first service was March 3rd, 2008 with an attendance of over 300,000. The attendance is now over two million and they conducted the first ever mass-trance on March 17, 2008. What do they teach? Who you are requires no belief. Heaven is not a location but refers to the inner realm of consciousness. A man on the cross is an archetypal image. He is every man and every woman. The leader’s website teaches these lessons. My mind is part of God’s. I am very holy. My holiness is my salvation. My salvation comes from me. Let me remember that there is no sin. Do not make the pathetic error of clinging to the old rugged cross. The only message of the crucifixion is that you can overcome the cross. Have you heard of this church or maybe its leader [screen shows a picture of Oprah Winfrey]. Years ago, she denied Jesus is the only way.

	 

	Cut to an Oprah moderated panel discussion with a woman audience member making a statement: “The panel has been discussing the spirituality and the forces of God but I also believe that there are two forces that are here with us and that we do have our God that we can depend on but there is also a power of darkness that [audience starts clapping] we do need to be aware of. And that’s where the choice is that you get.”

	 

	Oprah: “Do you believe that you can choose between one or the other?

	 

	Audience woman: “Most absolutely, definitely. We are given that choice.”

	 

	Oprah: “Now Marianne Williamson says in her book, A Return to Love, that we’re always walking in the direction of one or the other. That all of your actions in life, either you’re moving toward the darkness or you’re moving toward the light. She calls it fear and love. There’s this wonderful book called Ishmael, by Daniel Quinn, which talks...which is...anyway, it’s a gorilla talking. But anyway, it talks about...one of the points it brings out is one of the mistakes that human beings make is believing that there is only one way to live and that we don’t accept that there are diverse ways of being in the world. That there are millions of ways to be a human being...”

	 

	Audience Woman interrupts and questions Oprah: “Then how do you please God?”

	 

	Oprah: “...and many ways [Oprah motions toward audience woman while saying ‘nope’] ...and many paths to what you call God and her path might be something else and when she gets there she might call it the light but her loving and her kindness and her generosity brings her...if it brings her to the same point that it brings you, it doesn’t matter whether she called it God along the way or not.” 

	 

	Audience Woman: “And I guess the danger that could be in that...I mean it sounds great on the onset but if you really look at both sides...”

	 

	Oprah interrupts: “There couldn’t possibly be just one way.”

	 

	Second Audience woman interrupts: “What about Jesus?

	Oprah seemingly perplexed: “What about Jesus?”

	 

	Second audience woman: “…grace and love and you say there isn’t only one way. There is one way and only one way and that is through Jesus.” 

	 

	Oprah interrupts: “There couldn’t possibly be with the millions of people...”

	 

	Second audience woman interrupts: “Because you say there isn’t.”

	 

	Oprah: “There couldn’t possibly be.”

	 

	Second audience woman: “You intellectualize it and say there isn’t. If you don’t believe that, you’re all buying into the lie.”

	 

	Cut to new video about Oprah: “Today she has turned her millions of adoring fans over to New Age doctrine. Christians are letting this into their homes and are being deceived.”

	 

	Cut to words on the screen: “Christians are confused.”

	 

	Young female Oprah viewer asking Oprah a question: “In reading books such as Eckhart Tolle’s, it’s really opened my eyes up to a new way of thinking. A new form of spirituality that doesn’t always align with the teachings of Christianity. So, my question is to you Oprah, how you reconciled these spiritual teachings with your Christian belief?”

	 

	Oprah: “I’ve reconciled it because I was able to open my mind about the absolute indescribable hugeness of that which we call God. I took God out of the box because I grew up in the Baptist church and there were, you know, rules and you know, belief systems and doctrine. I believe that God is love and that God is in all things. And so that’s when the search for something more than doctrine started to stir within me.”

	 

	Cut to another Oprah conversation with a New Age man: “And the essence of all consciousness isn’t something to believe. God...is.”

	 

	Man: “Yes”

	 

	Oprah: “God is a feeling experience, not a believing experience. And if your religion is a believing experience, if God for you is still about a belief, then it’s not truly God.”

	 

	Yet the Scripture says in order to be saved you must believe on the Lord Jesus Christ. Wow. That’s the largest church in the world! Twenty two million or more people watch her spiritual filth. A lot of them are still Christians and they’re getting indoctrinated into this stuff because they won’t shut it off.

	 

	In the next chapter, we’ll get into her background and some exciting encounters I’ve had, and maybe you’ve had them as well, where I’ve tried steering someone away from the Oprah-Wan Kenobi Show. 	Now we’re going to explore the big one, and that is Oprah Winfrey. Some people want to say she’s a Christian. Well we’re going to take a look at the evidence and you can decide for yourself. Her full name is Oprah Gail Winfrey, she was born in 1954, and obviously she is still alive today. She’s a talk show host, actress, producer, author, etc. She is best known for the Oprah-Wan Kenobi Show, or some call it The Oprah Winfrey Show. It is the highest rated program of its kind in history. In fact, Oprah is being dubbed right now as the Queen of All Media for the entire planet. She is IT!  

	 

	She’s currently North America’s first and only multi-billionaire black person. Notice I did not say millionaire. It’s billionaire and she’s the only black person in that category. Several assessments regard her as the “most influential woman in the world.” She was awarded the Presidential Medal of Freedom by President Obama. We’ll see in a little bit that the award was most likely in some part because of the influence she had on his candidacy in both the 2008 and 2012 races. She helped put him over the top.

	 

	Oprah was born into poverty in Mississippi to a single teenage mother. She was later raised in inner city Milwaukee. Oprah has stated that she was molested during her childhood and in her early teens she became pregnant at the age of 14 but lost her baby son, who died in infancy. In high school she landed a job in radio and then later began to co-anchor a local evening news show at the age of 19. Eventually she transferred to the daytime talk show business and after she boosted a third rated Chicago talk show to the top spot, she launched her own production company and became internationally syndicated. That’s when you see the birth of her show.

	 

	By the way, this information I’ll be presenting to you about Oprah is all secular material. This is the history that anyone can get their hands on. It’s non-Christian sources, it’s public knowledge, so you can’t say, “Well you’re making this stuff up”, including her history, this is common knowledge of what she’s doing, her beliefs, and what’s going on behind the scenes with her. 

	 

	By the 1990’s Oprah reinvented her show with a focus on literature, self-improvement, and spirituality. They actually use the term, spirituality and this is when she began to heavily emphasize it. Can you guess which spirituality she’s promoting with her global platform? It rhymes with New Age. Yes, it’s New age and that will be clear to you in a few minutes.

	 

	From 2006 to 2008 she endorsed Obama and it delivered over 1 million votes for Obama just by saying she liked him. Her actual name is not Oprah. It’s Orpah. It’s from a Biblical figure in the book of Ruth. People kept mispronouncing it as Oprah so that name stuck. Oprah produced and co-starred in the mini-series, Women of Brewster Place and co-founded Oxygen, which is a women’s cable television network. Not to sound sexist, but have you noticed a theme with a lot of the programs on Oxygen? I call it MBC, or the “Man-Bashing Channel.” If you’ve watched it much, maybe you feel like I do. Apparently, they can’t find a decent guy to have on. I’m not saying all men are awesome but come on! Can you at least periodically put on some positive examples of men? 

	 

	Oprah is part of the Oxygen channel and also president of Harpo Productions. Harpo, of course is Oprah spelled backwards. She now has a solely owned channel called OWN, which stands for Oprah Winfrey Network. Depending on your age, you may remember that Oprah co-starred in Steven Spielberg’s, The Color Purple, and she produced and starred in the film, Beloved. She’s coauthored five books and is getting ready to produce her memoirs soon in a book to apparently be called, The Life You Want. And of course, that focus of her new book makes sense because life is all about you, right? Oprah also publishes a couple of magazines called, O, The Oprah Magazine and O, At Home. Those magazines cater to more well to do professional women. 

	 

	Now listen to the widespread influence of Oprah.com. Her website averages more than 70 million page views per month and she receives approximately 20,000 e-mails each week. That is a huge massive global outreach! You might think, well good for her that she has built up an enormous worldwide outreach operation. But when you see the spiritual filth she’s promoting, you’ll understand how she is single handedly preparing this planet, like no advocate ever before of the New Age lie, to bring in the Antichrist Kingdom. That is no exaggeration! And talk about a person being completely deceived! It could be in her heart Oprah is convinced that what she’s promoting is virtuous, but in reality, she’s being used as a tool of Satan to promote these false beliefs. 

	 

	Recently Oprah signed a contract with XM Satellite Radio to establish a new XM radio channel to of course be called, Oprah Radio. The channel broadcasts 24 hours a day and seven days a week, which is why people are saying Oprah is “the most dangerous woman in the world.” Let’s take a look at what this guy says in a news interview. 

	 

	Female host: “So why is my next guest saying, ‘it’s all about Oprah raking in some more cash for herself.’ Well he’s Internet evangelist, Bill Keller. Bill, you know, I enjoy Oprah. I’m an Oprah fan. What do you have against her?”

	 

	Bill Keller: “Well, I’ve got to tell you Terry, first of all, it’s good to be with you. I’ve been telling people for years that Oprah is probably the most dangerous woman in the world. And let me tell you why I say that. I understand that she makes people feel good and her program does a lot of nice things. But her program has evolved over the years to the point now where she is really the queen of the New Age gurus. She has started on her XM Satellite Station January 1st, teaching ‘A Course in Miracles’ that is nothing but regurgitated New Age teachings from centuries old. Monday night she starts a 10-week course on ‘A New Earth’ which is off of a book written by Eckhart Tolle, a great New Age pursuant. And the fact is, Oprah is making a fortune pushing New Age philosophies down people’s throats.” 

	 

	Host: “Well she’s doing it I guess because it sells or because people like to watch her.”

	 

	Bill Keller: “Well, here’s the problem. She claims to be a Christian and the problem is a Christian believes that this book (Bill holds up the Bible) is the only truth there is and Jesus Christ is the only way to be saved. The problem is these New Age teachings are really sucking millions of people into these false philosophies, which are false theologies and they’re literally leading people to Hell. Oprah, whether she knows it or not, is really being a conduit to lead people to Hell if you believe the Bible to be true.”

	 

	Host: “But that’s not most of her program. I mean a lot of it is, you know, weight loss, makeovers, and things of that sort.”

	 

	Bill: You’re right Terry. But lately she has become, like I said, the Queen of the New Age gurus. Last year she was a big proponent of ‘The Secret’, which is another New Age philosophy. Like I said, on her XM satellite station starting January 1st, she’s been pushing this ‘Course in Miracles’, which is a year-long New Age course that basically says there is no sin and if there is no sin, that means you don’t need a savior. And again, Monday night she starts her latest venture, which you know, the fact is, there’s a million people plus that are going to be plugged into this ten-week course. That means a million people plus have bought the book, there is accompanying paraphernalia that goes with it, and she’s going to rake in millions of dollars. But the problem is she’s leading people down a road of destruction. That is if again, you believe the Bible to be true and Christ to be the only way to be saved.”

	 

	Preach it brother!! I love that because first of all, I can’t believe this interview even made it on the news. That was cut and dried. I want to share it so you’ll see it isn’t just me with my so-called biased opinion. There are other Christians out there saying these practices are absolute spiritual filth and notice how the newswoman was trying hard to defend her. Really, what is there to argue about? You’re either a Christian or you’re not. Right? So, let’s just call it for what it is. I appreciate the boldness of that guy. 

	 

	Oprah currently lives on what’s called, The Promised Land, which is a 42-acre estate with ocean and mountain views in Montecito, California, southeast of Santa Barbara. She also owns a house in New Jersey, an apartment in Chicago, an estate on Fisher Island Florida, a ski house in Colorado, property in Maui, and a home in Antigua Guatemala. 

	 

	Oprah has had many, many relationships. Again, she’s supposed to be a Christian. Her dating started with a high school sweetheart named Anthony and then on to William Bubba Taylor at Tennessee State. In the 1970’s, believe it or not, she had a romantic relationship with John Tesh and later with reporter, Lloyd Cramer. Then she had a love affair with a married man who had no intention of leaving his wife. Whoa! 

	 

	Remember, I’m drawing all this from secular sources. I can’t belabor that enough. I’m not just making this up. It’s all out there as public knowledge.

	 

	Later Oprah confessed to smoking crack cocaine with a man she was romantically involved with during the same era. Then she had another drug related love affair with a guy named Randall Cook. She briefly dated the movie critic Roger Ebert and later went out with a Haitian filmmaker, Reginald Chevalier. Now she’s with Stedman Graham. They were supposed to get married in 1982 but it never took place.

	 

	We’ve talked about how homosexuality and the LGBT movement are so prominent today, even in the church’s mindset. Well again, is there a correlation? How many Christians are watching this filth and being influenced but they won’t shut it off? Believe it or not, Oprah is not only promoting New Age but remember the belief of New Age is come one, come all. Any beliefs you have for yourself are acceptable and to be celebrated. You do whatever you want, which includes whatever morality you’d like and who cares what God says? Oprah has been very prominent in promoting the homosexual movement. Again, this is secular sources.

	 

	Listen to this: “Oprah played the therapist, if you recall on an episode of Ellen when Ellen came out.”

	 

	Oprah was the therapist who encouraged Ellen on that show.

	 

	“She’s also known from CNN as the world’s most powerful woman. She’s arguably the most influential woman in the world and one of the 100 people who most influenced the 20th century. And Life Magazine named Winfrey as...Listen to this...one of the hundred people who changed the world alongside such luminaries as Jesus Christ.”

	 

	This is the woman who has been promoting the New Age lie that is preparing people for the Antichrist and the world realizes she’s got a global influence. 

	 

	Vanity Fair wrote, “Oprah Winfrey arguably has more influence on the culture than any university president, politician, or religious leader except perhaps the Pope.” 

	 

	The Oprah Show “Provided the much needed high impact media visibility for gay, bisexual, transsexual, and transgender people and did more to make them mainstream and socially acceptable than any other development in the 20th century.”

	 

	What did they just say? Oprah has done more than anything else. We thought it was the movies that suckered people into this thinking and acceptance, or it was the educational system. And of course, those methods were guilty and still are to this day, but secular sources say Oprah is the number one reason why these lifestyles became accepted. It was because of her influences that it now appears in living rooms across America almost every day of the week.

	 

	So you’re supposed to be a Christian, but instead, it’s New Age promotion of this kind of stuff. Again, according to secular sources, “To her audience of more than 22 million mostly female viewers, she has become the post-modern priestess, an icon of church-free spirituality.” Well then, if you’re tired of the church, supposedly this is another option for you. Remember what she said in our last chapter? First, she said the stuff about how God is all, God is one, and we’re all God, which is promoting Pantheism, and we’ll get more into that, but she also basically said that if your experience with God is a believing experience, then that’s not true because it’s really a feeling experience. Yet Scripture says you need to believe. You need to believe on the Lord Jesus Christ to be saved. It certainly is not just a feeling experience.  

	 

	The idea she’s promoting is that it’s all about you. She’s snookering these people into this supposed church-free experience and also saying it’s not about doctrine. It’s just about feelings, about you, and how you feel. Oprah said the Church turned her off because it was just a bunch of rules and doctrine. She said if you’re looking for something more than that, she has some answers for you. Notice the kind of words secular sources use about her, like priestess. What does that tell you? People say, “Oh, her program is just about weight loss and self-improvement.” No, it’s not! Apparently, the bulk of the image she has given to people and the media is that she’s about a religion and specifically the New Age religion, so much so that secular people recognize her as a priestess. That’s what is really going.

	You wonder well, what kind of religion is she promoting? I keep saying it’s New Age but let’s get specific. Remember that New Age ultimately is the lie which is preparing people for what the Bible warned about 2000 years ago. That is the rise of the Antichrist Kingdom. We know Biblically that it will take the form of a One World Government, a One World Economy, and a One World Religion. It will include a global political Antichrist figure and a false prophet. Ultimately it will culminate in the Mark of the Beast.

	 

	Now listen to what Oprah has been doing and here’s a look at her religion. Twelve days after the September 11th attacks, New York City Mayor Rudy Giuliani asked Winfrey to serve as host for the Prayer for America Service at Yankee Stadium. You may remember that. In attendance were former President Bill Clinton and Hillary Clinton. Now we already saw with Hillary that she was involved with a New Age guru named Jean Houston. They were channeling Eleanor Roosevelt in the White House. So, Oprah got to host this event. Remember that after 9/11 there was a feeling that we all needed to come together. As a side note, you may remember there was another gathering similar to the Yankee Stadium one, but at the Washington Cathedral. Did you notice who attended that so-called prayer service? Billy Graham was there but who also was there praying? It was practitioners from many other religions. The Catholics were there and the Muslims among many others. It was a One World Religion prayer service.  

	 

	Now listen to what Oprah did at that time where she hosted the Yankee Stadium event. One account put it this way: 

	 

	“She led the prayer service, so-called, at Yankee Stadium. And this time we entreated prayers and words of wisdom from so-called Protestant Preachers, Catholic Cardinals and Bishops, Eastern Orthodox Bishops, Islamic Imams, Jewish Rabbis, and Hindu Clerics. But strangely missing from these services were Christian Fundamentalists.”

	 

	That is Bible believing Christians. They are talking about Evangelicals!

	 

	Continuing: “The Bible-believing Christian omissions were intentional because our beliefs are incompatible with the goals and objection of the New World Religion and fundamentalist groups, which do not fit into the mold can now be marginalized as cults and wiped out in the most profound fashion while liberal Christianity,...”.

	Which of course is fake Christianity that goes along with all this baloney, involving a new morality and the New Age lie.

	 

	Continuing: “...while liberal Christianity is being represented by the mainstream media and being held up as acceptable.”

	 

	It’s just the same old switcheroo. They’re taking the real Christians and labeling them as the new terrorists because we’re intolerant. Intolerant is the buzzword, right? But again, it’s not the old definition of tolerance where we were taught to love the sinner but hate the sin. It’s the New Age definition which says we must accept and even celebrate everyone’s beliefs (their truth instead of the truth) or we are being intolerant. So, they are labeling true Christians as intolerant while they affirm the fake Christians, who are Christians in name only because they don’t stand for the truth of Scripture and they do go along with the New Age belief that all religions teach the same thing. But that’s a lie! We’re actually told that these fake Christians are the true Christians.  

	 

	I believe the result will be that Christianity, in name only, will march into the Seven Year Tribulation. They will be Christians in name only. Christianity as a religion will continue but it will not be true Christianity. True Christians will be gone at the Rapture. In the meantime, they will marginalize Bible-believing Christians and they’re already doing it. If you just listen to their verbiage, you can understand how we’ll become, or have become, the bad guys society needs to get rid of. So even though they will eliminate biblical Christianity from their collective of “truth”, they’ll still characterize it like this: “See, all religions are together now, including Christianity.” But no, that won’t be real Christianity. That’s the fake Christianity you’ve included in your One World Religion. What will then follow during the Seven Year Tribulation are people’s eyes being opened so that they turn to Jesus becoming true Christians but then they’ll be martyred for their newfound Biblical Christian faith.

	 

	Oprah also aired a controversial show called Islam 101, in which she portrayed Islam as a religion of peace. That caused a little ruckus. “She called it the most misunderstood of the three major religions.” But of course, there is no misunderstanding with Islam if you do the research.

	 

	Oprah also began to endorse a self-help program you may have heard of called, The Secret. When I lived in New York and was traveling out to Los Angeles while working on projects, a lot of the wealthy people were talking quite a bit about The Secret. It became THE supposed way to attain success. Of course, in L.A. you have the people who are open to these New Age type of teachings. Winfrey began to endorse The Secret, which is a self-help program claiming people can change their lives through positive thoughts. Hmmm…positive thoughts…who else does that? Oh yeah, it’s the Word of Faith Movement, right? They’re about positive thoughts and being extra careful about what you say because you can create your own reality. They believe if you just speak it and believe, it’s going to happen. But of course, that’s New Age. The Secret is about positive thoughts and or vibrations which will then cause you to attract more positive vibrations that result in good things happening to you. They believe that in any area of your life, whether health or money or whatever, you only need to speak success and think success to attract success. But that’s a lie! You do not create your own reality. 

	 

	Oprah also endorsed author and New Ager, Eckhart Tolle. We’ll get into his teachings more later. Oprah promoted his book, A New Earth, which sold several million extra copies after being selected for her book club. This is interesting. Basically, any author who gets on Oprah’s show is an instant best seller. I remember back in the day I used to work with literary agents while authoring books. I don’t use literary agents anymore and don’t have time here to tell you the whole story, but at one point I came to the realization: “Forget that process. We need to subvert the system. With all due respect, you guys are corrupt.” So, we started publishing on our own. While going down that route we learned, even for the Christian community, that everybody was scrambling to just ‘get on Oprah.’ I heard it over and over. Just get on Oprah, I don’t care if your book is about cleaning your toenails, if you can appear on Oprah, you’re going to have a number one best seller. 

	 

	Oprah has used her influence to promote a lot of things and of course one she highlighted was something we keep hearing in this New Age study, which was predicted by the Bible. Can you guess? It’s a vegan diet. Remember again that we were warned about that by the Bible? It’s something we’re told that will come up in the last days. It’s not just people being sucked into demonic teachings but once again, it’s that food restriction thing. Oprah also created the Oprah Angel Network, raising more than 80 million dollars. One million of it came from Jon Bon Jovi.

	 

	Now let’s get down to what Oprah is promoting on her show. I keep mentioning it is New Age and we got a little teaser already but let’s start breaking down exactly what she is promoting through her program, which is influencing millions and millions of people around the planet 24 hours a day, seven days a week. As one guy put it, Oprah refers to God as, “Whatever a person may call ‘that.’“ Now the essence of the New Age movement is Pantheism, which is the pagan belief that God is everything and therefore everything is God. I’m God and you’re God as well as a rock, a tree, a turnip, and a toad are all God. It’s that lie. This belief stands in opposition to the Biblical teaching that God exists separate and apart from his creation. And that is Paul’s charge from the Bible. In Romans Chapter One, why is the wrath of God being revealed from Heaven? It’s because people had the audacity to worship created things rather than the actual Creator. God created everything, but all things are not God. God created them. As Creator, He’s above and beyond that which was created. It’s not Pantheism. 

	 

	Listen to this and again, remember that Oprah is claiming to be Christian while she uses Christianeez to twist Biblical teaching into New Age. That is really true! I’m sorry, but I need to be blunt here because what I’m seeing in her own words show that Oprah is not a Christian. During a program when she interviewed Shirley MacLaine, who we saw is a New Ager, Oprah said,

	 

	“Being born again is the same as being connected to the higher self.” 

	 

	Remember, you are God. Right? She added that when the Bible says, ask and it shall be given, we are being prompted to seek answers from our intuitive self. What??

	 

	On a program featuring a panel of New Age authors, Oprah said she “does not think that God is hung up on what we believe about Him. Whatever that force is, it doesn’t care what you call it. He doesn’t have an ego problem.” She went on to say, “I believe in the force.”  

	 

	Well that’s like Taoism from Star Wars. On the contrary, God reveals Himself as our Heavenly Father and we have an intimate personal relationship with Him. He’s not an ‘it’ or ‘a force.’ Her ideas here are not Biblical at all.

	 

	In 2005, Oprah wrote a book called, Live Your Best Life, which sounds a lot like somebody else’s book called, Your Best Life Now. It does because the author is Joel Osteen who has been on Oprah’s show many times. Why do you suppose that is? It’s because of the similar self-centered teachings, right? With both of them, it’s all about self. Focus on yourself, which fits perfectly into New Age.  

	 

	“Oprah described her theology as a belief that everything is one and man is divine, and man can thus create his own reality. And she encouraged people to meditate and pray to any god.”

	 

	Yet you’re supposed to be a Christian?? I’ve got a problem with that. Listen to this.

	 

	Oprah said, “One of the most important books she has ever read, is one by a guy named Eric Butterworth.”

	 

	A little further on I’m going to rip through a bunch of names for you. I don’t have time to go into detail with those like we’re doing for Oprah, but I want to pepper you with some names that are out there all over the place in the New Age teachings. Oprah is also promoting them but they’re everywhere. This list of names will help you be forewarned about these people being New Agers. Eric Butterworth wrote a book called, Discover the Power Within You. Again, Oprah said this was one of the most important books she ever read. 

	 

	In that book the author says, ”Jesus did not come to teach us how divine He was, but to teach that divinity was within us.”

	 

	What does that sound like? It’s Genesis Chapter 3 again. What was the lie of Satan? It was that you will be like God. Turn away from God and don’t listen to him. Here’s a better way. Satan says, God is hiding something, and you just need to listen to me for some better secret knowledge and then you will be like God. You can decide what’s right, wrong, good, and evil. And Butterworth’s book was one that most influenced her?!

	 

	Here’s another nutty idea: “Oprah said that for Jesus to claim exclusive divinity...”

	 

	So she’s saying IF Jesus affirms He is God and He’s the only God, then that...

	 

	“...would make Jesus the biggest egotist that ever lived.”

	 

	If you are really a born-again Christian, how could that ever come out of your mouth?! I’ve got a problem with it. And then with all this public knowledge about Oprah, people fight me when I suggest they, “Please turn that filth off.” 

	 

	Oprah’s false gospel is a gospel of “ME” with capital letters on ME to emphasis that her teachings are all about self, or me. She has repeatedly said, “God wants you to love yourself. It starts with you. She’s saying that ‘spiritual gurus’...”

	 

	And what she means by spiritual guru is someone like Jesus who New Age says was just a great avatar and spiritual teacher. He was no different than other spiritual gurus like Buddha, Muhammad, the Great Confused One - Confucius, or whomever society would look back on as a great teacher.

	 

	Oprah continues: “ ...the spiritual gurus are here not to teach us about their divinity, but to teach us about our own divinity.”

	 

	That’s a direct quote coming from the Oprah-Wan Kenobi Show. And again, here are some of her guests she has promoted by having them on her show. We just talked about Eric Butterworth with his idea that the divine is within us. Of course, Shirley MacLaine is one. Betty Eadie is a New Age Mormon, which is kind of a weird mix. Eadie is the author of a book called Embraced by the Light. Betty Eadie claims that she went to Heaven and talked personally with Jesus, Who assured her that there are many paths to God. However, John 14:6, which is from Jesus says, “I am the way, the truth, and the life. Nobody comes the Father except through me.” I didn’t say that, Jesus did, and He does not contradict Himself because Jesus is God. He is holy and doesn’t lie. So that obviously wasn’t Jesus. 

	 

	Again, these are people on her show but of course it’s not the whole list. You can go to Oprah’s website and click on SuperSoulsSunday for her interviews. I wonder if that Sunday program is her alternative to attending church for her audience? Yes, of course it is.

	 

	Now there are a lot more guests on her show promoting this New Age baloney, but I want to give you some of the prominent ones. Raymond Moody is an occultist who advocates communication with the dead. Well that’s necromancy of course and it’s forbidden in the Bible. Carolyn Myss is a New Age author who teaches the divinity of man and the power of positive confession. She says, if you speak it and believe, then it will come true. Again, what does that sound like? It’s the same as what’s said by Kenneth Copeland, Benny Hinn, Creflo Dollar, and Fredrick Price. They are false teachers from the Word of Faith Movement. Also on Oprah, is Debbie Ford, a New Age guru who advocates the divinity of man. Scott Peck is the New Age author of The Road Less Traveled. In the book he says, “God wants us to become himself or herself or itself and that’s the ultimate goal of evolution.”

	 

	Again, that’s the New Age lie that we need to spiritually evolve, and the age of Utopia will be upon us when all of us finally release and realize we are God. That’s evolution. Remember I said evolution is needed, not only for the lie of physical evolution to turn us away from God and the Judeo-Christian ethic, but it’s also needed for their part two, which is the last days lie that we need to spiritually evolve on top of the earlier physical evolution.

	 

	Other guests of Oprah include Gary Zukav who wrote the book, The Seat of the Soul. He teaches reincarnation and channeling through spirit guides. Iyanla Vanzant is on Oprah all the time. She’s the life coach Oprah has on and of course Vanzant is a New Ager who teaches the gospel of self-esteem. She’s an “ordained minister” and a “Yoruba Priestess in the Yoruba Priesthood.” What’s that? It’s a polytheistic ancestor worshiping religion in Western Africa. So, Oprah, as a “Christian”, why is that on your show? 

	 

	Esther Hicks is the author of, The Law of Attraction. She’s a New Age channeler. Channeling is about getting into an altered state of consciousness and allowing demons to speak through you to supposedly give you a higher knowledge than the Bible’s wisdom. Esther actually conducted a channeling session with Oprah on one of her programs. So apparently, together, they channeled a demon live on television. John Edwards is another so-called psychic medium who says, “I act as a conduit between the physical world and what I call the other world.” Again, that’s necromancy. You’ve probably heard of Deepak Chopra and we mentioned him before. He’s a New Age author who says, “In reality we are divinity in disguise and the gods and goddesses, an embryo that are contained within us, seek to be fully materialized.”

	 

	So according to that guy, you just have to admit it, right? You only need to say, okay Satan, you were right in Genesis three when you said I can be like God. That’s really what Chopra is saying.

	 

	Also, on Oprah’s show, is Cheryl Richardson who is a promoter of Centering Meditation. What is a practice from Hinduism that is coming into the church? It’s Centering Meditation, although they stay away from the word, meditation or Christians wouldn’t adopt it so easily. They get sneaky and call it Centering Prayer, Prophetic Prayer, or things of that nature. All it’s doing is getting you into an altered state of consciousness in the Church, to supposedly get a higher knowledge, which is outside the Bible. That’s New Age! That’s all it is. Cheryl Richardson is a promoter of Centering Meditation utilizing guided visualization to connect with one’s higher self or one’s spirit guide.

	 

	Rhonda Byrne is author of The Secret, which teaches the supposed Law of Attraction. In her book she states that, “You are God in a physical body.” Really? I don’t think so.

	 

	Jack Canfield is co-editor of a self-help series of books called, Chicken Soup for the Soul. Canfield advocates meditation as the way to experience the voice of God speaking to you through words, images, and sensation. But what happened to the Bible and what’s wrong with it? Why can’t you just pick up the Bible? 

	 

	In another example of how psychology is wrapped up with New Age, Brian Weiss is a psychiatrist and author who believes in reincarnation and says Heaven is all around us. Really? But if Heaven is all around us and this world is Heaven, all I can say is...help! You’ve gotta be kidding me! Weiss also says the flip side is that Hell is something you don’t have to experience when you die, unless you expect it. So just don’t think about it and you’re fine.

	 

	Shakti Gawain is a Personal Development Expert who advocates Creative Visualization to become open to accept the goodness of the universe. He also encourages people to trust their inner-self.

	 

	Don Curtis is a Unity Minister and a channeler who claims the early church believed in reincarnation, but the Council of Nicaea threw it out in the fourth century. I didn’t share this with you earlier when we looked at Shirley MacLaine’s, Out on a Limb series, but that’s just a complete lie. If you study the actual Church history, the Council of Nicaea never even talked about reincarnation. It’s just a repeated lie. As we’ve heard about successful propaganda tactics, if you repeat the lie loud enough, long enough, and often enough, people will believe it. This is the same thing. The council never even dealt with that. But those spreading lies often make it sound like a mysterious conspiracy so it will attract more interest. They say it’s not in the Bible because people took it out. 

	 

	Another promoted on Oprah’s show is somebody named Pema Chodron. She’s an American woman who was divorced twice before becoming a Buddhist Nun. Her goal is to bring the teachings of Tibetan Buddhism to Western audiences.

	 

	There’s also John Gray, who is an advocate for using Transcendental Meditation to develop higher states of consciousness. And Wayne Dyer is an advocate of Taoism. As we saw in another study, Taoism is the belief system behind Star Wars.

	 

	Dyer says, “If God is everywhere then there is no place that God is not and that includes you. When you are eating, he says you are ingesting God and replenishing God. When you sleep you breathe God and you allow God to rest.”

	 

	That was just a smattering of those guests Oprah is promoting but there are two big ones she’s really pushing right now. Eckhart Tolle is a German born Canadian resident and a very prominent New Ager. We already saw that Oprah is promoting his book, A New Earth. He’s got another one called, The Power of Now. It of course became an instant best seller. Guess why? It was, of course, because of Oprah-Wan Kenobi’s promotion. In The Power of Now, he denies the existence of a personal God, the existence of an eternal soul, personal responsibility for sin, and the need for a redeeming death and resurrection of Jesus Christ.  

	 

	And you’re supposed to be Christian, Oprah?! What in the world are you doing endorsing and promoting that by putting it on your show!? I have a problem with that.

	 

	As we’ve seen before, Tolle is basically selling Hinduism to a Western audience. It’s the Eastern religions invading the West. He has given Hinduism a Western packaging through his view of God being an impersonal life force.

	 

	Eckhart Tolle argues, “there can therefore be no separation from God because our real self is a part of God and...”

	 

	On that note, you may have learned this if you’ve witnessed to a Mormon, Jehovah’s Witness, or someone else involved in a cult. They come knocking at your door or you run into them when they ride up on a bike and when they start to give you their spiel, what do you say? As a Christian you might say something like, “Hey listen guys, I believe in Jesus Christ.” You learn quickly that they have a set response. It will be, “So do I!” After hearing this a few times, you learn to probe behind the veneer. You have to explore behind the Christianeez. You can start poking around that answer with something like, “You tell me about your Jesus and I’ll tell you about mine.” You find out fast that the Jesus you each know is not the same Jesus. They believe Jesus is the spirit brother of Lucifer. I’m sorry but that’s not my Jesus. My Savior didn’t come from Joseph Smith, who was a huckster involved in the occult and created his Book of Mormon from staring in a hat looking at a rock. Islam’s version of Jesus is not ours. Not by a long shot. I’ll stick with the Bible, thank you very much. The same goes for Jehovah’s Witnesses, who say Jesus is not God but merely the Archangel Michael so that one is not the Jesus of the Bible either!

	 

	I said that to get to this. These cults will twist Scripture using Christianeez. That’s why any false religion or cult today can easily profess to believe in ‘God.’ But that means nothing these days. God is a generic term and now with the New Age lie, God can be you, a tree, or even a church pew. You have to get specific. What god are you talking about and what do you believe in? Personally, because I came out of the New Age lies, I pray in the name of Jesus Christ or at least Jesus. I don’t say, “in his name”, “in your name”, or “Thank you, God.” No, I’m sorry, you might say that’s a pet peeve but I’m telling you, God is viewed as a generic term in our world. Plus, I’ve learned in studying spiritual warfare that there’s something about the name of Jesus Christ. Jesus Christ is the only name under Heaven by which men must be saved and the only name under Heaven from which demons must obey, cower, and flee. So, if you’re a demon, what is the last name you want to hear? Hey, go ahead and say god all you want because that could be anything, right? You can even say creator or Father and it could be pertaining to something unbiblical. But there’s something about the name of Jesus Christ. Have you noticed that name seems to be going away in people’s prayers? Maybe I’m getting on a soapbox but I’m sorry, the important name to use is Jesus Christ.

	 

	Getting back to Tolle, here’s another example of how New Age twists Christian words and teaching. Again, you’ve got to get behind the Christianeez veneer they spread over their false teachings. This one is with the word, “salvation.” Here’s how you’re supposed to be saved according to Eckhart Tolle:

	 

	“...salvation consists of becoming aware of your real self.”

	 

	So, their version of salvation is Genesis 3. It’s about you saying yes to Satan because he was right and you are God. That’s all you need to acknowledge and guess what? You’re saved! Do you see how twisted it all is?

	 

	That’s what is being promoted with Oprah and these New Age teachers she recommends. I like what one guy said and he’s exactly right:

	 

	“How could you endorse such a book and still call yourself a Christian? It is beyond comprehension. Yet that is what Oprah is doing.”

	 

	Oprah became enthralled with Eckhart Tolle in 2008 starting with, A New Earth. According to Oprah, half a million people from all over the world signed up to participate in the first segment of the online course and they listened to Oprah and Tolle talk for an hour and a half about the first chapter of his book. That is not to mention the millions of people who have and will read the book. In fact, as mentioned, Oprah gave out something like a thousand copies of this baloney to an audience.

	 

	Another big one out there, and in with Oprah is Marianne Williamson. Pay attention to that name. She is very high profile with New Age. Williamson wrote a book called, A Return to Love. Doesn’t that sound like a wonderful teaching? It’s not! Basically, Marianne is rehashing what we already saw from Helen Schucman, the psychiatrist who wrote A Course in Miracles. Remember that New Age nonsense? Well Williamson basically wrote this book to explain her life changing experience while reading, A Course in Miracles. That’s all it is. It’s a creative way to bring back promotion of A Course in Miracles on the Oprah-Wan Kenobi Show. If you remember, Schucman heard a voice one day in her office. The voice said it was Jesus and insisted she, “Write this down! Write this down!” Schucman was resisting but finally gave in. It took 7 years but eventually became, A Course in Miracles. Though of course we know all of it is demonic, as was outlined for us in First Timothy Chapter Four. 

	 

	Now let me read some quotes to you from that book. You tell me if this sounds Christian and would a true Christian ever promote this:

	“There is no separation of God from his creation.”

	 

	“God is all in all in a very literal sense. All being is in him who is all being. You are therefore in him since your being is his.”

	 

	That makes me feel like saying, “How much wood would a woodchuck chuck if a woodchuck could chuck wood”, because that was a whopper!

	 

	Continuing: “The recognition of God is the recognition of yourself.”

	 

	Listen to this one: “Is Jesus the Christ? Oh yes, along with you.”

	 

	Now again, remember how we talked about the Word of Faith guys and how they teach the same positive confession where with the power of your words, you can create your own reality? They say to be careful with your words and if you speak and believe it, blah, blah, blah. That’s New Age, right? I also shared with you what the other lie is that these same guys are teaching. Remember how they say we are little gods? See, it’s just more of the same and that’s why I’m taking you through this. When you understand the historical roots, it suddenly makes sense why Word of Faith people are doing it. It doesn’t fall into place until you go back to look at where it came from. If you trace far enough back, you discover the beginnings tie in with New Age and Hinduism.

	 

	Listen to this: “A slain Christ has no meaning.”

	 

	And this is the book Oprah is promoting!

	 

	Here’s another one: “Do not make the pathetic error of clinging to the old rugged cross.”

	 

	That is flat out blasphemy! Right?

	 

	“There is no sin. It has no consequence.”

	 

	And listen to this just after we heard them twist salvation. Here is how they say you receive atonement: 

	 

	“Atonement is the final lesson that man needs to learn for it teaches him that never having sinned, he has no need of salvation.”

	So apparently, you’re saved when you admit you’re God and you’re atoned when you admit you’ve never sinned, and you don’t need to be saved. Can you see how they take Christianeez and twist it?

	 

	Oprah praised Marianne Williamson’s book on the program and handed out a thousand copies to her audience so of course it shot up on the New York Times Best Seller’s List and stayed there for months. Oprah also announced she was going to start broadcasting lessons from Williamson’s, A Return to Love. Again, that book was based on her experience reading, A Course in Miracles. Williamson’s book conveniently has 365 lessons so there is one for every single day of the year on Oprah’s XM Radio program. On her Oprah and Friends XM Radio Show, every day of the year, she’s promoting this stuff and we’re only talking about one of her outlets, which is globally broadcast radio. 

	 

	I’ll conclude the chapter with what this guy says and on a personal note, believe me, I have gotten so much flack talking about Oprah and with all due respect, also kidding about it being the Oprah-Wan Kenobi Show. But I’m trying to get across that she’s a New Ager, through and through. I came from this New Age trash! Still it blows me away to see how much flack I get from people who admire Oprah. It’s like I was talking about their grandma or I accidentally kicked their puppy. 

	 

	In my defense, first of all, I’m a Christian. But I’m also a Pastor. What does a Pastor do? He’s called to be a shepherd and as such you don’t just feed and love the flock, you are also called to what? You protect the flock from harmful false teachers. You have to speak up and warn them! I tell people that if you don’t warn your flock of false teachers and teachings, you’re a part of the problem. I’m sorry but you’re not a very good shepherd because your flock is being attacked and you’re not helping. Now it’s true that those you are intending to help may kick, bite or claw you! I’ve been through that with sheep. But you have to warn the sheep because you love them and sometimes you have to call them out, even doing so by name. I’ve also gotten flak for using names. They say, “Oh, you shouldn’t mention their name.” What?? What Bible are you reading? When Paul called out false teachers while writing to the churches, he not only said it to a particular church, but it was all put in letter form and distributed amongst the churches. He called them out by name and let all the others know that he was doing so. Paul said things like, ‘I warned you specifically of Alexander and Hymenaeus.’ And when Jesus warned against the Pharisees, he called them out in public and even used exclamation points, which means He probably got loud. He said things like, “You brood of vipers. Snakes! Sons of Vipers! You hypocrites!”, “inside, you’re full of dead men’s bones”, and “You make him twice as much the son of Hell as you are.” 

	 

	Yet we’re told we should never call a name out. Supposedly we’re meant to say generally that somebody is out there, whom you need to be watching out for because it could end very badly for you and/or a loved one. Hopefully you’ll guess who and avoid the problem without me offending anyone. Yeah, that works! NO, you need to call them out! Call them out! Call out the name! If they are a false teacher, then they are a false teacher. What are you doing?! A shepherd loves his sheep enough to tell them the truth. 

	 

	So let’s go to what one guy said regarding Oprah: “You need to warn your friends about the theological poison that Oprah is peddling and you need to put her on your prayer list, praying that her eyes will be opened to the truth that Jesus and Jesus alone is the only way and the only hope for the world.”

	 

	And what’s so sad is that she’s has been given a global platform larger than anyone in the history of mankind. Can you imagine if she really did honor Jesus with it? That is, the real Jesus? Can you imagine the positive impact it would be having on our world? By the way, do you know why she ditched church? She said her big problem was that she came across a passage which said God is a jealous God. She thought, that can’t be my God. God can’t be jealous because that’s...that’s wrong. Excuse me? Not all jealousy is sin. There’s a sinful jealousy just like there is a sinful anger. God’s anger is called a righteous indignation. Much of the time, we try to convince ourselves it is what we’re doing. In rare cases maybe we are, right? Righteous anger can happen when we get upset at evil being done in God’s name or like when Jesus overturned the tables in the temple court saying, 

	 

	“It is written, ‘My house shall be called a house of prayer.’ But you are making it ‘a den of thieves!’“

	 

	So not all anger is wrong. Likewise, not all jealousy is wrong. Let me give you an easy way to describe that. I agree that God is Holy, which means He is without sin. So, He does not commit jealous sin. It’s no different than this: If there was a guy who was seducing someone’s wife openly, is it wrong for that man to want to intervene and to be jealous about what that guy’s doing to his wife? No, in fact if he didn’t have any kind of feelings like that, I’d say something is wrong with his love for his wife. Right? And that’s the context here when God says he’s a jealous God. The world was impacting his bride, Israel so he was speaking up to say, you’re messing with my lady. There is nothing wrong with that in the biblical context.

	 

	That was Oprah’s major hang-up and excuse. Then you saw in the video transcript from last chapter, where Oprah said she also left her church upbringing because it was all just doctrines, do’s and don’ts, and blah, blah, blah. Somewhere along the line Satan twisted that in her brain to coax her into his army. She could have used this platform to promote the real Jesus Christ and make a tremendously positive impact on the world. But how sad it is that she’s now being used by Satan to prepare people for the Antichrist. Again, I guarantee the whole time she probably thinks she’s doing a really commendable job. Isn’t that sad.

	 

	So as the guy just said, you need to pray for her and can I tell you something? With the people you know who are watching that show, because you love them just like a shepherd, please counsel them to shut it off! Doing so might come back to bite you, claw you, and kick you but at least warn them because what they are taking in is some of the most rotten filth. 

	 

	In the next chapter we’ll take a look at another Hollywood lady that is fast rising up there with Oprah-Wan. This one is even more so, coming right into the church. Her first name is Roma and they recently come out with a new movie about Ben-Hur in 2016. I’m sure it was Biblical. 	The second way New Age is hugely influencing the Church comes from a source that rhymes with Roma Downey. Can you guess who it is? Yes, it’s Roma Downey and of course, her husband, Mark Burnett. A lot of people say things about this couple like, “They’re Christians producing Christian movies and it’s wonderful!” I’ve actually heard people say their productions would be great to show at their church or other churches, and to give to our youth for their studies. What I’m going to show you is that it’s not just me being hard-nosed. The research on this shows that it’s just another lie like we saw with Oprah Winfrey’s work.

	 

	Roma Downey was born in 1960 and of course is still alive. She’s a Northern Ireland born actress and producer and is best known as an angel named Monica in a television series called, Touched by an Angel. In that series she was employed by another angel called Tess, who was played by an actress you may remember named Della Reese. Della passed away recently. She was an American nightclub jazz, gospel, and pop singer. Since she was a gospel singer, she must be a Christian, right? No, singing gospel music does not make you a Christian. Besides being a television actress, Della Reese was an “ordained minister.” So, since she’s an ordained minister, she must to be a Christian, right? Well first of all, if she was ordained in the Church, that already violates a Biblical rule. What is a woman doing being made a Pastor? Sorry, but I have a problem with that because the Bible does not allow for it. You say, well okay, the Church has become liberal but maybe she herself is still a Christian. Neither singing in a gospel group nor being a woman ordained against Biblical principles, makes someone a Christian, but let’s look more into Della Reese because Roma and Della are the two cohorts for this very influential weekly program which ran 211 episodes over 9 seasons. Both Roma Downey and Della Reese are most famous for their roles in that show. 

	 

	At the age of six, Della Reese began singing in her church. So, she must be a Christian, right? No, again that doesn’t save you. I’m sure there are a lot of people who sing in churches that unfortunately are not saved. You may have run into some. It’s just like the problem of people who serve on church boards while not being saved. Have you seen that? I’m sure there are even a lot of people behind the pulpit who aren’t saved, and you may even know of some like that. No, singing in church doesn’t save you. Della Reese also formed her own gospel group later in life, so she’s got to be a Christian, right? You tell me if you can be sure of that. The gospel group’s name was Meditation Singers. That’s interesting, right? 

	 

	Della was the female lead in Touched by an Angel. She and Roma Downey are accredited with the show’s success involving their relationship. If you’re not familiar with that show, Tess was played by Della, who was an angelic supervisor that sent other angels out on missions to help people redeem their own lives. But who actually redeems our lives? It’s not us or angels so that’s wrong right out of the gate. Number two; does the Bible ever present angels as women? It absolutely does not. How are angels presented one hundred percent of the time in Scripture? They are always shown as men. It’s not a sexist thing. The Bible reveals angels as men. 

	 

	Touched by an Angel is not a Biblical program because a person cannot redeem themselves, even with the help of angels. Angels, of course, are in the Bible but the way they are presented on this program is not Biblical. In fact, back in the day when this program was popular, I was cutting my teeth on youth ministry. That will date me but in our youth group I remember there was a particular girl who was offended when I brought up this topic. You would’ve thought I had accused her cherished grandma of eating liver and being born on Mars, or something. She was ready to leave the youth group just because I said the Bible doesn’t present women as angels. It’s always men. But the emotion involved makes a person think: “Don’t tell me that. I love that show and you can’t tell me...”  

	 

	As I’ve said before, my experience with the American Church and one of the biggest problems it has is that 50% of the Christian Church does not believe in absolute truth. Did you know that? And then when push comes to shove, even though they’ll profess otherwise on a doctrinal test, when they are tested, they don’t believe their Bible determines what Christians believe. What does make up their beliefs is often personal opinions, pet peeves, peer pressure, Hollywood, and media. That’s what they follow and it breaks your heart! Okay so you’re not going to stick with the Bible, but you’ll let that popular long-running sitcom determine reality? With all due respect, the Bible should!

	 

	Roma Downey and the character she played on the show named Monica, would routinely reveal herself as an angel to a human with these words: “I am an angel sent by God to tell you that he loves you.” Okay well usually when angels come on the scene it does show that God loves His children, but most of the time an angel has appeared because somebody’s going to get it! Sometimes though, it may be that a person is doing something wrong and God wants to lead them in a different direction. But Monica’s intro sentence is all about that same New Age phrase. It’s the whole heartbeat of that ecumenical, New Agey, One World Religion, can’t we all just get along, and it’s all about a love type message. She’s saying God just sent me here to tell you He loves you even though you’re involved in anything and everything else, whether honoring God or being as sinful as you’d like. Don’t worry because He’s not going to convict you. He just loves you. That really sounds like what we get from some pulpits, doesn’t it? So that’s what the Touched by an Angel show was about.

	 

	Now back to Della Reese. Guess who honored her in 2005? It was Oprah-Wan Kenobi. Why would Oprah be honoring her? The answer shows the heart of this matter. Was Della Reese a Christian? I’ll just need to be blunt. Unfortunately, the answer is, No. Here’s the background: Reese was ordained as a minister and again we saw that violates Biblical principles. She was ordained through the Christian New Thought. What is that? It includes the word “Christian”, so it must be Christian, right? No, Christian New Thought is basically the same thing as the New Age Unity beliefs we talked about earlier. Della served as a senior minister and founder of her own church called Understanding Principles for Better Living, which was also known as the UP Church. It was so named because supposedly what they teach produces something called a higher thought. So UP Church is about higher thought. What then is the theology of this so-called Christian New Thought? Well, it is not Christian. Phineas Quimby developed the New Thought Movement in the United States.  

	 

	When you go back and check out the roots of the Charismatic Movement, the foundations, it’s no wonder these guys believe in creative visitation where you can have the power to speak what you want into existence. That is what the Word of Faith teachers promote. It came from Christian New Thought Hinduism, which is all New Age. This is where Phineas Quimby came from. The concept called New Thought, which is also known as Higher Thought and taught in the UP Church, promotes the idea that there is an infinite intelligence which is some sort of creative God force and is everywhere. So that’s basically Pantheism and not what the Bible teaches. Pantheism teaches that the spirit is the totality of real things, the physical is an illusion, and that true human selfhood is divine. In other words, you are God. This is a central teaching of the Charismatic Movement. Unfortunately, what did they teach that relates to the above? We showed quotes of them instructing that we’re all little gods or little messiahs. It makes sense they would say such a thing when you look at the roots of where it came from, but it’s not from the Bible. This is what Della Reese was a minister of. It’s not Christian and not Christianity.

	 

	“They also believe that the Divine Thought is a force of good, sickness originates in the mind, and right thinking has a healing effect.” 

	 

	Now at the same time, Quimby had an influence on Mary Baker Eddy. Who’s she? She founded Christian Science, which is a mind science. It says the reason you’re sick is because you need to speak the right words and if you do so, you’ll have the power of your words to create health and wealth. What does that philosophy sound like? It’s the Word of Faith teachers, right? Once you understand the root, you’ll notice all these little splinter groups that came out of it. When it’s traced back, you find out where all this baloney comes from. The truly alarming part is that it’s even creeping into the Church. But make no mistake; it’s Hinduism and New Age to the core.

	 

	Just to give some real quick information, Quimby was Christian New Thought. That is where he came from. It wasn’t a Christian background. It’s a Hinduism, New Age teaching all wrapped into one. When you trace the trail, Quimby’s line of thinking went from him to a guy named Warren Felt Evans. Evans did not become a Christian. He just carried this line of thought forward. I’m going to give you the trail on up through today. 

	From Quimby, the teaching went to Warren Felt Evans and from Evans it went to Frank Sandford. From Frank Sandford it went to a guy named John Alexander Dowie. Dowie is where we got the Assemblies of God. Is that because Dowie became a Christian? No, it was still just this same vein of thinking, but out of it, through Dowie, came the Assemblies of God. From John Alexaner Dowie, this teaching went to a guy named E.W. Kenyon and Kenyon passed it on to a guy named Charles Parham. Why is Charles Parham important? Because the Charismatic Movement accredits Parham as the one who’s responsible for the first outbreak of speaking in tongues. 

	 

	If you look in the Scripture, speaking in tongues was not about talking gibberish. It’s never presented as gibberish. First of all, in the Greek, tongues, ”Glossolalia” only means language and it’s always been a known language. We know that by the context because it’s the gift of tongues, or literally a gift of language. It’s at least an unfortunate translation because of the confusion caused by the Charismatic Movement. We know it’s always been in a real language because when the people heard the disciples declaring in the gift of languages, what did the people say? It was, “I hear them in my own language.” The Bible mentions a bunch of people from different countries who heard the disciples speaking in their own language. It was never gibberish.  

	 

	Where you see this gibberish stuff is in the occult. When Hindus and New Agers get into an altered state of consciousness, the gibberish sometimes manifests. But the Biblical version has always been a known language. Now please don’t misunderstand me because I don’t want to say this just to pick on the Charismatic Movement, but we do want to deal with the facts and trace this trail. What’s ironic is that the Charismatic Movement would say the gibberish has long been the right way. But when you do the research, even with the first outbreak that is accredited to the Charismatic Movement, guess what they say it was? They say it was a known language and not gibberish. 

	 

	In fact, the first one who gets accredited with it is a lady named Agnes Ozman. She was a female student of Charles Parham and said to be the first one to speak in these tongues. She claimed that she was speaking in a known language. They tell us it was not gibberish and the language that she was supposedly speaking was Chinese. This is the report and the record of the event. Now I’m sorry but I don’t think it was Chinese. You might be thinking I’m being biased or anti-Charismatic but when I give you the transcript of the public record containing what she uttered, I’m sure you’ll feel the same. You tell me if this sounds like Chinese:

	 

	“Lazzle lozzle logle eenie meenie miney moe.”

	 

	 I am not making that up! This quote is from the record of the event. Eenie meenie miney moe?? Are you serious?! Anyway, so that’s the irony. The whole thing is that they say tongues is gibberish or even a “special” language. But the Bible says it’s always a known language if you want to consider it as legitimate. Secondly the founders testify that speaking in tongues supposedly started again in the modern era in this major movement and that it was a known language. I’m sorry but their so-called known language is of course, not Chinese. I might believe you if you called it Disneylandese or Nursery Ryhmese but who says eenie meenie miney moe? Maybe it’s playgroundese. Remember how we picked a team in school — eenie meenie miney moe, catch a tiger by the toe...whatever.

	 

	It went from there with Charles Parham to a guy named William Seymour. Seymour attended Parham’s school. Again, I’m tracing the trail. Remember it started with Phineas Quinby’s New Age teachings. Seymour left Parham’s school to create what’s called the Azusa Street Mission. Why is that familiar? It’s because that’s their big historical moment. It was the Azusa Street so-called “Revival” in 1906. In fact, they just celebrated the 110th anniversary. Let’s take a look at what was going on. 

	 

	You can judge whether you think this is really from God: “The Azusa Street Services were total bedlam. Anyone could get up and preach and everyone did.” 

	 

	So they didn’t even ask if the speakers were saved. There was no qualification at all to be able to speak. Anyone could get up to preach. 

	 

	Azusa Street “included local witches and sorcerers.” 

	 

	And this was supposed to be a movement from God?!

	 

	“Everyone preached except Seymour [who was supposed to be heading this up] and all Seymour did was sit down with his head in a crate and shout ‘repent’ from time to time.”

	 

	That’s it. There’s what it was all about and that is supposed to be a major movement.

	 

	One guy said: “The modern Word of Faith devotee would have been horrified by the actions of Azusa. Seymour was not trained because Parham wasn’t trained because Dowie wasn’t trained. Sandford wasn’t trained...”

	 

	Then it progresses to a lady who kind of solidified the movement here in America. She was Aimee Semple McPherson. We’ll get into this more later but basically from there you have all the Pentecostal and Word of Faith denominations. The Word of Faith itself comes from untrained men who learned what they teach from pagans, occultists, and the New Age.

	 

	With just a bit more on Word of Faith, I’m going to hit some highlights. These are the guys who still today are preaching this same basic lie. It’s been repackaged but it’s the same deception underneath, which is usually something like, ”You’ve got the power in your words, you can create your own reality, and sickness is just all you.” It’s the same old New Age and Hinduism now being pushed by Frederick Price, Benny Hinn and TBN. Paul Krause has since passed away but TBN’s Kenneth Copeland, Creflo Dollar, Kenneth Hagen, Morris Cerullo, John Avanzini, and a whole bunch of others continue the sales pitch. They’re still promoting that today. They just had their 110th Azusa Street Revival anniversary. During it they said there were three key factors about this movement:

	 

	First: ”there was a multi ethnic gathering of unity in Christ.”

	 

	But what about the witches and sorcerers? And you didn’t ask if anybody was even a follower of Christ. Anyone and everyone was allowed to get up to speak. That’s interesting in relation to your assertion that it was supposedly about Christ.

	 

	Second: ”The miraculous attesting Ministry of the Holy Spirit was enjoyed in a unique way.”

	 

	Yeah, and it came out as eenie meenie miney moe and a guy with his head in a crate sporadically saying “repent.” Sorry, how else could you characterize it.

	 

	Finally, listen to this: “There was a clear presentation of the Gospel leading many to salvation.”  

	 

	Really?! So people are going to get saved when witches and sorcerers get up there with all of this bedlam going on? Oh, and also there were all these people kissing and a lot of other stuff going on there as well as the leader in the corner with his head in a crate periodically looking up and saying “repent.” That’s the Gospel? That’s how people get saved? Is that sufficient? No, it’s not! I’ve got a problem with that. 

	 

	The whole Azusa Street experience was credited to this William Seymour guy. Now 10 years later in 2016 at the “Azusa Now” 110th anniversary, they say sadly: 

	 

	“The original Azusa Street revival had officially ended and segregation once again fractured the unity of the church and the Azusa Now 110th anniversary that just happened, is built on the great hope that this can happen again.”

	 

	So what kind of unity are they talking about? Well, it’s not Christian unity. Once again, it’s that New Age concept where all religions need to come together and we all just need to get along. 

	 

	Also, during the 2016 anniversary, this happened: “At that event a Christian evangelist, Lou Engle, and Catholic leader Matteo Calisi, kissed each other’s feet in a symbolic act of reconciliation.”

	 

	So is Catholicism the same as Christianity? Is it Biblical? No, it is not. So what are you doing kissing each other’s feet? These are the people involved with the Azusa Now thing:

	 

	“When a Roman Catholic leader came up to Christian evangelist Lou Engle of The Call (who put on this Azusa Now thing) and offered to ‘kiss his feet’ to show unity between Christians and Catholics, Engle agreed and later also got down on his feet to kiss the Catholic leader’s shoe. The act took place during the Azusa Now 15-hour prayer event hosted by The Call, which was attended by over 100,000 people at Los Angeles Memorial Coliseum. Engle specifically invited the Roman Catholics to this event because he wanted to bring all followers of Christ together for the purpose of unity, miracles, and healing.”

	 

	But where’s the word ‘salvation’ in there? Where’s the word ‘truth’ or any Biblical word? But notice it’s about experience and unity. I’m sorry but unity, which is not based on truth is not Biblical unity, right? Now I agree you should spend time witnessing to Roman Catholics and everyone else, but if want to call Biblical unity the process of gathering with others and actually kissing each other’s feet, I’d have to ask what in the world is that really about because it has nothing to do with what the Bible teaches. It does however make sense when you understand the roots of New Age. It prescribes that all religions come together, and we’re all supposed to look at ourselves as one. Also, according to them, doctrine is undesirable. But of course, what is doctrine? It’s simply, Biblical truth.

	 

	Also at Azusa Now, they said this: “We are not going to be known by our differences, but for the love we have for one another.”

	 

	Haven’t we heard much of this before? Things like: “I want to be known for what we’re for or who we are, not for what we’re against.” 

	 

	Well then don’t listen to the words of Jesus because He was against a lot and spoke it out to people like the Pharisees. Certainly, Paul also spoke it out and the Bible does much more of the same. So, what do you mean when you tell us not to look at differences? If you’re never to point out where you might differ, then what could you actually be for? And not everything is right, true, or admirable so how could you never speak of a difference? It’s just more of that syrupy sentiment like, “Can’t we all just get along.” 

	 

	By the way, Quimby mingled his teachings with another guy’s work. You can trace his trail all the way back to Emanuel Swedenborg so Quimby was influenced by the very first New Age guy we started with—Swedenborg. Again, that’s the trail from early New Age to modern day where we see the Charismatic Movement happening.

	 

	So, if you do the research, that was Della Reese, who was with Roma Downey and I’m sorry, but Della was not a Christian. Whether she called herself ordained or not, Della was involved in the unity stuff and that’s not Christian or Christianity.

	 

	Now let’s go back to Roma Downey who partnered with Della Reese for so long. Again, Roma is from Northern Ireland. She was trained in London and is the president of what’s called Lightworkers Media. If you’re not into New Age or have a history with New Age like I was, that could sound innocent. However, it is not because in New Age, those are the people who receive the truth. They are all Lightworkers. Folks, that’s a New Age buzzword. If you’re a Lightworker or disseminator of truth, then you are a chosen one, who can connect with these entities while channeling. You can channel demons, but of course you don’t call them demons or you would freak people out. A Lightworker is able to channel these supposed higher powers by using UP Thought and New Thought from our space brothers or whatever you want to call the process. Whatever way they look at it or characterize it, they’re still just communicating with demons!  

	 

	These Lightworkers are the ones to disseminate higher truth to you and then you can become a Lightworker. You too will be a Seed Channeler, which is more of the extensive terminology they use. You’ll be able to share that light with the planet and as we talked about earlier, we can all then come together in the triangles. That’s the name of Roma Downey’s company and it should be a red flag! Why isn’t it Bibleworker or something like that? Why Lightworker? It’s because that’s a New Age term.  

	 

	Together with her husband Mark Burnett, they of course produced the Emmy nominated series, The Bible, for the History Channel, “which was watched by over one hundred million people in the United States alone.” So, about a third of our country was exposed to that series. Well then, we’re fortunate it was Biblical, right? No, but we’ll get to that in a minute. Their program has had a powerful influence. Can you imagine as a born again Christian if you could grab one third of the population of the United States and have their attention? As a Christian, what wonderful words from Jesus and the Bible would you be sure to let them know? We’re going to see what she did with it and it isn’t Christian. But apparently Christians didn’t know the difference. They welcomed and celebrated it. We’ll get more into that in a minute.  

	 

	Burnett and Downey also produced a feature film called The Son of God. Roma is now being credited as one of the 100 most powerful women in Hollywood, so she’s in that club with Oprah-Wan Kenobi. The couple also produced Dove Keepers, for CBS and A.D. The Bible Continues, for NBC. 

	 

	Let’s examine their series called The Bible and this will give you a bit of their track record. What you’re going to see is they not only get it wrong, but it’s terribly, horribly wrong and I can think of even more strong adjectives than those. They include stuff not even in the Bible and at the same time tell us it’s supposed to be Biblical. Still, Christians and others want this in their church and even in your home? I think you’ll see the bigger question is, “What are you doing even putting this in your mind?”

	 

	I read where someone said something like: “Repeatedly listening or watching [in this case to unbiblical things] falsehood is like slowly dripping poison into your mind. Why would you do that?” Stick with the Bible and if you’re doing a project, which is supposed to be the “Bible” movie, then can we just represent the Bible alone? Right? 

	 

	Let me give you some examples: How did they portray Moses? The Bible says Moses was a meek man full of humility, right? Not in this movie. They replaced him with a Moses who had all the bravado of John Wayne saying with confidence, “‘I will deliver the people of God!” Whoa! Who delivered the people of God?! God did, right? So that’s a monumental switch. Then in this series, Moses goes into Egypt to tell the Jewish people that ‘he’, ‘Moses’ is their deliverer. Next, they have a five to seven minute conversation that is not in the Bible, period! In that made up conversation, Moses speaks with arrogance while trying to prove to the skeptical people that he is their man of the hour. How could the series get that wrong and why would they get it wrong?! With something as important as this, where were the Bible experts on staff saying “Excuse me, you got all that way wrong! In fact, you have it completely backward. You are giving man the glory, instead of God. Why would you go against the Bible and so completely twist that?” 

	 

	What I’ve pointed out is just the tip of the iceberg. With Sampson they spent 20 minutes detailing things that never happened in his life, including the Philistines murdering his wife because they were racist against the Jewish people. That never happened! They skipped the fact that Delilah betrayed Sampson over and over. He took vengeance on her family and they also said Sampson told her the truth about where his strength came from, the first time she asked. What Bible are you reading?!

	 

	Listen to this about King Saul: First of all, they portray God as being unfair to Saul. [Excuse me?!] Let me give you a true Biblical account of one real event from the Bible: Remember at the end of Saul’s story when Samuel confronted Saul and Saul lost his own kingship? God had previously instructed: “Now go and strike Amalek and utterly destroy all that he has, and do not spare him; but put to death both man and woman, child and infant, ox and sheep, camel and donkey.” So, Saul was told to get rid of it all. God said for Saul to hand it all over to the Lord. God said it’s all wholly the Lord’s including the animals and everything. But being disobedient, what did Saul come back with, which Samuel reprimands him for? Samuel said to King Saul: “What then is this bleating of sheep and goats in my ears, and the lowing of oxen which I hear?” King Saul had not wiped everything out. He brought some back. And by the way, here’s something from that passage that will most likely make you squirm as it does me. The Biblical lesson is that half obedience is still disobedience. Think about that for a minute. Saul didn’t fully obey God and in the end, it was Saul’s own fault. Saul is the one who compromised. God told Saul what God wanted him to do and the Lord didn’t mince words.

	  

	Now let’s look at the way Burnett and Downey drastically changed the story: “It was if the poor King Saul waited for Samuel seven days and somebody needed to make the sacrifice to God, so Saul did and now God’s going to punish King Saul for doing what’s right. Then it shows Saul crying in bed asking for Grace and God gave him no Grace, when all Saul wanted was to give God a gift offering.” 

	 

	This portrayal of Saul makes God look cruel and merciless. Is that the Biblical God? How did you get that so wrong and what reprehensible falsehoods are you teaching people about God’s character?!

	 

	Let’s keep going with David’s story. In the Bible, David did not fight Goliath in order to bring military victory to Israel. He fought Goliath because Goliath insulted the name of the Lord God. Right? David fought him for God’s honor. Yet the series portrayed David defending Saul’s army and the army’s honor, not God’s honor. Throughout the series they kept giving God’s Glory away to God’s people. Again, that’s the common theme. Now why would a New Ager do that? As you probably know by now, it’s because New Age says ‘You’ are God and it’s all about self. It’s about you.’

	 

	The Bible says David disrobed and danced before the Ark of the Covenant in a humble and wholly worshipful manner. Not in the movie. The Bible says he was a man after God’s own heart, but the movie portrays David dancing around like a party animal in his underwear, dancing with women and lustfully making advances at Bathsheba. That characterization of David does not happen at all in the actual Bible! How did you get that so wrong? 

	How about Peter? Toward the beginning of the film the scenes depiction of the call of Peter was completely wrong. In the movie’s story, Jesus and Peter go out in a boat alone together. Then Jesus addresses him as Peter and then produces a miraculous catch of fish whereupon Peter ponders whether or not to follow Jesus. However, in the Bible, Jesus encounters Andrew and his brother, who is called Simon at that time. They were on the shore, not out on a boat. The brothers dropped everything and immediately followed Jesus and the miraculous catch of fish comes later.

	 

	Jesus calling him Peter also comes later. The whole thing is completely messed up and it gets even worse. What about the Apostles? How many Apostles are there? There are twelve, right? And they’re all men. They are Peter, Andrew, James, John, Phillip, Bartholomew, Matthew, Thomas, James, Thaddeus, Simon, and Judas Iscariot. But in the film, guess how many Apostles there are? It’s thirteen! And the thirteenth one is supposed to be a woman. What?! It’s supposedly Mary Magdalene. And not only that but Mary Magdalene is almost always with them in the movie series. She’s with them in a boat during the storm when Jesus walks on the water (Obviously that is not Biblical) and Mary Magdalene is also very outspoken and often reproves the male Apostles to have more faith as is apparent that her faith is stronger.

	 

	Wow, talk about a twisting of Scripture. Again, God is made to be an ogre in this series. And listen to this one: 

	 

	In the movie series, the Pharisees want Jesus dead, but not out of sinful hatred or jealousy as the Bible records, but out of deep concern to spare the people of Israel from any harm from the Roman Empire. Burnett and Downey even make Judas out to be a good guy: In the Scripture, Judas obviously, willingly betrays the Lord for a mere thirty pieces of silver and is clearly depicted as a thief. That is somebody who’s more concerned about money than people, right? But not in the movie. In the movie, Jesus turns to Judas and convinces Judas to betray him and Judas adamantly refuses but later he gives in to Jesus demands, reluctantly.

	 

	It’s like, ‘Jesus made me do it’, Can you believe that? This movie series is supposed to be Biblical and even an appropriate curriculum for your church or anyone else to watch and use as a teaching tool. The sad truth though, is that it’s like injecting sewage into your brain. You can probably imagine what else they do with Jesus:

	At the crucifixion, the film deliberately shows the soldier piercing the side of Christ. [That’s great, right?] But then they deliberately don’t show any blood or water coming out. Now why is that important? Why would the Bible record exactly that specific phrase saying, “Immediately blood and water flowed out.” It’s because we now know medically that such a discharge proves somebody is dead. When you have a separation in the human body of blood and water, that’s a sign of death. Today it’s medical knowledge but the series chose to skip that information.

	 

	Here’s more: The scene depicting the ascension is wrong. The Apostles did not get up after the ascension, start walking off, and teaching all nations. The Bible says they first went to the upper room. They elected Matthias to replace Judas and they waited for the Holy Spirit. The movie series got that wrong too. Now listen to this one because it’s a very important thing: 

	 

	Also, in the movie, the reason for Jesus’ death, the meaning of his resurrection, is completely missing.

	    

	Wait, that’s the whole point!!

	 

	Not only is there no talk of His death, of His atoning sacrifice for sin, but it’s not even mentioned at all. One person stated this: “Why did they make such insane changes to the Biblical account? Why did the filmmakers take relentless and pointless liberties with the text? They did not do a single scene completely correctly.”

	 

	So why did they? Well I think you’ll see the answer in a minute when we look at what this person’s background is, who many Christians would consider a Christian. Before I get to that, I want to mention that Burnett and Downey came out with another movie recently, called Ben Hur. And I’m sure the short scene they did about Jesus was Biblical, right? Based on their track record so far, would you say it probably wasn’t? Well, you’re right and let me share that with you: In the scene with a man being stoned, Jesus runs in and covers up the man to protect him. He tells the people to stop throwing stones because this man is your neighbor and you’re supposed to love your neighbor.

	 

	Now if you would have stopped there, it wouldn’t have been too bad even though we don’t know that he did that with the man, so maybe, whatever. But then they have Jesus saying this: “Love is our true nature.” Wait a second! That of course is New Age because they’re saying ‘you’ are God. What does the Bible say that is the opposite? It tells us all have sinned and fall short of the Glory of God, God’s Grace as a gift justifies us, and Jesus covers our ‘evil nature’ with ‘his own good nature.’ The latter is the doctrine of imputation, right? The righteousness of Christ is imputed to us. How do you like God’s extremely generous accounting? He takes all of our rottenness and replaces it with His righteousness.  But this fictional falsification of the Bible is saying love is our true nature. So, they even get that wrong. Why is that? Well maybe it’s because of Roma Downey’s background.

	 

	Roma is a full-blown New Ager just like Oprah Winfrey. Roma Downey admitted she listens to books on tape by Eckhart Tolle. Remember him with his New Age influence on Oprah-Wan Kenobi and his in books like, A New Earth? He’s the same one who influenced Oprah with false Hindu, Buddhist, Taoist, Shintoist, New Age philosophy. Roma says, “My husband, [Mark Burnett] says I’m so self-realized, I’m practically levitating.”

	 

	Self-Realized is a New Age term referring to how you finally have come to a certain New Age level. Remember their twisted meaning of the Atonement? It is that the meaning of salvation as atonement is you must realize you have no sin and that you are God. That’s the New Age version of salvation and atonement. When Roma says she is self-realized, that’s a trigger-word just like Lightworker. It’s a New Age term meaning you think you are God. And if you’re not yet sure I’m right, let me continue to expose her background.

	 

	As mentioned, she says, “I’m practically levitating.” She also went to the University of Santa Monica to get a degree in Spiritual Psychology. Well that’s got to be something but it sure isn’t biblical. The University of Santa Monica is a New Age college. It is not like Cal Poly, Cal State, or the University of Southern California (USC). It’s a full-on New Age school and you can check that yourself. The website is there. It’s a school that specializes in New Age degrees.  

	 

	Roma’s education is 100% New Age, she’s been best buds with Della Reese, who is also into New Age, and Della was honored by Oprah Winfrey, who’s extremely deep into New Age. It’s the same thread.

	 

	Here is more: Roma admitted that she talked to her dead mother through John Edwards...

	Edwards is the television psychic who speaks to the dead. That’s called necromancy by the Bible and is forbidden.

	 

	She went on to partner with him in a book called Practical Praying: Using the Rosary to Enhance Your Life.

	 

	So she has Catholicism mixed in there because of her Catholic background.

	 

	And that book came with a free meditation CD featuring Roma Downey on it.

	 

	Referring to these movies with Roma and her husband Mark, are snookering Christians, one person said this: 

	 

	“I agree these people are liars. They have a history of twisting the Word of God in ways that change the message of the Gospel and the nature and the character of the holiness and righteousness and justice of God. What they do with the Bible is terrible.”

	 

	In a recent interview of Roma Downey, they ask those intriguing personal story questions. They wanted to know what books she was reading at the time, or what was on her nightstand? Roma’s response tells a lot. She did say she has a Bible but also has her father’s rosary as well as poetry by Rumi. Rumi is an Islamic Sufi Mystic. The Sufi’s are a smaller branch of Islam. Their practice is to twirl and twirl and twirl until they get into an altered state of consciousness. So Islamic Mysticism was on her bedside. So is poetry by Mary Oliver, who is a New Age poet. Also, Roma had a book on poetry by David White who again, is a New Age poet. So, what do you think wins in the game of influencing Roma Downey? Well, we know it’s not the Bible.

	 

	Now back to the University of Santa Monica and I challenge you, please go check it out for yourself. The founder of that place is a guy named John-Roger, which is his assumed name. His real name is Roger Delano Hinkins. I’ll get to why he changed his name in a minute. Besides this New Age college in Santa Monica, he also founded a movement called the Spiritual Inner Awareness Church, which utilizes a meditation technique similar to Transcendental Meditation supposedly to help people connect with their inner divinity. Again, that teaches you about how you are God. This is the guy who founded the school where Roma got her so-called Spiritual Psychology degree. It’s hard core New Age. 

	Now about the founder’s name: He changed his name to John-Roger after visiting two trans-channelers, who were channeling demons and helped him encounter a higher consciousness [demon] named ‘John within himself’. So, after that experience, he referred to himself as John-Roger. Maybe that hyphen in his name means ‘within himself.’ I don’t know.

	 

	Now here’s another concern related to Roma and Burnett. I’m going to call this name out and I’m not saying information from this person has been bad, but I just want to give you a heads up that this stuff is starting to impact the church in some high places. The person I want to talk about is Dr. David Jeremiah. A lot of Christians are familiar with him. I’m starting to see some concerns so I’m going to share that with you.

	 

	First of all, Dr. Jeremiah has been hanging out with the same group that started into the Quimby stuff and that’s Trinity Broadcasting Network (TBN). That’s the people involved with the sewer pipe of teaching that comes out of the Word of Faith Movement on TBN. I’m talking about the ‘name it and claim it’, ‘blab it and grab it’, and ‘sow a seed with me’ messages. It’s sales pitches like: If you send me a $100, God will send you $1,000, guaranteed. That’s just the old recycled but effective scam also used by Hindus and New Agers.

	 

	So, I understand why they teach that, but it isn’t Biblical. Now I’ll admit, I might be tempted to go on that network, but it would be for missionary purposes. I would certainly not go there and say I support the place and of course, I wouldn’t say anything like, “Send money to these guys, they’re great!” Right? My goal would be more like trying to equip people and hopefully steer them away from that place and what they’re doing. That would be my intention. So, I thought, well, maybe that’s what Dr. Jeremiah is doing by going there. But no, he’s not. Listen to this:

	 

	Recently at a TBN Praise-A-Thon, Dr. David Jeremiah was preaching the sowing principle.

	 

	That’s the Word of Faith practice where you ask the audience watching to sow a seed [donate money] into your ministry.

	 

	Jeremiah was urging people to send money to TBN.

	 

	Why would you tell anybody to support that place?! I mean it’s one thing if you want to go there with a missionary mindset to steer people away, but instead you are lending your endorsement by asking people to support them. He even went beyond that into the sowing principle thing and asserted that even God believes in the sowing principle. He appealed to them saying, “God sent his son to be sown into the world and now we’re reaping the harvest.”

	 

	So somehow that translates into your wallet. On top of this, at the crawler along the bottom of people’s televisions during Jeremiah’s appearance when he is saying all this in his sermon, was a promise that a “donation of any kind will result in the donor being given a bottle of Psalm 45 perfume fragrances from the Bible bottled in an attractive container.”

	 

	I don’t know if you’ve caught any of those programs but one I saw featured Paula White, who’s another Word of Faith teacher. Again, I’m just going to call it out. When they have these Praise-A-Thons, the speakers really come out with some strange revelations. Although I don’t remember the actual verse, one thing Paula White was working on was something like this: 

	 

	She basically said: I was reading something about the harvest in Psalm 88 verse 5 [Of course she’s not going to pick anything out of context here, right? Yes, she most likely is.] and God gave me a word to you listeners. If right now you’ll send in $88.05, the spirit of God is telling me you’re going to get $8,850 back. 

	 

	Are you kidding me?! Now if you know anything about this Word of Faith Movement, you’ll know it hits home in the kind of places like where I grew up, in Kansas. A lot of areas where this is popular are in the poverty regions of our country. Yes, unfortunately there are also well-to-do people who get into this stuff, but these Word of Faith type people historically rip poor people off because these victims of it are hurting financially and they could really use a couple extra bucks. So, they’re more easily seduced.

	 

	Listen to this from Jan Crouch: “God has a special blessing for the little women who have caught the vision of giving, even if only their grocery money.”

	 

	Whoa!! Oh come on, man! Now you’re ripping off little old ladies of their grocery money with a lie so you can live a lavish lifestyle. We’ve seen this before in this study. That’s why the Hindus love coming over here to the West. Westerners have more money to give them so the false teachers can afford huge estates and drive Mercedes. The Word of Faith people are nothing new. It’s Hinduism repackaged and they’re ripping people off!

	 

	Dr. David Jeremiah is involved with that and he also asked people to support it. But here’s more of the New Age connection. Roma Downey and Mark Burnett asked Dr. Jeremiah to write a companion book on the Bible’s book of Acts as a sequel to their mini-series movie, The Bible, so he did and invited the duo to his pulpit. Now if I invited New Agers to the pulpit here at my church, told you glowing things about them, even commended them, and affirmed that they’re doing wonderful things for God, what should you do? You need to kick me out!

	 

	But what did Jeremiah do? After he created the companion book, he invited Downey and Burnett to his pulpit and said the duo create shows that “honor the Word of God and doesn’t pervert it.”

	 

	That was Dr. David Jeremiah from the pulpit. I’ve got a problem with that! Now I didn’t say this, but one other apologist did, and I agree:

	 

	“Jeremiah is well versed in the Bible and he knows when it’s being twisted. The only possible explanation for Dr. David Jeremiah saying that The Bible mini-series honors God’s Word, is that he’s being deliberately dishonest.”

	 

	It’s infecting the Church! So you see there’s a solid trail here and it shows how this New Age stuff can infect you. It can infect you through people’s conversations, the school system, Hollywood, the media, and it can affect you because people are allowing this into the Church. I get it, but you know what? I’m a discerning Christian so I refuse to go along with this New Age baloney. Well you may not have a choice much longer. That’s because they’ve been working for years and I’ve noticed it has really cranked up from 20-some years ago when I used to be involved in New Age, before getting saved. It’s really progressing quickly, and you may not have the choice much longer because it will soon be mandated through the U.N. It’s being pushed from the United Nations.

	 

	Let me give you some of that proof. Let’s talk again about the Lucis Trust. Remember from earlier in our study that the Lucis Trust was something from Alice Bailey? She started the Lucis Trust, with its Lucifer Publishing Company in the early 1920’s. Some decades later, guess who was publishing materials for the United Nations to use? It was The Lucis Trust. What?! That shows you the New Age and pagan nature of the U.N. Oh and by the way, the U.N. also has a meditation room. How do I know? Because I’ve been there, seen it and was in it! (Only for pictures!)

	 

	Obviously, the U.N. has no cross or anything of a Christian nature in their meditation room. The U.N. is New Age through and through, but I want to go even deeper. Just to recap, Alice Bailey first established Lucis Trust in 1922 as Lucifer Trust. Remember, New Age thinks Lucifer/Satan is a good guy and Christianity has given him a bad rap. But Lucis Trust, originally known as Lucifer Trust was founded by Alice Bailey as a publishing company to work at disseminating the books of Bailey, Blavatsky, and the Theosophical Society, which has made up the core of this study in New Age. That was the whole premise for this publishing company, which is still in existence today and still publishing materials for the United Nations in order to disseminate it across the world. 

	 

	Sadly, these core New Age people succeeded. They pulled it off and got to the very top folks in power so that these false teacher’s beliefs and practice from demons are widely viewed and accepted. The world’s people of high power and influence are disseminating it. Who’s been controlling our educational system for at least the last 20 or 30 years? We traced that trail and discovered it’s been the United Nations. When you discover what the United Nations is about; Oh my, no wonder each succeeding generation cares less and less about American sovereignty or even about America period. That includes Judeo-Christian values. All they think about is globalism, saving the planet, and how all religions need to come together. I wonder where they’re getting this mindset? Of course, now we know it’s the New Age stuff coming from the top and rolling down like a busted sewer main into the cultures of the world.

	 

	Here’s more about Lucis Trust and I checked this a few times on Google Maps just to be sure it’s a legitimate address: Lucis Trust, who is publishing and promoting this Alice Bailey material with and for the United Nations, is located in New York at (I kid you not!), 666 United Nations Plaza. As of this writing, it’s still there today right next to the United Nations in the Manhattan area of New York City. Lucis Trust is also a member of the Economic and Social Council of the United Nations under a program called World Goodwill, which, whether you like it or not, basically promotes New Age across the planet. 

	 

	In an Alice Bailey book called, Education for a New Age, she suggests that in the New Age, “world citizenship should be the goal of the enlightened with a world federation and a world brain.” 

	 

	Can I translate that for you? We need a One World Government and we need a New World Order. Lucis Trust is sponsored by people such as Robert McNamara, a former minister of defense for the United States and president of the World Bank, as well as a member of the Rockefeller Foundation. Also sponsoring Lucis Trust is Thomas Watson. Thomas Watson worked with IBM and is a Jimmy Carter appointed former ambassador to Moscow. You may remember, IBM came out with their artificial intelligence system they named, “Watson.” 

	 

	By the way, God opened a door so that I would receive, and am still receiving, valuable insights and information from someone I believe to be working for IBM. They have anonymously fished me information about IBM. One interesting development involves how much progress they’ve made with artificial intelligence. In fact, it has come so far they now don’t call it artificial intelligence anymore in the industry. They more accurately describe it as Augmented Intelligence. It is no longer ‘artificial’. It is real and in the learning phase. Wow! 

	 

	So why would that be important in relation to all this New Age stuff? It’s because of the amazing system world leadership will need if they’re going to control the whole planet and even micromanage the earth’s population to the point where everybody’s going to have a microchip in their hand or forehead. First you need to control buying and selling, as well as be able to monitor and control people. And it’s not just their location you want to know through tracking them with the database, but when they won’t do what you say, you’ll need to send out an order telling them they’ll die if they don’t comply. To do all that, you’re going to have to have some sort of superhuman intelligence to manage the whole thing. Humans can’t do it. So what do you suppose is being built into this one world system? Interestingly, it’s artificial intelligence. 

	 

	Lucis Trust is also working with other organizations like Greenpeace International. Why Greenpeace? Is the environmental movement involved with this too? Yes, remember that if you’re going to snooker the whole world into giving up their national sovereignty, you need to have a global crisis, even if it’s fake, to dupe all global governments and global religions into coming together for a global cause, right? So that’s what’s behind environmentalism getting involved with New Age. Lucis Trust also works with Amnesty International and UNICEF. As far as the U.N., these guys explain their motivations well: 

	 

	“The United Nations has long been one of the foremost world harbingers for the ‘New Spirituality’ and a New World Order based on ancient occult principles. Seven years after the birth of the United Nations, a book was published by Alice Bailey claiming...”

	 

	Next, you’ll read what Alice Bailey explained while spilling the beans to tell us why the U.N. was formed:

	 

	“Evidence of the growth of the human intellect along the needed receptive lines for the generation of the New Age, can be seen in the planning of various nations and in the efforts of the United Nations to formulate a world plan. From the very start of this unfoldment, occult factors have governed the development of all these plans.”

	 

	So then why was it formed? It was to advance this New Age agenda on the planet and not about trying to help nations get rid of poverty, all these good social things it’s supposed to be or even an attempt to end wars. It’s about implementing this New Age plan! What does the Bible call the New Age plan? It’s the Antichrist kingdom and you don’t want to be there in the Seven Year Tribulation. But we’re seeing the New Age lie has now made it to the top of world culture and in our lifetime, it’s starting to disseminate around the planet to the different world populations preparing people for the lie soon coming to this earth. Increasing popularity of many corrupting public attitudes are getting to the point where the disappearance of people at the Rapture will only cause those left behind to easily buy into the New Age teaching that it was done by our new wonderful caring UFO Space Brothers. So those not taken at the Rapture will think they’re just fine and that remaining on earth in the Seven Year Tribulation makes you a chosen one. Those left on Earth will be told they are Lightworkers and will now take part in the healing of the planet and live in the New Age that is to come. Though we just need to make it through this time of “planet-cleansing” for our Mother Earth.

	 

	That’s what they are selling, and have you noticed our children and young people are especially vulnerable to this false messaging? They are falling for it in massive numbers! It’s everywhere.

	Bailey continues: “Within the United Nations is the germ and seed of a great international and meditating reflective group — a group of thinking and informed men and women [listen to this] in whose hands lies the destiny of humanity.”

	 

	And check out this crazy quote because it’s like the Bible coming alive right in front of us:

	 

	“The stated aim of this group is to cooperate in the world of preparation for the reappearance of “The Christ.”

	 

	Wait, what Christ is that? She is talking about the Antichrist, which is the false Christ. What did Jesus say in Matthew 24? He warned us to watch out that no one deceives us. He did not say the deceivers would come in the name of Jesus The Christ, Jesus Christ, the Messiah, or even Christ. What specific name did he say they would come as? The advisory from Jesus was to watch out because many will come in my name claiming: “I am THE Christ.” You probably know that part of speech I emphasized by capitalizing is called an article. It’s there for a reason! That’s what these demonically led New Agers are saying. They’re preparing people for “THE Christ.” It’s the whole point to these New Age efforts and also the purpose of the United Nations. 

	 

	Well who are the prominent U.N. New Agers behind this push, which has been going on for decades and is still in high gear today? I’ll just call out a couple of names: Secretary General of the U.N., Dag Hammarskjold was the big one, and the man who succeeded him. That was U Thant, a Burmese diplomat. There was also an assistant Secretary General and two other big-gun Secretary Generals. One of them I’ve mentioned before, he’s Robert Muller and he clearly stated as quickly as possible, all humanity needs to: 

	 

	“Align ourselves under a One World Government, a One World Religion, and a One World Ruler.”

	 

	These are the U.N. leaders. Another important guy, who was originally Canadian, was Maurice Strong. If you want to do more research, these guys I’ve mentioned are New Age through and through. They’ve been the big New Age movers and shakers at the U.N. and the practice still continues to this day. Another guy you’ve heard of is also quoted. It’s that Catholic New Ager, Pierre de Chardin. You’ll remember he’s the one who brought us the Noosphere, which was talked about earlier in this study.

	 

	You can go to the Lucis Trust website, and I actually invite you to do so. Then you’ll see I’m not making this stuff up and they’re clearly linked with the United Nations and the U.N.’s website. This is not some conspiracy theory. It’s all out there if you just look for it. You can visit LucisTrust.org to check it out. If you follow their link to what they call World Goodwill, that’s basically their plan for disseminating these New Age beliefs. You will also come across fascinating articles. Let me read you the titles of some actual articles there. It’s all available to see.

	 

	“The New World Order and the work on the United Nations.”

	 

	“The world’s spiritual teacher, the esoteric community, and the United Nations.”

	 

	“Preparing the way for the reappearance of the world spiritual teacher, the work of the United Nations and the worldwide esoteric community.”

	 

	And there are many more! Those are real articles posted on their website at the writing of this book if you want to have a look. Again, Lucis Trust is that highly connected with their demon teachings.

	 

	Now to finish this chapter, I want to give you a little teaser. The pope is very involved with New Age. My assessment of the reason why, is that he wants to be the future head of this coming global religion. There’s an important buzzword I want to mention that is part of the global New Age plan. The buzzword, which you can even search for this online is Global Citizen. Just type it in and have fun on that one. You’ll be reading there for days. With that buzzword, there is a trend if you’re paying attention to the media. It’s also being promoted by Hollywood musicians, which I’ll get to, as well as all over the place. Our young people don’t know better and have been indoctrinated with this their whole life. They think a Global Citizen is the best thing since the iPhone. They don’t revere being an American citizen and not even a Christian. A Global Citizen is what they want to be. They’re establishing the mindset in people that we need to submit ourselves to a global entity. It’s gone that far. They are promoting things like Global Citizen Festivals and Global Citizen - The Challenge of the 21st Century. Of course, the verbiage they use tugs at the heart strings: “We’re here to help end poverty and hunger, implement quality education, promote gender equality, and work toward clean water sanitation for the environment.” 

	 

	But that’s a smokescreen. They’re piggybacking on the beneficial ideas of genuine caring people. Hey, is it admirable to help people in poverty? Yes. Should we dump toxic waste in the water? No, nobody is for that and it isn’t Christian! So, they take virtuous endeavors, but then use them as a platform to seduce and convince people they need to join the movement and be cheerful Global Citizens. That way we can save the planet! 

	 

	Of course, we know though, that nobody is going to save this planet. Are you kidding me? Read the Bible. God is going to blow this place up! Nobody will salvage this Earth. And it’s not even going to get cleaned up until Jesus comes back at the end of the Seven Year Tribulation. So, give it up! But listen to this: It’s being promoted to the younger generations by, guess who? Who do they listen to much more than the Bible? It’s the media, Hollywood, and music. And those cultural leaders are promoting the idea of being a Global Citizen. 

	 

	I’ll call some of them out though there are way more than I can list here: Some are Pearl Jam, Beyonce, Coldplay, the late night comedy guy—Stephen Colbert, Hugh Jackman, Salma Hayek, Bill Nye the Science Guy, who isn’t even a scientist but has a Mechanical Engineering degree, Katie Holmes, Usher—the singer/songwriter, a whole slug of world leaders, and Leonardo DiCaprio, to name a few. I’ve got a whole file on DiCaprio with him promoting the Global Citizen. A lot of people listen to and follow DiCaprio. There is also U2’s lead singer, Bono. Wait a minute; I thought he’s supposed to be a Christian? What’s he doing promoting this Global Citizen stuff? Some others are Richard Branson, recent U.N. Secretary General, Ban Ki moon, as well as Bill and Melinda Gates. Well, that last one is not a shocker since Bill and Melinda want population control, but with them surviving it and coming out on top! Still others are the World Bank Group Presidents, U.S. Senators, U.S. Representatives, large companies around the world like Unilever, Gucci, Caterpillar, Ericsson group, AOL, the very popular TED Talks, Earth Institute and I have to mention this because it is on their list, not mine: Big Bird of Sesame Street is brainwashing the kids into being a Global Citizen and joining this movement to save the planet.

	 

	Of course, most all those who are influenced by these public figures, including our children, don’t realize they’re being snookered to take part in the New Age Movement, which the Bible calls the Antichrist kingdom. They better get saved quick! So please pray for Big Bird. I know he’s not real but there’s most likely a person inside, so you can pray for that person. 

	 

	Others promoting the Global Citizen are prime ministers around the world, recent U.S. Secretary of State, John Kerry, and of course the Pope.

	 

	Besides Global Citizen, another buzzword phrase they are really pushing heavy now is World Passport. You can do a search for that too and have fun wading through all the information. Terms they use are, World Passport, Global Citizen Passport, and World Government for World Citizens. I’m told the World Passport now has acceptance in over 160 countries. You can be a Global Citizen and you get a World Passport because it’s your right and duty to venture anywhere in the world as a Global Citizen.

	 

	Listen to this: “The World Passport is a 30-page machine readable travel document with alphanumeric code lines, scanned in passport photo, ghost security paper with embedded logo, and the data page laminated in seven languages: English, French, Spanish, Russian, Arabic, Chinese, and Esperanto. Apply for the World Passport. The World Passport represents the inalienable human right of freedom to travel on planet Earth. Therefore, it’s premised on the fundamental oneness and unity of the human community. So, don’t leave home without one.”

	    

	Now with passports I’ve had a couple of scares and you may have noticed this too. You can lose them and then what are you going to do?! So, can you imagine if everybody got a World Passport from this world government with the world economy under a world leader while the world’s religions were one, but planet leadership had one crazy nuisance messing things up: People kept losing their World Passport! So, wouldn’t it be nifty if somehow you had the technology to put that World Passport in a chip and hey, why not just implant it in everyone’s right hand or maybe in the forehead? Voila! No more lost identification! Then maybe you can use that same chip to buy and sell. For years I’ve predicted this sort of thing and I’m not going to say, “Thus saith the Lord”, but yes, I’m sure buying and selling is part of that chip, but maybe the outcome of non-obedience to world authorities is that you have your Global Citizenship taken away. You won’t be able to travel, transact, or maybe not even take a stroll down the street if you don’t have that mark. Right? All these pieces, straight from the Bible, are being put into play.

	    

	At the beginning of this book when we first started talking about New Age, do you remember I said I believe the New Age movement is the final teaching coming down the pike that is preparing people for the Antichrist kingdom? Are you starting to see why? What’s concerning is how fast it’s coming, where it’s at now, and how far it has already been disseminated. Maybe many of us with a lot more birthdays behind us are not going to be fooled, but you have whole generations of people, and it gets worse with each succeeding graduating class, who are being conditioned to believe and accept this stuff. And you thought they were trying to paint us as religious whackos. Well they’ve already moved beyond that and are now labeling us as Fundamentalist Terrorists. We’re being singled out as the irritations which are messing up all desirable things the world otherwise could be experiencing without us here. That mindset has so been manipulated into the population, when we disappear, people all over the world are going to be excited and go right along with the Antichrist kingdom. Doesn’t that bring the Bible alive for you!? We are living in the last days!  

	    

	In the next chapter we’re going to get into the New Age practices because I keep mentioning the occult and about how New Age is getting much of their beliefs from the occult and demons. We’re going to learn about their practices, which they do not get from the Bible. They do not use Biblical truth. I know that’s a shocker for a huge multitude of deceived “Global Citizens”, but the truth is these practices have come and are still coming from demons. Worse yet, guess where some of these practices are successfully infiltrating? 	You seasoned adults may remember a song called, The Age of Aquarius. And I know many of you will start humming it now. We’re going to see how, believe it or not, a musical group in the 1960’s called, The 5th Dimension, was used to begin propagating New Age thinking with that song. We’ll take a look at that in a minute. Astrologers believe the Age of Aquarius is a certain Earth era. But wait, with that said, what sort of person are New Agers looking to for a source of their truth? It’s Astrology. Is that Biblical? It absolutely is not. We’ll get to that too. 

	 

	Astrologers believe that evolution goes through cycles corresponding to the signs of the zodiac, each lasting from 2,000 to 2,400 years. That is according to the false teaching of Astrology. Now notice again as belaboring this point: you need evolution, not only for the lie to do away with the Judeo-Christian God and Judeo-Christian ethic and belief system, which is physical evolution, but you also need evolution for part two in the last days, which is spiritual evolution. This second part says mankind is going to spiritually evolve. That’s what New Age is all about. We’ve already been going through physical evolution and that will transition into spiritual evolution eventually.

	 

	The New Age movement advocates say we are now moving from the cycle associated with Pisces, into the one associated with Aquarius (hence the Age of Aquarius or Aquarian Age). The Aquarian Age will supposedly be characterized by a heightened degree of spiritual or cosmic consciousness. They say it will be an age of peace, a golden enlightenment, and blah, blah, blah. They get all of that from Astrology and their big buzzword phrase is Age of Aquarius. Age of Aquarius and New Age are synonymous. Now again, where do they get this terminology from and why is it so different than Christianity? 

	 

	Well first let’s take a look at their issue of authority. They believe there is NO objective source of authority. So, they’re saying the Bible isn’t one and Christians are closed-minded. We probably all know of Christians, possibly including ourselves, who have been accused of that. They say, “You’re so closed-minded!” New Age says you’re closed-minded and if you’re really going to be open-minded, you have to look at all sources of truth. I say, okay, that’s fine. I don’t have a problem looking at different sources of truth, but the Bible demonstrates that it’s the only one which is trustworthy and reliable. Still, even with the evidence, New Age says there is no objective source of authority. They tell us that all sacred writings and devotional materials from many traditions have spiritual value. That’s what they believe, so you’re being ignorant if you say it’s only the Bible that we can rely on. You’re closed-minded. 

	 

	Well, what does the Bible say and what we then believe? The Bible declares to you and I that it is the only source of authority. How do we know the Bible is true and must be from God? There is a helpful acronym we talked about during our Defenders of the Faith study in the portion called, Introduction to Apologetics. It will help you remember the truth and authority of the Bible. Here it is: 

	 

	“Bubba Jones And Earl T Mason Ate Peppered Squirrel Sausage (BJAETMAPSS).” 

	 

	That refers to ten lines of logical evidence for why the Bible is unlike any other book on the planet. These are the sources, which all say it is so:

	 

	The Bible, Jesus, the Apostles, Early Church and Church history, the Transmission standard, Manuscript evidence, Archaeology, Predictive Prophecy (Bible Prophecy), Science, and Statistical data with probabilities. (BJAETMAPSS). 

	 

	Also, the facts of the Bible were written over a one and a half century period of 1,400 to 1,500 years and by 40 different authors, who did not know each other. It was over a multitude of generations, yet never once does it contradict itself — not even once! There is no way man could ever whip that book up. The Bible is the only book like it throughout our entire world. For an in-depth study of why the Bible came from God, check out our book and DVD set called Did The Bible Really Come From God?

	 

	So that’s why we believe in the Bible. It’s not at all because we are being ignorant and closed-minded. We don’t mind if you have some other information to be considered. Bring it on and we can discuss it! In fact, isn’t that what we’re doing with this study? We’re looking at the different options and examining them with logic and reason. God said, come let us reason together. He didn’t say to check your brain at the door when you become a Christian. So, we have a problem with the other sources of truth. We look at the Bible, as well as the other’s options, but the Bible wins 100% of the time. It’s not just blind faith, as we are accused. We’re using logic and reason, as well as faith. 

	 

	Now we just dealt with the authority of the Bible. The second thing New Agers say is that God is the Ultimate Reality and an Impersonal Power. He’s often spoken of as an energy, as is the case with Mormonism. New Age will also say God is Consciousness, Mind, or Truth. They say God is everything, while at the same time everything is God.

	 

	What does the Bible say? What’s the difference that the Bible lays out versus these New Age practices? The Bible says there is only one God and he represents himself as a plurality, which is not three gods but only one God in three, as Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. So, people will say, “But that is three Gods!” No, it’s not. The way to look at God is not “1 + 1 + 1”. That would equal three. It is “1 x 1 x 1”, which equals what? It is one. God presents Himself as the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.  

	 

	You can also represent the Trinity of God as three states of water. We look at water as being one substance but if you freeze water, it becomes a solid. If you leave it alone, it stays liquid. But if you heat it up, it becomes a vapor. Which one of those is not water? So just because God presents himself as the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit, it is not three. It’s one. 

	 

	The Bible also presents God as personal. Aren’t you glad to have a personal relationship with God through Jesus Christ, who is the Creator of the Universe? That is radically different than what New Age teaches. About Jesus, New Age says He was wonderful but they relegate Him to just a valuable teacher. More specifically, they say Jesus was one of many appearances of God throughout the ages and He was one of many people who were fully aware of their true divinity. 

	 

	Now this is very important. They falsely claim Christ is separate from Jesus. What?! Now as Christians we know that “Christ” is not Jesus’ last name. What was Jesus’ last name? And no, it wasn’t Smith, but actually, Jesus full name would most likely have been “Jesus Bar Joseph”. Bar means “son of”, so it translates as “Son of Joseph”. It’s the same with Hebrew names like “Barnabas”, who would have been the “son of Nabas.” So that’s where it comes from with Joseph being Jesus’ adopted father because God is His Father by the virgin birth. 

	 

	Christ is not his last name. Christ is a title. Christ, or Christos in the Greek means Anointed One, which is a reiteration of the Hebrew word, Mashiach, which means Messiah. So, Messiah, Anointed One, and Christos are all referring to one Man. But New Age wants to separate them. New Age says those only represent a power. They teach that the term, Christ represents a power that we can all tap into. And Jesus was just a guy like you and I, who was able to tap into this Christ power, or Christ consciousness. So, we can all become Gods. 

	 

	That’s how they twist the term. They say Christ is separate from Jesus, he’s the way source. He’s the way that you yourself can tap into that power. New Age says Christ is the perfect God idea, the awareness of divinity within each person. They believe it’s a power to be tapped. But what does the Bible say? It plainly says Christ is fully God and fully man. He alone died on the cross for our sins and rose from death and the grave for our justification. Did Buddha rise from the dead? How about Muhammad or the Great Confused One— Confucius? How about any of those guys? How about none of them? That’s right! They’re still in the grave but Jesus is alive. He is fully God, fully man, and the only sinless man ever. Now what does New Age say about man?  

	 

	They say: “Humanity is not distinct from God [What?!]. Human beings, they say are essentially divine. God is within each person. Everyone has the [Listen! Here’s that term.] Christ Spirit within them and everyone is potentially good. The human problem though, they say, is illusion, ignorance, and lack of perception. People are unaware of their true identity as divine.” 

	 

	Again, that’s the common thread begun in Genesis 3 where we first see these lies from Satan, which have since been warmed over and repackaged time and time again, even up to today. As we saw before, even in the Church, we have the Word of Faith teachers and they’re teaching Hinduism with things like Creative Visualization. They use Hindu terms but slap on Christian labels. Word of Faith teachers say you can have perfect health and perfect wealth. They’ll even tell you that we are little gods. But it all comes from New Age Hinduism and it is crazy that it’s even creeping through the Church! 

	 

	New Agers say: “We need to just be aware of our true identity and that we are one with God. Mankind needs to be enlightened to find the ultimate spiritual knowledge and liberation from the cycle of reincarnation.”

	 

	Again, you’re seeing a heavy dose of Hinduism there. Now what does the Bible say about man? Does it tell us we’re potentially blameless, honorable, and even divine? Are you kidding me? We are sinful by nature and that’s why we Christians still sometimes have those intense moments of fellowship with our spouses and family members. We are sinful by nature and therefore separated from God. God is Holy, and we are not! That’s the Gospel, right? And praise God for somebody taking the death penalty in our place. It was Jesus on the cross so it’s radically different from what New Age professes. Neither you nor I are God! 

	 

	Of course, what they propose would mean there is more than one God. When they say you can become God, you are God, or you just need to realize you’re God, it follows then that there is more than one God. And the idea is not just Biblical heresy; it’s a logical fallacy because God by definition, is a Supreme Being. If there were more than one, nobody could be supreme so it’s nutty and fatally flawed even as an idea. Here’s their version of so-called salvation: 

	 

	They say people overcome a lack of perception by using techniques to change or transform their consciousness and they can attain enlightenment... 

	 

	What do they mean by “attaining enlightenment?” It is to realize you are God. So that’s their way to be saved. Remember how we saw them twisting Biblical words like atonement? They say atonement is to realize you’re not a sinner and you are God, so they even use Christian terms but alter, falsify and pervert them.

	 

	Continuing: ...they can attain enlightenment [realize they are God] when they step outside the ordinary modes of perception...

	Can I translate that for you? They’re saying it all becomes possible when you step outside the Bible. What New Age practice allows you to attain this enlightenment? As we’ve come to expect, they teach that it is by getting into an altered state of consciousness. And again, unfortunately many of the New Age practices are coming into the Church today, like yoga and different New Age prayer movements, and are not Biblical. New Age practices a version of prayer called Centering Prayer or Breathing Prayer, which gets people into an altered state of consciousness. And its goal is not fellowship with God, Jesus and the Holy Spirit. Once New Age teachers get their victims into an altered state of consciousness, their student ends up tapping into a realm they would never choose, if they had known. It’s no game because they’ve just entered demonic territory! They’re opening up spiritual doors they really don’t want to mess with.   That is what New Age teaching says you need to do in order to be saved. And what you’re saved from is supposedly your dilemma of not yet realizing you are God.

	 

	Continuing, New Age says you need to: ...step outside the ordinary modes of perception into altered states of consciousness that dispel the illusory boundaries of individual existence. Souls are evolving [There’s that ‘evolution’ word, again!] towards union with God and we’ll eventually find spiritual knowledge and liberation from the cycle of rebirth.

	 

	And there again, we see them mention reincarnation, which we showed is just not true. In Hebrews 9:27, the Bible tells us man is born once and dies once, at which point he’ll then face God and be judged, period, ipso facto. 

	 

	Well, what does the Bible say about salvation? It is by grace through faith. That’s it!! You can’t earn salvation because it’s a gift from God. Jesus did it all! You cannot get there through some altered state of consciousness and certainly not by realizing or imagining that you are God. That’s the problem for New Age. 

	 

	The question this brings us to, will be what we spend the next couple of chapters on: Where in the world do they get these false teachings? Well, it goes right back to that first issue in this chapter, which was the authority question. The reason why there are so many different versions, twistings, and false teaching within Christianity is not because God got it wrong and not because the Bible is hard to understand, it’s because people do NOT simply stick to the Bible! They play fast and loose with it. You don’t need a science degree to read the Bible. A six-year old could read it and come away with the Gospel message. Did you know that? Yet at the same time, the Bible is so profoundly deep, it’s been keeping theologians busy for centuries. But God did not write the Bible and its truths to be so difficult that it takes a hierarchy of top-level humans or maybe even other worldly beings who supposedly have superior knowledge, to help us understand it. No, the Bible is simple for anyone to read. But people treat it as too complicated, say it’s too hard to understand, and just veer off. Or they get into this relativistic mindset where they decide to use the Bible along with many other teachings. They maybe take a little bit of this and a little of that, but once you veer off the Bible, you’re in a heap of trouble, so the bottom line of why people get into these false teachings is that they get away from the Bible! 

	 

	Now, let’s take a look at the eclectic hodgepodge of beliefs and practices that the New Age Movement believes are the truths to alleviate human suffering. It’s their version of hope. We’ve already spent many chapters dealing extensively with the history of New Age, but here is a little of more of the past for the general movement. Recent history in our own country shows that a lot of it was a reactionary change starting back in the 1960’s. If you look at post World War II with a lot of soldiers coming back home and the economy starting to go into the tank, it was pretty rough there for a while. As far as the Church, the spiritual condition of the Church in America was kind of an intellectual, stale coldness. That’s really what it was. Now I’m not saying this was everywhere in America, but by and large it was people going through the motions, punching their time clock with no real substance. People were just bored out of their gourd. And I’m so glad that’s not the case with the Church today, right? Of course, we’re not naive enough to believe that.

	 

	So, what happened in the 1960’s was a generation coming up during the Vietnam War with a lot of turmoil in our country. So naturally with teenagers and turmoil [just like today, folks!], these young people were looking for answers! When they glanced at the Church in the condition I mentioned, what conclusion did they draw? They said, “Forget that!” and backed right into New Age, Hinduism, Buddhism, and all those false teachings, which were ready to eat them up! So unfortunately, a lot of it was a reactionary movement against the Church’s behavior. We in the Church are supposed to be the salt and light, but unfortunately in a certain sense, we’re seeing a repeat of the same Church condition today. On the other hand, the Bible told us what was going to happen to the Church in the last days. Is it supposed to get better and better? No, it is to be the age of apostasy! And I think we’re now full blown into that. The 1960’s reactionary movement was against Western values of our Judeo-Christian religion. People began to look for a new and better way for humanity. Hence, many hoped for this so-called Age of Aquarius. 

	 

	Now I won’t repeat all the history but just to tie this all together some more, we saw the advancement of New Age starting with Emmanuel Swedenborg, the Theosophical Society, Helen Blavatsky, Alice Bailey, New Thought, Edgar Cayce with his secular psychology, and Carl Jung, who was into séances and necromancy. We’ll get into those last two topics eventually. By the way, Jung was a big proponent of the Age of Aquarius and things of that nature so even he was a kind of early New Ager. And if you think those New Age and occult practices have left secular psychology, I’m sorry, but you’re dreaming. It’s still involved with much of those practices today. 

	 

	Something very interesting is that many in the New Age Movement also hold apocalyptic beliefs. New Agers are looking forward to a transformation into the New Age, while the Bible calls that time, the Last Days so there is another complete twisting of Scripture. In relationship to these apocalyptic predictions, we see that New Age also incorporates beliefs about UFO’s. UFO’s are very important to New Age because they are supposedly a source of truth through channeling. They channel to achieve an altered state of conscious and then guess who comes piping in? Supposedly it is our Space Brothers from the Pleiades System and blah, blah, blah. They’re apparently orbiting the earth, in the Photon Belts, or any other of their UFO terminology. However, you guessed it! Their contacts are demons! In the next chapter we’ll get into familiar spirits and what the Bible says about that. The derogatory term, Familiar Spirits are what you tap into with this New Age Space Brothers demonic source. 

	 

	So why is there a UFO disguise for demons and how is that important for New Age and the Antichrist’s goals? I still have some materials in my office that I’ve kept for research and proof purposes from when I was into New Age. Skeptical people sometimes say, “Oh, come on. This is all just a Christian conspiracy.” Well, I wish it was but no, it’s not. I have New Age books which document channeled messages from supposed UFO Aliens. Of course, as I said, they are not aliens, they are demons. But these supposed aliens, through channeled messages, say that they are going to be the reason for the disappearance of millions of people across the planet, which is what we Christians call the Rapture. Aliens are the perfect excuse for a Rapture of millions, which will need a miraculous explanation. When it happens, there will be a worldwide panic with everyone wondering what happened to their loved ones. They will ask who was responsible? Well the perfect lying signs and wonders will likely incorporate the story that our alien space brothers sucked them up into their spaceships. How many years now has Hollywood been putting that into people’s minds? They’re going to come flying and marching in. It will happen. And that’s lie number one to explain away the Rapture of the Church and the end of days events.

	 

	There is also a second way New Age falsifies the end of days Biblical account. The Bible says you don’t want to be in the Seven Year Tribulation and you better get saved today before you die, or Christians get Raptured away. This is the Pre-Tribulation position of prophecy scholars, which says you want to escape as a Christian with the Church at the Rapture before this Seven Year Tribulation begins. Completely countering that notion, New Age says, “Oh no, for the people who are left behind, it isn’t the last days. Those will be the wonderful days because it’ll be the beginning of the Age of Aquarius. It will be magnificent!” So New Age not only explains away the Rapture of the Church by saying it is aliens who cause these people to disappear and our alien space brothers are now holding them in safety, but New Age will declare that those left behind are all the blessed chosen ones! They will be duped into thinking they’re all Lightworkers.  

	 

	That’s when New Age takes it to stage three. As we know from the Bible, at the start of the Seven Year Tribulation, people are left behind and enter into the worst time in mankind’s history. They’ll be dealing with all these atrocities around the world like asteroids slamming into the earth, earthquakes shaking the whole planet with more than one at a time, a fourth of the planet wiped out in a global war, another third annihilated from a demonic horde, and all the other horrific stuff, making it a bloodcurdling dreadful time. But at the same time, the New Agers, prompted by channeled demon messages, [including supposed UFO alien messages, which are also demon communications], will tell people they are not experiencing the wrath of God in the Seven Year Tribulation. They will admit that it’s kind of bad right now, which will be a colossal understatement, but will explain it away by saying it’s only Mother Earth cleansing herself and they just need to hang on to become the ultimate survivor. It’s like the movie, 2012, if you’ve seen that, where the people are told to build that crazy boat in order to survive. But New Age will promise that on the other side of the tribulation, there will be the Age of Aquarius. 

	 

	There you have three monumental deceptive lies. The Biblical account is true about the Pre-Tribulation Rapture and you don’t want to miss it when it comes right before the Seven Year Tribulation begins. There is literally going to be seven years of God’s wrath being poured out on this planet in what Jesus said will be the worst time in the history of mankind. Of course, Satan would have to come up with some whacked out lie to fool those lost souls not taken up in the Rapture in order to have them ignore the truth. The truth is they are in the Biblical Tribulation and Jesus is the only way out, but New Age will make it sound like they are the lucky ones to be left behind. These ideas are exactly what New Age is selling right now. If you sit back and contemplate all this, it really has an impact on you when you realize the Biblically prophesied days we are living in right now.

	 

	For more background, the music group that wrote that song called, Age of Aquarius, was The 5th Dimension. I’m going to give you the words to that song and you will see their source of truth involves Astrology. If you pay attention to the lyrics, and unfortunately most people don’t, they’re singing Astrology. It’s about New Age Astrology where this special age is coming upon us and the stars are going to align just right, and everything will be glorious!  

	 

	Here are some of the lyrics: “When the moon is in the seventh house and Jupiter aligns with Mars, then peace will guide the planets and love will steer the stars. This is the dawning of the Age of Aquarius...[rest of the chorus]. Harmony and understanding, sympathy and trust abounding. No more falsehoods or derisions. Golden Living dreams of visions. Mystic Crystal revelation and the mind’s true liberation [Chorus repeated]. Let the sun shine, Let the sun shine in, the sun shine in... [last verse repeated many times].” 

	 

	As far as their version of the light and the sun, you don’t want anything to do with that! Later we’ll get in the crystal stuff but as far as the light stuff, remember we saw that another big lie from New Age is about Lucifer, whose name means Lightbearer. So, their big buzzwords include things like Lightworker, Light Media, Lightbringer, sun, etc. As mentioned, they think Satan is a hero, who is just here to help humans but unfortunately us Christians have it all wrong and are really ruining Satan’s benevolent plans. They say Lucifer is the Lightbearer so we need to let his light shine to bring peace on Earth. But of course, according to the Bible, that notion is horribly wrong, and you don’t want to be in any part of Satan’s plans! 

	 

	Of course, that song by The 5th Dimension popularized the Age of Aquarius term but Age of Aquarius teachings were just a counter culture reactionary response from back in the 1960’s. Age of Aquarius was also advertised at the Woodstock Festival. Most of us are somewhat familiar with that event. Age of Aquarius was also mentioned in the very popular and edgy musical, Hair. At the same time this was happening, there was a birth of all kinds of different religious movements. Still today you have the San Francisco Zen Center, Transcendental Meditation, the Interpeace Movement, and the Church of All Worlds. The latter is that same New Age premise that the Bible says you don’t want to have anything to do with. It is where New Age advocates all religions coming together into one. Remember, the Bible is the only book on the planet which tells us that is part of the Antichrist kingdom! It involves a One World Government, One World Economy, One World Religion, and Mark of the Beast with the False Prophet and Antichrist (THE Christ). You don’t want to have anything to do with that! But it’s a good thing there are no candidates or people in office today who want to have open borders so that we can all come together as one, right?? Wrong! And I’m know I’m getting political, but you can see this developing right in front of our eyes.  

	 

	At the same time, the Church of Satan started. Now why would that timing be important with it coming up at the same time as New Age? Well, who is the New Age’s Lightbearer? It’s Lucifer. As we’ve seen and will see more of, many New Age sources of truth are demonic. And what is the number one law of Satanism? It’s, “Do what you will, shall be the whole of the law.” You are your own God. That’s the same as New Age so it’s no wonder they can work together. At that time, we saw an influx of Hinduism and Buddhism, which are also New Age. 

	 

	During the same time period New Age in Britain began to take off. They had what was called, The Light Movement. That’s their buzzword like New Age’s Lightworkers or Light Media from Roma Downey. Britain had the same influences with New Age people like Blavatsky and others. Several key events there also begin to fuel New Age. As we saw before, the Beatles helped popularize New Age. Remember George Harrison’s song, My Sweet Lord, where he wove in the Hindu teacher, Hare Krishna? You might remember that people thought it was a great Christian song, but it wasn’t. They were singing about Lord Krishna. It was not Jesus Christ. The lyrics purposely blended them together.

	So again, why do they use music? Well even in the early Church around the 200’s A.D., false teachers began to abound because Satan, who had lost to Jesus, knew his gig was up and that he was now headed for the Lake of Fire. Again, where is the one source of truth for people to find their way out of this human mess? It’s in the Bible, right? So, what did Satan immediately do when discovering he’d lost? We see evidence of that in the Bible, even in the New Testament letters. Right away, false teachers like Judaizers came in. They taught God’s Grace combined with human efforts or works. What is Satan trying to do there? He’s attempting to cloud and confuse Biblical teachings. 

	 

	One prominent false teaching tactic Lucifer introduced during the early Church involved music. False teachers planting their ideas in music would often specifically attack the deity of Jesus Christ. They would incorporate it into jingles and ditties which get stuck in your head just the same as repeated phrases with commercial jingles of today. So that’s what they would do with a false teaching, even in the early church. People would sing the repeated words and not realize they were parroting false teachings about Jesus. It’s the same today and has been so from the 1960’s, when they ramped up the use of music and books.

	 

	Also, about that time, Linda Goodman had some best-selling books that got people into Astrology, paving the way for more acceptance of New Age teachings. Of course, there were also the sun signs and love signs. Later in the early 1980’s, Shirley MacLaine came out with her book, Out on a Limb, which was made into the movie we already talked about extensively. Also, there was the event we covered called the Harmonic Convergence, which was in Sedona, Arizona. That was one of the major New Age events. It was the first globally synchronized meditation event and held in August of 1987. The whole reason for the Harmonic Convergence was that they were supposedly converging in this power center that they believe is Sedona, Arizona. They teach that the rocks of Sedona contain a lot of crystal so it helps with the vibrations to achieve better blah, blah, blah. We’ll get to crystals more later. 

	 

	So, they were all converging there to help usher in this Age of Aquarius, which is the New Age or dawning of the New Age. A guy named Jose Anguelles, who worked with an Astrologer named Neil Michelsen organized it. These organizers claimed there was an unusual configuration of the stars and planets at the time of the event. They said the Sun, Moon, Mars, and Venus were in exact alignment so the Harmonic Convergence is purported to have “corresponded with a great shift in the Earth’s energy from warlike to peaceful.” Oh, really? How’s that working out for us? And it’s not getting better with time.

	 

	They say the stars have power to influence our future and personalities. They advocate ideas like looking at charts of how the stars align and if we all get together to meditate during the right alignments, we can bust through and bring in the Age of Aquarius. That’s what they believe! That’s what this Harmonic Convergence event was all about. They believe there are other power centers like Mt. Shasta, Mt. Fuji, Mt. Olympus, the Great Pyramids, and Machu Picchu in Peru. 

	 

	They also include Stonehenge. We were there recently and learned about some interesting New Age history. We were there shooting footage for our documentary titled, The Rapture - Don’t be Deceived. While researching, I came across an interesting piece of information that really fits this New Age study. It turns out that the comparison of New Ager’s thoughts on Stonehenge versus the reality of it’s past, couldn’t be more different. As you’ve probably noticed, New Age always wants to project peace, love, flower power, and platitudes like, “we just need to go from war-like to peace-like” and they declare that the whole movement is about pure love and acceptance.   

	 

	 Well, that’s not what happened at Stonehenge! It was 1985 and called the Battle of Beanfield. Wiltshire police prevented New Agers from setting up a festival at that place. I’d imagine the name is because it was close to a bean field. Six hundred New Agers converged on Stonehenge because they believe it is one of these special places around the Earth where you can achieve a better vibration to connect with the spirits and channel this light to be a Lightworker bringing in the Age of Aquarius and speeding up the evolution of humanity, blah, blah, blah.

	 

	In reality, if you visit Stonehenge and do the research, it’s a horrible bloody place! Within the Stonehenge circle are tons of human remains leftover from sacrifices of men, women, and children. It’s a ghastly detestable area. But again, New Agers believe Stonehenge is a special place so hundreds of them were converging on Stonehenge to have their festival while thirteen hundred British police officers were trying to put a stop to it because the festival apparently didn’t have permission. The police reported that they came under attack, being pelted with lumps of wood, stones, and gas bombs! 

	 

	You can just hear the peace-loving music: “This is the dawning of the Age of...people who beat you up!” Hey, what happened to the peace thing? I wonder what got into them? There were 8 police officers and 16 New Agers hospitalized, as well as 537 New Agers arrested. It represented the largest mass arrests of civilians in England since the end of the Second World War. So much for being peaceful, and isn’t that the irony of you and I today? People say, “Oh Christian, you just have to be tolerant. You need to be tolerant, loving, and peaceful.” Right? But they are only tolerant, loving, and peaceful until you share your belief, then you’re attacked and that’s the blatant hypocrisy! They tell everyone to tolerate anything that comes along though they tolerate everything except me, the Christian. But guess what? Christians are part of the equation too. And by the way, I’m not advocating violence, but the moment I disagree with you, what you do? You go at me, right? As we found out while shooting footage for the Rapture documentary, that Beanfield incident is why you can’t get direct access to Stonehenge anymore. Authorities have it somewhat barricaded.  

	 

	There is great diversity amongst the New Age movement and they advocate the come one, come all position. But by and large, when you take a look at the source of the truth for all of their practices and beliefs, they all involve some sort of an occult technique, which is demonic. With every single one, you are getting demonic false teachings. Again, it’s with every single one so it makes sense that they would tolerate each other’s demonically inspired twisting of truth and Scripture but not actual truth and Scripture. 

	 

	With the rest of this chapter, we’ll cover one practice of New Age. That again, is the issue of Astrology with its Age of Aquarius. This is of course not their only practice, but with this belief in Astrology, they teach that we are transitioning from the age of Pisces to the age of Aquarius. This involves their whole premise about the aligning of the stars. Astrology is a system of divination, but what is that? Divination is a manmade technique to try getting access to the so-called “divine” for gaining so-called wisdom or even seeing into the future. It can include throwing down some bones, ripping up sheep guts, and things of that nature, and they’re not making haggis with it. The practice is about the animal’s innards and how the intestines are aligned. It’s all these weird occult techniques with things like Runes, Druids, and similar stuff.  

	 

	Astrology, where you look at the stars and how they’re aligned is also divination and is one of many New Age types of divination. But the Bible forbids it. Let’s take a look at Deuteronomy 18 and later we’re going to see how the Bible also forbids this in Leviticus because of the familiar spirit issue. In Deuteronomy 18, The Bible tells us not to dare get into this because it’s a demonic deception. If you want the truth, stick to God’s Word. Don’t get into some sort of occult technique, altered state of consciousness, or conjure up some sort of demonic spirit. If you do that, you’re going to be lied to. Here’s what the Lord says in Deuteronomy 18, verse 9: 

	 

	“When you enter the land the LORD your God has given you, do not learn to imitate the detestable ways of the nations there. Let no one be found among you who sacrifices his son or daughter in the fire, who practices divination or sorcery, interprets omens, engages in witchcraft, or casts spells, or who is a medium or spiritist or who consults the dead.”

	 

	Well that’s about 75% of the television shows today! Do you think it’s having an effect on the younger generation to accept these practices? Yes, it is! 

	 

	Continuing with Deuteronomy 18, verse 12: “Anyone who does these things is detestable to the Lord; because of these detestable practices, the Lord your God will drive out those nations before you, but you must be blameless before the Lord your God.” 

	 

	God does not want people to be deceived. He is the truth and He wants people to know the truth. Israel was supposed to be the light to the nations of Gentiles. But if the Israelites were going to resort to this so-called wisdom of man and the techniques where man looks for wisdom outside of God, then what kind of a witness are they giving? They were actually supposed to lead people to Jehovah God but their behavior in listening to the world and trying to seek wisdom in these aspects, is leading people away from God. God loves people and doesn’t want them lied to so it’s a warning, but they’re also being a bad witness. That’s why you and I should have nothing to do with it. 

	 

	Probably more than ten years ago, I came across this stat: A poll was taken amongst teenagers. Of professing Christian teenagers, 4% admitted that during that week alone, they saw an occult person, a psychic, at least once. The stat from the non-Christian teenager was 3%. Anyone have a problem with that? You can see it’s not a big number, but it has probably increased up to now. But why do you suppose the Christian number is higher? Something is seriously wrong. 

	 

	As mentioned, Astrology is divination and uses positions of the stars, planets, the moon, and the 12 zodiac signs as a means to predict the future, learn about human events, and size up your personality traits. Of course, stars are made up of  materials that include some sort of rock and gaseous material, but God created the stars so it’s created, and similar to a rock. I’m sure we can all verify that a rock cannot speak? We know a rock does not think. So therefore, we can say a rock cannot predict the future and neither a boulder nor bedrock has any bearing on your personality.  

	 

	Now I don’t recommend this but if you take a rock and smash it into your head several times, it will have an effect on you physically and maybe you could then take it as a sign of not having a good personality, but that rock has no power over you. Can we agree to that? With all that said, believe it or not, this is the whole premise of Astrology. Supposedly created things like stars and planets determine the future and your personality.  And it’s even more unhinged because when preachers give a sermon about God’s sovereignty over all things good, bad, and ugly, often someone says, “Oh, you’re preaching fatalism!” As you might know, fatalism is the belief that all events are predetermined and therefore inevitable. But no, we’re not saying that. The Bible says God is fully sovereign and man is fully responsible. It’s just like Jesus being fully God and fully man, that’s what the Bible teaches. God is fully sovereign but also, man is fully responsible for his behavior, period, so they may want to call it fatalism even though it’s not, but excuse me, you’re telling me that a rock governs my whole life and future as well as my entire personality? I’m stuck with me the way I am because of a rock?! What? That’s really deranged but it’s what they’re teaching.

	 

	The result is that with Astrology, they believe your birth date in whatever zodiac sign you fall in, determines what personality traits you’re stuck with in your particular rock box. Have fun trying to escape your rock-determined destiny!

	 

	For some background, you probably already know there are supposedly twelve zodiac signs: Aries, Taurus, Gemini, Cancer, Leo, Virgo, Libra, Scorpio, Sagittarius, Capricorn, Aquarius, and Pisces. Again, New Age says they are trying to bring the planet into the Aquarius sign right now. Obviously, that’s all a false science and false teaching. They maintain that these heavenly bodies [rocks!] influence human character and action through gravitational or electromagnetic forces emanating from those extremely large boulders. 

	 

	So, let’s deal with electromagnetic forces. Do you realize there is an electromagnetic force coming out of your household light sockets? Do you know, maybe even from personal experience, that physically, the average household light socket can have a shocking effect on you? But still you walk by that light socket every day. Do you maybe do so in order to access wisdom and get direction in life? You may even appeal to it: “Oh mighty Light Socket, if only I knew how today’s events would unfold. May your electromagnetic energy penetrate my future...” Yeah, give me a break! But seriously, that is literally what they believe. Their faith is in rocks and electrical outlets. But we’re the crazy ones, right? Come on, how do people get sucked into all this?  A lot of this started in ancient times with civilizations like the Babylonians. It was a religion, basically as a form of divination, but also a kind of idolatry because it advocates looking to a created thing like a rock, instead of God, to determine direction for a person’s life. 

	 

	Let’s look at Romans Chapter 1 where the wrath of God is being poured out on the planet. Why is that happening? It’s because people have the audacity to worship the planet, stars, and created things, rather than the Creator. You should look at the stars because God put them there for a reason, but they’re not what governs your future. They are just rocks. In Romans chapter 1 Paul talks about this subject, starting with Verse 18: 

	 

	“The wrath of God is being revealed from heaven against all the godlessness and wickedness of men who suppress the truth by their wickedness since what may be known about God is plain to them because God has made it plain to them. For since the creation of the world, God’s invisible qualities, his eternal power and divine nature have been clearly seen being understood from what has been made [including the stars], so that men are without excuse.”

	 

	Paul is saying that one of the purposes for why God put stars up there was to prompt the logical response. A person looks at the heavens at night and says, “This didn’t happen by chance! Are you kidding me?! This is way beyond mankind. There’s nothing normal about it. This is supernatural. There must be a Creator! There must be a Supreme God!”  So, Paul’s argument is that when you look at creation, you should come to the conclusion that God is real. But it’s not what Astrological religions did. They became twisted in their thinking and began to worship creation, instead of the Creator. That’s what Paul continues to say here:  

	 

	“For although they knew God [because the evidence is everywhere], they neither glorified Him as God nor gave thanks to Him, but their thinking became futile and their foolish hearts were darkened. Although they claimed to be wise, they became fools and exchanged the glory of the immortal God for images made to look like mortal man and birds and animals and reptiles. Therefore, God gave them over in the sinful desires of their hearts to sexual impurity for the degrading of their bodies with one another. They exchanged the truth of God for a lie and worshiped and served [they served what?], created things rather than the Creator— who is forever to be praised. Amen.” 

	 

	It’s a form of idolatry; a huge one! They’re turning the Earth, stars, and the constellations into an idol. That’s their belief system with all its alignments, formulas, and the cycles. But God didn’t create the heavens for Astrology. He did it to give us an early form of GPS. We’ll get to that in a little bit.

	 

	Astrology gathered all their different star and planet information to develop this thing called the Horoscope. That word comes from a couple of different words including ‘hora’, which means, “time” and ‘scopos’ meaning “observer”. Scopos is also related to looking through a scope so Horoscope means “time observer” and Horoscopes are supposedly produced as predictions based on all these formulas and alignments of rocks with light socket abilities. They produce this “time observer report” called a Horoscope, which supposedly helps you understand what’s going to happen in your future and for you to know more about your personality traits. Now whatever the rocks and lamp plugs come up with, you’re stuck with that. Of course, the Horoscopes are extremely ambiguous so as not to be proven wrong as much. If Horoscopes are so exactingly predictive of the future, why isn’t every Astrologer among the richest people on Earth? I’ll tell you where they’d be valuable: Give me the winning lottery numbers every week. But of course, they can’t do anything remotely like a reliable accurate and specific prediction of the future, so they purposely keep it vague.  

	 

	One guy said he randomly checked his and here’s what popped up from his “time observer report” for that day:

	 

	“When It comes to love and romance, you may find yourself in a bit of a pickle.”

	 

	The guys response: “Well, hello?! That could fit anything no matter what because it’s so bland. Maybe today I may have said something to upset my wife so I find myself in a bit of a pickle.” 

	 

	When you use words like “may” find or a “bit” of a pickle, it can fit most any situation for most anybody. I could say to someone in our congregation: 

	 

	“Your time observer report from today, according to rocks and my kitchen outlet, says you will be in downtown Las Vegas, [which has a population of two million along with three million who visit every month], and there you will see somebody you never saw before. That’s your time observer report for today.”

	 

	Wow! Right?? But that’s the whole premise and it’s just idiotic. Obviously, that’s why Astrology is condemned by the Bible. In fact, the Bible specifically mentions the word, Astrologer in one place, and talks about these types of practices in a multiple of others.  

	 

	Isaiah 47:13 is a rebuke: “You are worried with your many counsels. Let now the Astrologers, those who prophesy by the stars [Rocks!], those who predict by the new moons [like with electromagnetic radiation], stand up and save you from what will come upon you.” 

	 

	In other words: Fine, if you don’t want to listen to me, either way, judgment is coming. If you want to turn to those guys with their rocks and electromagnetic stuff, we’ll just see if that’s going to save you from what’s coming. Would you say people are in a heap of trouble? Yes, they are, and they need to be warned! But as we just saw, God mentions Astrologers by name. Other passages in Scripture also forbid this kind of thing.

	 

	Deuteronomy 4, verse 19: “And beware not to lift up your eyes to heaven and see the sun and the moon and the stars and all the host of heaven and be drawn away to worship them and serve them, those which the Lord your God has allotted to all the peoples under the whole heaven.” 

	 

	It’s not the purpose of the stars. We’ll get to that in a minute. 

	 

	Jeremiah 10, verses 1 to 3: “Hear the word, which the Lord speaks to you O House of Israel. Thus says the Lord: Do not learn the wasy of the nations, do not be terrified by the signs of the heavens although the nations are terrified by them, for the customs of the people are delusion.” 

	 

	Daniel also brings this out in a couple of different chapters. 

	 

	Daniel 2, verse 27: Daniel answered before the king and said, “As for the mystery about which the king has inquired, neither the Wise Men, the conjurers, the magicians, nor the diviners are able to declare to the king.” 

	 

	Daniel is pointing out to the king that all these Astrologers and wise guys surround the king, yet they can’t get it right. The reason is that it’s a bunch of baloney. You can just hear one of these charlatans talking to their royal master: 

	 

	“Oh King Nebuchadnezzar, I can see that you will be in downtown Babylon today and you’ll see someone you’ve never seen before.” 

	 

	Then the king says, “Off with his head!”  

	 

	Right? Yes, but so many who pay little attention to the Bible, daily fall for this type of pathetic hot air.

	 

	Daniel 4 verse 7: “Then the magicians, the conjurers, the Chaldeans, and the diviners came in, and I related the dream to them but they could not make the interpretation known.”

	 

	Why? It was because their practices were a bunch of baloney. So, we see from the Scripture that Israel, which includes us grafted-in Christians today, is forbidden to worship celestial bodies. Astrologers will be judged! Israel and Christians are not to be concerned with the celestial signs. 

	 

	Now about the last days, the Bible does say there will be signs in the heavens, but they will be as an indicator that certain times are approaching, but it’s not to the point where you put the Bible down and get into Astrology. That’s not at all what it’s talking about. The signs in the heavens are like a warning, just as if someone put up a stop sign. You do heed a warning like that, but do you worship the stop sign? No, absolutely not. 

	 

	Here’s where the New Ager will try to trip you up. It involves the account in Matthew 2 about the Magi. Surely, they’re using Astrology to find baby Jesus and that becomes justification for our use of it, right? No, it’s not! In fact, when you take a look at Matthew 2:1-2, you see there are a lot of things about this account that we unfortunately get wrong. But it certainly is not a promotion of Astrology.

	 

	Matthew 2, verses 1 to 2: “After Jesus was born in Bethlehem in Judea, during the time of King Herod, Magi from the east came to Jerusalem and asked, ‘Where is the one who has been born king of the Jews? We saw his star in the east and have come to worship him.’” 

	 

	Let’s take a look at some things we’ve gotten wrong. First, we typically miss the number of Magi, or Wise Men, depending on the translation. We all assume there were three, but the Bible doesn’t say that. Did you hear a three in what we just read? No, it doesn’t say three. There may have been three, but we don’t know. People dogmatically assume three because there were three gifts. However, that doesn’t mean there were three people delivering them, so we don’t necessarily even get that right.

	 

	Now something else is interesting when you take a look at the gifts and why it was those three gifts. Normally ladies might give stuff like a casserole or towels. But why in the world were they bringing the baby Jesus gold, frankincense, and myrrh? Maybe I can understand the gold but why of all things, did they give the other two? There are theories about the symbolism of his death, resurrection, and/or an anointing spice. It could be. Gold may have helped them as something to live on when making the flight to Egypt escaping persecution. That could be.  

	 

	But probably more likely is this: A Jewish man’s custom, just before he, as a groom, would go get his bride, was to adorn himself with three things. Can you guess what they were? It was gold, frankincense, and myrrh. So here’s Jesus being born to the world to die on the cross for you and I, the followers of Christ, who are called, the bride of Christ. We the Church are His bride and He’s coming back to get us. It appears they brought Him these ornaments for the wedding. Isn’t that interesting?! I’m not being dogmatic about it, but it does make sense. 

	 

	That’s another we typically get wrong, just like the number of Magi. Another thing we have a misconception about is that the Wise Men visited Jesus at his birth in the stable. But that’s not so. When you take a look, they actually came days, months, or maybe even a year or more later, because Matthew 2, verse 11 says the Wise Men visited and worshiped Jesus in a house. It was not in the stable. So, if Jesus’ family was in a house, the Magi visit was later. Some say Christ was possibly two years old so we get that wrong as well. 

	 

	A fourth thing we get wrong is when it’s said that these guys somehow validate Astrology. Let me explain that to you. The Magi were Wise Men from the East. The East, in this case was most likely Persia, which is modern day Iran today. This means they traveled 800 to 900 miles in visiting Jesus so if they were from Persia, what was most likely their source of truth at that time? Why would they take this journey in the first place? Was it because Astrology told them to? No, it was probably because of someone else who was in Persia then. Guess who was also in Persia and left writings? Remember, these are Wise Men, or studious learners. They’ve studied scholarly texts while going to school. They probably came across the writings of Daniel. Daniel was the Chief of the Court in Persia and Daniel chapter 9, verses 24 to 27, includes the prophecy which gives a timeline for the birth of the Messiah. Also, they may have been aware of the prophecy from Balaam. The Bible records that the Prophet Balaam was from the town of Pethor on the Euphrates River, which is right near Persia. In Numbers 24:17; Balaam’s prophecy specifically mentions a star coming out of Jacob.  

	 

	So ultimately, did the source of truth that inspired them to look for the Messiah, come from Astrology or the Bible? It came from God’s word. And the Wise Men were guided by the Bible to look for the King of the Jews and to do so by some sort of stellar event. There are also going to be stellar events in the last days. The Bible mentions that too. There will be weird things going on in the sky. But just like a stop sign, does that mean that when I see a warning sign, I need to worship it and seek direction from it for the rest of my life? No, it’s a warning sign. So, there was something going on in the stars, but their journey was ultimately started from a Biblical point. 

	 

	By the way, if it really was Astrology, because Astrology is really true, how come they had to ask for directions? Why didn’t their Astrological future predicting time observer take them to the exact spot? Instead, on the way, who did the Magi have to go to? First, they asked King Herod in Jerusalem concerning the birth of Christ. He directed them to a prophecy in Scripture which said where the Messiah would be born. Of course, that was Bethlehem. Also, in Matthew 2:10 the Bible talks about how they followed God’s guidance joyfully. Their gifts to Jesus were costly. They worshiped Jesus. And when it came time to go back home, did they break out the Astrology charts? No, the God of the Bible warned them in a dream. They listened to God, not Astrology. They listened to God instead of man and then left by another route. 

	 

	So, if you put it all together, here’s what’s going on with the Biblical account of the Magi: 

	 

	1. The Magi were men who read and believed God’s word. 

	 

	2. They sought Jesus. 

	 

	3. They recognized the worth of Jesus Christ. 

	 

	4. They humbled themselves to worship Jesus. 

	 

	5. They obeyed God rather than man. 

	 

	What does that have to do with Astrology? It has absolutely nothing to do with it so don’t fall for that lie about how the Bible is promoting Astrology by mentioning the Magi. That is not true! 

	 

	Now let’s get into the biblical reason for why God put the stars in the heavens. Genesis 1 tells us the beginning of that.

	 

	Genesis chapter 1, verses 14 to 19: “Then God said, ‘Let there be lights in the expanse of the heavens to separate the day from the night. Let them be signs for the seasons, days, and years. Let them be lights for the expanse of the heavens to give them light on Earth.’“

	 

	So again, the lights were part of God’s creation. They demonstrate His power and massive majesty. They should prompt a logical response from us like, “Oh, wow! There must be a God!” They were also given as a light for Earth’s inhabitants to see and to divide time as signs of days and seasons separating the light from the darkness. There is nothing at all in the Bible that says we need to turn to God’s creation to look for our life’s spiritual guidance, including the stars. They were given for signs and seasons. They were meant to mark time and were also a sign for navigation. They were a very early form of GPS. By the way, when you’re going someplace new these days, aren’t you glad you don’t have to break out that ancient mariner sextant thing?

	God also used the stars as an illustration to encourage Abraham of God’s faithfulness. God said for Abraham to look at the stars and notice there are too many to count. God told him it would be the same with his descendants. Therefore, the stars became a reminder every time Abraham looked at them. Even though he didn’t see any children yet, even at his old age, the stars became a reminder that it would surely happen because God is faithful. The amazing heavens should produce the same confidence in you and I as well. We can even gain some perspective when we look at the stars anytime we’re feeling like: “Oh, my problems are so big and horrible! Nothing is ever going to be okay again!” Hey, wait! Look at the stars! God created all that and did it with His Word. He’s even above all that and we only see a tiny slice of His creation. He upholds it, sustains it, and keeps it all from flying apart. I think he can handle our ordeal. 

	 

	We saw that the final judgment on the Earth is going to be accompanied by astronomical events. But that’s not something to be worshiping by getting into Astrology. There will be more warnings in the sky, as has already happened. Our wisdom comes from God and His Word, not the stars. Psalm 1:19 says God’s word is a lamp for our feet and a light to our path. Astrology is not. Our trust is in God alone. He alone will direct our paths. Faith in anything else, besides God is misplaced. As Christians, we read the Bible and pray to gain wisdom and guidance from God. Consulting a Horoscope is a violation of God’s means of communicating with his children. 

	 

	Now in case you still want to believe the stars are for Astrology, I’m going to prove again, how that’s a bunch of baloney. NASA just revealed that there are actually more than twelve zodiac signs. They now say there are thirteen so the whole thing has been a pack of lies. We’ll finish the chapter with this explanation:

	 

	“Do you wait to make an important decision before reading your Horoscope? Have you ever turned down a date because your zodiac sign says you aren’t compatible? Do you have a little tattoo of your zodiac sign on your ankle? If so, we have very bad news for you. NASA has recently revealed that there are actually ‘thirteen’ zodiac signs and everything you ever knew about your Horoscope has just changed. The Babylonians developed a twelve month calendar based on the phases of the moon and divided the sky into twelve equal parts by looking at twelve distinct constellations by which the sun appeared to travel over the course of a year. But according to Babylonian ancient records, there were actually thirteen constellations in the zodiac, but they decided to take one out for convenience to make the total number fit their teaching. The one they pulled out was called Ophiuchus.”

	 

	So, they left out the thirteenth zodiac sign, Ophiuchus in order to make their zodiac a tidy matching number of twelve. They just removed one, further invalidating the already bankrupt concept of this baloney being able to guide anything. NASA decided to do the math and incorporate the Ophiuchus sign that had been left out of the zodiac signs, even though it’s always been there. When you incorporate the thirteenth sign, of course everything and every date is off. Personally, I supposedly went from a Virgo to a Leo so now my life is completely messed up! Where is my rock?! I need to straighten out my life! 

	 

	Give me a break! It’s all a bunch of hooey. It was already baloney, but now even it’s proven so even more. Everything they have been selling us is completely off, even if you believe the zodiac meant anything for your life. Now what are you going to do?

	 

	Listen to what some people said when they learned the news that it’s all been wrong: 

	 

	“I’m so disconcerted to learn that my life has been a lie! I’m no longer Sagittarius. Apparently, I’m going Ophiuchus.” 

	 

	Two others said: “Let’s have a moment of silence for everyone’s Zodiac tattoos.” And: “So apparently NASA decided to change everybody’s zodiac signs right after I got my Aries tattoo. I just love my life.”  

	 

	Another: “I’m actually throwing a fit about the new zodiac change!” 

	 

	And it’s all because you went away from the Bible as your source of truth and turned to a rock and a light socket. That’s what you get. That’s just the beginning of where New Age gets their stuff. This is where you get the big terms like the Age of Aquarius and the Aquarian Age. It’s all Astrology.

	 

	What we’re going to see in the next chapter is how New Age gets their practices from another form of divination called Mediumship. Basically, that’s where you conjure up a spirit and it’s not the Spirit of God. We’ll look at the Ouija Board, examine Necromancy, and learn about Channeling. If you remember J.Z. Knight from earlier, I have a video of her channeling a spirit, which is, of course, a demon. You’ll see for yourself that it is full blown demonic. But it’s their source of truth. New Age & Mediumship

	 

	 

	 

	 

	 

	 

	 

	 

	 

	We’ve already looked extensively at much of the New Age history and their basic beliefs. In the last chapter, we began exploring their practices and of course the first one was Astrology. Now we’re going to continue to explore where they get their truth and it’s not the Bible! It is Astrology, and also Mediumship. We’ll break Mediumship down into three subcategories. 

	 

	   First of all, what does the true source of truth, the Bible, say about Mediums and people who engage in this kind of behavior, at least partly, to seek supposed knowledge of events in the future? We’ll read some of Deuteronomy 18 and other places where God says specifically for us to stay away from this kind of stuff. In Deuteronomy, what does God say about the practices of these New Agers and where they get their information?  

	 

	God speaking in Deuteronomy 18, verse 9: “When you enter the land the Lord your God has given you, do not learn to imitate the detestable ways of the nations there. Let no one be found among you who sacrifices his son or daughter in the fire, who practices divination or sorcery, interprets omens, engages in witchcraft, or casts spells, or who is [What??] a Medium or Spiritist, or who consults with the dead. Anyone who does these things is detestable to the Lord. And because of these detestable practices, the Lord your God will drive out those nations before you. But you must be blameless before the Lord your God.” 

	 

	In Leviticus 19, verse 31, God says, “Do not turn to [What?] Mediums or seek out Spiritists for you will be defiled by them. I am the Lord your God.”

	 

	In Leviticus 20, verse 6, God says, “I will set my face against the person who turn to [What?] Mediums and Spiritists to prostitute himself by following them and I will cut him off from his people.”

	 

	God continues in Leviticus 20, verse 27: “A man or woman who is a Medium or a Spiritist among you must be [What??] put to death. You are to stone them. Their blood will be on their own head.”

	 

	So, with just a quick cursory introduction to this from the Bible, would you say God is warning us not to mess with these detestable practices because it’s a bad thing? Yeah, when God requires stoning them to death or other forms of capital punishment that usually gives it away. Now why does God take such a hard approach to these practices? As New Agers would say, is it because God is trying to hide something from us? No! That’s also what Satan would say as he did in Genesis 3: “Did God really say...? No, don’t listen to God. I’ve got this secret information for you.” That’s the type of thing Satan says. But God loves us and wants us to know the truth. God is the truth and He knows what these entities are. They’re demons and they can’t do anything but the usual demonic lies. Satan is not only a murderer; he’s a liar and the father of all lies so that’s what Satan and demons do. They might even bait you in with a sliver of truth, but they’re eventually always going to corrupt that truth with lies. That truth, no pun intended, comes out.

	 

	Mediumship is another source of fake truth for New Age. Again, they do not get real truth from the Bible. They get fake truth from Astrology and Mediumship. Mediumship is basically like a psychic but generally it’s somebody who is trying to contact the dead. They do it to gain advice, to supposedly see the future, for some secret knowledge, for power over others, etc. That’s the basic concept of Mediumship. They tell us not to go to God and the Bible for advice, even though God has a perfect accuracy record when telling us the future with predictions like over three hundred prophecies alone about Jesus’ first coming. Those first coming predictions from the Bible were fulfilled in minute detail and there are also more than three hundred about His soon Second Coming. He fulfilled each and every one of the first three hundred, what do you think he’s going to do with the next three hundred? He’s going to accomplish those too. So, using precise detail, God tells us the future using His Scriptures. But with all that common knowledge for humans to be able to rely on for centuries now, these guys teach that you should not go to God, instead, they advocate that you ask supposed dead people. Is it any wonder God takes offense to that!

	 

	The first Medium practice we’ll look at is the Ouija Board. Uh, oh! Have you ever messed with that? It is not a positive experience. Ouija comes from two words: It’s a combination of the French word, “oui” and the German word, “ja”. Both words mean, “yes”. So technically it means, “yes yes.” It’s also known as The Spirit Board or the Talking Board and is a flat board marked with letters from the alphabet. Many of you know what that looks like. By the way, if you do the research on this, because of the rise of witchcraft being promoted especially among teenage girls today, you’ll be happy to know they’ve now actually got one just for girls. It’s a pink one! That’s just sad and creepy.

	 

	Like I said, this Spirit Board or Talking Board is flat and marked with the letters of the alphabet, numbers zero through nine, the words, “yes”, “no”, “hello”, “occasionally”, and “good bye”, as well as various symbols and graphics. The Ouija Board uses a small heart shaped piece of wood called a Planchette. The idea they would have you believe, is that when a participant places his finger on the Planchette, supposedly a spirit begins to move this piece of wood. As you’re keeping contact with the Planchette, it will begin to point at letters and numbers to spell out words and a message or maybe show you your secret number.

	 

	The Ouija Board became commercialized, but it was not a new practice. This is an old occult technique and not just something from and for the United States. A businessman named Elijah Bond, in 1890, commercialized it. That’s when it really took off and quickly became very popular. If you look at what was going on at the turn of the last century in the United States, the Spiritualist Movement, which is basically the occult, was huge. Ouija Boards, Séances, and things of that nature were ways people practiced in the occult. Ouija Boards were popularized as a divining tool during the era of World War One and occultists basically believed that the dead were able to contact the living through these boards. They thought it was one of the fastest means to get the job done.

	 

	Here’s a quote I found from that era: “Some have warned though that Ouija Boards can lead to demonic possession.” 

	 

	Turn to someone and say this profound statement: “Duh!” We’ll see some examples of that in just a bit. But again, this is nothing new. One of the first mentions of this sort of thing is technically what is called, Automatic Writing. We’ll also look at that more later, but Ouija type boards have been going around for a long time. Records show that this kind of instrument was used in China back in 1100 A.D. Today, it’s literally been repackaged and even painted pink for girls. 

	 

	It’s used for contact with the spirit world of the dead. Similar methods have also been practiced in India, Greece, Rome, and Medieval Europe so the Ouija Board is nothing new, it’s just been repackaged, a guy commercialized it making it popular even in the United States, and it’s just a tired old occult technique. 

	 

	Something else, which is interesting: Ouija Boards have been a source of inspiration, if you can believe this, for a lot of literary works. It even contributed to literary pieces that have won Nobel prizes with the winners actually admitting it came through the use of a Ouija Board, so the works themselves are demonic. That literature was inspired by demons and won these awards. Let me give you a couple of examples: Emily Grant Hutchens claimed her novel was dictated by Mark Twain’s spirit and she wrote it with the help of a Ouija Board supposedly after his death, so this book was said to be dictated to her by Mark Twain’s spirit.

	 

	That may remind you of another lady we have already talked about who supposedly conjured up spirits for one of today’s prominent political figures. Remember Jean Houston and Hillary with the spirit of Eleanor Roosevelt? I went a bit deeper on that because it fits with this Mediumship issue. That is exactly what they’re doing. They were working to contact the dead for some sort of secret advice. It turns out it was much more than just Eleanor that Hillary did this with, in the White House by the way. Let me share that with you. This was according to the well-known Washington Post reporter, Bob Woodward. He notes this in his book called, How Bill Clinton Won:

	 

	“Hillary Clinton seemed jerked around by the muddled role of first lady as she swung between New Age feminist and national housewife. So, on the advice of her one-time mentor, psychologist Jean Houston, she sought guidance from her hero, Eleanor Roosevelt.”

	 

	What is the problem with that? Yeah, Eleanor is dead.

	“So one afternoon Houston, who had previously been invited to Camp David, [meaning this isn’t the first time], joined Clinton in the solarium, a sun parlor with the three sides of glass windows perched at the top of the White House and it was an afternoon and they all sat around a circular table joined by several other members of the first lady’s staff. One was making a tape recording of the session.”

	 

	Wouldn’t you like to get your hands on that! And then expose it.

	 

	“Houston asked Clinton to imagine Eleanor Roosevelt walking down the hall and to describe her and talk with her about the possible future in her life. Clinton did these things and then Houston asked Hillary to ‘open herself up to Mrs. Roosevelt...’“

	 

	Of course, this is not Roosevelt, but it is a demon. We know that because we’ve seen many times now that people cannot come back from the dead! Luke 16 says there is a great chasm fixed between those alive and those dead and it says you can’t cross over. Also, in the Bible, Job tells us that we go to the place of NO RETURN. You are not coming back! If you’re in Heaven, then you praise God, right? Aren’t you glad we don’t come back from there? Eternal life is an everlasting place. But unfortunately, the same goes for Hell. If you’re in Hell, you can’t get out. There is no second chance so what you’re dealing with here is a demonic deception.

	 

	Continued: “So Hillary opens herself up to this ‘Mrs. Roosevelt’ and as a way of looking at her own capacities and her place in history.”

	 

	She is literally seeking advice from this demon.

	 

	“Houston regarded it as a classic technique practiced by Machiavelli, who used to also talk to ancient men.”

	 

	So apparently this Machiavelli guy used the same technique to get his philosophies on life. I wondered who this guy was and decided to go down that rabbit trail? Remember, we’re talking about Hillary Clinton, who is a very important political figure and she’s using these techniques in the White House. Now listen to this! The guy’s name is Nikolai Machiavelli and he was also a politician. In fact, he has often been called the father of modern Political Science, but it’s used in a negative sense. His example is given with the term “Machiavellianism”, to characterize unscrupulous politicians. He described immoral behavior like dishonesty and killing innocents, as being normal and effective in politics.

	 

	Does that sound familiar? Boy, that’s interesting. Some people say that basically he was providing evil recommendations to tyrants to help them maintain power. He was also seen as generally critical of Christianity and specifically Christianity’s effect on politics and everyday life. He wanted to keep Christianity out. So, Hillary, you decided that was a helpful route? And listen to Machiavelli’s premise:

	 

	“The fear of God can be replaced by the fear of the prince if you have a strong enough prince.”

	 

	Or in this case, a strong princess can supposedly replace it. Right? But don’t listen to God. This Machiavelli guy is going to threaten you with what? It’s with the fear of him. That’s his whole plan.

	 

	So that’s kind of the route taken by Hillary and Jean Houston. It’s what they were doing. They were tapping into this demon as Houston says to Hillary: What might Eleanor say? What is your message to her? Then Hillary addressed Eleanor, which means Hillary now has direct communications going on with an actual demon. This really happened in the White House!

	 

	Houston continues: “And Hillary focused on her predecessor’s fierceness and determination. Her identification with Mrs. Roosevelt was intense and personal.”

	 

	Well if you thought that Machiavellian connection was weird, listen to this about Eleanor Roosevelt and see if it sounds familiar: Eleanor was a politician herself. She wasn’t just the first lady. In fact, even after her husband’s death, she remained in politics for the rest of her life. She was a career politician and that’s basically all she ever knew. Despite becoming pregnant and giving birth six times, Eleanor disliked sex with her husband and she also considered herself ill-suited for motherhood, later writing:

	 

	“It did not come naturally to me to understand little children or to enjoy them.”

	 

	So she disliked being a wife and did not like being a mother.

	 

	“Also, in the 1930s, Eleanor had a very close relationship with legendary pilot, Amelia Earhart.”

	 

	And as we know, Earhart went missing for some strange reason. Well, I don’t imagine that was a cover up of any sort, right? Why would you need a cover up? Well, listen to Eleanor’s behavior, which is very interesting. This is secular knowledge. Even secularist admit this is Eleanor’s history:   

	 

	“Eleanor Roosevelt had a close relationship with the Associated Press reporter, Lorena Hickok who covered her during the last months of the presidential campaign and fell madly in love with her. Letters included, on record, statements such as, ‘I want to put my arms around you and kiss you’, and ‘I can’t kiss you, so I kiss your picture good night and good morning’. And it is known as a fact in the White House press corps at the time, that Lorena Hickok was a lesbian. And Roosevelt was close friends with several lesbian couples. And Roosevelt’s childhood teacher was a great influence on her later in life in her thinking. That teacher was a lesbian.”

	 

	Are you starting to see a weird pattern? They’re contacting this entity in the same way that the Machiavellian guy did, who had these weird evil ideas of using dishonesty, instilling fear in people, and killing innocent people. But I’m sure it’s just a coincidence, right? Yeah, but it gets even worse. It was well beyond that! Listen to this:

	 

	“Houston then, at the same time in the White House, [as they are contacting demons], suggested Clinton should talk to Gandhi. And Hillary expressed reverence and respect for Gandhi’s life and works.”

	 

	Well let’s also take a look at his works, just like we did with Eleanor’s. We’ve mentioned some about Gandhi but I’m going to go a little deeper here:

	 

	“In London Gandhi studied law. He joined the Vegetarian Society and some of the vegetarians he met there were members of the Theosophical Society.”

	 

	Remember, Gandhi had a connection with Helena Blavatsky and other New Age people. So now Hillary is Channeling him, which is demonic Now we always hear about how Gandhi was supposed to be a peace-loving guy? They made a movie about him and portrayed him as such. However, he actually was not that way. This is all on record from secular knowledge:

	“Gandhi also stated that he believed that the white race of South Africa should be the predominate race. And in 1906 the British declared war on the Zulu kingdom. Gandhi encouraged the British to recruit the Indians there [his own people]. He argued that they should do that to support the war efforts to legitimize their claims to full citizenship.”

	 

	Then he did it again in 1918 during World War I: “Gandhi agreed to actively recruit Indians for the war effort and he wrote, ‘To bring about such a state to things, we should have the ability to defend ourselves. That is the ability to bear arms or use them if we want to learn the use of arms with the greatest possible dispatch, it is our duty to enlist ourselves in the army.’”

	 

	So, he’s saying, “We need arms. We need weapons. We need to defend ourselves. And the best way to do that is to join the army.” But he’s supposed to be this peace-loving guy, who wouldn’t hurt a flea. Well, this is some interesting information.

	 

	“Gandhi’s war recruitment campaign brought into question his consistency on non-violence. His private secretary noted, ‘The question of the consistency between his creed of IMSA [a pledge of non-violence where you take a vow to not hurt anything], and his recruiting campaign, was raised not only then, but is still discussed ever since.’”

	 

	Well, duh!! You’re supposed to be this non-violent person who wouldn’t hurt a flea and even took a public pledge that says so, but you are supporting war. When it’s convenient, you make the switch. Now here’s where it gets really weird:

	 

	“Gandhi, although married and a father, vowed to abstain from sexual relations.”

	 

	Here’s something else, which is also strange and maybe not all that unexpected. As we’ve seen, in Scripture’s First Timothy 4, during the last days when people listen to demonic teachings, what were the two directives the Bible mentioned that the demons would have people do? One was to abstain from certain foods. What did Gandhi get involved in? It was vegetarianism, which connects him with the Theosophical Society, who also was into that. But secondly, the Bible says that demons would order them to abstain from marriage, so they teach celibacy. It’s those two things. Gandhi was involved with both. Again, the Bible says that is what you can expect to happen in the last days when people are listening to teachings from demons. So that’s also interesting.

	 

	 Gandhi vowed to abstain from sexual relations. However: “In the 1940’s, in Gandhi’s mid 70’s, he brought his grand niece in to sleep naked in his bed as part of a spiritual experiment, in which he could test himself. Not only her, several other young women and girls also sometimes shared his bed as a part of his experiments.”

	 

	This caused such a ruckus that even some of his own personal staff resigned because he’d really gone too far. But listen to what he said and here’s his rationale:

	 

	“But Gandhi said that if he would not let them sleep with him, it would be a sign of his weakness.”

	 

	Sure thing, Wally! Yikes! You have to be kidding me. And pertaining to his statements about being racist, listen to what came out recently. This discussion is still going on today:

	 

	“A group of Gandhian academics and students are still accusing Gandhi of being racist towards black people by holding the view that Indians were higher than them and he’s on record describing black Africans as savage and raw. And he also demanded separate entrances for blacks and Indians when he was holding office in South Africa.”

	 

	Has the media done a fantastic spin job on this, or what? Oh, and by the way, in a post-war interview in 1946, Gandhi said: “Hitler killed five million Jews. He admitted it was the greatest crime of our time, but the Jews should have offered themselves to the butcher’s knife.” Wait a second! When it was your people, you told them to join the army! But for the Jews, you suggest the Jews should fall down and let the Nazis kill them. So then why did Gandhi even resist?

	 

	That account gives an example of what we also see as a common thread amongst those who get involved in the occult and certainly Theosophy, as well as New Age. What is it that these demons just can’t help eventually leading people to? It’s not just to abstain from certain foods and marriage. What else is it? It’s that they always seem to develop a hatred for the Jewish people and Christians. So of course, it follows that bigotry toward those two groups is the next one Hillary tapped into through demons at the top of the White House. Again, that’s terrible anywhere but this happened at the White House!

	 

	Here’s that: “Next Houston suggested Hillary talk to Jesus Christ.”

	 

	It is on the record! Now of course, Jesus isn’t going to respond to them because it’s the occult. You’re not going to conjure up Jesus. Give me a break. This is all demonic! All of it! And God forbids it. But listen to Hillary’s response when Houston makes the suggestion to contact Jesus Christ:

	 

	“‘That would be too personal’, and so she declined.”

	 

	Can you say, “guilty conscience”? That too is interesting. 

	 

	These are the type of practices Mediums engage in. There are people all over the world who are still doing Mediumship and Ouija Boards. For many people this is the source of inspiration for their books. There’s a lady named Pearl Curran, who alleged that over 20 years, she was in contact with a spirit named Patience Worth and this is where she wrote several knowledge works of poetry. The tragedy is that people have read these works thinking how awesome it is and not realizing it literally came straight from a demon to them. 

	 

	“In 1963 Jane Roberts started experimenting with the Ouija Boards as a part of her experiments in ESP. And according to Roberts, she began to receive messages from a male personality who eventually identified himself as Seth.”

	 

	So, she started out going in one direction and then got off on to another road. She has since written many books about the New Age ideas involving us humans supposedly all being gods and those sorts of teachings.

	 

	“In 1982, a poet, James Merrill wrote an apocalyptic 560-page epic poem called, The Changing Light at Sandover.”

	 

	He got it by messages dictated from using a Ouija Board, so it was entirely from demons. Now here’s what is alarming. That poem, which came from demons, received a National Book Critics Circle Award and also the Pulitzer Prize in the category of poetry. They give the award to a demon!

	 

	You may be familiar with a long running radio program called Coast to Coast AM with George Noory. In 2007 the host attempted to carry out a live Ouija Board experiment on national radio to the objection of one of his guests. Yeah, hello! This is something you don’t want to mess with! And I don’t care if girls will love it because it’s pink. That’s all the more reason to run away. You don’t want to mess with this stuff. The Ouija Board is an ancient occult technique. It’s not a board game.

	 

	“In the murder trial of Joshua Tucker, his mother insisted that he had carried out the murders while possessed by the devil, who found him when he was using the Ouija Board.”

	 

	So, the guy goes nuts and becomes a killer. His mom said it started when he began messing with the Ouija Board. He became possessed!

	 

	Bill Wilson, who was the co-founder of Alcoholics Anonymous, used a Ouija Board to conduct Séances and attempt to contact the dead.

	 

	In 1994, a convicted murderer named Stephen Young was granted a retrial after it was learned that four of the jurors had conducted a Ouija Board Séance and had contacted the murdered man, who had named Young as his killer. Of course, it was a mistrial, but these jurors apparently decided not to deal with the evidence, but instead to just rely on the Ouija Board. It’s crazy but also part of the public record like all these others.

	 

	Aleister Crowley had great admiration for the Ouija Board and used it for much of his stuff.

	 

	Basically, what we’re dealing with is something we’ve been warned about through verbiage straight from the Bible. This is not Gandhi or Eleanor Roosevelt being conjured up. It’s not the Macheavelli guy either. These cases are clearly what the Bible calls, depending on your translation, spirits or a Familiar Spirit. “Familiar”, from a Latin word “familiarius”, means a household servant and basically, the idea is that you use these techniques like Mediumship to conjure up a spirit that is there to serve you. But of course, it’s not true because it’s all a ruse! 

	 

	In fact, just as a side note, Dave Hutton brings this out; Sometimes back in history they would bring up one spirit, who was supposed to be your Familiar Spirit. That one was called a Control Spirit. Again, all of it is demonic but this is what they did. The spirits had supposedly come to help you in this process to obtain great information. But the Control Spirit was conjured up to basically protect you from the bad spirits you might come in contact with while conjuring. It’s all about demon imposters pretending to be anyone else except the evil creatures they are and always doing whatever they can to lead people astray, even using some truth to gain your trust along the way. You hear about Black Magic as opposed to White Magic, but all of it is evil! I don’t care if it’s pretending to be pink, purple, or pumpkin colored magic.

	 

	They say it’s just a Familiar Spirit. Or it’s a benevolent Control Spirit that’s supposed to connect you with other spirits but protect you from bad spirits at the same time. Your Control Spirit will only let the good ones come through to you. But all of it is evil! As we saw in Leviticus 19 and Deuteronomy 18, the Bible says do not contact or use Mediums to communicate with spirits or Familiar Spirits, because it’s all demonic and forbidden by the Bible. In fact, God was so serious about it, what punishment did he decree? It was capital punishment. If somebody went down that route, they were supposed to be dealt with by God’s people. That person, who was following occult practices was supposed to be toast. Again, it’s because, as the Bible warns, that is not a dead person you’re contacting. The Bible is extremely emphatic about this, whether you look in the Old or the New Testament. 

	 

	When you die, you go immediately to either paradise in Heaven or you’re in Hell. And the only time you’re going to get out of Hell, as creepy as this is, is at the very end of the 1000-year Millennial Kingdom at the Great White Throne Judgment. Everyone who has been in Hell throughout all of man’s history is raised one more time to stand in judgment before God. They think they’ve just gotten out of Hell but it’s only to go into the Lake of Fire. What a very creepy scene! But they are there in Hell for the duration, until then, going from the frying pan, into the fire. It just got worse.

	 

	With 1 Samuel 28, you have an example of how people unfortunately get sidetracked by this stuff. It is the details of how King Saul made a major mistake. What did he do? He needed advice, so he went to a Medium to have some conjuring done! That was a huge mistake! He got impatient and then didn’t want to listen to God and do it God’s way. Instead, he went to a Medium. 

	 

	Now there is a whole big debate involving these verses and I’ve heard both sides. I’m not here to get into that but maybe in another study. The short of it though is that some would say it was really the spirit of Saul. Others say, no it’s not because it was just writer error. Some say well, God is just making a special exception. They’ll say it’s not the norm, but God can intervene or whatever. Others think the whole thing is a ruse. To me, either way they’re missing the point. The point is...do NOT do it! 

	 

	And what happened to Saul? Shortly after, he lost his kingship and died. Once again, don’t mess with this! That’s God’s warning and the whole message. Don’t mess with it! It’s kind of funny how we like to major in the minor things and minor in the majors. Right?

	 

	Some other avenues, which demons or Familiar Spirits can gain entrance into a person’s life, is not just the Ouija Board, but Divination, Transcendental Meditation [that’s the stuff we saw coming into the Church], Visualization, Necromancy, Witchcraft, Drugs and Alcohol. For all of, those practices, as Christians, we are told not to go there! In fact, even with alcohol, you say well that’s not such a big deal. But when you get too much alcohol in you, what happens? You start doing things you probably shouldn’t do. But also, what happens is, you actually start getting into an altered state of consciousness. That’s easily demonstrated by how you drive, walk, speak, and other actions on alcohol. But with alcohol, you get into an altered state of consciousness and using it for such is nothing new. This is what many in the occult have done. Drugs and alcohol use are a couple of the fastest ways to get into an altered state of consciousness. They’re also some of the easiest mind-altering substances to get hold of. A lot of people think it only has physical effects but that’s not true. If you keep pushing it, you get into an altered state of consciousness and you don’t want to mess with that. 

	 

	It’s why the Bible says not to be filled with wine, which is a form of alcohol. What are we to be filled with? The word “filled”, in the Greek is not like filling an empty vessel. It means to be under the control of. So basically, the Bible says not to be under the control of alcohol, or for that matter, under the control of any of these other techniques from our New Age study. But as humans, we know that something is going to control us, is it not? So, if you want to be under the control of something, be under the control of the Holy Spirit, which is the Spirit of God. Don’t let something hijack your brain and contribute to subjecting you to the control of something else. We are to guard against, not join in with.

	 

	The next form of Mediumship is flat out Necromancy. It comes from two words; “Necro” or “Necros” meaning “dead” and the “mancy” part means “Divination”. Basically, you’re trying to bring up the dead, or a dead body. The early parts of Necromancy were with Shamanism. They would bring up the dead and of course it’s been glamorized in Hollywood these days. In the movies and television, a dead person’s or dead animal’s spirit is shown being brought up in all it’s supposed wisdom and glory. But it’s just Necromancy. That’s all it is, including every bit of the evil that goes with it. They want to celebrate the greatness of the dead coming to life and interacting with the living. 

	 

	It’s like the Disney movie you may remember, Pocahontas. That movie was one of the most horrible rip offs of moviegoers. What did they glamorize? It was all about the spirits in everything. It was nature worship and demon worship. It was full-on Necromancy, promoting the calling up of spirits from the tree, the beaver, the bear, etc. That is all demonic but unfortunately, the kids thought it was great.

	 

	But again, with this technique of Necromancy, just like the Ouija Board, it’s nothing new. And it wasn’t the Indians who invented it because it’s been around for a long time and was practiced in places like Babylon, Ancient Greece, Rome, and others. They called themselves the Diviners of the Dead. One of the earliest examples is in Homer’s Odyssey. If you are familiar with the classic book, Homer’s Odyssey, it goes like this: “Under the direction of Circe, a powerful Sorceress, Odysseus travels to the underworld to gain insight about the impending voyage home by raising spirits of the dead through the use of spells, which Circe taught him.”

	 

	So again, it shows many techniques you can use to conjure up the spirits, control them, and then make them do what you want. That’s the idea anyway. But of course, it is a sham. The book portrays how they have these Necromantic Rituals. 

	 

	Those practicing Necromancy have their preferred techniques for performing it. Some say you need to be around a pit with fire during nocturnal hours. Others say you have to follow a specific recipe, which includes the blood of sacrificed animals. You also need to concoct a drink for the spirit to drink as you recite prayers to both the spirits and also the gods of the underworld, etc. Some of them get very elaborate involving magic circles, wands, talismans, and incantations.

	 

	I’m just so glad Hollywood doesn’t promote any of this…Of course they do and unfortunately it’s everywhere. What are they teaching people? What are they teaching our kids?! Some may say it’s no big deal and just entertainment but that’s not true! It has an effect on those who watch this stuff. Right now, half of the Church does not believe in the authority of the Word of God so they’re going to turn to something for truth and this stuff is very seductive. I remember when I first went down that dark route going into the occult. Even as a non-Christian man cut off from God and a sinner that was doomed straight to Hell, I still had this feeling inside of me, with the part of me that was created in the image of God, that I should not go there! But then once you break through that barrier, it’s just so seductive. And even then, you still know it’s wrong, but it draws you in. Then you get to a point where you want to get out but now they’ve got you. That’s what happened to me. I’m telling you, the stuff being promoted on TV is seduction and it causes our kids to say, “Oh, let’s just try it out. It’s a pretty pink Ouija Board. It’ll be fun.” Or they say, “Oh hey, I saw it in movie. Let’s draw a pentagram!”

	 

	This stuff actually happens, and I know because it happened to me. I was at a party in my hometown and what do you suppose an occultist there was doing? A girl had snuck into the upstairs bedroom and drew a pentagram there. She was conjuring up spirits and those spirits were coming down the stairs freaking everybody out. That really happened in my life! You don’t want to mess with this stuff! And yet it’s being promoted everywhere.

	 

	We mentioned Magic Circles, Wands, and Talismans. “The Necromancer might also surround himself with morbid aspects of death, which often include wearing the deceased’s clothing and consuming foods that symbolize lifelessness and decay.” 

	 

	“Some Necromancers even went so far as to take part in the mutilation and the consumption of corpses.”

	 

	Again, everyone has his or her techniques. It can carry on for hours, days, or weeks until you eventually summon up the spirit. And why would they do this? It’s because they think the dead have unlimited knowledge. But of course, it’s not even the dead. A person can’t come back after they have died. At death, comes Heaven or Hell. But the demon spirit, which they think is the dead, is said by them to have unlimited knowledge. This is where New Age gets their information and of course it’s demonic. They don’t want to turn to the Bible, so they turn to these evil entities, whether they know it or not. Either way, they believe these spirits have unlimited knowledge to give them, whether it’s information on something in the past that they want to tap into, maybe in the afterlife they will gain a higher knowledge base, or they receive some foretelling of the future. But again, God forbids these practices!

	 

	There are three things these people practicing Necromancy think they can gain. The third one is what we just talked about with them believing they can get information. With Necromancy though, it’s taken a bit farther. 

	 

	The first thing is what they call “Will Manipulation”. With that, as you conjure up this supposed dead person (except that it’s a demon), that spirit will affect the mind and the will of a person, an animal, or another spirit. It is to cause afflictions on the other people to drive them mad, to inflame them to love or hatred, to gain their favor, or to constrain them to do or not do some certain deed. Basically, we’d say they cast a spell on someone, but it’s actually some spirit that influenced them. I remember back when I was pastoring in Northern California, there was a family, who told me of some experiences they went through. Of course, hindsight is 20-20 and you know that’s true of neighbors you later learn interesting things about. This family in church shared that they learned the people next door to them were witches and when the witches found out these folks were Christians, the witches started sending spirits their way to do all kinds of horrible stuff to them. The father said that, all of a sudden, out of the blue, we got this absolutely crazy infestation horde of cockroaches. The dad added that they were a clean family and it wasn’t just a few here and there that slowly increased in number. It was a sudden onslaught and they couldn’t figure out where all these crazy bugs were coming from.

	 

	Another example is a guy I went to Bible college with and this was before he got saved. There were sorcerers living in downtown Sacramento in the flats where he lived. My classmate lived down lower. These sorcerers were up above where he was. They found out about him and decided to mess with him. They would send spirits and other things his way. This might sound kind of creepy, but Witchcraft is big into mirrors. You remember the evil queen who became a witch in story of Snow White? She would say, “Mirror, mirror, on the wall”. It’s because they believe mirrors are portals into other dimensions. We know that spirits come from another dimension, so take it for whatever it is. My classmate said that they would mess with him spiritually and of course when he found out what they were doing, even as a non-Christian, he said okay, I’m moving. As far as what they were doing to him though, he said he would be in his room and these little entities would come in through his mirror and other things of that nature. This is stuff you don’t want to mess with! But that is what is being promoted. So that’s Will Manipulation where you can get somebody to do something, or it’s like love potion number 9 where you can make somebody fall madly in love. Or you could make them get angry. It’s basically manipulation.

	 

	Now if you think that’s crazy, take this for what it is but let’s look at Ephesians, Chapter 6, verses 11 and 12. The Bible talks about this stuff so it’s not a make believe. You might think I’m trying to scare you, but this stuff is really out there. Of course, you don’t want to always blame the devil saying, “The devil made me do it”, or “The devil blew my tire out.” Maybe he did and maybe he didn’t, but the larger truth is that spiritual warfare is always a possibility. 

	 

	In Ephesians, Paul says, “For our struggle is...”

	 

	...just all natural, right? He said there’s nothing supernatural! If I can’t see it, it can’t be real. No, he didn’t say that at all!

	 

	Paul said, “For our struggle is not against flesh and blood but against...” [Listen and notice these categories], “...rulers and against the authorities, against the powers of this dark world, and against spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly realms.”

	 

	That’s four different categories and some would say that’s a kind of hierarchy of evil forces going on there. I like what one guy said about how it’s interesting that the demons apparently work in an order and structure to do their evil deeds but it’s too bad we in the Church can’t do the same. What do we do? We don’t follow a structure. We don’t follow God’s order. We beat each other up. But maybe it has to do with spiritual warfare. And it all stems from not taking the Bible text seriously.

	 

	Now I want to cover more on Will Manipulation and take this for what it is because it is according to Witchcraft. These are some of the demons that have given names. They believe these demons are used to thrust upon people in this Will Manipulation. First is supposed to one called, Rege. He’s considered the general of the occult. He deals with such drugs as marijuana, hashish, cocaine, speed, LSD, peyote, and mescaline. Those are the drugs of Sorcery. They are used to attack the mind and open it for a demon to enter. Secondly, there is Larz. He’s the demon of sexual lust, homosexuality, adultery, and other sexual perversions. Third, there is Bacchus. He’s the demon of addictions such as drugs, smoking, and alcohol. Pan is the demon of the mind. That’s actually where we get the English word, panic. He causes mental illness, depression, suicide, nerves, and rejection. Fifth is Medit. He’s the demon of hate, murder, killing, war, jealousy, envy, and gossip. Set, is the demon of death. He incites wars, genocide, and terrorism. By the way, there are more but this is according to witchcraft and it’s a list of the most powerful ones in the hierarchy. The seventh is simply called the Christian demon. Listen to what this guy is supposed to do: 

	“That particular demon has no set name. He is so powerful that most witches won’t even bother him. His job is to weaken a Christian’s walk with the Lord by making him content...”

	 

	You know, it’s that feeling common with Christians that says, “Oh that’s good enough. Who cares? Hey if I get there, I get there. If I don’t, whatever.”

	 

	“...making him content, failing to live up to church commitments such as giving, soul winning, and church participation.”

	 

	Basically, the plan is to get the Christian to check out and just go through the motions. Good thing we see no signs of that in the American church. But of course, we see it’s rampant in the Church today.

	 

	“However, one of his most destructive tactics is to get Christians to talk about each other through gossiping and causing strife within the church.”

	 

	Whoa! It’s an actual demon dedicated to Christians and using those as his techniques to take us down. Very interesting.

	 

	The second benefit Necromancers think they’re going to get from the dead is called Illusions. Illusions basically involve the literal reanimation of the dead or conjuring up food, entertainment, and modes of transportation. So, if you remember the song, it’s like, “Magic Carpet Ride”, and things of that nature.

	 

	Basically, those involved in Necromancy, or contacting the dead, want to do so for Will Manipulation, Illusion, and the third one, is Knowledge. As we’ve mentioned, they believe these entities have some secret or higher knowledge they need to tap into. And the entities are thought to get it from their past life or what they’ve learned in the afterlife. Or they think these spirits are able to foretell the future, etc. They oftentimes do this with circles. Also, believe it or not, these practices might help with identifying criminals, finding items, or revealing future events. 

	 

	What do we mean by, finding criminals? Did you know that many police forces around the United States and England, as well as elsewhere, will use so-called psychics to find where a person’s body is? Sometimes they do actually find the body. Knowing that, some say, “Oh wow, so it must be real! We’ve got to listen to that and forget the Bible because this stuff is real!” Well that’s the ruse, isn’t it? What does the demon want you to do? He wants you to do anything, go anywhere, read anything even if it’s the comic book, but just don’t read the Bible and don’t learn about the true God or Jesus. 

	 

	And if you think about it, did it really take something supernatural with incredible power to reveal where that dead body was? No, all they had to do was an occult technique tapping into a demon, and then, I’m not a prophet nor a son thereof, but I’m kind of guessing that during the act of murder and at the location where this murder took place, there was most likely a demon there. So of course, the demon, or demons would know the location. There are no supernatural powers about it, but if that’s what works to seduce people away, evil will even throw in a seemingly good thing like finding the lost victim by utilizing this so-called Necromancy practice.

	 

	And then of course with these payoffs the Necromancer gets, do you suppose it ends up being free? No, nothing is free when dealing with demons:

	 

	“Sacrifice was the payment for summoning these entities up and it may involve the flesh of a human being.”

	 

	Yes, human sacrifice unfortunately still goes on today and these rituals could be animal sacrifice or sometimes it could just be a certain object.

	 

	“Time, location, and the method of gathering items for the sacrifice was also an important role of the ritual.”

	Most of the time they are done certain times of the year like summer solstice or Halloween. Halloween, which comes from “All Hallows Eve”, is a big high holy day for folks involved in this stuff, unfortunately. In fact, one report showed “a group, who were plotting to invoke the demon Berich from inside a circle made with strips of cat skin.” So, curiosity killed the cat for their circle but also for me because I wondered about this Berich thing. He’s actually supposed to be the Duke of Demons, also known as Baal-Berith. That’s Baal, or Ba’al, as in the Biblical term. He’s supposed to appear as a soldier riding a red horse wearing red clothing and said to be a fine singer. This entity is actually mentioned in the Bible as the patron god of Canaan:

	 

	“The culture of that day made small figurines of him and carried them around, occasionally pulling them out to kiss them as worship. He was even more popular than the kings of the region.”

	 

	So apparently this was a nasty demonic entity, but he could sing! But we never see people get crazy about Hollywood singers and entertainers and even kiss their pictures, right? Yeah, this stuff is kind of important. The information we’re looking at comes from a website that wants you to do this stuff. Also, Berich can supposedly turn metal into gold, tell people about their past, present, and future, increase your social status to a high degree, help you get promoted in jobs or government, can improve your reputation, and bestow a title on your name.

	 

	Well in Christian history, this Canaanite demon entity was specifically a demon that supposedly tempted men to blaspheme and commit murder. So again, the Bible shows Berich’s supposed powers to be a ruse in order to ultimately destroy people at Berich’s hand.

	 

	“Necromancy of course is one of the three chief branches. There is ceremonial magic, there’s black magic, and white magic.”

	 

	You can call it ceremonial or black or white, but it’s all evil so you don’t want to go there! You don’t want to mess with it! Now in modern day, those wanting you to practice this stuff don’t call it any of these names. They don’t blatantly say, “Hey guys, come on over and let’s practice Necromancy! Or maybe you can come over and we’ll have a Séance! Let’s bust out that new purple Ouija Board. It’s cool! Hey, didn’t you watch that movie about it? Let’s give it a try.” Right? No, it usually doesn’t go that way because they are much more subtle.

	 

	A very prominent term we are going to get into is “Channeling”. 

	 

	Channeling is the term that New Agers and occultists use today. Channeling really gained popularity at the turn of the last century and is hugely popular today because of the New Age Movement. The difference with Channeling and Necromancy is that with Necromancy, the whole idea is to bring up the demon. They’ll call it a spirit, Eleanor Roosevelt, Machiavelli, or whatever. But it’s a demon. They bring up the demon and the demon informs them. But the difference with Channeling is that the demon comes into you. The demon goes into you, takes over your vocal cords, and speaks through you. It’s full blown possession! 

	 

	Unfortunately, I’ve been there and done that. You may already know my testimony. I was probably not just oppressed, but I was most likely possessed multiple times because part of New Age invites you to have these things come into you, speak through you, give you this knowledge, and then in that way you can become a “disseminator of the light”. Praise God that He rescued me from that!

	 

	These demons either take over your voice to give a message or secondly, they may not take over your voice, but they do get inside your head. Then there in your head, you hear stuff and then you relay the message to others by saying something like, “The spirit told me to tell you...” Who does that sound like? It’s that John Edwards guy on television, right? It’s a bunch of baloney. What else does that sound like? Do you ever go to a church service and hear something like, “The Spirit of God told me...” Did you know that’s an occult practice? You better be very careful with that. Go back and take another look at Deuteronomy 18. We need to be very careful with that because there are strong warnings against it!

	 

	And as I always say, how about we stick with the Bible? Can we just follow Biblical teachings? That said, I do believe God will communicate through us and certainly through nudges. But you better be careful when you say, “God told me...”, because now you’re bringing God into the equation. Right? And if you’re going to say God told you something, then are you then saying we should add what he told you to the Bible? Because all of the Bible’s words came from God and if you’re going to say you’ve gotten a fresh word from God outside the Bible, then we’re doing a disservice to the Body of Christ by not adding it. We would need to come out with a new, New Testament. Did you know that’s the basis for Mormonism? Joseph Smith got a supposed look at “some new truth” when he peered into a hat containing seer stones while his face was covered up in the hat.

	 

	The warnings from the Bible tell us to be careful when somebody comes up to you and says things like, “I have a word from God, God told me this, or I’m a prophet of God.” We’ve already read some of this in Deuteronomy 18 but in verse 14, God warns us not to get involved with these practices:

	 

	“The nation’s you will dispossess, they practice sorcery or divination. As for you the Lord your God has not permitted you to do so. The Lord your God will raise up for you a prophet...I will put my words in his mouth, a genuine prophet of God. He will tell them everything I command them. If anyone does not listen to My words that the prophet speaks in My name, I Myself will call him to account.”

	 

	So that’s if the person is a genuine prophet of God, which was common in Old Testament times. But listen to what God says:

	 

	“But a prophet [any person] who presumes to speak in my name, anything I have not commanded him to say, or a prophet who speaks in the name of other gods, must die.” [Emphasis added]

	 

	There’s your acid test! You may say to yourselves, “Well, how are we to know? How do we know if it’s true or not and whether this person is really a prophet of God?”

	 

	Continuing in Deuteronomy: “If a prophet proclaims in the name of the Lord, but it does not take place or come true, that is a message the Lord has not spoken.”  

	 

	Why is that? It’s because God does not lie!

	 

	Continuing in Deuteronomy: “That Prophet has spoken presumptuously. Do not be afraid of him.”

	 

	God doesn’t take kindly when people play so flippantly with His Word. You hear some of these con artists say something like, “Oh hey, God told me to tell you...”. Really? Be careful! I understand that sometimes we use Christianeez and I know at times what people say, is not literally what they mean, I’m just telling you to be careful because there are people in the Church today who think they are genuine prophets. They say God has given them a specific word outside the Bible. 

	 

	But that’s the same thing these Channeler people do. With Channeling, either the spirit takes possession over you, speaks through you and out of you, or you hear it in your head and relay the messages to other people. Spiritism, Voodoo, and New Age all do this.

	 

	“During Séances, Mediums are said to go into trances. They get into an altered state of consciousness, varying from light to deep.”

	 

	These Mediums literally permit the demon spirits to come in and take over their minds and vocal cords. But the first step is to get into an altered state of consciousness. And then of course, they don’t want to say, “Hey, listen to this; I got this from a demon!” Nobody is going to say that. Who would come to your parties after that? In the Medium’s own words, they believe the messages are from a Teaching Spirit or an Ascended Master. Some will even use Christianeez and say, “Hey, this has to be from God.” Or they’ll say it’s from an angel, some also use a more generic term like, “my higher self”, or things of that nature.

	 

	I want to end on the transcript of a video that will give you a better idea of what all is involved with this. I want you to read for yourself, just how demonic this really is. Throughout history and even recent history, a lot of people have become caught in the evil web of what I’m going to share with you. This transcript is from a video featuring a lady we’ve mentioned before named J.Z. Knight. She’s supposedly in contact with this spirit named Ramtha, who is supposed to be a 30,000 year old man. Remember, Channelers like J.Z. also say that these spirit contacts coming through are people from other dimensions. Of course, all of it is demonic. Many of these Channelers also claim it’s UFO space brothers and some even have the nerve to say it’s Jesus.

	 

	Then if you look back in history at other people participating in Channeling, guess who else was involved in this kind of stuff, among the other New Age practices they participated in? Let me just rip through some of the names: One was Helena Blavatsky, who gave us Theosophy. Where did she get her information? It was from Channeling. Remember Edgar Cayce, the Sleeping Prophet? He used Channeling to get his supposed cures for people, much of which were ridiculous junk treatments. Benjamin Creme was the guy with the Maitreya connection. Where was he getting his information? It was through him getting into an altered state of consciousness and then connecting with demons. Jean Dixon was supposed to be a prophet, but she was only another Channeler. I just mentioned that John Edwards does this. Others are Esther Hicks, J.Z. Knight, who will be on this video transcript, and Ruth Montgomery, who used to be a very popular psychic. Earlier, I mentioned Jane Roberts and the spirit she called Seth. 

	 

	Helen Schucman was one, if you remember her. She was the lady who heard that voice. As background for Helen’s practices, remember that with this stuff there can be a full-blown possession through the vocal cords or you hear a voice in your head from a supposed spirit and then you repeat it. Helen believed that was the spirit of Jesus Christ and it’s where A Course in Miracles came from. It was a form of Channeling. 

	 

	There was also Neale Donald Walsch, David Wells, and Lisa Williams. Who are those people? They have been regular guests on the Oprah-Wan Kenobi show, as she promotes Channeling, along with the other New Age practices.

	 

	Again, we’re going to finish up this chapter with the transcript of a Channeling video by J.Z Knight. With this account, I just want to give you a teaser of what these Channeling sessions are like. A narrator begins the video and if you could hear the Channeler’s audio, which follows the narrator’s intro, it’s kind of comical because, as the narrator points out, for some strange reason these spirits that pop out, usually seem to have a bad British accent.

	 

	Narrator: “Spirit Channelers and Mediums from all walks of life, claim contact with the spirit realm. The purpose of this contact supposedly is to teach mankind to achieve a higher state of consciousness through the knowledge they present. A classic example is J.Z. Knight, a highly successful spirit Channeler who Channels a spirit calling itself Ramtha. Ramtha’s School of Enlightenment claims to reach some sixty cities in twenty-six countries around the world. In this interview shot in 1998, Knight explains how she came in contact with her guiding spirit.”

	 

	Knight: “This was like an angel in my kitchen. You don’t have time to react. You don’t have time to...to...to rationalize this in your life. This is happening in your little kitchen. You just, I just blurted out, ‘You’re so beautiful. Who are you?’ And he smiled this beautiful smile that lit up the whole room and he said, ‘I am Ramtha the enlightened one and I’ve come to help you over the ditch’. And I looked back up at him and he said, ‘Beloved daughter’, he said, ‘I have come to make you a light to the world’.”

	 

	Narrator: “Equipped with a bad British accent, something that seems common among Channelers, Knight gives herself over to the spirit of Ramtha.”

	 

	Knight supposedly with Ramtha speaking through her: “I am Ramtha the enlightened one. I am thirty five thousand three hundred and sixty two, one and thirty seven seconds years old. I was born in that which is termed the great and marvelous place called MEERIA and my destiny here is to teach you that, which you desire to know and to let you know that every word that I say I will manifest for you in your life.”

	 

	Narrator: “Incredibly, throughout the interview, Ramtha and Knight repeat the central themes of the New Age movement over and over insisting that there is no death and that man himself is a god, his only task being to realize his self-empowerment.”

	 

	Knight continues as Ramtha: “So I must become the teacher. I must plant in your mind outrageous concepts.”

	 

	Narrator: “Ramtha propagates the New Age lie that man has many opportunities to get it right through reincarnation and evolution.”

	 

	Knight continues as Ramtha: “I would say that I am relatively young. To many of you I’ve been reincarnating and slowly evolving to ask the great questions.”

	 

	Knight as herself: “I love it that he says to us that we are divine. The journey of awakening is not through a redeemer, but when we realize we are our own redeemer.”

	 

	Knight continues as Ramtha: “It is a lie, is a lie, what the fanatics tell you.”

	 

	Narrator: “As with the rest of the movement, rejecting the gospel of Jesus Christ and the teaching of the Church is essential to the message.”

	 

	Knight continues as Ramtha: “Religion is no longer sacred. Everyone questions the Church. They should.”

	 

	Knight as herself: “You don’t have to feel guilty about your life anymore. I would love someone to stand up and say, ‘God doesn’t live outside of you. God is you.’“

	 

	So how do you know if something is from the Lord or not? Number one is if it doesn’t come true, the messenger must be considered a false teacher. We just read that text from the Bible. Number two, is that the message is the same as what demons do. And what do demons do? They lie! How many lies did you count in that? 

	 

	But notice how she said it all started with Ramtha. After hearing J.Z.’s story, some people would say, “Well it’s got to be good, true, and from God because it was in her little kitchen and there was a beautiful light.” But what do the Scriptures say? Who can masquerade as an angel of light? That’s right, Satan can. So, you’re wrong on a multitude of levels and of course, even more so whenever someone approaches you using a bad British accent. Run from it! Right? It’s crazy.

	 

	But folks, having been there in that New Age community, I can tell you; this is coming into the Church. But of course, that Ramtha stuff is not going to sway Christians because it’s too obvious. Remember, New Agers don’t study the Bible because apparently, it’s too old. They’ll say the Bible is not good enough anymore but that doesn’t stop them from using Christianeez to sway Christians by saying things like, “God told me”, or “I got this vision.” It’s a bunch of baloney! How many times have people said that America is going to burn? Now I know that’s a whole other topic in Bible prophecy, but have you realized it hasn’t burned yet? I mean they’re always warning of nuclear war any day now. People have called to warn me here in Vegas: 

	 

	“Pastor Billy! Don’t you know there’s a new revelation going out. The spirit of God is moving through the Church. Las Vegas is going to get nuked!” 

	 

	I think I’ve heard that every year since I’ve been living in Nevada. Now, could Las Vegas get nuked? Yes. But, guess what. If you are told as much and it’s said to have come from God, the moment it doesn’t happen as they lay it out for you, you should shut that person off, run from them, and go back to sticking with the Bible!! But this is the kind of teachings, which are outside the Bible that people are falling for, even in the Church. The Bible isn’t good enough for them anymore. I advise this message of getting back to the Bible all the time to people in the Church because so many don’t preach it or read it. Instead they look for some sort of fantastic person dressed in a robe and speaking with a British accent because they want something more than the Bible. That’s one of the biggest, most dangerous realities in the Church today. If you stick with the Bible, you will be just fine. In fact, the Bible is the only book that tells you how to know when you’re being deceived. Once you veer off, that’s exactly where Satan wants you. 	Chapter Eleven
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	New Age & Divination

	This next occult/demonic practice we’re going to get into, is what’s called Divination. Divination is from the Latin word, “divinare” which means, “to be inspired by a god.” Notice the little “g”. But we know better. They’re being inspired by demons. That’s really what it is. But Divination is “the attempt to gain insight into a question or a situation by means...”, of what? Is it the Bible? No, unfortunately it is “...by means of an occultic process or ritual.” And then the theory is that through this occult process or ritual, you’re going to contact a supposed supernatural agency. I don’t doubt that. But again, that supernatural power, entity, or force is demonic and it’s going to give you some source of truth, secret knowledge, maybe foretell the future, etc.

	 

	Divination is practiced in many different ways so there are a lot of subcategories to cover. The first one we’re going to look at is Omens. We use that word loosely these days, but you may remember the freaky movie called, Omen, with that Damian guy as the demonic lead character. I’m not sure if I ever saw the whole thing through, I would not recommend it. If you’re not familiar what an Omen is, it’s a phenomenon (event or thing that happened), which is supposed to be able to foretell the future or to be like a portent that signals change is coming, because of this Omen. 

	 

	Omens include natural phenomenon. At the Omen, Diviners might say, “Well this foretells a future happening”, or “a change is coming.” It could be something like an eclipse or the abnormal birth of animals or humans or even abnormal behavior of either. Like how they pick the Dalai Lama. And that is not a certain man’s name. It’s a title. The Dalai Lama is chosen for being a strange child with a strange birth and strange markings. They find this child, run him through some tests, and voila! That’s how the 14th one was picked, which is the present Dalai Lama. That practice continues today, not just with the Tibetan Buddhists, but throughout Hinduism. There was actually a girl in India who was born with eight limbs. In the Hindu culture this is what they would consider an Omen, or something incredible. I did some research recently with her case. They’ve actually done surgery to remove the extra limbs. I’m sure some folks got upset about that but now she has only two limbs and looks somewhat normal. But another child has just come along, who was also born with eight limbs and is now being worshiped by thousands of Hindus as a god. It’s all because the deformed birth is supposedly an Omen and will foretell the future. But no, it’s not an Omen. It’s just an unfortunate birth defect. This is what they do and it’s all outside of the Bible. 

	 

	And of course, because you and I apparently are not smart enough, the occult has what are called Diviners or Specialists. This category of occult people will tell you things like, ”Now I know you just see a deformed baby with multiple extra limbs but, you see, you don’t have this secret knowledge that I do. Only I, the chosen one, can interpret this Omen for you.” It’s a category of people who know better and are more spiritual than you and I. They can tell us what it really means, which is all subjective and they can make anything up. 

	 

	Doesn’t that sound like some folks today? They tell us that you and I don’t understand the Word of God. In Roman Catholicism, they deliberately kept the Bible from common people. First of all, it was very hard to even get a copy of it. That was before Gutenberg’s printing press. Even if you could get your hands on it, the Bible was extremely expensive, so it was usually only owned by royalty. A Catholic Church would normally have one copy, but it was in Latin. They deliberately kept it in Latin so that even if somebody somehow could get a copy of the Bible, which would be almost impossible, they wouldn’t be able to read it. In fact, if you look at some Catholic masses today, what language are they in? They’re in Latin. They have a Latin mass. Do you or anyone you know, speak and understand Latin? Almost no one does! It would be like me getting in front of the congregation and talking gibberish to the congregation. Wouldn’t that be a great message and make you feel so spiritual? 

	 

	So, the Catholic Church kept a lid on it. Their mindset was basically the average person should not read the Bible, but if we want to know what is in it, we need to go to an elite like a priest. We have no business looking at it ourselves. Just let them tell us what it says and what it means. You even have people in the Church today who feel the same way. They think clergy should be the ones to study Scripture, tell us what they picked out for us, and then possibly interpret it for us. Virtually every single week I repeat phrases like, “Don’t take my word for it! Let’s listen to God. You read it for yourself. You check it out. You look at the passage.” That should be our mindset. The Bible says we’re to be Bereans by checking it out for ourselves. But you have people in the Church who want to control the interpretation with decrees like, “Oh, you think that’s what that passage means, but unlike you, I am a chosen one and I can tell you what it really means.” Unfortunately, it’s the same kind of mentality.  

	 

	But what’s so beautiful about the Bible, our wonderful book, is that it’s so simple even a child can understand the Gospel. A child can also understand the Genesis account that lays out six literal days. It’s not millions of years ago, which is the same as saying, “Once upon a time...” That said, the Bible is also so completely mind-blowing because it’s full of truth, it has been keeping theologians busy for centuries. Still, God wrote the Bible so we can all understand it. I don’t need to go through an intermediary.  

	 

	It’s the same thing these so-called Diviners do with Omens. They not only go outside the Bible, they teach that supposedly some events or weird happenings are supposed to mean something and/or foretell the future time of change, but you have to go through the Diviners who’ll guide you on what to think.

	 

	As a side note to further explain how crazy these practices can get, it, of course, isn’t just outside events like an eclipse, abnormal birth, or things of that nature. They also use artificial methods. For instance, they use a clay model of a sheep liver. Diviners use these clay sheep livers, which are supposed to help them communicate with their gods in times of crisis. It’s a piece of clay shaped into a liver! I can tell you who’d be having a crisis. It’s the one imparting supernatural powers to a lump of dirt. Wow!

	 

	The next category is what’s called Sortilege. Sortilege is casting of Lots or Sortes. Of course, the latter word there is where Sortilege comes from. You’ve probably heard the term, “casting lots.” We’ll get to that in a minute. With Sortilege, you can use sticks, stones, bones, beans, coins, or other items. Now here’s a deception about casting lots to try to gain credibility for the occult practice of Sortilege: Diviners say, “Well, the Bible talks about casting lots, so this occult way of doing it must be perfectly fine.” No, it’s not. If you read the passages in context, it is clear. The practice of casting lots actually is mentioned in the Bible. In fact, if you do the study, it’s mentioned in the Bible a lot. Primarily it’s in the Old Testament, which mentions it seventy times. It’s talked about seven times in the New Testament. Now let me give you a way to understand this in the vernacular of today. The biblical references are like you and I today making a decision by flipping a coin. Are we participating in an occult technique? Are we doing some rendition of questioning a sheep liver? Are we going through some demon to find our source of truth? No, it’s just an even-handed way to make a decision, which needs to be made, so we flip a coin because the odds are even that it comes out either of two ways. 

	 

	That’s what the biblical term is all about when it’s taken in the Bible’s full context. So, number one, when people did use it in the Bible, primarily the Old Testament under the old covenant, they didn’t have what you and I have today. What do we have today? We’ve got the full Bible. So, number one, when they were doing it, they were looking to God and seeking God’s direction. They cast lots when they were dividing land, in the temple with the priesthood, when it was time to choose whose turn it was to do something, or whatever so they would cast lots or to use the vernacular of today, basically they’d flip a coin. It wasn’t some occult technique and they were not trying to summon up a spirit.

	 

	Number two, Proverbs 16:33 says that even if you decide to [flip the coin], “The lot is cast into the lap, but every decision is from the Lord.” The lesson is: God was even involved in that flip of the coin. So, it is also a great passage to point at God’s sovereignty. Again, the biblical usage of Sortilege, when it was used in the past was not an occult technique. And the decision came from whom? It came from God, so you can’t say it’s one and the same.

	 

	Number three; in the New Testament under the New Covenant, nowhere does it instruct Christians to use this method of casting lots for help with decision-making. Why? What do we have that they didn’t have in the Old Testament? We’ve got the completed Word of God. We have it! In fact, we’ve got a bazillion copies of it today. Right? So, we don’t need that. Plus, we have the permanent indwelling of whom? It’s the Holy Spirit and they didn’t have Him in the Old Testament. Again, they didn’t have a full copy of the Bible like we have and no permanent indwelling of the Holy Spirit, so we are never commanded to flip a coin. Instead, if you need wisdom and direction, where do you go? You go to the Word of God. That’s why the New Testament never says Christians need to be a part of that so don’t fall for it when someone says, “Well, the Bible talks about casting lots and that’s Sortilege, which is the same thing.” No, it’s not! They are taking the Bible out of context.  

	 

	The third aspect of Divination we’ll look at is what’s called “Augury.” Basically, this method is about looking at shapes where you’re looking for patterns that can give you some sort of secret knowledge. Actually, the Romans used to do this quite a bit. They would examine the livers of sacrificed animals, not just a clay model. They would cut open an animal and look at the way it was arranged inside to get their secret information for their direction in life. Likewise, they would study the flight patterns of birds to get direction, and with this next one, they would actually use roosters. Can you believe it? They would actually use roosters for direction. In fact, they would use cockfighting “with the intent of communication between gods and man.” Whatever! Hey, just get the Bible, dude. But anyway, that’s what they did and what they turned to as their source of truth. They thought somehow these things were going to have the answers for them. 

	 

	Now I’m going to rip through a large number of Divination practices because there are a ton and you’ll see they are probably most similar to Augury, which is Divining through patterns, but the secular record just lists them under the larger category of Divination. I’m not going to read all of them because we’d have a chapter double this size. Divination is not just by Omens, Sortilege, and Augury. There are a few more main subcategories we’ll look at after this long list of other Divinatory practices. It is a large list because these Diviners would look at almost anything and somehow with the pattern, it would supposedly foretell the future or give them secret knowledge. Let me give you some examples from the secular record:

	 

	First of all, you can apparently get some sort of future knowledge and important decision making information by examining dust. There is actually a word for it. It’s called Abacomancy, which is looking at the patterns in dust. I don’t know about you and I’m not a prophet, nor a son thereof, but sometimes when I visit people’s homes, I get a word of knowledge. They need to go buy a vacuum. But I don’t usually tell them.

	 

	Another is called Acultomancy where you judge by the pattern of needles. Excuse me?! That one hurts to even think about it. Aeromancy is observing atmospheric conditions. Agalmatomancy is by statues. Aichmomancy is by sharp objects. There are “mancys” for flour, salt, and barley. Divining by sounds is called Alveromancy. Apparently walking to get a word is called Ambulomancy. That’s actually where we get the word, “ambulance”. Other mancys include those for placenta, flowers, burning coals, and human sacrifice, with the latter being called Anthropomancy. 

	 

	There is also physical appearance, chance encounters with animals, and Arachnomancy, which is of course, spiders. Other methods are by altars, entrails, and sitting in a drawn circle. Now again, these are all things that they observe and somehow get this futuristic secret knowledge. It’s crazy. Again, I’m just getting started and also skipping over a ton of them. There is Auramancy by Auras. I kid you not. Axiomancy is by axes so unfortunately even the lumberjacks get involved in the occult. Batraquomancy is by frogs. Belomancy is by arrows. Biorhythmic Divination is by biorhythms. Others are by water currents, burning sage or figs, and listen to this: Brizomancy is to be sleepy. 

	    

	There is also Divining by bumps on the skin and Canomancy is of course, dogs. Capnomancy is by smoke. There is also by melting wax, boiling a donkey’s head, by thunder and lightning, dripping wax in water, striking gong’s or copper bowls, by things on paper, and by Tarot Cards. The latter is another subcategory of Divination that we’ll get to in a few minutes. There is also by Fortune Cookies, which is Aleuromancy. You can also use pig bladders, or by the raving of lunatics, which is called Chresmomancy. That reminds me of my family reunions. Do you ever go to some family reunions and think, “Man, am I related to you?” And you do get that knowledge: “I foresee my future at an exit.” 

	 

	Clamancy is by random shouts or cries heard in crowds at night. There is also Divination by keys, dice, dominos, beans, runes, comet tails, colors, shells, babies crawling, barley cakes, and by onion sprouts [I foresee a toothbrush in your future!] Others are by ice, cups, swirling water in the cup, wheels, finger rings, and by means of finger movements. On that last item, here’s something interesting: Several times over the last 10 years including once in just the last couple weeks, I have actually been accused of secretly working for the Illuminati and it’s supposedly because of my finger movements. I kid you not. They say something like this: 

	 

	“If you take this YouTube video of Pastor Crone preaching, stop it at 22 minutes and 46 seconds, and you look at his hand gestures, Crone is giving a secret Illuminati hand sign.”

	 

	First of all, I’m thinking, “I wish I had the time you apparently do. I’d love to just sit there and advance all those videos frame by frame.” That would be cool—or not. Number two; Give me a break! I speak with my hands. I’m an animated speaker! So, I don’t even respond to those accusations anymore because I don’t have time for that. However, the very first time it happened I responded with, “What? Are you serious? Give me a break.” I went into this biblical thing: 

	 

	“Excuse me? How can you say I’m working for the Illuminati, Satan, and his folks when I’m clearly opposing what they’re up to. It makes no sense at all. Plus, give me a break; the hand gestures are all random. I’m always moving around and waving my hands. So, if I stop at some random time like 32 minutes and 15 seconds, can it be said that I’m giving secret hand signs to the Bloods or the Crips in L.A., or something? Or maybe I’m making fun of people with arthritis? Seriously, where do you stop with the crazy analysis?”

	 

	But anyway, people sometimes look at those kinds of finger movements as a way of Divination. Other ways are by trees or by randomly opening of a dictionary. Believe it or not, the latter is called Dictiomancy. But hey, according to Catholicism this practice could make something happen. As the story goes:

	 

	“A business man was in a great deal of trouble and his business was failing. He put everything he had into the business. As a last resort he went to a priest and poured out his story with tears and woe. When he had finished, the priest said ‘Here’s what I want you to do. You put a Bible in your car and drive down to the beach. Take the Bible to the water’s edge and sit down with the Bible in your lap. Then open The Bible and let the wind just rifle through the pages. When the pages come to rest, look down and read the very first thing you see. This will be your answer. And that will tell you what to do.’ So, a year later the man went back to the priest. He also brought his wife and children with him. The man was in a new custom tailored suit, his wife had a mink coat on, and his children were shining. The businessman wanted to thank the priest for his advice. The priest recognized the guy but was amazed at the change. So, the priest asked him: ‘You did what I suggested?’ The man said, ‘Absolutely!’ The priest asked, ‘You went to the beach?’ The man again responded, ‘Absolutely!’ Priest: ‘And you let the wind blows through the pages until they stopped?’ Man: ‘Absolutely!’ Priest: ‘And what were the first words you saw?’ Man: ‘Chapter 11.’

	 

	So a serious lesson from that story is this: Don’t do that! It’s not how you study the Bible and I don’t care if it even happened to work one time.

	 

	Other Divinations supposedly can be by dousing, divining rod, dreaming, dripping blood, body fluids, and by electricity [I see a shock in your future!] Also, by olive oil, insects, water vessels exposed to air, and by cats, which is Felidomancy. Others are by fruit and by guttural sounds, which is from the Greek word: Gastromancy. The Greek word Gaster means “belly” and Manteia means “prophecy.” So, the next time you hear your stomach growling, it may not be that you are hungry. It’s more likely you’re having an important belly prophecy.

	 

	Others are by laughter, birthdates, dizziness, bones, stars, rainwater, and by wild hogs. In case you ever need to use that last one, it’s called Hyomancy. There is also Divination by sleep, footprints, patterns generated with palm nuts or shells, eye color, bamboo, lips, a basin of water, gems or stones, the moon, candles, swords or knives, and by spots on the skin. Speaking of the latter, remember back in the 80s, when you’d see the Russian leader, Gorbachev and he had that birthmark-looking on his forehead? People were saying it was a secret map of Albania, or something. Maybe it was so spots are another way of Divination as well as by moles, meteors, and by lines on the forehead.

	 

	Still more are Divining by small objects, blemishes, molten metal, apparently people’s rear ends, clouds, numbers, teeth, wine, the howling of dogs, and by navels. So even your bellybutton gets in on the action. It can also be by fingers and toenails, eggs, mountains, minerals, pendulums, folding paper, fountains, pebbles, brushed cloth, tea leaves, coffee grounds, rose petals, and of course by cracks formed from heat on a turtle shell. You’re sure to hear that one while in the checkout line. So, you know what it is when it comes up, that’s Plastromancy.

	 

	Another is by observing the patterns produced by a collection of human hair. So next time your bathtub doesn’t drain, and you finally take out the drain stopper to find that giant wad of hair, there’s your word you needed. And most likely it will be that your future involves a plumber. Others include Divination by observing shapes of molten lead when you pour it into water, by blowing, and by throwing stones on the floor. They actually do the latter in Taoist temples. Another is the important interpretation of sneezes [Yeah, you’ve got a cold and I know that’s a shocker.] Others are by old shoes and by excrement, which is called Scatomancy. 

	 

	Now I’m not making all these up, though it’s certainly hard to take seriously. These supposed Diviners are just doing anything and everything, right? But listen to this one, which is new. And I kid you not, again, this is all from secular information available to anyone: 

	 

	Shufflemancy is “by use of an electronic media player such as an electronic playlist, iPod, or other Medium wherein one skips a certain number of songs and the lyrics and/or tune of that song you land on is the answer to the Divinatory question.”  

	 

	What...ever. Others are by burning straw with an iron, beetle tracks, animal shoulder blades, the sun, skulls, hands, by the soles of one’s feet, and by convulsions. Okay, listen to this one and again I’m not making these up: Styramancy is by observing patterns produced by chewing gum. Now those who know me, understand that at my own possible peril, for many years I’ve been going against popular recommendations and swallowing the gum I chew. So, if the Lord should tarry and I don’t get to experience the Rapture, but die a normal death, you know what’s going to happen when they do an autopsy on me. There is going to be such a word of knowledge in my gut! They’re going to keep rolling it over to find word after word. And knowledge of the future will greatly expand on earth. Yeah, whatever! Can you believe that? You can get wisdom chewing gum.

	 

	Again, these are only some of the entire list but the last few I want to mention are things found on the road, including road kill, the behavior of horses, fish, rodents, crabs, and snakes. Now this may sound cheesy like my jokes, but there is also Divining by cheese. That’s not by taking a picture. It’s by actual cheese. There is also Diving by umbilical cords, shade, urine, by itches, and who could forget that Xylomancy is by the shape and texture of wood.

	 

	Anything but the Bible!! And I skipped over a ton of them! You’ve got to be kidding me. No wonder people are being led astray. People want to follow anything and everything except the Bible. But what’s sad is: Who also is guilty of this behavior? It’s the Church! We Christians are even going to anything and everything outside the Bible. We’ll listen to and go with whatever. Even Christians today are talking like, “Did you hear what so-and-so said? They saw a pattern in clouds and it was this amazing thing.” Can we just stick to the Bible?! What happened to following the Bible?

	 

	One just mentioned was Tarot Cards or what’s called “Tarotology.” It’s also called Cartomancy. Basically, what Tarot Cards are used for is to “supposedly gain insight into the past, present, or future by posing a question to the cards.” And of course, the reason why you get that answer, is again because you’re supposed to be tapping into a spiritual force. I don’t doubt that’s true but in certain instances I think some of this is just chicanery. I do think if there is a spiritual element involved, it’s demonic for obvious biblical reasons.

	 

	The group of Tarot playing cards was first known as the Trionfi and later the Tarocchi or Tarock. It’s reported that when they first came out, a lot of it was more of a playing card game but then later people began to use it in a different form for means of Divination. Although some would say this form of cards goes as far back as Egypt and were supposedly even involved with the Jewish Kabbalah so there is a debate as to whether it was always an occult technique or if it was really just playing a game of cards until being turned into an occult practice. Today though, people use it for the occult.

	 

	Tarot they say, comes from the Egyptian word, “tar” meaning “path” or “road.” The Egyptian word “ro” or “ros” means “king” or “royal” so translated, these cards are supposed to be the “royal road to life.” The first recorded person to get the blame or take the credit, whatever you want to call it, for the meaning of these cards in a Divinatory purpose, is a Frenchman named Jean-Baptiste Alliette. Alliette is credited for these cards being used for Divinatory purposes beginning in 1783. He argued that the first copy was imprinted on leaves of gold. Hey, that sounds like somebody else who used gold in his story! Somebody also came up with occult techniques saying they had plates, which were made from gold. Yeah, we’ll get to that in just a minute. 

	 

	As far as the thread of how Tarot Cards got popularized for Divinatory purposes, it went from this Alliette guy to Marie-Anne Lenormand. She used Tarot Cards to influence people of high positions like Empress Josephine, Napoleon, and other notables. I wonder if that’s why Napoleon made the fateful decisions he made. He shouldn’t have been listening to stuff like that. Then history mentions a guy named Eliphas Levi, who lived from 1810 to 1875. Occultists and magicians all the way down through history give this guy the credit. It’s said that he’s really the one that put the stamp of usage on these cards for Divinatory purposes. He wrote a book called, Dogme et rituel.

	 

	There are many different kinds of Tarot Cards. There are French, German, Italian, and Portuguese Tarot Cards. But the occult deck most people think of is actually a seventy eight-card deck split into two categories. One is called the “Major Arcana”, which means greater secrets. The other is the “Minor Arcana”, or lesser secrets. The Major Arcana’s twenty-two cards has the Magician, the High Priestess, the Empress, the Lovers, the Chariot, and the Wheel of Fortune, which surprisingly is not just a game show on TV. That’s interesting. There is also the Hanged Man, the Dead, etc. And then you have the minor ones made up of fifty-six other cards. 

	 

	Do you remember with the Ouija Board, they often repackage it to entice people into occult techniques like with the new improved flashy pink Ouija Board, which looks cool for young teenage girls? They do the same with Tarot Cards. They come out with new versions all the time. For instance, and again, I kid you not, this is from secular knowledge, cat lovers may now acquire the Tarot of the Cat People, to conjure up their future. There is also the Tarot of the Witches, the Aquarian Tarot, and listen to this: The Silicon Valley Tarot. The Silicon Valley deck includes the Hacker, Flame War, the Layoff, and the Garage. The latter of course is because we all know Apple started in a garage. They include anything to throw in glimmers of truth to suck people in.

	 

	If you’re not too familiar with Tarot Cards, basically the practice begins when the Questioner either cuts the stack of cards or just touches them. Then the so-called Psychic or Card Reader deals out some of the cards face down into a pattern they call a spread. They overturn the cards and then this is where it all becomes subjective. That Card Reader gets to tell them what the cards means and as always with the occult, supposedly what they see tells about hidden knowledge or someone’s future. That’s how it is.

	 

	But again, is this stuff something God says to do? Absolutely not! As we’ve seen in Deuteronomy 18 and Leviticus 19, it’s actually something God forbids. You are not to use these techniques to supposedly foretell the future. If you want to know the future, what can you do? You read the Bible! That’s the beauty of what’s called Bible Prophecy, which makes up about one third of the Bible. That’s right! A third of the entire Bible, directly or indirectly is about prophecy. God wants us to know the future. But you need to get it from the Bible so you aren’t lied to. Speaking of which, we’re going to look at Acts 16 to see that God does not condone these kind of demonic occult practices for looking at the future. In fact, the Bible clearly says that if somebody is doing this and it’s not just a bunch of make-believe phony baloney, then it’s clearly demonic. And this is what we see in Acts 16. Paul is dealing with a slave girl who is demon-possessed. Let’s take a look at Acts 16 and verse 16:

	 

	“Once when we were going to the place of prayer, we were met by a slave girl, who had a spirit by which she predicted the future. She earned a great deal of money for her owners by fortune-telling.”

	 

	So, it’s the same thing we’re been talking about here.

	 

	“This girl followed Paul and the rest of us shouting, ‘These men are servants of the most high God who are telling you the way to be safe’. She kept saying that for many days and finally Paul became so troubled...”

	 

	Now why would Paul be troubled? Hey, she’s telling the people the truth, right? But would you want a demon being your mouthpiece even though what they say may be true? So, Paul basically says, ’No way. That’s not how we’re going to get the truth out!’ Then also, what other tactics do demons use? They might feed you a little bit of truth just so you get hooked and now that you’re hooked into them and away from the Scripture, they start feeding you the lies. So, it’s kind of like a bait and switch and Paul’s not going to put up with that:

	 

	“...Paul became so troubled that he turned around and he said to the spirit [the demon], ‘In the name of Jesus Christ I command you to come out of her!’ And at that moment the spirit left her. When her owners realized that their hope of making money was gone, they seized Paul and Silas and dragged them into the marketplace to face the authorities.”

	 

	You’d think the owners would be happy that she’s free from the torment and maybe even ask if they can feed and shelter Paul and Silas. Instead the owners took them before the magistrates and with the crowds help, stripped, beat with rods, and severely flogged them before throwing them into prison.

	 

	So, it was back then just as it is today. Sometimes in these last days when you try to point these things out to people, how do they respond? Oftentimes they verbally beat you up. Because you’ve done your homework, you have some knowledge of this stuff, so you try to help and say something like;

	 

	“Dude, are you serious! You are getting involved in some demonic stuff! What are you doing?? And why are you now beating me up? I love you and I’m just trying to help.”

	 

	The spiritual dimension of our world is real and is not to be taken lightly. The Bible says Satan seeks to destroy us. That’s why Paul also says, “Be of sober mind.” Pay attention to your surroundings and don’t get hooked up into this kind of baloney. Many people seek out supernatural knowledge about the future because they fear the future. But you and I are not to fear the future. Who wins in the end? Who’s in total control, including control of the future? It’s God and we belong to him. We’re the winners here, not the losers. And by the way if you want to know the future, stick to the Bible. God doesn’t lie! It is all available to you right there, if you would just stick to the Scripture! But isn’t that the problem? People today want to look toward anything else but the Bible. 

	 

	Again, the premise we see in this whole study of New Age is the many diverse whacked out practices, from which New Age gets their source of truth.

	 

	The next type of Divination we’re going to get into is called, “Scrying.” No, it’s not like crying. Scrying means seeing or peeping. That’s the practice of looking into something with the hope of detecting a message or a vision. So, you just stare at something. Again, it’s a form of Divination supposedly for fortune telling and gaining hidden secret knowledge. Scrying is often not just staring at something but is combined with drug use. Now I’ve said this so many times before, but the multitude of people doing drugs today are not safe from this occult stuff even if they’re not practicing it. Some people think they’re just having fun and cutting loose with drug experimentation but if you study the occult like I have (been there, done that), drugs are always a means to quickly get you into an altered state of consciousness! It not all about: “Hey, wow, this is a great feeling!” The occult uses drugs as a quick and reliable method to get into that altered state.

	With Scrying, some things they could be staring at are glowing coals, smoke, or into water. They believe that once you stare into these things, it opens up the realms of the gods, spirits, devils, or what they call the Psychic Mind. This involves Crystal Balls, which I’ll get to in a minute. It could also involve mirrors. I previously mentioned that mirrors are big in the occult. It could also just be a reflective black surface like obsidian. Some stare into pitch darkness. Others, things to stare at are; a clear sky, clouds, shadows, light patterns against walls, ceilings, and pond beds. Some simply close their eyes in what is called, Eyelid Scrying.

	 

	Scrying involves a self-induced trance. Again, drugs are often used to facilitate the effectiveness. So basically, they prescribe that you stare at whatever thing you’ve picked out to get into this altered state of consciousness. They say you want to get rid of unwanted thoughts from the mind by way of things like repetition of a mantra or concentration on Mandalas, which are those funky shapes they’re coming out with in adult coloring books that induce the relaxation response and even hypnosis. They admit these are techniques that get you into that altered state to be able to supposedly acquire knowledge.

	 

	One prominent Scryer was Nostradamus. Most people, and even some Christians, still listen to that guy’s stuff. Just recently at a conference, someone came up to me excited to talk about the predictions of “Nose-Hair Damus”, or Nostradamus. All I can think of is, “You’ve got to be kidding me.” When you understand his background, you’ll know that he was using Divination. I will not listen to a guy involved with demons. Supposedly he stared into a water bowl and/or a mirror, to get his information. It was an occult practice, called Scrying. He knew that what he was doing was wrong and that it was going to send him to Hell. Here is what he said to his own son:

	 

	“He beseeched his infant son never to dabble in such practices. For he says they desiccate or dry up the body, disturb the mind, and send a soul to perdition. For that reason, he burned to ashes, the ancient books he learned these techniques from and when he did, he said they burned with an unnatural brilliance.”

	 

	And you want me to listen to that guy instead of the Bible? Now again, who else do we know that is guilty of this in leading huge numbers of people away from biblical truth? It’s Joseph Smith, the founder of Mormonism. And remember, this is all secular knowledge. It’s not just me. Listen to what they say about Smith:

	“In the 1820s, Joseph Smith, founded the Latter Day Saints Movement, based in part on what was said to be information obtained miraculously from reflections on Seer’s stones. Smith had at least three of these separate stones, including his favorite; a brown stone that he found during excavation of a neighbor’s well. He initially used these stones in various treasure digging quests in the early 1820s. He would place the stone at the bottom of his hat and put his face in the hat to read what he believed were the miraculous reflections from the stone.”

	 

	And that was going to tell him where the gold was. This was the exact same practice he used to produce his Book of Mormon. It was full-blown occult. Hey, but maybe it’s okay because the Book of Mormon words were supposedly given to him on golden plates and somehow an angel was involved named, “Moron” with an “i” at the end to give the unbiblical angel the full name, “Moroni.”

	 

	Smith was using this same occult practice in his gold-digging Divining effort before coming up with his new religion. It was for treasure hunting. It was going after money. And if you know anything about the Mormon church, they’re big time money. If you as a Mormon want to make it to that top tier, the celestial kingdom, you have to go on that bike tour for two years creating more converts to Mormonism while you work your way toward the Mormon priesthood. But you better keep up with your tithe because the Mormon leadership is not going to just take your word for your finances. And by the way, it’s a 30% tithe and for you to go to that top layer, you need to submit your W-2 so they can be sure you’re paid up. Why would they be that focused on the money? Well, what was the founder all about? Once you understand the founder, it explains a whole bunch of the Mormon religion today.

	 

	Other forms of Scrying included accounts in folklore where women would gaze into a mirror in a darkened room, often on Halloween. The women would do this because they believed they could catch a glimpse of their future husband’s face in the mirror. Or if a skull would appear, their fate was that they were going to die before they got married.

	 

	 Kids are doing something today, but listen, don’t mess with this stuff because it is not funny! This form of Scrying is called, “Bloody Mary.” The idea is that you turn out the lights and in the dark you look in the mirror. “It’s designed to allow the Scryers easy escape if the visions summoned prove to be too frightening.” Well no, how about just don’t do it! Unfortunately, it’s still being done today. And it’s perpetrated repeatedly all the time just like with the Ouija Board. People think, “Oh, it’s just a little fun and games that teenagers play with Bloody Mary in the bathroom and everybody screams.” No, it’s an occult thing called Scrying and you don’t want to mess with it!

	 

	Another Scrying example includes the fairy tale, Snow White and The Seven Dwarfs. What did the witch do? She would say, “Mirror, mirror on the wall...” That was a form of Scrying. How about Lord of the Rings, if you’re familiar with that? They also used a mirror in the practice of Scrying, which again is an occult technique. In the television series, Charmed, the sisters Scry with a crystal and a map to locate people.

	 

	Speaking of crystals, Crystal Balls are just another form of Scrying where you stare into it. It’s not a mirror or container of water, but it is a crystal ball. The earliest use of that was attributed to the Celtic Druids. It became very popular throughout Europe and again the crystal ball was supposed to tell you about your future, your romance life, and all that sort of fortune-telling sort of information.

	 

	That leads us to our final Divination subcategory to discuss and that is people, who call themselves, Psychics. Of course, these Psychics are supposed to have special knowledge, be able to use these occult techniques, and/or they have what’s commonly called “ESP”, which stands for Extrasensory Perception where they supposedly can figure out things that you can’t. They just have this ability to use their senses that is way beyond what normal people like you and I can do. We can go to them for secret knowledge, to decipher our future, etc. They use a lot of these practices we’ve mentioned, including Crystal Balls, Tarot Cards, Palm Reading, and all those types of occult practices. They even have something called Psychic Surgery, which we’ll get into in the next chapter. New Age has really gone into health and I want to end our New Age study with the last chapter on that, but quickly, a lot of health practices like Reflexology, Aromatherapy, Reiki, and all these kinds of things are sucking people into New Age.

	 

	The word “Psychic” is derived from the Greek word “psychikos”, meaning “of the mind” or “mental.” Psychic people supposedly have mental powers. In the late 20th century, what movement do you suppose Psychics were commonly associated with? Of course, it has been New Age. Psychic readings and advertising for Psychic’s was common throughout the 1960’s. Readings were offered for a fee and were given over the phone and in homes as well as at Psychic Fairs. For those who think our society isn’t going in this direction, Psychics are just a small segment of society, and so it won’t ever be popularized, listen to this statistic: In 1990, 66% of members of the National Academy of Sciences, which is the mainstream scientific community, who you would expect to downplay this stuff, agreed that this practice should be allowed. That’s the scientific community so they are even allowing and endorsing a lot of this occult stuff. 

	 

	Those in the Psychic community believe you can learn these techniques and become a Psychic. Unfortunately, I think some of that is true because you can learn to do these Divinatory practices to get yourself involved and using those techniques you can very likely have a spiritual experience. But it’s not from God and you don’t want to do it! Others would say, “No, no, no, Psychic abilities have to be okay because they are even sometimes passed down from a parent to the child.” Whatever, just don’t mess with it! 

	 

	Psychic’s either use Divination techniques, or others of them just basically dupe people, which I think is a big percentage of them. Those who do, call their readings either cold, warm, or hot. Because of trickery like these different temperatures of readings, people think these Psychics have amazing mental powers, but they do not. It’s just common sense. I’m going to give you examples of this. What the phony baloney so-called Psychic like these guys do, is give people the impression that they mentally connect with you and in that way be able to tell your future so that you’ll give them your money. So, if you as a Psychic were practicing the first technique, called a cold reading, when a person walks in, all you have to do is pay close attention to them. First of all, you look at their hands. Why? It’s because this is going to tell you something very important that you can use to fool the person. Are they married? Knowing that by spotting a ring or not, will help you suck them right in. Let’s say you notice they don’t have a ring so what should you say to that person? Whether they are a single male or single female, you can say this same thing:

	 

	“You know I’m just getting this impression that you’re searching for a relationship.” 

	 

	Well, duh! But of course, that person doesn’t know how this stuff works, so you most likely have been able to impress them right there. That’s a cold reading where you pay attention to detail when the person first walks in. It’s all chicanery! You could also take a close look at how the person dresses. Say it’s a woman in nice slacks, who seems to be prim and proper. She takes care of herself, so you casually throw out: 

	 

	“It just feels like you’re a very professional person who has high ideals.” 

	 

	And they respond: “Wow, how did you know??”

	 

	I knew because I looked at your clothes! Though of course you don’t say that out loud because you want to sucker them out of their money. Let’s say someone comes in kind of slumped over and looking downtrodden. You feign sincerity:  

	 

	“I’m just sensing that you’re feeling depressed lately.” 

	 

	Well, duh! With that one, the Psychic is only reading body language. That’s a cold reading technique. There’s no supernatural power. You’re just victimizing people to get their money. 

	 

	A more warm or hot read is where you entice people to fill in the blank, it’s what might normally come after the cold reading, and again, this is assuming the Psychic is not doing any of the Divination stuff. They start fishing for your information by getting you to fill in the blanks with something that happens to everybody. For example, have you and those you know well, always gotten along perfectly with your parents, one hundred percent of the time through your entire life? Probably not, right? I’m not condoning family squabbles but it happens to everyone. Welcome to life. So, everybody has disagreements, but with that in mind, the Psychic might emote something like:

	 

	“I can see you’ve had some turmoil with your parents [then they’ll pick one of the two], and I’m feeling that it’s your mother…” 

	 

	Then the Psychic will watch the person and if the person isn’t emotionally responding or if they look a bit puzzled because they have a great relationship with their Mom, the Psychic will sort of back out of it and say something like;

	 

	“...but I see you’ve dealt with that. No, it’s actually your Dad.” 

	 

	Then astonished person responds: “Wow, how did you know??!” 

	They knew because if it isn’t your Mom, it’s your Dad. Right? You get them to fill in the blank and that’s what is called more of a warm or hot read It’s all a fraud!

	 

	Now I want to give you the success record for Psychic’s who predict the future, and this is from the secular world’s statistics. This is from 2012 and is the most recent I could find. These so-called top Psychics missed pretty much every major world event in 2012. They didn’t just miss by a little; they had none of these on their radar at all - so much for being a Psychic. So out of all the supposed top Psychic’s, nobody mentioned anything about Hurricane Sandy that year or the largest earthquakes, which were in Indonesia and registered at 8.2 and 8.6 on the Richter Scale, creating the largest death toll from earthquakes in 2012. They also missed the Palestinian’s successful bid to become a United Nations non-member observer state, the escalating crisis in Syria, the riot fallout in Russia, the debacle with Facebook on the stock market, the Aurora Colorado theater shooting, the Newtown, Connecticut shooting, which was the worst U.S. school shooting in decades. They missed the deaths of Whitney Houston, Gore Vidal, Phyllis Diller, Dick Clark, Ernest Borgnine, Andy Griffith, Neil Armstrong, Sally Ride, Patrick Moore, Ray Bradbury, General Norman Schwarzkopf, and Rodney King. No Psychic mentioned any of that. There was the Italian cruise ship, Costa Concordia that ran aground killing 15 people. They didn’t get any of the scores, medals, or even rankings at the Olympics. Again, this is all from secular knowledge. Besides these major events of 2012, the world’s so-called top Psychic’s also missed the most important event of year, which was the end of an era: Twinkies went bankrupt!

	 

	The guy who came up with those stats also said this:

	 

	“What do these numbers tell us? The average person can do much better. People believe that Psychics and astrologers can tell the future or advise them in tough decisions, but they can’t. At least not any better than a random person off the street and they’re much more likely to give you an answer that’s so vague, it could be of no use.”

	 

	Researchers can’t actually find out how much people are spending in total on Psychic services each year, but they were able to find this one very telling statistic; It turns out people spend over 300 million dollars every year, just on calls to Psychic hotlines. One third of a billion is spent annually in the U.S., just on the calls! This isn’t all the other stuff. We don’t have data on that so you’re probably talking about billions of dollars per year that Americans are spending on phony Psychic services when everything you need to know is right there in most households in their Bible. Isn’t that wild! The guy finishes with this: 

	 

	“When you go to some of these people on their websites, you see that they charge huge sums of money; $50 for a reading, $99.99 for a minimum of 15 minutes, $350 an hour, or $600 for a reading, with a two month waiting list. The amounts are huge and people pay it.”

	 

	Isn’t that crazy? And the whole time, the Bible is right there for them with its truthful wealth of information about their future, all for free. What’s an even more alarming point to make? It’s not just sad for society as a whole, the worst part is that even Christians are getting into this stuff, if you can believe that. And they’re doing so while Bibles collect dust. But this stuff is what New Age uses as their source of truth and then they turn to Christians and say that you, the Bible, and I have gotten it wrong. They tell us:

	 

	“Don’t you know that Lucifer is a good guy, who has only come to free us? Don’t you realize that we need to come under the umbrella of a One World Government and a One World Ruler? We must give up our national sovereignty, let somebody take over the food supply, and institute a global tax.”

	 

	That’s what the New Age Movement is selling and yet the irony is, the Bible is the only book on the planet that warns us not to fall for it. The Bible advises us that what they teach is truly coming, but it’s a very bad thing as part of what’s called the Antichrist kingdom, which will take place during the worst time of Earth’s entire existence, involving the Seven Year Tribulation. And you better run!! 

	 

	Praise God though, that you don’t have to just sit there and freak out. You can run to Jesus. He’s the only way out of this mess and you don’t have to be there for the Antichrist kingdom if you trust Jesus as your savior. It’s all there in the household Bible, unfortunately, collecting dust!

	 

	In the last chapter we’re going to get equipped on Clairvoyance, Astral Projection, and Out of Body Experiences. We’ll also cover how occult practices are flowing into healthcare.
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	We’re going to pick up where we left off last time with a couple more Divination practices. The first one is the hot topic of “Clairvoyance.” I’m sure most of you have heard that term. What does it mean for someone to claim Clairvoyance? Clairvoyance is French for “Clair”, meaning “clear” and “voyance”, meaning “vision.” This is the alleged ability to gain information about an object, person, location, or a physical event through ESP so it’s attributing these super-mind powers to Diviners. They can supposedly use their ESP to mentally discern or figure out whatever is needed.

	 

	Clairvoyance is split into three different categories, according to the occult themselves. One is called “Precognition” and that’s supposedly the ability to perceive or predict future events. The other one is just the opposite. “Retrocognition” is the ability to see past events. That one doesn’t seem like much of superpower; “Hey, I think yesterday something happened.” Well, duh! We will go a little bit more into the third one because, believe or not, the U.S. military has actually practiced it. The third type of Clairvoyance practicing is called “Remote Viewing.” Basically, they’re supposedly using these so-called Clairvoyant superpowers to peer into the future or the past or they can see what’s going on in a different location like some sort of satellite imaging through their minds. 

	 

	One of the earliest supposed accredited accounts of this ability, was a guy named, Marquis de Puysegur. Good luck pronouncing that last name. I pronounce it; “I’m not going to try.” So how did he get into this or why did he continue down this Clairvoyant route? Marquis followed another guy named, Franz Mesmer. You may be familiar with him. He’s actually where we get our English word, “Mesmerize.” It’s also where we get a phrase used today; “Animal Magnetism.” In the 1700’s, Mesmer was a German physician who became interested in Astronomy. What we’re going to see with this Mesmer guy is that he basically believed there was a force that tapped into all things, all life, all people, all animals, and everything. He believed you can manipulate this force and hence, this animal magnetism would attract things to each other and you can use it for that. Basically, it’s the Chi Force from Buddhism and the same thing the Star Wars movies revolve around: The Force. But it’s just Taoism. That’s what this guy believed in.  

	 

	In fact, Mesmer had a huge following and it was probably because he was thought to be able to tap into this force, mesmerize people, and do many things of that nature. Again, as we’re going to see in this chapter, the New Age is heavy into the idea of a force out there that you need to manipulate and tap into to attain secret knowledge and whatever other advantages there are. But what we’re going to see later is that this Chi Force/Taoism can also supposedly do something to you physically in areas like medicine. Of course, that’s nothing new because the same people who believe this Chi stuff like Tai Chi, which involves the practice of martial arts, also believe it’s something they can implement in the area of medicine. 

	 

	Mesmer believed this Chi Force was going through different channels in our body and your whole task is to free up obstacles to get the force flowing correctly and then everything will be great. Mesmer influenced another guy named, James Braid. Braid was apparently one of the mesmerized people and he is considered the father of Hypnotism. Personally, I’m not big on Hypnotism, because again, oftentimes the occult relies on it to get you into an altered state of consciousness. But remember, when you get into an altered state of consciousness, you’re flirting with the bad spirit side, right? And you don’t want to mess with that!

	 

	Mesmer influenced James Braid to get into the practice of Clairvoyance. During this same time period, there were a lot of famous people who also got into it. You’ve probably heard of Arthur Conan Doyle, who wrote books with the famous character he created; Sherlock Holmes. Doyle attended séances and declared that Clairvoyance and other of these practices in the Divination category were genuine.

	 

	Now let’s talk about Remote Viewing. In practice they use Clairvoyance to supposedly get into an altered state of consciousness and then you’re supposed to be able to see the future and the past to find out what was or will be going on in Russia for example or wherever you’d like. Again, it’s called Remote Viewing and believe it or not, the U.S. government funded a project at Stanford Research from the 1970’s through the mid 1990’s that was supposed to identify and describe remote locations or targets. If you want to look it up, the actual project where they used Remote Viewing, it was called “Stargate” and the U.S. Army did it at Fort Meade Maryland. This went on for quite some time up until about 1995 when it was shut down and declassified. They were purportedly trying to use soldiers and impart this psychic ability, or Clairvoyance in them to see events or sites from a great distance. The idea was to reduce the need for satellites or spy planes in other countries and just use the occult to figure out what the Russians were up to. Also, believe it or not, Hollywood made a movie about Remote Viewing. You may have heard the name: Men Who Stare at Goats. That was an actual military project. 

	 

	According to the occult, Clairvoyance is also split up into different types. Of course, we all know this stuff is demonic and from the occult, but they teach that besides Clairvoyance, which is supposedly clear vision or clear seeing, there is also what’s called “Clairsentience”, which is the same practice but by feeling or touching. The latter is supposedly a form of ESP where a person acquires psychic knowledge primarily by feeling. You see some of this in occult shows, right? You also see it with these psychics that the police unfortunately hire. The psychic asks to feel the object. It’s like a psychic bloodhound. They feel and touch the item but of course, it’s a bunch of baloney.

	 

	We just talked about the cold, warm and hot readings used in shams by so called psychics and used to dupe people out of their dollars. Even with the police forces using psychics, I don’t really believe there’s some godlike attributes or powers happening there because again, there’s a common-sense explanation even if it works sometimes. If they go through this process of touching the person’s jacket, who are they are trying to find, through Clairsentience, they’re claiming to look for the hidden body. Now they might actually see something, I’m not discounting that something spiritual may be taking place. That is if they’re not one of those complete charlatans just deceiving for money, so it may be something spiritual, but it’s just not the Spirit of God. If they find the right location, people could think it must be genuine. But no, it’s not! Again, it’s more likely that because they’re typically looking at a murder case or some other terrible crime, the same entity leading you to the body is also the one that was there when the murder took place! It was the demons. They can then lead you right to the body. But in doing so, what is probably their whole goal? Would a demon give you a little piece of what you want just to ultimately lead you astray? The moment this Clairsentience practitioner is successful, people start thinking, “These guys must be right! Let’s use this Clairvoyance more and even promote its use everywhere.” The whole time, what are you being steered away from? They’re getting you away from the Bible so it’s a bait and switch. 

	 

	There is also what is called Clairaudience, which is the same practices but using hearing and listening. Clairesaliency is about smelling. Clairecognizance is where you supposedly just know something. That last one hit home because it’s kind of scary listening to some of that verbiage in the Church where people say they feel like they just know something. They’ll say, “I just know.” But ultimately whether it’s you, anyone else, or I, we should hopefully and respectfully respond with something like, “Okay Pastor Billy but I don’t care what you think. I want to know what the Bible says.” Right? So, don’t fall for it when you hear; “I just know”, or “I just feel like that or this is the answer.” I don’t care what you know or feel if the Scripture does not back it up, I’m not going to go with a gut feeling, neither yours nor mine over the true Word of the Bible.

	 

	There’s also what’s called Clairegustance, which is supposedly done by tasting something. It’s a form of ESP that allegedly allows one to taste a substance without putting anything in one’s mouth. So that’s all the Clairvoyance end of Divination where you have these supposed super-mind powers or ESP sensing of all sorts. Though again, it’s all the occult! It’s just another way they get their information. 

	 

	Another prominent aspect of Divination is “Astral Projection.” Astral Projection is basically this supposed out of body experience. They believe everyone has what’s called an “Astral Body” and it’s supposed to be a Solar Consciousness you have, and you can travel in this Astral Body outside your body. You travel through what’s called the Astral Plane, which means through the Universe. And when you’re traveling in this altered state of consciousness in this other body, or the Astral Body, you can see things, gain information, implant things into other people’s brains, and things of that nature. 

	 

	So, who popularized that practice? Where does it come from? Well as usual with this kind of thing, it comes from the occult and guess what foundational New Age group is credited? It’s the Theosophists. As we’ve seen throughout the New Age study, they’ve had a big impact on New Age thinking and it’s no different with many of the occult practices. The Theosophists were into Astral Projection, which is Out of Body Experiences. Well, how do you get into that state to be able to supposedly travel through the Astral Plane and get into an altered state consciousness? They do it through dreams and forms of meditation. There’s meditation popping up again and meditation has gotten so mainstream but it’s dangerous because you really don’t know what’s going to happen while attempting an altered state of consciousness. Astral Projection can supposedly also be induced through hallucinogenic and hypnotic means.

	 

	That’s why I brought up Braid, the father of Hypnotism, who was influenced by this Mesmer guy, who used Clairvoyance. It’s all the same thing. Hypnosis is just another way to get into an altered state of consciousness. You can also be induced into that state by drugs. It’s easy for anyone to get sucked into all these different things like meditation, but even worse, this stuff is also creeping and crawling in to corrupt the Church.

	 

	So, you can get yourself worked up into an altered state of consciousness and they say you can then ride the Astral Plane and do all that goes with it. In fact, in their own words, they believe angels, demons, and spirits populate the Astral Plane. Well, they got two out of three. They’re definitely demons and demonic spirits, which is redundant. Demons are what they’re tapping into.

	 

	Now believe it or not, this Astral Voyage, Astral Body, or Astral Plane stuff isn’t just something with New Age. It has been going on for quite some time. Ancient Egypt would get involved in this as well as China, India, Japan, the Arctic region, and even in the Amazon jungles where they call it, Soul Flight. If you know anything much about tribal people in the Amazon and neighboring regions, you understand that is an area of seriously heavy-duty Animism, Spiritism, Ancestor Worship, etc. I mean if you want to talk about demonic, these people are all wrapped into it so it’s no shocker that the same people believe in this Astral Projection stuff.

	 

	Here’s another name from early in our study: Guess who was one of the most notable practitioners of this occult technique involving Astral Voyaging? I’m sure you remember the name. It’s Emmanuel Swedenborg. He was the very first guy on our list with the history of New Age. He was into Astral Voyaging and was one of the major originators to get it more widely accepted. 

	 

	In practice, guess what increasingly mainstream form of exercise is teaching these techniques. Folks, here it is again and another reason to avoid— Yoga! Yoga is about getting into an altered state of consciousness. If you keep utilizing Yoga and including meditation while repeating your mantras (word phrases repeated over and over), you are going to get into an altered state of consciousness. And of course, these Astral Projection practitioners will tell you it opens up an Astral Plane where you can begin to travel, etc.

	 

	Now I’ve introduced all that to get to this: Believe it or not, there are some people, who say, “Well, the Bible teaches that this stuff is perfectly fine.” Once again, as we’ve seen with so many other false teachings, they are taking the Bible out of context. Do you know what they rely upon for that bizarre thinking? It’s supposedly 2 Corinthians 12, verses 1 to 4 where Paul gets caught up into the Third Heaven in his vision of the storm. Would you say that particular book of the Bible is the first or second letter Paul wrote to the Corinthians? That’s right! It’s the second one. You are sharp and probably didn’t even need Clairgustance or any other Claire to tell you so. But anyway, Paul had to write a second letter to those uncooperative Corinthians because even though Paul had more than one direct encounter with Jesus Christ, the Corinthians basically paid no attention to his first letter. However, the false teachers would come to the Corinthian Church, make a big show, and the Corinthians would follow them. So, with his tongue in cheek, Paul basically rants something like this:

	 

	‘Excuse me?? You’ll listen to those guys and let them do and say whatever, but you won’t listen to me?! I feel like a fool for having to say this but are those false teachers even Jews? I’m a Jew and a noted Hebrew among Hebrews. Listen, are you kidding me?? It’s crazy that I have to sit here and give you my credentials.’ 

	 

	So that’s the whole point of this passage with what Paul is talking about. When he’s done, he basically finishes this way: 

	 

	‘But with all that you know, you still won’t listen to me! I can’t believe I had to go through all this.’

	Basically, Paul doesn’t care where a person’s experience comes from, who the person is that is talking, and he doesn’t care what they say. If it disagrees with the Scripture, they must reject it! That is also the focus and here it is straight from Paul in the Bible:

	 

	“I must go on boasting although there is nothing to be gained. I’ll go on to visions and revelations from the Lord. I know a man in Christ who fourteen years ago, was caught up into the Third Heaven.”

	 

	What’s the Third Heaven? I’ll explain it briefly. By the way, it’s also what the Mormons teach. However, the Mormons turn the Bible’s references into their celestial kingdom with three tiers their followers can supposedly work up to. That is not what the Bible is talking about.

	 

	In the Bible, the First Heaven is “Ouranos” from the Greek, which is where the birds fly. Where is that? That’s our atmosphere. The Second Heaven the Bible talks about is where the stars are. Where’s that? It’s space, right? The Third Heaven, where Paul is caught up to in this Bible passage, is the dwelling place of God, the Father. So that’s above and beyond creation. That’s all the Third Heaven is. Paul is caught up into the Third Heaven. Listen to what he says about it:

	 

	“Whether it was in the body or out of the body I don’t you know—”

	 

	So how can you even say it was an Out of Body Experience? Paul doesn’t even know. He says it right there! It could have been an actual visit or just a vision. He doesn’t know but he continues:

	 

	“— God knows. And I know this man, whether in the body or apart from body I don’t know, but God knows, was caught up to paradise and heard inexpressible things that man is not permitted to tell.”

	 

	Paul goes on and on but basically, he just keeps pointing to his list of qualifications that should cause them to listen to him. They aren’t listening and following what Paul says but they’ll fall in line behind these random false teachers who come passing through. So again, the point of the passage is to say he doesn’t care what a person’s experience is or what their pedigree is, if it’s not from the Word of God, reject it! That includes these false teachers coming into the Corinthian Church.

	Again, I said all that to get to this point: Paul is saying that any supposed revelation that comes from outside the Bible, which is extra-biblical, should be seen as a non-reliable source and there is nothing to be gained from it. Most relevant to what we’ve been studying in the chapter, Paul is basically saying that an Out of Body Experience is not reliable for an absolute, hang your hat on, build a doctrine from, experience.

	 

	Also, with what we’re talking about in the context of Out of Body Experiences, Astral Projection, and Astral Plane, in order to practice these things, was the Apostle Paul suggesting the Corinthians take drugs? Was he advocating yoga, meditating, or somehow getting yourself worked up into an altered state of consciousness to make it to the Third Heaven by way of a supposed Astral Plane? He says he doesn’t even know whether it was an in the body or out of the body experience. He wasn’t involved in that stuff! Those are occult practices and Paul would never do anything like it! On top of that, he’s not even talking about this sort of thing so how in the world can New Agers and occultists use those verses for justification if they are truly looking at the context. How can they even remotely say the Bible condones it? Once again, they’re ripping the verses out of context and reading into it what is not there.

	 

	The kind of Out of Body Experience practiced here with New Agers as a part of Divination is connecting with spirits. The spirit world is a practice of the occult. In Galatians 5, the Bible warns that those who practice the occult and specifically Sorcery “will not inherit the kingdom of God.” Obviously, these are typically practices that non-Christians would do. In fact, you can read Job 4, verses 12 to 21 for the full context, but Eliphaz basically describes being visited by a lying spirit in a vision. The demon tells him that God does not regard humans and that God doesn’t care about us. That is of course, the common lie from demons. The lesson is that even if a spirit comes to you and you see or hear something, if what it says is contrary to the Word of God, which we know is true, what do you do? You reject it! Right? 

	 

	 Whatever sort of Out of Body Experience or Astral Projection we’re talking about, the main point to remember is that it will not give us the ultimate source of truth or knowledge.

	 

	What will? Only the Bible will! 

	 

	Christians are to find the truth in God’s Word. Jesus prayed in John 17, verse 17; Sanctify them in your truth.

	 

	What is that truth? John fills in the blank by telling us that God’s Word is truth so stick to the Bible and you can’t be duped. But these occult practicing New Agers are not doing that. What are they doing instead? Just as we saw in Paul’s day with the Corinthians, New Agers today are looking to all these false teachers to find their source of false truths. 

	 

	But man, how many different ways can you get it wrong?! And again, remember, with New Age, it’s a hodgepodge of false truths, which are also different for each follower. They take a little bit of this and a little bit of that. New Agers will literally try some Astrology and maybe Necromancy or possibly Omens and Tarotology. If you’ve ever gone to a so-called New Age Psychic ESP Fair, or similar gathering by related names, it’s all this sort of stuff. I’ve been there, done that. At those events, you can find everything we’ve been covering and they promote all of it! So, it’s a buffet of bull but you get to decide which ones you’ll glean your false truth from. A common denominator in your choices is that they’re all from the occult. All of it came from a sewer pipe. You need to stick with the pure Word of God! 

	 

	Now an important area we’ve yet to look at with New Age is something else that is invading the Church and get into how it’s affecting Christians in a minute. We’ve finished covering their main practices for where and how they get their information. As we saw it is from practices like Astrology, Mediumship and Divination. Now we want to look at how the poison has seeped into medicine. Believe it or not, there is a massive invasion of the New Age Movement into the world of medicine. Of course, they wouldn’t dare call it New Age Medicine. They do not introduce it with statements like:

	 

	“Hey, join us in using demonic practices to bring so-called healing to your body!” 

	 

	Everybody would run. But are you ready for the buzz phrase they do use, which means exactly the same thing? Here’s the term: It’s Holistic Medicine. That sounds nice, right? Isn’t it a pleasant reassuring phrase? Actually, it’s just another way to say, Alternative Medicine. The whole premise is that you don’t just treat the malady (the disease), you have to treat the “whole” (from Holistic), person. They think that ultimately the reason someone has a malady in the first place is because something’s wrong with them spiritually, so you need to whack it back in line. And in order for Holistic Medicine people to hammer out those dents in their patient’s health, the practitioners supposedly need to use occult techniques. Let me give you that information because you may think:  

	 

	“Well you know, that’s just some folks in the seedy part of town, who you go to when you’ve only got five bucks to get your back repaired.”  

	 

	No, actually, believe it or not, this is coming into the mainstream, even here in America. In fact, Europe is way ahead of us. In Sweden, this kind of medicine is now merging with general medicine. Though it’s not characterized this way, citizens of Sweden are given the option to go to whichever form of medicine they choose, from traditional to flat-out occult practices. If you want to see one of these Holistic people, the government there is fine with paying for that too. They’re looking at it as all the same now. It’s basically what’s called Integrative Medicine, which is another term you’ll come across. What they’re doing with Integrative Medicine is basically integrating the occult with medicine. What other profession did we learn is integrating the occult techniques? It’s secular psychology, right? When we went through the history of New Age, how many times did we see psychologist, psychologists, psychology, and psychologists? They are involved in these New Age practices and implementing them into their so-called therapy techniques. 

	 

	As with Psychology, New Age is taking over the medical healthcare world. Listen to this: According to the American Holistic Medical Association, it is believed that the spiritual element should also be taken into account when assessing a person’s overall well-being. What they’re doing is basically the same scam as what’s being perpetrated by the Environmental Movement. They set up a lie about people being motivated to destroy their own environment. But of course, no one is for dumping toxic waste in a whale’s mouth. Right? Who is actually into that? No one is, but they always present the issue in that extreme. Really, they’re just taking something that nobody’s for, like destroying fish in the rivers or purposely trying to turn our outdoors into a pile of trash and trying to pin it on those opposed to their agenda. That said, we are to be good stewards of the planet but at the same time, I’m not going to worship the Earth so there’s a balance there. This is another example of how they’ll take something that is common sense good and hijacking it for ulterior motives. The Environmental Movement has been hijacked by the New Age movement and the occult to cause people to think they’re helping save, not just the planet anymore, but also mother earth. It’s a New Age lie! And they’re stealing all those youths with their youthful energy and getting them to be promoters of the New Age lie. 

	 

	The same thing is now happening in medicine. There’s a big movement that is anti-Pharma. I don’t necessarily disagree with the complaints against the huge drug companies, but guess who again hijacked that industry? New Age has, and they are trying to get support for their New Age practices with statements like this: 

	 

	“Oh yeah, I don’t blame you for not wanting to support the Pharmaceutical industry. Look at the billing issues, the huge amounts of money they are getting, and how they’re destroying people with chemicals by introducing so many bad things into your body.”

	 

	You know what? That’s all true! But then once you’ve agreed with them, their solution is to back away from Pharma and right into the occult. Again, it’s a bait and switch. This time they are doing it in the medical industry. Now listen to this:

	 

	“Medicine and the way we treat sickness is changing. Spirituality has met science and has become our new advancement in medicine. The New Age movement speaks [Listen to this. These are their own words], of a planned influence starting in education...”

	 

	Is the New Age in our education? Yes, as you remember from our look at the New Age history with the United Nations. Again, who’s dictating the American educational system? It is coming straight from the U.N. and filtering all the way down throughout the U.S. educational system so they’ve already taken our education.

	 

	It continues: “...starting in education, to the political, as well as now the medical.”

	 

	And listen to them admit it. Here’s a New Ager who said, 

	 

	“One of the biggest advantages we have as New Agers is once the occult, metaphysical, and New Age terminology is removed, we have concepts and techniques that are very acceptable to the general public and opens the New Age door to millions, who normally would not be receptive.”

	What did he just say? He said they are sneaking it in on us. It’s the same age-old occult lie! He’s saying if they were to come with a full-frontal assault using New Age terms, people would freak so what they do is promote the exact same practice, except they change the terminology. How many times have we seen that? It’s the same old lie, which is all Satan does. He waits for a generation to forget then he puts it in different clothes, different packaging, puts a bow on top, and people fall for it over and over again. And that’s what these people are saying with their New Age medical practices. It’s like:

	 

	“Now we’re going into the medicine world, but we’ll change the terms we use so you’ll think it’s just a new alternative medicine.”

	 

	No, it’s flat-out occult practices! And they admit it! Listen to this: 

	 

	“30% of the U.S. population has tried some form of unconventional therapy. Last year these therapies were a thirty billion dollar industry and it’s continued to grow.”

	 

	He didn’t say thirty million, that is in billions and again, what they are working at is to convince you that you need to try these alternative medicinal therapies because we know that Big Pharma is getting out of hand. Again, I don’t necessarily disagree with that, but I’m not completely anti-drugs and won’t go to that extreme. There are cults which teach that you shouldn’t take a blood transfusion or other life-saving medical help. I don’t know about you, but I’m very thankful for any form of chemical or drug in vapor or pill form, that knocks me out before surgery. I really, personally, appreciate that. Go ahead and put me out!! I’m not against that but I know there are a lot of abuses going on. I think people are drugged on a massive scale with pharmaceuticals these days and it’s legal. It would be illegal if you did it on the streets, but when the pharmaceutical companies are involved, it’s supposedly fine. But some drugs in medicine are legitimate.

	 

	Again though, these New Agers jumped on the opportunity to change the terminology so they could suck people into occult medicine. They relabeled it as alternative and Holistic. People are paying thirty billion per year for it, just here in the U.S.!

	 

	Continuing: “Claims from the New Age practitioners are that our health problems are a result of the misalignment of our energies within, and in order to have this perfect health, perfect emotional health, perfect physical health, we’ve got to align our energies in this positive fashion using their techniques.”

	 

	Now just to get these in your head so that when you see them in the media, or even at your hospital or family practitioner, you’ll know they are occult techniques being pawned off as an alternative form of medicine. Then I’ll get deeper into a few of them. Here are the medically related occult techniques:  

	 

	“Acupuncture, Acupressure, Rolfing...”

	 

	The latter is a form of hand therapy. We’ll get into hand therapies more because the occult is big on this hand transfer of power stuff.

	 

	“...Applied Kinesiology, Iridology, Reflexology, Polarity, Chiropractors...”

	 

	With Chiropractors you have to be careful. I’m not saying they all are into occult techniques, but you just have to be careful. You may have already run into a Chiropractor, who is a bit out there. I would always seem to run into them. With some of them, it’s not enough to just work on your back, neck, or whatever. They had to propagate what they believe about how it is important to align your spine to the powers of the blah, blah, blah. I’m thinking, “Dude, just keep that stuff to yourself.” The occult is coming into that realm as well.

	 

	Continuing: “...Auric Balancing, Reiki Rebirthing, Biofeedback, Bio-Rythyms, Transpersonal Counseling, Metaphysical Counseling, Grof, and Shiatsu.” 

	 

	Now believe it or not, they teach that you can get your spirit aligned or your energy aligned, to get rid of all your illnesses simply by sounds or colors. With sound, they believe each organ has a corresponding vibration attached to it. Mantras or so-called sacred words are then used to penetrate one’s psyche and align the energies that are out of balance. Basically, they think every single organ has a corresponding sound and when an organ is having a problem, what’s the logical thing to do? You’ve got to recreate this sound vibration frequency to help get that organ back into shape. That’s what they do. And New Age music [Been there, done that], is well known to produce a meditative type state. Also New Age is big into selling subliminal tapes. You can laugh and scoff at that but it’s prominent with them.

	 

	How does sound influence the human body? Specifically, New Age wants you to listen to the sounds while you’re sleeping or in a sleepy state, but a sleepy state is almost a semi-hypnotic state where you’re highly open to suggestion. They coordinate their music to have, they believe, certain effects on the human body. 

	 

	Related to this, let me give you an idea of just how quickly this New Age sound healing is coming into the Church. There is a resource on this topic that you can check it out for yourself. It is definitely not Christian but it’s being sold in Christian bookstores. It’s called the Physics of Heaven. But it has to be Christian with ‘Heaven’ in the title, right? No, it doesn’t, and it isn’t! Judy Franklin, who works with Bill Johnson of Bethel Church is promoting it. A lot of sewage is coming from Bethel Church. A lady named Ellyn Davis is the co-author. Unfortunately, Christians are eating this stuff up, thinking that it’s the latest way to improve your spiritual walk with Jesus Christ. But it’s not! It’s New Age through and through.

	 

	From the book, which is being sold in Christian bookstores: 

	 

	“Ellen has a desire to bridge the gap and she admits it; bridge the gap between Christianity and the discoveries of quantum physics, as well as discover God’s truth hidden in Quantum Mysticism and the New Age.”

	 

	So at least these guys are out in the open about it and absolutely blunt though it’s full on New Age.

	 

	And listen to this from page 114: She says, “Since all is one then all must be God, which means that you are God and your consciousness is an aspect of the divine consciousness.”

	Again, Christian bookstores are promoting this by selling it in their stores! This is being pawned off to the Charismatic community as the new wave of the Spirit of God. What do the false teachers in the Word of Faith Movement tell us? They say you can have perfect health and perfect wealth. That teaching stems from Hinduism. Just in this New Age study, how many times have we seen that? Well these practices are taking it to the next phase. Now they’re saying let’s go full-blown New Age and with these techniques you can have perfect health and perfect wealth. They’re saying, “Hey, it’s just the physics of Heaven.” But it’s not. It’s New Age and they admit it! Here’s another one from pages 126 and 127:

	“By evolving into a higher consciousness, enlightened Christians...”

	 

	Of courses the rest of us, who don’t accept their unbiblical teachings are not enlightened.

	 

	“...enlightened Christians will be able to alter the nature of their reality with their thoughts and intentions.”

	 

	This is being taught in the Church! I’ll just give you one more quote from Rob Bell:

	 

	“There is an energy in the world, a spark, an electricity that everything is plugged into.”

	 

	This sewage is being pumped into the Church!

	 

	“The Greeks call it ‘Zoe’, mystics call it ‘Spirit’, (in Star Wars Obi-Wan called it ‘the Force’). ...This energy, spark, and electricity that pulses through all of creation sustains it, fuels it, keeps it going, growing, evolving, and reproducing.”

	 

	This is New Age through and through and spreading all over in the Church. 

	 

	So supposedly healing with sound and music is one aspect of New Age’s so-called medicine. As I mentioned earlier, healing with color is another facet of it. By the way, this color stuff is prominent in the occult so it’s no shocker that the New Age is into it as well. In the occult they believe colors correspond to an area that is sick, and you can use colors to supposedly counteract that. They believe you can, not only wear a certain color that will supposedly counteract the sickness, you can also eat fruit of a certain color to help with illness. So, let’s say you have chicken-osis. They could tell you to eat a red apple. Or maybe for chicken-thermia, they’d prescribe a green cucumber. You know just any of those normal chicken consumption related diseases, right? Whatever, but color healing is one of the things they believe in. The colors supposedly correspond to each part of the human anatomy, so you’ve got to put the right color to the problem and somehow, it’s supposed to get you spiritually back in line. And it’s because, remember your issue comes from being spiritually out of whack, that’s why you have to use these occult techniques to align you into finally achieving that perfect health and perfect wealth. Hey, we can laugh at this stuff but while we do, this is coming into the mainstream of medicine. 

	Another New Age health technique involves Crystals. The idea with crystals is that you place certain stones over the Chakra points of the body to supposedly get you into balance. You put these crystals [rocks] on you to supposedly get rid of the blockages and help the energies flow freely once again. There are different stones for each energy center and stones that are supposed to coordinate each organ in the body. Stones of different colors are supposed to have an effect on the body in different ways. And if you’re familiar at all with this stuff, you know its big bucks when it comes to getting these stones for your supposed healing. You see a lot of people wearing crystals around their neck or elsewhere on the body because they believe that when it comes to the spirit world, crystals are going to improve that spiritual connection. It’s like a Wi-Fi booster. They teach that if you have a crystal on you, that rock is going to help you get better reception to arrive faster to where you’re going.

	 

	Biofeedback is a machine you’re hooked up to. It’s used to extend the five senses creating a new sense of awareness by opening up your consciousness to the mind and body, which cannot be tapped through normal consciousness. That’s a lot to say. Let me translate. It’s a machine that gets you into an altered state of consciousness quickly. Listen to this:

	 

	“Using this machine, you can control your muscles and eye movement, brainwaves, and learn to go into altered states of consciousness. After you are trained, you no longer need the machine’s input.”

	 

	So, this thing will help you get there really quick. Eventually you get used to it and actually don’t need the machine anymore. You can then just quickly get there yourself. To explain a biofeedback process, you may have heard of or seen a contraption for this that is put over the eyes. I’m not talking about virtual reality devices. This is something put over your eyes that shines light in your eyes to get you into an altered state of consciousness. 

	 

	When I was in Bible college, a lady that worked at the same place I did was big into Biofeedback. I’m not making this up or making fun of her. I don’t even know if she’s still alive. We should pray for her in case she is and isn’t saved. I don’t remember her name, but I do recall her coming to work with the device and we thought she was joking. She had bought this supposed stress reliever and thought it was a medicinal tool to help people relax. The idea was to just put it on, it then beams a rapid-fire light at your eyes, even with your eyelids closed, the light penetrates into your brain, it controls your brain waves, and blah, blah, blah. Well, she was telling us, and she was dead serious, that after having this thing on for a week, she had actual conversations with her dog. She talked about how it was really improving her and the dog’s relationship. Of course, we’re thinking: “Yikes! Take that thing off!”

	 

	That story perfectly illustrates what Biofeedback does. It’s just another technique to get you into that vulnerable susceptible state. Now she may have been in a conversation, but it wasn’t her dog. That’s where the Bible’s warnings about familiar spirits come in. They duped you!

	 

	Other New Age supposed health techniques are Flower Remedies, which are like the color thing where they believe if you have flowers near you that are arranged in the right way, it will help you get rid of worry or fear and all of these issues you’re having will disappear.

	 

	Massage Therapy is another hugely popular practice where a lot of people get snookered. You think you’re just going in for a massage, similar to the Chiropractor thing where you think you’re only seeing them for an alignment. But what sometimes comes with it, is an occult technique.

	 

	So far, we’ve just looked at sound, colors, scents, and biorhythm machines. Let me rattle off a couple others and all of these are going to be associated with the use of hands as is the case, of course, with massage. They want to use the hands-on points of your body to somehow get you back into what? Again, what is the goal? They tell you that the reason you’re ill is because of a faulty alignment in your body so they need to get your energy back into alignment. With these techniques, they use their hands to do so. Besides Message Therapy, some of the hand therapies are Polarity Therapy, Shiatsu, Reflexology, and Energy Balancing. I’ll go a little deeper into a couple of them.

	 

	A guy named Dr. Randolph Stone founded Polarity Therapy, which is big. He is a member of the occult sect called, Radhasoami, which means “lord of the soul.” A Hindu yoga guy that Randolph Stone learned under started Radhasoami. Stone wrote something called, The Mystic Bible. This Mystic Bible is basically supposed to be the New Age version of the Christian Bible. It’s similar to how the Jehovah’s Witnesses have twisted the Christian Scripture by literally changing the text in a multitude of places. They’ve taken God’s Word, the Bible, and New Aged it. Let me give you just a little of that from the book: 

	 

	“Once upon a time there was a young woman, a very young woman, and her name was Mary. And one night this Mary was visited by an energy filled with light and…”

	 

	That was New Age’s version of the virgin birth. Now listen to this advertisement for that demonically inspired bible, where they’re promoting it for your children:

	 

	“Have you been looking for a powerful children’s bible from a progressive perspective?”

	 

	“Progressive” is in many common New Age buzz phrases. Anytime you see Progressive Christianity, Progressive Worship, or progressive whatever, do you know what it’s about? It means they have progressed out of the Biblical orthodoxy pail and progressed right over the edge. That’s what it is. And these people, now including many in the Church, are characterizing Bible-believing Christians with verbiage like this:

	 

	“Oh, you guys are just not enlightened. You’re a traditionalist! You’re into doctrine! But we’re with a new wave of the spirit.”

	 

	Well no, what you’re with is New Age. You’re outside the Scriptures and with the occult. But they put these terms on it to make it sound okay. They say, “We’re progressive Christianity.” The advertisement for the Mystic Bible continues with this:

	 

	“The Mystic Bible journeys with Christ from his birth through the Pentecost experience and invites children to explore the sacred stories from a new perspective.”

	 

	Yeah, it’s new all right— New Age.

	 

	I have to share this from a couple of Amazon reviews of The Mystic Bible:

	 

	“IT IS A MUST HAVE for all who aspire to understand the Bible. The entire Bible, cover to cover is mysticism. Stone, [the author] was a close disciple of Master Maharaj Sawan Singh and lived years close to him in India. He covers all the major Old Testament stories with clear insight and mind-blowing depth.”

	 

	No, he doesn’t. He just uses New Age in an attempt to change Biblical history given to us by God. 

	 

	Another review said this: “This is the best book period ever written about the Bible. It’s my most prized possession. No one gets to borrow my own copy.”

	 

	Well okay good. At least it’s safe with you but I also wish you’d get rid of it.

	 

	He continues: “You will learn that all the stories in the Bible are a mystic metaphor.”

	 

	So, Randolph Stone took the Scriptures and basically put a New Age spin on everything. That’s The Mystic Bible and I can sum it up for you with three words: It’s a perversion. Stone’s Polarity Therapy and others like Reflexology and Rolfing are all about the hands. It’s laying on of hands like massage. Listen to this: 

	 

	“With the laying on of hands for energy, an exchange occurs...”

	 

	And they believe you need to do this massage therapy and get into the right area of your body until your body responds the needed way. They supposedly get the energy flowing, maybe even get a spirit to come through, and some people say they feel a sensation of heat, which I’m not completely discounting, but that doesn’t mean the heat is coming from God. They believe with all this, they’re getting your alignment straightened out, and they say an assurance that this whole process has been validated is not just your healing, but oftentimes that healing is accompanied by what they call a “mystic experience”. Yeah, that likely means you had an encounter with something demonic.

	 

	Here’s a quote from Alice Bailey, who of course you remember from our look at the history of New Age. Alice Bailey had all those false teachings and helped spread New Age and the occult through Lucifer Publishing. This is a quote from her book called, A Treatise on White Magic: 

	 

	“It is an occult fact that the hands of a disciple [an occult disciple], become transmitters of spiritual energy.”

	 

	The occult is huge on this hands stuff. Now have you ever seen in churches where for some reason the speaker or others of the church want to put their hand on your forehead, or whatever? Let me tell you that’s nothing new. You can call it whatever label you want, but the occult has been doing that for a long time. In fact, in Hinduism, the yogis, gurus, and masters, in order to infuse the Hindu Spirit Force within a disciple, will put their hand specifically on the disciple’s forehead. It’s called the “Shaktipat” and supposedly infuses the disciple with the Kundalini Spirit. And now were seeing that stuff in the Church but relabeled to be more accepted.

	 

	Reiki is another one. It comes from Japanese Buddhists. Basically, Reiki uses the palm of the hands for this same sort of hands on healing where they can supposedly transfer this universal energy to get your body back into alignment.

	 

	For a while there was this thing called Psychic Surgery where these guys with their hands were supposedly able to perform surgery on someone without any incision. You might supposedly have a lesion or cancerous growth inside but when they do their so-called Psychic Surgery occult technique by laying hands on you and the abnormality just pops out or heals up without ever having put an incision in the person. Psychic Surgery was big in the Philippines and Brazil. In the 1970’s, there was a guy going around here in the United States named, Willard Fuller, who it was alleged, could cause dental fillings to appear spontaneously, change silver into gold fillings, straighten crooked teeth, and produce new teeth. That was all with his supposed Psychic Dentistry.

	 

	When I was in Bible college, a guy I knew went to this supposed Christian church service where the leader of the service was producing gold dust and gold teeth and changing things into gold. Because of my background in New Age and the occult, I could recognize it. I thought, “You’ve got to be kidding me! That is the occult and the very stuff I was saved from!” But it was coming into the Church even then as it is even more so now. People say, “It’s the Holy Spirit.” I don’t doubt that there’s a spirit involved, but it isn’t the Holy Spirit. That’s the kind of thing that is happening these days. 

	 

	Now let’s hit another big one. A lot of people send me e-mails asking if they should be involved in Acupuncture. How about, no? Find something else. I’ll give you a little bit on Acupuncture and its slight variation, Acupressure. It’s from Chinese Taoism involving the Chi Force or Life Force. That is what’s going on with those therapies. Involved in that religion are many gods, superstitions, Alchemy, Divination, and of course, magic, which is demonic. Acupuncture is based on all that stuff. Basically, it’s the Yin-Yang principle. They say there is a “Yin”, which is supposedly negative, dark, and feminine. I didn’t say that. They did. Then there is the “Yang”, which is bright, positive, and masculine. But they believe the reason you have illnesses is because you’re Yin and/or Yang is out of whack. So, you need to use their Chi Force techniques to get back into alignment to rid you of your illness. They believe by poking you with needles at different points on your body, it will get your Chi Force back in line. Does that sound like something we should be involved with? I certainly don’t think so.

	 

	“The important issue is the separation for the born-again believer from any and all practices that would bring him or her into the danger of bondage of counterfeit religions. Ignorance of evil is a danger and the more we inform ourselves as to the true origin of Eastern philosophies and practices including New Age, the more we see they are rooted in superstition and occultism.”

	 

	If you don’t care to be stuck with needles, there is a related health technique that is getting popular. It’s the same premise as Acupuncture as far as where it’s supposed to lead you, but this one is called EFT, which stands for Emotional Freedom Technique, and is also called, “Tapping.” With the Taoist occult technique of Acupuncture, the needles are inserted into certain parts of your body to supposedly get your Chi back in line to fix whatever is going on with you. With that they have their whole mapping system of the human body that is supposed to work. Similarly, with the Emotional Freedom Technique (EFT), or Tapping, it is an acupressure (not puncture, but pressure), method concentrated on those same areas. Acupressure is:

	 

	“Intended to heal people emotionally, and sometimes physically, using finger taps on the different parts of the body like the head, the sides, and the wrists.”

	 

	I don’t know how it was in your family, but apparently my Grandma was way ahead of people on this because when I got out of line, she’d use some serious finger tapping on me. Did you ever have that big finger flick thump on the forehead? Right? But I don’t think it was occult stuff. I think it was just Grandma who knew how to set you straight.

	 

	So again, the philosophy of Acupressure, or Tapping is the same thing as far as the supposed energy movement. If you won’t go for the needles, then they can just tap, tap, tap.

	 

	Another aspect of Acupressure, or EFT is that when you tap using this technique, you also need to repeat your affirmative phrase, which of course is your mantra. And it’s the same baloney about supposedly getting you back into alignment.

	 

	Another quick aspect of New Age health to point out that has gained a wide following, is Aroma Therapy. Some say, “Oh, it’s great! It makes the house smell wonderful.” Well, if it were only about that, nice smells would be helpful. But that’s not what it is:

	 

	“Aroma Therapy is the art of healing by inhaling the essential oil fragrances of flowers, herbs, and aromatic woods to bring the body and spirit into balance.”

	 

	Believe it or not, as crazy as that sounds, it’s what people are claiming. It’s not just an air freshener. There’s a philosophy behind it that says if you use this smell or that smell it will affect this or that part of my spirit and help me align correctly. That’s the occult and can I tell you something? This is also coming into the Church!

	 

	Just so there is no misunderstanding, is there anything wrong with eating right, trying to be healthy, and getting away from too many pharmaceuticals? No, I have no qualms with any of that. But what is it that is being hijacked here? Our health is! New Age is merging with our healthcare and people are backing up into it, even in the Church.

	 

	Reading Auras of course is a kind of New Age medical care based on the idea that everyone is supposedly to put out this Aura that surrounds you. I remember doing this aura analysis back when I was going to the New Age fairs. We’d pay them to do it. And supposedly based on the Aura that surrounded you, they could tell you certain things about your body. Gray is associated with fear, orange is pride, and red is anger of course.

	 

	There are other health related practices. These are methods like Breath Work, Prosperity Consciousness, Law of Attraction, Cosmic Ordering, and Synchronicity. They are basically the New Age phrases for supposedly attracting riches and wealth. It’s huge in Southern California right now. And it is especially so in the more well to do areas but of course it’s all New Age. I like what this guy says:

	 

	“To participate in any of these, to greater or lesser degrees, is dangerous and can bring deception and oppression. All this Psychic and occult healing is done in the name of demonic spirits who are masquerading as agents of healing for the purposes of diverting our attention from the Lord, who is our great physician.”

	 

	And now it’s all spreading through the Church like poison through the body. How did Yoga get into churches? How did they do it? They Christianized it to try somehow to make it okay. They didn’t just label it “Christian Yoga”, they even slapped “Holy Yoga” on it. That same name is an actual website, which is one of the huge promoters of this stuff. It’s not the only one either, they’re all over the place. But somehow you use a Christian word or phrase and that’s supposed to make it okay.

	 

	I want to give you a quick example of how they Christianize other normally non-Christian buzzwords. For example, to get “Holistic” into the Church, they are calling it the Christian Holistic Health Movement. Do you know what it really is? It’s New Age of course. But they think because you slap a Christian label on it, somehow it becomes Christian and makes it acceptable. No, it doesn’t. Let me expose just one guy: Monte Klein is a doctor and former staff member of Campus Crusade for Christ. He now considers himself a Christian Holistic Health Practitioner and in his Christian health counselor newsletter, he devotes six pages to the subject of [Listen!], New Age paranoia in the Church. He says Christians are guilty of more hysterical, rather than rational, beliefs in their approach to the New Age movement and the opposition of many Christian authors to these Holistic health techniques, he calls Flat Earth Christianity. So basically, you’re an ancient and out of touch Christian if you don’t understand these New Age and occult techniques should change God’s biblical teachings. Listen to a quote from this Monte guy:

	 

	“The Chi energy of Acupuncture, Auras, and Chakras could possibly be just another part of God’s creation but unknown to them.”

	 

	What? No, God actually warned about this stuff. It’s called the occult. Read the Bible! But instead, what he’s saying is basically:

	 

	“Well yeah, maybe we don’t see Chakra in the Bible, but you know, we can just take what we feel is good and somehow maybe it’s okay.” 

	 

	No, it’s not! It’s New Age and occult through and through. But now there’s a whole movement called the Christian Holistic Movement. It’s crazy! A Christianeez label doesn’t make it Christian and certainly doesn’t make it holy. It’s New Age, which is now even creeping into the Church all over the place.

	 

	So how should we witness to New Age people? It’s the same pattern as any witnessing:

	 

	A. We need to sanctify our hearts and be prepared to give an answer. Hopefully that’s why you’re reading this book; to get equipped. 

	 

	B. We need to pray. This is a spiritual battle. Neither you nor I can force anyone to get saved. But pray that God’s Spirit would open their eyes, remove the scales and also remove the hardness from their heart.

	 

	C. Be ready with a good understanding of the Scriptures. Know your Bible and be able to defend it. 

	 

	D. Do not argue and don’t attack the person. Make sure you define your words and don’t get off on tangents.

	 

	The important points to focus on are:

	 

	A. The Source of authority. Where’s their source of authority? It’s from all this information we’ve just studied in depth. Where’s ours? It’s the Bible, right? So, you need to know the sources of authority involved. 

	 

	B. The Nature of God because theirs is totally different.

	 

	C. The personal work of Jesus.

	 

	D. The Nature of man.

	 

	E. The means of salvation.

	 

	Always avoid Christian jargon. It has no meaning to the unchurched. Don’t be using things like, “Washed in the blood, glorified, sanctified, justified, or deep-fried.” They normally don’t know what those mean, except maybe the last one. Most Christians don’t know them either, but many still repeat them anyway. Don’t use that stuff. Keep it simple. Know why you believe what you believe, and I really believe a test of that is if you can get rid of the Christianeez.

	 

	Now for more specific instructions toward New Agers:

	 

	Focus on the fact that God is personal and you can have an intimate loving beautiful relationship with God, Who is the one and only God and the Creator of the Universe. What do they believe in? It’s basically Hinduism where you just believe in some force. New Age is also somewhat aligned with Buddhism, which is like the atheism branch where in the end, you up becoming nothing. But no, that’s wrong. God is real! He’s not a force. He’s personal, and you can have a relationship with Him. We need to emphasize that because they don’t have it. To them it’s just the great unknown. How about the uniqueness of Jesus Christ? He’s not one of their avatars where New Age wants to say Jesus is just like Buddha or Muhammad and others. No, He’s not. He is absolutely unique. He is God! He is fully God and fully man. In fact, Buddha didn’t die for you. Muhammad didn’t die for you, the great confused one [Confucius] didn’t die for you but Jesus did. He’s radically different so we need to bring up those differences to a New Ager. 

	 

	Here’s some extra information to keep in mind: 

	 

	You need to bring out the fact that they believe in what’s called Relativism. They believe everyone gets to make up whatever they want for their source of truth. They think there is no absolute truth. That’s why they’ll easily take a little Astrology, some Augury, maybe Massage Therapy, and hey, maybe they’re into colors too, woo hoo! No, no, no, no! There is only one way to get to Heaven and that’s through Jesus Christ. It’s not many different ways and all sorts of paths. Jesus said He is the way and the truth. Where is His truth? It’s only in the Bible! The moment you say there is no absolute truth, what kind of statement did you just make? You just uttered an absolute statement. That’s a new thought that New Agers have probably never been challenged with.

	 

	The Bible also warns us against New Age and occult stuff. Deuteronomy 18 and Leviticus 19 tell us so, amongst others so we need to be able to demonstrate that.

	 

	Share with New Agers the implications of their belief system. For example, many New Agers do not realize that one of the implications of Pantheism, which says, “all is God”, is that it makes God impersonal. Again, be sure to emphasize a personal relationship.

	 

	One of the tragic implications of the belief in karma and reincarnation is that their religion recognizes no innocent people’s suffering. Their teachings say any suffering persons need to work through their affliction alone because it’s entirely their own fault, so a mother and child starving to death are in that situation because in a past life they were probably greedy with food. That person, who has a malady and is deformed, is that way because he probably did something really rotten in a past life. In all these cases you should give no assistance or you’ll only make them have to come back in another life and repeat the suffering until they do it on their own. Excuse me?! That’s not what the Bible says, praise God! 

	 

	Other things to keep in mind are that the Bible says God created paradise, but sin entered the world and all this suffering followed. However, guess what? God so loved the world that He gave us His Son so that we can all be forgiven, even of the sin and suffering that we have caused to other people because we’re all now infected with the sin nature. Because of God’s sacrifice, now we have a way out of this mess. There’s hope! And it doesn’t take a billion cycles of lives and maybe I can work my way there or maybe I’ll have to come back as a tree or a bee or whatever. You can know right now today that you’re out of this mess for good and on your way to a place without suffering. It’s Heaven.

	 

	They have none of that. The very basics of Christianity that we take for granted are music to their ears, so keep that in mind.

	 

	Just one other thing about absolute truth; As a former New Ager, I was big into this Relativism where you don’t tell me about truth because I get to make up my truth for me. I decide what is right and wrong. Whatever is true for me is right for me and what is true for you is right for you and you need to respect my decision, back off, and don’t tell me what to do. I will decide. Nobody ever challenged me with a common-sense analogy like: No, there is right and wrong. In fact, there is inherent right and wrong ingrained in us. You don’t decide that. Romans Chapter 2 says there is a universal moral law within mankind. Why? It’s because a universal moral Lawgiver created us. 

	 

	This is really easy to demonstrate with a New Ager who’s hooked on the Relativism mindset where there is no absolute truth, you make up your own truth, and there are no absolutes, period. Let me give it to you and it’s one of easiest ways to witness to a New Ager or really anybody with the New Age mindset that thinks there is no absolute truth. Here it is:

	 

	Ask the person to give you their wallet or purse so you can demonstrate. Then what I instruct people to do is grab that wallet or purse and literally walk away. And I mean walk. Don’t turn around. Just keep walking away. One hundred percent of the time, what are they going to say?

	 

	They say, “Hey, stop!”

	And you say, “Well, why?”

	Them: “You’ve got my wallet.”

	You: “So?”

	Them: “Well, give it back!”

	You: “No.”

	And then they’ll say something like, “Well, that’s not right.”

	And you say, “Well, in my world I just determined it was right.”

	Them: “But you can’t do that.”

	You: “Well, what gives you the right to say that it wasn’t right?”

	 

	What you’re doing is getting them to slowly figure out that you’re right. See, as it says in the Bible, we all inherently know it’s wrong to steal and murder. In Romans Chapter 2, Paul talks about how God has written His law in our hearts. That’s why Paul said no one has an excuse. You say, “But what about the guy on a desert island who’s never met anyone his whole life, so he’s never heard about Jesus?” Listen, there’s the light of creation with the obvious fact that everything around us including the entire Earth and Universe were all created even more surely than the car in your driveway or the chair you are sitting on. There’s also the light of conscience, which is what we just demonstrated. Everybody knows inherently that there is a right and a wrong. You don’t decide what’s right and wrong. God has planted that within us so hopefully the person from our example who gave us their wallet or purse will come to the next logical conclusion, which is:

	 

	“Wait a second. That’s a universal moral law. Where did that come from? It must be from the universal moral Lawgiver. And oops; I’ve broken that law. I need a savior.”

	Right? And that’s what Paul teaches in Romans Chapter 3. He says no one is righteous; No, not one. But the just shall live by faith in Jesus Christ.
