	The History of Scientology

	  We are back in our larger study of World Religions, Cults & The Occult, and again, the topic of this book is Scientology. Unfortunately, it is not science and it’s not ology, with the latter meaning “study of.” That’s right. In fact, frankly, in a nutshell, it is “science fiction occult.” That is really what it is.

	 

	          Now, you may be thinking: Well, that’s pretty serious to call it a cult right off the bat. I mean, are you sure? These people seem nice and they are well dressed. Yes, they are a cult and we’ll get to that proof in a minute. Then we’ll start into the history as we have in other books included in the larger series World Religions, Cults & The Occult.

	 

	    Before we get there, let’s look first in the Bible at 2 Peter 2. This will be our theme and dovetails with the same kind of unfortunate premise we saw in our study of Christian Science with Mary Baker Eddy. Why did Eddy do what she did? She made a whole bunch of money! And we are going to see that same thing with Scientology. It involves a huge hoard of hard cash. Multiple millions of dollars are being bilked out of people with this supposed “new mental health technique,” developed by a guy named L. Ron Hubbard. Here is what Peter says in 2 Peter 2:1:

	 

	“But there were also false prophets among the people, just as there will be many in the future.”

	 

	So, there will be many what? There will be false teachers among us. And here is what they’re going to do:

	 

	“They will secretly introduce destructive heresies, even denying the sovereign Lord who bought them, bringing swift destruction on themselves. Many will follow their shameful ways and will bring the way of truth into disrepute; and in their greed these teachers will exploit you (They’ll use you for their own personal gain) with stories they have made up.”

	 

	          And boy, is there a story to tell with Scientology. Wow! If you have read some of our other books, like Mormonism, in the larger study, you know the story, what Joseph Smith came up with, about how everyone supposedly came from a planet called Kolob. Well, L. Ron Hubbard puts Joseph Smith’s story to shame! Wait until you hear the story Hubbard made up. He actually earned a living from making up science fiction stories. With Scientology, it was just Hubbard using that ability to come up with a whole new religion while mingling it with the occult. That is what we’re going to see in this first chapter. So, again, 2 Peter says these false teachers, in their greed, are going to exploit you with stories they have made up but,

	 

	“…their condemnation has long been hanging over them and their destruction has not been sleeping.”

	 

	          My Crone translation would be that you do not want to be a part of that group. You want to stick to the truth! Again, you might think it’s a pretty harsh thing to call these guys a cult but as we’ve been seeing in many of these books in the World Religions, Cults & The Occult, series, there are classical signs to know if you’re involved with a cult and/or following a cult leader.

	 

	    For one, their source of authority is always wrong, and we see that with Scientology. That it does not follow the Scriptures at all. Other common signs of a cult are that the group gets other doctrines wrong like their view of God and Jesus, as well as the nature of man and salvation, etc. Scientology gets every single one of those wrong. At least with some of the other cults we’ve seen so far, they want to give you the idea that they follow the Bible. They may have the Bible somehow intertwined with their teachings at some level, but then of course, what’s the catch? There is always a qualifier like a “but.” They will say, “But we also follow blah, blah, blah.” And the issue they normally twist is with the Gospel as their supposed source of authority. They will say, oh yes, it is Jesus, “but” it is Jesus “and” and/or it is Jesus “or.” However, that is not the Gospel! So, if some group says they follow the Bible and all their teachings come straight from the word of God but they “also listen to so-and-so,” or “we also consider this and that,” or “we also do that or this,” then the Bible is not their source of authority.

	 

	          The Christian’s source of authority is the Bible alone with only the Bible’s Gospel and only the Bible’s Jesus Christ. So, again, as in many of the other cults, at least they would say their source of authority is the Bible and something or someone else. Seventh Day Adventists say it’s the Bible and Ellen G. White, for Mormons it’s the Bible and Joseph Smith, while other cults like Jehovah’s Witnesses will say it’s the Bible and Charles Taze Russell, or some New Agers might say it’s the Bible and Mary Baker Eddy.

	 

	          That is not the case with these Scientology guys. They just chuck the Bible. This Hubbard guy whipped up quite a crazy story. Of course, they try to pepper their story with a little truth and even have the audacity to say that Scientology is perfectly compatible with Christianity. But it’s so far out there I just can’t wait to start telling you about it.

	 

	          Again, if you are still thinking, wait a minute, how do we know this is a cult? Well, basically what I’m going to try to do in this chapter is give you a quick overview of why they are obviously way off base; why they are definitely a cult. Then we are going to begin an investigative journey into the history. You will see that L. Ron Hubbard was not only a great science fiction writer, who wrote a new religion, but he combined it with the occult. The latter is mainly what we are going to stick with in this chapter. It will be about his occult ties. That is where he got a lot of his inspiration. So, let’s get into all that.

	 

	Scientology was founded in 1953 by a science fiction author named L. Ron Hubbard. He gained popularity due to some Hollywood celebrities who embraced him. I have them on tape and later in this study we will see that Scientology has, and still does, specifically target the Hollywood elite. If Scientologists can’t get at these star actors personally, they will literally chum up with people who are those actors’ friends or acquaintances just so they can get access to the actors. Again, they specifically target the Hollywood elite. By way of a teaser, let me give you just a few of the folks who have already fallen for Scientology’s lies: You may remember Kirstie Alley from the popular television series, “Cheers.” There is also Erika Christensen, who starred in the Christian movie, “The Case for Christ.” She’s a Scientologist, so what’s she doing in that film? I thought that was interesting. Of course, Tom Cruise is one of the very prominent Scientologists. 

	 

	There is also Doug E. Fresh who is a rapper, Isaac Hayes; the musician, and Kelly Preston who is the wife of John Travolta. That couple are both in Scientology. In fact, L. Ron Hubbard wrote a book called “Battlefield Earth” and it was John Travolta who starred in and tried to promote that movie. It’s all about Scientology. Here’s another one I thought was interesting: Greta Van Susteren. You may be familiar with her for her work as a commentator for almost fifteen years on Fox News. Her show was, “On the Record with Greta.” She is a Scientologist. We’ll  have a whole chapter just on how and why they target the Hollywood elites. 

	 

	          Now, again, is Scientology really a cult? Well, just as 2 Peter 2 predicted, Hubbard became a multimillionaire from his false teaching. Again, what did the Bible say is the motive of these guys? Why are they coming up with these stories they have made up? It’s because of greed! They are attracted to other people’s cash.

	 

	“One of the most common criticisms of Scientology is that it’s nothing more than a complex moneymaking scheme.”

	 

	In fact, here is what Scientology is all about folks, and Hubbard admitted it:

	 

	“The L.A. Times reported that the financial policy of Hubbard’s organization, in Hubbard’s mind, was ‘make money, make more money, and make others produce, so as to make money.’”

	 

	That’s a direct quote from Hubbard. So, would you say he is probably fulfilling 2 Peter 2? Yes, it is all about money with this guy! He whipped up a religion so he could cash in.  Each one of these parts of this overview are something we’ll get into later in more detail. We will explore them more later in this book, but I want to give you a quick overview to address the question of whether calling them a cult is too harsh. Maybe you’ve met Scientologists, or heard them speak on television, and you think they’re nice people, so maybe they’re okay biblically. No. They are a cult!

	 

	“Scientology teaches that mankind is an immortal being called a ‘Thetan.’”

	    That sounds like science fiction, right? Well, of course, he was a very good science fiction writer. According to Hubbard, we’re supposedly not only these immortal beings called Thetans, but did you know that humans are not even originally from this planet? Wait until you hear that story, which is wild, but I’ll get into that later. Scientology also says man is trapped in matter, energy, space, and time, which they refer to as M.E.S.T. I guess that means there’s a “M.E.S.T.” down here on Earth and he’s going to try to clean it up with his stories.

	“Salvation for the Scientologists comes in the process called ‘Auditing.’”

	 

	          Again, later we’ll get into this in detail, but the whole goal is to get rid of these things called “Engrams.” Basically, Engrams are supposed to be these negative inputs in your brain, from your past, that are in your unconscious and blocking you from your full potential. Apparently, they must be removed. Well, what do you suppose it takes to get them removed? It takes money.

	 

	“Auditing is a lengthy process and can cost, not just hundreds or thousands, but hundreds of thousands of dollars.”

	 

	          In fact, I just watched an interview with Leah Remini, who you may know is an actress in TV shows like King of Queens, Saved By the Bell, and The Talk. She came out of Scientology and lately, is really exposing it. In one interview, she said she probably gave upwards of three million dollars to Scientology! That is millions! Scientology claims the benefit of their practices is this:

	 

	“When all Engrams are finally removed, the Thetan can once again control ‘M.E.S.T.’, instead of being controlled by it, until such time that you work your way to be free of the M.E.S.T. through being audited.”

	 

	          They are not talking about an IRS audit but it’s probably just as bad (with all due respect, in case someone reading this, works for the IRS). Basically, Scientology says the goal is that you need to get rid of all these negative Engrams so you can be at your full potential, a full Thetan, because if you don’t, you’re going to be reincarnated and have to do it all again.

	 

	          What Hubbard is doing here is pulling in a lot of different practices and beliefs from other philosophies and religions. We’ll get to that in a little bit, as we journey through his life. He picked up concepts from Hinduism and Buddhism, as well as Freudianism. The latter relates to how Scientology says you have to go back in your past and figure out what is blocking you. Similarly, Freud taught philosophies like; the reason you have problems today is because you had a past experience with your mom. Hubbard combines all kinds of ideas which he seems to have thrown in one pot, stirred together, and whipped up a crazy tale.

	 

	“Scientology is very expensive to pursue. Every aspect of Scientology has some sort of fee associated with it. This is why Scientology’s pews are filled basically, only with the wealthy. It’s also a strict religion and very punitive against those who would try to leave behind their teachings and membership.”

	 

	          Now, back to Leah Remini’s criticisms of Scientology. If you see any of her interviews about it, she admits how Scientology harasses and threatens. Eventually, we will get into how that got started with L. Ron Hubbard when he was still alive. The quick summary is that they had a task force which would literally sneak in, or break in, to houses and businesses to grab records. They would threaten people with harm and lawsuits to intimidate them into shutting up about what was really going on in Scientology. It has been going on a long time, with Scientology using their own military style task force to intimidate and shut folks up. And who knows what else they are doing and have done. It still goes on today.

	 

	          Scientology’s scriptures, if you want to call them that, are solely limited to the writings and teachings of Hubbard. One aspect of Scientology is that the followers often don’t say Hubbard’s name, but just refer to him as “LRH” or the “Source.” Source seems to be relating to some attempt to raise him or his work to deity status. In fact, they spend millions and millions of dollars on records of everything this guy wrote and recorded. Every audio or videotape is locked away in a hermetically sealed location because that information is basically their bible. Here is more on Scientology versus the Bible:

	 

	“Though Scientologist’s claim that Scientology is compatible with Christianity, the Bible counters every single belief they hold to. Scientology denies the existence of God, the authority of the Bible, and the God of the Bible. Heaven, they deny. Hell, they deny. To a Scientologist, Jesus Christ is simply a good teacher who unfortunately was wrongfully put to death. They basically differ from Christianity on every major Christian doctrine.”

	 

	          That’s right. If Scientology has one consistency that you can count on 100%, it’s that every single one of the Christian doctrines are different from Scientology. So how in the world can anyone sit there and say it’s compatible with Christianity? In fact, there is an interview of Tom Cruise that bolsters the premise that Scientology will be one of those groups that goes along with the One World Religion. He talks about how Scientology believes in adopting beliefs and practices from all kinds of different faiths, which is probably some of the reasons why they claim to be compatible with Christianity. But, again, it is not at all.

	 

	          As far as the god of Scientology, they believe there are multiple gods and some gods are above other gods. But, if that were the case, none of them would be gods, right? A supreme being, or God, means what? God, by definition, is a supreme being. So, how could there be more than one of them? How could there be a hierarchy? That defeats the nature of being a god. Scientology also denies Jesus’ deity. They actually place him in more of the category of a lesser god who only gained legendary status over the years since he was on Earth. 

	    

	Again, all these aspects of Scientology will be explored in much greater detail, but, I want to give you the case for why I say, unashamedly, they are absolutely a cult, as we saw with other groups we’ve studied in the larger exploration of World Religions, Cults & The Occult.

	 

	    As for sin, they believe in the inherent goodness of man. What?! If you’re reading this and married, you may have a different opinion about that. I’ll just leave that statement right there because I want to keep a good feeling going here. But what does the Bible say about our inherent nature? It says we have all sinned and fall short of the glory of God. Also, it tells us that the heart of man is deceitfully wicked. King David said, “Surely I was born a sinner.” He didn’t say he became a sinner, but that he was born one. Scientology not only teaches a fictitious inherent goodness of man; they also teach that it is despicable and utterly beneath contempt to tell a person they must repent or to say they are evil. 

	

	Wow! Yet, they have the nerve to say it’s completely comfortable with Christianity. Are you serious?! That’s wild, right? Still, you can maybe start to see how people would get into that stuff. They tell you; you are so wonderful and that there is nothing wrong with you. You do not need any correction. You are incredible already. Your only issue is that you have got these little negative impressions in the back of your brain, which are called Engrams and they keep you from your full potential. But, if you have hundreds of thousands of dollars or preferably, millions, Scientology will help you to become a full Thetan and blah, blah, blah.

	 

	          As far as salvation, if you want to call it that, Scientology teaches that reincarnation is the norm and personal salvation in one’s lifetime is the only way you can get free from reincarnation. You need to get audited to rid yourself of the Engrams, or MEST, that holds you back.

	 

	“They believe that the religious practice of all faiths is the universal way to salvation.”

	 

	So, again, they are open to the idea that all paths are valuable.

	 

	“Comparing the teachings of Scientology and the Bible, there is basically nothing in common at all.”

	 

	          We’ll get into this more later, but they actually believe you not only need to get free of the Engrams that are causing MEST (matter, energy, space, and time) issues, but when you get free from those supposed Engrams that are limiting you, at that point you’ll be able to control matter, energy, space, and time. You will basically control those elements if you can believe that. Well, if you are controlling matter, energy, space, and time, what does that make you? Have you supposedly become a sort of god? I’m telling you; this Hubbard guy was a great science fiction writer. So, basically, while Scientology somewhat disguises itself and peppers itself with Christian language, like many cults do, it is not at all Christian. In fact, Scientology “diametrically opposes Christianity on every core belief.”

	 

	          Now, I want to get into the history of L. Ron Hubbard (Lafayette Ron Hubbard) and where Scientology came from, which is entirely from him. Wait until you hear his background because again, as we have seen with all these cults, when you know a person’s background, you understand why they end up being steered in the direction they go. It allows you to see why they teach what they teach, and it helps begin to fill a lot of the blanks.

	 

	    Again, L. Ron Hubbard is often referred to by his initials, LRH, and some in Scientology call him “Source.” He was the founder of the Church of Scientology and was a science fiction writer for many, many years. He wrote for oodles of years while trying to eke out a living. He wrote tons of science fiction stories, essays, and things of that nature. Of course, he made buku bucks off of Scientology, but for his writing of science fiction, it wasn’t until later when he wrote Battlefield Earth and Mission Earth, that he had a greater success. It wasn’t until the 1980’s when he really made it big as far as making money from his books. He died in 1986. Most of the time he was writing science fiction, he was only able to eke out a living for his family. In 1950, Hubbard’s book, Dianetics was first published in a branch of “self-help psychology.” 

	 

	          Dianetics is all over the place now. The tagline at the bottom of the cover says, “The Modern Science Of Mental Health.” This is the same stuff as seen in our study on Christian Science. With Christian Science, the idea is that you need their help to get your mind right. You need one of their Christian Science practitioners to help rid you of all your wrong mental thinking, to attain perfect health, to get free, and for other gains of that kind. It’s the same premise as we’ll see here with Scientology where they also add science fiction and a bunch of the occult. Again, the motivation they lay out for people is that these practices will help you be clear from all of those mental issues that hold you back. As I said, the name of his popular book in this area is Dianetics. Wait until you hear why he chose that name. It’s pretty interesting. We’ll get to it in the next chapter. Here is more on Dianetics:

	 

	“Hubbard developed this into a new movement called Scientology. Smithsonian Magazine has him listed as one of the hundred most significant Americans of all time.”

	 

	That last sentence should have ended with, “at leading people to Hell.” They must have forgotten to add that part to the sentence.

	 

	“He was born in Tilden, Nebraska in 1911. He spent much of his childhood in Montana.”

	 

	    Hubbard’s son, Ronald DeWolf, gives us a clue about the point where something started going in the wrong direction in Hubbard’s life. Ronald talks about when his father first discovered “magick,” which will be the theme of this chapter. And keep in mind, when magic is spelled with just the normal “c” at the end, we’re talking about things like old card tricks, making a quarter disappear, pulling a rabbit out of hat, me pulling a piece of gum out of my pocket, or tricks of that nature. But we are not talking about those kinds of things that you can see with magicians like David Copperfield here in Las Vegas. When magic is spelled with a “k” added to the end, the word is referring to the occult. So, when you see that now, spelling it as “magick” with a k at the end, you’ll know it’s the occult. It’s just a wink and nod occultists have going amongst themselves. Ronald DeWolf, Hubbard’s eldest child, said this:

	 

	“Hubbard discovered magick, at the age of sixteen when he read a book by a guy named Aleister Crowley.”

	 

	We’re going to get deeply into Crowley in this chapter. The book is called, The Book of the Law.

	 

	“Hubbard joined the Rosicrucian Order; the ancient mystical order of the Rosicrucius.”

	 

	          That’s a secret society and when we get to finishing our final subject of World Religions, Cults & The Occult, we’ll have a book on Freemasonry that I’m going to use just as a heads up and an excuse to deal with a bunch of other secret societies as well. We’ll go into the Rosicrucian’s, the Illuminati, and some of the government stuff like The Council on Foreign Relations and the Trilateral Commission. So, it will include all those organizations that are said to be behind the New World Order.

	 

	          But, anyway, Hubbard got involved with that stuff at the age of sixteen. He got deep into the occult and I’m talking about the very dark stuff. So, that was not good and had an influence on what he later did. Growing up, Ronald DeWolf says his dad was posted at the U.S. Navy base in Guam. In the late 1920’s, Hubbard traveled to Asia and the South Pacific. It was around this time frame when he was exposed to Buddhism and Hinduism, hence his belief in reincarnation. So, earlier he dabbled in the occult and here he is exploring eastern mysticism and things of that nature. In 1930 he enrolled at George Washington University but dropped out in his second year.

	 

	          Now, what you are also going to see is that Hubbard is not only a great storyteller, but I would almost feel comfortable saying he was a pathological liar. Even the Scientologists themselves, when confronted on some of the things Hubbard said, and these members wrote down, just lie about it straight to your face. Later, I’ll share some of those interviews.  

	 

	    Hubbard began his career as a prolific writer of pulp fiction stories. He married a lady named Margaret “Polly” Grubb, who should not be confused with that awesome fishing bait. Have you ever been digging for worms when all of sudden you found something as good as gold? It was a grub, right? I mean, a grub was guaranteed to get you a fish. Sorry, that was a bit of my Kansas upbringing coming out. But that was good fishing bait, though it has nothing to do with Hubbard’s first wife who was not a grub. Let’s move on. 

	 

	          Hubbard actually went into military service. He was briefly in the Marine Corps and was an officer in the Navy during World War II. Some of the research I came across, but don’t have time to go into, says that basically, he used his writing skills to portray himself as a very important person who needed rapid advancement to officer. So, I’m telling you, this guy was a major con artist, storyteller, liar, and other descriptions of that nature. He actually did make it to officer level and even commanded two ships. However, he was removed from both of them. Now, the next chapter in his life is where he preceded down into the occult. We’re turning the page. Listen to this:

	 

	“After the war, Hubbard moved into the Pasadena mansion of occultist and engineer, Jack Parsons.”

	 

	If you don’t know who Parsons is, you will after this chapter.

	 

	“In early 1946, Hubbard and Parsons collaborated on an occult series of magic ceremonies and rituals called ‘Babylon Working.’ Hubbard became sexually involved with Parsons’ 21-year-old girlfriend, Sara Betty Northrup, ultimately marrying her despite Hubbard still being married to his first wife, Polly.”

	 

	So, among many other unflattering character traits, he was also a polygamist. Now, all that was a teaser showing why Scientology is a cult. You’ve seen just a little bit of Hubbard’s background. We’ll get into more that is specific to him, in the next chapter. For now, I just wanted to drill the point home about where this guy got his inspiration, why Scientologists do what they do, and just how absolutely creepy it all really is. This guy was straight out of the occult. He mixed science fiction with the occult and blended it all together to create his new religion. He also drizzled in some Hinduism and Buddhism, self-help secular psychology, and other things of that nature.

	 

	          So, with that introduction, let’s now enter the strange world of Scientology, the Jet Propulsion Laboratory, and occult sorcery. To begin, here is one of the weirdest friendships that developed from a meeting of two men in 1940’s California. It started with a guy named Jack Parsons who was a young man at the time. Parsons was a chemistry fan and made a bundle of money because he was literally the person who invented what we know today as solid rocket fuel. He later sold it to the U.S. military. What’s interesting about this guy’s background is that he didn’t really have any scientific qualifications beyond just high school. However, his enthusiasm piqued the interest of other graduate students, so a band of them got together and created what they called, “The Rocket Boys,” or, “The Suicide Squad.”

	 

	This Suicide Squad was the ultimate guys club. They were not out to make just pipe bombs. They were making rockets. And this was at a time when the field of rocketry was looked down upon. If you said you were going to make a rocket, people would think you’ve been watching or reading too much science fiction. It’s not like today where people would say, rocket, schmocket, everyone knows about rockets. We use them all the time. Well, Parsons is the guy who really started it all. This group of men experimented with explosives out in the middle of nowhere. Why do you suppose they called themselves the Suicide Squad? Of course, it was really dangerous, and their experiments blew up a lot. You can die easily messing around with this stuff. These guys later went on to be researchers for the California Institute of Technology and then founded the Jet Propulsion Laboratory (JPL).

	 

	You may have heard of that. If you are in the military, you have to know it. The Jet Propulsion Laboratory is where the recent Martian rovers were made. They have already sent those to Mars. So, today JPL is still a leader in space exploration. They have sent probes to interstellar space and collected dust from the tails of comets. Again, all that came from this guy, Jack Parsons, who started the whole thing. People had given Parsons a lot of flak for his ambitions and felt that he was pretty much a kook, but he continued developing his interest, founded the Rocket Boys (the Suicide Squad) and pulled it off. He was able to develop what people just mocked and laughed at him for. Once he began to show that he could actually come up with rockets and that they were really viable, that’s when he started to make his cash and people began to ask if they could help. Then of course he worked with the military and on it went. 

	 

	    Now, here’s where we’re going with this as it pertains to Scientology: Parsons was not just an interesting guy and someone who Hubbard partnered up with, which I’ll get to more, but he was one of America’s greatest space pioneers. At the same time, he also happened to be one of its greatest occultists. And this guy was into the dark, dark, stuff! Now, all evil is evil, and all evil is dark, but this is despicable stuff. Parsons made this fact even clearer when he developed an interest in magick. Again, notice it is magic with a “k” added. So, basically, by day Parsons was a pioneer rocket scientist. By night he was heavily involved in the occult.

	 

	“By the late 1930’s, he had begun frequenting nightly meetings of the Ordo Templi Orientis (OTO), an occult society.”

	 

	The OTO was created by this guy; Aleister Crowley: Coincidentally, as mentioned earlier, L. Ron Hubbard, who later wrote a book called Dianetics, had also come across Aleister Crowley, from Crowley’s book that Hubbard picked up when he was sixteen years old.

	 

	          In photos of Crowley, when he was a little younger, you can tell his lifestyle isn’t working too well for him. He is not just messed up. He literally looks evil. I’m going to give you a little smattering of Crowley’s ties with Jack Parsons and L. Ron Hubbard, while in our later studies of the occult, as part of World Religions, Cults & The Occult, we’ll go deep into this Crowley guy, because out of him we eventually got Anton LeVey and the modern Satanism movement, as well as a lot of other really horrible ideas, practices, and occult figures. For now, here is some quick information on Aleister Crowley:

	 

	“He’s a heroin-addicted, sexually-perverted, God-profaning, master of the dark arts who the tabloids christened ‘the wickedness man in the world.’”

	 

	And this is whom Jack Parsons was a devotee of. In fact, Parsons was not just a follower of Crowley; he was the top representative of Crowley for the West Coast.

	 

	“At OTO gatherings, Parsons watched strange rituals being performed, most notably, they would do what was called a Gnostic mass, which was a twist on the Catholic mass. On a black and white stage stood an altar embossed with hieroglyphic patterns, hosts of candles, and an upright coffin covered with a gauze curtain, out of which the group’s leader would appear, popping out of the coffin. Poetry was read, swords were drawn, and sexual deviancy, that I cannot mention, was practiced. It was a highly charged sexual atmosphere. Wine was drunk, and cakes were made out of menstrual blood, and consumed.”

	 

	          I’ll say it again and I’m going to say it repeatedly: This is what Mr. Parsons was involved in and he was the guy who invented the rocket industry. Parsons was also best buds with L. Ron Hubbard. And with that said, we’re just getting started on Hubbard! But, back to Parsons:  So, Parson was an acolyte of Aleister Crowley and was a generous financial supporter of Crowley. Crowley had a philosophy called the “Thelema.” We’ll get into that more deeply in our future studies exploring the occult. Basically though, Thelema was a type of religious mindset, if you want to call it that, which spoke of radical individualism and self-fulfillment. It was wrapped around a phrase that came from Crowley: 

	 

	“Do what thou wilt, shall be the whole of the law.” 

	 

	What does that sound like? It is Satanism. The whole premise of Crowley’s philosophy, or what he believed, involved removing all restraints, including all morality constraints of any kind. That is why they got into such dark stuff. According to their philosophy, you can do whatever you want to do. And compare that to the marching orders for our society today. It is this: 

	 

	“Do whatever you want to do.” 

	 

	We’re not only told that we should do whatever feels right, but that we need to understand how life is all about us. We should do whatever we want; do what thou wilt. That too is at the core of the premise Aleister Crowley promoted. But that is where that idea came from. It was this Crowley guy. Let’s continue with Parsons:

	 

	“Parsons was immediately hooked on this. He became especially intrigued with Crowley’s belief that sex could be an intrinsic component to magick rituals, lifting the practitioner onto a higher plane of consciousness.”

	 

	Parson’s Suicide Squad colleagues, who were his buddies that also worked on these rockets, admitted Parson’s practices were kooky, but they put up with it because the guy was literally a genius at rockets and things of that nature. If fact, this is what was said:

	 

	“At the group’s testing, of rockets, it was said that Parsons would be chanting Crowley’s pagan ‘Hymn to Pan,’ prior to igniting his rockets.”

	 

	I am not going to read that hymn to you because I looked at it myself and it’s evil. But, if you’re not familiar, Pan is supposed to be a deity: Pan is the classical deity from Greek culture. Baphomet, which is that statue that satan worshipers have been petitioning to put in courtrooms around our own country. It has children on either side looking up to him as a role model. Folks, that’s going on in this country right now. It’s just a spinoff of Pan, as you can see. Satanists got their symbolism straight from Pan, who is the half man with a goat head, horns, and hooves. It’s basically a depiction of satan. Pan is also shown with a flute that illustrates how he’s big on music. Do you think satan is involved in our music industry and has been for a long, long, time? Yes, very much so. Also, Pan is where we get the English word “panic.” Did you know that? It came from this supposed deity, or “little g” god. Back in the days of the Greeks, essentially what the Pan followers believed was that if Pan was fighting for your army, it was a good thing because he could shout and throw the opposing army into a “panic.”

	 

	So, Parsons is actually involved in Pan stuff, even to the point of chanting this hymn to Pan while testing rockets. He was just a weird eclectic kind of a guy. Here is more: In 1941 Parsons and the Suicide Squad founded something called the “Aerojet Engineering Corporation (AEO). You may be familiar with that one. My brother’s company has a contract with Aerojet, so it is particularly interesting to me. AEO was founded to sell rockets to the military. Again, remember, people used to make fun of him and deride him; saying he was a wacko and not the one that can make rockets. But, at this point, everyone wants to work with him. So now, he is making big bucks and really has it all going on. In 1943, with the need for advanced research, Parsons went even deeper into his rockets and came up with the Jet Propulsion Laboratory (JPL). 

	 

	“At the same time, he was reaching his professional peak, he also found himself moving up the OTO order with Aleister Crowley and, in fact, he eventually became the group’s leader on the west coast.”

	 

	So, again, Aleister Crowley was said by the tabloids to be the evilest man in the world. Crowley was a complete drug addict, a practitioner of the perverted dark arts and the whole nine yards. Well, Jack Parsons was his complement on the West Coast of California. Isn’t that wild? And listen to this quote about how crazy this really is, because it sums the whole picture up pretty well:

	 

	“One of the top minds driving America’s early rocket program, a program that helped fuel the space race and Cold War, was at the same time a leading figure in the world of the occult. By day he built rockets for the government, while by night he emerged from a coffin to perform sex magick with his followers.”

	 

	Parson ended up with a lot of money from his defense contracts and bought an old mansion on Pasadena’s Millionaires Row where he headquartered OTO’s operations. So, of course, the guest list included a whole bunch of this eclectic, and frankly evil, crowd of pagans, artists, scientists, writers, and you name it. And this has become the OTO’s headquarters. One person described the scene:

	“It was a huge wooden house, a big, big, thing full of people. Some of them had masks on, some had costumes on, and women were weirdly dressed. It was like walking into a Fellini movie. Women were walking around in these light elegant translucent togas with weird makeup on and some dressed up like animals, like a costume party.”

	 

	So, it was just a weird evil set up. In the past I’ve done some media projects in Los Angeles and met producers, as well as others involved. In L.A., it is all about who you know as far as getting on projects. One guy, who was a Christian, told me about a party he went to that he said had to have been the evilest thing ever. It reminds me of this kind of an atmosphere in Parsons’ mansion. This person told me about how people were dressed kind of weird like this and someone even had a goat mask. Others had weird makeup and there was someone with a bizarre sort of clown outfit. Hanging on the wall, was a baby without a head. The guy said it was just a creepy environment and it makes me think of what this stuff with Parsons sounds like. Both were in the L.A. area. It’s all straight out of the occult. By the way, the name of the mansion was the “Parsonage,” which of course was named for Jack Parsons.

	 

	So, these people in the big mansion were primarily Libertarian types who embraced, and took serious, Crowley’s slogan of do what thou wilt. That was their mandate. They did anything and everything they wanted, including hallucinogenic drugs and free love, long before the hippies discovered those things. This was going on in the 40’s and 50’s, so it makes you wonder about what the springboard might have been for the 60’s free love and drugs movement. Apparently the 60’s were nothing new. This Parsons and Crowley stuff, of earlier years, was already promoting the same behavior.

	 

	And by the way, who did some of those 60’s musicians promote? Aleister Crowley had followers all over the world and Parsons was the big West Coast leader. Crowley was even included as one of the figures on the cover of The Beatles album, Sergeant Pepper’s Lonely-Hearts Club Band. That was in 1967. If you look at the top of the album and the second person in from the left, that’s Crowley’s head. Also, on the right-hand side at the bottom, you’ll see what looks like a little ventriloquist dummy. It says something like, “Welcome The Rolling Stones.” You might think that is weird and wonder why they’d put it on their album along with Crowley but guess who also got into Crowley? The Rolling Stones did. 

	 

	Crowley is depicted in one of his poses. Do you think it just happens by chance that Mick Jagger is making the same exact pose on their album called Sympathy For The Devil? I don’t think so. So, The Rolling Stones got into it as well. Also, Crowley’s motto, “Do what thou wilt,” was inscribed on the Led Zeppelin III album. In fact, they took it so far, it wasn’t just on the cover. You as a purchaser of the album were going to get it whether you wanted it or not because it was actually inscribed on the original black vinyl record. One side had cursive writing across the groves of the record that said, “So Mote Be It,” and the other side, “Do What Thou Wilt.” It was directly engraved on the original LP.

	 

	Now, speaking of the band Led Zeppelin, another interesting tie was with their guitarist, Jimmy Page. He bought a home called Boleskine House. It was Aleister Crowley’s home in Lochness Scotland.

	 

	Page bought Crowley’s house in Scotland and the band created their film, The Song Remains The Same,” partly on those grounds outside of Crowley’s old house. So, they were very into Crowley. At the time, another guy got into Crowley as well. It was David Bowie. Bowie made reference to Crowley in his lyrics for this song, Quicksand. You can see it in the lyrics, which say, “I’m closer to the Golden Dawn, Immersed in Crowley’s uniform.” Then you might remember that Ozzy Osbourne has a song called, Mr. Crowley.

	 

	So, you see that these bands from that time in the 60’s, with their free love and drugs movement were not inventing something new, they were just the next generation picking up where these others left off in the 40’s and 50’s. It was all based-on Crowley.

	 

	So, Parsons who was among Crowley’s followers and an early bird before the musicians we mentioned, who came later. Now, Parsons sent Crowley money but why do you think he did so? I’m going to tell you about that and it’s going to start sounding similar to Scientology. It will all make sense. In order to get Crowley’s secrets and advance to the next level in the occult, you had to send Crowley money. 

	 

	So, Parsons is helping create JPL during this time and also sending Crowley money to get more and more of these occult techniques. Parsons’ neighbors couldn’t stand him. They called the police all the time because the people at Parsons’ mansion were doing things like lighting bonfires in the backyard, dancing in near nakedness, and there were all kinds of immoral stuff going on. Again, Parsons called his mansion, “The Parsonage,” and it was a magnet for all kinds of those people I’ve mentioned, as well as professing witches and Manhattan Project scientists (so there’s another group of scientists), as well as science fiction writers. They were all just caught up with this Parsons guy. One science fiction author, named Jack Williams, remembered Parsons as an odd enigma. 

	 

	Ray Bradbury was with Parsons before Bradbury wrote Fahrenheit 451 and The Martian Chronicles. Bradbury said Parsons was wonderful and he was dazzled by Parsons’ descriptions of space rockets. Sprague de Camp, author of over a hundred science fiction books, declared Parsons, “an authentic mad genius, if I’ve ever met one.” Parsons was actually accused of seducing Aerojet secretaries and inviting them back to his “Parsonage” mansion (the occult mansion), where debauchery, drugs, and fire dancing ruled. Parsons often met visiting scientists at his front door with a snake curled around his shoulders. At work he would arrive bedraggled, late in the mornings, driving a beat-up Packard, and finally make it to the jet propulsion laboratory. It was like it was Parson’s own private playground. Of course, then when he got home at night, he would continue with his occult activities. It was all because Parsons had a goal in mind and with the help of L. Ron Hubbard, he felt he had pulled it off. 

	 

	Hubbard essentially became Parsons’ greatest friend and then later, his frienemy. Hubbard got hooked up with Parsons and then with Parsons’ girlfriend, Sara Northrup Hollister. Later, Sara and Hubbard ran off with all the money Parsons had left. I’ll get to that in a minute. So, not only did L. Ron Hubbard, who was already involved in the occult and Crowley at the age of sixteen, chum up with Parsons, who is the West Coast leader in the world for Crowley and the OTO, but Hubbard also paired up with Parsons’ girlfriend, Sara, who ends up being Hubbard’s second wife. And Sara herself was also massively involved in the occult as you can tell from the reason she was even living in the area:

	 

	“Her family moved to Pasadena; a destination that was chosen specifically by her family using the Ouija Board.”

	 

	She said the Ouija Board told them to go to Pasadena. She was deep into the occult before she even met Jack Parsons and then later, she paired up with L. Ron Hubbard. Northrop joined the OTO and rose to the rank of a second-degree member, or magician, before she met Hubbard. So, she was already deep into it. That is Hubbard’s second wife. Hubbard is not just somewhat involved with the occult because he friended Parsons. A second-degree occult “magician” is his second wife. Do you think that had any influence on modern Scientology today? Yes! It does big time, and this is all the background, which shows that is true.

	 

	“Hubbard was a teller, people would say, of exceptional tall tales, which he insisted his audience believe. His fellow sci-fi writers viewed him with suspicion. One guy, Jack Williamson said, ‘I recall his eyes that I somehow associate with a gunman of the old west watching me sharply as he talked to see how much of it I believed, of what he was saying. I didn’t believe much.’ But Parsons fell under Hubbard’s spell.”

	 

	So, Hubbard came into Parsons’ scene as this big storyteller and charismatic figure. Parson just loved this Hubbard guy. That is to say, this prominent leader of the occult loved Hubbard. Parsons and Hubbard became best buddies. They fenced together, discussed magic[k] together, and even performed magic[k] rituals together. Hubbard moved into Parsons’ mansion and, taking to the air of free love, do what thou wilt, like a fish to water, worked his way through the denizens’ girlfriends, wooing them and wowing them in equal measure. In 1946, Parsons wrote to Crowley about Hubbard. Again, Parsons, who was the West Coast leader of the occult, said this to Crowley, the “wickedest man the world,” about Hubbard:

	 

	“Hubbard has got red hair, he’s intelligent, and we’ve become great friends. He has an extraordinary amount of experience and understanding in the field of the occult. Ron appears to have some sort of highly developed astral vision. Ron describes his angel as a beautiful-winged woman with red hair whom he calls the empress, who has guided him through his life and saved him many times.”

	 

	What in the world do you suppose that is describing? It’s a demon! Parsons concludes his writing to Crowley about Hubbard with this:

	 

	“He is in complete accord with our own principles. I found a staunch companion and comrade with Ron.”

	 

	Wow. Parsons is talking about the founder of Scientology. So, basically, anyone who came to that mansion was not safe from Hubbard and his sexual advances. No wife or girlfriend was safe from this guy’s seduction, not even his closest friend’s girlfriend.

	 

	Now, this next story is going to sound like science fiction itself, but this is the guy’s life. Parsons’ big goal, that Hubbard helped him with, was a ritual called “Babylon Working.” Again, this is the founder of the Jet Propulsion Laboratory, working with the founder of Scientology. So, what is Babylon Working? This was an attempt by Parsons to incarnate an actual goddess on earth that would then give birth to the Antichrist. I am not making this up. Here’s more:

	 

	“For weeks the two of them, Hubbard and Parsons, engaged in ritual chanting, drawing occult symbols in the air with swords, dripping animal blood on runes, and  doing perverse solo sexual acts onto “magical tablets” to hopefully cause the inception of this goddess.”

	 

	Hubbard became Parsons great ally in the quest to create this goddess on the earth, or what they called Babylon. They did this series of rituals nightly over an extended period of time with their incantations, talisman waving, and other black magick. Parsons recorded all this in his diary, so it’s not just people making this up. It’s on record. In his diary, Parsons described how they did the Conjuration of Air, Invocation of Wand, and Consecration of Air Dagger. At Hubbard’s suggestion, they did these things while listening to Rachmaninoff’s Isle Of The Dead, in the background. They were calling up the spirits of an elemental mate to raise up a girl whom this Babylon spirit could come into. 

	 

	While they were doing this, Parsons mentioned that windstorms occurred on a couple of the nights. One night the power supply failed. He said another night, Ron was struck on the right shoulder and had a candle knocked out of his hand. Parsons said Hubbard called to me and we observed a brownish yellow light about seven feet high. Parsons said he brandished a magical sword and the figure disappeared. Ron’s right arm was paralyzed for the rest of the evening. Basically, Parsons and Hubbard constructed an altar and Hubbard acted as the high priest in these events as Parsons and ladies did other parts of the acts. That is of course not to say that L. Ron Hubbard was innocent of all the sexual stuff. Is this sounding too weird or what? Unfortunately, I’m still not done.

	 

	So, Hubbard and Parsons continued to do this stuff and when it was all finished, they felt this Babylon would be a “bewitching redhead who would eventually give birth to the Antichrist.” Since Babylon was a central entity, raising her required Parsons to do (again, things I don’t want to repeat), while Hubbard chanted rituals and took notes. Now, listen to this quote that sums it up well:

	 

	“It was magick, yes, but it was also the future founder of Scientology performing sex magick with the founder of JPL, in order to directly spawn the Antichrist.”

	 

	Wow! This sounds like a Grade-B whacked-out Hollywood horror flick. Can you believe this? It’s the background leading up to Scientology!! Again, this all happened down in the Pasadena/Los Angeles area, so one guy said this:

	“I think we can take this incredibly deranged situation as further evidence that Los Angeles has always been a weird place.”

	 

	Yeah, no kidding, right? Again, Hubbard and Parsons felt they had success with their rituals that went on every night over a period of time. As I have mentioned, remember that Parsons was working on rockets each day and then at night he was doing the darkest occult rituals with L. Ron Hubbard. Parsons wrote this about the success of their Babylon Working rituals:

	 

	“Babylon is incarnate on earth today awaiting the proper hour of her manifestation and in that day my work will be accomplished, and I shall be blown away, even as it is prophesied.” 

	 

	What’s interesting there is that in 1952, Parsons was blown away. It was in his laboratory in Pasadena where a rocket experiment went bad. But, before that, at the time he and Hubbard were doing all these rituals, Hubbard began sleeping with Sara, who was kind of the main girlfriend of Parsons at that time. Sara had basically taken over that role from her sister, which is a whole other story. Sara really fell for Hubbard and they were inseparable.

	

	Another strange part to the story is that later on, they believed this Babylon goddess person actually showed up at the mansion. Their rituals were supposed to cause an evil entity [a demon] to inhabit a goddess lady and then the goddess lady would give birth to the Antichrist. Well, they felt she showed up one day. There was a lady who showed up at the Parsonage named, Marjorie Cameron.

	 

	They were convinced she was Babylon, the one that this spirit went into, and she was going to give birth to the Antichrist. I did a background check into her. If you want to talk about deep creepy stuff, this is it. Man, I felt sad for her. My heart broke for this lady. And now even after all this that she went through as a heavy-duty occult person, today the art world considers her some great genius artist from the motifs she drew, which are flat out demonic. She was probably a mentally tortured person. But, anyway, she was an adventurous woman who liked the idea of free love. She thought Parsons was “hot.” So, she moved in and started participating in all these rituals. Again, they thought she was the one and they continued with all their different sorceries.

	 

	Now, Marjorie Cameron actually did become pregnant, but instead of “spawning satan,” she killed the child through abortion. Isn’t this crazy! Cameron’s love affair with Parsons kind of went by the wayside but Hubbard’s relationship with Sara got even deeper, as did Hubbard’s fascination with OTO.

	 

	“For those familiar with the basic outlines of Scientology, it sounds very familiar to the background and the procedures and practices of Crowley’s group, the OTO. To achieve enlightenment in the OTO, one ascended through many numerical steps on the way, gaining access to more secrets and rituals from Crowley, as apprenticeship went on. Giving money to Crowley was a good way to get more of his secrets, most of which involved achieving mystical power over one’s body and the physical world.”

	 

	“Scientology’s adherents likewise ascend through many steps on the path to become clear, which Hubbard promised would make them invulnerable to physical things and also capable of controlling other people’s actions. In order to achieve this [state of] clear, working through the steps, Scientologists have to give money in order to get to the next level.”

	 

	It is the exact same procedure Crowley setup that is at the heart of Scientology. Do you think that is a coincidence? No, I don’t think so.

	 

	“Hubbard also wrote Dianetics just a few years after his Pasadena escapades. His son, Ronald DeWolf, also known as Nibs, said the OTO’s black magick was at the inner core of Scientology.”

	 

	You may be thinking, hey, there is no way all this stuff is true. This is all conspiracy stuff. Well, one of the benefits of recording everything as L. Ron Hubbard did, whether audio, video, or written, is that sometimes information you don’t want to get out, gets out. So, here is Hubbard admitting that he did not just like Aleister Crowley, but that Crowley was a good friend. Here is the audio transcript:

	 

	“Now, he could simply say, ‘I have action.’ A magician -- the magic cults of the 8th, 9th, 10th, 11th, 12th centuries in the Middle East were fascinating. The only modern work that has anything to do with them, is a trifle wild in spots, but it’s fascinating work in itself and that’s work written by Aleister Crowley, the late Aleister Crowley, my very good friend. And he did himself a splendid piece of aesthetics built around those magic cults. It’s very interesting reading to get a hold of a copy of a book, quite rare, but it can be obtained: ‘The Masters Theriom’ by Alistair Crowley. He signs himself ‘The Beast’; ‘The Mark of the Beast, 6-6-6.’ Very, very something or other…”

	 

	Yeah, something or other is right. So, in L. Ron Hubbard’s own words, he said he was fascinated by Aleister Crowley, Aleister wrote a good occult book, which Hubbard recommends to you, and that Aleister Crowley was his good friend. That is from the founder of Scientology. However, today Scientology claims there was no relationship between the two. Yeah, okay, whatever. One guy says, “Scientology is the science fiction version of the OTO.” And again, the OTO was Crowley’s organization.

	 

	So, I wanted to pull in that background of Hubbard’s and we’re just getting started with it but let me finish up the part of that background that covers Parsons. When the war was over, Parsons started struggling with money. I don’t know, maybe he had probably blown a lot of it on much of the craziness he was involved in. Parsons tried to launch some other businesses, but those sank. His friends, the Rocket Boys, kind of grew distant from him. Who knows, maybe they were eventually freaked out by what he was doing at night. But then along came Mister Hubbard with an idea for the both of them, involving Parsons’ money. And again, this Mister Hubbard was also Mister Storyteller, Mister Liar, Mister Con Artist, and Mister “I’m out for the cash.”

	 

	During this time when Parsons was really hurting for cash and getting down to the bottom of his barrel, Hubbard suggested that they needed to go into business together. What business? His suggestion was that they sell boats. Remember, in the past when Hubbard was in the military, he had worked on ships. So, Hubbard suggested to Parsons that Hubbard and Sara should go to Florida, buy some ships, sail them back to Los Angeles, and then Parsons, along with the two of them, could sell the ships.

	 

	“Parsons then gave Hubbard his last $20,000 and saw Hubbard and his girlfriend off. Well, Hubbard never intended to make good on his promise because, as soon as he reached Florida, he was unreachable. So, weeks dragged on. Parsons got angry and flew out to Florida where Hubbard and Sara had bought a boat and were pushing off from the port when Parsons arrived. Parsons obviously got upset and he actually started doing occult incantations to bring in a storm to destroy Hubbard. As the story goes, a storm grounded Hubbard and Sara and they had to come back in.”

	 

	So, at that point, you figure Hubbard is probably in trouble now, right? But no, he wasn’t. Parsons was going to press charges against both of them, but the charges were dropped. It is said that it was likely because Sara threatened to expose her unconventional relationship with Parsons. And by the way, they never gave Parsons his money back. So, essentially, the two of them, including the founder of Scientology, robbed Jack Parsons, the inventor of rocket science, of all the money he had left. Two years later, in 1952, Hubbard finally created the book he called, Dianetics. In that same year, Parsons died while mishandling explosives back in Pasadena. Here is one guy’s take on these three men we’ve been talking about:

	 

	“The intense connections forged between Hubbard, Parsons, and Crowley, could be random happenstance. They could be one of those odd quirks of history. But more likely, it was a side effect of the magick that they were involved in. Hubbard claims that more than two dozen thinkers, prophets, and psychologists influenced Scientology: everyone from Plato, to Jesus, to Sigmund Freud. But the record can now be righted that you have to include Aleister Crowley, The Beast, Mister 666 himself.”

	 

	Now, we’ve just getting started with the background of the Scientology founder. Do you think it might get worse? Oh, yes it will!
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	As a recap, in the last chapter we found out that Scientology is not science and it involves no “ology.” Of course, ology means “the study of” and Scientology is certainly not the study of science if you want to put one big tagline on this baby, basically what you’ve got with Scientology, is “science fiction occult.” That is really what Scientology is. It is certainly based on science fiction and a cult is really what it is.

	 

	       As in the last chapter, we are still going to be looking at the history and we’ll probably continue in it for a little while. We started to answer the question of where in the world Scientology came from, let alone how far off base it is. We did a little preview teaser about how many different ways Scientology gets it wrong and yet they have the audacity to say it is compatible with Christianity. It absolutely has nothing to do with Christianity! It’s just so crazy that anyone would even think to say that. What Scientology is, because L. Ron Hubbard founded it, is a combination of science fiction and made up stories, as well as the occult.

	 

	       With that in mind, we continue our journey from there and I know that saying Scientology is occult sounds like a pretty audacious statement, but when we begin to deal with the facts and follow the history trail, we see that early on in his life, L. Ron Hubbard got involved in the occult. In the mid to late 1920’s, at sixteen years old, who did Hubbard get shackled to? It was Aleister Crowley. Later in the 40’s, he ran into an occult guy who he chummed with. Who was that? It was Jack Parsons, the founder of Jet Propulsion Laboratories (JPL), and the Aerojet Engineering Corporation. Parsons’ work ended up being the origin and heart of the rocket industry. Parsons was that pioneer of the rocket science.

	 

	So, there is where we left off and now we’re going to continue with the history, but what we looked at so far was just trying to let you know that the foundation of Scientology is absolutely 100% rooted in the occult; period, ipso facto. In fact, it’s very interesting timing that a new CBS series came out at the same time as our video study of this Scientology information was put out. This book is coming out later. But, just this past summer of 2018, a new series started on CBS called, Strange Angel. The show glamorizes Jack Parsons and his involvement in the occult. The truth, as we saw, was that it was just a satanic cult.

	 

	So, now, we’re going to dovetail off of the weird stuff that happened with L. Ron Hubbard and Jack Parsons when they got together. Next, we’re going to get into the period shortly after that when Hubbard came up with his book called, Dianetics. You’ll remember the cover of that book with the big volcano blowing up. Dianetics is essentially the Bible, if you will, of Scientology. That’s where we’re going to pick up.

	 

	Again, in 1945, Hubbard went to Pasadena where he met Jack Parsons at Parsons’ mansion that was named, The Parsonage. Isn’t that wild? Hubbard befriends this Parsons guy. By this time, Hubbard has already, since age sixteen, been involved in the occult and specifically, also with Aleister Crowley, just like Parsons. Remember too that Parsons is the West Coast representative of Aleister Crowley’s group called the Ordo Templi Orientis, or OTO. So, to Hubbard, this occult stuff is nothing new. Hubbard went to Parson’s house, buddied up with him, and they began to work on the sex magick rituals. 

	 

	Remember that the “k,” on the end of the word, magic, is the code letter to know it’s referencing occult practices. It’s not like someone doing a card trick or a plain old magic trick. These guys were deeply involved in the “magick,” which is the dark practices of the occult. And they were not just doing rituals. After doing the research, I found that what they were involved with was a level of creepiness that made me want to wash my eyeballs. And that was the tip of the iceberg. I had to really clean it up to put in print for the last chapter. But it wasn’t just that it was magick, it was sex magick and we’re going to get into that a little bit more in this chapter. We’ll find out why they got involved with it.

	 

	So, Hubbard, the founder of Scientology, was working with Parsons, both as part of OTO, and they were trying to do a ritual to bring in this Babylon spirit. We know this Babylon spirit is a demon but they felt it was a goddess that, through these rituals with the sex magick, would allow them to bring the spirit into a woman’s body and then that woman would literally give birth to the actual Antichrist. This is what L. Ron Hubbard and the founder of the Jet Propulsion Laboratory were working on and this period was at the birth of Scientology. This is crazy, crazy, crazy stuff!

	 

	We left off with the facts about how L. Ron Hubbard was not only a habitual liar, con artist, cheat, and a heavy-duty occultist, but he also ran off with the girlfriend, Sara, of his supposed great friend, Jack Parsons. Hubbard had another name for her, Betty. Sara Northrup was her given name. Hubbard ran off with Sara toward the end of Hubbard and Parsons’ magick occult Babylon Working thing. Again, they were actually trying to bring in this spirit [demon] into a woman who would then produce and birth the Antichrist into the world. Later Parsons began having money troubles as his older buddies from the rocket days distanced themselves from him, so Parsons gave his last $20,000, which of course was worth more in those days, to Hubbard who had supposedly come up with an idea to make money and keep things going for him and Parsons. 

	Hubbard’s idea was for him and Parsons’ girlfriend to take Parsons’ money and go to Florida where they claimed they would buy a boat or boats to bring back to California where they’d all sell them to make money. Well, Hubbard took the money but had no intention of returning. Long story short and where we left off last time; he ripped off Jack Parsons and then a while later, Parsons was literally blown away, as he had sort of prophesied for himself when, after their Babylon Working ritual was over, Parsons predicted he’d be blown away. Well, he was. One day in 1952, a rocket he was working on, blew up. It did literally, blow him away.

	 

	The year 1945 is about where we are at in Hubbard’s history. I am working our way up to the birth of Dianetics in 1946. Remember, Hubbard has ripped off Jack Parsons and ran off with Parsons’ girlfriend. Hubbard then married Sara while he was still married to his first wife, Polly. Now, he is in a bigamist relationship and it was not until 1947 that his first wife even learned Hubbard remarried, which is of course another bad reflection on Hubbard’s character. As a consequence, the 1947 marriage to Sara was dissolved. It was during this period that Hubbard authored a document, which was the beginning stage of Dianetics. This document was simply titled, The Affirmations. Scientology has tried to keep a lid on a lot of this history, but now much of it is coming out through lawsuits by former Scientologists. In these court proceedings, these former Scientologist plaintiffs want access to Scientology information because, remember, Scientology keeps records of everything.

	 

	However, just as we saw in our Seventh Day Adventists study, with Ellen G. White, her followers made sure to lock away her embarrassing stuff in a vault. Ellen had writings where she supposedly traveled to different planets and had a so-called cord she pulled on to get to Heaven. She also said she saw people living on Jupiter and a lot of other very weird stuff. Ellen G. White believed the reason we have a black African race was from an amalgamation that was birthed through bestiality and things of that nature. But all that is kept locked away because it would, of course, discredit her. Scientology does the same thing with Hubbard’s materials. Let’s go back to the history.

	So, in 1946 and 1947, after the Jack Parsons friendship ended, Hubbard is on his own, except for Sara, who was briefly his second wife. At this time, he starts to write these papers he calls, The Affirmations. Here is a shocker: affirmations are something used in the occult. Just like Hinduism and Eastern Mysticism, the occult is all about rituals where you repeat a mantra over and over again until you almost get into a mindless state. The practice is supposed to work into your subconscious and make that your new reality. Affirmations are the occult version of those same methods. So, Hubbard put this affirmation information out and claimed they would help people with various physical, sexual, psychological, and social issues. He prescribes them as a form of self-hypnosis. We’ll get more into hypnosis later.

	 

	This assertion that these repetitive affirmations can help people may remind you of another modern-day movement called The Word of Faith, or Name It and Claim It. These are all occult practices. The adherents to these practices say you supposedly have power through your words because it is all about words, including certain occult words, and words can have the power to determine your reality. However, that’s just Eastern Mysticism and Hinduism, which are about repeating your mantra and supposedly tapping into the “god force.” You’re tapping into something, but it’s the occult. It’s supposedly an easy method to use your physical ability by repeating something over and over again, like how healthy your body is, and that is supposed to make it so. Hubbard wrote much about the practice of other affirmations. We’ll take a look at those later and you’ll see that it went farther than the kind of affirmations I just mentioned. 

	 

	 So, anyway, after this split with Parsons and while running around with Parsons’ girl, Hubbard got into writing about affirmations. These writing were occult documents. He built on them into the next year, 1948 while he and Sara were in Georgia. He began to make his first preemptive public announcements of Dianetics. He hadn’t labeled it yet, but he was working on the idea in his head, that he should maybe write a book to basically, “cure all humanity.” Of course, we know his motivation was not as unselfish and altruistic as that phrase implies. As we have seen, what Hubbard really wanted was exactly what he later achieved; he planned to make a lot cash off these recycled beliefs and practices. We will see more of that in a minute.

	 

	Hubbard’s first thoughts, on this idea of curing humanity, were compiled in a short book that he first called, Original Thesis. Doesn’t that sound intelligent? And if it sounds smart, it must be super important stuff, right? Wrong! So, Hubbard began with the affirmations to supposedly solve humanity’s problems (and make him a lot of cash), but the affirmations label doesn’t seem to be working, so he changes it up with the new name, ‘Original Thesis.’ All this was essentially the birth pains, or the beginnings of Dianetics. This was the pre-Dianetics material. He was collecting these ideas and starting to formulate them together. 

	 

	This ‘Original Thesis’ contained basic conclusions about human mental aberrations and how to handle them with “Auditing.” It’s the same term they use today. Into the following year, Hubbard got more specific. He began working on a book of psychology to find out the cause and cure for nervous tension. Hubbard waffled with titles. He was thinking maybe he would call it the, Dark Sword. Hey, that certainly would have fit his background. He also thought a good name might be Excalibur. Later we’ll get more into why he was flirting with Excalibur, but basically that came up in work he did earlier when he was on drugs. Another title he thought of was, The Science of the Mind.

	 

	To advance his ideas, Hubbard wrote to several professional organizations offering his research. Here is another shocker: none were interested. It’s a kind of funny, right? Here is this grandiose guy who is all about money and wants to make his mark in the world so everyone will know who he is. He comes out with this occult material from being knee-deep in these Babylon Working occult practices. He rips his buddy off of his last dime and makes plans to pop on the international scene by putting out a book that claims to be able to save the world. Would you say he maybe had a big head? Yeah, I think so. 

	 

	Finally, in the 1950’s, Hubbard came out with Dianetics. Remember, before he got there, his whole background was the occult. First, he came out with the occult affirmations, after which he decides it should really be called the Original Thesis. That lasts until he decides it is a book of psychology. When that idea is rejected, he finally lands on what it will permanently be called. The full name and subtitle are Dianetics, The Modern Science Of Mental Health. Once out, Hubbard began to promote the book. We don’t have time to get into this much but basically, with success, two years later he was in financial trouble again. He doesn’t ramp up into his multimillion-dollar payoff until later. At this time, he continues to struggle for cash. Probably contributing to his desire for great riches was the extent to which he was constantly broke. 

	 

	Later after having success with Dianetics, we will see that Hubbard went into bankruptcy and lost the rights to his book. So, he finagled his way around that by coming up with an organization built around the principles of Dianetics, and that was the birth of Scientology. Hubbard had written Dianetics, lost the rights to it because of rough financial straits, and then launched Scientology to basically get his Dianetics idea back. He needed that material because; remember, the Dianetics stuff was supposed to be his cure for the world, which in reality was his way to acquire a bunch of other people’s money. So, after selling the rights to his book, he got the value of it back by starting an organization about the book’s ideas. That was the birth of Scientology, after which he spent his life spreading it around the world.

	 

	Now, again, you remember the book cover for Dianetics is that of a volcano giving off a huge explosion, while the subtitle mentions the modern mind stuff. But what is Dianetics? Let’s just take a look at that. Dianetics is the generic term for the beliefs underlying Scientology. In a nutshell, and using a Crone translation, Dianetics is basically their version of what we Christians would call the Bible. Dianetics is their Bible, or Source, as they call it.

	 

	“Dianetics is the claim that each person’s painful past experiences…”

	 

	Right off the bat, what does that sound like? It’s Psychology, right? Remember, Dianetics is a mishmash of the occult, psychology, eastern mysticism, Hinduism, New Age, and more of that kind of stuff.

	 

	“Dianetics is the claim that each person’s painful past experiences create a lasting impression.”

	 

	And of course, that lasting impression that is supposedly tucked away inside you, whether you realize or not, is messing up your whole life, including physically. Scientology labeled these negative impressions; “Engrams.” These negative experiences, or Engrams, have supposedly attached to the person’s reactive subconscious mind. Hey, there’s a great way to avoid any potential proof that your idea is a fraud; this Engram stuff claims you have these issues inside your subconscious, and you don’t even know about them. That’s a well-played contention if you want there to be no way to verify it. 

	 

	So, Hubbard’s claim, is that if you give Scientology enough money, they’ll help get those erroneous Engrams out of your head. But again, how can they prove that?! Well, they do have their little electronic paraphernalia for that process. We’ll get to that in a few minutes. According to Dianetics, these Engrams, or negative impressions, are locked away inside of you and only L. Ron Hubbard will be able to unlock the secret of how to explode them out of you like a volcanic eruption. Apparently, Engrams are the root cause of various diseases, conditions, neurosis, and even injuries. The list is extensive. These crazy cantankerous Engrams can also cause deficient vision, sexual problems, allergies, joint pain, headaches, you name it. On top of this issue, Engrams are blamed for psychological disorders, depression, and violence. In fact, L. Ron Hubbard went as far claiming that if the Dianetics therapy was applied worldwide,  

	 

	“There no longer would be any crime, war, or insanity.”

	

	That dude has got a BIG HEAD.  Whoa! So, that’s right, there’s your problem and you didn’t even know because it’s deep inside your subconscious. Now, if only there was a way to help you with your terrible condition! Well hey, don’t worry, Scientology is here to help, for a very tidy sum. How exactly are they going to get those pesky Engrams out of you? Well, the term Scientology uses for that, is, “Auditing.” Supposedly it’s the process, by which they get rid of these Engrams that are messing up your whole life. All of this is in the Dianetics book. Again, this is all part of the main premise for that book and Scientology. So, the heart of Auditing is the idea that you need to get all that bad stuff out of your head. And supposedly when Auditing helps you get all of those Engrams out of you, that will put you into a state Scientology calls, “Clear.” You are said to be clear of all these awful Engrams you were carrying around that were weighing you down. 

	 

	We’ll talk more later about those prominent people who promote Scientology, but here’s one example with Will Smith, who is said to be in Scientology with his wife, Jada Pinkett Smith. However, there is some debate on that. Will Smith’s wife is said to have denied it, especially after Leah Remini came out and said the Smiths were part of Scientology. Either way, you may have seen the movie Will Smith was in called, After Earth. It is a science fiction movie, like another movie that Scientologist John Travolta was in, Battlefield Earth, which was based on the book by L. Ron Hubbard. Battlefield Earth was probably one of the worst movies of all time. It was a big bomb. Well, Will Smith, came out with After Earth, and basically, whether people believe it or not, it is a huge advertisement for Scientology. Let me give you some of that proof really quick.

	 

	Again, the whole goal of your life in Scientology is to become “clear.” When you become clear, there is supposedly nothing left to inhibit you. You are free from everything because you’re clear. But, of course, with no negative emotions, you essentially become a robot. And that’s exactly how Will Smith portrayed himself in this movie. Here is commentary from a former Scientologist who went to the movie and took notes:

	 

	“I saw the movie, After Earth. I took notes of the parallels of Scientology teachings and it was laden with them. First of all, the repeated phrase, ‘fear is a choice,’ was in the movie. Will Smith’s character, General Cypher Raige, tells his son Katai, ‘fear is not real. It’s a product of thoughts you create. Fear is a choice.’”

	 

	Well, as far as that phrase goes, I don’t know about you, but man, when I’m standing in the road and a truck is coming at me, I appreciate fear. I’m very glad it’s real. It helps me out. Fear comes in handy once in a while. Not all fear is bad. But that is a Scientology phrase. He continues:

	 

	“L. Ron Hubbard taught that emotions and fear are triggers that are a part of your reactive mind.”

	 

	Again, the goal of Scientology is to get rid of all of that, including every one of your fears, so that you can achieve a supposed state of being clear. That stuff was in the movie. He continues:

	 

	“‘Be in the present moment,’ was in the movie. Through Scientology training, one learns how to be in present time. They call it “PT.” It is commonly referred to by insiders. In order to operate as a higher being, to be clear, then you have to be in control over your environment.”

	 

	So, the key is that you have to be in this state of mind they call, PT, which stands for Present Time.

	 

	“The phrase, ‘what do you touch, see, feel, and smell,’ was in the movie. When you go into Scientology counseling, you are asked to recall what you see, hear, touch, and smell. That is part of putting yourself in the moment (to get locked into the present, so you form the habit and, in that way, learn how to be clear). At the very end of the movie was a giant volcano going off that could have been ripped right off the cover of Dianetics, it is so similar. And there were robotic emotions. Will Smith’s character in this movie was pretty much devoid of all emotions for the entire movie. In Scientology, one goes through great amounts of training and counseling to control one’s emotions; what they call ‘mis emotions.’”

	 

	So, apparently any other emotions beside a blank stare are mis emotions.

	 

	“Anyone who has done even the smallest amount of Scientology training will recall sitting and staring at a person for hours on end without being allowed to blink, smile, or turn one’s head. Will Smith pretty much masters that during the entirety of this movie.”

	 

	Hey, this makes me wonder if I should get my parents on the phone and ask if maybe they were exposed to Scientology. They were pretty great at the stare down. And I don’t know about you, but when I was a kid, it was cheap entertainment to have a staring contest with Dad. I never realized the bigger picture about how we must have been working at going clear. I didn’t know what was going on there when Dad suggested staring contests, but maybe I need to check with him to see what he was involved with. I need to get him on the phone. But let’s move on. Again, the whole Scientology goal is to get rid of Engrams, so you can turn into Will Smith’s character from this movie where he was able to sit or stand there and stare without emotion. And, if you are a Scientologist, you pay big money for that! 

	 

	So, what Scientologists do, in their quest to be clear, is sit in front of an Auditor while the Scientologist is asked to relive their past experiences. And they take it even further than that. It’s not just the past events you can remember. In theory, it’s any time, including infancy, because we all remember that first life experience, right after we were born, when the doctor handed us to mom and we looked up at her, noticing how happy she was, while Dad was still freaking out. No! That is not something we remember! No one knows what was going on when they were a baby, right? That’s just silly! But supposedly Auditing can take you back to your infancy and even the time of your “pre-birth.” So, now they are saying that the time when you were in your mom cruising around, can later be recalled as some sort of a swimming pool experience. I don’t think so. 

	 

	Even more ridiculous, is their notion that, supposedly, Auditing can even take you back to your former life. If you’ve seen our studies of New Age, Hinduism, or Buddhism, as part of World Religions, Cults & The Occult, you probably remember the practice of “past life regression,” which today is even part of modern psychology. But, none of that is from God. They want to say they can take you mentally back to relive past life experiences. And why would anyone think to push you so far back with this Freudian concept where Freud said the key to the present is in the past? It’s because that’s modern psychology. And Scientology practices it. They tell you that somewhere hidden in your past, maybe when you were an infant, still in the womb, or even in some past life, you had a negative experience that attached to you as an obnoxious Engram and you’ve got to get them out.

	 

	Now, in order to get to those types of Engrams, they say you need to be hypnotized. But, as we saw in other studies, you do not want to do that! Hypnosis is a form of getting you into an altered state of consciousness and when you get yourself into an altered state of consciousness, you can definitely open up doors. Now, you really might see and hear some supernatural stuff. I am not discounting that. But it does not mean that is coming from God. You are messing with a realm you should not be involved with. Still, this is what they promote. Let’s take a look at the transcript from Dave Hunt’s video on hypnosis:

	 

	“No one knows what hypnosis is. No one knows what goes on in the mind. It is an altered state of consciousness like yogis and witch doctors have been practicing. It loosens the normal connection between your spirit and your brain and of course if the hypnotist can control you, they can make all kinds of suggestions, make you think things are happening that are not happening, make you think you have powers that you don’t, had experiences that you haven’t, and even implant memories. Other beings, if there are other minds out there, they could also do the same thing. 

	 

	Sir John Eccles, Nobel Prize winner for his research on the brain, describes the brain as ‘a machine that a ghost can operate.’ What he means by that is your spirit operates your brain in a normal state of consciousness. In an altered state, reached under yoga, transcendental meditation, or hypnosis, you have loosed the normal connection between your spirit and your brain. That allows another spirit, other entities, and other minds, to interpose themselves and begin to tick off the neurons in your brain to create a universe of illusion. I believe that it is demonic. I think all the evidence indicates this.”

	 

	Yes, hypnosis gets you into an altered state of consciousness where you’re opening spiritual doors you don’t want to mess with. There are entities out there that can then interact with you and subject you to them. They may put in your brain the idea that you’re Cleopatra, or maybe make you think you used to be her. Maybe they will make you believe they are aliens orbiting the planet Earth from the star system Pleiades and they’re here to help you. There are all kinds of illusions that can be put in your head. That is what’s going on and its exactly what hypnosis messes with when people use it to enter that altered mental state.

	 

	And that’s what we’re talking about with Scientology. Basically, your whole process of achieving this state called clear, is dependent upon going into your supposed past to get these mythical things out, but you’re using technology that came out of the occult. That is not good; not at all!

	 

	Now, let’s go back to the process they call getting clear. Scientology has a piece of equipment that I guess is part of a rationale they try to create, to help convince people of the supposed science part to Scientology. They have a machine called the “E-Meter.” Now, I’m sorry, but this thing is funny, especially since I’ve gone to tech school, so I know something about the subject. This hokey contraption really seems like something we, in tech school, would have whipped up as a joke to fool someone. This E-Meter, which is short for Electro-psychrometer, is a device they still use today, and they charge big bucks for its use. With this E-Meter they can supposedly use to go back and find out what was going on your infancy, like you could ever know that. They claim to be able to even get into your past life with it. But, again, this a just another occult technique. So, they hook you up to their supposed non-hilarious “scientific” Electro-psychrometer, it then reads your thoughts, and in this way, they’ll be able to find where those troublesome Engrams are.

	 

	That is seriously what it is. I’m not making this stuff up. In fact, it gets sillier when you actually take a close look at these machines as two people did. I’m going to share with you what two guys said who weren’t supposed to have these E-Meters but got their hands on one to put it to the test. Here is the transcript from videos of these two separate men with an E-Meter. You tell me if it is not a ridiculous rip off:

	 

	Rocco explains the E-Meter: “So we bought this E-Meter. It’s a Mark VII, I believe. We got it just because you are not supposed to have these unless you are a member of a certain organization that’s responsible for their creation, courtesy of Hubbard Electrometer Manufacturing. I have always wanted one of these just because they are kind of goofy. They supposedly will tell you certain information about your spiritual being, if you’ve rid yourself of past spiritual experiences that were negative, and kind of like, how whole of a person you are. 

	 

	The Hubbard Electrometer, more commonly known as the E-Meter, is a ‘religious artifact’ used to measure the state of electrical characteristics in the static fields surrounding the body. E-Meters operate in a similar fashion to lie detectors; relying on a type of electrical circuit called a Wheatstone Bridge, which measures the subject’s galvanic skin response. In short, the device produces a small electrical current and measures the subject’s electrical resistance to that current.”

	 

	Rocco speaking to a man who works in the same office: “Wilbur, please come over and get an E-Meter reading.”

	 

	Wilbur walks over and wraps his hands around the two metal cylinders that are attached by wires to the E-Meter.

	 

	Rocco: “Okay, raise the cylinders off the table. If the meter arm moves to the left, that means you are non-confrontational and your fear or responsibility or identification is coming through. If it moves to the right that means you have got losses, lies, present-time problems, and a disagreement with reality. Okay, so if it moves to the right, which it’s doing, I think Wilbur has a disagreement with reality.”

	 

	Second video starts with a man talking: “In this video, I want to talk about a device that Scientology uses in their counseling, known as the E-Meter. I know Scientology people want to believe that it will pick up these things from my past, you know, that are stored in my brain and I’m going to pay this Auditor thousands of dollars and they’re going to turn me into a superhuman and my IQ is going to go up. The E-Meter is a device that actually measures resistance going through the human body, in this case. 

	 

	It’s very similar to an Ohmmeter in that if you hold these two tin cans here in your hand and you take a look at the needle on the meter, the needle moves back and forth depending on how hard you’re squeezing the cans or how much your hands are perspiring. Hubbard tries to convince his followers that thoughts have mass and that this meter is somehow picking up the mass of a thought, or the changes in the person’s physiology, based on the thought. Well, first of all, I want to say it is a very crude lie detector. Believe me, if you were going to stand before a judge that wanted you to take a lie detector test, the last thing in the world he’s going to do is say to go get a Scientology E-Meter. They are going to do a real lie detector test using a polygraph device that measures brainwave activity. This E-Meter does not tell you what’s going on inside of your brain. In fact, what I’ve got here is an Ohmmeter. This is a standard multi-meter used in electronic troubleshooting and I’ve hooked it up to a couple of electrodes so I can demonstrate how the Scientology E-Meter works.

	 

	Now, you will notice that if I squeeze these two electrodes here with my fingers, you can see the needle on the meter moving. And if my hands were wet, it would move even further to the right or if I touch these together, you can see it move to the right. All you are seeing is a resistance in my body, which is somewhere around, I think it’s ten to twelve thousand ohms or something like that. Also, if I had a lot of salt on my hands, along with water, it would be a little bit more conductive. Now, how is that going to tell you what’s going on inside of my brain? Do you really believe that L. Ron Hubbard’s device, he calls the E-Meter, is going to probe the deep recesses of your mind and tell you what is going on? If it truly did measure thought, there would be no need for you to hold the two tin cans, would there? I mean, couldn’t you simply tape it to a person’s forehead or set the electrodes on top of their hands like this? No, it is not going to work because thought can’t be detected in that way and certainly not with this device. So, it’s really a big scam and Scientology charges thousands of dollars for this device. You can go get a brand-new cheap meter like this for twenty bucks.”

	 

	So, it is basically a glorified Ohmmeter. That is all it is, and Hubbard sold Scientologists on getting one. So, that is what it is. You have to go through this Auditing process to get rid of these supposed negative issues in your head. They use hypnosis, which they say will take you back to your past life, just like all the rest of that type of baloney, that really is only occult techniques. It is all just chicanery and this so-called E-Meter is a glorified Ohmmeter. It does not read your thoughts, so it is not going to help in any way. Can you imagine selling this to people? Also, notice from the video transcript we just saw, the guy said the meter will vary by whether or not your hands are wet or salty. Well, what happens when you go in for a stressful examination like this? Can you imagine how nervous people must get? And of course, when you are nervous, what do you do? You sweat, which causes a salty perspiration. And they will interpret that to say, “See, you’re negative.” or “Hey, you have an Engram here, or no, wait, it’s over there.” But really, you’re just sweating while being hooked up to a glorified Ohmmeter and getting ripped off of your cash. That’s really what’s going on there. But let’s continue with the history:

	 

	“Hubbard began teaching these Dianetics principles in the 1950’s. Almost immediately, obviously everyone began to say this is a bunch of bunk science. In fact, even back as far as that time when he started out with it, it was classified as a pseudo-science.”

	 

	What does pseudo mean? It means it’s a false science with things like this glorified Ohmmeter, right? Give me a break. In fact, they put it in the same category as astrology. Astrology of course is a bunch of baloney, as well. The stars in the sky do not dictate your future. God does. The stars and everything else are the “creation,” while it’s the “creator” who is the one in charge. But astrology is involved in the occult, so it’s not surprising that Scientology also gets lumped into that category.

	 

	“There’s no scientific evidence that any of this stuff even works. Dianetics’ most proven capability though, is in generating revenue. Auditing sessions are expensive, and the wealthy are profoundly over-represented in Scientology.”

	 

	Again, we’re going to see that Hollywood people are targeted. Once Scientology got their feet into Hollywood actors, they went after other actors, and industry people, because average folks will follow what actors do and because actors have the big bucks to give Scientology.

	 

	“But basically, biblically, the claims of Dianetics are completely false. There are no prior lives from which you remember pain and trauma.”

	 

	With this past life stuff, repeatedly we have seen it in our studies of World Religions, Cults & The Occult. What does the Bible say about the lie of past lives? Hebrews 9:27 tells us this:

	 

	“It is appointed man to die once and then face judgment.”

	 

	There are no second chances, no reincarnation, and you are not coming back. You will not have more than one life.

	 

	“A person’s primary moral problem is not memory of pain. It’s not an Engram. It’s called sin. Dianetics claims that a person can, through the force of their own will, turn themselves into a better more moral person.”

	 

	However, what does the Scripture say? It says that it is not true. A person gets no reformation or new creation until when? It’s when you, in Christ, get saved to become a Christian, which is talked about in 1 Corinthians 6.

	“Scientology is a mishmash of pseudo-science, Eastern spirituality, and New Age concepts. Dianetics is not only factually false, it is incompatible with the world view of the Bible.”

	 

	Now, with that in mind, listen to these comments from a Scientologist; Will Smith:

	 

	“I was introduced to Scientology through Tom and I am a student of world religions.”

	 

	And here is what’s sad when you listen to Will Smith talk about his background:

	 

	“I was raised a Baptist in a Baptist household.”

	 

	What went wrong?! Well, here’s one thing that went wrong:

	 

	“I went to a Catholic school.”

	 

	How many people send their kids to Catholic school just like he was? Yikes!  So, that is Will Smith’s background. He says he’s a student of world religions, was introduced to Scientology by Tom Cruise, was raised in a Baptist household, and went to a Catholic school. With that in mind, listen to this, as Will Smith continues:

	 

	“But the ideas of the Bible are 98% the same ideas as Scientology.”

	 

	Uhmmm, yeah, for that comment, turn to your spouse or a pet and put your finger deep down your throat. That will make you gag! Are you serious?! It’s not even close! Scientology is all based on the occult and has nothing to do with the Scripture. But that’s what they pitch themselves.

	 

	So, that’s basically Dianetics in a nutshell. Now, let me back up a bit. We are going to break down their belief systems in greater detail, but for now I’m just giving some highlights in their history. We started back in about 1945 or 1946 with Hubbard’s occult “affirmations.” Then he went to the “Original Thesis.” Next, he came out with his book of psychology. Finally, in the 1950’s, he produced Dianetics. But, even before the affirmations, he had an experience that Scientologists themselves say was the real true beginnings of Dianetics.

	 

	In 1938, Hubbard wrote a science fiction story called Excalibur, as you probably remember from the early names, he wanted to call Dianetics: either The Dark Sword or Excalibur. Let’s talk about why he was flirting with Excalibur back in the 1930’s. This name was going on in his brain even before he met up with Jack Parsons. Everything I’ve been telling you has been a segue to explain more about how in the world this guy came up with Dianetics. Here is more of that information and again, Scientology says this is one of the key works Hubbard created and that it held the beginnings of what would become Dianetics with his principles of human existence:

	 

	“In mid-1938 he publishes this manuscript called Excalibur. According to Arthur J. Cox, Hubbard told him, ten years later at a science fiction book convention, that Excalibur’s inspiration came during an operation, in which he ‘died for eight minutes.’”

	 

	Remember, this experience was basically the inspiration, ultimately, along with his other experiences, for Dianetics and Scientology. He admits it. It was supposedly a near-death experience. Well, that’s very much glamorized because it’s not what really happened. He had an experience, all right. And he was impacted by it. But it was not a near-death experience. Here is all it was:

	 

	“It was a dental extraction performed under nitrous oxide; a chemical known for its hallucinogenic effects.”

	 

	So, he went to the dentist and was given a hallucinogenic drug called nitrous oxide, which many adults and children are given every day to get through a rough dental procedure. Now, just to put this in perspective about how Hubbard has said he got his first big enlightenment for his principles of life, I’m going to share with you the Crone reenactment of this beginning inspiration L. Ron Hubbard had for Dianetics and for the entire religion of Scientology. Are you ready? It went something like this transcript of a video with a young boy who’s just had a substantial dental procedure where he too was given a hallucinogen called nitrous oxide:

	 

	Dad is driving, looking through the rearview mirror, and speaking to his young son in the back seat, whose mouth is wide open, eyes look droopy and glassy, and is obviously way out of it.

	 

	Dad: “Yeah, I know. How did it go?”

	 

	Man’s son, about eight, responds with a long drawn out answer while his head sways back and forth: “I, didn’t feel anything. Aaaahhhhh…”

	 

	Dad: “Yeah? Kind of felt good, didn’t it?”

	 

	Son, now suddenly wide-eyed: “Aaaahhh...is this real life?”

	 

	Dad: “Yes, this is real life.”

	 

	Son: “Oh...now I have...two fingers.”

	 

	Dad: “Good!”

	 

	Son, as he starts to put a finger in his mouth: “Uhm...four fingers.”

	 

	Dad: “No, don’t put it in your mouth. Okay? Do you feel good?”

	 

	Son, now moving his head up and down and around in a circle while his eyes are closed and then wide open: “I can’t see anything.”

	 

	Dad: “Yes, you can.”

	 

	Son, beginning to attempt to get out of his seat and seat belt.

	 

	Dad: “Stay in your seat.”

	 

	Son, now pushing himself up in the seat as high as he can, lets out a very loud and long scream, after which he falls back into the seat, temporarily closing his eyes before opening them: “I don’t feel tired.”

	 

	Dad: “You Don’t?”

	 

	Son, very tired looking with eyes drooping: “No, do I have stitches?”

	 

	Dad: “Yes”

	 

	Son: “Do I have stitches?”

	 

	Dad: “Yes.”

	 

	Son: “On my teeth?”

	 

	Dad: “Yes, don’t touch it. Don’t.”

	 

	Son: Why can’t I touch it?”

	 

	Dad: “Because it will mess up the stitches.”

	 

	Son: “You have four eyes. I feel funny.”

	 

	Dad: “Hey bud, it’s just from the medicine. Okay?”

	 

	Son, looking very confused: “Is it going to be forever?”

	 

	Dad, laughing a little: “No, it won’t be forever.”

	 

	No, normally it won’t be forever, unless of course you take that experience and base some type of life thesis on it and name that thesis, “Excalibur!!” This same type of experience for Hubbard was the beginning of what he felt was a life-changing enlightenment for him. Again, he embellished the story to say it was a near-death experience that caused him to come back to life with this amazing knowledge and gave him Excalibur, which was basically the beginnings of Dianetics that would change the world. 

	 

	No. That is not what happened. Actually, the real story is that young Ron went to the dentist where they popped some hallucinogenic drugs into him. He probably did have visions and maybe, like this other little guy in the car, with his dad, Hubbard saw things with four eyes. Maybe Hubbard even saw this Excalibur thingy. But that is what really happened.

	 

	But, as far as the video, of which we just read the transcript of, if you see the actual video, in part of it the little guy was just staring wide-eyed out the window. He looked a lot like the robotic stare of Will Smith in that movie. I wanted to add commentary to the video with something like, “Hey, look, the little guy is in a state of ‘clear!’” Whatever. Let’s move on. So, basically, because of this dental procedure, which Hubbard claimed was a near-death experience, Hubbard says he learned the following:

	 

	“Hubbard realized that while he was dead, he’d received tremendous inspiration and a great message which he must impart to others. He sat at his typewriter for six days and nights and nothing came out. But then Excalibur emerged.”

	 

	Wow. No. Dude, you got high on nitrous oxide. This whole Hubbard life story is just crazy, right? It gets even better. Listen to this from when Hubbard started to get the big head because he was convinced after this dental extraction, that his new book, Excalibur, was it:

	 

	“The president of the American fiction guild wrote of an excited Hubbard who called him and said, ‘I want to see you right away. I have written THE BOOK!’ Hubbard believed that Excalibur would revolutionize everything’ and that it was somewhat more important and would have a greater impact upon people than the bible.”

	Yeah, all I’ve got to say before we go any further is that people really need to be careful of the dentist. Right? Have you gone to the dentist lately for a procedure where they gave you laughing gas? If so, you’re not writing anything profound about your experience, are you? Just put the pen down and wait. It will go away. 

	 

	“Hubbard was so sure he had something ‘way out and beyond’ anything, and apparently more important than the Bible, he sent telegrams out to several book publishers telling them that he had written THE BOOK and he would cut them a deal. He said that they were to meet him at Penn Station and he would discuss it with them and of course go with whomever gave him the best offer.”

	 

	So, this is supposed to be THE BOOK for humanity that is better than the Bible and he’s just concerned about who’s going to be the highest bidder. Unfortunately for Hubbard, no one bought the manuscript.

	 

	“So, then Forrest Ackerman, later Hubbard’s literary agent, recalled how Hubbard told him,”

	 

	Listen to this, as Hubbard must now be feeling like he really needs to get people’s attention somehow:

	 

	“‘Whoever read Excalibur either went insane or committed suicide.’ And Hubbard said that the last time he had shown it to a publisher in New York, he walked into the office to find out what the reaction was. The publisher called for the reader, the reader came in with the manuscript, threw it on the table, and threw himself out the skyscraper window.

	 

	Probably just like you, I’m thinking, wow, if that’s what your book does to people, you might want to get a different job. Maybe change some tires, pick a few peaches, or pick up handy man work. You might be in the wrong profession if your stuff makes people want to kill themselves. It’s crazy, right?

	 

	But, of course, he’s still not done. Publishers and others are rejecting him but he’s claiming that this is the book because people are even going insane over it and killing themselves because of how powerful this book is. At this point he’s basically all depressed about the lack of success in getting this book out there, so he even admits that the book was not even for the benefit of humanity, but that he just wanted to be known. Hubbard said this:

	 

	“Excalibur will be published, and I may have a chance to get some name recognition out of it. I have high hopes of smashing my name into history so violently that it will take a legendary form even if all my books are destroyed. That is the goal.”

	 

	So, he’s telling us what it’s really all about. But this was the beginning of all the Dianetics/Scientology stuff and the real goal he had with it was not to benefit humanity, it was to make some cash and get known in the world. Then later on, when Scientology got going, word reached the street that there is this earlier form of Dianetics, which is this Excalibur book. Listen to this:

	 

	“They offered signed gold-bound locked copies, early on in the 50’s that you could purchase for today’s equivalent of $15,257. But it warned: ‘four of the first fifteen people who read it, went insane.’”

	 

	Okay, yeah, sign me up! Right? I want that book. I’ll pay fifteen-grand to go insane. Notice of the offering of Excalibur went on to say that it would,

	 

	“Be released only on sworn statement not to permit other readers to read it and that it contains data not to be released during Hubbard’s stay on the earth.’”

	 

	There is an attempt at marketing a scam! Those guys are just trying to drum up some cash. So, all that was what Hubbard was involved in with the birth of Dianetics and Scientology. 

	 

	Now, getting back into the affirmation thing; affirmation practices are something that are part of the occult. Crowley used them just as Hubbard did after Crowley. Hubbard not only adopted many of the practices we saw with Crowley, but he also copied Crowley’s way of charging money for those who want to progress higher up in the occult. Crowley made followers of his pay more and more as they were given more of his secrets. So, it’s not surprising that the same system is built into Scientology today. If you want to get more clear and have more knowledge, you need to get rid of more Engrams by paying for auditing, so you can eventually be fully clear, so you’re able to show no emotion while you stand around and stare like a zombie. It costs money to make it to each new “level.” 

	 

	Beside affirmations, Hubbard also used all kinds of drugs. Hubbard’s own son said Hubbard was on drugs more than just when he was doing nitrous oxide and came up with Excalibur (which, again, was that early form of Dianetics). Listen to this:

	 

	“According to Hubbard’s son, his father regularly used illegal drugs including amphetamines, barbiturates, and hallucinogens, including cocaine, peyote, and mescaline.”

	 

	This guy was a mess. As I said, I do not doubt that he saw things, heard voices, and had visions. In fact, he certainly had visions of grandeur. But, it appears, none of it was coming from God. But it is the roots of Scientology.

	 

	Earlier I mentioned that Hubbard’s affirmations were simplistic and sounded like the Word of Faith movement affirmations. If you need an affirmation for something like a foot ache, Word of Faith will tell you to say things to yourself like, “My foot is just fine. My foot is healed.” Well, that’s the tip of the iceberg of these affirmations that Hubbard used. Remember that the idea with affirmations is that you are supposed to repeat them over and over again to make your own reality. Now, listen to this from Hubbard, who often incorporated the occult practices he learned:

	 

	“All men shall be my slaves. All women shall succumb to my charms. All mankind shall grovel at my feet and not know why.”

	 

	Hubbard was not just a promoter of hypnotism for supposedly finding these Engrams and getting clear, but he was known as a very talented hypnotist himself.

	 

	“Scientology admits that Hubbard’s experience with hypnosis led to his discovery of the principles of Dianetics.”

	 

	So, again, they think it is a good thing that Hubbard got involved in these practices. Also, as we have talked about before, affirmation is a form of self-hypnosis. If you repeat something over and over again, it’s an effective way to get into an altered state of consciousness. For example, what are the Hare Krishna’s doing when they repeat their mantras over and over again? It’s one of the different ways to get into an altered state of consciousness. Drugs are not the only way, though it is one way. You can also achieve it by repetitive movement or repetitive speaking. If you keep it up, saying the same thing over and over, it becomes mindless and that can get you into an altered state of consciousness. So, Hubbard would say his affirmations, which is a form of self-hypnosis. Here are some others he would repeat:

	 

	“My magical work is powerful and effective,” “You are psychic,” and “You can do automatic writing whenever you wish. You do not care what comes out on the paper when your guardian dictates.”

	 

	So, what’s this guardian stuff he’s talking about? Well, the Bible says it is a “familiar spirit,” which means, “demon.” Of course, Hubbard is very inventive with names. He can call it a guardian, or even Chuck E. Cheese. I don’t care about the label. It is a demon. Again, these are the affirmations used by the founder of Scientology. He said these to himself over and over. This is where all his material is coming from. Here are more of his affirmations:

	 

	“Nothing can intervene between you and your guardian.”

	In the last chapter we talked about how Hubbard thought his guardian was a redheaded female entity. Here more affirmations about that:

	 

	“She cannot be displaced because she’s too powerful. She does not control you. She advises you. The most thrilling thing in your life is your love and consciousness of your guardian. You can talk with her and audibly hear her voice above all others.”

	 

	Hubbard was also involved in numerology. So, again, basically his whole background and source of inspiration had nothing to do with “ology” or “science,” which tells you that Scientology has no connection with what the name implies, the “study of science.” Again, Scientology is just science fiction occult. If you put together all of this that we’ve looked at, including the deep dark occult, Crowley-ism, the OTO, magick (with a “k”) rituals, copious amounts of drugs, hypnotism, and Hubbard’s familiar spirit demon that he got inspiration from, do you think you want to listen to anything that came from this guy? Of course, you don’t. But unfortunately, how many millions of people are falling for it? And they are always using Hollywood to heavily promote it.

	 

	The affirmations I just included for you became public knowledge during a 1984 lawsuit against Hubbard’s former archivist. So again, I’m not making this up. It’s really what Hubbard was doing. But let’s continue on.

	 

	As we finish this chapter, I want to get into the term, “Dianetics.” That’s an interesting word, right? Well, Scientology says it’s made up of two Greek words: “Dia,” which means “through,” and “nous” meaning “mind.” So, “Dianetics” is said to mean, “through the mind.” Now, do you suppose that is really why Hubbard chose Dianetics? Inquiring minds want to know. Let’s see what it is really supposed to stand for according to Hubbard, as he told his literary agent:

	 

	“In a 1949 letter to Forrest Ackerman, Hubbard promises that this upcoming work will give him the power to rape women without their knowing it and communicate suicide messages to his enemies as they sleep.”

	 

	Wow! But, again, these were his writings that formed the basis for Dianetics and then Scientology. And early on he was not ashamed of his occult background. Now, this is some of the stuff Scientology wants to keep tucked away out of site in the sealed archives. It’s the same as what has been done to cover up Ellen G. White’s background, so as not to harm Seventh Day Adventism.

	 

	“Hubbard had admitted ‘he uses hypnosis, automatic writing, automatic speaking, and clairvoyance.’”

	 

	So, what was the real reason Hubbard choose the term, “Dianetics?” Well, author Jon Atack noted this:

	 

	“Hubbard seems to have a special interest in the Roman goddess ‘Diana.’ In 1946, using money from Jack Parsons, Hubbard purchased a boat and named it Diane. In 1952 Hubbard named his daughter Diana. Later, Hubbard named a Sea Org vessel ‘Diana.’”

	 

	Jon Atack speculates that Dianetics may have a double meaning and that rather than having the meaning, “through the mind,” it really is talking about the occult practice of “Dianism.” What is Dianism? It’s not just an occult practice; it’s occult sexual practice. And what was Hubbard involved in with Jack Parsons? When you trace the trail, it all comes together. They were not just practicing magick (with a k), they were performing sex magick rituals. Where do those practices come from? It’s just the old practice of Dianism, which is following the Roman goddess, Diana. It was popularized, even here in the West, in the 1890’s by a lady named Ida Craddock. Then Ida influenced another guy we’ve already mentioned quite a bit. That was Aleister Crowley. It started with this Ida lady, then went to a guy named Henry Parkhurst, and then to another lady named Elmina Slenker, who also began to promote it. In fact, Elmina wrote articles on this sex magick Dianism stuff in a journal called Lucifer, The Light-Bearer. If you’ve seen our New Age study, that will ring a bell. The New Agers think Lucifer is a good guy. He’s the “Light-Bearer.”

	 

	So, Ida Craddock was into this Dianism sex magick, and began to rent this information out by promoting herself as a sex therapist for struggling marriages. She never married because she believed that she was married to an “angel named ‘Soph.’ She may have called it an angel, whether she really believed that or not, but of course it was just another demon. Ida not only believed she was married to this demon called Soph, but also, she supposedly had intercourse with it. That gets into an occult belief where there are male and female demon lovers called “Incubus,” for male demons, and “Succubus,” for female demons. We will get into that stuff a bit later, but it’s obviously seriously dark and rotten stuff. It’s similar to what we talk about in our Hinduism study with the “Tantra,” or “Tantric Sex Magick.” Since Ida thought she was doing these sexual acts in a great relationship with this spiritual angel (a demon), she decided that qualified her to help others with their marriages. This was in the 1890’s timeframe, if you can believe that.

	 

	Ida Craddock authored two books. One was Psychic Wedlock and the other was Heavenly Bridegrooms. The latter was published in 1919 and guess who acquired a copy? Aleister Crowley got one. About this book and the woman (Ida) who is supposedly having intercourse with demons, Crowley said this:

	 

	“It’s one of the most remarkable human documents ever produced. No magick library is complete without this book.”

	 

	So, Crowley becomes involved with Dianism, which is not only an occult practice but it’s occult to the point of supposedly having intercourse sex magic(k) with demon spirits. From there, this book called Heavenly Bridegroom, by Ida Craddock, goes to this guy named Louis T. Culling. Listen to this:

	 

	“In 1938, Culling joined the Agape Lodge, the Southern California chapter of the OTO.”

	And who was the head of the OTO for the West Coast and headquartered in Southern California at that time? It gets you back to Jack Parsons, L. Ron Hubbard, and just exactly what they were doing with their rituals, as we saw in the last chapter. It was not only occult rituals. They were performing sex magick rituals where they worked at bringing in this Babylon Spirit that was supposed to give birth to the Antichrist. All of it is based on the occult practice called Dianism, which follows the Roman goddess Diana. Again, it makes you wonder about Hubbard naming his book, Dianetics. Maybe it’s just a coincidence but maybe it’s not. I think that’s most likely the real story behind it.

	 

	Now, how do you think that would go over if Scientology started explaining stuff like that to people before telling them to grip their tin cans that are hooked up to an everyday ohmmeter? Of course, many would freak out and run. You can see why they make something up that is more reasonable like how Dianetics supposedly means, “through the mind.” I don’t know if that’s what happened but I’m sure the latter story would get more people to cut Scientology a check.

	 

	So, basically, that is what Scientology believes and in the next chapter we’ll see how Hubbard hit the ground running with Dianetics principles. He created Scientology to get out of the financial trouble he was in after losing the rights to Dianetics. He began to literally sail around the world with it and along with some success as he’s trying to get Scientology to catch on and launch all over the western world, many people think it’s such quackery and craziness, Hubbard is forced to leave country, after country, after country. After he starts making buku bucks off his science fiction occult practices, he keeps bouncing around from area to area of the world in what becomes a fleet of ships. We’ll get into that in the next chapter.

	 

	It was also at this time that people started coming out to expose how bankrupt Scientology really was. The way Hubbard responded, even way back in those days, was to create the Scientology version of a hit squad. He used it to go after anyone who would dare try to say Scientology was not real. The hit squad would stalk, confront, and harass, people to intimidate, threaten, and sue them. And guess what. It still goes on today. So, we’ll see the beginning of that practice, which is still a Scientology tactic today. But the birth of the Scientology hit squad was under the command of L. Ron Hubbard on his fleet of ships. Doesn’t that sound like a science fiction story? 	The Fall of Dianetics

	& the Rise of Scientology

	 

	 

	 

	 

	 

	 

	 

	 

	 

	As we continue in our larger study of World Religions, Cults & The Occult, in this book we’re focusing on, Scientology, and the fact that it has nothing to do with real science or the “ology” part, which just means the “study of.” Scientology is not the “study of science,” as the name implies. Instead, the tagline we have given it is “science fiction occult,” and we’re going to see that even more, in this chapter.

	 

	Now, we are still in the history of Scientology, but to set the theme for what we’re going to get into, let’s look in the Bible at John 8. We’re going to take a look at this passage because it sets the stage for us. We’ve already seen that 2 Peter 2 talks about how, in the last days, false teachers will come, introduce heresies, teach people to deny the Lord, and they’ll do it to rip you off. They want to take your cash. And that is certainly true with Scientology because you have got to pay a lot of money to get his information.

	 

	 Also, as the theme in this chapter, we’re going to see that if you got in the way of Mr. Hubbard’s desire to make cash and be famous, he would not only lie to you, he would also threaten to kill you.

	 

	But let’s take a look at this passage with Jesus talking in John 8. Where does that kind of lying murderous behavior come from? We begin with John 8:42:

	 

	“Jesus said to them, ‘If God were your Father, you would love Me, for I came from God and now I am here. I have not come of my own accord, but He who sent Me. Why is my language not clear to you? It is because you are unable to hear what I say. You belong to your father, the devil...’”

	 

	And how do we know that these people belong to their father, the devil? It is because these people want to do to Jesus, the same thing their father, the devil, does. And this is true of people today.

	 

	“You want to carry out your father’s, the devil’s, desire. He was a murderer from the beginning, not holding to the truth, for there is no truth in him. When he lies, he speaks his native language, for he is a liar and the father of lies.” 

	 

	And that is what we will see as we continue on our journey through Scientology. With the history of Mr. L. Ron Hubbard, you are going to see this baby is packed full of lies and how he launches his hit squad with murderous behavior and threats toward their victims. It’s the same thing we just read about in John 8:42-44.

	 

	But, first, by way of recap, so we remember the important points in this study, with the history of Scientology, we know that L. Ron Hubbard is where this all came from. He was involved in the occult from an early age and delved deeply into it with Jack Parsons who was a disciple of Aleister Crowley. That was in the first chapter. Then in the last chapter, we saw even more of the occult behavior by Hubbard with his occult background and practices that came together into the book that is basically, if you will, Scientology’s bible. That is the book called Dianetics. We ended the last chapter with the reason he called it Dianetics. We looked at whether it really means “through the mind” or does the name actually originate from the occult sex magick of Dianism, which goes back to worship of the Roman goddess Diana?

	 

	So, L. Ron Hubbard was involved in the occult and practicing occult rituals as he came out with Dianetics. Now, as we continue in the history, this religion he came up with, Scientology, is where we are getting to in this chapter. Remember, Hubbard came out with Dianetics around 1950, and in 1952, early on for Scientology, Hubbard had no problem admitting to audiences that what he was writing came straight from the occult. Like many of the cults, as we have seen in our other studies, as time goes on, they tend to “clean up” what their leader really said and did. They hide any ugly past actions or statements away from you. Let me give you some of that evidence:

	 

	“In 1952, Hubbard recorded a series of audio lectures where he connects Crowley’s magick rituals with the practices of Scientology. He also explains the use of tarot cards and discusses the magick cults of the eighth and twelfth centuries.”

	 

	Remember, in the first chapter, we heard the actual audio clip of Hubbard admitting and recommending the Master Therion, which is Crowley’s work, that was the only modern work Hubbard would recommend. And of course, that is a full-on occult book. Again, Hubbard admitted that on tape. Also, on tape, Hubbard said Aleister Crowley is his friend. So, again, early on he admitted his source was the occult. It was no big deal then. But by and large you do not hear about that today. From the Book of the Law, which is some other occult stuff Crowley wrote, here is the entire premise of it:

	 

	“The whole and the sole object of all true magickal training, is to become free from every kind of limitation.”

	 

	Remember, even the secularists would say Aleister Crowley was the wickedest man who ever lived. Crowley did anything and everything with no limitations from any thoughts, good or bad. He did so many kinds of immorality, even stuff you could not imagine. He got into very dark stuff. He lived it up to the max, if you want to call it that. So, again, the central purpose Crowley thought most important was to free yourself from any kind of limitation. 

	 

	A future disciple of Crowley’s work here in the west is Anton Levey, who gave us The Satanic Bible and satanism, as we know it today. What is the goal of satanism? It is, “do what thou wilt, shall be the whole of the law.” So, it is the same Crowley stuff about having no limitations, so you can do whatever you want to do. That is the heart of Crowleyite teaching, the occult, and satanism. I said all that to get to this: Hubbard was asked what the purpose of his movement, Scientology, was. Hubbard responded with this:

	 

	“Our whole activity is to make the individual completely independent of any limitation.”

	 

	So, it is the same exact central theme as Crowley, the occult, the dark arts, and Satanism. He admits that the heart of Scientology is the same! But, of course, they characterize it as being free from limitation to achieve the highest human potential. Today Scientology says you can become completely “clear.” But, hey dude, early on you yourself admitted the whole goal of Scientology is to not to have anyone tell you what to do in any way. It is just that same old spirit of rebellion.

	 

	Of course, Hubbard had a big enough ego, he let his true thoughts out at times. In a public appearance in Philadelphia, Hubbard joked that; he “is the Prince of Darkness.” This was met with laughter from the audience. It is crazy, but it gets even worse from there. You might imagine he was just joking, but maybe we should listen to his kids. Ron Hubbard Jr., who later changed his name to Ronald DeWolf, said his father believed he was the successor of Aleister Crowley and that he had ‘taken the mantle of the great beast.’ Hubbard told his son that Scientology actually began on December 1st, 1947; the day Aleister Crowley died.

	 

	So, early on, Hubbard admitted publicly, and even to his own family who later spilled the beans, that he was basically taking Aleister Crowley’s occult beliefs forward with Scientology. But, again, Scientology won’t tell you that today and they have all this kind of stuff locked away. Here’s more they won’t tell you:

	 

	“Hubbard mentions the book of Revelation and it’s prophecy of a time when an arch enemy of Christ, referred to as the Antichrist, will reign. According to Hubbard, the Antichrist represents the forces of Lucifer and Hubbard said, ‘my mission could be said to fulfill the biblical promise represented by this period of the Antichrist.’”

	 

	So, he admitted it, right? Hubbard also talked about Jesus. Remember that Scientologists will say Scientology is completely compatible with Christianity. An example given earlier was the quote from Will Smith, where he says he was raised in a Baptist home, so he knows that Scientology is 98% the same as Christianity. Well then, Scientology is no big deal, right? Wrong! Listen to what Hubbard said about Jesus:

	 

	“He taught that the historic Jesus was not nearly the sainted figure he’s been made out to be. In addition, he said that Jesus was a lover of young boys and men.”

	 

	So, Hubbard was saying that Jesus was a homosexual and a pedophile. Wait, there is more:

	 

	“And Jesus, he said, was given to uncontrollable bursts of temper and hatred.”

	 

	Which, by the way, is a sin. Excuse me?! And yet, your teachings are supposed to be completely compatible with Christianity? What a lie and a smokescreen!

	 

	Now, let’s go in further with his son, Lafayette Ronald Hubbard, Jr. (now Ron DeWolf). DeWolf obviously had a falling out with his dad. Early on he was involved with Scientology but left later. In 1959, he changed his name to Ronald DeWolf. He did not want to have anything to do with his dad. Then in the 1980’s, DeWolf gave a series of sworn statements. I have those on tape and I’m going to share the transcript of a video clip with you next. Wait until you read these; it’s so crazy. But, DeWolf said that his father had been deeply involved in the occult and black magick. Again, Ronald DeWolf believed his dad was taking over the mantle of Aleister Crowley and DeWolf claimed this:

	 

	“Black Magick is the inner core of Scientology and my father did not worship satan, he thought he was satan.”

	 

	Now, that’s just the tip of the iceberg. I want to give you the transcript of about six minutes of a video that is the result of as much pairing down as I could. It’s example, after example, after example, of how L. Ron Hubbard was a habitual liar and his Scientology is straight out of the occult. All he did was put his spin on occult practices. He was full of lies and made up his religion to accumulate some serious cash. So, let’s read the transcript of a video where Hubbard’s son, Ron DeWolf, admits where Scientology really came from. It starts off at a public hearing and it is absolutely wild:

	 

	Official with the last name of LeCher, questioning DeWolf: “Ronald Edward DeWolf, are you the natural son of L. Ron Hubbard?”

	 

	DeWolf: “Yes, I am.”

	 

	Official: “Fiction writing is how your father originally gained his main source of income?”

	 

	DeWolf: “Yes, it was. But the problem there, is a lot of his writing, he did not really write as many words as he said he did. Through the early 1950’s, he used to tell everybody that he had written seven million words of fiction. But in fact, it probably never exceeded a million words.”

	 

	Official: “Then much of it that has been written and said about your father is a figment of his imagination?”

	 

	DeWolf: “That’s quite correct. I could say flatly that 99% of what my father wrote about his own life and what he had done, is false.”

	 

	Official: “Was he really in the war and shot up and healed himself with his own mind.”

	 

	DeWolf: “He was in the Navy during World War II, but he wasn’t shot. He was never wounded or blinded.”

	 

	Official: “Would you like to go into how far in college did he indeed go and what degrees does he have?”

	 

	DeWolf: “He spent a few months, as far as college is concerned, at George Washington University, and one of the major points that he has said is that he has a degree in engineering. At one point there was a degree in nuclear engineering. Now, of course, that changed. As far as any nuclear engineering is concerned, he only took one semester and he received an F, as in failure, for the one semester.”

	 

	Official: “He also claimed he did a lot of underwater research for the University of Michigan. Do you know about that?”

	 

	DeWolf: “No, he did not do that.”

	 

	Official: “Does he have any background, to your knowledge, a scientific background that Auditing could be a plausible and worthwhile medical, or a...”

	 

	DeWolf: “No, of course not.”

	 

	Official: “He made it up then? Auditing is just something he made up?”

	 

	DeWolf: “Yes, the incidences in ‘Dianetics, Modern Science of Mental Health’, came generally from his imagination and I don’t know how many thousands of people have been Audited on those particular incidents like, ‘return to the clam,’ where genetically, you were a clam and if you’re having jaw trouble, that was a one of the bases, according to Scientology (my father), that’s one of the bases of bad teeth, having trouble with your jaws because you were having an Engram as a clam fifty trillion years ago.”

	 

	DeWolf: “His leap of logic was, at the time he was talking about leukemia and cancer, that cancer is cells, which are dividing, and dividing of cells is a sexual thing as in prenatal activity or conception. So therefore, the basis of all cancer is sex. If you were having big bad problems with sex in early childhood, or something like that, then this is what’s causing your cancer.”

	 

	Official: “What about being a celibate? If you are celibate, would that eliminate the possibility of having cancer?”

	 

	DeWolf (supposedly according to Hubbard): “Well, that could also cause cancer because of your lack of sexual activity.”

	 

	Official: “I guess there’s no way you can win.”

	 

	DeWolf: “That’s correct.”

	 

	DeWolf: “He asked me to sit on the couch and I was high on Benzedrine, or Bennies. We started doing ‘research’ on a book called, ‘A History of Man.’ So, we spent a couple three days on that. Here’s the book; ‘Scientology, A History of Man.’ Here’s a copy of it and he did a few of the incidents with Mary Sue, but the majority of incidents in it, were off the top of my head as I had upwards of twenty to thirty milligrams of bennies in me.”

	 

	Official: “That’s a very small book for the history of man.”

	 

	DeWolf: “Yes, but the interesting thing about the book is this is purported to be, or presented as, incidents, which are common to everybody’s past. This is the public relations output. This is the thrust of the book, that these are early genetic incidents in the ancient primordial past of each and every man, woman, and child on earth, and they came out of my drug trip.”

	 

	Official: “Is it safe to assume that he became a religion because he could keep more of the money?”

	 

	DeWolf: “Correct. My father only knew how to do one thing and that was to destroy people. I mean, he could not do anything lightly. To him, anybody who did anything against him, criticized him, he would just flat go after their throat.”

	 

	In just a little bit, we’ll see how Hubbard does literally go after people’s throats. And what you see with him is a guy who was not only involved in the occult, but according to his son, didn’t just worship satan; Hubbard thought he himself was the actual satan. So, Hubbard just can’t help himself. What does history show that he did over and over? He commits lie, after lie, after lie. What does the Bible tell us about the one who is the father of lies? Even though Hubbard may not have been the actual satan, he did do just as his father, satan, does. He was very comfortable lying and did so, seemingly unashamed, and regularly. And again, now we are going to get into his behavior, where if you mess with the religion he came up with, he’s going to come after you.

	 

	So, that gives you a good idea of what we’re talking about with Dianetics and you should understand that a Scientologist believes, with this information from L. Ron Hubbard, they are literally tasked with saving earth. They’ve bought into the notion that Scientology is the vehicle needed for the crucial mission to save the world. They believe everyone needs help to progress beyond and away from the clam stage. But, instead of following something that could achieve these goals, Scientologists are just buying into Hubbard’s techniques that came straight from the occult. Can you believe that? 

	And there is that same lie that keeps popping up everywhere: it is the evolutionary mindset claiming our world is billions or trillions of years old. Scientologists believe the goal they need to be dedicated to is to get the whole planet clear, so that everyone on earth will have no limitations and be able to achieve their potential. That is straight out of Crowleyism and satanism with its desire for no limitations whatsoever. That is their goal. Hubbard laid his theology out in such a twisted way that these Scientology followers really think they are here to save the planet, which can be achieved if everyone would only go through this Dianetics processing.

	 

	So, Hubbard’s occult education produced Dianetics but how did he go from that to Scientology? Well, what we are going to see is how he went from rags, quickly to riches, then back to rags, and then up to riches again. It was all with a lot of trouble, but slowly he continues higher over the long run and the reason he continued to go upward, instead of losing it all, is basically because of the Scientology military Hubbard sets up to silence people who would disagree with him.

	 

	So, first let’s talk about how he progressed from Dianetics into establishing Scientology. Well, when Dianetics first came out, it was “an immediate commercial success.” He had struggled most of his life with the habit of lying, and with all the other bad character issues, while trying to eke out a living, writing science fiction books. Then with Dianetics, he finally moved up significantly in income. When Dianetics came out, it was a financial success for him. By August of 1950, Hubbard’s book sold 55,000 copies. It was selling at a rate of 4,000 per week as a runaway best seller. It was being translated into French, German, and Japanese. Five hundred Dianetics Auditing groups were set up across the United States. So, Hubbard got this book out and finally hit it big, from his point of view.

	 

	Just like Scientology does today, Hubbard used Hollywood to get the endorsement of those people the masses look up to. Back then, as it still is today, many people looked to these stars’ opinions for what was virtuous. So, even back then, right out the gate, Hubbard had some prominent individuals get involved. There was a poet named Jean Toomer, as well as some who were his science fiction writer friends like Aldous Huxley, who received Auditing training from Hubbard himself. There was a science fiction writer named Theodore Sturgeon and another, A.E. van Vogt. The latter became a Dianetics Auditor. Vogt literally got so into it, he temporarily quit writing and became the head of Scientology’s Los Angeles branch. These were high profile, well-known, and wealthy people who got involved and caused so many average people to see Scientology in a positive light. It’s the same dynamic that’s going on today with Scientology. Later, we’ll take a more extensive look at why Scientology targeted Hollywood from the start and why they still do so today.

	 

	Dianetics was not cheap and of course we know why. It was all about making money right from the start and a great many people were willing to pay. The writer, A.E. van Vogt, said that he did nothing but “tear open envelopes and pull out $500 checks from people who were just dying to take an Auditor course.” So, people initially jumped on this thing because he sold it as a panacea. Dianetics was going to give you a bigger I.Q., fix all your ills, heal your body, and allow you to achieve limitless potential. With all the Dianetics centers popping up and the book sales going nuts, there was all kinds of cash coming in. Hubbard was making money hand over fist. He personally was bringing in $90,000 per month and this was back in 1950. That is a lot, but it wasn’t anything compared to what he got. The same writer, van Vogt, said he saw Hubbard show up at the Los Angeles Foundation and grab a lump sum. He saw Hubbard grab the equivalent, in today’s dollars, of half a million dollars. So, Hubbard was making $90,000 a month back in 1950, and apparently needed more cash, so he grabbed the equivalent of half million dollars. This guy had it going.

	 

	It was a Dianetics boom, so to speak, and of course Hubbard traveled around lecturing on Dianetics. There were many famous people who bought into it. So, he’s living it up and finally achieved his dreams by using occult material but calling it Dianetics. 

	 

	Part of the appeal seemed to be that Hubbard was a very charismatic guy. If you read a lot of accounts, people said they became spellbound when he spoke. People hung on his every word. Yes, I’ll give him that, the dude could really tell a story!

	 

	So, Hubbard was on the rise and riding high. It was all going well for him as he raked in the money. This was his first success period. Then all of a sudden, he started running into resistance and restriction. The negative reports on Dianetics started coming out from the scientific and medical communities. There’s a shocker. They began to examine Hubbard’s claims. Now that the book has been out long enough, they were able to get a copy, understand the hype, and put his material to the test. With that testing, they essentially began to say Dianetics is a bunch of baloney. Here’s a quote:

	 

	New Republic: “A bold mixture of complete nonsense taken from crazy newly invented terminology.”

	 

	Actually, that is very accurate, but they forgot the word, “occult.” At this point, a rift started between Hubbard and some of his fellow science fiction writers. They begin to criticize Dianetics; calling it “gibberish” and “a lunatic revision of Freudian Psychology.” Of course, that type of review comes from these bizarre teachings of Hubbard’s like how you have to go back to a past life to find out why the clam version of you caused your teeth issues.

	 

	So, his sci-fi writer colleagues started to pile on along with criticism from the medical and scientific communities. There were starting to be cracks in the dam with even some supporters now giving into the issues uncovered. Even some of the individuals who were supposed to have achieved the state of perfection by becoming clear with no more limitations to the achievement of their total human potential came out to say, “yeah...no.” Hubbard had pointed to people and said, “See! Look at them. That person has achieved their goal and are now clear.” But those people were saying, “No, I don’t think so.” Let me give you what was said by one of those guys whose last name was Winter. He became disillusioned because he had never seen a convincing clear:

	 

	“I’ve seen some individuals who were supposed to have been clear, but their behavior does not conform to the definition of the state.”

	 

	So, in other words, people can say they are clear, but it just does not add up from what this guy saw in them.  Next came the really big bombshell that exploded publicly, right in Hubbard’s face. Again, Hubbard had gotten things going at a high level, so he was at this peak but then along came the resistance, trying to pull him down. It was the medical community and scientific communities against him, his friends starting to crack and break away, and now followers are beginning to say they have never met anyone who is truly clear. But the real big one that finally knocked him completely off his peak was one important event. Hubbard was in Los Angeles where he had gathered an audience of 6,000 people in Shrine Auditorium. He was giving a demonstration of a lady named Sonia Bianca, who was supposed to be clear. Hubbard went on stage with her and performed a live test. He said that as a result of her undergoing Dianetics therapy, she now possessed perfect recall. Here is how that demonstration went, according to the historical account of that night:

	 

	“She failed to remember a single formula in physics, the subject she was majoring in, or the color of Hubbard’s tie, when his back was turned.”

	 

	So, at that point, the audience got up and left. Boom!! Hubbard fell very quickly from his high perch. 

	 

	I’m going to share with you the transcript of that event’s reenactment, which actually came out in a Hollywood movie. It was fittingly titled, The Profit, with a double meaning of “Prophet” that was purposely spelled as, “Profit.” This was of course to show Hubbard’s central motivation being money. In the movie they changed the names. Instead of Dianetics, it’s called SciMind. L. Ron Hubbard’s character has a different name, as does Sonia Bianca. From that movie, I’m going to share a scene that depicts what happened that night of the test, and Hubbard’s fall was completed in a big way by that experience. It was the night he went right back to the bottom. Let’s read the transcript of this recreation based on Hubbard’s bad evening:

	 

	Leland Conrad Powers (the Hubbard character): “Yes, there is a chance for mankind, because tonight, the breakthroughs of SciMind have taken the mind of man to a new state; a state of mind that will bring man from the darkness, into the light. And tonight, you are going to meet the first person in the world to attain this state of perfection. Ladies and gentlemen, may I present to you, Miss Barbara Mowats.”

	 

	Leland Powers: “Now, Babs, since you’ve attained this state of perfection, how has your life changed?”

	 

	Barbara (the Sonia Bianca character): “Well, Doctor, all my psychosomatic illnesses have been eliminated. I used to have allergies and they’re completely gone, and I no longer need my eyeglasses.”

	 

	Leland Powers: “And has it improved your mind?”

	 

	Barbara: “My IQ has gone up twenty points. And my memory is perfect.” 

	 

	Applause

	 

	Random man in the audience: “Hey, we want to ask her some questions.”

	 

	Leland: “Of course, of course. Yes sir, you have a question.”

	 

	Man, with a question: “You’re supposed to have a perfect memory; what’s the state capital of Vermont?”

	 

	Barbara: “Montpelier.” 

	 

	Applause

	 

	Leland: “Very good. Yes, sir, you have a question?”

	Blonde haired man stands up in front of another man who had a question: “Me?”

	 

	Leland: “No, no, no; not you. The gentleman directly behind you.”

	 

	Blonde man: “Hey, what, is this set up?! Let me ask my question.” Applause “You say you read this book; what’s on page 133?”

	 

	Leland Powers: “Now I don’t think that’s much of a test. Somebody else have a question please?”

	 

	Dark haired man stands and blurts out his question without being called upon: “Okay, if you have such a perfect memory, what’s the color of Mr. Powers tie?”

	 

	Barbara: “I ah, I uhm, I don’t remember.”

	 

	Leland: “May I have another question? Anybody else?”

	 

	Blonde guy: “Yeah, what did you have for breakfast, April 1st?”

	 

	Dark haired guy yells: “She certainly didn’t eat her Wheaties!”

	 

	Laughter and boos as the audience gets up and leaves

	 

	Yes, that is what happened to the real L. Ron Hubbard that night. People begin leaving in droves. So, Hubbard, represented in the movie by this Leland Powers, was way up there in notoriety and income, but he then fell hard. This big event was massive failure. That coupled with the scientific and medical communities, as well as friends and followers doubting the veracity of Dianetics, and boom!! He came back to earth and hit hard. But wasn’t that funny how they called it the “state of perfection.” It sounds like what Scientology calls being clear, because that’s really what it is. As I said, they changed the names of the people and the organization. Mr. Powers is Hubbard and SciMind is Dianetics. I thought it was very interesting. The questions were set up ahead of the evening with conspiring audience members (chicanery), but their plan got all messed up with other questioners breaking in with real unscripted questions.

	 

	And as far as this supposed state of perfection, or clear, that Scientology claims people are able to achieve, maybe it’s just me, but they should have brought out Barbara character’s husband. A spouse can always counter that perfection theory, right? Whenever you’re feeling a bit arrogant from some success, a husband or wife can always jump in with something like, “Oh yeah, let me tell you some stories about this person you’re calling perfect.” At least this Leland Powers character (Hubbard) was smart enough not to bring the spouse on stage. I digress. Let’s move on.

	 

	So, Hubbard started off strong with Dianetics where he was even pulling out half a million of cash from his headquarters. That was on top of the huge monthly income. But then; boom!! His whole world exploded in a rapid fall. 

	 

	Now, do you think this guy is going to let it all go away that easily? No way! This is just the birth phase of his ill-gotten success. At that point he had to get the train rolling again and from his downfall, he started to develop a mindset that people better not get in his way. What we’re seeing is the catalyst for his attitude that people better never get in his way again because he will never hit rock bottom like this; no matter what he has to do or whoever he needs to threaten. Nobody will take it away from him again! So, let’s continue with that journey where he develops this ruthlessness.

	 

	After his bombshell fiasco night where his first supposed clear follower was uncovered as a fraud, on top of all his other rising issues, his Dianetics membership was leaving in droves. The New Jersey foundation was in a financial crisis. In today’s equivalent numbers, the L.A. foundation was in the hole by $1,500,000. Hubbard’s book publisher resigned and wanted nothing to do with him. By 1951, the New Jersey foundation and all its branches had closed. Hubbard started having more marital problems because he had another affair. He had an affair with a 17-year-old girl and then his wife began hanging out with someone else in Dianetics. That was Sara, who was his second wife that he cheated on his first wife with.

	 

	Hubbard is going through all that, but true to form, he concocts more lies, this time to get Sara in trouble. Again, Sara had started hanging out with another guy, but Hubbard plays Mr. Innocent even though he was sleeping with this other woman, who is also a teenager, that will become his third wife. Still, he actually approached the FBI to set his second wife up, along with this fellow she is hanging with. Hubbard went to the FBI to say that Sara and her new guy were communist infiltrators. He did it just to stir up trouble for them by trying to get the FBI to come and take them down. However, what happened instead, was that the FBI began to take notice of Mr. Hubbard. In fact, that agent said, “He appears mental.” That’s what is written in the actual FBI record from the time.

	 

	So, then Hubbard seemed to be going crazy, he’s going into bad financial straits, and everything with Dianetics is closing up. So, Hubbard decided to seize his second wife Sara, along with their one-year-old daughter, and forcibly take them to San Bernardino California where he unsuccessfully attempted to find a doctor to “examine Sara and declare her insane.” He tried but couldn’t get a doctor who would sign off on that. At this point, Sara, of course, filed for divorce.

	 

	All this is was happening with Dianetics going down the tubes. It looked like it was over for his little five minutes in the sun, but along came a guy named Don Purcell, who basically bailed Hubbard out. Purcell was a millionaire businessman that was originally into Dianetics. They moved the Dianetics headquarter to Wichita, Kansas, so things seemed to be okay for Hubbard now that he had some cash flow to get going again. However, the courts then caught up to him and this new foundation in Wichita and became liable for all the debts of the New Jersey foundation. So, when this new Wichita headquarters became bankrupt, Hubbard resigned immediately.

	Still, he had to keep this thing going, so, on the other side of town, he established what was called the Hubbard College. At the same time, he’s in the position of having to fight this Don Purcell guy over the rights to Dianetics. Purcell bailed Hubbard out, but that gave ownership to Purcell. So, Purcell went bankrupt from his liability for all the Dianetics debt from the previous foundations.

	 

	But, for Hubbard, he was only focused on how he could get it all back. He was in this predicament, so the question was, how is he going to do that? Well, after only six weeks of the Hubbard College, he quit that. Here is where we start to get into Scientology. How did Hubbard’s path go from this Dianetics book, to Scientology? What he did was close down the new school in Wichita and moved to Phoenix. There he established what was originally called the Hubbard Association of Scientologists International. It then became the Science of Certainty, hence Scientology. So, that gets us to Scientology. It is said that the real reason he started this morphing organization was to gain back control of his Dianetics creation. 

	 

	“He would be able to stay in business even if the courts eventually awarded Dianetics to Mr. Purcell.”

	 

	So, the heart of this endeavor was a way he could start a whole other foundation just in case he couldn’t get Dianetics back. That was the origin of Scientology. But Hubbard had to somehow legitimize Scientology because, remember, it had previously gone up in flames. As part of that effort, it was during this time that Hubbard developed, and came out with, his “incredible” E-Meter. You remember that goof-ball gadget. He said this about the device:

	 

	“It was an almost mystical power of a machine, to reveal an individual’s innermost thoughts.”

	 

	No, it isn’t! It’s a glorified Ohmmeter that anyone can pick up at the hardware store for twenty bucks. Although, you also need two empty pop cans. Scientology still uses it today but now; it’s even characterized as “religious device.” But this is where he was going toward a science theme with Scientology. He came up with this supposed scientific instrument to read your thoughts and declare whether you have these supposed negative Engrams in your mind. But it’s just an ohmmeter attached to empty cans.

	 

	But recovering his previous success is his impetus for establishing Scientology. He’s trying to get this thing going for him again. So, he started hitting the road again, giving lectures, and doing all he can as a charismatic figure who is always figuring out the angles of how he can entice people to him and his ideas. He again made promises that were just him lying through his teeth. He told people that, with the Scientology information, they could gain the ability to make their own body young or old and acquire the ability to heal those who are ill, without physical contact. That sounds like the same stuff we heard in our study of Christian Science, as part of the larger World Religions, Cults & The Occult. Hubbard also claimed that people who practice Scientology would have the ability to cure the insane and incapacitated.

	 

	Now, I don’t mean this in a positive way, I say it just to explain his behavior, but Hubbard certainly learned the lesson from Dianetics. When he first began Dianetics, he had groups all over that started other groups to help him promote Dianetics. The feeling was the more the better. All were welcome to join and promote the club. Well, not anymore! Hubbard clamped down on it this time. His demeanor became that no one is to do anything other than what he says. He wanted total control because he was on a mission, working his way back to the top financially, and power wise. He had a taste of it and was determined to get back there without anyone messing it up.

	 

	So, Scientology’s methods become radically different from Dianetics and they still follow the new procedures today. Training and doctrines were standardized. You had to follow exactly what Hubbard said to do. Auditors were not permitted to deviate at all from what Hubbard told them to do. Branches were named the same label they have still today: “Orgs.” These orgs were organized as franchises. Now, listen to this and you tell me if the whole thing wasn’t set up, around one central goal, and that was to bring in as much money as possible. Hubbard set it up like a franchise business; “rather like a fast food restaurant chain.” Here is how his system worked:

	 

	“Each franchise holder was required to pay ten percent of income to Hubbard’s central organization.”

	 

	What does that sound like? If you want to open a McDonald’s today, you don’t just decide to open one wherever you’d like, on your own. It’s a franchise, so you have to pay upfront to acquire the ability to open one and then, no matter what happens with your business, you have to give a percentage of the revenues to the headquarters. Well, this is exactly how Hubbard set up Scientology. Listen to this:

	 

	“The franchisees not only had to pay ten percent of the income, but they were expected to find recruits, known as, ‘raw meat.’”

	 

	I’m not making this stuff up! Hey, it really is just like any hamburger joint franchise and it too, was all about making cash. Now, these franchisees who had to give Hubbard ten percent, and that he had total control over, were also restricted from performing anything more than just basic entry-level services. If someone wanted to advance to the higher degrees, which cost way more, the franchises couldn’t do it, those people were to be referred to the main headquarters because that’s where the bigger payments for service were to end up. Hubbard then went over to England and grabbed control of the group that had started there in London. At this time, his wife was giving him more children with the birth of their first daughter. What was it that he named her? It was Diana, which is interesting because he had a fascination with Diana.

	 

	Again, Hubbard has to get this whole thing rolling after it crashed and burned. All those people were making fun of him and he was a big joke. So as part of rehabbing his reputation, Hubbard went out and “acquired,” a doctorate. With it, he supposedly became the respectable Dr. L. Ron Hubbard. Do you think he achieved this doctor’s degree from years of hard work slaving away at the college books? No! As we’re seen over and over, as well as even hearing it from his own son, the guy was a huge liar. His supposed doctorate was from “Sequoia University.” Have you ever heard of it? No, you probably haven’t because it’s just a degree mill. Their explanation for handing over a doctorate degree to him, was this:

	 

	“Given in recognition of his outstanding work on Dianetics.”

	 

	So, Hubbard becomes a fake doctor when given (or he bought), a phony doctorate. And the reason he “achieves” this doctorate is supposedly for creating things like his electronic pop can, extruder ohmmeter, two thousand-machine. At this point, Hubbard is just throwing it all out there; trying to drum up the success he lost. He had applied the science label and now it’s the doctor bit. This is where it proceeds to the birth of what Scientology is today. Hubbard is now thinking; I not only have this new organization, the science angle, and my new doctor title, but in order to fool more people, I’ve got to do some greater legitimizing of this thing. So, here’s where he starts to think; How about we take this down the religion route?

	 

	Now, first of all, this religion idea was nothing new to Hubbard although he contradicts himself about it, with Dianetics, as opposed to Scientology. In the book, he has a very negative view of religion because he says it has a limiting factor for people. But, with Scientology, all of a sudden, he latches onto the religion label because it is very convenient for him. There are benefits for calling yourself a religion. In fact, even as far back as 1948, Hubbard was quoted as saying this:

	 

	“Writing for a penny a word is ridiculous. If a man really wants to make a million dollars, the best way is to start his own religion.”

	 

	Well, now he has that opportunity, even though his own writings in Dianetics were against it. Hubbard outlined the plan with what he called, “Spiritual Guidance Centers.” So, this is the birth of Scientology, when Hubbard has his scientific E-Meters that he can combine with his religious terms. Again, it’s all his way of trying to grab control of this moneymaking enterprise. In these Spiritual Guidance Centers, he started charging people $500 for 24 hours of Auditing. He said,  

	“That is real money. Charge enough and we’ll be swamped.”

	 

	And they were. It’s a strange human dynamic. You can offer something for free and people think it’s cheap, but if you slap a high price tag on it, those same people decide it must be good stuff. That is what marketing is all about. The higher than normal the price tag is, the more folk’s credit it for quality. It’s crazy. Hubbard used the same marketing idea when pricing his “new religion.” So, Scientology’s franchises now became Scientology churches, as we have today. But they are just franchises. Can you imagine if someone asked you to give money to support his or her new “McChurch,” where you can actually have a religious experience with a Big Mac? But that’s basically what Hubbard did with Scientology. He just flipped the switch and made it sound religious. Again, there is much to be gained if you become a religion.

	 

	Then to help solidify the church idea in people’s minds, Hubbard had the Auditors begin to dress as clergymen, complete with clerical collars. Why? Remember, people messed with him, intimidated him, made fun of him, and said his practices were lies and did not work. But, with the religion label, he gained certain other benefits like being able to put the guilt factor on dissenters. Here’s some reasoning for Hubbard wanting Scientologists, the Auditors, to dress in clerical uniforms:

	 

	“If they were arrested in the course of their activities, Hubbard advised, they should sue for massive damages for ‘molesting a man of God, going about his business.’”

	 

	So that was another part of his gain from the religious aspect. Also, a few years later, he told this to Scientologists:

	 

	“If attacked on some vulnerable point, by anyone or anything, by any organization, always find or manufacture enough threat against them to cause them to sue for peace. Do not ever defend. Always attack.”

	 

	And again, this is my own theory, but I think we can trace the trail; why is he taking this attack first, attitude? Well remember, he started off great and then hit rock bottom. So, from that point, he was ready to get his baby back at all costs and no one was going to ever take it away from him again. He put the clamps down on his organization. From this point forward he not only kept his thumb on it to control the whole thing, he even turned it into a religion so people couldn’t attack his religion and, by the way, he could also be considered a non-profit to get a major tax write off.. We’ll get to more on that benefit in a minute.

	 

	It was around this time that Hubbard really embraced the position that no one is ever again going to mess with him. They still use this same tactic today just like how Hubbard started to use intimidation, and the court system, to make people back off and submit. And if anything, it is just a dollars and cents tactic. Hubbard knew, and Scientology still knows today, that to win, you just have to continue throwing lawsuit after lawsuit at your opponents. Who has to pay for those? The opponent has to put up money, and could easily, in many cases, be sued out of existence. So, you make people back off and that is what has happened to a lot of those who have come out against Scientology.  

	 

	Now, getting back to Dianetics, we left off with that Purcell millionaire guy owning the rights to Dianetics; well, not anymore. Hubbard got it back. How did he do that? Here’s Hubbard’s tactic and then the outcome from its use with Purcell: 

	 

	“Hubbard said the purpose of the lawsuits was to harass and discourage. The law, he said, can be used very easily to harass and enough harassment of somebody could ruin them utterly.”

	 

	So, he did that to Mr. Don Purcell in the fight over Dianetics. In 1954 when Don Purcell was “worn out by constant litigation,” he gave in and gave Dianetics back to Hubbard. These are the same practices Scientology uses today. You are seeing the birth of it right here. Most of the independent Scientologists and Dianetics groups were basically either driven out of existence or forced to submit and merge with Hubbard. At this point, he was never going to let it get out of control again.

	 

	Hubbard began to market Scientology as a cure-all medical remedy and things of that nature. With that, it became “highly profitable for him.” By 1957, he organized it so that he was paid a percentage of the Church of Scientology’s gross income. So, he finally shot back up to riding on top, with the big bucks coming in again, influence back, and his ill-gotten power and success restored. Hubbard had struggled to eke out a living for a long time, then rose up to make the big money, then crashed, and now he’s back up on top with the help of his decision to clamp down on everything his organization does. 

	 

	By 1957 Hubbard was being paid about 2.2 million dollars. But, again, based on what I’m finding, people don’t even know what he really received for income because he had a practice of just reaching his hand into the money drawers when he wanted more cash. But, even from just what records there are, the guy was making big time bucks. At this point, he had reached his goal and was wealthy beyond his dreams. He then decided to buy Saint Hill Manor in England, which is an 18th century home, formerly owned by Sawai Man Singh, the Maharajah (a guru) of Jaipur India. That house became the international headquarters to hold trainings for Scientologists.

	 

	Later, in the 1960’s, Hubbard started to run into more problems. But, again, when Hubbard ran into issues, he presented himself as unduly persecuted. He’s just a giving and caring individual who is only trying to help people by leading this quest to “clear” the planet. He’s a benevolent martyr, working hard to benefit humankind, but unfortunately, bad people are coming after him. That is how Hubbard presented it and he characterized criticism this way:

	 

	“They were vicious and covert international attacks by the U.S. government and that it was a conspiracy of psychiatric front groups.”

	 

	So, from experience, he could smell when trouble was brewing and he thought; oh man, I just made it to the top again, and now they’re going to start coming at me just like before. Well, no you don’t.

	 

	This is when Hubbard really put the squeeze on anyone he needed to, even within his own organization. And with Scientology, it still goes on today. Even now, in their own organization, they report on each other. That is a “clear” sign of a cult; pun intended. At this point, Hubbard set up what was called, “security checking.” Again, he’s thinking; oh no, here they come. People are after me. They’re trying to dig up dirt on me, to find a crack in my system.

	 

	And he certainly was not going to fill up an Auditorium again to put his teaching to the test. So, he set up security checking for the members of his “Church” of Scientology. They were interrogated because he did not trust anyone. He became extremely paranoid, so the way he had them interrogated was through use of his E-Meter pop can thing. Listen to the questions they asked their own Scientologists:

	 

	“Have you ever had unkind thoughts about L. Ron Hubbard?”

	 

	Now, remember what we saw with the E-Meter. One way to cause the meter to go all the way to the right was to add either water or salt. But, of course, when a person gets nervous, what happens? The sweat. What is sweat made of? It’s water and salt. So, here are these people being brought in and grilled at headquarters. Headquarters is looking at them like they may be a secret spy, here to bring Scientology down. As they’re sweating from the pressure, the question is whether they’ve had any unkind thoughts. 

	 

	And listen to this, which, believe it or not, is their actual line of questioning:

	 

	“Scientologist were even interrogated about crimes possibly committed in their past lives and were asked questions like this: ‘Have you ever destroyed a culture?’”

	 

	I know, with me personally, that recently happened. There was black stuff growing on the backside of the shower and I used this chemical spray to get rid of it. But I guess that’s not what he was talking about here. That’s the wrong type of culture. He meant people, right? Let’s just move on. Can you imagine someone sitting in front of you, actually asking if you destroyed a group of people in your past life? Here’s another one:

	 

	“Did you come to Earth for evil purposes?”

	 

	This is asked while you are sitting there holding pop cans and thinking, don’t sweat, don’t sweat, don’t sweat! Here’s another one you don’t hear often: 

	 

	“Have you ever zapped anyone?”

	 

	You would think that question was only for the six-year-old boys, but they are asking grown people!

	 

	Now, we haven’t even gotten into Hubbard’s version of history yet, which is another science fiction story. Wait until we talk about Mr. Xenu, the galactic dictator of the confederacy. That will help explain why Hubbard is bringing up these aliens, other worlds, and zapping people. 

	 

	So, the U.S. government was building a file on Hubbard with the FBI, and remember, it was already noted in his file that he was a “mental case.” Now, the police start going after Hubbard because of complaints. There are even prosecutions. In 1958 the IRS pulled Scientology’s status as a church because Hubbard personally is,

	 

	“Making such a high amount of money and Scientology is supposed to be a non-profit.”

	 

	Hubbard himself was personally making too much, so the IRS yanked Scientology’s church status, as far as for tax purposes. Later on, and I don’t have time to go into this here, but we’ll get to it later in their history, in the 1990’s Scientology declared that “the war is over.” It meant they got back their status as a church and could really rake in massive bucks again. But, when Scientology got their church status pulled in 1958, Hubbard again started to get a bad reputation. With that, Hubbard’s success and income started to go down again and of course he saw it as people wanting to pull him down just like before. By this time Scientology was all over the world, not just in the United States. In fact, a report was put out on Hubbard describing him this way:

	 

	“Of doubtful sanity, having a persecution complex, and displaying strong indications of paranoid schizophrenia and delusions of grandeur.”

	 

	So, basically, now he’s on the run. And in a minute, what we’re going to see is that the run includes the purchase of a fleet of ships. Hubbard ran because governments and people around the world were after him. Today in Scientology, you’ll see they spiritualize these ships as part of their religious journey. Yeah, whatever! This guy was on the lam. Hubbard took off in these boats and traveled around the world being banned in country, after country, after country. He was looking for a safe haven. People were after him and he had to keep it going long enough to build his religion.

	 

	Many Parts of Australia would not let him in. He tried to go to Rhodesia, which today is Zimbabwe. Hubbard wined and dined the Rhodesian leader because Hubbard had a lot of money. Still that leader said no and didn’t renew Hubbard’s visa. Then in 1968, the British Minister of Health would no longer permit Hubbard to even come into the country. Hubbard made further inquiries, also without success, in Canada, New Zealand, and South Africa. So, this guy was on the run, in these big ships, floating around the world trying to find a safe place to land. There was nothing spiritual about it at all!

	 

	At that time, when everyone was after him, Hubbard introduced three directives to face this latest challenge. With the first one, he kicked off what he called “Ethics Technology,” which was to tighten internal discipline within Scientology.

	 

	“Scientologists were encouraged to disconnect from any organization or individual, including family members, that were deemed to be disruptive or suppressive.”

	What does that sound like? It is what cults do! They make you shut off anyone who doesn’t go along with your “journey,” because they might be out to harm you spiritually and they don’t understand that the mission you’re on is nothing less than to save the planet, so that the whole world can become unlimited in its clearness. Well, that’s exactly what cults do. Scientology calls it “Disconnected” and they still practice it today. If you’ve seen our study of Jehovah’s Witnesses, you’ll know they do the same and call it “Disfellowship.” Scientology calls it “Disconnect.”

	 

	The second directive Hubbard instituted was to require what are called “Knowledge Reports.” They too are still used today within Scientology. Scientologists are to report on each other, as far as “transgressions or misapplications of Scientology methods.” Already established was a list of crimes with categories of high crimes versus misdemeanors, and all possible sorts of infractions that were spelled out.

	 

	The third directive Hubbard introduced was what is called the “Fair Game Policy,” which pertained to anyone who was deemed an enemy of Scientology. That person would now be listed under their fair game policy. Listen to what that policy said:

	 

	“This person may be deprived of property or injured by any means by any Scientologist without any discipline of the Scientologist and they may be tricked, sued, lied to, or destroyed.”

	 

	That too, still goes on today! But, again, you see what is happening. Hubbard made it to the top, lost it all, gained it back, and here now he is confronted with potentially losing it all again, so he says, Oh, no you don’t!! And this went on all the way through Hubbard’s leadership of Scientology. The organization ebbed and flowed. Hubbard added all these constraints and I don’t have time to get into it here, but he literally developed a military force to go after people. In fact, Hubbard’s third wife controlled the headquarters of that military force. Hubbard was not going to let anyone ever bring him down again. And still today, Scientology will sue and threaten with enough intimidation that they get people to back off. That’s how they’ve been able to continue. It is not because Scientology is so wonderful or that it is scientific or that it is the true spiritual path. It is because of these threats from their little military police thing set up by Hubbard originally, so that no one would ever again be able to bring him down.

	 

	Now, I’ll get into this more in the next chapter, but I want to share the transcript from one more video. This fleet of ships Hubbard came up with, to go on the lam, is called the “Sea Org.” It’s supposed to be a branch of Scientology that travels around the world. But, again, Hubbard started it to escape. In fact, his personal assistant later recalled this:

	 

	“Hubbard said he had to keep moving because there were so many people after him. If they caught up with him, they would cause him so much trouble that he would be unable to continue his work. Scientology would not get into the world and there would be social and economic chaos, if not a nuclear holocaust.”

	 

	So, he brainwashed the people inside Scientology. Now, believe it or not, this Sea Org thing, which again, was Hubbard’s get away to search for a welcoming country anywhere on the planet that would allow him to keep his religion going, was the same Sea Org that the actress, Leah Remini was part of as a teenager. What you are going to read from Leah’s video transcript is that the Sea Org was basically forced labor. Here is her admitting she was actually involved in that:

	 

	Juju Chang, CBS News: “She’s one of the most outspoken critics of the controversial Church of Scientology, having grown up in a religion that believes in intergalactic theology. Tonight, Actress Leah Remini, one of Scientology’s highest profile ex-members, taking on its biggest star, Tom Cruise, now finding herself in the crosshairs. She sat down one on one with my Nightline co-anchor, Dan Harris.”

	 

	Dan Harris: “She is not only TV royalty, starring in the hit CBS sitcom, ‘The King of Queens’, but she was also Scientology royalty, gracing the cover of the church’s official celebrity magazine. Now however, Leah Remini has transformed from a fierce defender of the faith…”

	Older video of Leah Remini when she was still a Scientology member: “Without any Scientology organization, things are not going to change on this planet.”

	 

	Dan Harris: “...to the most famous member to leave and go public. With her new book called, ’Troublemaker’, about to hit shelves, the church is calling her a liar, self-absorbed, rude, and embarrassing, as Leah levels scathing criticisms against Scientology and its most well-known follower, Tom Cruise.”

	 

	Tom Cruise clip: “I think it’s a privilege to call yourself a Scientologist and it’s something that you have to earn.”

	 

	Dan Harris: “In fact, as you will hear tonight, Leah says the beginning of the end of her more than three decades in Scientology, came at the Tom Cruise/Katie Holmes wedding. But Leah’s Scientology story started, she says, when her mom Vickie, fresh off a divorce, threw herself into the religion founded by science fiction writer, L. Ron Hubbard. Eventually Vicki decided to bring her daughters, Leah and Nicole, in and put them on course.”

	 

	Dan Harris interviewing Leah Remini: “What does that mean; go on course?”

	 

	Leah: “You learn how to apply the techniques of Scientology to yourself and others.”

	 

	Dan: “So for a kid who is always looking around and comparing herself to other people, to be part of a faith where you had a mission to save…”

	 

	Leah: “...the planet; save the planet.”

	 

	Dan: “That must have been a big deal.”

	 

	Dan Harris Commentary: “When Leah was a teenager, her mom, Vicki, decided to enroll her in the Sea Org; the highest uniformed full-time religious order of the church, and to move the family down to Scientology’s spiritual headquarters in Clearwater, Florida, known as the flag land base.”

	 

	Leah: “They provide room and board, and you work there, and you sign a billion-year contract.”

	 

	Dan: “A billion-year contract?”

	 

	Leah: “Correct.” 

	 

	Dan: “You, as a child, signed this contract?”

	 

	Leah: “Correct.”

	 

	Dan Harris Commentary: There it is in writing. Scientologists believe in reincarnation and Sea Org members are expected to keep working every time they come back. That’s Leah and Nicole in their Sea Org uniforms. Smiles notwithstanding, she very quickly started causing problems in the Sea Org.”

	 

	Dan Harris interviewing Remini friend, Sherry Ollins: “What kind of trouble was she getting into?”

	 

	Sherry: “I think mainly it was her mouth.”

	 

	Dan: “Sherry Ollins, a friend and fellow Sea Org member, says Leah would complain about the living conditions, the food, and the hard work.”

	 

	Sherry: “When you first get into the Sea Org, they have you do physical labor; a lot of us kids were cleaning the uniform shirts.

	 

	Dan interviewing Leah: “What kind of work were you doing?”

	 

	Leah: “It could go from working in a laundry room to working industrial sanders.”

	Dan: “Industrial Sanders?”

	 

	Leah: “Yes.”

	 

	What Scientology’s Sea Org is, even to this day, is essentially, slave labor. But notice how they spiritualize L. Ron Hubbard’s decision to take it on the lam. He was just hiding from people but with a wave of his magic words...dunt, da, da, done! it’s now the Sea Org! Scientology says it’s the highest order of all Scientologists.

	 

	Wait, no it’s not! It’s just the three get-a-way ships for his run from those he wronged! And as we’ll see in the next chapter, even on board those boats with the supposed highest-level Scientologists, it was like slave labor. So, it’s bad enough that they spiritualize L. Ron Hubbard’s method of escaping justice and seeking a safe haven anywhere that might take him around the world, but he used slave labor on his ships. They bring people on board to work for free.

	 

	Again, I don’t have time to get into this now, but they also have what’s called the RPF, or the “Rehabilitation Project Force,” which has been characterized as a “forced labor and re-indoctrination program, compared to the Soviet Gulag system.” That is on those boats. It’s absolutely crazy in the first place but even more so that they still do the same stuff today.

	 

	So, what we are seeing is where Dianetics and Scientology came from, and that was from their founder, who was involved in the occult, and basically promoting a new form of satanism, where it’s all about doing whatever you want to do. He wrote a book he made up that was full of lies, including the clam stuff that actually came from his son’s drug induced fantasies. Hubbard’s chicanery came crashing down, so he said to himself; oh no, that will never happen again! He got it off the ground again by reworking it into a supposed science and then even a so-called religion. He clamped down on his followers to have total control so he could not lose it again. Even up to this day, that control has been the only reason it’s succeeding and it’s out of fear, intimidation, and occult techniques. Still today, Scientology uses another tactic just like what Hubbard practiced for so long. That is to entice high profile people to get involved and then help promote it.
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	Continuing in our study of Scientology, we know that it is neither science, nor “ology.”  Instead, and as we have been seeing, it is science fiction occult. From the history, we also saw that Scientology came from a guy named L. Ron Hubbard, which is a lot of the reason it is science fiction occult. Hubbard was not just a science fiction writer. He brought an extensive background in the training and practices of the occult that started early on when he was sixteen and progressed into acquiring Aleister Crowley’s dark occult information. It continued into adulthood when Hubbard teamed up with Jack Parsons, who was the founder of Jet Propulsion Laboratories (JPL). Both he and Hubbard were heavy duty into the occult as Crowleyites and the West Coast face of Crowley’s occult teachings. They were deep, deep, into the occult. 

	 

	So, when Hubbard got around to writing Dianetics, which gave birth to Scientology, all his occult practices came into play. But where does Hubbard say his material came from as the beginning inspiration for Dianetics? He said it was from a near death experience. However, what really happened was a common trip to the dentist where he was given some nitrous oxide and had a drug trip. When you mingle the output from Hubbard’s brain, at the time of that drug experience, with the occult practices he learned, that’s where Dianetics came from. And again, Dianetics is essentially Scientology’s version of the Bible. When Dianetics took off initially, Hubbard hit it big time and was raking in the dough. According to Hubbard, that is what he set out to do. That is what his efforts were all about. But then, boom! He lost it all. Later, he started gaining traction again, but it was not without bumps.  

	 

	He had made it to the top and then lost it all. So, as we’ll see in this chapter, he decided the loss of his moneymaking machine would never happen to him again. From that point, he would do whatever he had to do to keep it. We’re going to pick it up there, with the history of how he literally began to develop a military force. 

	 

	He also made it into a religion, to provide protection from all those who would come after him to accuse him of chicanery, and the falsehood of calling it a science. He wanted the ability to play the martyr card: “How dare you attack a man of the clergy!” That was much of the reason he turned it into a religion, along with the lucrative aspect where nonprofit status as a religion would allow him to take more cash out of it. Rightly so, he later lost that status because in practice, he obviously was not a nonprofit. However, somehow, later in 1993 Hubbard got his tax-exempt status back. 

	 

	But, again, it was at this time that Hubbard firmly grabbed total control of his organization. In order to never fall back down to the low point he was at, Hubbard decided never to let anyone take his cash cow away again. He developed a military force and it’s still employed by Scientology today. They continue using the same tactics. 

	 

	Now, before we talk more about that, the theme for this chapter, is a term from Scripture that perfectly describes L. Ron Hubbard. That is, “False Teacher.” The Bible talks about false teachers, false prophets, and false teachings that will certainly come to us in the last days. By looking at Matthew 7, I want to bring out aspects of what these false teachers are like. In 2 Peter, we already saw that a lot of false teachers will come in the last days, secretly introducing heresy. They will do so specifically to rip you off from your cash. We’re going to see that theme in Matthew 7:15 where Jesus says this:

	 

	“Watch out for false prophets. They will come to you in sheep’s clothing, but inwardly are ravenous wolves.”

	 

	Who is “you” in this statement? That’s the people of God, right? These false prophets are going to come in your midst and will even look like you because they’re wearing sheep’s clothing. But it says even more: inwardly, these false teachers are not just wolves. The adjective used is “ferocious” wolves. And here is what’s cool about the Bible’s use of that word. Ferocious, is “harpax,” in the Greek. Some translations are “ravenous extortioner.” So, the Bible is saying they will not only be mean, and out to get you, they will actually have an insatiable appetite, as an extortionist, to steal your money. So, the Bible says these false teachers are going to come with their insatiable appetite for your cash. They will do whatever it takes to take you down and dupe you. They won’t give a rip about you. Yet they will look like you and sound like you. They may even use Christianese, but these guys are ferocious wolves.

	 

	Now the Bible has another term it uses, which is “savage.” Let’s take a look at Acts 20:29 for another adjective about these false teachers. The context here is with Paul leaving Ephesus. It was one of the longest stays he had in one place, so he was able to do great work there. Ephesus was a sort of hub for disseminating information into the rest of the towns and cultures around its area. So, God called Paul to go there, and his teaching in Ephesus was very fruitful. Here is Paul giving his farewell warning to the Church, which is about them needing to pay close attention and hold the line after Paul leaves because people are going to come in and try leading them away from Paul’s biblical teachings. That is the context and here is what he says, starting with verse 29:

	 

	“I know that after my departure, savage wolves will come in among you, not sparing the flock.”

	 

	In the Greek, the word for savage is “barus,” which means “violent, cruel, and unsparing.” There are more ways the Bible describes false teachers, but if you put together these two aspects from Matthew and Acts, it is just what we’ll see in this chapter from Hubbard and Scientology. This is the mindset behind L. Ron Hubbard’s military that is still in existence today. It is a savage ferocious movement. They have an insatiable appetite for money. No one is going to get in the way of them accumulating it and no one is going to take it away from them. They will resort to anything they have to do to protect their pile of money and that is a characteristic of false teachers.

	 

	Where we left off in the last chapter, Hubbard was on the lam doing his boat tour where he was trying to find a safe place to land because all these people were coming after him. And remember, this is when he is back to increasing his wealth, but he’s still on the lam with the three ships he purchased for tons of cash, but nobody is wanting to let him in their country. So, he’s out there on the lam as he floats around.

	 

	During this time, heat is being applied to him again, just like when he made the mistake of pretending to introduce the first clear person. People are starting to go after him again, so he has to do something about it. Here’s where Hubbard grabs control so no one can take it away from him again. Here is where he gets very militaristic. Hubbard embarked on three new initiatives during this time. One of those he called “Ethics Technology.” It is still a practice they follow today. Basically, it was a fancy way of tightening the internal discipline within Scientology. As we mentioned in the last chapter, Scientologists were ordered to disconnect from any organization or individual, including their own family, if that outsider was deemed disruptive or suppressive.

	 

	So, he first began to isolate people, which is what cults do. If anyone disagrees with the leadership of your cult, you need to disconnect from him or her. So, let’s say you’re in Scientology and out of concern for your well-being, a friend or family member wants to help you. You may say something like, “Hey, haven’t you heard about the problems with that group?” Or “The scientific community has been saying that whole thing is a bunch of baloney.” Well, you are the kind of person Scientologists are told to disconnect from. That is exactly what cults do and it’s what Hubbard installed.

	 

	Next, Hubbard launched what was called, “Knowledge Reports,” which are also still in existence today. Basically, within the camp of Scientology, if you hear any casual conversation or behavior that you don’t like or that seems inappropriate to you as a fellow Scientologist, you need to report that person or those people. You literally write a report and send it into headquarters. You turn each other in. And it’s still in existence today. In fact, the actress, Leah Remini, who we looked at in the last chapter, had a knowledge report written against her by Tom Cruise’s now ex-wife, Katie Holmes. Katie wrote a report against Leah Remini because Leah was getting out of line.

	 

	The third initiative Hubbard instituted was called “Fair Game Policy.” This was for anyone who was deemed an enemy of Scientology. According to this policy, that person could be,

	 

	“Deprived of property or injured, by any means, by any Scientologist, without any discipline of that Scientologist, and they may be tricked, sued, lied to, or destroyed.”

	 

	Now, again, this is my own theory, but I think it fits the historical timeline: Hubbard is basically saying, “Nobody is going to take it away from me this time!” He’s doing away with any free will people in Scientology had, and even cracking down on those outside Scientology who would have anything negative to say about it. Again, I think Hubbard decided that nobody was going to be able to take this thing away him again.

	 

	This is where we left off in the last chapter. Hubbard came up with a CIA-type wing of Scientology that he called, the “G.O.” GO stands for “Guardian’s Office.” It was a new agency Hubbard started with his third wife, Mary Sue, who headed it up. It dealt with all the external affairs, internal public relations, and legal actions against them. Guardian’s Office sounds very official, right? But, essentially, it was Scientology’s Nazi-style Gestapo. This GO thing was not only put out to clean up their messes, accusations, and supposed falsehoods, it was also literally gathering information around the world to be used against people, including politicians or anyone else who might ever come against them. 

	 

	They would use this information to say, Oh, yeah, you might want to shut your mouth and back off or else we’ll release what we have on you! Let us, in Scientology, do what we want to do. That, in a nutshell, is the Guardian’s Office. Hubbard established it and asked his wife to oversee it, because, again, he started getting more and more people with grievances focused on him. And as we learned earlier, Hubbard said one of the most effective tools to get people to back off was to threaten them with a lawsuit. With all the costs associated with a lawsuit, you can cause people to go bankrupt before they can even make it to court. Here is more about what they did with their GO:

	 

	“This Guardian Office retaliated with hundreds of writs for libel and slander. It issued more than forty of them in a single day. Hubbard ordered his staff to find any lurid, blood, sex crime; actual evidence on Scientology’s attackers.”

	 

	So, essentially, their GO was established, not only to cover up their own bad behavior, where they were getting caught in illegal activity, but it was tasked with creeping around like the Gestapo trying to find dirt on everyone they can find it on, just in case those people or agencies would ever come after Scientology. Isn’t that crazy? Yes, but their GO is still in existence today except that they have only changed the name. In fact, this transcript from a video clip is a guy who worked for Hubbard. Here he is on tape admitting how Scientology has extensive files on people that they may want to blackmail in the future:

	 

	Ex Scientologist, Mark: “I got appointed to the All Clear unit. My job was to clear Hubbard’s name.”

	 

	Commentary: “Mark is sent in to destroy evidence of Scientology’s past activities.”

	 

	Mark: “Soon I knew more about illegal operations in Scientology than anybody. There’s 100,000 pages of documents detailing, in excruciating detail, the most horrendous, nefarious, harassment operations against media people, private individuals, and former members. It was shocking. Then it became this whole international issue.”

	 

	Commentary: “March 3rd, 1983: Police raid Scientology’s Canadian headquarters.”

	 

	Mark: “In 1983, we had received some intelligence that there might be a plan afoot to follow up the Toronto raid with raids on all the other Scientology centers in Canada. I was always engaged in putting out the fires that were the most harrowing for the church. So, I received directions from David Miscavige to make sure the offices are clean.”

	 

	Mark: “I went to Ottawa and found the guy who was in charge of the files that they had there. The files were unbelievable. They had walls lined with file cabinets of intelligence on virtually every politician that ever walked. So, I told him what the score was; we’re cleaning up. He said he knew a place that was remote where we could have an unlimited-sized bonfire. In 48 hours, we destroyed all the evidence of wrongdoing from coast to coast in Canada. I felt completely justified. I believed there was this vast conspiracy to destroy us while we were trying to save the planet. So, the ends justify the means.”

	 

	That’s pretty wild, right? Though the example has been thrown around too lightly, in this case at least, their operation is truly, remarkably similar to what the Nazi Gestapo was doing. And resembling the Scientologist’s mindset, German soldiers were taught, and then thought, they were a part of a great movement with Hitler’s Third Reich where they would get to serve for a thousand years, along with other fanciful baloney.

	 

	Notice that the Canadian branch of Scientology was not just cleaning up records on themselves. What was also in their files? It was all the dirt they had dug up on people, anyone they thought might ever come after them. It’s just crazy and very much like a Gestapo, or, if you will, their own CIA-type intelligence operation. But, if you are going to have your own CIA, or Gestapo, you might as well have your own army to go with it. Well, that is really what they developed out of L. Ron Hubbard’s, “take it on the lam” boat tour. The boat tour was turned into what they call the “Sea Org.” Org, of course, is short for organization. It was developed during their time on the water for the eight years Hubbard was floating around before landing in Florida.

	 

	So, this Sea Org would go from port to port to port, trying to find a safe place to land. As I mentioned in the last chapter, according to Hubbard’s assistant, it wasn’t embarked on as some beautiful time, set aside as a hyper-spiritual journey for Hubbard, so he could come up with new teachings for the betterment of mankind. Hubbard was on the run. In fact, his own assistant puts it this way:

	 

	“Hubbard said that we had to keep moving because there were so many people after him. And if they caught up with him, they could cause him so much trouble that he would be unable to continue his work. Scientology would not get into the world and there would be social and economic chaos, if not a nuclear holocaust.”

	 

	So, they believed he was the new savior of the world and they had to protect him. They were just sure that Scientology was going to save the planet. They were brainwashed just like the guy we just saw in the video transcript. He said he thought there was a conspiracy against Scientology and of course, that is because it’s what Hubbard always told them. He would teach that there was a conspiracy to keep them from bringing out this crucial information that the planet needs to survive. People bought into it. Hubbard would ask his followers to do things like burn records and other straight up illegal acts, but he’d tout the orders as being necessary because those outsiders were after us good guys. However, it was those Scientologists who were working for a bad guy. 

	So, while Hubbard was on the lam, floating around with the Sea Org boat tour, he did a couple of things: first of all, he made it so he received daily reports about the Scientology organization around the world, including their statistics and income. While Hubbard was on the boat tour, the Church of Scientology took care of him financially in this way:

	 

	“The organization gave him the equivalent today, of $110,000-plus per week and millions of dollars were transferred into his bank accounts in Switzerland and Liechtenstein. Couriers regularly conveyed luxury food for Hubbard and his family or cash that had been smuggled from England to avoid currency export restrictions.”

	 

	Again, Hubbard was on the lam, trying to find a safe place to land his boat thing, and along the way, the trip developed into what’s now called their Sea Org, which is really their version of a military. It’s a Scientology military. Let’s look at the transcript of another video about that aspect of Scientology:

	 

	Commentator: “The solidarity of the group is emphasized, especially in the elite Sea Organization, Sea Org, for short. Created by Hubbard, it is the heartbeat of Scientology, his private army. They want world domination and that needs an army, and into this one, comes only the best. Immortality, power, consensus, and invincibility; rattling sabers and then the fall, unexpected and final.”

	 

	Susanne Schernekau: “You live with the conviction that you already have everything under control. And when that does not happen, you realize that you do not have everything under control. Somehow the whole idea that you were part of an elite group plunges headlong into the ground. You begin your time in the RPF, their rehabilitation camp, with a black armband. Then if your ethics go well, you get a white armband. The difference is, with a black armband and as a married person in the Sea Org, you may not see your husband. You may not speak to him, and he does not speak to you. With the white armband, you may spend three hours per week together with your second dynamic. That means your family, your husband, and possibly children. You may still not speak with your husband unless he speaks to you. Then you get more. That means that you can earn a gold armband. With a gold armband, you may spend one night a week with your family.”

	 

	Commentator: “An elite organization for eternity. The only question is whose? Their lives go on, not only tomorrow and the next day, but for billions of years. The Sea Org members sign a work contract accordingly: ‘Therefore I contract myself to the Sea Organization for the next billion years.’ And that’s for $130 a month, as former members tell us.”

	 

	So, they literally believe themselves to be an army traveling around the world to save the planet. And it’s a contract they have to sign. Hubbard created an army. For you veterans, how would you like to have signed on to your army for a billion years? Well, that’s what they actually believe because again, they believe in reincarnation, which of course is not biblical. We haven’t gotten into all that Scientology stuff yet, but Hebrews 9:27 tells us something that totally eliminates the possibility of reincarnation:

	 

	“It is appointed man to die once, then face judgment.”

	 

	So, Hubbard even figured out a way to make money off his army. Can you believe that? I’m telling you it’s all about the money. Now, what about the armband thing? What does that remind you of? Who also used armbands? It was the Nazis. This is crazy, right? And speaking of that kind of behavior, if you got out of line as a Nazi, what happened to you? You went to a camp to be penalized. Well, Hubbard installed his own camp and as you just heard, they call it “RPF,” which stands for, “Rehabilitation Project Force.” Here is some on that:

	 

	“Critics have said that this thing is basically a forced labor re-indoctrination program, similar to the Soviet gulag system.”

	 

	So, again, this is all part of Hubbard grabbing total control. He created his own Nazi-style Gestapo intelligence agency to dig up dirt on anyone who might ever come after Scientology. With the dirt Scientology could blackmail them into silence. And it was also to have his own army. Then they essentially added their own Siberia, similar to where un-conforming Russians were sent, to the Soviet gulag camps. The difference is that Scientology’s Siberia takes place on the boat tour. They just send them to the boat. If anyone gets out of line, they are sent to the Rehabilitation Project Force. And this again is still in existence today. It’s on the boat, but today they also have places on land you can be sent, which are basically brainwashing camps.

	 

	“The RPF is the Church of Scientology’s program for members of the Sea Organization who have allegedly violated expectations or policies. This may include members who are deemed to have hidden evil intentions toward Scientology or members who are unproductive in their work or who produce poor quality work.”

	 

	The RPF was Hubbard’s way of punishing people who got out of line whose work wasn’t effective, people that Scientology thought were against whatever Scientology was doing, people goofing off, insufficient producers, those starting to bad mouth Scientology, or anyone they decided was thinking bad thoughts about Hubbard. Those kinds of people are sent to their rehabilitation camps. Originally though, the Sea Org was the only rehabilitation camp. Today it is Scientology’s rehabilitation workforce.

	 

	What the Sea Org involved, when Hubbard installed it, was hard work during the day, a rigorous schedule on jobs, and being made to constantly read L. Ron Hubbard’s material for the required brainwashing. This reminds me of a Christian man’s true story about escaping Vietnam. The communists imprisoned him there, so he tells about how they would brainwash people. The only thing they allowed prisoners to read was communist material. They would force them to read it over and over again, just to try to get them to crack. So, these tactics laid down by Hubbard were communist techniques. He used forced labor, in hard work, consisting of menial tasks and you can read nothing but his material. It all still goes on today if you get out of line in Scientology, which is at least some of the reason people, many people, don’t leave it.

	 

	Hubbard broke it down into different categories, as far as how a Scientologist can end up in their rehabilitation camps (RPF), including what work that Scientologist is required to do. One job was the rock slammer, which was designated for anyone who was deemed to have hidden evil intentions, as detected by the E-Meter. So, remember, this is the pop cans that were affected by either condensation or salt, which are both a part of human sweat. It would make the needle go to the right and be decisive in whether you end up in a Scientology gulag camp. Can you imagine if your perspiration level during your pop-can session did not work out just right, so for that, you were sent off to the gulag to slam rocks?

	 

	But that was only one category. Another was for people who were unproductive or scored poorly on a personality test. A third category was “repeated stat crashers,” who were people held responsible for declines in Scientology’s productivity, as far as bringing more new recruits. So, basically, if you did not bring in enough “raw meat,” as they labeled recruits, you’d get thrown into the camp.

	 

	A fourth category was “over product makers,” who were people producing poor quality of work. So, if you get a bit sloppy, you are headed to rehab camp. Now, do you think this camp thing was ever held over people’s heads, and still held over Scientologists today? Sure, and that is what cults do. Scientology is a cult. Also, as a punishment, those being punished would be made to wear black boiler suits.

	 

	Again, former Scientologists have compared these Scientology camps to the gulag system of the Soviet Union. But you wonder why the people don’t just run away and hide. Some people were in these camps, not just for months, but also for years. And they would be kept from family. Well, part of the reason is the penalty for runners that, as usual, involved Hubbard’s ultimate motivation, which was money. If a person tried to get out of camp prematurely, they were held financially responsible for what Scientology called, “Free-Loader Debt.” That was money retroactively billed for any auditing received or any Scientology training taken while on the Sea Org. That could run up to tens of thousands of dollars. So, a lot of people probably thought; “Hey man, this is crazy! What is this, communist Siberia on a boat?!” But when told they would owe thousands if they try to leave, most decide to just do their time instead. It’s so bizarre but this is really what has gone on for a long time with Scientology and is still in practice today. 

	 

	One ex-Scientologist man describes the Scientology camp, not only as forced labor and having to read only L. Ron Hubbard material, but they lived in rat-infested basements, engaging in degrading jobs for years at a stretch, while being denied visits with spouses. Now, I want to share the transcript of a video with a husband and wife explaining how they were forced into this:

	 

	ABC Reporter on a beach in Florida: “After wandering the seas for more than five years, Hubbard finally came ashore here, in the sleepy retirement town of Clearwater, Florida. His goal was to establish an international Mecca for Scientology. But according to many insiders, Hubbard was growing more and more vindictive toward those who stood in his way. He created what he called the Rehabilitation Project Force.”

	 

	Hanah Whitfield: “The people who are assigned to this camp are the worst of the worst. They’re criminals in Scientology.”

	 

	Reporter: “Hannah Whitfield says the RPF was, in effect, a work camp to rehabilitate Sea Org members accused of insubordination. In May 1978, she says, it was her turn.”

	 

	Hanah: “I had two big men on either side of me, who pretty much manhandled me into this room with no windows, and it was just a mattress on the floor, and I was locked in this room in the dark for however long it was. Whitfield says that while she was in the RPF, she lived in the garage of the church-owned Fort Harrison Hotel, ate scraps, and worked at hard labor up to 12 hours a day.”

	Reporter: “What was your crime, to have been put into this harsh program, to begin with?”

	 

	Hanah: “My crime was, in a Scientology sense, a very serious one. I was accused of having negative thoughts about Mr. Hubbard.”

	 

	Scientology representative, Mike Rinder: “The Rehabilitation Project Force is a part within the Sea Organization where people go who have, you know, been goofing off, they can go rehabilitate themselves.”

	 

	Reporter: “But some former members we talked to described their experience as physically, and psychologically, punishing, and anything but voluntary.”

	 

	Dennis Erlich: “I was certainly completely at their mercy.”

	 

	Reporter: “Dennis Erlich, claims that, for one ten-day period, he was actually put under lock and key in the boiler room of the Fort Harrison Hotel. In the middle of one of the rooms, was a chicken-wire enclosure with a door that had a lock on it. I was placed in there and the lock was put on the door.”

	 

	Reporter: “At the time, Vaughn and Stacy Young were high level public relations officials in the church.”

	 

	Stacy Young: “At 4:00 in the morning, one night, Vaughn and I were asleep. There was a knock on the door and two security guards were there. They took me away to the prison camp.”

	 

	Reporter: “Stacy Young says she was assigned to the RPF for disobeying an order to interrogate a fellow staff member. For part of the time, Young says she was in a room on the seventh floor of the Los Angeles church. Her husband admits he stood by and did nothing to try to get her out.”

	 

	Vaughn Young: “You’re being challenged, as far as, you know, what are you? Are you disloyal? Do you love your wife more than freedom for the planet? You’re going to let people suffer? All this crap is dumped on you. What are you supposed to say?

	 

	Stacy: “I didn’t see Vaughn for several months. I didn’t hear from him. I didn’t have any correspondence with him whatsoever. He did nothing to try and rescue me. Now clutching Vaughn’s hand, I felt that my husband should have rescued me.”

	 

	Vaughn: “I didn’t take her out. I look back at that, I should have just picked her up. I should have just picked her up and should have just said: ‘if anybody touches me, you’re dead.’”

	 

	Reporter: “Even after Stacy’s release from the RPF, the Youngs remained loyal. But in 1988, Vaughn Young says, the church turned on him too and he began his own thirteen-month stint in the RPF.”

	 

	Vaughn: “You go through interrogations; hour after hour, day after day, week after week, month after month, breaking you down, breaking you down, breaking you down.”

	 

	Reporter: “A year after Vaughn’s release from the RPF, the Youngs say they had had enough. They threw some clothes in the back of their car and fled.”

	 

	Vaughn: “Hubbard’s policy was, as long as you’re with us, we’ll leave you alone. But if you speak out against us, we’re going to dog you and ruin you and destroy you. And that’s exactly what they keep trying to do.”

	 

	Reporter: “Former Sea Org member, Lawrence Wollersheim, won a multimillion-dollar judgment against the church. An appeals court judge wrote that ‘while in the RPF, Wollersheim had been forced to undergo a strenuous regime that lasted nineteen hours a day.’ When he tried to escape the RPF, the judge wrote, ‘several Scientology members seized him and held him captive.’”

	 

	Wollersheim: “They censor the phone calls. You’re not allowed to speak to anyone who’s critical. There was no way for anyone to reach me.”

	 

	Reporter: “Scientology has projected a kinder, gentler, more-understanding image in recent years. But critics insist that RPF camps continue to exist today. Sworn affidavits point to one at the site (a multi-acre spread near Palm Springs), which the church calls, the Castile Canyon School.”

	 

	Reporter asks a Scientology representative: “What is the Castile Canyon School?”

	 

	Scientology representative, Mike Rinder: “It’s a school for the children of Sea Org members.”

	 

	Reporter asks Scientology rep: “We have seen sworn statements about how this also is an RPF camp. Is that true?”

	 

	Rinder: “There are RPF people there. Yeah.”

	 

	Reporter: “ABC asked Mike Rinder if we could take our cameras and go to the school to talk to those inside, but he refused.”

	 

	Gee, I wonder why? Why did you refuse? By the way, the other name they have for that Castile Canyon School is, “Happy Valley.” Yeah, it doesn’t sound very happy. You wonder how people fall for, and then put up with this stuff. But Scientology convinces the new “raw meat,” that they will be one of those who will save the planet.

	 

	So, again, the birth of this Sea Org happened because Hubbard was on the run in his boat tour and the Sea Org still remains today as Scientology’s version of a military but it’s not only a military. They really have their own CIA, in a negative sense. These are clichés but very fitting in this case. The Sea Org, along with other parts of Scientology, make up a military, a Nazi-style Gestapo regime, and an aspect like the Rehabilitation Project Force that is basically a Soviet-style Gulag system.

	Now, again, why was all that birthed and still continues even today? My whole premise or theory here, which I really think fits well, is that Hubbard had power and wealth from his Dianetics organizations until the critics came along and he lost it all. So, he launched out again and made great progress, but people started questioning him again. And what was his response this time? Boom!! He launched all these initiatives to crack down big time on anyone or anything that could ever be a threat to take it away from him again. I want to cement that notion in your mind because these same practices of Scientology are still enforced in their organization today. I think it continues to be so that no one can take their moneymaking machine away. Even in 2019, if you get out of line as a Scientologist, you’re going to a camp!

	 

	So that was what Hubbard did on his boat tour. And besides launching his own military force, he was also using that time to figure out more ways to make money. Remember that Hubbard’s ultimate goal set out for Scientologists was to become clear. To do so, which means you’re supposedly free of all those negative Engrams inhibiting your life, you need to pay for Hubbard’s expensive techniques. Well, while Hubbard was on his boat tour, in 1965 he created more levels for Scientologists to achieve, and those are still in practice today. The goal posts were successfully moved so that being clear was no longer the endgame. Hubbard figured out a way to make more money by adding new “OT” levels, or “Operating Thetan” levels. Of course, that name sounds like a science fiction term, and it is. But wait until you hear the whole origin story Hubbard cooked up about us humans. Like I’ve said, Hubbard was a good science fiction writer. I’ll give him that. But these crazy science fiction stories he created are what Scientologists really believe happened. They are sure we go all the way back to the time of the Galactic Federation and blah, blah, blah.  

	 

	Now, I can’t prove this, so I’m not saying it’s necessarily correct, but as far as Hubbard’s new OT levels, I think there’s another occult link. Do you remember what Aleister Crowley’s followers had to pony up the cash for? If they wanted to learn more of his occult dark arts, and get to the next level of occult secrets, they had to give Crowley more money. Well, for Scientology, Hubbard incorporated the same premise here. If you want the full understanding of Scientology’s teachings, and all the benefits available beyond clear, you will need to progress through these new OT levels. I thought it was also interesting that Crowley’s organization was the OTO, while Hubbard’s became OT. But, whatever, maybe it does just stand for “Operating Thetan.” I don’t know. But it is the exact same cash generating system that Crowley used. If you pay more, you’ll get to the next level of knowledge.

	 

	Two years after Hubbard announced his new OT levels, he came out with specifics on the first two new levels. Those were OT1 and OT2. Afterward came OT3, which is also known as the “Wall of Fire.” Now, I’m not making this up because it’s in their own system: the third OT level supposedly reveals secrets about a massive disaster that is claimed to have occurred on our planet, as well as 75 others, that leads to the formation of the “Confederacy,” 75 million years ago. That’s what you finally learn at OT3 and there is no skipping of levels. Scientologists are required to undertake each OT level in order to move on to the next. The third level is where you’re introduced to the character, Xenu (Zee’-new). Of course, I use the word, character, because it’s fiction. We don’t have time here to cover much of it, but basically, Xenu is the leader of the Galactic Confederacy and here is Hubbard’s explanation of what Xenu did that messed everything up. Scientologists who paid enough money to Hubbard, and spent enough time and effort, find this out: 

	 

	“Xenu had shipped billions of people to earth and had blown them up with hydrogen bombs, following which their traumatized spirits were stuck together at what was called, implant stations. These were brainwashed people or entities with false memories and eventually became contained within human beings.”

	 

	So, that is why we are all messed up! It’s because Xenu pushed the button!! I know what you’re thinking, and you are correct. That does sound like science fiction! And it’s because it is, science fiction that was created by a very good sci-fi writer. He made the whole thing up and combined it with the occult. So, you can see why Scientology is not a science and it’s not an “ology.” Again, “ology” means the “study of.” Scientology is science fiction occult! And this guy invented it as a moneymaking scheme.

	 

	So, again, the idea is that you have to pay more as you work your way up the levels. And apparently Hubbard’s supposed discovery of the 0T3 level, with Xenu’s story, took a physical toll on Hubbard. Scientologists are told he paid a price, health wise, to get this information to us. Well, I don’t know if he had to do gymnastics to get it, but it’s probably more likely that he struggled with some demons that beat him up. Listen to this about that supposed experience of Hubbard’s:

	 

	“Hubbard said he got a broken knee, arm, and back during the course of this research.”

	 

	I guess he took a lot of pain for us to be able to attain OT3. Whatever. Then a year later and probably with dollar signs in his eyes, Hubbard came up with more levels. Of course, this was just another way to take more of people’s cash. 

	 

	Now, let me break these different levels down, and keep in mind, Scientologists really believe that once you get to these high levels, you literally become a god. As I was discovering in this research, I keep thinking about how this is what Tom Cruise and John Travolta are doing. They think they are going to save the earth and have god-like powers. Again, according to Hubbard, once Tom, John, or any Scientologist reaches these higher OT levels, they will be able to control matter, energy, space, and time, which is Scientology’s teaching about MEST. And if you’re able to control matter, energy, space, and time, what would that make you? You’d be a god.

	 

	“Operating Thetan [OT] is a state of godliness in Scientology. Hubbard claimed that an Operating Thetan would be considered beyond God and the Thetan, which is supposed to be an average human, has been deceived into worshiping a god of mainstream religion.”

	 

	So, Hubbard would tell you and I that we’ve been brainwashed into worshiping Jesus. The quote continues:

	 

	“Instead, what you need to realize, through the help of Hubbard, is your own god-like power to create and destroy universes.”

	 

	This might bring to mind what Will Smith said when he compared Scientology to Christianity. He said Scientology is 98% compatible with the Bible. What?! Are You serious?! Now, you are beginning to understand why that is completely absurd.

	 

	So, let me give you these Operating Thetan, levels in Hubbard’s moneymaking scheme and keep in mind, at this time, Hubbard was developing his army and CIA with the gulag camp while he’s on the boat tour, figuring out ways to make more money. He added these levels to his cash-generating operation, just like Crowley did. But let me give you a breakdown of what it will cost you to become your own god. Hey, it cannot be cheap, right? As we look at these, keep in mind that after Hubbard’s creation of new OT levels, recent recruits to Scientology, who had started out as “raw meat,” and thought their hard journey would end at clear, found they had some very costly new hoops to jump through. They had a lot farther to go and more huge charges were added to be able to get there. 

	 

	OT level 1, which again, is supposedly beyond clear, is the “Solo Audited Level.” It costs $2,750, which is nothing compared to where we’re going with these costs. If you really want to be your own god, OT level 2 is going to cost you $5,225. And that is assuming you even make it because you might not pass, in which case you have do it again. We’ll get to that in a minute. Then, OT level 3, the wall of fire, will only cost you an extra $8,910. That cost is just for that level. You can see there is a big jump in cost for each level. Now, with the high price, the reward must be pretty amazing, right? Well, we’ll get more into that later but here’s a teaser:

	 

	“Within OT 3, is the secret doctrine of Scientology. Members must be invited to do it and they must sign a contract of secrecy.”

	 

	Doesn’t that make you want to pay the money to find out the secret? OT level 4 is called the “Drug Rundown.”

	 

	“This level handles the hidden problems and stops in a being’s universe, caused by the effects of drugs and poison.

	 

	That one is basically their version of the idea that we need to get our body detoxed by use of Scientology teachings. And it’s only $13,000. Notice how each level keeps going up. OT level 5 is called the “Second Wall of Fire.” That alone will cost you $29,600. OT level 6 is “Hubbard Solo,” and is essentially just a preparation course for OT7. And remember, you can’t skip levels so you must take and pass level 6, as an introduction to the level 7 and OT6 will run you $31,300. They “generously” give you a break on price with OT7 because level 6 was just a preparation course for OT7, which will cost you an extra $19,150. Now, there are rumors of more than eight levels, but that possibility is held under lock and key. The top level we know of, OT8, is called “Truth Revealed” and it’s $24,800.

	 

	So, the approximate total cost, beginning as raw meat and then all the way through to OT8, if you can make it through each level on the first crack with no mistakes, it’s $134,735, but the average is more like $500,000, considering it costs money just to get “clear” before starting the OT levels. So, it’s half a million if you make it through without any repeats. Any nervousness while gripping your pop cans could result in you taking a level over. People are spending millions of dollars on this lie! And they are giving their money to supposedly attain an inward freedom. However, as this lady tells us, it is not free: 

	 

	Television host interviewing an ex-Scientologist, Cathy Schenkelberg: “You are a former Scientologist. Tell us: how did you first get involved in Scientology?”

	 

	Cathy: “Well, I was raised Catholic. I’m from Nebraska from a family of ten kids. When I was thirteen, my brother, who was nineteen, died in a car accident and after the funeral I heard people say, ‘God chose him. He was ready to be with God.’ At that point, I said, ’Well, that’s not fair, God. I’m going to look elsewhere.’ So, I started a spiritual journey. I was studying crystals, meditation, and I even went to a place where you speak in tongues. I just pretended, but I wanted to feel like I belong. I wanted to belong to a group. I wanted to feel a part of a group and I was young. I was in my early 20’s and I stepped into a group that said, ‘Hey, you’re awesome. You can do this.’ They actually tell you that this is the only hope for mankind. To help the planet, I wanted to help and improve my life. So, this was the right thing for me, but then they dangled this carrot of spiritual freedom. Who doesn’t want that? But it wasn’t free.”

	 

	Host: “Now tell me about this: I understand you had to spend $45,000 in one night. Tell me the story of that?”

	 

	Cathy: “Let me paint the picture for it: so, I’m in a room and there are people, and these people are nice. They’re bringing me coffee and cookies and telling me about what they’re doing to help the planet and what my contribution will do to help across the world. I believed in this. I was so tired. You guys can understand. I was a new mom and I wrote a check for $46,000 and I got to leave the room.”

	 

	Host: “Let me ask you this. What was the last straw that caused you to say, ’You know what? This is unhealthy for me and I need to get out. I need to make a change.’ What was that moment?

	 

	Cathy: “I was starting to get disheartened and kind of shunned by my own group of people because you’re very insulated in Scientology. But when they tried to recruit my daughter into the Sea Organization at a very young age, she was 9 years old, I said, ’She’s off limits, you guys. Just leave her alone.’ You can’t join the Sea Org until you’re 18 but if your parents are okay with it, you can sign over.”

	 

	Host: “How long is that contract?”

	 

	Cathy: “A billion years. The contract to join the Sea Org is a billion-year contract.”

	 

	Host: “It is a literal contract?”

	 

	Cathy: “It’s written in there.”

	 

	Host: “And from that point, when you made your decision, what was that process like? How long did it take?”

	 

	Cathy: “Don’t mess with my kid. I was not ready for that. I had already lost my home. I was on food stamps. I told my daughter, ‘Honey, I’m done.’ But it took me another five years to get out because I was so insulated; dentists, doctors, agents, managers, all were Scientologists. They of course, disconnected with me. They can no longer talk to me. This is the thing that I struggle with constantly: they took almost two decades of my life! I was in my early 20’s. I’m middle aged now. You can’t get that time back.”

	 

	Host: “In total, what would you estimate you gave?”

	 

	Cathy: “I know I gave $983,000. I get a lump in my throat when it comes out of my mouth. But it’s the truth. It was over time.”

	 

	Host: “You said you consider yourself lucky. Now, you’ve got more optimism than most people would have. You talk like, ‘I lost $983,000 and I’m so lucky.’ How do you consider yourself lucky even through what you’ve walked through? Tell us.”

	 

	Cathy: “Well, it’s like I paid my own ransom, right? So…”

	 

	She says she paid her own ransom; for what? It was to get out of a cult. And she lost twenty years of her life. That one lady paid almost a million dollars. She was a young mom who even had to go on food stamps for a while. But the important thing to Scientology was that she kept the cash coming to them. They are all about ripping you off, and they will tell you whatever you need to hear, so you’ll give them money. And that is just one person. How much money is this organization swindling out of people? And all because a science fiction writer came up with a science fiction story and combined it with occult teachings. That is all it is.

	 

	Now, again, that kind of money is if you just make it through without stumbling. So, the average may be way more than a million if you can even make it to all the levels.

	 

	“Reaching the highest level, level 8, requires a Scientologist to spend tens of thousands of dollars on courses, counseling, books, lectures, or other materials. And it depends on your progress.”

	 

	Again, you might make a mistake, or the pop cans may tell a different story. You may have to repeat levels or even start all over. One lady said it took her thirteen years just to complete OT level 7. And, she said, it did not resolve the issue that they promised it would. How much cash did she spend just working at level 7 for thirteen years of her life? And after all that, it did not work! 

	 

	“There are up to 28 processing steps that require a mix of intense training, auditing, and surrender of reason before a Scientologist can reach Operating Thetan, level 8.”

	 

	That’s going to add up, so I’d guess $500,000 is low estimate. Again, just the one lady we heard about spent almost a million on her own.

	 

	So, again, history shows Hubbard was on an upward climb for the second time after having lost the initial success of his scam. He was on the lam, with his boat tour, trying to avoid prosecution. That is where and when he developed his military force, CIA or Gestapo-type force, gulag-style project rehabilitation camps, and other practices of that nature, including the OT levels. As we saw in the video transcript, he finally landed in Florida where Scientology still has an important headquarters today. And even though he was able to land in Florida, he continued to be on the lam because people were still after him. But, since he had different branches of the organization around the U.S., he went to Washington D.C. for six months and then to another “safe house” in Culver City, California. At this point, he and his wife began to get their Guardian Office going. If he was going to be able to stay in one place, he had to get these people who were after him to back off. Thus, they established the Guardian Office to dig up dirt that could be used either then or in the future to dissuade people from seeking justice for Hubbard’s moneymaking misbehavior. 

	 

	At this time, whether he believed it, or it was just another of Hubbard’s stories, he claimed Scientology was being attacked by an “international Nazi conspiracy.” But, of course, it was Hubbard who was literally acting like Nazis by cracking down to gain total control over people, by establishing gulag rehabilitation camps, a CIA, the Guardian’s Office to dig up dirt, and even Nazi-style armbands?

	 

	In the next chapter, we will get to the point where Hubbard finally passed away. Right now, in the timeline, we are up to 1973 when he developed what was called the “Snow White Program.” This addition to his total crackdown was one further step for him to ensure that no one would again be able to take away his moneymaking scheme.

	As we continue in our larger study of World Religions, Cults & The Occult, this book is focusing on Scientology and they are not science or an “ology” (the study of). Instead, the tagline that really fits them is that they are “science fiction occult.” And in this chapter, we are going to see some of Hubbard’s science fiction works. He was a gifted storyteller but instead of leaving it at that, for the money, he started a religion with his writings and mingled it with the occult.

	 

	In these chapters we’re taking a look at the history of where this Scientology stuff comes from. To recap, it started with a guy named L. Ron Hubbard. Early in his life, as a teenager, Hubbard got hooked into the occult and specifically with a person, even secularists say was the evilest man to ever live, Aleister Crowley. Then Hubbard teamed up with occultist, Jack Parsons, who founded rocket technology, with JPL Laboratories. Together they performed all kinds of occult rituals. So, in a nutshell, there is absolute proof that Scientology got its roots and teachings straight out of the occult.

	 

	Next, Hubbard wrote his big milestone book, Dianetics, which basically became Scientology’s version of the Bible. Today Scientology elevates all of Hubbard’s written teachings and audio recordings, as well as his musical recordings. We will talk about the latter in this chapter, but you might not want to do an Internet search for it and subject yourself to that kind of irritation. 

	 

	As we saw with Dianetics, when he first came out with the book, it took off like a rocket. But then the complaints came rolling in and Hubbard hit rock bottom. Since that life lesson, all the way up to his death, Hubbard cracked down on his organization, with total control because after his fall, he decided no one would ever take it away from him again. No one would take his moneymaking machine away from him again. And those same practices he instituted, are still used today. So, this period of Hubbard’s life gave birth to Scientology. Then he turned it into a religion and began to grab that control. He developed his own military force and a CIA-type division called the Guardian Office, which we will cover in greater detail in this chapter. He also established Scientology’s Rehabilitation Project Force, or RPF. The RPF is Scientology’s answer to anyone in the organization who gets out of line. Those people are sent to an RPF camp to be worked hard, threatened, and brainwashed. Their RPF is like the Russian gulag camps. And believe it or not, their RPF camps are still in existence within Scientology today.

	 

	While on his boat tour, Hubbard also established his Sea Org. He was floating around on the lam for about eight years. He bought the boats, and took off over the water, searching for a country that would let him stay. Today Scientology also elevates the Sea Org. They spiritualize it and refer to it as their elite military. And how long is the contract to be part of their Sea Org? It’s not just a hundred or even a million years, it’s one billion years! And since a billion years of labor was not enough to give, Sea Org members had to pay the equivalent today of 160 bucks. So, Hubbard even found a way to make money off his so-called military.

	 

	In this chapter we are going to look more into that Sea Org but before we get there, let’s again get into the book of Jude to find another characteristic of false teachers. What are they like? What can we expect when dealing with a false teaching like Scientology and unfortunately, its founding false teacher, L. Ron Hubbard? Here is Jude:5.

	 

	“Though you already know this, I want to remind you that the Lord delivered his people out of Egypt and later destroyed those who did not believe. And the angels who did not keep their position of authority, but abandoned their own home, these He has kept in darkness, bound with everlasting chains for judgment on the great day. (This is the Nephilim we’ve explored in other studies.) In a similar way, Sodom and Gomorrah, and the surrounding towns, gave themselves up to sexual immorality and perversion. They serve as an example of the punishment of eternal fire.”

	 

	Does God say Sodom and Gomorrah’s example is to be celebrated? Was it even acceptable? No! They are going to suffer the punishment of eternal fire. Jude continues:

	 

	“In the very same way, these dreamers pollute their own bodies, they reject authority, and they slander celestial beings. But even the Archangel Michael, when he was disputing with the Devil about the body of Moses, he didn’t dare bring a slanderous accusation against him. Instead he said, ‘May the Lord rebuke you!’ But these men, they speak abusively against whatever they do not understand.”

	 

	Wait until you hear more of Hubbard’s view on Jesus Christ. I’ve given you some of that blasphemy. Remember, Hubbard said Jesus was a lover of boys. That is just like what Jude is saying and it makes you want to ask Hubbard, “Are you serious?” Here’s more from Jude:

	 

	“They speak abusively against whatever they don’t understand. What things they do understand, they slander. Like unreasoning animals, they are destroyed by the very things they know by instinct. Woe to them! They have taken the way of Cain. They rushed headlong into Balaam’s error, to make a profit.”

	 

	So, again, what is a motivating factor of false teachers? It’s money. And that is exactly what we are going to see again, with Hubbard and Scientology. Here is more from Jude:

	 

	“They rushed headlong into Balaam’s error to make a profit, and destroyed themselves, as happened in Korah’s rebellion. These men are blemishes at your love feast, eating with you without the slightest qualm. They are shepherds who feed only themselves. They are clouds without rain blown along by the wind. They are autumn trees without fruit, uprooted, and twice dead. They are wild waves of the sea, foaming up their shame. They are wandering stars for whom the blackest darkness has been reserved forever.”

	 

	So, would you say the ending for a false teacher is bad? Yes, very much so, and we’ll see that with L. Ron Hubbard. It certainly did not end for him the way Scientology wants to tell us. They also spiritualize Hubbard’s death, but their claims are just not the case.

	 

	In the last chapter, we left off with the Sea Org, which was developed while Hubbard was on the lam cruising around the oceans for about eight years. He finally hit land in Florida where Scientology still has a giant headquarters in Clearwater, Florida. They also have headquarters in Los Angeles, as well as other places. From there Hubbard was on dry ground, but still on the lam, on the land. Hubbard went from Florida to Washington DC. He stayed there six months and then moved on to Culver City, California. At this point, while still on the lam, he really started to crack down even harder, and did so by utilizing his Guardian’s Office.

	 

	The Guardian’s Office was basically the keeper of Scientology’s hit list. If anyone disagreed, said something negative about Scientology, or claimed to have records of bad actions by Scientology or Hubbard, the Guardian’s Office was in charge of going after those people. And whether they had to do legal or illegal things, they would do whatever it took, by stealing documents, and even setting them up. They had no problem with framing people. That is what the Guardian’s Office was established to do. 

	Again, Hubbard believed people who were trying to take over the world were attacking Scientology. At least that was the story he told everyone. In the last chapter we saw the video transcript of a man who did some illegal acts while working for Scientology, but later found out he had been duped. He went into the Canadian offices to help Scientology by destroying evidence. Scientology had a large database of information they had collected there. It was on politicians, and others, who they might want to blackmail if Scientology needed to get out of a jam with them. When Scientology found out a raid was coming, that guy went and destroyed all the evidence. He did all that and more, involving a lot of illegal activity that could have landed him in prison, because he thought Scientologists existed to save the planet, and that there was a conspiracy to keep the benevolent Scientologists from bringing this information to the world. That is what L. Ron Hubbard drilled into these people’s heads. He said, you are here to save the planet and those non-Scientologists out in the world are trying to keep you from achieving your clearness and full potential.

	 

	So, now we get to 1973 when Hubbard launched something called the “Snow White Program.” With this video transcript, let’s take a look at what that was all about:

	 

	Commentator: “What was Operation Snow White? You can turn back now or learn the stuff they don’t want you to know. Here are the facts: No government is entirely secure regardless of how closely secrets are kept. Outside forces will inevitably attempt to influence any state. The United States is no different. Usually the spies are coming through foreign powers. But what if one of the largest infiltrations in U.S. history did not come from another government at all, but a church? Is it possible that Scientologists really compromised the United States? Here is where it gets crazy: Yes, at least according to U.S. courts. In 1977 a man named Michael Meisner contacted the FBI claiming he had escaped from captivity and had evidence of criminal actions by Scientologists. 

	 

	This led to the 1978 case of the U.S. versus Mary Sue Hubbard, et al, where DC’s District Court found eleven people guilty of a conspiracy to steal, purloin, and convert to their own use, records from the U.S. government. These were not deep cover KGB agents either. Instead, these were members of a Church of Scientology group called the Guardians Office. According to the church’s critics, these conspirators were carrying out Operation Snow White, a directive meant to combat negative views of Scientology. In ‘Fair Game: Secrecy, Security and the Church of Scientology in Cold War America’, Author, Hugh B. Urban, claims that the operation illegally stole documents from the IRS, the DEA, and more, in an attempt to cover up criminal activity and also infiltrated other governments around the world. 

	 

	The sweeping nature of this conspiracy, also including the Coast Guard, the American Medical Association, and more, stunned the feds and spurred further investigation. Today the church maintains that its critics are mischaracterizing the story; that while church founder, L. Ron Hubbard did write about a Snow-White program, it was meant only to legally address falsities about Scientology. The church notes that while some members of the Guardian’s Office committed crimes, they were not acting under orders of Scientology and the Guardian’s Office has since been disbanded. Operation Snow-White, they say, never really existed.”

	 

	That is a huge lie!! It is common knowledge that Operation Snow White existed, L. Ron Hubbard was behind it, and this is just the tip of the iceberg as far as their programs. At a time in our news cycle today when the media is hyper worried about some Russian collusion baloney, what about this stuff which was planned, organized, and carried out by Scientology? These guys actually infiltrated our own government, in a multitude of departments. They then stole, blackmailed, and committed other high-level crimes. But what really blows me away is the fact that after all that, these guys actually got their IRS tax-exempt status back. Oh, and by the way, one of the departments this Snow-White program invaded, was the IRS. So, my theory is that they must have got something on the IRS or at least someone making decisions for it. Wait until we get more into that later.

	 

	Now, Scientology wants to say all that is just a big lie and neither the Snow White program, nor the Guardian’s Office, even existed. Well, it is true the Guardian’s Office no longer exists, under that name, but it’s because they simply changed it to the “Office of Special Affairs.” They call it the OSA and it is still in existence today. All they did was change the name and here is what the OSA does:

	 

	“The OSA is responsible for directing legal affairs, public relations, and pursuing investigations against Scientology.”

	 

	So, it’s the exact same thing.

	 

	“Some observers outside Scientology have characterized this department as an intelligence agency, comparing it to the CIA or the KGB.”

	 

	Scientology has an intelligence-gathering program even though it’s supposed to be a church. But they are just using a Christian term, church, to try legitimizing themselves. And again, they say the Guardian Office no longer exists, but listen to this:

	 

	“OSA is the successor to the now defunct Guardians Office, which was responsible for Operation Snow White.”

	 

	Oh, and by the way, both those offices are indicated on Scientology’s organizational chart. Yet they say the Guardian’s Office never existed. That’s crazy. Let me give you a more specific idea of what this Snow White program was, because again, Scientology has had a multitude of programs. I can’t get into them all because there have been too many, but what was this Snow White program and did Scientology establish it, because L. Ron Hubbard was never again going to let anyone take his moneymaking machine away? Hubbard developed a military force with his Sea Org, and then also the Guardian Office, that later became the OSA, which is his own version of the CIA. But I don’t even call it CIA. I think it’s more like the Soviet Communist KGB.

	 

	So, did Hubbard really infiltrate our government during their Snow White thing? Yes, and wait until you hear how many agents he actually got into our government. And if you don’t think it’s still going on today, I’ve got some swampland to sell you. 

	 

	“The Snow White program was directed by the GO, Guardian’s Office, to track down anyone or anything negative about Scientology or LRH, L. Ron Hubbard. It was ordered to get all false and secret files on Scientology and L. Ron Hubbard that cannot be obtained legally, by all possible lines of approach, like job penetration, janitor penetration, suitable disguises, guises, and utilizing covers.”

	 

	These Scientology people, sent by Hubbard, purposely got jobs in our government to spy on those departments that were looking into Scientology. This is all well documented and again, I think it still goes on today. Of course, L. Ron Hubbard’s involvement was concealed. A lot of the top dogs at Scientology, who were involved in the Snow White program, included his third wife, who Hubbard put in charge, and ultimately went to jail for it. And I think it was probably a setup. These others were prosecuted, but Hubbard got away with it because the whole thing was set up with code names. I’m going to list a bunch of those but using code names was how Hubbard remained unconnected on paper. The whole time though, he was getting reports on how much cash they were making, along with all the other statistics. Hubbard was the real one guiding the Guardian’s Office. He launched these programs but personally got away with the illegalities because his people, including wife number three, took the hits for him. Let’s take a look at that:

	 

	“Members of the Guardian’s Office infiltrated and burglarized…”

	 

	They didn’t just infiltrate these agencies; they stole things from the U.S. government. If you or I did that, what would happen us? And then let’s say that later we decide to apply for IRS tax-exempt status. Do you think they would approve us? No. Then how did these guys get that status? I’m just getting started. Wait until you hear more specifics about what they did. They burglarized, including the U.S. Department of Justice and even the IRS itself. They eventually were caught, so our government raided Scientology locations in Los Angeles and elsewhere. In those raids, the authorities not only found the burglary tools of the Scientologists involved, but also discovered wiretapping equipment for bugging U.S. agencies. Again, if you and I bugged offices in the U.S. government, what would happen to us? And if we later applied for IRS tax-exempt status, do you think we’d ever get it? So, how did Scientology get that after being busted for this kind of extreme criminality against our government? And by the way, that government is really, we the people of the U.S.

	 

	As I said, we’re just getting started. Upon raiding Scientology offices, the authorities also found 90,000 pages of incriminating documents, proving that this was really what they were doing. Hubbard got away with it but eventually we’ll see that he does get his dues, which I’d say was from God. I’ll cover that later. But Snow White was just one operation among a huge number of Scientology operations. Here’s more on Snow White:

	 

	“Operation Snow White included a series of infiltrations and thefts; not just the Department of Justice and the IRS, but 136 government agencies, including, even outside the U.S: Foreign agencies, consulates, embassies, as well as private organizations, and anyone critical of Scientology.”

	 

	       They actually committed these crimes in over thirty countries. And again, that was just Operation Snow White. Now, do you think I might be right when I say Hubbard desperately didn’t want to lose his organization again? When I say he created his own military force, KGB, or Gestapo-style intelligence agency, and the whole nine yards, he really did. Not surprisingly, the whole apparatus is all still in existence today. That’s why a lot of people applaud Leah Remini for what she’s doing. I think she’s fairly safe now from the most extreme Scientology retribution. She’s so high profile, they can’t take her down because of the risk of being caught. If it was just a Joe Schmo, like you or I, Scientology would be coming after us big time. But, anyway, let’s continue.

	 

	As I said, eventually the case from this Snow White program went to court. The case was, ‘The United States versus Mary Sue Hubbard’, his third wife. And again, how in the world you get tax-exempt status after all this is beyond me.

	 

	“As early as 1960, L. Ron Hubbard proposed that Scientologists should infiltrate the government departments by taking secretarial, bodyguard, or other jobs.”

	 

	So, he proposed Scientologists get enmeshed into our government. It’s on record. It started when Scientology was turned down by the Food and Drug Administration, FDA, for Scientology’s supposed medical cures associated with Dianetics practices. Because of that, in 1966, Hubbard began to create this Guardian’s Office. He figured if the government was going to shoot them down, and not let them do what they wanted, Scientology would just go after the government. So, that’s what he did. Scientology had the Guardian’s Offices in Los Angeles and Washington D.C., as well as other states and cities around the world. Hubbard oversaw the whole thing though again; he gave his wife the title of “Commodore Staff Guardian.” I personally think he appointed her to this post on purpose so that if anything went down, she’d be the scapegoat between him and the authorities. It fits his track record. So, he set her up and later she did, unfortunately, become his fall guy/gal.

	 

	It was not just in the United States where Scientology infiltrated government offices and other organizations. Another huge organization these guys got into was Interpol. That is a hugely important organization based in France. If you have not heard of it, Interpol is the International Criminal Police Organization. It keeps a database of records on criminals in 192 countries. So, Hubbard’s band of minions even infiltrated those guys! Hubbard wanted to uncover anyone who currently, or in the future, may smell dirt on him.

	 

	Remember, this whole time Hubbard is running from those who would hold him accountable for his criminality. But, of course, Scientology wants to spiritualize his time on the lam. They say he was just floating around on the boats, developing their important Sea Organization, while at the same time, working on crucial OT levels that have the ability to save mankind. Are you kidding me?! Yes, it was when he named the Sea Org and he was coming up with more pay levels and hoops to jump through for Scientologists, but he was out there to avoid being arrested. Even after landing in Florida, Hubbard was still on the lam, but Scientology spiritualizes that to say he was spending his valuable time developing ways to provide more information for you and me to achieve a greater life. No, he was still running, as well as writing his science fiction and occult books. He was on land but still on the lam.

	 

	Now, getting back to some of the places Scientology infiltrated, here is what Interpol does: it has databases that assist law enforcement in fighting international crimes. It can track criminals and crime trends around the world, specifically by means of collection of fingerprints, face photos, lists of wanted persons, DNA samples, and travel documents.

	 

	So, that brings up a whole other issue from what we’re talking about in this book, but it illustrates how in today’s world, you’re not going to escape the surveillance. Everyone has a file. If you commit a crime, by and large, they’re going to find you, even in another country.

	 

	But anyway, it’s one thing to have something like Interpol in existence, which it is, and we know that from common knowledge, but then Hubbard’s people even broke into those guys, on top of our own government. It is absolutely crazy, but this is what Hubbard did with the Guardian’s Office, which today is called the OSA.

	 

	With all this criminality going on around Hubbard, over many, many, years, he managed to personally get away with it. The closest he came to justice for all his wrongdoings was the title of “unindicted co-conspirator.” The authorities could not really put his name to charges because of his use of code names and putting others in charge of projects, as he did with his third wife who he made head of the Guardian’s Office. One example of how he slipped by culpability was demonstrated when Hubbard was made to answer for the Snow White program. He acknowledged that he had talked about it internally, but he said when he discussed it, his intention was to proceed in legal ways. He said, “It was misinterpreted by my followers.” No, it was not! You liar! So, when it came down to facing his own criminality, he threw who else under the bus, but his wife. 

	 

	Other places Scientologists infiltrated were the Drug Enforcement Administration, the U.S. Coast Guard, the National Institute of Mental Health, and the American Medical Association. Remember, that last one had to do with Hubbard’s claim that Dianetics practices would lead to things like a cure for cancer. That’s as likely as what we saw in the video transcript, where we saw that Hubbard said our teeth problems are related to our time a billion years ago when we were all clams. But we found out that was made up when the guy was on a drug trip. I wish I was making some of this up, but it’s true.

	 

	Now, besides the idea that was put in their heads about saving the world, you may be wondering how Hubbard’s followers would do some of this stuff? Why would they take some of these extreme chances with breaking the law, in such blatant ways? Well, Hubbard gave them incentives. He baited his agents into doing these things for which he would give rewards. Here is some on that:

	 

	“These rewards were given for successful missions, carried out by Scientologists. The programs, planned by the Guardian’s Office, were not restricted to just removing false reports, but included plans to falsify information as well.”

	 

	One was called “Operation Cat.” That plan was to hold American security up to ridicule. So, they purposely infiltrated the departments involving our security systems to undermine them. They did so just in case any of them had something bad to say about Scientology, the rumor would already be out that we cannot trust what that department says. So, Hubbard’s plans were to work from both angles. As far as any files found about Scientology, they would steal it, erase it, or in some other way get rid of it. Then as added insurance, they would undermine those same organizations, as they do with people, just to hurt their credibility or in case those organizations (or people) ever came against Scientology. This really went on and is still their tactics today. 

	 

	The whole Snow White operation involved a lot of Scientologists, but two of the more prominent were Gerald Wolfe and Michael Meisner. You saw some of the video transcript from Meisner. Here’s how they started the operation: they gained employment by the IRS as clerk typists and while there, they monitored the tax-exempt files on Scientology as Scientology was trying to get their tax-exempt status. In 1974 Operation Snow White took an unexpected turn because the infiltrators found out the IRS was going to hold a meeting on Scientology’s tax-exempt status, so Scientology “sent a spy to bug the room.” They bugged the IRS! Scientologists sitting in a car at the Smithsonian parking lot, which faced the bugged IRS office, monitored those listening devices through recordings. They then sent the recordings to headquarters in L.A.

	 

	The IRS and the public knew all this, yet somehow, in 1993, Scientology still got tax-exempt status. I’m telling you: somebody had something, on someone, somewhere, because there is no way that should have ever happened, right? These two Scientology guys went on to steal tons and tons of documents from the IRS and even broke into the office of Barbara Bird who was an attorney in the IRS Refund Litigation Service. That time, instead of stealing the files, Wolfe “took them to a copier and made photocopies using government paper.” I guess those documents weren’t very secure. 

	 

	As a side note, another infiltrator in a different governmental area was a Scientology lady who found employment with the U.S. Coast Guard Intelligence Agency. Why would they want to get involved with that department? My guess is, it was because of the boat tour, the Sea Org. They wanted to see what the Coast Guard had on them. Then there was Nancy Douglas, a Scientology person who infiltrated the U.S. Drug Enforcement Administration (the DEA). She too was stealing documents and making photocopies to transmit back to headquarters. Attention on this one went to Mary Sue Hubbard, L. Ron’s wife, who again, was given the title of heading this department even though L. Ron Hubbard was the one running the operation. 

	 

	So, when Scientology got the heads up about the IRS meeting to decide Scientology’s tax-exempt status, Mary Sue (more likely, L. Ron), gave these instructions:

	 

	“Use any method at our disposal to win the battle and gain our nonprofit tax status.”

	 

	In the end, though it was most likely Hubbard. Mary Sue was the one held accountable for heading up their efforts at these sorts of operations. And they had all kinds of different ways that they would infiltrate. In fact, they even broke into the United States Courthouse and stole keys to the Office of the Assistant to the United States Attorney. They had the keys duplicated and returned them unnoticed. Again, stolen documents were forwarded on to their Los Angeles headquarters.  

	 

	All this information I have shown you on their nefarious operations, is just a start at what I could tell you. So, again, with all this in mind, how in the world did Scientology get tax-exempt status in 1993? What these guys did, and are doing today, is absolutely mind blowing! They’re still completely involved in these same types of operations today. They just changed the offices name from the Guardian’s Office to the Office of Special Affairs (OSA).  

	 

	So, finally, the FBI caught up to what Scientology was doing because the infiltrators had plenty of slip-ups. In 1978 the FBI raided the Scientology locations in L.A., Hollywood, and Washington D.C. The L.A. raid involved 156 FBI agents. It was “the most that had ever been used in a single raid.” The raid lasted twenty-one hours. They filled a sixteen-ton truck with documents and other items. The raids not only turned up documents on Scientology’s illegal activities against the United States government, but also other illegal activities against perceived enemies of Scientology. One of those I’ll get to in a little bit, shows how Scientology also went after people. It wasn’t just governments. One such effort that targeted a single person was “Operation Freak-out.” I’ll get to that soon. 

	 

	So, this FBI raid of Scientology was in 1978 and members of Scientology were indicted on multiple charges. Over the course of an investigation, Scientology went on offense against their prosecutors. Remember, Scientology got caught red handed, and the FBI was holding a sixteen-ton truck full of evidence. That is no Tonka Truck. Still, during the court case, listen to how persistent Scientology was at fighting back:

	 

	“They attempted to have a judge removed, they subpoenaed almost 150 federal agents in what appeared to be a large stalling scheme, and they also offered several shifting explanations for their account.”

	 

	So, even while being prosecuted, they were still trying to undermine the process. Eventually Scientology took a plea deal that sent five Scientologists to four years in jail, Mary Sue Hubbard got five years, and two other Scientologists received six years each.

	 

	That was examples of Scientology’s government infiltration. Now, let me give you an idea of how they went after individuals. It’s all common public knowledge and dare I say, I really believe they still do this today. As I mentioned, Hubbard liked to use code names and the one I want to talk about was, “Operation Freak-out.” Why that name? I do not know for sure, but Scientology was freaking out over a lady named, Paulette Cooper. In 1971 she wrote a book against Scientology. Her book was called, The Scandal of Scientology. It was during the 1978 FBI raid that authorities discovered Scientology’s plot against Paulette. Operation Freak-out was the effort by the Guardian’s Office. Now, as we look at the tactics these people used on Paulette, keep in mind that they not only invaded places like Interpol, the U.S. government, and other countries around the world, but listen to what Scientology does to an individual, and just how dishonest, deceptive, and conniving these people are, just because Cooper wrote a book against them. Scientologists were told to do whatever they had to do so that Paulette Cooper could be “handled.” Here is what they did: 

	Scientology ordered subordinate Scientologists to “attack her in as many ways as possible and to undertake wide-scale exposure of her sex life.” That part was called “Operation Daniel.” Paulette Cooper counter-sued, but Scientology began to step up pressure even more. Here are some of the ways they harassed her:

	 

	“They painted her name and phone number on street walls so she would receive obscene phone calls, (It sounds like high school stuff, right?), they subscribed her to a pornographic mailing list, she also received anonymous death threats, and her neighbors received letters claiming that she had venereal disease.”

	 

	They threw anything they could think of at this lady just because she wrote a book against them. Now, remember what Hubbard said, with the use of litigation they could keep the pressure on and eventually people won’t be able to handle it, so they would back off. And this wasn’t even the litigation aspect. It was an example of other tactics they used like harassment. It was all coordinated to get people and organizations to back off.

	 

	Another attack they orchestrated on Paulette Cooper, was their “Operation Dynamite.” Cooper was subjected to several operations against her. Look at what they did at Cooper’s apartment. They had a woman pretend to be soliciting funds for United Farm Workers. But, when the Scientologist was in Cooper’s apartment, she stole some of Cooper’s personal stationery. Then all of a sudden, a few days later, the New York Scientology branch got two anonymous bomb threats and guess what they were written on? It was on Paulette’s stationary. So, the courts initially went after Cooper. She was indicted for making bomb threats and arraigned in front of a federal grand jury. Not only were the bomb threats written on her stationery, that paper also had her fingerprints. The whole thing was a setup. 

	 

	In 1975, the charges against Cooper were eventually dropped but Scientology would not quit. They sued her again, just trying any way possible to harass her. They not only sued her in U.S. court, but also in the United Kingdom and even Australia. They were just trying to find any court that would take Scientology’s side. In fact, the Church of Scientology imported Cooper’s books into foreign countries for the express purpose of suing her in jurisdictions where libel laws were stricter than in the U.S. Again, all this was just because she wrote a book that was negative on Scientology. And listen, that still was not enough. It gets worse. Scientology actually had another operation set in motion to do the following: 

	 

	“Get PC, Paulette Cooper incarcerated in a mental institution or jail, or at least hit her so hard that she drops her attacks.”

	 

	That is a direct quote. Now, Paulette was a Jewish lady, so Scientology went after her Jewish heritage. Listen to these three plans organized from another of their operations against her:

	 

	“First they were going to have a woman imitate Paulette Cooper’s voice and make telephone threats to Arab consulates in New York City. Secondly, a threatening letter was going to be mailed to the Arab consulate in such a fashion that would appear to have been done by Paulette Cooper. Of course, they chose the Arab consulate because Paulette is Jewish, right? Thirdly, a Scientologist volunteer was to impersonate Paulette Cooper at a laundromat and threaten the current president at that time, Gerald Ford, and then Secretary of State Henry Kissinger. Then a second Scientologist would thereafter inform the FBI of the threat.”

	 

	Again, it was all a total setup. Man, you thought ISIS was bad and everyone is all up in arms about Russian collusion. This is crazy! And it still goes on today! But this is where you have to applaud people like Paulette Cooper. How many people would have cracked under all that? And how about the very gutsy Leah Remini? She is tough! Now, I don’t know where she’s at in her beliefs; I don’t know that she’s a Christian, but of course we hope she has come to Christ now. If not, please pray for her! But it takes a lot of bravery to go up against Scientology. I’ll guarantee these Scientology people today are doing the same sort of things to Leah Remini. Anyway, back to Paulette’s story:

	 

	“The fourth plan, called for Scientologist agents to gather even more information on Cooper in case the first three didn’t work. Then they were going to warn an Arab consulate, by telephone, that Cooper had been talking about bombing it. They were going to obtain her fingerprints again on a blank piece of paper, write a threatening letter to Kissinger, and then mail it.”

	 

	Can you imagine the pressure of all this going on? Well, there’s even more. Believe it or not, it still gets worse. The notes from a secret meeting of the Guardian’s Office came out where they were discussing the assassination of Paulette Cooper! So, if all the harassment didn’t get her to back off, they would just kill her. It’s absolutely crazy! All of this between Cooper and Scientology finally came to a head in this way:

	 

	“Cooper discontinued her legal actions against Scientology in 1985 after receiving an out of court settlement.”

	 

	So, I imagine Scientology finally forked over a fair amount of cash, or maybe it was a combination of some amount and Paulette just wanting to end the harassment. I mean, she was subjected to the worst forms of harassment year, after year, after year. And it was all because she wrote a book against them. 

	 

	Now, I don’t have time to go into all these, but I want to give you a small list of different ways Scientology has gone after individuals in the past. Remember, it was all done in code names as a way for Hubbard to remain in the background. These are just some of the operations:

	 

	There was Operation Big Mouth, Bulldozer Leak, Bunny Bust, and Operation Cat, which we talked about. Operations also included Chaos Leak, China Shop, Cut Throat, Daniel and Dynamite, Devils Wop, Fickle, Freak-out, Funny Bone, Hydra, Information, Italian Fog, Juicy Clanger, Keeller, Kettle, Oscar, Orange Juice, Paris, Paste Up, Random Harvest, Rook, Search and Destroy, Shake and Bake, Shell Game, Smoke, Snapper, Sore Throats, Strike, and Operation Yellow.

	 

	They not only had operations. They also had programs and projects. One program was called, Billy’s Baby, which struck home with me because I have a son and I’m writing this book on Scientology, right? Anyway, another program was Humanist Humiliation. Projects had names like Beetle Cleanup, Horn, Normandy, Owl, Quaker, Taco-Less, Troy, Project Witch, and the one we looked at, Project Snow White. I’ll also give you a bit on Project Witch but let me just say, if you looked at all the tactics they used in all these projects, you’d have a hard time believing it. I just gave you a taste of their disregard for any decency with Paulette Cooper and how they had the audacity to infiltrate the U.S. government and even Interpol, amongst other countries. But what they cold-heartily did to individuals is hard to believe. Anybody, and I mean anybody, who went against them, was setting himself or herself up for another Scientology operation. 

	 

	Some of these we have already talked about, but here are just a few of the brazen efforts they mounted against people and organizations:

	 

	They spread rumors to undermine the security of our own government and went after the Assistant to the U.S. Attorney, individual reporters, the U.S. Department of Justice, and the Drug Enforcement Administration. One operation called China Shop was aimed at taking over a newspaper, while Operation Fickle was designed to go after the editor and president of another newspaper. Operation Cutthroat was against the Better Business Bureau and other operations targeted individual authors. Operation Devil’s Wop even went after Senators. 

	 

	And listen to this one because I was joking about ISIS earlier, but what is one of the big no-no’s against Muslims? We are told we can’t say anything against Islam and whatever you do, don’t you dare create a cartoon that makes light of Muhammad. People get crazy about that stuff! Well, what about Scientology’s Operation Funny Bone? It went after a syndicated newspaper cartoonist, Jim Barry, who just penned a cartoon that poked fun at Scientology. Barry got Scientology’s wrath.

	 

	Operation Hydra was used to attempt to rid libraries across the United States of books and other literature that showed Scientology in a bad light. Operation Italian Fog was to smear a mayor. This one shows that no one was immune: Operation Juicy Clanger targeted the tax records of prominent politicians and celebrities like Frank Sinatra and Doris Day. They even attempted to steal John Wayne’s tax records. What would John Wayne say about that? Maybe something like, “Well, that ain’t funny, pilgrim.” Wow, there’s some more audacity, right? They’re even messing with the Duke! Anyway, they also went after the IRS and IRS officials, the American Medical Association, individual attorneys, state representatives, and the Mental Health Institution. And of course, they went after ex-Scientologists who spoke out. They also targeted the American Cancer Society and the director of the World Health Organization, as well as the Deputy Attorney General, and the California Attorney General Office.  

	 

	Now, look at how they tried to set this guy up, and again, it was literally at the California Attorney General Office:

	 

	“They recruited a woman that was obviously pregnant and was a good actress. She walked into the Attorney General’s office in Sacramento and said, in so many words, ‘I told Larry I wouldn’t do this, but he gave me no choice. I don’t care about his career anymore. I mean, look at me, I’ll go to the press even if it ruins my family’s reputation. I won’t have an abortion.’ Then she left. 

	 

	Then they recruited a male who acted like her dad, over the phone, who said he was the father of the pregnant girl that came in and made the big scene. He said, ‘My daughter came into your office yesterday, the pregnant girl. I don’t know what you people said about her but she’s terrified and now she’s talking of suicide. The guy’s name is Larry Tapper. You can only protect him so long. You’re going to have another Watergate.’ 

	Then they recruited another female, who was to go there in the area of Sacramento, and find out what a nun’s habits were, that they were wearing at that time. She was to dress up as a nun and go into the Attorney General’s office, while a photographer would just happen to be there, and overhear her making a complaint against Larry Tapper. They would have that all recorded and then send it to the newspapers with something like ‘mysterious nun claims prejudice at the A.G.’s Office.’”

	 

	So, that is more of the kind stuff they were doing against individuals. And I’m telling you: I am just blowing through a huge amount of material. Do your own research, and you’ll find a ton of this same kind of thing from them. 

	 

	Yet, Scientology says we can trust what L. Ron Hubbard taught and trust the organization. Like the guy we saw from the earlier video transcript, Hubbard got people so mentally twisted, they believed they needed to do even illegal tasks for Scientology because, according to Hubbard, Scientologists are the only ones who can save the planet and since there is a supposed conspiracy against Scientology, according to Hubbard, Scientologists must act whether it is legal or illegal. Well, it is illegal and unacceptable. But they’re convinced the earth depends on them breaking through the conspiracy against them to keep Scientology moving forward. Can you believe all this?

	 

	Again, I don’t have time to go through many more of these, but Operation Sore Throat was the infiltration of the American Medical Association. Did you get that? Operation Yellow was set in motion to discredit critics by making them look like “fascists or bigots.” They also had Guardian Program Order 283, which was to infiltrate the United Nations. There is no place these guys would not go! Again, Hubbard’s people went into Interpol, as well as infiltrating the U.K.’s Royal Navy and even Scotland Yard. They wanted a file on anyone who could possibly say anything negative about Hubbard and Scientology. I’m not making this up.

	 

	Another tragic outcome of all this is that Hubbard got away with it. He used code names and had people placed in charge of operations that made it appear to be an arm’s length between him and the crimes, while the whole time he was in charge, but they couldn’t pin it on the guy.

	 

	So, again, a lot of this criminality by Scientology is why Hubbard was always on the lam, starting with his boat tour and then continuing with him on the lam, on the land. While on land, he bounced around from Washington D.C. to California and other places. Again, Scientology wants to spiritualize his time on the lam trying to twist it into something like him just floating and hopping around to get privacy so he could write more books to encourage Scientologists more and even unlock new levels of Scientology, all for the benefit of mankind. But no, he was just running and hiding. 

	 

	What he did do though, for part of the time while cruising around in a recreational vehicle was write a couple other books that became very popular. I’ll get to those, but first, while Hubbard was on the lam in the 80’s, he had a couple people with him called “messengers.” Basically, they were Scientologists he trusted. Two of them cruised around the Pacific Northwest with Hubbard in his RV. They bounced around from apartment to apartment, in different places, from Newport Beach, California to Los Angeles. And he used this time to write two major works of science fiction. You may have heard of this first one: Battlefield Earth. 

	 

	Back before I got saved, I actually read it twice. It’s sad to say, but it’s actually a pretty good book if you’re into science fiction. My dad, brother, and I were involved in a science fiction book club.  Hubbard also wrote this huge series of science fiction books:

	 

	The first in the series is called Mission Earth. The whole series is ten volumes and they are thick books. In fact, Battlefield Earth was just over a thousand pages in paperback. He put out huge books and this guy could write. Again, I will give that to him. He could really make up a story. Wait until you hear his whole story, that he claims is real, about how humans arrived on earth. Now, that is a science fiction story, but he made it a religion by combining it with the occult. But he did have the skill set of creative writing.

	 

	Battlefield Earth became a best seller and the prediction was that it would be a movie, which it eventually did become, and I’ll get to that in a minute. The premise of Battlefield Earth is that there were bad aliens called Psychlos who came to earth and took over the planet. Humanity was hunted down until hardly anyone was left except for a faithful, few humans. A very bad, Psychlo alien, took some human guy named Johnny, and submitted him to a learning machine, which resulted in Johnny’s IQ rising very high. What does that sound like? It’s Scientology’s pop cans, right? Now, I don’t have time to get into a lot of the comparisons, but even people involved in the movie and Hubbard’s books say there are Scientology practices and beliefs woven into the movie.

	 

	What I really want to get across is about how Battlefield Earth was a huge seller as paperbacks go. It was on the New York Times Best Seller list, sold 150,000 copies lickety split, and went on to 1.5 Million sold. It went huge. But was that because there was such a great interest in it? Well, here is more information on those sales: not long after the book’s release, stories emerged of a Scientology book-buying campaign, that was initiated to ensure the book would become a bestseller. And here is what they did:

	 

	“Bookstore chains, including Waldenbooks, cited examples of Scientologists repeatedly going into stores and buying armfuls of the book at a time. Several bookstores reported that shipments of the book arrived with the store’s own price tags already fixed to them, even before they were unpacked from the shipping boxes, suggesting that the copies were being recycled.”

	 

	So, the Scientologists went in and bought as many copies as they could and then sold the books right back to the bookstore. The books still had the store’s price tag on them that only the store has access to. It was all just to generate the numbers so the book would look like it was a runaway best seller. It’s just more of what you’d expect; chicanery involving a money motive. 

	 

	“Two Scientology organizations bought a total of 30,000 copies of Battlefield Earth, at a discount, directly from the publisher, just to give them out to other Scientology members. Individual members were told to give them out too.”

	 

	Did it sell so quickly because the book was that amazing? Well, I’m not promoting the book, but back in the day, with science fiction, it was a pretty good science fiction story. I’ll give him that. But was it a runaway best seller because it was so awesome? That’s debatable. Back in the day, I remember looking at the cover picture and seeing that little starburst in the upper right corner that talked about a movie coming. This was in 1982 and I thought; wow, this is going to be a cool science fiction movie whenever they make it. Well, it took quite some time to be made. In fact, it wasn’t until eighteen years later, the year 2000, that the movie was finally released. You may have seen the trailer or the movie and didn’t realize it was a Scientology movie but let me share the transcript of the trailer. 

	 

	The actor who starred in it was John Travolta. As the story goes, Travolta originally wanted to be the Johnny character, who was the good guy and one of the only humans left. The human Johnny character took on Terl and the other Psychlo aliens. But, by the time they finally got the movie in production, Travolta was not a young, strapping dude anymore, so he was asked instead to play a Psychlo, named Terl. Here is the transcript of the trailer for Battlefield Earth and again, it’s the movie based on L. Ron Hubbard’s Scientology book. Most people had no idea. Let’s look at the transcript of the trailer:

	 

	John Travolta laughing manically as Terl, the Psychlo alien’s security chief.

	 

	Terl: “When we attacked your planet, all your soldiers and all their advanced technology only put up a measly nine-minute fight, which is why man is an endangered species.”

	 

	Flashing across the screen: “From One of the Best-Selling Science Fiction Novels of All Time”

	 

	Terl: “There is nothing that will help you.”

	 

	Zete, Psychlo District Manager: “Once we finish mining out this miserable little planet, let’s do the universe a favor. Let’s exterminate the lot of them!”

	 

	Barry Pepper as one of the last humans, Johnny Goodboy Tyler: “If we don’t take back our planet, the last of humanity becomes extinct.”

	 

	Flashing across the screen: “Mankind’s Last Stand, John Travolta, Barry Pepper, Forest Whitaker”

	 

	Johnny: “Let it be said that we took this one chance and fought!”

	 

	Flashing across the screen: “Prepare for Battle”

	 

	Well, John Travolta is not laughing anymore. That movie became one of the biggest flops ever. It probably even gave Howard the Duck a run for its money. The movie cost 73 million dollars and only brought in 29 million. It was a huge failure and Travolta was not only a co- producer, he contributed millions of his own money, because of his membership in Scientology. He wanted the movie to help promote Scientology. In fact, Battlefield Earth was so bad; it received a total of eight Golden Raspberry Awards (Razzies). In 2001, it was voted worst picture, worst director, worst screenplay, worst actor, worst supporting actor, worst supporting actress, and worst screen couple. Later, in 2005 it was voted the worst drama in the past twenty-five years and in 2010, it was considered the worst movie of the decade. So, as I said, with all due respect, Travolta is not laughing now.

	For Hubbard, even in the face of the disaster movie, he was still so into himself, he actually wrote a music soundtrack for the book. Now, that’s thinking outside the box to bring in more cash. He produced the music and it’s still housed with Scientology in their secret vault. As I said earlier in this book, everything from “LRH,” the “Source,” is saved. We haven’t even got to the vault yet. But Hubbard’s book soundtrack was called Space Jazz. Apparently, the reader was expected to listen to it while you’re reading the book. Now, you can tell that I appreciate you reading this book, because I do, and this is going to be proof positive: there are a total of thirteen music tracks in Hubbard’s Space Jazz, but I’m going to suggest you either listen to none (you’ll thank me), or just the first part of one track I’ll suggest. I just want to spare you because once played, you won’t be able to unhear it. I’d suggest a track called Windsplitter. Now, remember, you’re supposed to listen to it while you’re reading his amazing science fiction book. Again, it’s called Windsplitter, but I’ve given it this more appropriate name: Earsplitter. 

	 

	If you were able to do that, my guess is you made it less than fifteen seconds. Either that or you were transfixed to the train wreck and couldn’t pull yourself away. If you made it through the whole thing, you’re a stronger person than I. This soundtrack of Hubbard’s was so bad, and I’m not joking, or making this up, at an annual worst record competition held in New Jersey, what do you suppose they give out to each year’s first prize recipient? Yes, it’s a copy of Hubbard’s Space Jazz. Isn’t that absolutely great? 

	 

	Now, getting back to Hubbard’s story; again, he did produce some books while traveling around in an RV with a couple of Scientologists as he was kind of still on the lam. As usual he was traveling in secrecy and hiding while researching and writing. They were blowing through cash and at one point they got to Creston, California, at Hubbard’s ranch house, that he spent millions remodeling, even though it remained virtually uninhabited. 

	 

	As far as Hubbard and Scientology’s wealth, Forbes magazine estimated $200 million was gathered in Hubbard’s name just through 1982. In 1985, just eight years before Scientology is given tax-exempt status (1993), the IRS notified Scientology that it was considering indicting Hubbard for tax fraud. Besides all the other criminality by Scientology, in 1985 the IRS even had them under investigation for tax fraud. Still, just eight years later, they were given IRS tax-exempt status. How in the world is that possible?! You’ve got to be kidding me! Can you see why I think someone was either threatened or had a file on someone?  

	 

	Going on with Hubbard’s story, let’s recall what the Bible says about false teachers in Jude. It tells us their end will not be good. That’s exactly what we see with Hubbard who, by the way, never saw his wife again after she was jailed. Hubbard suffered from bad health during a lot of the time we’ve been talking about and had a stroke on January 17, 1986. He died a week later. His body was cremated, his ashes scattered, and guess who wrote the eulogy? No, it was not I. I wasn’t at that one. As you can imagine, Hubbard wrote his own eulogy.

	 

	After his death, what was Scientology going to do? Hubbard was their guy. He was the creator of all the materials, the leader, guru, and all-around unchallenged head cheese of Scientology. Well, what Scientologists did, was spin his death to basically claim he became so clear and reached such a high Scientology level, he didn’t actually die. They say he achieved such a high state that he no longer required a body. Again, it sounds crazy but I’m not making this stuff up. Next, we’ll look at a transcript of the actual announcement of Hubbard’s death, given by Scientology’s new leader at that time. He is still their leader to this day. Let’s take a look at how they spun it:

	 

	“Hello. My name is David Miscavige and I’m very happy that you could all make it to this important briefing this evening. In 1980, LRH moved off the lines so that he could continue his writings and research without any distractions. For many years, Ron had said that if he were given the time, and if others wore their hats, and did their jobs, running and expanding the church, he would be able to concentrate on, and complete, all of his research into the upper OT levels, so that the bridge would be laid out in full for us all. Over the past six years, LRH has indeed been intensively researching the upper bands of OT. You were already enjoying the fruits of some of these researches; most notably, Solo OT’s. And more recently you heard, in Ron’s journal 39, that he had fully written up OT8, which would be released at the appropriate time by international management. As you may have surmised, LRH has completed many levels beyond that. Approximately two weeks ago, he completed all of his research he had set out to do.”

	 

	“He has now moved on to his next OT level of OT research. This level is beyond anything any one of us ever imagined.”

	 

	“This level is in fact done in an exterior state; meaning that it is done completely exterior from the body. At this level of OT, the body is nothing more than an impediment and encumbrance to any further gain as an OT. Thus, at 2000 hours Friday, the 24th of January, A.D. 36, L. Ron Hubbard discarded the body he had used in this lifetime for 74 years, 10 months, and 11 days. The body he had used to facilitate his existence in this MEST universe had ceased to be useful and in fact, had become an impediment to the work he now must do outside of its confines. 

	 

	We felt it was important, as Scientologists, that you were the first to become aware of this fact. I can understand that many of you are probably experiencing the effects of a secondary. However, it is important that you can put this into the proper perspective. LRH defines a body, in the tech dictionary, as an identifying form or non-identifying form, to facilitate the control of, the communication of and with, and the havingness of the Thetan in his existence in the MEST universe. The body is a physical object. It is not the being himself. The being we knew as L. Ron Hubbard still exists. However, the body he had could no longer serve his purposes. 

	 

	This decision was one made at a complete cause by L. Ron Hubbard. Although you may feel grief, I understand that he did not and does not now. He has simply moved on to his next step. LRH has said, ‘If I have fought for a quarter of a century, most of it alone, to keep this work from serving to uphold the enslavers of man, to keep it free from some destructive pitch or slant, then you certainly can carry that motif a little further.’ He goes on to say, ‘I will not always be here on guard. The stars twinkle in the Milky Way and the wind sighs for songs across the empty fields of a planet a galaxy away. 

	 

	As Scientologists, we know more than anyone that we are not bodies. We have bodies and our current existences in our current bodies are but one in a million that we have lived and will live. LRH in fact used this lifetime, in the body we knew, to accomplish what no man has ever accomplished. He unlocked the mysteries of life and gave us the tools so that we could free ourselves and our fellow man. L. Ron Hubbard completed everything he set out to do and more. The fact that he causatively and willingly discarded the body, after it was no longer useful to him signifies his ultimate success: the conquest of life that he embarked upon half a century ago.”

	 

	Talk about a spin job! The claim is that Hubbard became so spiritual and enlightened; he didn’t need his body any longer and continues to exist at a new OT level. Well, yes, it is a new level for him. But it’s a new low and the final one. With all due respect, he is in Hell. That is unless he cried out to Jesus Christ while taking his last breaths, or somewhere there before dying. I don’t know. But he went to Hell.

	 

	In fact, his life did not end at all like they said. They made it sound like he just floated up into some spiritual ether and is still carrying on. But his end was essentially the opposite. It was a Howard Hughes-type final year. If you do not know that story, mega-rich Howard Hughes became a pathetic recluse drug addict, with long gnarly figure nails, while isolating himself away from any human contact. Now, here is what really happened with L. Ron Hubbard’s death and this is the transcript of a video from people who were around Hubbard: 

	 

	Robert Vaughn Young: “He was disappearing down, down, down into this little strange world of his that he had created. The irony of a man that was promulgating and telling the world that, with my technology and ideas, you can get bigger and bigger and bigger. And yet, he was shrinking down until finally he was hiding.”

	A second ex-Scientology man: “You know, it was like he tried to be bigger than life, but he just wasn’t. He tried to be blustery, and big, and powerful. But if you look, just step in and observe, you could see that he was afraid about everything. And finally, the fear came down to dust particles; little teeny dust particles.”

	 

	A third ex-Scientology man: “He had phobias about dust. He had phobias about smells. He had phobias about sounds, as though he would hear sounds that weren’t there, and he would scream at the sound technician. He would see things that weren’t there and he would scream at the people who were framing the shot and he would smell smells that weren’t there and he’d have people rinse his clothing some thirteen or fifteen or however many times.”

	 

	Commentator: “Secrecy veiled his final years. But one man, Robert Vaughn Young, who was there as a Scientology Public Relations Officer, was later given a description of Hubbard by one of his guardians. This and evidence from Hubbard’s autopsy report, paint a sad picture.”

	 

	Robert Vaughn Young: “He had grown a beard. He had grown long hair. The nails were long, very much the same problem as they found out with Howard Hughes, unkempt nails. There was a neighbor that walked in on him one day and he had become very frightened and suddenly scurried out of the barn. He was frightened to meet people. He was terrified of meeting new people.”

	 

	Commentator: “On January the 24th, 1986, Ron Hubbard died. The Church of Scientology said he’d simply quit his body to continue his work elsewhere.”

	 

	Robert Vaughn Young: “Him dying suddenly made it very mortal. And the last thing we could have is to have Hubbard be mortal. So, a story had to be designed and the story is that he went off to research the next level. What’s amazing is how the Scientologists bought this without any questioning. They bought it.”

	 

	They bought it, hook, line, and sinker. Scientology reeled their people right in and to this day, they are still promoting their fake story about Hubbard’s end. The guy died in bad condition. My guess is he was hearing sounds, getting strange smells, and feeling fearful because he was heading down the road to insanity. Remember, his background is involvement with demons, the occult, and things of that nature. Those entities were taking him down as they drug him straight into hell, so to speak. That’s my theory.

	 

	When Hubbard died, and this is what we’re going to get into in the next chapter, the Sea Org, Hubbard’s military, kicked out Hubbard’s wife and pulled off a coup. And who was the new young buck that took control? It was the guy that delivered the death announcement. David Miscavige grabbed the power position and he is still ruling and reigning over Scientology today. 	As we continue in our larger study of World Religions, Cults & The Occult, the focus in this book is on Scientology and we’re seeing it is science fiction. Scientology is not science and it’s not “ology” (the study of). Instead, it’s “science fiction occult,” which is our tagline for this study. We’ve been looking at the history of where in the world this stuff came from. In later chapters we will look point by point at how they get it wrong in all the five classic areas that cults do. And it starts with their source of authority, which is not the Bible.

	 

	In this chapter, you’ll see Scientology uses the same term for L. Ron Hubbard’s writings that Christians have for the Bible. They believe his fiction is their “scripture.” It’s crazy but we’ll get to that in a bit. So, they certainly get it wrong on their source of authority, and once you mess that up, all your beliefs and practices careen off the cliff and spill downhill. From there you get it wrong as far as God, Jesus, the Trinity, salvation, and man. It’s all bad stuff after that. 

	 

	To recap so that we retain more of the information, the history starts with L. Ron Hubbard and in the last chapter we finished his life by looking at the increasingly lame way he lived in his last days. But, again, in his early years Hubbard was involved with the occult even from a young age. As we saw, as a teenager, he was already heavy duty into the occult. It continued on much later in life when he was involved with Aleister Crowley and Jack Parsons. Today this is why, if you understand the occult, you can understand Scientology. The two are deeply meshed together. Most people don’t recognize that because they haven’t learned about the occult or Scientology for that matter. Hubbard eventually came out with his book called, Dianetics, which was his big moneymaking breakthrough. And as we have seen, money is what Hubbard was all about. But Hubbard had the big money flowing in and then lost it. From that point, man, he wasn’t ever going to lose it again!

	 

	Hubbard then parlayed Dianetics into Scientology, turned it into a religion, and began to crack down hard on his organization to grab total control. In his mind, nobody was ever going to take his moneymaking machine away from him ever again. In the last couple chapters we saw his development of a military force. It was a KGB-style branch of Scientology called the Guardian’s Office. Today, Scientology will tell you the Guardian’s Office is no longer in existence because they got rid of it. But that is disingenuous because all they did was change the name to the Office of Special Affairs. OSA, combined with their Sea Org, is basically their military police that is used to go after people.

	 

	Also, for anyone in Scientology who dares get out of a line or speak badly about the organization, Scientology came up with an actual slave camp. Of course, they don’t call it that because of the potential bad press. Instead it functions as one, but they call it the Rehabilitation Project Force, or the RPF. When we get into that, you’ll see that those folks being punished at the camp are basically used as slave labor while Scientology simultaneously attempts to re-brainwash or reprogram them. The desired outcome is for the follower to eventually go back into the general Scientology population and no longer be critical of Scientology.

	 

	Again, in the last chapter, we left off at L. Ron Hubbard’s death, but just prior, if you went ahead and did the search for that exciting music Hubbard composed, you may be still humming the tune. Again, I apologize but it was important for you to understand just how into himself this guy was. As we talked about, Hubbard wrote that soundtrack and apparently it was so you could listen to it while watching the Scientology movie created from his book, Battlefield Earth. And with all due respect, this guy was so full of himself that he wrote his own eulogy ahead of his death. He told people what to say at his own funeral. 

	 

	So, now we’re going to pick up where we left off with his death and I’ll give you the transcript of a reenactment video where Scientologists are doing just what Hubbard requested that they do upon his death. The narration is by their new leader we were already introduced to and who is now in charge of Scientology. We’ll get more into him later in this chapter. His name is David Miscavige and the actual video, if you want to do a search for it, has a re-enactment voice, but the words are Miscavige’s actual words from the speech we saw at the announcement of Hubbard’s death. Since it’s a video, for this book, I’ll give you what is happening on the video, which is what Hubbard scripted for the members to do and say at his funeral. Here it is: 

	 

	Narrator: “Hubbard spent most of the last ten years in hiding in America. Only a few close aides knew where he was.”

	 

	Two full-size 4-door sedan cars drive down a road on the way to a boat. Inside one of the cars, a person in the passenger seat is holding a golden urn containing Hubbard’s ashes. Another holds an L. Ron Hubbard book in his or her lap.

	 

	David Miscavige’s words, which are similar to the announcement of Hubbard’s death: “Twenty hundred hours, Friday the 24th of January 1986, L. Ron Hubbard discarded the body he had used in this lifetime for 74 years, 10 months, and 11 days. The body he had used to facilitate his existence in this universe had ceased to be useful and in fact, had become an impediment to the work he now must do outside its confines. The being we knew as L. Ron Hubbard, still exists. Although you may feel grief, understand that he did not and does not now. He has simply moved on to his next step. LRH, in fact, used this lifetime and the body we knew, to accomplish what no man has ever accomplished. He unlocked the mysteries of life and gave us the tools so that we could free ourselves and our fellow man.”

	 

	The cars reach a dock where the Scientologists get onto a small cabin-cruiser boat and are out in the water.

	 

	Narrator: “Those were the words of the church’s official announcement of Hubbard’s death last year. When alive, Hubbard claimed he had visited heaven twice and the second time, found it shabby. His Scientology funeral service was one he had written.”

	 

	One Scientologist reads from a manuscript of Hubbard’s prearranged words: “And now here lift up your eyes and say to him, ‘Goodbye.’”

	 

	Four Scientologists, standing on the back of the boat: “Goodbye, goodbye, our dear Ron, goodbye.”

	 

	One Scientologist: “We’ll miss you; you know.”

	 

	A Scientologist leans over the back of the boat to pour Hubbard’s ashes from the urn into the water.

	 

	Narrator: “Hubbard had signed a new will the day before he died, insisting that he be cremated at once and the ashes scattered at sea. The fate of his vast, but secret fortune was also murky. The power had passed to the young followers who were with him at the end.”

	 

	Yes, and most of the power went specifically to one certain fellow, David Miscavige. But, how did you like that exciting eulogy?

	 

	Now, I want to set the stage for you, as far as this character, David Miscavige. Again, what we’ll see is that the change of leadership was not some smooth and pleasant passing of the baton. It was not that they completely planned it beforehand to be a nice friendly transition brought about by a logical choice. No, not at all! It was a hostile takeover!

	I believe Miscavige approached the transition period with what the Bible talks about in 3 John. That is the “spirit of Diotrephes.” You may remember Diotrephes from Scripture. We’re going to take a look at him and again, for me he kind of encapsulates this guy, Miscavige, who took over for Mr. Hubbard. There was nothing gentle about the transition and I believe this guy literally had a plan that he was putting in place even before Hubbard died, and he was doing it most likely without Hubbard knowing. Miscavige pulled off a hostile takeover by slowly grabbing control of every aspect: the money, the military of Scientology, and the top seat at the organization. Here’s 3 John where John is writing to a person named Gaius:

	 

	“Dear friend, you are faithful in what you’re doing for the brothers. Even though they are strangers to you, they have told the Church about your love and you do well to send them on their way in a manner worthy of God. It was for the sake of the Name that they went out accepting no help from the pagans. We ought therefore to show hospitality to such men so that they may work together for truth.”

	 

	So, that is John talking to Gaius at this Church that John says is an example of good behavior. But, next, John literally points out one particular guy in a negative light:

	 

	“Though I wrote to the Church, Diotrephes…”

	 

	Now, wait a second. I personally have gotten so much flak for doing this because people in the Church so often will say something like, “Hey, you shouldn’t call people out personally. You shouldn’t name names.” But I always wonder what Bible they are reading. Well, first of all, as someone in the roll of a shepherd, I like to, in love, be blunt. I personally don’t like to dance around the issue and say something like,

	 

	“Hey Church, there is a really bad guy out there who is teaching false doctrine and leading people astray. It’s a false works-based salvation that is leading people straight to hell, but you should just go discover who it is for yourself, because I don’t like to mention anyone by name.”

	No, we need to call out the name so people are warned about whom to steer clear of. I have no problem with name-dropping. Why? It’s because, right here in the passage we just read, John doesn’t have an issue with it. His example for us to follow, right here in the Bible, shows John calling Diotrephes out by name. So, am I making this up? Is it a foreign concept I brought into the Church? No, this is John. And Jesus did the same thing in Matthew 23. That whole chapter is Jesus publicly calling the Pharisees out with some very harsh words. Paul does the same thing with Hymenaeus and Alexander. Paul called them out to the Church and publicly. This idea that we shouldn’t call people out; that we must not name names, is a lie to silence Christians, and false teachers moving through the Church to perpetrate it. 

	 

	Now, that’s a whole side issue but getting back to John, calling out Diotrephes is what he does. John loves the Church, so he not only tells them what’s right, he also calls out a troublemaker in the Church by name. Listen to what John says this troublemaker was doing: 

	 

	“Though I wrote to the Church, Diotrephes, who loves to be first…”

	 

	So, this Diotrephes guy not only wants to be near the top, he wants to be the guy in charge. It’s the same thing we’ll see with Miscavige. John continues:

	 

	“He, Diotrephes, will have nothing to do with us.”

	 

	So, he shoves everybody else out of the way to be on top, no matter what he has to do. Then John says this:

	 

	“So, I will come, and I will call attention to what he’s doing in gossiping maliciously about us.”

	 

	Again, that’s the same modus operandi with people in Scientology. They react to criticism from anyone, by maliciously going after him or her. As you’ll remember from all the Scientology operations we looked at in the last chapter, Scientology even makes up false stories about their critics. John goes on to say this:

	 

	“Not satisfied with that, Diotrephes refuses to welcome the brothers. He also stops those who want to do so and puts them out of the Church.”

	 

	So in essence, when we consider this Miscavige guy, who performed a hostile takeover of Hubbard’s organization, it’s the same spirit of Diotrephes. I am using that term loosely, but we see that Miscavige wants to be first. He’ll make up rumors, slam people’s character, and shove or kick anyone out of the way that he needs to, just to reach the top and then to hold onto his rule. And Miscavige accomplished it. He’s been in charge of Scientology since 1986. If he learned anything from Hubbard, I think it was the lesson about how to never lose his moneymaking machine.  

	 

	Let’s take a look at how the transition from Hubbard to Miscavige went and again, there was nothing pleasant about the change of leadership. 

	 

	“Members of the Sea Org, Mr. Miscavige, staged a takeover and purged many veteran Scientologists. Miscavige became the leader. Mary Sue Hubbard was forced to resign her position and her daughter, Suzette, became Miscavige’s personal maid.”

	 

	So, he shoved and kicked Mary Sue out of his way. I do want to say that I’m not trying to necessarily judge which of them is less guilty. They were and are all in this false-teaching organization together. But, still, you’re seeing the heart of this Miscavige guy who is coming in like a bull to take over. He is determined to be first, just like Diotrephes. We’re going to get more into Miscavige taking control of Scientology in a little bit, but let’s go back to Hubbard’s death and what it meant for Scientology. 

	 

	When Hubbard died, it led to a problem because Hubbard was basically all of what made up the core of Scientology. He was the leader who started it all and he came up with all the materials. Now, he was dead, so what were they going to do? They had a problem. They decided to spiritualize his death. You heard it from Miscavige when he told Scientologists that Hubbard didn’t actually die, because he’s too supernatural for that. What excuse did they give for their god-like leader’s death? They characterized it as his last days of completing so many OT levels, in his pursuit of benefiting mankind, that his body just became an impediment at some point, and he had to ditch it in order to progress in his efforts. And he will be back!  

	 

	No, he won’t! And in the last chapter, we heard how he really died. It was bad! Just judging from the occult practices he was involved with most of his life and the fact that people close to him near the end said he was hearing, seeing, and smelling things, my opinion is that he was probably going insane just like Howard Hughes did, as a disheveled old loner with long gnarly finger nails. Hubbard was probably demon possessed so it was not pleasant at all! But, with all that known to have been Hubbard’s pathetic end, Scientology spins and twists it because they have to spiritualize and deify their founder to retain credibility for their supposed religion, which is really science fiction occult. 

	 

	So, right after Hubbard’s death they began to switch gears and not only deify him, they literally backtracked on everything about him and begin to amplify and deify much of what he had done in his life. Since he was gone, they endeavored to turn him into a supernatural cult-hero that was the most incredible human to ever live. 

	    

	Of course, in the first five chapters we have seen the truth about Hubbard’s absolutely occult-filled, dark, rotten, and horribly sinful life. But, listen to what Scientology today says about that same past which they have rewritten into lies about his life:

	 

	“Accounts published by the Church of Scientology describe Hubbard as ‘a child prodigy of sorts who rode a horse before he could walk. He was able to read and write by the age of four.’ They also say he was brought up on his grandfather’s large cattle ranch in Montana where he spent days riding and breaking broncos and hunting coyotes and taking his first steps as an explorer. They also say his grandfather was a wealthy western cattleman, from whom Hubbard inherited his fortune.”

	 

	What?! What did we actually see in his history? Hubbard was poor as dirt and that’s why he wanted to make money, so much so that he even invented a religion to do it; but, whatever. They go on to claim his family interests in America, South Africa, etc., were inherited. They also say that at the age of six, Hubbard, who apparently can combine all peoples together under his teachings, even became a blood brother to the Native American Blackfoot tribe through his friendship with a Blackfoot medicine man.

	 

	Wow, what a guy! But, hey, we are just getting started. I’m telling you, when it happened, they had to spin his death to make the guy incredible while the facts showed something very different. For example, Hubbard didn’t like his first name that was passed down from his grandfather, so he used “L” Ron Hubbard. Records show his grandfather, Lafayette Waterbury, was a veterinarian and not a rancher. So, that’s the first lie. Secondly, grandpa was not wealthy, and Hubbard was actually raised in a townhouse in the center of Helena, Montana. It was not on a cattle ranch. According to Hubbard’s aunt, his family did not own a ranch, but they did have one cow. 

	 

	That’s it! But apparently that’s what Scientology views as a wealthy cattleman; yeah, whatever. It’s crazy. As far as the Blackfoot Reservation, Hubbard lived over a hundred miles from it and sources say the tribe didn’t even practice blood brotherhood. There is no evidence of any of that going on and certainly not with Hubbard. It is all make believe! If anything, after Hubbard’s death, Scientology took a page out of Hubbard’s own playbook and wrote up a bunch of fictional stories about him. This time it was the followers making up stories about the science fiction writer that founded them. 

	 

	Scientology also claims Hubbard was some accomplished world explorer. Besides riding broncos at the age of 6, he apparently traveled to China in his typical capacity as a benevolent ambassador reaching out to bond all of mankind. He’s said to have traveled the world seeking different sources of wisdom and putting it all together to find the ultimate truth for humanity. Whatever. But here’s what Scientology claims:

	 

	“He went to China, they said, at a time when Westerners could not enter. And according to Scientology, he spent his time questioning Buddhist lamas. He met with old Chinese magicians. According to Scientology, his travels were funded by his wealthy grandfather.”

	 

	Is that his grandfather who was a veterinarian who owned one cow? But I guess we’re either not supposed to know about that or if we do, we should be quiet about it. Yeah, the China stuff is just another lie; anyway, whatever.

	 

	“Then they say he, ‘made his way into Manchuria’s western hills and beyond to break bread with Mongolian bandits, to share campfires with Siberian shamans, and befriend the last in line of magicians from the court of Kublai Khan.’”

	 

	Except that those too are lies! None of that stuff has ever been recorded and he doesn’t even mention any of it himself. And by the way, when it came to Hubbard’s impression of the Chinese, the guy was a racist! He didn’t think highly of the Chinese. Scientology wants to say he was over there searching out ancient Oriental truth and communing with far eastern wise people. But listen to some of his racist quotes:

	 

	“A Chinaman cannot live up to a thing. He always drags it down.”

	 

	“They smell of all the baths they did not take.”

	 

	“The trouble with China is there are too many chinks there.”

	 

	I almost did not want to write those down, but the point is, after all that, Scientology claims he was over there investigating their wisdom because he thought so highly of it. Are you kidding me?! The truth is that the guy was a racist!

	The revisionist history continues with Scientology’s account of his education. We saw a bit of this earlier:

	 

	“Despite having not graduated George Washington University in Washington D.C., Hubbard not only claimed to be a graduate, but a graduate engineer and supposedly a member of the first United States course in formal education in what today is called, Nuclear Physics.”

	 

	So, on top of all those other amazing parts of his storied life, Hubbard was supposedly, some mathematical, nuclear physics genius. But facts are stubborn, so here is the truth about Hubbard’s education:

	 

	“One biography describes him as ‘never noted for even being in class, thoroughly detested his subjects, earned poor grades, was placed on probation, and then dropped out altogether.’”

	 

	But, of course, Scientology says he studied nuclear physics, at George Washington University in Washington D.C. just before he went out on his journey to study mind, spirit, life, and all that sort of stuff. Here are the university records that, not so shockingly, tell a different story:

	 

	“They indicate that his exposure to so-called Nuclear Physics, consisted of one class called, Atomic and Molecular Phenomena, for which he earned an “F.”

	 

	Yet he is supposed to be this expert, right? It’s all lies. They lie about him. Besides apparently riding horses before he could walk, breaking horses at age six, and doing all the other miraculous feats, he was also able to fly a plane. In fact, Scientology says he earned his wings as a “pioneering barnstormer at the dawn of American aviation.” He was “recognized as one of the country’s most outstanding pilots, with virtually no training time. He took up powered flight and barnstormed through the Midwest.”

	 

	Wow, what a guy!! Only, that’s not Hubbard because all he had was an airman’s certificate, so records say he was only qualified to fly gliders, and non-powered aircraft. He even lost that certificate because he couldn’t afford the renewal fee. It sounds like his family was not wealthy and he was no pioneering barnstormer. Liars!

	 

	Then they want to tell us Hubbard traveled and flew around the world so much that he knows everything about life from the Wild West to the Middle East and all the different world cultures. He even knows about mining and types of ores in our planet. Listen to this: they say he “made the first complete mineralogical survey of Puerto Rico.” This journey was taken as a means of “augmenting his father’s pay with a mining adventure” and L. Ron Hubbard supposedly “sluiced inland rivers and crisscrossed the island in search of elusive gold.” At the same time, they say, he was gold mining not just for money, but to carry out “much ethnological work amongst interior villages and native hills men.”  

	 

	So, he was there to learn about the people and their culture just for our benefit! Does this stuff not make you want o gag, even just a little bit? Here’s the truth about that last lie: 

	 

	“The biographer writes that neither the United States Geological Survey, nor the Puerto Rican Department of Natural Resources has any record of any such expedition.”

	 

	It’s just another complete fabrication. Now, let’s talk about how they twisted Hubbard’s time in the Los Angeles/Hollywood area when he hooked up with Jack Parsons to practice their black magic occult rituals, which was some really sick stuff. Scientology claims that Hubbard was “called” to Southern California. Why? They say it was to work on film. Even though it is simple to verify the falsehood, they actually claim he worked with Columbia Pictures on movies such as The Mysterious Pilot, The Great Adventures of Wild Bill Hickok, and The Spider Returns. The problem of course is that his name does not appear anywhere on the credits. Of course, that is not what he was doing in Los Angeles.

	 

	Also, as we saw before, Hubbard is said to have been an accomplished naval hero who was supposedly wounded in action. Well, as with all the rest, it’s not true. Scientology says he was a much-decorated war hero who was awarded many medals for his service. Here is what they claim:

	 

	“He was severely wounded and taken crippled and blinded to a military hospital where he worked his way back to fitness himself with strength and full prescription, in less than two years, using only what he had learned and his techniques.”

	 

	They may be surprised to find the U.S. Navy keeps good records. Again, he was actually in the military, but the Navy says this is how that went:

	 

	“Hubbard’s military performance was substandard. He was never recorded as being injured or even wounded in combat and he never received a Purple Heart.”

	 

	So, that and all the miraculous recovery stuff was just more of the complete fabrications.

	 

	Now, what’s often interesting is God’s timing. Scientology is not only a hot topic now because of Leah Remini exposing their fraud and wrongdoing, but also with a new television series we mentioned earlier, Strange Angel. It is about Jack Parsons. So, now, people are talking about Parsons and his founding of jet propulsion with JPL Laboratories, along with how he was deeply involved in the occult, alongside L. Ron Hubbard. So, that information is now hitting the wider public too. And because this stuff is coming out, Scientology can’t deny that Hubbard was involved in occult practices, Aleister Crowley, and the OTO. Remember, even secular people say Crowley was the evilest man that ever lived.

	 

	Of course, Scientology has a spin on that one too. They mention Hubbard’s involvement in the occult, but they allege it was all just part of him learning to develop his means of truth and things of that nature. So, they’re trying to say, of course he was there, but it was just part of his education that got wrapped into all the rest so he could truly help humanity and even expose wrongdoing that was happening with the occult stuff. In fact, this next statement from Scientology is almost comical, if not so outrageous, when you know the true history. I guess they had to say something about Hubbard’s occult background, but Scientology goes even further in their absurd fabrications with this quote:

	 

	“He was called there to break up black magic in America.”

	 

	Wow, what a guy!! And what a lie!! Are you kidding me? He was deeply involved in it and greatly helped spread occult practices. Even knowing that, Scientology says, oh no, he was there secretly working to break it all up and shut it down. According to them, Hubbard just went to live at Parson’s Parsonage as part of his investigation into black magic rituals, which he found, were “very bad.” The nerve they have is hilarious. They went on to say this:

	 

	“And his mission was successful beyond anybody’s expectations. The house, was torn down and Hubbard rescued the girl they were using…”

	 

	Are you kidding me? Hubbard committed adultery with, and ran off with, his buddy’s girlfriend! Then he even broke the bigamy laws by later marrying her while still married to his first wife. But Scientology also claims this:

	 

	“The black magic group, that he supposedly infiltrated like a virtuous mole, was dispersed and destroyed. It’s never recovered.”

	 

	Again, that’s not true either, if you only do a couple minutes of simple research! The OTO is still in existence today and you’ll see that if you take a look at our occult studies when we finally get there in this larger study, World Religions, Cults & The Occult. We will deal with the occult in great detail.

	 

	Okay, so getting back to the history, Hubbard dies, Miscavige begins his hostile takeover with the spirit of Diotrephes coursing through him, and then Scientology goes through this transition period where they have to figure out how to completely spin Hubbard’s death and even his whole life’s story. They construct a lot of fiction about the science fiction writer. They decide they need to deify Hubbard in a rewriting of his history. They start with the audacious lie that Hubbard didn’t really die but instead, he was so spiritual his body had to be shed to facilitate him moving on to the next level as an example for all of us. And you can see why this special human could transcend our world, because his earthly time showed an uncommonly gifted person from early childhood, all the way through his strictly selfless humanitarian military service. Everything about this guy was fascinating and incredible.

	 

	It was at this point that Scientology started having to deal with some of Hubbard’s immediate family. We saw the transcript of the video with L. Ron Hubbard Jr., who changed his name to Ronald DeWolf. We saw the court hearing exposing what was really going on with his father. After his father’s death, DeWolf sued to gain control of his father’s estate. Part of that was because Miscavige was carrying out the hostile takeover. Then Alexis Valerie Hubbard, L. Ron Hubbard’s daughter by his second wife, Sara Northrop, was rebuffed by Scientology, and basically left out in the cold because they claimed her dad was not L. Ron Hubbard. They said it was Jack Parsons. Scientology tried that angle and then even resorted to the old tried and true accusation about how her mother was some kind of Nazi. Again, as we’ve seen over and over, they’ll use any malicious charge to defame whoever gets in the way. 

	 

	Both of them later dropped their claims to the estate when they received settlements, and “litigation was threatened.” As we saw, what are the methods of Scientology still to this day? They still have their OSA, which is just their same Guardian’s Office with a name change. Still today, whenever someone speaks negatively of Scientology, what does Scientology do? They use fear, intimidation, and threats of lawsuits. Hubbard is the one that set that up from the start and it’s still their practice today. In fact, the organization did that to Hubbard’s own kids.

	 

	So, post-Hubbard, Scientology makes it through these Hubbard family court issues, Miscavige takes full control, they rewrite history to spin his death in the large effort to deify Hubbard, and somehow Scientology keeps the money train going. But they have a lot of material to deal with. 

	 

	“According to Scientology, Hubbard produced some 65 million words on Dianetics and Scientology, contained in about 500,000 pages of written material, 3,000 recorded lectures, and 100 films. His works of fiction included some 500 novels and short stories. They say he published nearly 600 books, stories, and articles during his lifetime. He sold over 23 million copies of fiction and 27 million copies of nonfiction.”

	 

	So, with all that, what did Scientology decide to do with all this guy’s stuff? Well, he’s the founder of this whole organization and they already turned him into a god-like figure, so they just had to keep it going, right? To do that and truly have your own religion, what do you need? You better come up with your own bible. We’ll take a look at this more in a second but that’s what they did. They figured they needed scriptures, which is the term they use, so they began the process to take all of Hubbard’s writing and elevate them to scripture. They set up an organization they called CST, which is still in existence today.

	 

	CST stands for the “Church of Spiritual Technology,” and Scientology claims they’ve been setting it up for Hubbard to have when he comes back. Hubbard told his followers to “preserve his teachings until an eventual reincarnation.” As we saw before, reincarnation is obviously not true. Hebrews 9:27 says it’s appointed man to die once and then face judgment. But reincarnation was part of Hubbard’s teachings and we’ll get more into that later. So, they were tasked with preserving his writings until he supposedly comes back, “not as a religious leader, but as a political one.” That was a direct quote from Hubbard. Remember, there were two things we saw back in Hubbard’s occult days: first, he not only felt he was working with satan. He actually thought he was satan. We saw his own son, Ron DeWolf, divulge how Hubbard shared that with him. Secondly, there was the black magic Hubbard was doing to try bringing in the spirit of the Antichrist. 

	 

	Because of those things, Hubbard basically told his followers to save all his stuff so that is what they did. So as part of the supposed legend of Hubbard, it’s not just a guy’s books and materials that Scientology is saving. They assert that it’s all “scripture.” And as part of their “show” in the preserving of the Hubbard scriptures, they were not going to just throw them in a storage box or tuck them away at the Library of Congress. They’ve got a lot of money and want to bring in much more, so they decided to dump a lot of it into this huge project to secretly preserve all Hubbard’s stuff in ways that will last forever and ever and ever. They even hide it all in secured canisters housed deep into the side of a mountain in the middle of nowhere. It sounds like science fiction but that’s really what they have been doing. 

	 

	Now, I’m going to give you the transcript of a news report from New Mexico. It’s one of Scientology’s bases where they’re storing what they call their “scriptures” but it’s just Hubbard’s writings. This is their base in Tramontana, New Mexico. You’re also going to see that these bases have a certain logo. The Church of Spiritual Technology there in New Mexico is in charge of saving the Ron scriptures. I really hesitate to use the word, scriptures, but it’s what they use. The logo they have there is etched into the land and huge. The logo has two giant interlocking circles, both with a large diamond shape drawn inside. 

	 

	These logos at their bases are so large they can’t be seen on the ground. You can only see them from the air, and in fact, you can actually see them from space. But, at this base in New Mexico, they’re storing all Hubbard materials and outside they have this symbolic design or sign that can only be seen from the air. What do you suppose this secret New Mexico base is all about? Well, back toward the time they first built it, Scientology tried pretty hard to keep information about it away from the public. Here’s that story:

	 

	News Anchor, Erika Ruiz: “News 13 has been working for months to bring you a story tonight at 10 p.m., about a hidden Scientology compound in New Mexico, but the church that runs the compound doesn’t want you to see our story. News 13’s Kim Vallez, who did the investigation, is here with more.”

	 

	Reporter, Kim Vallez: “Today, the Church of Spiritual Technology flew their administrator into town from Los Angeles. She visited our station with an attorney. Their mission: to stop our story from airing. The story is about a very important place to the Church of Scientology; one that very few non-Scientologists know about. It sits hidden deep in a remote part of New Mexico. Tonight at 10:00, we’ll tell you what is inside and what is so sacred. In the meantime, the Church of Spiritual Technology is doing all it can to stop this story from hitting the airwaves. They and their attorney sat down with News 13 to try to convince us this story should stay private. But before that they sought the help of a powerful New Mexico law maker, who called News 13 to say the Scientologists have been ‘good neighbors’ in San Miguel County, and he encouraged us to not run our story tonight. A church administrator told us today they have called the president of our company, Emmis Communications, to get him to put a halt to this. But this story will air. Tonight at 10:00, you will see exactly what this compound is about; what the Church of Scientology and Spiritual Technology have in the mountains of New Mexico, that they don’t want you to see.”

	 

	The 10 p.m. report from News 13 Anchor, Erika Ruiz: “John Travolta, Leah Remini, Catherine Bell, Kirstie Alley, Jenna Elfman; these are reportedly the most famous faces of Scientology; well, aside from Tom Cruise of course.”

	 

	Oprah asking Tom Cruise about his feeling for Katie Holmes: “Have you ever felt this way before?”

	 

	Ruiz: “Who could forget this jumping on the couch incident on Oprah? Cruise, so in love with Katie Holmes; something he attributes to Scientology.”

	 

	Tom Cruise: “There’s things in my life with Scientology and tools that I’ve spoken of before, that I apply to my life.”

	 

	Ruiz: “The first major religion to be created in the 20th century. The man behind it: the author who brought the world Battlefield Earth and other sci-fi thrillers. L. Ron Hubbard taught his followers that man has lived through many past lives and is immortal and in order to be happy, a person must deal with bad spirits and memories of past traumas. All those teachings are being preserved and stashed right here in New Mexico.”

	 

	Las Vegas Police Chief, Tim Gallegos: “This thing is built into the face of a mountain.”

	 

	Ruiz: “Few people have been inside.”

	 

	Reporter, Kim Vallez: “The compound is very secluded and hidden. To get to it you have to drive nearly an hour outside of Las Vegas, through miles upon miles of barren pastureland. You then drive through some mountain areas and then several miles of winding dusty dirt roads. At the end of the county road, sits forty private acres and visitors say several miles beyond this sits a massive lavish compound and this vault. It may look like a house but if you look closely, you see the secret it conceals.”

	 

	Gallegos: “The actual vault area is built up into the side of the mountain.”

	 

	Vallez: “Las Vegas Police Chief, Tim Gallegos, is one of very few non-Scientologists to go inside. He toured the vault twelve years ago.”

	 

	Gallegos: “If I remember correctly, it was about 300 feet deep at that time.”

	 

	Vallez: “The things he saw haven’t faded from his memory.”

	 

	Gallegos: “They have CD’s. They’re using some special paper that they’re actually printing this on. It’s got a special link and it’s supposed to last forever. There were titanium plates and some other things.”

	 

	Vallez: “All this, Gallegos says, is used to preserve the teachings and writings of L. Ron Hubbard. The paper is similar to that used for money and the titanium plates; they were actually inscribed. Like etched?”

	 

	Gallegos: “Exactly. And they had a process of doing it.”

	 

	Vallez: “And the boxes they’re stored in also, titanium.”

	 

	Gallegos: “They were a little bit larger than, maybe a case of paper; a box of paper. And all of these things were put in there and they had special screws and a special way of actually sealing the box. They had these things lined up. I want to say they were probably four or five feet tall and I don’t remember how many containers actually fit on three shelves of these mobile racks. They were wheeling them in.”

	 

	County Manager, Les Montoya: “Oh, it’s very unique. It’s very unique.”

	 

	Vallez: “San Miguel County Manager, Les Montoya, has not been allowed in the vault but has visited the compound twice and he’s learned the story behind it.”

	 

	Montoya: “We asked the question: how the facility was located in San Diego County. They said they went through a series of questions and concerns regarding the future of the Earth, basically. And as they looked at maps throughout the world, they figured that this is one of the areas that met all of their requirements. And so, they set up shop there.”

	 

	Vallez: “One thing that can’t be seen from a ground tour is this symbol within the trees, from Sky Ranger videotape from the air. It’s a symbol that can be seen all the way from space. We haven’t been able to determine what the symbol means to believers, but we do know it’s a registered trademark of the Church of Spiritual Technology, a branch of Scientology, which actually owns the New Mexico property. This very same symbol shows up at a similar compound in Creston Ranch, California.”

	Vallez asking a man on the street in Las Vegas: “Did you know that this compound even existed here?”

	 

	Vallez: “When you ask around Las Vegas, few people know of the secret vault. When they find out:”

	 

	Different man on the street: “Wow.”

	 

	Vallez: “Did you know this existed?”

	 

	Same second man: “No I did not. Well, now I do.”

	 

	Vallez: “We were denied permission to visit the vault when we put our story together. However, church representatives today offered us a chance to go inside if we agreed to cancel tonight’s story. We declined. Back to you.”

	 

	Ruiz: “Thank you Kim and we want to apologize for that interruption at the top of Kim’s story. The cable broadcasting network, for some reason, chose that exact moment to do a system-wide emergency broadcast test.”

	 

	Yeah, I’m sure that system-wide test was a coincidence. All the way to the end, Scientology was trying to get them to stop the report. But, as you can see, they’ve built up that large compound and it’s just one of many of these Scientology bases. That’s the one in New Mexico and supposedly it was chosen because it’s a secure location, in case something happens to the planet, like it blows up or large-scale war breaks out. If so, they think they will still be able to preserve these writings.

	 

	Now, if you’d actually seen the video, you’d notice how huge their symbol was as seen from a helicopter. They put those at their different locations. I’ll mention more about that symbol in just a little bit, but the Church of Spiritual Technology, that archives Hubbard’s papers, is charged with preserving the materials in such capacity that when Hubbard comes back, he has them available so he’s ready to go. And by the way, that branch of Scientology, CST, also got IRS tax-exempt status in 1993, which again, is a mind blower. As we talked about in the last chapter, how in the world were they able to do that, even after being found guilty multiple times of infiltrating the government?

	 

	So, Scientology’s CST oversees their “Archiving Project.” They don’t just put Hubbard’s writing on paper and try to preserve it that way. They actually put it on stainless steel tablets, encase those in titanium capsules, and store them in specially constructed vaults. And that’s not the only place they do this. It’s all around the world. Copies of Hubbard’s works go through a rigorous process. What does get put on paper gets a special acid treatment on those documents and then the papers are put in plastic envelopes before going in those titanium time capsules. They say the documents “can withstand being sprayed with salt water for a thousand years.” Hey, and that’s just the writings. Hubbard’s taped lectures have been recorded onto gold compact discs that are encased in glass.

	 

	I want to give you a bit more about this preservation process that Scientology uses. I’m going to share a video transcript of what Scientology is doing with that but first I have to tell you about where we saw this. It was in New York City; we were finishing up filming for the documentary we recently released; Volume Two of the Road to Eternity Series. It’s called, The SEALS: A Panoramic View of the First Half of the Seven Year Tribulation. We were filming at the United Nations Building, which was very creepy. You have to see the footage on that one. We had a discussion with this U.N. lady who gave us a tour. This is a little teaser for the documentary: I couldn’t believe it. You may be familiar with what Paul says in Thessalonians 5:3, about how the day of the Lord will come like a thief in the night, as people are saying “peace and safety.” It says sudden destruction will come upon them. 

	 

	But have you noticed all the world leaders who are also saying that phrase? It all over. They say, “peace and security, peace and security.” Well, this U.N. tour guide lady was giving us a tour from room to room while we were taking pictures. She kept saying “peace and security, peace and security.” I couldn’t take it anymore, so I waited until a break and when I asked her a question. I said, “So, you keep saying this peace and security thing. Is that something that someone here at the U.N. came up with?” She said, “That is one of the three pillars of the United Nations. That’s why we exist. We exist for the world government to provide for humanity; peace and security.” And we got it on tape. 

	 

	But, anyway, I digress. So, in the hotel we were flipping through the channels and came across the Scientology channel. That is a whole other thing. They have their own channel now. But I want to share with you the transcript of the video we saw that day. It blew me away. It’s all about this procedure Scientology is using to preserve Hubbard’s stuff on titanium plates. As you’re going to learn, these guys have plenty of cash and if you can also do a search for it and watch the video, you’ll see their media is very slick. The presentation is high tech, meaning the young generation is going to eat it up. These guys look like top-notch professionals in everything they do. But here’s the transcript of that short Scientology channel clip we saw about what Scientology does to preserve Hubbard’s writings. Let’s take a look at that:

	 

	Scientology Channel: “In this episode, we’re going to show you how the Church of Scientology drew on ancient techniques and pioneered new advances in archival technology to defy the elements and safeguard its most precious asset: its religious technology. You’ll see how passion and perseverance fueled one of the world’s youngest religions to take on humanity’s oldest adversary: time itself. This is a look inside the Church of Scientology’s archival project.”

	 

	Scientology Channel footage goes to a room in a vault with pristine books, CD’s, DVD’s, and metal plates containing Hubbard’s writings: “This is the scripture of the Scientology religion. It consists of more than 75 million written and recorded words, and over 70 films. It contains the entire spiritual technology that is Scientology. The only major religion founded in the 20th century; it’s also the only one with all of its original material fully intact. The church’s archival project was created with a single purpose: to safeguard the scripture of Scientology for all future generations.”

	 

	Scientology Channel: “The team, consisting of members of the church’s religious order, will need to solve one of humanity’s most ancient riddles. How does one truly conquer time? The project will have three phases: preservation, archiving, and permanent storage. First is preservation: these handwritten pages, audio tapes, and films, are the source of all Scientology’s books and materials; all authored by the church’s founder, L. Ron Hubbard. But these physical artifacts have a finite lifespan. To survive, they must be preserved. Next, in archiving, the team will design and create archival editions of each item, strong enough to last thousands of years. Finally, the team will design a series of time capsules and atmospherically controlled vaults to protect the materials against anything time may bring, rendering the scripture virtually indestructible. In total, this will represent one of the largest independent archival projects in history.”

	 

	It probably sounds like a slick operation from the transcript and if you see the actual footage of this, you’ll see it is a very top-notch professional presentation. This shows you the lengths they are going to while also spending a serious amount of cash. But did you notice how they emphasized the word, “scriptures?” When they say scriptures, they’re talking about the material put out by a science fiction writer who was all wrapped up in the occult. It’s part of their spin to create a fictitious legend of Hubbard because most people have no clue about his background and what he was really involved with.

	 

	So, they place a high value on this slick, cutting edge technology, preservation process, and remember, they have these bases around the world. Now, if you see the video, which was put out by Scientology, they prominently show their symbols, including the CST logo. Again, that’s the one with the two interlocking circles containing a diamond shape in each of them. Oftentimes they will put it near their bases and make it so large it is only visible from high altitude. Here’s more on that with a little background first:

	 

	“Former members claim that the purpose of their archival efforts is to ‘ensure that Hubbard’s works survived even a nuclear apocalypse and return to civilization.’ The church also believes that these plates will last beyond a thousand years and that Hubbard’s teaching will be vital to rebuild civilization in the event of global turmoil. Former members of the church claim that the symbols in the logo are ‘guide markers for Scientologists returning from other parts of the universe.”

	 

	They even take that a step further. It is not just a supposed cosmic roadmap for returning Scientologists, it’s also meant for the deceased L. Ron Hubbard for “when he comes back.” Now, there’s a parallel to another cult: if you’ve seen our series, Jehovah’s Witnesses, which is part of this larger study, World Religions, Cults, and The Occult, you may remember how, during the Great Depression, the followers built an extravagant home in San Diego for Mr. Rutherford, who succeeded the founder. It was palatial place. Their excuse for the lavishness at such a hard time for Americans, was that the prophets were going to come back so they would need this nice home. Well, Scientology has done the same thing for Hubbard. They are maintaining a house for him to inhabit when he comes back. And believe it or not, that logo, which can only be seen from the sky, is to help Hubbard discover where to go. I kid you not. Here is the transcript of a news clip from Australia:

	 

	Reporter commentary: “The Church of Scientology has, apparently, a number of places, compounds, and secretive compounds in remote locations around America. We went to one in New Mexico. But on this compound, we’re told, is a house, which they built for L. Ron Hubbard’s return. There are a few unusual features at this compound. This building is set into the side of a mountain, which leads to an underground vault. We’re also told that there is a house specifically built for L. Ron Hubbard’s return. Even though he died 27 years ago, he apparently is coming back, and he’ll be guided here by huge symbols cut into the landscape, seen only from the air.”

	 

	Reporter interviewing former police chief, Tim Gallegos: “Did you feel like you were getting the full story out there?”

	 

	Gallegos: “Of course not. I knew almost immediately, and I think the group that I was with knew almost immediately, that we were only seeing what they wanted us to see.”

	 

	Reporter: “Former local police chief, Tim Gallegos is one of the few outsiders who has been inside the compound.”

	 

	Reporter: “What did you see inside because it is clearly built into that mountain?”

	 

	Gallegos: “They bored into the side of a rock face and I don’t know how far off the ground this thing is, but we took a small elevator up to it. I would say probably about equivalent to three or four stories.”

	 

	Reporter: “Sorry, they put an elevator in it, out there?”

	 

	Gallegos: “Yes. Then we were allowed to go into their vault, and how they presented it to us, is that it was kind of, like, a time vault type thing. And they were there to restore and to save most of the teachings and instructions that L. Ron Hubbard had produced.”

	 

	Reporter Commentary: “And there, apparently, in this house is a maid and staff who are awaiting his return. As Marty Rathburn says, he’s been a little tardy. He doesn’t seem to have turned up yet. But we’re waiting.”

	 

	And you will be waiting a long time! Unless Hubbard called upon the name of Jesus Christ before he died, he’s in Hell. And he’s not coming back! But, just like the Jehovah’s Witnesses, Scientology has these lavish bases still active today and ready to go for Hubbard when he supposedly will come back. There’s also a maid and other staff there too because he’ll need to be taken care of when he arrives.

	 

	And what I thought was funny is this: Scientology tells us their deified founder reached such a high OT level that he doesn’t need his body anymore, right? He’s supposedly been transformed into a god. In fact, remember how they teach that when a Scientologist gets to a high enough OT level, they can control what they call “MEST,” which stands for material, energy, space, and time? Well, if Hubbard is now so incredibly powerful, does he really need those ground markers? As a god and controller of space and time, it seems like he’d be good to go and not need a homing sketch in the landscape. Without it would he just wander the skies saying, “Hey, a little help here please! I can’t find it! Where’s it at?!” But their symbols are supposed to be some sort of space GPS. Give me a break! They’re saying the god guy will need directions. Whatever. But that’s all part of the legend Scientology has been attempting to build around this guy.

	 

	So, where is Scientology as far as membership numbers? Well, in 2004, eighteen years after Hubbard’s death, Scientology said they had eight million followers worldwide. Given their track record, do you think it’s probably an inflated number just like the numbers they gave for the Battlefield Earth book sales? Yes, it is. Here is one scholar on that:

	 

	“This is an overestimate because they even count people who merely bought the book, Dianetics, as a member. Better estimates are, that by 2009, it was estimated only 25,000 Americans identified as Scientologists.”

	 

	But, the organization Hubbard started still pervades today and as far as anticipating his return, it’s not just a maid and staff, not just a house for when he is supposed to come back, but every Church of Scientology maintains an office reserved for Hubbard that includes a desk, a chair, and writing equipment ready to be used. Can you believe that? It’s all part of the attempt at deification and legend building that they have been engaging in for this deceased guy.

	 

	Other aspects of Scientology today are that they say Hubbard has no successor and they refer to him as, “LRH,” or simply, ‘Source.’ He’s the ‘source’ of everything. That’s what they believe. But, as they claim no successor to Hubbard, along came a young guy exhibiting the spirit of Diotrephes. I want to now get David Miscavige. Let me give a little teaser about how this guy was able to take over Scientology. Just, really quick: he was born in 1960 and is currently the leader of Scientology. In fact, he has been so since at least 1986 and I’d say he actually became so even a bit before Hubbard’s death. Miscavige personally got involved with Scientology while he was still a teenager. He rose up through the ranks and finally got control of the whole thing. 

	 

	His father has come out against Miscavige, and also other family members who are exposing what’s going on with him and Scientology. But basically, there are all kinds of nefarious allegations about him. They include forcing separation of family members, coercive fundraising practices, and harassment of journalists and church critics. Of course, that’s no shocker because it’s just the same things Scientology has always done. Another allegation is humiliation of staff members, including physical assaults by Miscavige himself. Of course, Scientology and Miscavige answer back with the same old denial and counterattack that they’ve employed for a long time. They’ll say something like, “That critic is a Nazi spy.” Or “That’s not true. He’s a communist.” Yeah, whatever; it is the same sort of response Hubbard gave. 

	 

	The way Miscavige got involved in Scientology was as a child. He is said to have suffered from asthma and severe allergies. His dad, who has now come out against him, got involved with Scientology when the interested dad took young David Miscavige along to check Scientology out and “within a 45-minute Dianetics session, David was supposedly cured of his ailments.” Wow, I’ll tell you what, those pop cans are it, man! But, anyway, David and his family then moved to the headquarters of Scientology, which at the time was in England. David was considered a twelve-year-old prodigy in Scientology when he “became the youngest professional Scientology auditor.” At age twelve he was already running others through the pop can drill. That’s how deep and long he’s been into this thing. On his 16th birthday, with his dad’s permission, because an adult can sign for their child, David entered into Scientology’s military, the Sea Org. It was there that he started moving up quickly through the ranks.

	 

	At seventeen years old, Miscavige started working personally with Hubbard in California when Hubbard was there making films. So, he got direct contact with Hubbard. Two years later, at only nineteen years old, Hubbard made him the head of the CMO, which is the Commodore Messenger Organization. That was a group of trusted people around Hubbard called the Messengers. So, at nineteen, he was put in charge of Hubbard’s inner circle. By the next year, 1980, when Miscavige was about 20 years old, Hubbard was no longer appearing at public functions related to Scientology. Of course, a lot of that is because he was still on the lam. He was on the run when he was on the ocean, then on the lam on the land, and later in hiding and freaking out in the last moments of life, most likely from demonic activity around him.

	 

	Some say another reason Hubbard was in hiding, was because Miscavige was taking over behind the scenes. In 1981, at the age of 21, on top of everything else, Miscavige was placed in charge of the “Watchdog Committee” and the “All Clear Unit,” with the task of handling all the legal claims against Hubbard. So, essentially Miscavige took over their CIA-type operations and military Gestapo. So, he gained control of that, as well as Hubbard’s inner circle. Next, he took over what’s called the “Author Services” of Scientology, which basically managed Hubbard’s literary financial affairs. This meant that as a very young, twenty-something kid, Miscavige had gained control of the finances.

	 

	Then after the Guardian’s Office situation blew up, when their operations like Snow White were discovered and the FBI came in and grabbed all their documents, Miscavige forced Mary Sue Hubbard to resign and then purged several of the other Guardian’s Office officials. So, with this purge, he also took control of the Guardian’s Office. He did this transition without even talking about it with Hubbard.

	 

	So, first he got into Hubbard’s inner circle and ended up leading it, then took control of the finances, and later grabbed the reins of their CIA/Gestapo-type military organization. At 21 years old, he started gutting the place. Now, does my comment about him having the spirit of Diotrephes make more sense? It’s about wanting to be at the top and shoving or kicking everyone out of your way so you can get there.

	 

	In 1982 Miscavige said this about why he then set up a new organizational structure: 

	 

	“To release Hubbard from personal liability and to handle Hubbard’s personal wealth through a corporate entity outside of the Scientology organization.”

	 

	So, he set up this new entity to take Hubbard’s personal wealth out of Hubbard’s hands. At that point, he had the whole thing, and this was only 1982; four years before Hubbard died. In the background, Miscavige was taking over. Also, in 1982, was the time that Hubbard’s son changed his last name to DeWolf. Ron DeWolf then took Miscavige to court alleging that Miscavige was embezzling from and manipulating DeWolf’s father. Of course, Ron DeWolf lost. Then two years later in 1984, with his own team, Miscavige formed the Religious Technology Center (RTC) that replaced most of Scientology’s upper and middle management.

	 

	With his renaming and purge of the management structure, Miscavige is in control of every part of Scientology and had his own people in the positions of power. Then two years later, when Hubbard died in 1986, as we saw, Miscavige was the one to step up to the podium at the Palladium in Hollywood to make the announcement of Hubbard’s death. This is that guy and he did that when he was in his early twenties. He rose quickly to the top. After Hubbard’s death, Miscavige assumed the position of head of Scientology and today still holds the rank of “Captain,” which is the highest-ranking member of the Sea Org. 

	 

	Just like Hubbard, I think Miscavige enjoys having a lot of money and uses it, as Hubbard did, to live a lavish lifestyle. We’ll close this chapter with the transcript of a video showing some of that extravagant living. Then in the next chapter we will look a bit more at Miscavige’s time so far at running the organization, from when he started all the way up to modern day Scientology. But, first, let’s take a look at how Miscavige is living: 

	 

	Commentator rolling video of a large and cheering audience of Scientologists: “They are surely unbeatable when it comes to one thing in particular: delusions of grandeur, and fondness for theatrical drama, and fine-tuned propaganda. In the center of the power rush is the current leader, David Miscavige. Since 1986, he’s been the successor of L. Ron Hubbard.”

	 

	Miscavige at a large podium in front of the loudly cheering audience of Scientologists: “There will be no more nothing, because on October the 1st, 1993, at 8:37 p.m. Eastern Standard Time, the IRS issued letters recognizing Scientology, and every one of its organizations, as truly tax exempt! The war is over!”

	 

	Fireworks go off and the audience cheers wildly.

	 

	Former Scientologist, Jesse Prince, being interviewed: “He’s actually quite a short person himself and he’s very paranoid. Because, I believe, of what he does, he feels that someone’s going to hurt him, so he has to hurt them first.”

	 

	Cut back to Miscavige continuing from the podium: “Welcome to church!”

	 

	Commentator: “A hundred miles east of Los Angeles, two hours drive away below us, is Gilman Hot Springs, the secret world headquarters of Scientology. This is where David Miscavige pulls the strings of his power. The size resembles a vacation resort: grand houses and the golf course right next to them, everything including the California sun. There is room for over a thousand people here: his private army. Only a few Scientologists know of this spot and its meaning. One of them, Jesse Prince, the former representative of David Miscavige, tells us what the picturesque setting conceals.”

	 

	Interviewer: “The base, the location there, is the real-world headquarters of Scientology?”

	 

	Jesse Prince: “Yes.”

	 

	Interviewer: “And David Miscavige is living there also?”

	 

	Prince: “Yes. Yes, he is.”

	 

	Interviewer: “How would you describe his living quarters?”

	 

	Prince: “Very elaborate, very lavish, that I’ve seen. You see that some of the buildings they have are actually quite nice. They look quite nice. Some of the properties are quite nice and very luxurious. As a matter of fact, that’s a good word; reason being is they have zero costs for labor. It’s simply material costs because they have their slave camp and they have their slave laborers working night and day. Even when the slave laborers can’t keep up with it, there’s a day, a Saturday, where every person at Gilman Hot Springs, no matter what position you’re in, goes and does the labor, just like the slaves do all day doing renovations. So, you know, if you have no labor costs, and just materials, you can accomplish quite a bit.”

	 

	Commentator: “Pure luxury made possible by the RPF, Rehabilitation Project Force, zero labor costs, and $300,000 in donations for a private music studio, wardroom, and fitness center, all for the comfort of David Miscavige.”

	 

	Prince: “You know if he decides that something needs to look a certain way, well then that’s how it looks. If he decides that things need to be done in a certain way, then that’s how they are done. It is by his will.”

	 

	So, Miscavige is controlling with an iron fist, just like Hubbard did. The formula for both was to make it to the top, grab total control, and then get the attitude that no one will ever be allowed to take your moneymaking machine away. Hubbard did it, Miscavige took it over, and Miscavige is still doing it today. But, as you might expect, there is trouble brewing. As I mentioned earlier, Miscavige’s own father, as well as other family members, have come out against him. I wonder how he’s going to handle it. 	As we continue with the subject of Scientology, which is part of our larger study into World Religions, Cults & The Occult, as a recap, we know Scientology is not science or “ology.” Instead, it is “science fiction occult.” That’s exactly what it is, and we’ve seen that based on the evidence so far. We’ve taken a look at the history of Scientology that started with a guy named, L. Ron Hubbard. He’s the reason it involves the occult, because Hubbard started in the occult at only sixteen years old. When Hubbard was a teenager, he studied the teaching of the evilest man who ever lived, according to even secular sources. That was Aleister Crowley himself. Later Hubbard got very deeply into occult practices with his partner in black magick, Jack Parsons, who was the founder of rocket propulsion with his company, Jet Propulsion Laboratories. Hubbard and Parsons were practicing all kinds of occult rituals, so it makes sense that Scientology is woven through with occult teachings. Many practices of Scientology are a carbon copy of Aleister Crowley’s teachings, who again, the media called the wickedest man to ever live. Most people don’t know that, because they don’t have an understanding of Scientology or the occult.

	Then we took a look at how Hubbard got his moneymaking organization going and we saw it was with his book, Dianetics. That was his big break, if you want to call it that, because it was a scam developed from fiction writings. But he started making cash hand over fist with Dianetics and it was the fulfillment of his goal, because he had said he wanted to make his own religion so that he could make a lot money. Well, he did get a load of cash until critics descended on him and it went downhill fast. It was at that point in his life that Hubbard was slapped into switching gears mentally. He decided he was again going to get his moneymaking machine going and, at the same time, establish tactics to keep anyone from ever taking it away from him again. From that time on, Scientology has been run in the same sort of Machiavellian and authoritarian way he set up.

	 

	What was it that he did to assure no one would be able to bring him down again? Well, first he turned Scientology into a religion to give it status, so he and his followers could play the religious victim card, and at the same time, be able to have the tax-exempt status. Then he began to crackdown on his followers to gain total complete control. Again, his mindset was that no one would be able to take it away from him again. That’s when Scientology, under Hubbard, went to strong arming tactics by first developing their own military force, which they still have to this day. They also established what is called the Guardian’s Office that is basically their version of the CIA. With that office they actually infiltrated the United States government, as well as an international policing organization called Interpol. Those were just a couple of the massive number of organizations they infiltrated over many decades and it still continues today. From organizations like these, Scientologists stole documents and committed all kinds of criminality. The lengths they went to is just mind blowing. 

	 

	On top of all that, Scientology also has what is called the RPF, or Rehabilitation Project Force. This is used for their internal dissenters, whistleblowers, and anyone within Scientology who disagrees with Scientology beliefs, practices, or leadership. Anyone thought to have the future potential to speak out against Scientology and give them bad press is sent off to a work camp. Those work camps are still in existence today. We will take a look at more of that in this chapter and as we saw, Scientology also has their own military that they call the Sea Org, which is short for Sea Organization.

	 

	Next in our look at the history of Scientology, we talked about the time of Hubbard’s death, or as Scientology tells it: he actually did not die. According to them, and much like you’d see on a video game, Hubbard supposedly leveled-up. He just melted into the cosmic ether. He was so advanced and had achieved so many Scientology levels (that he himself made up), his body became an impediment. He had to shed his human shell to advance above and beyond this world, achieving more levels that are not presently known to man, but only to Hubbard. And it’s all been for the benefit of humankind.

	 

	Very nice story, but it never happened. He just died and in fact, as we learned, it was a horrible death. No matter how they want to twist it, that is the fact. Hubbard’s many last days were similar to the grim state of Howard Hughes before he died. Hubbard was on serious drugs, had let himself go to the point of even long gnarly fingernails, and he was seeing demons because he was most likely demon possessed, which we would expect with all the occult practices he was involved in. That’s how he really died. He ended lamely.

	 

	This brings us to where we ended up in the last chapter with the transfer of Scientology’s leadership, which officially happened at Hubbard’s death in 1986, but most likely David Miscavige had already taken over well before that. Today Miscavige is still the leader of Scientology and he is known for a lot of wrongdoings that we’ll take a look at in this chapter. Before that though, I want to point out the biblical rule that applies to this story: 

	 

	“You reap what you sow.” 

	 

	Let’s take a look at some of those passages and I love what Paul says here in Galatians 6: 7-8:

	“Do not be deceived: God cannot be mocked. Whatever a man sows, he will reap in return. The one who sows to please his sinful nature, from that nature will reap destruction; but the one who sows to please the Spirit [God], from that Spirit will reap eternal life.”

	 

	So, a person is going to reap the kind of crop they plant and, in this chapter, we’re going to see the output from Miscavige’s operation. But first I also want to look at another book of the Bible, Numbers 32. That’s the book written for accountants, the same as Acts was written for lumberjacks. Sorry, those are just some Sunday stalling verbiage to give people enough time to find the verses in their Bibles. Anyway, in Numbers 32: 20-23, the Israelites wanted to stay on the safe side of the Jordan and be given their land first. God said He’d let them do that, but then they needed to be ready to fight when it came time to fight:

	 

	“Then Moses said to them, ‘If you will do this, if you will arm yourselves before the Lord before battle and if all of you will go armed over the Jordan before the Lord until He has driven out His enemies before Him, then when the land is subdued before the Lord, you may return and be free from your obligation to the Lord and to Israel. And this land will be your possession before the Lord. But if you fail to do this, you will be sinning against the Lord; and you may be sure that your sin will find you out.’”

	 

	So, He says “Your sins will find you out.” How many times did your mom use that one on you? But, listen; you reap what you sow and if you keep sowing toward destruction, payday is certainly coming someday as the result of your sins is surely going to raise its ugly head. And I really think that is what we see with Miscavige. I’ll need to do a recap to point that out. 

	 

	Miscavige started very early in life, on the path to his own destruction. In fact, at a relatively very young age, Miscavige was taking over the reins of Scientology from L. Ron Hubbard, even before Hubbard died. Miscavige’s path has been so bad; his own father calls him “ruthless.” And right now, if you follow the stories in the press, Scientology is getting smacked around. So, it’s just more confirmation that you reap what you sow.

	 

	The David Miscavige who you’ve probably seen in the media, is Scientology’s spokesman and has been for thirty years. Miscavige was born in 1960 so he’s about 60 years old. He started Scientology when he was a little child and as a teenager, he was already chumming up to L. Ron Hubbard. David Miscavige got into Scientology because his dad, who was already involved, took David there because David suffered from asthma and allergies. Supposedly within 45 minutes of holding the pop cans, David’s allergies went away. After that, David went on to become a 12-year-old prodigy of Scientology. He became the youngest professional Scientology auditor. So, at 12 years old, David became one of those in charge of interviewing the people holding the pop cans, that are hooked up to a glorified ohmmeter, which they call the E-Meter.

	 

	With his father’s permission, on David’s 16th birthday, he went off to join Scientology’s military, the Sea Organization. Shortly after that, Miscavige started chumming up with L. Ron Hubbard in California when Hubbard was producing his films. Finally, 1980 was a watershed moment for Scientology when Hubbard stopped making public appearances. He basically went into hiding. Why? Well, remember, Hubbard had been hiding out on his boats out at sea for years, and when he got to land, but he still had to be on the lam. Well, then around 1980, he was still hiding out and bouncing around as Miscavige took control of the organization. This was six years before Hubbard died. Then Miscavige’s father characterized David as ruthless, that really is the right word. Miscavige began to take control well before Hubbard passed away.

	 

	In 1981 Miscavige was put in charge of Scientology’s “Watchdog Committee” and the “All Clear Unit” with the task of handling various legal claims. So, he became the controller of Scientology’s strong arm. Later he grabbed control of Scientology’s “Author’s Services,” which managed Hubbard’s financial affairs. So, at that point he was starting to take the money away. Then Miscavige forced Mary Sue Hubbard, who was the head of the Guardian’s Office (their version of the CIA), to resign. He essentially kicked her out, and at the same time, purged several top Guardian’s Office officials. Immediately after that, in 1982, Miscavige set up an organizational structure that released Hubbard from personal liability and allowed Miscavige to handle Hubbard’s personal wealth. So, at that point, Hubbard could no longer even touch his own money. Next Miscavige set up the “Religious Technology Center,” or RTC, to license all the intellectual property. The proceeds of that office were handled by the Author’s Services.

	 

	Later, in 1982, came the court hearing we saw the transcript from with the eye-opening testimony from Ronald DeWolf, who is L. Ron Hubbard’s son. He was L. Ron Hubbard Jr. but changed his name because he didn’t want to be known as a Hubbard. DeWolf sued Miscavige because even he could see that Miscavige was pulling a corporate takeover to embezzle the wealth from DeWolf’s dad. But DeWolf lost. After that people began to break away from Scientology. Hubbard’s personal auditor, a guy named David Mayo, began to try establishing a spinoff organization to do their own version of Scientology but Miscavige went after that guy and it was shut down.

	 

	Finally, in 1986 Hubbard died. That is when Miscavige came to the stage with the announcement where we saw Miscavige delivered the news at the Hollywood Palladium. That’s when Miscavige and Scientology began their spiritualizing of everything involving Hubbard, including his death. Again, Miscavige’s speech claimed Hubbard’s powers became so incredible that he had to leave his body behind. Yeah, whatever! He just died and the last weeks and months of his existence were pathetic.

	 

	So, Miscavige finally grabbed total control of the organization after Hubbard was gone. He had gotten hold of the finances and the Scientology military. In fact, he assumed the head position of Scientology with the rank of captain, which is the highest-ranking member of the Sea Org. Again, that is their version of a military. And remember, those in the Sea Org signed a billion-year contract because again, they believe the false teaching of reincarnation. As we saw in Hebrews 9:27, the Bible says it is appointed man to die once and then face judgment. We are not coming back even once, let alone doing so again and again. When we finish up this history of Scientology, we’ll then deal with the huge number of obvious biblical problems involved with Scientology’s teachings.

	 

	So now, Miscavige has total control of the money and the army, as well as their version of the CIA with the Guardian’s Office, which is now called the OSA because they changed the name but kept their CIA-type operation the same. So, now that Miscavige has those aspects of Scientology locked down under his thumb, what further could he do? Well, back in the early Dianetics days, Scientology had something very valuable, that they lost. That was their IRS tax-exempt status. The big reason it was taken away was because the historical record shows Scientologists were infiltrating the United States government on a multitude of levels. They were breaking, entering, and stealing documents, along with much other criminality. And it was not just the U.S. government. They did the same things in countries all around the world. They were looking for dirt to blackmail people so those same people would not be able to say anything against Scientology. That was part of the stronghold Hubbard set up. With all that extreme criminality, it’s no wonder they lost their tax-exempt status. But, as we saw before, beyond all logic and reason, in 1993, Scientology actually got back their IRS tax-exempt status. You think: “No way!” Well, now we’re going to find out how they pulled that one off. Folks, it’s the same thing as always from these guys, it was intimidation and blackmail, which is what they still use today and it started way back when Hubbard decided that no one was ever again going to bring him down and wrestle away his cash cow.

	 

	By the way, this may be hard to believe, but if the statistics I research are correct, back in the 60’s and 70’s, when Scientology was blackmailing people, infiltrating the U.S. government, and stealing stuff all over Washington D.C, the number of Scientologists infiltrating was upwards of 5000! This malfeasance was not just 5 people. There was only a handful that eventually went down after being caught by the FBI, but the estimates of those involved was literally thousands of Scientologists infiltrating different government organizations. And if you think they’ve stopped that practice, we can always use more cash for the Church youth program.

	 

	So, how did Miscavige achieve that status for Scientology, after they had been infiltrating the government over and over and then got caught? How did he ever get the IRS to do that? Well, this is what took place in 1991:

	 

	“David Miscavige, with a man named Marty Rathburn, visited the IRS in Washington D.C. They arranged a meeting with the commissioner, Fred Goldberg. For more than two decades, the IRS had refused to recognize Scientology as a nonprofit charitable organization.”

	 

	Gee, I wonder why. What did Miscavige do to Fred to change the IRS’s position, especially after Scientology had been caught infiltrating the government, including the IRS itself? Listen to what Miscavige’s plan was:

	 

	“Scientology had filed more than fifty lawsuits against the IRS.”

	 

	So, Miscavige is following the intimidation pattern, set by Hubbard, to sue their targets. They throw litigation at them until their victim is absolutely destroyed, either financially, emotionally, or both. At that point, or sometime before, the target normally backs off. And they even started doing this to the IRS, including blackmail.

	 

	“According to The New York Times, Scientology lawyers hired private investigators to dig into the private lives of IRS officials and to conduct surveillance operations to uncover potential vulnerabilities.”

	 

	They were tasked to find dirt for their blackmailing efforts because their tactics are to come after their target, dig up dirt on them, and throw litigation at them. In this case it included anyone working for the IRS. So, at this time, if you had a friend or family member who worked at the IRS, they were fair game to be targeted by Scientology for blackmail. And these tactics of Scientology still go on today. The dirt and thus, the threat of blackmail, is used when they need it for leverage. And it apparently worked in this case. Here are other attacks Scientology waged against the IRS at that time:

	 

	“They took documents from an IRS conference and sent them to officials to create a phony news bureau in Washington D.C. to gather information on the critics of Scientology. Then they also financed an organization of IRS whistleblowers to attack the agency publicly.”

	 

	So, Scientology was coming at the IRS from all possible directions and basically, after two years of that, Miscavige asked for a meeting with the commissioner. Do you see how he does it? He’s viciously attacking and blackmailing them until the time was right to ask for a meeting.

	 

	“So, they met with Commissioner Goldberg and Miscavige offered to cease Scientology suits against the IRS in exchange for the tax-exempt status.”

	 

	Miscavige had them over a barrel. And it does not say so there, but I bet Scientology had some dirt. It might have been Miscavige’s reason to take it to the meeting phase. Maybe Miscavige let the IRS know that if the lawsuits hadn’t been intimidating enough, they can take a look into an envelope Miscavige showed the commissioner, that was a collection of photos depicting certain IRS employees in compromising situations. Unfortunately, that’s what I believe most likely went on. Ultimately, the Scientology “church” was granted recognition. But listen to how Scientology issued their statement about it:

	 

	“The ruling was based on a two-year inquiry with volumes of documents that showed Scientology was qualified for the exemptions.”

	 

	Yeah, whatever! You threatened and blackmailed the IRS! It’s crazy. But again, once you understand their history, none of this is a surprise. It’s exactly the tactics Hubbard used because he decided early on that no one would ever again take his cash cow. Miscavige picked up and run with that baton and they are still doing it today. 

	You may have seen the reports with the interviews of Leah Remini. I have the transcripts of documentaries that I’ll give you, but just know that during the filming of these documentaries that reveal misconduct by Scientology, Scientology even sent film crews to film the film crews who were filming documentaries against Scientology. It was just one more way for Scientology to intimidate anyone giving them negative press. And when those Scientologist film crews were asked why they were filming the documentary film crew, the Scientologists said, “Oh, we’re just filming your behavior for the record.” 

	 

	But those tactics by Scientology still go on today and that is how they got their tax-exempt status back. It was not because they deserved it.  It was because they blackmailed the IRS!

	 

	As you know by now, Scientology has a lot of cash built up from their moneymaking machine. Their cash cow is fat. So, they are known for really doing it up big with their ceremonies and other video and public productions. Now, just like the mercy I showed you by suggesting only of few seconds of Hubbard’s Battlefield Earth soundtrack song, so that your ears wouldn’t begin bleeding, I’m only going to subject you to the transcript of a couple minutes of their whole ceremony announcing their reacquiring the IRS tax-exempt status. The entire celebration was about two and half hours, but I want to give you a small part. If you can look it up online, you will see that it’s just like a huge Hollywood production. It includes a crazy big light show, fireworks, and booming musical accompaniment. But here’s just a couple minutes from when Miscavige and Scientology announced that Scientology had received their tax-exempt status:

	 

	Announcer’s voice while many Scientology related pictures pop in and out and rotate by: 

	 

	“From its beginning in 1984, IAS (International Association of Scientologists) has expanded enormously with its membership now active in over 100 countries. Members of the association have opened up vital dissemination lines, introducing LRH tech to the far corners of the globe, bringing hope for the first time to millions of people. Individual IAS members have decided to take full responsibility for a desperate planet and bring about the aims of Scientology. Those who have made outstanding contributions, now deservedly wear the IAS Freedom Medal. This evening their ranks will be expanded with the announcement of a brand-new award. Welcome, to Los Angeles, California.”

	 

	David Miscavige from a large podium: “There will be no billion-dollar tax bill, which we can’t pay. There will be no more discrimination. There will be no more 2500 cases against parishioners across the U.S. The pipeline of IRS false reports won’t keep flowing across the planet. There will be no more nothing because on October the 1st, 1993, at 8:37 p.m. Eastern Standard Time, the IRS issued letters recognizing Scientology, and every one of its organizations, as fully tax exempt. The war is over!!”

	 

	And because you didn’t see this part of the actual video, you were spared the ten-minute ovation Miscavige was given. But that is how it was announced, and I just want to say, “Are you kidding?! You say it was discrimination and false reports? You only got it because you threatened and blackmailed the IRS.” Again, this is the type of activity perpetrated by Scientology and it still goes on today.

	 

	So, at this point Miscavige really has control of everything and even got tax-exempt status so he’s really rolling in the dough even more. He’s became the new face and driving force behind Scientology and has remained that force for about three decades now. It used to be Hubbard, but now it’s David Miscavige. Though, Miscavige is very careful about how he categorizes his role. 

	 

	“He is the ultimate ecclesiastical authority regarding the standard and pure application of L. Ron Hubbard religious theories.”

	 

	So, he’s saying he’s not replacing Hubbard, but that he is the only one who can do it perfectly, like Hubbard did. Miscavige is also portrayed as this:

	 

	“A servant of Hubbard’s message; not an agent in his own right. And he acts as the master of ceremonies to communicate with Scientologists worldwide.”

	 

	In fact, here’s the transcript of a video, on their Scientology Network, where Miscavige, being the face of Scientology, is announcing one of their new projects to those not in Scientology:

	 

	“Hello and welcome. You have probably heard of Scientology. In fact, every six seconds someone searches the question: ‘What is Scientology?’ There is a lot of talk about us and we get it; people are curious. Well, we want to answer your questions because frankly, whatever you have heard, if you have not heard it from us, I can assure you, we are not what you expect. And that is what the Scientology network is all about: To show you inside Scientology, who we are, what Scientology is, and what Scientology can do. So, take a look and then decide for yourself. I’m David Miscavige and this is the Scientology Network.”

	 

	The video runs though many impressive properties owned by Scientology, and then focuses inside an impressive, bright Scientology building with Scientologists explaining what it’s like when people come by the extravagant building to see what is inside.

	 

	Scientologist woman or actor: “I see a lot of this, cups her hands around her eyes, where they put their hands over their eyes and look inside the window and they’re like, ‘What is this?’”

	 

	Scientologist man or actor: “Once you actually start talking to somebody about it, they’re like: ‘Okay, what is Scientology?’”

	 

	Scientologist woman or actor: “What brought you in here? Just curious, (they say.)”

	 

	Scientologist man or actor: “So what this is, is called an E-Meter. It’s the cutting edge of spiritual technology.”

	 

	Scientologist woman or actor: “What it represents for Scientologists, all over the world, always has and always will, is spiritual freedom.”

	 

	No, spiritual bondage is really what’s going on there. Notice how they glorified their twenty-dollar ohmmeter. If you see that commercial for Scientology online, one thing you’ll pick up is that they are masters of presentation, just like you would see in our Mormon study. The Mormons are also masters of marketing. How do the Mormons portray themselves? Their advertising and public appearance is always emphasizing family values. Every commercial and picture you see involving Mormons is always so nice, loving, professional, and includes perfect-looking families. But underneath there is a lot more going on that is not what they try to portray. So, they’re out to snooker people. It is all about the image. 

	 

	And if you get on Scientology’s Network, to check out their production value, you can tell these guys are spending big bucks. It is top-notch, young, hip, professional, and clean commercialization. They use youthful happy millennials so people will want to be like them. And they’re spending a lot of money to redraw the image of Scientology, because right now they’re getting slammed. But Miscavige seems to know the power of mass media, which Adolph Hitler also knew well. They know that even in the midst of your dirty deeds, if you can get some good media productions out to the people, unsuspecting and uninformed men and women will buy into your story. Scientology is investing a lot into that. Here is more on Miscavige’s role:

	 

	“His primary task is to preserve, maintain, and protect the Scientology ‘religion.’”

	 

	The key word there is “protect” and man is he using that strong arm just like Hubbard did.

	 

	“Miscavige is to Scientology, what the Pope is to the Catholics: a leader who sets the tone, establishes the goals, and ensures that Hubbard’s practices and teachings are followed with precision.”

	 

	And “precision” is the key word there because if people don’t do precisely what this guy says, they’re in trouble. In fact, folks might just disappear. We will get to that in just a little bit.

	 

	Ten years after getting the tax-exempt status in 1993, Miscavige initiated another huge strategy. It apparently wasn’t good enough to strong arm, intimidate, and blackmail the IRS to get their status to bring a lot more cash. Ten years later, Miscavige instituted an effort to build tons of Scientology buildings around the world. He did so in every major city in the world, including facilities in places like Madrid, New York, London, Berlin, Mexico City, Rome, Washington D.C., Tel Aviv, Atlanta, Miami, San Diego, and Taiwan. Scientology locations today are popping up everywhere and it must be because Scientology practices are so successful, right? It must be that people are hungering for Scientology to the point that they can’t keep up with the demand, right? No! That’s what Miscavige wants you to think. Scientology is investing all that money to give the appearance that they’re spreading. It’s a very slick effort.

	 

	Also, at that time, Miscavige opened up what’s called their “National Affairs Office” and placed it in Washington DC. So, again, it wasn’t enough that he strong armed the IRS into getting tax-exempt status, he actually set up an office in their midst there in Washington DC. And I truly believe it is basically Miscavige’s watchdog on DC. He’s showing them that he’s going to be eyeballing them from right in their midst and if he hears one little peep from them against Scientology, Scientologists are going to be right there to attack whoever they need to. That’s really what I think this office is all about. Of course, Miscavige portrays their DC office as Scientology’s way to:

	 

	“Give back to the United States government that steadfastly guarantees our religious rights and the very freedom that allows us to do what we’re doing today.”

	 

	No, you’re not there to give back! You’re steadfastly watching to make sure they never say anything negative about you. And dare I say, it’s probably also to dig up dirt in D.C. in case somebody in government gets a line against Scientology. In fact, Scientology even mentions that they think they are opening this office in D.C. at an odd time, because right now, especially with Leah Remini breathing down their neck, Scientology is getting slammed. In the next chapter we’ll see how Miscavige’s own dad is coming out against him, and we’ll take a look at the story of Miscavige’s missing wife. There are a lot of people that are starting to blow the whistle on Scientology. So, most likely, as a counter to that, Miscavige moved into Washington D.C., while making up this story about how they’re just doing it for freedom purposes. They certainly are not! They know they are getting bad press so just like Hubbard, they’re going to do anything they must to make sure no one’s going to take their big old money-generating baby away. They moved into D.C. to monitor their image and any possible legal difficulties as they pop up. 

	 

	So, Scientology calls it their National Affairs Office and they supposedly plan to use it to “help American politics.” In fact, they say this:

	 

	“We’re there, with other faith based organizations, to educate and inform policy makers about the importance of supporting religious freedom as a stabilizing component of democracy and civil society, how it can lead to the reduction, and even the elimination of, religious extremism and terrorism.”

	
 

	Excuse me?! You say you’re there to eliminate terrorism but that’s your main tactic! Still you say you’re there to prevent it. Whatever. They go on to say this:

	 

	“It was built to oversee programs around the country, and the world, dealing with human rights, drug addiction, literacy, and disaster response.”

	 

	So, they say that’s why they’re there. Well, let’s see what an authority on this subject can tell us about it. Mike Rinder is the co-star in Leah Remini’s ongoing docuseries on the A&E Network. It is called, Leah Remini: Scientology and the Aftermath. The series is giving voice to ex-Scientologists who are speaking out. Rinder was a member of Scientology for 46 years, as the International Spokesman. He has two children, a now ex-wife, a brother, sister, and other family members; all still in Scientology and who have all disconnected from him, as Scientology requires of those leaving it. Rinder is one of the current whistleblowers that Scientology is trying to bring down. For many years he ran Scientology’s Office for Special Affairs. Rinder left the church in 2007 and has something very different to say about Scientology’s national political ambitions in comparison to what Scientology wants us to believe, when they say they are just there to help with religious freedom, disaster relief, drug addiction, and benevolent endeavors of that kind:

	 

	“It’s another bad joke.”

	 

	Rinder left Scientology after becoming aware of the “authoritarian and abusive nature of David Miscavige.” And we’re talking about Miscavige even pummeling people with his fists. We’ll see more on that in just a second. At one time, Rinder was sent, as the International Spokesman for Scientology, to defend them from a documentary the BBC was making. But Miscavige didn’t like how it turned out. He was “unhappy with the documentary,” so as a result, he punished Rinder by having him “report to Scientology’s facility to dig ditches.” Now that’s not even a euphemism. Rinder was actually going to be punished by having to literally dig ditches. Remember, Scientology has its own slave workforce. Scientologists are punished by being sent to a camp, which I’ll talk more about later. It’s called the Rehabilitation Project Force (RPF), which is a slave workforce and it’s still in existence today. The RPF is like being sent to a Siberian slave camp like the Russian Gulags; except it’s here in America and run by Scientology for their followers. It’s crazy!

	 

	That was the last straw for Rinder, so he decided to leave Scientology. Of course, Scientology removed all information about him, like his biography, from their website. He was one of their top dogs. In 2010, Rinder appeared on a BBC series called, The Secrets of Scientology. He discussed his life, losing his family, and behind the scenes activity in Scientology. I want to give you a nugget that Rinder revealed about what Scientology does secretly while in these auditing sessions where Scientologists are spilling the beans about any of their own bad or ugly past. Remember, in those auditing sessions, Scientologists are given pop cans to hold that are hooked up to a glorified ohmmeter. And just a tiny bit of water and/or salt can send the ohmmeter’s arrow hand straight to the right, as the auditor stares at you like you must be holding some memory back or you have a secret you’re not telling. So, if you get a little nervous when someone is staring at you, the outcome might be a gulag visit. That nervous bit of sweat could be your downfall. About that, Mike Rinder said this: 

	 

	“Private auditing sessions are secretly recorded.”

	 

	Isn’t that convenient? Rinder exposes how people come to Scientology for help and pay a lot of money for it, only to be tricked into spilling their guts about regrettable parts from their past, supposedly to “keep clear,” and all the while, Scientology is recording it all. And do you think that information is not used for leverage on all those people? That of course includes Tom Cruise. You’re going to see that Tom Cruise and David Miscavige are BFF’s (Best Friends Forever). They are best buddies who ride motorcycles and go all over the place together. It could be because they really like each other, but it’s at a time when many other stars are leaving Scientology. Maybe Tom Cruise can’t leave. Maybe they have something on him that he divulged while sitting at an auditor’s table holding the pop cans. I can’t prove that, but I’ll tell you what, this is what Mike Rinder brings out in this BBC interview. Scientology has recorded the secrets of average Scientologists, as well as these celebrities like Tom Cruise.

	 

	Let’s take a look at a little teaser of what Rinder exposed on that documentary about the alarming behavior of David Miscavige:

	 

	Host of an Australian TV Show, today tonight: “Well, he was a Church of Scientology mastermind; the mouthpiece for the cult’s global operations and one of the inner circles. Now he has left and is speaking for the first time about how the church works. It’s explosive stuff, and the powerbrokers of Scientology want to silence him. Tonight, Brian Seymour continues his investigation with this world exclusive report.”

	 

	Reporter, Brian Seymour: “Okay, here’s where it gets really weird.”

	 

	Rinder: “Oh, I know he’s evil.”

	 

	Woman being interviewed with Rinder: “He’s definitely evil.”

	 

	Seymour pointing out a cameraman who has just showed up: “This gentleman has been hired by a law firm acting for Scientology, to film these people. Is that okay?”

	 

	Someone answering Seymour: “No it’s not.”

	 

	Random man yelling at the top of his lungs at another man: “NOW LISTEN TO ME: YOU WERE NOT THERE AT THE BEGINNING OF THAT INTERVIEW!!!”

	 

	Rinder: “I certainly made it clear to John Sweeney and the people at the BBC and Panorama about what really happened.”

	 

	Footage of Miscavige talking from a podium: “We want you to know who we are and what we stand for.”

	 

	Seymour asks Rinder: “How close is Miscavige with Tom Cruise?”

	 

	Rinder: “Extremely close.”

	 

	Seymour: “How close?”

	 

	Rinder: “Unnaturally, extremely close.”

	 

	Seymour commentary: “Mike Rinder is Australian. He was born in Melbourne and grew up in Adelaide, just two doors down from cricket greats: the Chappell brothers. After more than three decades at the top of Scientology International, he left in 2007. This is his first broadcast interview.”

	 

	Rinder: “You have to lie because there’s nothing else that you can do. You can’t stand on TV and say, ‘Oh yeah, David Miscavige beat people up.’ or ‘Yeah, we forced them to disconnect from their families.’”

	 

	Seymour: “Now, Rinder says he’s sorry for lying and he’s telling the truth in an effort to stop the abuse.”

	 

	Seymour commentary: “We all know who this is, Tom Cruise. Less known is his best friend who happens to be the leader of Scientology.”

	 

	Seymour talking and showing a picture of Miscavige to Rinder: “He’s the equivalent of the Pope in Scientology. He is the leader. He’s the absolute authority?”

	 

	Rinder: “That’s correct. He likes to call himself the equivalent of the Pope.”

	 

	Seymour commentary: “Unlike the Pope, who reigns over his faithful through a shared belief of divine providence, Rinder claims Scientology’s leader, David Miscavige, uses fear and brutality to control.”

	 

	Seymour asks Rinder: “How often would he lose it? How common was this?”

	 

	Rinder: “You know...a couple of times a week.”

	 

	Seymour commentary: “When Mike Rinder first joined Scientology, he served the founder, L. Ron Hubbard, when he lived on a ship. Then he was promoted by David Miscavige to head the International Office of Special Affairs; the Department in Scientology that handles critics and the media. Rinder claims David Miscavige physically assaulted him many times.”

	 

	Seymour asks Rinder: “David Miscavige, the leader of Scientology, creeping up behind you and strangling you, did that happen?”

	 

	Rinder: “Absolutely. It happened more than once. He’s a very volatile personality. He will lash out for uncalled-for reasons.”

	 

	Seymour commentary with footage of him walking and talking with ex-Scientologist, Amy Scobee: “This incident was witnessed by another former Scientologist, Amy Scobee. She ran the celebrity center in Hollywood before she escaped the cult. Amy says this assault happened in early 2001.”

	 

	Amy: “All of a sudden, he just storms in and he grabs Mike around the neck. David Miscavige grabs Mike around the neck and he starts strangling and shaking him and strangling and holding this grip and Mike’s face is turning colors and you could tell that he couldn’t breathe. His eyes are just bugged out. And then he takes Mike and he throws him by his neck down onto the ground and the chair toppled over too.”

	 

	Wow, nice guy. That’s their leader, and maybe Hubbard did the same thing, but this is not just intimidation. Miscavige is taking it even further. This guy is getting brutal with his behavior. He’s not just sending henchmen to do the dirty work because he’s doing it himself, in a manner his own father termed, ruthless. That’s his father’s words, not mine. Miscavige is ruthless and that video transcript gave you a good idea of what’s going on behind the scenes in Scientology.

	 

	Just this past year, Scientology used Rinder’s daughter, Taryn, to launch a smear campaign against her father, accusing him of assaulting her mother and all kinds of other terrible actions. Remember how we saw Scientology do this before? The way they “ruthlessly” handle their critics is to attack on all fronts with efforts like false accusation about their critics, threats, and set their targets up with elaborate schemes of lies, that can even include actors. Well, his daughter, as a Scientologist, is now doing that in an attempt to get him fired from his position on the A&E Network show with Leah Remini, which again, is called, Leah Remini, Scientology and the Aftermath. Rinder says he believes the campaign is obviously being orchestrated by Scientology, which would not be surprising because their track record includes exactly that type of behavior.

	 

	Now, as far as Miscavige, that’s just the tip of the iceberg. Miscavige’s behavior is not just to choke and beat people. It also includes all kinds of other wrongdoing. Not just on behalf of Scientology, but by himself, Miscavige has been faced with many accounts of illegal and unethical practices while in his leadership position at Scientology. Time Magazine described Miscavige this way:

	 

	“The ringleader of a hugely profitable, global racket that survives by intimidating members and critics in a mafia-like manner.”

	 

	So, if you don’t do what they say, Scientology is going to send henchmen after you. In fact, I don’t have time to get much into this, but Rinder admits he was one of those henchmen. Rinder said that sometimes Miscavige would do the beating and other times he’d tell his henchmen to go do them. And Miscavige would warn that if they didn’t go do the beating, he would not only do the dirty work himself, but afterward he’d come back to beat the Scientologist who wouldn’t inflict the ordered beating. So, it is like mafia leadership. Miscavige not only grabs control of those who might criticize Scientology from the outside, but this stuff Rinder is exposing is how Miscavige also takes control on the inside of Scientology.

	 

	Other ex-Scientologists have reported that Miscavige has repeatedly humiliated and physically beaten his staff, as well as confining church members in degrading conditions at a place simply called, “The Hole.” The Hole is the name of the building operated by Scientology on their big California property called “Gold Base.” It’s in Hemet, California where, coincidentally, I recently traveled to speak at a prophecy conference. When I first found out it was the same place, I wanted to go check out The Hole and see what was going on there. That didn’t happen and now with all this we’ve learned, I’m glad we just came back to Vegas. But anyway, Scientology’s Gold Base is also known as their “Golden Era Productions” where they do a lot of their filming. It’s also called, “Int Base” or just “Int.” Gold Base is the confidential de facto international headquarters of Scientology where up to 1000 members of their Sea Org elite live and work. If you see the place, it appears they are living very well. And actually, David Miscavige is, but according to some former members, the Scientologist staff is not so lucky.

	 

	“Conditions are harsh with staff members paid only $50 for a 100-hour week and are subjected to punishment for failing to meet work quotas. Media reports have stated that around 100 people per year try to escape from this place, but most are soon caught and returned by ‘pursuit teams.’”

	 

	That’s the mafia coming to get you! And this is going on there today! So apparently Scientology not only has their own CIA and military, they also have a mafia group to keep people in their gulag-style work camps. It’s crazy, and also part of the reason Scientology is still in existence. It’s not because their beliefs are so true, wonderful, and life changing. It’s because it’s their cash-generating cow and just as Hubbard did, today Scientology keeps it going through fear, intimidation, and brutality.

	 

	What does Scientology say about the Gold Base? They say it is the “ideal setting for professional and spiritual growth.” Yeah, I don’t think so. But let’s get back to The Hole, because I want to give you some information on that. According to former members, David Miscavige sends dozens of, even senior Scientology executives into this place. This isn’t just the low-level Scientologists who may get out of line. It’s anybody, including even his right-hand people. Miscavige uses the threat of The Hole to intimidate and instill fear into Scientologists of all levels. One newspaper described The Hole this way:

	 

	“A place of confinement and humiliation where Scientology’s management culture has gone extreme. Inside of this place is a who’s who of Scientology’s leadership. They go at each other with brutal tongue-lashings; even fists. They intimidate each other into crawling on their knees, standing in trash cans, and confessing to things they haven’t done. They live in degrading conditions; eating and sleeping in cramped spaces designed for office use.”

	 

	That sounds like your average prisoner of war camp, or something crazy you’d run into under a dictator. But this goes on with Scientology and it’s right here in the United States of America. In fact, as far as the beatings taken by Scientologists or the beatings they’re expected to hand out, here’s Leah Remini in an interview where she talks about how these people are so brainwashed and intimidated from fear, they think they deserve the beatings. Listen to this from a short talk show clip of Leah being interviewed:

	 

	Conan O’Brien speaking to Leah Remini: “I think one of the things, I was just watching your Scientology docuseries and it’s one of the allegations in the show, that again, this is not just you. You are talking to a lot of people who used to be in the church and are not in the church anymore. And they are talking to you and sharing their experiences and I think that’s what gives the series a lot of power. Its people talking, and a lot of them talk about being physically assaulted. They’ll disagree with someone in the church who outranks them, and that person will just start hitting them. No one in the room will do anything, and the person who’s being assaulted actually says, ‘I didn’t do anything.’  I just stood there and let them hit me. “

	 

	Leah: “Right.”

	 

	Conan: “And I watched that as an adult, and I don’t understand how that’s possible.”

	 

	Leah: “It’s possible because, if you believe that you have barred the freeing of mankind; that your transgression of not putting a cup where it should be or...”

	 

	Conan: “Somehow impeded the progress of the church?”

	Leah: “Correct. Correct. And so, they start to believe that they deserve to be...”

	 

	Conan: “They deserve this punishment?”

	 

	Leah: “Correct.”

	 

	That is twisted! Unfortunately, it’s also similar to the attitude folks adopt after they’ve been repeatedly abused by a spouse. They’re so messed up from the mental torture; they come to think it’s their own fault. That’s what cults do, and it is what Scientology does right here in the United States of America.

	 

	But let’s get back to The Hole. Some people have said they not only spent months there, they even spent years in The Hole. After a few managed to escape The Hole and Scientology, they gave accounts of their experiences to the media, courts, and even the FBI. But for some reason, inside Scientology, the practice just keeps going as always. I wonder why. Maybe the Scientology office in Washington D.C. has some dirt on the right people. How do they get away with this sort of stuff? Someone must have something on somebody or at least that’s my theory. Scientology has of course denied those accounts. Here’s what they say about it:

	 

	“The Hole does not exist and never has. And nobody is being held against their will.”

	 

	Now, repeat this after me: liar, liar, pants on fire! Are you kidding me!? Not only is Scientology’s Hole real, one ex-member said it was comparable to that of a North Korean death camp. So yes, this Hole thing exists. Scientology wants us to believe that no one is being held against their will, no beatings happen, and The Hole doesn’t even exist, but real quick, I’m going to share with you the truth about what’s really going on, right there in Southern California. And by the way, The Hole, at their Gold Base, is just one place of many just like it. If a Scientologist gets out of line, they have these places all over where they can be shipped. Here is just a little bit of the kind of abuses that are still going on right now in this place called The Hole:

	 

	Report commentary: “Former Scientology executive, Debbie Cook, was the first to give sworn testimony about a place known as The Hole. But other church defectors, speaking with the Tampa Bay Times, have expanded on her account, offering the fullest picture yet of the troubling events that occurred there. The defectors also were interviewed by FBI agents who focused on The Hole as they investigated the church’s working conditions. The Hole was a building made of several doublewide mobile homes on the west side of Scientology’s five-hundred-acre compound, eighty miles east of Los Angeles. Constructed in the late 1990’s, it served for years as office space for Scientology’s international management team. 

	 

	Then around 2004, according to defectors, it became a place of punishment as Scientology leader, David Miscavige, grew increasingly unhappy with the performance of the church’s top officers. The leader ordered them to own up to their failings in group confessions, the defectors say. All were members of Scientology’s religious order, the Sea Org. At first, about forty men and women occupied The Hole. Later, the number grew to a hundred as Miscavige deemed more and more officers to be under performing. Scientology’s former spokesperson, Mike Rinder, says he was there from the start.”

	 

	Mike Rinder: “This practice of group confessions grew up in The Hole and it was something where Miscavige developed this idea that you had to confess to your peers all of your horrible transgressions and that they were supposed to extract out of you these transgressions, particularly related to your friend’s theoretical transgressions against Miscavige himself like, ‘What have you done to C.O.B. (Chairman of the Board)? What have you done to try and hurt C.O.B.? What have you done here? What have you done there?’ I mean, this is like the mantra of The Hole. This would be carried out by whoever happened to be there; twenty people, thirty people, or fifty people, all standing up there and screaming at you like: ‘Tell us what!!’ And eventually, you know, it’s sort of devolved into, ultimately, physical violence and torture to extricate these, quote, ‘confessions’ out of people.”

	 

	Report commentary: “John Brousseau had been a member of the Sea Org since 1978. Brousseau said he received an urgent call from Miscavige’s secretary, Mr. Baram.”

	 

	Brousseau: “He called me down to what was called the CMO end trailers. So, I went down there, and I met him, and he said to me, COB wants this place made secure. He’s worried that some of these people might blow. He wants you to put steel bars on all the doors except these.”

	 

	Report commentary: “Brousseau suggested that screwing the doors closed, might be more secure.”

	 

	Brousseau: “He said, ‘No, COB said put steel bars on. You’re not going to alter it. Put steel bars on.’ I said, ‘Okay. I’ll put steel bars on.’ So, I went down to the garage and went into an area where there was a stockpile of building materials that I was very familiar with and I found some real heavy tubular steel. It was chrome plated so I went over to the engineering department with this stuff and I cut pieces to the exact right length I needed to span these doors. I went to a drill press and I drilled two holes in each end and I grabbed some really strong steel screws and I grabbed my cordless screw gun and I drove up there and I went to the first door and I put the bar on and I shot two screws up and two screws down in the right. At the next door, same thing; all the doors except for the doors that were designated as the only entry and exit.”

	 

	Report commentary: “Brousseau said he also drove special screws in all the windows to ensure they opened only about 4 inches. The Hole now had a security guard at the door, around the clock, according to Rinder and other defectors. Meals were brought in from the mess hall because the executives were not allowed to eat with the rest of the staff. Everyone in the building spent nights in sleeping bags or on cots. Some occupants had spent months or years in The Hole. Rinder said it was taking a toll.”

	 

	Rinder: “By late 2006, this had degenerated from not just screaming at people to get them to confess to whatever bizarre stuff someone had thought up that they had done, but this is the beginning of the trash cans; getting people to stand in the trash cans, putting signs around people’s necks with various things, you know, ‘I’m an SP, I’m CI,’ whatever, to actual physical torture of people who were theoretically not cooperating. I mean, on many occasions, people were slapped, punched, kicked, pushed, shoved, and thrown up against the wall. That was a relatively routine behavior in The Hole by that time.”

	 

	Report commentary: “Brousseau often saw the occupants of The Hole as security guards marched them two abreast to a nearby maintenance garage to take showers. Mike Rinder said managers demanding confessions would order people to crawl laps around a conference table. They told them to roll up their pant legs so their knees scraped against the rough indoor/outdoor carpeting.”

	 

	Rinder: “There are also written confessions that people have done and that they read like North Korean POW write ups.”

	 

	Report commentary: “A church lawyer told ABC News that The Hole does not exist and never has.”

	 

	    As far as that last comment by Scientology, again, please repeat after me: “liar, liar, pants on fire.” That whole account is just bizarre and it’s like practices you hear stories about that may have gone on or are going on in places like Russia, China, or North Korea. But, to know that stuff is happening under our noses here in the United States; are you kidding me?! How are these guys getting away with it?! Well, they are experiencing more heat as their abuse, practices, and beliefs are leaking out more and more in the media, the number of whistleblowers is increasing, and right now even documentaries are being made about Scientology’s criminality. But why is no one being prosecuted? Hmm...Well, I think it’s because someone has dirt on somebody and maybe that’s part of the goal Scientology has for getting themselves planted in Washington D.C. Again, Miscavige’s dad called him ruthless for a reason.

	    And now there’s another big scandal, which is getting a lot more attention. It turns out Shelly, David Miscavige’s wife, has been missing for ten years. What happened to Shelly Miscavige? 	Continuing in our study of World Religions, Cults & The Occult, we’re focusing here on Scientology, which we know is neither a science nor an “ology,” meaning, the study of (science). Instead, what is the tagline we’ve attached to Scientology that truly describes it well? Scientology is a mixture of L. Ron Hubbard’s science fiction and his occult practices. So, science fiction occult is really what’s going on with Scientology.

	 

	We’ve been dealing with the history of Scientology, which started with Hubbard’s occult learning, beliefs, and practices, helped along by Aleister Crowley and Jack Parsons. Hubbard started his entire moneymaking scam with his book called, Dianetics, which was inspired by an ordinary trip to his local dentist where Hubbard was given a drug that caused him to have a psychedelic experience. Along with making up a lot of other stuff, he turned that visit to the dentist into the book, which later morphed into a “religion” called, Scientology. He established Scientology to help grab control of his cash cow idea, for a false religion, so that no one could ever take the money away again. He vowed to himself that he would never again lose the money and notoriety like he had right after his first big cash grab, with his Dianetics groups, that became a failed self-help-type venture, when his public showing of the supposed first “clear” person, turned out to be a person who was clearly lying.

	 

	So, to secure total control, Hubbard basically developed his own version of a military force with the Sea Organization, or Sea Org, which is made up of their clergy-type elite class. He also established their Guardian’s Office, which is their CIA-type operations, and he instituted their RPF, or Rehabilitation Project Force, which is essentially their gulag, used to punish people in a slave-like work camp. We saw that their Sea Org is kind of like a Scientology clergy and also their elite class. 

	 

	Then Hubbard died. So, Scientology ended, right? No, it didn’t because well before Hubbard experienced an ugly end, a ruthless young whippersnapper, David Miscavige, had already been pursuing his takeover of the entire organization. It was a hostile takeover and Miscavige became the new face of Scientology, who is, not just threatening and psychologically abusive, he also physically abuses people and requires those under him to abuse others who Miscavige deems deserving of physical harm. Whoever might get on the bad side of Miscavige is taken to places like The Hole, which really exists and in fact, that’s just one of their places of punishment. Their “camps” are all over the place as punishment places for Scientologists to be put who fall out of favor.

	 

	We’re going to see more of that in this chapter as we continue dealing with Mr. Miscavige’s bad conduct. Before that though, once again we have a Bible passage theme for this chapter and it comes from John, Chapter 8. We’ve looked at this chapter several times, but in this reading, we’re going to bring on another aspect of those characteristics you can expect from false teachers. We know that false teachings are also called lies and who is the father of lies? It’s satan, right? And we certainly see that Scientology has been built on nothing but a pack of lies and stories that have been mixed with occult teachings.

	 

	So, one aspect of lies is that they come from satan, but another is that lies can come from people who do not belong to God but are in the family of their father, the devil. That is, anyone proclaiming lies. There is another aspect we can expect from these types of people and unfortunately it fits the theme of what we’re going to talk about in this chapter with regard to Mr. Miscavige. John 8:42 says this:

	 

	“Jesus said to them, ‘If God were your father, you would love me, for I came from God and now am here. I have not come on my own accord, but He sent me. Why is my language not clear to you? Because you are unable to hear what I say. You belong to your father, the devil, and you want to carry out your father’s desires. He was a murderer from the beginning, not holding to the truth, for there is no truth in him. When he lies, he speaks his native language, for he is a liar and the father of lies. Yet because I tell you the truth, you don’t believe me! Can any of you prove me guilty of sin? If I’m telling you the truth, then why don’t you believe me? He who belongs to God hears what God says. The reason you do not hear is that you don’t belong to God.’”

	 

	Isn’t that awesome? And yet you have people in the Church who say, “Hey, you shouldn’t call out anything bad that other people are doing. Just show the love of Jesus.” But Jesus himself calls people on the carpet. He spells it out like, “Here it is, man. Let’s cut to the chase because I’m not going to pamper you by beating around the bush.” Jesus tells them they are in the wrong and they don’t belong to God. He called it the way it was, and I love the clarity. But what He’s saying here is that people who do not belong to God, really belong to whom? They are of their father, the devil.

	 

	Now, we have certainly seen this passage many times in our larger study, World Religions, Cults & The Occult, because anything outside of Christianity is built on a lie and again, satan is the father of all liars. And tucked away in there, as we have seen before, is another aspect of satan, which goes to his core. He is worse than a liar. He is also a murderer. And certainly, here in John 8 that manifested itself in the context of what Jesus was calling the people out for. What was it that the people, who Jesus is talking to, want to do with him? They did not want to hear the truth so they said he did all these wrong things, but as Jesus said, they could not prove any lie or sin that He had committed. He said He had done nothing wrong and had only told them the truth, yet they want to do what to him? They wanted to kill Him just like their murderous father, satan.

	 

	So, false teachers have satan who is behind all false teachings and for that reason we can expect that false teachers are liars who will tend toward murderous thoughts and even murderous behavior, and frankly, sometimes they will actually murder. And often it’s because they’re trying to cover up their lies. Now, believe it or not, unfortunately, that is the theme we’ll see in this chapter about Mr. Miscavige. As was the case maybe even with L. Ron Hubbard, but certainly with Mr. Miscavige, a lot of people have gone missing and mysteriously died. It’s kind of like the stories you hear around Hillary and Bill Clinton where it’s said that people who are close to the Clintons are something like 800% more likely to die. Have you seen that statistic? Well, it’s similar with Miscavige where people close to him end up in The Hole or even disappear. You might think that’s pretty wild but one of those people who have disappeared, and is still missing to this day, is Miscavige’s own wife, Shelly. 

	 

	This woman has not been seen since August of 2007. So, it has been over a decade that Miscavige’s wife has been missing. 

	 

	We’ll get to Leah’s involvement in a little bit. Miscavige’s wife disappeared, so let me give you some background, and keep the Bible verse theme for this chapter in your mind: false teacher often equals liar and murderer. 

	 

	Michelle “Shelly” Diane Miscavige was a member of the Sea Org, just like Miscavige was. Remember, he was the youngest ever auditor at the age of twelve and joined the Sea Org at sixteen. Again, the Sea Organization is like their clergy-type elite army. Well, Shelly was also in the Sea Org and started in it at the very early age of twelve. Shelly was in the Commodore’s Messenger Organization, or CMO, which was a Sea Org group. That group of people wasn’t just the Scientology elite Sea Org members; they were an even more elite faction who were responsible for personally servicing Scientology founder, L. Ron Hubbard.

	So, not only was David Miscavige a personal assistant to Hubbard and took over Scientology, even before Hubbard died, but Shelly Miscavige was also a right-hand assistant to Hubbard. That put her right there with Miscavige. Back then she was described as a quiet petite girl who was younger than most other messengers. One of her shipmates said she was a “sweet innocent thing thrown into chaos.” At the age of 21, she married David Miscavige who at that time was 22. So, they were both at the inner core and Shelly eventually married Miscavige in the midst of his hostile takeover of Scientology. She was right there in the thick of it and joined Miscavige’s inner circle as the assistant to the COB (Chairman of the Board). So, at this young age of twenty something, she was basically her husband’s assistant.

	 

	Her tasks included support for the care of one of their most important members, Tom Cruise. So, with her husband, she not only was assisting in Scientology’s decision making behind the scenes, she was also assigned to caring for the needs of Tom Cruise. We haven’t even gotten into that whole Hollywood aspect yet but here are some things Shelly did for Cruise:

	 

	“When Cruise started a three-year relationship with Penelope Cruz, it was Shelly Miscavige who supervised Cruz’s auditing and helped her through Scientology’s ‘Purification Rundown’ program.”

	 

	Penelope had to be tested to be sure she would be worthy of a relationship with Tom, so it was Shelly who screened her. Then at the end of the Cruise and Cruz relationship, Shelly Miscavige led the Scientology effort to find a new girlfriend for Tom Cruise. This all shows how much Scientology has Cruise on a high pedestal and frankly they need him because he’s one of their important elites and a key A-list celebrity. People look up to Hollywood idols, right? It’s been that way for a long time and still is today with secular folks, as well as Christians. It seems crazy to me but that’s the case. People get all wide eyed and fawning when they see a famous celebrity and for some reason, so many folks even attribute wisdom to them, only because of their fame. 

	 

	Scientology does not want to lose Tom Cruise because he is one of the prominent Hollywood actors who are sticking with them even while a lot of people are defecting. So, apparently whatever Tom wants, Tom gets. And as we saw before, Scientology has most likely recorded Cruise’s pop-can sessions so maybe that’s another reason why Mr. Tom Cruise doesn’t want to leave. Maybe he can’t leave because he spilled some not-too-flattering beans about himself and now Scientology has those recordings. But who knows?

	 

	But, anyway, after Cruise’s relationship with Penelope Cruz ended, Shelly Miscavige led the effort to find Tom Cruise a new girlfriend, which actually led to him dating and then marrying, Katie Holmes. It was Shelly Miscavige who facilitated that process and it worked like this: Shelly invited around a hundred young Scientologist actresses. So, it was not just any actress that Scientology was looking at for him. They had to also be in Scientology. The women were interviewed but not told why. They thought they were coming to an interview as an audition for a role in Cruise’s upcoming Mission Impossible film. But it wasn’t about that and instead, Shelly grilled them to find out who might be acceptable as Tom’s future wife. Of course, Katie Holmes won and that’s the story of how it happened. So, this all shows how Shelly Miscavige, who is the lady now missing for over ten years, wasn’t just some fly-by-night short-term wife who sat around knitting sweaters for Miscavige and not being engaged. She was right there through the thick and thin at the inner circle of Scientology and involved with the decision-making. 

	 

	Now, to develop more on the idea that Tom Cruise gets whatever he wants from Scientology, there was a time when Shelly oversaw a project to use Scientology members and contractors for the renovation of Tom Cruise’s nine-bedroom mansion in Beverly Hills. As we saw before, Scientology always has a lot of free labor and frankly, it’s slave labor. So, if Tom wanted something done to his house, it was easy enough to supply the slave labor from Scientology. They would just order compliance from all those people in their rehabilitation project force locations, which include places like The Hole or any of their other slave-type camps where supposed bad-behaving Scientologists are sent for reprogramming.

	That brings us to this: suddenly in 2007, Shelly Miscavige went missing. One report from Mike Rinder, who we saw earlier was the chief spokesman for Scientology before getting out of the cult, gives us a little clue to what went down with Shelly’s disappearance. In 2006, apparently David Miscavige had gone on a trip and then came back. After that trip, Rinder said Shelly approached him looking “visibly changed with her mood, looking cowed.” She asked Mike if her husband David was still wearing his wedding ring. Shortly afterwards, in June of 2006, Shelly stopped making public appearances. So, she may have even disappeared earlier than 2007. But Rinder’s account might be a clue that maybe on this trip, David Miscavige decided he didn’t want to be married to Shelly anymore. Maybe he found somebody else. I don’t know but there are other theories. This one has some credibility because it is from Rinder who was at the top of Scientology and its inner workings.

	 

	Here’s where we bring Leah Remini into the story: Shelly’s disappearance had a serious effect on Leah and began the process of her decision to leave Scientology, which came after the huge Scientology wedding of Tom Cruise and Katie Holmes. It happened as a result of Shelly having gone missing and an impactful event for Leah that happened at Tom and Katie’s wedding in November of 2006. You may remember that the wedding was called the “wedding of the century” for Scientology. Here’s what happened: Leah attended that wedding and at some point, in the day, she just asked a simple question: “Hey, where is Shelly?” 

	 

	Besides the fact that Shelly was Miscavige’s wife and part of the inner circle of Scientology, it seemed like an even more appropriate question since Shelly was the one behind the whole matching up and marriage of Tom and Katie. She was the one who did the extensive search to find Katie for Tom, and this was after Shelly even handed the orientation of Penelope Cruz for Tom. Leah, just like anyone would, simply asked where Shelly was. She hadn’t been out in public for a while and then she didn’t even come to this wedding, which was said to be the biggest wedding ever and certainly was so for Scientology. Well, Leah said that when she asked that simple question, “an unbelievable torrent of attacks was put upon her just for asking why Shelly was not present at this wedding.” And by the way, still to this day, Scientology will not comment on Shelly’s disappearance.

	 

	To Remini, this was all crazy, so because of that event, she did a bunch of online research about Scientology. Of course, you know the result. When her eyes were opened, she decided that something freaky with going on with Scientology, so she got out of it. Since then, she’s come up with her big television documentary series that is ringing the alarm about Scientology. But Leah’s exit came about because of this controversy over Shelly Miscavige missing and it came to a head at this wedding. In fact, Leah actually filed a missing-persons report about Shelly with the Los Angeles Police Department but even with that effort, she got the runaround. Here’s the transcript of a Leah Remini interview where she is sharing the reason she left Scientology and how even to this day, nobody knows what happened to Shelly Miscavige:

	 

	Conan O’Brien: “Let’s get to this point where you’re in that church, in fact, you were raised in the church from a very early age and your whole family is in the church. Then there was an incident that bothered you that started, I think you had questions before, but in 2006, you go to a big wedding, big celebrity wedding, of Tom Cruise to Katie Holmes: the wedding. And you were friends with the wife of, what is he called? The chairman of the board of Scientology? Is it David Miscavige? Leah answers, ‘Yes.’ Dave Miscavige is the big cheese of Scientology and you’re friends with his wife and you see that his wife isn’t there and you asked, ‘Where’s Shelly?’ There’s this big wedding, where’s Shelly, and what happened?”

	 

	Leah Remini: “Well, I asked innocently, you know, ‘Where’s Shelly?’ because I thought it was odd. They were calling it the wedding of the century, the church. And I said, ‘Well, where’s Shelly Miscavige?’ And with that, was the reaction of, you know, people scattering. They didn’t want to have any part of this.”

	 

	Conan: “So people around you, like, got out of there?”

	 

	Leah: “Literally, like, scattered. And I was like, ‘Ah, ah, ah.’ I had gone to the church and I asked the spokesperson, at the time, Tom Davis, ‘Where is Shelly? I think it’s weird that she’s not here.’ And he said, ‘You don’t have the rank to be asking about the leader’s wife.’ And I felt that I did have the rank to ask where a human being was.”

	 

	Conan: “And she’s your friend. You’re just saying...”

	 

	Leah: “Well, you know we’re saying friends and the church is saying that we weren’t friends. It is not usual for a parishioner, like me, even though I was considered a celebrity in my church, to be, kind of, mingling with the upper echelon of senior executives of the church. But we were friendly. For many years, we exchanged cards and we exchanged gifts on the holidays. She always wrote a thank you note. So, it was suspicious that all of a sudden, it was just radio silence and so I felt I did have the right to ask where a human being was. But there are ranks in the organization.”

	 

	Conan: “And since then, do you know where Shelly Miscavige is now?”

	 

	Leah: “I do not. I filed a police report. I did not receive an actual ah, ah, the person who was in charge of the case said that it was classified, which is not usual, and that they couldn’t give me any information other than she was fine. I needed proof. I wanted to know who spoke to her. Was she alone? Was she okay? Are you sure? Were you talking to a representative of her? So, I didn’t get those specifics.”

	 

	Well that’s interesting and odd. I wonder if there was a Scientology connection at the Los Angeles Police Department. Or maybe someone was paid off. Or possibly it’s that somebody has dirt on someone, so whatever went on is never going to be exposed. Maybe all that was part of it. But, still to this day, it’s been over a decade and no one has seen Shelly so obviously people are wondering whether she was maybe sent away to one of the Scientology camps, or possibly she was even taken out. It’s just weird that there is a missing person and even a missing person’s report, yet apparently there is no obligation for Scientology to show proof of her whereabouts. It’s all extremely fishy. But I would say it tells you just how much control Scientology has over authorities and governments.

	 

	So, maybe she disappeared because Miscavige did not want her as his wife anymore, but a report did surface with another possibility. It said that her disappearance might have been because Shelly was “making executive decisions without consulting her husband, David.” And with the volatile behavior we’ve seen from Miscavige, you can imagine how Miscavige might have taken his wife appearing to usurp some of his control. The report also said she “botched a corporate reorganization project and clashed with her husband before being sent away again.”

	 

	Again, today Scientology will not comment on her location. Back in 2012, because so many people had been asking where Shelly was, two United Kingdom newspapers worked at getting an answer from Scientology, but all that Scientology would say is that “Shelly Miscavige is not missing.” And the reason why you don’t see her is because “she’s devoting her time to the work of the Church of Scientology.” Now, if you or I were questioned about our role in a missing persons case and our only answer was, “Hey, they’re fine. They’re just busy eating potato salad.” What would happen to us? They would slap on the handcuffs while letting us know we’re about to take a ride with them. So, how can these people get away with it? Well, what is their track record? Again, I think they have some dirt on someone and/or somebody is being paid off. It probably has to do with intimidation, threats, and the whole nine yards.

	 

	Now, listen to this because it’s wild and remember that Scientology said Shelly is only out of public view while she devotes her time to the work of Scientology. According to a guy named Noriyuki Matsumaru, who worked for Miscavige as a finance officer and was speaking about David Miscavige, Matsumaru said, “he sent her a sweater and gloves for Christmas one year.” What?! I can’t believe the guy actually said that. 

	 

	So, there’s the story of what we know about the missing Miscavige wife, Shelly. Do you remember our theme in this chapter that comes from John 8 where Jesus talked about liars and murderers? Well, one part of Shelly’s story that people don’t find out is that Shelly’s mom, Mary Florence “Flo” Barnett, was also a longtime Scientologist. And as a lot of people believe, I too think Flo was murdered. People are asking who took out Shelly’s mom. This was back in 1985 and Hubbard died in 1986, so it was just before Hubbard’s death. As we trace the trail, at that time, who was it who had already completed much of his hostile takeover of Scientology, even before Hubbard’s pathetic end? So, the time that Flo died was at the eclipse point of David Miscavige’s take over. At that time, Miscavige was gutting everything in Scientology. Well, among other events in those days, this happened to Shelly’s mom, Flo Barnett: 

	 

	“Flo Barnett was found dead from three rifle shots to the chest and a fatal wound to the head, but the death was ruled a suicide.”

	 

	Yeah, one guy put it this way: if there’s one Scientology case that deserves a dedicated series episode from Leah Remini’s show, it’s the mysterious “suicide” of Flo Barnett, who is Shelly’s mom and David Miscavige’s mother in law. Why did this happen? Why would Flo either commit suicide, which is impossible, if you look at how she died, or why was she murdered, which is what happened, in my opinion? Well, in different court cases involving Scientology, high-ranking Scientologists have come out to suggest that it was because someone wanted Flo dead. One of those who have given information on the subject is an executive, Vicki Aznaran, who testified that Flo had become a part of a Scientology splinter group. That group didn’t want David Miscavige to take over the leadership of Scientology. 

	 

	Remember, what was going on at this time of Flo’s death? It was right at Hubbard’s end when Miscavige had been taking over in the background. In fact, it was around this time that Miscavige booted Hubbard’s wife out and gutted the organization of many other Scientology leaders. Well, the splinter group that Flo was a part of was working to keep Miscavige from taking over. So, people think that might be why she “committed suicide” with four gunshots, including the final one to the head. Again, what is the theme we saw earlier about the character of false teachers? They not only lie; they murder to protect their lies. Now, on top of the very fishy “suicide,” to say the least, Vicki Aznaran also testified that she witnessed David Miscavige’s personal comment about his mother-in-law’s death. Vicki said Miscavige’s words were these and of course I don’t want to use the exact foul language that Miscavige did: 

	 

	“The [b*#&!] got what she deserved.”

	 

	 Also, in court, another Scientology executive, Robert Vaughn Young, pointed out the irregularities of Flo’s death. He said,

	 

	“What authorities didn’t know was that Flo didn’t just die. The way she died was that she had left Scientology and was associating with what they called apostates. This angered her son in law, David Miscavige. He wants people to look at this case again because he says, this case would help give us clues, not only to Flo’s death, but, to the disappearance of her daughter, Shelly, as well as other people that have gone missing. The idea that Flo would commit suicide by a gunshot to the head, after three gunshots to the chest, is absurd.”

	 

	So, the issue with Flo’s death is, who killed her? In fact, in the report of the court cases, it talks about a family member who came to see her lifeless body and stated that the idea of suicide was utterly ridiculous. And I’d add this question: how could anyone who did this autopsy, say, with a straight face, this was a suicide? The autopsy report said the three rifle shots to the chest came first, so how does a person take three to the chest, if they can even maneuver a rifle, to even shoot themselves once in the chest, let alone three times, and then supposedly, still be able to maneuver a rifle, to shoot themselves in the head? That’s right, it can’t happen, so whatever was stated about the official cause of death being suicide, is a lie.

	 

	There’s another strange fact about Shelly’s mom’s death. Again, Flo was murdered the year before Hubbard died so a lot of people think the death might have been part of Miscavige’s plan to clear his path because no one would be allowed to get in the way of his ascendancy to the Scientology throne, including his mother in law. So, there’s a smoking gun but another strange fact surrounded Flo’s death. Shelly’s father just happened to die the same year Shelly disappeared. So, the whole family may have been taken out.

	 

	All this and more are reasons David Miscavige’s own father, Ron Miscavige, has come out with a book about his son. The title of that book is simply, Ruthless.

	 

	That book is from the guy who raised David Miscavige and probably knows him better than anyone, David’s own father. Of course, this book is another serious black eye that Scientology is trying to cover up. Miscavige’s dad says he can’t believe what his son has turned into. Ruthless was published relatively recent in 2016 and is Ron Miscavige’s personal account of Ron’s life in Scientology. Remember, it was David’s dad, Ron, who turned David onto Scientology when David had asthma. Supposedly Scientology’s pop can thing helped David’s asthma. From there David went gangbusters into Scientology, joining the Sea Org and shooting straight up the ranks from there. So, originally, Ron Miscavige thought Scientology was a good thing, and in the book, Ron recounts his own time in Scientology and the rise of his son to leadership. Of course, Ron was right there witnessing the whole thing, including the changes in his son, as well as the aftermath. This is how the publisher describes Ron’s book:

	 

	“Ron Miscavige traces David’s life from his early years to David’s eventual stellar rise to power in Scientology and his brutal approach to running the organization today.”

	 

	So, is David Miscavige the one who, either personally or through henchmen, took out his own wife, his wife’s dad, and/or his mother in law? I don’t know but take a look at what is said here, from the lips of David Miscavige’s own dad, about how his powerful son even treated his own father:

	 

	ABC News report commentary from Dan Harris: “The Church of Scientology has dealt with many high-profile defectors, including celebrities and former top executives. But what you’re about to see, is truly unique. The father of the undisputed leader of the church is quitting, writing a book, and hauling into public view an all-out war within Scientology’s ruling family.”

	 

	Tom Cruise at a Scientology podium speaking about David Miscavige: “I have never met a more confidant, a more intelligent, a more tolerant, and a more compassionate being.”

	 

	Report commentary: “That is how Tom Cruise describes David Miscavige, the unquestioned leader of Scientology; one of the most controversial new religions on the planet.”

	 

	David Miscavige at a Scientology podium: “It’s a story that affects every Scientologist.”

	 

	Report commentary: “Within the church, he is exalted.”

	 

	Miscavige in front of an applauding crowd of Scientologists: “Well, thank you very much. It’s truly my pleasure to join you.”

	 

	Report: “He holds forth in front of adoring crowds and rubs shoulders with celebrity parishioners such as Tom Cruise, John Travolta, and Kirstie Alley. But among some former members, he is wildly controversial.”

	 

	Leah Remini: “He uses that power to hurt people.”

	 

	Reporter outside a Scientology facility trying to get in to see Miscavige: “We were hoping to talk to David Miscavige, if he’s here today.”

	 

	Scientologist woman to reporter: “I don’t think that will be possible as today he’s going to be very busy.”

	Report commentary: “Miscavige is famously press shy.”

	 

	Scientology man outside the Scientology facility talking to the reporter: “It’s not going to be cool enough to be set up here this afternoon.”

	 

	Report commentary showing an interview of Miscavige by Nightline: “His last live television interview was nearly 25 years ago, right here on Nightline.”

	 

	Ted Koppel interviewing Miscavige: “If I may just interrupt for a moment, you realize there’s a little bit of a problem in getting people to talk critically about the Church of Scientology because quite frankly, they’re scared.”

	 

	Miscavige to Koppel: “Oh, no, no no.”

	 

	Cut to more report commentary: “But tonight, new claims about the secretive world of Scientology and the man at its center.”

	 

	Miscavige at a podium in front of Scientologists: “Let’s face it, Scientologists have not been treated like members of other religions, ever.”

	 

	Report commentary: “New claims from an unusual source.”

	 

	Reporter speaking to Ron Miscavige, David’s dad, outside David’s boyhood home: “So you spent twelve years right here on this street.”

	 

	Ron: “Twelve years right here, yeah.”

	 

	Reporter: “Good memory here?”

	 

	Ron: “Pretty good memories.”

	 

	Reporter commentary: “Ron Miscavige, David Miscavige’s father, has left the church and is speaking out for the first time, exclusively to ABC News.”

	 

	Reporter interviewing Ron: “You have written a whole book about your son and you’ve called the book, Ruthless.”

	 

	Ron: “Yeah.”

	 

	Reporter: “It’s a pretty damning charge to level against your own child.”

	 

	Report commentary: “Ron Miscavige says he’s written this book because of a Scientology policy called, disconnection, which he says has torn his family, and many others, apart.”

	 

	Ron: “I raised him, good or bad, and to come to this, what is this? This is nuts.”

	 

	Report commentary: “The church says Ron’s book, co-written by a former church member who’s now a noted critic of church management, is filled with half-truths and outright lies. This unusual family history and subsequent family feud, is set in motion in 1968 when Ron, a father of four, a salesman, and aspiring musician, starts dabbling in Scientology after learning about the new religion, founded by science fiction writer L. Ron Hubbard, at a business meeting.”

	 

	Old footage L. Ron Hubbard speaking: “There are evils in society, which definitely should cease, and we are taking some responsibility for them.”

	 

	Report commentary: “Ron felt a duty as a parent to introduce his son David to Scientology as well. He hopes that somehow auditing, a sort of counseling that uses a Scientology device called an E-Meter, can help nine-year-old David with his asthma. And after his first session...”

	 

	Ron: “About 45 minutes later, David walks out smiling and bright. I asked what happened. He said, ‘Dad, it’s handled.’”

	 

	Reporter: “So your view at the time was that his asthma was cured by Scientology?”

	 

	Ron: “Let’s put it this way: it mitigated it considerably. I think it was at that moment that he decided he’s going to do something with this.”

	 

	Reporter: “So you think that was the key turning point in his whole life?”

	 

	Ron: “I know it.”

	 

	Report commentary: “At age sixteen, David Miscavige joins the Sea Org, the religious order of the church, and develops a close relationship with church founder, L. Ron Hubbard. In 1985, Ron Miscavige moves to California, divorces his wife, and dons the uniform of the Sea Org. And Ron says, shortly after coming aboard, he sees that his son has changed.”

	 

	Ron: “I saw him, and I said, ‘Hey, Dave!’ And he turned to me and he looked at me like, ‘Who are you talking to?’ No words were said but that glance told me those days were over. I could never again do that, as a father to a son.”

	 

	Report commentary: “In 1986, David Miscavige announces a seismic event for the church: L. Ron Hubbard has died.”

	 

	Miscavige at the podium at the announcement of Hubbard’s death: “The being we knew as L. Ron Hubbard, still exists. However, the body he had could no longer serve his purposes.”

	 

	Report commentary: “The next year, David officially becomes the head of the church, taking the title, Chairman of the Board. He is now alone at the top. From now on, he will be the star of the church’s Olympic-sized celebration. He will lead the church through some of its greatest triumphs like winning its tax-exempt status.”

	Miscavige at the podium announcing then new IRS status: “…the IRS letters recognizing Scientology, and every one of its organizations, as fully tax exempt. THE WAR IS OVER!!!”

	 

	Report commentary: “And Miscavige will spearhead the charge to bring celebrities into the fold.”

	 

	Reporter asks Ron Miscavige: “Were you around when Tom Cruise was joining the church and was it a high priority for your son?”

	 

	Ron: “It was top priority.”

	 

	Report commentary: “Pretty quickly, Ron says he notices his son’s sharp-edged new management style.”

	 

	Ron: “David is backstage, literally tearing me apart verbally, for 55 minutes; cursing, yelling, screaming at me.”

	 

	Report commentary: “One night at a church event in the late 1980’s, where Ron is performing, he says David gives him an extended tongue lashing with other people looking on.”

	 

	Reporter asks Ron: “When he’s screaming at you, do you ever think, I changed this guy’s diapers?”

	 

	Ron: “No kidding. Of course, I did. Of course, I did. And that isn’t the only time it happened.”

	 

	Report commentary: “Ron’s departure exposes deep familial rifts now erupting into public view.”

	 

	Ron: “I’ve never met some of my great grandchildren. I don’t even know how many there are. That is terrible. Okay? That’s why I’m doing it.”

	 

	And we’re going to see another couple of reasons for why Ron Miscavige had for writing his book. Again, he says he wrote it because of the disconnection Scientology demands from any family or friends who leave Scientology. It’s just like the disfellowshipping Jehovah’s Witnesses force on their followers. This is a normal practice of cults. You lose your family because you can’t speak to them anymore. As I said, there’s another motive I’m going to get to in just a second but I have to first point out that if that’s how Miscavige treats his own father, can you imagine what he’s probably capable of doing to anyone else? I don’t know about you, but if I ever even raised my voice at my dad, I would soon be deeply impressed by his belt. And again, if that’s his abusive behavior toward his own dad, is it a stretch to want David to answer the question, “Where’s your wife and what happened to your father in law? What about your mother in law? 

	 

	But, besides the disconnection, Ron Miscavige wrote the book because of a common thread for why a lot of Scientology people are coming out of it. It’s because they’re finally getting exposed to honest information about the cult. Remember that normal practice for cults is to keep their followers inside a bubble to keep them from hearing any outside information that could reflect negatively on the cult and the followers can’t leave because they’re scared to death of getting in trouble and being put in places like The Hole, or having worse things happen to them, including death. Well, in 2012, Ron Miscavige gained access to the full internet via a Kindle. So, he was finally exposed to what is really going on in Scientology. He got access to the truth and because of it, left Scientology. At the time Ron left Scientology, it was reported in the Los Angeles Times that Ron was put under surveillance by Scientology. Miscavige is said to have put his dad under surveillance around the clock at a very high cost:

	 

	“Miscavige paid two private investigators to watch Ron around the clock for one and a half years, at a cost of $10,000 a week. The surveillance was said to have been because David Miscavige feared that his father would obviously divulge too much about Scientology’s activities.”

	 

	Now, I want to give you the other motivation Ron Miscavige had for writing this book about his son. It wasn’t only because his grandkids and other family had been cut off or that he got information to show the negative part of Scientology. Here is his other reason and if true, says a lot about who David Miscavige is:

	 

	“At one-point while being monitored, investigators called David Miscavige and told him that they thought his father was having a heart attack. And they were then told by Mr. Miscavige alleged, ‘If it was his time to die, let him die and not intervene in any way.’”

	 

	That’s how he treats his own dad!

	 

	“The incident prompted Ron Miscavige to write the book and according to the journalist, Ruthless was actually originally entitled, ‘If He Dies, He Dies.’”

	 

	Tell me his dad was not upset about David Miscavige’s response to his dad having a heart attack. Wow! That does sound ruthless and appropriate for the title of the book. And of course, what kind of response do you suppose came from Scientology? They said Ron did not know what he was talking about. They said that unfortunately all Ron was trying to do with that book is to try making money off his son’s fame and that it was really a sad exercise in betrayal. Scientology has even set up a website, RonMiscavigeBook.com. And of course, what is Scientology’s other common tactic in these cases? They are threatening legal action against Ron Miscavige because his book supposedly “contains malicious, false, misleading, and highly defamatory allegations.” Once again, that is their modus operandi that we have seen on so many occasions. 

	 

	Ron Miscavige is not the only family member, who luckily is still breathing, to come out against Scientology. Another who’s exposed David Miscavige is his niece, Jenna Miscavige Hill:

	 

	Jenna came out with a book called, Beyond Belief: My Secret Life Inside Scientology and My Harrowing Escape. What is interesting about her account are her details on the life of children in Scientology since she was in it as a child. Ron was obviously coming from an adult perspective of someone watching his son, but David’s niece, Jenna, recounts what she experienced, as a kid, living in a Scientology camp, and it is horrible. Let me give you a little background and then we’ll hear about her experience in her own words.

	 

	Jenna left Scientology in 2005 and has become an outspoken critic. She was a third generation Scientologist and again, she is the niece of David Miscavige. Her parents, Elizabeth and Ron Jr., joined the Sea Org when she was two years old. From then on, she spent most of her childhood apart from her parents and was only allowed to see them once in a blue moon. In her testimony, you’re going to hear about Scientology’s practice of separating parents from the children. 

	 

	At the age of 8, Jenna signed her own billion-year contract with the Sea Org because, of course, at that age she didn’t know any better. She was raised at one of the Sea Org bases. At the age of six, she was moved to the Cadet Org, which is basically the Sea Org for children, and was placed in an area called, “The Ranch.” That doesn’t sound too good, does it? At The Ranch, she states this:

	 

	“In addition to learning word for word the works of L. Ron Hubbard, which was their education, she was expected to do heavy manual labor, thirty-five hours a week.”

	 

	She described her experience from the ages of five to twelve, like this:

	 

	“We were also required to write down all our transgressions and after writing them all down, we would receive a meter check to make sure that we weren’t hiding anything. You would have to keep on writing until we came up clean.”

	 

	Jenna met her husband and in 2001, they got married. They added two children to the family and then had their breakthrough. After such a thorough and isolating indoctrination, how in the world do you suppose Jenna and her husband ended up getting out? Well, like so many others who’ve left, she got some access to the real world. In 2004, the couple was sent to Australia on a Scientology mission where they were able to access the television and Internet. It was just like Ron Miscavige, who acquired a Kindle. With their new access to real-world information, Jenna and her husband became aware of what was really going on in Scientology.

	 

	So, they decided to leave and of course were threatened by Scientology. Her husband was told he’d be disconnected from his family and everybody else he knows who are still in Scientology. Scientology pressured them to sign an agreement that would allow Scientology to sue them for $10,000 every time they spoke out negatively against the organization. But why would they ever sign a document like that? Well, they were able to resist the intimidation and did not sign.

	 

	Jenna published her book in 2013 and started a website with other adults who had come out of Scientology after being raised in it as children. The website is, ExScientologyKids.com. It provides information for those seeking answers and trying to get out, just like she did. Jenna has been interviewed by a lot of outlets like Nightline and Piers Morgan Tonight. I want to share one of her interviews with you that she did with ABC. Listen to what she said about how she grew up and tell me if this doesn’t have, “Cult”, written all over it:

	 

	Host’s commentary from ABC’s 60 Minutes: “Over the years, we’ve heard a lot about the Church of Scientology. It’s high profile, bolstered by Hollywood A-listers. But what goes on behind the walls of this religion isn’t always glamorous. The church is led by David Miscavige; a man who usually prefers to stay out of the public eye. But now his niece has shown a bright unwelcome light upon the church and its behavior. Jenna Miscavige Hill spent more than 20 years in the church, with her uncle, David Miscavige. She told her story to Liz Hayes.”

	 

	Jenna: “There’s not an exact criteria for evil but I would definitely say, you know, somebody who makes rules that thousands and thousands of people can’t have children and runs a church where there’s child labor, forced and coerced abortions, and where people are separated from their family, if that’s not evil then what is, you know?”

	 

	Reporter, Liz Hayes: “29-year-old Jenna Miscavige Hill, is talking about the Church of Scientology run by her own uncle, David Miscavige.”

	 

	Footage is shown of David Miscavige talking at a podium after much applause from Scientologists: “Well, thank you very much.”

	 

	Jenna: “It’s just a game of power and control. It strips away your individuality and your conscience and just makes you do whatever their bidding is. People are either bad or good. They’re either for Scientology or against Scientology.”

	 

	Hayes: “Well, what’s the difference between Scientology and a cult?”

	 

	Jenna: “Uhmm...I can’t think of any.”

	 

	Hayes: “For most of her life, Scientology was all Jenna Miscavige Hill had ever known. From childhood, she lived in the inner sanctum of the church. Her parents and grandparents were Scientologists and it was where she met her husband, Dallas.”

	 

	Hayes interviewing Jenna and Dallas: “The church is first?”

	 

	Jenna: “Right; before family, before friends, and especially before yourself.”

	 

	Hayes: “And that became clear, says Jenna, from early childhood. Her parents were part of the clergy, or Sea Org as they are called. According to Jenna, her parents spent long periods away from their children.”

	 

	Jenna: “From when I was four, I started only seeing them once a week. And then from when I was twelve, until I was eighteen, I saw my mom twice and my dad four times. And the majority of those times were for less than an hour.”

	Hayes: “Well, of course, from an outsider’s perspective, I’d be saying, ‘Well, why wouldn’t your parents try to contact you?”

	 

	Jenna: “It’s hard. It’s this whole mind-control business. To see that, that was a bad situation, they would have to see their whole world crumbling down.”

	 

	Hayes: “When she was six, Jenna was sent here, to The Ranch, a Scientology boarding school just outside of Los Angeles.”

	 

	Jenna: “It was run like a military-type school. Everything we did was very regimented. We did manual labor for 35 hours a week and it was anything from like, digging ditches for irrigation, to hauling wheelbarrows full of gravel, to making cactus gardens, to hauling rocks, to make rock walls, uhm to, weeding for firebreaks; things like that.”

	 

	Star Wars-type verbiage scrolls up the screen under a picture of L. Ron Hubbard’s head and corona of light shining out from behind his head picture: “Seventy-five million years ago, the galaxy was ruled by a tyrant named Xenu. One day Xenu rounded up various wrong doers and imprisoned them in volcanoes on Earth, which was then called, Teegeeack.”

	 

	Hayes: “This is the world, according to church founder, L. Ron Hubbard.”

	 

	The Star Wars-type verbiage continues: “Hydrogen bombs were dropped on them. Then their spirits, called Thetans, were trapped in humans and that is the cause of all our sufferings. Only through Scientology, can our Thetans be cleared.”

	 

	Footage of an interviewer asking L. Ron Hubbard: “Do you ever think that you might be quite mad?”

	 

	Hubbard: “Oh yes. The one man in the world who never believes he’s mad, is the madman.”

	Hayes: “Hubbard died in 1986 but his teachings, based seemingly on a mix of science fiction and psycho analysis, continues today.”

	 

	Jenna: “We had pictures of him in every room, pretty much. You know, we had to clap to his picture at the end of every day, several times a day.”

	 

	Hayes: “You’re not encouraged to have children, are you? Or are you banned from having children?”

	 

	Jenna: “Well, regular Scientologists are allowed to have children, but members of the Sea Org are not allowed to have children.”

	 

	Hayes: “And if you fell pregnant, what would happen?”

	 

	Jenna: “Many people are coerced into having abortions.”

	 

	Hayes: “For those who broke any of the church rules, punishment could take many forms. Dallas, claims it meant being locked in the basement of this building, large blue Scientology headquarters in the Los Angeles area.”

	 

	Dallas: “We got in trouble and I was in a basement for two weeks and told that if I didn’t cooperate, I’d never see Jenna again and I’d never see my parents again.”

	 

	Hayes: “The church has categorically denied Dallas’s allegations.”

	 

	Hayes: “Having been born and bred a Scientologist, and as the niece of David Miscavige, any thoughts of leaving were always going to be a challenge for Jenna. But the idea took seed when the church sent Jenna and Dallas to work in Australia. That was a turning point, you say, for both of you. Why?”

	 

	Jenna: “Yeah, because I had never been around non-Scientologists in my life before. So, it was an interesting chance to see that, you know, no, not everyone is a Scientologist, not everyone is in love with Scientology and they were actually kind of normal and pretty cool. And all of a sudden you could see everything for what it was, how controlled that was.”

	 

	Hayes: “The decision to leave the church caused Dallas and Jenna enormous heartache. They claim they were pressured to stay with threats they would lose all contact with their families.”

	 

	Hayes: “Clearly, it was a terrible time.”

	 

	Dallas tearing up: “Yeah, I mean...who knows what would have happened. That’s the scary thing. They have so much control and so much mind control over you, that you just are at their whim.”

	 

	Yes, and you’re at the whim of people whose world view advocates L. Ron Hubbard’s words, about our supposed human origins. Hubbard, the science fiction writer, explains what he claims as truth: that millions of years ago, the galactic rebel tyrant, Xenu, took those poor wrong-doing aliens from around our galaxy and threw them in volcanoes on Earth before blowing them up with hydrogen bombs. After being blown up, those Thetan spirits supposedly attached to us humans and are the cause of all our problems. Now, what you haven’t learned from that transcript is that the spaceships, Hubbard shows later in the video, look exactly like McDonnell Douglas DC 8’s. It’s hilarious. We’ll get to that eventually. Hubbard goes on to say that to this day, those Thetan spirits are clinging onto us humans and, it’s only Scientology that can clear them from us. So, turn to your spouse or pet and yell, ‘Get them off me!!’ But it probably won’t work because apparently, you can’t just rid yourself of those pesky Thetans. It’s only possible by giving hundreds of thousands of dollars to Scientology.

	 

	Again, I’m telling you, I didn’t make this stuff up! The guy was a master science fiction writer who invented a religion just for the cash it would bring him. In the next chapter, we’ll explore a whole section of Scientology’s teachings on human origins, according to L. Ron Hubbard. And strap yourself in for that because it is wild and certifiably crazy. 

	 

	But what we saw with Jenna, Miscavige’s niece, is that she has come out against Scientology to expose them just like Miscavige’s dad has done. Again, what do you suppose is Scientology’s predictable boilerplate response? It is: ‘Oh no, she doesn’t know what she’s talking about.’ So, they deny, deny, deny.

	 

	Now, as we finish up this chapter of the book, I don’t have time to go into all of the tragedies around Scientology, but I do want to list a few. But, before that, again, what is the unfortunate theme of this chapter? We saw that when a person and organization don’t belong to God, they don’t want to listen to the truth. They end up trying to hang onto their own version of the truth, which is just a pack of lies. So, what lengths will they go to, in protecting their lies? They’ll often go all the way to murder. I don’t have room to detail many here, but you can look it up for yourself. There are a ton of murders surrounding Scientology. As I said earlier, in a sort of tongue-in-cheek comment, the average acquaintances of the Clintons don’t fare too well. They tend to disappear and commit suicide and it’s the same kind of dynamic that surrounds Scientology. Let me give you a few of them and you tell me if they aren’t suspicious.  

	 

	One is a guy named, Shawn Lonsdale who lived in Clearwater Florida where Scientology has one of their headquarters. What got Scientology upset was that Shawn was videotaping them. Scientology loves to send out their people with cameras to videotape folks and when asked what they’re doing, the Scientologist camera people say something like, “Oh, just recording your behavior.” Well, Shawn was doing the same thing back at them and airing it on a public broadcast system in the area. He was even interviewed on a BBC program. Well, apparently, that was the watershed moment because after that, Scientology did what they usually do. 

	 

	They hired a private investigator to dig into this Shawn Lonsdale’s past and found that he had two misdemeanor convictions, one in 1999 and the other in 2000. So, Scientology began plastering flyers around town with Lonsdale’s mug shot to supposedly warn the community about him. Remember, that was a tactic we’ve seen them use in many operations by their Guardian’s Office. Then Scientology called Lonsdale’s landlord and employer to complain that he was a religious bigot and possibly dangerous. All of sudden, not long after, neighbors called the police because there was a terrible odor coming from Lonsdale’s house. When the police entered, they found Lonsdale dead. There was a garden hose leading from his car to the house, so it appeared to be an exhaust fume death that was ruled a suicide.  

	 

	Now, notice, the exhaust-fume garden-hose method and let me tell you about another prominent death. It was the sudden death of Quentin Hubbard, L. Ron Hubbard’s son by his third wife, Mary Sue Hubbard. A lot of people don’t know that Quentin was the one who was supposed to be the successor to L. Ron Hubbard. Of course, we know about Ron Hubbard Jr., who changed his name to Ron DeWolf and wanted nothing further to do with Scientology. Well supposedly, according to Hubbard’s wishes, the next in line was Quentin Hubbard and here’s what happened to him while he was in Las Vegas: 

	 

	“Las Vegas police found a white Pontiac without a license plate. A young man was unconscious inside. The engine was still running and there was a tube running from the exhaust pipe into the car. He didn’t have any identification on him, but they finally did identify his body and he was Quentin Hubbard.”

	 

	So, apparently, he too committed suicide and it was in the same fashion as Shawn Lonsdale.

	 

	Then there were two bloggers, Theresa Duncan and Jeremy Blake, who were from New York but moved to Los Angeles and were blogging against Scientology because they were right there near the Scientology organization in L.A. When they eventually moved back to New York, they reported that Scientologists were terrorizing them. Soon they found Theresa’s body with her death from an apparent overdose of medication and then later found Jeremy’s dead body in the ocean. With Jeremy’s death, it looked like, five days earlier, he had mysteriously undressed and walked into the Atlantic Ocean to die. The “suicides” of Theresa Duncan and Jeremy Blake are still unresolved, so a lot of people are wondering what really happened to them.

	 

	Another was a man named Alexander Jentzsch who died in 2012. He was the son of Heber Jentzsch who was at one time the president of Scientology, though president is not the top position in Scientology. Again, the highest post in Scientology is David Miscavige, who is Chairman of the Board. Apparently, Heber’s wife got on the bad side of David Miscavige, so Miscavige forced Heber to divorce his own wife. Heber Jentzsch was then sent to The Hole where people think he is probably still to this day. In the subsequent years, Heber’s ex-wife, who had taken her and Heber’s son when she left Scientology, got remarried. That boy was Alexander who then grew up and at the age of 27, after he didn’t get up in the morning as usual, he was found motionless and unresponsive in his room. Instead of getting help immediately, Alexander’s father in law decided to drive their other child to school, returned home, and then called 911. Alexander was then taken to the hospital where he was pronounced dead. It was said that Scientologists were told about the death even before the coroner had finished investigating. Well, how would members of Scientology know before the report was even done? The explanation for his death was supposedly a reaction to a prescribed painkiller. 

	 

	So, there’s another drug overdose. Are you noticing the number of “suicides,” as well as many happening in similar ways? What’s strange is that Scientology desperately tried to keep Alexander’s death a secret. On top of that, Alexander’s wife immediately had her 27-year-old husband cremated before anyone else, including Alexander’s mother, was able to see the body. The family was not even going to hold a memorial service for Alexander. However, because of the outcry about this young 27-year-old dying so suddenly, they finally gave him a funeral, but his own mom was not allowed to attend. According to one of Heber’s brothers, Heber, the dad, told his brother that he thinks he “won’t ever get out of The Hole alive.” So, apparently, Heber is still there, in The Hole, if he’s even still alive. 

	 

	Another lady, who died, Susan Meister, was also connected to Scientology. She was involved with it for a long time and one day took at trip on Scientology’s ship, the Apollo, where all of a sudden, she shot herself. Her father, George, flew out to get her body but Scientology wouldn’t show him the body. They would only show him a picture that was supposedly of the way Scientologists found her. She had supposedly died from a gunshot wound to the middle of the forehead but the photo they showed him, had Susan conveniently clutching the pistol under both hands that were crossed over her chest in a nice relaxed position. George said that it’s obviously not possible for his daughter to shoot herself in the middle of the forehead and still hold on to the gun with both hands on her chest.

	 

	So, here’s another account like Flo’s story involving her “suicide” from three shots in the chest, before she supposedly shot herself in the head. But, back to Susan’s story, basically they fought over the body because they didn’t want to give her body to her father. After all this, George wanted to take them on because he figured out it was not a suicide, so Scientology came to him to say they wanted to make him an offer in regard to his daughter’s death. George rejected the offer saying, if his Susan’s death was just a suicide, why are you wanting to make a settlement with me? After George rejected the settlement, he and his wife started getting threatening phone calls saying the two of them were going to “get the same thing their daughter got.”

	 

	Let me give you one more and this includes a piece of advice: if you ever find yourself needing a place to stay in Clearwater, Florida, do not take a room at the Fort Harrison Hotel. Since Scientology bought this 220-room hotel, it has witnessed a number of “unusual deaths.” One of them was a lady named Lisa Macpherson who was a Scientologist for eighteen years. Lisa was involved in a minor car accident, after which she was taken back to the hotel and administered to by a lady named Janice Johnson who was put in charge of her care. Janice Johnson didn’t even have a license to practice medicine in Florida. 

	 

	Seventeen days later, under this lady’s care, Macpherson’s health got worse. They took her to a hospital that specifically had a Scientologist doctor even though they skipped four other hospitals along the way. When the doctor saw McPhearson, she was bruised, looked unkempt, and wasn’t breathing. So, they pronounced her dead with no obituary or police report and just quietly buried her body. Eleven days later, the news of this leaked out and Scientology said, “McPhearson had come to the hotel for rest and relaxation and just suddenly fell ill.” The family said that was not possible, they sued the church, and eventually settled out of court on the condition that the family would drop all charges.

	 

	That’s just one case at the Fort Harrison Hotel. To give you an idea of how many people die in this hotel, in the span of only 11 months, 161 calls were made to the 911 emergency number from just this one hotel. There are at least 7 other deaths of physically healthy people who died while staying there. One guy was found in a bathtub full of scalding hot water. Another, Roger Nind, checked into the hotel after traveling from Australia because he wanted to talk with Scientology about getting a $70,000 refund. The day after he arrived, he was killed in a strange accident.

	 

	So, again, what is our theme in this chapter? It is that satan is not only a liar, he’s also a murderer. And when people are involved with something that includes the devil, eventually murder will surface. What’s even more baffling about all these deaths, is just how uncooperative Scientology has been with the authorities. In fact, besides trying to keep the hotel deaths quiet, as usual Scientology gave a pathetic excuse for the inordinate number of 911 calls. They say the calls are easily explained by the fact that they are from Scientology’s international guests who are attempting to dial 011 while making international calls, but accidentally pushing a 9 instead of the 0. 

	 

	And if you believe that, I’d also like to tell about what happened 75 million years ago when Xenu, with the galactic federation, brought us the answer to our dental problems by analyzing a key toothless forefather to humans; the common clam.

	Now, except for just a little bit more of Scientology’s history claims, which we’ll blow through, we’re mostly done with what we needed to cover on the history of Scientology. Their history is certainly ugly, but it’s necessary to learn so we can witness to those caught in it; some from birth.

	 

	After all the history, we’re going to look at some of their terminology and then you’ll see why I purposely included that clip of Hubbard mentioning the 75 million years. I want to show you the heights of craziness with all Hubbard’s origins stuff. It’s similar to what we found in our Mormonism study where we learned that Mormons say humans supposedly came from the planet Kolob and claim their founder, Joseph Smith, was the spirit brother of Jesus. They also say Lucifer was a good guy. But, of course, it’s all make-believe because fiction is what Joseph Smith produced, just like Hubbard, and just like Hubbard, Smith was involved with the occult. The only way Mormonism can depict their history is by drawing a cartoon and I’m sorry, but with all due respect, a cartoon is really what they believe. Even though it sounds and looks like a children’s cartoon, it is actually what they literally believe.

	 

	Well, we’re going see that Scientology does the same thing with Hubbard’s character that he developed, Mr. Xenu. When I give you the transcript of that cartoon and hopefully you can then do a search for the video, you will wonder how in the world their followers could fall for such obvious science fiction. It’s absolutely unbelievable and you’ll be thinking, “Are you kidding me?” I’m going to weave together the transcripts of clips from the cartoon with audio clips from L. Ron Hubbard. It will include Hubbard himself backing up what is depicted in the cartoon, which is exactly what the Scientology cult teaches. 

	 

	 

	 

	 

	 

	 

	 

	 

	 

	Chapter Nine

	Once again, Scientology is the focus of this book from our larger study, World Religions, Cults & The Occult. What is our tagline for Scientology? It is “science fiction occult.” And we came to that conclusion, which is indisputable, because of the eight chapters we spent learning their history. We looked at where this stuff came from and found out that the newest world religion, Scientology, is a cult started by a guy named, L. Ron Hubbard, “LRH,” or just “the source,” as Scientologists call him. Early in life, as a teenager, Hubbard hooked up with Aleister Crowley’s information and later Crowley himself, as well as Jack Parsons, who was the founder of rocket technology. That information and those relationships were all about the occult so with the first three whole chapters of this book, we found out Scientology is deeply rooted in the occult. We then saw how Hubbard wrote a book called, Dianetics. With that work of fiction, you see Hubbard’s ideas mixed with the occult and that book gained him two things he passionately desired: money and notoriety. He became much more known and made a lot of money before he had it all taken away.

	 

	From that experience of losing it all, he decided to do a few of things differently. He changed the name to Scientology and sold it as a religion, complete with clergy and even clerical collars. He also cracked down hard on his organization to grab complete control so he’d never have to lose his moneymaking machine again. He developed his own military force, which is their Sea Org (the clergy and elite folks of Scientology), and a CIA-type operation called the Guardian’s Office, which still functions today under the new name, Office of Special Affairs. Hubbard also started Scientology’s gulag-style slave camps called the Rehabilitation Project Force, or RPF. Today that includes The Hole, as well as many other camps.

	 

	Later Hubbard died. But before doing so, there was a hostile takeover by David Miscavige whose leadership continues to this day. Miscavige actually started to muscle away Scientology from L. Ron Hubbard well before Hubbard died. Miscavige became the new, very abusive, face of Scientology. If a Scientologist didn’t do what he said or was even suspected of ill intentions, they were sent you to The Hole, which Scientology says no longer exists. But, that’s just another lie. Then in the last chapter, we saw how Miscavige is not only responsible for awful abusive behavior, but people around him seem to disappear or die. That includes his wife who has been missing for many, many, years and to this day, hasn’t been found. Some people say many of these folks can’t be found because they may be dead like the large number of suspicious deaths we saw. We finished the last chapter with the Scientology-owned Fort Harrison hotel, in Clearwater Florida, where you certainly don’t want to check in. Why? It’s because, if you do, you may not be checking out. Many people went to stay there and ended up dead. Clearwater has some beautiful white sandy beaches but for whatever reason, that hotel might not be a healthy place to stay.

	 

	So, that is the history of Scientology for anyone to discover if they do the deep research. It only took us two thirds of the book to finish that history. Now, we’re going to take a quick look at some analysis of their history and then actually get into what Scientology says about the origins of mankind.

	 

	Some of this you have already heard, but the following information will help frame where we’re going after that: Scientology was founded in 1954 by a science fiction author who was very good at telling stories. We’ll see one of those stories and it’s pretty hilarious. Though it’s also tragic because that story has been used to dupe so many people. Lafayette Ronald Hubbard, or L. Ron Hubbard for short, was born in Nebraska in 1911 and was the youngest Eagle Scout in history, earning the rank at the age of thirteen.

	 

	In his late teens, he traveled over to Asia and was influenced by eastern religions like Buddhism and Hinduism. You will see that influence with beliefs Scientology teaches like reincarnation. Hubbard also had secular psychology influences like Carl Jung and Sigmund Freud. Freud was anti-Christianity, an atheist, evolutionist, and cocaine addict who was addicted to nicotine. He smoked twenty cigars a day, which eventually killed him. Even though Freud’s profession was psychoanalyzing people, he actually refused to have it done to himself when it was offered by Carl Jung. That should tell you all you need to know about Freud. Carl Jung was involved in spiritism and séances through occult beliefs and practices. He admitted that his ideas came from the spirits that talked to him, which I’d say were demonic.

	 

	So, Hubbard’s background involved Eastern Mysticism, Buddhism, Hinduism and those atheistic psychoanalysts who were against the Christian God and involved with the occult. All that just compounded the problem with Hubbard’s thinking because we saw how he was also heavily involved in the occult during his time with Crowley and Parsons. So that’s his background from which he produced a book in 1950 called, Dianetics: The Modern Science of Mental Health. Notice how the title includes mental health. That sounds like psychology, right? It’s just part of his past influence coming out. So, he formulated his novel with psychological theories. Now, I’ve underlined “psycho” for a reason. I’m telling you, wait until we get to the story on which Scientology is based. Don’t flip forward but I’ll just tell you in advance, it’s the most unhinged wild tale you can imagine. 

	 

	One part of Scientology’s history has been how they title their organization as the “Church” of Scientology. I normally try to deliberately skip the word “church” when describing Scientology. As we saw, Hubbard used that Christian description as another way of getting his control back. He created a religion called Scientology but folks, it is not a church. That’s a Christian word so out of respect for God’s word, I skip over that in descriptions that came up in the research. Here is more analysis of the history:

	 

	“Scientology is a controversial new religion developed by L. Ron Hubbard as an extension of his earlier psychological theories of Dianetics. Drawing on ideas from Buddhism, Hindu religious philosophy, science fiction, because Hubbard wove that in all over, Western concepts of psychology, and science, he produced a religion.”

	 

	Yes, he actually produced a religion because the guy was very good at telling a story and he turned that into his own religion.

	 

	“Scientology claims its beliefs are not incompatible with the Christian faith…”

	 

	What?! They say it’s not incompatible, which means compatible, even though, as we’ve seen, Scientology is completely opposed to Christian beliefs. And we’re going to get even deeper into those differences, but Scientology actually claims that a comparison of the two philosophies will tell you this:

	 

	“When you look at Scientology, it teaches in the areas of God, man, the creation, salvation, and death.”

	 

	But, when you hear their description of each, they all prove Scientology disagrees with Christianity. In fact, what we’re going to see a little bit in this chapter, and more later, is that L. Ron Hubbard believed our version of Christianity, with our God, is actually something bad for people. He thought we Christians have a detrimental illusion. So, how can that be his follower’s belief, from the teachings of their “source,” yet Scientology still sits there and says it’s compatible with Christianity? It’s based on their words and it’s crazy! Here’s some analysis of Scientology’s teachings:

	 

	“Scientology is a powerful new religion, whose teachings are inconsistent with the beliefs of Orthodox Christian faith. Many do not use religion when describing Scientology, but instead it’s a business.”

	 

	That is very accurate. Scientology is just a moneymaking scheme. As we saw earlier, back in Hubbard’s early science fiction writing days, before he made it big with Dianetics, he is quoted as saying,

	 

	“Writing for a penny a word is ridiculous. If a man really wants to make a million dollars, the best way would be to start his own religion.”

	 

	And that is exactly what he did!

	 

	“Scientology is also a strict religion; very punitive against those who have tried to leave behind its teachings and membership.”

	 

	Yes, and it is because Scientology will go after and threaten you. And if you are critical while still a member, they’ll put you in The Hole or the Rehabilitation Project Force camps where you can be put to hard labor and threatened, while also being brainwashed. If that doesn’t work, you just may disappear. It is serious stuff. But, hey, if their new religion were so true, why don’t they just let people arrive at their own conclusions and leave whenever they’d like with no hassle? The truth always prevails, right? Why must they go to such extremes? Well, it’s because Scientology is a cult, so they have to manipulate, lie, and coerce to keep the truth from getting out.

	 

	Now, speaking about the truth being uncovered, I want to look at our theme for this chapter, which is in the first five verses of Luke 12. Why does Scientology constantly put the clamps down and threaten people? It’s because they have a lot to hide! But Jesus tells them it’s all going to come out. They can’t hide it from God. And in this chapter, when we get to human origins, according to Scientology, you’ll see why they are also trying to keep that under wraps even though they haven’t been very successful at doing so. Let’s take a look at the beginning of Luke Chapter 12:

	 

	“Meanwhile, when a crowd of many thousands had gathered so that they were trampling on one another, Jesus began to speak first to his disciples, saying: ‘Be on your guard against the yeast of the Pharisees, which is hypocrisy. There is nothing concealed that will not be disclosed or hidden that will not be made known. What you’ve said in the dark will be heard in the daylight, and what you have whispered in the ear in the inner rooms will be proclaimed from the roofs. I tell you, my friends, do not be afraid of those who kill the body and after that can do no more.”

	 

	That includes Scientologists! They want to keep what they’re doing under wraps. They tell followers, and even outsiders, things like, 

	 

	“Don’t you leave us, don’t you tell anyone, don’t spill the secrets of what we’re really up to, and don’t you talk about Xenu, the cosmic overlord. Don’t spill the beans on any of that because if you do, we will come after you, threaten you, and sue you!” 

	 

	But we should not be afraid of anyone because Jesus said they may even go as far as to kill you, but after that, they can do no more. Jesus then goes on to say this:

	 

	“But I will show you whom you should fear: Fear him, God, who after killing the body has the power to throw you into hell.”

	 

	Oh man, don’t you love Jesus when he preaches?! Jesus gave sermons on hell. Do you think his words were popular back then? No, they were not, but it sure was needed because if there really is a place called hell, you would think someone would love you enough to tell you about it. Well, Jesus did that and the same issues and the need to call it out are being repeated today.

	 

	So, our theme for this chapter revolves around why Scientology has put such big clamps on information about them. They are trying to keep it all concealed so that the cat stays in the bag about what they really believe and what is really going on behind the scenes.

	 

	Let’s continue on with more analysis of Scientology’s tactics:

	 

	“Scientology also takes many to court to conceal its secrets and to keep people from digging too deeply into it.”

	 

	So, their pattern of behavior is to threaten and intimidate. They will take people to court. It all started way back at the very beginning with L. Ron Hubbard, and they’re still following in his footsteps today.

	 

	“Scientology is a religion for those with means.”

	 

	In other words, it is mostly for those with enough casholla to feed their moneymaking monster. That is what it is! It’s a snake oil sales scheme, or business religion. In order to move up the levels, what do you have to come up with? You have to pay the money and its very big bucks.

	 

	“It’s extremely expensive since every aspect of Scientology has some sort of fee associated with it. Scientology has created a special religion that caters to artists, politicians, leaders of industry, sports figures, etc.”

	 

	Why does Scientology make a point of going after those categories of people? Well, of course, it’s because they have a lot of money. High-level sports figures aren’t making minimum wage. They are loaded. But, just as important to Scientology is the influence factor, right? Who do the young people look up to? It would be wonderful if they admired good moral people, their pastor, Church leaders, and Christians, but instead, it’s people like Hollywood actors, musicians, and sports celebrities. So, of course, Scientology wants them because others will follow those kinds of high-profile people. Yes, there is a money factor but equally important to Scientology is that influential factor. Among the celebrity adherents to Scientology are John Travolta, Kirstie Alley, Lisa Marie Presley, Jason Lee, star of My Name is Earl, Tom Cruise, and Katie Holmes.

	 

	So, does Scientology really go after those celebrities as a tactic? Yes, it is one of their schemes to get people sucked in because many folks feel that if an actor they really like, for example Tom Cruise, is in it, they are open to getting in as well. If one of their favorite sports stars is a Scientologist, maybe it’s something to check out. So, we’re going to see them admit they deliberately target Hollywood because that’s their propaganda machine. When we look at some of the aspects of Scientology that new people are asked to swallow, like their supposed psychological evaluation by pop cans, their version of how everything was originally created, and the explanation for why we have problems today, you’re going to say, “You’ve got to be kidding me! Who would ever buy into these types of carnival-show schemes?” But if they can get Hollywood’s influential people to show that they’re in it, and maybe even promoting it publicly, other folks get sucked into it too.

	 

	And as we’re heard before and we’ll see in the next video transcript, when they get celebs and elites, like politicians, into Scientology, they of course hook them up to the E-Meter pop can sessions to be audited just like everyone else. As these auditors are getting them to divulge secrets, what is Scientology stealthily doing? They are recording the whole thing. So, maybe some of these Hollywood elites want to leave because maybe they finally found out what these guys really believe and it’s wacky, but they can’t because of the potential blackmail by Scientology. Let’s take a look at how Scientology really does go after Hollywood figures:

	 

	News channel commentary: “Many celebrities swear by Scientology. There’s John Travolta, Juliette Lewis, Jenna Elfman and Jason Lee. Kirstie Alley, Leah Remini and Sophia Milos, not the King, Elvis, but his wife and daughter, Beck, singer and Bart Simpsons cartoon…”

	 

	Commentary: “Well, it’s the actress doing his voice, Nancy Cartwright. And it is no coincidence.”

	Ex Scientologist, Karen Pressley: “We were put under incredible duress, actually, to recruit celebrities.

	 

	Commentary: “In my mission to find out if Cruise is in control, or out of control, I met former Scientologist Karen Pressley. She says she used to work full time at the church’s exclusive celebrity center in Hollywood. Her job, she says: recruiting the stars.”

	 

	Reporter interviews Pressley: “Was there a list?”

	 

	Pressley: “Actually there was. Young actors that were really making it in film, at the time, I think were our biggest priorities.”

	 

	Commentary: “Tom Cruise was exactly that. It was 1985 and he was filming Top Gun. He says the church helped cure him of a learning disability. And in recent years, he’s out to fix the rest of us, or at least his co-workers.”

	 

	Clip of Cruise talking: “You have to understand in Hollywood, when people need help, they call me. When they’re having trouble with something, they call me because they know that I’m the type of person that they can depend on.”

	 

	Commentary: “But could Hollywood studios depend on Cruise, or has his private life blown up his public appeal? Our mission to learn more about him, takes us into one of the most personal rituals of Scientology; clutching these metal rods connected to this machine called an E-Meter. Scientologists undergo intense spiritual counseling meant to clear their minds of past traumas and self-defeating behavior. The person drawing it out of them is called an auditor.”

	 

	Reporter interviewing a former Scientology auditor, Bruce Hines: “You’ve audited, what, dozens of people or hundreds of people?”

	 

	Hines: “Maybe a thousand.”

	 

	Reporter commentary: “Bruce Hines says he spent thirty years in the church and was an auditor to the stars. He says he sat with them, drawing out their fears, secrets, past indiscretions, and he wrote everything down.”

	 

	Hines: “When I was auditing celebrities I would have to write daily: how did it go and what was happening with this person and how are they doing. And this report would go to people very high up in the organization. They keep tabs on it.”

	 

	Reporter: “Are there things in those folders, or secrets in there, that might change one’s opinion of the celebrity?”

	 

	Nines: “Definitely.”

	 

	Reporter: “For the better or worse?”

	 

	Hines: “Worse.”

	 

	Again, Scientology is keeping records and recordings of people spilling their beans and it goes to the higher ups. So, what if those people then want to leave? I can’t prove this but I’m sure that is the point where Scientology says something like this to them: 

	 

	“You want to leave? Oh, really? Are you sure you want to do that? Do you remember the incriminating, or career-ending, information you told us about yourself here, here, here, and here? And what about those things you divulged here, here, here, here, and here?”

	 

	So, Scientology specifically targets celebrities who then become one of their biggest propaganda pieces for recruiting. I think a lot of the appeal of Scientology is not because it’s so incredible, makes so much sense, or holds up to so well to scrutiny that people feel they want to adopt it, I think a lot of it is this influence because of the high profile people involved. But of course, we know those people just got snookered.

	 

	So, that was some analysis of their history and next, I want to take a look at some of Scientology’s terminology. Here is a bit of that:

	 

	“‘Analytical Mind’ is the conscious, rational, and problem-solving part of your mind. ‘Auditing’ is personal counseling using Dianetics techniques and utilizing the E-Meter for reading Engrams.”

	 

	As we saw, the E-Meter is basically a glorified $20 ohmmeter. The reason the dial moves is because of pressure from your hands and the ohmmeter will jump even more if your nervousness causes moisture and salt to contact the pop cans as you sweat.

	 

	An “Auditor” is the person, like the guy we just heard, who people spill the beans to. He was auditing by putting those celebrities through the E-Meter process. Auditors are the “session leaders.”

	 

	“‘Clear’ is the state of a person who has completed the auditing.”

	 

	So, a supposedly a Clear person is one who has gone through all the pop-can sessions with Scientology’s fancy ohmmeter, or as they call it, the E-Meter. Scientology believes that after a person has kept spilling the beans while someone is recording it on paper or electronically, then according to Scientology, you eventually get to the point where you are:

	 

	“Liberated from all Engrams and their ill effects on the mind and body.”

	 

	As we’ve seen, “Engrams” are supposedly negative subconscious events from your past. Wait until you hear that story. But, first, let me get more deeply into this idea of being “Clear.” This is one of Scientology’s important practices and beliefs. They say we all need to get clear and help to clear the whole planet, as well as the entire universe. Okay, well, that’s nice. Here’s more on their idea of clear:

	 

	“Clear is one of the major states practitioners strive for on their way up to the ‘Bridge to Total Freedom,’ which is actually total bondage. The state of Clear is reached when a person becomes free of the influence of Engrams. An Engram is an unwanted emotion or painful trauma not readily available to the conscious mind.”

	 

	So, they claim it’s all these negatives in your subconscious that have latched on inside of you and you don’t even realize they are messing everything up for you. They believe Engrams are “what causes anxiety and illnesses.” But, they say the good news is that you can apply the teachings of L. Ron Hubbard from his principles in Dianetics to go through the pop-can process and purge yourself of Engrams so you can become clear. Roy Wallis, a sociologist and department dean at Queen’s University in Belfast Ireland researched religions and said this about Scientology’s clear process:

	 

	“Being clear meant being able to do all those things which one could currently not do and to which one aspired to do so desperately.”

	 

	So, again, their teaching is that you need to submit to Scientology so you can achieve your full potential on the road to your “bridge to total freedom.” At that point, nothing will hold you back anymore from things not working out for you. But first you must deal with those awful Engrams that are coursing through your body. And luckily for you, there is a low, low, price relative to the freedom you’ll gain. That’s right, here’s that “good news,” as far as cost:

	 

	“It’s estimated, the cost of reaching clear, in Scientology, is only $128,000.”

	 

	Hey, what a deal!! That’s a bargain, right?!! But remember, the $128 grand you spend to “get clear,” is only the start of your progression through Scientology. Scientology makes this claim, about their idea of clear:

	 

	“If all individuals of the world were clear, the world would be free of drugs, war, pollution, crime, mental illness, and other ills.”

	 

	Really?! So, people in Scientology, and apparently including Tom Cruise who says people come to him for help, really believe their methodologies are desperately needed to help clear the planet and the reason everything with humans is a mess is because of these Engrams that only L. Ron Hubbard discovered. He found the secret and also the way to get rid of them. So, Scientologists really believe they’re on a mission to, basically, save the planet by getting rid of all these Engrams.

	 

	But, again, $128,000 is just the minimum to get clear, if you can even make it that far. And remember, you can always be told that you need to repeat parts or some or all of the process. As we’ve seen, from there the point of supposedly being clear, a Scientologist has to embark on their journey through the very expensive, OT levels, or Operating Thetan levels, which are supposed to be about the spirit part of people.

	 

	“The Operating Thetan levels describe the stage where the ability to operate outside the body, becomes commonplace.”

	 

	So, OT levels are where you go beyond clear and the higher you get, the more supernatural powers you supposedly have. Scientologists really believe that is how they’ll achieve supernatural powers. Hubbard describes what it will be like for you if you can get through the OT levels:

	 

	“You will be completely rehabilitated. You can do everything that you should be able to do.”

	 

	Which as we saw, includes what they call M.E.S.T. So, according to Scientology, you will then be able to control Matter, Energy, Space, and Time. So, the clear part costs you as much as a small starter home at $128,000. Scientology receives all that money and since “clear” is just a science fiction creation from Hubbard, you are left with nothing to show for all that expense. But you need to just deal with it and take out a second mortgage or whatever you have to do to get clear. Then, as you start cruising up the OT levels to become a more and more complete Operating Thetan, your reward is your control over matter, energy, space, and time, as well as the ability to control others from a distance and “create your own universe.”

	 

	Wow!! Isn’t that worth the investment, no matter what it costs? But that is what Scientologists are taught to believe and of course, we saw that every OT level also has a huge cost. Scientology has a plan to keep the money flowing in. Their followers are told that the goal is not just to get clear. It’s now the acquisition of supernatural powers. That thought sucks a lot of people in, especially these days with young people having an abundance of amazing superheroes depicted in so many modern movies. And how else are people, in our society today set up to go along with this craziness? Well, the average person does not know Jesus Christ and they are taught that life is all about them, so they already think they’re the greatest thing since sliced multi-grain bread. It’s easy to see how that mentality can get you easily sucked in to going along with the program.

	 

	Now, getting back to the terminology, “Dianetics” is the method, developed by L. Ron Hubbard of removing the so-called Engrams and their negative effects from the mind. The “E-Meter,” or the “Electro-Psycho-Meter,” is their glorified ohmmeter hooked up to the skinny pop cans that are used in their auditing process. Scientology says an Engram is this:

	 

	“The unconscious prenatal impressions accumulated by the soul during past lives.”

	 

	Hey, where in the world did Hubbard come up with that? Was it one of his creative science ideas? Well, as we saw early on, Buddhism and Hinduism influenced Hubbard. As a side note, if you’ve read many of our books that are part of this larger study called, World Religions, Cults & The Occult, you’ll notice there’s a pattern. Before we go into the teachings of each one of these cults, what do we do? We start with the history of the founder so we can understand why they believed and taught what they did. A lot of times it comes from their past experiences and influences, whether those are good, bad, and/or ugly. So, a Scientologist believes that,

	 

	“During your past lives, a mental image was recorded in the reactive mind and has negative effects on a person’s life.”

	 

	MEST is Scientology’s acronym from matter, energy, space, and time. It composes the physical universe and all that holds the Thetan, our human spirit, captive.

	 

	“Preclear” is a person undergoing Dianetics auditing and progressing towards clear. So, preclear is not there yet because they haven’t paid enough cash to make it to clear.

	 

	“‘Reactive Mind’ is the part of the mind not under a person’s rational conscious control or awareness.”

	 

	“‘Thetan’ is the immortal human soul or spiritual being. It is the true timeless identity of the individual.”

	 

	So, that was some of the terminology but now we’re going to get into some crazy stuff. I want to give you Hubbard’s extremely creative story of how humans got all messed up. And as we go through it, remember that this is actually what Scientology teaches their followers and those people really believe it. Are you ready for this? I don’t know if you may have snuck ahead and read some of it already or maybe did a search online, but hey, as I’ve said, this guy was a very good science fiction writer. In fact, he was apparently good enough to have a ton of people believe it. But, luckily, this complete fiction is coming out to the public now. The media is starting to report some of this while Scientology tries to keep a lid on it. 

	 

	So, let’s take a look at our supposed origins, as explained from the imagination of L. Ron Hubbard, which is now the ingrained beliefs of those in Scientology who essentially believe it as their gospel:

	 

	“According to Scientology, 75 million years ago…”

	 

	Hey, according to evolution, dinosaurs walked the planet around that time, if you look at ballpark figures. And we all know evolution’s dating methods are accurate, right? No, they’re not! If you haven’t had the privilege yet to check out our 42 weeks of video studies, with books also available, called the Witness of Creation Series, you’ll learn a lot about the complete bankrupt guesses that make up the core of the evolution idea. We looked at all the evidence for a young creation, earth, and universe. So, right out of the gate, Hubbard lied. But let’s just keep going and enjoy the story:

	 

	“According to Scientology, 75 million years ago, the Galactic Overlord for this sector of the galaxy was a guy named, Xenu.”

	 

	Yes, that sounds so compatible with Christianity, right? That is exciting because in the first verse of Genesis, the Bible says the same thing: 75 million years ago, Xenu created... And yet we’re told Scientology is compatible with Christianity. Hey, it was an evil galactic overlord guy called Xenu. Are you kidding me?! Let’s continue:

	 

	“He was in charge of 76 planets.”

	 

	Wow! It wasn’t just 30 or 40 planets he had to run, but this guy had 76. I have quite a challenge with only a wife, two kids, and a couple wiener dogs. But he’s got 76 worlds. This guy must have been incredible.

	 

	“He was in charge of 76 planets, including Earth.”

	 

	Now, in case you don’t know, I’m not making this next part up because it’s right here in print:

	 

	“Earth, at that time, was not known as Earth. It was known as Teegeeack.”

	 

	So, you’d pronounce it something like, Teeegeeack. That’s hilarious! Seriously?? Take a look at that name! It had to be from a time when Hubbard was first getting used to an electronic typewriter and his finger got stuck on e. Are they serious?! You really believe it was Teeegeeeeack? Okay, whatever. Here is more from our past, according to Hubbard:

	 

	“All the planets, Xenu controlled, were overpopulated.”

	 

	Oh, no! It’s that overpopulation thing.

	 

	“And on an average, each one of these plants had 170 billion people.”

	 

	So, it looks like the same overpopulation problem we’re told Earth is now having. But, of course, that’s not even true. It continues:

	 

	“Social problems dictated that Xenu rid his sector of the galaxy of this overpopulation problem. So, he developed a plan.”

	 

	Now, if you’re familiar with the latest Marvel movie that smashed all sales records, Infinity Wars, I’m honestly curious about whether someone, somehow involved with Scientology, maybe had influence over the writing of that script. The premise of that movie is how Thanos, the main bad guy character, felt that it was his duty to depopulate the universe because of the overcrowding. That’s the same history Scientology believes, so that’s interesting. Maybe it’s just a coincidence. I don’t know.

	 

	So, I’ll ask the question again: does this sound just like the Bible’s creation story? Does this sound like the reasoning behind Jesus coming to the earth to die on the cross? No, it does not and we’re just getting started.

	 

	So, back in Hubbard’s story, Xenu has this overpopulation problem that is creating all kinds of havoc in our galaxy. What is he going to do? How is he going to stop to it? Well, let’s take a look:

	 

	“Xenu sent out tax audit demands to all these trillions of people.”

	 

	So, Hubbard claims Xenu sicked the IRS on them!! Now, that would certainly scare those planetary people, but listen to how Xenu used those audits to trick those trillions. As everyone knows, when the IRS comes knocking, you have to obey, so Xenu used that to his advantage to get them all where he wanted them. Listen to this:

	 

	“As each one entered the audit centers for the income tax inspections, the people were seized, held down, and injected with a mixture of alcohol and glycol, and frozen.”

	 

	Hey, I’m telling you, that’ll happen. Have you ever sat in the government offices of an IRS man? You’re so scared it freezes you.

	 

	But that’s what happened to Xenu’s victims. They got injected and it was probably right in the neck and they froze. This guy is a genius with how he used the IRS to snooker those good people of this galaxy sector. Hey, I’m not making this up. This is all really what they teach as the stone-cold Scientology truth about our origins. So, now that Xenu had them all frozen, here’s what happened next:

	 

	“All 13.5 trillion of these frozen people were put into spaceship’s that looked exactly like our DC-8 airplanes, except that the spaceships had rocket engines instead of propellers.”

	 

	Those guys were smart to ditch the propellers since space has no wind. You can’t get anything by Xenu. And hey, I looked it up to find that DC-8 airplanes were made from 1958 to 1972. So, those people, and especially Xenu, were so technologically advanced that they traveled the galaxy and maybe the universe but apparently, they had only made it as far as the technology of our 1960’s airplanes. Give me a break! Are you serious!?

	 

	“Xenu’s entire fleet of DC8-like spaceships then flew to planet Earth.”

	 

	Xenu has all those frozen aliens who got snookered by the IRS program.

	 

	“He dumped them in and around volcanoes in the Canary Islands and the Hawaiian Islands.”

	 

	But that was not good enough for Xenu because he was concerned that they may survive and spill the beans on the IRS’s freezing of those galaxy creatures. So, here’s what Xenu did:

	 

	“When Xenu’s air force had finished dumping the bodies into the volcanoes, hydrogen bombs were dropped…”

	 

	Because again, we all know galactic aliens had only advanced as far as the US technology of the 50’s and 60’s like a DC-8 airplanes and hydrogen bombs. Luckily, we humans had just achieved that technology at the time Hubbard wrote this stuff. Whatever.

	 

	“Hydrogen bombs were dropped into the volcanoes and the frozen space aliens were vaporized.”

	 

	But, hey, Hubbard believes in reincarnation, right? So, what if those frozen blown-up galactic-citizen’s spirits got away? What if these spirits then reincarnated somewhere and let the space cat out of space bag? Well, here’s what other precautions Xenu took to combat that issue:

	 

	“However, Xenu’s plan involves setting up electronic traps in Teegeeack’s atmosphere, which were designed to trap the souls or spirits of these dead, space aliens.”

	 

	Yup, those rascally spirits were going to try getting away, but Xenu even had a plan for that. He snatched them right up.

	 

	“When the 13.5 trillion spirits, dead space aliens, were being blown around in the nuclear winds, electronic traps worked like a charm and captured all the souls in the electronic sticky flypaper-like traps.”

	 

	Now, do you see why Scientology is trying to keep this part of their teachings away from the public eye. And we’re not even done yet. So, once these blown-up IRS-snookered spirits, of trillions of aliens, are stuck on the sticky flypaper traps, because a galactic overlord felt it was his duty to get rid of them:

	 

	“They were taken to huge multiplex cinemas.”

	 

	It just keeps getting better, right? Can you believe that? So, Xenu has these space alien spirits stuck in flytrap suction things and then forces them to go to the movies. And you’re probably wondering what other mid-twentieth-century technology will pop in our origins story. Well, here’s more on the actions of our high-tech Xenu:

	 

	“He had previously instructed his forces to build, on Teegeeack, all these multiplex cinemas.”

	 

	He knew these spirits were going to make a run for it but why would he force them to go to the movies? What’s up with that? Well, listen to this high-tech genius plan:

	 

	“In these movie theaters, these spirits had to spend many days watching special 3D movies.”

	 

	And we’re going to see his purpose was not just to sell popcorn to make some cash. At least I don’t think he ran out those dancing condiments where the popcorn box comes out with the hotdog behind as they’re singing about refreshments. I think it was more than that. In fact, his reasoning for why they were put into these movie plex theatres, all over our planet, involved two crucial aspects. Here is the first:

	 

	“To implant into the spirits, a false reality; the reality that WOGS know, on Earth today.”

	 

	Guess who the WOGS are? You and I, the non-Scientologists are considered WOGS. These dead space aliens implanted their false reality into us humans. Now the second important part of Xenu’s plan was:

	 

	“To control these spirits for all eternity so that they could never cause trouble for Xenu in this sector of the galaxy.”

	 

	These dead space alien spirits were brainwashed so even if they escaped, they won’t remember what Xenu did to them. That sounds like an evil overlord, right? Let’s take a look at how the brainwashing procedure worked:

	 

	“During these films, many false pictures and stories were implanted into the spirits, which resulted in the spirits believing in all the things that control mankind on Earth today, including religion.”

	 

	But, apparently, Hubbard’s religion is okay so there might be a little duplicity there.

	 

	“The concept of religion, including God, Christ, Mohammed, Moses, etc., were all implanted false reality that to this very minute are used to control WOGS on earth.”

	 

	Whoa!! What was that?! God and Christ are false realities? Yet, they claim Scientology is compatible with Christianity!! The whole foundation of Scientology denies Jesus and God! Hubbard is denying everything Christians believe in. He says that what Christians believe is a false reality implanted into us from these dead space aliens. And again, how can they claim Scientology is perfectly compatible? They can’t. But let’s move on:

	 

	“When the films ended and the souls left the cinema, they started to stick together in clusters of a few thousand and they remained that way until mankind began to inhabit the earth.”

	 

	Hey, why do you suppose they stuck together? Well, of course they did. We’ve all been in those big movie complexes with a ton of people dropping candy, soda, and popcorn on the floor, so your shoes stick to it as you clomp through to your seat. Maybe I’m reading too much into it, but I’m sure that’s why they got stuck together.

	Next, we find out where man really got messed up. Forget Adam and Eve, or even satan, because remember, Hubbard had an evolutionary mindset. So, it turns out, when evolutionary processes had finally evolved rocks into people; man was unlucky enough to run into the spirits of those brainwashed, clumped-together, and dead, space aliens. 

	 

	“Today on earth, all the spirits of these aliens have attached themselves to our bodies and are the root cause of all the false reality that all but Scientology’s OT 8’s on earth experience.”

	 

	So, turn to someone and say, “Get these dead space aliens off me!!” But that’s where those Engrams come from. It’s dead space aliens who’ve attached to our human bodies. Can you believe that? And before latching onto us, those aliens got stuck together in clusters because they kept spilling their soft drinks and no one cleaned it up. I don’t know, whatever. Now, here’s the end result of that story and also how Scientology makes a boatload of money from it:

	 

	“It’s the job of all Scientologists to remove this false reality from the world by auditing each and every space alien spirit and human on earth to CLEAR, not only this planet but, the entire universe.”

	 

	Wow, what a mission!! Right? But that work pays nothing and instead will cost you dearly, both financially and spiritually. Oh, by the way, you’ll be happy to know justice was served to Xenu. Here we find out the evil galactic overlord didn’t get away with it:

	 

	“As for Xenu, the loyal officers of the Marcab Confederation finally discovered how evil he was and overthrew him. He’s now locked away in a mountain on one of the planets and kept in by a force field powered by any eternal battery.”

	 

	Woo hoo!! Xenu didn’t win!! But, unfortunately, we have to clean up his mess by scraping all these dead space aliens off you and me. We need to help everyone get rid of them to save the Earth!! So, if you could just hold these two pop cans, which are hooked up to an ohmmeter, and then spill your deepest darkest secrets, we’ll only charge you $128,000 for it. You’ll only be part way there but it’s a start, right?

	 

	Now, I know you’re thinking, “Come on. Do they really believe that?” Well hey, I think many of them are probably a bit nervous to go to the movies now with all those clusters of sticky space alien spirits floating around. Of course, I had fun with that, and I don’t mean to be disrespectful, but I don’t know how you read all that without joking. This story is really what they believe!  

	 

	So, to answer the question of whether they really believe the story I just gave you, I’m going to share two video transcripts that I wove together into one. It was a lot of work, but I think the result is worth it. However, one of the two is from the television cartoon show, South Park, and I do not recommend it. I don’t think I’ve ever watched a whole episode; just bits and pieces people put on YouTube. Again, I don’t recommend the show but apparently, they did a whole episode on Scientology and did get it right in their portrayal of what Scientology really believes.  

	 

	For more emphasis on each point of the story, I pieced the South Park video transcript together with another video of Hubbard speaking. You’re going to read the transcript of the two going back and forth between what Scientologists really believe, as presented by South Park, interspersed with L. Ron Hubbard actually saying the same thing in recordings. This is really what L. Ron Hubbard claims, and Scientology teaches, so Scientologists need to own up to this: 

	 

	Cartoon depicting a Scientology leader talking to a main character, Stan, of South Park: “You see Stan, there is a reason for people feeling sad and depressed; an alien reason. It all began 75 million years ago. Back then there was a galactic federation, which was ruled over by the evil lord Xenu.”

	 

	Still picture of Hubbard with him speaking in a recording: “They had elected a fella by the name of Xenu, it could be spelled, Xenu, to the supreme ruler.”

	 

	South Park: “Xenu thought his galaxy was overpopulated.”

	 

	Hubbard: “These planets averaged one hundred seventy-eight billion human beings per planet; 178 billion. There were 250 billion on this planet. The name of this planet was Teegeeack and this is known as the bomb place and this is the evil place. This is the place where they all got smashed.”

	 

	South Park: “And so he rounded up countless aliens from all different planets and then had those aliens frozen.”

	 

	Hubbard: “The trick was to shoot somebody, to disable somebody; very often a needle into a lung and at the same time to hit him with frozen alcohol and glycol, which preparation is guaranteed to pick up a Thetan. All they had to do was pick him up, put him in a refrigerator, and they had him, boy. If he tried to exteriorize from the body, there he was, frozen.”

	 

	South Park shows Xenu freezing the bodies of aliens as the following caption appears at the bottom of the scene and continues to show in much of the rest of South Park’s cartoon: 

	 

	“This is what Scientologists actually believe.”

	 

	South Park: “The frozen alien bodies were loaded onto Xenu’s galactic cruisers, which looked like DC-8’s, except with rocket engines.”

	 

	Hubbard: “And ah, they throw them into collection points, boxed them up in boxes, [and] threw them into space planes, which are the exact copy of DC-8’s. The DC-8 airplane is the exact copy of the space plane of that day.”

	 

	South Park: “The cruisers then took the frozen alien bodies to our planet, Earth, and dumped them into the volcanoes of Hawaii.”

	 

	Hubbard: “And they took these people, in boxes and so forth, and they dumped them and then they set off hydrogen bombs on the top of each primary volcano there on this particular planet, Earth.”

	 

	South Park: “The aliens were no longer frozen. They were dead. The souls of those aliens, however, lived on and all floated up towards the sky. But the evil lord Xenu had prepared for this. Xenu didn’t want their souls to return and so he built giant soul catchers in the sky.”

	 

	Hubbard: “And when they blew up, it blew the Thetans into the air and after the bomb, an electronic ribbon, which also was a type of standing wave, was erected over the area. The tremendous winds of the planet, blew everything there straight into those particular vacuum zones, which had been created.”

	 

	South Park: “The souls were taken to a huge soul-brainwashing facility, which Xenu had also built on earth. There, the souls were forced to watch days of brainwashing material, which tricked them into believing a false reality.”

	 

	Hubbard: “These were brought down, packed up, and put in front of protection machines, which with sound and color pictures, first gave them the implant, which you know as ‘clearing course.’ And then a whole track implanted, which you know as OT 2. After this, however, about the remainder of the 36 days, which is the bulk of them, is taken up with a 3D super colossal motion picture, which has to do with God, the Devil, space opera, etc. They go five pictures to five words.”

	 

	South Park: “Xenu then released alien souls, which roamed the earth aimlessly in a fog of confusion.”

	 

	Hubbard: “It goes on for about 36 days and then they were sort of left to wander out.”

	South Park: “At the dawn of man, the souls finally found bodies, which they could grab onto. They attached themselves to all mankind, which still to this day causes all our fears, our confusions, and our problems.”

	 

	Stan from South Park: “Scientology is just a big fat global scam.”

	 

	Even Stan gets it. Can you believe that? If you’d like to see the actual video that you read the transcript of, it’s at GetALifeMedia.com under “Watch Video” and then Scientology, part 9, at 39 minutes and 30 seconds. Again, it took a lot of work to weave the two videos together, but my concern was that if I just showed the cartoon, Scientologists would say, “Oh, that’s not really what we believe.” But, this way, you heard Hubbard back up the cartoon on every point. And there is a whole lot more if you do the research but that whole story is really what he taught as the truth of our human origins. 

	 

	So, as we saw with our theme verse for this chapter, the Bible says they can try to conceal the truth, but it’s going to come out. And that’s what we just saw even though Scientology has tried very hard to keep it under wraps. 

	 

	Now, of course, South Park only had the cartoon and didn’t intersperse Hubbard’s own words with it like we did, but how do you think Scientology reacted to the creators of South Park when their cartoon was released? As we’ve come to expect, Scientology went after them big time because that’s their pattern, right? When anyone says something negative about Scientology, they’re passive, just stand by their truth, and they let the chips fall where they may, right? Are you kidding me? We know that’s not true, because it’s not at all what they normally do. They will go after you in any way they can. They’ll infiltrate your company or government entity, dig up dirt on you, and sue you. And that’s exactly what they did to get back at South Park. Scientology actually sent a person to become an intern so they could dig up dirt on the creators of the South Park cartoon. Here’s that report:

	 

	Woman reporter for The Young Turks television show: “Marty Rathbun is a former executive with the Church of Scientology and he defected from the church back in 2004 and now recently he is publishing all these documents on his personal blog that indicate that the Church of Scientology was investigating the creators of South Park after they released this cartoon episode called, ‘Trapped in the Closet.’ In that episode, they were making fun of the Church of Scientology and they were supposedly revealing certain secrets from the Church of Scientology. That made the Church of Scientology extremely upset, so what did they want to do? They wanted to launch a smear campaign. So, they started investigating Trey Parker and Matt Stone’s personal lives to see if they can find any dirt on them.”

	 

	Main Host of Young Turks: “Let me tell you what I’m fascinated by and not fascinated by: I am fascinated at what would smear those two guys because what can you do them that they haven’t already done, right? What I’m not fascinated by, is what Scientology is trying to do, is kind of strike back. They do it all the time. That’s one of their main tools. If you ever criticize Scientology, they rummage through your garbage and try to, you know, sometimes follow you even; try to get dirt on you to attack you. This is their campaign of intimidation and I’m glad it didn’t work with South Park.”

	 

	Reporter: “But they went to extreme lengths to get people to infiltrate the South Park Studios, or Comedy Central studios. So, for instance, they found an intern, they had the intern apply for a position there, and then the intern was basically monitoring what was going on in the studio, which first of all, I think is ridiculous. That would make me so...that makes me uncomfortable. But the moles...it was hilarious because they weren’t able to find any relevant information. So, the information consisted of: ‘Okay we have Joe Schm,o and Joe Schmo is in charge of animation and then it turns out that Trey Parker drives a gray Altima; like stupid information like that.”

	 

	Host joking: “Ooooh...and they have three printers and two copiers acting like he’s talking into a walkie-talkie. ‘Over.’”

	Reporter: “And as you mentioned, they did go through garbage and they still did not manage to find anything. The only information that they managed to find was that Trey Parker and Matt Stone have celebrity friends (oh, good job), John Stamos and Rebecca Romijn. And what they planned on doing with that, is trying to find a smear campaign on their celebrity friends.”

	 

	Host: “This is really sad, actually. I’m starting to feel bad for the Scientology folks.”

	 

	Notice how they couldn’t find anything, even though they apparently sent a mole in, which is the same infiltration tactic they’ve always used. It’s nothing new for them as we’ve been tracking in this study. It’s what they do all the time. And when they couldn’t find dirt on the South Park creators, they still didn’t give up. They shamelessly went after whoever they could find that were friends of the creators. It was all to get them to shut up about Scientology. But my question is, hey, if the story of your religion is so true, why do you have to resort to that? Why is that your technique?

	 

	Now obviously this back story created by Hubbard is kind of funny, but it’s actually what they say is their background, and it’s what they really believe. You can imagine how embarrassing the story is when it comes out. And it is coming out because people are getting access to the information, defecting from Scientology, and spilling the beans about what’s really happening in Scientology behind the scenes. What they’re really up to is coming out, as well as what they really believe, as taught by L. Ron Hubbard. And they don’t want that to come out because again, they believe this guy was it, he reached the highest levels, he was so spiritual that he made it all the way through the OT levels and he didn’t even need his body anymore. That’s how they explained his death.

	 

	So, they can’t back track now and say that what he taught is not correct and it doesn’t work that way. They’re all in at this point because Hubbard has been designated as their sort of supernatural “Source.” Scientology needs to keep him up there at the top in their follower’s minds with the entire facade they’ve built around their genius founder, LRH. 

	 

	But again, that story is still getting out so when a Scientologist is confronted with this belief of Xenu, the evil galactic overlord, and dead space aliens, how are they to handle it? Well, they either flat out lie or they just refuse to answer. I’ll give you one example as we wrap up this chapter. This is a guy named, Tommy Davis. Amongst other positions in Scientology, at one-point Davis was the vice president of the Celebrity Center, which we saw works with all the celebrities. As far as I know, still to this day, Davis is really good friends with Tom Cruise. In the transcript of this video clip, Davis is confronted about this belief in Xenu. Notice here how he handles it by not even remotely trying to answer the question. He only ignores it and goes on the attack. His response speaks volumes. Here is that interview of Tommy Davis:

	 

	Martin from ABC News: “Do you believe that there was a Galactic Emperor called, Xenu, who brought his people to earth 75 million years ago and buried them in volcanoes?”

	 

	Tommy: “OK.”

	 

	Martin: “Do you believe that?”

	 

	Tommy: “Martin, I am not going to discuss the disgusting perversions of Scientology beliefs that can be found now commonly on the Internet and be put in the position of talking about things...ah, ah, ah...talking about things that are so fundamentally offensive to Scientologists to discuss.”

	 

	Martin: “Well, I have the burden of my own journalistic responsibility that I bring to this meeting and I hope that I’ve been appropriately respectful of you in my asking of the questions.”

	 

	Tommy: “Well, you haven’t to the degree that the question that you asked me, you know by virtue of the fact that it’s been made very clear in other media entities that it’s something that we consider offensive and it’s a violation of my religious beliefs to talk about them.”

	 

	Martin: “So just for clarification…”

	 

	Tommy clears his throat loudly.

	 

	Martin: “Just for clarification, do you personally believe…”

	 

	Tommy: “I’m going to stop you. If you’re going to ask me that question again and you’re going to repeat things about volcanoes and this kind of thing and so on and so forth, I will stand up and walk out Martin, because...because what you’re doing by doing that, if you are intentionally asking me things, which you know I find offensive and you’re insisting on asking me of them. So, I’m asking you one more time…”

	 

	Martin: “Mr. Davis, I’m not trying to offend anybody. I’m just trying to ask you a series of questions about the public faith that you have. I’m not trying to mock you. I’m trying to understand what your beliefs are. You have explained what auditing is. You have explained the growth of the church. You’ve done all of those things.”

	 

	Tommy: “Ah, huh. Sure.”

	 

	Martin: “I am asking you...in the context of those questions, is it true that L. Ron Hubbard said that understanding the origins of the human race, as described through Xenu and the intergalactic emperor, is it true that somebody would…”

	 

	Tommy Davis stands, rips off the microphone package, drops it to the floor, and walks out.

	 

	Wow. Notice how he danced around the whole thing, refused to answer, and gave a kind of logical absurdity. The reporter was just asking about his religious beliefs when Davis said that asking the question is a violation of his religious beliefs. How is that violating them? And then Davis wants to have his cake and eat it too. He said that asking what the reporter did is offensive to him. But the reporter was just quoting what his founder said. So, how’s that offensive? And at the same time, Scientologists tell us that Hubbard is the greatest thing since sliced bread. And then Davis tried to save face with a show of bravado in acting so offended and storming out.

	 

	But no matter what obfuscations Scientologists might make in public, that’s really what they believe. And why is it that they believe such an outlandish story? It’s because they got it all wrong by choosing to start with the wrong source of authority. They don’t follow the Scripture but instead follow a man who was a science fiction writer, involved in the occult, and influenced by Hinduism, Buddhism, eastern mysticism, secular psychology, and evolution. And when you start with the wrong source of authority, it all spills downhill from there. So now we’re going to see that their source of authority is completely wrong. And again, if you get the source of authority wrong, you miss all the other core beliefs like the nature of God, the nature of man, the person and work of Jesus Christ, and the means of salvation.  

	 

	After analyzing Scientology’s source of authority, we’ll get into a couple of studies on Hollywood and the elite. Then lastly, but definitely most importantly, we will take a look at how in the world we can witness to these guys. 
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	In this chapter about Scientology, the “science fiction occult” organization, we’re going to focus on that science fiction factor. Again, by way of recap, Scientology came from L. Ron Hubbard, who was deeply involved with the occult. It all started with Dianetics, which is the book he’s most known for, but it was all taken away because Hubbard got caught perpetrating a sham with it. So, he renamed the ideas in the book, and his organization became Scientology, and he turned it into a religion. Later he got the rights to Dianetics back and started off again by cracking down on his organization with some serious control tactics. He was never again going to let anyone take his moneymaking machine away. He developed a military, clergy, CIA-type subgroup called the Guardian’s Office, and the Rehabilitation Project Force, which are their gulag-style work camps for punishing their internal non-conformists.

	 

	Then Hubbard died but before that, there was a hostile takeover by the current leader, David Miscavige. Miscavige is a very abusive man and has been the new face of Scientology for the last thirty years. In fact, any Scientologist he perceives in a negative light is in danger of being tossed into The Hole. We also saw that Miscavige’s own wife disappeared over ten years ago and many strange deaths have occurred in relation to his time with Scientology.

	 

	In the last chapter we took a look at Scientology’s version of man’s history with the story of Xenu, the Galactic Overlord. Seventy-five million years ago, and much like Thanos in the current Marvel movie series, Infinity Wars, Xenu supposedly decided to depopulate the universe because he felt it was his right to help out the universe’s overpopulation problem. So, Xenu tricked all inhabitants in our sector of the galaxy by putting them under IRS audits. When those taxpayers showed up, Xenu had them injected with glycol alcohol to freeze everyone. He took the iced aliens, dumped them in volcanoes here on our planet, and in case the lava didn’t do the job, blew them up by throwing hydrogen bombs in after them. These dead alien’s souls then floated up to where Xenu’s fly paper caught them together on big sticky clumps. Those alien soul clusters then waited for humans to “evolve” to the point where the gluey alien’s souls glommed onto us. As Hubbard goes on to tell it, to this day, those goopy alien souls, residing throughout us humans, are the source of all of our problems. But, luckily, those personal issues, or Engrams, can be handled by confessing your deepest, darkest, secrets to another Scientologist, who may be recording you while you’re hooked up to Hubbard’s pop-can ohmmeter. It all sounds like a science fiction story because it is. But that is what they believe. Scientology has a science fiction writer’s stories as their religion.

	 

	Now, we want to get into Scientology’s source of authority. Both secularly and biblically, by definition, Scientology is a cult. Why are they a cult? Well, the signature aspect of a cult is that it gets life wrong in the five classic areas. We’ve looked at these areas for many cults we’ve studied in our larger series called, World Religions, Cults & The Occult. But the root of their problem in getting it all wrong, which starts with a bad source of authority. 

	 

	Where do we Christians get our authority? Where do we derive our belief system? It’s the Bible and only the Bible. I’ve said it until I’m blue in the face because it’s important. Since when is the Bible alone not good enough? Since when do we need something outside the Scriptures? Since when do we need to have a new, new, new, word from God? Once we’re set on our source of authority being the Bible, then we can witness to Scientologists, Mormons, Jehovah’s Witnesses, and anyone else that is not solely reliant on God’s Holy-Spirit-breathed word, which is contained in the Bible. Cults always believe they have a new revelation, or new teaching. But, if they’d just stick with the real Bible, they’d be okay. The reason why there are so many different cults with false teachers presenting false teachings, including twisted versions of Christianity, is because people are getting outside the Bible. That is exactly the reason!

	 

	So, what is Scientology’s source of authority, from which they derive their belief system? For Scientologists, their source of authority is the writings, speeches, and weird non-cool songs produced from the imagination of L. Ron Hubbard. And of special importance, is his book, Dianetics: The Modern Science Of Mental Health. So, in a nutshell, Dianetics is their “bible,” though I use that loosely because that one book is not the only writing they count as their “scriptures.” Everything their “messiah,” L. Ron Hubbard has said, is what they hold as their sacred gospel.

	 

	Those types of beliefs are exactly what Jesus warned would happen in the last days. Let’s look at Matthew 24:3 where Jesus warns about this even before he later mentions things like earthquakes, famines, and pestilence. How else do we know when the time of the end is getting close? Though we won’t know the day nor the hour, how do we know it’s getting close to Jesus Christ’s return? Here is verse 3:

	 

	“As Jesus is was sitting on the Mount of Olives, the disciples came to him privately, ‘Tell us,’ they said, ‘when will this happen and what will be the sign of your coming and the end of the age?’ Jesus answered, ‘Watch out that no one deceives you.’”

	 

	In fact, all throughout Matthew 24, Jesus repeatedly mentions deceit, deceit, deceit, and false teachers, false prophets, and false teachings. Jesus’ second coming will be at the end of the seven-year tribulation. However, before that time will be a period of deceit like we can’t even believe. Deception is the first thing on Jesus’ list. He tells us to watch out that no one deceives us. Why? It’s because of the characteristics of that time. Here is more from Jesus:

	 

	“For many will come in my name claiming, ‘I am the Christ,’ and will deceive many.”

	 

	So, these false teachers will not only claim to be Jesus himself, but actually profess to be “The Christos,” the Messiah, or the Anointed One. Notice an article, “the,” before Christ. “The Christ” is a New Age term and represents “the” supposed “Christ consciousness,” which they say we can tap into, and for the ability to achieve superpowers. That’s interesting. So, what Jesus tells us to watch out for is those posing as “the Christ,” which is someone claiming to be a Jesus or Messiah-type figure. He or she will tell us that they are the one who has the real truth and will lead us back to it. The New Age movement has a term that fits in with this: the Christ Consciousness. 

	 

	But, luckily, no one in our day will be deceived because humans are sticking with the Bible like we’re supposed to, right? No, that would be an incorrect translation of what Jesus said. He said, many will be deceived. And why is that? I say it often. If people would just stick with the Bible, they can’t be deceived. They cannot be deceived because the Bible is true and has been proven to be true over and over again. 

	 

	But Scientology’s source of authority is L. Ron Hubbard. He is their messiah, or Christ figure.

	 

	“Scientology continued on after Hubbard’s death and is now publishing new materials and producing educational promotional material, on top of that.”

	 

	Let’s take a closer look at Scientology’s source of authority. We’ve already dealt with some of this but since we’re on the topic, I want to touch on it again and then we’ll move on to the reason they get their version of God wrong. As we know, Hubbard not only wrote a book called Dianetics, to his credit he was a very prolific author who wrote all kinds of different material. And it wasn’t all science fiction. He also wrote fantasy, adventure fiction, aviation, travel, mystery, western, and romance. Yes, he’s known for Scientology’s “bible,” Dianetics, but he wrote all kinds of stuff, and not only that, he even wrote in many different genres. 

	 

	He also wrote under a bunch of pseudonyms. A couple of the more popular names he chose for himself were Kurt von Rachen, which may have been an appeal to manly men. He also had the much softer pseudonym, Rene Lafayette, which I guess was the Frenchman coming out of Hubbard. Those two were his principal pseudonyms. Besides those, I don’t think you’re going to need a word from God to figure out the genre of this next one: Winchester Remington Colt. I wonder if the German version books with that pseudonym ended with Luger. Whatever. But, if you haven’t gotten it by now, that genre rhymes with western. Others Hubbard went by were Lieutenant Jonathan Daly, Captain Charles Gordon, Bernard Hubbel, Michael Keith, and “Legionnaire 148.” Apparently, the latter was not good enough, so Hubbard took it to the next level with, “Legionnaire 14830.” He also used Ken Martin, Scott Morgan, Lieutenant Scott Morgan, Barry Randolph, and Captain Hubbard Reynolds. 

	 

	Hubbard’s very first story, which was published in 1932 was simply called, “Tah.” The follow up to that one was “Dah.” So, together they were “Tah dah!” Hey, if he’s going to put out stories, I can make one up too. But those titles were not a joke. That’s really what he called them.       

	 

	So, this guy was a prolific author who could crank out the material and I’m specifically using that word, “crank,” because it’s related to the reason Hubbard produced so much. You may have heard the same name used as the street name for a hardcore illegal drug called “crystal methamphetamine.” In the drug-addict community, it’s called “Crank.” Hubbard was on some serious drugs, which we’ll talk more about in a minute.

	Again, Hubbard’s big breakthrough, as far as making a large amount of money, was Dianetics. For all those prior years before Dianetics, from the early 1930’s to 1950’s, he was really financially struggling. But he desperately wanted money, so he developed his own religion. Then from 1950 forward, he mostly focused on creating Scientology material. It wasn’t until the mid 1980’s that he got back into writing science fiction with stories we saw like Battlefield Earth and the Mission Earth Chronicles, which both sold well.

	 

	So, again, all these Hubbard writings are where Scientology derives their belief system. It’s all from the stories written by this guy who made up a religion and now Scientology archives every last bit of his writings. Remember, Hubbard’s whole scheme started out when he wrote and owned his Dianetics material. But then he lost it to a man he sold the rights to. He actually went to court to get the rights to Dianetics back. Among other underhanded tactics he used against the guy who bailed him out when he was bankrupt, Hubbard threatened to sue the man, which is a tactic often used by Scientology ever since. Hubbard did get the rights to Dianetics back and it became the basis of Scientology.

	 

	Now since their source of authority is the science fiction writings of Hubbard, it’s important that we look at where Hubbard got his inspiration for those stories and it was a combination of several different influences. Dianetics came out, and had the same premise as his previous work, Excalibur. And his inspiration for Excalibur came from a drug experience. He was at a dentist’s office where he became totally loopy on nitrous oxide. He called it a near-death experience, but it was just a trip to the dentist involving common laughing gas. So, early on, drugs influenced Hubbard’s writings. And we’ll get much more into how drugs were a prominent part of Hubbard’s inspiration for the materials he wrote that Scientology now uses as their source of authority, or “scriptures.”

	 

	Besides a lot of drugs, we saw that another influence on Hubbard’s writing was the occult. Hubbard learned occult practices from Aleister Crowley and even performed occult rituals with Jack Parsons where they carried out sex magick occult practices. Hubbard was also heavily into hypnotism. A lot of people don’t realize that, in the 1940’s, Hubbard practiced hypnosis and even worked in Hollywood posing as a Swami. That gig was just more of Hubbard trying to earn some cash because, again, he struggled for money until Dianetics came out in the 1950’s, but then lost it all before gaining it back again. Scientology actually claims Hubbard’s experience with hypnosis led him to create Dianetics.  

	 

	Now, here’s something interesting: Scientologists are taught that our dating system, involving A.D., revolves around Hubbard. I’m sure you think nobody would fall for this but as you read about what Scientology teaches, remember that Scientologists are led to believe Hubbard’s writings are their source of authority just as we Christians revere our Bible. That is our authoritative Scripture and a science fiction writer is whom they believe in. So, Scientologists believe everything Hubbard wrote is true, including the idea that A.D. revolves around the publication date of Dianetics. If a Scientologist is talking about “A.D. 25,” for example, to them it does not mean what we think of it. We know it is “anno Domini,” which, in Latin, is short for “anno Domini nostri Jesu Christi,” or “in the year of our Lord Jesus Christ.” So, AD 25 stands for “25 years after Jesus.” Well, believe or not, for a Scientologist, Hubbard’s library of works, their “bible,” informs them that A.D. actually means, “After Dianetics.” 

	 

	That speaks volumes about the veracity of the authority Scientologists follow, which is Hubbard as their messiah, or Christ-like figure. Even a secular scholar, Hugh Urban, says this:

	 

	“Scientology is perhaps best understood as the religion of the author; a religion based on the profound faith and ability of the individual to write his own story, imagine his own universe, and to become all powerful within that universe.”

	 

	And for Hubbard, that’s exactly what his Scientology venture was all about. He wanted to be at the top and have it all about him as the smartest guy on the planet and mankind’s gift to humanity. So, even secularists know that Scientology gets all its beliefs and practices from this guy’s imagination and his occult views. He made the whole religion up, so he is the ultimate source. 

	 

	In more than one way, Hubbard, wrote like a madman. His claims of truth are completely mad, taking drugs contributed to much mental madness while writing, and at his peak volume, he penned over 100,000 words per month. He’s remembered for his,

	 

	“Prodigious output and amazing speed, at which he could produce. He used a special electric IBM typewriter with extra keys for common words like, ‘and’ ‘the,’ and ‘but.’”

	 

	And I’d say Hubbard apparently had extra keys for the letter “e,” which caused him to come up with crazy long e names like how Earth used to be “Teegeeack.” After making up that name, I’m sure he wanted to mention his first two books: “Tah” “Dah!” Okay, sorry, I’m just trying to work with the material I’m given. Let’s move on. 

	 

	So, not only could Hubbard write well and crank it out quickly, but Scientology has supported the proliferation of his work by translating it into seventy-two different languages. Hubbard is even in the Guinness Book of Records for a few different achievements: he has the most published works and most audio books published for one author, as well as being the most translated author in the world and having the most translations of one book. That book is called, The Way to Happiness.

	 

	Now, getting back to Scientology’s source of authority; they take Hubbard’s writing so seriously that they store them all in several different bases around the world. We saw before that the one in New Mexico is called the Trementina Base and it’s where they engrave his texts onto stainless steel tablets, then encase them in titanium capsules, and place them underground. And at just this one place, they also spent multiple millions of dollars for purchase of the land, digging the underground tunnels, and building their own private airstrip. One account says this:

	 

	“Buried deep in these New Mexico hills, with steel-lined tunnels able to survive even a nuclear blast, is L. Ron Hubbard’s material.”

	 

	That includes everything Scientology could get their hands on; whatever he wrote, including, unfortunately, all his music. I don’t mean to disparage his music, if you’re into that sort of thing, but with all due respect, for your sake, I hope you’re not. Scientology even has Hubbard’s entire history of lectures. It’s all stored as thousands of metal etched records in heat-resistant titanium boxes which are playable on a solar powered turntable. The multitude of manuscripts contains only L. Ron Hubbard’s beliefs. So, to anyone seeing their operation, they certainly appear serious about preserving their source of authority.

	 

	Why would they go to all that trouble, especially if some of those running the organization might even know that Hubbard, as a messiah, is ridiculous? Well, remember that part of their practice is for Sea Org members who signed a billion-year contract. They believe in reincarnation, which is contrary to the Bible, and we’ll get to that in much greater detail in the next chapter. But Scientology teaches that humans will be going back to space and then they will return to Earth again, at a later date. In this chapter, we’ll see that much of Hubbard’s influence is centered on the science fiction he created. So, unfortunately, today, because people believe in UFOs, the average human’s mindset is ready to go along with Hubbard’s invented history of human origins, which Scientology is promoting as the truth.

	 

	In fact, as we saw, outside Scientology’s bases, even though they downplay it as rogue trackers or other silly explanations, carved into the landscapes are two humongous interlocking circles with diamonds etched into the middle of each. And Scientology refuses to publicly admit what the symbol represents:

	 

	“Scientologists believe that those symbols are going to be the return point, a road map, to help Scientologists find Hubbard’s works when they travel here in the future from other places in the universe.”

	 

	So, their story earlier was that the symbol is for Hubbard to see because he was so spiritual. After making it through all the OT levels, he just left his body and will one day come back. So, he needs to know where he left his stuff. Now, they are saying it’s not just for Hubbard. Scientologists believe they too are going to go out into space, and then eventually come back. And when they do, they want to make sure to find the source material (Hubbard’s writings).

	 

	Again, Scientology has several of these bases, and Trementina is just one of them. They have a couple of others in California, with one of them being close to the place Hubbard died. And listen to this:

	 

	“Former Scientologists, familiar with Hubbard’s teaching on reincarnation, say the symbol marks a return point so loyal staff members know where they can find the founder’s work when they travel here in the distant future from other places in the universe. As a lifetime staff member, you sign a billion-year contract and that is not just symbolic. You know you’re going to come back, and you will defend the movement, Scientology, no matter what. The fact that they would etch this into the desert to be seen from space fits into their belief system.”

	 

	Again, overall, this guy was a good story writer but one of the genres he really excelled in was science fiction. But he went beyond creating fiction when he fabricated the idea that his stories were true history and decided to make up a religion. 

	 

	Now, Let’s talk a little more about those symbols which will lead us into our next topic: how people get snookered by the false narrative that is pushed about what aliens, UFOs, and things of that nature, truly are. Here is the transcript of a video about those Scientology symbols:

	 

	CNN: “The land is rugged on the south end of the Rocky Mountain Range--a panoramic view of northeastern New Mexico, under clear skies, which makes it easier to see an unusual sight: two huge interlocking circles, markings on the desert soil, that cannot be seen from the ground, but can be seen from the heavens.”

	Former Scientologist, Michael Pattinson: “I think they’re not designed to be seen by human beings, only by alien beings.”

	 

	CNN: “Michael Pattinson says he was a member of the Church of Scientology for twenty-three years. Now he’s a disgruntled ex-member, who says the circles are signposts for reincarnated Scientologists who come from outer space.”

	 

	Pattinson: “They are markings to show the location of one of the vaults, which Scientology has prepared to safeguard the technology of L. Ron Hubbard.”

	 

	News network: “Hubbard, who died in 1986, was a science fiction writer who started the Church of Scientology. And indeed, next to its circles and a private runway, is a building with a vault built into the mountain. Current Scientologists do say their archives are held in the vaults; just as other religions safeguard their sacred texts. They say the vault is overseen by a Scientology corporation called the Church of Spiritual Technology.”

	 

	CNN Reporter, Gary Tuchman, in a helicopter looking at the symbols: “Church of Scientology officials denied CNN’s request for a tour of the compound. They say the markings are simply a logo of the Church of Spiritual Technology and that this is a non-story. But from what we’ve experienced, church officials are extremely sensitive about this nonstory.”

	 

	CNN: “A pilot we hired to fly us over the compound backed out saying he got a call from Scientologists asking him not to go with us. Other pilots said they would not fly us because they didn’t want to make the Scientologists angry. We did finally get a pilot.”

	 

	Tuchman questioning the helicopter pilot: “What do those, markings on the ground, look like, to you, from here?”

	 

	Pilot: “They look like a branding symbol a rancher might have put there.”

	 

	CNN: “The sheriff says, the notion of spacecraft returning here was not discussed with him. The former members say that’s a part of Scientology teachings.”

	 

	Pattinson: “I know it sounds very, very, bizarre but this is where reality is stranger than fiction.”

	 

	CNN: “So are the circles a landing pad for extraterrestrial vehicles? The church has not commented to us.”

	 

	Gee, I wonder why they had no comment. Notice that their symbol exposes more of their belief system, just as we saw in the “long, long, ago and far, far, away” story of seventy-five million years ago, with Xenu, the galactic overlord. It’s all part of their beliefs that they publicly deny. They disavow the true intention of those circle and diamond symbols and they certainly want to deny Xenu. But what we’ve presented is really what they teach their Scientologists so why won’t they be transparent about their beliefs? Again, it is because Hubbard was a prolific writer who excelled, especially in science fiction. He used science fiction to create a religion and when that fact comes out today, Scientology wants to backpedal. One guy added this:

	 

	“Other religions preserve their sacred texts; nothing strange there. Scientology leaders apparently just don’t want to misplace theirs. And maybe this is why somebody put the giant circles in the scrubland; because there’s nothing worse than arriving from deep space and not knowing where to park.”

	 

	Yes, nothing gets on your nerves quite like bad parking. So, that’s Scientology’s source of authority, which is all about Hubbard, their supposed messiah, or Christ-type figure. And it is so much so, that Scientology hides Hubbard’s writings in the ground because they believe they’ll be coming back to Earth in the future, so at that time they’ll need to get their hands on their ancestor’s version of truth. 

	 

	So, there’s the first sign of a cult, which Scientology fits, because they have a different source of authority than the Bible. The second aspects of cults, and the other three, spill down from that initial crucial mistake of getting the source of authority wrong. And that certainly applies to number two: the nature of God. What is Scientology’s version of God? Well, in a nutshell, they believe they are God, or that they will become a god, and that their mission is to return to the Godhead. Let’s take a look at the following explanation of Scientology’s views:

	 

	“The Church of Scientology International has no clear definition of the nature or person of God. References to a supreme being are rare.”

	 

	Again, that’s because Scientologists believe they are going to get back to their inner godhood themselves.

	 

	“The Supreme Being is defined in vague pantheistic terms”

	 

	What does Pantheistic mean? In Greek “Pan” means “all” and “theistic,” or “theos,” means “God.” So, Pantheistic means, “all is God.” So, they believe all is God, including them.

	 

	“They embrace terms like, ‘the allness of all.’”

	 

	That’s just New Age Hinduism and we’ll get to that in a minute.

	 

	“All that exists is a manifestation of the universal spirit, which is all that actually exists.”

	 

	So, as far as God, Scientology basically believes more in a Hindu version. Why? Well, we learned about Hubbard’s background, so we know where his inspiration came from. These sources of authority from which he developed his beliefs and writings (now Scientology’s source of authority), were an extensive hodgepodge of information from all over the landscape of religions, psychology, and the occult. That said, of course we don’t know how much of it he really believed, as he was not a good friend of truth. We know his belief in Pantheism came from Eastern Mysticism, Hinduism, and Buddhism.

	 

	“For Hubbard’s philosophy, he drew from a lot of different sources: the Hindu Vedas, Buddhism, Gnosticism, and Taoism.”

	 

	Gnosticism is a Greek word meaning, “to know” or “knowledge.” So, it’s about obtaining secret knowledge that a person would supposedly need to work their way back up through levels, or emanations, on their way back to their own godhood. Hey, that sounds like the whole premise of Scientology, right? Scientologists are told to work their way back up to a higher consciousness, which of course costs them some major cash. So, again, Scientology is a hodgepodge of beliefs. The American religious scholar, J. Gordon Melton, says this:

	 

	“Scientology has its roots in esoteric thought.”

	 

	Esoteric thought means higher spiritual knowledge. And again, this search for supposed secret and powerful information is how people get snookered. Here’s a dangerous phrase:

	 

	“I know that’s what the Bible says, but.”

	 

	They go on to say something like, “but I think it means...” or “but God told me...” or “but somebody else said...” or “but I heard...” Then the information is spiritualized by claiming something about how it came from an amazing experience or out of a mysterious sacred text. That is what is meant by esoteric thought. People think if they discuss these supposedly lofty esoteric ideas, they will appear spiritual. And if they really want to convince others that what they’re saying is very spiritual, while talking, they squint one eye and pucker their lips into a small circle. Try it now and you’ll see. It works really well if you pretend your lips are around the circumference of a lifesaver. Be sure to squint. Now, don’t you look like you’re saying something very deeply spiritual? Whatever. But that is their mindset. James Lewis says this about Scientology:

	 

	“Scientology is in the same lineage of supernatural religious movements of new thought.”

	 

	And that’s basically the New Age Movement. Scientology is very steeped in Eastern Mysticism, which is a foundation of New Age, which is just a huge blending together of Hinduism, Buddhism, and self-help secular psychology. The emergence of New Age thought happened the same way Hubbard contrived his views. If anything describes the formation of Scientology thought, it is probably best described as Hubbard taking the New Age mindset approach to develop his own religion. In fact, Scientology so closely resembles its New Age source in what they believe about God, the universe, and things of that nature, one analyst says this:

	 

	“Scientology has capitalized on their similarity to Buddhism to win followers in Buddhist-influenced countries like Taiwan.”

	 

	Of course, Scientology is using their similarity to Buddhism as a springboard to suck people in. Now, we’ve heard several comments about Scientology’s New Age thought and it makes sense for them because Scientology wants to pitch themselves from the New Age philosophy, that all truth is truth, which teaches that people will be just fine if they pick and choose from any claims of truth they find. They can just grab a little bit from here, there, or anywhere else. Folks can just pick whatever works for them because it is all basically the same. Everyone’s ideas are equally true. But that is certainly not so!

	 

	This is why we’re doing this enormous project, to research and then teach about World Religions, Cults & The Occult. None of them agree with each other. That’s one of the biggest lies out there! We’re told that all religions basically teach the same thing. Except that they don’t!! When people say they do, they have just told you they know virtually nothing about world religions and secondly, they don’t know anything about Orthodox Christianity because it is completely unique.

	 

	Again, Scientology wants to pitch themselves from the idea that “all truth is truth.” Remember, we’ve already seen comments by Scientologists like actor, Will Smith, who said he was raised in a Baptist home, so he knows that Scientology is 98% the same as what’s taught in the Bible. There’s also Scientology’s claim that what they believe is “not incompatible” with Christianity. What?! How in the world could they say such a thing with a straight face? And we haven’t even got to all the information we’ll see in the next chapter about Scientology’s view of man, salvation, and Jesus. Hubbard and Scientology blatantly denigrate Jesus. And that is an understatement. But how can Scientology sit there and say it is compatible with Christianity? Well, that is a tactic they use for duping people to suck them into their false teachings. It’s the idea that a person can supposedly keep his or her own religious beliefs. But we know that even that turns out to be a lie. 

	 

	Still, believe it or not, their disingenuous approach works so well, even a faction of Islam is getting pulled into Scientology. Louis Farrakhan, the leader of the Nation of Islam, is now promoting Scientology. I’m sure you’re thinking that can’t be, but he is. If you know anything about the Nation of Islam, which would be a whole other huge study, then you know it definitely feeds and builds on racism. They certainly promote anti-white man racism. But, you say, wait a minute. L. Ron Hubbard was a Caucasian man, right? He was a white guy, so why would Farrakhan be promoting Scientology? Apparently, Farrakhan’s followers had similar thoughts, because he got into a little bit of a ruckus, over his people concerned that he may have given in to the white man. How does Farrakhan answer that? Well, I actually found the video of him explaining why he is now promoting Scientology to his Nation of Islam followers. Here is that transcript:

	 

	Louis Farrakhan: “You know the critics are saying, oh, Farrakhan is talking all this black talk, but went over to this white man, L. Ron Hubbard. Stop. Stop. Stop. You know, all the prophets taught us to seek truth from the cradle to the grave. They said, wherever knowledge is, you should seek to be a possessor of it. But yet, in the back of our heads, even though we bury it far, far, away, these things haunt us. These things are impediments to our human development and progress. Islam is magnificent. It’s beautiful. We search the scriptures, as you will see and hear today, and we come up with wonderful teachings from the Honorable Elijah Muhammad. God Himself has guided us. But I found something in the teaching of Dianetics, of Mr. L. Ron Hubbard, that I saw could bring up from the depth of our subconscious mind, things that we would prefer to lie dormant. The auditing process brings it up and it’s like bringing demons out of us and just as this book the Bible says, those fellas were coming up out of the human consciousness or unconsciousness into consciousness to bring past into present so that you can get rid of the past and make a future for yourself.”

	 

	Farrakhan: “So I’ve found a tool that I know can help us and I thank God for Mr. L. Ron Hubbard. And I thank God for his research and teaching.”

	 

	Wow, who would have thought those words would come out of his mouth?! He’s getting pulled into it but he’s in for a big surprise, which I’ll get to in a minute. They are not going to bow to any other religion and they clearly admit that when you become a part of Scientology. For now, Farrakhan may be thinking it’s all good, but anyone continuing on with Scientology can expect they’ll need to be in 100% compliance with Scientology beliefs. To stay in Scientology, they’ll need to bend their knee and bow before Hubbard’s writings. Listen to this quote from Scientology’s application for tax-exempt status from the IRS:

	 

	“Although there is no policy or scriptural mandate expressly requiring Scientologists to renounce other religious beliefs or membership in other churches, as a practical matter, Scientologists are expected to, and do, become fully devoted to Scientology to the exclusion of all other faiths. As Scientologists, they are required to look only to Scientology’s scriptures for the answers to the fundamental questions of their existence, and to seek enlightenment only from Scientology.”

	 

	So, they’ll tell you it’s all compatible to get you in, but what do they expect? One day, above any other beliefs, you’re going to have to bow to the stories invented by L. Ron Hubbard because he’s their ultimate source of authority, their messiah, and their god.

	Speaking of The Christ, or messiah stuff, talked about in Matthew 24, I don’t have enough room here to get much into another Buddhist concept pushed by Hubbard, but he also taught that he was the incarnation of a certain figure in Buddhism called “Maitreya.” We’ve talked about this character in many of our prophecy studies. Here’s a little on that:

	 

	“Maitreya is the name used in Buddhism for the Buddha to come. It is believed that this Maitreya figure will be an enlightened one who will arrive as a world teacher who will be able to unite all of the world’s religions. Christians know him as ‘The Christ,’ Jews await him as their messiah, Hindus look for the coming of the Krishna, Buddhists expect him as the Maitreya, Buddha, and Muslims anticipate the Imam Mahdi, which is their version of a messiah. Maitreya will be able to guide people of every religion and those of no religion and lead them into a great political time of sharing, economic justice, social justice, and global cooperation.”

	 

	So, basically, it’s the same old utopian carrot put out to entice people to follow a person or a movement. They claim that when Maitreya comes on the scene, if you will only follow him, you’re going to finally get your man-made utopia. Buddhists, in virtually all the sacred texts, revere that idea, and the figure called Maitreya. They believe in this future Buddha to come.

	 

	Well, L. Ron Hubbard certainly believed it too, because he taught that he was Maitreya. Continuing with this Scientology concept of Hubbard as the messiah, here’s more on that:

	 

	“According to the Maitreya legend in Buddhism, he would appear in the West and have golden hair or red hair and appear in a time of world peril. The earliest of the predicted dates of his return is about 2500 years after the appearance of the original Buddha. That would put the date around the era of 1950.”

	 

	Hubbard had red hair and the date he first published Dianetics was 1950. And part of Hubbard’s belief system was that he would be an important world figure. So, in his thinking, the Buddhist’s Maitreya figure fit him.

	 

	Now, getting back to Farrakhan and the Nation of Islam, as I said, that group is eventually going to find out they will need to make a choice. Listen to this:

	 

	“Scientology is not only at odds with Islam, but Hubbard claimed that Islam was the result of an extraterrestrial memory implant.”

	 

	So, their source of authority says Islam was a faked story; but again, none of that matters to Scientology, who bends the truth as much as needed to feed their recruiting effort. They will lie straight to your face just to snooker you in. They profess to be about bringing all the world’s religions together and that their religion is the answer to world peace. They further claim that Hubbard was the Buddhist Maitreya, so if everyone would just follow Scientology, we can all get clear to save the planet. But the truth is that Scientology isn’t about working together with the other religions. It’s about bowing the knee before their source of authority, L. Ron Hubbard, who in his own mind, was Maitreya.

	 

	Now, as mentioned, Scientology also has many similarities to the New Age movement. With New Age, one practice is to attain supposed enlightened information by getting themselves into an altered state of consciousness. They do so by breathing exercises, repetitive movement, repetitive speaking, and certainly drugs. Then when in the altered state of consciousness, they connect with some sort of beings. Now, as we learned in our study, New Age & The Last Days Deception, these beings are all demonic. In fact, the Bible calls them familiar spirits. They’re demonic entities impersonating, and flat out lying about being, something, or someone they are not. Many times, they may be acting as someone you know who passed away, or the demon could be faking a well-known person who died.

	 

	And a lot of times, they appear on the scene as supposed space aliens. In our New Age study, we learned about the Ashtar Command. When some New Agers get into an altered state of consciousness, these certain, supposed, aliens would come through the channel to say they’re orbiting the planet because they’ve been concerned about humans ever since we dropped the nuclear bombs during World War II. So, these familiar spirits, pretending to be aliens, are only here to make sure humanity doesn’t destroy itself with atomic energy. 

	 

	Now, what’s suspicious about this supposed higher evolved scientifically advanced race, is that apparently, the only way to contact them is for us to get into an occult-style state of altered consciousness. I always found that kind of weird because you would think the uber high-tech aliens could just tap into our cell phones. Couldn’t they even send us an app to communicate directly? Now, a days, there’s an app for everything, so surely, they’d be advanced enough. So maybe they could keep it low tech and just give me a call or send an email. But no, coincidentally, it turns out the only way to contact them is by us getting ourselves into an altered state of consciousness, which is exactly what the Bible forbids in Deuteronomy 18 because it’s demonic. Come on!

	 

	So, there we have another connection between Scientology and New Age as far as the science fiction aspect with UFOs, aliens, and space brothers flying around the planet to save humanity. The Ashtar Command information came out in 1952, right around the same time Hubbard was writing about similar things. There was also another New Age society called the Aetherius Society, who believed that they were in contact with the “cosmic masters,” who shared a “truth” that humanity needs to have to bring utopia to our planet. They too came out with that stuff in the 50’s.

	 

	So, there, in the 1950’s, New Age was getting established as a hodgepodge of other religion’s beliefs from Hinduism and Buddhism, along with bits of so many others. And part of the New Age movement was to get you into an altered state of consciousness to connect with the supposed deities, higher powers, space aliens, or whoever. Then the entities, demons, would speak to and through these people so they could write it all down as their knowingly, or unknowingly, malevolent contribution to humanity. That is all going on at the same time Hubbard came out with Dianetics.

	 

	You may be wondering where I’m going with all that. Well, I would say at a bare minimum, it was the same mindset that was used to create Scientology. It follows that Hubbard was also in contact with beings that were demonic. Let me give you a little bit of that proof. As we saw before, Hubbard mentioned that he practiced “Astral Vision,” which means he believed he could get himself into an altered state of consciousness and leave his body. Well, what is that? It means you are in a spiritual realm. So, just like the New Agers, you are going to get connected with spirits, which are demons.  

	 

	Hubbard also talked about an “angel” he had that protected him. Of course, not being a Christian and follower of God, Hubbard’s version of an angel is not going to be a biblically holy angel. If it’s not holy, then what is it? It’s just another demon, or as the Bible calls them, familiar spirits. Another reason to know it was not a holy angel is the fact that Hubbard described it as a beautiful winged woman. So, even if he might have been able to claim an angel from God came to him, we also know it was not from God because the Bible does not equate angels with femininity. If you have heard of or seen a female angel, that’s Hollywood, but certainly not biblical. So, there too you know it could not have been an angel from God. But Hubbard believed this demon he was in contact with was a beautiful winged woman with red hair. He called her “Empress” and she supposedly guided him through his life, saving him many times. 

	 

	So, we know Hubbard’s thinking was just like New Age, especially with his practice of contacting demons. Hubbard had another way to get into an altered state of consciousness which he used often to commune with these supposed higher powers for gaining secret knowledge. And remember, secret knowledge is the basis of Scientology, because they claim Hubbard was able to access this secret information, write it down for us, and in this way, he’ll eventually save humanity from our time of chaos and war. But, that’s all just warmed-over New Age philosophy. It’s the same old New Age mindset.

	This other way that Hubbard got into an altered state of consciousness to gain his information was through the use of drugs. So, we can point for sure to this as a major source for his writings, which then have become the sacred scriptures of Scientology. You probably can’t even imagine how hard core this guy was in his drug use. Here’s the transcript of a video recording of a courtroom appearance where Hubbard’s son is talking about his dad’s extensive drug use: 

	 

	Court: “Did your father take a lot of drugs?”

	 

	Hubbard’s son: “Yes, since he was sixteen. You see, drugs are very important in the application of heavy black magick. The personal use of drugs expands one’s conscious ability to break open the doors to the realm of the deep.”

	 

	Court: “Well, what kind of drugs did he generally use?”

	 

	Hubbard’s son: “Well, he used just about everything: cocaine, peyote, amphetamines, and barbiturates, it would be shorter to list what he didn’t take.”

	 

	So, his own son, who was in court and under possible perjury penalties if he lied, exposed the fact that Hubbard was a big-time drug user. In this hearing, Hubbard’s son also mentions 1952, which of course was around the same time frame when Hubbard was just getting going with Dianetics. Hubbard’s pattern of behavior at that time was that he was majorly on drugs.

	 

	Hubbard’s son: “I remember 1952, while he was taking a needle in his arm, containing cocaine, that he grinned at me and said, ‘Shades of Sherlock Holmes.’”

	 

	If you learn anything much about Sherlock Holmes, the story is that he too did drugs--but, whatever.

	 

	Hubbard’s son: “Dad gave a lot of lectures on cocaine or stimulants of one kind or another. He could really get brilliant on the stuff.”

	 

	What is his son saying here? It’s about how drugs were where this guy got a lot of his ideas. Hubbard had a demon that followed him, he got into altered states of consciousness using occult techniques like astral vision, and he was heavy duty into drugs. All that invites nothing but demonic visitors.

	 

	Now, as far as the New Age Movement, having personally been there and done that, I know New Age doesn’t believe in demons, in the sense the entity they reach might be one. They think they’re channeling something good. But, it’s not. It is all, demonic.

	 

	Now, let me give you a taste of what it was like to hear L. Ron Hubbard giving a lecture while, in my opinion, he’s on some serious drugs. This is him giving a talk, which Scientologists pay big bucks for. You tell me, with all due respect, if this guy is not on drugs. His son already told us the extent of his father’s drug use, but from this video transcript, you tell me if this lecture segment has even an ounce of intelligence in it. This is only the transcript of the video so if you really want to see the seemingly drugged and incoherent rants of Hubbard, you can find this five-minute video on YouTube by searching for “Hubbard completely losing his mind.” As of this writing and under that phrase, there are a couple options to see the clip. But, here’s our attempt at creating the transcript from this video, which was not easy, so we won’t be able to quote it exactly:

	
 

	L. Ron Hubbard: So, what have you got here? You’ve got an earlier similar incident or an earlier similar ARC break or an earlier similar TTP. Is there an earlier similar miss withheld? When you put a nickel in the slot, then the record arm comes over and goes down, (he makes the sound of the arm) and then the record turns around and plays Methuselah Comes Again. Yeah, I know what you’re doing. Squirrel. Nonsense. Upset. Bleggle bloggle. You don’t, however, ask for another earlier ARC break. That is real crocky. You got an earlier ARC break? Well, that’s really clown. That’s really a clown question. Really clown because course, he’s got an earlier ARC break. He actually has, by acts of computation, enough earlier ARC breaks to make the moon astronomical laboratory’s computer go crazy and he always asked for an ARC break and I couldn’t clear this ARC break. 

	 

	I used to think Scientology didn’t work because I could never clear up this ARC break. I keep telling them about the ARC break. It was if you run it back to earlier similar...similar situation...if you fly a kite you’ve flown a kite.  I killed my mother in law. Included it. And tell Joe and Biv and Pete and auditor and Mazzy and so on and so on. His list is as long as it has the item on it. How long is a piece of string? A piece of string is as long as...from the distance from one end to the other end and it is the middle part of the string and that is the length of the string. Got it?

	 

	Yeah, we got it, dude: you’re on drugs. Can you believe that? Scientology talks about what a brilliant mind this guy had. Just...wow. So, I think drugs were probably where a lot of his inspiration came from, as his son clearly admitted. Hubbard was a heavy-duty drug user. In fact, he was on powerful psycho-pharmaceutical drugs when he died. It almost looks like the whole path of L. Ron Hubbard, from his early days with that dentist appointment and all the way through to his death, involved drugs as a major source of inspiration for him, including during the time he was hooked up with Jack Parsons and Aleister Crowley.

	 

	And Hubbard even gave drugs to his own son! We saw that in the explanation by his son of how he and his dad used drugs as inspiration to create Scientology material together. Remember how they spent a number of days, with at least one of Hubbard’s sons, if not both of them, dropping a bunch of bennies. It was all for the illicit inspiration to write at least one of Scientology’s books; A History of Man? It was just a small book, but it’s the one that supposedly explains how the affliction people get today, called locked jaw, actually has its origin in our “evolutionary history” at a time when our ancestors were clams. We read the video transcript of Ron DeWolf, Hubbard’s son, admitting all this under oath during a court hearing. DeWolf admitted that the material in that book came from what he said to his dad, Hubbard, while on drugs. He admitted it. And listen to this because he goes even further into the drug use by Hubbard:

	 

	DeWolf: “L. Ron Hubbard continued with his own use of drugs and even used them in conjunction with the E-Meter, continually jotting down the results.”

	 

	And here he tells how Hubbard gave drugs to his elementary-school-age son:

	 

	DeWolf: “He started me out by mixing Phenobarbital into my bubble gum when I was ten years old. This was to induce deeper trances in order to practice the black magick to get an avenue to power.”

	 

	Here’s other commentary about Hubbard and his son (Ron Jr.) with drugs: “One of Scientology’s most influential techs was said to have been created by these very means with Ron Jr. being the drug channel. Hubbard not only drugged his son to act as a scribe, but apparently Hubbard did it also, to himself; typing out frantically the drug induced revelations that came through.”

	 

	And Ron Jr. describes Hubbard’s writing sessions:

	 

	“He’d sit at his typewriter late at night, and boost himself up on drugs, and hit way at the top and then write like crazy. He could type ninety-seven words a minute with four fingers. That was the maximum the old, IBM electric typewriter would go. When he got into one of these drug trips, he would write until his body would literally collapse. That’s just the way he worked.”

	 

	So, Hubbard’s son admitted that Hubbard’s inspiration for his creation of Scientology’s writings, which are their source of authority, came from where? Not only was Hubbard into communications with the demonic realm, through altered states of consciousness; he was often on hardcore drugs. As an author, that’s how he was making the stuff up. It’s crazy. In fact, Hubbard claimed something else that certainly sounds like inspiration from drug use:

	 

	“He claimed that nicotine and cigarettes would turn into nicotinic acid, a supposed component of vitamin B, and that it would drive out radiation from the body, including forms of cancer.”

	 

	Now, right there, if he and Scientology expect Hubbard’s writings to be a trusted source of authority, that cannot get anything wrong, it just failed. And it gets worse:

	 

	“Hubbard recommended cigarettes as a way for people to recover their health in the event of a nuclear war.”

	 

	This guy was on drugs! In fact, John McMasters was with Scientology, and on the flagship Apollo, with Hubbard, when Hubbard was on the lam and tooling around the world. Here is what we found out from him:

	 

	“McMaster said he witnessed Hubbard’s drug supply and, ‘it was the largest drug chest I had ever seen. He had everything.’”

	 

	So, again, this is why their version of God, and any other important precept is all messed up. Hubbard had a New Age mindset where he grabbed some beliefs from over here and a few from over there, as well as mixing in psychology with a large dose of the occult. He picked through and chose some of the beliefs from Hinduism, Buddhism, Eastern Mysticism, and others, all while making those decisions on drugs, getting into an altered state of consciousness, and contacting demons. He was definitely using major heavy-duty drugs to get himself into that altered state of consciousness, and then his practice was to write as fast as he could while in that drug-induced state. That is why Scientology’s beliefs are so messed up, including their deranged version of God.

	 

	Another core contribution to misguided views, involves Hubbard’s science fiction. Unfortunately, Hubbard’s writings pull in people who are attracted to UFO information. And that’s the premise of Xenu’s story. He was supposedly an alien commander, from another galaxy, who blew up other aliens, from other planets, to help with depopulation of those worlds. And the result of that are all the negative Engrams, which are just sticky aliens, that are all over us and you can only get them off when you pay Scientology to go through their costly auditing procedures and OT levels.

	 

	The whole thing is based on the extraterrestrial mindset from science fiction, space, Star Wars, and all the rest of it. Again, Scientologists are taught that they will eventually shoot out to the stars and then come back. So, a lot of people get pulled into Scientology because it fits with that genre. Would you agree that the Star Wars movies are big right now? How about Star Trek, Marvel’s otherworld superheroes, or just any space movies?

	 

	In fact, in our resource called, UFO’s: The Great Last Days Deception, one thing you’ll find out is that more people in the United States believe in UFOs than believe in God. That’s here in this majority-Christian country. Also, more people believe that UFO’s have landed on planet Earth, than those who believe Jesus is the Son of God.

	 

	So, when Scientology comes along with their story of Xenu and space travel, it pulls those people right in to be indoctrinated because they already have that same kind of mindset. In the last chapter, we saw that the whole basis of Scientology and their history, it is based on UFO’s, aliens, and things of that nature. I want to give you a real quick reminder of the Xenu history, just so you’ll better retain the information. Here is the video transcript of one recounting of the story:

	 

	“Origin Story: the origin of Scientology goes back 75 million years, to an evil alien dictator by the name of Xenu, who dealt with the alien population problem by capturing them and killing them with volcanoes and hydrogen bombs. But when the souls of these aliens, called Thetans, began to descend, Xenu captured them and implanted them with false memories of history and religion, such as images of Jesus Christ. Upon releasing the Thetans into the world, they attached themselves to humans, thus causing confusion, health issues, and mental problems. This is what Scientology believes in.”

	 

	So, turn to someone and say, “Get em off!! Get em off!!” We need to shed those Thetans, right? Again, this space stuff has really pulled in the space enthusiasts. One guy said this:

	 

	“Scientology is part therapy, part religion, and part UFO group.”

	 

	It is just an eclectic mixture of beliefs and ideas, which, again, is basically a New Age mindset. Another guy said this:

	 

	“One can only speculate what drugs Ron Hubbard was on, and was taking, when he came up with Xenu, body Thetans, and these out-of-body visitations to other planets.”

	 

	That last one is a whole other topic, but I want to give you Hubbard, in his own words, from an item that was admitted into a court record. It shows Hubbard admitting to some of the background from the time he came up with the story of Xenu, body Thetans, and a lot of the other history. From what we’ve seen so far, you could have guessed what was going on with him during that creative process, but this is just more confirmation from Hubbard himself. Now, keep in mind that Scientology doesn’t teach their followers about the Xenu history until about OT level 3. Again, first Scientologists have to get clear, which is an estimated cost of about $120,000, after which they go through the OT levels and each of those are tens of thousands of dollars. 

	 

	So, here is a sentence from Hubbard’s letter to his wife, written while he was riding with the Sea Org and coming up with the OT 3 Level:

	 

	“I’m drinking lots of rum and popping pinks and grays.”

	 

	So, he admitted to filling up on a mixture of drugs and alcohol during the time he came up with the idea of Xenu, Thetans, blowing up the alien-filled volcanoes, and all that other supposed real human history. And speaking of volcanoes; what about that cover of Dianetics? Hubbard said something else that is interesting and adds credibility to those who claim it is a Xenu-inspired volcano, instead of some supposed explosion of information or whatever enlightened-sounding phrase Scientology has come up with. 

	 

	Remember, in the story of Xenu, he snookered and froze the aliens during their mandatory visit to the galactic IRS office. Then, on exact replicas of our 1960’s DC-8 airplanes, Xenu took the aliens back to Earth, which he renamed, “Teeeeeeegeeeeeeeeack.” Sorry, I get carried away there but it’s just fun to say. Then Xenu dropped the aliens into volcanoes but that wasn’t enough, so he dumped hydrogen bombs in after them. He blew them up in the volcano where they turned into spirits who floated up and stuck to each other, then went to the propaganda movies, and later clung to us humans.

	 

	That said, it’s reported that Hubbard explained why he placed the cover image of the volcano on his Dianetics book. He said that a volcano image on the books would:

	 

	“‘Key in’ the submerged memories of the Xenu incident and impel people to buy the books.”

	 

	So, Hubbard believed that when we would see the cover of Dianetics, with the volcano, subconsciously it would trigger the event where aliens, long, long, ago and far, far, away, were dropped into the volcanoes, which supposedly produced the Thetans that are attached to us now. From that triggering, Hubbard taught that we would feel like we have to buy the book. We’d read the book, relive the past, and then want to get the Thetans taken out of us. Can you believe that? Again, with all this alien and UFO material from Hubbard, how many like-minded people has Scientology duped?

	 

	Now, I don’t have the room here to get very much into this next bit of information, but you can find more in other study called, New Age & The Last Days Deception, and our documentary, The Rapture: Don’t be Deceived. But, one other thing that always seems to come up from people’s contact with these supposed space beings (demons), is that the beings often want to explain away the coming Rapture of the Christian Church. For example, Barbara Marciniak says she channels aliens from the star-system Pleiades. Here’s what those demons told her: 

	 

	“The people who leave the planet, during the time of Earth changes, do not fit here any longer. They are stopping the harmony of the earth. When the time comes that perhaps twenty million people leave the planet at one time, there will be a tremendous shifting consciousness for those who are remaining.”

	 

	       Yes, you can bet on it! There will be a monstrous shift and I say that in reference to the False Prophet and the Beast who will be real-life monsters. Here on Earth, the control will shift to them when the Christians disappear at the Rapture. But the demons try to explain away the Rapture so those who are not taken, because they’re not in Christ, will be deceived into thinking they are on the good-guy’s side, because they were spared from leaving the planet.

	 

	Another lady who supposedly channels aliens, but is only contacting demons, says the explanation for the disappearance of so many people at one time will be that the “aliens” beamed them up to their space stations that are holding stations orbiting our planet. She said the “aliens” told her the following during one of her sessions where she got into an altered state of consciousness, and notice how the demon adds biblical terminology:

	 

	“Our rescue ships will be able to come in close enough, in the twinkling of an eye, to set the lifting beams in operation in a moment. All over the globe, where the events warrant, this will be the method of evacuation. They will be beamed up in our UFO spaceships.”

	 

	So, their explanation will be that there was no Rapture and that those not taken should not worry about their loved ones who were just beamed up to holding pens where they’ll get the rehabilitation needed to rejoin them later.

	 

	Now, here’s something else that’s interesting to include in this study because Scientology has a different version of death. When a Scientologist dies, they call it dropping the body. And here is the rest of that science fiction story:

	 

	“When a Scientologist dies, he has been preprogrammed to return to an implant station out in space. In the implant station, they will have all the memories for their most recent lifetime electronically erased. Then they’ll be sent back to, or to pick up, a new body to start another life.”

	 

	However, if you make it through their auditing processes, including clearing and all the OT levels, you supposedly get another option when you arrive at the implant station. At that point you will be able to “erase the command to erase your memories.”

	 

	See, that’s a benefit you can count on, right? The above explanation of Scientology’s claim goes on:

	 

	“Then you will never again have to return to an implant station after death. You will be a free being.”

	 

	So, you can then do whatever you decide, like just floating around the universe, popping into a body, or whatever you want to do. Coming from Scientology, that’s interesting because even that aspect of the occult alien enthusiast’s predictions, including Scientology’s part in it, explains away the Rapture. Scientologists will be left behind at the Rapture of Christians so maybe that will be explained by Scientology through use of their existing beliefs. They could say the raptured folks just dropped their bodies because they were higher functioning on Scientology-type principles so they’re up at those implant stations but eventually they’ll come down again. They could say too that those who left in the rapture actually made it all the way to the top, as Hubbard did, so maybe they’ll never come back.

	Aren’t the similarities interesting between the space and alien-minded people and those in Scientology? For Scientologists, it’s a tragic fate because they are not following the Bible. Their source of authority is all messed up because they follow a man. And it’s not just any man. They are following a guy who was a very creative writer who was wildly into drugs, got into altered states of consciousness, linked himself to demons, and with no regard for others, put it all together to form a religion, just for the money it would bring him. And because of that corrupt source of authority, the mistakes just keep snowballing downhill.

	 

	In the next chapter, we’re going to see what Hubbard said, in his drug-induced state, about Jesus, the nature of man, and the means of salvation. Those areas are all signs of a cult. If you get those wrong, you are a cult. 	Chapter Eleven
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	Thetans, Xenu & Engrams

	 

	 

	 

	 

	 

	 

	 

	 

	 

	In this chapter about the “science fiction occult” that is Scientology, our focus continues to be on the way we know it, or any organization, is a cult. And that is exactly what Scientology is. In the last chapter, we examined why Scientology is categorized, by definition, as a cult. It’s not something I came up with. Both the biblical meaning and the secular definition tells us that Scientology unfortunately fits that characterization.

	 

	So, again, with any organization that you, or a friend, or a loved one, might get involved with, how do we know if it’s a cult? Well, no matter what these groups practice and believe, they basically fit the cult category, if they get their source of authority wrong. As Christians, our source of authority is the Bible and what else? The answer rhymes with “nothing” because there is no other source for Christians. It is the Bible, period. And if people would just stick with the Bible, they’d be fine because no one could fool them. That’s the problem today, even in the Church, where people are getting outside the Bible and being fooled. 

	 

	Scientology got their source of authority wrong because of the person they follow. L. Ron Hubbard is their source of authority and in fact, they even refer to him as “source.” This is a guy who was most likely demon possessed and I truly believe he was seriously hooked on drugs. In the last chapter, we saw Hubbard’s very expensive “teaching” session where he was fixated on the “earlier similar ARC breaks” and the length of a string that was surprisingly measured from one end to the other, except that the middle was also the length, yeah, whatever.

	 

	But Hubbard was seriously on drugs and involved with occult beliefs and practices, including black magick. And Scientology mistakenly chooses to continue following their source of authority. From there, the many errors of judgment spill downhill. We’ve examined how Scientology gets the nature of God wrong. In this chapter, we’ll look at how they massively mess up who Jesus is.

	 

	Now, as we’re going through these precepts of Scientology, keep in mind those Scientologists we mentioned who have said that Scientology is highly compatible with Christianity. In fact, the actor, Will Smith, has even said it is 98% compatible. But as we’ve found out, that’s not even close! And you’ll see that the idea of correlation only gets more and more ridiculous as we examine more beliefs and practices of Scientology. The complete incompatibility of Scientology and Christianity is especially true for these next aspects with the personal work of Jesus Christ, right at the top of the list:

	 

	“Scientology denies the deity of Christ. He is assigned the characteristics of some sort of a lesser god who has obtained a sort of legendary status over the years.”

	 

	So, that is just like the Bible, right? Can you see why Scientologists claim they are so compatible with Christianity? Of course not! The two are diametrically opposed. It’s not even close. Now, let’s go even deeper into what they believe about Jesus because Scientology doesn’t just believe some falsehoods, they actually denigrate Jesus in a majorly extreme way. But let’s get more into their view of the personal work of Jesus:

	 

	“Scientology came from L. Ron Hubbard and that’s who they follow.”

	 

	What’s the problem right there, as far as a conversation about Jesus? Jesus said He Himself is going to build His Church. So, by nature, Christ is the Church. But Scientology calls themselves a church. They even use a cross, which they’ve perverted. We’ll get more into that in a minute. But they give the appearance that they are like Christians even though, right at the outset, they don’t even believe in the same Jesus. And again, Jesus said He would build His Church so what do we see as far as who is building the “church” of Scientology? Is it Jesus? No! It’s L. Ron Hubbard. They don’t have the same Jesus, so I don’t know why they’re even using our terminology, right?  

	 

	Now to contrast what Scientology says about Jesus, here are some highlights from the Bible with what it says about Him: 

	 

	“Jesus is the eternal Son of God, coequal and co-eternal, with the Father and the Holy Spirit, born of a virgin, and He added to his deity; sinless humanity. He died for our sins, rose physically from the dead, is seated today at the right hand of the Father, He is our mediator and intercessor, He’s coming back physically and visibly in power with great glory to fulfill all things and establish the Millennial Kingdom, etc, etc.”

	 

	Is that also what Scientology believes? You be the judge because this is what Scientology says about Jesus:

	 

	“Jesus was a shade above clear.”

	 

	That is a direct quote! They say he barely made it above clear. As you know by now, in Scientology, the clear level means you really just started climbing. It’s more like getting to first base. After you spend an average of $160,000, though it could be more if you have to repeat, you’re still not even to the halfway point. So, after clear, you have to go through all the OT levels with each costing tens of thousands of dollars. 

	 

	So, wait a second. If Scientology is saying Jesus only made it to a shade above clear, they’re telling us He wasn’t good enough to make it to the OT levels, which means there are a lot of Scientologists, especially L. Ron Hubbard, who are better than Jesus. Whoa!! Yet they want us to believe that, somehow, Scientology is 98% compatible with Christianity. This is crazy!!

	 

	“He was a shade above clear, meaning that he met the standards for living above influences of his previous lives.”

	 

	So, you’re saying Jesus was reincarnated! That’s what the Bible teaches, right? Wrong!

	 

	“Scientology places no emphasis on Jesus’ substitutionary death or resurrection. Rather, Scientology views Jesus as a proponent of reincarnation and other eastern mystical concepts.”

	 

	Apparently, Scientology wants us supposedly duped Christians to understand that eastern mysticism is where Jesus got his knowledge base. They’re claiming it came from the Hindus. That’s what the Bible says, right? No! So, how is it looking for the assertion that they’re 98% compatible? Not so good and it gets worse:

	 

	“Jesus, in Scientology, is seen as only one of many good teachers.”

	 

	As we’ve gone through so many studies now in our larger series of books and videos called, World Religions, Cults & The Occult, I’m losing count as to how many times we’ve ran across the “good teacher” lie with different variations of it prevalent all over in our world. I imagine it stems from all those religions and cults wanting to ingratiate themselves to all potential recruits and to appear kind toward other schools of thought. They don’t want to risk turning anyone off, so they throw Jesus a bone and say He was a good teacher. But, of course, they are blatantly demeaning Jesus by implying that there is no way He was God and that He was more like Buddha or Confucius.

	 

	Now, as a Scientologist gets to the OT levels, here’s more of what Scientology tells them about Jesus:

	 

	“They say that the concept of Jesus being God, is fiction and it needs to be removed by auditing.”

	 

	So, grab the pop cans and plug in the E-Meter because Scientology wants to convince you that Jesus is no God, but only a mediocre entry-level clear guy. But, keep in mind, it’s still 98% compatible with the Bible, right? And by the way, if Jesus was supposedly not able to make it past clear, how could He even have had an opportunity to achieve OT levels, if Hubbard didn’t invent them until 2000 years later? I guess we’re not supposed to think about that. 

	 

	But, anyway folks, this stuff from Scientology is just crazy. It is so bad that when you get into the OT levels, they try to convince you to delete the idea from your brain that Jesus is God. Here’s more:

	 

	“According to Scientology, Jesus also believed in reincarnation. It is believed by many authorities that Jesus was a member of the cult of the Essenes, who believed in reincarnation and that his teachings came from the Hindus.”

	 

	Of course, God’s word tells us that none of that is true. People will quote John Chapter 3 where Jesus is telling Nicodemus that he needs to be “born again,” and say that it shows how Jesus promoted reincarnation. But, of course, he wasn’t. First of all, “anothen,” in the Greek, means, “born again,” “born from above,” and “born from a higher place.” Also, the context tells us he is not talking about a physical birth. It is a spiritual birth. In fact, Nicodemus makes that extremely clear in the context because he was thinking physical birth, so Jesus had to correct him. Nicodemus replied with a question about whether that meant he was supposed to go back into his mom’s womb. Jesus went on to say He was not talking about anything physical. He said it’s not a birth of the flesh. Instead, it’s a birth of the spirit. We need to be born again of the Holy Spirit. That’s what he’s talking about. And by the way, He also did not say you need to be born again, and again, and again, and again, and again. That would be reincarnation, and not what Jesus said. 

	 

	Let’s continue on because their teachings actually get worse than claiming Jesus wasn’t God and that he followed Hinduism and Eastern Mysticism as part of His beliefs in concepts like reincarnation:

	 

	“The whole idea of Jesus is nothing but an ‘implant.’”

	 

	We saw some about those supposed implants and we’re going to get more into it later but their idea is that millions, or maybe billions, or it could be trillions (take your pick because a drugged up Hubbard made it up as he went), of aliens came to earth and forced people to believe all these false ideas that now make up different faiths like Christianity. And that’s why you’re having troubles in life. Fortunately for us, through Scientology’s auditing procedures, we can be rid of those negative false ideas (for an extremely large sum). With that background in mind, Scientology teaches that the idea of Jesus was just an alien implant of a falsehood that we need to be rid of. In fact, besides Jesus, Hubbard attacked Christianity itself for also supposedly being an implant.

	 

	So, according to Hubbard and Scientology, everything we Christians believe, including our worship of God and study of His word, the Bible, is an evil implant that aliens hit humans with bazillions of years ago. And it was designed, to force us to go through this allegiance, to a phony Christianity, so that we are having to relive this supported faith error, over and over. But, don’t compare that claim to the teachings of Christianity because you’ve already heard that it’s 98% compatible, so there’s apparently no need. Scientology assures us that they welcome all faiths--yeah, whatever.

	 

	“Scientology claims that not only was Christianity an implant, but Jesus was a fiction. Hubbard is quoted as saying that Christianity evolved out of the R6 Implant.”

	 

	So, according to an occult-following drugged-up greedy fabricator of fiction, Jesus and the Bible are fake, and the real history of humanity is his R6 Implant. And what does Scientology refer to as Hubbard’s R6 Implant? It’s the much more believable story of Xenu, the galactic overlord who put our sector of the galaxy under an IRS audit, jumped those overpopulated aliens when they showed up, injected them with freeze formula, hauled them away in 75 million B.C. McDonald Douglas airplanes, tossed them into Earth’s volcanoes, and because they may not melt in lava, hit them with hydrogen bombs. Then Xenu sent them to watch propaganda movies at the local Cineplex. Every time I tell that story, I think, “Come on! Are you serious?!” But that is really what they believe. 

	 

	Hubbard’s idea of Jesus gets even crazier. He said there was no Christ, and everyone is the man on the cross. Now, you tell me how compatible that is with the Bible, but here, in his own words, is rubbery Hubbard’s very sketchy line of thinking about Jesus:

	 

	Hubbard: “Aaahh...every man has been shown to have been crucified so don’t think that it’s an accident that this crucifixion they found out...that this applied. Somebody, somewhere, on this planet, back about 600 B.C., found some pieces of large sticks. I don’t know how they found it, either by watching madmen or something, but since that time they have used it and it became what is known as Christianity. Aaahh...the man on the cross: there was no Christ. But the man on the cross is shown every man, so of course each person seeing a crucified man has an immediate feeling of sympathy for this man. Therefore, you get many who say they are Christ. Now there are two reasons for that: one is the Roman Empire was prone to crucify people. So, a person can have been crucified. But in R6, the Xenu story, he is shown as crucified.”

	 

	Hubbard clearly claims there was no cross of Jesus Christ. His creative obfuscation is that somebody found a piece of these so-called R6 implant sticks and ran with it to invent the idea that became Christianity. He adds that just because the Romans crucified people, somehow, we relive that era with a false notion that it was Jesus who went through it. But don’t get confused because they tell us Scientology is 98% compatible with Christianity so we can believe that instead, right? Here is more on Hubbard’s teachings:

	 

	“Hubbard also goes on to teach that the historic Jesus was not the figure that he was made out to be.”

	 

	Now, listen to this next one and I know it seems impossible that Hubbard could offend the Christian faith any more than he has already with what we’ve read from him, but I must warn you that this next one is more shocking, especially coming from a group that wants us to think they accept all religion’s teachings. On top of placing Jesus as a mediocre Scientologist that was just above clear, denying the deity of Christ, and saying there was no sacrificial death on the cross, listen to this vulgar slander:

	 

	“The Jesus we think of was a lover of young boys, and of men.”

	 

	Hubbard said that! So, now he’s saying Jesus was homosexual and a pedophile but yet they can keep a straight face when saying it is 98% compatible with Christianity. Hubbard goes on to say this:

	 

	“Jesus was also given to uncontrollable bursts of temper and hatred.”

	 

	That, by the way, is sin. So, now Hubbard is saying Jesus was full of sin. Also, about the book of Revelation, Hubbard claims this:

	 

	“Hubbard talks about the prophecy of when an arch enemy of Christ, referred to as the Antichrist, will reign. And according to Hubbard, the Antichrist represents the forces of Lucifer. But he goes on to say that he believes he, Hubbard, is the Antichrist and his mission would be to fulfill that biblical promise that represents this Antichrist period.”

	 

	Wow. Hubbard has a few problems there, besides the obvious one that he’s now dead. Also, that whole notion of his demonstrates the likely level of narcissism that Hubbard was operating with. It also sheds light on his intellectual dishonesty. He pits the great end-times battle of the ages between Jesus and the ultimate evil that will be the Antichrist. But previously Hubbard had labeled Jesus as either never even existing, or at another time, Hubbard said Jesus did exist but was so mediocre that he barely got above clear. So, is Jesus one of the greatest two forces in the world, only just above clear, or did he never exist? I guess he didn’t think through the contradictions and duplicity of his deceptive descriptions of Jesus. Maybe his head was a bit cloudy from all the drugs and alcohol.

	 

	One Scientologist disclosed that Scientology does not believe Jesus is God and they have no views on Heaven or Hell. In fact, they hold to the idea that those are just make-believe, which we will cover more in a discussion of their source of authority, as far as the “means of salvation.” Speaking about Jesus, God, Heaven, and Hell, another Scientologist said this:

	 

	“To me they are alien concepts.”

	 

	Did you catch the joke there? We saw that Scientology claims the supposed Christianity-story (R6) implants are said to be from aliens who put those Christianity implants in us humans. Hey, I actually thought it was funny.

	 

	Now, I don’t know if she’s still a Scientologist, but Lisa Marie Presley was at a Scientology Christmas party, (which of course is supposed be about the birth of Jesus), at the Scientology facility in Memphis Tennessee. Approximately one hundred children attended the event and the administrator there stated this:

	 

	“We believe that Christianity is not the only way.”

	 

	But what did Jesus tell us in John 14:6? He said He is the Way, the Truth, the Life, and nobody comes to the Father except through Him.

	 

	So, all the way around, the more we find out about Scientology’s views on Jesus, we learn that they believe in a completely different Jesus, who is not even close to what the Scripture speaks of. And they not only don’t trust what Jesus did, they also denigrate His works and his identity, as well as claiming He was full of sin and evil. Again, and I’m sorry to keep beating this dead horse but it’s just so ridiculous, somehow Scientology is supposed to be 98% compatible.

	 

	Hubbard also discounted the Christian belief in the Trinity. He said, “The Christian God is much better characterized in the Vedic Hymns,” which is Hinduism. So, he is saying we Christians get our version of the Trinity from Hinduism. 

	 

	Now, while we’re on the topic of Scientology’s version of Jesus, one guy says the following and I just want to tell him, Hey, you preach it and I’ll turn the pages:

	 

	“I just don’t exactly understand why it’s called the ‘Church’ of Scientology and why there would even be a cross, even if it’s a different cross. When I see the cross, I think of Jesus Christ. But if Jesus Christ is not the center of Scientology, then why would an organization use the cross and call itself a church? It does not follow the words of Jesus Christ and neither does it accept Him as Savior and for this reason, in my opinion, it’s not a church.”

	 

	Exactly! Hello?! But why did Hubbard label it as such? Well, as we saw in their history, the first reason was that Hubbard had lost his tax-exempt status so he used whatever might work to help get it back as part of his whole operation, centered on increasing his pile of cash. He admitted that. But the other reasons to create a religion out of it were to keep better control of what the organization does and give it a religious status so people would feel odd and guilty about attacking Scientology. Remember what Hubbard said: “You wouldn’t attack a man of the cloth, would you?” So, that’s why he called it a church, 

	 

	Now, speaking of the cross, which again, is a Christian word, here is Scientology’s version of the cross as they masquerade as a “church:”

	 

	The building at their headquarters in California shows how prominently they present the cross. And their cross looks similar to the Christian cross, but they have the starburst, or rays of light, coming out of it. Scientology clearly admits that their cross has nothing to do with what Christians believe about the cross. We Christians obviously have the cross as a symbol of Jesus literally dying on it for the forgiveness of our sins. But that’s not what the cross means to Scientology. If you look at how they added four points to the Christian cross, you can see that gives them a total of eight points.

	 

	According to Scientology, those eight points stand for their eight dynamics: 1. The self, 2. Creativity, sex, and procreation (family) 3. Group, society, community 4. Species survival (humankind) 5. Life forms in general 6. Matter, energy, space, and time (MEST - physical universe) 7. Spirit (self or others as a spiritual being) 8. Infinity or Supreme Being.

	 

	As a reminder, their MEST theory is that when they get to the highest levels, they’ll receive their God-like powers to be able to supposedly control matter, energy, space, and time. And their last point, Supreme Being, is there because that’s ultimately what Scientologists think they actually are, but only need to rediscover it after all those pesky alien implants that have messed us up are gone. We’ve forgotten we’re God and have these God-like powers. Fortunately, though, if you put a large pile of cash in Scientology’s pockets, L. Ron Hubbard’s pop cans and E-Meter (ohmmeter) can help you remember that.

	 

	The Scientology cross dates back to the mid 1950’s when they started using it. L. Ron Hubbard said that the model of this cross came from a very ancient Spanish mission in Arizona and it was from a sand casting which Hubbard dug up (because he’s supposedly mister adventure, right?). So, there’s some more of the glamorization they did about his life. However, contrary to Scientology’s story, secular scholars, in a secular report, said this:

	 

	“Scholars speculate that that version of the Cross may have been inspired by Aleister Crowley. Aleister Crowley used what was called the rosy cross.”

	 

	We can’t get much into the rosy cross here, but it’s something we’ll cover when we get to the study of Freemasonry and the secret societies. But, basically, the rosy cross was used in the Rosicrucian Order, which is a secret society. So, it’s very interesting that Scientology uses it. Here is more on the “rosy cross:

	 

	“Scientology makes references to Jesus Christ in its writings and uses as its symbol, a cross with starbursts at each end. But even though it refers to itself as a church and may at times even use Christian terminology and symbolism, it is clearly non-biblical in its views about God, Jesus, the Scripture, salvation, and other important Christian doctrines. Scientology does not accept the biblical concepts of Jesus as God—the word ‘incarnate.’ It places no emphasis on the substitutionary death and resurrection of Jesus. Rather, it views Jesus as a proponent of reincarnation and other Eastern mystical concepts. Although the church claims to be compatible with Christianity, it is contradictory, and it cannot be harmonized.”

	 

	Yet what does Scientology claim? They say they will work with any other beliefs. But, as we saw in the last chapter with the Nation of Islam’s Louis Farrakhan, they tell you they’ll accept anyone, but you’ll find out really quick that they are not flexible on Hubbard’s teachings. Farrakhan is now out there promoting Scientology because the Nation of Islam thinks they can work together with Scientology. But what does Hubbard say? It is even written in their IRS forms: Scientology expects you to bow before Hubbard’s writings. You can come into Scientology from wherever you want, but you’re going to take a knee in reverence to Hubbard and his teachings as the supreme teachings, or supreme source of authority.

	 

	“Scientology is a rejection of the biblical doctrines of creation, original sin, and the exclusive salvation only through Jesus Christ.”

	There is their version of Jesus. So, again, how do you know if you’re involved in a cult? You first look at their source of authority and then the aspects surrounding it like how they define the nature of God, the personal work of Jesus, and also the next aspect of Scientology that we’ll look at: how they define the nature of man. Here’s basically what Scientology believes, as far as the nature of man:

	 

	“People are immortal divine beings.”

	 

	Whoa! Wait a second. We are divine beings? We’re gods? Yes, that’s what they believe. They go on:

	 

	“We are composed of three dimensions: a soul, which they call a Thetan; a mind, which is an accumulation of all past experience, including past lives, a body, which is simply called the physical component, and Engrams, which are those negative things stored in our reactive mind that we’ve learned from our past lives, or prenatal experience…”

	 

	Well, I guess that’s right. I don’t know about you, but I remember when it was rough floating in mom’s womb. Sometimes she’d eat chicken. I’m still scarred from that time.

	 

	What?! Let’s goes on with Hubbard’s “wisdom” about the nature of man:

	 

	“...Engrams, which are those negative things stored in our reactive mind that we’ve learned from our past lives, or prenatal experience and early childhood. These prevent the individuals from realizing their innate divinity…” 

	 

	What?! Hubbard says, and so Scientology believes, that our biggest problem is we don’t realize that we’re God. But, luckily, a huge pile of cash given to L. Ron Hubbard, or now Scientology, is going to help us get back to that understanding. Doesn’t that sound familiar? What did satan do at the very beginning of mankind in Genesis Chapter 3? Satan told Eve not to listen to God because God is holding out on you. He also deceived Eve by claiming if she will only listen to him, she will become like God. Hubbard is pushing that same lie which was first told in the Garden of Eden. Hubbard just picked up on it and made a religion out of it. Wow, that would make it satanic, wouldn’t it? But let’s move on:

	 

	“These prevent the individuals from realizing their innate divinity and experiencing a happy fulfilled life using their analytical mind. Scientology also believes in the inherent goodness of man.”

	 

	Does the Bible teach that man is inherently good? What did David say in Psalm 51? Was it that he acquired sinfulness through social interaction in a corrupt society after starting out as a pure pristine sinless baby? No! David said this:

	 

	“Surely I was sinful at birth.”

	 

	In Romans Chapter 3, what does Paul say about human’s inherent sin nature?

	 

	“All have sinned and fall short of the glory of God.”

	 

	So, what about Hubbard? He was a sinner like everyone except Jesus. And with all due respect, he sinned up a storm when he came up with this Scientology baloney.

	 

	Romans says, “All have sinned and fall short of the glory of God. There is no one righteous, not even one.”

	 

	For those of us hooked on English, that means what it says: “not even one.” The Bible tells us we are born in sin and it’s why we come into the world with a disconnection from God. This idea of our sin nature at birth is even fundamentally demonstrated daily with the simple interactions of a toddler. What is their favorite word? Isn’t it “mine, mine, mine?” And you better understand that, or they may hit you, right? It’s a very basic understanding of our human nature that we can all see.

	 

	But, that’s not what Hubbard says. Here is the completely opposite position from the imagination of Hubbard:

	 

	“Scientology also believes in the inherent goodness of man and that it is despicable and utterly beneath contempt to tell a man he must repent and that he is evil.”

	 

	So, keeping in mind that they want us to believe Scientology is 98% compatible with Christianity, according to Scientology, sharing the Gospel is despicable, wrong, and utterly beneath contempt. To tell a person that they are a sinner, who is in need of a savior, is the Gospel message. But what did Hubbard say about sharing the Gospel? He called it despicable. This stuff from him is literally crazy. But let’s take this whole comparison even deeper with this commentary:

	 

	“What the Bible says about you and I, is that we were created in God’s image, but because of the fall, we’re born with a sin nature and that’s where we get the rebellion against God, including what we see today, and that’s what separates us from him. According to Scientology though, people are eternal spirit-beings that have divine powers and just need to get back to being gods.”

	 

	But, again, the Bible says this about sin:

	 

	“Sin is violating God’s standard and all people are sinners under the curse of sin, spiritually and physically. Only faith in Jesus Christ, and trust in his work, on our behalf, on the cross, frees us from the penalty of sin in all its horrible consequences.”

	 

	Here’s what Scientology says about sin:

	 

	“Sin is merely that which opposes Scientology.”

	 

	What?! So, Hubbard has mentality engrained one of his life’s themes into his religion: either you are for us/me or you are against us/me! Apparently, it’s a religion that believes any disagreement with L. Ron Hubbard is sin. So, at Hubbard’s own decree and with Scientologists all falling in line, Hubbard is the standard, instead of God. That’s pretty wild.

	 

	“Scientology also says man’s fall was not spiritual and physical. It was man’s fall into ignorance.”

	 

	Again, it’s the baloney about alien implants that are messing things up to make us forget we’ve got superpowers and that we’re all gods. That’s Scientology’s version of the “fall” of man. And that goes with their claim about the inherent goodness of man. Their thinking then leads to the idea that if man is good, then he should do whatever he wants to do and if someone needs saving, it’s going to be ourselves. Those are points they profess that are in their own creed. Here’s the video transcript about that:

	 

	Banners on the screen: “Principles of Scientology” “The Creed of the Church of Scientology”

	 

	Multiple Scientologists reciting different parts of the following Scientology principles/creed:

	 

	“We of the church believe; that all men, of whatever race, color, or creed, were created with equal rights; that all men have inalienable rights to their own religious practices and their performance; that all men have inalienable rights to their own lives; that all men have inalienable rights to their sanity; that all men have inalienable rights to their own defense; that all men have inalienable rights to conceive, choose, assist, or support their own organizations, churches, and governments; that all men have inalienable rights to think freely, to talk freely, to write freely their own opinions, and to counter or utter or write upon the opinions of others; that all men have inalienable rights to the creation of their own kind; that the souls of men and the rights of men and the study of the mind and the healing of mentally-caused ills, should not be alienated from religion or condoned in non-religious fields. 

	 

	And that no agency, less than God, has the power to suspend or set aside these rights, overtly or covertly. And we of the church believe that man is basically good, that he is seeking to survive, that his survival depends upon himself and upon his fellows and his attainment of brotherhood with the universe. And we of the church believe that the laws of God forbid man to destroy his own kind, to destroy the sanity of another, to destroy or enslave another soul, to destroy or reduce the survival of one’s companions or one’s group. And we of the church believe that the spirit can be saved and that the spirit alone may save or heal the body.”

	 

	So, again, according to them, you are basically good and whatever saving needs to be done, doesn’t involve Jesus or God. You can just do it yourself. It’s the “do it yourself” mindset. Also, you’ll notice they repeated a few words and phrases and I think at least one of them, might be a play on their Xenu story. They kept repeating “unalienable rights.” I wonder if that’s a play on “un-alien,” like we need to get the aliens off ourselves. I don’t know. It’s just my little theory because again, their whole premise it that everything was messed up by aliens from the past and we need to undo what they did—but, whatever. Let’s continue on with more on Scientology’s ideas about the nature of man, as far as sin:

	 

	“In the game of life, as Scientology understands it, sin does not call for repentance as much as it does the eradication of error.”

	 

	Of course, that error is supposedly wrong thinking because of these alien implants that messed everything up. And if you’re going to be free from error, then how will it happen, according to Scientology? Here’s that:

	 

	“It comes through the technology of L. Ron Hubbard.”

	 

	So, it’s the auditing process involving their E-Meter in an attempt to work your way to clear and then progress through all the OT levels. Is that just like what the Bible says? No. But, remember, it was they, and not I, who threw out the idea that the two faiths are 98% compatible, even though they’re not even 9% or 8% compatible. They are not compatible at all. But let’s continue on:

	 

	“Hubbard believes that people have forgotten their true nature, that they are immortal beings trapped in this terrible implant error happening to all humans on this earth. They believe in reincarnation; that humans have lived previous lives, even on different planets.”

	 

	They teach that we just keep dying, popping back into a new life, and then again have to deal with the alien implants. And we were all doomed to that reality until L. Ron Hubbard, a fiction writer, liar, serious drug addict, and deeply involved practitioner of occult black magick who said he wanted to invent a religion to make some serious cash, came along to supposedly show Scientologists the way out of this mess. And for a large pile of cash, he’ll work his “magick” on anyone, with only a $20 ohmmeter and a couple of pop cans. They will be good to go! Wow. Isn’t that a nice surprise that it’s all going to work out for those Scientologists? Whatever. And of course, many of those poor duped people won’t find out that this Hubbard stuff is false until one second after they die. We need to help them.

	 

	Now, let’s look at what Hubbard had to teach about the afterlife, as far as salvation, which is their version of salvation with them again, using our Christian term. But, salvation is not really what they mean because their idea is that they’re working their way back up to being the deity that they’ve always been, but they think they need to get rid of those alien-implanted errors that keep them from thinking correctly. So, what do Scientologists believe happens when they die? As we mentioned, they believe in reincarnation, and we’ll get to that in a minute. But, first, do Scientologists think they’ll go to Heaven? Do they believe in Hell? Just what do they believe?

	 

	Well, you’ve probably heard of Isaac Hayes who was a soul-music legend. He was also a dedicated Scientologist who died at the age of sixty-five. I want to give you an excerpt from a secular article where the author questioned Scientology about their religious beliefs, as far as what Scientology thinks happened to Hayes after his passing away. They asked Scientology to give the answer and here is what Scientology came back with:

	“Well, he’s born again into the flesh of another body.”

	 

	So, that is their answer for the family, friends, and fans of Isaac Hayes. But he certainly has not been born again unless he accepted Jesus as his savior before he died. Otherwise, he’s in Hell. Scientology continues:

	 

	“Every human being, is really any mortal spiritual being, known as the Thetan, and the meat bodies…”

	 

	That is what they call our human bodies, which were made in God’s image and given to us by God. They say it is just a meat body.

	 

	“The meat bodies that we inhabit are simply shed when we leave this earth. And remember, the elite Scientologists, the members of the Sea Org, for example, signed contracts that pledge a billion years of service throughout successive lives.”

	 

	Scientologists really believe they are coming back, and they have signed a contract so they don’t get to skip off to some other planet to do whatever they want. They must come back to fulfill their contract over the next billion years of coming back over and over to support Hubbard’s work here on Earth. Scientology continues with their answers about what they say happened to Isaac Hayes upon his death. 

	 

	“When the body dies, a Thetan forgets the details of the former life though those painful and traumatic false images known as Engrams, those alien implants in their brains, are still there in their unconscious. In order to move up the path, which they call the bridge to total freedom, one must eradicate these psychic scars which cause a person to act fearfully and irrationally. Once a Scientologist has purged them through the counseling process, known as auditing, he or she is said to be clear.”

	 

	But remember, that’s just clear. You still have to work your way up through the OT levels. Here’s more from the Isaac Hayes article:

	 

	“According to Scientology, Hayes had achieved clear in 2002 but it’s not known whether he progressed on to the higher parts of the bridge.  If Hayes had progressed high enough on the bridge, he might have begun preparing for his next life, in his final days to come, because according to a Sea Org member in Scientology, some upper-level operating Thetans are said to possess the ability to choose their next set of birth parents.”

	 

	Yes!! That’s great news, right?! I don’t know about you but if I had a chance to change my parents... No! I love my mom and dad and wouldn’t change a thing, but can you believe that answer?! Though it makes sense that Scientology claims OT level Scientologists will be given the choice. After all that cash they gave Scientology, they should probably get some sort of kickback. Scientologists will have already spent $160,000, on average, just to get to clear. So then if they work their way up and spend another $500,000 on the OT levels, the least Hubbard could do is make up the idea that they’ll be able to choose their next set of parents, right? I mean, come on; banks used to give out brand new toasters just for opening a checking account. Seriously though, for the money, Scientologists are going to expect something, right? All right let’s move on. Here’s more from the (secular) article:

	 

	“Hubbard was quoted from a lecture, in the 1950’s, describing how, after death, a Thetan, a soul, is carried to a landing station on Venus, where it is programmed with lies. Then it’s put into a capsule and dumped back on Earth where it wanders in search of a baby to inhabit.”

	 

	Hey, maybe that’s what’s going on with our kids! When you first get them, everything is fine until they reach about two years old. Have you noticed? From that point, they can be “terrible.” So, Scientologist souls float around looking for a young one to attach to, but maybe they have a two year old age limit. I don’t know, but it’s a theory. Hey, if they can make up stories, I can too. Let’s move on with more about Scientology’s beliefs on the afterlife, which are obviously not true: 

	 

	“They believe that you inherently have unlimited abilities over matter, space, time, energy, and possibly other things as well.”

	But last time I checked, matter, space, time, and energy cover everything. But, whatever, maybe there is something more out there? Or maybe it’s just not true. Here is more on their ideas about the afterlife for those who’ve made it all the way through the OT levels:

	 

	“Fully able Thetans don’t even need a body except for types of game playing.”

	 

	So, I guess if you want to get back on Venus for a soccer match, it would be tough to play as a floating soul-like thing if your foot goes right through the ball. How do you even score? Let’s move on:

	 

	“Some Thetans can choose their afterlife facility.”

	 

	So, you can stay wherever you want. It’s kind of like getting a hotel upgrade and it’s more of those nifty kickbacks for handing over hundreds of thousands to Scientology. You get your choice of moms and dads and now you can pick your living quarters. But here’s more on the accommodations, in case Scientologists are pondering which hotel to stay at. But I feel like I should again tell you, I’m really not making this crazy stuff up. It’s all what Hubbard claimed to be true, so it’s what Scientology believes:

	 

	“The afterlife facility on planet Mars is nicer than the one on Venus.”

	 

	So, they’re just saying you don’t want to make a mistake because once you’re gone and you’ve dropped your meat body, you’re making a long-term commitment. Here’s more to think about for Scientologists when arranging their afterlife living situation:

	 

	“The afterlife facility on Venus may be near railroad tracks since Hubbard was almost hit by a locomotive one time when he was investigating that facility.”

	 

	And of course, now it makes sense why the Mars afterlife facility has to be better than the Venus one. That Venus railroad-track hotel must keep folks up all night with the loud train whistles and red blinking lights in your window.

	 

	Wow! But people actually believe this stuff!! Let’s move on:

	 

	“Afterlife facilities are totally automated and require no personnel.”

	 

	Maybe they’re using artificial intelligence. 

	 

	“Thetans receiving afterlife degrading are afterwards dumped unceremoniously in the gulf of lower California.”

	 

	So, don’t go fishing there! And don’t eat fish caught there. Let’s move on:

	 

	“There are more Thetans wanting bodies than are available and fights break out over bodies.”

	 

	But, what if two guys are fighting for the same body? Well, apparently Hubbard had an answer for that:

	 

	“Multiple Thetans may pick up the same body during, the body’s lifetime. This is, Scientology’s version of a person who has a multiple personality disorder.”

	 

	So that medical condition turns out to be two Scientologists. Can you believe this? There are so many answers to life’s questions from Hubbard who came up with a lot of fictitious explanations about the afterlife. And Scientologists really believe this stuff. Here’s more:

	 

	“A Thetan can leave a body temporarily without the body dying. They call this exteriorizing. Also, a Thetan may accidentally leave a body. They call that ‘doing a bunk.’ They actually used to offer a procedure for bringing the Thetan back to its body after it did a bunk. It was called ‘bring back to life assist’ and apparently could be used to revive a recently dead body.”

	 

	One guy commented on that to say he wondered why it was no longer available because it would come in handy. I think the only possible answer to my theory as to why it’s not offered anymore: it’s because the whole thing was bunk. That’s the obvious conclusion. Hey folks, this stuff writes itself. I’m just reading the words.

	 

	Let’s move on to more of what you can expect when you die, which, according to Scientology, is some of what’s probably happening right now for Isaac Hayes. Maybe he’s on Mars, maybe Venus, or he could have been unceremoniously dumped in the Lower California gulf. He could be down there trying to revive his music career but maybe has to learn a new afterlife instrument. He could be struggling with that while also fighting a bigger Thetan over a body because he’s still waiting to get one. Here is more from the wisdom of Hubbard:

	 

	“This is going to continue on until you get sufficient Scientology processing and you’ll have no more of these spiritual degradations.”

	 

	See that’s why you need to invest the cash with Scientology right now. Right? No. It turns out the whole thing is just science fiction.

	 

	Now, I don’t have much room to get into reincarnation here but if you’re interested, we deal with it extensively in our studies, New Age & The Last Days Deception, Hinduism and the Dangers of Yoga, and Buddhism. But does the Bible teach reincarnation? No! As we already saw, reincarnationists want to point to the lie that twists John Chapter 3. Reincarnation is not what’s talked about there when the Bible mentions the necessity of being born again. Also, Hebrews 9:27 says this:

	 

	“Man is appointed once to die and then face judgment.”

	 

	So, how many times do you die? Only once! It is not a bunch of deaths, per person, over and over again. People also want to quote the Bible about John the Baptist, who they’ll say was Elijah reincarnated. But he wasn’t. He came into the spirit and power of Elijah. Also, according to Scripture, John the Baptist was even asked if he was Elijah. His answer: No, I am not. So, if that’s their best evidence, it fails. Here’s more:

	 

	“Also, when Jesus told the criminal on the cross, ‘Today you will be with me in paradise,’ He didn’t say you’re going to have another chance to live on this Earth and get it right next time.”

	 

	Jesus didn’t suggest the thief locate a Scientologist with pop cans so the thief could confess his way out of this mess. Now, I don’t want to get into reincarnation much, so I’ll at least hit the highlights because that’s their version of salvation and the afterlife. They say you must keep repeating this life on Earth over and over again until you figure out that the only way to be free is to give Scientology a lot of cash so you can go through the OT levels. But it’ll be worth it because you don’t want to be stuck on Venus in that low-rent train-track hotel. And you certainly don’t want to be unceremoniously dumped somewhere. I agree because I’ll tell you what: I got dumped enough times in high school. So, I’m not about to deal with that in the afterlife. Let’s continue on:

	 

	“Scientology disagrees that the word of God says that there is no inherent goodness of man and the heart is deceitful above all things. The Scripture is very clear about that. On top of that, the word of God is sure that until we humble ourselves, believe in Jesus Christ and his work on the cross, and put our trust in him and his work alone on the cross, that we have the wrath of God still abiding in us. We have no hidden powers or abilities, we do have sin hidden in our heart, and we must have the righteousness of Christ imputed to us or we will face a godless eternity of suffering in Hell.”

	 

	That’s what the Bible talks about and prescribes as the only way you can be saved.

	 

	So, we’ve already looked at their idea of the afterlife, which talked some about salvation, but let’s look deeper into what Scientology teaches on salvation and that of course is exactly whatever Hubbard made up about it. We’ll also look more into what they say, as far as the aspect of salvation; that is Heaven and Hell, which is where the implant idea is going to come up.

	 

	First let’s look at what the Bible says, which is that our physical death is the consequences of sin, salvation is obtained only through Jesus, and we become a new creature in Christ when we get saved. We’re saved when we’re born again from above with the Holy Spirit, who immediately indwells us at that moment of salvation and seals us for a day of redemption and we can never lose it from that point on. So, when we die, we are guaranteed to go to Heaven. 

	 

	Second Corinthians 5:8 says that for a Christian, to be absent from the body is to be present with the Lord, who is Jesus, and he’s at the right hand of God the Father in Heaven. So, as a Christian, when we leave our body, we immediately go to be with Jesus. However, if you don’t know Jesus as your Savior, where are you going to go? You’re going to Hell and as Jesus makes clear in Matthew 25, whichever of the two you go to, you don’t come back. Matthew 25 also says you have two options: go away to eternal life or away to eternal punishment. You don’t keep coming back. There is not a second chance.

	 

	But what does Scientology say about death? Here’s that:

	 

	“Death is an inconsequential dropping of the body, but you will have trillions of times to get it right.”

	 

	Of course, Hubbard’s very lucrative claim is that you supposedly won’t have to wait through trillions of lives if you just pay Scientology enough cash to get life right this time. Here’s what the Bible says about Heaven and Hell:

	 

	“Hell is a place of everlasting conscious existence where unbelievers are separated from God in torment. Heaven is a state of bliss and joy, as the exact opposite.”

	 

	And here’s what Scientology says, including one of Hubbard’s favorite words.

	 

	“Heaven and Hell are Christian myths and they are mental implants. Both Heaven and Hell are mental implants that we are stuck believing from previous lives.”

	 

	Now, let me better explain those implants. You may remember from the Xenu story that they’re called the “incidence” of implants. According to Hubbard, it was an incident where Xenu was trying to depopulate the universe by eliminating 50% of all beings, which coincidentally, is exactly like the hugely current successful Marvel movie series, Avengers: Infinity Wars, and Avengers: Endgame. 

	    

	But Xenu snookered those aliens, who were from our part of the galaxy, by saying the aliens were under an IRS audit so they would have to show up. When they did, Xenu’s helpers shot them full of glycol and alcohol, which instantly froze them. Xenu then put them into crates and onto exact replicas of our DC-8 airplanes, except these had rocket engines. They were then transported to Earth, dropped in volcanoes, and hydrogen bombs were thrown in after them to blow them up. As their souls started to rise up, Xenu was worried that their souls might report him because apparently it was frowned upon to lie about an IRS audit, shoot people in the neck with glycol alcohol, and then blow them up. So, Xenu put out flypaper traps to catch the souls. Those souls clumped together and then Xenu made them sit through propaganda movies in Cineplexes built all over the earth.

	 

	According to Hubbard, those movies, which they were forced to watch over and over, were used to implant false ideas in the aliens. And because those dead aliens later attached to humans, that is supposedly where we Christians got Jesus, Christianity, and all our other beliefs. It is from those souls that we received Christianity implants, among other implants, that now cling to us humans and give us all the negative thinking involving those implanted stories. And only Scientology can get those wrongly programmed alien souls off of us so we can be rid of those Engrams. That is an implant incident and it’s called the Xenu scenario. But again, that is just one of the supposed many, many, incidents that became negative implants for mankind. And only Scientology can get them off of us.

	 

	Now, believe it or not, apparently there were others besides Xenu who messed things up for us humans. I really think Hubbard was serious about these so I feel it’s important for you to know of them and the first we should deal with is the formidable bubble gum scenario:

	 

	“According to Hubbard, the Bubble-Gum Incident was an important early incident where you are hit with a motion and finally develop an obsession about motion. And the reason why, is because there was this gummy material and every time a soul would push against it, it pushed back.”

	 

	So, that is what gives an obsession with motion. Now, my analysis of his gum story rhymes with this: “don’t do drugs.” Seriously, do not do drugs!! And I say that sincerely because that’s what’s going on here, as well as a heavy dose of occult influence. Hubbard put those two together in a major way, so it follows that he would come up with the craziness he did.

	 

	Another of Hubbard’s scenarios is called the Coffee-Grinder Incident. If you thought Xenu was bad, just check this one out to understand that we need some serious assistance with the effects of this coffee event:

	 

	“The Coffee-Grinder Incident was a control mechanism invented to cut down rebel raids on an invader installation in space. This was laid down in the galaxy one million years ago and it consisted of this device that was floating in space to cut down on these rebel raids. It consisted of a two-handled portable machine, which when turned like a coffee grinder, emits a heavy push-pull electronic wave in a series of stuttering ‘baps.’ The invaders left these machines in the universe for the yokels. Believing that the treatment was vital to get to heaven, or some such thing, the yokels practiced on each other and found new victims and generally spread the implant around.”

	 

	So, according to Hubbard, that’s why we believe we have to get to Heaven. It’s only because the coffee grinders were left to float the universe for the yokels to play with.

	 

	Here’s one that will make a lot of sense, especially if you’re married. It’s called the Ice Cube Incident:

	 

	“A Xenu-like story, in which alien invaders and flying saucers implanted living entities.”

	 

	Apparently, what they did was kidnap the beings that are attached to humans today. It wasn’t about freezing them through glycol alcohol injected in their necks like Xenu did. These beings were packed in ice. So, it was kind of like Xenu’s caper with the freezing, but there was no needle. After being kidnapped and packed in ice, they were taken to a new area and dumped into the ocean (apparently instead of a volcano). The conclusion that a drugged-up Hubbard got for his Ice Cube Incident story was a supposed explanation for “why people have very cold hands and very cold feet.”

	 

	For us married folk, that does explain why our spouses’ feet sometimes feel like they’ve been packed in ice. It’s like they just came back from Alaska, right? You want to ask them what’s up with their feet. And of course, at times our spouses probably feel the same about us. Well, it turns out to be because of this Ice Cube Incident. What a revelation! Can you believe this? But be sure to pay $160,000 to Scientology or your marriage is doomed to a life of chilly limbs.

	 

	Another scenario Hubbard came up with was the Jack-in-the-Box Incident:

	 

	“Here we have an invader trick, a method of trapping Thetans. And these alien invaders tricked the Thetans into gathering an endless loop of copies of pictures, just looking at these pictures over and over, and confusing themselves, ultimately ending in an explosion.”

	 

	Yes, we’ve all seen how those who can’t stop looking at pictures, blow up. Whatever. But Hubbard goes further to say that this is why preclear people (those who haven’t submitted to Scientology’s stages to become clear), can be found to be:

	 

	“very curious about cereal boxes, which have pictures of cereal boxes, which have pictures of cereal boxes.”

	 

	I’ll say it again, especially for the kids: Don’t do drugs! Also, do not get involved with the occult. And certainly, do not do both! Now, as far as the cereal box thing, I don’t know about you, but I do sit at the breakfast table for long periods of time, because as soon as I see that cereal box, with a picture of another cereal box, and then I look closer to see another cereal box, I’ll notice more cereal boxes and it just keeps going. Whatever.

	 

	So, those are some of the scenarios that Hubbard claims happened with these sorts of incidents. I can’t begin to go into all those he came up with but each one I read, made me think, “Are you serious?” And I kept thinking that the next Hubbard’s incident I looked at was probably going to explain the implant that makes me say, “Are you serious?!” 

	 

	Now, let me give just a couple from the huge number of different “incidents” Hubbard invented as another reason Scientologists needed to give him more money. He just invented more problems to be fixed by paying him more cash. The number of issues he came up with seems endless. 

	 

	Hubbard described this next one in 1968, just after what he called incident one, which was supposedly their version of the creation of the universe. That is obviously a whole other thing, but this is called the Obscene-Dog Incident and I’m sorry to give you this, but it does say something about Hubbard’s mindset. Here is why it’s obscene:

	“It was a little bit later past incident one and the Obscene Dog was sort of a brass dog in a sitting position. Anybody who got around the front of this dog got caught in some electronic current and you got sucked up into the dog, you passed through the dog’s backside, and were spit out. Thetans didn’t like this.”

	 

	Wow. Where can I go from that? 

	 

	Now, besides all those incidents I’ve mentioned, there are so many others I could pick from like the Train Goals Incident and the Gorilla Goals Incident. Gorilla Goals was one where, supposedly 319 million years ago, people were stuck into an amusement park with gorillas running around all over and this explains people “having to go to sleep.”

	 

	Let me give you just one more that will get us back on the subject of Heaven. According to Hubbard, who believes Heaven was faked so we need to get rid of the idea because there is no such place, the Heaven Implants were given over 43 trillion years ago. In fact, he says it was exactly 43,891,832,611,177 years, 344 days, 10 hours, 20 minutes, and 40 seconds from 10:02 and 1/2 P.M. Daylight Greenwich Time May 9, 1963. 

	 

	Wow. I can’t remember what I did yesterday, but this guy knew that within half a second. What an intellect he had. Or he was just a liar.  

	 

	According to Hubbard, here’s what happened when Heaven became a supposed implant and he knows because he says he went there. At first, he was impressed, but then apparently looked around some more. At first, he compared Heaven to the “Busch Gardens in Pasadena.” Now, as cool as that place is, if that’s what Heaven is like, we’re in trouble. Hubbard went on to say he traveled back to Heaven at a later date and his report was not so good: 

	 

	“The place is shabby, the vegetation is gone, the pillows are scruffy, the Saints have vanished, and so have the angels. And a sign to the left, as you enter, says, ‘This is Heaven.’ The one on the right, a sign, says, ‘Hell.’ It has an arrow and inside the grounds one can see the excavations and archaeological diggings with raw terraces that lead to Hell.”

	 

	“Hubbard reported that he had no encounter of devils or satans. He said, ‘Heaven was, however, not quite as conventionally depicted and took on the form of a town.’”

	 

	And from his description of Heaven, it does sound like a town:

	 

	“It consisted of a trolley bus, some building fronts, sidewalks, train tracks, a boarding house, a bistro in the basement with a well-lighted bulletin board, and a bank building in bold letters.”

	 

	So, apparently his Scientologists will need cash in Heaven. Hubbard then describes how the second series of Heaven implants were depicted. Basically, this is what he claims he saw and I’m going to quote it word for word but it’s hard to follow because he sounds like he’s pretty high on something here; probably drugs or alcohol or both:

	 

	“There was a passenger getting on the trolley bus, a workman halfway down the first stairs of two...forget eating lunch and in...to be in heaven, a gardener or electrician adjusting an implant box behind a hedge and periodically leaping up and screaming.”

	 

	Hey, how about that? Aren’t you looking forward to getting into Heaven for that? Wow. Hey folks, with all due respect, much of this from Hubbard is explainable by the fact that drugs and alcohol were a central part of his life. We dealt with it heavily in the last chapter, with his own family admitting this guy was majorly nonstop on drugs since he was at least a teenager, as well as being deeply involved in demonic activity through his occult studies and practices.

	 

	Now, I want to give you a very important point, involving all this craziness coming out of Hubbard’s head. And why does he speak so much nonsense like his Heaven implant we just saw? It’s because of where his thinking is originating. L. Ron Hubbard says the words but who is Hubbard’s source? It is satan. This stuff from Hubbard is flat-out satanic, which means he was involved with demonic influences. So, what follows if a person gets deep enough into Hubbard’s demonic satanic teachings, through Scientology? What do you think will happen to that person? Well, it’s safe to say they’re opening themselves up to demonic control.

	 

	In fact, to close out our study of Scientology in the last chapter, we’re going to really explore the Hollywood aspect, including their Celebrity Centre’s and how they purposely go after the Hollywood elite. After examining that, we’ll finish up with a thorough description of how best to witness to Scientologists. 

	 

	But, let me give you a teaser, as far as the Hollywood stuff, with a look at an elite actor, Tom Cruise, who has been in Scientology for a long time. And as we cover this, keep in mind that when a person gets himself or herself hooked up to a demonic root, they too will probably start acting strange, just like what we’ve already seen from L. Ron Hubbard.

	 

	In fact, that’s exactly why Tom Cruise has lost contracts recently. It’s because of his erratic behavior. Here is the transcript of a report on that:

	 

	Commentary: “Over the course of more than 35 years, Tom Cruise has evolved from a teen heartthrob to one of the most powerful and polarizing figures in Hollywood. He flew straight into the hearts of women everywhere as Maverick in Top Gun and he won the male vote as Ethan Hunt in Mission Impossible, building his reputation as one of the film industry’s genuine megastars. But somewhere along the way, the love Cruise had grown accustomed to, began to fade and the public’s perception of him changed drastically. Once the man that every guy wanted to be and every girl wanted to be with, the name Tom Cruise has since come to mean something completely different. 

	 

	Fewer fan girls: Telling women what they can and can’t wear is one way to lose the female demographic, but telling them how to give birth, is a different kind of insult entirely. When Katie Holmes was pregnant, Cruise was forced to address rumors that he was demanding his wife give birth in complete silence; a practice Scientologists believe prevents permanent psychic scars caused by negativity at birth. According to ABC News, Cruise was even rumored to have had a special pacifier made to keep Holmes quiet during delivery, though the A-lister insisted the church’s silent-birth method is not as strict as many believe. 

	 

	No studio love: Cruise’s behavior off screen eventually began to affect his career.”

	 

	Cruise: “I think it’s a privilege to call yourself a Scientologist and it’s something that you have to earn because a Scientologists does...he or she has the ability to create new and better realities and improve conditions. Being a Scientologist, you look at someone and you absolutely know that you can help them. So, for me it really is KSW...it’s just like...it’s something that, ahh...I don’t mince words with that...you know, with anything that (unintelligible)...but that policy to me has really gone (makes a gesture with his hand like something gets right to the point)...boy...there’s a time I went through and said you know what...when I read it, you know, I just went, ‘This is it. It’s exactly it, and I went...you know, she...they said, ‘So, have you met an SP?’  and I looked at them...you know...and I thought, ‘Oh, what a beautiful thing,’ because maybe one day, it’ll be like that. You know what I’m saying? Maybe one day it’ll be like, ‘Wow, SP’s.’ They’ll just read about those in the history books, you know?”

	 

	Commentary: “In 2006, Paramount Pictures ended its 14-year working relationship with the actor, fearing his erratic actions were going to negatively impact receipts for the upcoming Mission Impossible III. Apparently, it wasn’t just the actor’s affiliation with Scientology that had the studio sweating. Cruise’s bizarre appearance on The Oprah Winfrey Show, led many to question his sanity.”

	 

	This part needs to be seen. Search online for something like, “Tom Cruise’s erratic behavior during an appearance on the Oprah Winfrey Show.”

	Commentary: “Paramount’s CEO, Sumner Redstone was quoted by CNN saying, ‘As much as we like him personally, we thought it was wrong to renew his deal. His recent conduct had not been acceptable to Paramount.’”

	 

	So, Cruise’s odd behavior has created problems for him and speaking of odd, here is the description of another scene from Heaven, that supposedly came from the Heaven Implant, but really just popped out of L. Ron Hubbard’s imagination:

	 

	“It’s a gardener or electrician, adjusting an implant box behind a hedge and periodically leaping up and screaming.”

	 

	Wow. That’s kind of weird and if you think about it, it’s also very sad. 

	 

	Now, as long as we’re discussing the demonic realm and occult practices, I want to quickly touch on New Age because, with all due respect, we just saw the biggest New Age Priestess on the planet, Oprah Wan Kenobi. She was interviewing Tom Cruise. You’ve maybe heard some of my background with New Age. I became involved with the occult, which is what Hubbard relied on to create Scientology, and I found out personally, that the deeper I got into it, the darker and darker and darker it progressed. Demons actually began to manifest, and I was probably possessed. And as you would imagine, I felt like I was literally going insane. 

	 

	That’s what happens and it’s not just from falsehood. Anything that counters Jesus, who is the Way, the Truth, and the Life, is of who? Who is the father of all lies? It’s satan. So, if you are following a satanic road, what is going to happen as you go deeper? The experience will get more and more erratic and demonic. That is very sad! So, we’re on a rescue mission!

	 

	As I mentioned, in the last chapter we’re going to finish our study of Scientology with a look at their Hollywood Celebrity Centre’s and their influence toward making Scientology attractive. If Scientology, publicly and privately, represented their cult as it really is, do you think people would be beating down their doors? Of course, they wouldn’t. So as part of their necessary deception, Scientology markets themselves through their Hollywood celebrities like Tom Cruise, so the public will see him involved, and figure Scientology must be the way to go. 	In this chapter about the “science fiction occult” that is Scientology, our focus will be on answering the question: why is Scientology so attractive? Then we’ll finish up with the most important reason for this study and that is to get equipped with the knowledge needed to witness to those unfortunate individuals trapped in Scientology. In the last chapter we left off with how Scientology is messed up in every core doctrine. It all starts with their completely wrong source of authority and then filters down to their false beliefs about the nature of God, Jesus, man, and salvation. 

	 

	In the last few chapters, we answered the question about how we know for sure that Scientology is a cult. And how do we know that Scientology is a cult? It’s because they fit every classic definition of one. Is their source of authority, the Bible? No! As we saw, they follow a man: L. Ron Hubbard. The toxic waste oozes downhill from there, so everything they believe gets messed up. Now, the statement we saw was that Scientology is 98% compatible with Christianity. But how can that be when they don’t even involve the Bible? So, they are messed up on every core doctrine including the nature of God, the nature of Jesus, the nature of man, and salvation.  It’s so bad that we can say Scientology’s beliefs are diametrically opposed to Christianity and completely fictitious, which of course makes sense because Hubbard was a science fiction writer who was looking to cash in by making up a new religion.  

	 

	Now, what we’re going to look at is why Scientology is so attractive. We can see that their ideas and practices are full of the occult. Also, their source of authority (Hubbard) was a heavy-duty drug user who was probably demonically possessed. We even saw where he was talking while on drugs and most likely full of demons. The contentions of Scientology do not even make sense. It’s illogical, sounds exactly like the made-up stories it is, and it’s just a disjointed hodgepodge of random chaotic, but creative, thought. We wonder how anyone could fall for this nonsense because it should have perished by the wayside decades ago. So, why are they so attractive?? Why does this moneymaking machine even exist today? Well, here is the first of those reasons:

	 

	“Scientology gives a sense of self-empowerment.”

	 

	One thing man likes is religion because it gives him or her a feeling of self-justification. People think, “Hey, I’m not a bad guy because I sometimes go to church services,” or “I’ve tried to be good to my family and I only kick my dog on Thursdays,” or “I’m an American so I believe in God and country.” Man likes to justify himself. Religion helps him do that even if it involves following the beliefs of Mormons who feel justified through their cult practices with statements like, “Hey I don’t drink caffeine,” or “I only wear white shirts,” or “I do a bike tour to tell others about Mormonism.” The same goes for a Jehovah’s Witnesses who get their justification from bloody knuckles gained through so much door knocking to tell people about their religion. Or maybe it’s Catholic practices that help them feel justified by their works, including things like confession, attending mass, reciting Hail Mary’s, and giving generously to their church; one of the richest organizations on earth.

	 

	Scientology is the same thing. It’s all about self. There is supposedly self-empowerment through techniques learned from L. Ron Hubbard and these practices are said by Scientology to ultimately bring a person to become their own god. So, it unfortunately feeds into that basic human sin: self-righteousness.

	 

	Now, was there a group of people Jesus consistently called out for being self-righteous? There was and it rhymes with “the Pharisees.” Can you guess? Yes, it’s “the Pharisees,” and if you thought that, you’re on the ball. Here’s more:

	 

	“Scientology teaches that you can become one with the universe by clearing your mind of bad thoughts, Engrams. Sin is not an issue, according to them.”

	 

	Boy, who doesn’t want to hear that last part?! Our God-given conscience wishes we didn’t have to worry about that sin thing.

	 

	“There is a methodology, which is works and man likes works, that allows you to obtain spiritual awareness and there is no God.”

	 

	And hey, if there is no God, you can do whatever you’d like, right? You wouldn’t be accountable to anyone. While we’re at it, let’s just throw in the idea that you yourself are God. Then you just need to remind yourself of that as you shell out the cash to go through the OT levels so you can discover that you are a deity, and blah blah blah.

	 

	So, that is one prominent area of false doctrine that makes Scientology attractive. We will spend the bulk of this chapter on the other major reason. It surrounds what Scientology calls their “Celebrity Centres.” By and large, I think these Centres are why Scientology still continues to exist today and hasn’t completely crumbled. It’s starting to decline from all the bad press but unfortunately, they’re still going strong in a lot of locations around the planet because they have people in Hollywood who are promoting Scientology. It’s that old successful method of putting an icon in front of the people to draw them in. People follow the stars. Even way back with L. Ron Hubbard, Scientology realized the power of having an influential person behind the belief system.

	But, before we get into that, let’s look at 1 Peter, Chapter 3 to see our theme for the information we’re about to cover. Christians are called to give a defense for the hope that lies within us because that hope is the truth. The nature of truth is that it’s absolute and it’s defensible because it’s true. As the old axiom goes: “always tell the truth because you can defend it.” Lies eventually will catch up with you. So, let’s take a look at 1 Peter Chapter 3, Verse 15:

	 

	“But in your heart, set apart Christ as Lord.”

	 

	If you know the rest of that verse, does it go on to say you should always have your pastor handle any questions that might come up about your Christianity? Should you have your pastor deal with any faith questions, as you pass the buck? And if the pastor isn’t ready to go, should you just get hold of a Church deacon to schedule a meeting for the deacon to handle that question, from the person that you work with, or that friend or family member with a question? What does 1 Peter go on to say? It says for you, Christian, to:

	 

	“Always be prepared to give an answer to everyone…”

	 

	Praise God that we have Church leaders who can help, but who is that verse directed at? It is for each and every one of us, the individual Christian. And what does it mean by “always?” Is that once in a while? No. It means all the time. Does that mean everyone you meet, even those people who ask weird questions about UFO’s, dinosaurs, or even this one: if God is so loving, why does he allow…? Yes, everyone should study to give an answer! And that means you have to do your homework. You have to invest the time to get into the information. That’s what the word, “disciple,” means. It is a “disciplined learner.”

	 

	“Always be prepared to give an answer to everyone who asks you to give the reason for the hope that you have. But do this with gentleness and respect, keeping a clear conscience so that those who speak maliciously against your good behavior in Christ, may be ashamed of their slanders.”

	 

	So, we Christians are called to get equipped to give answers and we are to give those answers gently and respectfully. We need to get equipped. That’s what the Bible says. We Christians are called to be witnesses to God’s truth and Jesus, who is the truth. We are called to witness in love.

	 

	Scientology advances the same way we advance Christianity, through influence. The difference is that if that influence doesn’t work for Scientology, they escalate to threats or worse. But, the premise behind their Celebrity Centres is to advance their organization, which, in Christian terms, would be said as witnessing, or evangelizing. Here is more on Celebrity Centres, which are explained as:

	 

	“Scientology’s way to reach out to the general public.”

	 

	But, more specifically, they are basically Scientology churches. Again, I hate associating “church” with Scientology because it doesn’t apply in the Christian sense of the word. However, it does act as a descriptor. Scientology says their Celebrity Centres are,

	 

	“Technically for artists, politicians, leaders of industrys, sports figures, and anyone with the power to create a better world.”

	 

	So, they are not just a “church” for average Scientologists. Again, I don’t like to use that word and I think “facility” is probably a more suitable word, but I am using what they call their locations that are church-type buildings where the public is welcome to come in. Celebrity Centres are technically supposed to be for the elite, and most specifically, for the celebrities; hence the name, Celebrity Centre. It kind of seems like a snooty stance for a religion to take which wants to pull more people in. But, by making it exclusive, they cater to those with the power that will reflect well on Scientology. Not to mention that the same type people are normally also the ones with the money. Here’s more:

	 

	“The Celebrity Centre International was established in Los Angeles in 1969 by Yvonne Gillham, a Sea Org member who worked directly with L. Ron Hubbard.”

	 

	Since then, Scientology has put these places all over the world to specifically cater towards influential people, i.e., celebrities. They have them in London, New York City, Munich, Paris, and even here in Las Vegas where they are very excited about, not just a Scientology church, but a Celebrity Centre. In fact, here’s the transcript from their “exciting” promotional video:

	 

	Las Vegas Nevada: “It’s the entertainment capital of the world and home of the famous four-mile stretch known the world over, simply, as The Strip. And it’s also now home to the new Church of Scientology and Celebrity Centre of Las Vegas. It stands just ten minutes from the lights of the city, central to where those who entertain this town live. And this new church welcomes them all with a standing invitation to daily open houses where they can discover Dianetics and Scientology for themselves.

	 

	It is here in the Scientology Academy, counselors train in the techniques of auditing. And it is designed to meet the needs of a growing Vegas congregation. All counseling and course rooms lead to the central courtyard and café, which makes it especially convenient for between-course and counseling-session breaks. And in fact, the main courtyard adjoins another. This one is part of a Celebrity Centre wing dedicated to the artists and performers who take the spotlight on the stages here. It also has a president’s lounge to receive everyone else who brings this town to life. This wing even includes additional course and auditing rooms. The centerpiece of this church is its three-hundred-seat chapel.

	 

	In addition to every type of Scientology service and religious gatherings, it also hosts community events and concerts throughout the week. And it is all configured to provide the perfect welcome to all because this auditorium flows directly into the whole panorama of public information displays. Here is where the fundamentals of Dianetics and Scientology play out across the screens, along with every church-sponsored humanitarian and social betterment program. And the finale is appropriately reserved for an exhibit devoted to the life and legacy of Scientology’s founder, L. Ron Hubbard. So, there you have the new ideal Church of Scientology and Celebrity Centre of Las Vegas.”

	 

	So, there you have it; a new place for us Christians to go witness. Amen? Now, we know just where to go! But, of all places, why did they set one up in Las Vegas? Of course, it’s because we have a lot of celebrities from all the Las Vegas shows.

	 

	Scientology puts these Celebrity Centres all over the world to attract celebrities instead of average Joe Schmoes who might wander in off the street. As I said, they have these Centres in key cities like Las Vegas, London, Munich, Nashville, New York City, Paris, Vienna, Dusseldorf, Florence, Los Angeles, and a number of other cities around the world.

	 

	“Critics of Scientology point to Hubbard’s launch of what was called, ‘Project Celebrity,’ in 1955.”

	 

	So, early on, Hubbard knew that enlisting celebrities was the way to promote an idea. Remember that the 50’s, was the same time Hubbard lost all he had gained from the Dianetics organization and had to figure out ways to get it back. At that time, he was doing everything he could think of, including turning Scientology into a religion, so they can wear clerical collars and play the religious persecution card as much as they want. Remember also, that Hubbard lived in Los Angeles in the 1940’s when he was at the “Parsonage” with Jack Parsons, who was himself a celebrity. So was Aleister Crowley in a way. Hubbard had contact with the celebrities there at Jack’s Parsonage, which may have given Hubbard the experience to see how valuable those relationships and endorsements could be. 

	 

	So, Hubbard got Hollywood involved to help raise Scientology’s profile to give it legitimacy. This was also the time Hubbard acquired his fake college doctorate. Again, Project Celebrity was launched in 1955 and Hubbard said it was to:

	 

	“Recruit celebrities into Scientology. The Centres were established as an extension of this initial purpose.”

	 

	That’s on record from 1955 and L. Ron Hubbard did it. But guess what Scientology says about that practice today.

	 

	“They deny the existence of their policy to recruit high ranking celebrities.”

	 

	What?! The fact that they do recruit celebrities is just common sense and common knowledge. In fact, here’s the video transcript about those Celebrity Centre’s real purpose and this is from one actor who has been there and done that. He tells us exactly what these Centres exist for:

	 

	“Hi, my name’s Steve Mango. I’m an actor, a business owner, and I was a four-year parishioner of the Church of Scientology Celebrity Centre in Hollywood.

	 

	Why celebrities? People always wonder what’s the fascination with celebrities inside Scientology. Why do they have their own Celebrity Centre and how do celebrities benefit Scientology? So here are a few things Ron Hubbard said about celebrities:

	 

	How does LRH define a celebrity? ‘A celebrity is also further defined as: any person important in his field or an opinion leader or his entourage, business associates, family, or friends with particular attention to the arts, sports, and management and government.’ —From LRH, HCO PL, policy letter May 23rd, 1967, on celebrities.

	 

	So why celebrities? LRH says, ‘A being expands wanted conditions to the degree he is trained and uses Scientology technology. Celebrity Centre will ensure that beings in power use their power to create a safe space, thus bringing about de-stimulation and will bring people into aesthetics and speed the forward drive of creating a new civilization.’ From LRH, HCO PL policy letter February 22nd, 1970, on Celebrity Centre.

	 

	Why Artists? LRH states: ‘We instinctively revere the great, artist, painter, or musician and society, as a whole, looks upon them as not quite ordinary beings. And they are not. They are a cut above Man... What distinguishes civilized Man, as Man, is that he is mired into problems which just get worse the more he solves them. The being who can recognize the actual source of problems, and so see them vanish, is too rare to be easily comprehended... When a being can do this - make problems vanish with a glance - he is certainly no longer man. And the problems artists have are legend.’ —LRH from ‘The States of Existence,’ 1965.

	 

	LRH knew that celebrities would put legitimacy onto Scientology. If you have these famous faces attached to the church; yes, there’s the aspect where they have money to donate to the church, but it’s not even necessarily about that. It’s more about having that one person, that you may look up to, actually be a Scientologist and then you attribute their success to Scientology. So, you’ll see someone like Tom Cruise, and you may look up to him as an actor and you say, ‘Well, he’s in Scientology. It must be good. There must be some workable things inside Scientology.’ So, you have these people who are opinion leaders in their fields, maybe they’re in the government and the police force, and they’re talking about how Scientology has helped them.

	 

	So, you think, ‘Wow. Well, let me give this Scientology thing a shot.’ So, a lot of people come in and they stay in Scientology like I did, because of these celebrities. And I stayed in because I was saying, ‘Well look, there are these different celebrities and famous faces who seem like they’re doing quite well in life and they’re attributing it to Scientology. Maybe I’m not seeing what they’re seeing, so let me give it a little bit more of a shot. Let me see what these famous people see in Scientology.’ And that is how they trap you. And that’s how they get people to stay in Scientology.”

	 

	He talked about how the celebrities attracted him to Scientology in the first place, but what I liked was how he admitted to himself that, even though Scientology wasn’t working for him, he thought he should just keep trying because it’s working for Tom Cruise. So, celebrities are not only a way to get people in, they are also a way to keep Scientologists tied in. When Scientology inevitably does not work for a lot of Scientologists, many just think it is a personal problem. They must be doing something wrong so maybe they should hit the pop cans a few more times to get it like Tom Cruise obviously has.

	 

	So, that’s really what’s going on as we can see from the example letters Steve Mango quoted above, which came directly from Hubbard. Here’s more on Scientology’s motivation to recruit celebrities, even though they want to deny much of it:

	 

	“Recruiting Scientology celebrities and getting them to endorse Scientology to the public at large, has always been important to Scientology. Scientology has even written a program governing celebrity recruitment. Since 1955, Hubbard called it ‘Project Celebrity,’ and even back then, he offered rewards to Scientologists who recruited targeted celebrities. Yet they try to deny this! A Scientology policy letter in 1976, states: ‘Celebrities who are just approaching their prime, enables the rapid dissemination of Scientology.’”

	 

	So, they purposely go after the ones who are above the average Joe Schmo actor. They are looking for someone who seems ready to ascend, already moving up quickly, or a successful celebrity now. And for those types, they have an urgency to go get those people, just as they did when Tom Cruise had just started to hit it big. 

	 

	Scientology is targeting celebrities in their prime because those people bring with them their prime influence. They give prime exposure for Scientology because of the association. But, what about the average Joe Schmo actor? Maybe they’re an actor who goes into one of these Scientology Celebrity Centres, which are just for actors, but what if they’re not in their prime? What if they’re just an average pedestrian-roles actor. What happens to them at these Celebrity Centres? Do they get treated like Tom Cruise? Oh, no. They get sent off to the work camp. Here’s that video transcript:

	 

	Steve Mango: “I came in there hoping to find spiritual fulfillment and get some guidance in my acting career. So, over the course of four years, I donated close to $50,000 to the Church of Scientology. They lied to me, they manipulated me, and they took advantage of me. You have to have money to be a Scientologist, regardless of what they want to tell you.”

	 

	They asked: “Do you have any investments?”

	 

	I said: “No.”

	 

	They asked: “Do you have any gold bullion?”

	 

	I said: “No.” “A Scientologist guy wants me to call my grandmother and ask my grandmother to donate $3,200.”

	 

	A Scientologist woman says: “Look, I need you to donate the total amount of your checking account.”

	 

	“They’ve got my social security number. They have got, you know, all my financial information. And all of them were running credit apps at the same time.

	 

	They told me: “We have people higher up in American Express and other financial institutions who are Scientologists and they can underwrite and approve your credit card for the amount of credit that we need for you to be able to go clear.” 

	 

	“They would show up to my house. They would knock on my door.”

	 

	Another ex-Scientologist actor: “Telemarketers have nothing on these people. They would call forty times a day.”

	 

	Steve Mango: “They said, ‘Give up on being an actor and become a staff member now.’ So, they laid it on really hard; they put the Sea Org contract and the pen in my hand. [They said,] ‘You’re in on the greatest push in the last 2500 years. You’re going to be an auditor and you’re going to help us clear this planet. So just listen to us, trust us, and sign the contract. Now this program is basically manual labor. You may be digging ditches for Scientology; you may be painting walls; you’re doing manual hard labor from sunup to sundown.’ They’re yelling at me, ‘You are a horrible disgusting excuse for a human being. You shouldn’t even be living right now because you don’t contribute anything into this world.’ They said, ‘Sign the contract and we’ll handle getting rid of your apartment [and] your car.’ You give up on all your artistic dreams. Scientology makes you forget all about them. They suggest to women to have an abortion if they get pregnant if they’re a Sea Org member because they believe a kid is just going to hold back a woman from their mission.”

	 

	Wow. And apparently, unless you’re a celebrity on the rise with some major cash, your mission is called, “manual labor.” You might be an actor but if you’re not really contributing much because your career shows it, your place is just to provide more free or cheap labor for Scientology.

	 

	Let’s take a look at some of the not so elite, or what I call, Joe Schmo, actors who are Scientologists in Hollywood. I’m going to list some of their names and then we’ll get into specifics on some of the elite actors. Now, on these lesser-known actors, I’m not even familiar with a lot of them myself because I don’t keep up with many of the modern shows:

	 

	Jennifer Aspen, Catherine Bell, David Campbell, Nancy Cartwright, Kate Ceberano, Erika Christensen, Chick Corea, Sky Dayton, Jason Dohring, Jenna Elfman, Richard Elfman, and as we saw earlier, Isaac Hayes, who has passed away. There is also, Mark Isham, Vivian Kubrick, and Alanna Masterson. Alanna is from The Walking Dead. Danny Masterson and Laura Prepon were both on the sitcom, That ‘70s Show. Other Scientologists are Elisabeth Moss, Bijou Phillips, Marissa Ribisi, and Princess Joy Villa.

	Now, I want to give you some background on a few Scientologist actors who are more familiar. For example, Kirstie Alley:

	 

	Kirstie was born in 1951 and her big breakthrough, which apparently rescued her from a life of hard labor in Scientology, was when she portrayed Lieutenant J.G. Saavik in Star Trek II: The Wrath of Khan. So, that took care of any concerns about being a mediocre actor who might end up digging ditches for Scientology. She was on the sitcom Cheers for 7 years and starred in many popular movies like Summer School and Look Who’s Talking. The latter also starred John Travolta, another Scientologist. Then from 1997 to 2000, she was in the popular sitcom, Veronica’s Closet. In the 2000’s she’s did sitcoms revolving around her own life and in 2013 she did another short-lived sitcom called, Kirstie. She was raised in part of the Bible Belt, Wichita Kansas, where her dad owned a lumber company. She attended Kansas State University but dropped out in her sophomore year after moving to Los Angeles to pursue Scientology and to become an interior designer. In 1979 she appeared as a contestant on the Hollywood game show, Match Game. She actually won both rounds, winning $500 in the first round and $5,500 in the second.

	 

	Hey, I wonder where that money went? Anyway, let’s move on. Kirstie was actually raised a Methodist and it’s sad because if you know anything about what’s going on in the Methodist faith, you know that a couple of the founders, John and Charles Wesley, are probably rolling over in their graves. It’s been decades now since the Methodist faith has gone into major apostasy.

	 

	So, again, that’s sad, and unfortunately it probably means Kirstie was not part of a good Church. She still could have been if by some small chance her childhood Church was one of the few still hanging on in that denomination to some sort of legitimate evangelical Christianity. I don’t know. But what’s sad is how someone could attend a Church but still end up in an organization like Scientology. 

	 

	Folks, that could happen to us if we don’t engage the people around us by getting to know them. Going to a Church service does not save anyone. You have got to get to know those who come. Visitors and new members may come to our Church and get exposed, but if they leave without knowing Christ and nobody ever talks or witnesses to them, this same sort of thing can happen to them.

	 

	So, Kirstie walked out of her Methodist Church and became a member of Scientology in 1979. She admitted that during the time she became a Scientologist, she had a cocaine addiction and went through Narconon, which is a drug-treatment program created by Scientology. I want to read you some information about Scientology’s Narconon International and this is straight from their own website:

	 

	“Narconon was found in 1966 and is based on the discoveries and writings of L. Ron Hubbard. Narconon constitutes a world-wide network that helps people recover from the devastation of drug addiction.”

	 

	And that’s a good thing, right? But what do they do?

	 

	“They combine procedures to alleviate the mental and physical anguish connected with drugs and the reasons why a person turned to drugs in the first place.”

	 

	I’ll bet I know what caused them to do drugs. It was those awful sticky alien-soul Engrams. Get them off!! You know it’s going to be in their program, right? We can also tell because Scientology’s own website shows this is what Hubbard came up with:

	 

	“L. Ron Hubbard’s discovery that drugs and other toxic residuals accumulate in the body, led to an innovative breakthrough in drug rehabilitation. Hubbard developed a safe, healthy, and thorough method of purging drugs from the body.”

	 

	Yeah and as he got those people to give up their drugs, the whole stash probably ended up on Hubbard’s ship in his large drug chest. My guess is that he used them himself. This stuff is coming from one of the biggest drug users of all time! Can you believe that?!

	But of course, they have this drug program because it’s just another platform to suck people into Scientology. It sounds like Kirstie was already in Scientology when she joined Narconon, but the treatment program probably further cemented her relationship with Scientology.

	 

	Now, as far as Kirstie’s progress in Scientology, she’s said to have continued her training and according to the record, as of 2007, Kirstie Alley had apparently attained the level of OT 7. In one more level, she makes it to 0T 8, which was what Hubbard supposedly got to. So, the question becomes: what are the fruits of your OT 7? How’s it working out for you? Remember, this is not even just clear. The OT levels mean a Scientologist is getting into the second stage and I’m not trying to tear Kirstie down, but why does she still have so many troubles? This is something we’ll look at later, as far as witnessing to Scientologists, but if this stuff really works, especially when you get to Kirstie’s OT 7 level, then why are these celebrities, who’ve reached the heights of OT, still making such a mess of their lives? Shouldn’t all those “Engrams” be gone by now? Right? It’s an important point. Okay, back to Kirstie’s story: 

	 

	Kirstie bought a house in Clearwater Florida from Lisa Marie Presley (Elvis’ daughter), who is also a Scientologist. Of course, we saw that Clearwater Florida is where Scientology has one of their important headquarters and they also have the Fort Harrison Hotel, which may be worse than staying at a roach motel. You really don’t want to check into that one because you may not get a chance to check out. 

	 

	This next quote shows how deep into Scientology Kirstie still is today:

	 

	“When fellow actress, Leah Remini left Scientology in 2013, Kirstie Alley publicly denounced Remini as ‘a repulsive bigot.’”

	 

	That was because Remini turned on Scientology. “Repulsive bigot” is a direct quote from Kirstie.

	 

	Here’s another Scientologist actress I’d like to give more detail about:

	 

	Anne Archer is an older actress who was nominated as best supporting actress for her role in Fatal Attraction. She was also in popular movies like, Patriot Games and Clear and Present Danger. She’s made tons of television appearances on daytime talk shows that run on alternative cable channels. She was on television sitcoms like Mannix, Hawaii Five-O, Little House on the Prairie, Boston Republic, and Falcon Crest. Of course, that last one is probably familiar for those who were hooked on some of the 80’s nighttime soap operas.

	 

	Anne was born in Los Angeles as the daughter of an actor and actress, John Archer and Marjorie Lord. As we saw in another study about a different cult than Scientology, Anne did not have a very good upbringing. She was originally a Christian Scientist, but I guess that didn’t go well because her and her husband became members of Scientology in 1975. Between 1982 and 1986, she was a spokeswoman for Applied Scholastics, which is a literary training organization sponsored by Scientology. It’s just one more way Scientology sucks people in, just like we saw with Kirstie and Narconon.

	 

	Archer has a son named Tommy Davis, who was the source of a video transcript we read a couple chapters ago during our discussion of Xenu. Do you remember the one with the man who stood up and walked out when the interviewer wanted to ask if Tommy really believed in the Xenu stuff? That is Anne Archers’s son, Tommy Davis.

	 

	Applied Scholastics, which is just one more way Hubbard came up with to suck people into Scientology, and for which Anne was a spokeswoman, was founded in 1972 for the purpose of:

	 

	“Promoting the use of study techniques created by L. Ron Hubbard. He had theories supposedly for better learning called, Study Technology. Scientology also runs what is called, Hollywood Education and Literary Project, or HELP, the World Literary Crusade, Education Alive, and Literary Education and Abilities Program, or what’s called LEAP.”

	 

	They are all sponsored by Scientology. Hubbard’s theories are described as techniques you can use to “remove barriers from learning.” Hey, I wonder what those supposed barriers are? Well, I think it rhymes with sticky alien souls, or Engrams. Now, listen to this about Applied Scholastics because if it’s part of Scientology, you can bet it’s not just a way to suck people into Scientology, it probably also has a significant cost, that’s because of Hubbard’s main motivation: separating people from their money to fulfill his greed:

	 

	“Applied Scholastics licenses Study Tech, the method of better learning from L. Ron Hubbard to a number of schools throughout the world and in return these schools have to pay four percent of their gross income back to Applied Scholastics, which goes to Scientology.

	 

	In fact, in the aftermath of Hurricane Katrina, Applied Scholastics convinced a school there to implement Study Tech. The critics came out to say, ‘This is an insidious plan, ultimately aimed at promoting Scientology.’”

	 

	Yes, that’s exactly what it is and when you do the research, you’ll find that’s their typical method of operation.

	 

	Now, I want to mention this next guy because he’s been around a while but also is really up and coming lately. Michael Pena is getting famous from the many recent Marvel movies:

	 

	You might be familiar with him for his role in Ant-Man, which came out in 2015, with part two just out in 2018; Ant-Man and the Wasp. If you saw the movies, he’s that fairly funny Hispanic character. Pena has played in a bunch of different films, including those two already mentioned along with Shooter, Crash, Battle: Los Angeles, Gangster Squad, American Hustle, The Martian, and CHiPs. Michael’s parents emigrated from Mexico where they originally were farmers. About Scientology, his biography just basically says he’s now a Scientologist. So, Michael Pena is another established and up and coming actor who Scientology sucked in and unfortunately, he’ll be used to influence people, including the Hispanic community. 

	 

	Besides the actors, there are other types of celebrities in Scientology like musicians. You may be familiar with this guy:

	 

	Beck Hansen (born Bek David Campbell, in 1970), is a famous American writer and singer. He’s put out a lot of popular albums and does them in many different music genres. As a boy, Beck was sent to live with his paternal grandparents in the Kansas Bible belt. About his grandparents, Beck said, ‘I think they were kind of concerned about my weird home life.’ He’s speaking about his previous home with his parents and may have something to do with Beck’s father being involved in Scientology. The grandfather Beck lived with was a Presbyterian minister. So, he grew up influenced by Church, including Church music and hymns. After Beck’s parents separated when he was ten, he moved in with his mom and brother in Los Angeles. Today he actually defines himself, not just as a Scientologist, but as ‘both Jewish and a Scientologist.” Of course, those two don’t mix at all, as we’ve seen in this study of Scientology. Beck says he’s been involved with Scientology most of his life and his wife Marisa is a second-generation Scientologist. He was interviewed by New York Times Magazine and was quoted as saying this: 

	 

	“Yeah, I’m a Scientologist. My father has been in Scientology for about 35 years now, so I grew up in and around it.”

	 

	So, that’s how Beck got into it. Here’s a celebrity artist from a different music genre:

	 

	Doug E. Fresh, is a famous rapper who was born on the island of Barbados. He’s called the human beat box because he pioneered special effects with his mouth, lips, gums, throat, tongue, and a microphone.

	 

	So, apparently, I missed my calling because I actually grew up bugging my sisters with that kind of stuff. I didn’t have a microphone, but if you had a little brother, you know. That was me and I did it very well.

	 

	Doug E. is a member of Scientology and uses his talents to sing at the Celebrity Centre galas. So, he even performs to help promote their Celebrity Centres. In fact, he performed two tracks on the Scientology music album called “The Joy of Creating.” Yes, they apparently make their own music albums. Doug E. performed on this album/cd with other Scientology artists like Isaac Hayes, Chick Corea, Edgar Winter, and Carl Anderson.

	 

	Hey, I wonder why they didn’t use any of Hubbard’s songs? Why do they need all those other artists and how can they top the source, Hubbard? But, if you were able to look at Hubbard’s music and hear that stuff, I think we all know why they wouldn’t use it. If you’re like me, that possessed horse from his music video is still stuck in your head.

	 

	His girlfriend, who found it through Isaac Hayes, turned Doug E. onto Scientology. He stayed in Scientology, but his girlfriend turned away from it. Doug E. is also a spokesperson for the Hip-Hop Public Health Education Center at Harlem Hospital Center in New York City. You have to wonder if the Hip-Hop Public Health Education Center is being used like everything else; to get people into Scientology. It appears Scientology will go into any area they possibly can as part of their recruiting effort.

	 

	If you’re more into 80’s and 90’s rock music, this is your guy. Billy Sheehan is one of the best bassists in the world and has been voted the best rock player. He’s been in Scientology since 1971 and has played with big names in the industry like David Lee Roth, from the rock band, Van Halen and also Steve Vai, a guitarist/singer/producer and three-time Grammy award winner, as well as being nominated fifteen times. So, I’m just hitting highlights from celebrities you might know, and Billy is one of the more famous musicians.

	 

	There are also celebrities who work in the news business. Greta Van Susteren is a longtime Scientologist, as is her husband:

	 

	She is a former television news anchor for CNN, Fox News, and NBC News. She hosted Fox News: On the Record w/Greta Van Susteren for nearly fifteen years and in 2016, she was listed as the ninety fourth most powerful woman in the world. Behind the scenes, I wonder what she’s using that influence for? We know it’s in promotion of Scientology.

	 

	Now, getting back to the actors, Kelly Preston is another famous actress in Scientology:

	 

	She has appeared in more than sixty television and film productions, including movies like Jerry Maguire and Twins. More recent movies are The Cat in the Hat, Old Dogs, and Broken Bridges. She’s married to another famous Scientologist, John Travolta. In fact, she starred with him in their big flop, Battlefield Earth, which was based on Hubbard’s book by the same name. In Battlefield Earth, she played John Travolta’s (the alien, Terl’s) on-screen girlfriend. Again, it was a huge flop, lost mega bucks, and Travolta got a couple of those annual awards given to the worst in movies for the year. They are called the Golden Raspberry Awards, or Razzies. Preston also received a Razzie as worst supporting actress for her role in Battlefield Earth. So, they took a hit for a very bad movie that was based on Hubbard’s book.

	 

	Kelly was also in a superhero comedy film called Sky High, if you’re familiar with that one. That one had Kurt Russell, as well, with Kelly playing the mom. It didn’t do too badly so maybe it made up for Battlefield Earth. Kelly was married to actor Kevin Gage for a couple years. Later she had a relationship with George Clooney. And listen to this:

	 

	“She was briefly engaged to Charlie Sheen in 1990, until their relationship ended shortly after he accidentally shot her in the arm.”

	 

	Hey, things happen, right? What are you going to do? You try to stick things out, but usually when they shoot you, that’s a good exit point. 

	 

	After that, Kelly started hanging out with Travolta, and of course their marriage ceremony was officiated by a Scientology minister.

	 

	Speaking of John Travolta, let’s talk more about him. Travolta has been an actor, director, film producer, dancer, singer, and the whole nine yards. He got his big break as Vinnie Barbarino in the very popular 70’s show, Welcome Back, Kotter. Can you name the rest of the prominent Sweathogs who were in Mr. Kotter’s class? There were Vinnie, Arnold Horshack, Freddie “Boom Boom” Washington, and Juan Epstein.

	 

	But that show was Travolta’s big breakthrough even though he had done some music earlier. In fact, in the early 70’s, he started a singing career after dropping out of high school. In fact, he sang one of his songs on American Bandstand, in 1976. It’s called Let Her In, and you can find it on YouTube. I guess it was probably a cool song for the 70’s.

	 

	So, Travolta’s career escalated quickly with Welcome Back, Kotter and then with Saturday Night Fever, he really blasted off. He backed up that success with a 1978 film starring he and Olivia Newton John called, Grease. Of course, that one is an exposé on the popular household kitchen product of the time; Crisco All Vegetable Shortening. It made tasty batter for baking and frying. Remember that? No, actually that’s a different sort of “grease” than what the movie was about; hoodlum-type 50’s greasers. 

	 

	After the huge success of Urban Cowboy in 1980, Travolta’s acting career declined in the 80’s but experienced a huge resurgence with Pulp Fiction. He also did Get Shorty, Broken Arrow, Face/Off, Swordfish, Hairspray, and others. He has received all kinds of nominations and awards while in the industry for many decades.

	 

	John was raised a Roman Catholic, which is not good, and then converted to Scientology back in 1975. So, he’s also been in Scientology for quite some time. He had a relationship with actress, Diana Hyland, whom he met while filming, The Boy in the Plastic Bubble. Do you remember that one? Now, that’s entertainment and you have to see it. 

	 

	Travolta hung out with Diana for a while and then married Kelly Preston. So, you could say he broke out of the bubble. He and Kelly had three children named, Benjamin, Ella, and Jett. Sadly, Jett passed away in 2009.

	 

	In 1991, Time magazine published a cover story titled, The Thriving Cult of Greed and Power. In the article, a former Scientology executive director alleged that Travolta was wary of leaving the faith, as if he kind of wanted to leave Scientology but “he feared that Scientology would publish detailed revelations of his private life.” Remember what we saw Scientology admitted to about what they do to Scientologists during their auditing process? They record those sessions where trusting Scientologists are told to cough up every negative life experience they’ve had so that the Scientologist can supposedly get clear. But, when unsuspecting Scientologists do “confess” their most negative past events, some of which may be very dark and possibly illegal, from then on Scientology has that person on tape. And that description of Scientology’s tactics to gain blackmailing material comes from a secular source, Time magazine.

	 

	Travolta joined Scientology in 1975 after he was given the book, Dianetics, while filming a movie called The Devil’s Rain, in Durango Mexico.

	 

	So, that’s the details about one of Scientology’s most famous actors but I’ve saved the most famous Scientologist celebrity for last. That of course is Tom Cruise: 

	 

	Believe it or not, Cruise’s real name is “Thomas Cruise Mapother IV.” Now, you know why he made it just, “Tom Cruise.” Cruise of course is an A-List actor, but also a big-time producer. He began his career at the age of nineteen with the film, Endless Love. But he got his big break from leading roles in Risky Business and Top Gun. Most recently, he’s well known because of his six Mission Impossible movies, with the last one coming out recently. In those films, Cruise plays a good-guy agent named Ethan Hunt.

	 

	Tom has won all kinds of awards, including Best Actor, Best Performance, and also for supporting roles. His films not only grossed millions, he’s now at a total of 3.7 billion. And that’s just the U.S. and Canadian box office receipts. Worldwide that number goes to 9 billion, which makes him the eighth highest grossing actor in all of North America and one of the top grossing actors in the world.

	 

	Now, with all the influence that comes from such an illustrious career, what does Cruise openly use that fame for? It’s used to promote Scientology to the world. Unfortunately, Cruise also had a Catholic upbringing and also a childhood in poverty. In fact, on a scholarship, he briefly attended a Franciscan Seminary in Cincinnati Ohio, aspiring to become a Catholic priest. That was before he became interested in acting.

	 

	Besides the movies we’ve mentioned already, of course Cruise has had all kind of box office success with these prominent movies like, Taps, The Outsiders, All the Right Moves, A Few Good Men, The Firm, Interview with the Vampire, The Color of Money, Rain Man, Days of Thunder, Vanilla Sky, Minority Report, The Last Samurai, and War of the Worlds. That last one was one of the top grossing movies of its year at over half a billion and this is in 2005. Cruise also starred in Jack Reacher, Oblivion, Edge of Tomorrow, The Mummy, and again, his presently huge selling series of movies, is Mission Impossible.

	 

	You may not know that Tom Cruise is not only a powerful influential actor; he’s also a major heavyweight producer. In fact, this is how Cruise was described by a Hollywood economist, Edward Jay Epstein (not to be confused with Epstein from the Welcome Back, Kotter show):

	 

	“One of the most powerful and richest forces in Hollywood, not just an actor, but a force in Hollywood. Cruise is one of the few producers that is able to guarantee the success of a billion-dollar franchise. He is up there with George Lucas, Steven Spielberg, and Jerry Bruckheimer.”

	 

	You probably haven’t thought of Tom Cruise at that level but that’s what he’s doing behind the scenes with producing and things of that nature.

	 

	Now, as far as his relationships, Cruise has been divorced three times and has three children. Two were adopted and one is biological. Early on, Cruise had relationships with older women in Hollywood like Rebecca De Mornay, Patti Scialfa, and even Cher. He married actress Mimi Rogers, who introduced Cruise to Scientology. They were married three years and he later married Nicole Kidman, who he was with for ten years. The pair adopted two children in that time. Later he dated Penelope Cruz and when that didn’t work out, you may remember that it was Scientology’s Shelly Miscavige, David Miscavige’s wife, who was the central figure in the process of hunting for Cruise’s new actress and Scientologist girlfriend/wife. Of course, that became Katie Holmes. They were married for a while but divorced after five and a half years and got into a custody battle over their daughter.

	 

	Now, getting back to how Cruise is very outspoken, as far as his promotion of Scientology, Cruise is such a powerful force for Scientology that David Miscavige gave him the Scientology Freedom Medal of Valor. In the last chapter, we saw the transcript of that interview Cruise did where he was talking about Scientology with a lot of nonsensical meandering partial sentences. Well, when that first came out, Scientology did what they always do: they threatened a lawsuit. But, to their credit, they checked out the complaint and denied the request, saying there was no violation. They put the interview back up. That is the only reason why it’s still online. Even Scientology admits it does not make them look good. But I’m sure Tom was forgiven.

	 

	So, again, Tom Cruise is one of the most powerful actors, not just here in the United States, but around the world. In fact, did you know that Japan has Tom Cruise Day? It’s every October tenth and started back in 2006. So, he’s very well known around the world and uses it to influence people, so much so that Scientology claims: thanks to the mileage they’ve gotten out of Tom Cruise, they’ve influenced (not only a million) one billion people worldwide. We Christians talk about witnessing, sharing, and defending the truth. Scientologists do the same. However, theirs is not the truth so they must use tactics like sucking people by use of their celebrities. And just this one uber-high-power celebrity has influenced a billion people. Here’s a video transcript about Cruise’s work promoting Scientology:

	 

	Steve Mango, ex Scientologist actor: “They say that Tom Cruise has helped introduce Scientology to over a billion people on this planet.”

	 

	Promotional Scientology video geared toward Scientologists and featuring Tom Cruise: “A Scientologist can be defined by a single question: would you want others to achieve the knowledge you now have? In answering that question, Tom Cruise has introduced LRH technology to over one billion people of earth and that’s only the first wave he’s unleashed and that’s why the story of Tom Cruise, Scientologist, has only just begun.”

	 

	Steve Mango: “So all across the planet, people, you know, see Tom Cruise as this huge movie star and they say well, you know, ‘Tom Cruise is a Scientologist. Let me find out what Scientology is.’ And that’s the danger of having celebrities attached to Scientology because you get into Scientology and then you learn about the abuses and the money extortion and all of these other horrible things.”

	 

	But, by the time you learn the really scary stuff, it’s too late because they’ve already sucked you in. And again, whom are they using to entice people to join? It’s Hollywood and they even call their special facilities, Celebrity Centres. Yet with their monumental efforts to recruit celebrities for the influence factor, I could not believe it when I read that Scientology actually denies that motivation. Either way, Scientology is very excited about their Celebrity Centres and I don’t know if it still goes on today, but back in Hubbard’s time, Scientology will actually reward Scientologists who recruited celebrities. It’s all well planned but just crazy to think about the many levels of deception.

	 

	Now, also, as a side note, why do you think the Hollywood elite are even attracted to this, let alone being used to suck other people into it? I like what one guy said about that because it makes a lot of sense:

	 

	“I think the reason why celebrities get interested in Scientology is because it’s their religion that pretty well fits their kind of celebrity personality. He said it’s very individualistic and it celebrates your individual identity as ultimately divine.”

	 

	Yes. In fact, what do we call a lot of celebrities? Isn’t it, “divas?” And we fawn over them, treating them like they’re so far above us, right? Well, Scientology caters to that. He goes on:

	 

	“Scientology claims to give you ultimate power over your mind, self, and destiny. So, I think it fits pretty well with an actor’s personality. Then there is the wealth question. These aren’t people who necessarily need more wealth but what they do need, and often want, at least, is some kind of spiritual validation for their wealth and lifestyle. Scientology is a religion that says it’s okay to be wealthy, it’s ok to be famous, and in fact, that’s a sign of your spiritual development. So, Scientology is a kind of spiritual validation for these people with this kind of a lifestyle.”

	 

	That’s why they get sucked into it and why it’s so attractive. For the average person evaluating whether Scientology is for them, they often join and stay with it, not because Scientology has incredible results, is logical, is based on truth, or because it’s just convicting to the core, to some degree they feel good about their decision because Scientology had Hollywood figures coax them in. That’s part of the whole tragedy for so many lives touched by Scientology, which is leading them down the dark road of a ludicrously phony false teaching.

	 

	So, that’s a look at some of the celebrity personalities and how Scientology uses them to recruit so many who are then trapped in these beliefs and unfortunately placed on path that only leads to Hell. With that in mind, I now want to lay out the most important part of this book: how to witness to Scientologists. 

	 

	Well, first of all, you need to establish the unique authority of the Bible. Why? It’s because we all need to start with the Bible as our source of authority. Everything countering the Bible is just toxic waste rolling downhill from a manmade false teaching. And again, what does Scientology follow? What is their source of authority? Instead of the one true inerrant Bible, it’s this L. Ron Hubbard guy. So, we have to get them off their faulty source of authority and get them onto the right source of authority, which is only the Bible.

	 

	In fact, we have an awesome new resource just out in book form.  It’s called; Did the Bible Really Come from God? It’s the perfect resource to help you give a defense for why the Bible is unlike any other book on the planet. It lays out why the Bible is trustworthy, unlike L. Ron Hubbard.

	 

	So, we need to get them to the Scriptures, because once people submit to the Bible, what happens? There is no need to point out the deficiencies and flat-out lies of a false teaching like Scientology. A study of the truth illuminates it all. Scientology is not trustworthy so the first thing you need to do is get the Bible elevated in their mind.

	 

	Your second point to present, or seed to plant, is to show the uniqueness of Jesus. Again, what does Scientology do to Jesus in their follower’s minds? They say Jesus is just another negative Engram the aliens implanted. So, he’s not real and there’s nothing unique about Him. Now, since they claim He was just an implant, it’s with some duplicitous way of thought that Scientology also teaches that Jesus was no different than Muhammad, Buddha, Confucius, and all those other movements of men brought on by teachers.

	 

	But what does the Bible say? It tells us that Jesus is the only way to Heaven and Jesus Christ is the Son of God. In fact, multiple times, Jesus called Himself God and Thomas said, “My Lord, my God.” Also, just look at John Chapter 1 and Colossians 1, where Jesus says He is also the Creator.

	 

	Other obvious differences are that Jesus rose from the grave. Is that true of Muhammad, Buddha, Confucius, and all the other fallible leaders of men? No, they are all dead, as their followers admit. They’re not God, they didn’t create the world, and they didn’t go to a cross to die for the salvation of anyone. 

	 

	So, we must demonstrate the uniqueness of Jesus, who is more than just a moral teacher. As Josh McDowell lays out in his classic book, More Than a Carpenter, the Being of Jesus doesn’t leave us with a continuum of possible options to choose from. Looking at Jesus’ life logically, based on the evidence we see in the Gospels, our evaluation of Him is simple. As McDowell says, Jesus is either Lord, or he’s some sort of a liar, or he is just a flat-out lunatic. So, He’s the Lord, a Liar, or a Lunatic. Well, we know he’s not a liar because he never said a lie and he doesn’t contradict himself. Also, His behavior is not consistent with a lunatic. So, therefore, Jesus is what? He is who He said He is and that is the Lord. We need to demonstrate that to Scientologists.

	 

	The third thing to keep in mind is don’t bring up strange stuff. You might remember that lower level members don’t even know yet about the weird fiction story of Xenu. They don’t find out about that until the OT levels. It is only then that Scientology drops that bomb on them.  So, for someone who hasn’t been involved with Scientology for very many years, I’m not suggesting that you should never bring it up, but just be prepared for the reality that they might have no idea what you’re talking about, and maybe won’t believe you. But, either way, you don’t necessarily want to slam them right off the bat with the galactic overlord and sticky alien souls. Most Scientologists have not even gotten to the OT levels and are still just working on supposedly becoming clear. Most don’t even know about Xenu, so, you’re kind of wasting your time to a certain extent. But use the Lord’s leading with that.

	 

	The fourth thing to keep in mind is that you don’t want to deny Scientology is a religion. That could be offensive enough that they likely just tune you out. That manner of witnessing to Scientologists is similar to doing the same with a Catholic. The best first-time faith conversation with them, is probably not the right opportunity to say something like, “Hey, did you know the Pope is the Antichrist?” That’s not the best way to go about it, by lunging for their throat right off the bat.  

	 

	I like how one guy explained this present-day Pope. He said if the Pope is not the false prophet, he’s working really hard to get the job. So, I’m not saying he’s the false prophet, but wow, if it walks like a duck and talks like a duck.

	 

	We know Scripturally that our sole mediator is Jesus Christ and that the Pope is not “the Vicar of Christ,” in the sense that Catholicism says that phrase to claim the Pope is the “earthly representative of Christ.” By that they mean their Popes are all somehow “infallible,” as Christ is. The Pope is also not the “Papa,” which Catholic leadership labels him as a way to claim the Pope is the head of the Church. But, we have only one head of the Church, as well as only one Advocate, or Mediator to the Father God. That is Jesus Christ! We do not go through Mary or the Pope. And we do not need a priest to help us know what the Bible means. 

	 

	But, just as you would with Catholics, for Scientology folks, be careful of going for the throat. You can’t come out of the gate with something like, “You guys aren’t even a religion!” You might get to those issues later, but at first you need to focus on what’s important. They need to understand that it is ultimately most important to listen to what the Bible says. Jesus is more than what they have been told and contrary to what they’ve been taught; the Bible is their only reliable core source of authority.

	 

	A fifth aspect to keep in mind when witnessing to a Scientologist, is don’t smear Hubbard’s character. Again, the reason is that they’re going to take it personally. I’m not saying you can’t talk about it because we certainly did an extensive study on Hubbard’s reputation and eventually you’re going to get to that, but in the beginning they’re going to defend his character and consider you part of the conspiracy.

	 

	I know that sometimes it’s very hard to avoid at first, when you know the information. But it’s the same as bringing up Joseph Smith when you witness to a Mormon or mentioning Charles Taze Russell when you witness to a Jehovah’s Witness. Typically, right out of the gate, they won’t want to even talk about that, and in fact; they’ve normally been trained by their cult to dismiss someone who jumps into denigrating their revered leaders. They are told that anyone who does such a thing is an apostate who they shouldn’t even be listening to because that person obviously doesn’t know about their beloved prophet.

	 

	So, you do need to talk about whatever areas the Lord leads in, but again, be careful how you say it and definitely don’t just blow them out of the water right at the beginning of your conversation.

	 

	The sixth idea for reaching Scientologists is to ask about some of the internal Scientology inconsistencies. Higher OT level Scientologists are still getting sick with all the normal maladies like heart problems and cancer. They’re still dying. But Scientology says those at the higher levels, like L. Ron Hubbard, don’t die like the rest of us. Remember how they explained his death? Scientology claimed that he was so spiritual that he made it all the way through OT level 8, at which point he was able to shed his body. Well, there are a ton of these Scientologists going through the OT levels, with many who are now way beyond clear. Where are the corresponding results? Where’s the evidence that Scientology’s extremely expensive system is working for them? It’s criminally expensive, especially when compared to the price of picking up a Bible. Often times Christians will even give them away for free. And actually, a person never needs to spend a dime to become and stay, Christian. 

	 

	So, as the old Wendy’s commercial asks: where’s the beef?! Who else has dropped the body? All these Scientologists are going through the OT levels and many are very high up so how are so many of them still getting sick? Why are they going to the hospital? They should be the healthiest people on the planet, right? At some point while jumping through more and more of Scientology hoops, they supposedly have hardly any aliens left on them, right? They should be healthy and vigorous with awesome relationships. But, even with the very visible ones we see in Hollywood, along with other celebrity artists or sports figures, how are their relationships? How many times has Cruise been married, only to divorce again? People in the OT levels of Scientology are just as messed up, if not worse, than the average person who is not even involved with Scientology. So, where is the proof? If this belief system is so wonderful, why isn’t it panning out? Why don’t I see any peace in their lives? 

	 

	Of course, the Bible answers those questions by saying, “You will know them by their fruits.” And speaking of those fruits, how convicting is this conversation for us Christians? We know what the world should see in us, which is the fruit of the spirit: love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, gentleness, and self-control. Just walking around being a Christian should attract people to Christ. Right?

	 

	Now, flip that back around to Scientology. We saw the attraction of Scientology so as long as we’re pointing that out, we need to remember number seven on our list of the best ideas for witnessing to Scientologists: you need to give them your testimony. You need to tell them why and how Jesus has made a difference in you. And don’t just say it. If you’re involved with people who are a part of Scientology, what should you do? You need to show it! Show it because a lot of people don’t care what you say, as much as what you show them. And there’s nothing better than for a Christian to shine the light of Jesus Christ, specifically in times of hardship and trouble, because guess what; Scientology doesn’t work, and this world is not like Heaven. That comes later. 

	 

	So, like the rest of us, Scientologists will go through troubles. They too are going to have hard times. And Jesus tells us Christians that we also will have troubles, especially from persecution because of our belief in Christ. So, one thing that we have in common with everyone on this planet is that we’re all going to have difficulties. But what should be the difference with our troubles as Christians? It’s the way we react to difficulties. Paul said this: when you walk and live and keep in step with the Spirit, you will not fulfill the lust of the flesh but what will the Spirit of God do through you? The Spirit, through you, will demonstrate the fruit of the Spirit. When that is apparent from you and a Scientologist happens to see it in you, he or she may think something like this:

	 

	Man, I just dumped $500,000 and I’m all the way up to OT level 4 but I haven’t even got what you have. And you never invested a dime. Can I have that?

	 

	So, as we become free and “clear” of this Scientology study, the question for us Christians is whether those fruits of the Spirit are truly what we’re demonstrating to the lost. And we also need to keep in mind that those lost could easily have included you and me, if only our life experience had been a bit different. We must remember that a large number of those doomed, who need our help, have been duped into L. Ron Hubbard’s science fiction occult trap.
