	      Hey, once again we are starting a new study, number 16, and the name of this one is “Voodoo, Vampires and the Rise of Demon Worship.”  And that is exactly what we are going to talk about, as eclectic as that might sound. This is the basic issue, that we are going to start with, in our first chapter, the core issue. You might be saying, “Wait a minute, voodoo, vampires? They are all over Hollywood, people are dressed like vampires, even Christians like vampires. ‘Twilight’ was a great movie, it even made me cry. And demon worship, what?” That’s why we are going to take it from the top, the existence of demons. Wait a second, is that just an eclectic title to get people excited? To freak them out with voodoos and vampires and demon worship or are demons really real? Is that a reality? Do people really worship them and interact with them? Are people really possessed? Yeah! All over the place.

	      But the problem is, even people in the church not only do not believe in a literal satan, what was the number again? Sixty-five percent of the church does not believe in a literal devil. That was shocking enough, but then you wonder why not only witchcraft is on the rise, even satanism, as we saw in our last study, devil worship, is on the rise. Because people in the church no longer believe in it. But it’s the same thing when it comes to demons. They don’t want to believe in a literal devil, but they don’t believe in demons either. They think it’s a figment of your imagination. No, no, no, it’s just a symbol of evil. It’s those preachers, trying to scare you, so they can rip you off of your cash. When the whole time, if your eyes are open and your heads not in the sand, demons, demonic activity, and dare I say, demon possession is everywhere. And this is what we are going to deal with.

	      Here is the reality. It’s bad enough that you have to deal with satan, but the scripture is very clear, he does not work alone. And he doesn’t just have 3 guys working with him, i.e., demons. He’s got hordes of them. He’s got hordes of these evil critters working with him, doing evil deeds working around the world, and dare I say, in the church. But as always, don’t take my word for it. Let’s listen to God’s. This is just one account. Are demons really real or just a psychological aberration that somebody is experiencing because of poor mental health, or is it real? And is it really happening today? This is Jesus dealing with this situation. And you tell me, if just in this one passage, if it isn’t talking about real actual critters called demons. 

	Mark 5:1-17: “They went across the lake to the region of the Gerasenes. When Jesus got out of the boat, a man with an evil spirit came from the tombs to meet him. This man lived in the tombs, and no one could bind him anymore, not even with a chain. For he had often been chained hand and foot, but he tore the chains apart and broke the irons on his feet. No one was strong enough to subdue him. Night and day among the tombs and in the hills, he would cry out and cut himself with stones.”

	      Wait a second, it’s a good thing we don’t see anybody today cutting themselves. I wonder who is inspiring them with that kind of behavior. It’s demonic.

	Mark 5:1-17 cont.: “When he saw Jesus from a distance, he ran and fell on his knees in front of him. He shouted at the top of his voice, ‘What do you want with me, Jesus, Son of the Most High God? Swear to God that you won’t torture me!’ For Jesus had said to him, ‘Come out of this man, you evil spirit!’ Then Jesus asked him, ‘What is your name?’ ‘My name is Legion,’ he replied, ‘for we are many.’ And he begged Jesus again and again not to send them out of the area. A large herd of pigs was feeding on the nearby hillside. The demons begged Jesus, ‘Send us among the pigs, allow us to go into them.’ He gave them permission, and the evil spirits came out and went into the pigs. The herd, about two thousand in number, rushed down the steep bank into the lake and drowned. Those tending the pigs ran off and reported this in the town and countryside, and the people went out to see what had happened. When they came to Jesus, they saw the man who have been possessed by the legion of demons, sitting there, dressed and in his right mind, and they were afraid. Those who had seen it told the people what had happened to the demon possessed man – and talked about the pigs as well. Then the people began to plead with Jesus to leave their region.”

	      Here’s God in the flesh, the Messiah, and here’s somebody setting the captives free and all you can care about is your livelihood, rather than this guy’s incredible deliverance that just happened. He was set free. And I’m sure that doesn’t happen today. But according to our text, this is Jesus in the context, Jesus is speaking, Jesus is dealing with them, Jesus is rebuking them, and I’m kind of thinking that demons are a Biblical concept. Demons are real, evil spirits, whatever you want to call them. They do exist and they don’t just float around. You can’t just say, “Get out of here!” like a nat. They really do possess people and do harm to them. That’s what we see if you read the Bible, which I highly recommend. In fact, they’re not mentioned once, not twice, but eight time in just this one passage dealing from Jesus, three evil spirits, three as demons and two is legion or legion of demons. By the way, those who are hooked on Roman military, a Roman Legion back in the day, was upwards of 5,000 or more men. That’s how many were in this guy. 

	      So, now you have got not just demons and the possibility that they are real, but you can have multiple possessions. This guy had up to 5,000. So, basically, there were 2,000 pigs. Those pigs probably had more than one going into them, and then went off. That is a massive number of demons. But this is the problem again. The Bible is very clear, satan and demons are real. How many can figure this out without any help? But what’s the problem today? I get it, when the world denies this, because they don’t want to believe in this. But the church today is in denial. They aren’t just denying that satan doesn’t exist, they are denying that his evil cohorts exist. Which by the way, who put that thought in your head, that satan and demons don’t exist? Shocker! But they don’t want to believe in that either. 

	      Not only the church, but the church is not studying the Bible, and we have dealt with this so many times. I’m telling you, it’s gone way past just the issues. It used to be, churches don’t teach on prophecy, and the atrocity of that is if you’re going to be a faithful shepherd, and a true Bible believing church, then you have to teach the whole council of God. But they are not. Nearly one-third of the Bible deals directly or indirectly with prophecy. I’m not saying you have to preach and teach on it every week and believe it or not we do talk on other things besides Bible prophecy. But you have to hit it sometime because it’s one-third of the Bible. It used to be just prophecy, but now it’s all kinds of stuff. You don’t talk about sin, you don’t talk about wrath, you don’t talk about hell, you don’t talk about the occult, what’s left? As I joked before, all that’s left is the Table of Weights and Measures. And let me tell you how to build high self-esteem. 

	      That’s what you’re down to. You’re not teaching the Bible. That’s bad enough, and I think that’s why a lot of people just discount it, because, never in their life have they ever heard a teaching on demons. That is until they come across some videos of somebody actually teaching it or some research. “You are one of those wackos, you guys are crazy Christians.” No, we’re Biblical Christians and God tells us this in advance for our own good. Right? But that’s not bad enough. Now you have the media and the secular system that’s out there downplaying it. They don’t believe it and they don’t want you to believe in it. And who do you think is running that? And who do you think is putting that in people’s heads? It’s spiritual warfare, I’ll guarantee as to what it is. They say, no, no, no, that wasn’t a demon, that’s not occult behavior, there’s always a natural explanation for it. They just drill it into our heads, so we don’t go down this route. Kind of like these commercials.

	 

	COMMERCIAL NUMBER ONE

	 

	A man is taking his dog out for a walk, and he passes by a house. It was all dark but suddenly all the lights came on and he stopped to take a look. As he is watching there is a loud noise coming from the house and the lights seem to be going from one room to another. He stands there staring in amazement with his mouth open. He asks himself, “What’s happening?”

	This is the next scene:

	A little boy is sitting at the dinner table with his family, looking at his cell phone. His mother takes the phone away and looks at what her son is so preoccupied with. The commentator comes on saying, “In the modern world you can control just about anything with an app.” The mother shows her husband the phone and says, “Your son is turning on all the lights again.” Then the commentator comes back on saying, “With Eastern’s mobile app you can do the same thing with your car insurance. Like access your ID card, file a claim or manage your policy, it’s so easy it’s almost scary.” 

	The next scene goes back to the house with the man walking his dog.

	As the lights are still going on and off, he picks up his dog and says, “Let’s get out of here.” And proceeds to run off down the street.
 

	COMMERCIAL NUMBER TWO

	A man is looking at a creepy house again. The lights are going on and off but this time there is also smoke coming out of the house. He proceeds to walk up to the front door and very carefully looks inside. Inside he sees a tall skinny creepy old man walking with a woman that could possibly be the housekeeper. As they are walking towards the staircase, they hear a sound coming from the corner of the room. They look to see what’s disturbing their peace and there is a man sitting there with his hands folded together, praying. They proceed to go upstairs. There is a storm outside and while they are climbing the stairs you can hear the thunder. When they reach the top of the stairs, they hear a woman screaming. The wind is howling outside; the thunder is loud, and the woman screams again. The old man walks to the bedroom door where the woman is screaming. He kisses his cross and reaches for the doorknob. As he walks inside the room, he sees a Bible laying on the nightstand. The pages are blowing in the wind from the window being left open. He looks around to see where the woman is that is screaming, but he doesn’t see her. She moans again and he looks up and she is stuck to the ceiling. There is no way for her to get down. She is in a panic. She is screaming at the top of her lungs. It’s as if she is possessed by a demon. She is drug from one side of the room to the other. 

	But as the camera rolls to the scene above the ceiling to the apartment above her, there is a little old woman vacuuming her carpet. She had her beautiful music playing and she is moving with her vacuum across the floor. As her vacuum moves back and forth across the floor the woman downstairs is also hooked to the ceiling and moving back and forth with the vacuum. The old man can’t figure out why the woman is on the ceiling and stands there with his mouth open in amazement. 

	The ad reads, “You know when it’s the devil. Dirt Devil.”

	The plug is pulled out of the wall, and you hear a plop. The woman has dropped off the ceiling to the floor. 

	      That’s all it was man. Come on, you’re freaking out. “But you don’t understand, I had this experience.” No, it was just some kid playing on the phone messing with the lights or a short circuit. No, it’s just a vacuum cleaner, come on. That’s not real, demons aren’t real. That’s the mentality that has now crept into the church. Over and over again, the church refuses to teach it and then the world mocks it. And then you wonder why, not only the world, but the church is getting whooped up on by guess who? Demonic activity and behavior. So, we are going to take a look at some proof, once again, of the existence of demons. Because this is a pretty audacious statement. People can worship demons. Again, you’re going to see that that’s the heart of a lot of the occult behavior that we’re going to be dealing with. 

	      Voodoo, wow, what a topic that’s going to be, if we’re still alive and still here. But the first source obviously is what? If you want to understand something Biblically, then where do you go? The Bible. That’s our ultimate source of rule for faith and practice. Not the Readers Digest, [image: If people didn't eat pigs when Jesus was around, why was there a herd of  swine? - Quora]not social media, the Bible, so let’s deal with the Biblical proof. Now I am showing you the picture of the pigs and that is from the Bible. But that is just the tip of the iceberg. Mark Chapter 5 is just one of many, hey that will give me the excuse to use this word, “Poikilos” many Bible passages dealing with demons. They’re all over the place and dare I say, not just an isolated text. “Well, you really can’t talk too much about that because it’s only one passage in the Bible.” No, it’s all over the place. Old Testament, New Testament, demons, demons, demons are all cohorts of satan, are all over the place. Let me just give you some of that proof. 

	Deuteronomy 32:17: “They sacrificed to demons, which are not God – gods they had not known, gods that recently appeared, gods your fathers did not fear.”

	      So obviously the scripture says that behind every idol is a what? A demon. Every false path, every false god, basically, who’s behind it all? Demons, it’s what the scripture talks about. False paths, false worship, all that stuff.

	Psalm 106:37-39: “They sacrificed their sons and their daughters to demons. 

	      Remember the false god, idol, Molech, we talked about that before. It was hollow inside. This giant Molech beast, has its arms out and they heat it up until it would be piping red hot, and they would throw their babies, alive, in that. So, who do you think is behind that lie?  John 8, “Satan is a liar and he’s the father of lies, he’s a murderer and he’s been one from the beginning.” They work with satan’s demons, they lie and [image: Image]they want people to ultimately die, including suicide. I’m convinced where do you think that came from, it certainly wasn’t the spirit of God. Because these people want you to die, even commit self-murder before you can cry out to Jesus Christ, because you are going to join him in the Lake of Fire. It isn’t just satan that is doing this, it’s his evil cohorts. But that’s demonic.

	Leviticus 17:7: “They shall no longer sacrifice their sacrifices to the goat demons with which they play the harlot.  

	Isaiah 13:21: “But desert beasts will lie down there, and their houses will be full of howling creatures; there owls will dwell, and goat-demons will dance there.”

	II Chronicles 11:15: “Jeroboam appointed his own priests for the high places, the goat-demons, and the golden calves he had made.”

	Matthew 4:24: “News about Him spread all over Syria, and people brought to Him all who were ill with various diseases, those suffering severe pain, the demon-possessed, those having seizures, and the paralyzed, and He healed them.”

	Matthew 8:16: “When evening came, many who were demon-possessed were brought to Him, and He drove out the spirits with a word and healed all the sick.”

	Matthew 8:28: “When He arrived at the other side in the region of the Gadarenes, two demon-possessed men coming from the tombs met Him. They were so violent that no one could pass that way.”

	Matthew 9:32: “While they were going out, a man who was demon-possessed and could not talk was brought to Jesus.”

	      One day I was Greeking out and was looking at these accounts of Jesus casting out demons, He’s on the lake and once you get into the Greek it’s a very, very graphic scene that’s going on here. Because there was a continuance in the verbs that were going on there, so basically in a nutshell, it wasn’t just that as Jesus is walking along, he’s trying to teach but the demons, that were in the people, were interrupting. While Jesus is teaching, the demons would interrupt, and He would cast them out and they would shriek. He teaches and then He would cast them out, and it was just continuous. So, imagine He’s trying to teach, then a shriek comes from one of the people, and He keeps moving on. Can you imagine a day like that? It is very, very graphic in the Greek. 

	Matthew 12:22: “Then they brough Him a demon-possessed man who was blind and mute, and Jesus healed him, so that he could both talk and see.”

	Matthew 15:22: “A Canaanite woman from that vicinity came to Him, crying out, ‘Lord, Son of David, have mercy on me! My daughter is suffering terribly from demon-possession.’”

	Matthew 17:18: “Jesus rebuked the demon, and it came out of the boy, and he was healed from that moment.”

	Mark 1:32: “That evening after sunset the people brought to Jesus all the sick and demon possessed.”

	Mark 7:26: “The woman was a Greek, born in Syrian Phoenicia. She begged Jesus to drive the demon out of her daughter.” 

	Luke 4:33-35: “In the synagogue there was a man possessed by a demon, an evil spirit. He cried out at the top of his voice, ‘What do you want with us, Jesus of Nazareth? Have you come to destroy us? I know Who You are – the Holy One of God!’ ‘Be quiet!’ Jesus said sternly. ‘Come out of him!’ Then the demon threw the man down before them all and came out without injuring him.”

	      Isn’t it funny that the demons flat out admit who Jesus is and yet the church doesn’t even want to believe in demons? I’m telling you, where to you think that thought came from? 

	 

	Luke 8:27,29: “When Jesus stepped ashore, he was met by a demon-possessed man from the town. For a long time, this man had not worn clothes or lived in a house but had lived in the tombs. For Jesus had commanded the evil spirit to come out of the man. Many times, it had seized him, and though he was chained hand and foot and kept under guard, he had broken his chains and had been driven by the demon into solitary places.”

	Luke 8: 36: “Those who had seen it, told the people how the demon-possessed man had been cured.” 

	Luke 9:42: “Even while the boy was coming, the demon threw him to the ground in a convulsion. But Jesus rebuked the evil spirit, healed the boy and gave him back to his father.”

	Luke 11:14: “Jesus was driving out a demon that was mute. When the demon left, the man who had been mute spoke, and the crowd was amazed.”

	      Before Jesus showed up on the scene, they were stuck. Then all of a sudden, He’s going out there teaching and they were blown away because He was teaching with great authority, on His own authority, because He is God in the flesh. Back in the day, at the synagogue, when they would teach, they would always refer to somebody else. Well, so-and-so said something like - just quoting commentary. Here comes Jesus and He is speaking with authority, but He isn’t just speaking with authority, it was the truth because He’s God Himself walking around, but He has the same authority as God, to rebuke these things, and they are literally blown away in the Greek.

	John 7:20: ‘“You are demon-possessed,’ The crowd answered. ‘Who is trying to kill you?’”  

	      They had the audacity to accuse Jesus of being demon-possessed. Now I need to stop right there, because this is one of the most abused passages in scripture. People say, well you committed the blasphemy of the Holy Spirit. You disagreed with so and so, that’s the blasphemy of the Holy Spirit. They make it up. The blasphemy of the Holy Spirit is what we just read in this passage. The people in the context of the blasphemy of the Holy Spirit, the people accused Jesus of doing His miracles under the power of satan. And Jesus said that is the blasphemy of the Holy Spirit, because He is doing it by the power of the Spirit. 

	      That’s why it’s blasphemy to the Spirit, because you’re saying it’s being done by the power of satan, not by the power of the Spirit of God. That’s it, it’s divine. Now if you’re going to commit that sin, then you have to be in the presence of Jesus physically, like they were at that time. And you have to see Him perform some miracles. And then you have to accuse Him of doing them under the power of satan. So, could you and I technically commit the blasphemy of the Holy Spirit as defined by the Bible? No, why? Because Jesus is not here physically, doing miracles for us, to do that sin. 

	      So, number one, number two, I will throw this out there. Maybe, when Jesus does come back and sets up the millennial kingdom. Not us, because we’re not going to have a sin nature. Not us, but the people with the natural bodies in the millennial kingdom. When Jesus is physically ruling and reigning on the planet. If He chooses to do miracles, and if those people accuse Him, then you could commit it then, but you can’t do it today. I have to bring it up because some say, “that’s a blasphemy of the Holy Spirit.” No. Have you ever heard that? Everybody makes it up as you go. If you accuse Jesus to His face of doing miracles by the power of satan, read the Bible. But here’s the point, He’s doing it by the Spirit of God, even casting out demons and they have the audacity to say to Him, “You are demon possessed.”

	 

	John 8:48-49: “The Jews answered Him, ‘Aren’t we right in saying that You are a Samaritan and demon-possessed?’ ‘I am not possessed by a demon,’ said Jesus, ‘but I honor my Father and you dishonor Me.’”

	John 8:52: “At this the Jews exclaimed, ‘Now we know that you are demon-possessed!’”

	John 10:20-21: “Many of them said, ‘He is demon-possessed and raving mad. Why listen to Him?’ But others said, ‘These are not the sayings of a man possessed by a demon. Can a demon open the eyes of the blind?’”

	 

	Acts 19:13-16: “Some Jews who went around driving out evil spirits tried to invoke the name of the Lord Jesus over those who were demon-possessed. They would say, ‘In the name of the Jesus whom Paul preaches, I command you to come out.’ Seven sons of Sceva, a Jewish chief priest, were doing this. One day the evil spirit answered, ‘Jesus I know, and Paul I know about, but who are you?’ Then the man who had the evil spirit jumped on them and overpowered them all. He gave them such a beating that they ran out of the house naked and bleeding.”

	      Now if you ever encounter demonic spiritual warfare, you don’t want to hear that from a demon, because that means you ain’t saved. Because when you’re saved, just like they knew who Jesus was, they know every single Christian. They know who you are. And dare I say, when you are really living for Jesus, they know who you are. I remember one guy, he said that when he got saved and he was a brand spanking new Christian, they asked him if he would like to pray for the church and for the Bible study. He said, ok. He said basically, “God, thank you for saving us, and everything, and I want the demons to know my name.”  At first everybody’s like, that will be the last time we let a brand-new Christian pray. What are you talking about? So, he went on to explain that he had just read in Acts that the demons said, “I know Jesus, I know Paul, but who are you?” I want the demons to know my name. 

	I Corinthians 10:20-21: “The sacrifices of pagans are offered to demons, not to God, and I do not want you to be participants with demons. You cannot drink the cup of the Lord and the cup of demons too; you cannot have a part in both the Lord’s table and the table of demons.”

	      It’s pretty clear, right? But how many in the church are flirting with stuff like this. I read to you before, how many people in the church in one statistic that came out, that professing Christians were one percent higher than the non-Christian in seeking a medium, for wisdom that week. What? You can’t do that. And here’s what’s going to happen in the future. 

	I Timothy 4:1: “The Spirit clearly says that in later times some will abandon the faith and follow deceiving spirits and things taught by demons.”

	 

	James 2:19: “You believe that there is one God! Even the demons believe that – and shudder.”

	Revelation 9:20: “The rest of mankind that were not killed by these plagues still did not repent of the work of their hands; they did not stop worshiping demons.”      

	      This is in the 7-year Tribulation and one reason why it’s so horrible. Worshiping demons, that sounds like a title somewhere. It’s called Biblical. This is not just going on now, and we are going to trace the trail of how it’s happening, and dare I say, unfortunately in the church, just like witchcraft and satanism. The Bible says you can expect it in the Last Days. And it is happening, which means we’re living in the last days.

	Revelation 16:14: “For they are spirits of demons, performing signs, which go out to the kinds of the whole world, to gather them together for the war of the great day of God Almighty.”

	      It’s demon spirits that are going to go out and dupe the world at the end of the 7-year Tribulation to try to take on God at the Battle of Armageddon. That’s a losing cause.

	Revelation 18:2: “And he cried out with a mighty voice, saying, ‘Fallen, fallen is Babylon the great! She has become a dwelling place of demons and a prison of every unclean spirit, and a prison of every unclean and hateful bird.’”

	      By the way, the mystery of Babylon, the One World Religion, the harlot, who do you think is the spirit behind this idea? “Can’t we just all get along, all paths lead to Heaven, which, remember, went from 25% to 52% to now 70% in the church, that there’s more than One Way. Who do you think is behind that? Who do you think is behind the Pope and the Vatican corralling all religions under one umbrella, to bring peace to the planet? It’s unclean, it’s demons, it’s demonic. And it’s going to culminate in the 7-year Tribulation.

	      Now, I don’t know about you, but again outside of Mark 5, I’m thinking there’s just a few passages dealing with literal demons. Demons, demon possessions, again there’s just thirty of them, and that’s not all of them. But the Bible specifically says that Jesus came to set the captives free and in the context of that statement, you have to understand, the context of how that’s used. The context is what we just saw, setting the captives free, is setting the people captive from “a poor economic situation.” No. He’s setting you free from “a low self-esteem, He will build you up high.” 

	      The context of Jesus coming to set the captives free, is that He is talking about demon possession. Again, totally taken out of context, and even promoted as a false Gospel. Rather it was to deal compassionately, by setting people free from demonic possession, and that’s why He’s casting them out. He’s setting the captives free. Which again was prophesied that that’s what the Messiah would do when He appeared on the scene, and of course, that’s what He was doing. So, here’s my point, how in the world could you sit there and say that you’re a Christian and literally, not just deny satan, that’s bad enough, but now you’re going to deny demons. It’s all over the Bible, what are you talking about? What Bible are you reading? YOU’RE NOT! That’s the issue, and if you are, at all, you are cherry picking it, dancing around it. You’re living in this little dream world, full of cushions. The cross is full of padding when you’re tiptoeing through life, trying to arrive at death safe. 

	      Who do you think is putting it in your mind, “I don’t want to hear that.” If God wrote it in His Word, then don’t you think it’s for a good reason. So, what spirit do you think is putting in your head? “No, don’t look at that,” “don’t teach on that” “don’t study that” or then go to the extreme and start persecuting that say, “Hey, I’d like to read the whole Bible.” What a concept. “I’d like to hear all the Bible.” “You wacko!” “You’re one of those extremist fundamentalist Christians.” Who do you think is putting that thought into that person’s head? It’s demonic. That’s the irony of this stuff. I’m convinced of that. 

	      So, just like satan, you cannot deny the existence of demons, without denying the teachings of the Bible. And here’s the problem, “I can’t take these passages literally, because that was just way back then, and really what these people were, you know, that’s the language that the Bible used, but it’s archaic, it’s not like today. We are much more intellectual and scientific. We’ve had at least a good hundreds of wonderful teachers like Jung and Freud, who were atheists, and cocaine addicts, nicotine addicts who were involved in the occult, and who got their teachings from demons, and we need to listen to them. They told us that that’s just mythology. What they really needed back then was medication.” 

	      And people eat it up! Because they don’t want to deal with this reality. If I can’t take these passages literally, not just talking about satan, but talking about demons, Old Testament and New Testament, then why should I take anything else literally. If I’m going to modernize so-called scriptural passages dealing with this, then why not modernize the rest of it. Which is what people do. They modernize John 14:6 which is what? “Jesus is the Way, the Truth, the Life, nobody comes to the Father but by Him.” You know how they modernize it? 

	      I’ve got this on tape, and this is from back in the United Religions Initiative. The guy was on there, professing to be a Christian, and the interviewer popped the obvious question, “So, you say that all religions are basically the same, and we all need to corral ourselves together. You call yourself a Christian, so how do you get around the statement when Jesus said He’s the only way?” That’s the question, right? This guy did the most brilliant new age song and dance. What he answered was this. “What I really think Jesus meant (and he's modernizing it, spiritualizing it, whatever you want to call it) is He is the Way, you know like for how humanity is supposed to be. You know, and the life that we all need to live together. And His example was love and tolerance. And the truth about how we are all just one, as the human species, and we need to come together.”

	      You can see, how the people who don’t know the Bible, certainly non-Christians, are going, yeah, yeah that’s what it is. So, even passages where you think you can’t get around this, demons can inspire people to twist that baby and make it sound good. That’s what they do, they’re liars. But again, demons are real. So, let’s move on to the next question. Obviously, demons exist, we saw that in the Bible, but where do they come from? Why are they here and what are they up to? Anybody else wonder about that? I do. And I’m going to answer that question. 

	      So, if we are going to get a proper knowledge, we know that demons are real, if you read the Bible, and the Bible is what governs our rule of faith and practice, spiritual issues, truth, if we’re going to now move forward about the identity of demons, the origins of demons then what do you think we should stick to? Exactly, the Bible. Now this is a big problem. I’ll give you the Biblical definition and then you’re going to see people today, even in the church, that do deal with these things. They are off in la-la land because they’re not in the Bible. Let’s take a look at where the demons come from according to Bible. We know they are real but where do they come from? Well, first of all they are fallen angels.

	      So, angels in the beginning, when God created the angels, they were all messengers of God, but something happened. One of the angels went rogue and took some with him. Rhymes with satan. Right now, today we have, Biblically, two categories of angels. The good guys with the Biblical terms are called Holy, unfallen or elect referring to the ones that stuck with God. The other category, called unholy or fallen, are the demons.

	 I Timothy 5:21: “I charge you, in the sight of God and in Christ Jesus and the elect angels.”

	Isaiah 14:12-15: “How you have fallen from Heaven, O morning Star, son of the dawn! You have been cast down to the earth, you who once laid low the nations! You said in your       heart, ‘I will ascend to Heaven; I will raise my throne above the stars of God, I will sit enthroned on the Mount of assembly, on the utmost heights of the sacred mountain, I will ascend above the tops of the clouds; I will make myself like the Most High.’ But you were brought down to the grave to the depths of the pit.”

	      How many would say that satan has got an “I” problem? Well, that’s exactly it. Oh, and by the way, five times in that passage describing the fall of satan, it’s called the “five I-wills of Lucifer.” I’ll say it again, what is the number one celebrated, promoted virtue in society today that has even now crept into the church? “I”. That’s what caused the fall of satan. And he wasn’t the only one, he snookered one-third of the angels. And we see that those who went with him became fallen angels, just like satan, or classified as demons.

	Revelation 12:4: “His tail swept a third of the stars out of the sky and flung them to the earth.”

	      So, where are they, the demons, now? That’s where they came from, that’s how we end up with two categories, the good and the bad, where are they now. You have those that are bound or confined and the first category and then you have those who are active, the ones we have to deal with today. Now some that are bound are bound permanently in a place called Tartarus. And this is what we see in II Peter 2 and Jude 6.

	II Peter 2:4: “For if God did not spare angels when they sinned but sent them to hell (Tartarus) putting them into gloomy dungeons to be held for judgment.”

	Jude 6: “And the angels wo did not keep their positions of authority but abandoned their home, these He has kept in darkness, bound with everlasting chains for judgment on the great Day.”

	      If you can see in the next verse, which we will get into in a little bit, just like in Sodom and Gomorrah, these fallen angels went after strange flesh. I’m convinced, as are many Biblical scholars, what they are talking about here, is why these are permanently bound, because these are the fallen angels, demons, that did the co-mingling with the daughters of men, that created the Nephilim, that was part of the judgment as to why God saved Noah, and his family, at the flood. Those that did it, oh, you’re done! You are just waiting for your day in the Lake of Fire. Now there is another category that they are confined right now in the pit/temporary. They are let out as an act of judgment of God on the people during the 7-year Tribulation. We see this in Revelation 9.

	Revelation 9:2,3,10,15: “When he opened the Abyss, smoke rose from it like the smoke from a gigantic furnace. And out of the smoke locust came down upon the earth. They had tails and stingers like scorpions, and in their tails, they had power to torment people for five months and the four angels who had been kept ready for this very hour and day and month and year, were released to kill a third of mankind.”

	      That is a trumpet judgment. Remember in the previous judgments, the seals, a fourth of mankind gets taken out, now another third gets taken out and you don’t want to be there. Then, of course, those are the ones that are bound to be confined, some are permanent and are never getting out until they get chucked into the Lake of Fire. Some of them are still in there but they are going to be released as an act of judgment temporarily. Then you have the ones that are still loose today. And that is what Paul says, these are the ones that we have to deal with. 

	Ephesians 6:12,13: “For our struggle is not against flesh and blood, but against the rulers, against the authorities, against the powers of this dark world and against the spiritual forces of evil in the Heavenly realms. Therefore, put on the full armor of God, so that when the day of evil comes, you may be able to stand your ground.”

	      Don’t freak out and get afraid, because you are on your own. Oh, I’m sorry just do what God says for you to do, put on your full armor of God. Then I have to add this, the Bible tells us there is going to come a day when we are never going to have to deal with spiritual warfare again. And the Bible tells us the future of satan and his cohorts, the fallen angels, the demons, one day they are going to the Lake of Fire.

Matthew 25:41: “Then He will say to those on His left, ‘Depart from Me, you who are cursed, into the eternal fire prepared for the devil and his angels.’”

	      They lost, they know their gig is up, they know where they are going, and they are duping people to see how many they can take with them. Originally, you see that hell was created for who? The devil and his angels. But people want to rebel like satan and the demons and even spurn God’s ability to get away from that reality for free. So, God will honor your decision and to hell you will go, with satan and the devils even though it wasn’t originally created for humans. But you want to rebel like satan, when all you had to do was say yes to Jesus to get out. You made your choice. 

	      Now, let’s get into who demons are not. This is very important because there is a lot of confusion. That’s what the Bible says they are, but who are they not? Well, first of all they’re not dead people.

	 

	WHO THE DEMONS ARE NOT

	      Demons are NOT dead people: Some people would have you and I believe that demons are simply the spirits of dead people, who were really wicked. However, we know this can’t be true. The Bible declares that when people die, they go to one of two places, Heaven or hell, and when you get there, you don’t come back. For the saved, they go straight to Heaven. And for the unsaved they go straight into hell.

	II Corinthians 5:8: “Absent from the body is to be present with the Lord.”

	Luke 16:22,23: “The rich man also died and buried. In hell where he was in torment.”

	      Well, didn’t you watch that Jimmy Stewart movie, that every time a person died you would hear the bell. And we all know that angels are these little, fat chubby babies flying in Heaven. And see, when my loved one died, they turned into an angel. They’re looking after me. NO. They are not! That is so unbiblical, it isn’t even funny. And that’s the so-called Holy angel thing. And that again is introduced by Hollywood and false teachings. But now we are talking about the bad guys. Well, that’s people who are unearthed, who’s really bad, really wicked. That’s who the demons are.  

	      Where is the Lord Jesus right now? At the right hand of the Father. So, if you die right now, you are going straight into Heaven as a Christian. The rich man went straight into hell, where he was partying with his buddies, because that’s all hell is, no he was in torment. So, both are places of no return. The Bible is very clear about that.

	 

	Job 7:9-10: “As a cloud vanishes and is gone, so he who goes down to the grave does not return. He will never come to his house again; his place will know him no more.”

	Luke 16:26: “And besides all this, between us and you, a great chasm has been fixed, so that those who want to go from here to there cannot, nor can anyone cross over from there to us.” So those in Heaven remain in Heaven, and those in hell remain in hell, until the end of the Millennial Kingdom where those in hell will be brought up from hell, to be judged before God, at the Great White Throne Judgment.”

	Revelation 20-12: “And I saw the dead, great and small, standing before the throne, and books were opened.” And they will be cast into the Lake of Fire. Their names were not found in the book, singular, the Book of Life, because obviously they didn’t trust Christ. That’s why they are in hell.”

	      Books were opened that recorded their works. Okay, let’s see if you worked your way to Heaven. You can’t, then they basically went from the frying pan into the fire. 

	Revelation 20:14: “Then death and Hades were thrown into the Lake of Fire. The Lake of Fire is the second death.” If you thought it was bad in hell, you ain’t seen nothing yet! Now you are in the Lake of Fire.” 

	      Also, if one does see a “spirit entity” claiming to be a deceased “loved one” or some other “historical figure” it is an actual demon “impersonating” that person who is in Heaven or hell. The Bible calls these demons “familiar spirits” those who would seek to deceive people and lead them away from God by appearing as a “dead person.” We saw that before with the channeling stuff. 

	Leviticus 19:31: “Do not turn to spirits of the dead, and do not inquire of familiar spirits, to be defiled by them. I am the Lord your God.”

	      Demons are not a Pre-Adamic Race of people: Some people would actually believe that there was a whole race of people who existed prior to Adam, and they are the ones we should identify as demons. Demons are not wicked people that previously died, and they haven’t reconciled, they’re just floating around in limbo and causing trouble like the poltergeist. No, you’re in Heaven or hell, that is a familiar spirit. This false belief is arrived from another false teaching called “The Gap Theory” that presupposes a “gap” between Genesis 1:1 and Genesis 1:2, where a whole race of people was supposed to exist but perished millions of years ago.

	      That is where they find the dinosaurs and things of that nature, that was during that time. No, they died during the flood. But then, part of the reason why the whole gap theory came about, and this is even in the church, was based on a false teaching called evolution. They felt the pressure back then, they didn’t have the benefit that really took off in the 70s and 80s especially moving forward with creation science. Using science to show that evolution is not only not true, but we have not been here for millions and billions of years. These guys didn’t know that we were here and I’m trying to give them a little bit of the benefit of the doubt. I’m certainly not condoning it, but they started caving into the pressure. “Well, the scientists are saying prior to this, we’ve only been here 6,000 years.” Which is what the Bible teaches. “But we see that we’ve been here for a long time.” So, they started trying to figure out how to build “long time” into the Bible. That’s where all that came from.

	      This false teaching was “invented” was to try to “help” explain the lie of evolution’s claim that we’ve been here for millions and billions of years instead of around 6,000 years as the Bible clearly teaches. First of all, evolution is a lie and therefore I don’t need to defend a lie. Secondly there is no scriptural support whatsoever for this view. 

	      Again, they say that between Genesis 1:1 and Genesis 1:2, in that gap there was a whole race of people that existed on earth and millions of them died, and from them came the demons. That’s a lot to squeeze into that gap. That’s what they say but that’s not what the Bible says. The Bible declares that Adam was the first man. I didn’t say that God did.

	I Corinthians 15:45: “So it is written: The first man Adam became a living being.”

	      So, they are contradicting the Bible if Adam was the first man, you can’t get any plainer than that. There wasn’t anybody else prior. And then there was not death prior to Adam. Remember the premise, pre-adamic race that got destroyed, which would involve death. So, now you have death before Adam, well that’s not what the Bible says. Death started with Adam when he sinned in the Garden of Eden. 

	Romans 5:12,14: “Therefore, just as sin entered the world through one man, and death through sin, and in this way, death came to all men. Death reigned from the time of Adam.” 

	      I think it’s sad, because these people, who felt the pressure of evolution, thought they better try to squeeze it into the Bible. You don’t do that. I don’t care what man says. God’s Word is always true. Always stick with it. Even though they mock and scoff at it, I don’t care how many degrees they have, we believe this, and you guys are wrong. They are wrong! They will always be found wrong, 100% of the time. You do your research, you do the math, you look at true science, it’s always going to agree with the Bible. So, there was no race of people prior to Adam, therefore they cannot be identified as demons. 

	      Now here’s another one. Demons are NOT a hybrid version of people: Some would say that demons are the “Nephilim” mentioned in the Bible that arose from the mingling of fallen angels and the daughters of men as mentioned in Genesis 6.

	Genesis 6:4: “The Nephilim were on the earth in those days – and also afterward – when the sons of God went to the daughters of men and had children by them. They were the heroes of old, men of renown.” Thus, they say these “Nephilim” created by this fallen angel/human hybrid were destroyed by the flood and became the demons that we have to deal with today.[image: The Book of Enoch Prophet eBook by Charles, R]      No, that’s not what the Bible says. This view, like the previous two, is without the slightest physical evidence whatsoever. Rather people try to justify this false belief by using a non-Biblical book called the Book of Enoch. It is an interesting historical book, but it is not the inspired, inerrant, and authoritative Word of God. It didn’t make the canon for good reason and thus we should never base a belief on extra-biblical literature, and yet this is what these people are doing. So, guess what? You cannot base a Biblical belief including a Biblical knowledge on demons on something that is outside the Bible. But that’s what they are doing, and this book is not in the Bible. I was just having this conversation. Catholicism tries to promote and justify their false teaching of purgatory on a extra-biblical book, a book outside the Bible called the Maccabees. Well, guess what? It doesn’t make it right. And there is a reason that 1st and 2nd Maccabees didn’t make it into the Bible.

	      But that’s what they do. They go outside the Bible with the extra-biblical book to justify purgatory, and others of their false beliefs. They do that with other extra-biblical books, So, I would assume the same with the people here. Well, you don’t believe in purgatory, and you would call out the Catholics to justify it on a book outside the Bible. Then why are you doing the same thing? You’re doing the same thing with the book of Enoch. 

	      Rather, many Biblical scholars believe that the “Nephilim” were real, alright and created by fallen angels, but they perished in the flood along with the rest of the wicked souls on earth, save Noah and his family, and went to hell. They did not become demons. The Nephilim are real. And they died. And would say this too. Really, the Nephilim was part of the reason why I grieved the heart of God while He says that it’s it, I’ve had it.       I’m going to wipe out the whole planet, except for Noah and the family. It wasn’t just because the heart of man was wicked all the time and God was grieved with that, but also you have this hybridization going on with fallen angels and daughters of men creating these Nephilim creatures and God says, “That’s it, I’m hitting a restart on humanity.” So that was part of that judgment, and do you mean to tell me that God would judge them, the Nephilim, wipe them out and then say, “All right, go roam the [image: The Nephilim, An Overview- Part 1 - LetterPile]earth.” That doesn’t make sense. 

	      In fact, Biblical scholars believe it’s actually these fallen angels or demons who did this ungodly act of mingling with the daughters of men to create these “Nephilim” who are the ones the Bible talks about that are confined and imprisoned for this very act.

	II Peter 2:4: “For if God did not spare angels when they sinned but sent them to hell (Tartarus) putting them into gloomy dungeons to be held for judgment.”

	Jude 6: “And the angels who did not keep their positions of authority but abandoned their own home – these He has kept in darkness, bound with everlasting chains for judgment on the great Day.”

	Jude 7: “Even as Sodom and Gomorrah, and the cities about them in like manner, giving themselves over to fornication, and going after strange flesh, are set forth for an example, suffering the vengeance of eternal fire.”

	      Thus, this explains why these demons are not allowed to roam the earth like the other demons today, as we saw on the chart and are thus confined. They went after “strange flesh” the daughters of men and God has imprisoned them for it. Demons are fallen angels: The most logical Biblical conclusion is that the word “demon” is simply another title or name for fallen angels. And that’s why most conservative Biblical scholars believe that demons are simply fallen or evil angels, cohorts of satan, the third of the angels who rebelled with him against God.

	      I had to do that because a lot of people either deny the existence of demons or they come to a wrong conclusion of where they really came from. Now the other aspect that we are going to take a look at is the Biblical proof. If you don’t have your head in the sand and you look around, I think it’s pretty obvious to see that our planet is being messed with by demons. “Well, wasn’t it too bad 2,000 years ago, when Jesus was on the scene, that there was a lot of demon possession?” But man, it’s a good thing it doesn’t happen today. No, it does happen today. It’s all over the place. Especially in third world countries. They deal with it all the time. Let me give you one quick example, and yes, unfortunately, just like we read the 30 verses, just like we read in Mark 5, there are still people today being possessed by demons and, praise God, in the name of Jesus Christ, they can be set free.

	 

	“In Europe, I know that people don’t believe that there are demons or evil spirits.”

	As a man in Africa is bending over a possessed individual, his hand is holding the person down and he says, “Who are you? In the mighty name of Jesus, I command you to come out with your name. What is your name? Demon, I command you now. What is your name, what is your name?” The possessed man is struggling to get free of the hold on him. 

	The next scene, again in Africa, three ladies carrying a large basket through a crowd of people. The camera focuses on one and she says, “They called me. And when I saw her, it became clear to me that there was a spirit in her.”

	A man that may be a priest, begins to speak. “It is a cobra. Now I will make an oracle out of her, so that the spirit can talk through her. She has to be taken through the ritual.”

	As this woman is sitting in the center of a crowd that is surrounding her, she is doused with blood. She is foaming at the mouth. The person that was delivering the demon from the first man, is explaining what is going on. “The practices have its roots in satanic kingdom, not in the kingdom of God, everything that is of satan is evil, is demonic, and we can’t accept those things.”

	The next scene is a woman that is sitting with her eyes closed. A man again is holding his hand on her head. He says, “I set you free, Jesus, from now have your liberty in Jesus’ name.”

	      Set the captives free, still to this day, just like Jesus did and just like Paul did in the book of Acts. Now I don’t know if you were paying attention to that video, but the guy said deliberately, he took that girl and he was excited about going through this ritual that would get her possessed by demon, but by a cobra spirit. Did you notice that? It was a snake spirit. And that would give her the ability to make him money because she could become clairvoyant, and she is supposed to tell people the future. Did you know Paul dealt with that? A snake spirit too, read the Bible. 

	Acts 16:16: “Now it happened of us going to the place of prayer, a certain girl, having a spirit of Python, met us, who was bringing her masters much gain by fortune-telling.”

	      It’s the exact same thing still going on to this day, but people say nope. That’s not real, it’s only make-believe. Your preachers are just trying to scare us and rip us off our cash and you’re one of those fundamentalist wackos. Part of the reason why the church refuses to teach on this is because people downplay this reality, and it’s not just the secular media. “Oh, it’s just the force of the vacuum cleaner.” Here’s the irony, it comes from secular psychology. They say, no this is nothing spiritual, this is natural. These people just have a psychological aberration, and that’s all it is. They just need to be treated with medication. 

	      As I shared before from the pulpit, in pastoring in over 25 years now, I’ve been in many different psych wards to visit people, upon request. And not to get all hyper charismatic, but I’m telling you, I’m 100% convinced, having been there, done that, wish I hadn’t bought the T-shirt. But, having been possessed myself, before I was saved, I’m convinced a lot of these people, and it’s sad, you can feel it, it isn’t just that there’s something spiritual going on, and it’s not good in those rooms. Your heart breaks for these people. I’m not saying every single one of them, but I believe a lot of them are people who are actually, unfortunately, demon possessed. And the only treatment they are getting is medication into oblivion. And that doesn’t set them free. They are stuck in that state of denial that it could very well be something spiritual and they need to be set free, in the name of Jesus Christ. 

	      This comes from secular psychology. Now again, in the next chapter it’s not a psychological aberration. You know, we don’t want to go down that spirit route, because we are just too sophisticated, and intellectual, today. The irony is the secular psychology group that’s pushing this disbelief into people’s mindset, even in the church, these guys were involved in demonic practices, communicating themselves with demons. Which is where they got their teachings. No wonder they downplay the reality of actual demons. They also produce demonic drugs, oftentimes psychotropic drugs that get people open to being possessed by demons. That’s the irony of it all. 

	      But let me give you some examples of even here in the West. I believe this happens a lot more, it’s that people downplay it, the person just has poor mental health. Maybe, maybe not. Especially with all the drug use going on nowadays. I think these people have become possessed in the true Biblical sense of the word. But again, do you think the media is going to play that for you? No. Sometimes it gets caught on tape though. Let me give you two examples from here in the West. I’m convinced this is happening all over Vegas. I bet, if we had enough time to talk to people who worked in public service, we could probably see some stories of people being demon possessed. Our quest speaker, Ken Mikel. He was a cop for many years. He had all kinds of encounters with people that he’s convinced were flat out demon possessed. They had supernatural strength, that took tons of cops to bring them down. But here are a couple examples, one man and one woman, I believe this is still going on today even though people don’t want to deal with it. 

	The first video shows a man in a grocery store. He is walking down the aisle to get a drink out of the cold section. He opens the door, reaches into the freezer, pulls out the drink and starts to shake like he is having convulsions. He drops his drink on the floor and starts to make a sound like a dog barking. He can’t control his movements or the sounds coming out of his mouth. Something has completely taken him over. He falls on the floor when a lady comes to see what is going on. He points at her and makes the howling sound and that scares her away. 

	The next video is a man walking through an underground railway tunnel. He says, “This looks like it goes on forever.” He walks a little further and hears a noise that sounds like someone is gasping for breath. Behind a container there is a woman that is huddled in the corner, also having what looks like a seizure and she is grasping at her throat. It looks like she has possibly bitten her tongue because she has blood coming out of her mouth. As you look closer, she bled all down the front of her blouse. He stops to try to help her but as he tries to talk to her, she gets louder and more violent. As he gets closer to her to help, she manages to get up on her feet and begins to run through the tunnel, screaming and jerking. 

	 

	      No, no, don’t even go there. That was just a vacuum cleaner. That’s all it was. The guys in the subway, they’re just goofing with their cellphone, making the people freak out. Listen, that was just poor mental health. That’s all it is, and we just need to drug them into oblivion, that’s what they need. No! Somebody sent me a video, which I didn’t have time to put it into my mix, but it was of a lady who was caught this week on the border for sex trafficking. That lady is possessed. This happens all the time. 

	      Demon possession is all over the world, even in America, yet many of us have been wrongly trained and brainwashed by secular psychology, the secular media of God hating, God rejecting teachings to turn a blind eye. And you know what’s sad about that? The captives are not being set free. That’s the good news in all this. These people could be set free, 100% of the time, in the name of Jesus Christ. And they can never be possessed again if they would receive Jesus Christ as their Lord and Savior. 

	      And that’s what I want to end on, now that you’re sufficiently freaked out. What’s the good news? As a Christian, here’s the good news. The Bible says I don’t have to be afraid of this stuff, even though it’s real and we have to deal with it. Just like I don’t need to be afraid of satan. I’m not out there looking for him, but even if he were to actually appear, Praise God, by the authority of Jesus Christ, we can deal with it. But the same thing goes with his evil cohorts. “Great is He that is in me than He that is in the world. God has not given me a spirit of fear.” Where does fear come from? Not from God. That’s what the enemy wants you to do. So, you could be consumed with any of this, and demons are going to get me. That’s not from God. God has not given me a spirit of fear, but power love and a sound mind. Because that is where they always enter. 

	      But not only that. They can mess with me; I don’t need to be afraid of it. They can mess with me externally, I can be externally oppressed, I don’t need to be afraid. I just need to get equipped Biblically to understand how to deal with it and move on and have a great day. Right? But here is the really great news as a Christian. Praise God, you can never be internally possessed and that’s important today. You have folks on the charismatic fringe out there saying, “these Christians got demons”. Remember that video clip I presented in the Witchcraft study of those guys that were hacking up demons? Sneezing up demons? Passing vapors to get rid of demons? Do you remember that? I wasn’t making it up. But wait a second. First of all, that’s not how you deal with it, number two as a Christian you can’t be possessed. I didn’t say that God did. 

	 

	I Corinthians 3:16: “Don’t you know that you yourselves are God’s temple and that God’s Spirit lives in you?”

	John 14:23: “Jesus replied, ‘If anyone loves Me, he will obey My teaching. My Father will love him, and We will come to him and make Our home with him.’”

	      So, put it all together, technically, when you become a born-again Christian, God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit is in you, and you become His temple, do you really think He’s going to scooch over to make room for the demon? No! It’s a lie from the pit of hell to say that a Christian can be demon possessed. No! Praise God, been there and done that and as I shared in my testimony, I think that was part of the relief that I was experiencing, literally, the moment I got saved. Having been possessed by demons, I’m convinced, when I cried out in the name of Jesus Christ it saved me instantly. BANG! It just felt like the weight of the world was off me. I felt as light as a feather. At first, I thought it was the weight of the sin of all the junk I was involved in. It was lifted off and forgiven and maybe that was part of it, but I’m also convinced that’s when the demons were exiting me. The sky was bluer, the grass was greener, for the first two days. Whoa, what a radical change. But you can still be externally oppressed, but you cannot be internally possessed as a Christian. 

	      I will say this, if the people around you or even as you’re reading this now, I don’t know your heart, going to church services doesn’t save you. It's a good thing but it doesn’t save you. If you are not a Christian, you better be afraid. Because not only can satan and the demons mess with you externally, but they can possess you anytime they want. You’re in a heap of trouble. And the only way out of that mess is to call upon the name of Jesus Christ. Ask Him to forgive you, like the rest of us. The Bible says if you confess Jesus Christ is Lord in your heart, that God raised Him from the grave, you will be saved. If you do that, instantly you will be indwelled with the Holy Spirit of God. You will be sealed, the Bible says. No demon can ever enter you again and even if you experience demonic warfare, you just move forward Biblically and have a great day. Why would you put that off? Let alone flirt with hell itself and one day join satan and his demons in the Lake of Fire. 

	      This is real and as a Christian we need to deal with it because it’s in the Bible, we’re supposed to study all the Bible. But the good news is, you don’t have to be afraid, and you cannot be possessed and if they mess with me externally, I know how to deal with it and move on. I’m telling you if you’re not saved now, you better get saved, it’s not a game. If you’re resisting right now or thoughts are going through your head right now, laughing, mocking, scoffing at what I’m saying right now, resisting. Who do you think is putting that in your head? 	Chapter Two

	————————————
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	We all know that everybody believes in demons. Churches talk about it all the time, are you kidding me? Unfortunately, we had to start there. In the last chapter, because not only does 65% of the professing church, not believe in a literal satan, but they also don’t even believe in demons either. And you wonder why everybody is getting whooped up on. These critters are real. Satan’s one entity, but there are oodles of these guys, hordes of them and aren’t you glad that there are two-thirds of the angels still with God? Only one-third went with satan. We don’t have to be afraid, but they are real, and they’re really out there and we need to deal with it. 

	      Why? Because preachers are just there trying to scare you, to rip you off your cash. No, we’re not, because if you are going to learn the Bible you need to learn all the Bible, the whole counsel of God, as we’ve been seeing, Old Testament and New Testament. That not only deals with satan, but they also deal with the existence of demons. So, it’s not there to freak you out, it’s to get you equipped. So, you’re not always caught off guard.

	      We saw that with the Biblical proof, the societal proof that demons really are real. In this chapter we are going to move on to the character of demons. What are they up to? What are they like? Are they there just to help us along with our walk with Jesus? The Holy angels, Hebrew says, are sent to minister to those who inherit salvation. Be careful with that because demons appear as satan does, angels of light. “It was an angel of God that told me to tell you that” on and on. You know, some people can get crazy with angels. But demons are fallen angels, but what’s their character? What are they up to? The Bible is very clear, satan not only has an evil character, but so do the demons. There’s nothing good about them. Not one ounce, all they do is cause trouble, havoc, destruction, just like their king, or ruler, satan. But don’t take my word for it, let’s listen to God.

	Revelation 16:1-14: “Then I heard a loud voice from the temple saying to the seven angels, ‘Go, pour out the seven bowls of God’s wrath on the earth.’” 

	      Now obviously we are in the 7-year Tribulation, the church is not a part of this, and this is the final, it’s over, it’s done, this is the very end of the 7-years Tribulation. You had the seal judgments, the trumpet judgments, and the bowl judgments. That’s it, after this comes the second coming of Jesus Christ. We return to Revelation 19, with the church.

	Revelation 16:1-14, cont.: “The first angel went and poured out his bowl on the land, and ugly and painful sores broke out on the people who had the mark of the beast and worshiped his image. The second angel poured out his bowl on the sea, and it turned into blood like that of a dead man, and every living thing in the sea died.” 

	      Now in the trumpet judgments, it was bad enough. One-third of everything in the sea died and then one-third of the waters became bitter, many died, but this is everything. Can you imagine? How big is the ocean? About 75% of the earth? Can you imagine every single thing in there, and the last time I checked it’s kind of deep, but everything died? Can you just imagine the stench from that? It’s going to happen; I’m not making this up.

	Revelation 16:1-14, cont.: “The third angel poured out his bowl on the rivers and springs of water, and they became blood. Then I heard the angel in charge of the waters say: ‘You are just in these judgments, you who are and who were, the Holy One, because you have so judged; for they have shed the blood of your saints and prophets, and you have given them blood to drink as they deserve.’ And I heard the altar respond: ‘Yes, Lord God Almighty, true and just are your judgments.’ The fourth angel poured out his bowl on the sun, and the sun was given power to scorch people with fire.”

	      God cranked up the heat, but what’s after the context? The context is that after every living thing in the sea died, and the stench from that, then He takes away all the fresh water, and then He cranks up the heat. This is a horrible time frame. That’s why Jesus said the 7-year Tribulation is the worst time in the history of mankind, you don’t want to be there. If God didn’t keep it to just seven years, the entire human race would be destroyed. Jesus said that.

	Revelation 16:1-14, cont.: “They were seared by the intense heat, and they cursed the name of God, who had control over these plagues, but they refused to repent and glorify him. The fifth angel poured out his bowl on the throne of the beast, and his kingdom was plunged into darkness. Men gnawed their tongues in agony and cursed the God of Heaven because of their pains and their sores, but they refused to repent of what they had done.” 

	      So much for the human potential movement. Mankind is so wicked nothing wakes these people up. We’re going to see another reason why they still do not respond. Because, as we saw before, people can still get saved in the 7-year Tribulation. The point is, you should get saved now, so you can avoid the whole thing. We see that the gospel still goes forth with the 144,000 male Jewish witnesses, the two witnesses in Revelation 11 and the angel that declares the eternal gospel. But it says here, these people still would not repent. 

	Revelation 16:1-14, cont.: “The sixth angel poured out his bowl on the great River Euphrates, and its water was dried up to prepare the way for the kings from the East. Then I saw three evil spirits that looked like frogs, they came out of the mouth of the dragon, out of the mouth of the beast, and out of the mouth of the false prophet. They are spirits of demons performing miraculous signs, and they go out to the kings of the whole world, to gather them for the battle, on the great day of God Almighty.”

	      In other words, they gather them at the very end of the 7-year Tribulation, for the Battle of Armageddon, to try to take on God. Now again, this is after all the Seals judgments, one-fourth of the earth is annihilated, the trumpet judgments, another third goes after that, and then here we are in the bowls judgments. Would you say that the 7-year Tribulation is a time that if you could avoid it, you should? Praise God, you can, it’s through Jesus. And that’s the good news. That’s number one. But what does it say? They refused to repent, they refused to repent, I don’t care what God did to get their attention, they still would not repent. 

	      One of the things it says is demonic spirits, even at the very end, dupe people to do the dumbest thing you could ever do. And that was what? Let’s all gather together and let’s take on God. That’s what’s really going on here. These deceiving demonic spirits came out, working through the dragon, satan, the antichrist, the beast, and the false prophet, I mean the pope, I mean the false prophet, and they literally dupe the remaining people, into the ultimate suicide mission. And if you continue to read Revelation, the Bible tells us it’s a bloodbath, from God’s point. Because you can’t beat God. You’ll never beat God. It’s impossible to beat God. But they’re so seductive, they actually dupe the planet. The Bible says the outcome is they’re in the Valley of Megiddo, and it is going to fill up with blood. When you translate the Greek, when God gets done with these people, the blood is going to be four feet high for 200 miles. You can’t take on God.

	      Now here’s my point, what evil critter would do that? It’s an evil character that would dupe people into doing the dumbest thing ever. Do you think, and I don’t care how bad it is, yeah, let’s take on God, we’ll beat God. Who would fall for that? Well, somebody must be really sneaky, really cunning, really evil, it isn’t just satan, it’s spirits of demons. This is what demons do. This is just one little aspect of their character. The problem is, people today, even in the church, not only don’t want to believe in the existence of demons, but because they don’t believe in existence, they never study, they never talk about it, just like with satan, these demons and their evil character are having a heyday. Dare I say, even in the church because they don’t take it as real and yet the scripture is very clear about it.

	      In this chapter we are going to take a look at the character of demons so that we don’t get blindsided, so we know what to look for. God tells us about these things in advance, not to freak us out, scare us, but to get us equipped, so you don’t fall for it. Again, it’s the same thing with satan. Do you like learning things the hard way? Isn’t it awesome that you get up and say, I want to learn something the hard way? I want to take 15 times of falling down on my head, cracking my noggin, until I get it right. Nobody does that, or at least I hope not. 

	      When you’re blindsided, is where we’re at, so God tells us in advance. Let’s take a look at the Biblical proof of the character of demons. The Bible not only mentions, as we saw earlier, that demons are real, but Revelation 16 is one of many, many passages, Old and New Testament that tell us the character of these critters, that are really out there, wreaking havoc, just like satan, working with satan, working as a team, working as an army, trying to mess things up. Not just in the world, but even in the church. So, let’s begin to shred apart what the scripture says about these things. They’re real but what’s their character like. Should we mess with them, is this just a joke that you have to worry about them. No, this is real evil. This is not a game.

	 

	THE CHARACTER OF DEMONS

	Mark 1:24 – Intelligent - The rough meaning of the word demon,   “daimonas”, in the Greek, means intelligent ones. These critters are intelligent and plus they really know us. They’ve had six thousand years of watching us, generation after generation, and they know what makes us tick. They know our strengths; they know our weaknesses. They’re very intelligent. And dare I say I had an instructor, who used to say this, you know satan, as smart as he is, he doesn’t even have to be that intelligent because all he does is set the same traps, that he used in the previous generations, he repackages it, relabels it, and uses it the next generation. And especially if you never studied your own history. If you don’t understand Biblical history or even the Bible, that tells us in advance, so you wouldn’t fall it. But most people don’t, so it just keeps working, he doesn’t even have to be smart. 

	Matthew 8:29 – They know they are doomed. They’re intelligent and they also know they’re doomed. They know they are headed for the Lake of Fire along with satan, but that’s how stinking evil they are. That’s their character. They are seeing how many people that they can take with them to join the Lake of Fire.  

	James 2:19 – They know the Plan of Salvation. Even the demons believe in God, and they aren’t saved. But they shudder. They know where they’re going. Since they know, that’s why they’re flooding the church with so many false people, like we saw in our James study, so people get the wrong plan of salvation, and they join them in the Lake of Fire.

	Matthew 8:29/Mark 1:23 – They know the Deity of Jesus. How many times do you read in the scripture? “We know who you are, Jesus, the Holy One of God.” They know who He is. And isn’t it funny that the demons know who Jesus is, but you have churches that deny Him as the Son of God. I wonder who put that idea in their head?

	Daniel 10:10-14/Revelation 16:13-16 – They seek to Hinder the Plan of God. Again, the Battle of Armageddon. They aren’t going to defeat God.

	Revelation 12:7 – They Promote satan’s Program in Opposing God

	Genesis 3 – They Promote Rebellion

	Leviticus 17:7 – They Promote Idolatry 

	I John 4:1-4 – They Promote False Religions. Satan not only is trying to pollute the church, so that when people come in our midst, they get a false Jesus and a false gospel. Ever since the cross he’s out there launching, still to this day, as many false religions, and false paths, because there’s only one way to Heaven, and it is the cross. He’s out there in the world, in the church, trying to give people a false religion, a false path.

	I Samuel 16 – They Torment & Oppress People

	Ephesians 6:10-18 – They Wage War on Believers. Again, do what God says, and have a great day. Put on the whole armor of God, and you’ll be able to stand when the day of evil comes.

	Job 1 & 2/ II Corinthians 12:7 – They Inflict Problems on Believers. You can certainly see that with what Job and Paul dealt with, a thorn in the flesh, a messenger of satan, a demon.

	Matthew 12:45 – They Work in Numbers

	Ephesians 6:12 – They work as a team. Do we do that as Christians? Teamwork makes the dream work. We all know the       power of working together as a team. We know working together in unison and whatever, but we laugh nervously, because unfortunately, a lot of churches aren’t working like a team. I always remember an analogy, unfortunately, you see birds flying down south and they innately know there is one lead bird, and they are all forming a “V” and that’s just what they do. They follow the lead bird, and they work together as a team.

	And guess what? They get from point A to point B very efficiently. I think sometimes, if you grew up in Midwest, you may have run into these things, gnats. They’re kind of flying, but they fly up and down. Here comes a cloud of gnats, and they’re not in any order, they are just blobbing around. I think a lot of churches do that. But even the demons know the power of unity, and working together and that’s what they do and frankly, it’s high time that we do the same.

	Ephesians 2 – They Tempt us to Sin.

	Revelation 12:13 – They Persecute Us. Because we all know that when people disagree with us for sharing the truth, they flat out persecute us, it’s just natural. Not always, I told you my story, that the more people that witnessed to me, the worse I got, but I think part of it was demonic hatred, because I was infested with demons. And I just couldn’t wait to persecute Christians. That wasn’t natural. Some of that is spiritual warfare you’re experiencing.

	I Thessalonians 2:18 – They Prevent Service. Oh, I don’t have time right now. I’m a little too busy. I’ll serve Jesus next week. Where do you think that thought is coming from? It ain’t the Spirit of God.

	II Corinthians 2:10-11 – They Disturb the Church

	Judges 9:23 – They cause Trouble.

	James 3:13-16 – They Cause Selfishness and Division in the Church

	Luke 8:27-29 – They Cause Mental Disorders. That’s all it is, that person is acting all weird, rolling around there, that’s just a       mental disorder, right? Maybe not.

	Luke 8:27-29 – They Cause Irrational Behavior. Well, that is just counterproductive behavior, right?

	Mark 9:22 – They Cause Suicidal Mania. That is what you see in the scripture, that what demons will cause people to do. Thoughts of suicide and things of that nature. I’m sure it’s just somebody dealing with some sort of disorder. Maybe, maybe not. But they downplay it.

	Matthew 9:33/Luke 13:11-16 – They Inflict Illnesses

	Acts 19:13-16 – They Inflict Physical Harm

	Mark 5:13 – They Possess Animals

	I Timothy 4:1 – They Promote False Doctrine

	I Kings 22:21-23 – They are the Spirit Behind False Prophets. God told me to tell you. What does the Bible say? If you claim to be a prophet of God, if you get one thing wrong, what does the Bible say? Read the Bible. They are stoned to death. We’re not talking about Marijuana; we’ll get to that in a bit. We are talking about actual rocks, that will rock you to sleep, you are going to die. Now Praise God, aren’t we glad that these people who claim to prophets, they should celebrate the fact that we’re not under the old covenant. But it remains, and the Bible tells us why it was the death penalty. Because you have the audacity to say I’m the mouthpiece of God and you got it wrong, which means you did not get it from the Spirit of God. It was a demon spirit and it made God look like He can’t be trusted, i.e., a liar. You deserve to die. God does not lie; He always tell the truth.

	      Yet today people are so fast and loose with that and then even say well, yeah, he got that wrong, he prophesied that Trump was going to be back in office before that. First of all, if you want a word from God, here you go, the Bible. I want to hear God’s voice, well, read the Bible. I want to hear God’s voice out loud, well, read it out loud. Everything you need is right here in the Bible. Yet these people will do this even in our time, and it’s increasing and yet people still support them. I’m not saying go stone them to death but shut them off. That’s it, but who’s behind all of that. It’s not just, wow, that guy got it wrong. No. Who’s behind that? Read the Bible. Demons, the spirit behind false prophets. 

	Isiah 14/Ezekiel 28/Daniel 10:13/Revelation 16:13-14 – They Influence Nations. And I’m sure that the current administration is probably not being influenced by anything spiritualized. Yeah, that’s called sarcasm to make a point.

	Matthew 9:32/Mark 6:13 – They Possess Unbelievers. We saw that if you are a believer, you can’t be possessed.

	      How many would say that the Bible gives us plenty of descriptions about the character of demons and when you take a look at it, there are some critters that you need to pay attention to. Again, God tells us in advance to what? To freak us out, to get us scared, so that the preachers can ask for money, and you can give it to them out of fear. That’s what the world says. You guys are just trying to scare me. No, I’m trying to teach you the Bible. The Bible says these things are evil, you don’t want to mess with them, just like satan, they do have an evil character, and they’re out there every single day 24/7 seeking to do all those things, all the same time, whether you like it, believe it, or not.

	      Now, here’s the point, God tells us that in advance. And that’s just 30, I just picked 30, that’s not all of them. Old Testament, New Testament that tells us what demons are, and what their character is about, so that we cannot be blindsided, so we cannot be caught off guard, so we know what to look for, and then we can put it in the proper Biblical paradigm. I’ll use the example I just gave. When somebody comes out and says, God told me to tell you, and here’s the prophecy for America, and he’s going to do that and it doesn’t happen, well first of all you shouldn’t have listened anyway, because I’m convinced that’s not going on today. Just read the Bible, what a concept. Since when did the Bible not become good enough for you? 

	      But, even outside of that, when they get it wrong, you say, what? It wasn’t just that they got it wrong, I’m going to shut you off and I’m never going to listen to you again. You shouldn’t have listened to him in the first place, but guess what? That person is being led astray by demons and demons are using that person to lead the church astray. That’s what the Bible says. Right? That’s why you need to know this stuff, because it tells you what’s happening behind the scenes with this kind of behavior, in the church or out of the church and I don’t know about you, but that is valuable information. And it goes back to what Paul says in Ephesians 6. That’s why he said not all of our battles, not everything is from a demon, and not all of them are just physical. Sometimes it’s spiritual. But if you don’t understand the spiritual and how they are going to come at you, or their character, and what they do with that evil character, they’re going to have a heyday with you.

	      In the church, because we don’t know who our enemy is, because we don’t believe in him, satan or his evil cohorts, we don’t even know what we are up against. Because we don’t take the time to study the scripture about their evil character. Now that’s just the Biblical proof, and that’s our primary proof, because the Bible is the one that defines it for us. Biblical truth, certainly on all things spiritual, right? But I wanted to take some time here. It’s a good thing it only happens in the gospels. You know, the demon stuff and all the people riding around with super strength and all. No, it goes on today. In a big, big way. And that’s why we’re going to take a look now at the societal proof about demons. Let me pose this commonsense question.

	 

	“If demons are real and really rotten to the core, as the Bible clearly shows all over the place, Old and New Testament, and demons haven’t been destroyed yet. Then they’re probably still spreading their evil across the planet today.”

	      As we saw before there is a section of demons that are still able to roam, some are permanently bound, some are temporarily bound, but some still roam today. So, if that’s the case they’re probably still out there messing things up on the planet. How many can realize that, without any help? They are, and if you get your heads out of the sand, dare I say, even as a Christian, and again, don’t go to the other extreme, “The demon gave me a flat tire, the demon is forcing me to chew bubble gum, I can’t quit!” Now you are way over to the other extreme, and you wake up every day, “I hope the demons don’t do that to me again today.” I have people saying to me every day, Pastor Billy, you are preaching on Witchcraft, Satanism and now demons and voodoo, they’re going to get you. Not saying that I haven’t paid a price for that, but that’s not my focus. And this should be all of our focus. I don’t get up every day saying the demons are going to get me. That’s exactly what the enemy wants. God has not given us a spirit of fear, but the power of a sound mind. If you wake up afraid, and if all you can think about is satanists and demons, that’s exactly what they want. That’s not the Spirit of God. 

	      My focus when I get up is “Thank you God for saving me from hell, 28 years ago, thank you for rescuing me, thank you for forgiving me of all my sins, thank you God for making me your child, today would you use this life as an instrument of righteousness, not a wickedness. Would you please direct my footsteps, according to your Word? Let no sin rule over me. My focus is on Christ.” Now if it so happens on that day, where that spiritual warfare does come up, you deal with it Biblically and move on. Have a great day. Get back on track with Jesus, that’s it. It’s really that simple. If you just do what He says. 

	      A lot of people either go to the other extreme and they are all freaking out or they act like it’s not real. It’s real, and dare I say, if we are honest with ourselves and if we look at our society, even in America, where we are really in a state of denial, it’s all over the place. Demons are not just real, but they are permeating their evil character across our planet, getting people to emulate them, act like them, and even be possessed by them, as much as they can, with what time they have left. Now, of course, I am talking about the non-Christian. But that is what they are up to.

	      There are many different ways that they will do that. We only have time to deal with one way, the primary way, that they seek entrance to either get to you and me, as Christians, to get us to sin, or for the non-Christian, to not only follow them, listen to them, emulate them in their evil character, but even be possessed by them.

	      The first one that we’ll deal with is the issue of the mind. The mind is the entry point where they’re typically going to tempt you. It could be an actual spiritual warfare issue, it could be something demonically inspired outside of you, like just living in this wicked world system. What does the Bible say? Satan the god, the little “g” of this world blinds the minds of those who don’t believe. But he’s out there in this wicked world system. Who do you think is behind all of the anti-God, anti-Jesus, anti-Bible messages in the media and the billboards, society and people’s behavior? The words coming out of their mouths and the music, the movies, who do you think is behind that? Exactly, demons, it’s not just satan, it’s demons. He's got a whole bunch, a whole network that he works with. They work together as a team, unfortunately.

	      So, here’s the point, those are primarily things that we see with our eyes and then it goes into our brains. When you listen to something, ungodly music or something you are listening to with your eyes, ungodly blasphemous words about God or Jesus Christ, they think they are making fun of them or using God’s name in vain. Something that’s seemingly innocuous as that, it’s not innocuous, that’s a sin. Or something that’s just flat out leading you away, into false paths, the false teachings, the false religions, that we saw demons do. It could be somebody’s conversation at your workplace. But when it goes not just in your eyes, it goes to your brain, it goes in your ears and then it goes into your brain, it’s your mind. The mind is the entry point where they seek to get a foothold. If you are a Christian, they get you to sin, or if you are a non-Christian, ultimately, I’m convinced, they want to possess you.

	      Now that’s why the Bible says you need to pay attention to your mind every single day because that is where it begins, that’s the entry point. If you’re not paying attention to your mind, you’re going to be smacked around big time. First of all, the Bible says what?

	 

	BATTLE OF THE MIND

	The Enemy Blinds the Mind:

	II Corinthians 4:4: “The god of this age has blinded the minds of unbelievers, so that they cannot see the light of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God.”

	             That’s why he’s going after the mind, because that’s the entry point, right? Did you ever witness to somebody and it’s like you’re speaking the words of truth, the power of God’s word, the Spirit of God’s moving through you, but it’s like it’s bouncing off a brick wall. Who do you think is blinding their minds? It’s a spiritual issue you are dealing with. But, Praise God, God is more powerful. That is what happened to me, I had people witness to me, in fact, the more they verbally and externally witnessed to me, I was given signs that it was making things worse. Unbeknownst to me spiritually, what was happening, is they were doing what the Bible says. They were planting and watering seeds in my heart. So, at that point when I was being saved, I knew exactly who to call upon. From the witnessing. But again, it’s like you’re talking to a brick wall. Why can’t you listen? What’s going on? Sometimes it’s like a glazed look in their eyes or they start getting mad. That’s from satan, so what does the Bible say? You counteract that.

	We Seek to Recapture the Mind:

	II Corinthians 10:5: “We demolish arguments and every pretension that sets itself up against the knowledge of God, and we take captive every thought to make it obedient to Christ.”

	      So, when something comes in your head that’s not according to the word, that’s why you need to renew your mind with the Word of God, but if you don’t renew your mind with the Word of God you’ve still got all this baggage, then you can’t even decipher or discern. If you discern via the Word of God, what’s true and what’s not true and the more you get into the word, then you can pay attention to your mind when a thought comes in, that’s unbiblical. You reject it. Because if you don’t, you are going to be led astray in your brain. Not possession, as a Christian, but you will get tempted into a false path that was ultimately to destroy you. To get you to sin and things of that nature. 

	The Enemy Wants to Destroy your Mind.

	II Corinthians 11:3: “But I am afraid that just as Eve was deceived by the serpent’s cunning, your minds may somehow be led astray (corrupt or destroy) from your sincere and pure devotion to Christ.”

	      “It’s not that big of a deal, I’ll read the Bible next, you know, I’ll make it. I missed this January, but next January I’m going to start reading through the Bible. And then I’m going to, no, no, in a couple months things are going to calm down and then that’s when I’m going to get plugged into the church. That’s when I’ll start going.” What a concept, how you can go to other services besides Sunday and again I’ll say, where is everybody? Why don’t we have the same attendance on Wednesdays as Sundays. Is it really that bad on Wednesdays? What’s going on? Especially with these studies, you would think you would want to learn.

	      Think about it. Who do you think is keeping people, with all those excuses in their brains, as to why they can’t make it? “It’s a 35-minute drive.” I don’t care. Where do you think that excuse came from? You had plans to do it. You had plans to attend service, you had plans to serve in the church, you had plans to read the Bible, you had plans to witness and then you always get talked out of it. Where do you think that started? Right in your brain. Somebody put that thought in and guess what, you didn’t reject it. You didn’t bring that thought captive of obedience. But he says he wants to destroy you. He can’t take away your salvation, but he’ll destroy your walk, your service to Jesus Christ. And you know where it starts? The Bible tells us, in your mind. So, pay attention to your mind. Be careful, you have to filter it. What does He say? We control, we counteract in our minds.

	 

	We Seek to Re-Control the Mind:

	Philippians 4:7-8: “And the peace of God, which transcends all understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus. Finally, brothers, whatever is true, whatever is noble, whatever is right, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is admirable – if anything is excellent or praiseworthy – think about such things.”

	      Meaning, it doesn’t always have to make sense, He can put you in a spiritual state of peace in the midst of turmoil. Isn’t that awesome? Well, how can I be in a state where my heart and my mind are guarded in Christ Jesus? You put in your mind the things of God. Anything that is admirable or excellent or praiseworthy is obviously Hollywood, that’s social media, right? That’s exactly what that is. That’s what we should be putting in our minds. No, it’s the Bible. The more you put this in your brain you know what the payoff is, even in the midst of turmoil? Your mind is focused on Christ. He’s guarding your heart and your mind in Him. You’ve got His peace. It’s really that simple. The enemy does not only not want people to turn to Christ, but even after you turn to Christ, he doesn’t want you to pray to God, and he’ll do anything to keep you out of the Bible. This is the only book on the planet that will un-brainwash you from the brainwashing of receiving 24 hours a day 7 days a week from the evil one.

	      That’s why every time you have good intentions to get you in a good church or go to studies that will get you in one, there’s always something trying to get you not to do it. That’s not the spirit of God. Again, you won’t know that if you don’t take the time to study. But that is where it is. It’s a battle of the mind. The enemy wants to get us under his sway. He can’t possess you as a Christian, but he will get you to go down the wrong path and it starts with the mind. 

	      Now back to the mind. There is a subsection of the mind. The first way he will try to influence your mind, and this is the rapid way. Sometimes the enemy will put a thought in your brain, if you don’t recapture it and bring it into obedience to Christ, aligning with the word of God, and if you don’t have a habit of already putting only that which is excellent, and praise worthy, i.e., the word of God in your brain, something is going to go in there, and little by little it starts to get you off track.

	      I had an instructor, who was a pilot, he always said, “Here I am in Dallas, and I am going to fly all the way to Kansas City, but I was 1% off on my trajectory when I took off. It doesn’t sound like much, but if you extrapolate over distance and time, how close do you think 1% off is going to get you from Dallas to Kansas City? You are going to be way off over here. You’ll never even come close to your destination, even though it seems like a small thing. And that is what the enemy does. It just seems like a small thing. Just a little deviation from what God says to do, it’s not a big deal. You still feel okay with your walk with Christ. You extrapolate that over time and distance, and you get to that point where it feels like God’s a million miles away? And what’s the response, Biblically? If you ever feel like God’s a million miles away, guess who moved? Not God, you did. But that takes time and distance. What I’m talking about is one of the fastest ways he can get people, and specifically non-Christians, and that is with drugs. Drugs are one of the fastest ways that the enemy will open your mind to literally be led astray. And dare I say, become flat-out possessed as a non-Christian. Now, the incredible thing is, if you read the word of God, which I highly recommend, you will see this is actually a technique the enemy is going to use, and it’s going to permeate the planet specifically in the last days. Let’s look at another reason why these people in the 7-year Tribulation will not repent. Not just their hearts were hard, but their minds were all messed up with drugs.

	 

	Revelation 9:20,21: “The rest of mankind that were not killed by these plagues still did not repent of the work of their hands; they did not stop worshiping demons, nor did they repent of their murders, their magic arts, their sexual immorality or their thefts.”

	      Demon worship is a Biblical concept that’s specifically going to be on the rise in the last days. It’s going to be part of the culture of the 7-year Tribulation. That’s where it comes from. I wonder why they were so full of murders and sexual immorality, and thievery and whatever? That sounds like something that demons would inspire you to do as you worship them. Because that’s what satan is, he’s a liar and the father of lies and the murderer as well. It’s all starting to make sense. But what’s that word? Magic arts in that translation, is the Greek word “pharmaca.” Which is the English word for pharmacy. And we all know that we go to the pharmacy to get our oil changed in the car. No, the pharmacy is where we get drugs. That’s where that word comes from. 

	      So, that’s what’s really going on in this text. These people, apparently, in the 7-year Tribulation, refuse to repent and get right with God, not just because their hearts are hard, that’s one aspect, and certainly they sealed their fate when they took that mark of the beast. They are doomed straight to hell, the scripture’s very clear about that. But it says here that they must not be thinking straight. Because they are not only worshiping demons, but they also put them into a state and maybe that’s part of the worship aspect, which we’ll see in a second, is because they got them to use a bunch of drugs. And we all know that every drug under the sun is always good for you, and they never cloud your mind, they never alter your judgment, they never turn you into some sort of an animal or beast, to do wicked things like murder and thievery, etc. 

	      The demons are apparently, according to the scripture, going to inspire a massive amount of not just drug usage, but what’s the context? Global drug usage. Are there any entities out there, right now, that isn’t just making trillions of dollars off of promoting drugs, but they are so big that they are actually called just that, Big Pharma? It’s a global movement that is being pushed around the planet. And what are they pushing? Drugs. I’m sure there’s no demon behind that. But are you serious? There’s going to be drugs all over the place, clouding people’s minds, making them do some freaky, murderous, horrible, rotten, demonic behavior in the 7-year Tribulation. Well, that’s in the 7-year Tribulation, we’re not there and the church isn’t going to be part of it. Do we see any signs of that? Obviously not, I mean nobody’s doing drugs nowadays.

	      Are you kidding me? What’s out there? Now we are even numb to it, all the drug usage going on out there. Turn on the TV, what do we hear every single night? Drug this, drug that, drug problem here, drug raid there, drugs in schools, drugs in homes, drugs in streets, drugs in the government, drugs around the world, right? And all kinds of drugs being invented. Drug usage has gone ballistic around the world and it’s spawning all kinds of wicked behavior. We just turn the channel, “oh yeah, yeah, it’s no big deal.” No, this is a sign that we are living in the Last Days. That’s what you can expect across the planet. And it’s doing exactly what the scripture says, it’s going to turn these people into monsters. 

	      One of the designer drugs, that is one of the latest things, is called “Krokodil.” It’s called “Krokodil” because of what it does to people. It turns their skin greenish and scaly in appearance and eventually causes their blood vessels to rupture and kills the surrounding skin tissue. This creates huge chunks of dead flesh to appear on their bodies, kind of like a zombie creature. 

	      Do you know why they push those movies? Zombies, that’s the latest craze. Those people that dress up like zombies, they have zombie parties, zombie fairs. First of all, as a Christian, how can you get into that, how did that become cool? Remember back in the 50s with the Mummy? It was so stupid. Walking around like that. If that really happened to me and I was really in that pyramid, I’d be running so fast, I’d be 100 miles ahead of that thing before it could turn the corner, because that’s how fast they could move. Are you telling me that you can’t outrun that? I don’t care if you fell 15 times, he can’t catch you. But remember it was dumb, but that’s the same thing with zombies. Today, zombies are the coolest things ever. Are they preparing us for something? Hollywood?       

	      You get these kinds of crazy drugs going across the planet and you know what? Some drugs, as you’ve seen in the news, are causing people not to just have scalies, looking like zombies, but they eat people’s faces off. This is what’s going on. Now remember what was out here before, the restraining influence. Imagine that there’s no restraint, it’s whatever you want to do, whatever you want to take, it’s going to be a horrible time frame. But that’s just “Krokodil.” They say, “Once you’re an addict at this level, any rational thinking doesn’t apply.” You are out of your mind.

	      There’s another drug out there that they are saying is now the nail on the coffin. That I believe is giving rise to Revelation 9, where we are going to see drug usage on a massive scale across the planet. Of course, that drug is what they call a “gateway drug” and they say it is now being legalized. The more it is legalized, it is going to lead to an explosion of drugs like we’ve never seen before in the history of mankind. And of course, I’m talking about marijuana. You would be surprised at how many Christians are falling, in my opinion, on the wrong side of that issue. Having been there and done that, wish I hadn’t bought the T-shirt, that’s exactly what it is. You think it’s cool, you’re just getting high, just checking out, taking a trip. If you do all that stuff, guess what? You start doing that one, it isn’t enough just to get high and get drunk, then you need something else. You try something else and it’s just a gateway. 

	      This is what secular researchers say. They are saying the same thing. And the more this thing gets legalized, it’s all over the place. Not too far from our house, we just had a new building being built next to the Dairy Queen. It’s a cannabis store. What? These things are popping up all over the place. I don’t care if it’s legal, it isn’t good for you. Now I hear, “It makes people more peaceful, and it makes them better drivers and more cooperative.” Are you kidding me? You’re out of your mind, especially when you lace it with other stuff. Since marijuana has been legalized and there’s no stopping it apparently, because they figured out a way to make money and tax it. Here are some headlines: 

	“Crime Rates Have Gone Up.” So, it isn’t making things better, it’s making things worse. As well as homelessness. You don’t need to work just go get high, and it’s causing more deaths. It’s killing more people.

	 

	“Pot Fuels Surge in Drugged Driving Deaths.” It doesn’t make them safer drivers; it makes them more dangerous drivers! By the Grace of God, you got home. I’ve been there, you don’t remember going home.

	“Cannabis Users Hospitalized with Psychiatric Issues Up 74 Percent.” It’s messing with your brain. And can I tell you something? That is what the enemy wants. Drug usage has gone ballistic.

	      In fact, right now that’s just a drug that being legalized, that used to be illegal, but it’s a gateway drug and drug usage, across the board that has gone crazy.

	“Twenty-two million people in the United States are already using illegal drugs,” and it’s only going to increase as you continue to “legalize” it.

	According to the Federal Government, “The number of heroin addicts in the United States has more than doubled since 2002.”

	“The number of heroin-related deaths has risen 84% since 2010.” And a recent report shared how 6th grade girls are now doing Crystal Meth, in school! And you wonder why. You legalize this drug that used to be illegal, so you think it’s okay. They put it little gummy worms, they even have cannabis vending machines to make it easy. And you really think that’s not going to encourage kids, the younger generation? It’s nuts!

	      I don’t know about you, but I am so glad that the church is holding strong on this issue. You talk about being under demonic attack; the church has gone south. In fact, just like it said, demon worship, and they’re going to be doing drugs and murders and sexual immorality and thievery. All combined with the drugs, this has now become a new form of worship in the church. 

	MSNBC Reports: “Legalization of marijuana has been sung about by Peter Tosh. But who’d have thought that television evangelist Pat Robertson would now support the idea?”

	Pat Robertson: “I became sort of a hero of the hippie culture, I guess, when I said I think we ought to decriminalize the possession of marijuana.”

	Eyewitness News Reports: “But another group is using the law to start a brand-new church. In fact, church members say they love cannabis. But not everyone is happy to have them in their southeast side neighborhood.”

	Speaker for the church: “Others have a place, but where’s ours? The International Church of Cannabis is a 13,000 square foot space located in Denver, Colorado. It is the first large venue in the world, where adults can legally consume cannabis in a social environment. Our church is the spiritual home to adults everywhere, who ritually take the sacred flower to find inspiration and meaning. We are revelationists, an open-minded congregation that welcomes people of all faiths and cultures, to join us as we partake of the sacred flower, with you our brothers and sisters.”

	Eyewitness News Reports: “That flock from as far away as Montana.”

	Member: “I’ve never seen a church like this, and I used to smoke pot.”

	Preacher: “Welcome to the First Church of Cannabis.”

	Another member: “I hitchhiked 978 miles to get here, and I would do it all over again.”

	Bill Levin: “To have people come up to you and say, ‘Hi, I just traveled 1,000 miles to share love with you.’ You know, it’s like, WOW!

	      Hey, attendance is down, what are we going to do? I don’t know, let’s start doing pot. As crazy as that statement was, they are doing it. I get it, the guy said I’ll travel a thousand miles. And notice, it’s of all faiths. What’s the other thing that is going to be going on in the 7-year Tribulation? One World Government, One World Economy, Mark of the Beast, One World Religion, and this becomes the form of worship. And what they do is they worship demons, leading them into drug usage, thievery, sexual immorality, and murders. 

	      Seeing those signs, here’s the point, it’s not just that people are doing drugs, it’s back to this issue of the mind. It isn’t just that you are taking a physical trip, I’m just relaxing, I’m just chilling out, no you’re not. You are opening up spiritual doors. It’s not just physical, it’s spiritual. This is one of the classic ways to do that in the occult. We saw this in witchcraft, we saw that in satanism, it’s the same thing with demon worship. One of the ways they can get you under their sway is to get into your mind and as we saw before, it’s not the slow trajectory. Little by little, gets you off track with these temptations and whatever, but if they can get you to do drugs, BAM! You’re there, especially if you’re there as a non-Christian. Oh, you could be possessed lickety-split. 

	      This is not a foreign concept if you understand, the occult has been doing this for years. The American Indians, the Shamans, the witch doctors, they take peyote, mescaline, to put them in a state, very quickly, to commune with the spirits, the Great White Buffalo. That’s a demon. Drugs are one the fastest ways to get people into an altered state of consciousness, so that demons can start ticking off the neurons in your brain and open up spiritual doors. You’re going to get possessed. 

	      Other ways, and we will get into them more in the future chapters, hypnotism, that’s encouraged in psychotherapy, repetitive movement, up and down, like the yogis do, repetitive speech, like the Hare Krishnas, that say their mantra over and over again. You also have certain body postures, physical stretches, like yoga, which means to yoke, and by the way a lot of them are what is called the snake posture. I wonder who’s inspired by that. But you can physically get yourself into an altered state of consciousness. That is what yoga’s goal is, to yoke with these Hindu deities which are demons. You can do it through breathing exercises, meditation, all that gets you into an altered state of consciousness in your mind. And when your mind opens up these things cannot just lead you astray, if you’re a non-Christian, they can possess you. Now I’m not the only one convinced of that, so is Dave Hunt.

	 

	Dave Hunt: “No one knows what hypnosis is, no one knows what goes on in the mind, it’s an altered state of consciousness, like yogis and witch doctors have been practicing. It loosens the normal connection between your spirit and your brain and of course, the hypnotist can control you, and make all kinds of suggestions, make you think things are happening that are not, make you think you have powers that you don’t, experiences that you haven’t had, even implant memories. Other beings, if there are other minds out there, they could also do the same thing. 

	 

	Sir John Echols, Nobel prize winner for his research on the brain, describes the brain as “a machine that a ghost can operate.” What he means by that is, your spirit operates your brain, in a normal state of consciousness. In an altered state, reached under yoga, hypnosis, or TM, you have loosened the normal connection between your spirit and your brain and that allows another spirit, other entities, other minds to interpose themselves and begin to take off the neurons in your brain to create a universe of illusion. I believe it’s demonic. I think all the evidence indicates this.”

	      Yeah, so again, there are many different ways to get into an altered state of consciousness so that these things can start messing with your mind. Drugs are one of them, let me give you a couple of quick examples of another new designer drug out there. It’s called “Flakka.” I don’t know if you’ve heard of it, it’s been out for a couple years now. Now you tell me that, with these people, it isn’t just a physical trip. Wow, that’s some aberrant anti-social behavior. No, these people that took this drug, they’re possessed. They have superhuman strength, people can’t even tackle them. This is a demonic possession, via a drug.

	STFNews.com Reports: “A new synthetic killer drug known as Flakka is spreading rapidly across the United States and already causing an epidemic of overdose fatalities and acts of violence.”

	“The drug is called Flakka. Some have dubbed it the insanity drug and it’s everywhere. It’s been described as the scariest drug in the world, more powerful than heroin or cocaine. This is a synthetic drug that can alter your state of mind, raising excited delirium, body temperature, and literally losing their minds.”

	“They are all experiencing superhuman strengths and takes six policemen to hold them down, and that’s a problem. Psychotic breakdowns, hallucinations, cannibalism and self-mutilation, indiscriminate violence, when Flakka takes over. We are living in the context of the end of the age. We are a nation under judgment.”

	“Welcome to stage one of the zombie apocalypse. It’s been long theorized that controlled substances can bring people closer to the spirit world. Sometimes, however, what comes out of that experience isn’t what you would expect, and right now our society is being played, dominated by an epidemic of controlled substances. In the 1970s people were talking about peace and love, but nowadays people are coming back from bad trips and total psychosis. The number of overdoses is up, as are the cases of total zombification, i.e., demonic possession.”

	      So, even the secular community seems to get it. Drugs do what? That’s possession. Read that in the gospel, that’s what you see, superhuman strength, crazy, can’t hold people down, they bust through their chains, all that stuff. But hey, demons aren’t real, drugs are used for entertainment, no big deal. Can you imagine a whole planet of people like that? You know what’s coming, Revelation 9. That is what the planet is going to be crawling with. No wonder you don’t want to be there. It’s the worst time in the history of mankind, Jesus said. 

	[image: Image]            The other way they’re doing it, it’s not just demonic drugs but they are doing it with demonic teaching. Because what we’ve been focused on so far is the aspect of what’s called legal drugs or illegal drugs or designer drugs or what was illegal before, marijuana and is now made legal. Now I want to deal with the guys that are out there, big pharma. Who are pushing major, mega, psychotropic drugs that are doing just as much damage as that video presented above. But they are getting away with it. They are helping to promote this massive rise of drug use. And of course, it comes from demonic teaching.

	 

	I Timothy 4:1: “The Spirit clearly says that in later times some will abandon the faith and follow deceiving spirits and things taught by demons.”

	      Sigmund Freud, one of the founders of secular psychology. We’ve dealt with this before and now we’re going to hit it really quick again, because we’re in that context again to prove a point. These guys were not only receiving their so-called secular psychology from demons but in the next couple chapters I’m going to hit it again, with even more proof that these guys were being inspired by demons, with their anti-god stance, but also with this pushing of drugs. That is opening people up to this kind of demonic behavior. They were not only involved with demonic practices, but they also got their teachings from demons, and they too push demonic drugs that are messing with people.

	      People say, at least I’m not doing marijuana, just because it’s legal I still think it’s not a good thing to do. I’m not doing Flakka, I’m not doing “Krokodil,” I’m not doing designer drugs, illegal drugs, I just take prescription drugs. Well, let me challenge you with this thought. Just because it’s legal does that mean it’s good for you. I will do a caveat here really quick. I’m not against all drugs. Me personally, and maybe it’s just me, maybe you’re different, but I am very glad that the hospital put the drugs in me right before they do surgery. I don’t know about you, but it kind of ruins the day a little bit, when you go in for surgery and you have no drugs, it’s really kind of a pain to just be lying there screaming. I don’t like doing that, I like taking a nap. So, give me a break, I’m not anti-drug. There are some benefits to that, but this is what I’m talking about. That’s not what’s going on here. 

	      These guys, secular psychology, they not only got their teachings from demons, but they also not only push demonic drugs that open people up mentally, to do the demonic behavior, Revelation 9. Now it’s a global movement. They worked with these guys, and they created what’s called “Big Pharma” that’s pushing this across the world. So, it’s the other aspect, it’s not just the people like “those rebellious young kids doing all these illegal drugs or smoking marijuana.” It shouldn’t be legal in the first place. “But I’m just doing prescription drugs” but that doesn’t mean they are good for you. Let’s see how much the planet is being drugged with so-called legal drugs:

	 

	 

	PRESCRIPTION DRUG USAGE

	According to a study conducted by the Mayo Clinic, nearly 70% of all Americans are on at least one prescription drug.

	An astounding 20% of all American are on at least five prescription drugs.

	Americans spend more than 280 billion dollars on prescription drugs each year. That’s not counting the illegal ones or the marijuana.

	Right now, there are 70 million Americans that are on mind-altering drugs of one form or another.

	In the United States today, prescription painkillers kill more Americans than heroin and cocaine combined.

	America has the highest rate of illegal drug use on the entire planet.

	      And the secular guys are saying these psychotropic drugs, a lot of them coming from guess who, not just big pharma, but they’re working with the secular psychologists and that is what is causing these mass murders and school shootings. They’re taking the medications that the secular psychologist says you need to fix your mental illness. The secular people are now saying, no, that’s what is causing them to murder people just like Revelation 9 said. And they want to commit suicide. 

	CBN.com Reports: “Most violent outbreaks in recent years have involved guns and new information indicates there’s often another common thread, antidepressants. From Columbine to Aurora, the Naval Yard to Fort Hood, antidepressants have been linked to violence. For decades psychiatrist, Peter Breggin has studied this link.”

	Dr. Peter Breggin, Author of Medication Madness: “These drugs are causing agitation, anxiety, insomnia, hostility, aggression, mania.”

	CBN.com Reports: “Antidepressants work on the brain. Thereby altering the way people think.”

	Dr. Peter Breggin: “In addition to driving the person with this amphetamine-like effect, the anti-depressants kind of do a bit of a lobotomy. You lose your empathy. You lose your caring.”

	CBN.com Reports: “In his book ‘Medication Madness’ Dr. Breggin cites real life examples of violence that could be blamed on antidepressants.” 

	Dr. Peter Breggin: “If an engineer was given Paxil, probably to help stop smoking, maybe for some tension, certainly not for any mental disorder and within a couple of doses he drowned his two children and himself in a tub.”

	      Well, I wonder where that idea came from. How did that enter your mind? These drugs ain’t helping these people! They are opening their minds and where does the enemy go? Into their minds. Occult techniques. That’s the fastest way to commune with demons. Open up the doors for demons and they want to. It’s not just the repetitive movement, speech, postures, it’s drugs. These drugs are opening up people to do some pretty demonic behavior. That’s sick! And these guys are getting away with it. Now this is why they put the legal disclaimer one these drugs. Have you noticed that? He just mentioned Paxil, maybe to stop smoking. Have you seen those things? Legally, so they can’t be sued, when they have the commercial, in another voice, very quickly, with someone walking around in the background to distract you as they’re giving the legal disclaimer. 

	      Take this drug and it’s either going to help you stop smoking or this one is going to get rid of your depression and what else do they say? The side effects are liver disease, heart disease, lung disease, typhoid, foot fungus, even more depression, thoughts of suicide, anger, rage and it may make you to kill people, $9.95, call your doctor today and get your prescription. Just because it’s legal doesn’t mean it’s good for you. These secular psychology guys were demonic and they themselves not only admit demons inspired their teachings but guess what? They were drug users themselves. So, it’s a shocker that their industry, working with big pharma, is pushing drugs which open people’s minds to do rotten things, leading to the Revelation 9 society. Do your homework, it all fits together. 

	 

	PSYCHO PSYCHOLOGISTS?

	“Sigmund Freud was an evolutionist who believed that man had evolved from lower animals and that the idea of an Almighty God was just a myth made up by our forefathers, to cope with life and that “religion must be destroyed.’”

	      And I’m going to listen to his advice over the word of God as a Christian. You’ve got to be kidding me!

	“At the same time Freud was deeply involved in the occult and periodically consulted soothsayers, who were alleged to have telepathic powers. Not only was he an Honorary Fellow in the American Society for Psychical Research, but he even remarked that if he could live his life over, he would devote it to psychical, i.e., spiritual research rather than psychoanalysis. Not only was he deep into the occult but he was extremely enthusiastic about the so-called positive health benefits of cocaine and was a user himself, for many years, to aid in his work.”

	So, I’m going to listen to a cocaine addict over the word of God? 

	“But that’s not the only drug. Freud also had a severe addition to nicotine to the tune of smoking an average of 20 cigars a day, which eventually led to his death.”

	      Now, I’m going to go to that guy for advice. I’m having troubles with temptations or whatever, are you kidding me? This is nuts.

	“But stir all this together and if one of the main primary founders of Modern Secular Psychology had a severe drug problem and even thought dangerous drugs would somehow benefit others. Then is it any wonder that today’s Modern Psychology is following in his footsteps by also pushing dangerous drugs as a so-called miracle?”

	      So, know the history and this is where we’re at. 

	“Abraham Maslow, one of the pillars of sexual psychology, said that his life’s work was motivated by his absolute hatred of his mother.”

	And I’m going to listen to you, for family advice? Where did that hatred come from? It didn’t come from God. 

	“And he believed that in order for people to be fulfilled, ‘Self comes first (which is the First law of Satanism) and one needs to esteem themselves about all and meet all self needs first before they can love other people and have a fulfilling life.”

	      That’s not what the Bible says, in fact it’s the exact opposite. Yet the Bible says the ‘greatest fulfilled life’ is one who love God first, then your neighbor second by esteeming them above yourself, and then denying yourself and being willing to suffer, if need be, for God. That’s what the Bible says.

	“Karen Horney suffered severe bouts of depression throughout her life and even attempted suicide. She was unfaithful to her husband and even got into lesbianism then toward the end of her life, she became interested in Zen Buddhism, trying to see connection between psychological analysis and meditation.”

	 

	“Carl Jung made a wooden man out of a ruler that he called Manikin and kept it in a wooden case and frequently talked to it in times of trouble.”

	      I’m going to go to this guy and get his advice? If you go to a secular psychologist, they are trained in school that you have to take one of these pillars as your mode of operation. Are you going to be a Freudian psychologist, are you going to be a Jungian psychologist, are you going to follow Maslow? Which one are you going to follow? They tell me that you have to pick one of these guys. You’re going to listen to a guy that talks to a ruler in a box? And that’s just the tip of the iceberg.

	“He even had a mystical experience while sitting on a rock where he couldn’t tell if he was the rock, or the rock was him. Then he later had what he considered a major breakthrough in life when he had a vision of God supposedly going to the bathroom on a Church sanctuary from the sky. However, what most people don’t realize is that Carl Jung was also completely absorbed in the occult and studied their teachings, attending seances, listened to mediums, practiced necromancy and had daily contact with disembodied spirits, which he called archetypes. In fact, much of what he wrote was inspired by such entities, one of which he called Philemon. Listen to his own words: ‘Philemon and other figures of my fantasies brought home to me the crucial insight that there are things in the psyche (the mind) which I do not produce, but which produce themselves and have their own life.’”

	      So, he admitted these things are influencing his mind. That’s where he got his ideas, from demons. What did Paul say? Things taught by demons. 

	‘“Philemon represented a force, which was not of myself. In my fantasies I held conversations with him, and he said things which I had not consciously thought. For I observed clearly that it was he who spoke, not I. Philemon was a mysterious figure to me. I went walking up and down the garden with him, and to me he was what the Indians call a guru.’ Then later he was contacted by another so-called ‘spirit guide’ named Basilides who ‘inspired’ Jung to write his famous work, ‘The Seven Sermons to the Dead.’ 

	He even stated that the work was very much identical to possession. ‘Then it was as if my house began to be haunted. My eldest daughter saw a white figure passing through the room. My second daughter, independent of her sister, related that twice in the night her blanket had been snatched away and that same night my nine-year-old son had an anxiety dream. Around five o’clock in the afternoon the front doorbell began ringing frantically. It was a bright summer day; the two maids were in the kitchen from which the open square outside the front door could be seen. Everyone immediately looked to see who was there, but there was no one in sight. I was sitting near the doorbell, and not only heard it but saw it moving. We all simply stared at one another. Over the next three evenings, the book was written, and as soon as he had begun to write, ‘The whole ghostly assemblage evaporated, the room quieted, and the atmosphere cleared. The haunting was over.’”

	      This guy was probably demon possessed. Bare minimum, he was inspired by demons. And I’m going to listen to him for any kind of advice? The church, actually today, is drilling into pastors, coming out of Bible College and Seminary, you are not capable of giving people counsel for their problems, even mental problems. Well, excuse me, the scripture was perfectly fine for 1900 years before cocaine addicts and God hating, demon inspired men came along. But this is the rage in the church. So now you hear, “Well, I just don’t have the ability to counsel.” Then you better get into the Word of God. The Word of God is sufficient, all we need for life and godliness is in the Scripture.

	      If you are getting on track and you want freedom, you want health, you want mental health, a right mind, whatever is lovely, whatever is pure, whatever is excellent. Hey, Christ can guard your heart and mind in him. Get in the Word.

	 

	“Philemon and Basilides were just two of the ‘spirit guides’ that were in contact with Jung. The list of other guides also included another one named Salome. In fact, Jung himself admitted: ‘These conversations with the dead formed a kind of prelude to what I had to communicate to the world about the unconscious. All my works, all my creative activity, has come from those initial fantasies.’” 

	 

	      He admits that his work came from what? Teachings from demons. 

	“And that’s why experts today are now saying that it is quite clear that Jung’s psychology makes him, in essence, the father of New Age teachings, giving it a theoretical framework for channeling and other demonic New Age practices. And they’re still pushing their demonic dangerous drugs that are destroying people even today.”

	      Is it any shocker that these guys are one of the biggest promoters of drugs that mess with your mind that open you up for demonic behavior? Including killing people. Here’s what’s really going on in the psychiatric industry and they are getting away with it. Just like “Big Pharma.”

	“120 million people are taking psychiatric drugs, 57 million in the United States alone. 4.4 billion dollars is spent on Big Pharma advertising, marketing, manipulating and misleading. Here’s what you won’t see in the drug ads. Psychiatric drugs cause: Psychosis, mania, suicide, violence, homicide, death, stroke, rage, depression, diabetes, coma, aggression, impotence, amnesia, addiction, birth defects, weight gain, and blackouts. 

	61,000 deaths, 19,000 birth defects, 25,000 suicides, 550 homicides, all are attributed to psychiatric drugs each year. While $171 thousand dollars is spent every minute on psychiatric drugs alone.

	      I would say so. Would you say that these secular psychologists have some psychological problems? And what did the Bible say would happen in the last days? And can you believe this? Even the church would fall for it apparently.

	I Timothy 4:1: “The Spirit clearly says that in later times some will abandon the faith and follow deceiving spirits and things taught by demons.”

	      Secular psychology is clearly a teaching that came from demons. That these guys know better than the word of God. And they also produce drugs. The irony is, they not only got their thoughts from demons, leading people away from the Bible, but these demons have these guys trying to get us to think with their minds that drugs exist to give us better mental health and more joy when in reality it’s an old-fashioned technique to get you possessed or led astray in your mind. And the only way you would know that is not only to understand the scripture about spiritual warfare and the occult, like the studies we are doing, but what does the scripture say? Where’s the enemy going to go with your mind? But if you never study it then you can’t see why they are doing all of this. The Bible even tells us where all this is headed. Revelation 9. How in the world is the whole planet going to get infected with drug usage, that they will literally worship demons, be doing drugs and commit sexual morality, thievery, and murder. It’s happening before our eyes and it’s not just the illegal drugs, it’s also that which is called legal. It’s messing people up just as bad. But it’s all part of the demonic deception. But don’t worry, satan and demons are figments of your imagination, scare tactics from preachers, these guys aren’t real, you don’t have to worry about them trying to dupe ya. Yeah, that’s why we’re doing this study. 	The Tactics

	      The existence of demons. Is that really real. Isn’t that just make-believe stuff? Like satan and isn’t that a tactic of preachers to scare you and rip you off your money? No, they’re all over the place, Old and New Testament, not only satan but also demons and unfortunately, it’s sad, 65% of those who profess to be Christians, no longer believe in a literal devil. And they certainly don’t believe in demons. “The reason that person is acting like that, it’s just some sort of a psychological aberration. You know that’s just abnormal behavior.” No, I’m not saying it’s always this, but it could be their demon possessed. That is still going on today on a massive scale. 

	      It isn’t just that satan is out there with his evil character, messing things up on the planet, but he’s got a whole force of these fallen angels, these demons, who are helping them out and they’re just as evil and rotten in character as he is. So, there’s a whole team, if you will, or you might use the term army, they are really out there. You have to deal with this, this is not a game. They are out there to cause destruction wherever they go because they follow satan and that’s what he does, and they emulate that.

	      Speaking of army or whatever you want to call them, aren’t you glad that God’s army is way bigger than satans and the demons army? And it’s not just bigger in number, one-third of the fallen angels went with satan, two-thirds remained with God. So, they way outnumber the demons, but the bigger issue is this. Satan’s power, even though he is powerful, and demons are powerful, they aren’t even the hair on the back of a flea. compared to Almighty God. That’s really the Biblical perspective. One reason, and the Scripture is very clear, Jesus not only came to rescue us from hell, by dying on the cross for the forgiveness of our sins, which is what our sins deserve, but he came to destroy the works of the devil.

	      The devil knows his gig is up, the demons know his gig is up, Jesus said that hell is prepared for what? The devil and his angels. They know they’re headed for the Lake of Fire, but they’re so evil that they are trying to see how many they can take down with them. That’s why God talks so much about them in the Old and even in the New Testament, and even in future events in Bible prophecy. He wants people to learn things the hard way. 

	      Now in this chapter we are going to look at the tactics. What are these guys up to? We know they’re evil, we know they’re real, just like satan, but how do they do their dirty deed? Are they just out in the world? Do they ever really try to mess with the church? If you are really living for Jesus Christ, and if you’re part of a church that’s preaching the word of God, you don’t walk around with fear. We’ve already dealt with this. “Greater is He that is in me than he that is in the world. God has not given us the spirit of fear but power of love and sound mind.” But don’t make the mistake thinking that they’re not trying to mess you up, or they’re just waiting for a crack in your church, a crack in your leadership, a crack in your walk with Jesus Christ, and they are ready to pounce. You don’t need to be afraid, but you need to be wise. 

	      We are going to take a look at the first example of the tactic of demons. Again, we could be here all day, we’ve already dealt with so many passages, Old and New Testament dealing with demons. Now, you are going to see that the word of God is being preached when Jesus Christ is being glorified. Guess who shows up sometimes or rears their ugly heads? Because they can’t take it! This is what we see here. 

	Luke 4:31-37: “Then he went down to Capernaum, a town in Galilee, and on the Sabbath began to teach the people. They were amazed at his teaching,”

	      Amazed there in the Greek means they were blown out of their minds. One of the unique and powerful things about Jesus was the synagogue teachings, with the rabbis back in the day, basically we would be quoting commentaries all day long. So-and-so said this and then so-and-so said that, but they’re always quoting somebody else. When Jesus comes, on his own authority and it comes with power, they are WHOA!!!

	Luke 4:31-37 cont.: “because his message had authority. In the synagogue there was a man possessed by a demon, an evil spirit. He cried out at the top of his voice, ‘Ha! What do you want with us, Jesus of Nazareth? Have you come to destroy us? I know who you are – the Holy One of God!’ 

	      Now, isn’t it interesting that the demons know who Jesus is, why He came, what He’s up to, what authority he has and then today, many people not only deny Jesus, but they also deny the existence of demons. Who do you think put that thought in their head?

	Luke 4:31-37 cont.: ‘Be quite!’ Jesus said sternly, “Come out of him!” Then the demon threw the man down before them all and came out without injuring him. All the people were amazed and said to each other, ‘What is this teaching? With authority and power, he gives orders to evil spirits, and they come out!’ And the news about him spread throughout the surrounding area.”

	      Wow, that’s amazing. Now what I want to bring out in this passage is, Jesus was what? Let’s analyze it. He’s preaching the word of God. He’s preaching with great authority, and dare I say, when you are faithful to preach and teach the world of God, it comes forth with that same authority. Not from you, not from the teacher, but from the Bible, it’s authoritative, it’s from the Word of God, this is the true word of God. When you preach it, it comes forth with great authority.

	      So, what happened? A demon popped up in their head and there was a guy literally demon possessed. Now I don’t know if it was the preaching of the Word or whatever, Jesus’ presence or both, that triggered it, but apparently, he was sitting there, and nobody knew it. But something went AHHHH! The truth came out. Now here’s my point, where did this demon-possessed guy appear? Not in the world, not in a back alley, not in some creepy occult bookstore, not in some satanic ritual out in the desert. But right smack dab in the middle of the synagogue and I’m telling you, I’m convinced the same thing happens oftentimes in churches today. And we are going to see a ton of proof of that.

	      I’ll give you some examples. In our other facility, I remember, right when I am sharing the gospel, all of a sudden, everybody just had to go pee. “I’ve got to get up, I’ve got to go to the bathroom.” You were fine the whole service, but just as soon as the most important part, where I’m giving the gospel, and you’re like a cat on a hot tin roof. Somebody put chicken in your pants, and you just had to get up and run. I mean it was nuts. Another time I was preaching the Word of God and suddenly this lady gets up, cursing at the top of her lungs. I bet that was just by chance. She was just having a bad day. 

	      I’ve had a person, at the other facility, who was in need of some counselling. They are sitting there talking to me, and I’m thinking, something’s wrong. This isn’t right. And by the way, the one that brought that person in my office, closed the door on me. So, this person proceeded with this song and dance, but I sense something’s wrong here. They would never look me in the eye. He said I did this and that, and I just felt impressed to say, every time I got a chance, the name of Jesus Christ. I felt he was possessed. He said he had a problem with drugs. So, I shared my testimony. I’d been there and done that, but all I know is, I called on the name of Jesus Christ. He said, “I’m just kind of down and out now.”

	       I had been there and done that too. I remember one time I needed to mail a letter. I ripped out the car seats in my car, that was broken down, but I couldn’t even scrounge up enough money to buy a stamp, when they were .23 cents. All I know is when I gave my life to Jesus Christ I began to turn around. 

	      I’m saying Jesus, and suddenly he looks at me. They are telling me not to, but I’m telling him that he needs to turn to Jesus Christ. Then he goes back with his head down and he wouldn’t look at me. At that point I got up. Here’s a little ministry tip for those interns. At that point you get up, while you’re still talking, and you go to that door, and you open that door and then you get out of there. You go get some more people. This goes on all the time. 

	      Now, those are some obvious ones. But I’m convinced that this goes on in unhealthy churches, as we will see, because they don’t hold to the Biblical standard, and they never deal with any of this stuff. The demons are not just there, they are there en mass because they feel very comfortable. Because all the standards have been removed. This guy pops out in the synagogue, while the Word of God is being preached, and Jesus is doing so with great authority. Obviously, this guy was not saved. And the people I’m talking about, going to church services, that is, they are demon possessed. Because a Christian cannot be demon possessed. Paul says very clearly that we become the temple of the Holy Spirit, who lives within us. The Holy Spirit of God is not going to scoot over and share room with the demon.

	      We also saw in the gospel of John, that Jesus said when we come to Him, He and the Father are going to make their home in us. So technically, God the Father, God the Son and God the Holy Spirit are inside you. So, the people I talk about may go to church services, kind of like what we are seeing in our James study, but just because you go to church services, doesn’t mean you’re saved. These people really could be not just unsaved, they could be demon possessed. 

	      But here’s my point, satan is not the only one who’s behind, and I’ll use this word, because I think this is what has happened today, infiltration. As we saw the satanist and even the witches in our 20-week study, what are they doing? They’re not just out there in the world going “You crazy Christians, we’ll stay away from you, and you do your thing” no, they are invading the church and so are satanists. In fact, the number one law of Satanism is do what you will. It’s a big giant teaching of the church today. It’s all about you, learning to be a better you, building your self-esteem, you, you, you. That’s Satanism, so that’s already in place but guess what? It’s the same thing. Not just with satan, not just with witchcraft, the demons, I’m telling you, have come into churches and they are taking over. Now let’s break it down.

	      The first way is they’ve tricked the church into a brand-new service. You need to spice things up a little bit. They come in, not just to mess with things, not just to grab control, but ultimately to destroy you. So, you remember the testimony of Glenn, the generational satanist? He said he was there as a generational satanist in the Baptist Church for two years, nobody knew he was a satanist and he was there to bring that church down. And how did he do it? He didn’t draw a pentagram on the front and freak people out. Some of them do that to scare you, but all he did was sit there and cause trouble. Did you hear about those deacons, they are a bunch of dumb, dumbs? Seriously, that’s what he would do. That is what he said. Did you hear???? And the church starts fighting and you’re done.

	      So, again, demons do the same thing. They don’t just want to come in here, and sometimes inhabit people who are not saved, but they are here to mess things up to destroy you. They started off with a new service. They just have to tweak it a little bit. But let’s remind ourselves, Biblically, what are services supposed to be. When we gather together, what’s it supposed to be about. Well let’s find out.

	 

	Colossians 3:16-17: “Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly as you teach and admonish one another with all wisdom, and as you sing psalms, hymns and spiritual songs with gratitude in your hearts to God. And whatever you do, whether in word or deed, do it all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through Him.”

	      The Bible says, about as clear and blunt as you can get, the reason you and I gather as Christians is it’s all about who? It’s all about me, right? It’s about what I want. It’s like you need to sing the songs that I like, you need to preach what I want to hear. Well, that’s what people think today. But what does the Bible say? What’s the purpose of you and I gathering every week? It’s about who? It’s about Jesus. It’s all about Jesus. We come here and we are taught the word of God. Declaring with authority, the teachings of Jesus. 

	      Old and New Testament, the whole word of God, the whole council of God, not some of it, not cherry picking, all of it. That’s why we gather to teach one another, and if we’re out of step, to admonish one another, because we need to get back on track. Because God’s Word is what’s best for us. We sing songs together because, “It’s all about that cool beat. That’s why I’m here, to feel good.” No, it’s to glorify Him, it’s a love strong because we love Him. It’s about Jesus! Now you would think that’s common sense. 

	      But what’s going on today? We do not teach His Word, we’re not singing songs of gratitude to Him, Jesus, and it’s not why you love Him. He says, whatever you do, do it all for His glory. We exist for Him. Everything we do is for Him. It’s about Him and the more we do that, the more that we grow. Now, believe it or not, this is the new trend. Let’s be honest. Your services are really boring, but you gotta go. Punch in that religious timeclock. If that’s your attitude you’re in big trouble. But you gotta spice things up right? Just a little bit for some good entertainment. That’ll bring people in, because it’s all about big numbers, right? Well, that’s the attitude. 

	      What did Jesus say? The last words before he ascends to the right hand of the Father. He says, go into all the world and make disciples, disciplined learners of God’s Word. You want to be successful in Jesus’ eyes, as a church, it ain’t about numbers, it’s not numerical growth, it’s spiritual growth. You get out there and make disciples. You teach that Word. You teach them to love one another, to love Him, to sing songs of gratitude, that’s a Godly Biblical church. That’s a success. So, whether that’s accomplished with five people, 50 people, 500 people, I don’t care. I’ve said this until I’m blue in the face, I don’t care if you’ve got 5,000 people coming, but if only 5 people are saved, what in the world are you trying to accomplish. Are you actually encouraging people to go to hell? You’re going to stand accountable to God for that. 

	      But this is the trend of the church today. “Come on, man, reading the Bible, what, do you want the people to leave? You’re talking about sin, hell and wrath and all that other stuff, what are you doing? Why do you want to study about demons for? You trying to freak people out? You just need to check out some entertainment, just a little bit of entertainment here and there, right? You need to cater to my needs, and you know, what I like and how I like it.” Me, me, me. 

	      Nobody’s going to do that, right? We just saw in Colossians, why He’s preaching His Words, it’s for His glory, His Word, His honor, His love, songs to Jesus and whatever we do, it’s all about Him because He saved us from eternal damnation and hell. Isn’t that good enough? It should be, but that’s the problem. I’m telling you; I really believe this is a spiritual warfare issue. I think that demons have come in and infiltrated the church world. “What we need is a new type of service. We need to spice it up. Because people are used to cable, you need some action. Come on, don’t you know anything about marketing?” That’s the mindset, the church is now like a business. 

	      Here are some actual encounters, that I believe, is a demonic deception. How are demons coming into the church, just like satan and witchcraft? This is how they do it. They come in and twist the church and the whole atmosphere. The whole way we function has been demonically twisted. Let me give you some examples. I wish I was making these up.

	 

	BEER DRINKING SERVICE

	Narrator: “Most Christians are familiar with the Biblical story of Jesus turning water into wine, but now two New Zealand pastors are turning a pub into a church complete with beer-drinking, during the gatherings. While the ‘sports bar service’ will not contain any sermons or singing, the pastors say it will serve as both a place of prayer and a place to grab a beer.”

	I wonder who put that thought into their heads? That is down in New Zealand, but unfortunately, it’s not only there, it’s here. 

	Narrator: “And they’re not the only ones. Another Pastor in California is doing the same thing. ‘Some Churches use tactics like providing coffee and sweets, but a new church in San Jose has a very different approach. It provides beer for its attendees. Pastor Jenkins said this is where real ministry takes place. ‘Come on,’ he says, ‘I’ll buy you a pint.’”

	      I wish I was making that up. How about this? Come on, it’s all about you, come on in and get a tattoo. Yeah, I wish I was making that up.

	TATTOO PARLOR SERVICE

	Narrator: “A Michigan Pastor says he’s doing everything he can to reach people who don’t feel comfortable with traditional houses of worship. So, he opened up a tattoo parlor inside his church to help out. Rev. Steve Bentley said, ‘His ministry is built on the belief that mainstream religion has become ineffective and irrelevant to most people.’” 

	      And so, to that end, he opened Serenity Tattoo as you can see in this video. You will be seeing this word “irrelevant” a lot. And the church has swallowed this baby up, digested it, eats it, regurgitates it every day. You hear this in every ministry and all the new church leadership. “You’ve got to be relevant.” Can I translate that for you? You’ve got to be worldly. That’s really what that term means, but you can’t say that because that sounds bad. But it’s relevant. Serenity Tattoo sort of sounds like Holy Yoga. That makes it okay is because it’s Holy. This video shows how to get the crowds in.

	Narrator: “Ryan Brown is the manager of Serenity Tattoo Studio in Flint Township. He never imagined he’d work at a tattoo shop in of all places, a church. CeCe can’t imagine going anywhere else to get her tattoo.”

	CeCe: “It feels good to me to be able to come in here, and you know it’s a nice safe environment.”

	Narrator: “Being home to a tattoo studio isn’t the only unique thing about this church, they also host MWO wrestling events and later on this year, they plan to bring in cage fighting.”

	      Yeah, smackdown. Who needs the Bible? Now we may laugh at this but think about what’s going on here. I’m telling you; I really think this is a spiritual warfare aspect. Who do you think put this idea into these people’s heads? You’re going to serve beer, you’re going to do tattoos, you’re not going to teach the Bible, and you actually think you are doing a good thing? This is what people need - cage fighting. It’s demons, they have infiltrated the mind of the church in this whole new service. Unfortunately, we’re not done. How about the hokey pokey service? 

	 

	THE HOKEY POKEY SERVICE

	Narrator: “If you not only want some good ol’ fashioned entertainment, at your next Church service, and a free healing to boot, you can attend this church. Join them in a ‘new’ movement of God called the Holy Ghost Hokey Pokey Dance.”

	      Yeah, after you get your beer, a couple pints, and your new tattoo, you can scoot on over to the Hokey Pokey Church. Of course, you might have gotten into a car accident, because you were drunk after going to the beer service, and that tattoo is now infected, so you need a healing. Well go to this one. And if you do this, you are guaranteed a healing. I wish I was making this up.

	Preacher: “Three weeks ago, we did a Friday night ‘school of the spirit’ and we saw twelve people healed by the word of knowledge and 40 healed during the holy ghost hokey pokey. Just go ahead and do that and see what the Lord does. Do a little holy ghost hokey pokey, like a ducky. Brian, can you lead it? All right, Brian’s going to lead us in the holy ghost hokey pokey.”

	Brian: “You put your right hand in, put your right hand down, you put your right hand in, you put your right hand down, you put your right hand in, you put your right hand down. You put it in, and you shake it all about. You put your left hand in, you put your left hand down, you put your left hand down.”

	Member of congregation: “I was doing the hokey pokey at first with arms, nothing, no real effect, but then as soon I just started doing the whole thing, put you left foot in and your right foot in, both of my knees, one at a time, I could just feel, all of a sudden, no pain.”

	      Because we just read the texts. You sing songs, hymns of praise, hokey pokey dance, you can get a guaranteed healing. I wish we were done, but I have to go on.
 

	THE CAN-CAN DANCE SERVICE
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	Narrator: “Another Church service included a lady who said the Spirit of God gave her the ‘Left Leg Anointing’. Suddenly she kicks up her left leg (like the ‘Can Can’ dance), and says, ‘More Jesus’, whereupon people are supposedly slain in the Spirit in the direction of her kick. Then she proceeded to take the Lord’s name in vain saying, ‘Oh my God, Oh my God, Oh my God’ which she later changes to ‘Oh my Goodness.’”

	      Now as you see in the video, as she lifts up her left leg people who are supposedly in the direction of her left leg doing the can-can thing, are slain in the spirit. You know Benny Hinn, he takes his jacket off, and blows on them. My theory is that’s probably the onion from the cheeseburger he ate. Whatever, but what we saw, that’s not even Biblical.

	      Well, that shows you what spirit you’re operating under and it’s not the spirit of God. This is a joke, but you know that’ll bring people in. “Hey, were you there, that lady’s leg was going off the chart. People were falling all over. Man, I’m going back next Sunday. Get me a beer and a tattoo.” This is going on in the church. We laugh about it because that’s obviously not what we do, because we’re called a Bible Church. But this is the new way, it’s relevant to bringing in the crowd. It’s like the snake Church.

	 

	THE HISS LIKE A SNAKE SERVICE

	[image: Image]Narrator: “Another church service included the so-called minister hissing like a serpent and sticking his tongue out and grunting loudly as he walked through the crowd. All the while, people are in the background yelling and screaming and making animal noises.” 

	      Yeah, that’s all over the Bible. No, it’s not! When we get to the history section, of how in the world we got in this mess, you are going to see the pagans are all over this. It’s a carbon copy of the same behavior. 

	THE SQUEAL LIKE A PIG SERVICE

	Narrator: “Go to this service and you will hear the sounds of pigs squealing while people are busy dancing a jig.”

	THE MOO LIKE A COW SERVICE

	Narrator: “Or go to another service and you’d see a lady ‘mooing’ like a cow with two so-called ministers rolling around on the floor beside her.”

	      This one hit me personally, it hit me right here in the heart. Abusing my favorite food product. You know what is really interesting? When I read the scripture, which I highly recommend, when you see people rolling around, writhing around on the ground, it’s because they are demon possessed. Not because it’s a good thing. Or hey, how about this one, it sounds Christian.
 

	THE BAA LIKE A SHEEP SERVICE

	Narrator: “Or go to this service and you can join these folks ‘baaing’ like a sheep.”      

	      Another one for you canine lovers, everybody loves their dogs, right?
 

	THE BARK LIKE A DOG SERVICE

	[image: Image]Narrator: “Or for those of you who are ‘canine’ lovers, you can go to this service and join everyone in barking like dogs. That’s right, who let the dogs out!”

	      These guys are barking like dogs in the church service. That’s crazy.

	      The next ones aren’t barking, they are making lion noises. That’s good. Well, I’ll tell you why I like it, that’s exactly where it comes from. This is demonic.
 

	THE ROAR LIKE A LION SERVICE

	Narrator: “Or if a dog bark isn’t loud enough for you, you can go to this Church, where you’ll be encouraged to roar like a lion.”

	      What does this have to do with teaching, admonishing, singing love songs to Jesus? For the glory of God? Nothing! And then this guy, you know, is evil!
 

	THE CLUCK LIKE A CHICKEN SERVICE

	Narrator: “Believe it or not you can go to a Church service where the so-called pastor doesn’t preach another boring sermon from the Bible. No! He stands around clucking like a chicken.”

	[image: Chicken Breeds | Livestock Of The World]This pastor, oh no, we don’t need a sermon, forget the sermon thing, because that’s just too boring. Even that is what we are supposed to do Biblically. This guy’s actually clucking like a chicken, and you know that’s evil. Watch this, there is no sermon. You come, and you get this. 

	Pastor: “Okay, now before we take off, you know, before we go surfing, let’s get the reading done. Luke, blue, Chapter twoooooooo, I tell you what, let’s look at chapter one, this verse and verse, (and he cackles like a chicken) cock-a-doodle-do. Theophilus was a member, cock-a-doodle-doooooo.” 

	      Even the baby sitting on its mom’s lap, knew the difference. That’s sick. I wish I could stop. We’ve got more to go. How about toking the holy ghost?
 

	THE TOKING THE HOLY GHOST SERVICE

	Narrator: “If animal noises just aren’t your thing and you really want that ‘spiritual high’ then look no further than these churches who encourage you to toke the Holy Ghost with them.”

	      I am telling you, this is flat out demonic, everything you’re seeing is demonic and has nothing to do with Scripture. These guys have now taken drug use, and they make it spiritual. This is the spirit of God, and you are “toking the Holy Ghost”. You tell me if a demon didn’t come up with this idea. These people who actually do this, look down upon you and I, we’re the unspiritual ones. They have a better, closer, more powerful walk with God, and we are just so lowly. We’re not open to these new movements. No, we’re not open to deviating from Scripture. Look at this so-called toking the ghost. This is nuts.

	Narrator: “What is toking the ghost? This is toking the ghost. Toking the ghost is putting your fingers together in the form of smoking a joint, but instead of smoking an illegal substance, that’s harmful for the body, you are inhaling the Holy Ghost with the access point of putting your fingers together and looking like you’re smoking a marijuana cigarette. But in fact, you are receiving impartation from Almighty God. I challenge you today, that toking the ghost is an idea from the Holy Ghost, to disturb the religious strongholds, to disturb religious demons, to destroy religious spirits from hell, and to get the church into the freedom and the laws of liberty in Christ Jesus, so that you may, two things, glorify God and enjoy Him.” 

	Narrator: “I’m at Springs, The Living Water Church, in Fargo, North Dakota. I’m here John Crowder.”

	John Crowder: “I firmly believe in toking the ghosts. Have a little Jehovah wanna. The thing is, it’s free, you just reach in your pocket and WOW, look at what’s there. You just take a little whiff of the glory. And then you exhale. I’m just going to give you a little second hand, right through the video screen, all right? Time and space are not an issue, this is a Heavenly realm, alright. So, you just access the point right here and accept the toke.”

	Narrator: “There is no high like the most-high.”

	Another speaker: “Hi out there in internet land, I was just going to take a big old glory injections off of my baby Jesus. I just took my baby Jesus, and I strapped him to a syringe and I’m just going to take a glory injection into my veins, on the main line. Get some of that big heavy, liquid, weighty issue, booby juice just pumping in my veins from Heaven. So, here we go. Schwing, boing, ding, ding.”

	      Ding, ding, and add the word dong, is about right. Nope, don’t teach the Bible. Don’t sing love songs to Jesus. That’ll bring them in. We need new services that are much more relevant. That’s demonic. I’m telling you; I am convinced this is a spiritual warfare issue. We’re watching it happen. Remember we saw the witch’s testimony. They were in the pews and people were going, oh look, they were speaking in tongues, supposedly. No, they’re admittedly chanting spells to destroy the church. That’s what they were mumbling. We just mentioned Glenn, a satanist, I’m telling you, you may not see them, but demons are either inhabiting people or they’re inspiring these ideas into people to destroy the church. 

	      This is not going to teach them God’s truth. The Bible is the only Book on the planet to un-brainwash you from the lies of the evil one. They’re not giving the gospel; it says this is a total perversion. So, what do you accomplish? Nothing. It’s a complete waste of time. I don’t know about you, maybe I’m just being dogmatic, but I don’t think Jesus came all the way from Heaven to die a horrible death on the cross, just so we can sit around in our services drinking beer, getting a tattoo, clucking like a chicken, and smoking a holy spirit joint. As obvious as that is, and yet what do a lot of them do out there now?

	      I’m telling you this word translates for what it is, it’s relevant. We’ve got to be relevant. No, that’s your first lie. You’re getting worldly. But the demons don’t want to just infiltrate and begin to control, but it’s ultimately to destroy. I think this first fatal step in the church, which is now everywhere, has now led to the next problem. That is, now we need a new Jesus. You think? Oh, come on, there’s no way the church is gonna do that. I’m telling you; they need a new and improved Jesus who is relevant. Come on, haven’t you heard that old-fashioned Jesus is a little too boring. We need to lighten up a little bit. I’m telling you, before we get into how they twisted this fake Jesus, and promoting Him in the so-called church services, let’s remind ourselves who the real Jesus is. 

	Revelation 4:8: “Each of the four living creatures had six wings and was covered with eyes all around, even under his wings. Day and night they never stop saying: ‘Holy, holy, holy is the Lord God Almighty, who was, and is, and is to come.’”

	I Peter 1:15: “But just as He who called you is Holy, so be Holy in all you do; for it is written: ‘Be Holy, because I am Holy.’”

	      The scripture is very clear, if there’s one attribute God wants you to know, yes, He’s love, yes, He’s just, yes, He’s good, yes, He’s righteous, but this is the only attribute of God that’s repeated three times, for emphasis. He is Holy, He is Holy, He is Holy! And He expects His kids, like father like child, to be Holy too. Because Holiness explains everything. Why is there a hell? Because sin, which is the opposite of holiness. Holiness means without sin. As the Scripture says, without even a shadow, a hint of darkness or anything. How can that coexist? It can’t. So, there’s your reason for hell. Why did Jesus have to die on the cross? Because our sins separated us from God. So that we could have a relationship with him again. So, if we don’t take sin seriously, as Christians, then how are people going to understand the seriousness of their own sin and their own dilemma of being faced with? If they don’t get the sin thing fixed through Jesus Christ, His graciousness and mercy and His death on the cross. If we don’t take it seriously, why should they?

	      Be ye Holy, as He is Holy, because you’ve got to understand the Holiness of God. I’m convinced that until you understand the Holiness of God, you’ll never understand the love of God. When you understand that God’s Holiness demands punishment for sin and eternal separation, then it magnifies what Jesus did for us. He died for us while we were still sinners, ungodly, His enemies. But no, that’s not relevant. Come on, haven’t you heard, people can’t connect with that nowadays. That’ll destroy their self-esteem. They’ll leave if you start talking about that, the “h” word “Holy,” well the other “h” word is “hell.” 

	      So, we need a new Jesus, we need an improved savior, who’s just like us, who’s full of sin himself. Who accepts every sin. There’s no talk about sin, there’s no talk about God’s hatred of sin, or His wrath or repentance or the need to escape from hell. It’s just come one, come all. It’s the Beatles theology. “Love, love, love, that’s all we need.” And you’re thinking, come on, they can’t do that, I mean they already twisted the services, now they’re not gonna make a new Jesus, that accepts anything, any sin and there’s no consequences. Unfortunately, I’ll give you some examples. 

	      What’s the keyword there? Come on, aren’t you getting with us yet? You wanna be a successful church, you want to get 5,000 people to come, you need to be “relevant.” 

	[image: How To Get Better At Pole Dancing - Pole Fit Freedom]

	THE POLE DANCING SAVIOR

	“Believe it or not, there’s a new way to express your faith. On the second Sunday of each month, Crystal Deans leads a pole dancing course for churchgoers, in Texas. She says she realized that she could use her experience with exotic performing to help other women connect with the teachings of Jesus Christ. Don’t believe me. Take a look at this video.

	Fox 26 Reports: “Well, Melinda, I bet you’ve never heard of this one before. ‘Pole Fitness for Jesus.’ I know, you’re probably thinking, how on earth can you mix pole dancing with Jesus? Well, according to one studio up in Spring, you can definitely mix the two.”

	Crystal Deans, Best Shape of your Life: “You’re gonna step in front with the inside leg, now you are going to kick this one out. Actually, I was a dancer for three years, probably seven years ago. I did it for a while. It was not something that I felt very rewarded with, but to each his own. It was just something I didn’t want to do anymore. So, I actually decided to take the part that I liked about that and baring it here.”

	Fox 26 Reports: “Don’t let the name of the class fool you though. There’s no prayer beforehand, there’s no crosses hanging in her studio.”

	Crystal Deans: “Just like I said, get past the whole stigma of the whole thing. I teach women to feel good about themselves, I teach them to be empowered. And you know, we get into really good shape. I mean, it does the legs, that’s why we wear the shoes actually.”

	      No cross, no prayer, get rid of that stigma, that other kind of Jesus. And it’s about making them feel good about themselves. But it’s exercise. What happened to the jumping jacks? Why do you have to choose something, that is a sinful practice that could lead people astray and you just admitted that it had nothing to do about Jesus. How about the erotic church savior? I mean if you’re going to do pole dancing, why don’t you spice it up for everybody? Maybe you don’t have time to go to that pole dancing class. I wish I was making this up.
 

	THE EROTIC CHURCH SAVIOR       

	Narrator: “Hundreds of people lined up for what’s called an Erotic Church service where a female dancer, danced in the middle of the church facility in front of the altar. Nearly 1,000 people waited outside the door despite a thunderstorm and above the entrance was the caption ‘A warm welcome to the Vineyard of Love’. Then a man came to the microphone and stated, ‘This is an erotic church service, can you move a little bit closer together, all of you.’ Then the faithful were asked to take part in an anointing ritual in which they should massage the forehead and the hands of the person sitting next to them. And then they announced, ‘Eroticism and lust are not taboo pushed aside by God.’ ‘Lust has to be lived out.’”

	      That’s probably where Covid started, no it came from China. But this is done in a church service, what kind of Jesus are you worshiping? Not the Biblical one! This is nuts!

	One person stated: “This is how church services should be.”

	      Yeah, if you are in the world, this is crazy. Oh, how about the transgender. Did you really think it was going to stop with homosexuality? You knew it wasn’t, if you read the Bible. God says you just got over to a depraved mind, and you opened up Pandora’s box, and it’s going to keep getting worse.
 

	TRANSGENDER PASTOR SAVIOR

	Narrator: “The Episcopal Church has approved a proposal that, if it survives the final vote, would give transgender men and women rights to become ministers in the church. The move comes nine years after the Church approved its first gay bishop and the new resolutions would now allow transgender individuals as well to be part of their overall non-discrimination policy.”

	      Nobody’s even talking about this anymore. Homosexuals behind the pulpit, like that’s child’s play now and you know it’s got to get worse. That’s exactly what’s happening. In fact, now they want to have a new Jesus that approves even adultery.
 

	ADULTERY APPROVING SAVIOR

	Narrator: “Another Bishop warned that all this ongoing redefinition of marriage, with same sex unions, will soon include the idea of what’s being called, ‘non-monogamy’.”

	      That’s what happens when you get married to one person. It gets monotonous, no, I mean it’s monogamy. Non-monogamy, meaning, I can be married to more than one person. This is from the so-called church. 

	Narrator: “This is the concept that says the need for marital faithfulness between a man and a woman in marriage is outdated. The new concept proposes the acceptance of multiple partners without the stigma of adultery.”

	      So, you can be married to several people. Mormons, and they’re not the only ones, and they’re some of the ones pushing this. That’s part of their false teaching. And believe it or not it’s being tested, because if you tweak with God’s standard, marriage is between one man and one female. 

	Narrator: “And believe it or not, a court case has already been brought forth that claims that since same-sex marriage restrictions are being lifted, so should restrictions on multiple-partner marriages.”

	      How about let’s just go into the occult. Anything goes now.
 

	THE NEW AGE OCCULT SAVIOR

	Narrator: “The Church of England has recently hosted a ‘New Age Festival’ where it opened its doors to tarot card readers, crystal healers, meditation experts, and dream interpreters.”

	      Because that’s what it’s all about. If you want to know what’s going on in the world you need to bring in a medium. You need to read the cards. No, you need to read the Bible! Now listen to the justification, while they’re flat out lying, and this is what we’re all about. This is where we are going to get into history and how this has arisen.

	Narrator: “The church is in trouble and attendance has fallen for the sixth year in a row, so they decided to hold the festival in a bid to embrace alternative forms of Christianity. But this shouldn’t be too surprising because another church stated that, ‘Harry Potter is a Christ-like figure because he promotes Biblical values.’”

	      What Bible are you reading? What Christ are you following? It’s not Jesus of the Bible, that’s flat-out witchcraft. Are you kidding me? These are so-called churches.

	Narrator: “A Protestant church in California teamed up with a high priestess of the pagan fertility goddess worship, called Isis, to help them with their ‘guided meditations’ in their latest Conference.’ So, what’s next? A full-blown ‘New Age’ service? Yep, it’s already here.”

	      It’s already happening and here’s just one example.

	Gene Ferrara: “Namaste, I’m the Spiritual Leader of the Living Spirit Community. We have opened the Center for Conscious Living. At the Center of Conscious Living, we have a variety of events over the course of the week, starting Sunday morning with what we call The Celebration of Life, a community gathering. We do some chanting, singing, honoring the spirit in each other, and I get to do my little metaphysical rant. And then we do a guided meditation, allowing people to come on an inward journey that I facilitate. 

	Feeling yourself emerging from this darkness which has become light once again into a universe of swirling colorful energy. We see our function here as encouraging, facilitating and inspiring people to awaken to their true spiritual nature, so that they can incorporate that perspective and that point of view into their daily lives to make their human experience more meaningful and more joyful.” 

	      Wow, that’s got to be Godly, they seem so happy. Again, I don’t know, maybe I’m just being hard-nosed. I’m just no longer relevant for today’s young crowd. But I’m just kind of thinking, you read the Bible and you don’t come across this type of stuff. I don’t see Jesus coming all the way from Heaven, to die a horrible death on the cross, just sit around, having erotic church services, having our palms read, sliding down poles, saying the Hindu greeting, Namaste, which we saw before in our other studies. That means I bow to the god in you. There’s only one God! And it’s not this new and improved Jesus. It’s Jesus Christ and the Bible says, He is Holy, He is Holy, He is Holy, which means that this new and improved savior can’t save anybody. Jesus has a zero tolerance for sin.

	      What? Why in the world do you think He went to the cross? Can you get rid of that too? Churches are. They are removing their crosses. They are changing their names. Not so-called Christian, now it’s all these names. Journey, Mosaic, YUCK! It’s okay to say I’m a Bible Church, I’m a Christian, what’s wrong with that? But that’s not cool, that’s not relevant. That’s how you reach people. This is crazy and it’s demonic. Who do you think came up with this? Demons! 

	      Now I share this only because I know directly where it came from and even then, I’m not saying “Thus saith the Lord” maybe it is just a smudge on the photo. I know exactly who this came from, personally, and it reminds me of before I got saved, and what I used to see when I was involved in the occult. This is almost a carbon copy. That’s the only reason why it got my attention. But I believe that demons have not only infiltrated the church, but this is also why they made us swallow down this lie to be relevant. We need to provide a new service, because it’s all about numbers now. With a new Jesus, so nobody’s ever convicted. Just to keep them coming back and enjoy the show.

	      But now I think they are freely walking around because you’re not preaching the Bible. When Jesus preached the Bible what did the demons do in the synagogue? When the Word of God is being preached, when Jesus is being glorified, that’s the last thing the demons want. So, if you can trick the church from never doing that, then they are comfortable. They’re right there in your midst. 

	      Now I’m going to give you the background on this picture, it’s the actual photo. These are two guys at a church service in Arizona. The picture was taken after the service. This particular church is basically one of the churches I have been describing. You’ve got to be relevant, don’t really preach the word of God, it’s all about just accepting anything and everything goes. There is a guy in a light gray jacket on the left and he is the husband of the lady that took the picture. The guy on the right is in a red T-shirt. They were talking in one of the pews and she just quickly snapped this picture. She took the picture right after the church service and then she forgot all about it.

	      Four months later the guy in the gray jacket was shot and killed, point-blank range, after answering a knock at the door. The police never found out who it was. They believe it was drug related. So, he was probably involved in drugs. So, while she is dealing with the funeral, the family didn’t have many pictures of him and she goes, oh, I have some pictures that I took four months ago, when he was at church services. She sent those pictures to the funeral home and the funeral director calls her up and asks who took these photos, and with what device, and what location. That was when she began to examine it and says did you see what was on this photo? Behind the two men sitting in the pew is a black cloud like thing standing behind them.

	 

	      Now, again, I’m not saying that that’s real. I do know that this photo has not been photoshopped. But I do know that when I was involved in the occult those are the things that I would see. I just called them black apparitions. And they were always out of the corner of my eye. In fact, so much so, that back before I got saved, I would see one just like that, out of the corner of my eye. You could tell it was there, down the hallway and then you would turn, and it would disappear. We saw them so many times that we called it Harry. There’s Harry again.

	      So, because of this slide, you’re not what? Go back to the opening text. When the word of God is being preached with authority, when Jesus is being magnified, what happens? If they’re in your midst they can’t take it. So, now we don’t have the Word of God being preached, there is no authority from God’s Word because it’s not being preached. And it ain’t about Jesus, it’s all about accepting any sin, because love, love, love, and apparently these things are pretty comfortable. Which leads us to the last one and that is a new style of worship.

	      The Bible is very clear that when we gather, we’re to worship and the greatest way to worship, Romans 12, is the logical act of service after God’s mercy, saving us in spite of us, even though we all fall short the glory of God and deserve death and should go straight into hell. But because of His mercy, He saved us, Romans 6, the logical or spiritual consequence of that is to give your life as a living sacrifice. That’s what is acceptable to God. A Holy worship unto Him. So, really the best way to worship God is with your life. Now I say that because sometimes when you see worship it’s always music. No, not necessarily. 

	      I am talking about this aspect; even so-called worship music has also now been infiltrated because ultimately demons don’t just want to be around in the midst. Demons want to inhabit somebody. You might ask, well what do you mean by the church service? If you’ve got a church that never teaches the word of God, they never give the gospel, they don’t have the real true Jesus, they don’t even talk about sin, hell or nothing, you’ve got a lot of people coming, but guess what? They’re probably not saved. So, every single one of those people, even sitting in the pew, has the potential, because they’re not safe from being demon-possessed.

	      And then comes this final step of, if you can get people into an altered state of consciousness, then it opens them up to being demon-possessed. That’s being done in churches as well. Now let’s see what the Bible says is true worship through song.

	Ephesians 5:17-20: “Therefore do not be foolish but understand what the Lord’s will is. Do not get drunk on wine, which leads to debauchery. Instead, be filled with the spirit.” 

	      Now this is a very important passage to understand. When we are indwelled with the Holy Spirit at salvation, we have all the spirit of God. You’re not lacking the spirit of God. You have everything. The challenge from that point forward is as Paul says in Galatians 5, walk, live, and keep in step, i.e., yield to the Spirit of God. He’s already there, you just have to get out of the way and then He will bear His fruit through you. You don’t need more of the spirit; you’ve got all the spirit. He’s your deposit, your guarantee, your salvation, and that happens at the moment of salvation. 

	      So, when he says be filled with the spirit, it literally means under the control of and you also know that by the context. Do not get drunk on wine. When you are drunk on wine, what state are you in? You’re under the control of alcohol. Paul says, don’t be controlled by alcohol. That leads to debauchery. If something’s going to control you, let it be the Spirit of God. Well, how so you know you are under the control of the Spirit of God? His fruit begins to manifest, Galatians 5, love, joy, peace, and patience. It’s not just rolling around on the floor, swinging from a chandelier, none of that stuff.

	 

	Ephesians 5:17-20 cont.: “Speak to one another with psalms, hymns and spiritual songs. Sing and make music in your heart to the Lord, always giving thanks to God the Father for everything, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ.”

	      There it is again, for some strange reason it’s all about Jesus. What a concept. But the Bible is very clear about what the best things that we’re to do with music. We’re to praise God with it, that’s what it’s all about. When we come here, it’s not about what style you like, it’s not about what you want, it’s not about the selection you want, whatever genre, I’m not even hooked on the genre. Even if you make me go through some country, hick song, I’m alright if it’s about Jesus. I’ll work with you. But in all seriousness, really in essence I don’t care what it is, within reason. If it’s a truly God-honoring song about Jesus, loving Him and thanking Him, then I don’t care. Don’t get hung up on the style. It’s about the content and the context and the meaning, and the purpose because all it is, is it’s a time when we gather together when we’re preaching the Word of God, we’re praying for one another, we’re encouraging one another, as a body of Christ. 

	      We have a specific time set aside for thankfulness, for what Christ has done on the cross, that we get to sing love songs to Him. So, who cares if it’s just a drum, a piano, a guitar or a spoon. As long as it’s about Jesus. That’s what it’s all about. But that’s not what it is. “But I don’t like this music, I like bluegrass, I think that was funny because spoons are faster. No, you’re making fun of my people.” “Hey, I want something, more hip.” It’s not about the style. The question you should be asking is does it honor God. And when I sing those songs, do they really draw me closer to Christ. My focus is on Christ. That’s what worship is all about. But not anymore, you know why? “I’m not trying to drive people away; don’t you know anything about marketing? People don’t want religious songs, that’s not relevant. You need styles that fit their needs.”

	      And this is why you see churches today playing AC/DC songs in the church service and all kinds of secular songs. They ran out of selections and had to turn to AC/DC. This is what is going on. You have to be relevant to the music, because it’s what people want. I think this is also what’s part of making the demons so comfortable in church services today. Not only have you changed the church service, but you also don’t preach with the authority of God’s Word, and you have new and approved Jesus which is a perversion, and nobody’s convicted of sin. But when your so-called worship songs are so self-centered, they have nothing to do about Jesus. They don’t even mention the name of Jesus.

	      Who is the song talking about, your boyfriend, who’s he? Is it your fiancé, is it your dad, who is it? And we laugh because it’s so true. There is no other name under Heaven by which might be saved. The name of Jesus Christ. There is no other name under Heaven that demons must cower, flee and obey. Jesus Christ. So, if you’ve got not just the word of God that mentions Jesus, no authority. You don’t even talk about the real Jesus, who is Holy, Holy, Holy, who died on the cross, to rescue you from what your unholiness deserves, namely hell. Then you got your so-called music of anything but about Jesus. If I was a demon, oh I would love that place. Because I’d be super comfortable, because they don’t like the name of Jesus. You mention Jesus, you preach about Jesus, you say Jesus just like that guy in my office, and they can’t take it. 

	      So, who do you think came up with this idea, we need more relevant music? I have heard so-called Christian bands say, “Well, our songs don’t really mention Jesus, we’re just trying to attract people and then if they read this really small print down here at the bottom that says we’re Christians, on the back of the CD. That’s our witness. I really think the style of worship today has not just gutted the name of Jesus, but now it’s being done in a way that you’ve probably got a bunch of people who go to church services, who are not saved, and unfortunately if you’re not saved that means you can be demon-possessed. The only way you can no longer be demon-possessed is if you are a true born-again Christian.

	      But now you have the church flooded with a bunch of non-Christians and comes, not just gutting the worship music, now let’s do it in such a way to prove how spiritual you are. Because we all know that true Christians that are on fire for Jesus, man they can scream. They can shout, raise your hands. Now I’m not saying that you can’t show emotion, I’m not against clapping, you can raise your hands, I’m not against that, but that’s not what’s going on. Haven’t you ever visited other churches where you have to run around the place, grab a flag, and keep running. Have you ever been in a service and really focused on Jesus and that person behind you started shouting?

	      Having been there and done that, coming out of the New Age, there’s certain practices that you can do, physical practices that can get you worked into an altered state of consciousness and the whole goal back then was to be possessed by a spirit. This is what is coming to the church, and this is the new spirituality. You and I would be looked down upon. “We are such fuddy-duddies. We don’t know how to worship God.” Now, let me show you again the tactics that the occult uses in false religions to get people possessed by spirits. 

	 

	“During these sessions it’s a very strange environment. People speak in tongues, they yell, and they scream, they talk in foreign languages. It’s like a mad house and it’s real crazy. Everyone bouncing around on foam pads flying up in the air.”

	“Rajneesh is one of India’s most controversial gurus, largely because of his endorsement of shocking sexual practices as a prerequisite for salvation. His brand of yoga called Dynamic Meditation is a New Age combination of Hinduism and psychotherapies. This exercise involving rigorous breathing and hyperventilation is designed to arouse the serpent force called Kundalini, which gurus believe lies coiled at the base of the spine.”

	“The next phase, the screaming phase of dynamic meditation feels like when you finally had an opportunity to throw a tantrum when you were a little kid. By the time you get to the third phase of jumping up and down and yelling ‘whoooo,’ you’re hardly there at all, so it’s pretty hard to remember what happens when you, I guess the closest thing I can associate it with is mindlessness. You get to a place where your mind actually leaves your body. Your body is just jumping up and down and the voice from your gut is yelling ‘whoooo’ and you’re not doing it anymore. You become one with this whole energy.

	The next phase in Dynamic is the quiet space. Someone yells stop and you’ve just been doing 30 minutes of intense catharsis and what happens after being in such incredibly intense movement for so long, is just a feeling of peacefulness and stillness. My mind actually stops, and I feel a oneness with the whole universe.”

	      All right let’s analyze it. This is how the occult gets people worked up into an altered state of consciousness, so they can connect with the spirit world, the universe. First you do an extended period of jumping up and down, swaying back and forth, yelling, letting it all hang out. You keep that up and then STOP! And pop, something happens. Sound familiar? What if you were to take and slap Christianese on it? Do you think that’s being done? Yes, it is, let me draw the obvious parallel.
 

	FOUR PHASES ALTERED STATE OF CONSCIOUSNESS

	First Phase: The Hindu followers first began with a form of “repetitive             

	                     movement” combined with “music” for an extended period   

	                     of time.

	 

	Some church services today include people “repeatedly” running around, jumping up and down, swaying back and forth, etc. to the beat of so-called “worship” music.
 

	Second Phase: The Hindu followers then started to speak forth a 

	                   “repetitive phrase” or “mantra” over and over again until it 

	                     became mindless.

	Some church services today include people speaking forth a “repetitive phrase” or a so-called “unknown language” over and over again.
 

	Third Phase: The Hindu followers then started to “shout repeatedly,” over 

	                      and over again as a way of further “releasing” themselves 

	                      from reality.

	Some church services today include people “shouting, yelling, screaming” over and over again in order to “let it all hang out” in their so-called “worship” of God.
 

	Fourth Phase: The Hindu followers finished this occultic mind altering 

	                       procedure with a sudden ceasing of all activity so as to 

	                       “feel” a connection with the universe or spirit world.

	      Some church services today include people being requested (after a prolonged period of repetitive movement, repetitive speaking, repetitive shouting) to then be completely still and silent so as to “feel” the so-called presence of the Holy Spirit.
 

	      After these so-called worship services of this repetitive, over and over again repetition, invariably somebody goes SHHH! The Holy Spirit is in this place. Read your Bible. He never left. He’s omnipresent. When did he leave? What is this? Some kind of Indian rain dance to get the rain to come down. That’s how they act. That’s not Biblical at all. I believe that in some of these services people are flat out being possessed at this point. Not because they are Christians being possessed, but because they’re people going to these new and improved altered fake services that don’t preach the Word of God, that have a fake Jesus, and a fake worship that’s all self-centered and very repetitive. It’s the exact same thing that’s basically like slapping clothes on a pig. They slap this on the occult technique to get people into an altered state of consciousness, so these people going to church services, who are not saved, will be possessed. And they display the same behavior.

	      Read the scriptures. When they go into convulsions, they’ve got supernatural strength and things of that nature. And again, the Hindu version of being possessed is called the Kundalini spirit. When you put all this together, in the search to be relevant, we need a new and improved service, don’t preach the Word of God, it’s all about numbers. You have to spice things up a bit, and that will keep them coming back. We need to dumb down Jesus to a fake Jesus, who just loves everybody. There are no consequences to sin, don’t ever even talk about sin. Which is the crux of the gospel and the whole reason why He came and died on the cross.

	      Now you’ve got a bunch of non-Christians in your midst, taking occult techniques, putting it to repetitive music, repetitive words and behavior, and these people, I’m convinced, are having a spiritual encounter. But it ain’t the spirit of God. And then you and I are looked down upon as we’re the dum-dums. But let’s take a look at the manifestation of that.

	 

	“I want to show you some of the shocking things and just how similar they are to the Kundalini cults of Hinduism and the New Age movement, and eastern religions. The stuff that’s been invading in the last 16 to 17 years, I believe, is the worse invasion in first history. It became known as the Toronto Blessing and went worldwide under that name, the Toronto Blessing. Everybody knew what that was about. People falling down and acting drunk, laughing hysterically, shaking uncontrollably, or jerking backwards and forwards, their heads shaking back and forth. People even roaring like lions, people making animal noises. This is stuff that had not been seen in the church. I mean, it may be in a tiny way on the fringes, this stuff had never been seen in the church on this scale before. And it invaded worldwide. 

	 

	So, all around the world, especially in the commonwealth countries, we’re talking England and all through the UK, Australia, New Zealand, Canada, many other nations, all over the world, all through Europe. All of the charismatic movement was into this stuff for a large part. So, this thing became a worldwide sensation just in a couple of years. Now the basic question that we’re asking in this documentary is, why are these manifestations so similar to eastern religions and Hinduism and the Kundalini cults and yet they’re not found in scripture? They’re not found in the Bible; they’re not found in classical Christianity at all. 

	Of course, in Hinduism, one of the most common ways of experiencing a Kundalini awakening is through a guru placing his hand upon your forehead. This is called shaktipat and when they do that you will be infused with this incredible love and this wave of emotion. You’ll fall down. There’ll be all these manifestations, maybe animal noises, joy and weeping and shaking. This is a Kundalini awakening and amazingly it is exactly the same as what we have been seeing in the Toronto Blessing.

	Now one of the very clearest signs of a Kundalini awakening has always been kriyas, you see this woman involved in the New Age movement. She is walking along exhibiting this happening, involuntary jerking motions. The staggering thing about it is that we are seeing again and again, these exact same types of kriyas, right through the Toronto movement. This has always been one of the clearest signs of Kundalini that we know of. A friend of mine from South Africa, who’s done a tremendous amount of research on this topic says, Kundalini is like a false Holy Spirit. It produces even miracles and healings and fusions of love and power and energy and emotion and all these kinds of things and yet it’s the Hindu version of the Holy Spirit, and it’s not Holy.”

	      Don’t teach the Bible, that’s not relevant, certainly don’t talk about sin, people don’t want to that. It has nothing to do with Jesus. If you want people to come, that’s what you need to do. That’ll bring them in. When I see them writhing on the floor, read the scripture with the accounts of demons. Before they come out, they have the people in convulsions, foaming at the mouth, writhing around. Yet that’s a better version of so-called church services and Christianity and they’re more spiritual. I wonder who put that idea in their head. Just like we’ve seen in our witchcraft study, we keep our mouths shut, and the witches are so comfortable, they’re coming into church services and destroying things. We just finished 16 weeks on satanism. Sixty-five percent of the church doesn’t believe in a literal devil. We never talk about it because from the very fall of man to the very end when he gets chucked into the Lake of Fire, Old and New Testament talks about satan.

	      God tells us that, so we’re not duped because he’s out there messing things up. But now they are so comfortable that they could sit in a Baptist Church for two years causing destruction, destroying churches and nobody has a clue. 	      The Old and New Testament is very clear, there really is a demonic realm out there that you do not want to mess with. It’s not just that satan is real, these critters are real. They are evil and rotten to the core. And as we saw before witches have infiltrated the church, satanists have infiltrated the church, where most churches are preaching satanism, “do what thou wilt” all about self, me, me, me. But now we have seen, unfortunately, demons have also infiltrated the church, convincing us that we need a new service, we need to be “relevant”. We need to be “worldly” instead of Godly. You also need a new Jesus, not the Biblical Jesus, and by the way, if you fashion Jesus or God in your making, that’s called an idol. It’s not only unbiblical, it’s an idol and that in itself is a sin.

	      The new Jesus never talks about sin, never mentions sin, excuse me, that’s not the Biblical Jesus, why do you think He died on the cross? Just because we have low self-esteem, a poor economic existence. No, it’s because of sin. And what’s the penalty of sin? We deserve to go to hell. But not with this new Jesus. It’s just happy-chappie, everything’s great. So, now you’ve got this new Jesus that never talks about sin, you’ve got this new service, that’s all worldly. People who aren’t saved like being religious. So now you have the church flooded with all these people who aren’t born again and are now, into this new worship, where you get these people into an altered state of consciousness. These non-Christians attending church services, if they engage in these practices, that are straight out from the occult, then they are going to get possessed. 

	      It isn’t just that witchcraft and witches, satanists and satanism that have infiltrated the church, but even demons, apparently, are pretty comfortable and they’re controlling. They are steering and guiding the church back to what I believe is the reason we are in such a messed-up shape in the apostasy. And we are experiencing it live. Now we are going to get into the history of demon worship. How did we get into this mess, not only where the world is flooded with demonic activity, but how did it get into the church? Well, here are a couple things we are going to hit in this chapter, as we begin the journey, of how that, and basically in a nutshell, we chose to get off the Bible. When you get out of this Book, i.e., God’s Word, which is the only reliable trustworthy source of information, certainly on spiritual matters, it’s always downhill.

	      We are going to trace that trail in our history section. How did the church basically say, “I’m not going to follow the Bible and I’m going to start hooking up with demonic teachings”? Before we get into that, let’s remind ourselves why God tells us, “Don’t mess with demons!”

	      Now this is the account of King David, who transferred the throne to King Solomon, one of David’s sons, who then transfers the throne to his two sons. This is where the kingdom splits. There were 10 tribes that went north, with Jeroboam, and then you have the two tribes that stayed at the same location where it all started, in the south, Benjamin and Judah, stayed with Rehoboam. Now what I want you to hone-in on is that you understand the history, continuing forward, regarding the ten tribes that went north. Read the accounts in I and II Kings, did they ever have a good king? I mean it was bad. You’re going to see why it was bad from the very beginning. 

	      You’re also going to see that they were the ones who went into captivity first. God sent Old Testament prophets to Israel in the north, to the ten tribes, again and again, but they wouldn’t listen, so he sent the Assyrian army, “the fishhooks”. God says, “That’s it, I’ve given you an open window to respond and get back to my Word” and they wouldn’t do it, so he took them out. Now, unfortunately, later in history, the southern tribe had some good kings, but then they even began to waffle and eventually they went into captivity with the Babylonians. This is the account when the kingdom split. I want you to see why it was the beginning of the end, why the north was ever destined to thrive.

	II Chronicles 11:1-15: “When Rehoboam arrived in Jerusalem, he mustered the house of Judah and Benjamin – a hundred and eighty thousand fighting men – to make war against Israel and to regain the kingdom for Rehoboam. But this word of the Lord came to Shemaiah the man of God, ‘Say to Rehoboam, son of Solomon, king of Judah, and to all the Israelites in Judah and Benjamin, this is what the Lord says: Do not go up to fight against your brothers. Go home, every one of you, for this is my doing.’ So, they obeyed the words of the Lord and turned back from marching against Jeroboam. Rehoboam lived in Jerusalem and built-up towns for defense in Judah, Bethlehem, Etam, Tekoa, Beth Zur, Soco, Adullam, Gath, Mareshah, Ziph, Adoraim, Lachish, Azekah, Zorah, Aijalon and Hebron. 

	These were fortified cities in Judah and Benjamin. He strengthened their defenses and put commanders in them, with supplies of food, olive oil and wine. He put shields and spears in all the cities and made them very strong. So, Judah and Benjamin were his. The priests and Levites from all their districts throughout Israel sided with him. The Levites even abandoned their pasturelands and property and came to Judah and Jerusalem because Jeroboam and his sons had rejected them as priests of the Lord. And he appointed his own priests for the high places and for the goat and calf idols he had made.”

	      Now Jeroboam was the one that went north with the ten tribes. He rejected God’s command that only the Levites could be a part of the priesthood. No other tribe - it had to be a Levite. So, that was the first sign that they were not going to follow God’s word. So, he was out of bounds of the scripture, God says only Levites, but he says I’m going to do it my way and then what does it say there, high places, so he set up his own form of worship. That he thinks is right. He’s not doing it God’s way and for the goat and calf idols he had made. What? I want to bring this out again, we’re talking about the issue of demon worship. As you can see the ten northern tribes under Jeroboam, basically said, here’s what God says, you’re supposed to do it this. But they said, we ain’t gonna do it. So, then it wasn’t that they got into idolatry and their own form of worship, and the key word there is “goat”. It wasn’t just calf, it was “goat”.  Now, what’s wild is, in Hebrew, the word goat, “satyrs” pronounced “sa’ir” means a demon-possessed goat. So, why would they talk about a demon possessed goat? Well, they were into this false worship. 	      The word “sa’ir” or what we call today satire goes way back into Greek mythology. Let’s explore that for a second. A Satyr is a male nature spirit. So, basically, it’s a demon. With ears and a tail resembling those originally of a horse, and an exaggerated male body part. That’s about as clean as I can put it. This is a clean picture, because most are gross and ungodly. But that is the word that is used here. The goat, “sa’ir,” Satyr was a part of their worship and the calf worship. This is what they were involved in. They didn’t just reject God; they went into this. Satyrs were characterized by their vulgar and lewd behavior and were known as lovers of wine, music and dancing. They were also said to inhabit remote locales, woodlands, mountains, high places, and pastures. They often attempted to seduce and rape women. They were also sometimes shown in ungodly sex acts and engaging in bestiality. That’s the word that’s used here. They didn’t just reject God and His order of worship and how He says it’s supposed to be done, but they got into this. 

	      Now that’s the Greek mythology in classical Athens. Have you ever heard of a satire play? That’s this word and it features this type of a play which is known for its lewd, filthy and obscene humor. It comes from these goat demons. Now, this started out as a horse like creature, half man and half horse in Greek mythology and then in classical Athens they began to combine it with this critter, Pan, who we saw before in our Witchcraft Study. This is where we get the word, panic and that is often used as depictions of satan. But they began to combine that, and that was when the legs went from horse legs to goat legs. 

	[image: Satyr by risawn on DeviantArt]            Then the Romans took this satire, and they turned it into something called a faun. The faun is a half human, half goat creature, depicted with pointed ears. The ancient Roman belief had a god named Faunas and a goddess named Fauna and they were “goat people”. How many times have we read through that and thought, oh well, goat and calf worship? And God says they need to worship where He says to worship. They need to worship with only the Levites and follow how He says to worship, with who He says to worship. But they said nope, and then they established their own worship, not only with the idol, but they got involved with demons. Can you say it’s not going to turn out well for them?

	      This is at the inception when they split. From that point forward, when you read about the ten northern tribes, Israel, in the North and Judah and Benjamin in the South, it does not go well with them. Some of the most wicked kings in the history of Israel were from the North and no wonder from the get-go, what did they do? They got off the Bible. And I said all that to get to this, I’m seeing the same thing happen, not only in the world, but in the church today. We have made a deliberate choice that we are going to worship the way we want to worship, how we want to so-called worship, get off the Bible, and now it’s combining into spiritism, literal demonic activity. It’s the exact same thing. It will never go well. Anytime you get off God’s word, slowly but surely, it may take a while, but you’re going to end up in a major, mega spiritual ditch. 

	      I believe, right now, the church is being tricked into cohabitating, cooperating and worshiping demons. How in the world did we literally make a decision, in a section of the church where, I know that’s what God says, but I’m not going to do that anymore. I’m going to do it my way. Well, let’s take a look at that. It’s a slow process over a few centuries to trick people to get off of God’s Word, just like Israel. 

	[image: Image]      It started in the 1700-1800s. During that timeframe as we saw in our Satanism study, with the Romantics who were an intellectual movement. They knew better than the Bible. They were into arts and literary works and music, and they used that as a vehicle because they didn’t have internet. That was how you got your ideas out there. Art, literary works and music promotes liberalism and radicalism. Sound familiar? That’s what’s going on today in our country, to get us off our Judeo-Christian ethic, that our country was built upon, including our Bill of Rights and our Constitution.

	      It wasn’t just that the Romantics had a better idea to get you away from God. His commands are boring, we all know that, right? We have a better way. No, it wasn’t just that, they came up with the bright idea, and this is where satanism began to make its inroads, as we saw before in our study of satanism, they said that satan is actually a good guy. “He is a hero, he's somebody we should emulate because he rebelled against God, and the Bible is just boring. It’s there to brainwash you and make you a slave and be like satan.” Now as crazy as that may sound, that was the Romantics.

	I want to go into who influenced these guys to think that way is another movement called The Rationalists, led by Rene’ Decartes, Baruch Spinoza, and Gottfried Leibniz.

	      Let me define that for you. This is back in the 1600s moving forward. The Rationalists was basically the movement that said, “reason is the chief source and test of knowledge.” So, can I translate that for you? How do you discover truth? Not the Bible, it’s by man’s brain. I discover truth, not from the Bible, turn away from the Bible, it’s my brain. That’s the Rationalist Movement. 

	      Now at the same time, a competing one was going on and it was called The Empiricist.

	      The Empiricist basically says that knowledge comes from, not the Bible, not so much the brain, but from experience. So, do any of these things sound familiar? This is how our world operates. Not from the Bible, I’ll figure it out from head, and if it doesn’t make sense to me, I’ll reject it, and I’ll have to feel it first. It’s an experience, the same that’s going on today. These are the movements. These two that basically begin to say, don’t follow the Bible. You figure out the truth either from your brain or from your experience. Let’s take a look at the difference.

	Narrator: “So, starting with Rationalism. This is the idea that reason is the main source of all knowledge. True knowledge is not just discovered by empirical evidence or sensory experience, but in fact, can be discovered by the abilities of our rational minds. Intellect alone is able to understand and discover true knowledge. 

	On the opposite side we have Empiricism. Quite simply this is the theory that all knowledge must derive from sensory experience. The only way we can ever gain knowledge is through experience. All knowledge is a posteriori and solely relied upon the senses.”

	      Now notice that neither one of them said, what? Where do I discover truth from? Not the Bible. The Bible is not even a part of this equation. It used to be that way in Western civilization, but not anymore. Used to be that way in our country, but not anymore. And once you say truth is not relegated to my brain or my experience, it’s the beginning of the end of your downfall, as with Israel. Back to Jeroboam, what’d he say? “I will do it my way, according to my brain, I will do it how I want to experience this worship.” 

	      The same kind of mentality. It’s off the Scripture. The problem with that is, figuring out your brain, if you could figure out everything, of all truth of all time, and certainly God, who defines truth, then think about that. God would be no bigger than your brain. I don’t know about you, but I’m kind of hoping that God is bigger than our brain. Well, He is. He’s the one that gave us our brains. The other thing that is going on there. Sometimes God’s Word is true whether or not it gives you goosebumps or if it feels right. Whether you like it or not. 

	      Whether it agrees with your experience, or it’s supernatural. So, either one of those is completely out of bounds. And once you start getting into that you start to get into dangerous territory. From there you go from the Rationalist, truth by your brain, to the Empiricist, man discovers truth with your experiences, then came this lie. All dealing in the same time frame, it all kind of flooded together. 

	The lie of Evolution. Now when evolution came along, people were already veering off the from Bible, thinking that truth was by my brain, or my experience and it further got people to doubt the Bible as trustworthy and true. If you can’t even trust Genesis 1, the creation account, why should I trust the rest of it and it further pushed people into the other two arenas. They figured truth now, not by the Bible, that’s just an old, antiquated book full of mythologies, I’ve got to do it by my brain or experiences. A lot of people believe that this evolutionary mindset began with Charles Darwin. No, it didn’t. He was influenced by several different people including his granddad. This is Erasmus Darwin, who ate too many porkchops, he was an English physician, natural philosopher, and one of the key thinkers. How did he come up with his baloney? Because he first was a part of this Age of Enlightenment, the Rationalists, the Empiricist, and get away from the Bible. His ideas included believing that everything revolved around human happiness. It’s all about me. And the pursuit of knowledge is obtained by reason and the senses. 

	      So, again, Darwin’s granddad, who influenced said, “The Bible, no good anymore, I will discover what is pleasing to me, by my brain, and my experience.” Again, does this sound familiar? This is how most people operate, including in the church, unfortunately. So, you are seeing him combining the two. He’s not just a rationalist, he’s not just an empiricist, he's both. 

	[image: Image][image: Image]            That’s the first guy that influenced Charles Darwin, the second one is this guy, Charles Lyle. Charles Lyle is responsible for the idea that you can’t trust the first page of the Bible. When the Bible says, “And the first day, and the first day, and the first day”, there’s a literal six-day creation. This guy says, “Nope, can’t trust the Bible,” and he is responsible for the millions and trillions of years, saying, “It’s really what’s going on between Genesis 1:1 and 1:2. There is this giant gap, and you have to squeeze evolution in.” No, evolution is a lie. I don’t need to defend that, but that’s this guy and he had a huge influence on Charles Darwin. He wrote what’s called, “The Principles of Geology” espousing the earth can’t be young. The universe can’t be what the Bible says about being six thousand years old, roughly. “That’s crazy, that doesn’t work with my brain.” I don’t care what your brain says. God’s the one that made this place, I think He knows how old it is. 

	      Charles Darwin wrote about this guy who influenced him, and his origin of species. And then came this guy who further propagated this idea that the earth just cannot be young, James Hutton. He is often referred to as the father of modern geology.  He says, “The reason why we see the earth in the shape it’s in, it’s over long periods of ages and time. For instance, when you see the layers in the dirt, it’s a slow process over millions of years, this layer was formed. Then another million years, another layer is formed, and that’s why we have the stratification.” 

	      That is what’s called uniformitarianism over a long period of time. What they forget is the Biblical theory, which is true by the way, which is called catastrophism. We don’t need to explain the shape the earth is in over millions of years, over slow processes of uniform layering. It’s called “one catastrophe” could rearrange the real estate really quick. And guess what? It rhymes with the flood. The flood is why we have the layering that we have. The flood covered the whole earth, for over a year, read the Scripture, it didn’t just rain for 40 days and 40 nights. Noah was in that boat with his family and animals for over a year. So, imagine the whole earth being flooded, what would happen to the dirt? Eventually it would settle.

	[image: Image]            Have you ever taken a jar of dirt and you put it with water and shake it up, what does the dirt actually do? It settles in layers by density. That’s why we have layers. It didn’t take millions and millions of years. And by the way, evolution says there are millions of years of nifty flat layers. They’re not flat. Drive around Vegas, have you ever seen them? And the rock, last time I checked, when you try to bend rock, it snaps. So, how did you get that? Well, it wasn’t rock in the beginning, it hardened into rock, but it was soft mud and as the Bible says, after the flood, and God drained the earth, the valleys sank down and the mountains arose, that explains it. Case closed. So, it was James Hutton who further influenced Charles Darwin.

	Then here comes Charles Darwin, finally. Who worked on these ideas, because you can’t trust the Bible, you know. With this intellectual movement, and he had all this negative influence. So, he puts it together in his “Origin of Species” and it didn’t take very long before he turned himself into a monkey of the devil. Because what is happening here, it’s like the perfect storm, if you will, to sway people, and tell me if satan wasn’t behind this. He’s a liar and the father of all lies. This is a pack of lies that you define, truth by your brain, or your experience, or God isn’t real. Or you can’t trust the Bible of the Genesis account, that’s all from satan.

	      So, with people already getting off the scripture, saying truth comes by my brain, my experience, and combining the two, here comes Charles Darwin to put the nail in the coffin as to why you’d be stupid to trust in the Bible. So you see how dangerous this is? 

	      I said all that to get to this. That’s not a good time. It’s like the perfect three-way punch, not good, man’s off the Scripture, it can’t go well. Did it go well with the northern tribes of Israel when they went off scripture? Guess what? God’s consistent, He’s the same yesterday, today, and forever. All His words for when you deviate, it’s not going to go well. So, man’s off base. God tells us in the Scripture that you can sit there and say He’s not real, but He gives evidence that He is real, and deep down inside, people really know He’s real. Did you ever hear the old phrase, there’s no atheists in foxholes. You get on the deathbed, you get in the hospital, your life’s on the line, all that intellectual experienced truth, goes right out the window. People know and hear it and the reason why is because if you read the Bible, God put that in our hearts.

	Ecclesiastes 3:11: “He has made everything beautiful in its time. He has also set eternity in the hearts of men; yet they cannot fathom what God has done from beginning to end.”

	 

	      So, this is why you have this innate knowledge. Why is it that every culture on the planet has an innate knowledge of God? Because He put it in there so that we would hopefully seek Him out. And this is why Paul says later, you ain’t got no excuse. “I studied evolution and I didn’t think you were real, I used my brain or my experience.” You don’t have an excuse because the brain I gave you told you something different. And that’s what Paul says. 

	Romans 1:19-20: “Since what may be known about God is plain to them, because God has made it plain to them. For since the creation of the world God’s invisible qualitites – His eternal power and divine nature – have been clearly seen, being understood from what has been made, so that men are without excuse.”

	      You’re not going to stand before God and say, “I just believed in evolution, that’s what I was taught in school or I just doubted you with my brain, but, hey, it’s not my fault, you can’t send me to hell, because I didn’t know.”  In the line of creation, the first evidence is the design. You see, designing something implies what? Aren’t you glad that the vehicle that you drive was a process of millions and billions of sticks, rocks and erosions, and don’t forget exfoliation, and the expansion of those rocks. They blew one day into that perfectly formed vehicle that you happen to be driving. We wish it came that way because it’d be a lot cheaper.

	      No, it’s designed by a designer, that’s common sense. Just our bodies have 50 trillion cells, which all have to be there, all perfectly formed and functioning, and with all with our organs, perfectly functioning. How well do you exist with half a heart? How about one-third of one lung? It rhymes with dead. Last time I checked, dead people have no babies. So, how do you procreate? It’s ridiculous! So, that’s why God says, “You have no excuse, I gave you the evidence of the design. Look at anything in the world, the stars, the trees, the bees, the fleas, you and me. You didn’t come from the goo, to the zoo, to me and you. Your brain that I gave you, tells you that. You’ve got no excuse.”

	 

	      Then there’s other arguments that God gives, the argument of morals. Here’s my point, I don’t care if you say I’ve been influenced by these guys that say truth comes from your brain, or your experience or the lie of evolution, you know there’s a God deep down inside. I said all that to get to this; at the same time this was happening in this period of history, that man said nope, I’m going to get off the Bible and discover the truth of my brain, and truth by experience. Then I’m going to combine the two and then here comes evolution. That gets you really to doubt God’s word, but there is still enough innate knowledge of mankind to say, there’s got to be more to life than this. 

	      I know that’s what they’re telling me, I came from an ape instead of Adam, but there’s got to be more. That gave rise to Spiritualism. Even though satan tried his best to get people completely off the Bible, by following truth of the brain, and experience and doubting God’s word. But people still have this innate knowledge from God. Now the problem is that satan steps in again and gets people to go into spiritual things, but they are doing so apart from the Bible. Do you think it’s going to work out well? No, in fact, in the Bible God tells you, “Don’t mess with this.” But this is where people are now, and this is how it began to play out with this spiritualism. Basically, people were trying to understand truth. Maybe they felt that it was bigger than your brain, more than your experience, they weren’t sure they believed this thing, goo to zoo to me and you. There’s got to be more to life, and unfortunately they began to understand the spirit world. But that was apart from the only Book, the Bible, that tells you the truth about that place and that plane of existence. That was their downfall.

	      Now, let’s define spiritualism. Again we are talking about the 17-1800s especially. One guy says this: 

	 

	“The hit television shows, ‘Ghost Hunters’, ‘Beyond’, and ‘Crossing Over’ provide good examples of this. Through the stories of these and other shows, the world is confronted with tales of contact with the spirit world, some heartwarming and some horrific. Those who participate in these kinds of practices do not always understand or fully appreciate the considerable spiritual risks they are taking.”

	      In other words, it’s dangerous because you’re trying to understand the spirit world apart from God! God says, don’t mess with this stuff because it is opening the demonic realm. This is not a game. You don’t flirt with any of this stuff. 

	“It became a pseudo-religious system which believes that a soul survives after the death of the physical body and these disembodied spirits are both willing and able to communicate with living persons.” 

	WHICH IS WHAT GOD FORBIDS

	Deuteronomy 18, and this is everywhere, including Hollywood, and is what these shows try to make you believe. It’s not Aunt Vera, Abraham Lincoln, or Cleopatra speaking from the world beyond. What does the Bible say? When you die, if you are a Christian, you go straight to Heaven and you don’t come back. Anybody glad you ain’t coming back? Or, if you die apart from Christ, you go straight to hell, there is no crossing over. There’s no coming back. As we dealt with in great detail in our Witchcraft study, it’s called a familiar spirit. That’s the code word for a demon impersonating that loved one. The Bible is very clear, you’re in Heaven, so shall it always be, you’re in hell, unfortunately, so shall it always be. But that’s what these people believe. That these spirits are dead people, and we can contact them. 

	“Spiritualists believe in a God – whom they refer to as ‘infinite Intelligence.’”

	Or, you may have heard, a higher power. 

	“Unlike Christians however, spiritualists do not believe that death marks the final point of judgment for a spirit.”

	Yet Hebrews 9:27 says, “It is appointed man once to die then comes judgment.”

	“But souls they say have the capacity to learn, grow, and evolve after death to progressively higher planes of knowledge and perfection.”

	      So, now they take evolution, the influence of that, they rejected God’s word, they are trying to understand the spirit world, but they combine it with evolution that these spirits can evolve after death. It’s kind of like a quasi-version of reincarnation. Which is not true. As you have seen in the movies, once they prove that they can be a good person, then they can get to Heaven, or once they settle that problem that they had with that loved one, then they can be free, and they can go to bliss. That’s spiritualism. It’s all demonic, it’s all a lie, and it’s out there deceiving people. 

	“Spiritualists do not believe that Jesus’ death paid the penalty for sin and that salvation comes by grace through faith in Christ, but rather souls gradually progress after death through a series of steps toward a state of spiritual perfection. It is, therefore, a works-based route to ‘salvation’ after death.”

	      Which is very dangerous for people who say, if I die now at least I can get a second chance the next time around. There is no second time around. This is it! Read the scripture, but that’s the problem, people aren’t.

	“Spiritualism began its heyday during the 1840s and at the turn of the century in North America and Western Europe. During these periods of wars and upheaval, people sought comfort by contact with the departed loved ones.”

	[image: Image]We are going to get into more detail in the next few chapters about these people in greater detail, but I want to give you some highlights of how that movement started, what influenced it, and then how it began to permeate on up to today and unfortunately, we’re going to see the church. So, basically this was a movement where they’re seeking truth, outside the bible. Forget the brain thing, forget the experience, they are going straight to the spirit world. Part of what got people into this, it was during this time in the 1800s and the early 1900s that we had the Civil War, we had World War One and there were millions of people with loved ones that had died. So, here comes a way that you can contact them. It was another way that seduced people to go along with this. By that time evolution was making bigger head roads, got people to doubt God’s word and to figure everything out with your brain and your experience. 

	[image: Spiritualism]      In the United States in the mid-1800s came these ladies, Margaret and Kate Fox. They really pushed spiritualism, big time. This was in Hydesville, NY. They made the first astonishing quote announcement that they had contacted a spirit of a murdered peddler in their home. The peddler communicated with them by knocking on a table or wall. So, now it was said they could talk to dead people. People wanted to talk to their loved ones that had died in the Civil War and World War One. So, they started having seances. This especially flourished among the upper class and wealthy America. Then others began to tour the country, like Paschal Beverly Randolph and Cora Scott.  

	       They toured the country giving lectures and demonstrations. And then at the same time another guy appears on the scene, Franz Mesmer.

	 

	[image: Franz Mesmer | Turtledove | Fandom]Look how happy he is. You just don’t want to mess with this spirit world. Franz Mesmer is where we get the word mesmerized, mesmerism. He was into the spirit world. He taught that this is how we can manipulate and provide healing and things of that nature. Of which we will see he was an influence on the charismatic community with their so-called healing aspects as well. Eventually, believe it or not, you get people who are devotees. This wasn’t just somebody that was dabbling, this has now become their life. 

	 

	[image: Image]With people such as Mary Todd Lincoln, Abraham Lincoln’s wife. She was huge into this. We will get into this a little later. But it’s a good thing that basically seeking the demon world for contact and communication, which again God forbids, in the scripture because it’s demonic, it’s a good thing it only happened with her, politically, in office. We will do a study not only on Nancy Reagan, because it’s not just the Democrats, the Republicans got into it too. Hillary Clinton, we’re going to hit that baby again. Remember her in the White House. It’s still in print. She had seances trying to conjure up spirits so she could get advice from Eleanor Roosevelt and Gandhi. People just laugh about that. So, this aspect never really left politics. We will probably have a whole chapter just on that. 

	      Then it started to get popular in the literary world. This guy Sir Arthur Conan Doyle, does his name sound familiar? A lot of books and movies were made of that, Sherlock Holmes Mysteries. At this time, he was heavy duty into this, so he was influenced by the occult.

	[image: Image][image:  Books, Biography, Blog, Audiobooks, Kindle - Amazon]And then certain people began to rise up and expose the phonies. One of them was this guy. You may have heard of him. He wasn’t just a magician; he exposed these phonies. Harry Houdini. We will talk about him more in the next chapters. But Harry Houdini also began to expose the fakery, a lot of them were just that somebody was in the back behind the curtain. “Hey, do you hear the table knock?” So, there was a lot of chicanery that still goes on today including some of the churches. “Hey, that’s the spirit of God.” No, it’s not. Remember that one church where they said, “Oh, it’s gold dust falling on the congregation.” Remember that lady who admitted on tape that her job was to put the fine gold dust, she had bought at Hobby Lobby, into the air conditioning system.

	      That lady exposed it for modern day, but Harry Houdini did that back in his day. Now it’s not always fake. Sometimes they are contacting spirits, but the Bible is clear, what are they? Demons. So, Harry Houdini was kind of early with exposing all that. 

	 

	“Spiritualism attracted many followers who were unhappy with the established churches and sought reform.”

	[image: Women's International Terrorist Conspiracy from Hell – Racines et Branches]            Also, many of the early Abolitionists and women’s rights advocates were spiritualists because they too have a demonic influence. The feminists really like the spiritual movement because in these seances and meetings, women were prominent figures and they could have a voice, a leadership position, in a male dominated society. As we saw in our witchcraft study all the early founders of feminism were into witchcraft. We exposed that in a whole study and that’s not surprising. 

	 

	[image: The Emergence of Quakerism]            Also, another movement was the radical quakers. That’s the early form of some of the charismania that’s going on today. They said, “Let’s not do it God’s way. What does the scripture say, when we gather as Christians, we are taught the Word, pastor teaches the Word, to equip the saints to go out there, become disciples and go out and do sharing of the Word of God. And when we gather, we sing songs that are honoring and glorifying to God. We take care of each other with the gifts He has given us and we’re a big family. 

	      The Quakers say, “Oh no, I’m going to do it by an unprogrammed worship as the spirit leads me.” Sound familiar? That’s the mindset of a lot of people, it’s off the scripture, just like Israel, you’re headed for a downfall sooner or later. The Quakers really got into this, but if you slap Christianese on it, it makes it okay. No, but that’s the tactics that are done and dare I say, there’s a lot of it going on today.

	      If you look at most church services today, that are considered the most popular, if you go there, it’s repetitive music, and you keep doing music, until what? An experience takes place and it’s supposed to be the Spirit of God. I don’t think it is at all. But that’s it, there’s no real study at all. Let’s open up the Bible and study the whole council of God’s Word. None of that! It’s the same mindset that’s going on today. 

	      Now what does God say about spiritualism. Is this something we should mess with? Contacting supposed dead loved ones. Let’s take a look at that.

	“The Bible strongly condemns spiritism, mediums, and the occult. Psychics, horoscopes, tarot cards, astrology, fortune tellers, palm readings and seances, fall into this category as well. These practices are based on the concept that there are gods, spirits, or deceased loved ones that can give advice and guide us. These gods or spirits are demons. The Bible gives us no reason to believe that deceased loved ones can contact us. If they were believers, they are in Heaven enjoying the most wonderful place imaginable in fellowship with a loving God. If they were not believers, they are in hell, suffering unending torment for rejecting God’s love and rebelling against Him. 

	So, if our loved one cannot contact us, how did the medium, spiritus, and psychics get such accurate information? There have been many exposures of psychics as frauds. It has been proven that psychics can gain immense amounts of information on someone through various ordinary means. Sometimes by just using a telephone number through caller ID or an internet search. A psychic can get names, addresses, dates of birth, dates of marriage, family members, etc. However, it is undeniable that psychics sometimes know things that should be impossible for them to know. Where could they get this information? The answer is from satan and his demons. 

	‘And no wonder, for satan himself masquerades as an angel of light. It is not surprising, then, if his servants masquerade as servants of righteousness. Their end will be what their actions deserve.’ Acts also describes a fortune teller that was able to predict the future until the Apostle Paul rebuked a demon out of her. Satan pretends to be kind and helpful. He tries to appear as something good. Satan and his demons will give a psychic information about a person in order to get that person hooked into spiritism, something that God forbids. 

	It appears innocent at first, but soon people can find themselves addicted to psychics and unwittingly allow satan to control and destroy their lives. Peter proclaimed ‘Be self-controlled and alert. Your enemy the devil prowls around like a roaring lion looking for someone to devour.’ In some cases, the psychics themselves are deceived, not knowing the true source of the information they receive. Whatever the case and wherever the source of the information, nothing connected to spiritism, witchcraft, or astrology is a godly means of discovering information. How does God want us to discern His will for our life? God’s plan is simple, yet powerful and effective: study the Bible (II Timothy 3:16-17) and pray for wisdom (James 1:5).”

	      What a concept. Apparently, that’s too simple nowadays. Now I have to figure it out with just my brain or my experience because we all know it’s not true, but you know, there’s something inside me that tells me there’s got to be more to life, so let me mess with the occult. If you read the Bible, it says, “Don’t you dare!” It’s going to lead you straight to opening up doors with demons. God never blesses this. He only warns about it. 

	      Many spiritualists maintain that they have their own personal spirit guides, from whom they receive all kinds of information and direction for their lives. For spiritualists, the Bible is NOT the primary source of truth and knowledge about the afterlife and God. The Bible, in fact, contains many stern warnings against Spiritualism: Leviticus 19:31; 20:6 and Deuteronomy 18:9-13. The first king of Israel, King Saul, broke God’s commandment not to engage in spiritualism and ultimately lost his kingdom because of it, I Samuel 15:23; I Chronicles 10:14. When the apostles encountered people who had powers of divination from contact with spirits, they cast them spirits out as demons. Acts 16:16-18. Many spiritual references point out a chief reason that Christians should not seek contact or counsel with spirits, namely, that the spirits contacted are demonic and may give unreliable and deceptive information, I John 4:1.

	      It is highly likely that many contacts with the dead through spiritualism are simply faked. Other so-called encounters with departed loved ones through the use of Ouija boards, mediums, and seances are actually encounters with demons who intentionally deliver false information. One common lie that many people receive through supernatural contact is that there is no hell and no final judgment by God. But Hebrews 9:27 expressly states, “it is appointed for man to die once, and after that comes judgment.” Death is inevitable, and so is judgment. Sin brings about that judgment, and all persons are guilty, Romans 3:23.

	      The only way for a person to escape judgment is to receive an unmerited pardon from God by acknowledgment of sin, acceptance that Jesus died for that sin, John 3:16; Romans 3:24. The Bible clearly reveals that those who die apart from Christ will suffer an eternity in hell, Matthew 25:41. Believing in false teachings derived from “spirit guides” will lead many persons away from the sound doctrine of the Bible, which is the intent of satan I Peter 5:8, I Timothy 4:1.

	 

	II Timothy 4:3-4: “For the time will come when men will not put up with sound doctrine. Instead, to suit their own desires, they will gather around them a great number of teachers to say what their itching ears want to hear. They will turn their ears away from the truth and turn aside to myths.” 

	      Also, those who dabble in spiritualism engage in activities that seem innocuous but actually open the door for demonic contact, harassment and even demon possession. Many followers of spiritualism have been traumatized and harmed psychologically, if not physically, by contacts with demons that began with seances, Ouija boards, psychic consultations, Reiki healing, and encounters with mediums.

	      And Paul, with the so-called fortune teller, he cast out the spirit of a demon, so this is all demonic. God will never bless that and unfortunately that’s what is going on today. There began to be another merger, which is a super, super bad combo and that rhymes with secular psychology. The premise or definition of secular psychology is: “The study of mental process and behavior.” The whole movement of secular psychology, and this is the same time frame that all this is going down, they come up with secular psychology and basically, “I’m going to use man’s brain and man’s experience to decide the truth about man’s brain and man’s experience.” That’s called circular reasoning. How do you think that’s going to work out for you? Only God tells us the truth in His Word about man’s brains and man’s experience. Why? Because He’s the one who made us. 

	      Now, it isn’t just that secular psychology says, “I’m going to help people to learn the truth about man’s brain and man’s experience, but these guys, and typically people don’t realize this, they combine this with the third one, spiritualism. So, these guys basically started this movement to help people, and it’s all throughout the church. If somebody needs counseling, where do they go? Psychologists, not the Bible. The whole movement started with guys who said, “Don’t follow the Bible.”

	      Freud was a big proponent of Evolution. He thought the idea of God was a myth made up by our forefathers to cope with life. So, he was an atheist. They basically said, forget the Bible, if you need counsel, let these men use men’s brain and men’s experience and the occult to improve your brain and your experience. Do you think it is going to help? No! Oh, come on, they weren’t really in the occult. Yes! On a massive scale. We dealt with this before. Freud admitted that if he had to do it all over again, he would go down the occult 100 percent. In my opinion, Freud, at best, was insane, and/or he was possessed. This guy was one of the biggest drug addicts on the planet. He was a sexual pervert, and I’m supposed to listen to him for family advice. Over the Bible? I don’t think so.

	 

	Narrator: “Sigmund Freud abused drugs, and when we say that what we really mean is that Freud really, really, really liked cocaine. Freud loved cocaine so much that he discussed it openly with his fiancée and performed experiments centered on cocaine with himself as the subject. While that may be the greatest excuse for drug use ever, he also wrote several papers on the wonders of the drug, touting its use in all sorts of things including anesthesia. However, he did enjoy the high that the drug gave him and definitely used it for more than just medicinal reasons.

	Freud had a bit of a problem with the ladies, which is a bit of an understatement. A better question would probably be what problem he didn’t have with women. Freud believed that women’s problems stemmed essentially from the fact that they didn’t have a male sex organ. And he felt that women didn’t have a good sense of justice. He also considered women to be weak socially, to have a jealous nature and to be exceedingly vain. Freud also believed women to be the problem in society. 

	Freud had a collection of very strange theories many of which are discredited today. His main belief was that young children, even infants, had unconscious sexual feelings. Many people may not realize that Freud had a very long-running battle with cancer. This was mostly due to his habit of constantly smoking cigars, which led to mouth cancer later in life. At one point Freud managed to actually quit for over a year but eventually went back to the habit again full time. He has been quoted as saying that cigars were essential to his life and believed that they improved his work.

	According to some, he smoked as many as 20 cigars in a typical day and had to go through 34 operations until eventually succumbing to cancer.”

	 

	And I’m going to listen to him for counsel? That guy was messed up.

	“This guy wrote letters that revealed that ‘he regarded his clients as suckers, he compared himself to a lion in a cartoon that saw. The lion is checking his watch at feeding time and asks, where are my negroes?’ He called his clients negroes. Turning down an invitation to travel, Freud wrote, ‘A wealthy woman, one of his clients, might actually get well during my absence.’ He also said, ‘My mood depends very much on my earnings, money is a laughing gas for me.’ The talking cure psychoanalysis was a scam. He said, ‘For a fee, rich people received absolution for their guilty pleasures and permission to proceed.’

	Freud had an affair with his wife’s sister, a lady named Minna Bernays, who got pregnant. His psychiatric theories about incest and sex were attempts to exonerate himself. Some critics have suggested that most of Freud’s psychoanalytical theory was a byproduct of his cocaine use. But it wasn’t just drug use that inspired him, it was the occult. Regarding the occult, Freud wrote, “If I were at the beginning rather than at the end of a scientific career, I might possibly choose just this field of research, in spite of all difficulties.”

	“What is not as widely recognized is Freud’s great interest in the occult. A man who was a member of the elite in many respects, was not just a dabbler, but was completely immersed in the subject. Freud was fascinated by ancient civilization. His collection of artifacts and relics was quite extensive, and later in his life, he refused to travel without his collection. These items are said to have included ‘more than 2,000 statues, vases, reliefs, busts, fragments of papyrus, rings, precious stones and prints. He also has neolithic tools, delicate Sumerian seals, a great goddess of the middle bronze age, Egyptian mummy bandages inscribed with magical spells and stained with embalming ointment, superb Hellenistic statues, images of the sphinx, erotic Roman charms, luxurious Persian carpets and Chinese jade lions no bigger than a baby’s fist.’

	Components of Freud’s theory about dream interpretation are derived from his occult research. He spent considerable effort investigating the phenomena of mental telepathy and thought transference. He was also a practitioner of the Tarot, connecting Tarot and psychology, and Freud’s interest in esoteric subjects was seemingly passionate and it informed his professional work. ‘It is wrong to regard Freud as a rationalist who rejected the occult outright; Freud listened to the arguments in favor of the occult, and he believed in the occult. It should be remembered that Freud’s theory of life is mystical rather than materialistic. Freud was a thinker willing to go beyond the visible world and enter the realm of the invisible and the mysterious.’ He stated that this type of belief was an attempt to regain by supernatural means ‘the lost appeal of life on this earth.’” 

	      I’m going to listen to him, a guy who was an atheist who mocked the scripture, denied God’s existence, mocked you and I for believing in God, but he was addicted to cocaine and nicotine, and he was opening himself up and traveled with occult items, over the Bible? I understand the world doing that because they don’t know Christ, they don’t know better. But for people in the church saying, “I need help, I am having some challenges with my thinking or my experience, my behavior,” well, I’m sorry we’re not able to help you as Christians, you need to go to one of these guys. The church has been brainwashed.

	[image: Image]            Now there is another guy that took it even further. I have no problem saying that this guy wasn’t just whacked he was demon possessed. That’s Carl Jung. He took it to a whole different level. He admitted, as we saw before, that where he got his ideas was directly from the spirit world, of course, he didn’t call them demons. The Bible does, familiar spirits. He called them archetypes; he even gave them different names. He said, “This is where I get my idea’s from.” From demons, and he admitted it. But let’s take it even further. This idea of Jung is nothing new. He was involved in the occult from a young age, and he never stopped. This is from his own writings, talking about what he did every Saturday night. It rhymes with going to seances. “Carl Jung was involved and experienced many paranormal activities which focused on the occult. Many of which were caused by the use of séance. In his book, ‘Memories, Dreams and Reflections’ an account is made of paranormal experiences occurring during his student years around about the time of 1895. During the summer holidays, in his late teenage years, something happened that was destined to influence him profoundly causing it to play a heavy influence on his future work, which he is well known for today. As I quote from the book, ‘One day I was sitting in my room studying my textbooks. In the adjoining room, the door which stood ajar, my mother was knitting. That was our dining room. Where the round walnut dining table stood. The table had come from the dowry of my paternal grandmother, it was at this time about 70 years old. My mother was sitting by the window about a yard away from the table. My sister was at school and the maid was in the kitchen. 

	 

	Suddenly there sounded a report like a pistol shot. I jumped up and rushed into the room from which the noise of the explosion came from. My mother was sitting and flabbergasted in her armchair. The knitting falling from her hands. She stammered up saying what’s happened. It was right beside me and I stared at the table, following with my eyes I saw what had happened. The tabletop had split from the rim to beyond the center and not along any joint. The split ran right through the solid wood. I was thunderstruck. How could such a thing happen? A table of solid walnut that had dried out for 70 years, how could it split on a summer day in the relatively high degree humidity, characteristic of our climate. If it had stood next to a heated stove, on a cold dry winter day, then it might have been conceivable. What in the world could have caused such an explosion? There certainly are curious accidents, I thought. My mother nodded darkly. Some two weeks later I came home at six o’clock in the evening and found the household, my mother, my 14-year-old sister, and the maid in a great state of agitation. About an hour earlier there had been another deafening report.

	This time it was not the already damaged table. The noise had come from the direction of the sideboard, a heavy piece of furniture that came from the early 19th century. They had already looked all over but had found no trace of a split. I immediately began examining the sideboard and the entire surrounding area, but just fruitlessly. Then I began on the interior of the sideboard in the cupboard containing the breadbasket and beside it, the bread knife. The greater part of the blade had snapped off in several pieces. The handle lay in one corner of the rectangular basket and in each of the other corners lay a piece of the blade. The knife had been used shortly before at four o’clock tea and afterward put away. And since then, no one had gone to the sideboard. 

	The next day I took the shattered knife to one of the best cutlers in town. He examined the fractures with a magnifying glass and shook his head. ‘This knife is perfectly sound. There is no fault in the steel.’ So, what was it? A few weeks later I heard of certain relatives who had been engaged for some time in table turning and also had a medium, a young girl of 15 and a half. The group been thinking of me having to meet the medium who produced some amuletic state and spiritualistic phenomena. When I heard this, I immediately thought of the strange manifestations in our house, and I conjectured that they be somehow connected with this medium. I therefore began attending the regular seances with my relatives that were held every Saturday evening.’”

	      I’m going to listen to him. He didn’t stop, he was all over the place, seeking truth about man’s brain, man’s experience, mental illness, and your aberrant behavior, from the occult. He was also into Hinduism, Buddhism, Gnosticism, Taoism, kind of a one-worldly religion, grabbing a little bit of everything. So, he’s getting information from all over the place. He was also a Pantheist, that all is God. Which is what you are going to get when you study those other false religions. He also recommended, with all this truth he was putting together, from these sources, as a cure for alcoholism. 

	      He had an indirect role in establishing this outfit, called Alcoholics Anonymous and their 12-step program. Which is not Christian and is not Christian based. It has a psychological backdrop from Jung and involves the human ego and the conscious and unconscious mind. The 12-steps, by definition, program is a program of “self-improvement.” Is that how we get out of sin and drug use? No, if you try that you’re doomed. The freedom comes from Jesus Christ. They say, well, they talk about God. That’s the problem, it’s generic. It’s not Jesus Christ, the only way to Heaven, the only way you can get delivered. And “It’s unspecified by God.” So, basically you can fill in the blanks if you want. You can be God; the chair can be God. Is that Biblical? Is that how we define God? Of course not, and at the same time they accommodate agnostic, atheist, and non-theist members as well. So, I’m going to that for deliverance of drug use, above the scripture. 

	      Jung not only had a heavy interest in the paranormal and the occult for decades, but he also attended seances and witnessed parapsychic phenomena. He addressed homosexuality in his published writing, in one comment specifying that homosexuality should not be a concern of legal authorities nor be considered a crime. 

	      Jung had been involved in psychedelic research in the 1950s, where subjects were administered psychedelic compounds to have “religious experiences.” “This research has led to a re-evaluation of Jung’s work.” “Jung was a pioneer in this ‘domain’ that was alien to Western modes of thought but are central to various indigenous cultures who use psychedelics during rituals to alter consciousness.’

	      Remember Timothy Leary, Mr. LSD. It isn’t just taking a trip, that was a movement that led to the 60s movement, flower-power and all that stuff. You seek truth through a spiritual experience via drugs and typically psychotropic drugs that are still used to this day in the occult by shamans and witch doctors, like mescaline and peyote. You’re going to have a spiritual experience but it ain’t from God. So, this opened up new doors for him by pushing drugs to supposedly help people. Then he wrote this thing, called the “Red Book.” In it he quotes,

	“His visions in this Red Book were compared to the paintings of visions by Peruvian shaman. The same thing he saw when he was involved in taking psychedelic drugs as they, shaman and witch doctors saw, i.e., that were demonic. He saw the same things. Now, what’s interesting is a lot of people saw that book while he was alive. He had it in his office, but only a very few individuals who were personally trusted by Jung had an opportunity to read it. After Jung’s death in 1961, Jung’s heirs held the book as a private legacy, and refused access to it by scholars or other interested parties. After many years of careful deliberations, the estate of Carl Jung finally decided in 2000 to allow publication of the work.” 

	      One researcher who read it said, “My interpretation? It was so crazy that even Jung didn’t think it should see the light of day.” 

	      Again, are these the guys that we need to listen to for our troubles when we have counseling needs? Not the Bible, these guys. He shares such wonderful, healing, freeing truths in this Red Book and he shares this. You are going to be so impacted, so incredibly healed of your mental illness. 

	“I heard a bird-girl announce, ‘Only in the first hour of the night can I become human, while the male dove is busy with the twelve dead.’”

	I’M FREE! I’M FREE! I’M COMPLETE IN LIFE!

	Thank you, demon-possessed guy. Isn’t this nuts. But that’s only the tip of the iceberg. Here is another quote. This will change your life. 

	“The moon is dead. Your souls went to the moon, to the preserver of souls. Thus, the soul moved toward death. I went into the inner death and saw that outer dying is better than inner death.” 

	      Do you feel better now? Isn’t that way better than the Bible? Here’s one more.

	 “To the extent that the Christianity of this time lacks madness, it lacks divine life. Take note of what the ancients taught us in images, madness is divine.”

	      No, you’re mad dude and you rejected the divine. You’re flat out into the occult, you’re listening to demons. The guy that reviewed this book also said.

	“Even the physical act of reading the Red Book is daunting. It is not a bedside paperback, measuring 18 inches by 12 inches and tipping the scale at around 10 pounds. The first half of the book included a largely unreadable German-Latin-Greek calligraphy. The second portion of the book, if you can tear your eyes from multilimbed dragons devouring things or goat-like humans staring your face off, contains the translation and various introductions and analyses by Jung. It is like reading a giant textbook, only, you know, insane. There is a rhythm and cadence to his writing that is mesmerizing, but the content is so hard to decipher or interpret that I come to the line: ‘You will consider yourself mad, and in a certain sense you will in fact be mad,’ and, for the moment at least, I find that hard to argue. As I am skimming through this, I am wondering about psychotropic gas leaks in his study, or an unruly personal chef mixing in peyote with his evening meal. When Jung says, ‘Create your own Red Book’ what he means is, value what comes out of your inner world and treat it with respect, dignity and objectivity. And if you do that, your life will be different.”

	      Here’s the point, I’m going to listen to that, his so-called advice over the Bible. He’s come full circle and he ends up being connected with demons, goats, and what he draws pictures of. The northern tribes of Israel veered off and said, “Nope!” It’s the same pattern. God’s Word is consistent. If you veer off the Bible and do things your own way by your own experience and you get started in the occult, it’s going to lead to a shipwreck every single time. These people are not helping people, they are pushing people further down a horrible life. 

	      So, now you have the Rationalist movement, truth is not from the Bible but from my brain, the Empiricist, truth is not from my Bible it’s from my experience, then you have Evolution, that got people to further doubt and shove them away from God. But then they knew enough that there had to be more than “from the zoo to me and you, so then they began to get into the occult. They were trying to understand the spirit world outside of the word of God. This is a bad triple combo. Then you saw Freud and Jung begin to combine them and then it began to be turned into a religion by Allan Kardec. We will delve into his story in the next chapter.
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	      As we have already seen 65% of those who profess to be Christians to not believe in a literal devil. I wonder who put that in their heads. So, do you think they would believe in demons? Absolutely not! Everything is just something physical, some sort of explained aberration. Sometimes, as Paul says in Ephesians 6, it’s not just a physical thing it’s spiritual in nature, and it really does exist. So, it isn’t just satan out there messing things up, they are messing things up and there’s a bunch more of them as well. But, praise God, He has Holy angels who stayed with him and didn’t rebel, and they greatly outnumber the fallen angels. 

	      But we wonder why things are so messed up and unfortunately, it’s partly because the church, not just the world, is not believing in spiritual warfare, demons, and satan. It’s partly because the church keeps its mouth shut on these issues, even though they’re all over the Scripture. Now it’s made easier for the occult to basically invade the church. Not just witches, not just Satanists, are now coming into the church dictating and controlling and even emulating the teachings of witchcraft and satanism. But so, it is with demons. Demons have now infiltrated the church and they feel very comfortable. And why is that? They don’t teach the Bible; they don’t sing songs about Jesus and mention His name. It’s all generic and that makes them feel comfortable. And why do they feel comfortable? Because there is only One name under Heaven that demons must cower, obey and flee and there is only one name under Heaven that people might be saved, it’s the name of Jesus Christ. So, who do think has got churches to neuter and not teach the word of God, they don’t even mention the name of Jesus Christ? It’s a demonic invasion. 

	      Unfortunately, this has led to this movement of spiritualism. They realized that there’s got to be a spirit world, there’s got to be more to life, and instead of going back to the scripture, they continue to deviate, off course. Now basically, they are trying to get the truth from beyond the grave. Obviously, it’s going to be demons that we are going to communicate with. But don’t call them demons, you just call them spirits or ghosts or deceased loved ones. All that is unbiblical, and that is what they have been doing still to this day. There are sitcoms, there are reality shows, and all the stuff being promoted today. You seek truth not from God, not from the Bible, but straight from the demons, with these occult methodologies.

	[image: Image]            In the 1600s, how did we get into this mess that we’re in, where people are actually listening to and worshiping demons? It began to be turned into a religion and that’s where we bring in this guy. Allan Kardec.

	He was basically responsible for getting it kick-started. The occult things that God says, don’t mess with, mediumship, spiritism, necromancy, he takes it and makes it into a religion in Europe. Before we get too deep into his story, let’s see what God says. He has some strong words for the people that do some particular sins. Would you say those sins are something that you should not do? Now notice what kinds of sins God has extremely serious words about.

	 

	Leviticus 20:1-7: “The Lord said to Moses, ‘Say to the Israelites: Any Israelite or any alien living in Israel who gives any of his children to Molech must be put to death.” 

	      Why? Because you are murdering your child. That doesn’t go on today, does it? It’s called abortion and that basically is the Old Testament equivalent. Molech, as we saw many times before, and if you want to go even deeper in that, get our eight-week “Abortion, the Mass Murder of Children” because that’s what’s going on. Molech was the false god, the idol, and behind every idol is a demon. He was hollow on the inside, and he had his arms held out in front of him. He’d be heated up from within, piping hot, and then they would throw their children alive into Molech’s arms for a better life. What is the modern equivalent of that, just as evil, just as wicked? Abortion! You are murdering your child, you’re taking them to a place to have your child murdered, so you can have a so-called better life. It's the same thing.

	Leviticus 20:1-7 cont.: The people of the community are to stone him. I will set my face against that man, and I will cut him off from his people, for by giving his children to Molech, he has defiled my sanctuary and profaned my holy name.” 

	      Not only the community that keeps their mouths shut about it, but this is why you and I need to speak up on these issues.

	Leviticus 20:1-7 cont.: If the people of the community close their eyes when that man gives one of these children to Molech and they fail to put him to death, I will set my face against that man and his family and will cut off from their people both him and all who follow him in prostituting themselves to Molech.”

	      Would you say it is bad to murder children? God does not tolerate it. You do that and you get the death penalty. That was the Old Testament standard. God didn’t like it then and he doesn’t like it today. We need to speak up about it as well.

	Leviticus 20:1-7 cont.: “I will set my face against the person who turns to mediums and spiritists to prostitute himself by following them, and I will cut him off from his people. Consecrate yourselves and be holy because I am the Lord your God.”’

	      They now have whole channels devoted to this, mediums and spiritists. I don’t watch it anymore but there is a channel called the Travel Channel. It used to be kind of interesting, kind of generic. They would travel all around the world. That’s cool, all the places you wish you could go but you’d probably never go. A neat concept, but now it’s all full of ghost hunters, ghost destination, ghost this, ghost that, what does that have to do with travel? It’s everywhere! 

	      Right up there with murdering a child, God is saying the exact same thing; anybody that would seek out a medium. Wouldn’t you say that is pretty serious? In a nutshell, this is what is behind this spiritual movement. They are seeking truth, not from God, not from the Bible, they are seeking it from the spirit world. You can call it spirit all you want, but it's demonic. Lest there be any doubt that that’s what God is talking about. Let’s begin to break down those words that we just read. 

	      Medium, in Hebrew, is “owb” which means, “A Necromancer, one who evokes the dead, the so-called ghost, or spirit of a dead one.” But again, is that really a person. No, it’s demonic. 

	      Spiritist in Hebrew is “yid-deh-o-nee” which means “A knower, a soothsayer, a necromancer, one who has a familiar spirit.” 

	      As we dealt with in our witchcraft study, when the Bible calls something a familiar spirit it’s a demon being an imposter of a familiar loved one. “That looked and sounded just like Uncle Earl.” Well, that wasn’t Uncle Earl, that was a familiar spirit, a demon impersonating him. So, this tells us that they are not just trying to evoke the dead, but it tells us who they are working with. It’s all demonic and that is why God says don’t mess with this stuff. When you mess with this stuff you are opening up spiritual realms, demonic realms that you don’t want to mess with. 

	      They are liars, just like satan. They will always deceive you and they will lead you away from the only source of truth, i.e., God, 100% of the time. They might throw in a little bit of truth to trick you into going that way to keep you from here, God, and the Bible. After God said not to do that He says, “I will set my face against you.” Literally, turn against. If you have the audacity to not turn to me for truth and you are literally listening to demons, here are His strong words for people who do that. Now, remember, Israel is supposed to be the people of God. The church is the bride of Christ. So, anybody that would do that, He says, you are playing the harlot. The KJV version says to go whoring. We don’t typically use that anymore because it stings, but that’s what’s going on. You’re selling yourself out like a prostitute. You’re acting like a spiritual whore to use the term. That’s some strong words from God.

	      How dare you sit there and say, you’re my child, you belong to me, and now in the New Testament reference, you’re a born-again Christian, you’re a bride of Christ but you go whoring after demons. Would you say that God has some strong words for people who claim to be His child and then get involved in this? He said He would turn His face against you. That’s one thing you don’t ever want God to do. Aren’t you glad we’re not under the old covenant anymore? I’m very appreciative! 

	      But satan just repackages it. “Come on, it’s not a demon, it’s just a soothsayer. It’s not a demon, it’s Uncle Earl. We’re not listening to demons, it’s just a spirit. No, it’s a demon. And that’s what they do. They try to tell you it’s a dead person who has come back to communicate with you, and it’s not. 

	 

	Pastor Nelson: “Is there such a thing as ghosts? The answer to this question depends on what precisely is meant by the term ghost. If the term means spirit beings, the answer is a qualified yes. If the term means spirits of people who have died, the answer is no. The bible makes it abundantly clear that there are spirit beings, both good and evil but the Bible negates the idea that the spirits of deceased human beings can remain on earth and haunt the living.” 

	Hebrews 9:27: “Man is destined to die once, and after that to face judgment.”

	Pastor Nelson: “That is what happens to a person’s soul/spirit after death. Judgment. The result of this judgment is Heaven for the believer, Philippians 1:23 and hell for the unbeliever, Matthew 25:46. There is no in-between. There is no possibility of remaining on earth, in spirit form, as ghosts. If there are such things as ghosts, according to the Bible, they absolutely cannot be dismembered spirits of deceased human beings. The Bible teaches very clearly that there are indeed spirit beings who can connect with and appear in our physical world. The Bible identifies these beings as angels and demons. Angels are spirit beings who are faithful in serving God. Angels are righteous, good, and holy. Demons are fallen angels, angels who rebelled against God. Demons are evil, deceptive, and destructive.

	According to II Corinthians 11:14-15, demons masquerade as angels of light and as servants of righteousness. Demons only seek to kill, steal, and destroy, John 10:10. They will do anything within their power to deceive people, to lead people away from God. This, very likely, is the explanation of ghostly activity today. Whether it’s called a ghost, a ghoul, or a poltergeist, if there is genuine evil spiritual activity occurring, it is the work of demons.

	What about instances in which ghosts act in positive ways? What about psychics who claim to summon the deceased and gain true and useful information from them? Again, it is crucial to remember that the goal of demons is to deceive. If the result is that people trust in a psychic instead of God, a demon will be more than willing to reveal true information. Even good and true information from a source with evil motives can be used to mislead, corrupt and destroy. Interest in the paranormal is becoming increasingly common. 

	There are individuals and businesses that claim to be ghost hunters who for a price will rid your home of ghosts. Psychics, seances, tarot cards, and mediums are increasingly considered normal. Human beings are innately aware of the spiritual world. Sadly, instead of speaking the truth about the spirit world, by communing with God and studying His word, many people allow themselves to be led astray by the spirit world. The demons surely laugh at the spiritual mass deception that exists in the world today.”

	      Yep, that’s exactly what’s going on. That’s why God says don’t mess with the stuff. They sprinkle a little bit of truth in there, just to bait you, and then hook you to eventually turn away from the Bible. They got you by the throat. Once again, this trend that man turned away from the Bible in the 1600s, where they were going to use man’s brain, man’s experience, they are going to combine it with spiritualism, because there’s got to be a spirit world out there, which it’s from the demon world. That is when Allan Kardec began to turn this spiritualism into a religion. Basically, he called it spiritism. So, it’s okay then. No, supplant this word spirit with what is really going on, it’s demonism. 

	      But that is what the enemy does, he repackages and re-labels. He called it spiritism and that’s basically, all the occult techniques, mediumship, spiritism, communicating with the dead, and necromancy. Using the occult, with all the techniques that come with it, he turns it into a religion. In fact, recently they came out with a movie on this guy, promoting his like this man was one of the greatest benefits of mankind. He basically took what God forbid and turned it into a wonderful religion for all of us, to set us free. Take a look at this trailer.

	 

	Speaker to the crowd: “All over Paris, people everywhere are going mad over this table phenomenon.” (Applause)

	Allan Kardec: “In this darkened world, that alone could explain this belief in otherworldly spirits. Let’s put an end to this farce.”

	Lady at the table during a seance: “They’re here. They’re all around us.”

	Woman talking to Allan Kardec: “I can’t help the dead voices. I can feel and talk to it.”

	Allan Kardec: “Well, to do that I need a method, a rational scientific study based on facts. I put forward the same question to different mediums. If the answer I received was the same, then we would have to assume the answer came from one singular origin. The world is moving toward a revolution, one that will define our lives to come.” 

	To a group of men at a meeting:

	Allan Kardec: “I give you the spirits book. A toast.” 

	And they all raise their glasses to cheer him on.

	      What a service! He gave us a Spirit Book. We don’t need the Bible; he gave us the Spirit Book. He going to use the rationalization of a man’s brain and figure it out by experience, and empiricism and he uses that as a tool to come up with a new religion called Spiritism. That’s all he did, outside the Bible and how many would say, it’s destined to crash and burn? Unfortunately, it’s still going on, but it will lead to people crashing and burning because you’re messing with the spirit world. So, let’s get into this guy named Allan Kardec. He was a renowned French educator who codified Spiritism, i.e., made it into a religion. He took a lot of the interest that was going on at this time and put it into a systematized methodology. 

	      Just like the early witches in Europe codified witchcraft for the average Joe, so Kardec does with these demonic practices. He did this, after studying a series of seemingly unexplained phenomena taking place in Paris, during the 1850s, where he attended seances that he said were intelligent spirits. The Greek word for demon, and the irony of him saying that, means intelligent ones. Demons are intelligent. But they don’t have to be too intelligent because they have watched us for the last 6,000 years and they know what makes us tick, our strengths and weaknesses. All they have to do is wait for the next generation to die off and they repackage the same old line, and we fall for it.

	[image: Image]            His real name is Hippolyte Leon Denizard Kardec, but he used the pen name Allan Kardec. I’m sure he changed it because it was a little hard to spell in kindergarten. No, a demon told him to change it. We will see that in just a second. Because of his dabbling in occult practices and codifying them into a new religion, spiritism has now grown into a global movement bridging science, philosophy, and religion into a new way of looking at life, the afterlife, and the world around us – both visible and invisible. He is the author of the five books known as the “Spiritist Codification.” And these books [image: Image]will provide “a New Era for Humanity.” Unfortunately, people are still utilizing them today. He was born in France in 1804 and raised as a Roman Catholic. So obviously he had a great Biblical foundation. He pursued interests in philosophy and the sciences. He married Amelie Gabrielle Boudet. After his death she took over the leadership of Spiritism and became the world’s leading authority in Spiritism and it went international. It was in May of 1855 that Kardec met a guy named Mr. Fortier, a magnetizer, who took him to a lady named Madame de Plainemaison, a medium who lived in Paris. 

	      It’s said that this interest in this Mesmerism also contributed to his early views on Spiritism. Mesmerism, also known as Animal magnetism, was the name given by this German doctor named Franz Mesmer. In the 18th century, Mesmer promoted the idea that there was an invisible force possessed by all living things, including humans, animals and vegetables. [image: Image]Mesmer said the force could have physical effects, including healing. Basically, if you look at his techniques, this mesmerism, and its old-fashioned occult behavior, including hypnotism (in my opinion don’t ever let anyone, I don’t care if it’s in the medical community, secular psychology, don’t let anybody ever hypnotize you, ever!) and he went about trying to achieve scientific recognition of his ideas. But it was simply old-fashioned occult ideas and practices seen as far back as Egypt. 

	      This was what Mesmer was doing, he was mesmerizing people. And then his techniques, which were the occult, were supposed to provide healing. Take a look at this video clip:

	 

	Narrator: “In Paris, medical astrologer, Franz Anton Mesmer, stumbled almost by accident upon hypnosis. At the time Mesmer was experimenting with magnets as a means of curing illness.”

	Jay Stone, Clinical Hypnotherapist: “Franz Mesmer would have people sit in a tub and he used magnets with these tubs, and it was often referred to as animal magnetism. Which is interesting because magnets have recycled again today, and medical doctors are using electromagnetism as a way of healing.”

	Narrator: “Mesmer first believed that the magnets exerted the invisible form of animal magnetism. Later he thought that the force emanated from within him, and he abandoned the magnets. In actuality Mesmer had only rediscovered another lost occult art. The first induced hypnotic performance recorded on papyrus in a British Museum was given at the court of Khufu in Egypt, over 5,000 years ago. Later seer, the Greek Oracle of Delphi, used self-hypnosis to foresee the future.”

	Jay Stone: “Modern hypnosis as a practice in the United States began with Franz Mesmer. But, if you go back even further, every culture has a way of going into a trance. It could be using music, it could be using dance, it could be sitting in meditation.”

	Narrator: “His treatment became popular in the 1770s and Mesmer’s fame quickly spread as scores of patients claimed themselves cured through mesmerism.”

	Jay Stone: “He was able to put people under, in a trance and suggest to them things that were good, like getting better, like healing. He became famous for that, and they actually had to have a committee of scientists, Ben Franklin was actually one of the committee members, who tried to decide whether anything about this was real or not.”       

	      Hypnotism is a classic technique. Remember in our witchcraft study we dealt with the history, approximately 200 years after the flood, mankind starts to go out, but they rebelled against God, the Tower of Babel. We saw that they didn’t just rebel against God, to make the tower, based on the archaeological remains, but out of Babylon, which Revelation calls the mother of all harlots, came false religions. But they stayed there, and God had to confuse the languages to get them to scatter and to repopulate the planet. They weren’t doing that. So, when we looked in the archaeological records, we found that it was full of heavy-duty witchcraft. So, within 200 years they were already back into that. 

	      As we traced the trail, it went from Babylon to Egypt. This is a classic occult technique, hypnotism. And this is what is going on with mesmerism. He used it in various parts of the world to treat illnesses in humans and animals, and dare I say, a form of it is going on today in the charismatic community. What is the focus of the charismatic community? When you come, you are not only going to get an experience, but we’re also not even going to teach the word of God, and they are heavy-duty on healing. Of course, in order to get your healing, you have to go to this conference and pay money. These people say it’s the spirit of God but it’s not. When you look at a lot of their behavior, they’re literally putting people into an altered state of consciousness.

	      As we saw in the video, they said this is a classic technique, hypnotism, that gets you into a trance like state. What’s that? You are in an altered state of consciousness and when you are in that altered state of consciousness, what doors are you opening up? Spiritual doors, that’s what the occult does, and they admittedly do it because they want to connect with the spirits, i.e., demons. He said, it’s not just hypnotism, what you can also do to get people into this trance-like, altered consciousness, hypnotized state is music, dance and meditation. So, going back to modern days, the focus is on healing and going to these so-called services, you don’t get a service, they play music and dancing repeatedly, again and again, and you wait for some spiritual thing to show up. You might get your healing, but what does that have to do with the Bible? Nothing!

	      That’s basically what this was all about. After a prolonged period of repetitive speaking, repetitive dancing, repetitive movement, repetitive shouting, put to repetitive music, people’s minds are literally hypnotized, in a so-called Christian service, into a whole different spiritual plane, and they start to have a spiritual encounter, that I don’t doubt is spiritual, but it's not the spirit of God. I think a lot of it is chicanery and I do believe that sometimes these people do connect with the spirit. They are doing practices that get people into a trance-like state and if they are not a Christian that means they are going to be possessed and can be possessed or even if they are a Christian, they are going to be demonically deceived. Once again, when you follow the occult practices, just because you slap Christianese on it, doesn’t make it Godly. When you take a look at the practices of the charismatic community, a lot of it is an exact carbon copy of occult practices. Take a look at this:

	Narrator: “During the next few minutes, you will be viewing video clips of manifestations that have been occurring in Christian gatherings at various locations for years. Many have welcomed these occurrences, believing them to be from the Holy Spirit. However, these manifestations cannot be found in Scripture. Following each video clip, there will be a second video clip of similar manifestations occurring at occult gatherings. The fact that the manifestations experienced by both groups are nearly identical, gives cause for scrutiny, as anything with an occult origin is considered an abomination to God.”      

	UNCONTROLLABLE LAUGHTER 

	In the Kenneth Hagin church service, he is on the floor, unable to stand due to him laughing so loud and hard. From the congregation you can hear clapping, screaming, and laughing uncontrollably. Ken Hagin, while on the floor, looks like he is having a seizure, he is moving round on the floor, and he can’t stop laughing. People are laying in the pews holding their stomachs as if it hurts because they are laughing so hard. Ken Hagin has now rolled down in amongst the pews. He can’t control his motions and he can’t stop laughing.

	In the occult gathering, several people are standing, laughing. One little girl is shaking around like she is possessed by a spirit. They are falling over with laughter. Some are also holding their stomachs as if they are in pain from laughing so hard.

	INVOLUNTARY JERKING AND SHAKING

	Also, at the Ken Hagin meeting, there is laughter going on throughout the auditorium but when you take a closer look, some are sitting in the pews shaking uncontrollably. 

	 

	In the occult gathering, the same is happening. As if there is a spirit of the Kundalini controlling their movements. They are standing with their arms raised but shaking as if they are each having seizures. 

	DRUNKENNESS

	At a church service, the lady speaker is at the podium, but she is unable to stand up straight. She lays her head on the podium, moaning like she is so drunk, she is about to pass out. She does actually fall over on the floor. The congregation laughs. She holds her head as she tries to get back up on her feet. She is so out of it. When she finally gets back on her feet she just weaves back and forth, but with a big smile on her face. Suddenly the smile goes away, and she seems to be crying. She starts waving her arm like she is trying to get everyone to go away, and then she falls back down on the floor again.

	In the occult gathering, people are laying all over the floor. They are unable to stand. A man tries to help a lady to get up, but she just falls back down again. Several are at the steps going up to the podium, but they collapse on the steps unable to go any further. 

	TRANSFER OF POWER

	A man is standing on the stage. Another man, possibly the preacher, points his arm toward this man and yells and the man falls over. 

	In the occult gathering, the priest touches a lady standing in front of him and she starts shaking uncontrollably.

	INVISIBLE FORCE

	At a large church gathering, the preacher is on stage and starts to wave his arm back and forth over the congregation. People start dropping to the floor, some are laughing, some are shaking.

	In the occult gathering, the priest is dancing in front of the crowd, kicking and waving his hands over them. He points at a guy in the back of the room and this guy falls out of the chair and starts rolling around on the floor. Another person, who was standing, starts moving backward, moving his feet like he is doing the moonwalk. Another lady seems to roll up into a ball. All from this priest pointing at them.

	II Corinthians 11:14: “No wonder, for even satan disguises himself as an angel of light.”

	Ephesians 5:11: “Take no part in the unfruitful works of darkness, but rather expose them.”

	      I’ve got a theory that goes like this. If you use the exact same techniques and the methodology of the occult to get people into a trance-like state, to open up spiritual doors, through repetitive speaking, repetitive dancing, put to repetitive music, then what do you think is going to happen. But that’s okay, because they say it is the Holy Spirit of God. Then, once in a while, like with mesmerism, people might even have a healing. So, it’s got to be from God. This is the chicanery that’s going on today. 

	[image: Image]            Going back to Kardec, this is what was influencing him at the time. He started going to these seances, he started hearing and seeing this weird behavior, at the same time, here comes at the same time, after 200 years everybody is getting off the Bible. They are trying to figure out with their brains, their experiences, but know enough that there’s still a spirit world. They are basically going blind and now are starting to be deceived by demons. So, he’s into this mesmerism thing and there’s got to be something to this because we’re seeing positive effects on people and in some cases, they seem to get healed. He was also influenced by another guy. Emanuel Swedenborg.

	      Emanuel Swedenborg was one of the early fathers of the New Age Movement. He also had some interesting ties to the charismatic movement. Swedenborg, at the age of 56, claimed to have experienced visions of the spiritual world and talked with angels, devils, and spirits by visiting Heaven and hell. He also claimed he was directed by the Lord Jesus Christ to reveal the doctrines of his second coming. Swedenborg experienced many different dreams and visions, some greatly pleasurable, others highly disturbing. In 1745, Swedenborg was dining in a private room at a tavern in London. By the end of the meal, a darkness fell upon his eyes, and the room shifted character. Suddenly he saw a person sitting in a corner of the room, telling him: ‘Do not eat too much!’ Swedenborg, scared, hurried home. Later that night the same man appeared in his dreams. The man told Swedenborg that he was the Lord, that he had appointed Swedenborg to reveal the spiritual meaning of the Bible, and that he would guide Swedenborg in what to write. The same night, the spiritual world was opened to Swedenborg.

	      He was so deep into the spiritual thing that he was told by God, himself, that only he had the supernatural knowledge to tell you what the Bible really meant. What does that sound like? It’s the same verbiage as the charismatic community, it’s the same practices, and the same methodology. It’s unfortunate.

	      Swedenborg, however, warned against seeking contact with spirits. “Many persons believe that man can be taught by the Lord by means of spirits speaking with him.” “But those who believe this, and desire to do so, are not aware that it is associated with danger to their souls.” 

	      On the one hand, he at least admitted this is a dangerous path to go but he still did it anyway, unfortunately. But he also said, Persons believe that they can be taught by the Lord by means of the spirit speaking to him. That’s dangerous, he said. What does that sound like? I don’t need the Bible. The spirit of God is telling me to tell you… Listen, if I want to know what God is going to tell me, I’m going to read the Bible. “But I want to hear it out loud.” Then read the Bible out loud. We have covered this before, the Bible is the only things you need to listen to because it’s objective, you could test it and see. But somebody with their experience; “Yeah, I was there in the shower, and you weren’t there. I had a vision of a lemon and it landed on my head and then Mr. Magoo came flying through the window with a pair of wings, he looked like a cherub, and he gave me this special message.” How do you test that? I wasn’t there, but you can test the word of God. He even had enough sense to know he was playing with fire, but he did it anyway. 

	      Getting back to Kardec, in the presence of other guests at a séance, he entered into communication with a spirit named Zephyr, who gave him the mission of being the spokesman of the dead. For him, it was a revelation. He was there, for the first time, witnessing the phenomenon of turntables jumping and running. Kardec was in his early 50s when he became interested in seances, which were popular entertainment at the time. Strange phenomena attributed to the action of spirits were considered a novelty, featuring objects that moved or tapped, supposedly under the control of spirits.

	[image: Image]            In some cases, this was alleged to be a type of communication; the supposed spirits answered questions by controlling the movements of objects so as to pick out letters to form words, or simply indicate “yes” or “no”. Which led to something which was called at that time, talking boards. You don’t need a Bible; you just need one of these things. Back in the day they called them talking boards. We may have a whole study on this later because this is one of the biggest ways to open up demons into your home or your life. Don’t you every mess with this thing. But this isn’t the only way to open up doors to demons. We just saw, you want to get into a trance, get hypnotized, you can do a repetitive dance, but this one will definitely do it too. 

	[image: Image]            A Talking Board is what they used to call them but today we call them Ouija Boards. This is a French word that means, yes-we and a German word that means yes-jai. Yes, yes, that’s where they came from. Oh, and now they are making them for girls, and they are pink. So, he said I’m going to approach this thing scientifically. I’m going to explain this to everybody because there seem to be some positive things taking place. So here is what he did. He compiled over 1,000 questions concerning the nature and the mechanisms of spirit communication. Using these things amongst other things in seances. They were going to give us the reasons for human life on earth and aspects of the spiritual realm. He asked those questions to ten mediums, all supposedly unknown to each other, and then documented their responses. From these he concluded that the best explanation was the personalities that had survived death were the source of some of these mediumistic communications. He then became convinced that the medium:

	[image: Image]            Provided accurate information unknown to themselves or others present (like personal information about deceased individuals)

	He said Mediums demonstrated unlearned skills such as writing by illiterate mediums, handwriting similar to the alleged communicating personality, and speaking or writing in an unknown language. 

	And he said Mediums accurately portrayed a range of personality characteristics of deceased individuals.

	      Yes, it’s called a familiar spirit. They impersonate, they lie, they can do the whole tone, inflexion, and language. We don’t have just God’s Holy angels around, we also have demons floating around, so don’t you think they know our family history? They know all of our loved ones from birth up, they’ve experienced spiritual warfare, just as we do today. So, guess who has all the knowledge? But he thought this must be legit and that was the problem. He was basically legitimizing this occult technique that God forbids. God says, “Don’t do it, you’re prostituting yourself, how dare you get away from me. What I say is true and then you’re going to seek the truth from this.”  Kardec turned it into a religion. It’s got to be true because he looked at it scientifically. 

	[image: Image]            In 1857, Kardec published his first book on Spiritism called, the “Spirits’ Book”, comprising a series of answered questions. 502 in the first edition and 1,019 in the later editions. Exploring matters concerning the nature of spirits, the spirit world, and the relationship between the spirit World and the material world. And this was followed by a series of other books, including “The Medium’s Book, The Gospel According to Spiritism, Heaven and Hell, and The Genesis According to Spiritism. Collectively, the books became known as the “Spiritist Codification. So, they’re all books based on occult practices. He got all this information, all these books compiled, to develop this new religion called spiritism, which is basically connecting, contacting, listening, gauging truth by demons. He got it all from mediums, who were speaking forth from demons. So, every one of those books came from demons. But again, “That’s what mankind needs”, that’s why we just recently did a movie about this guy because he gave us the spirit books. We don’t need the Bible; the spirit books are going to help humanity. A new era for humanity. Are you kidding me?

	      Kardec died in 1869 from an aneurysm and after his death, he was buried in the largest cemetery in Paris. They still have a little shrine to him there with an inscription that reads, “To be born, to die, to be reborn again and keep progressing, that is the law.” Again, evolutionary spiritualism. 

	 

	But he found out the hard way that this is the demon law not the law of God. Hebrews 9:27, says it is appointed man to die once, you are not coming back, reincarnation and your idea of coming back again and getting it right next time, is not true. He found out the hard way that there is no such thing as reincarnation. HE GOT LIED TO! Notice how he merges reincarnation to evolution. That we are evolving spiritually. That is a big false teaching of the new age movement. 

	[image: Image]            Which a lot of the so-called space brothers orbiting, demons, that are telling people right now “when you see the disappearance of millions of people in one afternoon, it was us. We beamed them up in our UFO’s” Now, the only way for you to contact these space brothers, who are supposed to be aliens, with a highly advanced technology, you have to become a medium and let them take over your vocal cords. Basically, they are not only explaining away the rapture of the church, before the rapture happens, to get that implanted into people’s brains. But they are saying, for those who are left behind, you are the chosen ones. The reason those people had to be beamed up, had to disappear, was that they weren’t spiritually evolved enough. You that have been left behind is a good thing. Because you have demonstrated that you have evolved to a higher spiritual plane. You can handle the age of utopia that’s coming. This sounds nuts to you and me, but to the average Joe, do you think they’re going to fall for it?

	What’s interesting is, his wife took over when he died. You would think that would drop like a hot rock, that was a fad. No, it’s still going on today. Spiritism today is currently represented in 35 countries by what’s called the International Spiritist Council. You might as well call it the International Demon Council. It has influenced the social movement of healing centers. So, again they use these techniques, it’s got to be legit, it’s got to be good. Let’s be pragmatic about it, some people
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	do get healed. There is such a thing as false signs, wonders, and miracles, and things of that nature but it doesn’t mean it’s from the spirit of God. It has influenced the social movement of healing centers, and hospitals involving millions of people in dozens of countries.       

	      It has also launched other spiritual religions; this one’s called Umbanda. That a syncretic Afro-Brazilian religion, all in the occult. I thought this was interesting too. It’s also very influential in Cao Dai, a Vietnamese religion started in 1926 by three mediums who claimed to have received messages that identified Allan Kardec as a prophet of a new universal religion. And of course, what is one of their big icons there. The all-seeing eye that we saw going all the way back to Babylon and it is even on our dollars as well. 

	      How do we know this is not from God? I mean they say it’s good, it’s pragmatic and how we shouldn’t be listening to this? 

	 

	“The main idea of Spiritism is that immortal spirits travel from one body to another over several lifetimes in order to improve themselves morally and intellectually. 

	While this belief sounds similar to reincarnation, it is different in that, according to Spiritism, spirits cannot come back as animals or any lower life form.

	The migration of the spirit is always forward, and spirits always inhabit human bodies, i.e., ghosts.

	Spiritism also claims that disembodied spirits can have good or bad effects on the living and that humans can communicate with spirits through seances and mediums. They believe that this is how Jesus performed His miracles. He was about to tap into the same power that Franz Mesmer tapped into. 

	But according to spiritists – Spiritism is not a ‘religion’ but a ‘way of life’.

	There are no ministers. And group meetings consist of sharing ideas about spirits, how they may not be moving in the world, and the results of those movements.”

	      So, basically, they took the occult, they repackaged it, kind of made it into a quasi-scientific approach to create a pragmatic religion that there’s got to be some good in it, because we’re seeing some positive effects there. And the fatal flaw in all of this is that they are trying to understand the spiritual world outside of the one who created everything. Including angels, which, unfortunately, one third of them rebelled and became fallen angels, who are duping these people and we still have to deal with. 

	“But the Bible clearly forbids Spiritism. God’s people are to make no attempt to contact these spirits. Seances and necromancy are occult activities forbidden by God (Leviticus 19:31; 20:6; Galatians 5:20; II Chronicles 33:6).

	The fact that Spiritism places the occult under a veil of ‘science’ makes no difference. In other words, they repackage it, just like the charismatic community.

	The Bible tells us that the spirit world is off-limits to us, for our own protection. The spirits with which Spiritism has to do with, are not human.

	The Bible says that the spirits of human’s face judgment after death, Hebrews 9:27, and there is nothing in Scripture to suggest that spirits return to the land of the living for any reason or in any form.

	Also, we know that satan is a deceiver, John 8:44. The rational conclusion, from the scripture, is that any contact spiritists have with the ‘souls of the departed’ is actually contact with demons in disguise, Revelation 12:9.

	That’s why Spiritism is not just, not compatible with the Bible, but it is spiritually dangerous. Just like the charismatic community and their occult behavior.

	The Bible says we need to ‘be alert and of sober mind. Your enemy, the devil prowls around like a roaring lion looking for someone to devour.’ I Peter 5:8.” 

	      But since people don’t want to seek truth about the spirit world from God and His Word, even today this new spiritual movement, Spiritualism, began to become popular not only in Europe, but even here in America by these ladies. In fact, Kardec’s research was influenced by the American version called the Fox sisters and their use of talking boards. 

	      They are the ones that made this really popular here in America. It was so powerful that these Fox sisters were directly responsible of getting this into the White House. Full on seances, it’s not a conspiracy theory, and this goes all the way back to even Pierce, which is two Presidents before Abraham Lincoln. Lincoln allowed seances in the White House because of his wife. And as you will see in the chapter, it hasn’t stopped. If you can remember, Trump warned us that DC was a swamp. In the next chapter you will see that it’s an occult swamp and it started with this spiritist movement trying to understand the spirit world outside of the  Bible. And it has never left our government since. 

	      Now let’s remind ourselves why God says not to mess with this stuff. It’s not good. And if you know somebody or you mess with this sutff and you’re not saved, get saved. There’s only one who can rescue you from this demonic deception and that’s Jesus Christ. Don’t listen to these demons, that’s what they are. I don’t care who they say it is, it’s not your loved one. You need to turn to Jesus Christ, you need to turn to Him and He will rescue you. Like He did with this guy.

	Rigo Cambre: “When I was in it, I felt like I was someone else. People were afraid of me and that felt good.”

	CBN.com Reports: “Rigo Cambre believed the occult gave him significance. Something he had never felt while growing up with a violent alcholic father.”

	Rigo Cambre: “I remember just feeling anxious that he was coming back home. He would make sure my homework was done and make sure my room was clean and if there was a mistake he would just blow off and hit me or punch me.”

	CBN.com Reports: “That scene would play out nearly every day of his childhood. Along with his mom and his older brother, Rigo felt helpless.”

	Rigo Cambre: “Isn’t he supposed to love me? Isn’t he supposed to care about me? You know, his child?”

	CBN.com Reports: “At 13 Rigo found something to take the edge off.”

	Rigo Cambre: “My uncle came up stairs. He had a bag of coke, he snorted it in front of us and he’s like, you want some? I felt numb, it took away the fear of living life everyday at home.”

	 

	CBN.com Reports: “As a teen growing up in chicago, Rigo spent his time getting high and hanging out with members of the Latin Kings. The largest hispanic street gang in the world.”

	Rigo Cambre: “I belonged somewhere, I felt appreciated, I was getting positive affirmations to them and that helped me. I felt love.”

	CBN.com Reports: “But at 17 Rigo started getting death threats from a rival gang so he and his family moved near a relative in Los Angeles. After high school he married his girlfriend. But because of his drug use his marriage fell apart within a few years.”

	Rigo Cambre: “My x-wife left me and then I came across meth. After that it was game over for me. I lost my job, I lost my cars.”

	CBN.com Reports: “He spent the next six months on the streets while stealing money from his parents for drugs. They found out and sent him to stay with his grandfather in a small Mexican village to get clean. There Rigo’s grandfather sought help from the village’s spiritual healer.”

	Rigo Cambre: “He took me to a warlock, he had an offering basket in front of him and he pointed at me and said a lot of personal things that I only knew were real. I’m like, this guy’s good and he just gave me some anxiety. He’s like, go home. You’re going to be fine.”

	CBN.com Reports: “Two months later Rigo moved back in with his parents. On top of his drug adiction he now had a new obsession.”

	Rigo Cambre: “The first time I opened the book on the ouija board, I literally felt something come inside my body. I was connecting to something.”

	CBN.com Reports: “His mother Dahlia had been on her own spiritual journey and had surrendered her life to Jesus Christ. She prayed for Rigo constantly.”

	Dahlia: “A lot of people that look at him used to tell me that there was no hope. But I believe in somebody and I say the only one who can save him is Jesus, nobody else.”

	CBN.com Reports: “Still Rigo delved deeper into the occult and was even communicating with spirits through a ouija board.”

	Rigo Cambre: “It was telling me to give up something. I was desperate for change and I was desperate to find acceptance, so if the devil was willing to take me, I’d give him my soul.”

	CBN.com Reports: “He became violent and started lashing out.”

	Rigo Cambre: “This wicked spiritual thing was my identity and I was asking this thing to give me more gifts. I want to be able to see people in their faces and I want them to have a stroke, like I just wanted to kill people.”

	CBN.com Reports: “Then one night the spirits that he thought cared for him, turned on him.”

	Rigo Cambre: “This thing just came inside and was telling me to commit suicide. I remember waking up with a knife in my chest. Something was stopping it from going all the way in but the tip of the knife was touching my chest. That was my turning point. I was fearful, I didn’t want to die.”

	CBN.com Reports: “Rigo asked his mother to have people pray for him and he agreed to go to church with her.”

	Rigo Cambre: “After being tormented by this spirit that wanted to kill me, I felt peace for the first time when I was hearing them worship God. There was a lady and she saw me way in the back and she invited me to the front and she just looked at my eyes and said, ‘Be set free in Jesus name.’ I went in there high on meth. That high went away, the voices went away, all that torment went away. I felt God’s conviction telling me, ‘I’m real’. That’s when I knew I was safe.”

	      How in the world did we get into this mess? Not just in the world, but in the church where people actually doubt these entities, called demons. They are in the Old and New Testament, so how can you do that as a Christian? How did it become so apparent that they’ve now infiltrated not just the world, but the church? Just like the witches and satanists have done, that’s why we’ve been dealing with the history section. We’ve been seeing that it started roughly around the 1700s with the Rationalists and then the Empiricists. Together they gave birth to another thing that caused people to reject the Bible even more and that was the lie of evolution. And then we saw that this gave birth to spiritualism. Spiritualism is basically in people who now discern truth by demons. They’re looking at truth by making contact with spirits beyond the grave. If you hear something, if there’s a voice or a genuine apparition it’s not chicanery, it’s not that person. When you die as a Christian you go to Heaven, if you’re not a Christian, you go to hell and you ain’t coming back!

	      These are familiar spirits. So, these people, because they knew inherently, even though evolution was saying that I came “from the goo, to the zoo, to me and you,” there’s got to be more to life. They began to turn towards spiritual things, but again they did it outside of the Bible. So, they began to seek truth from the spirit world, i.e., demon world. They called it spiritualism. Then we saw a horrible combination, secular psychology, At the same time all this was going down, they said, you know what, we need to discover and learn about man’s brain and man’s experiences, using man’s brain and experience and spiritualism, i.e., demons, it’s all combined. Horrible combination.

	      Then they started to seek truth from demons, i.e., or what they called ghosts, and then this was turned into a religion by Allan Kardec. He took the scientific approach and began to attend seances. He was primarily responsible for it spreading across Europe. Now this, as a religion, not just a fad, but as what they called spiritualism. Seeking truth from demons. Now we are going to get into the historical trail of how this spiritualism became popular in America. Again, we saw it originally started with the Fox sisters. 

	      Before we get into the Fox sisters, let’s remind ourselves that you don’t want to mess with demons. You can’t trust anything that comes out of these mouths. They are bent on destruction. And you don’t want to have anything to do with them. Let’s take a look at this passage, and you tell me if that’s something that you ever want to flirt with, with an actual demonic apparition. “They’re here to help us, give us truth from the other side, blah, blah.” No! I don’t think so!

	 

	Luke 9:37-43: “The next day when they came down from the mountain, a large crowd met him. A man in the crowd called out, ‘Teacher, I beg you to look at my son, for he is my only child. A spirit seizes him, and he suddenly screams, it throws him into convulsions so that he foams at the mouth. It scarcely ever leaves him and is destroying him I begged your disciples to drive it out, but they could not.’ ‘O unbelieving and perverse generation,’ Jesus replied, ‘how long shall I stay with you and put up with you? Bring your son here.’ Even while the boy was coming, the demon threw him to the ground in a convulsion. But Jesus rebuked the evil spirit, healed the boy and gave him back to his father. And they were all amazed at the greatness of God.”

	      I love that phrase “amazed.” The Greek word is actually a cool word, “explasso”. X is where we get the word “exit”. It means to throw out. And then “plasso” is to strike or to give a blow. So, when Jesus was doing this, when all this was going on, the people were literally blown away. They were literally blown out of their minds. Put yourself in their position. How many times did we read in the gospels of Jesus doing this? It was just part of the average day. He shows up and the demons go nuts. As we see there, do you want to mess with them, no, they were destroying this boy. This kid was demon possessed, obviously, he was screaming in pain, he was thrown into convulsions, and foaming at the mouth. Aren’t you glad that as a born-again Christian, that can never happen to you?

	      Now in the next chapter, unfortunately, the charismatic community, gets it wrong because they say they follow the Bible as a source of truth. But it’s not, it’s their experience, and their experience says nope. They say, you as a born-again Christian, can be demon possessed. Then you have to follow one of their prescriptions, which are not Biblical, to be free. It's all unbiblical, but they say, “You don’t understand, God told me to tell you, or I had this vision, and the spirit of God told me.” All that talk is no different than the spiritualists that are trying to discover truth outside the only Book that tells you the truth about spiritual matters. It’s the same unfortunate thing today. 

	      But this is the downfall of these people and spiritualism. They know there’s more to life, but they are trying to discover if there is an afterlife. But here’s the good news. If you read the Bible, you will find out and then you will know what will happen when you die, and where you are going to go. You can know about demons and not mess with them. But this is their fatal flaw, they just believe that’s not how you discern the truth, it’s from their experience. Their brains tell them to go in a different direction and it’s still going on today. Anytime that you try to understand truth, period, let alone spiritual matters, outside the Bible, you’re always going to end up in a destructive situation. They’re there to lead you astray and ultimately to destroy you. 

	      Once again, it started here in America by these ladies, the Fox sisters. Kardec did it in Europe and it began to go around the world but with the Fox sisters, It was like a two-bang unfortunate, horrible punch. These ladies rejected the Bible when it came to understanding spiritual matters. They were raised initially in a Methodist family. Now way back when it first started it was probably halfway decent. It’s not good anymore. Most mainline denominations, including Methodists are off the charts, apostate, horrible. But back then you would think somebody would teach you something. But they rejected it and went with their experience. [image: Image]

	      The Fox sisters were three sisters from New York who played an important role in the creation of Spiritualism: Leah (April 8, 1813 – November 1, 1890), Margaretta (also called Maggie), (October 7, 1833 – March 8, 1893) and Catherine (also called Kate), (March 27, 1837 – July 2, 1892).

	      This is very important, and I don’t think this is by chance. I lived there for five years. They lived in New York. New York, still to this day, is a very dark place. It is a very oppressive state. There are a lot of bad places all across the United States, but I’m telling you, it’s got a stronghold there. I think you’ll understand that there is still a lot of demonic activity going on there to this day. Why is this state a hotbed of spiritualism, liberalism and all that kind of anti-God, anti-Christian stuff? Remember, New York is where this started, and then it spread across America.

	      In the mid-1800s, the Fox sisters began the Spiritualist movement that forever changed how the Spirit World is viewed. Spiritualism became a major pastime of many groups around the world. (Communicating with the dead).

	      These girls helped to start the spiritualist craze globally. This craze involved contacting the spirit world, which until then was not a tolerated activity.  So, at least at that time there was enough of a Judeo-Christian Biblical mindset in our country, of people saying no, you don’t mess with that. But, due to the profound amount of publicity they were receiving, now everyone wanted to communicate with spirits. Therefore, spiritualism mushroomed, and the mania quickly spread everywhere. 

	HOW THE CRAZE BEGAN

	      In the beginning, the Fox family moved to Hydesville, New York from Canada. Shortly thereafter, the younger girls started hearing rapping noises in their room. Like wildfire, stories soon circulated about mysterious rapping and banging sounds going on in the Fox home. Clearly, the Fox parents believed the sounds originated from restless spirits.

	      The girls’ parents were good Methodists and had concerns about this and vacated the house right away. They sent the girls to live with their older sister Leah Fox Fish in nearby Rochester. This area of New York was known as a hotbed of religious reform and activity.

	      Rumors of the girls’ experience reached community leaders who were intrigued, as other rumors indicated that a peddler was murdered in the Fox home prior to their residence, and they believed the girls were communicating with his spirit. 

	      A group of investigators took it upon themselves to investigate the Fox home and found what they believed were fragments of bone and strands of hair. They were convinced these were the remains of the spirit the Fox girls called “Mr. Splitfoot.” Who went on to say that he was not at rest because his remains were buried in their cellar. Soon, four hundred people came to hear the spirits rap and answer questions.

	      Shortly thereafter, Kate and Margaret devised a way to “talk” with the spirits. The girls would snap their fingers a certain number of times. Amazingly, a spirit, the girls called, “Mr. Splitfoot”, responded with the same number of raps. Next the girls asked yes and no questions to find out why the spirit was present. And they did this by devising a method of communication by counting the number of raps a spirit made in answer to questions.

	      Then each letter of the alphabet had a certain number of raps associated with it which eventually spelled out words and ultimately sentences. Soon seances became the internet of the day and curious people flocked to the Fox Sisters. [image: A group of people around a table

Description automatically generated][image: Image]Then Leah Fox also got into the act saying she was a medium who could communicate with people’s deceased loved ones. And as word spread of the phenomenon, the curious came from far and wide to witness the supernatural demonstrations. Clergymen and layperson alike became convinced the girls were genuinely communicating with a spirit. 

	      Fueled by their success, in 1850 Kate and Margaret, along with their older sister, Leah as chaperone, traveled to New York City. They began holding demonstrations, soon dubbed seances, and were an immediate sensation.

	[image: Image]            Now this is where we get this word, “Séance,” when it was born into the American language. It actually comes from the Latin word “Sedere” which is from the French word “seoir” which literally means “to sit”. So, basically, “Come around with us and sit, and we are going to contact demons.” Of course, you don’t say that because people will freak out and won’t bring their cash. Soon these public seances were being charged a fee of course, and the girls started reaping substantial financial gains. The Fox sisters continued their mediumship demonstrations for years and soon were worldwide celebrities.

	      Then, the established elite and well-known literary figures took note of the sisters. Case in point, the then renown Horace Greeley, founder and editor of the New York Tribune was convinced of the authenticity of the seances. So, now they are getting major mega press, and this guy has bucks, they have financial backing. They have clout and advertisements for free.  

	      Greeley stated publicly, he believed the spirit demonstrations were real. Kate spent four months in the Greeley home in Chappaqua, New York attempting to contact the couple’s deceased five-year-old son.

	      Which just happens to be one of the Clinton bases of operations, in this hotbed of demonic behavior, still to this day. In fact, here is Bill Clinton showing Oprah Winfrey that house. Take a look at this:

	 

	Bill Clinton: “This house was built as an old farmhouse and all this land around here was the farm. It was built in 1889. This old barn was original to the house, and it had never been used before as a….”

	Oprah Winfrey: “Oh, my heel got stuck.”

	Bill Clinton: “You’re kidding, back up.”

	Oprah Winfrey: “Okay, thanks, this is the barn.”

	Bill Clinton: “This is where I wrote the book.”

	Oprah Winfrey: “Nice.” 

	Bill Clinton: “This sort of doubles as a guest room.” (It had been made into living quarters)

	Oprah Winfrey: “You like rocking chairs?” (There were several rocking chairs in the living room.)

	Bill Clinton: “Yeah.”

	Oprah Winfrey: “How do you pick your rocking chairs? I see you have all different kinds.”

	Bill Clinton: “Oh, I’ve collected them over the years.” They walk towards the hallway, and he stops. “Look, this is like a huge piece of cane from the rainforest.” He is holding in his two hands a huge cane that leans against the wall. He turns it over and you can hear the sound of water rushing to the other end. 

	Oprah Winfrey: “Wow!” They leave the barn to go back to the house. “Next, on to the main house where Mr. Clinton show off his favorite room.”

	Bill Clinton: “This is really a great room and I love this table. So, I’d come in and work on this table.”

	Oprah Winfrey: “So, your papers were everywhere?”

	Bill Clinton: “Everywhere.”

	They proceed on to the library. 

	Oprah Winfrey: “This is really nice.” She tells her audience, “Everywhere you look are mementos from all of his world travels.”

	Bill Clinton: “We were down there at Mandela’s birthday party, when I got this.”

	      Not just mementos but, if you remember in our witchcraft study, that’s occult stuff. But, why of all places would you have a home base here? Because it’s a spiritual hotbed still to this day. But, back to the Fox sisters.

	[image: Image]            With this solid endorsement from Greeley, the three Fox women began touring the country. Now the movement called Spiritualism, became the rage. Soon Spiritualist Churches and Camps came into being. The age of reason had swept away the superstition and condemnation by the Church against anyone professing to make contact with the Spirit World.

	      So now you have sufficient decades of people rejecting the Bible, it’s not the source of truth anymore. It’s my brain, my experience, don’t tell me what to do. And it starts to take away the sting of the Judeo-Christian mindset of “I probably shouldn’t be messing with that.” How many, if they are not Christian, would know that when they went over to somebody’s house for the first time, that someone would whip out that Ouija board? Even as a non-Christian, something inside would say, “Probably shouldn’t be doing that.” Unfortunately, some of us, like myself, went ahead and did it anyway. But my point is, this is what was happening in our country. There was a Biblical mindset, but all this doubting of the Word of God, with the age of reason, rationalism, empiricism, the people said, no, and they went ahead and started getting into spiritualism, big time. Spiritualist camps and so-called churches began.

	       Now, anyone could practice Spiritualism, i.e., demons without facing horrific consequences. Well, guess what. When you play with demons, what do they do? In our opening text, what were they doing to that boy? They were destroying him. I’ve been there, done that, the more that I got into it, the worse it got, and they were literally destroying me. In any case, Spiritualists still cloaked their activities under the guise of a church-like setting for protection from religious censoring.

	      Then in 1871, Kate Fox visited England where the first Spiritualist Church was established in Yorkshire. Soon drink became their refuge. The stress of publicity and performing had driven the sisters to drink. Soon, Kate returns to the United States in 1885. Then three years later her children were taken from her because of her excessive drinking. But this new Spiritualism Movement continued to spread and grieving families were high in the ranks of its devotees. Many were desperate to communicate with loved ones who had died. Now, it seemed, they had a way to do so.

	      Countless families during the American Civil War saw their men go off and never return. Shocking images of dead soldiers after battles were published in newspapers. After each battle, photos showed that loved ones had not only died in overwhelming numbers, but horrifically. Thus, this surge in Spiritualism during this time, and later during the first World War, was a way for grieving families to find solace.

	[image: Image]            And soon imitator mediums became prolific. By this time, speaking to the departed became a lucrative business. Many of these “new mediums” were hoaxers and dupped many grief-stricken souls out of the money. It became so scandalous that numerous fake mediums suffered criminal charges. 

	      The great magician, Harry Houdini exposed so many fraudulent mediums. Devices such as, “slate-writing, spirit photography, table tipping, spirit rapping, and other earmarks of Spiritualism were exposed time and again.

	[image: Image]            Yet, the appeal of Spiritualism was so strong that it continued to be practiced in many American households to the point where even the White House frequently held seances. Including Franklin Pierce, another U.S. President, who also got in on the action of seances. Franklin Pierce and his wife Jane Pierce were the first ones to bring seances to the White House. Once again, the thing that drew them into doing this was the loss of a loved one. These people said, “We’ll help you out.” And these people were the Fox sisters. Watch this, this is crazy.

	 

	Newscaster: “Good morning. We are throwing it back, way back to 1853 and U.S. President Franklin Pierce. If you have never heard of him, that’s okay. Neither had our guest until he started researching supernatural activity. ‘The Residence’ is Andrew Piper’s fictional spin on the very real seances conducted inside the walls of President Pierce’s White House. So, what drew you to President Franklin Pierce and First Lady Jane?”

	Andrew Piper: “Well, it really wasn’t Franklin Pierce that interested me, I had never even heard of Franklin Pierce before I encountered Jane Pierce, his First Lady and wife, and I discovered her through her letters. She wrote letters to her dead son, Benny, her most recently deceased son, of her three children, whom she lost just weeks before moving into the White House. She wrote letters to him, pleading with him to return to her. And according to her letters he did not just metaphorically, but she believed that he returned to her in material form. In the White House, there [image: Image]was a ghost summoned there by Jane, except in my book it’s not Benny’s spirit, it’s a malevolent spirit that had taken the form of Benny. And is using this moment of vulnerability to gain access to the most powerful house in the world. She retreated when she moved into the White House, into the second-floor apartments and refused to come out for the duration of her term, because she was suffering such great grief. In fact, she built a grief room which was sort of like a shrine to her son Benny. She was called the Phantom of the White House, and many say she is still there in ghostly form.”

	      What? They didn’t put that in the history books. And it didn’t stop there. Jane Pierce, maybe it happened earlier, but she is the first lady occultist and again she was called the Phantom of the White House. She lived in a permanently depressed state after her last surviving child, her son Benny, died in a tragic train accident at 11 years old. 

	      Weighed down with extreme guilt and anxiety, she initially attempted to beckon his spirit by addressing an emotional letter to him, asking him to return to her so she could repent of her motherly shortcomings. Determined to reconnect with her son, Pierce invited the Fox sisters, from upstate New York, into the White House to hold seances. 

	[image: Image]            But it wasn’t just U.S. presidents that did this. Even Queen Victoria of England held frequent seances to contact her beloved Prince Albert, who had died of Typhoid fever. When Victoria died, her oldest daughter burned all of her mother’s journals to hide this fact from historians.

	[image: Image]            Mary Todd Lincoln, wife of then-President, Abraham Lincoln, became a fervent believer in contacating the dead. Having lost her beloved son, Willie, she invited popular mediums near the Washington D.C. area to conduct seances. Even Abraham Lincoln himself attended some of the sessions. 

	Big Think Reports: “The Lincoln’s moved into the White House in March of 1861 and the country was just enthralled with spiritualism. Everybody had heard of it; a vast number of people were practicing it with different levels of seriousness. 

	Shortly after the Lincoln’s moved into the White House, they lost their 11-year-old son Willie, which was probably Typhus Fever, and the grief was too much for First Lady Mary Todd Lincoln. As with hundreds of thousands of Americans more or less, she converted to Spiritualism and she began to frequent spirit mediums, engage in seances and she absolutely believed in the authenticity of contact with her departed son. There are historical records that attest to seances being held in the Lincoln White House during the Civil War.

	 One of the most convincing historical records of a séance being held in the Lincoln White House appeared in the Boston Gazette. The President had a trance sitting in 1863, and he permitted a correspondent from the Boston Gazette to be present.”

	      So, it’s not a conspiracy. Mrs. Lincoln was born into a wealthy Protestant family from Kentucky. Throughout her life, she suffered an immense amount of loss including her mother at a young age, three out of four of her children, and the brutal assassination of her husband right before her very eyes. She first turned to spiritualism as a tool for processing her grief after the death of her second youngest son, William or “Willie”, in February 1862. Willie was only eleven years old at the time of his passing, a victim of typhoid fever.

	      First Lady Mary Todd Lincoln became inconsolable after the passing of Willie and desperately searched for an outlet for her grief. Shortly after his death, she was introduced to a well-known group of mediums. Mrs. Lincoln found such comfort from the seances held by the group that she started hosting her own seances in the Red Room of the White House. There is evidence to suggest that she hosted as many as eight seances in the white House and that her husband was even in attendance for a few of them.

	      The seances proved to be such an effective coping mechanism for Mrs. Lincoln, that she once remarked to her half-sister, “Willie lives. He comes to me every night and stands at the foot of the bed with the same sweet, adorable smile that he always has had. He does not always come alone. Little Eddie, her son that perished at the age of four, is sometimes with him.”

	      Through spiritualism, Mrs. Lincoln, like many Americans at the time, found solace in the belief that one could communicate with lost loved ones. But some ghost stories of the dead Lincolns, including Abraham Lincoln himself began to permeate the White House. The ghosts of Willie, Eddie and Abraham Lincoln are believed to haunt the White House. 

	[image: Image]            The assassination of President Lincoln shook the nation to its core and almost immediately, rumors about his spirit began to circulate. Many cite that he appears in both the Lincoln Bedroom and the Yellow Oval Room. First Lady Grace Coolidge, British Prime Minister Winston Churchill, and Queen Wilhelmina of the Netherlands have all claimed to have seen Lincoln’s ghost. Then in 1870, Mary Todd Lincoln secretly visited William H. Mumler, a self-proclaimed spirit photographer. Despite the fact that he was accused of fraud, the former first lady requested to be photographed with her late husband.

	      The resulting picture, which depicts the supposed ghost of President Lincoln looking over his wife, was circulated widely, though it was not alone. In fact, “Prints, photographs and literary representations of Lincoln as a spirit abounded in the months and years after his assassination, chronicling his passage into the afterlife. 

	      The nation fought so hard to hold on to Lincoln’s ghost because he represented the idea of a spirit coming home and looking over its family from above. During a time when so many families had lost fathers and sons, it was comforting to know that the father of the nation was still looking over them as well.

	      Hearing stories of Lincolns’ ghost gave these families hope that their own fallen father figures were also looking over them as well. Moreover, his ghost demonstrated that he and the soldiers who perished in battle were able to find comfort despite the circumstances of their untimely deaths.

	      As years passed Robert Lincoln, firstborn to Abe and Mary, became increasingly concerned about his mother’s behavior. So much so that in 1875, Robert committed his mother to an asylum against her wishes. His concern was less for her mental well-being and more for the amount of the family’s fortune she had squandered visiting Spiritualists.

	      Eleanor Roosevelt said she felt Lincoln’s presence repeatedly throughout the White House. She also said that the family dog, Fala, would sometimes bark for no reason at what she felt was Lincoln’s ghost.

	      President Dwight Eisenhower’s press secretary, James Hagerty, and Liz Carpenter, press secretary to First Lady, Lady Bird Johnson, both said they felt Lincoln’s presence many times. The former president’s footsteps are also said to be heard in the hall outside the Lincoln Bedroom.

	      Margaret Truman, daughter of President Harry S. Truman, said she heard a specter rapping at the door of the Lincoln Bedroom when she stayed there, and believed it was Lincoln.

	      President Truman himself was once wakened by raps at the door while spending a night in the Lincoln Bedroom. Others have actually seen an apparition of the former president.

	      The first person reported to have actually seen Lincoln’s spirit was First Lady Grace Coolidge, who said she saw the ghost of Lincoln standing at a window in the Yellow Oval Room staring out at the Potomac.

	      Winston Churchill, Theodore Roosevelt and Maureen Reagan (daughter of Ronald Reagan) and her husband have all claimed to have seen a spectral Lincoln in the White House.

	      A number of staff members of the Franklin D. Roosevelt administration claimed to have seen Lincoln’s spirit, and on one occasion Roosevelt’s personal valet ran screaming from the White House claiming he had seen Lincoln’s ghost.

	      Perhaps the most famous incident was in 1942 when Queen Wilhelmina of The Netherlands heard footsteps outside her White House bedroom and answered a knock on the door, only to see Lincoln in frock coat and top hat standing in front of her (she promptly fainted).

	      Several unnamed eyewitnesses have claimed to have seen the shade of Abraham Lincoln actually lying down on the bed in the Lincoln Bedroom (which was used as a meeting room at the time of his administration), and others have seen Lincoln sit on the edge of the bed and put his boots on.

	      Even in the 1980s, Tony Savoy, White House operations foreman, came into the White House and saw Lincoln sitting in a chair at the top of some stairs.

	 

	BUT ABRAHAM LINCOLN IS NOT THE ONLY SIGHTING

	 

	      President Lyndon B. Johnson’s college-age daughter, Lynda bird Johnson Robb, saw the ghost of Willie Lincoln and claims to have talked to him. Other presidents, as well as First Ladies, are also said to haunt the White House. This is in the White House. Would you want to visit? Would you live there for four years? Witnesses in the past two centuries have reported that Thomas Jefferson can be heard playing his violin in the Yellow Oval Room.

	      President Andrew Jackson is said to be seen lying on what is thought to be his old bed in the Queens’ Bedroom (also known as the Rose Room), and his guttural laughter has been heard in the White House since the beginning of the 1860s. The spirit of William Henry Harrison, it is claimed, haunts the attic, and President John Tyler allegedly haunts the Blue Room.

	      First Lady Frances Folsom Cleveland, who was married to President Grover Cleveland in the White House’s Blue Room in 1886, is widely claimed to haunt the room where she was married and was seen there after her death in 1947.

And many of the other buildings and sites throughout Washington D.C. are also said to have their alleged accounts of ghost sightings of various dead political rulers. 	      Could this be because this occult behavior spiritualism has continued on to this very day? 	Andrea Mitchell: “Quigley had veto power over the scheduling of all Presidential press conferences. She advised when it was safe to travel. When he should hold a summit.”

	Joan Quigley: “I picked a time on the day they left, that was an excellent time for what we wanted to accomplish, and I also changed their evil empire attitude, by briefing them on Gorbachev’s horoscope. By the time we were working on the Washington Summit, she was calling me two and three times a day.”

She picked the departure time for the Reykjavic summit of 1986, the optimum time for signing an arms control treaty, the best time for the trip to Moscow and when Mrs. Reagan was upset about a controversial trip to Germany in 1985 Quigley plotted every takeoff and landing. Described by friends as superstitious almost mystical, Reagan was inclined to deter to his wife’s wishes.”

	Ronald Reagan: “I have learned not to argue with her superstition.”

	      You swear on the Bible but when tough times hit and you need to govern the country, you turn to the occult. During Reagan’s presidency, White House spokesman, Marlon Fitzwater spoke about the Reagans’ love of astrology.

Where not only witches and Satanists, but now demons, are infiltrating the world, explaining how it’s getting so devilish out there. And now, we continue to see that people are getting into spiritualism, speaking to dead people, or who they believe are dead people. They are not dead people, they are demons. Because when you die you either go to Heaven, through Jesus Christ, or you go to hell. And you’re not coming back! But speaking to the dead is where they think they’re going to get the truth about life and spiritual matters. This behavior of seances and the occult activity in the White House never stopped. It continued on even as recent as Nancy Reagan, who was huge in astrology and actually, it is believed how President Reagan made a lot of his decisions based off of astrology. And then of course, it went to Hillary and the Clinton, involved in witchcraft, even long before getting into the White House. It still goes on today and the same people who get their information from demons, secular psychology, they want to say that’s not even real, it’s just a psychological aberration. No, it still goes on today and it’s probably even worse.

	Matthew 15:21-28 cont.: Jesus did not answer a word. So, his disciples came to him and urged him, ‘Send her away, for she keeps crying out after us.’ He answered, ‘I was sent only to the lost sheep of Israel.’ The woman came and knelt before him, ‘Lord, help me!’ she said. He replied, ‘It is not right to take the children’s bread and toss it to their dogs.’ ‘Yes, Lord,’ she said, ‘but even the dogs eat the crumbs that fall from their masters’ table.’ Then Jesus answered, ‘Woman, you have great faith! Your request is granted.’ And her daughter was healed from the very hour.”

	      Healed from what? Demon possession. So, once again what is the once surefire way, you don’t need to read a book about it, have 800 different techniques that somebody told me to tell you. What is the one surefire way that if a person is demon possessed, that you get rid of the thing? It’s in the name and authority of Jesus Christ, not Buddha, not Muhammad, not Confucius, it’s Jesus Christ. It is very clear in this scripture. But unfortunately, as we saw, this is what people are not doing. They are trying to understand spiritual things, even interaction with demons or the spirit world outside of the Bible. That tells us it’s Jesus and Him alone. And we are going to kick this to the charismatic community.

	      The charismatic community says, “Oh no, we follow the Bible.” But they really don’t. What they follow is not the Bible, it is “my experience.” “You don’t understand, I had alligator tears, God told me to tell you…” But you know what you just did, you gauged truth outside of the Bible. This is the value of sticking with the Bible, the Bible either says it or it doesn’t. The Bible either confirms it or negates it. The Bible is very black and white. God does not speak with forked tongue. He means what He says, and He says what He means. That should be a comfort, you don’t have to wonder what is true, what do I do, including spiritual things. 

	      But here comes the charismatic community mindset, which is the same fatal flaw that the spiritism makes. Remember the Fox sisters, they were raised Methodists, but they said, “No, we’re not going to listen to what the Bible says, or what God says,” The Bible says, “Don’t go down this route. This is demonic.” But they said, “No, my experience tells me otherwise.” I’m telling you the same mindset is out there today, including when it comes to demon possession. There are two fatal flaws that the charismatic community makes. Number one, they believe that Christians can be demon possessed. “Don’t scoff at that because my experience tells me, I was there, you weren’t there, that person has been going to church services for 100 years and all of a sudden, they were acting weird. We had to cast demons out of him.”

	      I don’t care. The Bible says if you are a born-again Christian, you cannot be possessed. So, I don’t care what your experience is. Number two, they say that because a Christian can be possessed, you have all these different techniques you need to get of them. As a so-called Christian. Which is not Biblical. I’m trying to make the point that anybody, not just the spiritualist, but anybody who tries to gauge spiritual truth outside the Bible, you’re always going to come up with some wacky stuff. And dare I say, it’s not just wacky, it’s going to be demonic. 

	      This is what happens when you try to gauge spiritual reality, spiritual truth, spiritual world, even demons, which is part of the spirit world, outside the Bible. You’re going to end up going to a church service like this.

	ABC News Reports: “Demonic possession. The idea that evil spirits or the devil can move into human bodies and somehow occupy us, it’s not just stuff of horror films. In fact, to hear the pastor we meet tonight, tells that we’ve all got our demons, in a statement that might not sound so controversial until you see how he goes about getting rid of them. I visited his congregation for our series ‘Beyond Belief.’ At the Agape Bible Fellowship in East Aurora, a small town outside Buffalo, an extraordinary ministry is taking place.” 

	Rev. John Goguen: “Our church service is normal. We open in prayer, we sing praise songs, we open the Word of God, most importantly.” 

	ABC News Reports: “At first glance that seems about right. On a recent Saturday we visited Agape, and it seemed like any other church in any other town. But the paper towels and shopping bags stacked neatly in the back of the room are a clue that something’s different here. When they are brought out, it’s a sign that the fireworks are about to begin.”

	Rev John Goguen: “Most of our services are just a normal Baptist service until we get to the end when we tackle the believers.”

	ABC News Reports: “And when Pastor John says tackle, he means it literally. Agape Bible Church is a deliverance church where they say they expel demons through prayer. It begins quietly.”

	Rev. John Goguen: “I want every demon to look up to the third heaven.” (He says to his congregation) “They leave through incessant yawns, sometimes they’ll leave with pockets of air coming up, burps or they will leave with actual mucus. Some of this is painful. It’s that demon having to leave under the authority and the power of the Lord Jesus Christ.”

	ABC News Reports: “By 9:00 pm the room is filled with screams and moans, bodies on the floor. Diane Kohler says deliverance has changed her life.”

	Diane Kohler: “It just comes right up and it’s such a cleansing feeling. It’s a relief to know that you’re getting rid of these demons. It’s just amazing what the Lord can do to get rid of these things in me.”

	ABC News Reports: “And if it looks a little off-putting, Pastor John says, that’s the point.”

	Rev. John Goguen: “People have to get over the hump. This looks foolish, this looks like something I didn’t do in church last Sunday, this looks weird. But God uses it to humble people. For them to finally admit that they may not know everything and to go before God and be honest and say, ‘I need help.’”

	ABC News Reports: “For these believers, Pastor John’s deliverance ministry helps with everything, from sins of the flesh, adulterers, drunkards, drug addicts, to the surrender to the occult.”

	Rev. John Goguen: “I break any and all curses.” To his congregation he says, “All spirits of muscle spasms, cramps, restless legs, all the demons that are in the muscles, hemorrhoids.” To ABC News he says, “If you are breathing, you got em. If you’re not breathing, don’t worry about it. Everybody’s got them, it’s just a question of how many you got.”

	ABC News Reports: “Everybody’s got them, he says, including himself.”

	      Where did you get that idea from? It rhymes with “not the Bible” but that is what they are experiencing and then they build a whole doctrine off of it. So according to this guy, the next time I’m preaching, and I see you guys’ yawn, a demon is coming out of you. And I don’t have a bag up here. Or the next time you get hemorrhoids, you know what it is. Don’t do no Preparation H, it ain’t gonna do you no good. But my experience tells me everybody’s got em. He’s talking about supposed Christians, including himself. What are you reading? You’re not! You’re gauging so-called truth, including truth about the spirit world, outside of the Bible. You say you do, but you really don’t. So, let’s kick it Biblically, what does the Bible say? That as a Christian you can be possessed by a demon? Absolutely not!

	“Biblical truths make it abundantly clear that Christians cannot be demon possessed. There is a distinct difference between being possessed by a demon and being oppressed or influenced by a demon. Demon possession involves a demon having direct control over the thoughts and or actions of a person, Luke 4:33-35. Demon oppression or influence involves a demon or demons attacking a person spiritually and or encouraging him or her into sinful behavior. 

	Notice that in all the New Testament passages dealing with spiritual warfare, there are no instructions to cast a demon out of a believer. Ephesians 6:10-18, believers are told to resist the devil, James 4:7, not to cast them out. Christians are indwelled with the Holy Spirit. Romans 8:9-11, surely the Holy Spirit will not allow a demon to possess the same person He is indwelling. It is unthinkable that God would allow one of His children, I Peter 1:18-19, who He purchased with the blood of Christ and made into a new creation, II Corinthians 5:17, to be possessed and controlled by a demon. Yes, as believers, we wage war with satan and his demons but not from within ourselves. The apostle John declares:”

	I John 4:4: “You, dear children, are from God and have overcome them, because the One who is in you is greater than the one who is in the world.”

	[image: Image]“Who is the One in us? The Holy Spirit. Who is the one in the world? Satan and his demons. Therefore, the believer has overcome the world of demons, and the case for demon possession of a believer, cannot be made scripturally. With the strong Biblical evidence, that a Christian cannot be demon possessed in view, some Bible teachers use the term demonization, to refer to a demon having control over a Christian. Some argue that while a Christian cannot be demon possessed, a Christian can be demonized. Typically, the description of demonization is virtually identical to the description of demon possession. So, the same issue that results in changing the terminology, does not change the fact that a demon cannot inhabit or take full control of a Christian.”

	[image: Image]            So, what did he say? As a Christians where do you base your beliefs on, including on the spirit world? On the Bible. The Bible says this, or the Bible says that. That’s what we should do today, but not everybody in the church does that. This is what you are seeing with the charismatic community. That’s why, unfortunately, there are a lot of false teachings, and a bunch of baloney going on, like you just saw in the video. You say you do, but you really don’t. It’s either as with the influence of the rationalists or the empiricist, it’s either your brain or your experience. You need to get back to what the scripture says.                        

	But let’s get back to the Fox sisters. They did the same thing. They were raised Methodists and even though they had a church influence they say, “No, maybe that is what the Bible says but my experience tells me to go this way.” That is what continued to spread. The spiritualism, i.e., by going into seeking truth on spiritual matters straight from demons with seances, necromancy, and mediumship. But they weren’t the only ones during this time. They were the ones that got invited to the White House and started that trend, but there were other people, including this lady, Cora L.V. Scott. You may wonder why the L.V., well, that’s because her full name is Cora Lodencia Veronica Scott. She was one of the most well-known mediums, outside of the Fox sisters. So, what is a medium? Someone that claims they could talk to the dead. I’m not saying this isn’t possible, but if you do see something or some apparitions appear, Biblically, what does the Bible say, that’s not a dead person. The minute you die if you’re in Christ, you’re in Heaven. If you are outside of Christ, you’re straight into hell and you ain’t coming back. So, if something does appear, it’s what the Bible calls a familiar spirit, i.e., a demon. This is what these people do. 

	      Cora Lodencia Veronica Scott (born on April 21, 1840 – Died January 3, 1923) was also one of the best-known mediums (talking with dead people i.e., demons) of the Spiritualism movement during the last half of the 19th century. 

	      Most of her work as a trance lecturer, (the demons speaking through her) and she also wrote books that she attributed to the spirit guides (demons) rather than her own personality.

	      This trance behavior just so happens to also be the same time we have the birth of the Seventh Day Adventist movement, that led to the Jehovah’s Witnesses and Mormons and the early charismatic community.       

	      They all had one thing in common. “We’re not going to seek this Book, the Bible, as the ultimate source of truth. We are going outside of that. A vision told me, an angel appeared, the spirit told me to tell you. I was in this trance state and supposedly God spoke, or this dead person spoke to me.” It’s all the same pattern. 

	      They too, got their new and improved truths about Christianity from people who, also like Cora, from going into a trance-like state. 

	 

	“Spiritualism first appeared in the 1840s in upstate New York where earlier religious movements, such as Millerism, 7th Day Adventists, Jehovah’s Witnesses and Mormonism had emerged during the Second Great Awakening.”

	“This region of New York State was an environment in which many thought direct communications with God or angels was possible.”

	      And where did Joseph Smith get his so-called vision, a better book, a better Christianity? It was in New York. The exact same area. It’s the exact same practice. And dare I say, anytime you get out of the scripture to try to discern the truth, you can say you’re a Christian, you are always going to end up with something aberrant, because it’s demonic. 

	      By 1900, Charles Parham, appeared on the scene as a so-called faith healer, and began to teach that speaking tongues (gibberish) was the Biblical evidence of Spirit baptism. Along with William J. Seymour, they launched the three-year-long Azusa Street Revival. That is considered a watershed moment. This was a blessing to the church, as if we could ever have that happen again. Are you kidding me? And I quote: [image: Image]

	“William Seymour kept his head buried in a crate as he prayed. And then supposedly fire leaped off his clothes and the crate turned blue, and the crate became a point of contact for miracles.”

	      Like those guys on TV. “Hey if you sow a seed to my ministry, if you give a hundred dollars, I’m going to send you a miracle cornmeal packet, or you’re going to get some miracle spring water, that’s right, or I’m going to give you one of my handkerchiefs that I sweat on, and that sweat is going to turn into a miracle. You just give me the little pennies in your car, granny.” The same thing is going on today, unfortunately. [image: Image]      That is what started the charismatic movement and notice, he had his head in the Bible, reading it and teaching it. No, no, no. Apparently that’s old-fashioned stuff. I’m going to put my head in a crate. But remember, all at the same time, these other pseudo-Christian groups, outside the Bible are coming up with their beliefs including Mormonism. Do you remember how Mormonism started? Joseph Smith had his visions in a hat. He peered in that hat and got his supposed visions from God about a New Version of true Christianity, called Mormonism, that includes polygamy and a work-based false gospel. Again, this is what you get, and this is the fatal flaw of trying to understand spiritual truths outside the Bible!

	      But let’s get back to Cora Scott. She was born near Cuba, New York. At her birth she had a caul over her face, an intact amniotic sac which some believe indicated she had special powers. Her parents, initially Presbyterian, became interested in the Universalist religion. The Scott family moved to Waterloo, Wisconsin and it was there, in early 1852, that Cora first exhibited her ability to fall into a trance and write messages and speak in ways very unlike herself. At age 11, while dozing on her schoolwork in the family garden, Cora awoke to find that her writing slates were covered with unfamiliar handwriting.

	      Here’s a little nugget for you. The Bible says that God’s word is sweeter than honey. Back in the day, in Jewish history, as they were writing or copying, as a treat they would be able to dip into the honey. That was a treat for doing good work and things of that nature. The word got sweeter than that. That was their big treat.

	      I have shared with you stories of people, and again this comes from the charismatic movement. I was in Bible college and this guy came to me and said, “Pastor Billy, I went to this great conference and this guy, this prophet, said God did this and said that, and blah, blah, blah, and it was amazing. We were all in the spirit and the Holy Spirit made our hands write and we didn’t know what we were writing. And then we had to give that over to somebody who was able to interpret that.” I had just come out of New Age and that’s all this is.

	      Excited and bewildered, Cora showed the slates to her mother. The writing Cora had presented was said to have been addressed to ‘My Dear Sister,’ referring to a long-deceased sister of Cora’s mother. Cora’s sudden need for sleep, or ‘trances’ as they became known, began to increase in frequency. As the child fell asleep in the drawing room, shortly after the first communicative experience, her hand began to twitch, as though writing. While her mother attempted and failed to rouse her, she soon thought to put slate and pencil into Cora’s hand. Several messages from deceased relations later, each closed with the phrase “We Are Not Dead’.

	      Now, with the blessing of her mother, thanks to the reassurances of deceased relatives, Cora’s periods of trance sleep, now occurring multiple times a week, attracted crowds eagerly awaiting her messages. It is said that she delivered meaningful messages from deceased parties to endless gathered strangers. It was in these early years of her development that Cora was frequently ‘taken over’ by the spirit of a German surgeon, which considering Cora was neither, was quite a feat. Her Germanic guide would take over Cora for some several hours a day, healing those who came to her, and visiting those who were too ill to make the trip.

	      Well, it’s gotta be real, it’s gotta be valuable, or in Christianese, it’s gotta be from God, because while this was going on, people were receiving supposed healings. Really?

	      The German spirit surgeon was soon thriving through these small acts of medical intervention. Soon, Cora’s small community became a spiritualist stronghold where traditional practices of faith and medicine were surplus to requirements.

	      Cora’s spirit guides commanded that she be removed from school, as the current teachings of man would do them in, and in turn, her mediumistic abilities, would do no good. Soon Cora showed the ability to speak on a plethora of scientific and esoteric subjects via the intelligence of multiple spirits. Not only was Cora able to lecture extensively on any subject given to her, but she delivered these talks through the abilities of co-working spirits, some of whom were particularly well known. One time, Cora delivered a lecture in one of her tranches via the spirit of President James A. Garfield, who had been assassinated. 

	      As her name and abilities grew, and after moving to Buffalo, New York, at the age of fourteen, she was commanding large audiences and amazing the masses. Her parents soon began to show her to the surrounding country, and in this way, she became a part of the network of trance lecturers that characterized the Spiritualist movement.

	[image: Image]            Cora first married at age 16. Her husband, some thirty years her senior, was the professional mesmerist Benjamin Franklin Hatch. He subsequently became Cora’s manager. With back-and-forth claims of abuse and affairs on both sides, they were divorced in 1863. Twenty-three-year-old Cora was not on her own for long but managed to get three more marriages under her belt before her death in 1923. Despite her troubled personal life, Cora’s large lectures were a huge source of income and notoriety for much of her professional life. After a series of spirit-guided lectures in the UK, Cora returned to North America in 1875, becoming a pastor in a Chicago spiritualist church, a position she held until her death. Cora not only supported a pantheistic type of theology, but she also, in 1893 delivered a presentation on Spiritualism at the Parliament of the World’s Religions in Chicago.                                                                         That was the One World Religion Movement. They did their 100th anniversary in 1993, the year I got saved. That is the same that’s called the Ecumenical movement, that all religions are basically the same and we all just need to work together. Too bad we couldn’t have somebody to head the whole thing up, like the Pope. So, she was first in giving one of the major lectures. And who do you think was pushing her in the direction that all religions were the same? And what do you see in our James study? The latest stat, and it used to be 25%, then it went to 52%, and right now it’s around 70%, of people who profess to be Christians, do not believe that Jesus Christ is the only way to Heaven. That is the One World Religion movement that started way back then. Cora died at the age of 82, on January 3, 1923, in Chicago, Illinois.

	      Now, at the same time there was another lady outside of the Fox sisters, and her name was Achsa W. Sprague. She was popular in the 1850s in the United States. Primarily a medium and trance lecturer, again, demons speaking through her. She also wrote articles and poetry for spiritualist publications such as the “Banner of Light”, the “Green Mountain Sibyl”, and the “People’s World”.

	      She was born on a farm in Vermont. And she is apparently the pride and joy of that state. Believe it or not, you know how everybody’s always looking for what to put on their license tag. You know Nebraska is the cornhuskers state. Nevada is the silver state. Well in Vermont, they apparently love this lady and the occult. They think she’s their big moniker. Come to Vermont and get involved in the occult. In fact, here is a video, so proud of this lady and what she did in the state of Vermont. 

	[image: Image]Steve Perkins, Vermont Historical Society: “We’re going to talk about Achsa Sprague who was a spiritualist from the mid-19th century. She talked to dead people. This is a great story. She lived here, was born here, taught at the Stone School House, she died fairly young. But I think the best place to talk about a spiritualist is at her gravesite. So, we’re going to go across town to the cemetery to go check it out.”

	 

	ABC22 Reports: “So my first question is, how do people discover that they can speak with the dead, how did that come about?”

	Steve Perkins: “Achsa Sprague was living in the mid 19th century. She was born in 1827 and by the time we got to like the 1840s, 1850s, let’s just say it was a thing. Often young women would go into a trance and then become a vehicle or a conduit for a spirit to embody, come through them, and speak to an audience of people.”

	ABC22 Reports: “And for Achsa Sprague, this actually came after an illness, correct?”

	Steve Perkins: “She had what we now think was probably rheumotoid arthritis but she was quite the dirist and she wrote a lot of letters. In fact, she was a poet too. She wrote a lot of poetry. She wrote about this and said ‘A young girl in a darkened room chained by disease, a living tomb.’ That was how she was describing her illness. She attributed the remission of this illness to a spiritual intercession. She felt she was in the depths of this disease. She couldn’t move, she was in pain and an angel came to her and spoke to her, and she was able to move again. She was able to go out. So, that’s how she became a medium. She started speaking locally and became so famous that she started going on this tour and she would travel to Chicago, Milwaukee, and then back to Boston, speaking to huge auditoriums full of people. She had a huge fan club. Men, especially, would write to her proposing marriage and they had never met her before. It seems that she may have been in love with one of these letter writers. A married man. We talked a lot about the spiritualism. She was also a huge proponent of women’s rights.”

	      You know feminism, which we saw before, early feminists were all known witches, still continued on to this day. They are saying that women can be pastors and what’s the fatal flaw. It didn’t come from the Bible. They are always going to lead you away from the Bible, away from the truth. 

	[image: Image]            While in a trance state she would speak in front of a large audience, with different voices of different spirits, throughout the United States and Canada. Achsa Sprague also, on her travels lectured on spiritualism, from which she got the name of the “Preaching Woman.” Then in 1861, after months of traveling and a harsh winter, Sprague’s illness returned. She died a year later at the age of thirty-four.

	      But it wasn’t just the ladies. There was another guy at this time that was really big also. That was Paschal Beverly Randolph. He was also born in New York City. He was a multiracial medical doctor, spiritualist, trance medium and writer. He was a free black man. His mother died when he was young, leaving him homeless and penniless; he ran away to the sea in order to support himself. From his adolescence through the age of twenty, he worked as a sailor.

	      As a teenager and young man, Randolph traveled widely, due to his work abroad sailing vessels. He journeyed to England, through Europe, the Far East, even Persia, where his interest in mysticism and the occult led him to study with local practitioners of folk magic and various religions. 

	      On these travels he also met with and befriended occultists in England and Paris, France. This was where Allan Kardec was. Returning to New York City in September of 1855, after a long tour in Europe and Africa, he gave a public lecture to African Americans and soon embarked on a public career as a lecturer and writer. By his mid-twenties, he regularly appeared on stage as a trance medium and advertised his services as a spiritual practitioner in magazines associated with Spiritualism. 

	      He is notable as perhaps the first person to introduce the principles of erotic alchemy, sex magic, to North America and establishing the earliest known Rosicrucian order in the United States.

	      So, now you’re seeing the birth of not just false teaching, ecumenical movement, female pastors, feminism, getting people away from the Bible as a source of truth, but now you are seeing at the same time, the birth of secret societies. And where is all this coming from? Demons.

	      “Born in 1825 in New York City, Paschal Beverly Randolph was an African American medical doctor, spiritualist, trans-medium, writer, lecturer, independent publisher, sailor, world traveler and highly influential occultist. Paschal’s name is one that is far too often overlooked in the development and history of the occult in western mysticism. Pascal’s mother died when he was still at a very early age. He ran away and became a sailor traveling the world over. He would study the various mystic practices of the cultures that he would visit. When he returned to the United States, he became a medium and spiritual practitioner, indoctrinated into the mysteries by none other than Eliphas Levi. He was one of the early founders of satanism. 

	      In addition to his work as a trance medium, Randolph trained as a Doctor of Medicine, married he first wife, Mary Jane in New York where she worked as “a healer and dispenser of Native American remedies” He also wrote and published both fictional and instructive books based on his theories of health, sexuality, spiritualism and occultism. He wrote more than fifty works on magic and medicine, established an independent publishing company and was an avid promoter of birth control during a time when it was largely against the law to mention this topic. 

	[image: Image]            Randolph eventually founded the Fraternitas Rosae Crucis in 1858, and their first lodge in San Francisco in 1861, which is the oldest Rosicrucian organization in the United States. 

	[image: Image]            This group is still in existence today but avoids mentioning Randolph’s interest in sex magic, but his magic-sexual theories and techniques formed the basis of another occult fraternity, the Hermetic Brotherhood of Luxor. And then, with his sexual magic theories, he influenced somebody else that we have dealt with previously. 

	      That was the order called the Ordo Templar Orientis, OTO that was headed by none other than Aleister Crowley. So, this guy had an influence on Aleister Crowley. Which had an influence on not only satanism, but also scientology.

	 

	      Remember when we were studying Scientology and L Ron Hubbard and all his techniques were coming from right there, including the technique of scientology whose goal was to become clear. It’s all based on levels. Each level, if you want to become” more-clear,” in order to get to the next technique, to become more clear, you had to pay. Where did they get that idea? Aleister Crowley. It was who L Ron Hubbard was in connection within these sex magic rituals. In order to go to the next level and go even deeper and darker he would write to Crowley. Crowley wouldn’t give it up for free. He said, “If you want to go to the next level, what will you pay me?” Same technique, he just turned it into a false religion called Scientology. 

	[image: Image]            What’s interesting is, Randolph was a believer in pre-Adamism, the believe that humans existed on earth before the Biblical Adam, and he wrote the book “Pre-Adamite Man” demonstrating the existence of the human race upon the earth 100,000 thousand years ago! And I quote:

	 

	“His book was a unique contribution towards pre-Adamism because it wasn’t strictly based on Biblical grounds.” 

	 

	      In other words, this idea came from the same evil spirits. Some people actually teach this in the church today but what does the Bible say? Romans 5, “Adam, the first man.” I’m kind of thinking that the Bible thinks that Adam was the first man, not following a whole other civilization. We dealt with this in our Creation studies, that we’ve been here around 6,000 years. And not only does the Bible say that but it’s backed up by science, and archaeology. But where did this guy get this idea that there was a pre-Adamite race, that existed before Adam? Demons. You might want to think twice if you’re promoting that in the church today.

	      Randolph died by suicide in 1875. And after his death, his works continued to be published under the Randolph Publishing Company. He was succeeded as Supreme Grand Master of the Fraternitas, and in other titles by his chosen successor Freeman B. Dowd. 

	[image: Image]            One last thing, he had a major influence on another, going back to our Satanism study. You saw her picture in the Theosophical Society. That was Madam Blavatsky. She’s so happy there, so fulfilled in life. 

	      This is when it’s getting from the White House to the government, with the Fox sisters and all these other people who are helping to spur this on to the average Joe. They’re really getting into it and raking in the dough.

	             Now what’s interesting is during this time there was a guy who rose up and exposed a lot of these people, and his name was Harry Houdini. He exposed a lot of chicanery. Now I believe that a lot of people, especially the ones that we have been talking about, were flat-out demon possessed. I don’t doubt that they were hearing voices and seeing visions, but it’s not the spirit of God.

	      However, this business of Spiritualism became such a huge business, that a bunch of people jumped on the bandwagon, because it became very lucrative. You could make a lot of money saying that the spirit world is telling me to tell you, or I can contact your dead loved one, or God told me to tell you, and oh by the way, if you need a healing just make sure you pay the fee. There was a lot of money in this. Does this sound familiar? It still goes on today. It’s just been repackaged. 

	      So here comes Houdini exposing the ones that are just doing it by complete chicanery, duping people.  Houdini was the son of a Jewish Rabbi who emigrated from Hungary to the United States and settled in Appleton, Wisconsin. He became a trapeze performer in circuses at an early age, after settling in New York City.

	[image: Image]            From about 1900 Houdini began to earn an international reputation for his daring feats of extrication from shackles, ropes, and handcuffs and from various locked containers, as seen here.

	Narrator: “Harry Houdini, emigrating from his home country of Hungary as a child in the late 1800s, Houdini settled in the United States. After an unsuccessful career, Houdini eventually started experimenting with escape acts. This was when his career really started to take off. By the end of the 19th century Houdini was touring the top vaudeville theaters in America on the strength of his handcuff escapes. In fact, he became known as the handcuff king. In the particular act he used technical expertise, physical dexterity and of course a bit of trickery to wow his audiences. 

	He increased the difficulty of this trick by performing it underwater or by leaping off a bridge before his escape. By 1907 his wealth and fame were growing, and he continued to add new escape acts to his shows. The next year he retired his handcuff trick, though he continued to place himself in increasingly difficult, unique and dangerous scenarios. One of his most popular acts was the suspended straitjacket escape. The magician used this as a promotional tool as thousands of people were able to see him at work. Houdini was fitted into a straitjacket and then held upside down from a crane or a tall building. Onlookers were shocked to see him struggle to escape but finally he would work his way free of the constraints and be victoriously lowered to the ground. 

	 

	He revealed some of the simpler secrets of his acts to fellow magicians in books and articles to spur interest in and success of the field. Books like “Handcuffed Secrets”, “Miracle Mongers and their Methods” and “Magical Rope Ties and Escapes”, he explained to readers the tips and tricks of the trade and helped prove that Houdini’s talent was in his showmanship.”

	      In other words, he fooled people with illusions and techniques, and things of that nature. But it was during the 1920s, that now professional magician Harry Houdini undertook a well-publicized campaign to expose fraudulent mediums. He was adamant that “Up to the present time everything that I have investigated has been the result of deluded brains.” Houdini campaigned against mind readers, medium, and others who claimed to have supernatural powers. But he argued that they were charlatans who produced all of their effects through natural means and various tricks. And who better to expose them than the one who used tricks himself, as seen here: 

	AHC Reports: “The spiritualist movement is big business. In the wake of World War One and the influenza epidemic, was taking millions of lives, grieving masses are desperate to connect with their departed loved ones, and mediums claimed they could communicate with them for a price. Houdini becomes the debunker targeting the spirit mediums who are raking in a fortune in the 1920s. He believed in an afterlife; he just didn’t believe that the afterlife could reach back to us. 

	Houdini often attended seances to expose the medium’s trickery. At one séance he witnesses one of the strangest fictions that mediums parade as fact. The so-called spirit trumpet, in which the instrument seems to levitate in a darkened room and amplify the voices of the dead. Houdini sees right through the trick and if he can slip briefly from his chair, he has an ingenious way of exposing it. 

	A little bit later the lights came on, and what happened is that Houdini had taken a handful of soot and put it in the spirit trumpet in the dark, so after the séance, when the lights came on the medium had it all over his face and hands and so forth. And it was pretty hard for him to explain how if he never touched the trumpet, he was caught sort of black-handed, as it were. 

	 

	During Houdini’s show he actually showed some of the spiritualism props. One of them is a plum metal hand. What would happen is during the séance everyone would gather around the table. The medium would say, ‘We are now going to turn off the lights and when I do, everyone please hold on to the person’s wrist next to you.’ The lights would go out, the spiritualists would take out of their pocket this metal hand that actually is pliable. It’s so pliable, that the grip actually makes you feel that spiritualists hand is holding on to you. Just when you think that there is no free hand of that medium, the medium goes underneath the table and is able to take a trumpet that collapses, they un-collapse it and make the weirdest noises and sounds happen. 

	Then my favorite item that Houdini would show, during his expose, is called the extension rod. This is actually Houdini’s very own extension rod. What I mean by extension rod is that it extends, and extends, and extends. It goes over 15 feet and when you think that the spiritualist hand cannot have any freedom to even hold a rod like this, that’s when the spiritualist makes the ghost go bump in the night and when you think things are going bump in the night, just realize it is just a handkerchief.”

	      A bunch of chicanery. Houdini’s training and magic allowed him to “expose frauds who had successfully fooled many scientists and academics”. His group offered a cash prize to any medium who could successfully demonstrate supernatural abilities. None were able to do so, and the prize was never collected. As his fame as a “ghostbuster” grew, Houdini took to attending seances in disguise, accompanied by a reporter and police officer. Houdini’s exposing of phony mediums inspired other magicians to follow suit, including The Amazing Randi. 

	      He exposed that this same kind of chicanery is being used today but somehow it makes it Christian because you slap Christianese on it and just like Houdini, exposed this on the Johnny Carson show. Here is what modern-day spiritualism, raking in the dough, ripping people off their cash looks like and they’ve just modernized their techniques. Watch this: 

	 

	THE POPOFF EXPOSURE

	Hello Petey – Can you hear me?

	 

	Peter Popoff: “You’ve got cancer of the stomach. Are you ready for God to burn that cancer out?

	James Randi: “Reverends like Peter Popoff are very dangerous. My estimation is that he was a real scoundrel because he was taking people’s faith in their religion, he was taking away their security and, in many cases, he was harming them physically because he was convincing them that they didn’t have to go to doctors anymore. That Jesus healed them.”

	Peter Popoff: “If you’ve got pills, I want you, as an act of faith to drop them in the aisles. In the name of Jesus throw them aside. Amen? Throw them to the side, throw them to the side!”

	James Randi: “So you have Popoff who’s going around the congregation and he seems to be able to hear the voice of God and know all about people, even their addresses. He would call it out and everyone’s impressed.”

	Peter Popoff: “Is that John, 3784 Archwood Road? God is burning those blood clots out of his veins, out of his arteries.”

	James Randi: “So he was doing an act and we wondered how he got all the information.”

	Member of the Congregation: “I’m sitting there and after some of the emotion had died down, directly at me, Popoff said, ‘I need people to come down to collect money for him,’ and basically, he had 15 buckets. I’m supposed to go around the auditorium and collect cash.”

	Peter Popoff: “God is touching that thyroid condition right now.”

	Member: “These people are throwing like five, tens, twenties, because one of the things Popoff always tells them, whatever you give, you’ll get back ten-fold. If you put a dollar in, hey you’re going to get ten bucks. If you put a hundred bucks in your going to get a lot more money back.”

	Peter Popoff:  If the people truly believe, here comes complete healing. Jesus! You foul spirit of deafness, you take your hands off this woman, in Jesus’ name. Lord, let these ears be. OH! There it is!”

	Member: “As I get up close, I notice in his ear, there is an earpiece. There’s no ear hole. It’s a little piece of plastic in there. And I come back to Randi and say, ‘I think I know what’s going on.’”

	James Randi: “I asked what’s up? He said, ‘He’s wearing a hearing aide in his left ear.’ Now, a man who heals the deaf, you wouldn’t think he would be wearing a hearing aide.”

	Peter Popoff: “How do I sound now? (He yells in her ear; she nods her head and smiles a big smile)

	James Randi: “At that point I realized we needed some technical help. So, I enlisted the aid of a private investigator, named Alec Jason.”

	Alec Jason: “I dressed as a security guard, complete uniform, badge, shirt, radio, keys, everything. As just another security guard, I just looked like one part of my cover. I was nervous. I went down a corridor and that’s where I set up my equipment. It was sort of concealed in bags. So, I have my scanner going and am looking for new frequencies. Anything new that’s not there normally.”

	Peter Popoff: “Get ready, get ready, praise God.”

	Alec Jason: “Suddenly, on the scanner, one of the lights came on saying there’s a signal and the scanner has stopped at that frequency. I hear what I realize, are now footsteps, high-heeled footsteps, on a hard surface.”

	Alec Jason: “They were using a radio frequency and I found it.”

	Peter Popoff: “In the name of Jesus.”

	Woman’s voice: “Jody Dean, Jody Dean.”

	Peter Popoff: “Is it Jody? Is it Jody, Jody Dean?”

	What you now hear and see is the live video of Peter Popoff, and with the secret radio transmission from his wife dubbed over the video.

	Woman’s voice: “She should be right there on your right. 4267 Masterson.”

	Peter Popoff: “4267 Masterson? I can see the ranges of God all around your house.”

	Woman’s voice: “Rosa Premiere.”

	Peter Popoff: “Rosa Premier, come here. You’ve been taking a lot of medication.”

	Woman’s voice: “Kipper, he’s got a lump in his chest.”

	Peter Popoff: “Who’s Kipper, he’s got a lump in his chest. You want God to melt it right now? Kipper, stand up! God’s going to burn that thing out right now!”

	Alec Jason: “They filled out prayer requests for him, saying I have cancer, I have this problem, I have that problem. She is giving that information directly to Popoff and then he’s reciting that information as if he’s getting it from God.”

	Woman’s voice: “Martha.”

	Peter Popoff: “Martha, is it Martha, is it Sikorsky?”

	Woman’s voice: “Crab.”

	Peter Popoff: “Crab, is it Crab?” And a man stands up and raises he hand. 

	Woman’s voice: “Peggy White.”

	Peter Popoff: “Peggy White?”

	Woman’s voice: “1305 Selano.”

	Peter Popoff: “1305 Selano?” He puts his hands on so many, yelling, “Hallelujah, the bondage is broken in the name of Jesus.” People are crying, falling down. “You foul spirit!!!!”

	Alec Jason: “So I packed everything up, I turned the equipment off, and I took my bags, and I walked down the stairs, outside into the cool air. My heart’s pounding now because I’ve got the goods.”

	James Randi: “Not only do we have the evidence we needed, but we had also more than what we needed. We had it. So, I went on the Johnny Carson show and when the revelation came, and you hear Mrs. Popoff’s voice, Johnny suddenly realized what the gimmick was, and he said, ‘Oh Bleep!’ That’s God’s frequency? I didn’t know he used radio, that’s 39.170 megahertz and God is a woman, obviously and sounds exactly like Popoff’s wife, Elizabeth.”

	Johnny Carson: “Has he seen this tape?”

	James Randi: “No he does not know about this until this very moment.”

	Alec Jason: “I can’t imagine what it would be like to maintain a life where you are living and your well-being of you and your family depends on you lying every single day.”

	      And yet that’s what he did until a Houdini type figure came and exposed him. This is the same thing that’s going on today, but if you slap Christianese on it and nobody learns their history, they are still able to do it today. Oh, and by the way how could anybody fall for this baloney? You say you follow the Bible but when push comes to shove, it’s either your brain or your experience and these guys profit from that. That’s why they continue on. But it’s a good thing that guy got exposed, with what he’s done, but have you seen so-called Christian TV. He’s actually back. In high gear doing the same thing with miracle spring water, that’s right! Apparently, that cornmeal miracle packet didn’t work. Most people don’t use cornmeal nowadays, but that was cool back in the 50s. 

	      How could this guy make a comeback? And once again he is racking in the big dough. He’s not the only one though. I’m telling you that I’m convinced that all this is, is warmed over spiritualism. Slapped with Christianese and it’s just like spiritualism was back in the 1850s and 1920s, it’s a lucrative business. If you can Christianize it, then you are going to rake in millions of dollars. And the only way people will fall for it is, you say you follow the Bible, but you follow your experience and your brain instead and that’s what these guys bank on, while they are raking in the dough. Here’s some other guys too that are still going strong today. Look at this video:

	Inside Addition Reports: “Some of the most popular and flashy TV evangelists in the country, these men seem to have made a lot of money, and they travel like Kings. When our Lisa Guerrero tried to ask one of these wealthy preachers about that, some would say, she was treated in a very non-Christian way.”

	Kenneth Copeland: “There ought not be any poor among you.”

	Lisa Guerrero: “They’re among the most popular televangelist in America.”

	Creflo Dollar: “I just need more; I just need more.”

	Lisa Guerrero: “They’re wealthy beyond imagination.”

	Jesse Duplantis: “One of my chandeliers cost more than most people’s houses. I got 22 chandeliers in the house.”

	Lisa Guerrero: “They live in huge mansions, drive fancy cars, and forget about flying in coach. They own some of the best private jets money can buy.”

	Jesse Duplantis: “I got an intercontinental plane.”

	Lisa Guerrero: “Jesse Duplantis zips around in his Dassault Falcon 50 Jet, paid for by his church. Here he is, boarding the plane with his wife, for a short one-hour flight from Ft Worth, Texas to his home outside New Orleans, La. Estimated round-trip cost 14,000 dollars. If he flew commercial it would be as low as $180.00.”

	Jesse Duplantis: “My congregation is the world. I need the plane.”

	Lisa Guerrero: “He says his jet allows him to better spread his message around the world and it sure has taken him to some pretty nice places. Sixteen time to Hawaii alone since 2006.”

	Jesse Duplantis: “I really believe that if Jesus was physically on the earth today, he wouldn’t be riding a donkey.”

	Lisa Guerrero: “Duplantis now wants an upgrade, to this. Fifty-four million-dollar Dassault 7X that comes with lavish interiors. Only the wealthiest people in the world can afford such luxury.”

	Jesse Duplantis: “So, for you that don’t think I should have that plane, God told me to have that plane.”

	Lisa Guerrero: “When he didn’t respond to our request for an interview, I met him at a book signing. ‘Why do you need a 54 million dollars private jet?’”

	Jesse Duplantis: “We’re not doing any kind of interviews right now. I’m in the book…”

	Lisa Guerrero: “I’d just like to know why you need…” A man comes up behind her and starts pushing her away. “Get your hands off me!!!” Why are you people touching me like this?! Let go of me!! The next day back on the pulpit, he joked about how his security got rid of me.”

	Lisa Guerrero: “Very few people can beat Kenneth Copeland. He even has his own airport next to his lovely mansion in Newark, Texas. Copeland actually has two private jets, a 20 million dollars Citation 10 and a Gulfstream 5 Jet that he recently bought from movie director Tyler Perry. He’s flown his jets to his vacation ski resort in Steamboat Springs, Co. at least 143 times since 2000. So, why not fly coach, who better to explain his reasoning than to that other high-flying preacher, his good buddy, Jesse Duplantis.”

	Kenneth Copeland: “This dope-filled world, right. And get in a long tube with a bunch of demons. It’s deadly.”

	Jesse Duplantis: “That’s exactly right!”

	Lisa Guerrero: “We caught up with Kenneth Copeland in Branson, Missouri. ‘You said you don’t like to fly commercially because you don’t want to get into a tube with a bunch of demons. Do you really believe that human beings are demons?’”

	Kenneth Copeland: “No, I do not, and don’t you ever say I did. If I flew commercial, I’d have to stop 65% of what I’m doing?”

	Lisa Guerrero: “How much did you pay for Tyler Perry’s Gulfstream jet for example?”

	Kenneth Copeland: “Well, for example, that’s really none of your business.”

	Lisa Guerrero: “Isn’t it the business of your donors?”

	Kenneth Copeland: “Listen, he made that airplane so cheap for me, I couldn’t help but buy it.”

	      How do these guys continue? It’s the same fatal flaw, why spiritism took off in our country. You say you follow the Bible, but when push comes to shove, when somebody challenges you, “Hey, maybe you are falling for a false teaching, what do you revert back to? Your brain, your experience and these guys bank on it. But if you would read the Bible, you’d see that what they are doing, is not only, not Biblical, but the Bible tells you in the Last Days, these hucksters would come into the church. Here is the sign we are in the last days.

	 

	II Peter 2:1-3: “But there were also false prophets among the people, just as there will be false teachers among you. They will secretly introduce destructive heresies, even denying the sovereign Lord who bought them – bringing swift destruction upon themselves. Many will follow their shameful ways and will bring the way of truth into disrepute. In their greed these teachers will exploit you with stories they have made up. Their condemnation has long been hanging over them, and their destruction has not been sleeping.”

	      You ain’t getting away with nothing!! You might get riches here on earth, but you are going to stand accountable to God. I don’t even know if these guys are even saved. They’re in a heap of trouble either way. The Bible says that people in the church, many would be led astray. And not just by false teachers but false teachers that don’t go by the Bible and they make stories up for greedy purposes. But how could people fall for that? Because, as a professing Christian you either don’t know your Bible or you rely on your experience. 

	      Unfortunately, even after the work of Houdini, even after the work of Amazing Randi, this kind of stuff goes on. Part of that became even more popular with these guys. They were called the Ghost Club. 

	      Now in the Ghost Club, there on the far right you can see this Sir Arthur Conan Doyle, who wrote Sherlock Holmes. We will see in the next chapter that he and Houdini used to be very good friends, but they had a falling out over this issue. This Ghost Club where some of the elites, who brought spiritualism, this demonic belief, into the literary movement, the [image: Image]medical movement and the scientific communities. 	      Spiritualism is basically the code word for “We’re going to seek truth from the grave, from ghosts.” But they’re not ghosts, they’re demons. So, basically, people knew that evolution was not true because God set eternity in our hearts and we know that there has got to be more to life than the goo to the zoo to me and you, and unfortunately instead of getting back to the Bible they started conjuring up demons. But don’t call them demons, call them ghosts, loved ones, Abraham Lincoln. That’s when secular psychology came along and eventually turned into a religion. Now we are talking about communicating with demons, mediumship, spiritism, the things that God condemns. Don’t listen to God’s word, they say, listen to the spirits for your direction and truth in life. 

	      So, you get into this demonic behavior, you’re not only encouraging people to speak with demons, but then it gets into the secret societies and it’s all coming from the same root. As we have seen in the previous chapters, these people got into an altered state of consciousness, and opened the door to demons. But you don’t say demons. Get into your altered state, slap some Christianese on it, and it’s the spirit of God. That makes it okay. And that is still going on to this day in the charismatic community. Take a look at this.

	      Stacy Campbell was introduced to the congregation to lead in prayer. She is handed the microphone and says, “Dear Lord Jesus” and proceeds to spin her head back and forth. It goes down into her body and someone is there to hold her us while she shakes and speaks. “Christianity is a love story, and it’s a sign of the love of God to man. It is a sign of love between man and God.” She is twisting and shaking so hard and fast that the guy beside her is actually holding her up while she tries to speak into the microphone. “And it is a sign of love between man and man. And every time you see this blaze of God, when he is speaking to man, because He loves the ones that He has created.” While she is speaking you can see in the background a man that is sitting in a chair, and he proceeds to shake as well.

	      The next scene is where she goes down into the congregation and lays her hand on the head of one of the people. She is still shaking her head so violently; you would actually think she could damage her brain. The next scene is where she again is talking, and again she starts spinning her head back and forth, and a man reaches out to hold her up, so she doesn’t lose her balance and fall over. She is out of breath and can hardly speak. “I had another son. My son broke his neck.”

	      I had to stop there. For obvious reasons. I wonder how he broke his neck. I don’t know. This is crazy, you are whooping yourself full of chicanery or whooping yourself into an altered state of consciousness. I don’t discount that you are hearing something, but just because you call it the spirit of God doesn’t mean it’s the Spirit of God. What about the Bible? Since when isn’t the Bible good enough for you. Why do you have to do that? It’s nuts but that’s what’s going on today.

	      But back in the day, people started to stand up and expose this stuff. And as we saw, that was Harry Houdini. He was not only a famous magician, but he became more famous by exposing the people and their chicanery. Now a lot of them were connected with demons and they probably did hear voices, but it wasn’t from dead loved ones. It became such a lucrative business and still is today, that a bunch of people went out there and said “I can speak to your dead loved one” but at a charge. A lot of people were making money with what they were claiming, so Houdini went around and exposed them and their tricks. And these same tricks are being done today in the charismatic movement.

	[image: Image]            They are getting filthy rich with the same kind of manipulation. Slap Christianese on it and somehow it makes it okay. 

	      We left off in the last chapter with Houdini. These were some of the guys that he worked with, called the Ghost Club.

	[image: Image]            These guys spread it further. We see how in America, the Fox sisters were invited to the White House, and unfortunately never left. It spread across America and another group that further did this, who got it into the literary world, the scientific community, and business community were these guys, The Ghost Club. 

	Now before we get into them, let’s ask ourselves once again, why God is very blunt and says not to mess with demons and this kind of behavior, trying to conjure up somebody that’s dead with a medium or spiritist. In fact, if you go down that route, you’re headed for, not a good time. I didn’t say that God did. Israel had intermingled with the world, God had blessed them, but God himself wasn’t good enough. They needed more, they needed to spice things up. And I think that is what a lot of people do. They get saved, they are excited about Jesus, but it’s just not enough. I need some high energy entertainment. It’s just unfortunate. 

	 

	Isaiah 8:19-22: “When men tell you to consult mediums and spiritists, who whisper and mutter, should not a people inquire of their God? Why consult the dead, on behalf of the living? To the law and to the testimony! If they do not speak according to this word, they have no light of dawn. Distressed and hungry, they will roam through the land, when they are famished, they will become enraged and, looking upward, will curse their king and their God. Then they will look toward the earth and see only distress and darkness and fearful gloom, and they will be thrust into utter darkness.”

	[image: Image]            Now would you say that when you go down this route, you not only have neck problems, but you are headed for bad times. The key word, when you try to consult through mediums and spiritists and the dead, you are headed for distress, hunger, enraged, darkness, fearful gloom and utter darkness. God is very blunt. Don’t mess with this stuff! You can also hear Him saying this in the Old Testament, hello, why would you do this? Why would you consult the dead, who last time I checked, don’t do nothing? If they move, they’re not dead. But why would you do that when you can learn directly from God Himself through the Bible? And that’s what He says there, to the law and to the testimony. If you want to know the truth, stick with this Book, God’s Word. Unfortunately, with some people, that’s not good enough anymore. But God says that you better stop it. It may start out as fun, making goose bumps on your goose bumps, may be intellectually stimulating, but eventually it’s going to destroy you! So, unfortunately, that is what this Ghost Club did. These guys further popularized it in America and abroad.

	      Here you see Sir Arthur Conan Doyle. He was basically friends with Houdini as we saw last time. Believe it not, they had a falling out with each other. They started out as friends, but the spiritualism, being able to talk to the dead actually broke up their friendship. 

	 

	Roger Dreyer, CWO (Chief Wizard Officer): “Houdini had a confrontation and a friendship with Sir Arthur Conan Doyle, the author of Sherlock Holmes. Sir Arthur Conan Doyle said that his wife, Lady Doyle, can bring back Houdini’s deceased mother. During the séance, Lady Doyle went into a trance and all of a sudden, her hand started writing, writing, writing. Supposedly communicating the message, from Houdini’s mother to Houdini. At the end she showed Houdini the spirit writings. Houdini said, wait a second, my mother doesn’t speak English, she only speaks German and Yiddish. Then Sir Arthur Conan Doyle said, ‘No, spirits do exist.’ He even showed Houdini a spirit photograph. Houdini said, ‘You’re showing me how spirits exist? I’ll show you how Abraham Lincoln exists, I’ll show you how other spirits exist.’ It was all camera trickery.”

	      Wow, and everybody got snookered and said, boy we’ll never do that again. No, it’s still going on today. But again, if you slap Christianese on it, somehow it makes it okay. Including gold dust, angel feathers falling from the sky, miracle handkerchief and miracle spring water and a whole host of other chicanery. And even the non-Christians know that this is a bunch of baloney. Unfortunately, it is still going on today and we need a Houdini to expose it.

	Peter Popoff: “I see many miracles coming to you.”

	Kerney Thomas, Jr: “I feel the anointing of Gahhhhhhhd! The miracles that are going to happen in your life.”

	Peter Popoff: “Money is coming to you! That’s right, miracle money. Divine transfer. I want to show you how to get yourself into the position so you can receive.”

	A man tells his story: “I want to share with you the signs and divine wonders that have happened in my life. This recent conference that I was at where there were 20,000 people praising and worshiping Jesus. Giving Him all the glory He deserves. I pray that your faith will increase by these signs and wonders. If you have any doubt or unbelief about the power of God, that needs to be rebuked. The first thing I want to show you is a feather. It has some brown speckles on it, and it almost looks like a cow, but it’s a feather. It’s very unique. And of course, it blew out over the whole congregation. And people thought that was the presence of God.”

	[image: Image]            It’s crazy. What is the saying? Those that don’t learn from their history are doomed to repeat it. It’s the same old baloney that Houdini exposed. The spiritualism, the chicanery, the tricks they used to rip people off their cash. Unfortunately, they slap Christianese on it, they don’t learn their history, and it’s all being repeated today. What does that have to do with studying your Bible and becoming a disciple of Christ? Nothing! It is so goofy and dumb that even the lost know it. Now let’s get back to the Ghost Club. They helped spread it further and across the pond. The Ghost Club was and is a paranormal investigation and research organization, founded in 1862. The club has traditionally investigated ghosts and hauntings, but also diversified into UFOs. The club has its roots in Cambridge in 1855, where fellows at Trinity College began to discuss ghosts and psychic phenomena. It counted Charles Dickens and Sir Arthur Conan Doyle among its members. One of the club’s earliest investigations was of the Davenport Brothers and their “spirit cabinet” and their claim of being able to contact the dead. The group continued to undertake investigations of spiritualist phenomena, a topic then in vogue, and continued meeting to discuss these ghostly subjects. The Ghost Club dissolved in the 1870s following the death of Charles Dickens. 

	      But it was revived on All Saints Day 1882 by the mediums William Stanton Moses and Alaric Alfred Watts. Now what was All Saints Day? Halloween. All basically what Catholicism did was take that high holy “Unholy Day” where still to this day, the calendar of the witches and the satanists, on that day, they do not just animal but human sacrifices. It still goes on today, but it was Catholicized, just by throwing Catholic terms on it and that makes it okay. Now we see, you can throw charismatic terms on it and it’s okay.

	      Now, let’s go back to Sir Arthur Conan Doyle. (Born 1859 – Died 1930) He was a British writer and physician. He created the character Sherlock Holmes in 1887, many novels, and fifty-six short stories about Holmes and Dr. Watson. Doyle also had a longstanding interest in mystical subjects and remained fascinated by the idea of paranormal phenomena. In fact, he turned to that, and stopped writing about Sherlock Holmes. 

	NARRATOR: “Of all the great fictional characters, it’s hard to imagine a smarter or more rational one than Sherlock Holmes. Holmes, this genius detective, sprang from the very special mind of Arthur Conan Doyle. Doyle was trained as a doctor, and he insisted that he had a deep scientific mindset. But he also believed in fairies. For real! Doyle was born in 1859 to a strict Irish Catholic family. Doyle rejected his faith at school declaring, ‘Never will I accept anything which cannot be proved to me.’ So, how did he end up believing in fairies? This was all part of the spiritualist craze of the 19th century.

	Spiritualism started in the U.S. in the 1840s but soon caught on in England. Spiritualists believed that the spirit of the dead walked among us and that they were trying to talk to us. Spiritualism also appeared, about the same time as photography was being invented. The double exposure and the light effects in the early photographs seemed to offer further evidence of the spirit world. Amazingly Doyle was taken in by all of this. He wanted to believe it, so he did. 

	Doyle discovered spiritualism in the 1880s and it changed his life. In between writing the Sherlock Holmes stories he started taking part in seances and joined the British Society for Psychic Research. It wasn’t until 1916 in the middle of World War One that Doyle went totally public with this spiritualist movement. He started lecturing and doing everything he could to spread the good news about the other world. 

	Doyle announced, ‘I suppose I am Sherlock Holmes, if anybody is, and I say that the case for spiritualism is absolutely proved.’ Doyle stopped writing Sherlock Holmes stories and started focusing entirely on spiritualism. Doyle became fascinated with a famous incident called the ‘Cottingley Fairies’ where a couple of school children claimed to commune with fairies. Not only that, but they also had photos of the fairies. A lot of people thought the whole thing was a hoax but not Doyle. He doubled down on his belief and wrote the book ‘The Coming of the Fairies’. He also became friends with the American illusionist, Harry Houdini, because he believed his tricks were real. The friendship eventually broke up when Houdini couldn’t convince Doyle that all his magic was just stagecraft.

	In 1925 Doyle opened a psychic bookshop in London, near Westminster Abbey. He established a center for spiritualist information. He also had a publishing company, and he had a little museum. Doyle paid for the whole thing out of his own pocket.”

	      The irony of this is, here is this famous guy writing about this genius detective mind but “I won’t believe anything unless you can prove it to me” and then he fell for this. You know why? When push came to shove, what did he determine as his foundation for his truth? Experience. It’s powerful and it’s still being done today. You can talk to professing Christians today and ask where is that line in the Bible. They say God told me to tell you, but the Bible doesn’t say that. It can’t be God [image: Image]saying that. It’s contradicting the Bible. No, I had goosebumps on top of my goosebumps. That had to be the angel of God. No, experience is still being used today, unfortunately, instead of people aligning their beliefs with the Bible and, dare I say, in the church.                                                   Doyle not only got involved in this, but he was also into Freemasonry. You are going to see a pattern here, secret societies, Freemasonry, UFOs, spiritualism, it all comes from the same root. Another key figure in the Ghost Club, from the literary world, was Charles Dickens. He also wrote a ton of books and influenced the literary world as well. Charles John Huffam Dickens (Born 1812 – Died 1870) He was an English writer and social critic. He created some of the world’s best-known fictional characters and is regarded by many as the greatest novelist of the Victorian era. His works have enjoyed unprecedented popularity during his lifetime and, by the 20th century, critics and scholars had recognized him as a literary genius. And his novels and short stories are still widely read today. But where did he get his inspriation from? Well, shocker, from communicating with dead people.

	Noisy Ghost Entertainment Reports: “Welcome to spooky history, today we’re learning about Charles Dickens. Charles Dickens penned many stories, now considered classics,  including the ghostly masterpieces ‘A Christmas Carol’ and ‘The Signal-Man’. He was fascinated by the occult. Both personally and as a business man he knew what sold. He once wrote, ‘My own mind is perfectly unprejudiced and impressionable on the subject of ghosts. I do not in the least pretend such things cannot be.’ And Dickens had his own brushes with the unexplained to go with that opinion. He claimed to have seen his dead and much-loved sister-in-law Mary in a night vision and wrote of seeing his then still living father by his bed before the latter disappeared when Dickens reached out to touch his shoulder.”

	So, we thought he was just wooping stuff up. But it was based on his experience with demons. That’s where he got his stories from, such as:

	      What does God say when you mess with demons? Dark, doom, dispare, agony, nothing is going to go good. Dickens was know as:

	A heavy drinker

	Enthusiastic about mesmerism

	Cheated constantly behind his wife’s back

	Had a clandestine relations with a teenager, “Nelly Ternan”

	Felt “fury” and “resentment” towards his mother

	And used taxidermy to preserve his dead pets including “Grip” the Raven.
 

	      He also expressed a distaste for organized religion (which by the way is a common phrase by the charismatic movement). In 1836, in a pamphlet titled “Sunday Under Three Heads” he defended the people’s right to pleasure saying, “Look into your churches – diminished congregations and scanty attendance. People have grown sullen and obstinate, and are becoming disgusted with the faith which condemns them to such a day as this, once in every seven. 

	[image: Image]            Then in the 1840, Dickens had shown an interest in Unitarian Christianity and it was said that, “Mr Dickens is an enlightened Unitarian.” Dickens also disapproved of 19th century evangelicalism, seeing it as an extreme form of Christianity that limits personal expression.

	      

	So, that’s two of the big guys in the Ghost Club who were part of the literary community. Now these next people are from the scientific community, messing with demons. Where did they get their inspiration from? The first couple was Pierre and Marie Curie. Pierre Curie (Born 1859 – Died 1906) He was a French physicist, a pioneer in crystallography, magnetism, piezoelectricity and radioactivity. In 1903, he received the Nobel Prize in Physics with his wife, Marie Curie, ‘in recognition of the extraordinary services they have rendered by their joint research on the radiation phenomena. With their win, the Curies became the first ever married couple to win the Nobel Prize, launching the Curie family legacy of five Nobel Prizes. 

	      In the late 19th century, Pierre was investigating the mysteries of ordinary magnetism when he became aware of the spiritualist experiments of other European scientists. Pierre initially thought the systematic investigation into the paranormal could help with some unanswered questions about magnetism. He wrote to his fiancé at that time, Marie: “I must admit that spiritual phenomena intensely interest me. I think there are questions that deal with physics.” Pierre Curie’s notebooks show that he read many books on spiritualism. He did not attend seances as a mere spectator, only to hear the communication with spirits. He saw the seances as scientific experiments, and tried to monitor different parameters, and took detailed notes of every observation.

	      It’s a good thing that nobody uses scientific terms to repackage spiritualism and sell it to the church today. We saw this back in our New Age Study, and it just happens to be the pattern here in the charismatic community.[image: Image]

	      The “Physics of Heaven”. All it is, is flat out New Age. This is from Bethel. It’s spiritism and they slap Christianese on it with scientific terms. Science, the physics of Heaven, how to do these things and attract this stuff. What shocks me is that this is not only out there but it’s being sold on Christianbook.com. Which is like the top leading Christian book seller. That’s flat-out New Age.      

	[image: Image]            They put Christianese on and try to sell it as a Christian book. That’s what the Hindu’s did with Yoga and meditation, it’s good for stress, it will lower your heart rate. It still doesn’t take away from the fact that you are communicating with demons. So, again, if you don’t learn from your history you are doomed to repeat it. Now another major notable figure in the Ghost Club, this time from the business community, was Thomas Edison.

	      Thomas Alva Edison (Born 1847 – Died 1931) was an American inventor and businessman. He developed many devices such as electric power generation, mass communication, sound recording, and motion pictures. And these inventions, which include the phonograph, the motion picture [image: Image]camera, and early versions of the electric light bulb, have had a widespread impact on the modern industrialized world.

	Now, Edison was also a friend of another inventor who initially worked for Edison early on and that was this guy, Henry Ford.

	But the Grand Lodge of New York confirms that Henry Ford was a Freemason, and raised in Palestine Lodge No. 357, in Detroit, in 1894. He then went on to receive the 33rd degree of the Scottish Rite in 1940, and said, “Masonry is the best balance wheel that the United States has.”

	 

	And the Freemasons say…

	“Brother Henry Ford was one of the 20th century’s greatest innovators. He was initiated into Palestine Lodge No. 357 and was raised to the Sublime Degree of Master Mason. He kept up a Masonic career throughout his lifetime, which is no easy feat when his many accomplishments and innovations are considered. He eventually received the 33rd and last degree of the Ancient and Accepted Scottish Rite in 1940 – the capstone of many decades of Masonic service.”
 

	      In 1920, Thomas Edison spoke to American Magazine, saying that he had been working on a device for some time to see if it was possible to communicate with the dead. Edison said the device would work on scientific principles not by an occult means. The announcement caused a heyday in the press, though the actual nature of this invention remained a mystery, as there were no details for some time. Until in 2015, a French journalist, found a copy of Edison’s Diary in a thrift store, with a chapter not found in the previously published editions. The new chapter details Edison’s theories of the afterlife and the scientific basis by which communication with the dead might be achieved. Edison wanted to develop a “spirit phone” a spiritual device that would summon to the living the voices of the dead and record them as seen here:

	Narrator: “Kids today get together with a Ouija board. They will put their hands on the planchette and ask a question. When the planchette moves to different letters the kids follow so they know what the spirits are trying to say. Most people don’t believe in these spirit boards, but they are still very popular. Others believe that they are real but very dangerous. It’s not the first thing ever invented to connect people with the dead. Thomas Edison invented the supernatural telephone himself, which still stumps scientists today.

	Two of the brightest minds in history, Thomas Edison and Nikola Tesla were very competitive men. They crossed paths when Tesla immigrated to New York to work for the Continental Edison Company. It wasn’t long before he rose through the ranks and became an engineer. For some reason, Edison didn’t see the promise in Tesla, but his colleagues did. When Edison offered Tesla $50,000.00 for 24 of his designs, Tesla didn’t know that he was actually joking. When he found out he left Con-Ed. He had only been there for 6 months. He decided to start his own utility company and in April 1887 the Tesla Electric Company was born. 

	It wasn’t long before Tesla’s reputation as a brilliant inventor continued to grow. Soon Edison heard about Tesla’s accomplishments. The two men were competitors by that point. Edison was more established in the scientific community. The rivalry came to a head with the war of currents. Tesla had a revolutionary alternating current; Edison had a direct current that was AC verses DC. They were fighting for supremacy in the age of electricity. In the end, Tesla won out. And his victory haunted Edison until the end. 

	By the 20th century Tesla was dabbling in a field that was unfamiliar to Edison. He was trying to use currents to prove that ghosts really exist. He created a crystal powered radio that was powered by electromagnetic waves. While in his lab he began to pick up strange readings. When he translated the audio, he couldn’t believe what he was hearing. In his diary he wrote, ‘My first observations positively terrified me as there was present in them something mysterious, not to say supernatural, and I was alone in my laboratory at night’.

	It would be a few years before Tesla would run more tests with a more advanced model of the radio. This time he hears voices. ‘The sounds I am listening to every night at first appear to be human voices conversing back and forth in a language I cannot understand. I find it difficult to imagine that I am actually hearing real voices from people, not of this planet’.

	When Edison caught wind of his rivals’ attempts, he set out to work on a similar invention of his own. He was working on an apparatus to see if it was possible for spirits that had left the earth to communicate with the living. He called it ‘the spirit phone’. He put his hypothesis to the test by inviting scientists and spiritual mediums to his lab. There he presented them with a projector-like machine that shines a thin beam of light onto a photo electric cell. He hoped to see something supernatural in the beams. Hours passed and nothing happened. He worked on this spirit phone until he died in 1931.

	When Edison was alive, he couldn’t communicate with the dead. However, a group of inventors claimed that Edison tried to reach out from the grave in 1940. A group of researchers claim that Thomas Edison reached out to them during a séance and that he reached out to them with instructions on how to build a spirit phone that would work. While a lot of people in the scientific community don’t believe that ghosts don’t exist, there are many that do believe it.”

	      So, that begs the question, if you are into this kind of stuff, where are you getting your ideas from? If you recall from our AI Invasion Study, we saw that a lot of people that are developing AI, you know where they are getting their information from, to speed up the AI? It’s not from God. It’s from demons. Do you remember this interview?
 

	AI AND MEDITATION

	Dennis Couwdenberg, founder of the scientific journal ‘Nanophotonics’ interviews Stephan Oesterreicher from AI innovation lab about the role of meditation in the development of artificial intelligence. September 2017, Marin County, California

	Dennis Couwdenberg: “What is an AI innovation lab?”

	Stephan Oesterreicher: “An AI innovation laboratory is basically a meditation room that is set up within an AI development company that is supporting the innovation process from the consciousness perspective. You have to take perspective; you are writing the code for the software but then there’s also like the consciousness perspective where the software developers are learning new methods of innovation to speed up the process of development.”

	Dennis Couwdenberg: “How does meditation benefit the development of AI?”

	Stephan Oesterreicher: “First, meditation is one word that describes many different techniques and approaches. Right now, we are talking about meditation as a tool for innovation. Because now, when we shift our perception of time, don’t think time is like past, present and future, but basically all moments in time, all events and all technologies, of the past, present and future, all exist within this moment. We can access all moments in time from right here, right now, through meditation. We use meditation to connect to the future technology that already exists, fully developed and functioning in a certain moment in the future. We’ll be connecting with that technology and then we’re bringing that knowledge of its development from the future into the now. It’s basically downloading the knowledge of the creation of the AI from the future to the now.”

	Dennis Couwdenberg: “How do you download?” 

	Stephan Oesterreicher: “On a practical level, you are guided by a skilled meditation trainer. When you connect energetically with your consciousness, with your mind to the energetic body, the consciousness of the AI existing in the future and then when you bring it from the future into the now, it often feels like a gentle shower of energy that’s entering your body from the crown, your head and your body. And then after this kind of meditation, all of a sudden you can feel very inspired, you have new ideas. Also, a person comes to your mind that you can call and ask for advice and then certain events happen that speed up the process of development. After this kind of meditation, of course, software should be written by humans. This is still being born through human minds. This process is accelerating if you use meditation if you connect with the future in technology.”

	      So, these guys in the industry, in Silicon Valley admit that they are getting into an altered state of consciousness, via meditation, and then this information starts downloading into their brain to speed up the process of developing AI. Now why would they want to speed up the process of AI? Well, to get back to our AI Invasion study, I’m convinced, based on Revelation 13, where it talks about global events, they are going to be able to micro-manage the whole planet with a big brother type system. They are going to be able to micro-manage the economy of the planet with the mark of the beast system. They are going to be able to micro-manage every single person and every single transaction and mark them electronically with a marking device right here on your forehead so they can control, literally in real time on a global basis, what you can buy or sell. 	      That is why the Jewish people want to kill him. Basically, He said I am God.

	John 8:57-59: “You are not yet fifty years old, the Jews said to Him, and you have seen Abraham! ‘I tell you the truth,’ Jesus answered, ‘before Abraham was born, I am!’ At this, they picked up stones to stone Him.”

	      Here are a few more that have got involved with all this:

	Anagarika Dharmapala: a leading figure in the Buddhist revival (1864 – 1933)

	G.R.S. Mead: Introduced Gnosticism to popular knowledge in England and probably the world.

	Christmas Humphreys: English introducer of Buddhism to Westerners (1901 – 1983) On Christmas Humphreys work as a judge. Christmas Humphreys: an article for the Canadian Theosophist.

	D.T. Suzuki: Brought Zen-Buddhism to the West.

	AMNESTY INTERNATIONAL

	Buddhist Society in England: (was the Buddhist lodge of the theosophical Society) was founded by the most famous and influential of Western Buddhists, Christmas Humphreys who was a member of the Theosophical Society early in his life and who wrote appreciatively about H.P. Blavatsky to the end of his life.

	      Aldous Huxley, George Lucas, and Einstein are known to have read books on Theosophy.      

	      Why? Because they are all from the same root. So, you see the same influence, you get involved with spirit communication, apparently that leads you to Freemasonry, to secret societies, all kinds of demonic activities, you start saying “I AM”, you get involved in New Age, the ecumenical movement, “Can’t we all get along?”, and then we start talking about, can’t we build the planet together, build our own utopia, get involved with theosophy, maybe it’s all the same, and you know why? Because none of it is coming from the Bible. It’s been repackaged, slapped with Christianese, throw a couple scientific terms on it and people are buying it even in the church. 	[image: Image]            So, as a recap of our study so far, we’ve seen; the existence of demons and contrary to popular belief they, along with satan are real! They are not a figment of your imagination, they are really out there, messing things up! Then we saw the character of demons.  Satan is not the only one permeating his evil character across our planet today, so are the demons who aid him in his evil attacks against us with their evil character! Next, we saw the tactic of demons. How do they come against us. Just like witches and satanists, demons also have infiltrated the church by promoting:

	A NEW SERVICE – relevant (worldly)

	A NEW JESUS – no talk of sin…any sin goes.

	A NEW WORSHIP – gets non-Christians attending services       (possessed). 

	      Then the last five times we saw the History of Demon Worship and we began to answer the question, “How in the world did we get into this mess?” Where demons are openly walking around infiltrating not just the world but now even in the church! Well, it started with the Romantics, saying satan is a good guy/hero. Who were influenced by the Rationalists. The Movement that says, Truth comes by man’s brain.” And then came the Empiricists saying, “Truth comes by man’s experience.”

	      Which led to the lie of Evolution. Which got people to further doubt God’s Word as a source of truth. Then this led to the Spiritualism Movement. Because people knew inherently there had to be more to life than from “the goo, to the zoo, to me and you.” And people were seeking truth from beyond the grave. Which then gave rise to secular psychology that combined man’s brain/man’s experience and spiritualism to try to understand man’s brain and man’s experience. And that was done by Sigmund Freud and Carl Jung: 

	      And then it got turned into a religion by Allen Kardec, who helped it spread in Europe and around the world (into the International Spiritists) which includes 35 different countries promoting this stuff.

	      And then we saw how spiritualism became popular in America and that was started by these ladies, the Fox sisters. They not only spread spiritualism (communicating with demons as a source of truth) to America, but even the White House! And it started with: The aberration called the Trump family, who warned us of the swamp. And now we have lying sleepy Joe.

	We saw that Spiritualism began to spread not only to the White House and our government. Where they all got into a trance-like state, i.e., an altered state of consciousness so that spirits (demons) could speak through them. And then last time we saw that Spiritualism also began to spread to the average Joe. These literary, scientific, and business guys, they were a part of the Ghost Club. With people like: Charles Dickens and Sir Arthur Conan Doyle, who wrote the Adventures of Sherlock Holmes. Both men among others wrote a ton of books that influenced the Literary World, into Spiritualism. Then other people in the Ghost Club were from the scientific community.  And another major notable figure in the Ghost Club from the Business Community was Thomas Edison. Who also produced his Spirit Phone:

	And Edison, also a friend of another business inventor friend, who initially worked for Edison early on, was Henry Ford, who was a Freemason.

	The White House

	The Government

	The Average Joe

	The Literary World

	The Scientific World

	And Business Inventor World

	      It also made its inroads into the Church world. But before we get to that, let’s remind ourselves how the Church responds to demonic input.

	Acts 19:13-20: “Some Jews who were around driving out evil spirits tried to invoke the name of the Lord Jesus over those who were demon possessed. They would say, ‘In the name of Jesus, who Paul preaches, I command you to come out.’ Seven sons of Sceva, a Jewish chief priest, were doing this. One day, the evil spirit answered them, ‘Jesus I know, and I know about Paul, but who are you?’ Then the man who had the evil spirit jumped on them and overpowered them all. 

	He gave them such a beating that they ran out of the house naked and bleeding. When this became known to the Jews and Greeks living in Ephesus, they were all seized with fear, and the name of the Lord Jesus was held in high honor. Many of those who believed now came and openly confessed their evil deeds. A number who had practiced sorcery brought their scrolls together and burned them publicly. When they calculated the value of the scrolls, the total came to fifty thousand drachmas. In this way the world of the Lord spread widely and grew in power.”

	      You bet it did! So here we see once again, God shows He’s more powerful than all the other demons and demonic power and all the other demonic paraphernalia that’s out there! And people were being bound and tormented and duped by demons. But God showed that through Him they could be set free once and for all through Jesus Christ!

	      By the way…as we saw before… If these were drachmas, the value would be 50,000 a days’ worth of wages. That would amount to several million dollars in wages of the present day. So, this shows us the response the early church had when it came to demons, demonic teachings, and demonic paraphernalia…scrolls…spells…you name it.

	      And it’s a good thing the church is maintaining this stance! Yeah, right! Once again, the charismatic community is leading the way to influencing people in the church world, to go back into demonic practices. Here’s just one easy example: 

	 

	Narrator: “This is a fire tunnel at Bethel Church, where I think you are getting the fire anointing, feeling the glory, kind of like it’s all coming together in a fire tunnel. This is clip 22 at Bethel Church.”

	 

	The clip shows people lying on the floor, on top of one another. They are moaning, groaning, laughing, raising their hands. You can hear one laugh that is louder than the rest that sounds just like a witch’s cackle.

	John McArthur: “It is consistent with their entire view of Revelation. Because they will not prescribe themselves to the fact that the end of the New Testament was the end of Divine Revelation. So, if God is still speaking and still talking and most amazingly talking through me and giving me impressions and revelations, then who’s to say we can’t bark and squirrel around, wiggle and dive, and jump. Because hey, Revelation is still going on and it’s now coming through me. So, there’s no restraint on anything.”

	Narrator: “Now this is the International House of Prayer, again this is Mike Fickle up in Kansas. I want you to see a young lady who visited their ministry for training, for equipping. We will then try to figure out what is going on here and what is happening to this young lady. This is clip #8 from IHOP.”

	This clip shows a young lady standing on stage, a microphone is being held to her mouth which she is trying to talk. She keeps twitching while she is trying to get the words out. She tries to tell them how good she feels and how thrilled she is to be here and how she was made to come here.

	Person interviewing her: “You were made to come here?”

	Young Lady: “Not on a Wednesday, but it was because it was the Sabbath. We were all excited, so we went to see what was going on. I’ve never seen anything like this before or even heard about it. I didn’t know that the Lord could work like this.”

	Person interviewing her: “So you never did this kind of thing before?” 

	Young Lady: “No.”

	Person interviewing her: “Have you ever seen anything like this before”?

	Young Lady: “No.”

	Person interviewing her: “You have never seen this kind of the manifestation of the Holy Spirit that you are now experiencing?”

	Young Lady: “No.”

	Person interviewing her: “You haven’t stopped shaking since you got on the platform.”

	Person holding the microphone: “Since before she got on the platform. She was sitting over there and was shaking for the last two hours.”

	Person interviewing her: “So, for the last two months, this is brand new what the Lord is doing?”

	Young Lady: “Yeah, I grew up in a Methodist Church.”

	Person interviewing her: “So did I by the way. I grew up in a Methodist Church.”

	Narrator: “By the way, at the International House of Prayer, there is a room where they are perpetually praying 24 hours a day, again with eschatology involved. Now again, you mentioned the Kundalini part of Hinduism. Andrew Strom happens to be a charismatic and he put together a very concerned expose as to what is going on. This is clip #6 about Kundalini.”

	This next clip shows three men at the podium. One looks like he is holding onto the arm of the man in the center. The man in the center has his mouth open like he is speaking. But what is happening is that they are laughing so hard that if the center guy isn’t being held on to, he will probably fall down.

	[image: Image]Andrew Strom: “Now this all began with Rodney Howard Brown imparting a new anointing into a bunch of leaders and it spread around the world, in fact it spread like wildfire. How do we know that Rodney Howard Brown had a pure anointing? How do we know it wasn’t a kundalini spirit from the beginning because it seems absolutely identical to it. Now one of the very clearest signs of a kundalini awakening has always been these kriyas. You see this woman involved in the New Age movement, walking along, exhibiting these kriyas, these involuntary jerking motions, and the staggering thing about it, is that we are seeing, again and again, these exact same type of kriyas right through the Toronto Movement. This has always been one of the clearest signs of kundalini that we know of.”

	John McArthur: “And then he shows the kundalini cult in India, doing the exact same thing.”

	      In other words, it’s the same exact demonic thing! But unfortunately, spiritualism didn’t stop there. Now speaking of the charismatic movement we’re going to see how it spread to the church! Starting with George Fox and the Quakers.

	      And it started with the fatal flaw of, “God told me to tell you.” And we need something more than just the Bible, we need experiences. Also known as Religious Society of Friends or Friends Churches. Members of these movements ("the Friends") Quakerism arose in mid-17th-century England. 

	[image: Overview image]            George Fox (July 1624 – 13 January 1691) was an English Dissenter, who was a founder of the Religious Society of Friends, commonly known as the Quakers or Friends. Fox's first landfall on the North American continent was at Maryland and made extensive travels around the various American colonies. was viewed with respect by the Quaker convert William Penn  who was an English writer and religious thinker belonging to the Religious Society of Friends (Quakers), and founder of the Province of Pennsylvania. 

	And he sure looks an awfully lot like with the QUAKERS OATS guy.

	[image: Image]But George Fox believed in man's ability to experience the light within. Which led to all kinds of unbiblical practices. They avoid creeds and hierarchical structures. In other words, we don’t need the Bible and order.

	 

	 

	 

	Quietism: Quakerism tolerated boisterous behavior that challenged conventional etiquette. The "Quietist" heresy, wrongly elevated "contemplation" or chewing on God’s Word, intellectual stillness over vocal prayer. You know…be still and let God speak to you, Psalm 46:10. Which was a heretical DVD that Beth Moore and the likes were a part of.

	      But this “interior passivity” over “pious action” is nothing more that New Age Catholic mystical prayer, that falsely teaches, you can do and achieve a sinless state, and even union with the Godhead. Actually, union with demons because that’s where this lead!

	Role of women: Quaker women prophesied and preached publicly, developing charismatic personae spreading the sect. 

	This practice was bolstered by the movement's firm concept of spiritual equality for men and women.

	Liberal: Liberal Quakerism generally refers to friends who take ideas from liberal Christianity, often sharing a similar mix of ideas, often with a focus on the social gospel. 

	Universalist: Universalist friends affirm religious pluralism: there are many different paths to God and understandings of the divine reached through non-Christian religious experiences, which are as valid as Christian understandings.

	Non-theists: Some Friends have views similar to post-Christian non-theists who are predominantly atheists, agnostics and humanists who still value membership in a religious organization.

	Theology: Quakers bear witness or testify to their religious beliefs that are rooted in their immediate experience of God

	Worship: Most groups of Quakers meet for regular worship. There are two main types of worship worldwide: programmed worship and waiting worship. In programmed worship there is often a prepared Biblical unprogrammed worship (also known as waiting worship, silent worship).

	      They gather together in "expectant waiting upon God" to experience His still small voice leading them from within.  There is no plan on how the meeting will proceed, and practice varies widely between meetings and individual worship services. Friends believe that God plans what will happen, with his spirit leading people to speak. A participant who feels led to speak will stand and share a spoken ministry in front of others. When this happens, Quakers believe that the spirit of God is speaking through the speaker. And that has led to the modern-day heretical practices of Charismatics today like this one.

	Jesse Duplantis: “We should have frank and open conversations with each other, I’ve done that with the Lord. I’ve heard the Lord say, ‘Hey Jesse, this is what I’m going to do, what do you think about this? God has asked me for my opinion.’ I said, ‘Well Lord, since you have asked, we can talk frankly, what do you think?’ I said, ‘Well, I don’t think you ought to do that.’ He said, ‘Why don’t you think I ought to do that?’ I said, ‘Well, I know you know people more than I do, but you know Lord, just let me do a little more work on this individual. I think we can get them.’ He said, ‘Okay, okay! Do what you have to do.’ And the Bible says that he who wins souls is wise.”

	Pastor: “Undoubtedly you have heard people say this. ‘Well God has spoken to me, and he told me that you are to do such and such.’ ‘Pastor, God has spoken to me, and He told me to tell you that our church needs to go in this direction.’ It is just ambiguous what is out there in the evangelical world, for whatever evangelical means now a days, that God speaks to people, in still small voices, in audible voices, dreams, visions, hunches, all of these things. And you hear this so commonly. Has it ever made you stop and wonder what is wrong with me? Why don’t I hear God speak to me that way? Is there something wrong with me? Is there something wrong with my relationship with the Lord? Do these people have a closer walk with God than I do? What’s wrong with me? If you have ever had those thoughts, I hope that this session will be an encouragement to you as we look at how God does and does not speak to us today.”

	Man in a Car: “God gave me this clear vision. Now I’m going to give you a couple of seconds to log in and I’m going to tell you what he showed me. I believe if you are watching this it’s because God specifically wanted you to hear this because you are chosen. God just gave me this clear vision and I know when He gives me these visions because they are so clear and so accurate. Sometimes He gives me dreams and I wake up and I begin to pray and ask the Lord, what did that mean? And He will give me an interpretation. Sometimes He will just show me images or pictures and then He will tell me immediately what it meant.”

	Man at a podium: “I want to preach for a moment because God told me to tell you this. ‘It’s always been in you. It’s always been in you.’”

	Pastor: “Dear friends if you want to hear God speak to you, there is one way that you will hear God speak, read your Bible. If you want to hear God speak to audibly, read your Bible out loud.”

	[image: Image]            But apparently that’s too easy. Now because they opened up Pandora’s Box with “God told me to tell you.” And encourage people in the church to get off the Bible. It’s opened up to even more heresy in the church world and demonic behavior. Including with this lady. 

	      So, now we go from the Quakers to the Shakers. Which was a [image: A person in a garment

Description automatically generated]breakoff of the Quakers. Who as you can see, apparently also known as Darth Vaders’ mom. Or Maybe Klaus Schwab’s Mom. But as you can see, she does not look happy back then. Maybe because she promoted false teachings.

	[image: Image]      Ann Lee (29 February 1736 – 8 September 1784), commonly known as Mother Ann Lee, was the founding leader of the United Society of Believers in Christ's Second Appearing, or the Shakers. Ann Lee and a small group of her followers emigrated from England to New York. Ann Lee was uncomfortable with sexuality, especially her own, and even had a repulsion towards sexual activity. She believed and taught her followers that it is possible to attain perfect holiness by giving up sexual relations. 

	      Like her predecessors, she taught that the shaking and trembling were caused by sin being purged from the body by the power of the Holy Spirit, purifying the worshiper. She spoke of visions and messages from God, claiming that she had received in a vision from God the message that celibacy and confession of sin are the only true road to salvation and the only way in which the Kingdom of God could be established on the earth. 

	      She was frequently imprisoned for dancing and shouting, and for blasphemy. And she was chosen by the Society as "Mother in spiritual things" and called herself "Ann, the Word." After being released from prison a second time, witnesses say Mother Ann performed a number of miracles, including healing the sick. 

	      Followers of Mother Ann came to believe that she embodied all the perfections of God in female form and was revealed as the "second coming" of Christ. They considered Ann Lee to be Christ's female counterpart. But they worshiped by ecstatic dancing or "shaking", which resulted in them being dubbed the Shakers. And Ann Lee preached to the public and led the Shaker church at a time when few women were religious leaders. Which has led to the same modern day heretical practice of Charismatics today.

	Narrator: “We are looking at straight up satanic manifestations of an evil unclean spirit. This Stacy Campbell lady is shocking. It’s a history of head shaking and demonic activity. Now, they are promoting this. Now, this is her and her husband traveling the world waving hands, shaking and hissing like snakes, it truly is disturbing.”

	The clip shows her on stage speaking into the microphone but at the same time shaking her head violently. As she is shaking her head you can hear something that sounds like a snake hissing. The words she is saying make no sense.

	 

	Stacy Campbell: “Because you asked, very few men on the face of the earth have, to see my glowing, I will begin revival through you, that will pass beyond this.”

	 

	[image: Image]            So, now I need to shake my head to get a word from God? How about read the Bible.!!! But now since they opened up Pandora’s Box with experience and shaking over the Bible, it opened up to even more heresy and demonic behavior. And that was encouraged by this guy. Who apparently was related to this guy Watto in Star Wars. And he’s not happy either. Probably because he too promoted heresey.

	Elias Hicks  (March 19, 1748 – February 27, 1830) was a traveling Quaker minister from Long Island, New York. He promoted unorthodox doctrines that led to controversy, and which caused the second major schism within the Religious Society of Friends. So, another split from the Quakers which is not a surprise because once you get off Sola Scriptura the Bible alone that’s what you get! You know …

	God told me to tell you.

	I had a Vision, a Dream.

	I had this experience. 

	Yada, Yada, Yada.

	      But Hicks was regarded as a gifted speaker with a strong voice and dramatic flair. He drew large crowds and meetings, sometimes in the thousands. However, many accused him of denying the divinity of Christ. He refuted Biblical concepts like original sin, the Trinity, and the impossibility of falling from grace, (in other words…he rejected Eternal security). And he even rejected an external Devil.

	      Well, of course…you’re listening to DEMONS… He never spoke of eternal Hell but he expressed the importance of the soul's union "now" in preparation for the "realms of eternity" in what he considered the “true new covenant dispensation,” an invisible inward covenant and union with God.

	      He saw that tradition, books, rituals and even the Bible itself hindered that light within. And he stressed the importance of the Inner Light before Scripture. And Hicks considered obedience to the Inner Light, to be the sole rule of faith and the foundational principle of Christianity. Which of course has led to the same modern day heretical practice of Charismatics today…listening to the “light” within.

	      Except it’s not God’s Light like we found out with this guy! Remember this?

	 

	Kenneth Copeland: “In the name of Jesus, standing in the office of the Prophet of God, I execute judgement on you Covid-19, I execute judgement on you, satan, you destroyer, you killer, you get out, you break your power, you get off this nation. I demand a judgement upon you. I demand, I demand, I demand, a vaccination to come immediately. I call you gone! I call you gone! You come down from your place of authority you killer and you crawl on your belly like God commanded you when He put his foot on your head, in the Garden of Eden. You will destroy, through Covid-19, no more! It is finished!”

	      Yeah, how did that work out for you? By the way if you commanded Covid-19 to be gone, why did you demand a vaccine?

	But that was not only heretical and a total farce, but apparently it was boring, so somebody decided to spice this heresy up!

	Kenneth Copeland: “Then sang Moses, to the children of Israel, this song unto the Lord. (Sang along with music) Covid-19, Covid-19, go!!! Be gone!!! From the state of Washington to the state of Maine, to Brownsville, Texas and the tip of Florida. Today, from the atmosphere, today, burn this thing. This virus hates heat. Just burn this thing! Burn! Burn! I call for a supernatural heat wave straight out of hell. Burn! Burn! Covid-19, Covid-19, I blow the wind of God. You don’t know it, you don’t know it, you get out of here now! Burn! You don’t know it, you don’t know it, get out of here, burn this thing! Covid-19, Covid-19, I blow the wind of God. You are destroyed forever, and you’ll never be back.”

	      Yeah, how’d that work out for you? But wait a second. I thought you did that in the last video so why did you have to do it again? What’s the matter, do you not have enough faith? But I think this next video shows the reason why Covid-19 didn’t stop Copeland’s heretical behavior. I think it was because of this behavior. 

	Kenneth Copeland: Covid-19 – He blows spit at the camera. Oppressive, nasty diseases attack his people, George – now he is blowing spit into George’s face and is getting George’s glasses wet. The Prince of Peace takes his place – George wipes off his glasses. I messed us up….”

	      Yeah, stop spitting on people!!! But that was the understatement of the year! But because you opened up Pandora’s Box with…

	God told me to tell you.

	I need an experience.

	Now follow the “light” within…

	      And you’re totally off the Bible. It opened up to even more heresy and demonic behavior in the church including now merging with full on spiritualism i.e., the occult demonic inputs. And that was encouraged by these guys. 

	[image: Image]            Isaac and Amy Post, were radical Hicksite Quakers from Rochester, New York, and among the first believers in Spiritualism. In 1848, the Posts took into their home the Fox sisters, Kate and Margaret, who appeared to have acquired the ability to communicate with spirits through rapping noises. 

	They introduced the girls to their circle of radical friends, and almost all became ardent believers in the emerging religion of Spiritualism. Isaac Post himself became an acknowledged medium. 

	      His 1852 book, Voices From the Spirit World, Being Communications From Many Spirits, was presented as the spirit writings of eminent persons such as Benjamin Franklin and George Fox. 

	      And that has led to the same modern day heretical practice of Charismatics today. That they too have become a medium for God by made up ecstatic speech. 

	 

	Kenneth Copeland: “It will give you a chance to raise your income, you missed your place to shout right there, you have to get used to this now. Glory to God. Of course, all our offerings will go to the outreach of Kenneth Copeland Ministries and especially Kenneth Copeland Ministries, Canada, and the territories under which the Canadian office – then he starts speaking in unknown tongues, and then he interprets. The movement of the Spirit of God that has been prayed over, called down, cried over, died over, sought after, Prophets have prophesied of it, people have prayed, singing of it in the Spirit. But I’m here to tell you tonight, we are in the first rain of a major flood. It has already begun. Amen! Now I said that by the Holy Ghost.”

	[image: Image]            No, you didn’t. If that wasn’t just chicanery, made up gibberish. It wasn’t the Spirit of God because that’s not the Biblical pattern. But since you opened up Pandora’s Box, with God told me to tell you and now, you’re off the Bible, merging spiritualism and demonic activity because the occult does gibberish like that. It opened up to even more heresy and demonic behavior in the church with even more merging spiritualism and the occult. And that how it was with this guy. 

	Jesse Babcock Ferguson (January 19, 1819 – September 3 or September 4, 1870) was an America Christian preacher (so you say) who developed Spiritualist leanings in the 1840s and 1850s while serving as the preacher at the Nashville Church of Christ. 

	      So, another sect of the Charismatic Movement merging with spiritualism, i.e., demonic inputs. Ferguson edited a periodical called The Christian Magazine and drew large numbers into the church with his powerful preaching, leading to congregational growth and the construction of a new church building. Well, see, he’s got a big building and a big following so it must be from God!

	[image: Image]            Ferguson later travelled to England in the company of the Davenport brothers to demonstrate supernatural phenomena. He worked as their stage manager, but they were exposed as frauds. Ferguson also became convinced of the eventual salvation of all souls, the false teaching of Universalism, and was active in the Universalist faith in his later years.

	      So, this guy showed himself to be a faker in the church. And this merging of spiritualism also led to another modern-day heretical practice of Charismatics today calling it “supernatural phenomena” as well.

	 

	Speaker: “You are going to impart to each other. You are going to take it and put it on top of somebody else’s head and say Lord, Lord, everybody, praise that anointing. That crown upon someone else’s head. Keep praying.” 

	The person she had been praying for is now on the floor crying. 

	Speaker: “Keep praying. Every single one of you, impartation legacy, legacy, legacy, legacy, legacy.”

	 

	Second Speaker: “Is it okay if I touch you? Is it okay if I lay hands on you? I saw a wave of worship. I saw a wave of worship hitting you.”

	As she touches each one standing in line, they fall to the floor, and she starts speaking in tongues. 

	Second Speaker: “I saw that there was no separation from worship in the church to the streets. Is this like extravagant to obtainable, just like a fire?”

	Then she starts speaking in tongues again.

	Okay, between 500 legacies and blessing “Yo mama,” I’m kind of thinking that’s not the Spirit of God! But because you opened up Pandora’s Box and starting merging with full on Spiritualism, calling it Christian and you’re off the Bible. It opened up even more merging with spiritualism and the occult. And that was with this guy.

	William Stainton Moses was an English cleric and a spiritualist medium. He promoted spirit photography and automatic writing, and co-founded what became the College of Psychic Studies. Which sounds an awful lot like the Bethel School of Supernatural Ministry.Moses attended his first séance in 1872. Charles Williams and Daniel Douglas Home were the next mediums he visited. Five months after his introduction to spiritualism, he claimed to have experienced levitation. The automatic scripts of Moses began to appear in his books Spirit Teachings and Spirit Identity. 

	      Moses endorsed the spirit photography of which later was exposed as a fraud. And now today this has led to a full-on merger with spiritualism, i.e., demon input into the church. With these demonic practices slapped with Christianese as well.

	Card Reader: “Hi, I’m Allie, what is your name?”

	Visitor: “Darrell.”

	Allie: “Hi Darrell. Welcome to Christ Alignment. Anyone that I am reading, who is in the spirit realm, different times can be read from past, present and future. 	      But now, you’ve got this so off the Bible, it has even led to this so-called, even more palatable, merging of Spiritualism i.e., Demonic Inputs. For the rest of the non-charismatic masses in the church world. We’ve had thirty years of most churches in the United States of America who refused to teach the Bible. So, we’ve got a major illiteracy and/or a lot of people going to church services who are not even born again. Now the merging of this spiritualism, to the point where maybe you don’t want to do the charismatic destiny card thing, because you know enough about tarot, and that is bad enough.

	      By way of recap, because that is what we do apparently, we have already seen the existence of demons, it’s a good thing it’s just make believe. Contrary to popular belief they, along with satan, are real! They are not a “figment of your imagination”. They are really out there messing things up!

	      Then we saw the character of demons. Satan is not the only one permeating his evil character across our planet today messing things up. So are the demons who aid him in his evil attacks against us, with their evil character!

	      Then we saw the tactics of demons. How they come against us, like witches and satanists, demon have also infiltrated the church by promoting

	 

	A NEW SERVICE – relevant (worldly).

	A NEW JESUS – no talk of sin…any sin goes.

	A NEW WORSHIP – gets non-Christians attending services possessed.      

	      And then we saw in the last six chapters the history of demon worship. And we began to answer the question, “How in the world did we get into this mess? Where demons are openly walking around, infiltrating not just the world but now even in the church?”      

	      We saw that it all started with The Romantics, saying satan is a good guy/hero, who were influenced by the Rationalists. The movement that said truth comes from man’s brain. Then came the Empiricists saying truth comes from man’s experience. And that led to the lie of Evolution, which got people to further doubt God’s Word as a source of truth.

	      Then this led to the spiritualism movement because people knew inherently there had to be more to life than from the goo to the zoo to me and you. And these people were seeking truth beyond the grave. Which gave to the rise of secular psychology that combined man’s brain/man’s experience and spiritualism to try to understand man’s brain and man’s experience. And that was done by Sigmund Freud and Carl Jung. After that, it was turned into a religion by Allen Kardec, who helped it spread in Europe and around the world with the International Spiritist Council. This now includes over 35 different countries, promoting this stuff. 

	[image: Image]            Now, what is spiritualism? It is communicating with demons as a source of truth. And they not only spread spiritualism to America but even to the White House, then to the government, and then it even began to spread it to the average Joe, through literary, science and business. That was the beginning of the Ghost Club, with Sir Arthur Conan Doyle and Charles Dickens, who wrote a ton of books influencing the literary world into spiritualism. Other people in the Ghost Club were from the scientific community, such as Pierre and Marie Curie and another major, notable figure from the business community, Thomas Edison, who also produced the Spirit Phone. Thomas Edison worked alongside another business inventor, who initially worked for Edison early on, Henry Ford, a Freemason. And then in the last chapter we saw it also, unfortunately, made its inroads into the church world.

	      Today this has led to a full-on merger with spiritualism, i.e., demon input into the church world. And today we see these demonic practices being slapped with Christianese. Add charismatic Destiny cards and Holy Spirit Ouija Boards and that’s what you get when you get off the Bible. Unfortunately, [image: Image]the influx of spiritualism didn’t stop there. Now spiritualism, i.e., is all over the place, spreading to the whole world through the New Age movement!            

	      But, before we get into that, let’s remind ourselves once again why we shouldn’t have anything to do with demonic input. 

	Deuteronomy 18:9-14: “When you enter the land the Lord your God is giving you, do not learn to imitate the detestable ways of the nations there. Let no one be found among you who sacrifices his son or daughter in the fire, who practices divination or sorcery, interprets omens, engages in witchcraft, or casts spells or who is a medium or spiritist or who consults the dead. Anyone who does these things is detestable to the Lord, and because of these detestable practices the Lord your God will drive out those nations before you. You must be blameless before the Lord your God. The nations you will dispossess listen to those who practice sorcery or divination, but as for you, the Lord your God has not permitted you to do so.”

	 

	      The Hebrew word for “detestable” there is “Tow-ay-baw” and it means, “a disgusting thing (to who…to God) an abomination, that which is abominable.” Why? Because all these practices are demonic, and these entities are all liars who are seeking to lead you astray into destruction and the audacity for the so-called people of God to seek wisdom and direction from a demonic entity instead of Him! It invites the judgement of God! That’s why these nations were taken out. And if you don’t think America’s next, you’re living a pipe dream.

	      Because people en masse are seeking direction from spiritualism i.e., demonic inputs instead of God, all over the place. And that’s happened with the help of the New Age Movement! Now we’re going to define the New Age Movement for what it is and why it is detestable to God. Without redoing the whole 12-week study we did on New Age before, let’s do a quick recap.

	      New Age is a range of spiritual or religious practices and beliefs which rapidly grew in Western society during the early 1960-70s. Its highly eclectic and unsystematic structure makes the precise definition difficult. Although many scholars consider it a religious movement, its adherents typically see it as spiritual or as unifying Mind-Body-Spirit.

	      New Age drew heavily upon esoteric traditions such as the occultism of the 18th and 19th centuries, including spiritualism and Theosophy. It also arose from mid-twentieth century influences such as the UFO religions of the 1950s, the counterculture of the 1960s, and the Human Potential Movement. 

	      But it became a major movement in the 1970s, at which time it was centered largely in the United Kingdom. It expanded widely in the 1980s and 1990s, in particular in the United States. 

	      New Age has several main currents. Theologically, the New Age Movement typically says that divinity pervades the universe, including human beings themselves, leading to a strong emphasis on the spiritual authority of the self. 

	      This is accompanied by a common belief in a variety of semi-divine non-human entities, such as angels and masters, with whom humans can communicate, particularly by channeling through a human intermediary. Yet the Bible says that this is mediumship and a form of divination and it’s an abomination to God. In fact, even witches admit this, it’s the same method, where they get their teachings and power from, as this wiccan witch, admits.

	 

	Phyllis Curott, Priestess, Attorney, Author: “Hi, my name is Phyllis Curott, I am a wiccan priestess and the founder of the Tradition of Ara, the Temple of Ara. Divination is one of the great magics. It’s one of the ways of paying attention. It’s one of the ways of having the divine speak to you and guide you and it’s a wonderful way for casting spells. Divine, the root of divine is ‘Divi’ which means deity and ‘Oracle’ means the mouth of God, or goddess. Divination is a way of engaging in dialogue with the sacred. It’s not just a way for telling the future, although you can use it for that, and almost culture, and certainly every indigenous culture has a means of divination.

	There are runs in the Scandinavian culture and there are Anglo-Saxon runes as well, there’s the tarot desk which developed, some say in Egypt, very popular in Italy now, all over the place. There’s astrology, there’s bones, there’s a reading of signs, there’s a long list of endless ways. There’s a rock. You can take a rock and put yes on one side and no on the other. There are countless ways of engaging in divination but the most important part of it is, you have to master the vocabulary to understand what is being communicated through the use of the symbols. 

	But the most important thing to understand about what’s being communicated is the source of communication. Because the source of communication is the same source of energy that you use when you’re doing magic or casting a spell. It’s the divine. That’s what divination is. It’s a means engaging in dialogue with divinity, and it proves to you it’s the second chapter in which crafting, unlike most other books on Wicca. Because it’s a means of one discovering that the universe is conscious and interactive and aware of a wider, broader pattern than you are and capable of guiding you. You have a guidance system, a sacred holy guidance system. The divine is available to you, you don’t have to go to a priest or a priestess or anybody else to know what the sacred is and to know how to work with the sacred. How to be guided by a divination is the tool that enables here to have the guidance of the divine.”

	 

	      Actually, it’s the guidance of demons. All these methods are seeking truth outside of the Bible. They think through divination (communication to the divine) it’s connecting them to the divine, but it’s really demons. They need to call it “Demonation.”

	But a common New Age belief is that this great advancement of spiritual wisdom, will lead us  to an Age of Utopia on earth, also known as the Age of Aquarius. And again, where do they get these ideas from? From spiritualism, i.e., communicating with demons – demonation.

	That’s why another core belief within the New Age Movement is channeling. This is the idea, that humans, being in a state of trance, can act "as a channel of information from sources other than their normal selves." As this New Age Channeling lady admits.

	 

	Gabby Bernstein: “I want to share some of the ways that I experience some of these spiritual connections during my meditations. I want you to know what connections can come through, like when you are meditating and you are channeling, that you can actually be aware of what is going on. So, here’s the first sign that you are channeling. You feel a presence of peace comes over you. The absolute settling of your nervous system. You feel at ease, relaxed. I often have my hand go up, they almost move at times and feel almost hot, as if I’m holding energy. Like I’m holding a ball of energy actually. Another sign you are channeling is that you feel a chill go down your spine. You feel goosebumps on your arms. That is absolutely a sure, sure sign you are calling on energy that is not your own.

	I love this one. You can often feel the sense that there is an inner voice, and it can often be audible, for some people, but in my case, it was actually like I was reading a book, but listening to the author in the background. While you are reading you actually get the sense that you are listening to the author or listening to somebody else. That’s how I know there is an amazing presence coming through. I get the sense that there is a download coming, this voice coming through. And it’s not scary, it’s something surreal, loving, soothing, connected and guided and it’s very spiritual in nature.

	And then what happens, for me particularly, is I start speaking really fast. So, if I’m channeling for somebody else and I don’t realize it quite yet. Chills come down my spine, my hands will go numb, I start hearing that background noise of a voice behind me, I start speaking really fast and that fast speech becomes the full-blown experience of allowing the voice to come through me. This is so powerful once you start developing these messages in your own life because you can start to receive inner wisdom, inner guidance. And what are you hearing from? You are hearing from that spiritual connection that is within and around you, spirit as inspiration, the voice of love. It’s already in you and these guides are bringing it to you in a direct line of communication to remind you of what you already know.”

	      Anyway, just because it feels good doesn’t mean it’s from God.

	Even the devil masquerades as an angel of light.

	2 Corinthains 11:14: “And no wonder, for even satan disguises himself as an angel of light.”

	And the Bible is clear, nobody crosses over from Heaven or Hell.

	Luke 16:24-26: “So the rich man called to him, ‘Father Abraham, have pity on me and send Lazarus to dip the tip of his finger in water and cool my tongue, because I am in agony in this fire.’ But Abraham replied, ‘Son, remember that in your lifetime you received your good things, while Lazarus received bad things, but now he is comforted here, and you are in agony. And besides all this, between us and you a great chasm has been set in place, so that those who want to go from here to you cannot, nor can anyone cross over from there to us.’”

	Job 7:9-10: “As a cloud vanishes and is gone, so one who goes down to the grave does not return. He will never come to his house again; his place will know him no more.”

	Job 10:20-21: “Are not my few days almost over? Turn away from me so I can have a moment’s joy before I go to the place of no return, to the land of gloom and utter darkness...”

	Job 16:22: “Only a few years will pass before I take the path of no return.”

	      God bluntly tells us at our moment of death we are either going to Heaven or hell and we will not return. So, if a person is communicating with something claiming to be beyond the grave it’s what the Bible calls a familiar spirit or a demon.

	      The word familiar is from the Latin familiaris, meaning a "household servant," and is intended to express the idea that sorcerers had spirits as their servants ready to obey their commands. Those attempting to contact the dead, even to this day, usually have some sort of spirit guide who communicates with them. These are familiar spirits. And that’s why God has such strong warnings to stay away from this!

	 

	Leviticus 19:31: “Do not turn to mediums or necromancers; do not seek them out, and so make yourselves unclean by them: I am the Lord your God.”

	Leviticus 20:6,27: “If a person turns to mediums and necromancers, whoring after them, I will set my face against that person and will cut him off from among his people. A man or a woman who is a medium or a necromancer shall surely be put to death. They shall be stoned with stones; their blood shall be upon them.”

	      Yet the New Age says these sources they’re tapping into are either…. God, gods and goddesses, ascended masters, spirit guides, extraterrestrials angels, devas, historical figures, the collective unconscious, elementals, or even nature spirits. They even say these benevolent non-human spirit-beings are interested in humanity's spiritual development; and should be referred to as angels, guardian angels, personal guides, masters, teachers, and contacts. And even the figure of Jesus Christ is often mentioned within New Age literature as a spiritually advanced human being.

	      But here’s how New Age began to spread in the 1960’s-70’s. 

	The publication of Linda Goodman's best-selling astrology books Sun Signs (1968) and Love Signs (1978); 

	The "Harmonic Convergence" planetary alignment on August 16 and 17, 1987,[98] organized by José Argüelles in Sedona, Arizona.

	 

	The claims of channelers Jane Roberts (Seth Material), Helen Schucman (A Course in Miracles), J. Z. Knight (Ramtha), Neale Donald Walsch (Conversations with God) that emerged through automatic writing) and James Redfield's 1993 work The Celestine Prophecy. But let’s hit some of the biggest influences of New Age to the world, starting with Shirly MacLaine.

	 

	 

	 

	 

	[image: Image]Shirley MacLaine (born Shirley MacLean Beaty, April 24, 1934) is an American actress, author, and former dancer. Known for her portrayals of quirky, strong-willed and eccentric women.

	      She was named after actress Shirley Temple. Her father, Ira Owens Beaty, a professor of psychology. MacLaine's younger brother is the actor, writer, and director Warren Beatty; Their parents raised them as Baptists.[4] Her uncle was a Communist. MacLaine claimed that, in a previous life in Atlantis, she was the brother to a 35,000-year-old spirit named Ramtha channeled by American mystic teacher and author J. Z. Knight. 

	      She has a strong interest in spirituality and metaphysics, the central theme of her best-selling books, including Out on a Limb and Dancing in the Light. She has undertaken forms of spiritual exploration as walking the Way of St. James which is a  pilgrimage leading to the shrine of the apostle Saint James the Great in northwestern Spain, where tradition holds that the remains of the apostle are buried and practicing Transcendental Meditation.

	      The release of Shirley MacLaine's book Out on a Limb (1983), later adapted into a television mini-series with the same name (1987); was one of the biggest global influences of people getting familiar and connecting with the New Age Movement. And she’s still connecting and promoting this to people, the New Age demon, contact to this very day.

	 

	David: “You want to know a good exercise to get in touch with the realization that we have God inside of us.”

	Shirley: “An exercise?”

	David: “This is what you do. Stand up and hold your arms out like this, and say, ‘The Kingdom of Heaven is within, I love myself.’”

	She stands up and faces the ocean and she holds her arms out.

	Shirley: “The Kingdom of Heaven is within. I love myself.”

	David: “No, better than that. Say, ‘I and God are one.’ No wait, I have one better than that, this is the best one. Just say ‘I am God!’”

	Shirley: “David, I can’t say that.”

	David: “See how little you think of yourself. You can’t even say the words.”

	Once again, after contemplating the words, she holds her arms out and takes a deep breath.

	Shirley: “I am God, I am God.”

	David: “A little louder please, with maybe a little more conviction.”

	She turns towards the ocean again and spreads out her arms.

	Shirley: “I am God! I am God! If I’m God, what does that make you?”

	 

	David: “Well, we always see in others what we see in ourselves. I am God!”

	At that point they both face each other with their arms stretched out. 

	David: “I am God! I am God!”

	Both say it together as they turn back towards the Ocean: “I am God, I am God, I am God!”

	Who you are requires no belief. Heaven is not a location but refers to the inner realm of consciousness. The man on the Cross is an archetypal image. He is every man and every woman. The leaders’ website teaches these lessons:

	      1. My mind is part of God’s. I am very Holy.

	      2. My Holiness is my Salvation.

	      3. My Salvation comes from me.

	      4. Let me remember that there is no sin.

	      5. Do not make the pathetic error of “clinging to the old                             

	                 rugged cross.”

	      6. The only message of the crucifixion is that you can 

	                  overcome the cross.

	Have you heard of this church? Or maybe it’s the leader? Years ago, she denied Jesus as the only way. Today she has turned her millions of adoring fans over to New Age doctrine. Christians are letting this into the homes and are being deceived.”

	Next Clip:

	Kelly: “In reading books, such as Tolle’s, it has really opened my eyes to a new way of thinking, a new form of spirituality, which doesn’t always align with the teachings of Christianity. So, my question is, how do you reconcile your spiritual teaching with your Christian beliefs?”

	Next Clip:

	Oprah Winfrey: “Well, I reconciled it because I was able to open my mind about the absolute, indescribable hugeness of that which we call God. I took God out of the box, because I grew up in the Baptist Church, where there were rules and, you know, beliefs systems and doctrines. I believe God is love, God is in all things, so, that was when the search for something more than doctrine started to stir within me. 

	And the essence of all consciousness, isn’t something to believe God is. God is. God is a feeling experience not a believing experience. If your religion is a believing experience, that’s God for you, but it’s still about a belief, then it’s not truly God.” 

	      Can I translate that for you? If you are believing in the Bible and allowing that to define your rule and practice, your solo scriptura, that’s not real. You’re the one at fault. You need to take God out of the box. You know what she did? She took God out of the Scripture. Not out from, she took God out of the Scripture. 

	      But today she basically has the world’s largest church that teaches New Age theology which denies all the fundamental truths of the Bible. In 2010, Life Magazine named her one the 100 most important people who have changed the world – right up there with Jesus Christ and Elvis Presley!

	AN INCREDIBLE DANGER

	      There is no doubt that Oprah Winfrey is the world’s most popular and powerful woman. But there’s also no doubt that she is the most dangerous. Because she has emerged as a New Age High Priestess who is deceiving millions into rejecting God’s Word and embracing a convoluted theology that is straight from the pit of Hell.

	      She is widely recognized as a spiritual leader. In 2006, USA Today pointed out that she has been referred to as “a really hip and materialistic Mother Teresa,” “a symbolic figurehead of spirituality,” “America’s pastor,” and “today’s Billy Graham.”

	      The spiritual pornography that Oprah is peddling is called The New Age Movement. And the irony Oprah claims to be a Christian and yet denies being a New Ager! In fact, one of programs had a Christian in her audience and they challenged Oprah about being a “New Ager,” and Oprah responded with this:

	 

	“I am not New Age anything, and I resent being called that. I am trying to open a door so that people can see themselves more clearly and perhaps be the light to get to God, whatever they may call that.”

	      So, Oprah can deny all day long she’s not a New Ager, but the truth is found in her writings and public statements, as well as the guests she features on her programs. Including Joel Osteen, who also teaches with Oprah and Shirley MacLaine that we are God – or I am.

	Oprah Winfrey: “Whatever follows “I am” is going to come looking for you.”

	Joel Osteen: “You know Oprah, so many people don’t realize that the way they go through life, and I think they were just trained that way, saying, ‘I am so tired’ and ‘I am unlucky’ and ‘I don’t get any good breaks.’ But when you speak that out, you are setting the tone for your life. We always tell people if you want to know what your life is going to be like five years from now, just listen to what you are saying about yourself right now. You can’t go around saying all day that I’m not attractive and I never get any good breaks and I’m a lousy mother. That’s just going to draw in the negative, things that are going to keep you from God’s best.”

	Oprah Winfrey: “I love that whatever follows ‘I am,’ it’ll come looking for you. Because whatever follows it – this happened to me recently. I was filming the movie ‘The Butler’ and I was so tired. All day I kept saying, ‘I am so tired, I am so tired,’ and what I realized was that I was getting more and more tired. And then I thought about the sermon and thought, how can I turn this around? For me, I can’t go immediately to ‘ I am so energized, because I wasn’t. So, I was trying to think, I can’t go to energized, I wasn’t lying to myself because I’m not, but what can I use in between. So, I started saying, ‘I am looking forward to my second wind.’ And it came!”

	Joel Osteen: “I think that is true and you could have said, ‘I am refreshed,’ ‘I am being restored.’ Things like that, you don’t have to go to the extreme.”

	Oprah Winfrey: “How did you come to that? What spark of God happened that made you conclude that whatever follows ‘I am’ is going to come looking for you?”

	Joel Osteen: “I think sometimes we make things so complicated. But it’s simple things that keep most people back.”

	      Notice, he did not say, oh, I got it from the Bible. Because it doesn’t come from the Bible. Dare I say that when your so-called sermons and your so-called books influence the biggest community on the planet to go deeper into the New Age movement, it’s insane. It’s the same thing, but somehow, it’s supposed to be Christian.

	      This proclamation to be God or ‘I am’ is at the heart of the New Age lie and it’s not surprising that Oprah is peddling that as well. She interviewed fellow New Age Guru Shirley MacLaine multiple times and Oprah said that being born-again is the same as “being connected to the higher self.” And she added that when the Bible says, “ask and it shall be given,” we are being prompted to seek answers from our “intuitive self.”

	      On another program featuring a panel of other New Age gurus, Oprah said, “…one of the biggest mistakes humans make is to believe that there is only one way. Actually, there are many diverse paths leading to what you call God.”

	      And when one of her audience members disagreed, testifying that she believed Jesus is the only way to God, Oprah lost her temper and shouted, “There couldn’t possibly be only one way!” 

	      Oprah also claims that one of the most important books she has ever read is from Eric Butterworth’s “Discover the Power within You.” And in that book, he wrote, “Jesus did not come to teach us how divine he was but to teach that divinity was within us. In a nutshell, Oprah’s gospel is ME. “Spiritual gurus are here “not to teach us about their divinity, but to teach us about our own.”

	 

	Oprah’s Guests:

	Oprah enthusiastically endorses each of these people and their books. And her endorsement of their books caused an explosion in their sales. 

	Eric Butterworth – The New Age author whose book, “Discover the Power Within You,” was the turning point for Oprah’s introduction to New Age theology. In that book he wrote, “God isn’t “up there” He exists inside each one of us, and it’s up to us to seek the divine within.”

	Shirley MacLaine – The movie star producer of the TV miniseries, “Out on a Limb” which promoted spirit channeling, mental telepathy, astral projection, and reincarnation.

	Betty Eadie – A New Age Mormon and author of “Embraced by the Light.” She claims that she went to Heaven and talked personally with Jesus and He assured her that there are many paths to God.

	Raymond Moody – An occultist who advocates that communication with the dead is possible.

	Caroline Myss – A New Age author who teaches the divinity of Man and the power of positive confession.

	Debbie Ford – A New Age guru who advocates the divinity of Man. She also teaches that the answers we need to life can be found within us.

	 

	M. Scott Peck – The New Age author of “The Road Less Traveled.” He says, “God wants us to become Himself (or Herself or Itself). We are growing toward God. God is the ultimate goal of evolution.” 

	Gary Zukov – A regular guest whose book, “The Seat of the Soul” shot to the top of the New York times bestseller list after Oprah recommended it. He teaches reincarnation and channeling through spirit guides.

	Iyanla Vangant – A New Age “life coach” who teaches a gospel of self-esteem. She is an ordained minister in the Yoruba priesthood. This is a polytheistic, ancestor-worshiping religion of Western Africa.

	Esther Hicks – Author of “The Law of Attraction” and a New Age channeler.

	Deepak Chopra – A New Age author who says, “In reality, we are divinity in disguise, and the gods and goddesses in embryo that are contained within us seek to be fully materialized.”

	Cheryl Richardson – A promoter of centering meditation which utilizes guided visualization to connect with one’s higher self or one’s spirit guide.

	Rhonda Byrne – Author of “The Secret,” which teaches the “law of attraction.” She states in her book, “You are God in a physical body.”

	Jack Canfield – The co-editor of the “Chicken Soup for the Soul” series of self-help books. He advocates meditation as the way to experience “the voice of God speaking to you through words, images and sensations.”

	Brian Weiss – A psychiatrist and author who believes in reincarnation. He says Heaven is all around us and Hell is “something that don’t experience after you die unless you expect it.”

	Shakti Gawain – A “personal development” expert who advocates “creative visualization” in order to become open to “accept the goodness of the universe.” She encourages people to trust their inner selves. 

	Don Curtis – A Unity minister and channeler who claims that the early Church believed in reincarnation, but that it was “thrown out” by the Council of Nicea in the 4th Century (The Council did not even address the issue.)

	Pema Chodron – An American woman who was divorced twice before becoming a Buddhist nun. He goal is to “bring the teachings of Tibetan Buddhism to Western audiences.”

	John Gray – An advocate of using transcendental meditation for developing higher states of consciousness.

	Wayne Dyer – An advocate of Taoism who teaches, “If God is everywhere, then there is no place that God is not, and that includes you. 

	Eckhart Tolle – A German-born Canadian resident who is a recognized leader in the New Age Movement. His book, “The Power of Now,” became an instant bestseller when Oprah enthusiastically endorsed it.

	[image: Image]            He denies the existence of a personal God, denies personal responsibility for sin, denies the existence of an eternal soul, and denies the need for the redeeming death and resurrection of Jesus. He basically has given Hinduism a Western packaging by promoting God as an impersonal life force living in all things. He argues there can therefore be no separation from God because our real self is a part of God. And he says salvation consists of becoming aware of our real self.

	      So, how can anyone endorse these people and these books and still call themselves a Christian is beyond my comprehension. Yet this is what Oprah is doing.

	      Oprah’s favorite New Age teacher is Marianne Williamson. Who ran for President last term for the Democratic Party – shocker – and might run again. 

	      Her first book was titled “A Return to Love.” It was an endorsement and explanation of the book “A Course in Miracles” by Helen Schucman which has become the Bible of the New Age Movement. Helen Schucman. She claimed it was dictated to her over a seven-year period by an “inner voice” that identified itself as Jesus.

	In it she says:

	“There is no separation of God and His creation.”

	“God is All in All in a very literal sense.”

	“The recognition of God is the recognition of yourself.”

	“Is he [Jesus] the Christ. O yes, along with you.”

	“A slain Christ has no meaning.” (Text, page 425)

	“Do not make the pathetic error of ‘clinging to the old rugged cross.’”

	“There is no sin; it has no consequence.”

	“The Atonement is the final lesson he [Man] need learn, for it teaches him that, never having sinned, he has no need of salvation.”

	      Oprah praised Williamson’s book on her program and handed out 1,000 copies of it to her audience. The book immediately shot to the top of the New York Times bestseller list and stayed there for months.

	      And here’s just a quick example of Oprah promoting channeling, i.e., communication with demons on her show as well.

	Oprah Winfrey: “I’d like you to channel Mafu.”

	Penny Torres Rubin, Channeler: “In order to do that I have this I just need a couple of moments.” 

	She proceeds to meditate, put herself in a trance, etc. with her head bowed. And the camera draws in closer.

	Oprah Winfrey: “A couple moments on television is deadly. The silence will kill you; you know.”

	Suddenly Penny jerks and takes a deep breath, and she starts to groan.

	Oprah Winfrey: “I take this to mean that this is Mafu. Adjusting to our vibrational level. Tell me Mafu, or first tell me, who are you?”

	Penny begins to speak in a voice that cannot be understood because the accent is so strong.

	Mafu: “I am honored to be in what you call your presence. Ask you that be I which you are entity all things I what is called one have come unto you on this day in your timing to bring to you the greatest thing there be that which is termed the knowing that you are loved by that which is called the father that is within you and within all things, that be I.”

	      What you just saw was what God forbid back in Deut. 18. That lady got into a trance-like state, an altered state of consciousness and you literally watched a demon pop into her. So, the facts are clear. They speak for themselves.

	[image: Image]            Oprah is not only the most popular and best-known woman in the world – she is the most dangerous, for she’s endangering the souls of millions of people by deceiving them with satanic New Age theology. But that’s not all. Oprah also promoted a ton of New Age channelers including this guy. John Edward. And here he is in action explaining his demonation techniques.

	 

	John Edward: “One of the examples that I was given from my own guide, that I work with, was like where is the internet. Like, where is the internet? It’s this place that is out there that we all talk about and know about, where you can communicate. But you can’t go there with the physical body, you need a conduit in some way to actually exchange that energy. Which is your computer.”

	Oprah Winfrey: “We all say that. Don’t you say that when you send an email? Where is it out there? So, do you see these energies?”

	John Edward: “I do not see them. For me, I’m clairvoyant, that means that I seek, hear and feel this energy and I interpret what I feel in my experience. For example, if I see something, I don’t see them like I am seeing the audience, or yourself. I don’t hear them the way we communicate. It’s kind of like having a daydream. You know it is like when you are daydreaming and it’s a very, very real experience. That’s what it is like except I am conscious that I am daydreaming. So, I quiet my mind through meditation and prayer, I pay attention to what I’m thinking, what I’m hearing and what I’m feeling. It’s as if I’m being impressed with this energy. So, it’s not coming from me, it’s coming from outside of me.”

	      That’s coming from a demon. But again, people are repackaging, relabeling the occult technique, things that God forbids and there in mainstream media, it’s being promoted. 

	      John Edward McGee Jr. (born October 19, 1969) is an American television personality, author and a self-proclaimed psychic medium. After writing his first book on the subject in 1998, Edward became a well-known (and controversial) figure in the United States with his shows.                         Edward (born in Glen Cove, New York) is the only son of an Irish-American police officer and an Italian-American working mother. The religion he was raised practicing was Roman Catholic. Edward has been quoted as saying that he has never stopped feeling connected to God and still feels closely connected to his Catholic roots.

	      According to Edward, when he was 15 and "a huge doubter" (in psychic abilities), he was read by a New Jersey woman who convinced him that he could become a medium. 

	"She told me things that there is no way she could have known.”

	      Well, there you go! It had to be God! No! Don’t you think demons are around at certain times in people’s lives, witnessing these events in your life and then could retrieve those instances.

	Edward published his first book, One Last Time, in 1998. His appearance on Larry King Live later in the year prompted enough phone calls to overload the show's switchboard.

	      The next year, Edward had a show of his own “Crossing Over with John Edward.” Edward was the producer and host of the show where Edward gave psychic readings to audience members and information being supposedly "communicated" by deceased friends and relatives.

	      Edward's tours outside the USA have included performances in Canada, Australia, the UK, and Ireland. In response to the announcement of his 2019 Australian tour, The Sydney Morning Herald published an article which called Edward a fraud. Critics of Edward assert that he performs the mentalist techniques of hot and cold readings, which I will get to in a second. In which one uses prior knowledge or a wide array of quick and sometimes general guesses to create the impression of psychic ability.

	[image: Image]            In spite of this…Edward has appeared or mentioned in many television shows, including ABC's 20/20, Dateline, The Early Show  Entertainment Tonight, Family Guy, Fox and Friends, Jimmy Kimmel Larry King Live, the HBO  Live with Regis & Kelly, Maury, Oprah,    Penn & Teller, The Tony Danza Show, The View, Smallville, The Wayne Brady Show, Will & Grace, Keeping up with the Kardashians, and Dr. Phil.

	      But that’s not all. Oprah is also good friends with this guy who also denies Christ as the only way. 

	      And he is also promoting New Age channelers or psychics like this one.  “Long Island Medium” – Theresa Caputo.  Here she is doing her thing, call it divination all you want, it’s demonation.

	 

	[image: Image] Steve Harvey: “Before the break, Theresa started to read our audience. But a spirit is still communicating with her. Theresa, go for it.”

	Theresa Caputo: “Can you please stand up back there in the green.”

	Steve Harvey: “Oh, boy, I need some scotch.”

	Theresa: “You will need more than one scotch. Channeling, what happens is, what I ask to be done is to bring forward other souls, but what is most importantly, your son says, ‘Mom, you wouldn’t have known I was going to depart.”

	Woman in green: “No.”

	Theresa: “Do you understand that? He says nobody knew.”

	Woman in green: “No.”

	Theresa: “He also shows me his sweatshirt. So, do you have his sweatshirt or jacket that you wear?”

	Woman in green: “Yes.”

	      Well, it would have to be from God because she knew stuff that was impossible to know. Pay attention, she started off with what is basically, supposedly her son speaking to her, which, what does the Bible say? If this isn’t full-on chicanery, that ain’t the son. You are either in Heaven or hell, there ain’t no crossing in between. So, what does she say? “Your son told me to tell you, that nobody told you that he was going to die.” Well duh. Does anyone but God know when somebody is going to die? So, is what she shared anything new, any superpower ability? No. 

	      But you see the mom is already getting sucked in. How did she know? Then she follows it up with, “He’s telling me now, that…” She already has her emotionally attached. “He is telling me that you have a sweatshirt or a jacket.” Yeah! Well, what parent – and she is already playing on her emotions, she had her son die – what parent doesn’t save an article of clothing of their child. Some parents don’t even change their room. So, again, what is the superpower of that?

	      I think with a lot of these people, its chicanery, I think they are tapping into demons, but a lot of it is just good ole classic chicanery. And again, we dealt with this before in our other studies. Long Island Medium is an American reality television series starring Theresa Caputo, a self-professed medium who claims she can communicate with the dead. The program premiered on September 25, 2011, takes place in Hicksville, New York, where she was born. She is also the author of two books and tours under "Theresa Caputo, Live! The Experience".

	      But skeptics say her mediumship performances are a con. Let’s take a look at just some of the techniques and tricks used by fake psychics and mediums. Such as: 

	      Body language

	      Gender

	      Way of speaking

	      Appearance (such as clothing, hair, makeup, etc.)

	1) Shotgunning

	Shotgun statements acquired this title because a shotgun fires a bunch of pellets rather than a single shot, so the shooter is pretty likely to hit the target at some point. So, shotgun statements are incredibly vague and generalized hoping to hit something…like

	“You lost someone recently,”

	or

	“An aspect of your life has changed recently.”

	2) Barnum Statements

	Named after PT Barnum, where the psychic’s assertions seem specific and personal, but in reality, could apply to a large group of individuals just like horoscopes.

	Common examples include:

	“You tend to get a bit anxious in new or unknown social settings.”

	“You have great potential but much of it is still unused.”

	“You have told white lies in the past to spare someone else’s feelings.”

	“You have a deep need to receive the recognition and approval of others.”

	“You were a victim of burglary or theft previously.”

	 

	3) Summarizing and Reusing

	 

	Summarizing and Reusing is a series of cold reading mind tricks where the medium takes information that the client has already offered during the session and reuses it for later predictions. When the time is right, the psychic will bring the information back into the open and watch as the client responds in shock and awe at the “powerful” intuition of the reader.

	4) Encouraging You to Reveal Private Details

	One of the oldest tricks in the book is to encourage a client to reveal important information and details about their personal life.

	The psychic could say something similar to, “I’m sensing a name that begins with the letter L—perhaps something related to your father, maybe they knew him. Perhaps they’re on your father’s side of the family?”

	Next, the psychic might say something like: 

	“I might require some help from you here. Oh, it was your father’s mother—it’s starting to make sense. I knew it was related to a father. Things are becoming clearer.”

	With this kind of a session, once the reading is completed, the client has been doing more work than the psychic!

	5) Being Overly Vague

	On occasion, a psychic will put out a very vague statement that just doesn’t stick, even as general as it is. If this occurs, the psychic will start backtracking to compensate for the obvious error they have just made. This is how psychics trick you, but sound believable the entire time. For example, if a psychic says they’re communicating with the client’s aunt, but finds out the aunt is actually still living, they can correct it by saying it must be a person who had a close relationship with the aunt.

	6) Reading Your Facial Expressions

	 

	Psychics can simply read the reaction of the client as the session progresses, with even small reactions hinting at important pieces of information. If you’ve ever seen a psychic and witnessed them talking very slowly, this may be because they’re using sneaky tricks and techniques. The delay is not because the spiritual world is slow in relaying information to the reader, but because the psychic is waiting to see how the client responds each time, they make a statement. Alterations in the subject’s facial expression and body language are clues cold readers use to assess whether they are on track.

	7) Searching for “Tells” That Reveal Critical Information

	People often don’t realize how easily they reveal information about themselves without saying a solitary word. For instance, if the client is wearing a wedding band, this is a “tell,” meaning it shows that they are in a committed relationship and possess a certain level of life experience as a married person. If the subject leans in when the psychic is conducting the reading, this indicates that they’re ready and eager to believe whatever the reader has to say. Psychics are skilled in picking up these subtle clues swiftly and using them to their advantage. In fact, you can learn quite a lot about someone just by observing things like their clothing, behavior, patterns of speech, and so forth.

	8) They Research You Beforehand

	Many psychics learn everything there is to know about you before the session ever starts as you can see here:

	Random people were invited to have their minds read. They were told it was for an upcoming TV program starring Dave. They all line up to get inside the big white tent to see what Dave has to tell each one of them. When they walk in, before they sit down at the table, he dances around them to get the real feeling of the spirit to come to him on each individual. The first one sits down.

	Dave: “I see a school in Antwerp.”

	First person: “Yes.”

	Dave: “Insects?”

	 

	Second person: “Pardon?”

	Dave: “I feel 2 insects on your back, is that possible?”

	Second person: “Yes, they’re butterflies.” (She raises her shirt to show two tattoos of butterflies.)

	Dave: “Slovenia?”

	Third person: “Yes.”

	Dave: “An orange motorcycle?”

	Fourth person: “Spot on.”

	Dave: “Zenith?”

	Fifth person: “Yes, very good.”

	Dave: “Your best friend is Julie?”

	Sixth person: “Yes.”

	Dave: Interesting love life. I see three, four people?”

	Seventh person: “Not a lot of people know that.”

	Dave: “How’s your torn muscle?”

	Eighth person: She just laughs.

	Dave: “I see a read house with a white balcony.”

	Ninth person: She smiles and nods her head yes.

	Amazing!! But Dave is just warming up.

	Dave: “I see money and transactions. Do you know your bank account number? Because I do. I see a negative balance.”

	Tenth person: “Yes?”

	Dave: “Last month you spent 300 euros on clothes.”

	Eleventh person: “Yes.”

	Dave: “I see a house for sale. $95,000.00.”

	Twelfth: “Scary.”

	      Time to reveal the magic behind the magic. As the person is sitting at the table listening to Dave a large curtain falls to the ground and now you can see men sitting behind computers that are researching each and every person who has sit at the table. They are showing their drivers licenses and their pictures that have been posted online. Your entire life is posted online, and it might be used against you.

	      Including the so-called psychics. With a little time spent on Google, before the reading, often not only gets the job done, but actually convinces the subject that they are in the presence of a master psychic. That is why, jokingly, I call Facebook, Tracebook. We use it as a platform to share God’s truth, taking what is used for evil and turn it around for good. But I could learn a lot from Facebook. You would be surprised at all the people that profess to be Christians, the dumb things they post on their Facebook account. I’m going, is that their spirituality? Your favorite movie is a vampire show? Oh, wait til we get to that one. 

	      But unfortunately, the influx of New Age Spiritualism influencing people to interact with demonic inputs didn’t stop there.  Now it’s being promoted all over the place, including commercials, Hollywood, news programs and cartoons. In the next clip you will see in this Dorito’s commercial, they are promoting spiritualism, demon contract, in a chip commercial, why do you have to stick that in there? But you are also going to see at the same time they are not only promoting something demonic, but they are promoting the homosexual movement.

	 

	First Clip:

	This clip shows a family walking together to a shrine for a deceased person. The grandmother places a plate in front of her husband’s   

	picture. Suddenly blue smoke starts to fill the air. The image of her     husband stands very tall in the middle of the smoke, and everyone is   amazed at the sight.  But as he is taking off his hat to greet the family members, and another man stands up in the smoke behind him. He introduces him and then they hold hands. They are all shocked that this is happening. This is the Doritos commercial in Spanish. 

	Second clip:

	Interviewer: “When did you first encounter a spirit?”

	Amethyst Realm: “I believe about twelve years now. I was living with 

	my fiancé.  And he went away a lot, and after a while he would be gone a 

	week, maybe two weeks and I started to feel another presence.

	Interviewer: “Which some people would be a little scared of but you 

	weren’t scared of.”

	Amethyst Realm: “It wasn’t scary, it was more comforting.”

	Interviewer: “Even when you were... It all happened in the spare bedroom, is when it was most present, most powerful?”

	Amethyst Realm: “Yes.”

	Interviewer: “Even when it came up behind you and you could feel it’s breath on your neck, that still didn’t freak you out?”

	Amethyst Realm: “No, not at all.”

	The History of Voodoo

	      We have seen how spiritualism, i.e., demonic input has now spread to the whole world through the New Age movement. Starting with Shirley MacLaine and then the New Age movement was also picked up and promoted by Oprah Winfrey. The biggest New Age priestess on the planet. Joel Osteen, who also teaches with Oprah and Shirley MacLaine, also teaches that we are God, or “I am.” Oprah’s favorite New Age teacher is Marianne Williamson, who ran for President last term for the Democratic party. And might run again.

	      But that’s not all. Oprah also promoted a ton of New Age channelers including John Edward, a self-proclaimed psychic medium and Steve Harvey. Steve Harvey also denies Christ as the “Only Way.” He too has been promoting New Age channelers or psychics like the Long Island Medium, Theresa Caputo. A self-professed medium who claims she can communicate with the dead. And now it’s being promoted all over the place, including commercials, Hollywood, news, and cartoons. Unfortunately, the influx of spiritualism, i.e., demonic input and interaction, did and hasn’t stopped there. It has branched off and spread into a variety of other spiritualist movements that are also gobbling people up into demonic input. But before we get to that, let’s remind ourselves once again what God says will happen if you listen and seek out demonic inputs.

	 

	Leviticus 19:11-19,26,31: “Do not steal. Do not lie. Do not deceive one another. Do not swear falsely by my name and so profane the name of your God. I am the Lord. Do not defraud your neighbor or rob him. Do not hold back the wages of a hired man overnight. Do not curse the deaf or put a stumbling block in front of the blind but fear your God. I am the Lord. Do not pervert justice; do not show partiality to the poor or favoritism to the great but judge your neighbor fairly. Do not go about spreading slander among your people. 

	Do not do anything that endangers your neighbor’s life. I am the Lord. Do not hate your brother in your heart. Rebuke your neighbor frankly so you will not share in his guilt. Do not seek revenge or bear a grudge against one of your people but love your neighbor as yourself. I am the Lord. Keep my decrees. Do not mate different kinds of animals. Do not plant your field with two kinds of seed. Do not wear clothing woven of two kinds of material. Do not eat any meat with the blood still in it. Do not practice divination or sorcery. Do not turn to mediums or seek out spiritists, for you will be defiled by them. I am the Lord your God.”

	      So, here we see if a person seeks advice, wisdom, or direction from mediums or spiritists or engages in divination or seeks omens, you will what? You will become defiled. The Hebrew word for “defiled” is “tame” (taw-may) and it means, “to become unclean, impure, polluted, utterly defiled.” 

	      Why? Because you’re chumming up with a demon!!! What do you expect? Demons are dirty, disgusting, filthy, evil, nasty, and unclean. And you think you’re going to come out on top, unscathed spiritually, smelling like roses, when you play with them?

	      God warns very bluntly. You will be led astray and become defiled. And that’s what’s happening around the world when people follow voodoo.

	      It’s demonic to the core and you should never mess with it! And we’re going to begin exposing the spiritualism, demon contact, behind voodoo. We are going to take a wide swath, a jet tour, to get acquainted with voodoo and its overall practices, beliefs and behaviors. Then we’ll get down to the specific types of voodoo and what those entail. But believe it or not, voodoo is not just demonic and wicked. It’s dark, filthy, gross, or as God says, it’s defiled! And it’s everywhere! Even in the United States.

	This clip shows people gathered around a small fire. They start jerking, falling down, doing all kinds of strange movements to the beat of a drum.

	Thomas Morton, Vice Reporter: “I am in New York standing outside of a basement and Buddha Temple run by a priestess named Edeline St. Amand. Tonight, she is going to be summoning the same fiery spirits that helped the ancient slaves overpower their French masters in the early 1800s. Maybe this will kick off something fiery for us. 

	Voodoo started in Haiti as a clandestine way for African slaves to practice their traditional religion. When the French tried to force Christianity down their throats, the slaves simply took the major spirits or Lowa and matched them with a catholic saint they most closely resembled and then pretended to worship those guys instead. Do you have to know a spirit before it’s a possessor, you have to ask it to?”

	Edeline St. Amand, Mambo of Brooklyn: “All of us on earth, we are all spiritual somehow. The spirit likes you; he wants to live in you, you get possessed by the spirit.”

	Thomas Morton: “Is it possible I’ll be possessed by one of these spirits?” 

	Edeline St. Amand: “I don’t know, it depends on them.”

	Thomas Morton: “In Haiti a divine spirit is called Loha. There are a hundred and twenty-one Loa’s in the Fugu universe. Tonight’s mass was focusing on summoning the petros, fire spirits to possess or mount the people in the room, then to let them speak through their bodies and offer advice and blessings. Possession is the psychic phenomenon which occurs when divinity becomes manifest. There are many subtle gradations of salutation, and these indicate the relative authority of the person involved.

	The first possession of the night was over. The same loa summoned in the lead-up to the Haitian Revolution and actually the spirit who told the slaves they should revolt. Hogan is a warrior spirit. A heavy smoker and rum drinker and associated with fire and iron so when he mounts a person, it usually leads to a lot of machete play, and the burning of things, including money which practitioners offer him from their pockets for luck. 

	So, what happened to all of us that were in the room tonight?”

	Edeline St. Amand: “I think we were all cleansed.”      

	      No, you weren’t cleansed, you were hooking up with demons. Now notice, right out of the gate these people are being full-on demon possessed. This guy is going there thinking it is a show. I didn’t have time to show the whole video, but you saw the lady that got possessed. You are literally seeing a lady get possessed, and now there’s something speaking through her, but it’s full demon possession. This is in New York and it’s happening all over the U.S. And what is it leading to? You’re going to be defiled. So, what is voodoo?

	      “Voodoo is a name for several religious practices derived from West Africa. The original West African Voodoo is a polytheistic religion called Vodon (also spelled Vodun, Voudoun, Vodou, Vaudoux, Vodoun or Voudou). 

	      This so-called “religion” honors a god with a dual nature, both masculine and feminine. Where did we see that before, that’s the same god, the dualistic of witchcraft, Wicca.  And that’s not a surprise because in our witchcraft study, we took a history study and traced the trail after Noah’s flood. They got off the Ark and within 200 years, when we did the chronology study, people were already involved in occult and witchcraft behavior. It started in Babylon, we traced it then to Egypt and then it went to Greece and then it went all over the world, including Africa. And then out of Africa, because of slavery, it hops over to the Caribbean area and then it comes to the United States and Europe, etc. “Spirits” that rule nature as well as “spirits” in rocks, rivers, trees, etc. These “spirits” are the “vodon” or “vudu.” So, the word voodoo literally means “spirits” or what the Bible calls “demons.” Which means, people practicing voodoo, are literally interacting with demons. The very name means that.

	      “Voodoo (demon interaction) also includes animal sacrifices and ancestor worship. Like shamanism and American Indian worship…
            Voodoo in Haiti and Louisiana (as well as in Haitian communities in Miami and New York City) are derived from West African Voodoo but the basis of voodoo that we experience today is “blended” with aspects of Roman Catholicism. 

	      This came about when slaves were brought to the New World and pressured to convert to Roman Catholicism. So, they took the interaction with the “vudu” or “demons” and applied it to the Catholic “saints” as seen here. So, what we are seeing today is the false teachings of Catholicism merge with the dead people in voodoo, and they squish it all together. And the works of the saints, you have a saint to help with real estate, you have a saint to help with family, you have a saint for this and a saint for that and voodoo just hopped on that baby and says oh yeah that’s what we’re doing.  It’s a blend of that still to this day. Let’s take a look at that. 

	 

	Voodoo practitioner: “We don’t believe in Heaven and hell, there’s only life.”

	Reza Aslan, Believer with Reza Aslan: “Voodoo is an Afro-Caribbean nature religion. It is a monotheistic religion they believe that there is only one God, but that God is distant, he’s unreachable, and so that God communicates to us through what they refer to as the lwa. They are partly saints and partly spirits, each one of them has a particular function. If you have love issues you go to one particular lwa, if you have issues about security or safety or money you can go to a different lwa. These lwas form a relationship with the voduis, they become essentially the same kind of relationship that many Catholics have with their saints. 

	The center of voodoo currently of course is the island nation of Haiti, but voduis will tell you that Voodoo itself is a religion that goes back centuries and centuries all the way to Africa. It’s a religion that the slaves brought to Haiti themselves.

	During ceremonies spirits are invited to possess individuals. Lwa are worshiped through gifts and sometimes animal sacrifice. This moment has also become a flash point in modern Haitian politics. It is a source of conflict between those Haitians, proud Buddhist, that see this moment as the beginning of the birth of their nation and those Christians, primarily Evangelical missionaries who believe that in calling on the lwa to help, that satan has now taken possession of Haiti and indeed that all of Haiti’s problems, economics, stagnation, its corruption and rampant crime problems come down to this moment in which satan entered the island.

	      And actually, I would agree. I didn’t plan on this, but I just happened to be there about a month ago, in that area, and I could verify that place is messed up, and it’s creepy. It isn’t just economically impoverished because of all these debt and disasters, there’s that, but they still do this down there. And it’s not good, because what did God say? When you interact, it’s going to bless you, you’re going to be great? No, you’re going to get defiled. That whole country is defiled. 

	      They mixed West African Voodoo (demon interaction) with Roman Catholicism, dead saints’ interaction, which is unbiblical because once you’re in Heaven you don’t pray to saints. Who do we pray to? We pray to God, we go directly through Jesus Christ, you don’t go through some dead person and so it merges perfectly with voodoo.  Which tells you they are coming through the same source. Thus, forming an “underground type” of Voodoo found in Latin America, Cuba, Haiti, and Louisiana. We actually experienced this on the ground, the people there talk the talk, they talk religion, they say they believe in God, whatever. We were on this one bus tour and the tour guide talked big. “I get up every morning and I pray to God” and everybody was “Yeh,” you know from America. I think, oh, this guy must be a Christian. And then the exact same guy flippantly is using the Lord’s name in vain, he’s drinking rum, and cursing. Then all of a sudden, he goes back to, “every morning, we love God” whatever. But that’s what you get. This voodoo mindset because it’s a blend, not Christianity, but with Catholicism.

	 

	In Cuba, this “blend” is usually called Santeria.

	In Brazil, it is Candomble (other terms may be used as well).

	In Haitian Voodoo, worship is directed to the “lwa,” (notice again its direct demon worship) deities who serve the one God. The “lwa” became associated with Catholic saints.

	
Louisiana Voodoo has a strong emphasis on belief in “spirits” (demons) that supervise everything. 

	And again, all the Slaves did was change the “African names” of these “spirits” (demons) to the names of “Catholic saints” and blended West African Voodoo with Roman Catholicism. 

	Women in Louisiana Voodoo preside over rituals and ceremonies and use charms and magical potions are known as Voodoo Queens. 

	The most well-known one is Marie Laveau of New Orleans as depicted here…

	This video clip opens with some people circling around a straw basket. Someone takes off the lid and there is a hissing snake inside. A Voodoo Queen takes the snake and cuts it down the middle of its stomach. There is a drum beating in the background. She takes some leaves, some pearls and some other trinkets and puts them on a pad. She takes the blood that dripped from the snake and puts it on the pad as well. Then she picks up a cup and while it is burning, she drinks from the cup. While she is performing this ritual you see a hand coming up out of a grave. As she screams from the pit of her soul, the whole human pulls itself out of the grave.

	There are four men sitting on a bench at the cemetery. They hear a loud noise coming from the mausoleum, where the body had just come out of the ground. They jump up in fear. One pulls a gun and is waiting for whatever made that noise to come out. Suddenly there is a blast of stone. A huge hole is where this body had blown out the wall, to exit the building.

	 

	The Voodoo Queen, who had cut the snake that was in the basket, is now wrapping a yellow python around her neck. Again, she reaches into the basket and pulls out another hissing snake. And again, she cuts it open and drains its blood. At this point the men at the cemetery are seeing many bodies digging themselves out of the graves. Again, she opens her mouth and screams.

	      But don’t worry, believe it or not, Marie Laveau also considered herself a devout Catholic. But because of this (blending) “syncretization” between Voodoo and Roman Catholicism ensued. Voodoo is based primarily on oral tradition and can vary from person to person. 

	      There is belief in one God, called Bondye, but this god is remote and is not active in daily life. So Voodoo worshipers connect with the “spirits” (demons) through singing, ecstatic dancing (just like the charismatic movement) in which the worshipers “invite” the “spirits” (demons) to “ride” or “mount” them, and the use of snakes. 

	      Additionally, there are special diets, ceremonies, rituals, spell casting, potions, and talismans and amulets (charms) for supposed healing and aiding followers. Voodoo not only involves the “worship” of “spirits” (demons) but also engages in occult practices such as divination (fortunetelling) and sorcery. 

	      These practices are strongly condemned by God throughout the Bible, such as in Deuteronomy 18:9-13, where God forbids consulting anyone who practices “divination or sorcery, interprets omens, engages in witchcraft, or casts spells, or who is a medium or spiritist or who consults the dead” (also see Leviticus 19:26, 31, 20:6; 2 Kings 17:17; Acts 19:18-19; Revelation 21:8, 22:15). 
            The so-called “god” of Voodoo is obviously not the Biblical God but a remote god who is not involved with mankind or even nature…and the worship of the Voodoo spirits is the worship of false gods, (demons) and is condemned throughout the Bible. So, there is no blending here!

	      Not only is Voodoo a religion that is incompatible with Christianity, but it works with Catholicism because it’s not Christianity, and its practices and beliefs are against God’s Word. Moreover, the occult practices of Voodoo are dangerous because they open people up to the influence of demons. As well as full possession as seen here:

Narrator: “When slaves from all over Africa were brought here to Haiti, they forged a new spirit religion. One that incorporates elements from the Catholic church. On the surface, Haiti is a Catholic country. But daily life still moves to the rhythms of spirit religion. Miragoane is a small port on the Haitian coast. Businessman Gary Mazziel once was the town’s mayor. But Mazziel has another side, as a voodoo priest. Gary’s family has a problem. As village priest, Gary must try to solve it. Recently, Berto, a young cousin, began acting strangely.”

	 

	Gary Mazziel: “I was doing my ceremony here and I see Berto start talking a little bit differently than yesterday. And I said, ‘What’s happened to Berto?”

	Narrator: “As a voodoo priest, Gary Mazziel also serves as a community healer. In the House of the Spirits, he will ask for help to restore cousin Berto’s sanity. Relatives, including Berto’s father, gather in the temple and begin to summon the spirits. An answer comes, not from an ancestor spirit, but from one of the most powerful and feared voodoo spirits, Baron Sametti, Lord of the Dead. He takes possession of Gary.

	The morning after Berto’s treatment, Berto is no better off. The spirits continue to torment him. But others also depend on Gary. Each spring his duties include learning which spirit will guide the community for the coming year. He spills rum and water and lights candles, trying to draw spirits to the temple. Gary struggles to breathe as his body resists the spirit’s arrival. Now he dances, caught up in the hold of a warrior’s spirit. Gary speaks in the warrior spirit’s voice and sees through his eyes. It is through Gary that this spirit will guide the village for the next year.

	      I didn’t show it here but when the spirit (the demon) left him, it showed him crying. To think about this whole culture, he’s not only the leader of the community, but who’s the leader of the community that’s demon possessed. Oh, and by the way, it didn’t work on the guy. So, Berto is demon possessed and Gary is going to treat him by getting demon possessed. No wonder it didn’t work! And it doesn’t work! Oh, but don’t worry, they are devout Catholics. And you can go over there and see that that place is defiled. I don’t think it’s just because of poor economic decisions. They need to find a ruler that can handle finances. Or if they could stop getting those hurricanes maybe it would turn around for them. No, I think there’s more going on. 

	      So, by blending polytheistic spirit worship with Catholicism, Voodoo has effectively denied….

	The primacy of Jesus Christ.

	His atoning work on the cross.

	The need for redemption solely through faith in Christ. 

	The true God is not worshiped.

	Jesus is secondary to the spirits.

	And occult practices prevail.

	Therefore, Voodoo, is incompatible with God’s Word. Or, as God said, “Stay away from it. You’ll become defiled!!!! 

	      But now let’s go to the general beliefs and practices of voodoo. And again, this is just the quick overshot version. We’ll get into those things in much greater detail later as we break down each type of voodoo.

	      But Voodoo centers around the vodun or “spirits” and other elements of the “spiritual divine essence” that supposedly govern the Earth in a hierarchy. That ranges in power from major deities governing the forces of nature and human society, to the spirits of individual streams, trees, and rocks. As well as dozens of ethnic vodun, defenders of a certain clan, tribe, or nation. Thus vodun (demons) are the center of this “religious” life. 

	      Voodoo again has similarities with Roman Catholic false teachings such as the intercession of saints and even a belief in angels (fallen angles) that allows Voodoo to merge with Catholicism, produce syncretic religions such as Haitian Vodou. Adherents also emphasize ancestor worship and hold that “the spirits of the dead” live “side by side” with the world of the “living.” They also believe that each “family of spirits” has its own female priesthood, sometimes hereditary when it is from mother to blood daughter.

	 

	PRACTITIONERS:

	      Voodoo is performed by priests or healers. In Haitian Vodou, male priests are called houngan and female priestesses are called mambo. 

	The Priestess, is also known as the Queen Mother and is the first daughter of a matriarchal lineage of a family. She holds the right to lead the ceremonies for the clan: and perform marriages, baptisms and funerals. 

	She is one of the most important members of the community. (i.e., a lady who interacts with demons). She leads the women of a village when her family is the ruling one and takes part in the organization and the running of markets and is responsible for their upkeep.

	      This is “vitally important” because “marketplaces” are the “focal points” for gatherings and social centers in their communities. In the past when the men of the villages would go to war, Queen Mothers would lead prayer ceremonies in which all the women attended every morning to ensure the safe return of their menfolk.

	      The high priestess woman is chosen by the oracle and the priestesses and priests of Voodoo receive a “calling” from an oracle, which may come at any moment during their lives. They will then “join” and “pursue” spiritual instruction. An oracle that will designate the future high priest and high priestess among the new recruits, establishing an order of succession. Only blood relatives are allowed; strangers are forbidden.

	      In modern days, however, some family members enter what is described as the first circle of worship where strangers are allowed to worship “only the spirits of the family.”

	 

	PRACTICES:

	 

	      Voodoo worship (demon worship) follows various dialects, spirits, practices, songs, and rituals and is performed with some instruments such as herbs, stones, and candles. All creation is considered divine and therefore contains the power of the divine. This explains why medicines such as “herbal remedies” are used and understood and explains the prevalence of these objects in religious ritual. Such as, Voodoo talismans, called "fetishes" Fetishes are objects such as statues or dried animal or human parts that are sold for their healing and spiritually rejuvenating properties.

	 

	Narrator: “This is the world’s largest fetish market, found in Lome the capital of city Togo. The Akodessewa Fetish Market sells a range of voodoo ingredients and talismans. It’s a place where you can buy everything from carvings to animal skulls used in a variety of voodoo medicines. The bones are ground up and burned to form a black powder which can be consumed or rubbed into open wounds.”

	Shopkeeper: “We take the turtle shell and add some herbs, which we ground down to a powder which is then mixed with honey and eaten to help ease asthma.”

	Narrator: “Over 100 healers work in the market offering consultations for less than $4.00. Their knowledge is passed down through generations. There are a number of reasons a person might visit a healer other than illness. To improve the skills of a goalkeeper for example. A practitioner might apply powder made from a gorilla’s hand and parts of a horse are said to improve running abilities. Over half the population to Togo practice indigenous religions of which voodoo is the largest. People travel from far and wide to visit the Akodessewa Fetish Market which is considered to be one of the most notable locations for this key part of West African culture.”

	      Voodoo believes that these “fetishes” are objects that are inhabited by “spirits.” And they believe that the entities that “inhabit” a fetish are able to perform different tasks according to their stage of development. Which brings us to the question, can demons possess objects? Can demons attach themselves to inanimate, non-living objects?

	      There is actually confusion in the church today and people get the wrong idea. “I have a coffee table and it’s possessed by a demon.” Can that happen? This is not a joke, this is real. I had a pastor friend that shared with me that one of his pastor friends received a call from a family in the community, and they wanted him to come over and do an exorcism. Sometimes you get those phone calls. There is demonic activity going on in some places. He asked, “Well, how can I help you out?” So, he was told to come over. He drives to the house, and the parents come to the door, and they literally lead him to the bathroom. They tell him, no joke, totally straight faced, “We want you to exorcise our toilet. There’s a demon in the toilet.” 

	      He’s like, “What??” They tell him, “Yeah, our son won’t go potty. There’s a demon in the toilet and that’s why our son won’t go potty.” Okey-dokey. He resigned from the ministry. No, not really. But can a coffee table, a toilet be possessed by a demon? Can a demon inhabit an inanimate object? No.      

	      The Bible does not specifically mention a case of a demon attaching itself to a non-living object, nor does it warn us about such events occurring. But the Bible does clearly note the existence of demons inhabiting people or animals, and on many occasions, the power that Jesus and His followers had over them.

	      In the Old Testament, the pagan cultures surrounding Israel often associated various gods with certain objects. In fact, the Philistines even thought the Ark of the Covenant was a god, placing it in a temple with their own idols for a time. (I Samuel 5).       

	      Other nations celebrated the gods of gold, silver, and bronze, with varying degrees of belief regarding their role as gods or spirits and still today, like in voodoo, many believe inanimate objects are controlled by spirits or gods.

	      However, in I Corinthians 10:19-20 Paul writes, “What do I imply then? That food offered to idols is anything, or that an idol is anything? No, I simply believe that what pagans sacrificed, they offered to demons and not to God. I do not want you to be participants with demons.” 

	      Now in the early church there was a skirmish. Christian people would go and buy meat to sacrifice to an idol. Some Christians would say, “You can’t do that because there’s a demon in that thing.” So, Paul had to deal with it. Paul’s advice was this, and you have to understand the culture. Why would they even do that? Basically, the people would go to these pagan idols, as you saw today, they offered food to these demon idols. The demons aren’t in the idols but there is a demon behind those idols, leading people astray from God. So, they would offer food which included meat. Now, this was happening on a massive scale because the society was pagan. Would the pagan priest eat all that stuff? No. So, they would take the leftovers and they literally had a shop out the back, like a little convenient store, and they sold it. So, Christians, who got saved out of this, basically had a choice. 

	      You can go to Joe Bob’s Cow Store and pay top notch for that piece of meat, or you can go to the Convenient Store at the back of the temple, get the exact same cut, for half price. Which one are you going to get? But it caused a skirmish because as Paul says, because of their conscious, they were weaker, they were less mature Christians, Paul says, “Don’t invite that person over because they believe there’s a demon in that piece of meat and then force them to eat it. That’s not being Christian-like. Don’t abuse your liberty. They are just not there yet.” A young Christian has a lot of learning to do. You know better but they aren’t quite there yet. Be patient with them. You don’t ask them over and halfway through the meal say, “Oh by the way I bought that meat at the demon store.” They freak out. That’s not Christian-like. And that’s what Paul is dealing with in the vernacular there. Paul’s argument, technically though, the only reason why you’re doing that isn’t because you can’t eat that meat, because there’s nothing in the meat. He said it’s for their conscience. They just aren’t there yet.

	      So, idols themselves are not controlled by evil spirits, but worshiping them was associated with the worship of demons. And today, many see an association of evil spirits with objects such as voodoo dolls, crystal balls, Ouija boards, or other products related to the occult. Though it is possible for demons to work through such objects to influence people away from God, demons appear to focus on deceiving people, not attaching themselves to things. 

	      These items are simply objects used in the practice of evil or worship of false gods that seek to influence or control people for evil purposes. Instead of focusing on whether objects are possessed, our focus should be to, “Abstain from every form of evil,” (I Thessalonians 5:22). We are to worship God and to avoid those practices or objects that lead us to sin. 

	      But voodoo goes on to say, “Fetish objects are often combined in the construction of “shrines,” and used to call forth specific vodun (demons) and their associated powers. Which brings us now to the practice we’ve all heard about voodoo, called the use of a voodoo doll as shown here.      

	 

	 “It’s a form of satanism. It’s devil worship. It’s evil.” 

	Narrator: “Perhaps the ultimate expression of voodoo’s sinister representation was the voodoo doll. A popular tourist souvenir sold in New Orleans to this day. What is the real purpose of voodoo dolls? Are these exotic figures intended to possess supernatural powers? In the reality of carved wooden figures from Africa called bocchio.”

	Suzanne Blier, Professor of Fine Arts, Harvard University: “In works of the sword known as bocchio, which means literally empowered figure or empowered cadaver took human form and then were wrapped with various chords of powerful vegetable materials. Pegs would be inserted into parts of them for example, this peg into the mouth, which was intended in part, to silence those who might speak against one.”

	Karen McCarthy Brown, Professor of Anthropology of Religion, Drew University: “The so-called voodoo doll probably comes from a type of power figure prevalent among Congo people and it has a medicine bundle in the interior of the figure and when you want to make an oath or make a strong request, you take a piece of metal or nail and drive it into the power center.”

	Narrator: “Because slave owners feared the powers of such bocchio, slaves were forbidden from carving figure in wood. Ownership of bocchio was prohibited and for a slave to possess one meant certain death.”

	Narrator: “So the slaves developed a more secret way to express their beliefs. Ragdolls, figures that could be more easily concealed. The voodoo doll would come to symbolize something both powerful and sinister.”

	Hurt man: “What is happening to me?”

	A phone rings and a man answers it.

	Marie Laveau: “They die tonight. For the next needle I use will put a hole in your heart”

	      But don’t worry, she considered herself a devout Catholic. Which now brings us to the last general swath of voodoo. And that is the next infamous thing we know from voodoo, the zombie.

	      A zombie (Haitian French: zombi, Haitian Creole: zonbi) is supposedly created through the reanimation of a corpse. The term comes from Haitian folklore, in which a zombie is a dead body reanimated through various methods of voodoo. And yes, they still practice it today. 

	 

	Narrator: “Ingrid Lira is a voodoo priestess.

	Ingrid Lira: “I grew up in voodoo. My family, my grandparents passed it on to my great-grandparents, to my mother and then myself from Haiti.”

	Narrator: “Voodoo culture is a form of Witchcraft with Sorcerers sticking pins into dolls, casting spells, and grave robbing.”

	Voodoo Priest: “Voodoo is a religion where I light my candle and I pray to my spirit. Just like anybody goes to church or they light their own candles and pray to their sins and God.”

	Narrator: “Priestess Ingrid Lira frequently presides over voodoo ceremonies in her neighborhood. Music and dance are key elements in voodoo ceremonies with the pounding of drums and pulsating rhythms. But it’s the idea of the existence of the voodoo zombie, that fascinates people.”

	Ingrid Lira: “It is very difficult. The zombie is very taboo, and a lot of priestesses would probably say that I don’t want to talk about that or it is not voodoo. But I myself, as a voodoo priestess, yes, it does exist.” 

	Narrator: “According to tradition, slaves who practiced voodoo created zombies.”

	Ingrid Lira: “They used to use it in time of slavery. If I’m plotting against the master and one of the slaves, which is my brothers and sisters, or my family member is going to sell me out. We’re not going to kill a member of the family, we are just gonna make it appear that you are dead and take care of you in the back room where they will never see you again. But you still exist, you’re still living, we’re still feeling you.”

	[image: Image]Voodoo Priest: “Zombification is a way to keep certain people from getting out of hand. But then it’s one little side of voodoo.”

	[image: Image]            One little side note, so, as you can see, our world is enthralled with it. Again, I’m getting way ahead of myself, but even kids are being encouraged to go down this route. I wonder who’s doing that? Rhymes with Disney. Here’s one example. Remember that movie? That little cartoon. “Princess and the Frog,” wasn’t that fantastic. It was all about voodoo. But see, they did the old switcheroo on you. That was the bad voodoo guy. But we all know that Mama Odie, she was the good voodoo lady, and she had that little old fly thing there with the Louisiana accent. Remember that? that was the good voodoo.

	      No, it’s not. It’s like witchcraft. Oh, I only practice white magic. I don’t do black magic. It’s all evil. But once again, Disney, all they do is find something in the occult and make a cartoon out of it. It’s all evil!

	      Oh, and by the way, Oprah was one of the voices in that cartoon. 	      Contrary to popular belief demons, along with satan, are real! They are not a “figment of your imagination.” They are really out there messing things up! Satan is not the only one permeating his evil character across our planet, so are the demons who aid him in his evil attacks against us, with their evil character! The tactic of demons and how they come against us, just like witches and satanists, so demon have also infiltrated the church by promoting a new service – relevant (worldly). A new Jesus – no talk of sin – any sin goes. A new worship – gets non-Christians attending services possessed.

	      As a recap, we got into the history of demon worship to answer the question, “How in the world did we get into this mess?” How did we get to where demons are openly walking around infiltrating not just the world but now even into the church? Unfortunately, the influx of spiritualism (i.e., Demonic Input and Interaction) didn’t stop there. It branched off and spread into a variety of other spiritualist movements, gobbling people up into seeking demonic input. In our last chapter we saw that it started with Voodoo!

	      We took a wide swath, a jet tour to get acquainted with Voodoo and its overall practices, beliefs and behaviors. So now we’ll begin the journey of breaking down the different types of voodoo in different parts of the world and all that it entails, because it really is all over the world. Adults and even kids are being defiled with it! But before we get into that, let’s remind ourselves once again, what God says will happen, if you listen and seek out demonic inputs. He says he will never bless anyone, or any nation, whoever gets involved in these practices. 

	      As a little context here, God used Babylon as a disciplinary rod upon the Jewish people when they were steered into captivity. Why? Because God’s people got out of line. God’s people did not do what He said. They got involved in the world. They got involved in rotten practices, including occult practices. God basically had enough, and said, “That’s it, you’re going into captivity.” A lot of people say, “Well, that’s not right. How come that happened?” Because God does not play favorites. He may use even a secular entity as a rod of discipline, so that if they get out of line, what is he going to do? He’s going to discipline them too. And that is what you are going to see in Babylon. God used them as a tool of discipline, when they went wrong. They went south, they got involved in the occult, and He says, “Guess what, you time is coming too.” And if you know the history, that is exactly what happened to the Babylon empire. 

	 

	Isaiah 47:1-15: “Go down, sit in the dust, virgin daughter of Babylon; sit on the ground without a throne, daughter of the Babylonians. No longer will you be called tender or delicate. Take millstones and grind flour, take off your veil. Lift up your skirts, bare your legs, and wade through the streams, your nakedness will be exposed, and your shame uncovered. I will take vengeance, I will spare no one. Our Redeemer – the Lord Almighty is his name – is the Holy One of Israel. Sit in silence, go into darkness, daughter of the Babylonians, no more will you be called queen of kingdoms. I was angry with my people and desecrated my inheritance; I gave them into your hand, and you showed them no mercy. 

	Even on the aged you have laid a very heavy yoke. You said, ‘I will continue forever –eternal queen!’ but you did not consider these things or reflect on what might happen. ‘Now then, listen, you wanton creature, lounging in your security and saying to yourself, ‘I am, and there is none besides me. I will never be a widow or suffer the loss of children.’ Both of these will overtake you in a moment, on a single day, loss of children and widowhood. They will come upon you in full measure, in spite of your many sorceries and all your potent spells. You have trusted in your wickedness and have said, ‘No one sees me.’ Your wisdom and knowledge mislead you when you say to yourself ‘I am, and there is none besides me.’ 

	Disaster will come upon you, and you will not know how to conjure it away. A calamity will fall upon you that you cannot ward off with a ransom, a catastrophe, you cannot foresee, will suddenly come upon you. Keep on, then, with your magic spells and with your many sorceries, which you have labored at since childhood. Perhaps you will succeed, perhaps you will cause terror. All the counsel you have received has only worn you out! Let your astrologers come forward, those stargazers who make predictions month by month, let them save you from what is coming upon you. 

	Surely, they are like stubble; the fire will burn them up. They cannot even save themselves from the power of the flame. Here are no coals to warm anyone, here is no fire to sit by. That is all they can do for you – these you have labored with and trafficked with since childhood. Each of them goes on in his error, there is not one that can save you.”

	[image: Image]            How many would say that Babylon is in trouble with God? But basically, the message is, you get involved and trust in occult activities, you’re doomed. God doesn’t care who it is – His people, the world – whoever gets involved with occult practices, sorcery, casting spells, conjuring, fortune telling, astrology, you name it. He’s going to judge it sooner or later and it ain’t going to go well with you! And that’s why we’re going to continue to look at voodoo. Because that’s what this practice is all about. It leads people astray and invites both people and nations into God’s judgment! So, let’s begin to break it down and see how and where it got started.

	And the 1st place is WEST AFRICA VOODOO

	      Voodoo, or more properly, ‘Vodun’, is a West African religion, that ended up in the Caribbean, then other parts of the world, through the slave trade.

	Its heartland is amongst the Benin. Voodoo or Vodun is practiced by the Fon people of Benin still to this day as well as in Southern and Central Togo; Ghana, and Nigeria, as you can see here.

	Narrator: “In the West African country of Benin, where voodoo was born, it is an official religion. Voodoo’s exact origins are illusive, but it is said to have evolved out of the region’s traditions of ancestral worship. Aza Canu is a third-generation voodoo priest and healer. He treats patients and presides over rituals in a shrine of the earth’s spirit. Aza sees the benefits of voodoo everywhere.”

	Aza Canu: “We use it on people who are sick. We invoke voodoo and they are cured. Some people don’t have enough money, so we invoke voodoo so they will get money.”

	Narrator: “In the local language, Fon, voodoo means spirit. While practitioners believe in only one true god, they communicate with him through thousands of different spirits and shrines. Even for a priest it can be dangerous to disobey a spirits’ wishes. Years ago, a spirit demanded that Aza’s daughter become a medium, a vessel for the deity. But Aza wanted his daughter to get a modern education. At first, he disobeyed the spirits commands but over time, Aza realized the spirit was creating his plan for his daughter.”

	Aza Canu: “She didn’t understand what the teacher was saying, and she couldn’t hear when the teacher spoke to her. So, I sought the oracle and learned that if she did not become a voodoo worshiper, she would never find a good path in life.”

	Narrator: “For his daughter to achieve her full potential, Aza has to let her become a medium. This forest harbors the earth’s spirit. This is where her journey begins.”

	Aza Canu: “It was her grandfather’s worship voodoo and he passed it on to us. Now our daughter wants to worship voodoo. Please God, we leave the rest up to you.”

	Narrator: “Suddenly the spirit claims her body, overcoming her. A series of ceremonies purify her physical self. With his daughter revived and reborn, Aza feels enormous relief.”

	Aza Canu: “Now that my daughter is resurrected, I can relax. My body is relaxed. She woke up from the world of the dead and now the spirit is in her.”

	      You just saw a girl with a demon, and it is considered a great thing and an honor to her father. But as you can see, “Voodoo is completely normal in Benin.” And it is still going on to this day, demon worship, demon interaction, and demon possession. In fact, people across West Africa, including not only Benin, but Togo, Ghana and Nigeria, hold similar beliefs. But in Benin it is recognized as an official religion. Vodun has been openly practiced in Benin since a democratic government took ordinance in 1989. Roughly 60% of the populace follows voodoo. 

	      Voodoo or “Vodun” was officially recognized as Benin’s official faith in 1996. They even have a Voodoo Day, which is a public holiday, and there is also a national Voodoo Museum. In fact, it’s so common there they have their own version of MTV featuring voodoo ritual songs.

	      There you go! Just like MTV. A voodoo, MTV star. The highlight of the Vodun calendar is January 10th, which again is ‘Voodoo Day’. It’s also a Bank Holiday in Benin, and they have a kind of Vodun version of Mardi Gras, with parades, music, dancing, and lots of color. 

	[image: Image]The biggest celebrations take place in Ouidah, which is considered the ‘home’ of Vodun, where there’s supposed to be a magical sacred ‘Vodun Forest.’

	      Voodoo or Vodun has none of the negative connotations in West Africa as it does in the West.  Many of those who practice it are officially Catholic or Muslim and incorporate voodoo elements into their beliefs. And speaking of “combination of practices.” voodoo is a spiritual expression that combines animism and spiritism together. West Africa Vodun Animism. 

	      Animists believe that an impersonal power is present in all objects including all of nature. Such as water sprites, vegetation deities, and tree spirits among others. They believe that various spirits inhabit and influence the world, and that these spirits (demons) can also be influenced to serve man. Animism is both pantheistic and polytheistic.

	 

	Animism (from Latin: anima meaning 'breath, spirit, life') and again the belief is that objects, places and creatures all possess a “spiritual” essence. And in some cases, they believe even words are animated and alive, and they attribute a life force to words. Which again is why it’s so important to make sure you have the correct spelling of your words, which is prevalent in witchcraft. And this Animism belief, in the power of your words, is why many Charismatics today, falsely teach to watch out for the power of your words coming out of your mouth, because they have the spiritual power of life and death.

	Joel Osteen: “I want to talk to you today about how your words become your reality. You are where you are today, in part, because of what you’ve been saying about yourself. Words are like seeds. When you speak something out, you give life to something that you are saying. If you continue to say it, eventually that can become a reality. Whether you realize it or not, you are prophesying your future.”            

	[image: Image]            Whether he realizes it or not, Joel Osteen practices voodoo. Joel Osteen is practicing Animism. This is occult stuff. That’s witchcraft! It’s just couched in Christianese! You don’t prophesy your own reality. “If I get my own formula, I can come up with my own future.” No, you can’t. 

	      The animistic perspective is so widely held and inherent to most indigenous peoples, including voodoo, that they often do not even have a word in their languages that corresponds to "Animism," but they do it anyway.

	      But in the church, it’s not called Animism it’s called “Word of Faith.” And in voodoo and other indigenous religions it’s called Animism. They’re both the same! But now let’s talk about their West Africa Vodun spirits.Vodun or voodoo cosmology, centers around the vodun or spirits that govern the Earth, nature, humans and human society. They come in a range of powers from major deities governing the forces of nature, and human society. To minor spirits governing just about everything else you can think of. Vodun or “spirits” are the center of religious life in vodun, as this modern voodoo lady admits.

	Panafrican goddess: “Our expression of the divine, of the unseen is called vodun. Vodun is how we view the universe, how we view the interaction between matter and non-matter. Nothing is free from non-matter, from spirit. In vodun, each person has their own spirit. As a group we have a spirit, all of us together. As a nation, we have a spirit. The tree has a spirit. The cat has a spirit. And vodun teaches that if I really want to understand what’s going on around me, what’s going on in the world where I am, I must understand the spirit of things.”

	      In other words, I must get connected with these spirits i.e., demons. But, as you can see, even to this day, the practice of voodoo or vodun is all about communicating with spirits. Then you have what they call the divine creator, or Mahu, a female being. She is supposed to be an elder woman, and usually a mother who is supposed to be gentle and forgiving. She is also seen as the god who owns all other gods and even if there is no temple made in her name, the people continue to pray to her, especially in times of distress. In one tradition, she bore seven children.

	Sakpata: Vodun of the Earth

	Xêbioso): Vodun of Thunder, also associated with Divine Justice

	Agbe: Vodun of the Sea

	Gû: Vodun of Iron and War

	Agê: Vodun of Agriculture and Forests

	Jo: Vodun of Air

	Lêgba: Vodun of the Unpredictable.

	      “The Creator Mahu embodies a dual nature of which Mawu the moon, and Lisa the sun, are respectively the female and male aspects, and are often portrayed as the twin children of the Creator Mahu.

	      Lisa is the sun god who brings the day and the heat, and also strength and energy. Mawu, the moon goddess, provides the cool of the night, peace, fertility, and rain.

	      But let’s get back to this Legba guy. Legba is often represented with a large male body part and is known as the youngest son of Mawu the moon goddess. He is considered the chief of all Vodun divinities and is believed to be a very old man who walks on crutches. It is only through contact with Legba that it becomes possible to contact the other gods, for he is the guardian at the door of the spirits. 

	 

	      Then you have Dan, who is Mawu’s androgynous son, meaning one who has both male and female characteristics and is represented as a rainbow serpent. Dan is supposed to be the mediator between the spirits and the living maintaining balance, order, peace and communication.       

	      Then there’s communication with lesser spirits, known as Loa.  Communication with them is done through prayer, animal sacrifice, (a lot of chickens and goats) drums and dance ceremonies. As you can see here:

	 

	Narrator: “I was in Togo for a few weeks in February of this year. When I got there, I realized that this area was the birthplace of vodou. Even though I’m not affiliated with any religion, I always thought that vodou was fascinating. It sparked my imagination. But I literally didn’t know anything about the reality of it. That is why I decided to attend a voodoo ceremony and see for myself. So, first things first. Togo is a very small country in West Africa, squeezed between Benin on the East and Ghana, on the West, and Burkina Faso, to the North. 

	 

	It is a country that gained its independence from France in 1960. Togo is one of the narrowest countries in the world because of its shape. The official language is French, and the official religion is Roman Catholic. It is also one of the poorest countries in the world. Is vodou a religion?”

	Vodou Priest: “Yes, it is a religion.”

	Narrator: “For which purposes do you use vodou?”

	Vodou Priest: “First of all we are using vodou because our ancestors were using it. Also, there are many diseases that we can treat with it. As the hospitals here cannot do that. with vodou you can cure an ill person.”

	Narrator: “Slowly the ceremony was becoming more and more alive as people were dancing one after another. Everyone was in a really good mood, and they started playing percussions, drums, and singing their songs. There were so many ladies dancing to the rhythm of this music. Why are you singing and dancing to the music at the ceremony?”

	Vodou Priest: “We are playing music because the vodou spirits are outside of our world and this way we are calling them to visit us.”

	Narrator: “As the ceremony was progressing something strange started happening.”

	Vodou Priest: “The spirit will get inside someone of us and will talk through this person. That’s how we will find the problem and what we should do about it.”

	Narrator: “The same thing happens several times to different women as they are supposedly possessed by the vodou spirits. More women were around, and held onto them any way possible, to note that they will not harm themselves or other people. It was an easy spectacle to watch.”

	      These Dance Ceremonies are how Voodoo Practitioners seek advice and connect with the “loa” i.e., “spirits” i.e., “demons” on a spiritual level. But wait a second. How is that any different than this dance ceremony from the charismatic community? You just change the music to voodoo music and voila, it’s the same connection with a spirit alright!

	Narrator: “Slowly the ceremony was coming more and more alive as people were arriving one after another.” 

	Pastors are dancing on the stage, and they are running back and forth from one side of the stage to the other and the people in the congregation are starting to stand up and dance as well.

	Narrator: “Everyone was in a really good mood, and they started playing percussions and drums and singing their songs. And as the ceremony was progressing, something strange started happening.”

	Everyone in the building is now dancing in the aisles of the church, and at their pews. They look exactly like the vodou dancers in the prior video. 

	Narrator: “The same thing happened several times to different women as they were possessed by the demon spirit. More women were moving around them to make sure they would not harm themselves or other people.”

	      Maybe it’s just me, but if a practice walks like voodoo, acts like voodoo, dances like voodoo and connects with spirits like voodoo, I’m kind of thinking it’s probably warmed over voodoo, slapped with Christianese!

	      And I quote: “There are many similarities between the Loa and Catholicism.” Well, how’s that? These practices are the same as the Catholics do, only they don’t call them Loa or spirits; they call them saints. Voodoo has a spirit for everything. Catholicism has a saint for everything. According to Catholicism, you can apparently pray, not a Loa but to:

	St. Adrian if you’re a butcher, a guard, a soldier, or an arms dealer.

	St. Agatha is for bakers, bell making, and nurses.

	St. Alexander is for charcoal burners.

	St. Amand is for bartenders, brewers, innkeepers, merchants, and vine growers.

	St. Ambrose handles beekeepers, beggars, candle makers, wax smelters, and refiners.

	St. Anastasia deals with weavers, healers, martyrs, and exorcists. 

	St. Andrew is for fishermen.

	St. Ann is for miners, mothers, equestrians, cabinetmakers, homemakers, stablemen, and [I’m not making this up] French Canadian voyagers.

	St. Anthony is if you’ve misplaced an item, lost a person, or for women seeking a husband.

	Both St. Antipas and St. Apollonia are for dentists

	Augustine of Hippo helps printers.

	Saint Augustine is not just for brewers but also for theologians.

	St. Barbara is for military engineers, firemen, and Italian marines.

	St. Bartholomew is handy for tanners, trappers, and curriers.

	      Other occupations covered by Catholic saints are hospital administrators, Italian prison officers, nursing mothers, farmers, farm hands, bridge builders, pawnbrokers, bankers, advertisers, mountaineers, skiers, dairy workers, and unemployed gamblers. St. Cajetan covers that last one. 

	      Other Saints are for a stenographer, schoolteacher, secretary, musician, psychiatrist, surfer, pilot, theater performer, goldsmith, marble worker, motorcyclist, doctor, saddle maker, undertaker, astronomer, florist, or horticulturalist.

	 

	St. Edwards is for Kings.

	St. Eligius for jewelers, mechanics, and taxi drivers.

	Pyrotechnicians have their St. Erasmus.

	St Eustachius helps hunters and trappers.

	 

	      Other random saints are there for truss-makers, animal rights workers, radio/television workers, hand gunners, shoemakers, comedians, clowns, dancers, and boy scouts and the Teutonic Knights have St. George. 

	      Then there’s Saints for linguists, lumberjacks, nurse anesthetists, bakers, confectioners, pastry chefs, laundry workers, manual laborers, computer technicians, spectacle makers, bird dealers, art dealers, teachers of youth, altar servers, funeral directors, air travelers, jurists, police officers, ecologists, ice skaters, schoolgirls, prostitutes, fish dealers, chemists, medical technicians, and pig keepers. So, if you combine that charcoal-burning dude with St. Malo for pig keepers, we just might have something. Yeah, let’s not go there. 

	      Other Saints are for bookkeepers, customs agents, plumbers, paratroopers, security officers, and I kid you not, lawyers in Paris bars. 

	The latter is St. Nicholas. 

	      And again, I skipped over a huge number of them, but whatever your occupation, don’t worry; you’ve got a spirit, I mean saint, to get those prayers kicked into gear. You know, just like voodoo! But don’t forget if you need to “connect” with a spirit, I mean saint, for healing, they got those too!

	      You got saints for sterile woman, those who are blind or lame, had a run in with a poisonous reptile, or if you suffer from colic, breast cancer, or a headache. The latter there is St Agathius, in case you are wondering. 

	There’s a saint for bubonic plague, misfortunes, and remember the name of this spirit, I mean saint, St. Albinus, because this one could really come in handy. He has only one thing he specializes in. Some of these saints get several different tasks, like one called Agrippina, that is apparently spread pretty thin, because he handles evil spirits, leprosy, thunderstorms, and bacterial diseases. All those deities are wrapped into just one saint. 

	      But this St. Albinus guy seems to have only one profound specialty. I’m going to share it with you, to keep in your back pocket, to whip out in your time of need. Albinus is your personal dedicated 24/7 saint in case of a pirate attack. Oh, but don’t forget you got a patron “spirit” I mean “saint” if you’re experiencing a fire, snakes, snake bites, against a demonic possession, mental illness, poison, and wild beasts.

	      And you can even pray to Saint Andrew Avellino if you’re experiencing “sudden death.” But that’s a double nutty idea because at that point, St. Andy is dead, and you are dead. Dead people can’t help, and you can’t even ask that dead guy for anything because you’re gone too! 

	      But you can also count on these “spirits” I mean “saints” in the event of riots, civil disorder, missing people, lost things, epilepsy, gout, tooth ache, kidnapping, deafness, sore eyes, cattle diseases, chest problems, lung problems, ailments of the throat, horse theft, sick horses, childhood illnesses, motorcycle/bicycle accidents, rabies, pandemics, earthquakes. And I’m not making this up, if you suffer from procrastination! And I quote, “Help for procrastination is St. Expeditus. But I didn’t make it up. It’s right there on the Catholic Church’s list. Wow!

	      And lest you think this unbiblical practice doesn’t merge with voodoo, take a look at this: Voodoo or vodun religious practices commonly include appealing to the Loa, or spirits, and inviting them to temporarily take possession of (or "ride") human bodies so that they may communicate directly with believers. 

	[image: Image][image: Image]            The ceremonies commonly include drumming, chanting, dancing and the drawing of symbols known as veves (vevers). Just as specific colors, objects, chants and drumbeats appeal to specific Loa, so, too do the veves. They are like the Sigils that witches use. [image: Image]But a voodoo veve that is used in a ceremony, is dependent upon the Loa whose presence is desired. Veves are drawn on the ground with cornmeal, sand, or other powdery substances, and they are obliterated during the ritual.For example, there’s Agwe. He is supposed to be a water spirit and is of particular interest to seafaring people such as fishermen. As such, his veve represents a boat. Agwe's female counterpart is La Sirene, the siren of the seas. 

	Associated Catholic Saint: St. Ulrich (who is often depicted holding a fish)

	
Damballah-Wedo is depicted as a serpent or snake, and his veves reflect this aspect of him. When he possesses a human, he does not speak but instead only hisses and whistles. 
His movements are also snake-like and can include slithering along the ground, flicking his tongue, and climbing tall objects.


	[image: Image]Associated Catholic Saint: St. Patrick (who drove the snakes out of Ireland); Sometimes also associated with Moses, whose staff transformed into a snake, to prove the power of God, over that wielded by Egyptian priests. Ogoun, was originally associated with fire, blacksmithing, and metalworking. His focus has transformed over the years to include power, warriors, and politics. He particularly likes the machete, which is a common offering in preparation of possession, and machetes are sometimes featured in his veves. 

	Associated Catholic Saint: St. James the Greater or St. George.

	Gran Bwa means "big tree," and he is the master of the forests and is strongly associated with trees, plants and practices associated with materials such as herbalism.   [image: Image]

	Gran Bwa is also the master of the wilderness in general and thus can be wild and unpredictable. Temples often leave a section to grow wild in his honor. 

	Associated Catholic Saint: St. Sebastian, who was tied to a tree before being shot with arrows.

	Papa Legba is the gatekeeper to the spirit world. Rituals begin with a prayer to Legba to open those gates so that participants can gain access to the other loas. This further strengthens his role as the bridge between realms. 

	Associated Catholic Saint: St. Peter, who holds the keys to the gate of heaven. 

	[image: Image]            And you still don’t think the false teachings and practices of Catholicism aren’t demonic? This is why they merge so perfectly with demonic practices of voodoo. The source is the same! 

	West Africa vodun ancestor worship. Also known as The Cult of the Dead. The Cult of the Dead, or Veneration of the Dead, or Ancestor Worship, is all based on the so-called respect and love for the deceased. 

	[image: Image]Again, the basis for another Disney Cartoon show: Ancestor Worship is related to beliefs that the dead have a continued existence, you know like the Catholic Saints and may possess the ability to influence the fortune of the living. 

	      In African religions, like voodoo, ancestors also serve as mediators, by providing access to spiritual guidance and power. So, you not only connect with the Loa or demons through dances, sacrifices, fetishes, etc. for various reasons, but you also connect to dead people, who are supposed to be your ancestors. Again, what does that sound like?? 

	 

	I quote: “Certain religions, in particular The Roman Catholic Church, venerate ‘saints’ as ‘intercessors’ and also believe in prayer for departed souls in Purgatory.” 

	      So, you help dead people, they help you. No wonder Catholicism fits in so perfectly with voodoo! And if you don’t think they do this, look at this clip.

	Narrator: “Welcome to ‘Why are we Catholics?’ the series where we give you the scoop on Catholicism. My name is Olivia and today’s episode I’m going to talk about why Catholics pray for those who have died. Have you ever been to a Catholic funeral? You probably know this, but Catholics pray for the dead. But why? The church teaches that we can help those in purgatory to enter into Heaven sooner by praying for them. If you would like to help the holy souls in purgatory, you offer prayers, sacrifices to God on their behalf. Even the small prayers and sacrifices, when offered through us, can have great merit in God’s eyes. You’ll never know how many souls you have helped through prayer. In fact, once they enter Heaven, they may even be praying for you.”

	      You know, like voodoo!!! And I quote:

	“Another goal in Ancestor Worship (i.e., speaking to demons) is to ensure the ancestors' continued well-being and positive disposition towards the living, and sometimes to ask for special favors or assistance.”

	      Ancestor veneration remains a common practice among many Africans, sometimes practiced alongside aspects of Catholicism. So, voodoo prays to the dead and for the dead and Catholicism prays to the dead and for the dead, they just changed the name. 

	 

	[image: Image]            What does God say? You are headed for judgment. In fact, there’s another Babylon that the Bible talks about, the One World Religion harlot, that I believe is Catholicism, and the Pope and Vatican are a big part of it. They are going to be left behind because they don’t trust in Jesus Christ as their Lord and Savior, which is a works-based gospel. They will be left behind just like everybody else. Read Revelation 17 and 18, they are doomed. They are doomed because they are involved in this stuff. 

	      Hey, wait a minute. Do you mean that they also have candles and offer things to their deities, like voodoo does.

	“Ancestor veneration is prevalent throughout Africa, and prayers and/or sacrifices are usually offered to the ancestors (you know like the Catholics do), who may ascend to becoming a kind of minor deity themselves.”

	      Gee, no wonder it fits so perfectly together! But let’s get to the West Africa Vodun rituals.

	[image: Image]Voodoo or Vodun worship follows various dialects, spirits, practices, songs, and rituals. The ritual language used in Vodou is termed “langaj” which derives from the Fon language of West Africa. Rituals have a Calendar of events: “A calendar of ritual feasts, syncretized with the Roman Catholic calendar provides a yearly cycle of religious practice.”

	 

	      Just like the witches have a yearly calendar, so does voodoo, with their rituals combined with Catholicism. Important Loa are celebrated on Saints’ days.

	Ogou on St. James’s Day, July 25. 

	Ezili Danto on the feast of Our Lady of Mount Carmel, July 16. 

	Danbala on St. Patrick’s Day, March 17. 

	The spirits of the ancestors on All Saints’ Day and All Souls’ Day, November 1 and November 2.

	       Which follows October 31, Halloween. We saw that in our witchcraft study. It comes from All Hallows Eve, which was from Catholicism, to hallow the dead, which means saints. Basically, Halloween, as we know it was Catholicized and they follow the same thing. Instead of praying to the dead, because they believe in the witchcraft calendar, on October 31, with the start of the witchcraft calendar, it was also believed that was when the veil between the two worlds was the thinnest. So, the spirits were coming back and forth. Catholicism couldn’t change it so they said, “We’re not intermingling with demons or spirits, it’s the saints. If you give it a sweet treat, then we will pray for your loved-one in purgatory.

	      And there are many other feasts, for particular ancestors, as well as initiations and funerary rituals occurring throughout the year. 

	 

	Ritual Temple:

	 

	      A Vodun or Voodoo temple is referred to as a hounfour. In its center is a poteau-mitan; a rod in which the God and spirits communicate with common folk. There’s an altar decorated with candles, along with images of Catholic saints, or emblematic objects linked to the Loa. You know, because they’re one and the same!

	 

	Ritual Practices: 

	 

	
		First you have the production of a veve; a blueprint of flour or cornmeal splattered along the floor that begins many rituals in the Loa tribes.

		Violent shaking of drums, chanting, stomping, or similar noises used to produce a feeling of trance among the participants.

		Tribal dances, including spiritual possession, usually performed by the houngan or mambos, the male or female priestess.

		Live animal sacrifice, such as goat, sheep, dogs, or similar species.

		Then blood from the slain animals will be collected into a vessel and then drank by the spiritual practitioners of the ceremony.

		Large feasts.

		And you also have the use of voodoo dolls, that are dedicated to particular “Loa” and use them to attract a “Loa” influence.



	 

	Narrator: “Voodoo is a state religion in the West African country 

	 of Benin practiced in various forms across the region. And from here it spread throughout the world. It’s very much a living religion with elaborate temples, priest, family and household shrines, ceremonies and masquerades. Voodoo contains multiple deities and spirits that are believed to be active on a daily basis and require regular offerings of food, alcohol and the fresh blood of animals - chickens or goats. The idea behind those sacrifices is that if you give up something, that is important to you, that will certainly grab the attention of the gods.

	I am fascinated by this religion, and I want to learn more about how voodoo is practiced in this region. The best way to get a glimpse of this colorful and vibrant religion, of course, is to go directly to the temples. So, I guess you’re asking, why the person who created this temple shaped it like a chameleon. Well, in voodoo, the chameleon is a symbol of confidence. They represent God here on earth. And that belief isn’t just for the people who practice voodoo here. Practitioners from all over the world recognize the divinity of the chameleon. All over the grounds are these little buildings that are called spirit houses, or prayer houses. They are just big enough for one or two people to worship in, in solitude. And a few chickens, I suppose. 

	Knowing I was about to witness something that may be the most extraordinary thing I ever saw, we later learned that we were the first Westerners to ever be invited inside the building during the ceremony, let alone to film it.”

	“Shoes off before going inside the temple.”

	Drums were beating, people were singing, and two women were dancing in front of the congregation. Gradually more started getting up and dancing, including the little children.

	[image: Buy Loto Gris Gray Tote Bag at Best Prices in India - Snapdeal]      Even the kids can get in on it. Did you notice the benches? It was almost like a church service. Wonder where they got that idea from. So, that’s the temple where they do their thing. So here comes Catholicism with their temples and their benches and you squeeze it all together. They also have the use of these in rituals.

	Gris-gris (/ˈɡriːˌɡriː/, also spelled grigri, and sometimes also "gregory" and is a Voodoo amulet originating in Africa, which is believed to protect the wearer from evil or bring luck. We would call it a mojo bag.

	      In some West African countries it is used as a supposed method of birth control. It consists of a small cloth bag, usually inscribed with verses from an African ancestor containing a ritual number of small objects, worn on the person.

	Ritual Herbs:

	      Voodoo priests use herbs in their rituals to supposedly cure the sick - and possibly even poison enemies. They also sometimes ask for offerings, such as a chicken or a sheep, which is then sacrificed to the “Loa”, or some alcohol is poured onto the floor. This can happen when asking for help or when your wish has been granted. People seek help on a variety of issues with Voodoo Rituals to supposedly be cured of a disease, find a job, get money, complete a business deal, find a spouse or have a child. All through voodoo demon rituals.

	      But you also have, along with the herbs, fetishes and potions in rituals.

	“Communicating with the spirits isn’t a simple case of telling the operator to call Shango and go.” (I guess that’s Voodoo humor)

	      Yes, you can use dances and sacrifices, herbs and amulets like Gris-Gris. But Vodun spirits are also invoked by means of a ‘fetish’, or specific object, and each spirit has their own specific object, which relates in some way to what they do. However, the fetish itself is usually not enough. A ‘preparation’ or “potion” has to be applied. 

	      This is a special ‘mix’ of liquid, powder, and debris that is either smothered onto the fetish, poured into a vessel atop the spirit’s representative form, or otherwise ingested, applied, or burned as necessary.

	      The ‘ingredients’ for these potions are bought from a ‘fetish market’; that have a wide variety of ‘products’ for sale, including animal bones/skulls, live animals (often chickens or reptiles), furs, feathers, are also offered. The make-up of each potion/poultice is secret, known only to the Vodun Priest, and even the rituals behind making them are shrouded in mystery. 

	      In addition, each ‘recipe’ is specific to the job at hand. For example, a ‘love potion’ would involve a whole different set of ingredients than a potion designed to ensure safe passage on an upcoming journey. 

	Today, the most common reasons for invoking the services of a Vodun priest to perform rituals, were to ensure exam success, to have children, and to find love, in that order. And finally, you got this.

	Rituals to Protect and Serve:

	Called the Zangbeto they are the traditional Voodoo Guardians of the Night in Togo and Benin. They patrol the streets in outfits that resemble haystacks and were the primary law enforcement in these areas until the establishment of official law and order. So, let’s take a look at their early police force.

	Porto-Novo, Benin:

	“Voodoo enjoys a resurgence in the country of its birth. But an upturn in interest has led to more people being initiated. Voodoo has a hierarchy of deities and tribal spirits of nature. Followers consider magical practices and healing remedies to be divine.”

	“People can’t imagine the good that voodoo is doing for the country. This is something respected and that we must adore. It is we, ourselves, who have lost our way by taking a different path.”

	“We know that there are many people who say that voodoo is not good, but I know that voodoo is very good, because it does good things. If you have an open heart and you go to it and ask, it gives you this. It’s like a church, it’s our church, this is our church.”

	As these people are speaking there is a parade going on. Many people are watching as the Zangbeto, of different colors and sizes are walking in the parade. 

	[image: Image]            Is it just me or do those hairy things look a whole lot like “Cousin It?”

	      So, West Africa is where all this voodoo demonic worship started. And unfortunately, it didn’t stop there. 	      We have seen how witches and satanists have infiltrated the church but so have demons by promoting a new service – relevant (worldly), a new Jesus – no talk of sin, any sin goes, and a new worship – gets non-Christians attending services possessed. But how did we get to the point where demons are openly walking around, infiltrating not just the world but now even in the church? Unfortunately, spiritualism didn’t stop there. It branched off into a variety of other spiritualist movements, gobbling people up and getting them to seek demonic input.

	      As a recap, we have learned the birthplace of voodoo was in West Africa, among the Fon people, of the Dahomey Kingdom, which is now modern-day Benin. But it also included other countries of West Africa like Togo, Ghana and Nigeria, etc. that whole area. Voodoo or Vodun today is still openly practiced there as their official faith and celebrate Voodoo Day, Voodoo MTV Channel, Voodoo Holidays and they have a Voodoo Museum. Those who practice Voodoo or Vodun there “Are officially Catholic or Muslim and incorporate Voodoo elements into their beliefs.” It’s a “combination of practices.” We saw that, with West Africa Vodun Animism. Animists believe that there’s a power present in all objects including all of nature. And in some cases, even words. For example: Joel [image: Image]Osteen’s animism is the Word of Faith Movement. That’s animism! It’s just couched in Christianese!

	 

	      West Africa Vodun spirits.

	Vodun or Voodoo cosmology, centers around the vodun or spirits, that govern the Earth, nature and humans and human society.[image: Image]

	They come in a range of power. from major deities governing the forces of nature and human society. to minor spirits governing just about everything else you can think of. And the way they communicate with the spirits is through prayer, animal sacrifice, drum and dance ceremonies, and charismatic dance ceremonies. And speaking of spirits, we also saw, and I quote:

	“There are many similarities between the Loa/Spirits of voodoo and Catholicism.”

	      And how is that? Well, voodoo calls demons, Loa or spirits. Catholics call them saints. Voodoo has a spirit for everything. Catholicism has a saint for everything. They slide perfectly together. 

	      West Africa Vodun, ancestor worship, also known as The Cult of the Dead or Veneration of the dead, or ancestor worship, is all based on dead people. 

	      Ancestor worship is related to beliefs that the dead have a continued existence, like the Catholic saints that possess the ability to influence the fortune of the living. So, voodoo prays to the dead, for the dead and Catholicism prays to the dead and for the dead. Which is completely unbiblical. But that’s why they fit so perfectly together. 

	      The West African Vodun also have their rituals and ritual calendar. That includes “A calendar of ritual feasts, syncretized with the Roman Catholic calendar that provides a yearly cycle of religious practices.” Just like the witches have a yearly calendar, so does voodoo, with their rituals combined with Catholicism. 

	 

	Ritual Temple:

	There’s an altar decorated with candles, along with images of Catholic saints, or emblematic objects linked to the Loa. You know, because they’re one and the same!

	Ritual Practices:

	Ritual Herbs, Ritual fetishes and potions, and rituals to protect and serve,

	are called the Zangbeto. They are the traditional Voodoo guardians of the night that was basically their early police force. 

	      So, West Africa is where all this voodoo demonic worship started. And unfortunately, it didn’t stop there. Due to the slave trade, another sin, it spread to other countries and continents including the United States. But first let’s remind ourselves what God says is going to happen when you mess with these practices and what you can expect if you do.

	Galatians 5:16-21; 6:7-8: “I you keep on biting and devouring each other, watch out or you will be destroyed by each other. So, I say, live by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desire of the sinful nature. For the sinful nature desires what is contrary to the Spirit, and the Spirit what is contrary to the sinful nature. They are in conflict with each other, so that you do not do what you want. But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not under the law. 

	The acts of the sinful nature are obvious, sexual immorality, impurity and debauchery, idolatry and witchcraft, hatred, discord, jealousy, fits of rage, selfish ambition, dissensions, factions and envy, drunkenness, orgies and the like. I warn you, as I did before, that those who live like this will not inherit the kingdom of God. Do not be deceived. God cannot be mocked. A man reaps what he sows. The one who sows to please his sinful nature, from the nature will reap destruction, the one who sows to please the Spirit, from the Spirit will reap eternal life.”

	      So, basically, God once again bluntly tells us that you have two choices in life in everything you do. You can sow to the Spirit and live His way, by means of the Spirit and get eternal life and good things. Or, as the Greek literally says, “Thumb your nose at God.” And instead sow or live by means of the flesh, sin nature which includes sorcery, witchcraft, occult activity, among others. And you get what? You get utter destruction. 

	In the Greek it means, “Corruption, perishing, eternal misery in hell.”

	      If this is your way of life, one, you’re not a Christian, which is why you will not inherit the Kingdom of God. And two, it will bring destruction in your life even before you go into misery in hell. And that’s not only what voodoo brings, wherever it goes, but it was started by another sin that people choose to sow into and that’s slavery.      The sin of slavery brought voodoo and destruction wherever it went. And for the skeptics out there who say the Bible condones slavery, let’s deal with that lie before we go any further.

	Narrator: “New Testament Instruction on slavery. Even in the New Testament, the Bible did not demand that every slave owner immediately emancipate the slaves. Rather the Apostles gave instructions to slaves and their owners on Godly behavior in that social system. Masters were admonished for the proper treatment of their slaves. For example, in Ephesians, the masters were told:” 

	Ephesians 6:9: “Treat your slaves in the same way [with goodwill]. Do not threaten them, since you know that he who is both their Master and yours is in Heaven, and there is no favoritism with him.” 

	“Elsewhere in Colossians:”

	Colossians 4:1: “Masters, provide your slaves with what is right and fair, because you know that you also have a Master in Heaven.”

	“Jesus and the Apostles did not outright condemn slavery; they didn’t need to. The effect of the Gospels is that lives are changed, one by one. And those changed lives in turn bring transformation to entire families, clans and cultures. Christianity was never designed to be a political movement, but over time it naturally effected political policy.”

	Alexander MacLaren wrote: “The Gospel meddles directly with no political or social arrangements, but lays down principles which will profoundly affect these, and leaves them to soak into the general mind.” 

	“In nations where Christianity spread and took firm hold, slavery was brought to an end due to the efforts of born-again individuals. The seeds of the emancipation of slaves are in the Bible. It teaches that all men are created by God, and made in His image, which condemns those who kidnap and sell a person. And it shows a slave can truly be a brother in the Lord. Some criticize the Bible, because it doesn’t demand immediately the overthrow, with every ingrained, centuries old, simple custom of the day. But as Warren Wiersbe points out:”

	Warren Wiersbe: “The Lord chooses to change people and society gradually, through the ministry of the Holy Spirit and the proclamation of the truth of the Word of God.”

	“There is a tendency to look at slavery as something of the past, but it is estimated that there are today over 27 million people in the world who are subject to slavery, forced labor, sex trade, inheritable property, etc. As for those who have been redeemed from the slavery of sin, followers of Jesus Christ, should be the foremost champions of ending human slavery in the world today.”

	 

	      In other words, as Christians stood up in the past and helped put a stop to slavery of old, so we need to do the same today, with the various forms of slavery still going on. But as you can see, the Bible does not condone slavery, and it was Biblical teachings that helped to get rid of it. But again, when slavery was indulged in past time, it did exactly what God said it would do. You reap what you sow. It brought destruction [image: Image]everywhere it went!

	The 1st place Voodoo went to from the sin of slavery causing destruction is South American Voodoo.

	      And again, that was because of The African Slave Trade.

	It was also known as the Atlantic slave trade, Transatlantic slave trade, or Euro-American slave trade. Involved the transportation by slave
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	traders of enslaved African people, mainly to the “Americas” but elsewhere as you can see. To the Americas they followed what was called the Triangle Route.

	      They purchased slaves from local African leaders. These slaves were managed by a factor, who was established on or near the coast to expedite the shipping of slaves to the New World. Slaves were imprisoned in a factory while awaiting shipment. Current estimates are that about 12 million to 12.8 million Africans were shipped across the Atlantic over a span of 400 years with millions dying in the process. 

	      But this sin brought another sin, called voodoo. And it brought destruction to South America in various forms.

	And the 1st type of South American voodoo the slaves brought with them to that area is called condomble.

	[image: Image]As you can see here…

	Narrator: “We’re in Salvador of the Waya, which was the first capital of Brazil and also where they had the largest port receiving the most amount of African slaves, and so, because of its history, there is very important Afro-Brazilian community here and it is also where Candomble, which is the Afro-Brazilian religion started. 

	This is a very important Candomble temple. It’s one of the most important ones in the country and it’s also a national heritage sight. And tonight, they are hosting a big, important ceremony.

	Candomble is an Afro-Brazilian religion which was formed by several traditions of the African continent. There were several inflows of the slave trade. They brought with them their religion and their faith and their social structure. In this traditional Candomble we believe in one God, which is called Allah, all mighty, you know the all-powerful or the Almighty God. And then we believe in deities which are representations of energies of nature. 

	In Condomble, the deities are referred to as Orixas. There are hundreds of them reflecting different manifestations of God, like fire, water, or wood. When Orixas come to earth through their followers and they dance, we believe that the actual deity comes to the earth, through the body of that person, which for us, it’s something very good. Because we are able to engage with our deities.”

	      Candomblé is an African diasporic religion (in other words it came from Africa), that developed in Brazil in the 1800s. 

	      It arose through a process of syncretism between several of the traditional religions of West Africa, including Roman Catholicism. Candomblé involves the veneration of spirits known as orixás. 

	Deriving their names from West African deities and are equated with Roman Catholic saints. Various myths are told about these orixás, which are regarded as subservient to a so-called creator deity, Oludumaré. Each individual is believed to have a “tutelary” or “guardian” orixá who has been connected to them since before birth and who informs their personality. 

	      Candomblé's members are “initiated” into the practice and usually meet in temples known as terreiros run by priests called babalorixás and priestesses called ialorixás. A ritual involves practitioners drumming, singing, and dancing to encourage an orixá to possess one of their members. They believe that through this possessed individual, they can communicate directly with a deity. 

	      Offerings to the orixás include fruit and sacrificed animals and are also given to other spirits, including the spirits of the dead, the egun. Several forms of divination are utilized to decipher messages from the orixás. Healing rituals, amulets and herbal remedies and baths also play a prominent role. As you can see here…

	 

	Narrator: “Saturday night on the outskirts of Rio De Janeiro. A religious ceremony is about to start. This is Candomble, one of the key Afro-Brazilian religions in the country. It developed from traditions originally brought over by slaves from Africa. Worship centers around Orixa divinities found in nature.

	Luiz Jose de Sousa: “In every part of nature we have an Orixa divinity. We have a god that we call Olodumare. We have a doctrine. We have a hierarchy. We have our own divinities, our inheritance from Africa.”

	Narrator: “As the drumming and singing intensifies devotees believe that they are taken over by the different deities.”

	Worship member Caroline Linhares: “You have the same thing that you have in a church. It’s totally the same. We revere God; we revere our Orixas.”

	Narrator: “Pastor Tupirani says he understands Afro-Brazilian religions better than most because he grew up in them. He said he saw practitioners request evil deeds from spirits, such as a death of a neighbor, he converted to Evangelical Christianity in his early 20s .”

	Pastor Tupirani: “The Afro religions in Brazil, they are satanic. This position has already caused me to be imprisoned for 18 days. And I am not worried if I am imprisoned for another 180 days.”

	Narrator: “Tonight four more devotees have been initiated into Condomble and nobody here wants to give up a religion that many say is central to their lives.”

	      And what is it based on. The whole goal is to get a demon inside you, to get direction for you, for others, and isn’t that wonderful. But what does it take to get there? Drumming, dancing, singing, over and over and over again until it connects. Sound familiar? Yeah, it’s being Christianized today. 

	      The term Candomblé is derived from a term for dances, which and is, also used to describe a dance style among African-descended communities. But Candomblé is not the only Afro-Brazilian religion. 

	And the 2nd type of South American voodoo the slaves brought with them to that area is called Umbanda.

	      It too involves the worship of the orixás. Umbanda is more open and public than Candomblé. While the latter employs songs in African languages, Umbanda's religious songs are sung in Portuguese. As a result, Candomblé is often regarded as being more African than Umbanda. The term "Umbandomblé" is sometimes applied to groups merging elements of both traditions. 

	      Umbanda is a syncretized Afro-Brazilian religion that blends traditional African religions (voodoo) with Roman Catholicism, Spiritism, and Indigenous American beliefs. Umbanda has spread across mainly southern Brazil and neighboring countries like Argentina and Uruguay. Umbanda has many branches, each one with a different set of beliefs and practices.  Some of the common beliefs are the existence of a Supreme Being and creator of the universe, obviously not the Biblical version. 

	      Other common beliefs are the existence of deities called Orixás, most of them syncretized with Catholic saints that act as divine energy and forces of nature; spirits of deceased people that counsel and guide practitioners through troubles in the material world. Psychics, or mediums, can be used to bring messages from the spiritual world of Orixás and the other guiding spirits. Reincarnation and spiritual evolution through many lives is also practiced.

	The Orixás

	Candomblé focuses on the worship of spirits orixás (or “orishas” or “santos” or (Saints)

	Pantheon

	Umbanda has one supreme god known as Olorum and many divine intermediary deities or Orixás. Orixás and spirits are organized in a hierarchy of legions, guides, and protectors. The exact order of the hierarchy varies by region and practitioner, but a generally agreed upon structure is that there are the Seven Lines, or Sete Linhas of Umbanda. These lines are divided up even further into a multitude of spiritual beings.

	But here they are in action:

	Narrator: “It was through the portals of Bahia, the center of the Brazilian slave trade that 3 to 5 million Africans were first brought to the new world. Missionaries baptized them when they landed, but didn’t care if they kept their drums, their songs and some of their own customs. The slaves were able to incorporate Catholicism with their own gods and rituals, reducing what today is called, Candomble. As practiced now, Condomble, remains close in form to the original African religions brought by the slaves. Umbanda, the most popular form of Macumba is a colorful blend of Condomble, Catholicism, American Indian religions and European spiritualism. A central feature of Umbanda is an altered state of consciousness described by devotees as possession by supernatural beings. 

	Spirit possession is a state in which the medium’s own consciousness leaves and his body is entered by the possessing entity. Drumming, singing and dancing accompany the celebration as the spirits arrive, ordering food, drinks, cigars, special costumes or whatever it is they like. Umbanda members report feeling spiritually or psychologically cleansed after recovering from possession. Through Umbanda the dispossessed seemed to regain a sense of power and respect by associating themselves with powerful supernatural forces. Umbanda also helps to integrate the adherent’s personality by allowing the expression of repressed aspects of his or her personality in the context of possession. However, it is understood, or explained, Umbanda functions as a psychotherapy for the poor. People come seeking solutions to their problems and Umbanda offers them the help they need. In recent years Umbanda has become a powerful force in Brazil’s popular culture providing a means of expression and creativity and its influence can be felt throughout Brazil.”      

	

	      And notice, pop in a saint here and there. Have you seen a movie with people going to those areas and you might think that this is a pretty big Catholic place. Is it? Or is it really voodoo that has merged with Catholicism? But again, what was the premise? The dancing, the singing, the rituals, all that is designed, to what? To be demon possessed. Followers of Umbanda believe that there are three distinct levels of spirits.

	1. Pure Spirits

	This level includes the spirits known as the angels, archangels, cherubim, and seraphim, spirits that reached spiritual perfection. 

	2. Good Spirits

	This level includes the spirits that possess mediums (psychics) or initiates during the Umbanda ceremonies, and act as (guides), advising and helping the believers. 

	 

	      Then they break down the so-called good spirits even further.

	[image: Image]Caboclos (Indigenous Brazilians). Those are spirits of deceased indigenous Brazilians. They are highly knowledgeable about medical herbs, often prescribing inexpensive remedies to ill people. When a caboclo speaks, you listen - “E. F. Hutton.”

	Preto Velho (Old Black Man) Those are spirits of old slaves who died enslaved. They are supposed to be wise, peaceful, and kind spirits that know all about suffering, compassion, forgiveness, and hope. They also often prescribe herbal remedies.

	The female counterpart of this spirit is the Preta Velha ("Old Black Woman") When the medium incorporates a Preto Velho, he cannot stand straight, has difficulty walking, and has to make consultations sitting down. They frequently drink coffee and smoke pipes.

	Crianças/Erês (Children) 

	The spirits appear as children, to reveal the pure side of life. When they talk, they always intend to cheer you up and make you look at the bright side of things. They are generally characterized as being pure and joyful. 

	      Well, it’s got to be from God! No! Satan masquerades as an angel of light 2 Corinthians 11:14. When the medium incorporates an Erê, he laughs very much, dances, frequently appears with stuffed animals, and speaks with a child's voice. They frequently drink Guaraná (type of energy soda drink) and eat candy.

	Baianos 

	The spirits of people who were practitioners of Umbanda but are now dead among other spirits of deceased ancestors. Since they are closest to our time (in comparison to the deceased slaves and the Indigenous Americans), they have a different manner in speaking. They are slow talking and they talk about the need to know how to interpret and overcome the difficulties of life. They frequently drink coconut water, eat farofa, (type of flour-side dish) and smoke cigarettes.

	Boiadeiros (cowboys) 

	The spirits of deceased gauchos who lived a hard life in the sertão, the arid hinterlands of Brazil. They speak of love but are frequently harsh in their speech. 

	Marujos or Marinheiros (Sailors)

	Spirits of deceased sailors or fishermen that use the power of the ocean to protect people from evil. The water (especially salty water) has a way of protecting people, cleaning and cleansing. When a Marinheiros talks, he sometimes appears to be drunk, but that's just his way. They can't stand straight and frequently stumble as if they were in a ship, at high seas. They drink a lot of rum.

	Zé Pilintra

	He is the patron spirit of the barrooms, gambling dens, and gutters. The Zé Pilintra spirit is famed for its extremely wild partying persona, being a kind of trickster spirit.

	Exu

	Exu is a type of spirit that is messengers of the land, and they bring justice to wherever is needed. Offerings are made in the Small Kalunga (cemetery) or at a crossroads. They protect people while they are on the streets, roads, nightclubs, etc., and also protect them from evil spirits (called obsessing spirits), which are spirits that weren't touched by the light yet and use people to feed their bad habits such as addictions to drugs or low emotional states like anger, rage, sadness, guilt, revenge, etc.

	      Then you have the female Exus they are called Pomba Giras. Their action is in love, especially self-love, but also romantic relationships.

	Bad Spirits/Kiumbas. Some Umbanda believers avoid the spirits of this level, considered dark incarnations. Sometimes impure spirits can possess some psychics and cause many annoyances.             

	      Today hundreds of thousands of Brazilians declared themselves Umbandistas and use its ceremonies seeking counseling or healing. Umbanda remains strong in cities like Rio de Janeiro (the greatest concentration of Umbandistas) and São Paulo (the second greatest concentration today. Umbanda followers can be found in the United States of America as well among the Brazilian diaspora. And that’s in Florida, Massachusetts, New Jersey, Connecticut, Pennsylvania, Georgia, Wisconsin,  California and New York. In fact, West 46th Street in “New York City” that has been officially recognized it as "Little Brazil Street".

	      But speaking of American influence, Umbanda in its rituals, uses a “psychedelic drug” called Ayahuasca which is an important aspect of their ceremonies. And apparently Aaron Rodgers uses it to help with making his decisions.

	Gabriella Bachara Reports: “In a two-and-a-half-hour interview Aaron Rodgers shared a psychedelic experience that he said gave him a different perspective of life, love and football. Aaron Rodgers got emotional while opening up about his experience using psychedelics, during an episode of the Aubrey Marcus Podcast released Wednesday.”

	Aaron Rodgers: “I wanted to feel what pure love feels like. That was my intention. And I did. I really did.”

	Gabriella Bachara: “The Green Bay Packers quarterback talked about traveling to Peru on a Ayahuasca retreat.”

	Aaron Rodgers: “I started deep on a journey where the Ayahuasca is usually described as a grandmother spirit. And I met her and walked with her through past, present and future lives.”

	Gabriella Bachara: “Ayahuasca is a plant-based psychedelic that is consumed like tea. In some South American countries, it’s used as a healing medicine to treat physical, mental and spiritual issues. A choice that Rodgers says changed his life.”

	Aaron Rodgers: “I felt like I opened my eyes for the first time.” 

	Gabriella Bachara: “And he believes it may have led him to his fourth MVP award.”

	Aaron Rodgers: “That experience paved the way for me to have the best season in my career.”

	Gabriella Bachara: “Rodgers, as well as thousands of people, travel to Peru for psychedelic retreats. Some experiences can cost thousands of dollars.”

	      Oh, and by the way, guess what the latest trend in secular psychology is? Psychedelic drugs, to help people. But possibly with him going through this procedure, you might be seeing Aaron Rodgers, “the best.” But never fear, I hear the Raiders are courting him as their new quarterback. But it’s not just Aaron Rodgers. Ayahuasca, an Ancient Amazonian hallucinogen, became Hollywood's new favorite escape.      

	[image: Image]And I quote: “Forget cocaine, many of L.A.’s hottest parties feature ayahuasca. Here’s how ayahuasca, the Amazonian hallucinogen, usually works.” 

	Traditionally, a shaman serves a cup of black sludge (commonly known as “la purga” thanks to the nausea it can trigger) to seekers who have traveled to the rainforest in pursuit of a higher level of consciousness. The immediate experience may include euphoria, recovered memories of past lives, or the opening of a direct channel to the divine. 

	The long-term effects are purported to benefit an array of conditions.”

	      Umbanda this form of South American voodoo has been recognized for its openness toward bisexual, heterosexual, and transexual people are welcomed without distinction. Many homosexual couples are married religiously at the hands of Umbanda priests.

	And the 3rd type of South American voodoo the slaves brought with them to that area is called Quimbanda. The opposite side of the Umbanda is Quimbanda. Also known as Kimbanda spelled with a K. But Umbanda is supposed to be (white magic), and Quimbanda utilizes black magic – and engages in practices that are intended to cause evil doings. It’s basically a voodoo version of satanism, as you can see in this clip:

	Tata Baye, a man dressed in a pink shirt wearing a black hat, begins speaking in his language, but in the background is a statue of the goat-headed, winged Baphomet along with other satanic symbols. The next person to speak is a man all dressed in black, his hair is cut similar to what satan would look like. There are candles surrounding him with other satanic objects, and the Baphomet goat head is in the corner of the video. He is also speaking in his own language.

	Narrator: “If you’re not familiar with Quimbanda it’s an Afro-Caribbean religion that works with people’s health. The tradition that I follow is more Luciferian, but I do not sacrifice animals, I haven’t gotten there. So, what I usually do is I put my blood on there, as you can see.”

	Quimbanda is associated primarily with Rio de Janeiro, and is a “branch” of Afro-Brazilian religions that fall into the called Macumba which describes those Afro-Brazilian religions dealing with lower spirits. It is sometimes considered by non-practitioners to be a form of witchcraft or black magic.

	SPIRITS

	Exus - In Quimbanda the male spirits are known as Exus, they are considered very powerful spirits. Exus are typically called for in rituals to arrange rendezvous, force justice, or help people in delicate matters like seduction and vengeance. 

	Pomba Giras - The female counterparts of Exus. And a Pomba Gira is summoned to overturn or destroy someone and make them a mulambo. Or what’s considered someone who is wearing ragged clothing or someone who is very unlucky.

	LOCATIONS

	Marginal Locations - refers to areas containing magical and spiritual significance where rituals are executed. Many Quimbanda rituals are performed at crossroads.

	Animal Sacrifices - Certain rituals require sacrificial pigeons, hens, roosters, goats, sheep, and bulls to help a spirit progress in power and capability. Other rituals use animal sacrifices to enlist the help of a spirit to carry out a deed. Today, Quimbanda has had a quick rising membership since its emergence in the 1970s, (you know when satanism became popular) especially in urban areas of Southern Brazil. It is a common practice for businessmen to consult Exus before major business dealings.

	[image: Image]And the 4th type of South American voodoo that the slaves brought with them to that area is called Tambor de Mina.

	Tambor de Mina is an Afro-Brazilian religious tradition, practiced mainly in the Brazilian states of Maranhão, Piauí, Pará and the Amazon rainforest. Tambor means drum in Portuguese, and refers to the importance of the rhythmic element to worship. Tambor of Mina worships vodums, orixás, and entities (also called Encantados, spirits of people) Which just happens to be another Disney cartoon.

	      The worship involves: Voduns, gods that are grouped in 5 families: Each family occupies a specific part of the house and has its own songs, behaviors, and activities. The title of Tói means that vodum is a male.

	The title of Nochê means that vodum is a female.And there are about 45 voduns and it is said that the encantados are entities of people who did not die, but disappeared mysteriously, becoming invisible or turning into animals or plants, living in a magical kingdom called Encantaria. The encantados are present in diverse Amazon beliefs and are invoked in religious ceremonies as the priest or priestess goes into trance. As you can see here…

	 

	This clip shows the women dancing and singing, keeping in time with the drums, gradually the men start dancing and joining in with the women.
 

	      If you keep it up and keep it going, it is the same thing over and over again, twirling and the beat of the drums, then what’s going to happen? They’re going to get possessed and think it is a good thing. So, today if you play repetitive music over and over again, for at least 45 minutes, even crank it up an hour, over and over again, I don’t know, maybe you’d end up in one of these services. Take a look at this clip of a Charismatic Church service.

	In front of the congregation, there is one man with a microphone speaking in tongues. Behind him is a small band, playing guitars and drums. In front of the man speaking in tongues is another man, probably the preacher, swinging a spear and running across the stage, dancing with the beat of the drums. Another man on the other side of the stage is ringing a bell. The people in the congregation are also dancing around, keeping up with the drums, and the guy with the sword.

	“Due to the syncretization present in the cult, (their words not mine) it is almost impossible to separate Catholicism from Tambor de Mina not to mention Charismatic Practices for that matter. In the temples of Tambor de Mina, it is common to hold feasts and parties that are sometimes requested by the spiritual entities such as the Feast of the Divine Holy Spirit, and others.”

	[image: Super Bowl Winner Tom Brady Says Wife’s Witchcraft Behind Patriots Winning - Signs Of The Last Days]And so, in conclusion, probably the most famous Brazilian who is still out there practicing Brazilian occult techniques, is Tom Brady’s now ex-wife, Gisele Bundchen. 	Gillette spokesman: “Any superstitions going into the game? Any special thing you carry with you into the game on Sunday, that you had stuck away somewhere?”

	I started questioning her a long time ago. I just shut up and listened. At first, I thought, ‘This is kind of crazy,’ but about four ago we were playing the Seahawks, and she said, ‘You better listen to me. This is your year. This is the things you have to do to win.’ And I did all those things and it worked pretty well. 

	And then in 2015, it was early January, and she said, ‘You know how much I love you.’ And I said, ‘Yeah’. Then she said, ‘I just wanna let you know, this is not going to be your year.’ And of course, we lost. And I asked, ‘What does 16 look like?’ And she said, ’16 is going to be your year.’ So, it was early January of this year, and I said, ‘Baby, I’m asking, do we have a chance? ‘She said, ‘Yeah, but you are going to have to do a lot of work and you are really going to have to listen to me.’ So, man, I listened to her. Right after the game, she said, ‘See, I did a lot of work, you did your work, you’re lucky you married a witch. I’m just a good witch.’”

	And I quote….

	“In a New York Times interview in 2015, Brady said his family has space for multiple faiths, stating “I think we’re into everything. I don’t know what I believe. I think there’s a belief system, I’m just not sure what it is.”

	 

	      Also in 2015, it was reported by USA Today, Brady kept a four-inch bronze idol of the Hindu god Ganesh in his locker. The idol is said to be the "remover of obstacles” in the Hindu faith.

	      Yet the Bible states in Galatians that witchcraft is among many types of sin, and is rejected by God: 

	 

	Galatians 6:17-19: "The acts of the flesh are obvious: sexual immorality, impurity and debauchery; idolatry and witchcraft; hatred, discord, jealousy, fits of rage, selfish ambition, dissensions, factions and envy; drunkenness, orgies, and the like. I warn you, as I did before, that those who live like this will not inherit the kingdom of God."

	      In other words, you reap what you sow. Is Tom Brady’s life doing great? I doubt his ex-wife’s is either. Why? Because you reap what you sow. You rejected God’s way and the gift of eternal life and instead indulged in the flesh, including occult behavior and now, you not only are not going to inherit the Kingdom of God because you’re not a Christian, but you get what the flesh produces, destruction! 	The History of Voodoo

	      Unfortunately, spiritualism has branched off into a variety of other spiritualist movements, getting people to seek demonic input. What started in West Africa among the Fon people of Dahomey Kingdom, is now the modern-day Benin. But it also included other countries of West Africa like Togo, Chana, and Nigeria, etc. that whole area still openly practices it today. And unfortunately, it didn’t stop there. Due to the slave trade, another sin, it spread to other countries and continents, including the United States. 

	As a recap: The 1st place Voodoo went to from the sin of slavery causing destruction is South American Voodoo and the 1st type of South American Voodoo is called Condomble. It too is a syncretism between West African Voodoo and Roman Catholicism. They also believe in spirits known as orixas. Their deities are also equated with Roman Catholic saints. And their rituals also involve practitioners drumming, singing and dancing to encourage an orixá to possess one of their members. 

	      And the 2nd type of South American voodoo is called Umbanda. It too involves the worship of the orixás. Umbanda's religious songs are sung in Portuguese.  Candomble employs songs in African languages.

	[image: Image]Umbanda is a syncretized (voodoo) with Roman Catholicism, Spiritism, and Indigenous American beliefs. And their deities are also syncretized with Catholic saints. Umbanda’s rituals also use a “psychedelic drug” called Ayahuasca in their ceremonies. And apparently Aaron Rodgers uses it to help with making his decisions, including much of Hollywood. [image: Image]                        And speaking of Hollywood, Umbanda voodoo is also known for its openness toward sexual diversity; homosexual, bisexual, heterosexual, and transexual people. And many homosexual couples are married at the hands of Umbanda priests. 

	      And the 3rd type of South American voodoo the slaves brought with them to that area is called Quimbanda. It’s basically a voodoo version of satanism. It’s a form of witchcraft or black magic and voodoo. They interact with “sprits” to “force justice, get vengeance and seduce people and many other admitted “evil things.”

	      And the 4th type of South American voodoo the slaves brought with them to that area is called Tambor de Mina. Tambor means drum in Portuguese, and refers to the importance of the rhythmic element to worship. Tambor of Mina also worships vodums, orixás, and other entities (also called Encantados, which they believe are the spirits of people)  Which just happens to be another Disney cartoon. The encantados are invoked in religious ceremonies as the priest or priestess goes into trance from constant dancing and singing and repetitive music and keep it up until somebody gets possessed and can give you a word, just like the charismatic services today. But that’s not all. 

	      The 2nd place Voodoo went to from the sin of slavery causing destruction wherever it went is Caribbean Voodoo.       But before we get to that, let’s remind ourselves again what God says is going to happen to the people who practice occult activities like voodoo. The future ain’t looking bright!

	Revelation 21:1-8: “Then I saw a new Heaven and a new earth, for the first Heaven and the first earth had passed away, and there was no longer any sea. I saw the Holy City, the new Jerusalem, coming down out of Heaven from God, prepared as a bride beautifully dressed for her husband. And I heard a loud voice from the throne saying ‘Now the dwelling of God is with men, and he will live with them, they will be his people, and God himself will be with them and be their God. He will wipe every tear from their eyes. There will be no more death or mourning or crying or pain, for the old order of things has passed away.’ 

	He who was seated on the throne said, ‘I am making everything new!’ then he said, ‘Write this down, for these words are trustworthy and true.’ He said to me. ‘It is done. I am the Alpha and the Omega, the Beginning and the End. To him who is thirsty I will give to drink without cost from the spring of the water of life. He who overcomes will inherit all this, and I will be his God and he will be my son. But the cowardly, the unbelieving, the vile, the murderers, the sexually immoral, those who practice magic arts, the idolaters and all liars – their place will be in the fiery lake of burning sulfur. This is the second death.’”

	      Now how many of you guys would say those who practice magical arts, depending on your translation, sorcery, witchcraft, those people are in a heap of trouble with God. And their future ain’t looking too bright, is it? Not to mention those who also practice immorality, idolatry, or murder people, which goes right along with occult practices like voodoo among others. 

	      So, basically, once again, God bluntly, lovingly, warns people that you have two choices in life. Receive Jesus Christ as your Lord and Savior and receive all the promises or keep up these occult practices as a way of life and you’ll find yourself in the worst possible scenario. You will go straight to hell and then eventually in the Lake of Fire. That’s the future of those who get involved in this! So, out of love, God warns people and so should we. 

	[image: Image][image: Image]            And that’s why we’re going to take a look at the 2nd place Voodoo went, and that is Caribbean Voodoo.

	 

	      And the 1st type of Caribbean voodoo that the slaves brought with them to that area is called Cuban Voodoo. As you can see here. 

	 

	Narrator: “Jacinto, lives in Cuba and belongs to a secret sect called the Awuaka. He is preparing for his initiation in the Palo de Monte. This is the Cuban Black Magic of Bantu origin imported by slaves brought here from Central Africa. In the scenario of the cult there is a rudimentary altar called the prenda. This sacred place is filled with sacred earth, sticks human bones and other magical objects. Jacinto is led blindfolded to the altar where the officiant will lay hands on him, strike different parts of his body, make painful cuts in his skin and force him to drink a healing potion. 

	[image: Image]Jacinto knows he is supported by an invisible source in this religious space, the presence of the spirits of the dead, who act as a guide in his initiation. The blindfold is removed, and candlelight illuminates the way of the newest member of the Palo de Monte, whose dogma is based on the word of God, the creator, author of all that exists. But while most of the devotees of this religion, have been baptized by the Catholic church at the same time they also practice the sacrifices and abominable rites.”

	      But hey, make sure you go to mass on Sunday. And abominable is right! That’s pretty gross! And notice how tattooing or marking your body was a part of this occult ritualistic behavior. As we saw in our other occult studies in other countries as well. Good thing Christians aren’t doing that!!!

	Cuban Voodoo is composed of three divisions: 

	The Indigenous American Division, whose spirits are of American origin (usually refers to Taíno spirits); 

	The African Division, whose spirits are of African origin (usually Fon and Ewe spirits);

	And the European Division, whose spirits are of European origin (usually Spanish spirits).

	      So, as you can see there are various branches of Cuban voodoo and I’m just going to hit two of them really quick. 

	The 1st Cuban Voodoo the minor one is called Arara.       

	      The Arara voodoo people descended from West Africa. They were originally enslaved as prisoners-of-war in the invasions of Dahomey and Oyo Empire, present day Benin and Nigeria. Years after enslavement, the slaves began to arrive in Cuba. Many Arará traditions have mixed with other Afro-Cuban traditions. They have many “gods” known as "luases" that they worship similar to the Loa in Vodou, many of which are borrowed from West African gods. Originally the music and dance of Arará ceremonies were quite different from that of Santeria ceremonies, (which we’ll get into next) thus separating the two religions. 

	      

	      It’s estimated that around 1890 to early 1900s Santeria and Arará religions began mixing together, resulting in the Arará adoption of Santeria customs in and ceremonies. Today many practitioners of Arara use West Africa terminology to explain their practices but still continue to use unique ceremonial dances. 

	      Now, speaking of which, you’ll be happy to know that you can take their dance classes today in Washington D.C., only a 20-minute drive from the White House.

	 

	[image: Image]This is a clip from the dance studio. There are five people dancing. The music is played with the drum and singing, exactly the same as was played during the ceremonies, in Africa, for the dancers to get possessed. These dancers are dressed in their yoga outfits and are moving back and forth, waving their arms and keeping in time with the music. Exactly the same as in the ceremonies except they are missing the bright colors and feathers. 

	      And you keep it up and you get into an altered state of consciousness. Gee, you wonder why D.C. is so messed up! But don’t worry, it’s just dancing. Kind of like people say, ‘Don’t worry, it’s just yoga.’ Both of these practices will get you into an altered state of consciousness and you will get connected to a demon. But that explains a lot in D.C. doesn’t it! 

	The 2nd Cuban Voodoo the more well known one is called Santeria. 

	But you can see it in action here…

	[image: Image]Narrator: “Catholicism isn’t the only way that the Cubans show their faith. Over half the population practices some form of Santeria, an African  religion brought to Cuba with the slave trade. Since then, it has taken on a distinctly Cuban flavor. Hilda is the matriarch of Ravela town. She’s the unofficial problem solver, the one you go to if you need a change of luck.”

	Hilda: “Because this [spilled salt] represents a curse on the house.”

	Narrator: “Or a bite to eat. Or a quiet place to meet a friend.”

	Hilda: “Almost everyone wanted to make love last night.”

	Narrator: “Hilda is a staunch Catholic and a high Santeria Priestess.”

	Hilda: “And we clean the house with this to get rid of the impurities of the house. Everything bad, with turtle water. This I advise you.”

	Narrator: “She even has a secret room where sacrifices are prepared. She also uses it to hang laundry during the rainy season. And though Hilda believes in the healing powers of the Santeria deities she makes sure to take her Western medications. Until the early 90s, Cuba was officially atheist. Lately the government has loosened up and let Cubans worship more openly, with dancing and the occasional possession. 

	Back in the 1600s, a million Africans were brought to Cuba to work the sugar plantations. Desperate to hang on to their religion they disguised their gods as Catholic saints. They still use the same ancient rhythm and African songs. If done correctly a god descends to earth and possesses the Santeria priestess. In this case it’s Kubayende.”[image: A person smoking a cigar

	      You sure you want to still smoke those Cuban cigars? Santería also known as Lucumí, is an African diasporic religion that developed in Cuba during the late 1800s. It arose through a process of syncretism between West African Voodoo , Catholicism, and Spiritism. There is no central authority in control of Santería and there is much diversity among practitioners, who are known as creyentes ("believers"). Santería is polytheistic and revolves around deities called oricha. They derive their names and attributes from West African divinities and are equated with Roman Catholic saints. 

	      The term Santería translates into English as the "way of the saints". Each person is believed to have a personal link to a particular oricha who influences their personality. Various myths are told about these oricha, who are supposed to be subservient to Olodumare, their creator deity. Olodumare is believed to be manipulated through ritual actions. Practitioners venerate the oricha at altars, either in the home or in the casa (temple), which is run by a santero (priest) or santera (priestess). Membership of the casa requires initiation. Offerings to the oricha include fruit, liquor, flowers and sacrificed animals. 

	      And one central ritual is called the toque de santo, which is where practitioners drum, sing, and dance to encourage an oricha to possess one of their members to communicate with them. As you can see here in this clip.

	 

	Narrator: “Santeria, going from not knowing anything about it before I came to Cuba to being thrown right into it, being fully involved in the ritual, is unbelievable. Everyone was packed into this room and this girl comes in with this machete and she waves it around and dances. The machete is just kind of flying by your face.

	The drums were playing, and the cigars, put you in this weird frame of mind and as she dances around the room and the drums are pounding away. People were coming from all over the place, dancing outside. Everyone wanted to be a part of this. It was mesmerizing.”

	[image: Image]            Did you see her bulging eyes?? Reminded me of this guy’s eyes, I’m sure he’s not possessed! But several forms of divination are used in Santeria, to decipher messages from the oricha. 

	       [image: Image]One form of Divination is called Ifá,  which is a system of divination performed by the Odu Ifá or Grand Priest to reveal prophecy to the world. But this divination ritual uses the “sacred palm” or “kola nuts” which was used Coca-Cola products. Wow! First cigar, now Coke! 

	Santeria also makes offerings to the spirits of the dead.

	In the 1960s, growing emigration following the Cuban Revolution spread Santería abroad. 

	[image: Image]And the 2nd type of Caribbean voodoo the slaves brought with them to that area is called Dominican Voodoo.

	 

	Dominican Vudu, also known more popularly as Las 21 Divisiones (The 21 Divisions) is a heavily Catholicized syncretized shamanistic religion. 

	      Shamanism is a religious practice that involves a practitioner (shaman) interacting with the spirit world through altered states of consciousness, such as trance. The goal is to direct spirits or spiritual energies into the physical world for the purpose of healing, divination, or to aid human beings in some way. Dominican Voodoo developed in the Spanish colony of Santo Domingo on the island of Hispaniola which is the second largest area of islands in that region after Cuba.

	"The 21 Divisions" of Dominican Voodoo, consists of three main "Divisions."

	 

	Rada Division, also known as the "White", or "Sweet Division", whose spirits are of African origin (usually Fon, Ewe, and Nago spirits).

	The Petro Division, also known as the "Fire", or "Bitter Division" (mostly of Bantu origin spirits).

	The Gede Division, also called the "Black Division" (whose spirits deal with death and the ancestors). 

	[image: See related image detail]There is also extra division called the "Indian Division" (Indios), also called the "Water Division", whose spirits are of pre-Columbian origin (usually refers to the Taíno Indians). Most spirits in Dominican Voodoo are syncretized with a Catholic saint's image. Anaisa Pye, the Loa of love and happiness. She is syncretized with St. Anne, mother of Mary. Her feast day is July 26. Belie Belcan, the Loa of justice and protection against demons. He is syncretized with St. Michael, the Archangel. His feast day is September 29. Candelo sé Difé, Loa of fire, also a warrior and protector spirit. Syncretized with St. Charles Borromeo. His feast day is November 4. Santa Marta Dominadora, the Loa responsible for dominion over men. She is syncretized with St. Martha. Her feast day is July 29. Ogun Balenyo, the Loa of warriors and soldiers. He is syncretized with Santiago (St. James). His feast day is July 25. Baron, the Loa of death. He is syncretized with San Elías (St. Elijah). His feast day is November 2. Metresili, the Loa of love, beauty, and wealth. She is syncretized with the Mater Dolorosa (Our Lady of Dolors). But here they are in action:
Narrator: “Dominican Republic is a country in the West Indies, and it is located in the eastern two-thirds of the Island Hispaniola the mother of all islands. The weather is mostly tropical, due to the southern and eastern coast, and the main language is Spanish, and it is considered to be one of the most Classical Castilian languages spoken in Latin America. The Dominican culture is a spirit of happiness, music, food and religion. Ninety-five percent of the Dominican population practices the Roman Catholic religion.”

	Resident: “I live in Dominican Republic, Santiago. I am 44 years old. And I practice Dominican voodoo, Santeria. I have known Santeria since I was 5 years old. When I was a little girl, I got very sick, near-death experience. My mother who knows about Santeria - it runs in the family. She sent me to my aunt who practices Santeria. My aunt has an Altar of the 21 Division deities. When I arrived, my aunt told my mother that I had to stay in front of the altar, in front of the 21 Divisions for 5 days straight. After the process my aunt sent me home, my sickness was gone. After that process my visions and premonitions started. I would hear the Saint whisper in my ears when I was an adolescent. That’s when I started to understand the meaning of the voices and premonitions. I understood it perfectly and I knew this was Santeria, and it was my call.”

	Narrator: “It’s a religion that focuses on building relationships between humans and spirits. They are called oricha.”

	[image: Image]            And the Bible calls them demons. That was no saint speaking to her. That was a demon. And here’s another way to connect with the other than kneeling before an altar doing rituals.

	Music - Dominican Vudú music uses Afro-Caribbean percussion, mostly it is played with drums known as Atabales or Palos, along with it a Guira (metal scraper). The drummers are known as Paleros. The ceremonies which they perform are usually referred to as Fiesta de Palo or Maní. Some of the most popular artists have recorded this music.

	So, first you have the voodoo MTV Channel and now a voodoo record label. But Dominican Vudú is also practiced with a "Tcha-Tcha" (Maraca, which means "rattle").      First, it’s cigars, then coke and now maracas. That’s Robert Plant on the left using Maracas in his performance. The "Tcha-Tcha" is one of the oldest musical lineages within the Voodoo tradition all over the island. So, it too is a traditional voodoo instrument. Dominican Vudú practitioners are often called…

	Caballos (Horses) 

	Brujos ('Witch doctors'), 

	Or Servidores ('Servants')

	      They are also known as Papa Bokos and Papa Loa (priest); and Mama Mambos and Mama Loa (priestess). One who has obtained this title has gone through the last and highest level of initiation that can take anywhere between three and nine days and nights as well as having spent time working for the community. 

	[image: Image]Dominican Vudú also utilizes altars or shrines that range from shacks, to compounds, or even dedicated temples. There are also variations in how ceremonies are conducted or how the Caballos  ('Horse of the spirit') may “mount” a specific “Loa.” It is said that Voodoo on the island is a big tree with many branches. 

	And the 3rd type of Caribbean voodoo the slaves brought with them to that area is called Haitian Voodoo.  Here’s a Haitian Voodoo priest explaining what it is to us.

	Voodoo Priest: “I am a ‘Hougan’, a Vodou priest, they call me Ati. Ati means the big tree. Meaning that I am the big tree who opens up wide on top, to allow small trees to grow. As a tradition, Vodou sets all types of relationships that one should have. Relationship with God, to start with, relationship with the human being, and the relationship with nature that you have. Whether it is the sun, whether it is the moon. Whether it is the rain, whether it is the thunder.

	Vodou is based upon plurality. Everybody has a seat in vodou. We know very well, and we do understand that I cannot be at peace with myself unless you are at peace, you too. So, the peace of others is as important as my own peace, and my happiness too.” 

	Evangelicals violently disrupt Haitian Religious Ceremony, by Lisa Derrick, Wednesday, February 24, 2010, 10:00 pm.

	Full Disclosure: I practice an African Diasporic religion, and after the Haitian earthquake, along with a donation to the Red Cross, I gave a small sum to help the vodou community. In other words, I have a religious opinion; and like Brit Hume, Glenn Beck and Sarah Palin, I have the right to express it in the media.

	Tuesday, Evangelicals violently disrupted a traditional religious ceremony in the Cite Soleil slu, located just outside the Haitian capital of Port-au-Prince. According to AFP.

	“The whole idea of white supremacy, just like in the time of Christopher Columbus, they believe that they are the only owner of religion, and nobody else is.”

	Pat Robertson: “Something happened a long time ago in Haiti. And the people might not want to talk about it. They were on the heal of the French, so they got together and swore a pact with the devil. They said, we want to serve you if you will get us free from the French. So, the devil said, okay.”

	Priest: “The devil, satan, that’s their thing, that’s their mythology. But for us, that Damballa, that big snake, it’s like the spiritual rope that ties all Haitians together and makes them one. Makes them one society, makes them one nation. Removing Damballa is removing their nationality. That rope, if it did not exist, would have to be invented. Because it is from the rope of slavery that we moved to the rope of Damballa.”

	Haitian Vodou is an African diasporic religion that developed in Haiti from the slave trade through a process of syncretism between West African Voodoo and Roman Catholicism. There is no central authority in control of the religion and much diversity exists among practitioners, who are known as Vodouists, Vodouisants, Or Serviteurs.

	Haitian Vodou revolves around spirits known as Loa. They derive their names and attributes from West and Central African divinities, and Roman Catholic saints.

	The Loa are divided up into different groups:

	The nanchon ("nations")

	The Rada

	And the Petwo. 

	      Various myths and stories are told about these Loa, which are supposed to be subservient to their transcendent creator deity, Bondye. Their religion is both monotheistic and polytheistic. Practitioners are initiated into the tradition by meeting and venerating the Loa in a (temple), run by a (priest) or (priestess). A central ritual involves practitioners drumming, singing, and dancing to encourage a Loa to possess one of their members and thus communicate with them.  In fact, Vodou drumming is an intricate part of Haitian culture impossible to separate.

	      Vodou drumming is widely practiced in urban centers in Haiti and some cities in North America (especially New Orleans). And Vodou drumming rituals call upon the “spirits” for aid, instruction, and for “special powers” and “strengths.” And in this Vodou ritual, drummers are called tambouriers,

	      What??? First it was cigars, then it was Coke, then it was Maracas, now it’s tambourines. We learn something new every day! But the tambourine was used by many ancient musicians in West Africa, the Middle East, Greece and India. The word tambour "drum”, the drumming style, the choice of rhythm, and composition of the music differ depending on which Loa are being invoked. The drum rhythms generate a kase ("break"), which the master drummer will initiate to oppose the main rhythm being played by the rest of the drummers. This is seen as having a destabilizing effect on the dancers to help facilitate their possession.                        Then the drumming is typically accompanied by singing. These songs are often structured around a call and response, with a soloist singing a line and the chorus responding with either the same line or an abbreviated version. And the songs are lyrically simple and repetitive to help invocate or summon a Loa, combined with dancing in which the drumming provides the rhythm for the dance. And shocker, these manipulative practices are still being used in churches today.

	Narrator: “I used to be an evangelical worship leader and after being used by the church to use people, I am on a personal mission to expose what was actually going on. So, you know those moments in worship when the worship leader sings one part over and over and over again and then they finally get to whatever part it is that we are really excited to sing out. We call that building anticipation for the Holy Spirit, because, you know, He needs help with that. But it’s really good old-fashioned fudging, using music to emotionally manipulate and hype you up. That wasn’t God that give you the chills. It was a key change. That wasn’t a Holy Spirit moment. It was strategically planned. And absolutely all of this can and is recreated in secular music.”

	And voodoo as well. Offerings are made to the Loa that include fruit, liquor, and sacrificed animals. Offerings are also given to the spirits of the dead. And they use several forms of divination to decipher messages from the Loa. Healing rituals, herbal remedies and talismans also play a prominent role. When Vodou developed among Afro-Haitian communities amid the Atlantic slave trade it also absorbed influences from the culture of the French colonialists who controlled the colony of Saint-Domingue, most notably, not only Roman Catholicism but also Freemasonry.  [image: Image]Most Haitians practice both Vodou and Roman Catholicism, blending in other elements like Freemasonry and they see no contradiction in pursuing different systems simultaneously. And today in contemporary Haitian society, Voodoo serves in multiple ways. Including an important contribution in healing. 

	“Today it has a role in their health care system and many of their “religious spaces” have become ‘therapeutic sites’ where the sick goes to seek help in managing illness and other misfortune.”

	      And here’s one lady showing us that practice today: 

	Katy: “Right after the earthquake, my husband died. But I know his spirit will be at the ceremony. Like my father before me, I am a voodoo priestess. I am a healer. Today we are preparing for the celebration of the dead.”

	Woman preparing the celebration: “The spirits won’t come if it’s dirty. Bring a mop. The spirits won’t come if it’s dirty.”

	Katy: “Our community is very tight; we look out for each other. I’m here for my voodoo family. We prepare the house together. Everyone will wear white. And we paint our faces white so that the spirits won’t mistake us for the dead. I know that a lot of people will come to the ceremony tonight. We will feed their stomachs and their souls. 

	The ceremony begins with a prayer to God in the spirits of Africa. Once we’ve called on God, we call the spirits to enter us. When the spirit is in you, you are not aware of what you are doing. My role amongst these people is to let them know that one day theirs will change.”

	      Yeah, for the worse! And you wonder why things aren’t going well over there! Maybe it’s just me but I’m starting to see a pattern here. 

	Voodoo is all about getting into an altered state of consciousness through repetitive dancing, repetitive singing, and bowing before an altar, so a spirit can possess you for a word or prophecy that needs interpretation through divination means, to get a supposed healing.

	      Sounding familiar? Maybe we should call the charismatic movement Christian voodoo. But speaking of Haiti, here’s something else you’re going to hate. Haitians and charismatics are not the only ones practicing voodoo today. So are politicians in America. Starting with Bill Clinton. Here he is bragging about it.

I’m going to get to where it says they spent their honeymoon there and how he loves to have the spirits good, and evil enter him and how it’s his world religion.”

	      But that’s just Alex Jones, he’s a wacky conspiracy theorist!

	“That time Bill and Hillary Clinton went to a voodoo ceremony in Haiti.”

	      Bill and Hillary Clinton's interest in the country goes way back. In his memoir “My Life," the former president wrote a vivid account of a trip, the couple's first trip to Haiti, in 1975, which had been a wedding gift from their friend David Edwards, who had some business there. Bill Clinton wrote that "the most interesting day of the trip" came when he, Hillary and Edwards got a chance to see voodoo in practice in a village near Port-au-Prince. 

	      The priest was Max Beauvoir, a former chemical engineer who abandoned that career when his voodoo-priest grandfather died and named him as his successor. Beauvoir gave the three visitors what Clinton described as a "brief course in voodoo theology." And then the late-afternoon ceremony began. Clinton wrote:

	"After several minutes of rhythmic dancing to pounding drums, the spirits arrived, seizing a woman and a man. The man proceeded to rub a burning torch all over his body and walk on hot coals without being burned. The woman, in a frenzy, screamed repeatedly, then grabbed a live chicken and bit its head off. Then the spirits left and those who had been possessed fell to the ground." 

	      Clinton wrote that his "brief foray into the world of voodoo" furthered his fascination with "the way different cultures try to make sense of life, nature, and the virtually universal belief that there is a nonphysical spirit force at work in the world." The trip to Haiti also came at a pivotal time for Clinton himself. He was trying to decide whether it was worth giving running for office another try. There was going to be an opening for Arkansas attorney general.

	 

	"By the time we got back from Haiti, I had determined to run for attorney general," Clinton recalled. This time, he won -- and was on his way to the White House. One lesson he took from Haiti, he wrote: "The Lord works in mysterious ways."[image: Image]

	Yeah, not the Lord of the Bible, the lord of voodoo. Oh, but the Clintons are not to be outdone. So did the Obamas, they also used voodoo in the White House.

	[image: Image] “Haitian Voodoo in the White House.”How about taking a side trip to Haiti and follow in the footsteps of previous presidents Clinton and Obama? Why, you ask? Because Voodoo was practiced in the White House. Michelle’s 73-year-old mother, Marian Robinson, who resided in the White House brought in a friend who’s a Santeria priestess to do voodoo in the White House.

	      This is how it happened. Marian Robinson became increasingly frustrated, as her husband, Fraser Robinson, was hobbled by multiple sclerosis in the late 1980s. “She turned to Santeria in a desperate hope,” Michelle’s friend said. Michelle’s mother took her dad to ceremonies where they did spells and trances, and sacrificed animals, chickens and goats. Even when her husband was too sick to go with her, Marian kept going but he died in 1991.

	      We are trying to answer the question, how in the world did we get into this mess? Not just in our world, but even in the Church. People are seeking advice. They connect and hook up with demons. Are you kidding me? How did that happen? This encouragement to seek advice and correction, not from the Bible but from demons, began to branch off into different movements. There was the influence of Voodoo, which started in West Africa, and then, unfortunately, spiritualism didn’t stop there. It branched off into a variety of other spiritualist movements. 

	      And as we saw before, it was brought to different parts of the world via the sin of slavery, which is the occult, that God says to stay away from - mediums, spiritism, necromancy, idolatry and all the stuff involved in that wickedness. Because of the sin of slavery, it was transplanted all over the place. It went from West Africa, with the slave trade, to South America and then to the Caribbean and all the different islands that were there. 

	      There are two major branches of the Cuban Voodoo, the Arara and the Santeria. Santeria is the more well-known one in Cuba. The second island in the Caribbean where the slaves were brought to would be the Dominican Republic, and in that area, it is called Dominican Voodoo. These guys have their own voodoo MTV channel and their own voodoo record label, because their music and dances are so big. That’s how you get possessed, as we saw, in their own words. The next island that slaves brought voodoo to was Haiti. In that area it is called Haitian Voodoo. These practices are being used today and are still being used in churches today. That is why I call it, “Modern Day Christian Voodoo.” The Haitian Voodoo not only combines Roman Catholicism, but even Freemasonry. And it even has a role in their health care system and many of their “religious spaces” have become “therapeutic sites,” where the sick go to seek help in managing illness and other misfortune. 

	      Haitians and Charismatics are not the only ones practicing voodoo today. As we saw before, so are politicians in America, the Clinton’s and Obamas. So, voodoo, where did it go? It went with the slave trade, and not just to South America and the Caribbean. As we all know, the slave trade came here to America, and so guess what else came with it – voodoo, in a huge, mega way. And believe it or not, we are dealing with this on a massive scale. Most people don’t even realize it. But before we get into that, let’s remind ourselves again what God says is going to happen to the people when they practice occult activities like voodoo.

	Leviticus 20:22-27: “Keep all my decrees and laws and follow them, so that the land where I am bringing you to live may not vomit you out. You must not live according to the customs of the nations I am going to drive out before you. Because they did all these things, I abhorred them. But I said to you, ‘You will possess their land; I will give it to as an inheritance, a land flowing with milk and honey.’ I am the Lord your God, who has set you apart from the nations. You must therefore make a distinction between clean and unclean animals and between unclean and clean birds. Do not defile yourselves by any animal or bird or anything that moves along the ground – those which I have set apart as unclean for you. You are to be Holy to me because I, the Lord, am Holy, and I have set you apart from the nations to be my own. A man or woman who is a medium or spiritist among you must be put death. You are to stone them; their blood will be on their own heads.’”

	      Now how many of you guys would say when God says, 

	“Keep all My decrees and laws and follow them, (why?) so that the land where I am bringing you to live may not vomit you out.” It is kind of a serious warning. In other words, if you violate these commands that God says to stay away from, what’s going to happen? It will destroy you and the land or country you live in, including America. God will puke you out!

	Vomit – Hebrew word “kaw-yaw” and it means “to vomit out, to disgorge.” 

	      And this is the pattern we’ve seen in all these other nations that practice voodoo. They have been destroyed, vomited out by God! It doesn’t go well. Because this is necromancy, and God forbids it!

	“Necromancy is defined as the conjuring of the spirits of the dead for purposes of revealing the future or influencing the course of events.”

	      In the Bible, necromancy is also called “divination,” “sorcery” and “spiritism” and is forbidden many times in Scripture (Leviticus 19:26; Deuteronomy 18:10; Galatians 5:19-20; Acts 19:19). It is considered an abomination to God and is something He speaks very strongly against and is to be avoided as evil. The reason for this is twofold.

	First, necromancy is going to involve demons and opens the one who practices it to demonic attack. Satan and his demons seek to destroy us, not to impart to us truth or wisdom. 

	Second, necromancy does not rely on the Lord for information, the Lord who promises to freely give wisdom to all who ask for it (James 1:5). This is especially telling because the Lord always wants to lead us to truth and life, but demons always want to lead us to lies and serious damage.
            The idea that dead people’s spirits can be contacted for information is false. Those who attempt such contact inevitably contact demonic spirits, not the spirits of dead loved ones. Those who die go immediately to [image: Image]Heaven or hell - Heaven if they believed in Jesus as Savior, and hell if they did not. There is no contact between the dead and the living. Therefore, seeking the dead is unnecessary, very dangerous and demonic. And you wonder why God forbids it and says He’s going to puke you out if you do it. Unfortunately, this pukey, occult behavior is happening all over the place, including America.

	And the 1st type of American Voodoo is Louisiana Voodoo: 

	[image: Image]Louisiana is a big, giant hub, and I have no desire to go there for a vacation. My acquaintance with Louisiana was through a guy I used to pastor in Northern California. He had to go down there to do some work. He said, “Man, the bugs down there are super big. You can’t believe how big they are.” He said, “I was at the job site at 4:00 in the morning, and it was still dark. You could hear them, even though you couldn’t see them. Then you knew you were in trouble when you stopped hearing that, because you knew they were on you somewhere, but you couldn’t see ‘em.”

	      If that bugs you, what you are going to read in this chapter will bug you even more. Because it is all about the occult. And no offense, like in other places, every time these countries get involved in these practices, what happens to them? The country, the nation, the people, the community and town - they go downhill. Is Louisiana having any problems? Constantly having problems? Kind of impoverished problems. I wonder why. You’re going to see it in action here:

	Narrator: “So, I think of voodoo as the oldest religion on earth, and it was the source for all other religions. It developed out of the slave trade, actually, when African traditions and European Catholicism, and Native Americans or natives – I guess they weren’t Americans at that point – and even some Masons were operating in Louisiana, just as they were in Haiti. Voodoo arrived in the Louisiana colony with the first slave ships in 1719. And the first Africans enslaved here were primarily from the Senegambian region of Africa, and they brought many of their practices and beliefs with them. But those practices and beliefs mingled with aspects of Catholicism and native practices, masonic magic and mysteries and symbols. 

	All of that kind of brewed together like gumbo and became what we think of today as voodoo. Voodoo has left its footprints all over the culture of New Orleans. If you know what you’re looking at, you can see it in the wrought iron symbolism in people’s burglar bars and window bars. You can see it and hear it in the Mardi Gras Indian’s beadwork, in their dance steps, in their ‘call and response’ singing and in their chants. You can see it in the food that we eat, the culinary culture of New Orleans, and the architecture engraved displays. If you ever go out to Hope Cemetery, or the pauper’s cemetery, you will see that people have left computer keyboards, typewriters, telephones, and offerings all over the graves, because there is this belief that there is something essential, some essential energy in spirit, that carries on and that we can communicate with the dead. We can continue to communicate with them. That whole idea that it’s possible to and knock on the door and that spirit will open it up and participate with us in life.”

	      And it’s actually a demon you’re participating with in life. But as you can see, voodoo is embedded everywhere in Louisiana. Louisiana Voodoo, also known as New Orleans voodoo, is an diasporic religion which originated in Louisiana, now spread in the southern United States. It arose through a process of syncretism between the traditional religions of West African Voodoo, Roman Catholicism and Haitian Vodou and Cuban Santería. 

	[image: Image]            New Orleans Voodoo is also known as Voodoo-Catholicism. It is a religion connected to nature, spirits and ancestors. It was introduced to the area when followers fleeing Haiti, after the 1791 slave revolt, moved to New Orleans and made its practice an important part of their culture. Voodoo queens and kings were spiritual and political figures of power in 1800s New Orleans. The core belief of New Orleans voodoo is that one God does not interfere in daily lives, but that spirits do. Connection with these spirits can be obtained through various rituals, such as dance, music, chanting and snakes. Voodoo with snakes and Charismatics with snakes: 

	THE DEITIES:

	[image: Image]One of the chief deities was Blanc Dani, also known as Monsieur Danny, Voodoo Magnian, and Grandfather Rattlesnake. He was depicted as a serpent and associated with discord and the defeat of enemies. He is also possibly known as another deity, known as the Grand Zombi, which means "Great God" or "Great Spirit." Another prominent deity was Papa Lébat, also called Liba, LaBas, or Laba Limba; and he was seen as a trickster, as well as a [image: Image]doorkeeper. 

	Other notable mentions are: Monsieur Assonquer, also known as Onzancaire and On Sa Tier, was associated with good fortune.

	Monsieur Agoussou or Vert Agoussou was associated with love. 

	Vériquité was a spirit associated with the causing of illness.

	Monsieur d'Embarass was linked to death.

	Charlo was a child deity. 

	 

	 

	THE SPIRITS

	[image: Image]These “spirits” are called Loa. Among the Loa commonly venerated are Oshun, Ezili la Flambo, Erzuli Freda, and Ogo.

	Each of these is associated with particular items, colors, numbers, foodstuff, and drinks. They are often considered to be intermediaries of God.

	MERMAIDS

	West African Mermaids and New Orleans Vodou: The real “Little Mermaid.” Recent controversy arose for Disney’s upcoming live action movie, The Little Mermaid, which hits theatres May 26, 2023. The controversy began with the posting of the movie’s trailer on YouTube, which generated 1.5 million dislikes because Halle Bailey is a person of color, and the original animated Ariel had fair skin. 

	[image: Image]Shantrelle Lewis, curator, filmmaker and voodoo practitioner from New Orleans, said, “I’ve been a practitioner now for almost 18 years. Vodou is the religion that came from West Africa and is a part of the fabric of New Orleans. When you look at the iconography of mermaids, historically, they were Black. Mami Wata is Black. La Sirene is Black,” 

	New Orleans is home to the voodoo belief system that water deities and spirits are paramount, as a source of power, and they are all believed to be Black. 

	Kalindah Laveaux, a Voodoo Queen Priestess in New Orleans, believes the representation is important, saying, “I am a fan of our African American girls being able to look at a movie and being very excited to see themselves. It was a direct belief that was carried over from West Africa; the belief also traveled through Haiti. You will see the belief in Candomblé in Brazil. You’ll see it in various places throughout the Caribbean and Latin America.”

	“The Voodoo we do here in New Orleans and Louisiana is very much centered around mermaids…half woman and half snake. Over time, it became half woman, half fish.” says Laveaux.

	ANCESTOR WORSHIP

	Spirits of the dead play a prominent role in Louisiana voodoo. Communicating with the ancestors is an important part of its practice, with these ancestral spirits often invoked during ceremonies. As Africans arrived in Louisiana, they adopted Roman Catholicism, and so various West African deities became associated with specific Roman Catholic saints. Among the most popular was Saint Anthony of Padua, the patron saint of the Kongo who became a link to the heavily Kongo-descended population of New Orleans. They believe, “Saints are servants and messengers of the Ancestors.”

	PRACTICES

	There are four phases to their Voodoo rituals, typically the song being sung, the preparation, the invocation, the possession, and the farewell. The songs are used to “open the gate” between the deities and the human world and invite the spirits to possess someone.

	[image: Image][image: Image]Reflecting the Roman Catholic influence, some ceremonies begin with the recitation of the Apostles, Creed and prayers to the Virgin Mary. It has been claimed that St John's Eve (23 June) has particular significance in Louisiana Voodoo, with big celebrations on this date taking place.

	                                                        Various contemporary practitioners also celebrate All Saints Day (1 November). Louisiana voodoo groups also wear white clothing for their ceremonies. Influenced by Haitian Vodou, those assembled may dance around a central post and wave flags, called drapos. That’s a big part of their ceremony to get connected with these demons. And it’s a good thing we don’t see any so-called church services, where for some reason they just whip out a flag, and what in the world does that have to do with anything? Well voodoo does it. I wonder where they got that idea from. Charismatics dancing with flags.

	[image: Image]Drawings, called vèvè , may be made on the floor to invoke the spirits. 

	Offerings will be given to the spirits. Contemporary Voodoo rites often entail calling spirits to enter the body of a practitioner, through which they can heal or confer blessings. 

	The possessed individual will be called the "horse."

	 

	SYMBOLS

	[image: Image][image: Image]One symbol in Louisiana Voodoo is called the Fleur-de-lis (French: “lily flower”). And if that looks familiar it should. It just happens to be the symbol on the helmet of the New Orleans Saints. 

	

	From antiquity, the fleur-de-lis was the symbol adopted by the Roman Catholic Church to represent the sanctity of Mary. But speaking of football teams, they also had the New Orleans Voodoo, a professional arena football team based in New Orleans, Louisiana.

	AMULETS:

	Louisiana Voodoo uses gris-gris (gree-gree) dolls or bags.[image: Image] They also use potions and talismans that are found in stores and homes throughout the city. These and other amulets are used in Louisiana Voodoo practices for readings, spiritual baths, prayer and personal ceremony. These are supposed to cure anxiety, addictions, feelings of depression or loneliness, as well as help the poor, hungry, and sick, or curse or kill people!

	      Charms are created to either harm or help and, again, are called gris-gris. A common charm for protection or luck would consist of material wrapped up in red flannel and worn around the neck. Gris-gris that causes harm can also contain poisons which the victim was exposed to. One example of a voodoo curse was to place an object inside the pillow of the victim. Another involves placing a coffin (sometimes a small model, sometimes much larger) inscribed with the victim's name on their doorstep.

	[image: Image]            Voodoo practitioners sought to hex others by placing black crosses, salt, or mixtures of mustard, lizards, bones, oil, and grave dust on a victim's doorstep. To counter these hexes, some people cleaned their doorstep or sprinkled it with powdered brick.

	The Voodoo doll they use is derived from the European tradition of poppets, with the act of inserting pins into a human-shaped doll to cause harm.

	ANIMAL SACRIFICES:

	[image: Image]            These are done as an offering to the spirits and also to ask a spirit to provide protection, healing, and other requests. The animals that are sacrificed are chickens. Blood sacrifices are left for “spirits” at the crossroads. The crossroads is a spiritual doorway to the spiritual realm where the “spirits” reside. And they are so proud of their voodoo that they not only have a voodoo football team, but a voodoo queen. As you can see here….

	Narrator: “Marie Laveau has been dead since 1881, but some believe she still has power over the city. What she did in the 1800s is the stuff of legends. Experts believe that Marie LaVeau was born somewhere between 1794 and 1803. She was said to be the daughter of a wealthy, white plantation owner and his slave mistress. In the early 19th century New Orleans, she was considered a free person of color. She developed a relationship with the head of the New Orleans Catholic Church. 

	 

	The pastor of St Louis Cathedral was a man named Pare Antoine. He worked with the prisoners, the lowest of the low. He worked to free slaves, and his chief companion in this work was Marie Laveau.

	Like many people in New Orleans, Marie Laveau was both Catholic and a voodoo believer. People in New Orleans went to Catholic mass at St Louis Cathedral in the morning and then to Congo Square for voodoo ceremonies in the afternoon.

	Congo Square was voodoo central in New Orleans, where free people of color and slaves gathered for voodoo ceremonies on Sundays. It’s there that legendary voodoo priest, Dr. John, is believed to have taught Marie Laveau everything he knew about voodoo, including how to formulate a powerful charm called gris-gris. Gris-gris bags were filled with anything from starch, dried beans, metal filings or animal skins.

	The ingredients themselves are not the key thing. The intention that is put on the gris-gris bag matters. The person who made gris-gris appealed to voodoo spirits to give it special powers.”

	Dr. John: “Do you understand the power that you are receiving?”

	Narrator: “Gris-gris is no different than wearing a cross or a Saint Christopher medal or carrying a lucky rabbit’s foot. You hang it around your neck, or you put it above the door. It carried protection.

	Marie Laveau sold gris-gris out of her home and built a reputation as a Voodoo Queen with mysterious powers. Marie’s political power and relationship with Catholic Pastor Pare Antoine allowed her to do something that would be blasphemous in any other church. 

	Marie Laveau could conduct, what were in effect, voodoo ceremonies at the altar of the largest Catholic Church, the Cathedral of the Louisiana Purchase. 

	In the 1830s, one incident is alleged to convince all of New Orleans of Marie Laveau’s voodoo powers. A wealthy man’s son was on trial for murder. His lawyers told him his son’s case was hopeless. So, he turned to Marie Laveau. In desperation, the father offered Marie Laveau a house if she would use voodoo to free his son.

	To accomplish this feat, she spent weeks praying at Saint Louis Church undergoing a form of self-torture for the cause. She placed three excruciatingly hot guinea peppers in her mouth and held them there for hours. Guinea is a name for Africa in many voodoo circles.

	The spirits, like the spirits of voodoo, always take pity on great suffering. So, when she offered to suffer on behalf of her intention, they heard her. On the morning of the trial, Marie Laveau snuck into court. She put the peppers that had been in her mouth under the judge’s chair.

	Some believe that the spiritual energy of the voodoo-infused peppers caused the judge to set the man free. Legend has it, the freed man’s father rewarded Marie Laveau with a house on Saint Anne Street. Most of New Orleans now believed that Marie Laveau could use voodoo to sway the city’s justice system.”

	      I’m sure they don’t use it today! With the Catholic Church! One of the most prominent figures in 1800s of Voodoo was Marie Laveau. She made a living through the selling and administering of amulets, or "gris-gris" charms, and magical powers, as well as spells and charms that were guaranteed to "cure ailments, grant desires, and confound or destroy one's enemies." 

	[image: Image]            Among the fifteen "voodoo queens" in neighborhoods scattered around 19th-century New Orleans, Marie Laveau was known as "the Voodoo Queen," the most eminent and powerful of them all. Her voodoo ritual on the shore of Lake Pontchartrain on St. John's Eve in 1874 attracted some 12,000 black and white New Orleanians. Both her mother and grandmother practiced voodoo. She was also baptized a Roman Catholic and attended mass throughout her life. She died in 1881. Her influence continues in the city. Her gravesite is in the oldest cemetery and is a major tourist attraction. Believers of voodoo offer gifts here and pray to her spirit and ask favors of the Voodoo Queen - like with charismatic “grave sucking.” That was Bethel’s practice. Don’t call it voodoo, that’s too obvious.

	      Gamblers shout her name when throwing dice, and multiple tales of sightings of the Voodoo Queen have been told. And Louisiana is so proud of their voodoo that they not only have a voodoo football team and a voodoo queen, but a voodoo museum.

	As you can see here in this clip.

	[image: Image]Narrator: “One of the most popular tourist destinations in the U.S. is New Orleans for a multitude of reasons. The city is synonymous with the perpetual party fueled by jazz, beignets, beads and voodoo.”

	Madame Cinnamon Black: “People come to New Orleans, because New Orleans is one of the oldest cities in the world. And they come here for the voodoo. I would like to welcome you to the Voodoo Museum, where people come to find out about voodoo. So, you think voodoo dolls are real? Well, yeah, we have voodoo dolls for you. Not like Chucky, but we have dolls that people possess. Voodoo dolls came from England, better known as the Poppet doll. And it’s a form of sticking a pin inside the doll to make the doll do something for you. But here in the city of New Orleans, we possess the dolls. The dolls are used to form a certain kind of magic. 

	There are so many true things said about New Orleans. But the true stories about Marie Laveau, there are so many. This portrait shows the picture of Marie Laveau. She was a Creole, a devoted Catholic, and she was also a free woman of color. Some people call her a saint, others call her a legend, but I call her the most powerful voodoo priestess known here in the city. This old chicken foot is used to fight off evil. 

	They say, if you place this out in someone’s home, on someone’s car, (who takes your parking space) or even in your business to fight away evil. Inside the museum, you’ll notice there’s a map. There’s a voodoo journey. That journey shows where voodoo traveled from Africa to the United States. This often is the same journey that’s traveled by most hurricanes. From Africa to the United States. 

	This particular display that we have here represents Saint Expedit, Saint Expedit is the spirit that stands at the gateway to the cemetery. He’s better known as Baron Samedi or Papa Legba. There’s a folktale story that’s often told, about Papa Legba having a top hat and tobacco. He likes rum, and he likes vodka. So, they say he dropped his sunglasses. Because of that, you will see he has one lens is in to see the living and, poof, one lens out to see the dead.

	This is one of the main altars that you would normally see inside the homes of Louisiana. They’ll have a Bible. They’ll have things that belonged to their ancestors, and you’ll normally see Catholic saints. Often when you ask the ancestors for a favor, you would go to the grave and pay them back by cleaning the grave, by wiping off the slate, by sitting around and talking to Uncle Joe and having a drink with him.

	Voodoo is in the city of New Orleans. Yes, it is. It’s inside the food, the music and the drinks. So, if you come to our city and you have something to eat or drink (she laughs menacingly) voodoos already got you.”

	Just what was in that gumbo???

	Jerry Gandolfo, the owner of the New Orleans Historic Voodoo Museum is also a practicing Catholic. His weary eyes brighten when he talks about the history behind his museum in the French Quarter, half a block off Bourbon Street, that holds a musty jumble of wooden masks, portraits of famous priestesses or “voodoo queens,” and here and there a human skull. And of course, they celebrate voodoo every year and invite the world to join them. As you can see here …

	MARDI GRAS

	[image: Image]This clip is from AwesomeDocumentary.com. It opens up with a view of Bourbon Street. A thick crowd of people are walking up and down the street celebrating Mardi Gras. Girls are standing on the balconies of the hotels throwing bead necklaces down to the crowd. Some people have on masks and some just want to see how many beads they can acquire. There are shops and cafés all up and down the street, so you can get your food or your drinks to carry out to add to the celebration in the street. 

	 

	      See, it’s just people dressing up and having a good time, wearing weird costumes. Not at all!

	      “Mardi Gras” comes from Mardi (French for Tuesday) Gras (French for Fat). So, it’s Fat Tuesday. And here’s why. It is a Catholic holiday that dates back thousands of years to pagan Spring and fertility rites. Mardi Gras is traditionally celebrated on “Fat Tuesday,” the Tuesday before Ash Wednesday and the start of Lent. In many areas, however, Mardi Gras has evolved into a week-long festival. Traditionally, in the days leading up to Lent, merrymakers would binge on all the rich, fatty foods—meat, eggs, milk, lard and cheese—that remained in their homes, in anticipation of several weeks of eating only fish and different types of fasting. Fat Tuesday is traditionally the last day to stuff your face, drink yourself silly, and overindulge in anything you plan to give up for the 40 days of Lent. But Mardi Gras, also known as Carnival or Carnaval, is celebrated in many countries around the world (mainly those with large Roman Catholic populations) on the day before the religious season of Lent begins. Brazil, Venice and New Orleans play host to some of the holiday’s most famous public festivities, drawing thousands of tourists and revelers every year.

	[image:  People Celebrate the "Triumph" of SATAN over Jesus - Christian Observer]            The first American Mardi Gras took place on March 3, 1699, when French explorers Pierre Le Moyne d’Iberville and Sieur de Bienville landed near present-day New Orleans, Louisiana. They held a small celebration and dubbed their landing spot Point du Mardi Gras. In the decades that followed, New Orleans and other French settlements began marking the holiday with street parties, masked balls and lavish dinners. As well as:

	Marching bands

	Rolling floats

	Throwing beads and other trinkets

	Costumes of different colors

	Costumes of fairies, animals, people from myths, or various Medieval costumes, as well as clowns and Indians (Native Americans).

	Costumes with colored feathers and capes. 

	Exposure by women (topless women)

	Or the "ritual disrobement" in exchange for beads or other favors. 

	      But Mardi Gras also incorporates full-on voodoo. As the revelers in the city don colorful and elaborate costumes, representing the chosen theme of their parade, the Skull and Bone gangs of the voodoo tradition, wear black sweats on which they have painted white skeleton bones. Instead of elaborately painted and feathered masks, their faces are covered by oversize paper-mâché skulls.

	      They join together in Congo Square, just north of the French Quarter, and perform a religious rite as dawn approaches. They ask the spirits for strength to do what their faith commends them to do. After the ceremony at Congo Square, the gangs split up throughout the Lower 6th and 7th Wards to seek out the children. Their pots and pans clang in the silent morning as the skeletons make their presence known.

	      They carry calf and pig bones, blood dripping from bits of meat still on the bones.  Parents usher the skull and bone members into the house and toward the children’s rooms. The skeletons chant over the sleeping bodies, while the blood drops off the bones onto the children while they sleep.

	      If the kids don’t wake up, they are tap-tap-tapped awake, and told to be good and act correct, or the skeletons will come to get them before their time. That mission complete, it’s on to the next house.

	      The 2nd type of American Voodoo is Hoodoo Voodoo. 

	[image: Image]And this is what I call, a kind of an Americanized New Age version of voodoo. It’s a hodgepodge of everything. They say that they’re primarily African voodoo as opposed to the Caribbean and South American voodoo of Louisiana voodoo. But then they freely admit they mix and match whatever they want. As you can see here….

	 

	Narrator: “There are a lot of misconceptions, a lot of people believe that hoodoo and voodoo are the same. There’s a lot of misleading information, especially on the internet about the difference between the two. Living here in New Orleans, you see voodoo posted on everything. You see hoodoo posted on everything. So, I can understand why some people, sometimes, use them interchangeably. But I assure you that hoodoo is different than voodoo.

	Hoodoo is an ancestrally based practice. It’s the result of the transatlantic slave trade. It is African American folk magic. When you are in an African American house that has hoodoo or root in their bloodline, you are not going to hear the words conjure or root work or hoodoo. At least in my family, I never heard those words, even though I do have it in my bloodline. The reason why is that it is so ingrained in the culture, it’s not different from their spiritual practice. 

	I grew up in a Baptist Christian household, like many African Americans did, like many root workers or hoodoo practitioners have; and my grandmother carried her Bible, and she had her tricks. Before we went to church, she would sit us down at the dining room table and talk about herbs and roots, so that we had the understanding that these things have power. It’s not like she separated it and said, ‘Now we are going to have a class about hoodoo.’ That’s not what happened.

	She told us, ‘This is where the power is, and this is how you can capitalize on that power.’ You have to understand that hoodoo came from a culture of survival. The people who were stolen from their country, stolen from their homes and brought over here and they held tightly onto their spiritual practice. That was the only thing that they owned. So, it was very special to them. 

	They had to keep it secret. Through time, hoodoo has communicated with a lot of different cultures. It’s communicated with indigenous people who were here. It’s communicated with native Americans and even Europeans, and along the way it has taken little tricks - to learn how to evolve and adapt to its environment. Much like a culture that is trying to survive.”

	      Hoodoo is a set of spiritual practices, traditions, and beliefs that was created by enslaved Africans in the Southern United States from various traditional African spiritualities, Catholicism and elements of American Indians. Another major influence in Hoodoo is Islam. 

	      As a result of the transatlantic slave trade, some West African Muslims that practiced Islam were enslaved in the United States. Prior to their arrival to the American South, West African Muslims blended Islamic beliefs with traditional West African Voodoo. 

	      On plantations in the American South, they practiced the Islamic prayers, wore turbans, and the men wore the traditional wide leg pants. And instead of using Catholic prayers in the creation of charms, Islamic prayers were used. Practitioners of Hoodoo are called: Root Workers, Root Doctors, Conjure Doctors, conjure man or conjure woman, Hoodoo Doctors, and Swampers. 

	      The first use of the word hoodoo in the English language appeared in 1870. Hoodoo comes from the word “hudu,” which comes from the Africa Ewe language spoken in the West African countries of Ghana, Togo and Benin. The word hudu itself means spirit work. 

	 

	HOODOO PARAPHERNALIA:

	[image: Image][image: Image]First there’s Conjure Bags, also called mojo bags, which were used originally by Hoodoo Slaves as a form of resistance from their oppressors against slavery. Slaves would gather some roots and put them in bags and "march around the cabins several times and point the bags toward the master's house every morning" to cause him to “treat his slaves better.” Second, you have Goofer Dust, originally used to resist a cruel overseer. Goofer dust is a traditional hexing material and refers to any powder used to cast a spell, especially harmful in nature. It’s a concoction of natural ingredients that can be used to cause harm, trouble or even kill an enemy. It’s also known as “graveyard dirt.” It was often used to create illness in victims, such as swelling of the legs or blindness. Recipes for making it vary, but primarily include graveyard dirt and snakeskin. Other ingredients may include ash, powdered sulfur, salt, powdered bones, powdered insect chitin (exoskeleton) dried manure, herbs, spices and “anvil dust,” the fine black iron dust found around a blacksmith’s anvil.

	      The result usually varies in color from "a fine yellowish grey" to deep "black dust," depending on the formula, and it may be mixed with local dirt to conceal its deployment. In the modern-day, formulations, Goofer Dust may include anything harmful, that can come to hand, such as insecticide powders, and it might be mixed with expired medications, dried medical waste, etc. Regardless, the ingredients might cause real medical harm.

	      Goofer Dust is sometimes used in love spells of a coercive nature, the severity of which range from the goofer dust being used to provoke helpful spirits to coax the target into love, to the more extreme "love me or die" spells.

	      In Alabama slave narratives, it was documented that former slaves used graveyard dirt to escape from slavery on the Underground Railroad. Freedom seekers rubbed graveyard dirt on the bottom of their feet or put graveyard dirt in their tracks to prevent slave catcher's dogs from tracking their scent. [image: Image]                  A former slave, Ruby Tartt from Alabama, said there was a conjurer who could "Hoodoo the dogs" and cause confusion in the slave catcher's dogs, which prevented whites from catching runaway slaves. In other narratives, enslaved people made a “Jack Ball” to know if a slave would be whipped or not. Enslaved people chewed and spat the juices of roots near their enslavers secretly to calm the emotions of the slaveholders which prevented whippings. 

	[image: Image]      Enslaved people relied on conjurers to prevent whippings and being sold further South. Hoodoo became a form of resistance against white supremacy.

	Enslaved blacks used hoodoo to bring about justice on American plantations by poisoning slaveholders and conjuring death onto their oppressors.

	You also have what is called a “Honey Jar” or Sweetening Jar. To “Sweeten” a person or situation in a person’s favor. And you’ll be happy to know they even offer, on this YouTube video, how to make one!

	[image: Image]Mystic Dylan: “Hello, everyone. Today I am going to walk you through a Honey Pot Jar and talk about hoodoo.” 

	      And that’s as far as you get, because I’m not going to show you how to make one! The next item they have is what’s called a “Face Jug.”

	      Hoodoo Face Jugs functioned like a spirit container. African Americans called them “face jugs,” "voodoo pots" and "ugly jugs." They were considered containers of both deceased souls and spiritual medicine. Many rituals associated with Face Jugs are used either to aid or to harm a person or other living creature. 

	[image: Image]They also have what’s called a “Hoodoo Stick.” 

	The Hoodoo Stick is the practice of carving snakes onto "conjure sticks" to remove curses, evil spirits, and bring healing.

	[image: Image]Snake reverence in African American Hoodoo originated from West African societies. 

	And still available on Amazon. And then there is what they call “Luck Balls.”

	In Hoodoo, it is believed that “luck balls” have a spirit, and to keep its spirit alive, conjurers feed them whisky once a week. 

	[image: Image][image: Image]Next, you have what’s called a “Bottle Tree.”  The use of bottle trees came to the South from Africa with the slave trade. 

	 

	[image: Image]The use of blue bottles is linked to the "haint blue," spirit 

	 

	 

	 

	specifically. The word haint is an alternative spelling of haunt, which was historically used in African American vernacular to refer to a ghost, and in the Hoodoo belief, a witch-like creature would chase their victims to the point of death by exhaustion. So, the purpose of bottle trees was to protect a home or a location from evil spirits by trapping evil spirits inside the bottles. They also have what’s called a “Cosmogram Cross.”

	      The Africa Kongo Cosmogram Cross symbol represented the crossroads where Hoodoo rituals are performed to communicate with spirits. It’s also known as the "Yowa" cross. In Savannah, Georgia, in a historic African American church, called First African Baptist Church, the Kongo cosmogram cross symbol was found in the basement of the church. The church was also a stop on the Underground Railroad. It was recorded that some African Americans in Georgia prayed at the rising and setting of the sun. 

	[image: Image]            At another African American church in the Eastern Shore of Virginia, Kongo cosmograms were designed into the window frames of the church. The church was built facing an axis of an east–west direction, so the sun rises directly over the church steeple in the east. Crossroads deposits were found underneath floorboards and in the northeast sections to conjure ancestral spirits for protection. Sacrificed animals and other charms were also found where the crossroads symbols were drawn by enslaved African Americans.

	      They also have what’s called a “Ring Shout.”

	      The Ring Shout in Hoodoo also has its origins from the Kongo region and incorporates the Kongo Cosmogram with ring shouters dancing in a counterclockwise direction that follows the pattern of the rising of the sun in the East and the setting of the sun in the West. The “ring shout” follows the cyclical nature of life represented in the Kongo cosmogram of birth, life, death, and rebirth. And through counterclockwise circle dancing, ring shouters built up spiritual energy that resulted in the communication with ancestral spirits, and led to spirit possession by ancestral spirits, or what the African American Churches that combined with hoodoo would call the Holy Spirit. You can see that practice here:

	 

	Narrator: “The majority of Africans who arrived on American shores went to their graves believing in, if not practicing, some form of African religion. The resistance to the Christian message began to soften as more black people were born on American soil.” 

	Reverend Alonzo Johnson: “Society says, you’re not even fully human. But in Evangelical Christianity, not only am I human, but I can shout! I can feel - my body mattered, my hands mattered, my ideas mattered - I felt! It gave them a religion of feeling. It gave them a feeling of physical identification that, I think, made it more meaningful. It wasn’t just doctrines, creeds that you believe in. It was what you felt.”

	Narrator: “Black people did not assume the Christianity of their presence. Christianity that black people assumed, that was the Christianity that they created out of the interaction with the Christianity that was presented to them and the Christianity that they re-evaluated and re-configured to fit their needs.

	On weeknights and Sunday evenings, it was a different story. During slavery, secret meetings served as a place where black women and men could worship God the way that they saw fit. At the heart of this experience was the Ring Shout. A sacred ritual in which worshipers shift their feet and move their bodies in a circle to symbolize the connection between past, present, and future. Over time, the meeting places came to be known as praise houses. 

	The praise house family functioned as the secret religious societies in Africa. Members were initiated after months of reporting their dreams and going into the woods at night to seek God.”

	 

	      But it’s not the God of the Bible! As you can see, this led to a merging of now evangelical Christianity with hoodoo practices and in hoodoo, this ring shout practice was “performed to become touched or possessed by what they called “Ancestral spirits,” or now relabeled with Christianese as “the Holy Spirit,” so they could communicate with the spirits of dead ancestors. African Americans replaced African spirits with the Christian (Holy Spirit) during possession. 

	      This music, clapping, and singing during the ring shout was called "catching the spirit" or “bringing down the spirit.”  In Charismatic Churches today, it’s called a “New Wave of the Spirit.”

	      During the ring shout, African Americans shuffle their feet on the floor or ground without removing their feet from the floor in order to create static electricity from the earth to connect with the spiritual energy of the earth. By connecting with the spiritual energy of the earth, they are also connecting with the spirit of the creator, because God created the earth. This is bringing down the spirit to connect with ancestral spirits. The spiritual energy intensifies until someone is pulled into the center of the ring shout by the spirit that was brought down. You know, flopping around. This is done to allow spirit to enter and govern the ring.

	[image: Image]            Researchers noticed the African American ring shout looked similar to counterclockwise circle dances in West Africa. This all led to: modern-day hoodoo churches.

	This new branch of Christianity (which is not Christianity) started among the enslaved and was concealed from slaveholders in these "invisible churches." 

	      Invisible churches were secret churches, where enslaved African Americans combined Hoodoo with Christianity.  Enslaved and free black ministers preached resistance to slavery and that the power of God through praise and worship and Hoodoo rituals would free enslaved people from bondage. Church members practiced conjuring and combined Christian and African spiritual concepts to harm or heal members in their community. They saw the Bible as “the greatest conjure book in the world.” It has many functions for the practitioner, not the least of which is a source of spells. It’s a conjuring talisman to get what you want out of life. It can be taken "to the crossroads," carried for protection, or even left open at specific pages while facing specific directions.  

	      This combining hoodoo with Christianity began in the United States in the middle 1800s and also coincides with the early beginnings of the charismatic movement. I wonder where they got their ideas from?? African Americans started these types of churches as a way for them to hide their African practices (voodoo) from whites by synchronizing African traditions with the Christian faith, incorporating elements of hoodoo and voodoo in their practices. Such churches included: 

	      The Eternal Life Christian Spiritualist Church, led by an African American woman, Mother Catherine Seals, who performed hoodoo to heal her clients. Mother Catherine Seals healed a church member by sacrificing a chicken, by slitting it live and tying it to a person's leg for two days. Seals also reverenced a Haitian Vodou snake loa spirit, Damballa. A snake design was painted on a wall at Mother Seal's church. 

	      Another African American Spiritual church leader had a plastic snake on his altar. This snake reverence originates from West Africa Voodoo. Another branch was in Memphis, Tennessee where African-Americans practiced hoodoo secretly inside of the church. New Orleans and Memphis have several Spiritual churches where hoodoo and voodoo are practiced. Rituals of healing, communing with ancestral spirits, worship services, shouting, eclectic belief systems, and elaborate hoodoo and voodoo rituals take place inside the churches. 

	      There’s the Saint Paul Spiritual Holy Temple in Memphis, Tennessee, that is nicknamed by the blacks in the area as "Voodoo Village," where hoodoo is practiced in the church. They also make mojo bags to remove curses from people using hoodoo. They built this church in a secluded area in the black community so they could practice their traditions in private. These African Americans in Spiritual churches blended African spiritual traditions and African spirits with Christianity creating a uniquely African American religion, which I call hoodoo Christianity.

	      African American Hoodoo religious and spiritual leaders in Spiritual churches did not refer to themselves as “root workers” or “hoodoo doctors,” but as "spiritual advisors" to avoid negative attention from their community and local authorities. Other notable names of Christian Spiritualist denominations include:

	Metropolitan Spiritual Churches of Christ, founded in 1925.

	Pentecostal Spiritual Assemblies of Christ Worldwide, founded in 1938.

	Mount Zion Spiritual Temple, founded in 1945.

	As well as the Church of God in Christ in the early twentieth century, which originally had a predominantly African American membership and was founded by Bishop Charles Harrison Mason. 

	      Bishop Charles Harrison Mason was known among the members of his congregation to heal church members using roots, herbs and conjure oils. Bishop Mason and other Pentecostal pastors were root workers and used spiritual tools to remove demons and curses off church members. The removal of evil spirits from church members in these Pentecostal churches involved music, conjuring oils and other hoodoo tools. They also nailed a horseshoe over the door to ward off evil and made conjure balls to remove diseases. They started “Holy Ghost shouting,” and other practices were synchronized with Christianity and the hoodoo practiced by African Americans.

	And I quote: “Hoodoo also started the African American Word of Faith Movement.”

	      Prosperity theology was taught to church members as they believed God wants his children to be prosperous, and prosperity came to those by having faith in God. For example, African American faith movements are all about having faith in God’s power through fasting, prayer, and using conjure methods. And a Deliverance ministry was preached by black ministers to wage warfare against demons, in which ministers used the hoodoo practices of praying to ancestral spirits to remove demonic curses. And if you stir all this together, this is what modern-day hoodoo churches look like.

	Narrator: “Have you been settling on not enough? Have you settled on having pain and sickness and disease in your body? God doesn’t want you to settle. God wants you to receive. That’s why Rev.
